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Soundtrack LP's: 

Now They're for the Record 
The recording industry in close creative relationship to the film 

and TV areas has come a long way in the area of soundtrack prod- 

uct. Today, as current album chart listings will bear out, sound- 

track LP's can stand tall as best-sellers. It's simply a matter of 

soundtrack product that is self -satisfying as a musical experience. 
Let's go back 15 or so years to focus better on the point we're 

trying to make: soundtrack albums, especially those flowing from 
labels associated with film companies, were designed primarily to 
promote films, which, of course, represented huge investments. 
For the most part, soundtracks of non-musical films were silly in 

their transformation to LP. One good example was the use of bits 
and pieces of thematic material, which separated from their role in 

the film made little sense on their own. Ironically, these albums 
have more commercial value today as hard -to -get cut-outs. These 
track LP's are rare because of their short duration in the market- 
place. It's also interesting to note that the present revival of classic 
movie scores on LP is a studio re-recording effort that takes their 
appearance in LP form into full account, fully realizing the inherent 
beauty of many vintage film scores. 

Later, as greater realism moved into the Hollywood scene, the 
music from the world of recording began to invade the soundtrack 
scoring field, with many artists and arrangers actually providing 
the basic thrust of the score. While it's true that transferring a 

collection of songs heard in a movie to an LP format simplifies mat- 
ters, it's also important to realize that thematic material is also 
handled with care, so that-as was not the case in the past-they 
are self-sufficient when heard on the album (remember soundtrack 
albums with 15 or so bands to a side which said nothing musically 
for disks?) 

(Again, it's interesting to note that Henry Mancini's best-selling 
movie music albums were re -done in the studio for better disk 
effect) 

Now, happily, matters have changed for the better. Musical con- 
cepts in soundtrack material make a satisfying musical whole, in- 

cluding such present-day hits as "American Graffiti," "The Way 
We Were," "The Payback," "The Sting," "Sunshine" (from TV), 
"Jonathan Livingston Seagull," "Billy Jack," "Hell Up in Harlem." 
It should be pointed out that in the case of "Jonathan Livingston 
Seagull" an unsuccessful film has a top -selling soundtrack, thanks 
to the performing and writing skill of Neil Diamond, a recording 
industry superstar. 

The wedding in creative terms between the movie/TV areas and 
the needs of the recording industry has evolved new meaning for 
the soundtrack album, one that is well-defined on the current best- 
selling album chart.

Recently, Ms. Reddy signed a mil- 
lion -dollar contract with the MGM 
Grand Hotel in Las Vegas. 

Ms. Reddy at her own expense has 
been making appearances at women's 
prison facilities "because women in 
prison are virtually ignored."

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NEW YORK-ANNE MURRAY: THE 'SONG' BIRD 

Canadian winters are notoriously bitter and therefore whatever entertainment 
the subjects of the nation are graced with must be warm and fulfilling this time 
of the year. One Canadian, Anne Murray has done much for the Canadian nation, 
not just in this winter season, but throughout many winters past and will prob- 
ably continue in that capacity for many seasons to come. And to think, it basically 
all started with a winter song (at least her American and international reputation), 
"Snowbird" a couple of campaigns back. 

Canada has not yet given birth to many prominent international pop stars. To 
date, only Neil Young, Joni Mitchell, the Guess Who and of late, Terry Jacks, 
along with Anne are the only names that have reached America in a big way and 
made substantial dents on the charts. Of those names, each an obvious super- 
star, the basically simplistic background and nature of Anne Murray and her 
rise to her current superstar level is the most attractive. And unlike the rest 
(with the possible exception of the Guess Who and the group's offspring Bach- 
man -Turner Overdrive), Anne still lives in her native land, openly admitting there's 
no other place she could consider settling down in. 

