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a i got so excited writing the

songs in this album that you’d
think I just started in the music
business. It’s something I

always wanted to do, write an
album of all my own songs and
for some reason, I just never got

around to it.

“But it seemed like in the

last year or two, these songs
started bubbling out of me more
than ever and I started putting

down everything that came out.

“I’ve been doing things I did

twenty years ago, jumping up in

the middle of the night, grab-

bing a piece of paper in the dark,

writing down a line or two so I

wouldn’t forget it tomorrow, and
I found myself actually finish-

ing all the songs that I started.

“There was one of them,
‘Ragged Old Flag,’ that I didn’t

even have any control over. It

came out faster than I could
write it down. You’ve heard of

people who write songs in ten

minutes. ‘Ragged Old Flag’ was
one of those songs. Then I

recorded it at a Columbia
luncheon at the House of Cash
and the applause is from the

Columbia Record people who
were in convention there.

“And there were times I

even tookmy guitar to the

supper table. I was working so

hard on a song, I didn’t want to

give it up even for a few minutes.

So while I ate with my family,

I worked on the song at the

same time.

“And I sang them for you,

making believe that you were
one of those that were sitting

down to dinner with me when I

took my guitar to the supper
table. /If

As the

weeks and months go by, Cash Box will reflect editorial concepts that will

add even further credence to our belief that we best reflect the many
avenues of the music industry.

In a heartfelt “thanks” to all who made all our efforts to achieve a “new
look” worthwhile, we also express our sincere desire to hear from the trade

in making suggestions as to how we can further improve our service to the

industry.

Operation Group, Maggie Bell, Bad Company on Roster

NEW YORK — Led Zeppelin is forming

their own record company, Swan Song
Inc., which will be distributed worldwide

by Atlantic. Swan Song is owned by the

members of Led Zeppelin, John
Bonham, John Paul Jones, Jimmy Page,

and Robert Plant, and their manager
Peter Grant.

FRONT COVER:

Eleven years and 45 million albums after

"The Lonely Bull” launched his record-

ing and performing career, Herb Alpert

is at the beginning of a new phase. After

taking an extended hiatus from the

recording studio and the concert stage,

Alpert is back — newly inspired — with a

brand new album and an impending
national tour.

Both the album — titled 'You Smile,

the Song Begins' — and the live show
feature an expanded and re-energized

Tijuana Brass. The current TJB — which

has received rave reviews in its debut

engagement at Harrah s of Lake Tahoe
— is a nine-piece unit, with Lani Hall

featured on vocals.

Alpert is thoroughly pleased with the

album and excited by the high level of

musical interaction in the new Brass.

Members of the group echo Alpert’s en-

thusiasm, claiming that this TJB — as

strong as it already is — has enormous
potential for further growth. Bolstered by
what may well be the best-ever version

of the Tijuana Brass, Herb Alpert is cer-

tain to pick up where he left off — at the

top.
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The first release on Swan Song will be
by Bad Company, whose membership is

Paul Rodgers, former lead singer of

Free, Simon Kirke, former drummer of

Free, Nick Ralphs, former lead guitarist

of Mott The Hoopie, and Boz Burrell, for-

mer bass player for King Crimson. Bad
Company is scheduled as a June release.

Led Zeppelin’s next album is expected to

be released in late summer, and Maggie
Bell’s next is planned for early autumn,
both on Swan Song.

Grant is president of Swan Song,
Danny Goldberg has been named vice

president and Steve 'Weiss has been
named attorney and administrator of

Swan Song Inc. Goldberg and Weiss will

work out of Swan Song offices in New
York. Grant will continue to work out of

London.

Formed in 1968, Led Zeppelin has

released five consecutive platinum

albums, including the fourth “Led Zep-

pelin” which is still on the charts after

more than two years and their last album,

"Houses Of The Holy," still on the charts

more than a year after its release.

On their last American tour, when their

first concert on May 4, 1973 at Atlanta

Stadium drew 49,236 people, it ex-

ceeded a stadium record of 33,000 set

by the Beatles in 1965. The following

night at Tampa Stadium they drew
56,800 which toppled the all-time world-

wide paid concert attendance record by

a single group, which had been set by
the Beatles at Shea Stadium in 1 965.

