Indie Label Route: 
A New Era Dawns 

The indie label picture is looking brighter these days, and it portends 
hopeful signs for the future in various areas. 

In recent months, a number of major indie companies have opened shop, all 

of which also provides a new wrinkle in the establishment of such entities. 
Three of the labels have already built a track record via national distribution or 

production ties. Wes Farrell's Roxbury operation had a number of hit 

recordings under the national distribution umbrella of RCA, while the Round 

label includes the performances of the Grateful Dead, formerly one of the 

mainstays on the Warner Bros. label. Another label that has been established 
on an indie basis in the U.S. is Chris Blackwell's Island Records, which 
previously in this country has channelled a number of strong acts through 
other labels (e.g. Cat Stevens, Traffic). Also, the indie label scene sports a 

more traditional kind of new setup in the Larry Uttal-EMI label partnership 
here. While this company has yet to announce artist signings, Uttal said in a 

story that appeared in the last week's issue that finances will be sufficient to 

make the ccmpany highly competitive in artist deals. 
These four "new" indie companies also give rise to new hope for the growth 

and stability of indie distribution, beleaguered in recent years by the general 

consolidation of the industry, with special emphasis on a multitude of national 
distribution arrangements made by some of the former giants of the indie label 

area. This infusion of new label blood into the indie distributor network should 

provide - along with the already existing "heavies" among indie labels -a 
big boost. 

In a recent editorial, Cash Box also pointed to the establishment of a number 

of new indie labels in a more traditional, "from -the -ground -up" sense. 
Although neither boasting artists or executive personnel in many instances 
who are not familiar entities in the industry, their entry onto the disk scene is a 

welcome one, and a further indication that the "indie look" is becoming a good 
barometer of general faith in the recording industry, and its ability to 

continually absorb new success -stories. For companies operating under all 

kinds of business philosophies, this is something to cheer about.

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CBS Records Hits High 
In 6 Mos. Sales; Intl Boom 
NEW YORK - The first six months 
generated the most successful first-half 
year in the history of the CBS Record 
Group. The period, during which CBS 
earned 17 gold records, also realized the 
highest first-half sales in the history of 
CBS Records International. 

In making his report, Goddard Lieber - 
son, president of CBS/Records Group, 
reiterated his praise for Irwin Segelstein, 
president of CBS Records, and Walter 
Yetnikoff, president of CBS Records In- 
ternational, both of whom were recently 
cited by Lieberson for their roles in 
making the division's first quarter of 
1974 the best in the company's history. 

On the international level, "impressive 
growth increases" were reported for the 
six month period, including gains in 
Argentina (91%), Australia (65%), Brazil 
(20%), Canada (53%), Holland (58%) and 
Mexico (35%). Overall, CBS Inter- 
national sales were up 36% over the 
same period last year, contributing to a 
400% increase in international division 
sales over the last four years. 

Gold Disks 
Highlighting the first half of 1974 is the 

total of 17 Gold Records achieved by the 

Sire recording artists the Climax Blues 
Band have been steadily increasing in 
popularity over the five years and seven 
albums that they have been a recording 
entity. In the past 18 months, the group 
has completed four successful tours of 
the U.S. with another scheduled for later 
this year. One of those tours resulted in 
their "FM Live" album, one of the group's 
bigger successes. 

Currently, the group is represented on 
the Cash Box album chart with their 
latest "Sense Of Direction". The first 
single from that album, the title track, 
looks to be their first major U.S. single 
hit. There's no doubt that the Climax 
Blues Band is heading in the right direc- 
tion.

THE PHILADELPHIA SOCIETY (American Recording Company 702) 
100 South Of Broadway (Part 2) (2:39) (Crimson/Nise/Waja/Not Yet, BMI - Davis, 
Tindal, Smith) 

If you want to know what MFSB sounded like before they became MFSB, well 
here's one of the group's earlier works that's ready to start cooking right now. Already 
attracting strong east coast disco attention, this record captures the best of the pop 
and funk in perfect instrumental style. Horns, strings and guitars highlight here along 
with percussion and a few amazing funky riffs that will take this to the top on both pop 
and r&b fronts. Ahead of its time then, but perfect for now. The flip is Part 1, another 
cooking side.

"Revolution in Sound" (Little, Brown & 
Co., $6.95) is exactly the kind of book 
tradesters - or the general public - can 
use to get a highly readable historical 
perspective of the music industry, from 
the very point of its birth almost 100 
years ago. Subtitled a "biography of the 
recording industry," it covers, often 
engrossingly, the growth and develop- 
ment of the industry, including the many 
colorful and exciting men who either in- 
sisted that a commercial recording in- 
dustry was a viable one or who pushed 
ahead in scientific, business and creative 
segments of the business. Some years 
ago, a book called "From Tin Foil to 
Stereo," told the music industry story in 
greater detail, but Schicke provides 
more passion in addition to being inform- 
ative, yet concise. There is some 
faltering in the spelling of current -day 
names of executives and companies, but 
the overall impression is one source that 
answers a recent Cash Box editorial that 
called for greater knowledge of the in- 
dustry's history by its very members.

