MIDEM presents a marvelous opportunity for the 
music man to absorb economic information and a get a "status report" on the 
goings-on in music markets he is not in day-to-day contact with. MIDEM is a 
most useful tool in giving the music man a greater economic perspective and a 

better concept of what the immediate future holds. 
We urge participation in MIDEM this year, which is being held from Jan. 

18-24. "The Business Year Begins with MIDEM," but it's been apparent that 
each month of that year reflects its accomplishments.

According to Ed 
Cramer, the VAAP delegation, headed 
by Boris Pankin, finalized the arrange- 
ment last Wed. (11) after "minor" 
modifications of the contract. Formal 
signing was delayed until this week since 
the VAAP representatives were 
scheduled to leave for Washington, D.C. 
the following day. 

At the signing ceremony at ASCAP's 
offices in New York last Wed. (10), 
Pankin was asked about the possibility of 
American music publishers setting up of- 
fices in the Soviet Union for the exploita- 
tion of their catalogs.

Also showing strong movement are 
"Lost In A Dream" by REO Speedwagon 
on Epic at 95*, Johnny Winter's debut 
album on Blue Sky Records, "John 
Dawson Winter III" at 107* and Kris 
Kristofferson and Rita Coolidge's 
"Breakaway" on Monument Records at 
153*. 

According to Alexenburg, "the chart 
action on Epic and Columbia Custom 
Label albums is most gratifying.

Pickwick Fiscal 
Quarter Shows 
Sales, Profit Gains 
WOODBURY, N.Y. - Pickwick Interna- 
tional Inc. has reported new record sales 
and profits for the quarter ended Oct. 31. 
This marks the 86th consecutive com- 
parative growth quarter. 

During the second quarter of fiscal 
1975, ended Oct. 31, sales rose to 39% 
to $61,269,495 from $44,125,142. Net 
income increased 10% to $2,550,712 
from $2,319,560 in the comparable 
period of fiscal 1974. 

Sales for the six months period in- 
creased 48% to $114,968,257 as com- 
pared with $77,756,054. Net income 
showed a growth of 15.4% or $4,101,372 
as against $3,555,364. Earnings per 
share for this period rose to 92¢ from 
804. 

Cy Leslie, chairman of Pickwick, said 
all of the company's wholesale and retail 
operations "continue to add contribu- 
tions to our sales and profit growth, 
although operating margins have 
declined." The company's recording 
lines, he added, have "experienced in- 
creased sales, with somewhat decreased 
profits due primarily to losses of its 
manufacturing component which ap- 
proximate those of the comparable 
period last year." 

On indicators pointing to "adverse 
business conditions," Leslie said that the 
company has "always believed, and our 
past experiences in recession periods 
have indicated, that sales of our inex- 
pensive leisure products are less affect- 
ed than many other products during re- 
cessionary trends."

Crane Sells Share 
In Dynamic/Tele 
House To $ Group 
NEW YORK - Larry Crane, founder of 
Dynamic House/Tele House, the TV 
mail-order firm for special recording 
packages said to be the 11th largest spot 
advertiser in the country during its three 
year history, has sold his interests in the 
company to an undisclosed financial 
group headed by Edward Hutcher. 
Crane did not reveal his immediate 
plans. but a statement said that he is 
working on several "exciting projects 
that will really revolutionize the enter- 
tainment industry." Crane also remains 
on as a consultant to Dynamic House. 

According to the Television Bureau of 
Advertising, Dynamic House was credit- 
ed with a time -buy outlay of $14,550,300 
in 1973. However. Crane explains that 
"maybe we received $14.5 million worth 
of time, but the company paid out about 
$4.5 million in TV time buys last year," 
which would mean an outlay of less than 
a third of the rate card fees for the time 
secured, based on industry figures taken 
at face value. 

Crane, who said he writes and directs 
all of his commercials, maintains that his 
commercials for TV recordings have 
helped create interest in catalog 
product, and that these speical package 
ads will "continue to help record stores 
by cultivating markets which are not dor- 
mant." He believes that next major step 
will be association with record com- 
panies supplying professional marketing 
guidance and ad campaign develop- 
ment. 

"Record companies are beginning to 
take a hard look at television for their 
front line goods." He believes that with 
proper marketing, record companies can 
promote both catalog albums and new 
artists through the use of TV, where, he 
adds. "the bulk of the buying public can 
be reached." 

Pre -Pub Sales

NEW YORK - While its publication date 
is officially Jan. 1, Clive Davis' book, 
"Clive: Inside the Record Industry," has 
been delivered by its publisher, William 
Morrow & Co., to retailers in the New 
York and Los Angeles areas for the Holi- 
day season.

More than 
$1.983.000 has been received from the 
earlier event and the subsequent record 
album; additional funds will be released 
soon for UNICEF's continuing work in 
Bangladesh. 

At Harrison's request, proceeds from 
the afternoon and evening perfomances 
will help the United Nations Children's 
Fund increase its emergency assistance 
to the children of the seven drought - 
stricken African countries south of the 
Sahara.

the area of performance fees. They are 
basically confined to "live" 
performances in nightclubs. concert 
halls. cabarets, all of which are operated 
under the aegis of the State. 

According to Bernard Korman. 
general counsel at ASCAP, who has 
been part of the ASCAP team negotiat- 
ing the licensing agreement. ASCAP ex- 
pects to receive about $100.000 during 
the first year of the agreement. There is 
no writer compensation, he explained, 
for works performed on radio or TV. 
while a royalty payment for recordings is 
based, interestingly. on the number of 
recordings made. not sold. ASCAP's 
total income of $75 million a year in- 
cludes an international figure of $10 
million. 

Korman said that during his visit to 
Moscow he was struck by the 
westernized look of Soviet youngsters. 
jeans. long -hair. etc. "When they dance, 
it's quite similar to the style of the U.S.." 
he added. Soviet youngsters are also 
listening to contemporary music through 
purchases of western product through 
bootleg channels, and it's not uncommon 
for an LP of this type to cost 20 rubles, 
which is about $27 in U.S. currency. 

Another factor that must be con- 
sidered for the future is the manner in 
which American music. most notably. 
contemporary music, will be channeled 
into the Soviet Union. Interestingly. the 
members of the VAAP delegation do not 
have music backgrounds. but it's as- 
sumed that the Union of Soviet Com- 
posers would make the final choice as 
what kinds of American music would be 
licensed for performance in the Soviet 
Union.

This 
same trio took part in the current 
negotiations. The Soviet delegation now 
in the U.S. consists of Pankin. Alexandre

Commenting on the event. ASCAP's 
Adams said. "There is now a contractual 
basis for American and Soviet writers to 
be paid for performances of their musical 
works in the territories where ASCAP 
and VAAP operate. We regard this as a 

significant contribution to the economic 
well-being of creators in both nations, 
and we look forward to continuing 
cooperation for the benefit of the men 
and women who write music in both 
countries." 