Anne, nursing the effects of a late party in Boston the night before, settled 
down next to this reporter at New York's posh Russian Tea Room at a luncheon 
set up to trace the lady's career and gain further insight as to the important 
steps along the way. Before actually beginning to discuss her meteoric rise in 
the music industry, Anne disclosed that her original career intent was to become 
a teacher in the Canadian school system and settle into a niche of teaching 
physical education (her second love, next to music). Fortunately, or unfortu- 
nately for the young girls of Canada, Anne's desire to become a performer top- 
ped her list of priorities and at the University of New Brunswick, in 1964, she 
had her first audition for Canadian television. The test, for the nationally popu- 
lar "Sing Along Jubilee," did not fare as Anne had hoped. She didn't get the 
job, or a shot on the show, and it was not until 1966 when she auditioned again 
(half-heartedly, no less) did she get the job on the show. In fact, in the two 
years between her first and second auditions, Anne performed only enough to 
save enough money to buy a car, at which point she did actually teach physical 
education for a while. 

On the show, Anne became a regular and performed solo occasionally, but 
for the most part was part of a chorale and rarely up front enough to make her 
singular presence known. But it did pay the bills and she was really getting into 
performing, even though at one point she said she would only "give it a year." 

After leaving the show, producer Brian Ahern contacted Anne and kept on do- 

ing so until she agreed to let him produce her as a solo artist on record. From 
that point, the meteor started to rise and "Snowbird" became a big hit, both in 

Canada and the United States, before striking more gold in Europe. From that 
point and on, Anne's work schedule became evert more hectic and better mate - 

HOLLYWOOD - MARTHA REEVES: STUDYING THE SINGULAR 
It was anything but a "heatwave" during the near freezing conditions of 

Detroit in the early sixties, yet in spite of this, Martha Reeves got on a bus every 
morning and went to her thirty five dollar a week job at 2648 West Grand 
Boulevard. To Martha and to everyone else, taking a bus to a thirty five dollar a 

week job was something prestigious. Prestigious? Yes, if you happened to have 
been working for a company called Motown Records which Martha was lucky 
enough to be doing. Then the bus, the cold, the salary, didn't matter because 
even Motown secretaries were the envy of the city. She wanted to be a singer but 
had settled for a secretary in the A&R department, in the little house on West 
Grand that brought hit after hit alive even though, oddly enough it was situated 
next to a funeral home. Here she worked everyday with Eddie and Brian Holland, 
Lamont Dozier, Mickey Stevenson, Smokey, and of course the company's founder 
Berry Gordy, whom she considered a "genius maker." 

Occassionally at work, Martha would be permitted to leave her desk, not for 
that customary coffee break but rather for a "recording break," where she and 
two of her high school girlfriends would get to go down staris into the recording 
studio (a renovated basement) and sing background on Marvin Gaye records. 
Martha recalled how, when she was first hired as a secretary, session notes were 
just punched onto record player spindles. Gradually, however, the "Motown 
Sound," found itself properly attended to, organized, and accounted for. Martha 
watched, mostly from behind the desk, the birth of a gyration of 45 records 
become overnight hits. 

When Mary Wells became ill and could not come in for her recording date of a 
tune called "I'll Have to Let Him Go," Martha was asked to do it. Apparently the 
unions had just passed a rule saying that a lead singer must be present during 
union sessions and so Martha and the Vandellas (Roslyn Ashford and Annette 
Beard) got to cut their first official record. However, it was their second "Come 
and Get These Memories," and third "Heat Wave," which actually launched 
them. 