According to Goldberg, Swan Song
“will have very few artists. 'We expect
every album release to be successful

and we will promote, publicize and mer-
chandise it accordingly. The same spirit

of artistic perfection and business
acumen that have characterized Zep-
pelin as a group and Peter Grant as a

manager will permeate Swan Song.”

Atlantic Obtains
Rights To ABBA’S
Eurovision Winner

NEW YORK — Atlantic Records has

acquired the United States and Canadian
distributing rights for the Swedish group,

ABBA, whose single, "Waterloo," won
top honors at the 19th annual Eurovision

Song Festival. The announcement was
made by Jerry Greenberg, senior vice

president and general manager of Atlan-

tic Records, who negotiated the deal

with New York attorney Bob Casper.

"Waterloo” was voted the award over
7000 entries from Britain, Holland,
Israel, and Yugoslavia. Eurovision’s 500
million viewers in 32 countries watched
the contest and an estimated million

more listened on the radio.

ABBA'S single, from the album of the

same name, is already high on British

charts and on charts throughout Europe.
Because the group thought their real

names too unpronounceable, they took
their name, ABBA, from their initials.

They are Agnetha Faeltskog-Ulvaeus,
Bjorn Ulvaeus, Benny Andersson, and
Anifrida Lyngstad.

Atlantic plans immediate, rush release
of the single, and is organizing one of the
heaviest and most intensive promo cam-
paigns.

The album was produced by Stig An-
derson of Sweden Music/Polar Music.

RCA Appoints Whittemore
& Anderson To WC Promo

NEW YORK — Tom Cossie, RCA
Records director of promotion, has an-

nounced the appointments of Don’ Whit-

temore to regional promotion manager,
west coast, and Ray Anderson to

manager, national singles promotion,
RCA Records.

Instrumentals Take The Spotlight Adams’ New Term
As Musical 1974 Marks A New Trend As ASCAP Prexy

NEW YORK — A phenomenon currently

in existence in the music industry is the

success of the instrumental of late, suc-

cess that seems, for the most part, to

have been all too rare over the past few

years. The fact that three instrumentals

are currently listed in the Cash Box Top
10 Singles chart bears that fact

dramatically. Of these three, "TSOP" by

MFSB has already topped the charts

(currently listed at #7), “The Entertainer"

by Marvin Hamlisch (currently charted at

#4 with a bullet) seems headed in that

same direction, and “Tubular Bells

(Theme From The Exorcist)" by Mike
Oldfield (this week #6) has also that

same chart topping potential in the

coming weeks.

Other Media Tie-In

An interesting aspect of all three disks

is that each is not only a music industry

success but is part of other media suc-

cess stories. "TSOP" is the main title

song from the soul-oriented television

series, “Soul Train". "The Entertainer”

was culled from the academy award win-

ning soundtrack of “The Sting”, and
“Tubular Bells" appears as part of the

soundtrack of “The Exorcist" (although

only half of the song actually appears in

the film). The marriage of the media
seems to be working well both sides (film

& music, television & music) and a

definite trend seems to have been
established, at least on the instrumental

level.

Of those other instrumental successes
of the year thus far, another obvious disk

to note is "Love's Theme" by Barry

White's Love Unlimited Orchestra, a for-

mer #1 charted disk that may have been
the one to have opened the flood gates

for the instrumental. Other successes
thus far, as we stand in only the fifth

month of 1974, have been "Jungle
Boogie" by Kool and The Gang (there

were not nearly enough lyrics to qualify

as anything but an instrumental success),

The reasons for the successes of these
disks not associated with other media are

varied. The return of the discoteque, at

least on the east coast, and the dance,

may have something to do with it. People
may be dancing a bit more now than they

were five years ago, maybe to take their

minds off of their problems. Some say

that the generation that brought rock to

the prominence it reached in the mid &
late sixties has now grown up and can

more greatly appreciate music for

music's sake. If so, that maturity
definitely shows in current sales figures.

Still another reason, an offshoot of the

maturity belief, is that instrumentals are

not longer considered "musak” and
studio musicians along with their

producers, engineers, etc. are finally

realizing that instrumentals can be suc-

cessful when taken from the background
and brought into the foreground. Hence,
the better quality of the instrumental and
better quality always generates greater

sales, in any market selling any product.