HOLLYWOOD BOWL - Sly Stone and 
his troups invaded the Bowl to one of the 
most enthusiatic audiences seen here in 
quite some time and displayed the kind 
of "audience mesmerism" that has 
typified his act down through the years. 

Playing a number of selections from

THE FORUM - Those bad boys from 
Boston made an appearance at the 
famed sports and rock palace and 
judging from the enthusiastic response 
the band got, you felt that the audience 
didn't want them to ever go home. 

Playing a number of selections from 
their Atlantic gold albums. "Ladies' 
Choice," "Bloodshot,' and the highly 
touted "Full House" LP, Geils. lead 
singer Peter Wolf and the rest of the 
group stomped and shouted their way 
through one of their wilder and more 
energetic sets. Not since their 
appearance at Madison Square Garden 
in N.Y. had the Boston baddies put on 
such a powerful show and the crowd 
reacted to it accordingly. Several sectors 
of the audience took the lead, but by the 
fifth number practically everyone on the 
orchestra floor was on their feet 
boogieing to the raunchy, funky music 
that has come to typify the Geils Band 
style. Keyboard player and one of the 
group's major writers, Seth Justman, was 
in excellent form and along with Geils on 
guitar rode shotgun on the set which 
featured the usual pyrotechnics on the 
parts of Wolf and harp player 
extraordinaire, Magic Dick. If Geils had 
played much better there would have 
been a number of folks passed out from 
heat prostration. Yes, the band was that 
impressive. 

Peter Frampton, who started off as a 
British superstar, but whose A&M 
albums have helped make him one of the 
most sought after concert attractions 
here in the states, played a magnificent 
set that featured material from his recent 
LP, "Something's Happening" as well as 
the "Frampton's Camel" outing. "Jumpin' 
Jack Flash" would have been proud of 
the stage presence and craftsmanship, 
not only of Frampton, but of his entire 
band. 

With dynamics and arrangement the 
cornerstones of his set, Frampton took 
off on a few solo flights of fancy that 
surely astonished all those in the 
audience who had not seen him perform 
before. Make no mistake, Frampton is 
one of the hottest acts around right now. 

PFM, a relatively unknown group here 
in the U.S. had the difficult task of 
warming up the audience for the frenzy 
to come and did a splendid job of 
keeping cool in the face of the usual 
audience apathy towards opening acts. 
The group, a Manticore recording act, 
showed cool under fire, through their 
music was anything but laid-back. A 
highly exciting show marked by strong 
music gives us every reason to expect 
big things from PFM in the future.

Sly made during the set was that, "if the 
feeling's there, don't fight it." After six 
and a half years of consecutive gold 
albums and singles, Sly has still found 
ways to make the old sound fresh and the 
new sound exciting.

Suffice to say that the old days will 
never return, but bear in mind that the 
future is indeed today and Sly's point 
seemed to be to convince the uninitiated 
as well as the die-hard fan that 
open-mindedness is the key to the future 
of his music. As he grows and changes. 
Sly continues to be one of the most 
absorbing talents on the rock scene and 
one of the most consistently prolific 
talents of the decade. 

Bloodstone, the London Records 
group whose brand new "I Need Time" 
LP is already causing quite a stir around 
the country, preceeded Sly with a set 
that was in every way the epitome of 
what one might find on the stage of New 
York's matchless Apollo Theatre. 

Highlights of the set were of course 
the groups million seller, "Natural High" 
and "Outside Woman,' but the stage 
presence Bloodstone displayed was in 
itself noteworthy. It's very difficult to pull 
off a smooth stage show and at the same 
time hit difficult three and four part 
harmony. but Bloodstone proved they 
were more than equal to the task. With 
hits in their past and present, it's only 
natural to assume that these guys are 
likely to become giant superstars much 
as the Temptations and Four Tops have 
already. 

Opening the Hollywood Bowl 
extravaganza was Michael Halby and 
Friends, an interesting act that faced up 
to the difficult task of playing before Sly 
and Bloodstone with thorough 
professionalism. An energetic band with 
a bright future, we look for big things to 
happen for them soon.