Pankin stated. "People of our coun- 
tries know well enough of our music, and 
American music is well -loved in the Sov- 
iet Union. I'm sure more meetings are in 
store for us." 

There is, indeed, an historic nature to 
this agreement, particularly between two 
countries with a vast musical heritage. 
From the U.S. point of view. there would 
seem to be an eager audience for much 
of the pop music coming from America. 
Yet, it's still to be determined how far 
Soviet authorities are willing to go in 
controlling the input from the rock era. 
Nevertheless. as in the world of politics. 
a door has been opened. and a healthier 
climate has been automatically created 
by the very fact that composers of both 
nations will be receiving payments of 
one sort or another for their works 
performed in each other's country.

Pat Boone - I'm Back And I'm Proud 

Pat Boone is an amazing entity. During the mid -fifties he worked his way into the 
forefront of the record business with tunes like "Two Hearts. Two Kisses." a pop cov- 
er of the Fats Domino classic "Ain't That A Shame." "I Almost Lost My Mind," "Friend- 
ly Persuasion" and a host of others. Pat backed his recording success with a film 
career that included such box office hits as "April Love," "All Hands On Deck," "Mardi 
Gras." and "Journey To The Center Of The Earth." Beginning in 1956, Pat had 
several years of network and syndicated television shows, which endeared him to the 
hearts of countless millions. Not willing to settle for past achievements' momentum, 
Pat began writing books as an extension of being a father, books about growning up 
to be nice people. "Twixt, Twelve and Twenty" a guide for teenagers, was the first, 
followed by "Between You, Me and the Gatepost," "The Real Christmas," "A New 
Song" and "Joy." For his records, Pat's been awarded 13 gold singles. two gold 
albums and a platinum record denoting 3 million sales, a level that now exceeds 41/2. 

So you probably already know that Pat Boone deserves respect as an active artist in 
all fields of communication. 

This year has seen a new spark of creativity, beginning with Pat signing with 
Motown's country label. Melodyland. "I keep thinking of it as Motown. Because it is 
actually Motown. So I see myself as a reverse Charley Pride," comments Pat. 

"I grew up in Nashville, surrounded by country music. I'm the son-in-law of Red 
Foley, and now I'm making a circuitous route through pop music and coming back into

the country field, but on the biggest black label in the world," Pat continues, noting 
the irony of the situation. "You'd think that if Charley Pride was gonna make it in coun- 
try music. that he'd have been on Motown and I'd have been on RCA, but it's the re- 
verse. And I think it's exciting because of that." 

"Candy Lips," produced by Nashville veteran Norro Wilson, written by Wilson. 
George Richey and C. Taylor, is Pat's first effort on Melodyland. Released in late Oc- 
tober, the single is presently embodied in an upswing of activity in the country 
markets. When he went with Melodyland, Pat also brought his Pat Boone Family to the 
fold as a recording act, along with the Boone Girls, yet another separate entity. The 
Boone Girls. Pat's four daughters, recently scored chart success with their version of 
the Marvelettes 1961 hit, "Please Mr. Postman." "They sound like the Carpenters with 
soul." notes proud papa Pat. The girl's next release is a re -make of the Supremes hit 
from 1963, "When The Lovelight Starts Shining." Pat's been preparing himself for the 
best. "It may be funny and ironic and pretty exciting if, after this long gap, the first 
Boone record to make it into the Top Ten is by my daughters, and not me." 

So as the new year approaches, things look pretty bright for 1975 becoming a year 
of big Boone movement, with Pat back into his Nashville roots, the Girls putting their 
mark on show business and more and more on -the -road activity from the entire 
Boone clan.

Neil Sedaka - Laughing In The Rain 

"Curiouser and curiouser,' Alice once said. She might as well have been speaking 
about Neil Sedaka as about the wonderland through the looking glass. In many ways. 
Sedaka was the prototypical American pop artist. He sang of sweet sixteens, angelic 
neighbors, stairways to heaven, and other archetypes of adolescence. Indeed, his 
music most often explored the nuances of the teenage "goodlife." Sedaka, in fact, 
yearned to be a part of that life-style, for as he said. I quite Juilliard because I wasn't a 

social hit with the kids from Brighton Beach, I wasn't invited to parties." So, it is 

curious that Sedaka, an important component of Americana. should suddenly surface 
in England as one of the most popular UK performers. 

Between 1959 and 1963, Sedaka sold over 25 million records, including "Oh, 
Carol," "Breaking Up Is Hard To Do." and "Calendar Girl." However. the beginnings 
of the English invasion and sheer exhaustion caused him to cease performing and to 
concentrate on his writing. Sedaka said. "In 1963, I was tired of the whole scene. I had 
traveled all over the world by then. I now had a family and I wanted to settle down. I 

was able to write and I knew that I was financially well off, so I didn't have to go on 
tour. You know, the records just weren't selling then. But, in 1970, I felt that the time 
was right for me. a singer, composer. and songwriter." 

It was in England, however, that Sedaka began his recording comeback. "In 1970," 
Sedaka reflected, "a friend of mine named Dick Fox said that I should go to England to 
do a gig at the Albert Hall. He said that this would be the easiest way of getting back 
into America. So I went to Albert Hall knowing that they came to hear my old hits. I 

did those, of course, but at the end of my concert, I did the new stuff and they loved it. 
It was different material than the old formula type record, because I write. compose. 
perform contemporary music." During the past three years. in fact, Sedaka has had 
four Top 20 LPs and five hit singles in a row in England. "Solitaire" and "The Tra -La 
Days Are Over," his last two British LPs, each sold over 100.000 copies in the UK 
alone. 

Sedaka's English success led to a recording deal with Elton John's Rocket 
Records. "Elton and I were very friendly in England." Sedaka said. "At a party in my 
house, he said, 'Your records are great and I love them. Are you represented in the 
U.S.' I said, 'No, I'm not.' He and John Reed just couldn't believe it. They said, 'You're 
kidding!' They asked to record me on Rocket. I said. 'Why not?' It's a real advantage to 
work with him, believe me." 

Sedaka's latest Rocket release. "Sedaka's Back," is a compilation of the two 
aforementioned British LPs, and it includes his hit single, "Laughter In The Rain." The 
songs are all lyrical gems and they contain the same themes, rhythms, and sensitive 

mixture of happiness and pathos that has characterized his past hits. The significance 
of the songs, however, has grown as Sedaka's field of vision has expanded. "I have 
never had my hand off the musical pulse," Sedaka stated. "I have written all of my life 
and I've been aware of what people are buying. My lyrics are longer and go into 
depth, so that one can see the development in my songs." 

Though his latest records have been a success in this country, Sedaka does not 
plan to tour the U.S. in the immediate future. "I am going to wait until 'Sedaka's Back' 
is well on its way. I will begin touring Europe in Feb. After that, I think that I'll be ready 
for concerts halls and clubs in this country. It will take time, because people have to 
live with an album. A lot of FM stations will be surprised. The male solo performer is 
back. Writing is where it's at. You really need decent material to hit today." 