Success happened fast. Not only did Motown now have four houses on Grand 
Blvd. but they now also had three girls groups, The Marvelettes, The Supremes, 
and Martha and the Vandellas. She immediately went on the road doing 94 one 
nighters along with Little Stevie Wonder (he was nine years old then), Marvin, The 
Miracles, The Temptations, and The Supremes. The caravan band, Crocker 
Campbell's orchestra learned the charts for "Come and Get These Memories," 
and "Heat Wave," and then kept adding Martha and the Vandellas hits as fast as 
they made them. When asked about the competition within that "Motown family" 
of artists, Martha conceded "Sure everyone was competing with everybody else 
and that's how they made such good records." Good records, aurous records, are 
what Martha continued to put out until late in 1965 when little by little Motown 
started to move west. Changes were observed in this Motown odyessy. First the

rial started coming her way. She was sent a copy of Kenny Loggins' and Jim 
Messina's album before the group actually broke, and the result there was 
"Danny's Song" which did as much for Loggins and Messina as it did for Anne. 
The song was another international smash ad was truly the beginning of her 
superstardom. Her current chart monster, "Love Song" is another L&M tune 
and her LP (titled "Love Song") includes yet another tune of Ken and Jim's 
"Watching The River Run" (the duo have just had their version released as a 

single). 
Following the success of her "Danny's Song," she was contacted by Henry 

Mancini who wanted her to sing the main song from the film "Oklahoma Crude," 
whose score he had written. The track was "Send A Little Love My Way" and 
although it ony reached a moderate level of success, Anne felt an Academy 
Award nomination for the song might be a possibility and if so would boost her 
performing career even further (since our luncheon, the Academy Award nomi- 
nations have been announced and the song was not nominated). The lady is 
all heart and is willing to try anything she feels may be worth the effort, and 
beside she does love to perform. 

Anne continued on into her present existence and the subject of a good 
friend of hers, Glen Campbell, came up. She has not only guested on his TV 
shows, but has recorded an album with the singer/guitarist and says she would 
like the relationship to continue in the future. The two blend well and the friend- 
ship, at this point, seems quite secure. 

Concerning her performing, Anne has never performed in a New York City 
hall and would like, in the near future, to secure a concert date at, say, Carnegie 
or Phiharmonic (Avery Fisher) Hall. Considering her recent successes, it would 
seem that an arrangement should be made in time. After all, the demand is 
there. She admits, however, that the Las Vegas type of performance would have 
to be ruled out. She openly disclosed that two, four or six weeks at one club or 
hotel would be too much of an obligation. She likes the freedom one nighters 
hold and long engagements do tend to run heavy on one's soul. Her live per- 
formance will probably surprise people, considering her band consists of seven 
musicians and her stage act, for all extensive purposes, is a rocking and rolling 
experience. She claims to love performing her ballads, but feels freer when she 
is rocking in front of an audience. She also feels that her ballad image is not all 
that fair to the public and that she has that other side that deserves to be seen. 

Although her successes have been centered around the music industry, she 
has been approached by parties who would like to see her with a television series 
of her own (a summer replacement type, along the lines of the Glen Campbell 
Hour a few years back). arty goodman 

Supremes became Diana Ross and the Supremes and at the same time Martha 
and Smokey also got steiler billing. It was the other changes that affected a 
usually complacent Martha Reeves. It seems that all of the label's first class 
producers, Motown's gentility, had in fact moved to Mowest in Los Angeles and 
Martha found herself "dancing in an empty street" on West Grand. 

The early motto imprinted on the Gordy label, the subsidiary for which she 
recorded was "It's What's in the Grooves that Count," however Martha began to 
realize that those grooves depended on having knowledgeable producers around 
which she found she could no longer count on. In fact she couldn't even count a 
one left in Detroit and the worst part was that according to Martha she was never 
invited to join the West Coast cadre. Instead she stayed back east and sadly 
watched the success of her career diminish. It's somewhat of a paradox that one 
of her albums around this time called "Sugar and Spice," should show Martha 
and the Vandellas on it's cover encased in candy jars. Truth of the matter is that 
the act had quite indeed been put on a shelf. Martha remembered that at this 
point she felt so alienated that she had even given thought to finding another 
secretarial job, but since her clothes were now all lavish performing gowns she'd 
have to have found a pretty high class position. Fortunately she was approached 
by Ron Strasner (Rare Earth's manager) with the idea of becoming a solo artist. 
Martha relocated in Hollywood and with the help of her new manager negotiated 
a new record deal with MCA Records. Her new single "Power of Love," is from the 
soon to be released album produced by prodigial Richard Perry. 