How will the trend affect the remain-

der of the year? Only time will tell, ob-

viously. But people are beginning to sit

up & take notice. Both music folk and the

consumer are fully aware of the times

and the importance of entertainment.

The return of Herb Alpert and his

Tijuana Brass is an important step in that

future. From the current vantage point,

things look very positive. There’s an ex-

cellent chance that we ll all have lots

more "good" music to listen to in the

future.

Truckers Lower
Tape Rate
NEW YORK — As a result of the efforts

of the Recording Industry Association of

America’s Traffic Committee, lower class
ratings on shipments of blank and pre-
recorded tapes have been approved by
the National Classification Board of the
Trucking Industry, effective June 21.

These lower rates, RIAA said, will

mean a savings to the recording industry
of from 10% to 20% on less-than-truck-
load shipments of pre-recorded tapes
and from 1 8% to 30% on truck shipments
of blank tapes.

The new rates will be published in

Supplement No. 4 to the Motor Carrier
Classification Schedule (NMF-100-A).

NEW YORK — New York City police
raided two retail stores in downtown
Manhattan that were allegedly selling

pirated tapes, seizing more than 500
tapes and arrested the owners of the two
stores on charges of violating Sections
560 and 561 of the General Business
Law.

Giuseppe Cossaro, of CaroselSo
Musicale, 105 ' Mulberry Street, and
Santi Forzano, of Forzano Italian Im-
ports, Inc., 128 Mulberry Street, were
released in their own recognizance
pending a court hearing on May 13. The
pirated tapes were said to be selling for

$6 and $7 each.

CHARLESTON, 'W. Va, Hj A jury in

Federal District Court here last week
found Tape Shack, Inc. guilty of one
count of copyright infringement for

duplicating sound recordings for its

customers on a "Make-a-Tape" machine.
The firm was fined $500.

INDIANAPOLIS — Sidney Tuchman,
owner of a chain of dry cleaning stores
here, was found guilty in Federal District

Court of five counts of violating the
Federal Copyright laws after pleading
nolo contendere to the charges before
Judge S. Hugh Dillin.

Judge Gillin set no date for sentencing
after ordering a pre-sentece in-

vestigation. The defendant could
receive up to one year in jail and/or a
fine of up to $ 1 ,000 on each count.

Several thousand pirated tapes were
seized by FBI agents last Feb. in raids at

twenty-seven Tuchman store locations.

Other pirated tapes in boxes addressed
to Tuchman were intercepted by FBI
agents at' Weir Cook Airport here later

that month.

MIAMI, Fla, — More than 80,000 pirated

tapes duplicated from copyrighted
sound recordings were seized by FBI
agents in raids on a manufacturer,
distributor and four retailers of pirated

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John Davidson: Sweepstakes Winner Sans
The Contest
There was a time when the majority was the "pragmatic people" earning "respec-

table livings at respectable jobs," while the minority was the creative soul of the poet,

philosophers of God, and other artistes who were always starving and suffering. Then
there was the time when the majority was the consumer saving up all of their earnings

to purchase the enviable works of the minority, which had now become the idolized

creative heroes of our entertainment industry.

Now we have evolved to that point in time where the majority is the entertainment

industry and the minority has become the consumer. John Davidson, the always af-

fable all-American all-around artiste, hosted the "Singing Cowboy” show recently

where entries from all over the U.S. vied for singing fame. The "Cowboy” contestants

carried jobs which were more or less of the provincial ilk . . . mundane, unexciting

vocations like hotel brochure salesman, which was the one held by the winner, Neely

Reynolds. Davidson admitted that he'd never entered any contests in his illustrious

career, but had he ever entered one, he would have liked it to be similar to the

"Cowboy" competition. The winner here received a recording contract to 20th Cen-
tury Records.
As it happens. Davidson had already won that distinction without ever even com-

peting with layman-turned-leading-man. In fact, John's first 20th Century LP, "Touch

Me," was released a few weeks ago and it happens to be one of his best. Although
Davidson hasn't and isn't physically competing in a literal contest a la "Singing

Cowboy," as songwriter Dennis Lambert lent recently, "The whole world is a contest."