Bruce Springsteen 
Jeffrey Comanor 

BOTTOM LINE. NYC- In what certainly 
was one of the strongest billings, talent - 
wise, this club has ever known, Bruce 
Springsteen, local, and soon to be 
national, pheenom, and young, up and 
coming Jeffrey Comanor were paired on 
a billing that was one of the most enter- 
taining this town has seen in some time. 
Three nights. six performances, ap- 
proximately 3,000 folks, and not a one 
disappointed in the least. 

Epic recording artist Jeffrey Comanor 
opened the show with a totally wonderful 
set of acoustic madness. Sporting an 
acoustic guitar and a ton of fine material 
"Little" Jeffrey thoroughly entertained 
the crowd and undoubtedly made many 
new fans in the process. In opening with 
the witty "Swamp Stomper" from his 
debut LP, the artist showed a definite 
flair for the comedic as he contorted his 
face and body in accenting certain high 
points of the tune. His latest single, "Fat 
Freddy (And Big Betty, Too)," wasn't 
part of his repertoire during the par- 
ticular sets I sat in on, but is worthy of a 
mention as a very possible future smash. 
"Makin' It Natural" a tune originally 
recorded by Dr. Hook and The Medicine 
Show (but written by Jeffrey and Shel 
Silverstein) was also a strong point of the 
set, and another bit of insanity. 

Certainly the highest point of Jeff's set 
was his simply incredible Dylan imitation 
on a song he calls "Garbage Can Blues." 
The bit was so funny it seemed tough for 
the artist himself to keep his straight ex- 
pression. Look for Jeffrey Comanor in 
the near future. The artist is one of the 
most genuine talents to appear on the 
pop scene in years. 

Headlining was the always enter- 
taining Bruce Springsteen. His hour -plus 
set consisted of old and new material 
and, as usual, every song was perfect. 
The personal highlight for this reporter 
was Bruce's nothing short of incredible 
cover of "Then She Kissed Me," the 
Crystals' oldie, but done up in mag- 
nificently contemporary style. The crowd 
loved it. A new tune scheduled to appear 
on the artist's next Columbia album, en- 
titled "Jungle Land" is one of his finer 
more recent works. Lyrically, the 
amazing Springsteen symbolism is 
there, in full flower and the tune is totally 
effective on stage. Others performed 
during the set were his classics, "Spirit In 
The Night" and "The E Street Shuffle," 
both of which remain consistently enter- 
taining. 

Probably the only disappointment of 
the set was Bruce's failure to perform my 
personal favorite "Blinded By The 
Light," the song which first introduced so 
many fans to the artist.

In covering material from almost 
every point in his career, the world 
renowned guitarist was to play "Badge," 
"Layla," "Blues Power" and material from 
his latest RSO LP, "461 Ocean 
Boulevard," all in making for a diver- 
sified and totally entertaining evening. 

Many of the fans in attendance were 
overheard before the concert began 
discussing what was expected of Clap - 
ton. It seems many of those present were 
expecting the worst. After all, three 
years is a long time to be away from the 
constantly changing pop scene. Those 
same fans were singing the artist's 
praises not halfway through the perform- 
ance. It's obvious that a performer of Eric 
Clapton's stature will always satisfy a 
crowd, regardless of his activities over 
any length of time. 

The fact that Clapton assembled an ex- 
cellent band of musicians to back him 
said even more for the artist. Especially 
tasty was Yvonne Elliman, a fine per- 
former in her own right, who offered 
more than ample support for Clapton and 
for the show in general. The lady deser- 
ves more attention as a solo artist. Now 
that she has been getting the exposure 
she's always needed on this tour, her 
career should begin picking up shortly as 
well. 

Eric Clapton is certainly a living 
legend. His name is of the household 
variety among rock and rollers of all 
ages. Should he decide never to go on 
the road again following this tour (a 
decision we all hope he doesn't make), 
it's a good feeling to know that 
thousands were able to see and hear him 
"live" again. Those foolish thoughts of a 

disappointing performance will never be 
experienced again, at least in terms of 
this genuine superstar. 

Opening for Clapton was Ross, a tal- 
ented British rock band, led by a fine 
guitarist in his own right, Alan Ross. The 
attention of the crowd was polite at best, 
even though the material and Ross's per- 
formance was definitely on target. Billing 
a new, young guitarist with Clapton was 
poor judgment on someone's part. Ross 
deserves to be showcased where his 
talents will be fully appreciated.

Golden Earring: Rock `Veterans' Make A Solid Gold 
Stateside Debut 

There's a phenomenon currently happening in the music industry, yet there are 
probably few who realize it. With the appearance of Golden Earring, a Dutch rock 
band, on our American shores, and the group making a greater impact than most 
"new" groups have made in years, what we have is a band of totally experienced 
rockers that few in this country had ever heard of until recently. 