Sedaka does most of his writing with Howie Greenfield and Phil Cody. He does, 
however, work alone at the piano for five hours each day. "I've been 
regimented. "Sedaka smiled." I don't wait for that spark in the night. I have some tricks 
and shortcuts, but all the songs have to picked out of the air. Since I also perform, I 

know what works best on stage and what is best on records. I know a singer's song - 
Tom Jones, Peggy Lee and the 5th Dimension have recorded my tunes and I know 
personal music. I don't like to stay in one mood and. because of my writing ex- 
perience. I am able to mix my material. The record public digs that." 

Rocket plans to release a new album with backing by Elton John and others to com- 
plement the "Sedaka's Back" anthology. Most of his recent material will then be re- 
adily available to the American public. "It's the hardest thing to get something new. 
Sedaka explained, "After composing 700 songs, you feel that you've used all the 
possible 12 -tone combinations. It is the most difficult thing not to repeat yourself. But 
I seem to be succeeding." Sedaka's musical travels have come full circle and he has 
begun to speak to another generation of American teenagers - and their parents 
Very curious, indeed.

Andy's 
distinctive vocals would stand out magnificently 
anywhere, but combined with Billy Sherrill's pro- 
duction genius, the touch is soft as a punch. We 
particularly go for "A Mi Esposa Con Amor." 
"Another Lonely Song" and "My Elusive 
Dreams. 

LOVE SONGS & OTHER TRAGEDIES - G.C. 
Cameron - Motown M6 -819S1 - Producers: 
G.C. Cameron, Willie Hutch 

G.C. Cameron explodes out of the starting gate 
with this new package that burns like a house on 
fire and soothes like cool lotion on a sunburn. 
The incredibly uptempo percussive currents that 
run intermittently throughout many of the selec- 
tions are quite breathtaking. but Cameron can 
sing against them well, using his fine voice to 
carry a very soulful message. Particularly in- 
teresting cuts here are "If You Don't Love Me." 
"Come Get This Thang" and "Tippin' " 

CASTON & MAJORS - Caston & Majors - 
Motown M6 -814S1 - Producer: Leonard Caston 

A dramatic LP from the opening cut, the 
Caston & Majors' Motown debut is a brilliant one, 
firmly establishing them as an artistic force to be 
reckoned with in 1975 and beyond. Caston col- 
laborated on writing each of the tunes and there 
is a decided theatrical feel to the entire record. 
Using various combinations of highly talented 
musicians (including Syreeta Wright), the duo 
set forth on a musical adventure that savors of 
painstaking care and dedication. We like "Child 
of Love." 

RASPUTIN STASH - Rasputin Stash - Gemigo 
GMS 1000 

One of the funkiest LP's we've heard all year. 
Rasputin Stash's new Gemigo effort is a delight 
no dancer would ever turn his back on. A wealth 
of drug satire is contained in the lyrics and the 
steady backbeat of bass and drums drives the 
music like a runaway locomotive. Impeccable 
harmonies. careful arrangement and selective 
dynamics make for a fine blend of material and 
talent here. We like "Ooh Baby." "I Can Feel 
Your Jones" and "Hit It and Pass It." 

"1976" BI -CENTENNIAL ALBUM -'76 Revolu- 
tionaries - Under Ground US -1974 - Producer: 
Andre Williams 

One of the most interesting and (dare I say re- 
volutionary) packages of this or any year. this 
new LP has a little something in it for everybody. 
For the hard rockers among you there's "Oh. 
Watergate." for soul devotees. "Left -Right 
American March." for country western fans. "You 
Can't Fool The People." for balladeers. "Life's 
Getting Heavier These Days." for Gospel 
adherents. "Church Choir Introduction" and it 
even contains a new, updated national anthem. 
Sound rpovocative? It is. 
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cash box,- talent on stage 
Leonard Cohen 

TROUBADOUR, L.A. - The crowd was 
restless after a long delay but when 
Leonard Cohen finally walked onto the 
stage he was greeted with a very warm 
round of applause. With a back up band 
of bass, keyboards, guitar and two 
female vocalists. Cohen took the crowd 
on a gentle, thoughtful journey over 
some familiar material like "Bird On A 
Wire." "Sisters Of Mercy." and "So Long 
Mary Ann," before introducing them to 
some songs from his new Columbia LP 
"New Skin For The Old Ceremony." 

A Cohen set is a very fragile entity and 
the intimacy of the Troubadour and the 
obvious respect the audience felt for the 
performer made the evening very nearly 
magical. Aminor poet. Cohen's strength 
exists in the lyrics and the insights he 
can deliver from two or three lines are of- 
ten -times the equivalent of an entire pop 
album. But unlike some concerts of the 
past, the supporting musicians wove in- 
teresting textures through Cohen's sim- 
ple song structures and added careful ac- 
cents so that his basicly one-dimensional 
singing style seemed somehow diverse. 

Without an opening act, it was much 
more an evening with Leonard Cohen 
than a typical Troubadour performance 
and the singer was a gracious, giving 
host. The performance was best summed 
up by a gregarious fan who shouted out 
in a shared spirit of camaraderie "Viva les 
chansons de Leonard Cohen!"

Freddie King 
Candi Staton 

BOTTOM LINE, NYC - Freddie King is 
a living legend among blues guitarists 
and the faithful who flocked to see him 
during his one night stand here needed 
little convincing. The "Texas Cannon- 
ball" has been steered down many 
avenues in the past in efforts to make 
him a saleable commodity, but Freddie 
sounds best when he's just being himself 
and he has never sounded better than on 
"Burglar," his debut album for RSO 
Records. 

With his backing band providing little 
more than a perfunctory accompani- 
ment, the success of King's show hinges 
heavily on his volatile style of guitaring 
and the charisma generated from his 
cherubic personality. Unlike some of his 
contemporaries, Freddie's style is highly 
explosive and relies less on predictable 
cliche. 12 bar and boogie rhythms are 
still very much a part of his repertoire, 
but they are a basis of communicating an 
essential strength which is absorbed in 
the flow of the music rather than being 
an end in themselves. The best ex- 
amples of this were the classic 
"Hideaway" instrumental and the slow 
wailing "Have You Ever Loved A 
Woman" where he utilized guitar feed- 
back as more than a cold electronic 
whine, but as a characteristic of his deft 
phrasing and idiosyncratic style. 

Candi Staton, who had several chart 
successes in the 60's on the Fame label 
is currently in the process of a re- 
emergence via Warner Brothers. Backed 
by the redoubtable Muscle Shoals 
Swampers including Roger Hawkins 
(drums), Jimmy Johnson (guitar), David 
Hood (bass), and Barry Beckett (piano) 
Candi's stylishly soulful voice com- 
manded rapt attention from the audience 
through numbers like "A Little Taste Of 
Love," "Here I Am Again," and even 
breathed a new life into the well worn 
"Stop And Smell The Roses." Her latest 
single, "As Long As He Takes Care Of 
Home," elicited cries of approval from 
the female members of the audience, yet 
her obvious charm and finesse with a 
lyric was appealing to all.