Martha Reeves is happy about the change of scenery. In comparing the two 
cities she says that she'd never want to live in Detroit again. She explains that it 
has the highest crime rate and shudders as she continued with "Detroit is 
frightening." Then by memory and rather matter of factly she offers "Last year 
alone there were 485 homicide deaths." Perhaps figuratively one could say 486 
that is when you stop to think that there will never be a Martha and the 
Vandellas again except on "oldies but goodies" repackages. The last time Martha 
and the Vandellas performed together was Dec. 21, 1971 at the Cobo Hall, in 
Detroit. She made her solo debut last November at Madison Square Garden. In 
addition to just having completed her first solo album she is also taking acting 
lessons in Hollywood with Lee Strasberg. She has been studying there how to 
speak in the first person instead of the "we" and "us," which had been the idiom 
Martha had become familiar using as the leader of a group for 12 years. Martha 
Reeves reported that she feels like she has been "recycled." This dynamite singer 
who is also featured on the score to the new movie "Willie Dynamite," concluded 
with "I feel like I graduated from Motown, cum laude. And my degree has helped 
me to further my career; to get another job." ron baron

Her encore, a tune she 
claimed to have learned a few nights 
before, "Heart Like A Wheel", was 
a totally mesmerizing experience that 
generated a sincere, rousing standing 
ovation. Again, it's still a mystery as 
to why more folks have not yet picked 
up on her incredible talents. Her two 
current LP's on Asylum ("Don't Cry 
Now") and Capitol ("Different 
Drum") are excellent ways to begin 
a Linda Ronstadt love affair. Speak- 
ing for all of New York City, come 
back soon Linda. We adore you! 

Songwirter extraordinaire Jackson 
Browne continued the splendid eve- 
ning's entertainment with a perfectly 
paced set of his classic folk -country - 
rock material. While Jackson alter- 
nated between guitar and piano, his 
four man back up band perfectly 
complemented his material and great- 
ly helped in making the evening as 
magical as it was. 

Jackson's performances of "Rock 
Me On The Water", "Jamaica Say 
You Will", "Take It Easy", "For 
Everyman", "Doctor My Eyes" and 
his current single release, "Ready Or 
Not" were complete delights and had 
the crowd excited every step of the 
way. That's about when the frenzy 
set in. Jackson, with brilliant accom- 
paniment from David Lindley and 
Lowell George (from Little Feat) on 
guitars, as well as the rest of the 
band, started rocking and rolling. 
Carnegie was literally shaking. "Red- 
neck Friend", his recent single hit 
was the motivator and everything was 
letter perfect. With Jackson wailing 
away on vocals and Lowell on guitar 
(electric slide), the performance was 
as electric (if not more so) than any 
of the best of the best rock and roll 
shows to hit New York. 

Linda then re -appeared with Jack - 
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son for a grand finale, "One Last 
Song", a very pretty moderately 
paced ballad featuring the duo's 
strong harmony. The sight of the two 
on stage was the most fulfilling of 
the night. An album together in the 
future would be worth looking into. 

Regardless of what people say 
about New York, a Linda Ronstadt- 
Jackson Browne concert is greatly 
appreciated and just what the doctor 
ordered. Long after the glitter has 
settled on the closet floors of the rock 
and rollers, Linda and Jackson will 
still be making beautiful music folks 
can really appreciate. A sincere, heart 
felt "thank you" to two very beautiful 
people for a totally captivating eve- 
ning. a.g. 