It would appear then that there are certainly enough contests eminent in the enter-

tainment industry alone to give all of the minority left aimed at "getting into the act” a

chance to win something.

Davidson himself has already garnered a Theatre Guild award, a Golden Globe

trophy, and a Golden Apple honor. Regardless of whether or not his Golden Apple
addles away on the mantle, the desire still ripest in Davidson's heart is to win the

coveted Grammy. And so Davidson has arbitrarily entered the contest one might call

"record rivalry."

It isn't quite as manufactured a one as the “Cowboy," for the only thing manufac-
tured here is technically the software. "Cowboy” was more concerned with the con-

version of consumer into artiste (minority to majority). The "Cowboy" format lends it-

self to all sorts of carbon copy possibilities for contests with tie-in tv specials. There
could be "In Search of a Singing Truck Driver,” starring Bachman Turner Overdrive,

or "In Search of the Singing Nurse," in which the winner would then get to tour with

the Band Aides, or even a "In Search of the Singing Policeman," where participants

would accompany their fellow contestants on the whistle. The lineup of talent for this

latter proposal would inevitably include Alice Cooper, Gary Glitter, Kiss, and David
Bowie.

The winner's record deal here would be no product released . . . everything kept in

the can. Davidson, no doubt, would be asked to host these specials, since he is

television's most sought after host. He’s so much in demand that he's already been
asked to host a number of show ideas (far more promising than the whimsied choices

above), including one which makes him a younger, far more handsome version of Ted
Mack or Arthur Godfrey, where he’d emcee weekly "contests," scouting for today's

undiscovered talents hidden in the “majority" working class— proletarians desiring to

become "Professionals," those working in all sorts of glamourless jobs but necessary
jobs like that of working in a bank (which Nilsson once did).

Davidson contends that one of the reasons so many people today enter entertain-

ment (aside from high earnings and the myriad of trophies one can collect) is that

more so today than ever before the requirements for "making it big” are practically

nil. Style has broken tradition and has become anything that sells. Somebody has said

that tradition really means “betraying the moment,” something especially evident in

the recording industry where "styles” are vinyly produced every moment. He cited

that singers today don't have to have trained voices, they can make it by reciting a

song as a dramatic interpretation or by putting out a novelty record.

Of course the problem with novelty is that nothing is novel anymore. Nudity isn't

even novel as much as it is natural. Davidson demonstrated this when his own varsity

image contoured a recent nude Cosmopolitan fold out. It was just reported in Variety

that a magic act in London had performed a disappearing act involving their clothes.

At least they may be the first and perhaps being the first is the only kind of novelty

which qualifies anymore, i.e. "In Search of a Singing Cowboy,” was the first contest

opened to cowboys which purported to sing or singers who purported to be cowboys.
The John Davidson fan club may be the "first," to offer its members a doll replica of

Davidson, which is purportedly hand made by a purportedly little old lady who purpor-

tedly fashions her Davidson doll face from the Cosmo pin-up of him hanging directly

above her rocker. At the moment the only rocker Davidson dwells on is the one which

will put him high on the music charts, and Russ Regan, president of 20th Century

Records, is carefully deciding on a single.’ With a little old lady tailoring Davidson

dolls and with Regan tailoring Davidson hits, he’s surely got to be a sweepstakes win-

ner on or off life’s stage.

Jim Weatherly: Brainstorming Recording Riddles

The Sphinx of Greek mythology was fabled to have asked all of its ensuing, wistful

warriors, a riddle which was "What is it that has one voice, is four footed, two footed,
and finally three footed?" If the pursuant failed to correctly answer that puzzling rid-

dle they were ridded of that puzzle and of their life.

It was on a Thursday morning that Jim Weatherly, composer/singer ("Midnight
Train to Georgia,” "Neither One of Us,” "Best Thing Th«t Ever Happened To Me") en-
tered the CASH BOX office to discuss his forthcoming debut Buddha single and
album. He entered the office exhausted looking, enervated by the grueling recording
sessions the night before.