Golden Earring is a European supergroup. A string of eleven albums under their 
belts, the group recently made their official American debut with the release of their 
MCA/Track album, "Moontan," and their "debut," currently smashing single, "Radar 
Love," but it was not until their recent tour began, especially those New York City 
dates with The Who at prestigious Madison Square Garden, did anyone Stateside sit 
up and take notice. 

The four man band, consisting of Rinus Gerritsen (bassist-keyboardist), Barry Hay 
(flautist), Cesar Zuiderwijk (drummer), and George Kooymans (guitarist), seems to 
have learned much from The Who. Their very electric stage act is filled with 
acrobatics that drive audiences into frenzy and pulsating music that is some of the 
best rock and roll to hit these shores since those early days of The Who (and just as 
memorable). In discussing their stage act, the group seemed to agree that the initial 
influence was The Who, but now things have changed and they truly believe that their 
identity as Golden Earring is totally individual. Having seen the group in concert 
during their recent stint with The Who, I tend to agree. The music delivered by the 
group is intensified by the stage antics and probably even more exciting than the 
movements of Peter Townshend, Keith Moon, John Entwistle and Roger Daltrey. 

Golden Earring, still remaining as one of the most popular bands on the European 
continent, have had more awards bestowed upon them than probably any other band 
in the world. They won the award for "Best New Band" in the New Musical Express' 
Readers Poll (the Express is the largest pop publication in Britain). In their native Hol- 
land, the group has won every music award a pop band can possibly win, have had 
eleven albums (including two "Greatest Hits" packages) and seventeen hit singles to 
their credit. Not bad stats for a "new" group. 

Golden Earring was formed almost nine years ago by George Kooymans and Rinus 

Golden Earring 
Gerritsen. Five years later, Barry Hay joined the group and helped create the sound 
which is now Golden Earring. Two years ago, drummer Cesar Zuiderwijk joined the 
band and the lineup was complete. The band worked long and hard in their own coun- 
try creating the music that people in their country found more exciting than any other 
in the world. It was during that exhausting performing period that The Who saw the 
group in concert and encouraged them to come to England for a series of performan- 
ces. The group agreed and shortly after were signed to Track Records, The Who's 
record label. The rest is slowly becoming history. The group's first tour of the U.S., 
recently completed, was termed a complete success by those associated with the 
group and plans are already underway for the group to return to American shores, 
headlining next time around. Concert promoters are making no bones that audiences 
have completely enjoyed the group in concert and that their belief is that Golden Ear- 
ring would have little trouble filling many major halls in many major markets. 

Golden Earring has finally arrived in America and folks are getting on the band- 
wagon. Capitol is rush -releasing an LP of tracks by the group which was originally 
released in this country years back (but left on the shelves unpromoted and almost 
totally ignored by the public). The group's second album for MCA/Track is currently 
being readied and should see the light of release sometime late this Fall. It's not often 
that a new rock band comes around in this day and age and totally dazzles the public. 
Golden Earring is that once in a great while occurrence and, from the looks of things, 
it looks like it's only the beginning. Look for Golden Earring when they come to town. 
They are a phenomenon not to be missed.

Peter Noone: The Dramatization of Herman 

The British beat, rock and roll a' la sassenach style of the sixties, produced the 
Beatles, which in turn proliferated a spate of other long haired musicians, all vying for 
fame and fortune. The spate of groups from Liverpool and other British provinces 
quickly became carbon copies of one and other save those that were able to devise 
some sort of specialty or gimmick. During these tune times of similitudes in sound 
and duplicated countenances, an aspiring act needed more than just a name like Pete 
Novak and the Heartbeats and a copious crop of hair on their noggins. Although 
Novak (Peter Noone) and his band weren't about to go and cut their chevlures they 
did realize the necessity for a name more pulsating than the Heartbeats. 

In fact it was while they were at a pub experiencing both libation and deliberation of 
a new name that the group all decided that Pete Novak would be called Herman. The 
next thing to be determined was what to call the band behind Herman. This was 
resolved by a rather burly, truculent group of guzzlers which harrassingly advised 
"Blimy, look at yourselves. You should call yourselves Herman and his bloody Her- 
mits. The state of it." The group's very next gig was billed as Herman and the Hermits 
and the boys (all except for Herman) came on the stage dressed as ascetics wearing 
sandals and loincloths. Their audience's grimace indicated that they couldn't quite 
grapple with the "Hermit" gimmick. Peter 'Herman' Noone explained that the kids 
weren't used to seeing glabrous bare legs with "gingerly freckles," and so the next 
night the Hermits appeared minus the monk mien. This time they concealed their pal- 
lid freckled frames and instead revealed another novelty by travestying tunes like 
Millie Small's "My Boy Lollipop," which Herman crooned with buffoonish panache. 