Johnny Mathis 
The Miracles 

URIS THEATRE, N.Y. - Johnny Mathis 
is the most recent addition to the grow- 
ing roster of entertainers to appear on 
the Great White Way, with Broadway's 
Uris Theatre being the site for his cur- 
rent N.Y.C. engagement. The show 
opened with the tuxedoed Mathis sing- 
ing several numbers, including a Paul 
Williams medley, before introducing The 
Miracles. Although seemingly restrained 
by the formal setting, The Miracles - 
clad in spangled and denim tails - did a 
tight set of tunes, which featured an un- 
usual medley of Motown hits (including 
numbers by the Jackson Five, Stevie 
Wonder and Marvin Gaye) based around 
an onstage "dancing machine" in the 
form of a jukebox. The four -man group 
demonstrated a fine sense of 
showmanship, vitality and humor as they 
performed excellent renditions of their 
own "Oooh. Baby" and the current hit 
"Do It Baby," in true professional style. 

The second half of the show belonged 
to Mathis, this time informally dressed in 
madras coat and white pants. The au- 
dience responded enthusiastically to a 
set ranging from his first record "Won- 
derful, Wonderful" to a Helena Ruben- 
stein commercial he had made just a few 
days before. The Columbia artist's dis- 
tinctive low-key approach to his music 
was enhanced by a fine orchestra and 
some interesting rear -lighting effects, 
while the occasional use of man-made 
echo made it clear that electronics are 
very much a part of MOR music in the 
seventies. The performance included 
"It's A Beautiful Day/Misty," "Our Day 
Will Come," "The Begat," a 'hits' medley. 
and a very interesting new number en- 
titled "Over The Weekend" which Mathis 
introduced by saying that he had been 
warned it would be too "contemporary" 
for his audience - perhaps so, but for 
this writer it showed that easy listening 
music can be musically progressive on 
its own terms, and that is a healthy sign. 
Mathis' unique mellow style has earned 
him 18 gold albums, and a nearly sold - 
out 12 show engagement is strong in- 
dication that his appeal is not about to 
decline. b.k. 

New Riders Of 
The Purple Sage 
Waylon Jennings 

ACADEMY OF MUSIC, NYC - Waylon 
Jennings' brand of electric country 
music was well received in New York's 
premier rock emporium, yet one was left 
with the distinct impression that the 
veteran performer would undoubtedly 
feel more comfortable playing for red 
necks instead of the red eyes that usually 
populate the Academy. 

Waylon strums and picks a phased 
guitar in a rough edge country style 
which complements his rugged de- 
meanor. He was backed by a very capa- 
ble seven piece outfit which included the 
mercurial pedal steel guitar work of 
Ralph Mooney. Going through almost 
twenty songs in the space of his short 
set, the RCA artist nonchalantly reeled 
off numbers like "Ladies Love Outlaws," 
"Me and Bobby McGee," and "Rambling 
Man" in a strong, affirmative drawl. 
Waylon sings in almost his speaking 
voice and maintains complete control of 
his music which alternates between driv- 
ing rock and roll numbers and sultry 
ballads which were given a highly 
emotive reading. 

Columbia artists, The New Riders Of 
The Purple Sage, recently reviewed 
here, continue as one of the most con- 
sistently popular purveyors of country - 
rock with their brisk. uplifting vocal 
harmonies and tight instrumental de- 
livery. b.t. 

Elton John 
Kiki Dee 

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - 
Elton John's rockin' and rollin' charisma 
and his resplendent garb with foamed -up 
epaulets made watching the king of rock 
'n roll a real treat. A brilliant showman, 
Elton can excite an audience with just a 
certain look or a turn of his head. And ex- 
cite the crowd he did, for the Garden au- 
dience took to Elton like the demigod he 
has turned into. One of those bizarre 
sartorial creations that bangs those old 
eighty -eights like they are going out of 
style and sings some very fine rock and 
roll. 

The show starts with a short cartoon of 
Elton and then before your very eyes 
amid strobe effects the clown prince of 
rock appears as a caricature of himself. 
There is proper fanfare and Elton goes 
into his amazing repertoire of million 
sellers that have made his music loved 
by all age groups and made his music 
representative of such a large segment 
of the music world. Winding his way 
through such precious ditties as "Take 
Me To The Pilot" and "Burn Down The 
Mission" from his older material; and 
then things like "Honky Cat," "Daniel," 
"Crocodile Rock," "Saturday Nights All 
Right For Fighting," which almost 
brought the house down, "Bennie And 
The Jets" which really excited the 
crowd, the sweetly melodious "Goodbye 
Yellow Brick Road," and his newest 
MCA single "Lucy In The Sky With 
Diamonds." 

Elton is a professional in every sense 
of the word and the kind of success and 
adulation he enjoys is part of the musical 
longevity that his creativity is forever 
sparking. 

The Kiki Dee band is a tight group of 
rockers fronted by the delightful Kiki 
Dee. The selected material from her two 
MCA/Rocket LP's was primarily up - 
tempo boogie music that was highlighted 
by her latest chart single "I've Got The 
Music In Me."

Carmen 
LOS ANGELES - Carmen proved itself 
to be one of the most original bands to 
ever play the Starwood by providing a 
dramatically structured set of flamenco - 
derived rock music. Having worked only 
a few dozen times before the public, the 
group verified the value of taking time in 
a rehearsal studio to practice perform- 
ing. What was previously noted as a 
loose act has now been pulled together 
into a forceful, compact unit that should 
delight fans of innovation when they tour 
with Jethro Tull early next year. 

Obviously led by guitarist David Allen. 
the five member unit ran down a well - 
paced sequence of their recorded 
material, interspersing newer items. 
while utilizing each player's multiple 
talents admirably. Fancy, frenetic 
footwork by Angela Allen and Roberto 
Amaral brought rare energy and de- 
lightful color to several tunes. in 
particular. Amaral's intense interplay 
with a caste (looks like a pool stick) dur- 
ing "Seguiriya" came off as nothing short 
of fantastic, partially because of the 
unique stage miking. done by Bachus 
Berry, involves eight panels of 
floorboard with four contact mikes in 
each panel. 

John Glascock, on bass and Paul Fen- 
ton, on drums, provided the Spanish - 
flavored backbeat which the Aliens 
(brother and sister) overrode effectively 
through tasty expositions on guitar and 
keyboards. Amaral's fingertips often 
turned to lightning as he augmented in- 
strumental passages with his intriguing 
castanet work.

Richard Betts 
J.J. Cale 

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM, 
L.A. - Richard (Dickie) Betts, Capricorn 
Records recording artist, celebrated his 
birthday in fine style in Santa Monica by 
playing two rousing sets. Betts and his 
band opened the first set with "Rain" 
from his solo album and moved right into 
lively countrified arrangements of some 
Betts penned Allman Brothers favorites, 
including "Blue Sky," and "Rambling 
Man." The band, which featured Vassar 
Clements - country fiddler ex- 
traordinaire - and Spooner Oldham on 
keyboards, provided fine backing for 
Richard's distinctive, clean melodic 
guitar solos. 