Joel Grey 
FAIRMONT HOTEL, SAN FRAN- 
CISCO - There were two major mu- 
sic events being chronicled in all of 
the San Francisco papers while this 
reporter was there. One happened to 
be Bob Zimmerman (alias Dylan) and 
the other Joel Katz (alias Grey). 
Since Dylan tickets were being 
scalped for cents which made no 
sense, it was off to the Fairmont Ho- 
tel to catch Columbia Recording art- 
ist Joel Grey. This reporter advanced 
to the lengthy line and cooly waited 
for it to diminish so that he could go 
in. Lines? No one waits in lines any- 
more unless you're buying gas, going 
to see "The Exorcist," or happen to 
be seeing Dylan or Grey. When the 
turn to be admitted finally arose, the 
maitre d ushered this journalist to 
his charitable table, only a nose away 
from the entrance doors. However, as 
it turned out, the back seat at the 
cabaret was really the best, for one 
got a marvelous look at the audience, 
their faithful response to Joel, and of 
Joel's uncanny ability to transfix ev- 
ery corner of the showroom. 

Joel opened with "The More I See 
You," which was followed with his 
favorite country and western parody, 
"Romania," at which a table with a 
couple in their twenties and one with 
the teenagers roared with laughter. 
Next the energetic Grey did a George 
Cohan medley. Now it's time for Joel 
to saunter thru still another medley 
of another small giant in the music 
world, Billy Rose (Grey, statistically 
speaking would have towered him by 
three inches). Again the songs were 
performed with such verve and dedi- 
cation that anyone else doing them 
would only come off as a weak imita- 
tion. The grey Rose tribute included 
"Am I Blue," "Paper Moon," "Back in 
your Own Backyard" and a very 
effective, clever routine to "Me and 
My Shadow." For this number Joel 
danced and his shadow box, actually 
an old vaudeville trunk cavorted along 
with him. The trunk appeared floating 
as it synchronized itself to Joel's own 
fancy facile footwork. 

Next Joel segued into a very mov- 
ing interpretation of "Put a Little 
Love in Your Heart," done with a 
concerto sounding backgrouná. Dur- 
ing just a musical interlude of the 
song, Grey went around and tacitly 
touched members of the audience. 
Joel's silence and his careful pacing 
made it all profoundly moving. He 
saved his celebrated role of the mas- 
ter of ceremonies in "Cabaret," for 
last. Then utilizing a few props from 
that trunk he recreated the character 
he created on stage and also got to 
play in the movie. When Joel got the 
Cabaret song "Money," which was 
one of his last songs, it was most 
ironic to watch the waiters scurry 
once more to collect just that. Appar- 
ently this number was the signal 
amongst the waiters to tell them that 
the show had come to its end. There 
was a standing ovation from all gen- 
erations. His encore number was 
"Traveling Man." The house lights 
came on and the cabaret was over at 
least until his late show. r.b, 

Silverhead 
Fresh Start 

WHISKY L.A. - You can run 
through the whole gamut of cliche 
adjectives: gutsy, flashy, heavy and 
loud; all of them can be neatly and 
accurately applied to the performance 
of MCA's Silverhead. An England - 
based band, they've been through 
these parts several times before but 
have never sounded tighter, looked 
better or generally pulled their act 
off as well as they did recently at the 
Whisky. 

The group is fronted by singer 
Michael Des Barres, an emaciated 
shouter who comports himself with 
all the grace of a spastic Nureyev. 
Their compositions, almost all of 
which are collectively authored by the 
band, are of the hard-core rock vari- 
ety and range in lyrical content from 
the risque to the downright obscene. 
Such picaresque titles as "More Than 
Your Mouth Can Hold" and "Sixteen 
and Savaged" seem destined for a 
special place in the annals of rock 'n 
roll ethos. 