'Weatherly was accompanied by his publisher Larry Gordon (Keca Music). The rid-

dle that Weatherly was ruminating over was not the same one offered by the Sphinx
since that was fairly obvious but rather one which had vexed him for some time now,
"How does a hit composer also become a hit artist?” First the answer to the obvious
riddle so no one has to bemoan over the koan of the Sphinx. The solution is a pop
singer.’ Weatherly has one voice (a fine one at that), was assisted by his publisher after

strenuous recording sessions whereby he had four feet, stands sufficiently on two
feet that anchor his towering figure after he's replenished himself from a recording
date (an acticity he considers to be physically exhausting) and finally possesses three
feet when he stands at the foot of a microphone late at night hurrying to meet
precarious studio deadlines, where every minute counts and every hour is like a war-
rior itself which must be spared a spar with the Sphinx. However, it was the other rid-

dle which Jim was most engaged in an had been for several years now. Here he had
penned countless hits for artists like Gladys Knight and Ray Price (who recorded two
albums full of Weatherly tunes) but even with this following as a songwriter and three
of his own albums on RCA he was unable to acquire a hit single. Jim's jeremiad

through all of this is that with each subsequent album he was forced to readjust his

thinking and change his sound so that it would be more "commercial."

The “Commercial” riddle is one that requires brainstorming which has in fact wea-
thered Weatherly's temperament. This riddle is one of the most frustrating in our in-

dustry. Basically Jim admits to being a very basic type of singer. Simple tracks and
simple tunes but apparently that doesn’t cut icing on the sophisticated musical wed-
ding cake which joins the artist and consumer in blissful marriage. So each time

’ Weatherly, his producer Jimmy Bowen, and arranger Nick DeCaro create these subtle

changes hoping to discover the puzzling solution to that intangibility referred to as a

"commercial” sound. Larry Gordon, the now publishing mentor/magnate who gave
up the existentiality of just managing the careers of such artists as PauT Williams and
Nilsson because “I wanted to become more a part of the song," disclosed that Bud-
dha Records had called him to say "Let Jim be whatever he wants to be as a singer

and well worry about selling the product."

Theoretically this is all very nice. However, this news still had Weatherly bemused,
for as he put it "My head has already been turned around so many times applying new
musical directions and now they’re telling me that I can change again back to what I

really musically am."
This final “victory" viscissitude would be fine only Jim received the news after he

had already finished half of his new album complying to the rules and riddles of com-
merciality. It looks like’ Weatherly's album will be the best of both Sphinx, half of it

ultra/commfercial and half of it basic Jim. Larry Gordon opined "Jinrf Weatherly finally

can portray his songs the way he feels them,” which should turn the Sphinx’s snafu

into "What has one great voice, and ten feats on two sides of vinyl?” Only the Buddha
has the answer to this one and it will ship this summer. One of those feats 'I’ll Still

Love You,” will be released in two weeks. ,

Isaac Hayes: Audio Aphrodisiac
The Isaac Hayes Oscar' for composing the best song from “Shaft,” (1972) is now the

hubris of Isaac's grandmother’s mirrored coffee table out in Memphis somewhere.
The Oscar, which ironically enough looks like Hayes with the two of them having

smooth surfaced glabrous heads and athletic looking physiques (Isaac is con-

siderably taller), reflected several times on this coffee table creating an optical il-

lusion so that the statue speciously seems to stand in company.
'What may be an optical illusion this year could very well be tomorrow’s reality.

Hayes has already finished scoring and acting in two films, “Three Tough Guys," and

“Truck Turner,” and within a month's time Enterprise Records will have released

separate soundtracks on both films. Hayes maintains such an incredibly productive

pace that inevitably that coffee table will mirror at least "Three Tough Guys,”

fashioned after Hayes to look like Oscar.