Their "weirdness," caught on and the next thing Herman and his Hermits needed 
was a manager and according to Noone practically anyone would qualify if they (1) 
had access to their own phone and (2) happened to be Jewish (because of the 
Beatles' successful nexus with Brian Epstein). They soon discovered Harvey Lisberg 
(usually it's vice versa with the manager discovering the group) and shortly thereafter 
Mickie Most began producing a hermitage of hits. 

In 1971, Peter Noone stopped touring with the group so that he could star in a 
musical stage adaptation of the beloved story book favorite "Dick Whittington." It was 
a unique version of the play about a boy and his cat since the songs were all of Her -

man's hits concatenated in a way which contributed to the mood of the story. One 
could almost write a biographical play on Peter Noone himself which could incor- 
porate some of the same songs which he made popular. The curtain would go up on a 
boy who grew up in an ambience of guidnuncs (busybodies), quaffers, and quaint- 
ness. His father was a wealthy manufacturer and so Peter was able to relish the com- 
forts of the rich. In a deckchair along side the family's swimming pool (practically the 
only one in the entire city) is where Noone would sing "I'm Henry the Eighth, I Am." 
However, only a few scenes later Noone's father loses his business and Noone war- 
bles "No Milk Today," "This Door Swings Both Ways," and "End Of The World." Act 
two dramatizes Noone's window washing days and his acceptance into a group called 
The Heartbeats wherehe breaks into "I'm Into Something Good." The next scene is 
the pub where the Heartbeats change their name to the Hermits and it's here Herman 
sings "Just A Little Better." The scenario continues with his recording jitters singing 
"Can't You Hear My Heart Beat," followed by phenomenal chart success and the 
second act reprise of"l'm Into Something Good." 

Act three opens with "There's A Kind Of Hush," since this scene shows Peter in 
Ibiza with his wife, enjoying the serenity and otiose life-style characteristic of that 
island. All of a sudden the stillness is disturbed by an elderly gentleman emphatically 
crying out "Peter Noone," as he peripatetically surveys the Ibiza set in search of the 
teenage idol. Finally Noone hears the call and comes outside to meet the Ambas- 
sador of England who has been sent to find Noone to alert him that a revival tour has 
been set in the U.S. 

It was the British Rock and Roll Revival tour which resuscitated Noone's own in- 
terest in performing again. The backdrop to one of the final scenes represents Hol- 
lywood with palm trees, and sun. In fact at a close inspection one discovers this to be 
the same set used for Ibiza only skyscrapers and condominiums and smog have been 
added. Peter is hearing his new Casablanca record "Meet Me On The Corner Down 
At Joe's Cafe," on the radio. In this scene the record is played several times in suc- 
cession to convey to the audience that the record is a smash (written and produced 
by Tony Macaulay for GTO Productions). The last scene in the play depicts Noone 
natant on a regal raft in his Hollywood swimming pool singing a reprise of "I'm Henry 
The Eighth, I Am," a tune which alludes to the imminent success inevitably awaiting 
him.

A Vow - After a life of drifting from bar 
to bar, pickin', singin', drinkin', and 
"warming" up audiences for artists such 
as George Jones and Ray Price, Johnny 
Paycheck woke up one morning and said 
"I'm gonna' do this ...". And what he did 
was bounce back to become a man who 
looks himself in the eye and uses his 
talent. 

Along about the time of Johnny's vow 
of "I'm gonna do this," Billy Sherrill, vice 
president of Columbia Records, had the 
strong conviction that if he could "get his 
hands" on Johnny he'd make him the 
biggest thing in country music. So, start- 
ing with "Don't Take Her She's All I Got," 
the team of Sherrill and Paycheck have 
turned out hit after hit like "Someone To 

Give My Love To, "Let's All Go Down 
To The River," "Love Is A Good Thing," 
"There's Something About You I Love," 
"Mr. Lovemaker," and his latest "Keep 
On Lovin' Me." 

Today Johnny is a master craftsman in 
the field of music, whether working as a 
musician, writer or artist. A native of 
Ohio, Johnny is a veteran of television 
and movie appearances and has traveled 
extensively throughout the world on per- 
sonal appearances. 

Johnny Paycheck vowed "I'm gonna 
do this ... quit drinkin'." He did. Now it's 
"I'm gonna do this ... be the number one 
singer in the nation."

Avco Records Enters Country 
NEW YORK - Hugo & Luigi, newly 
appointed co -presidents of Avco 
Records, announced the formation of a 
country music division with 
headquarters in Nashville. The label's 
country division will be helmed by 
writer/producer George Richey who has 
been appointed vice-president of the 
division. 