In the second set Dickie demonstrated 
that although country -rock is his forte, he 
is equally at home with blues and blue- 
grass. Whether the material was a Hank 
Williams tune, a Freddie King number or 
one of his own compositions like 
"Jessica" and "Elizabeth Reed." the re- 
sult was the same: he had the audience 
up on its feet and screaming for more. 

J.J. Cale, the Shelter recording artist, 
opened the show with a fine collection of 
laid-back country blues. Backed by a 
very tight band, J.J. showed that he can 
sing and pick as well as he can write. 
which is really saying something. "After 
Midnight," "Crazy Mana," "Magnolia," 
and "They Call Me The Breeze" 
highlighted a set that was refreshingly 
free of the long breaks between songs 
that can destroy the continuity of the 
best played sets. 

Johnny Nash 
Cornell Dupreee 

BOTTOM LINE, N.Y. - After a 
cacophonous two song warm up by his 
nine man backup band led by Gordon 
DeWitty, Johnny Nash took the stage 
and everything suddenly fell into place 
under his cool, breathy tenor. The Epic 
artist was afforded fluent accompani- 
ment which was especially strong on his 
two reggae -inspired hits. "I Can See 
Clearly Now" and "Stir It Up." Nash fell 
back on his recent album, "Celebrate 
Life" for some of his most resilient num- 
bers of the evening including the tender 
title track, the uptempo stomper, 
"Everybody's Got An Aura," and his new 
single, "You Can't Go Halfway," with its 
lively reggae undercurrent and over- 
tones of American soul. This was con- 
trasted by "My Merry -Go -Round," a' 
dulcet ballad on which Nash played 
acoustic guitar, weaving a hypnotic flow 
with his agile voice. 

Though Nash at times lacked spunk 
and audience endorsement, his 
performance was invigorating as he is 
slowly shedding the image of being sole- 
ly a reggae artist in favor of an approach 
closer to American soul. 

The "Atlantic Rhythm Section," that 
faceless crop of musicians whose names 
have appeared on the credits of a count- 
less number of albums were finally cast 
into the spotlight for three days, with the 
occasion being a Cornell Dupree concert 
to promote his recently released solo 
album, "Teasin'." 

Watching a gathering of musicians 
such as Cornell (guitar), Gordon 
Edwards (Bass), Charlie Brown (sax), 
Richard Tee (piano), and Bernard Purdie 
(drums) will not overwhelm you with any 
singularly uniqueness in style or ex- 
emplary instrumental prowess. They are 
a seasoned group of musicians who have 
established a rapport out of which has 
grown a truly empathetic bond.

r&b ingredients 
The list of hits with which Lamont Dozier has been involved is staggering. As part of 

the famed Holland -Dozier -Holland team Lamont helped produce and write hits for 
Motown's biggest and best acts - Diana Ross and The Supremes, the Four Tops, 
Marvin Gaye, Smokey Robinson and The Miracles, Martha Reeves and the Vandellas 
and many others. The songs include classics that continually reappear on the charts 
either in their original versions or as covered by artists from every possible musical 
background. Songs like "Can't Help Myself," "Standing In The Shadow Of Love," 
"Stop. In The Name Of Love," "Baby, I Need Your Loving." "My World Is Empty 
Without You" and "Come See About Me." But Lamont Dozier had a low profile in the 
music business for awhile and is only now beginning to regain his old momentum. In- 
volved in law suits involving astronomical amounts of money Lamont laid low and 
waited for the smoke to clear. His first solo effort. "On My Own," reintroduced us to 
his sound and recently he visited us at Cash Box. He made it obvious that Lamont 
Dozier is. in no uncertain terms. back. He wanted to talk about his newly released 
album on ABC Records entitled "Black Bach." but before he could say a word he dis- 
covered that Invictus Records had just released an album called "The New Lamont 
Dozier Album." "Well, I have to admit I'm surprised by that news. That stuff is a few 
years old and I didn't think it was ever going to come out." The Invictus LP is a collec- 
tion of eight Holland -Dozier -Holland tunes which Lamont only cut as demos but 
which still sound fresh and clean and ready to go. Lamont considered that music part 
of his past and he doesn't dwell a lot on the past. "Sure it is nice to hear the old songs 
now and again, yeah I dig it. But the new tunes are what I'm trying to say right now." 
Are there any favorites from back then? "Yeah sure. I still like 'Heat Wave.' 'Reach 
Out I'll Be There,' 'I Hear A Symphony' and 'How Sweet It Is.' I'm still real proud of 
them." A man with two new albums full of songs and a single climbing steadily up the 
charts has every excuse to be humble about his past accomplishments. "Let Me Start 
Tonight, a cut from "Black Bach." is riding the r&b charts straight up and this week 
rests at #33 with a bullet. A sincere love ballad with polished. solid production it tells 

a story that anybody can relate to and the crossover possibilities are enormous. A 
soulful rap in which Lamont gives a lesson on love (for free) punctuates the song and 
allows Lamont a few moments to speak his mind. "I like that part actually but it scared 
me because sometimes a singer puts a rap in the middle of a record and he really 
doesn't have anything to say. I gave that a lot of thought and figured it said what I felt 
and that's the best way of telling if it's relevant or not. It speaks to me. for sure." So 
with his singing career in high gear you would think Lamont has got his hands full. 
Right? Wrong, because Lamont happens to also be in the midst of producing an 
album for the Originals and somehow found the time to write all the tunes for the LP. 
But this is just a part of Lamont's plans. With a production team that includes his 
brother Reginald, McKinley Jackson (who produced "Black Bach"), Barney Perkins 
and Richard "Popeye" Wylie he also has big plans to enter into movies, television and 
plays. There's nothing that can stop him. "It's a great big business and I need to be out 
in it on my own" ... . 

A new single by The Miracles, "Don't Cha Love It," has been released on the Tamla 
label, a division of Motown Records. The "B" side is entitled "Up Again." The single 
was produced by Freddie Perren. 

A hot release has been announced by The Innervision II. Innovation II family. The 
signing of Simtec Simmons of Simtec and Wyle fame and his first release of "Some 
Other Time." 

The other releases are an album called "Windy City" by the group of the same 
name. "Whatever You Want" by Sir Wales, not to be confused with the Jackson Five 
release although titles are alike, the tunes are different, and "Can I Count On You" by 
Barbara Hall. 

According to George Williams, exec. vp, "we have set for release a single from the 
'Windy City' LP titled, 'Fool Or Your Man' which was produced by Otis Leavill. singer 
turned manager -producer. The acquisition of Mr. Leavill brings a wealth of talent and 
experience to the label." 

Syreeta. Motown recording artist, has been set to perform at the Beverly Hills - 
Hollywood NAACP's Eighth Annual Image Awards Dinner and Presentations, it was 
announced by Bob Jones, chairman of the event. 