Although their act carries the re- 
quisite overtones of androgenous 
glitter, Silverhead relies more on a 
traditional stance of street -punk 

defiance. As vocalist Des Barres 
drooled, shouted and strangled his 
microphone, lead guitarist Robbie 
Blunt produced an endless series of 
provocative riffs and musical doodles, , 
providing a juxtaposition of remark- 
ably similar elements. And some cred 
it, please, for bassist Nigel Harrison,' 
whose competence was above and be-, 
yond the call of duty. As one might 
expect, the material Silverhead per- 
formed can be found, immortalized in 
vinyl, via an MCA LP titled "Sixteen 
and Savaged." 

Although they've been together for 
only eight months, for opening group, - 
Fresh Start its been time well spent. 
Their sound varies from funky r&b to,,, 
some simple and effective pop ar- 
rangements that are occasionally re- 
miniscent of the Doobie Brothers. The 
band consists of Milo Martin on bass, 
Fred Allen on drums, singer Bill 
Pratt and guitarist Paul Frank. Re- 
cently signed to ABC -Dunhill, Fresh... 
Start is presently in the studios and if 
their Whisky engagement is any indi- 
cation, they should have a good shot 
at both the r&b and pop markets.

Cheech (i Chong 
Bachman Turner Overdrive 

ACADEMY OF MUSIC, N.Y.C. - In 
an exhilarating display of comic ver- 
satility, Ode recording artists Cheech 
& Chong, made an exciting return to 
the Big Apple, bringing with them 
several of their most memorable char- 
acters. The talented duo made a dozen 
costume changes and featured several 
selections from their current chart 
LP, "Los Cochinos," including 
Cheech's lip -sync version of the sin- 
gle, "Basketball Jones." Prior to the 
duo taking the stage, promoter 
Howard Stein's crew ran a five- 
minute animated cartoon based on the 
song, which is about a ghetto kid who 
grows up eating and sleeping basket- 
ball and winds up a star of the game. 

With professional rapidity, Cheech 
& Chong produced "Laid -Back Len- 
ny," everbody's favorite underground, 
west coast FM disk jockey, "Blind 
Lemon Chitlin," "Sister Mary Ele- 
phant," and "Sergeant Studenko," all 
of whom have become well known 
characters through the duo's satiric 
portrayal of .their roles in contem- 
porary society. Tommy Chong and 
Cheech Marin have enjoyed excep- 
tional popularity among a generation 
familiar with marijuana and other 
drugs, and while poking fun at the 
drug sub -culture, made some salient 
points about pushers, police, and drug 
users. 

One skit featured Cheech as a push- 
er and Chong as a supposedly hip 
undercover cop. In his role as the 
law, Tommy garbled such commonly 
used phrases as reefer and upper, 
substituting `roofer' and `speeder' in 
their places, much to the delight of 
the boisterous crowd, who yelled out 
their favorites to the stage as the 
pair went through the fast-moving 
stage act. In the skit, Chong is set to 
arrest Marin when the latter grabs 
his gun, and in a turn of events, 
brings the officer to his knees. It is 
obvious that Cheech & Chong rep- 
resent more than a recording or even 
concert act. Relentlessly poking fun 
at outdated morality and laws, the 
pair has become a symbol of freedom 
for the current generation, a fact 
made plain as day by the packed 
house's demand for a double encore, 
one the artists were happy to satisfy. 

The popular Mercury recording ar- 
tists, Bachman -Turner Overdrive 
opened the show with a raucous 
rock'n'roll set, which included high -

lights from their two currently suc- 
cessful chart LP's, both named after - 
the group (numbered I and II). The 
quartet rocked through their previous 
hit, "Hold Back The Water" and 
treated everyone to a stunning ver- , 
sion of their current single, "Let It 
Ride," which is rapidly moving up the 
charts. Tight harmonies and well bal- 
anced (if slightly loud) instrumenta- 
tion keyed the set, which featured two' 
interesting change of pace jazz - 
flavored tunes that set up the group's', 
encore, "American Woman" (written 
by Randy Bachman) perfectly. d.b. 