Hayes' "Shaft” score literally revolutionized thematic movie music and promptly

made him one of the most sought after film composers in the world. It's funny that he

should be affectionately referred to by the press as "Black Moses,” since our biblical

Moses was thought of as a liberator and Hayes himself has most certainly liberated

the film industry from its own orthodox participation in traditionalized scores. Isaac

Ray Charles is, to my mind, that sort of

"genius," a fact that was in ample supply

at the Empire Room After a Ray Charles

Orchestra “overture" that made it clear

that the artist is backed by a high-grade

musicianship (many sidemen take

superb solo shots), Charles keeps up the

happy momentum with swinging ren-

ditions of "Marie” and “I’m Busted.” He
then wrings all the longing out of one of

his favorites, “Georgia On My Mind.”

the same criticisms that applied to Janis
are also applicable to Kathi McDonald. It

took years before the former singer al-

lowed her vocal chords to produce
sounds other than rasps, shouts and
shrieks, which, while often exhilarating,

made for certain limitations in her music.
Kathi McDonald, too, shouts up a storm
and hopefully she'll mellow and become
more versatile with time.

The back-up, a quintet that featured an
outstanding Roland Kirk-style
saxophonist, was brashly equal to Kathi's

performance and especially effective in

re-vitalizing a string of oldies that
highlighted the set. "Heatwave," "Hear-
tbreak Hotel" and “To Love Somebody”
were delivered with the expertise of

someone who'd listened to them for long
enough to love them, and a newie, "From
Bogart to Bowie” rounded out the show.

Woodland Studios; and entertainer
Demetriss Tapp.
Demetriss spoke and entertained at a

dinner sponsored by the CMA for the

Senate and House Judiciary Committees
set to discuss the anti-piracy problem.

Introducing the

bill was James E. Long of Alamance
County.

Creek.’’ JMI Records staff arranger
Chuck Cochran accompanied Clement,
founder and President of JMI, on piano.

The crowd of 3,500 was captivated.

Their response indicated that "Cowboy”
is back in the saddle.

This award will be deter-

mined by a vote of the GMA Board of

Directors.

The Association is also planning to

provide a "hot line” service report on the
1974 Dove Awards programs to radio

and TV stations. Information on the win-

ners will be available minutes after the

presentations via this hot line to stations

requesting the service.

Projects Committee has contacted all 50
governors and requested such a

proclamation.

The first week of October was set 4

aside by Gov.

Christopher S. Bond of Missouri

and October 6-17 has been established

by Gov. Wendell H. Ford of Kentucky.

Miss. Vending Ops
Get Break in Law...

CHICAGO — The Mississippi Vending
Association, in cooperation with NAMA,
succeeded last month in obtaining pas-

sage of a law which makes breaking into

coin-operated vending machines a

criminal offense, according to William R.

Brandstrader, NAMA director of state

councils.

Similar laws are on the books in 23
other states and in the District of Colum-
bia.

The law specifies a penalty of im-

prisonment of up to 30 days and a

maximum fine of $200 for first offenders

and a 6-month to one-year jail sentence
and a fine of to $500 for second offen-

ders. Possession of keys for illegal pur-

poses is also covered in the Mississippi

law.

..Likewise, Milw. Ops
Secure Their Units
CHICAGO — Two ordinances enacted
last month by the city of Milwaukee make
it a crime to damage or tamper with

coin-operated machines or to be in

unauthorized possession of keys which
open such devices.

The ’Wisconsin Automatic Merchan-
dising Council and NAMA worked
together to obtain passage of the or-

dinance, according to’ William R. Brand-
strader, NAMA director of state councils.

Similar legislation passed the Senate
of the' Wisconsin legislature but failed in

the House this spring, Brandstrader said.

395 Teams Compete for Cash and Prizes As ‘Amusement’ Not Gambling Devices
NEW ORLEANS — The 2nd Annua!
Greater New Orleans Team Foosball

Championship has been completed.
During a five week series of qualifying

tournaments, 395 teams competed for

forty-one berths and a shot at the grand
prize of $1,000.00 cash and two home
Champion Soccer tables. Two home soc-

cer tables were also awarded to the

second place team and third place was a

$100.00 gift certificate from LaBiche’s, a

well-known local clothing store. In ad-

dition to all these prizes, handsome
trophies were awarded to each of the top

eight teams.

The championship itself took place the

weekend of April 6th and 7th. The site of

this year's event was Pontchartrain
Beach, a large amusement park situated

on the shores of Lake Pontchartrain. For-

ty-two teams were on hand the first day
to compete in the single elimination

competition. By the end of the day’s

is not a gambling device but an
amusement device.”

Blatt, "this decision is of great sig-

nificance throughout the State because