George Richey is a 20 year veteran of 
the country music business. He has been 
a successful independent producer & 
writer. His hit songs included "Soul 
Song" recorded by Joe Stampley on Dot 
and currently "We Loved It Away" by 
Tammy Wynette & George Jones. 

In 1967 Richey was a producer for 
Columbia and resigned to head up 
Capitol Records in Nashville. As a 
producer George Richey has recorded 
such super country stars as David 
Houston, Sonny James, Lynn Anderson, 
Tammy Wynette, Connie Smith and 
Freddy Hart. Currently Richey is 
represented on the country music 
best-seller charts with George Jones' 
"The Grand Tour" on Epic and "I Want 
To Get To You" by La Costa on Capitol. 

Hugo & Luigi stated that as the 
vice-president of Avco Records country 

music division, George Richey would be 
totally responsible for all phases of the 
operation. "We have been planning this 
move into the country music field for 
some time, and the move centered 
around the choice of someone who 
could not only give our efforts the 
creative impetus needed, but a leader in 
the field who could supervise all phases 
of the division and act on an executive 
level. After months of discussions and 
intensive review of our options we were 
fortunate in securing George Richey." 

George Richey stated that Avco 
Records has already secured offices in 
Nashville at the CMA building at 1511 
Sigler, and that the division will get 
underway immediately to sign artists, 
produce product and build a staff. One 
first order of business will be to hire a 
sales promotion manager for the 
division. In summing up, George Richey 
concluded, "Avco Records has made a 
full-scale commitment to country music 
and Hugo & Luigi have given me the 
support and the autonomy to develop 
and direct that commitment and 
establish the company as an important 
part of the country music scene." 

Littleton Appt. VP Owens -Fair Assoc. 
NASHVILLE - Earl E. Owens, President 
of Owens -Fair and Associates, has 
moved Bill Littleton to vice president of 
the firm in charge of written media. Lit- 
tleton joined the Nashville -based pr firm 
in November of '73 and since that time 
has devoted full time to insure that all 

written media is carefully written and 
distributed. 

Owens elaborated that the firm intends 
to broaden its scope in the future and 
that the new appointment is one that is 
richly deserved and couldn't be given to 
a more capable person.

Loggins, Edgar Winter, Tammy Wynette 
and George Jones, Poco and David 
Houston as well as those which have at- 
tained gold status. On the various 
Columbia Custom Labels, such artists as 
Charlie McCoy (Monument), Isaac Hayes 
(Stax), Rick Derringer (Blue Sky), Kan- 
sas (Kirshner), Kris Kristofferson 
(Monument) and Albert Hammond 
(Mums) have all released strong product 
during, or just prior to, the first six 
months of 1974. 

Of all the Columbia recording artists, 
perhaps the greatest success over the 
past six months was enjoyed by Barbra 
Streisand whose album, The Way We 
Were, not only reached gold, but has 
also passed the one million units sold 
mark. The Columbia soundtrack of the 
film, The Way We were, in which Ms. 
Streisand starred with Robert Redford, 
also achieved gold status in recent 
months. 

Another Columbia artist, Walter 
Carlos, also had an album, Switched On 
Bach, go over the one million units sold 
mark. The Columbia Masterworks LP, 
originally declared gold in 1969 (less 
than a year after its initial release), could 
become the largest selling classical 
record of all time. Sales on Switched On 
Bach were boosted by the release of 
Carlos' Switched On Bach II. 

For Epic, the highlight achievements 
were made by Charlie Rich and Edgar 
Winter. Rich, who received three gold 
records in 1973, has continued his suc- 
cess and racked up another gold record 
with his album, Very Special Love 
Songs. He also won various awards at 
the outset of this year, including two 
Grammy Awards, three CMA Awards and 
one award from NARM. Epic artist Edgar 
Winter also followed up a big year in 
1973 with another top selling LP in 1974. 
The Edgar Winter Group's Shock Treat- 
ment album is expected to go Gold im- 
minently. 

Phila. Intl in Success 
Of all the Columbia Labels, 

Philadelphia International has enjoyed 
the best first half of 1974, with a total of 
four gold records spearheading sales for 
the six month period. In addition to the 
hot groups MFSB and The O'Jays, which 
have received two gold records each, 
the label has had steady sales with other 
artists on their roster, including Bunny 
Sigler, Billy Paul and The Bluenotes. 

Masterworks Shifts 
In the first six months of 1974, CBS 

Records made a significant structural 
change in the company's Masterworks 
classical music department. Two major 
appointments, announced by Goddard 
Lieberson, to Paul Myers and Marvin 
Saines, helped to set up an international 
organization to coordinate Masterworks 
A&R and marketing in each country. 