In making the announcement Jones stated: "We at the NAACP are extremely 
pleased about Syreeta agreeing to perform and serve as a presenter. We also feel 
that she exemplifies the type of 'image' that we are striving to gain for all minorities in 
the entertainment industry."

Betty is scheduled to 
tape Soul Train on Dec. 15 and will be 
appearing with the O'Jays in the Persian 
Room at Miami Beach's Marco Polo 
Hotel for the Xmas/New Years holidays 
following extensive East Coast ap- 
pearances. 

Mr. Brotherhood of Man, Timmy 
Thomas, who sold over 2 million with 
"Why Can't We Live Together" is still en- 
joying the #1 position with that single in 
South Africa where he will soon tour 
while his current release "I Got To See 
You Tonight" from the LP "You're The 
Song ... I've Always Wanted To Sing" 
on Glades Records is seeing alot of ac- 
tion at home. At the request of the Black 
community in Johannesburg, Timmy's 
arrival there has been moved up from 
Dec. 11 to Sunday Dec. 8 as that is the 
only non working day. A huge turnout of 
fans is expected at the airport. Timmy 
will headline shows at Johannesburg's 
main stadium as the only American act 
with major TV and Radio appearances 
scheduled. He will work on his next LP 
with producer Steve Alaimo after his re- 
turn from South Africa and previous to 
his European tour in January. 

GOLDEN FIGHTING - Hans I. 
Kellerman, managing director of VIP 
Records Holland, was very proud to 
hand Carl Douglas a golden record for 
his hit single "Kung Fu Fighting." 

Brown's 1 st Song 
Gold; LP Soon 
MEMPHIS - Shirley Brown's single, 
"Woman To Woman," is now certified as 
a gold record with over a million units 
sold, according to Stax Records presi- 
dent Jim Stewart. Shirley records on the 
Truth label, a division of Stax. 

Stewart also said sales projections in- 
dicate that "Woman To Woman" will soon 
reach the rare status of a platinum 
record, with two million or more bought. 
He said that prediction is based on the 
increasing activity of the song in the 
"pop" market and on top 40 radio. The 
record has already reached the number 
one position on the soul/r&b music 
charts, and it is now ascending through 
the middle of the pop charts. 

Because of the strong acceptance of 
Shirley's single, her debut album on 
Truth Records is being rushed to com- 
pletion, Stewart said. Copies of the LP 
are now being pressed and will be on the 
market almost immediately. 

"Woman To Woman" is Shirley 
Brown's first record. Cutting the new 
album's tracks in the Stax studios, she 
has been working with the same pro- 
ducers - Stewart and Al Jackson - and 
the same musicians who helped her 
single hit. They include Jackson on 
drums. Donald "Duck" Dunn on bass, 
Bobby Manuel on guitar, Lester Snell 
and Marvell Thomas on keyboards, 
Rhodes -Chalmers -Rhodes handling the 
background vocals, and the Memphis 
Strings and Memphis Horns. 

Japanese Youth Go 
For American Funk 
TOKYO - Japanese youngsters, long 
followers of American rock music, now 
are switching over to rhythm and blues, 
according to Stewart Levine, manager of 
the Crusaders and Hugh Masekela. 

More than 70 discotheques specializ- 
ing in r&b music (called "funk" in Japan) 
have opened in the Tokyo area in the 
past few years, he said, pointing up the 
growing popularity of that type music in 
Japan. 

On top of which, stated Levine, recent- 
ly back from an Oriental concert tour 
with the Crusaders, more and more 
Japanese youngsters are going in for 
Afro hairdo's. 

The Crusaders played several dates in 
Japan with the Pointer Sisters, and sold 
out every engagement. 

American acts, said Levine, are ex- 
tremely popular in that country. and 
record sales are big in Japan. The artists 
are paid about the same in Japan as in 

'the U.S., and first-class expenses are 
picked up by the Japanese promoters. 

Ticket prices for concerts there have 
risen dramatically, and major concerts 
now demand from $10 to $20 per ticket, 
the producer -manager noted. This 
means, he added, potential grosses of 
$50,000 for 3.000 -seat facilities.

George Benson - Bad Is Good 

As a result of the current fascination with jazz rock fusionists such as Larry 
Coryell, Al DiMeola, John McLaughlin and John Abercrombie, interest has carried 
over to several guitarists who adopt a somewhat purer stance. People are listening to 
Jim Hall. Kenny Burrell, Pat Martino and Joe Pass again, and George Benson, who 
many consider the most likely to inherit the late Wes Montgomery's patriarchal 
crown, is getting booked into rock clubs like the Bottom Line in addition to jazz 
strongholds like the Half Note. 

With Benson's new album, "Bad Benson" on CTI. he shows considerable advance- 
ments over earlier recordings which tended to reflect a cool. unobtrusive perfection 
about his playing. There was never any question about his technical abilities. but he 
never seemed to command much attention from the listener. With his last album. 
"Body Talk." things began to loosen up. On "Bad Benson," his tenth album, he has 
begun to express something of himself in his playing with a greater reliance on 
natural instinct and his r&b background. "This one is a new experience for me." he 
says. "I've played with different musicians of different calibres in different idioms but 
on this record I lean more toward my level of harmony." 

Benson's first recording was. ironically enough, made when he was part of a singing 
group in 1953. The record took the shortcut to obscurity outside of his home town of 
Pittsburgh. so he took up the guitar. He played with a couple of r&b groups until his 
father coaxed him into auditioning for jazzman Jack McDuff who was playing an 
engagement just outside of Pittsburgh. "McDuff's band was swinging harder than 
anyone else I had ever heard before. I was saying that if there was anybody I would 
like to play with, it would be him." 

Benson recalls that he could hardly play at the time. but six months later, he found 
himself in the group. "I managed to hide the fact that I didn't know how to solo until I 

embarassed myself one night. so he put me on notice - I was on notice with McDuff 
for three years. The thing that made the group was that I was in the middle playing r&b 
and borrowing from jazz at the same time. McDuff didn't like it. but it was only through 
him telling me that it wouldn't work that gave me the urge to keep trying." 

Benson led his first group in 1965 but found himself caught in the rock and roll 
groundswell which relegated him to playing disco -type clubs - often sandwiched 
between gyrating go-go girls in cages. Since then. Benson has had numerous groups 
of his own design, slowly moving away from r&b and toward a full -tilt jazz sound in the 
process. 