Fairport Convention

TROUBADOR L.A. - Ominous En- 
glish ballads, frenetic Scots -Irish.' 
fiddling and a pop song or two made 
up their basic fare. Fairport Conven- 
tion, along with Pentangle and 
Steeleye Span, was among the pio- 
neers of the British electrified folkie 
movement and probably more than 
any other group in the genre, was+-' 
responsible for exporting the pheno- 
menon to this side of the Atlantic. 

The mainstay of the group in its 
present edition is Dave Swarbick, 
whose fiddling, mandolin playing and 
singing held the act together musical- 
ly and gave the audience a consider- 
able amount of highly watchable ani- 
mation. Swarbick moves about the', 
stage with the quickness of a le- 
prechaun, strutting impishly and 
grinning madly. His fiddle solos on 
songs like "Hexamshire Lass" (a cut 
from the group's latest A&M Records 
LP) were traditionally roguish at 
times, elsewhere employing an am- --, 

plified distortion to simulate the 
sound of a jaded slide guitar. á 

Sandy Denny, distinguished alumna 
of the band, took to the stage for a 4 

guest appearance midway through theme 
set. Her voice, almost painfully ex- 
quisite and clear, lent itself well to.-.. 
the stark stuff in minor keys and to 
songs like Bob Dylan's legendary out -- 
take, "(Oh Mama) You're Gonna Miss 
Your Best Friend Now." " 

Eric Kaz, author of "Cry Like A 
Rainstorm" and "Love Has No Pride" 
has enjoyed great success as a -t-.

ROCK'N'ROLL ANIMAL-Lou Reed-RCA APL 
1-0472 

The 'Transformer' is back with a very well 
produced live LP, recorded at the Academy of 
Music in New York City. The five cuts on the 
album, "Sweet Jane," "Heroin," "White Light - 
White Heat," "Lady Day," and "Rock'n'Roll," 
represent a significant portion of Reed's past, 
present, and future, and with the help of five 
very talented musicians, he puts each of them 
across in convincing fashion. Backing Lou on 
the LP are Dick Wagner and Steve Hunter on 
guitar, Ray Colcord on keyboards, Pentti Glan 
on drums, and Prakash John on bass.

The Spinners' latest, featuring the group's 
runaway hit title track, proves once again why 
the quintet is one of the most renowned outfits 
working today. Superbly blended harmonies 
dress the fine selection of material in sparkling 
musical colors, and the production and ar- 
rangement compliment the Spinner personality 
adroitly.

GUEST EDITORIAL: 

Sandler Speaks On 
Coinbiz & Energy Crisis 

Irving Sandler, founder -chief of Sandler Vending Co., Minneapolis, recently 
set his thoughts down on paper concerning the energy crisis and how it affects 
his business-the musio and games business-and reproduced the article for his 
hundreds of friends and associates in the industry. 

His remarks are profound, and we here/with reprint the letter in total with 
our gratitude to this veteran coinman for a chance to share his wisdom. 

1 thought it might be helpful for me to put down on paper some of my 
thoughts on how the so-called Energy Crisis will affect the Coin Machine 
Business, drawing on my 35 years of experience. Most of these conclusions apply 
only to Music and Games and NOT to Vending. 

Every change creates NEW opportunities for those with the imagination and 
the vision to take advantage of them. While some businesses suffer, some get 
better. The Operating Business will get better. I'll give you my reasons later in 
this letter. 

First let me say, that our country will be better off in the long run after this 
scare. We have been wasting our resources for years without any thought of the 
future. We have been on a gasoline and oil drunk. Now it's time to sober up. 
Instead of living "High on the Hog", we will just live good. Instead of driving 
a 2 ton "Gas Guzzler" that gets less than 10 miles to the gallon, we may have 
to drive a one ton car that gets 30 miles to the gallon. Not much of an 
inconvenience, but it triples the supply of gas! Lowering the speed limit from 70 
to 50 saves 10% they tell us. These are two simple ways to save gas, there are 
many many more ways. 

The operator has two questions of importance to him. 