The Masterworks department issued 
an important package Commemorating 
the 100th Anniversary of the birth of 
renowned American composer Charles 
Ives. A five record set, the package con- 
tained 21 previously unreleased selec- 
tions by Ives, a 52 -page booklet of notes 
on the recordings, and a bonus disc of 
reminiscences of the composer by 
relatives, friends and associates. 

Country Marketing 
Other pivotal structural changes made 

in the first six months of 1974 also 
served to strengthen the CBS Records 
country marketing staff. Three major ap- 
pointments, of Joe Casey and Mike 
Gusler to the newly created positions of 
country marketing manager, and of Dan 
Beck, to manager of country press and 
information, intensified the CBS 
Records country field force. 

Under the supervision of LeBaron 

Taylor, vice president of special markets, 
the CBS Records' Black music 
marketing staff has also been revamped 
in recent months. 

CBS Records International 
High sales volumes in the U.K., Hol- 

land, Argentina, Brazil, Mexico, Aus- 
tralia, Canada and Japan spearheaded 
the success of CBS Records' inter- 
national showing. 

CBS U.K.'s the Wombles constantly 
topped the charts, with three hit singles 
and an album in the top -50. Eurovision 
contest winner, Abba, rose to number 
one position on the English charts with 
its first single, "Waterloo." Charlie Rich, 
Robert Knight, the Three Degrees, the 
Isley Brothers and MFSB were among 
the U.S. acts which CBS U.K. broke in 
this period. England, also, reconfirmed 
the superstar status of Andy Williams, 
whose "Solitaire" single and album were 
best-sellers there. The successes which 
CBS U.K. established in 1973 for Mott 
The Hoople and for David Essex 
provided the springboard for their ac- 
companying successes in the States. At 
one point in this first six month period 
CBS captured over 25% of the English 
singles chart positions. 

The Philadelphia International label 
was firmly established as a major force in 
Europe, particularly in England and Hol- 
land where the O'Jays, The Three 
Degrees and MFSB met with incredible 
chart and sales success. The Three 
Degrees recently received a Gold record 
in Holland for sales on their initial album. 
Dutch star Thijs Van Leer, whose cer- 
tified gold album Introspection has 
remained in Holland's top -10 album 
charts for oxer eighteen months, recen- 
tly completed another solo album which 
will be released soon. Charlie Rich, Chi 
Coltrane and Albert Hammond, also, 
were names synonymous with chart 
position in CBS Holland's and CBS Ger- 
many's first half. 

Two Benelux artists, Sharif Dean and 
Albert West, achieved international suc- 
cess away from their homelands. Sharif 
Dean, in particular, enjoyed success in 
such Latin American countries as Brazil 
and Mexico where two of his singles 
were top sellers. Chris Montez, an artist 
signed by CBS Records International in 
New York, revived his career with a top -5 
chartmaker in Benelux, Austria and 
Argentina. CBS/Sugar (Italy) achieved 
great success with local artists such as 
Marcella, Gigliola Cinquetti, I Pooh and 
Gianni Nazzaro. Ms. Cinquetti has had 
several best-selling singles throughout 
Europe and in parts of South America. 

Brazil's superstar Roberto Carlos 
maintained as many as four albums on 
his country's best seller list in this first 
half of 1974. He was a chart topper in 
most Portuguese and Spanish-speaking 
markets. 

Argentina's foremost artist, Sandro, 
continued his ongoing success in 
Spanish-speaking countries throughout 
the world. Mexico's Vincente Fernandez 
had the biggest chart recording in the 
history of the Mexican company with the

Neil Diamond's first CBS album, 

Jonathan Livingston Seagull, and Barbra 
Streisand's The Way We Were LP 
achieved high chart positions in 
Australia and in Canada where Charlie 
Rich, Rick Derringer and local Canadian 
artist Murray McLauchlan also met with 
great sales success.

George Garcia moves into the CBS 
Records sales department after 
operating for more than six years out of 
the corporate finance department. His 
most recent position was corporate ac- 
countant.

Round the Route 
EASTERN FLASHES 

Officers and members of Music Operators of New York met for 
a general membership meeting June 25th at the Hilton Inn out by Kennedy Airport. 
Meeting, presided over by genial president Al Denver, began with dinner followed by 
a full agenda whose topics covered the well -received weekend convention at the 
Stevensville Country Club, the current copyright situation in Washington D.C. and the 
city flipper situation. On the latter, MONY expects to attend still another hearing on 
the matter this fall to answer the City Government's appeal. Meantime, operators are 
warned not to aggravate the situation by placing pins in the City. Some scattered 
reports of non-members doing just that have reached MONY's notice and they urge 
everyone to report any and all violations to the 57th Street office. Denver advised 
that the MONY name and label will be changed shortly to show the association's new 
name "Music and Amusement Association, Inc." The new name and new bylaws 
(which have been approved by the membership) have been filed with Albany and Ben 
Chicofsky expects formal approval from the State Capitol shortly. A social highlight of 
the meeting was the awarding of a pocket calculator to operator Sy Kraft as door prize 
winner. 