A recent interest in production techniques has already resulted in an album 
Benson produced for his keyboardman, Ronnie Foster. "Rock groups generally make 
better albums than jazz groups because they enjoy more freedom." he maintains. 
"Obviously. if you can go into the studio with whomever you have working for you at 
the time, you will sound more together. Changing the whole structure of the group or 
playing with guys you don't even know can't help but make yourfeel uncomfortable. 
The only jazz musicians who are given the same kind of freedom as rock musicians 
are cats like Herbie Hancock and Chick Corea. It's hard to tell them what to play 
because more often than not their producers are not up to their level musically and 
they really don't understand what they are trying to do. Since the direction is so new, 
they just don't know how to handle it." barry taylor

To 
introduce the series, the publishing firm 
currently packages the appropriate 
Woody Herman Fantasy album with the

Woody Herman and his Young Thun- 
dering Herd have appeared at the Mon- 
treux Festival last summer. The results 
were recorded on the Fantasy album

The Herd is presently visiting schools 
for jazz seminars and concerts.

picksof the week 
IN CONCERT - Freddie Hubbard/Stanley Tur- 
rentine - CTI 6044 

One of the finest CTI releases to date. The 
"session men" include Herbie Hancock, Jack 
DeJohnette, Ron Carter and Eric Gale. The LP is 
composed of two extensive tracks. entitled 
"Poyo" and "Gibralter." Hubbard's articulation on 
the latter 32 -bars of his 64 -bar chorus of "Poyo" 
is clear and precise. It blends into Turrentine's 
solo. which is characterized by rhythmically 
spiced scales. Hancock's solo is quite 
percussive. as one would expect. His chordal 
dialogue with Eric Gale is the most interesting 
harmonic moment on the track. The album truly 
abounds with feeling. 

LIVE AT THE VILLAGE VANGUARD - Elvin 
Jones - Enja 2036 

One member of John Coltrane's old band who 
has not been unfairly typecast as "a Trane 
sideman" is Elvin Jones. On this live album. 
Jones is joined by George Colman on tenor. 
Wilbur Little on bass and Marvin Peterson on 
trumpet. Jones (with Sunny Murray) developed a 
polyrhythmic style which has rarely been 
equaled. His solo on "By George" is an 
avalanche of notes which are expertly articulated 
in spite of (or because of) the rapid tempo. Note 
the spaces in Coleman's sax solo on "Laura." He 
interestingly uses the rests to change the line's 
rhythmic quality. 

STANLEY CLARKE - Stanley Clarke - Nem- 
peror NE 431 

Stanley Clarke's first album as a leader. The 
talented bassist is best known for his work with 
Return To Forever, though he has also gigged 
with Horace Silver and Art Blakey. and has re- 
corded with Pharoah Sanders and Stanley 
Cowell. The rhythmic "Vulcan Princess" is driven 
by Clarke and Tony Williams on drums. Watch 
the movement from minor to major keys and 
back again. Williams, in many ways, is the pro- 
totypical jazz-rock drummer. Check the free 
rhythms on "Lopsy Lu." For Williams, the gaps 
between the notes are as important as the notes 
themselves 

DOM UM ROMAO - Dom Um Romao - Muse 
5013 

This is Dom Um Romao's first album as a 
leader. Though best known as the percussionist 
of Weather Report. he has also played with Brasil 
'66. The music is "samba de rica." sambas of the 
street. It is characterized by its percussive feel 
and textures. However. it doesn't exhibit the 
weak syncopation and lack of drive characteristic 
of old bossa nova tracks. In many ways. "Braun- 
Blek-Blu" is the album's motif. A solo track, the 
piece is marked by an extraordinary scat and 
closes with a rhythmic flourish. Among the musi- 
cians are Stanley Clarke. Eric Gravatt and Joe 
Beck. 

TRANSITION - Buddy Rich and Lionel Hampton 
- Groove Merchant GM 3302 

A combination of two moods and styles. as the 
jacket proclaims. the record is "a passage from 
one state, stage or subject to another." The first 
side is composed of standards like "Avalon" and 
"Ham Hock Blues." Zoot Sims' crystal clear 
chorus on "Avalon" is backed by George 
Duvivier on bass and Teddy Wilson on piano. 
Check out Hampton's first two multi-malleted 
12 -bar choruses on "Blues." The second side. 
tracked by somewhat abstract sounding tunes 
like "E.G." and "Fum," attempts to integrate rock 
patterns by adding rhythmic guitar and sax lines. 
Note Sal N istico and Jack Wilkens' solos. 

AT BASIN STREET - Clifford Brown and Max 
Roach - Trip TLP 5511 

Trip Records has begun to reissue the old 
Emarcy catalogue of jazz records. Now. many im- 
portant tracks will again be available to the public 
and many historical gaps will be filled. This 
record is a stylist's delight. Brownie was one of 
the few trumpeters who developed a viable post - 
bop style. His strong tone and sensitive 
harmonic experiments are most clearly stated in 
"What Is This Thing Called Love?" Roach. too, 
helped to make the drum a meaningful solo in- 
strument: a creative force which could do more 
than keep time. Note also the performance of an 
unknown saxophonist named Sonny Rollins.

In Concert

Maddox' Maverick Programming 
Shows Results for KDAY In L.A. 

It has been almost a year since 50,000 
watt KDAY Radio in Los Angeles 
changed its format to r&b. What followed 
was a pattern of swift acceptance by au- 
diences and growth of major propor- 
tions. 

KDAY now dominates the Los Angeles 
r&b market and is a contender with the 
white top 40 stations for listeners in the 
area according to the Sept./Oct. Pulse. 
Station management attributes the 
dramatic rise in ratings to a tight top 40 
format and the concept of adding 
sophistication to r&b radio. 

Program director Jim Maddox states 
his goal as "the upgrading of r&b radio. 
At KDAY I would like to build the type of 
station whereby we are a contender in 
the general market. where other pro- 
grammers are conscious of what we do. 
and build a staff of disc jockeys that are 
so professional that their talents are 
sought after by all stations." 

"People." feels Maddox, "are tired of 
the old game where anything goes in r&b 
radio." 

The approach at KDAY is to strive for a 
"smooth running machine" where the 
sound of the station rocks, rolls. moves 
and sounds bright and up. To accomplish 
this. the station is heavily formatted. 

"We have a simple format by com- 
parison with some I've see," noted Mad- 
dox. KDAY has a tight play list with limita- 
tions on how soon a record can be re- 
peated. Where and when oldies. new 
records and album cuts are played is de- 
termined by the format. "We program the 
station so that it will appeal to everyone. 
The assumption that only black people 
like r&b is being dispelled. KDAY plays 
good music. It just happens to be r&b 
music. states Maddox. 

Maddox feels this attitude is influenc- 
ing other stations in the Los Angeles 
area. In a recent address before a group 
of college broadcasting majors, he cited 
top 40 white stations who had previously 
tended to overlook r&b product for 
watching KDAY gain more listeners and. 
as a result. beginning to add the best r&b 
records to their charts. 

Another major part of the new KDAY 
philosophy is that the jocks take a role 
secondary to the music. "People are 
listening to a music station for the 
music." notes Maddox. "therefore. the 
talk should enhance the music. not com- 
pete with it. Disk jockeys are there to 

create a good overall feeling for the sta- 
tion that adds to what your music is do- 
ing. They make your sound flow." 