1.) Will he get enough gas to run his business'? The answer is YES in my 
opinion. The President has already stated that all businessmen will get the 
gasoline necessary to run their business. In fact, the first priority of the adminis- 
tration is not to disrupt the economy. Also the locations will get enough fuel 
to operate. 

2.) What will happen to collections? In my opinion, they will increase. Why? 
Because in times of uncertainty, people usually avoid the fancy restaurants and 
go to the cheaper cafes and taverns for recreation. Places that are juke box 
and game spots. Remember our business is a dime and quarter business. The 
customer does not have to spend big money for us to prosper. The Coin Ma- 
chine Business was born in the midst of the Great Depression, and does well 
in good and bad times. The tavern is the "Poor Man's Opera House." 

However, some new conditions will arise and the operator will have to ad- 
just to these. Records will be not as plentiful as they have been in the past. 
There may be temporary shortages of repair parts. Equipment will not be as 
readily available. There will be some shortages. And everything from gasoline 
to parts to machines will go up in price. But the operators should be able to 
handle the increases in stride. 

Here are a few things the operator can do. Keep a good supply of parts on 
hand. This will eliminate the "down time" on machines. Equipment must be 
maintained in good order to eliminate service calls. Also you can stretch out 
the checking intervals. Let's say you check a location every 2 weeks-if you 
stretch it to 4 weeks, you increase your gas mileage for checking 100%! If 
you check every 3 weeks, instead of 2, you have an increase of 50%. Very 
shortly, I foresee pool tables having double quarter chutes, 506 per game for 4 
players. That is only 121/4 cents a cue, which is still damn cheap entertain- 
ment. (We have already broken the price barrier with the 256 amusement 
game.) All phonos will go to 2 for 256 and Pinballs will be on quarter play. 

In spite of the rising costs that we have had in the past-there are still a few 
operators on 50/50. This will have to stop if the operator wishes to survive. 
Bear in mind that ij you go from 50/50 to 60/40, it raises the operators end 
20%! Without any additional overhead. All operators will have to raise their 
percentages regardless of how they are operating. Remember, your location is 
in the business of selling beer or sandwiches or ice cream or food, etc. And the extra $2.00 a week that he gets from you by you operating efficiently 
makes no difference to him. However, the $2.00 per week per machine extra 
means $200.00 per week to you if you are operating 100 pieces. 

If you have confidence in America as I have, and we all pull together, you 
will enjoy a greater prosperity than you have had in the past. The "Energy 
Crises" will create new opportunities for profit.

be used as two separate amplifiers 
since each channel has its own inde- 
pendent tone controls, according to 
Rieck. For ease in diagnosis and ser- 
vicing, the new amplifier is composed 
entirely of snap -out printed circuit 
boards. All relays are the plug-in 
type for easy servicing. 

A special feature of the amplifier is 
a unique circuitry system that makes 
it impossible for the "100" to be dam- 
aged by over -heating, overloading or 
accidental shorting. In any of these 
events the new circuitry shuts down 
the phono to protect component parts 
avoiding costly repairs. A service 
warning light also signals any im- 
proper installation of remote speak- 
ers or overloading of the circuit. 

To seal the "100" cabinet from out- 
side pollution by dirt and dust, Rock - 
Ola has initiated a new cooling sys- 
tem. Heat from the amplifier is dissi- 
pated through the rear wall by mas- 
sive die-cast vanes. Heat generated by 
the power supply transformer is 
vented off through a heat convector 
system. Any remaining heat is dissi- 
pated through the metal trim and de- 
corative glass. This method of cool- 
ing, according to Les Rieck, will add 
years to the phonograph's life and 
will measurably reduce record wear. 

All Rock -Ola accessories, including 
the TRI -VUE Wallbox, dollar -bill ac- 
ceptor, auxiliary speakers, and vari- 
ous pricing kits are compatible with 
the new "100" phonograph.