HEADING SOUTH - With the copyright situation getting into second gear in the 
Senate, MOA is urging the trade members to write letters to their respective 
Senators right away, if they haven't done so already. Local association newsletters 
are likewise urging their members to appeal the trade's case to their Senators. The 
current Florida association newsletter (FAMA) urges its people to write to their 
Senator Edward Gurney thanking him for his efforts on behalf of the trade. Other 
Florida doings include their big annual convention and trade show set for Sept. 
20-22. Promotion is underway right now to make this the biggest and best in FAMA's 
glorious history. See separate story this issue. There's also a FAMA movement un- 
derway now to raise the pool table play price to 35¢ from their traditional quarter. As 
operators know, quarter -dime coin mechanisms are readily available at most 
distributors and parts outlets. It's also noteworthy that many operators around the 
land have converted pool table play up to 504 (2 quarters) and are getting the play 
and the increase in the cash pan. 

The history of American aviation and space flight is recounted in realistic displays 
at the Smithsonian Institution in Washington. From original airplarìes, such as the 
Spirit of St. Louis, to maps and relics of famous flights on earth and in outer space, the 
exhibits evoke a spirit of adventure. There is also the vicarious thrill of participation in 
the air and space miracles of the Twentieth Century - the derring-do of the stunt 
pilot, the life-saving helicopter rescue mission and, of course, the first landing on the 
moon. The National Air and Space Museum of the Smithsonian recently enlivened 
this natural response by adding to one of its exhibits four amusement games donated 
by Bally which simulate air and space adventure for the earth -bound flight enthusiast. 
The machines have been placed in the Hall of Exhibition Flight, the section devoted 
to barnstorming, air racing and aerobatics. Bally donated the machines as being 
representative of the "play" aspect of aviation and space exploration. According to 
Bill O'Donnell, president of Bally, "coin -operated amusement games have historically 
reflected the facination of Americans with technological progress and contemporary 
heroism." He explained that, in an earlier era, the machines mirrored the popular ap- 
peal of racing cars and motorcycles. During World War Il, the emphasis was on 
bomber missions, aerial dogfights and navel artillery. O'Donnell pointed out that the 
games are in themselves scientific and historic artifacts in that they represent a 
popular response to the exploits of aviators and astronauts. 

One of the Bally machines, "Space Flight," permits the player, with a single control 
stick, to steer a Lunar Excursion Module (LEM) to a landing site on a rotating mock-up 
of the earth's satellite. Another, known as "Stunt Pilot," evokes memories of barn- 
storming days when fliers in leather helmets and goggles sat in the open cockpits of 
biplanes as they roared through hangars and under bridges. Dual controls guide the 
simulated plane, and a taped device produces realistic sound and - if the flight goes 
awry - there is a flash of light, a thundering explosion and the screaming siren of an 
ambulance. "Sea Rescue" and "Whirly Bird" show helicopters in two of their charac- 
teristic missions, providing realistic backgrounds in which players attempt precision 
landings. Michael Collins, who flew the Apollo 11 command ship during the first man- 
ned lunar landing, is now director of the Smithsonian Air and Space Museum.

MELBOURNE - At his first Melbourne 
concert July 9, Frank Sinatra made a 
blistering attack on the media, and in par- 
ticular directed his remarks to women 
journalists, referring to them as 
"hookers." 

The incident and another in which a 
tele -cameraman had his camera pushed 
in his face by a bodyguard, led to unions 
placing a black ban on the other planned 
concerts. Union leaders demanded that 
the siri,ger apologize while Sinatra coun- 
tered that the press should in turn 
apologize to him. 

With his second Melbourne concert 
cancelled, the singer flew back to Syd- 
ney in his private jet with his constant 
companion, Mrs. Barbara Marx. 

Next day a conference was arranged 
between the singer and the president of 
the Australian Council of Trade Unions, 
after which agreement was reached to al- 
low the remaining Sydney concerts to 
take place. 

(When Frank Sinatra last appeared in 
Melbourne fourteen years ago, the 
stadium in which he appeared was burnt 
down shortly after his first concert. 
Festival Hall, built on the sight of the old 
stadium was the venue for Sinatra's 
recent concert in which he turned in a 
superb performance and had the 6,000 
plus audience in the palm of his hand.)