The quality and professionalism which 
Maddox demands of his DJ's is compara- 
ble to that of the best top 40 stations. "I 
want my jocks to speak standard 
American English. or very close to it. 
which means that their appeal is 
broadened. Previously, if an r&b jock lost 
his job. there was nowhere in the general 
market that he could work except at 
another r&b station. At KDAY. we have a 
situation where other stations - white 
and black - want to steal our jocks. and 
they've tried. If there is a ¡ob open in the 
general market. our people will be con- 
tenders because they are good radio 
people - period." 

Maddox tries to present a positive ap- 
proach to programming. "Young kids 
who listen to a radio station which plays 
music they like," explains Maddox. 
"adopt that as their radio station. When 
you realize that you are influencing your 
listeners' lives. your attitude has to in- 
clude responsibility. I will occasionally 
hold a record off the air because of its 
message and the negative effect upon 
the audience." 

Maddox recently won the 1974 Gavin 
Award as Best Program Director of a 
Black Station. Don Mac, KDAY's music 
director was named Best Music Director 
of a Black Radio Station by Gavin. 

Public affairs also plays an integral part 
in KDAY's programming. Maddox con- 
siders it the backbone of a station and 
feels it lends substance to whatever 
KDAY is doing. The public affairs pro- 
gramming does not upset the format or 
encroach upon it. but is creative and 
geared to bring listeners closer to the 
station. 

Maddox and Mac are constantly striv- 
ing to be more entertaining and suc- 
cessful in their goal of bringing radio 
closer to the listener. During the past 
month. major Black recording artists 
have made live guest appearances on 
KDAY. The listeners are invited to call in 
and speak with the stars. "This may be 
the first time the Black Community has 
had access to their stars." explains Gary 
Price, KDAY's general manager. Among 
the live guests have been: Al Green. The 
Jackson 5. Kool & The Gang, Barry 
White, New Birth and Bobby Womack. 

The discipline and format have creat- 
ed a feeling with general appeal and the 
proof is in the latest L.A. Pulse. 

KABC Tops Field of 38; 
KLOS Second In L.A. Pulse

Speaking of K100, the L.A. FM'r held an open house party at their Hollywood 
studios/offices (5) in honor of new PD, Les Garland. Host of the bash was none other 
than Bill Drake. In attendance were many of Hollywood's record sales and promotion 
execs. retailers, producers and other luminaries. 

Some interesting insights into the newest L.A. Central Pulse: KLAC country 
showed teens in all four day parts for the first time ever.... KABC was obviously 
boosted by its 7 p.m. to midnight, 17% overall share. The news/talk station carried 
Dodger baseball through the winning pennant stretch that was the talk of the town 
during the Sept./Oct. Pulse survey. KMPC, with the last place Angels broadcasts. 
scored a 2% overall for the same time slot.... KLOS -FM (19%) beat KHJ (15%) in 
teens. 7 p.m. -midnight and scored overall in the time slot with an 11% share to KHJ's 
5%.... PD Jim Maddox' maverick programming is beginning to show results in the 
numbers as KDAY tied for third place in the market (total shares, Mon. -Fri.. 6 a.m.- 
midnight) with KHJ, KLAC and KFWB.

Scott "Super Shan" Shannon, WOXI's new PD is busy getting things together in 
Atlanta. We're looking for big things from "The Supe!" 

Back in Shannon's old home town, Nashville. Johnny K, MD at WENO, is celebrat- 
ing his twentieth (count 'em) year in radio. the last five being at WENO. Johnny had 
previously been in front of the mike at WOSC, Fulton, N.Y.; WACL, Waycross, Ga.; and 
WPLO, Atlanta. 

As long as we're in Nashville. we should mention Music City Broadcasting System, 
the latest entry in the radio syndication field. First product consists of taped radio 
features on country artists and short country newscasts. Set up for commercial 
sponsorship. the package will be sold on both a cash and time -barter basis. 

KLAC's "The 3:00 p.m. News." was awarded a Golden Mike Award by the Radio and 
Television News Assoc. of Southern Calif.. for the "Best Radio Newscast 15 minutes 
or Under." according to the station's news director. Dean Sander. The L.A. country 
outlet raised over $12.000 in a Radiothon to benefit The John Edwards Memorial 
Foundation. an organization dedicated to the documentation and preservation of 
country music, according to MD Carson Schreiber. 

Karen Ann Rose has been promoted to assistant national sales mgr. at 
KRAK/KEWT, Sacramento, according to Hercules Broadcasting vice president. John 
McRae. Karen is the wife of KCRA's Terry Rose. 

Jesse H. Jackson has been named sales entertainment representative for WDAI, 
Chicago's ABC -FM outlet.

Backglasses: An Unrecognized Art 
By Robert E. Haim 

Among those great art forms which are 
as yet unrecognized is the Coin Machine 
Backglass. This fascinating media ranks, 
in my opinion, along with movie advertis- 
ing posters, comic books, and subway 
graffiti as truly great art forms. 

The best Backglasses are found on 
flippers since there is relatively little pic- 
ture interruption. Shuffle Alley glass 
generally has less attractive graphics 
and, furthermore, there are too many 
score spaces. Arcade machine glass 
generally has a large clear area through 
which the player can operate the game 
making it undesireable as a work of art. 

Some of the more beautiful flipper 
Backglasses recently manufactured are 
the Gottlieb Duotron, Williams' Sky Lab, 
and the Bally Time Zone. The 
Backglasses with the most value are, of 
course, the oldest with the most 
elaborately designed graphics. 

Backglasses can tell a strange history 
of our times.

The recent Sky 
Lab from Williams is an example of this. I 

fully expect to see several flippers re- 
leased in the near future based on our 
national bicentennial and similar related 
events. 

Just as interest in movie ad posters 
and comic book art is increasing, so is 
the interest budding in coin machine 
Backglasses. They can be found for sale 
in a few retail stores around New York 
and I assume they can also be found in 
stores in other areas of the country. 

Backglasses makes fantastic con- 
versation pieces for the home and they 
make great Christmas gifts. If you are 
stuck for a gift for a neighbor, he'll 
probably appreciate that glass you've got 
lying in your warehouse or stockroom. 

Perhaps someday, Backglasses will be 
recognized as a true art and the glass 
we're stuck with now may be worth a 
fortune soon. Just maybe.

Canusa Guilty In 
Infringement Case 
TORONTO - Canada's Supreme Court 
handed down a judgement in favor of 
several music publishers against Canusa 
Records Inc.. a Canadian recording com- 
pany and its principal officer Tony 
Roman. 

Mr. Justice Collier held that Canusa 
had recorded an unlicensed version of 
"There Goes My Everything." a popular 
country composition, which was translat- 
ed into French under the title of "Quand 
Tu Libras Cette Lettre." It was held that 
such recording and translation was an in- 
fringement of copyright in Canada. 
Damages were awarded for both in- 
fringement and conversion, an account- 
ing of profits, an injunction and costs 
against, not only Canusa but against 
Roman personally who. the Court held, 
had authorized and directed Canusa 
throughout. 

A spokesman for the Harry Fox Agen- 
cy applauded the decision and indicated 
that other legal actions were pending 
against similar infringers.
