The Big Question: 
Here's Our Answer 

When one company executive confronts another company executive with 
"How's business?" the reply - reflecting the intent of the question - is 
basically confined to one's own operation. However, when a member of a 

trade magazine has the same question put to him, he is expected to speak for 
the business as a whole. 

Of course, the state of economy is on everybody's mind, and in asking 
"How's business?" the questioner really wants to know "What's it look like out 
there?" and "What's it look like for '75?" Sometimes, the temptation is to put 
the questioner on the defensive with "Well, first tell me, how are things at your 
company?" (You know the fellow who finally confronted his friend with "Joe, 
how come you always answer a question with a question?" "Why not?" was his 
reply). 

Resisting that temptation, we realize that the economy and its impact on the 
music business is a serious matter, and the tone of our replies lately mirrors 
this industry concern. Our overall impression at this time is that the industry is 
doing well, as stated by a number of key people on the label, wholesaling and 
retailing level. Furthermore, they believe that recordings will continue to 
remain a high preference item within the consumer leisure -time buying area. 
In fact, we believe that if the industry is lucky enough to develop a major new 
act of a great traffic -draw nature, the industry can well have one of its most 
successful periods. Even so, barring economic disorder in which "Depression" 
begins to tremble on the lips of economists, the industry should realize modest 
sales gains in 1975. 

There's no getting away from the feelings of other well -respected members 
of the recording/music industries who have honest fears about general 
economic conditions and are concerned about the continuing prosperity of 
the business. Discouraging as their assessments might be, the industry cannot 
dismiss these evaluations with a head -buried -in -the -sand stance. 

We, however, are of the belief that the music industry will muster through an 
even greater downward trend in the economy, but it must be realistic about 
erosion that in both practical and psychological terms can, indeed, penetrate 
the curren'' shield of well-being most people we talk to feel will be the 
continuing good -fortune of the industry. Our answer, then, to "How's 
business? remains one of guarded optimism, with the ability of the industry to 
give the recording buyer what it wants to hear as the basic determining factor 
on how well the industry will do in the months ahead.

Pirate Sentence 
In Md., Raids 
In Ariz., Ill. 
UPPER MARLBORO, Md Leo Kopit, 
doing business as Cee Lee Distributors, 
was sentenced to six months in jail and 
fined $2,500 for distributing tapes that 
did not have the name and address of the 
manufacturer. Judge Vincent J. Femia of 
the Maryland District Court suspended 
the jail term and placed Kopit on proba- 
tion for three years. 

Charges that Kopit had also violated 
the state's anti -piracy statute were dis- 
missed on a technicality. The fine im- 
posed on Kopit was the highest ever 
levied in Maryland for a violation of the 
anti -piracy statute. 
PHOENIX - Officers of the Department 
of Public Safety, staked out around a 

parking lot in which a trailer -load of pirat- 
ed tapes was being delivered, seized the 
trailer with about 10,000 pirated tapes 
and arrested three men on charges of 
violating the state's anti -piracy law. 

Those arrested were identified as Joe 
Harvey Patrick, 35, vice president of 
Jellco Productions, Oklahoma City, said 
to be the manufacturer of the pirated 
tapes; Lawrence Cavale, 29, and Samuel 
Tisdale, 45, both of Phoenix who were 
said to be the local representatives for 
the pirate firm. 

The accused had offered to sell the 
pirated tapes for $17,500 to an un- 
dercover investigator for the Recording 
Industry Association of America who had 
made a previous purchase from them. 
Those arrested were jailed pending the 
formal filing of charges.

Tape Piracy Raid 
Nets 2500 Tapes 

HOLLYWOOD - City Attorney Burt 
Pines has announced that the Los 
Angeles Police Department and 
Deputies from the City Attorney's Office 
conducted "raids" at three San Fernando 
Valley locations to confiscate pirated 
tapes The Task Force confiscated near- 
ly 2500 pirated tapes and tape duplicat- 
ing equipment. 

Pines said, "In an effort to discourage 
retailers from engaging in sales of pirat- 
ed 8 -track stereo tapes, the Los Angeles 
City Attorney's Office and the Los 
Angeles Police Department jointly 
participated in the raids upon retailers 
who were selling and manufacturing 
these tapes. I believe that such coopera- 
tion is necessary in order to protect not 
only record and tape manufacturers, but 
also the public." 

Participating in the raids from the Los 
Angeles City Attorney's Office were 
Deputy City Attorneys Jim Hodges and 
Ronald Robinson. Four officers 
participated in the raid from the Los 
Angeles Police Department. They were: 
Sgt. Glen Kailey, Officer David Tulk, Of- 
ficer Kevin Murphy and Officer Tierstein. 

Pines noted that piracy of popular re- 
cordings is not a "victimless" crime. He 
stated, "The consumer is a victim 
because pirated tapes have inferior 
sound quality and a shorter life than the 
original. The victim rarely knows that a 
bogus tape has been purchased until it 
has been played and can no longer be 
returned. Additionally, the artists, musi- 
cians and composers or publishers who 
create the original legitimate recordings 
are victims of thefts since pirates pay no 
royalties, make no trust payments and 
have no license fees. Their profit is sub- 
stantial even at the reduced price, 
because their cost of production and dis- 
tribution is so low." 

Pines indicated that activities of this 
Tape Piracy Task Force will be increased 
beginning in January in order to dis- 
courage retailers from selling pirated 
tapes. Pines stated, "This, in turn, will 
limit the outlets available to illegal 
manufacturers of pirated tapes. There 
will be strict law enforcement against this 
crime which combines both fraud and 
theft by the City Attorney's Office in the 
coming months."

Of Licensing 
NEW YORK - Peter K. Siegel, president 
of ATV Records Incorporated, the 
American operating arm of Pye Records 
of London, has announced the appoint- 
ment of Bob Spitz as director of licens- 
ing. 

Declaring that Pye's (UK) product is

Just prior to this new position, he was the 
general & professional manager of Dick 
James Music in the U.S. and was closely 
involved in the promotion of Elton John 
and the Dick James' catalogs.

JC Penney Bicentennial 
Music Gift To Schools 
WASHINGTON, D.C. -A Bicentennial 
gift of music for every high school and 
college band, orchestra and chorus in 
America has been revealed by the J.C. 
PenneyCompany, Inc. The gift is termed 
the first Bicentennial program created 
and contributed by a business corpora- 
tion to be awarded a certificate of official 
recognition from the American Revolu- 
tion Bicentennial Administration. 

The JC Penney program, "A Bicenten- 
nial Musical Celebration," consists of 70 
minutes of specially arranged music re- 
captured from America's past, and 30 
minutes of new works by four contem- 
porary American composers. The selec- 
tions will be printed in sheet music form 
with parts for a full band, choral group 
and orchestra. Music for rock and jazz 
groups is also included. 

The sheet music will be packaged in 
special gift cases for presentation to 
schools by JC Penney store managers. 
Presentations will take place in the 
Spring of 1975, to enable school music 
directors to include the selections in 
their Bicentennial year performances. 

In announcing the program at a special 
luncheon at the Smithsonian Institution, 
JC Penney Chairman of the board 
Donald V. Seibert said the nationwide 
department store chain had wanted to 
develop a Bicentennial program that 
would reflect the company's tradition of 
community concern and involvement. 

"There are 1,640 JC Penney stores 
throughout the country," Seibert said, 
"and each is part of its community in a 
very real sense. We know that in most of 
them, more young people take part in 
school music programs than any other 
single school activity. They have a big 
adult audience, too. Those young men 
and women are going to be very much in- 
volved in the Bicentennial, and it 
seemed to us that would find this unique 
collection of historical and new music 
helpful and enjoyable." 

The company estimates that some 
4,500,000 young men and women 
participate in the approximately 30,000 
schools in the U.S. with bands, or- 
chestras, and choral groups. 

In presenting the JC Penney Company 
its certificate of official recognition, the 
American Revolution Bicentennial Ad- 

ministration made the Musical Celebra- 
tion the first program created by a busi- 
ness corporation to become an official 
part of this country's 200th birthday ob- 
servances. 

Present at the luncheon were S. Dillon 
Ripley, The Secretary of the Smithso- 
nian Institute who officiated at the 
luncheon; and the three musicologists 
who are preparing the program. They are 
Dr. Richard Franko Goldman, Leonard 
de Paur and Dr. Thor Johnson. 

Dr. Goldman is a composer, author, 
conductor of the Goldman Band and pre- 
sident of the Peabody Institute in 
Baltimore. Maryland. He is supervising 
the band music selections and arrange- 
ment of the program as awhole. 

Cnoral music selections are being ar- 
ranged and supervised by conductor and 
composer Leonard de Paur, founder of 
the de Paur Chorus and director of Com- 
munity Relations at New York City's Lin- 
coln Center for the Performing Arts. 

Dr. Thor Johnson, music director and 
conductor of the Nashville Symphony 
Orchestra is programming the orchestral 
arrangements. 

In addition to these experts, an ad- 
visory board has been formed, compris- 
ing music authorities and school music 
educators representing small and larg.r 
school systems and college music 
systems.

NEW YORK - The American Federation 
of Musicians will move its International 
headquarters into new offices in New 
York City later this month. According to 
AFM president Hal C. Davis, it will be 
"the first time in the history of the 
Federation, the offices of the president 
and the secretary -treasurer will be under 
one roof.

Canusa Guilty In 
Infringement Case 
TORONTO - Canada's Supreme Court 
handed down a judgment in favor of 
several music publishers against Canusa 
Records Inc.. a Canadian recording com- 
pany and its principal officer Tony 
Roman. 

Mr. Justice Collier held that Canusa 
had recorded an unlicensed version of 
"There Goes My Everything," a popular 
country composition, which was translat- 
ed into French under the title of "Quand 
Tu Liras Cette Lettre.' It was held that 
such recording and translation was an in- 
fringement of copyright in Canada. 
Damages were awarded for both in- 
fringement and conversion, an account- 
ing of profits, an injunction and costs 
against, not only Canusa but against 
Roman personally who, the Court held. 
had authorized and directed Canusa 
throughout.

LES VARIATIONS: Rock 'n Roll A La Carte 
Through 8 years of hard work and an almost religious dedication to their music, Les 

Variations have earned a reputation as France's premier rock band. Being firmly en- 
trenched in the enviable position where they are respected by their fellow musicians 
and idolized by their young fans who flock to their concerts and devoutly buy all of 
their records, the group has now set their sights on America. And if their recent 
Louisville concert which drew 17,000 people is any indication, they should have no 
trouble in duplicating their European success. 

The formula Les Variations have adhered to these past years has been a deceptive- 
ly simple one. They play an honest, hard-hitting brand of power pop laced with a gut - 
level appeal which is hard to ignore. Though this approach is a familiar one, the music 
of Les Variations has its own distinct appeal. If at times they sound slightly exotic, a 
look at the backgrounds of the six members of the group should go a long way in ex- 
plaining why. Guitarist Marc Tobaly and drummer Jacky Bitton are two Moroccan 
Jews who have been living in Paris since they were 15. Lead singer Robert Fitoussi 
also migrated to France. He was born in Tunisia, as was Maurice Meimon, a 46 year 
old violinist who joined the group last year after 30 years of Mediterranean touring 
experience and some 27 recordings. Rounding out the group are bassist "Petit Pois" 
Grande, who is of French -Italian lineage, and keyboardman Jim Morris, who was born 
in Paris, a small Baptist town in Kentucky. He was "discovered" by the group perform- 
ing in a Holiday Inn in Alaska on their last tour. By integrating these diverse elements 
into their music, Les Variations sound like nobody else on the concert circuit today. 

While the group was stationed in New York to record their fourth album, "Cafe 
D'Paris," Alain Tobaly, their effervescent manager stopped by Cash Box to talk about 
the travails of a French band singing rock and roll in English in a French speaking 
country. 

Initially, it would have been easier for them to get their records played had they 
sung in French like the country's other pop artists, but the group felt that it would be 
sacrilege to sing rock 'n roll lyrics in anything but the intended language. "French is 
best for poetry like Italian should be for opera," Tobaly claims. "English is the only 
language in which you can get the message of a rock song across." As French radio is 
owned by the government and operated by its licensees, all stations are forced to 
follow a dictum stating that 80% of all broadcasts must be made in the French 
language. The group, fully aware that they were at once placing themselves in direct 
competition with all of the major English and American groups for the available 20% 

of the airtime, chose to record solely in Englisn. 
When Les Variations return to America in Jan. for a mammoth tour designed to give 

the Buddah group maximum exposure, they will introduce their newest member, 
Robert Fitoussi, who is only in his third month with the band. He is well known 
throughout Europe for his work with Greek keyboard player Vangelis 
Papathanassious, and has already had a hit with "Superman," a song which sold 4 
million copies worldwide. "Superman" has been re-recorded by Les Variations and 
will probably appear as their next single. Fitoussi brings to the group his skills as a 
producer and arranger, and possesses a clear, dulcet voice which contrasts sharply 
with his predecessor. Jo Leb. Leb, who left the group last summer, has become a 
personality in his own right and will concentrate on a solo recording career when he 
finishes a movie with Catherine Deneuve. 

Les Variations face the challenge of their next tour aware that if successful, they 
will become the first European rock act to break in this country without first making a 
name for themselves in England. "The kids here always know what is happening in 
England because they can read the English pop papers which are available on almost 
any newsstand. That's why they knew all about groups like Focus and Golden Earring 
even before their first American tours," Tobaly points out. "But where can you buy 
the French pop papers here? Who can even read them ... they're all in French. When 
we first came to America I know it must have seemed like we came out of nowhere." 

A renewed enthusiasm for their music coupled with a new professional attitude has 
made Les Variations a sextet of confident musicians who have survived the 60's and 
enter the 70's as a highly volatile concert attraction. "We think we relate more to 
American audiences now and they will relate more to us than when we played the 
material from "Moroccan Roll," says Tobaly. "That was just an experiment which 
we've taken to its next step." 

The experiment was consummated last June when Les Variations, the first French 
rock group to sign a recording contract in 1968 became the first French rock group to 
headline a concert at Paris' prestigious Olympia Theatre. 

To Les Variations, rock can still be a vital and vivifying experience which forms an 
intimate bond between a group and their audience and it is this musical aspect which 
they most emphatically convey.

THE SOUND OF THE DRUMM Don

drum since Don switched from jazz, rock 
and soul to the modern country sound. 

Born in Westfield, Massachusetts, Don 
began piano lessons when he was three 
years old and started performing pro- 
fessionally at 15. After playing top spots 
in New York City, Palm Beach, etc. Don 
added singing to his playing and a whole 
new field opened which took him thru 
most of the US and Canada. Then, at the 
London House in Chicago, "country" 
began to creep in. Beginning with 
"Folsom Prison Blues," Don went on to 
tunes like "Flushed From The Bathroom 
of Your Heart," "Dirty Old Egg Suckin' 
Dog." and Shel Silverstein's "Twenty - 
Five Minutes To Go." 

And, as things usually happen, singing 

country songs brings on a romance with 
the guitar so it wasn't long before Don 
Drumm was singing country songs while 
playing the guitar. But, his struggles 
weren't over until he was booked into a 
restaurant in mid -Chicago called "The 
Tale of the Whale." The restaurant pro- 
vides a new concept in entertainment: 
the "country-politan" sound of popular 
Don Drumm, appearing nightly from 5 

p.m. until midnight in the cocktail 
lounge. Pianist. composer, guitarist and 
singer.

MIAMI - Timmy Thomas, known as the Rhythm Of the Brotherhood of Man and a 

creator of The Miami Sound with his international 2 million seller "Why Can't We Live 
Together" on Glades Records, a division of TK Productions, has just returned from an 
unprecedented tour of South Africa where that record of 2 years ago is still No. 1. 

Thomas, the first Black American to play to the Black people of South Africa, was 
mobbed at the Jan Smuts airport by hundreds of fans, both Black and White. a recep- 
tion that surpassed anything previously known in the country. 

Brought to S. Africa for the Funtime Festival held at the Moroka Jabavu Stadium, 
Soweto. from Dec. 13 thru Dec. 16 by the Funtime Promotions organizers Martin 
Harris and Tshabalala working with TK Productions representative Larry Brahms in 
conjunction with Bert Osians and Associated Booking, the 4 day festival broke all rec- 
ords for the country. 

Thomas' 2 concerts a day were received by capacity crowds totalling well over 
50,000 fans ... thrilling audiences with his singing and organ playing and captivating 
the hearts of the countrymen with his concern for peace, love and race relations 
around the world. 

The initial excitement of Thomas' obtaining a visa, his pending arrival and festival 
appearances totally saturated the local press for weeks as Thomas was heralded as 
the Rhythm of the Brotherhood Of Man, The Most Dynamic Artist to Set Foot on S. 
African Soil, The Soulman, Superstar, Trendsetter, etc. According to the local press, 
"His music brings out the very private feelings for people. His songs make the music 
fans realize the relevance of life." 

Audiences greeted Thomas with standing ovations before he even sang a note as 
he announced "I came to play for my brothers and sisters and tell them that love 
makes the world go round. If possible I would like to shake hands with everyone and 
feel the electricity that is abundant here." 

His performances included "Why Can't We Live Together," "I Got To See You 
Tonight" and other tunes from his current album "You're The Song ... I've Always 
Wanted To Sing" including "Ebony Affair," the Thomas penned song for the TV music 
show scheduled to begin in January 1975, and an instrumental version of fellow TK 
artist George McCrae's hit "Rock Your Baby." Thomas was Thomas was backed by 
the local group Drive with other local talent sharing the bill. 

Between shows Thomas was kept busy by press conferences, fans, TV ap- 
pearances. radio interviews, visits with local songwriters and musicians, a free con- 
cert for the children of Soweto, kicking off the ball for the Top Eight Final between 
the Kaizer Chiefs and Orlando Pirates, award presentation for the "Why Can't We Live 
Together" gold record and recording an album entitled "Timmy Thomas" for the 
Trutone Record Company under the Polydor label in S. Africa. The entire festival was 
filmed. 

According to Larry Brahms, head of TK's Direction and Management Division, "Due 
to the overwhelming success of Timmy's S. African Tour, we're planning an extensive 
tour of Africa following his European Tour to begin soon after the New Year. 

Thomas feels that his South African Tour was a 'dream come true ... an opportuni- 
ty to personally share my music and feelings with peoples of the world ... especially 
in South Africa where racial conditions are strict. The fact that my record is still #1 in 
both the Black and White markets gives me immeasurable pride. My experiences in 
that country were times I'll never forget. I'd like to think that I spread joy and furthered 
the feelings of brotherhood in South Africa."

"In Concert, Vol. 2" must be played in conjunc- 
tion with "Vol. 1," for both disks were recorded at 
dates on the same tour. Additionally, the second 
side of "Vol. 2" is composed of the lengthy 
"Gibraltar," as was the second side of "Vol. 1." 
When the two are played together, the interest- 
ing musical variations expected of Hubbard, Tur- 
rentine, et al., are starkly portrayed. Compare 
especially Hubbard's cadenzas at the end of his 
extensive solo on "Gibraltar." All of the album's 
tracks are highlighted by the coordination of the 
individual and the group expression. 
ILLUSION SUITE - Stanley Cowell Trio - ECM 
1026 ST 

Of the two albums which Cowell has released 
this year, "Illusion Suite" is the more satisfying. 
The compositions here are fuller and more ex- 
pressive. So. too. "IS" includes the protean 
Stanley Clarke on bass and top session man Jim- 
my Hopps on drums. In the past, Hopps has 
gigged with Roland Kirk, among others. Cowell's 
music rolls like a wave, engulfing the listener in a 
series of undulating blankets of expertise. Check 
out Cowell's intro and first chorus on "Ibn 
Mukhtarr Mustapha." The highlight of the record 
is Clarke's bass work. 
ATMA - Michal Urbaniak's Fusion - Columbia 
KC 33184 

This is the Polish violinist Michal Urbaniak's 
second album recorded in the U.S. Urbaniak is 
one of Europe's top jazz artists. He was, in fact, 
named "Musician of the Year" by Europe's most 
prestigious jazz publication. "Jazz Forum." 
Urbaniak's music combines such diverse ele- 
ments as electric funk, haunting vocals, and folk 
melodies and rhythms. Note "Mazurka" and the 
use of the traditional dance rhythm in the piece's 
motif. Joining Urbaniak are various European 
musicians. The most exciting, however, is his 
wife, Urszula Dudziak. Her penetrating vocals 
are multi -octave leaps which stagger the 
listener. 
RECOLLECTIONS OF THE BIG BAND ERA - The 
Duke Ellington Orchestra - Atlantic SD 1665 

This record is the second album in Duke ElI- 
ington's project to record the most famous big 
band themes. He began to record these de- 
finitive band tracks in the fall of 1962. The band 
is composed of many of the finest Ellington musi- 
cians, including Cootie Williams, Lawrence 
Brown, Johnny Hodges and Harry Carney. Some 
of the tunes they perform include Cab Calloway's 
"Minnie The Moocher." Ray Noble's 
"Cherokee," and Chick Webb's "Let's Get It 
Together." Note Carney and Hodges' solo 
before the drum break on "Cherokee." Check 
out, too. Edgar Sampson's fine arrangement on 
"Let's Get It Together." 
A NIGHT AT BOOMERS, VOL. 2" - The Cedar 
Walton Trio - Muse 5022 

Cedar Walton is as at home at Boomers as at 
anyplace else, and the music shows the relaxa- 
tion and inspiration the club's patrons convey. 
Don Schlitten. the producer, successfully 
reproduced the atmosphere by leaving the club 
noises and spoken voices on the tracks. These 
sounds do not intrude, as they might, but ac- 
curately capture Boomers' ambiance of familiari- 
ty and informality. "Vol. 2" is somewhat mellower 
than the previously released "Vol. 1" though 
both records were recorded on the same date. 
Note especially the sensitive rendition of 
Coltrane's "Naima."

HOLLYWOOD - Notwithstanding the 
case of severe laryngitis that cut short 
his concert tour of New Zealand earlier 
this month, Glen Campbell has achieved 
three simultaneous gold records to rank 
as the country's most popular recording 
artist. 

One of the three, "Glen Campbell 
Gold," a special LP compilation of his 
hits over the past half -dozen years, 
achieved rare triple gold status. 

The other gold albums are "Glen 
Campbell's Greatest Hits" and "Glen 
Campbell." 

These are the fastest selling albums in 
New Zealand history, according to Mike 
Wells, managing director there for EMI, 
who distributes Campbell product over- 
seas. 

The entertainer was forced to cancel 
his series of concerts in New Zealand - 
all sell-out dates - when doctors or- 
dered him home. Continued 
performances could permanently 
damage his voice, they said. 

CANADA IN BRIEF 
GRT have moved their offices, tape and 
record warehouse to one location in 
Toronto's Willowdale suburb. Ross 
Reynolds, president of the firm, hosted 
an opening party for the move. 

Ray Materick has been doing it for the 
WEA people with his Reprise single,

His release, "Missing 
You" and "Day Becomes Night" on the 
Celebration label distributed by Quality, 
has already scored with several pop pro- 
grammers. Lane is currently playing the 
Ontario club circuit. 

Bachman -Turner Overdrive will have a 
new single on the way before the end of 
the year. Polydor are rush releasing 
"Roll On Down The Highway," con- 
sidered a strong follow-up to their highly 
successful "You Ain't Seen Nothing Yet" 
which just this past week certified for a 
Canadian Gold Leaf Award. This Cana- 
dian Gold joins their other Gold Leaf and 
Platinum Awards for all three of their 
album releases. GRT has had success in 
stemming the tide of deleted Lighthouse 
product coming into Canada from the 
U.S. Legal action resulted in Caravan 
Stero Ltd. settling with a financial settle- 
ment as well as a notice in its catalogue 
reading "In keeping with our policy of 
supporting the Canadian music industry, 
we will not offer for sale discontinued re- 
cords of Lighthouse and other Canadian 
artists distributed by GRT and which are 
still current in Canada." The threat didn't 
have too much validity with Record 
Wherehouse Ltd. Examination for dis- 
covery have now been completed 
against this firm with trial expected to 
begin in the Federal Court of Canada 
sometime in February of next year. The 
actions were taken in keeping with the 
Canadian Copyright Act, section 17 (4) of 
that Act. 

DIAMOND FASCINATION - Demis 
Roussos' two LPs, "Forever and Ever" 
and "My Only Fascination," have sold 
over 173,000 units for Phonogram, 
Sweden. During a press reception in 
Stockholm during his recent tour, 
Roussos was presented with a diamond 
disk for"Forever and Ever."

Kevin Johnson: 
Root Of "Rock and Roll" 
WAVERTON - Australian singer/- 
songwriter/producer Kevin Johnson 
finds himself in the unique position of 
being in competition with himself with 
his single, "Rock And Roll (I Gave You 
The Best Years Of My Life). 

Johnson, composer of the song, has 
his own original version out on UK 
Records through Jonathan King, while 
Terry Jacks has recently entered the 
charts with his version of the same song 
on Bell Records. 

Johnson's version is the fourteenth 
cover of the Johnson single, which has 
the makings of becoming a standard of 
the music industry. To date, Sam Neeley, 
Doug Kershaw, The Cats, Mac Davis, 
Sonny Curtis, Joe Dassin, Digby 
Richards and Love Wind are amongst the 
artists who have had a shot at recording 
the song which tells the story of the last 
decade of rock music as seen through 
the eyes of an unsuccessful participant. 

Kevin Johnson originally recorded the 
song in Aug., 1973 for the Australian in- 
dependent label, Good Thyme, and re- 
ceived exposure on Cashbox, Billboard 
and Record World charts late last year.

Watergate Tapes: 
A Test For The Industry 

Anticipating a favorable final court decision on public access to the 
Watergate tapes, labels are beginning to make known their plans for 
commercial release, in one form or another, of these extraordinary aural 

documents. Since the public is well aware of the tapes' contents through 
release of their transcripts, we feel it stands to reason that the actual source of 
this vital chapter in American history also be made public. The transcripts are, 

if you will, merely the "script"; the release of the tapes will give the country the 
real life "acting out" of this "drama." The public is entitled to know first-hand 
the true emotional spectrum of what went on in the White House in response 
to the Watergate burglary in June, 1972. 

Obviously, it behooves any label interested in a Watergate tape project to 

plan ahead to determine what approach it will take if U.S. District Court Judge 
Gerhard A. Gesell OK's the public release of the tapes. In journalistic terms 
labels must be careful in presenting as accurate and balanced a picture of the 
tapes contents as is humanly possible. Beyond this, we urge participants in 

this project to merchandise and advertise this product in a manner that mirrors 
the sober contents of what buyers of these tapes will hear. We also believe 
that the release of these tapes should mark an end to recorded satire and 

comic relief that followed the Watergate incident itself and its aftermath. The 
latter comedic endeavors (many not very funny) were the result in part of the 
public's growing cynicism as to what actually took place in White House 
discussions of the matter. It is time, we feel, that the recording industry treated 
the matter with good judgment and good taste. Surely, the tapes themselves 
contain enough true -life drama and interest without having the industry resort 
to making them a laughing matter. The time for laughing at Watergate is gone 
-the industry may now have the opportunity to make it a time where it can do 

great public service by making these tapes available as a serious journalistic 
event. 

Some years ago, we took note of the recording industry's growing maturity 
in the areas of "pre-recorded journalism." No event has come along since the 
assassination of President Kennedy in 1963 to test severly this industry role - 
we feel the industry must meet this test when and if it can provide the public 
with the Watergate tapes.

Topping the list of most -nominated 
artists are two bandleaders, Tommy 
Dorsey and Duke Ellington, who, along 
with Billie Holiday, have been cited for 
three recordings apiece. The only other 
multi -nominee is Benny Goodman, who 
has been named twice. 

The range of nominations covers, in 
addition to big bands, male and female 
singers, pop instrumentalists and 
classical artists.

See '75 Debut 
Of Long Island 
`Music Center' 

NEW YORK - The completion of an all - 
new major venue for concert production 
in the New York metropolitan area - 
The Island Music Center - has been an- 
nounced by Michael Paparo, president 
of Eden's Apple Concerts. 

Work on the Center has progressed 
non-stop for a large part of 1974, and 
amounts to a floor -to -ceiling refurbish- 
ment of the existing structure. The 
Island, located at 88 Veteran's Memorial 
Highway, in Commack, Long Island, will 
serve the concert -going needs of Suffolk 
and Nassau County's 3.2 million popula- 
tion. 

Paparo promises not only to bring top 
touring acts to Eastern Long Island, but 
has especially concerned himself with 
developing a "good concert at- 
mosphere." "The creation of unique 
stage, sound and lighting facilities," he 
explains "benefits both the audience and 
performers. The Island Music Center is 
an ideal hall for its concert -goers, it 
guarantees free parking for all, two on - 
site advance sale ticket booths plus 
ticket distribution facilities throughout 
Long Island including all ticketron out- 
lets." 

Retaining only the shell of the former 
Commack Arena, Paparo said he budget- 
ed $100,000 to cover an across-the- 
board renovation of the 6,500 capacity 
hall. Acoustically, the entire shape of the 
room has been altered to guarantee a 

noise reduction level of 76%. The 
original dome ceiling has been replaced 
by a new flat dropped ceiling and back 
wall with 33,000 square feet of Corning 
Fiberglas Sonoflex acousting paneling. 

Like the floor of Madison Square 
Garden, the Center's base is an ice - 
sheet, and a layer of homosite fully in- 
sulates and provides the Center with a 
moisture proof floor area. A wooden top - 
floor cover gives the Center orchestra 
space for 2.500 concert -goers, as well as 
the existing 4,000 permanent balcony 
seats. 

140 permanent stage lights, and two 
new spotlight platforms have been 
added to the three original spot plat- 
forms in the hall, providing a total capaci- 
ty for nine "super -arc" spotlights. An all - 
new stage, measuring 30 x 40 feet, has 
been constructed, and can be varied in 
height from four to six feet. Performers 
will benefit from complete remodeling of 
the dressing rooms, which have been in- 
stalled with carpeting, showers, electric 
outlets and soundproof tuning rooms.

corporated into the score of "Showboat." 
Chaplin is 85; Wodehouse, living on 
Long Island in New York, is 93.

WCI Argues For Public Access Permanent Copyr't 

To Cover -Up Watergate Tapes Of Recordings Is 

Networks Cite Cost Made Law By Ford 
WASHINGTON - Complete copies of 
the taped White House conversations 
played at the cover-up trial would cost 
the public as little as $8 or as much as 
$160, the three TV networks told a judge 
here last week. Warner Bros. Records. 
however, plans a project that it expects 
to list for $25 (see below). 

The three networks want U.S. District 
Court Judge Charles R. Richey to make 
final his Dec. 5 order allowing the tapes 
to be copied and played publicly. 
Lawyers, at the behest of former Presi- 
dent Nixon, are seeking to prevent this. 

According to the networks, as many as 
40 seven inch reels might be required to 
record 22 hours of conversations, rang- 
ing in price between $2.20 and $4, de- 
pending on the total number ordered by 
all purchasers. Earlier, Judge Richey 
said he would delay his final order until 
the end of the cover-up trial, which 
ended last week in the conviction of four 
out of the five defendants. At presstime, 
no decision had been announced. 

Meanwhile, Warner Bros. Records has 
announced plans for two separate re- 
cording projects on the White House 
tapes played at the trial. The label said 
that its parent company. Warner Com- 
munications, joined with NBC, ABC and 
CBS and others in petitioning Judge 
Gerhard Gesell of the U.S. District Court 
of the District of Columbia for public ac- 
cess to the tapes (see this week's 
editorial. "Watergate Tapes: A Test for 
the Industry"). 

In his opinion, Judge Gesell stated that 
"Thus there is congressional, judicial 
and executive recognition of the need to 
make available and preserve materials 
from a trial like the present. including the 
evidentiary tapes. bearing as they do 

directly on executive conduct at the 
highest levels. It should be noted that 
Warner Communications, Inc. by its 
separate application specifically re- 
quests access in order to disseminate 
permanent phonograph and tape record- 
ings of evidentiary tapes for use in 
homes, libraries and schools." 

Judge Gesell also stated that "... the 
aural atmosphere, emphasis and con- 
notations of these taped discussions may 
be particularly illuminating." 

Two separate record projects are in 
preparation. A two -record set of the most 
important passages from the taped con- 
versations among the former President 
and his aides H. R. Haldeman, John 
Ehrlichman, John Mitchell, Charles 
Colson and John Dean in the Oval Office 
and executive office building. 

Additionally. the complete 22 hours of 
recordings played during the trial of 
former White House figures John 
Mitchell, H. R. Haldeman, John 
Ehrlichman, Robert Mardian and Ken- 
neth Parkinson, will be made available by 
Warners to schools, libraries and the 
general public without profit. Both 
albums will be accompanied by 
transcripts of the conversations. 

Acting for the petitioners in effecting 
the release of the original tapes were 
Warner counsel Joseph A. Califano Jr., 
of the Washington law firm Williams, 
Connolly and Califano. 

Material for the albums is now being 
researched in New York working from 
full transcripts of the tapes under the ad- 
vice of project consultant Walter Pincus, 
executive editiorof The New Republic. 

Heading the project is producer - 
director Mickey Kapp, consultant to

WASHINGTON - President Ford 
signed into law last Tues. (31) a bill 
(S.3976) that puts a permanent stamp on 
the federal copyright extension to sound 
recordings. The previous statute (PL 
92-14) was due to expire at the end of 
1974. The original protection of sound 
recordings started on Feb. 15, 1972. 

The new law increases the penalities 
for willful infringement to a fine of up to 
$25,000 and/or a jail term of up to two 
years for subsequent offenses. Under 
the statute just expired, the penalties 
were a fine of up to $1000 and/or a jail 
term of up to one year for all offenses. 

The new law also extends for a two- 
year period copyright protection for 
musical compositions that were due to 
expire at the end of 1974. Also, the law 
creates a commission to look into the 
ramifications of copyright of 
technological developments such as 
xeroxgraphy and computerization. 

Arista To Mkt 
Bate's Freedom 
Label in U.S. 
NEW YORK - Clive Davis, president of 
Arista Records, has officially announced 
that Arista would distribute Alan Bates' 
Freedom Records, an extensive catalog 
containing recordings by major jazz 
artists of the 1960's and 70's. Arista will 
begin with an initial release of eight 
albums in late Jan. 

The Jan. release includes a double 
album set of Ornette Coleman's historic 
London concert; "Paper Man" by the 
Charles Tolliver All -Stars with Herbie 
Hancock, Ron Carter and Gary Bartz; 
"Confluence" by Gato Barbieri -Dollar 
Brand, Albert Ayler's "Vibrations" with 
Don Cherry; and "Porto Novo" by Marion 
Brown. Also included in the release are 
three albums issued for the first time 
anywhere: "Silent Tongues" by Cecil 
Taylor, recorded solo in Montreux this 
past year, "Carnival." with Randy 
Weston's quintet at Montreux featuring 
Billy Harper, and "Flexible Flyer," trom- 
bonist Roswell Rudd's first album in six 
years with his current quintet, which in- 
cludes singer Sheila Jordan.

Plans provide for the release of another 
20 albums in 1975, several of which will 
be new recordings, never previously re- 
leased.

To 7th Gold In Row 
HOLLYWOOD - "Boogie On Reggae 
Woman," a second single culled from 
Stevie Wonder's platinum Motown 
album, "Fulfillingness' First Finale," has 
sold over one million units and was 
declared gold, it has been announced by 
Ewart Abner, president of Motown 
Record Corp. This is Stevie Wonder's 
seventh consecutive gold single. 

In making the announcement Abner 
stated. "Stevie Wonder once again 
shows us all that he is one of today's 
most consistent and influential enter- 
tainers." Both the album and the single 
were produced, arranged, written and 
performed by Wonder. 

Vinton's `Melody' 
LP Goes Gold 
HOLLYWOOD - "Melodies Of Love" LP 
by ABC Records artist Bobby Vinton has 
been certified as a gold album by the 
RIAA. The album contains Bobby Vin - 
ton's gold single hit "My Melody Of 
Love." Both records are currently at the 
top of the national record charts. Bobby 
Vinton will be promoting both releases 
on a nationwide concert tour beginning 
Dec. 29 at Carnegie Hall. The album was 
produced by Bob Morgan. 

Higher Court Reverses Decision 
Favoring Tape Pirates Vs. Pubs 
NEW YORK - Tape pirates received a 
big setback last week when in a 2 to 1 

decision handed down by the U.S. Third 
District Court of Appeals, a lower court 
decision in their favor was reversed. A 
number of music publishers had 
instituted suit claiming that tape 
duplicators could not have access to the 
compulsory licensing provisions of the 
U.S. Copyright Law. In striking down the 
lower court decision, the Court of 
Appeals held that duplicators or pirates 
did not "use" the composer's work in a 
"similar" fashion and therefore could not 
utilize the compulsory licensing 
provisions at all. 

The reversal of the lower court 
decision is in conformity with two prior 
decisions in other circuits. Thus, three of 
the 10 circuit courts have concurred in 
ruling that a compulsory license is not 
available if it is invoked to pirate a 
recording or tape. 

One of the cases, Marks v. Colorado, 
has been appealed by the defendant to 

the Supreme Court. In responding to a 

request by the court for comment on the 
case, the U.S. Solicitor General 
recommended that this writ of certiorari 
should be denied since the Circuit 
Court's decision was in his opinion 
correct and since there was an absence 
of conflict among the circuits. The 
Supreme Court's ruling on the appeal 
should be expected shortly. 

One case is still under appeal by the 
defendant in the fifth circuit where the 
district court had decided in favor of the 
copyright proprietors. 

Commenting on the decision by the 
third circuit, Al Berman, managing 
director of The Harry Fox Agency, said: 
"We are gratified that the courts have 

affirmed in rather conclusive terms the 
rights of publishers to control, in these 
circumstances, their own copyrights. 
Clients of The Harry Fox Agency have 
taken the lead in working toward a final 
resolution of a troublesome problem.

HOLLYWOOD - Pat Pipolo, Island 
Records vice -president -promotion, has 
announced the appointment of Jeffrey S. 
Dengrove as national album promotion 
manager for Island, effective im- 
mediately.

EASTERN FLASHES 

With the holidays over, factory and distributor reps are turning their attention to the 
Amusement Trades Exhibition in London at the end of the month. Many will be at- 
tending this "British MOA" show, among them the lads from Belam who have added 
the Poland Mfg. Easy Mover dolly to the lines they export to the foreign markets. Len 
Schneller of U.S. Billiards may attend again. Dave Rosen of SEGA will attend with 
Harry Kane (they may have new equipment to talk about, as well as developing plans 
for U.S. penetration). Schneller, by the way, is deemed "the most comedic talent of 
the coin machine industry" by Belam's Bob Haim. "His talent for making people laugh 
is developed to such a point that I expect to see him on the Tonight Show one even- 
ing," Bob declared. 

"Lenny is forever telling jokes and stories which are usually hilarious but even 
when they're not, his delivery is such that we are forced to chuckle or at least smile. 
He has a great library of funny stories but he also has that rare talent of the on -the - 
spot joke. At the annual breakfast, hosted by U.S. Billiards each year at the MOA 
Show for their distributors, Len breaks the ice with a 10 minute monologue which 
rivals Johnny himself. Then, of course, after a short commercial message on the 
hosts' products, he introduces president Dick Simon and chairman Al Simon. 

Now don't get me wrong! Len is a serious businessman and a great salesman. He 
takes care of his customers," said Bob. 

Just when you think operators have adjusted to over -long records, or when the re- 
cording trade has adjusted to operators' need for shorter tunes, you get a letter from 
an irate fellow who still smarts when he's got to program a ditty that occupies an un- 
usually long amount of time on the music box. Such a letter came in last week from 
Gerald Gesiarski of Ski's Music Service and Games (Hanover Penn.). It's not only 
worth reading, it's real fun. As "Ski" tells it: 

"Elton John's new release "Lucy In The Sky With Diamonds," leaves me with great 
dismay. The cause for the dismay is the length of the record: 5 minutes - 58 seconds! 
There is no doubt in my mind that Mr. John's record will be a smash success. 
However, someone's success is costly to the others who helped create it. I don't 
mean to single out Mr. John, since there are others who have abused the privilege of 
equal time. It may be the fault of the record manufacturers. Regardless of who is 
responsible it is unfair and unprofitable to the record industry, as well as to the artists 
themselves. When Elton takes SIX MINUTES to do his artistic thing, he steals 3 
minutes of someone elses thunder! Are they trying to monopolize the industry? It is 
high time the people who hold the leadership of the music industry, "to get with it." 
Let the artists give their "touch" in albums and put out singles that can produce new 
artists and new profits! My understanding of national record purchases is this; 60% of 
the singles purchased in this country are purchased by coin machine operators for 
juke boxes. Do record companies realize how tough it is to make a buck without long 
records? Maybe a boycott of all juke operators on records over 3 minutes would end 
it? Records can be edited and still become popular.

THE MAN I LOVE - Thelonious Monk - Black 
Lion - BL 197 

This LP includes tracks recorded during 
Monk's "Something In Blue" session. Joining 
Monk on the record are Al McKibbon on bass 
and Art Blakey on drums. Of special interest is 
the Gershwin's "The Man I Love," the only stan- 
dard on the record. The only other occasion on 
which Monk recorded the piece was the in- 
famous Christmas Eve session in 1954 with Miles 
Davis. On that date, dissension between the 
members was so great that Monk's solo was re- 
peatedly interrupted. Here, the first chorus is 
very simple. Monk's personal idiosyncrasies 
eventually emerge. Note the mixture of stop 
chords and the rhythmically spiced notes of the 
melody line. 

THIRD SACRED CONCERT - Duke Ellington - 
RCA - APL1-0875 

Duke Ellington's last big tour began with the 
premiere of his third sacred concert. It was held 
in Westminster Abbey on UN Day, Oct. 24. 1973. 
To my knowledge, the record is the last one Ell- 
ington made, though, of course, there are still 
many earlier extant tapes. Ellington's piano is the 
central instrument in the performance. It pro- 
vides, obviously, the aural cues to his musicians, 
yet it also prompts the vocal soloists and the 
choir. Most importantly, the playing clearly ex- 
presses Ellington's religious side with a crisp- 
ness and clarity which is sophisticated without 
being ostentatious. 

EASE IT - Kenny Dorham - Muse 5053 
This record was originally recorded in 1951 

and released under tenor sax artist Rocky Boyd's 
name. The re-release is an attempt to present 
the talents of an extremely underrated trumpet 
player to the public. Joining the late Dorham on 
the set are Boyd, Walter Bishop on piano, Ron 
Carter on bass, and Pete la Roca on drums. 
Dorham payed his dues with Charlie Parker's All - 
Stars, Max Roach's quintet and Art Blakey's 
band. His music reflects these experiences, yet 
the phrasing and tonal quality are clearly his 
own. Check out the slides and bent notes on his 
"Ease It" solo. 

SHE WAS TOO GOOD TO ME - Chet Baker - 
CTI -6050-S1 

This LP is Chet Baker's first major recording 
since 1968 and is the creative culmination of his 
successful bout with that bugaboo of jazz musi- 
cians: heroin. The lyrical quality of Baker's voice 
is matched by the caressing flow from his horn. 
His famous vocal and instrumental phrasing is 
shown most hauntingly on the title track. Joining 
Baker on this LP are Paul Desmond on alto, Bob 
James on electric piano, Ron Carter on bass, 
Jack DeJohnette on drums, and Hubie Laws on 
flute. The musicians know Baker and his musical 
style; the album is a coherent whole. 

IN THE SILENCE - Michael Howell - Milestone 
M-9054 

This record is Michael Howell's second as a 
leader. It follows up his "Looking Glass" LP of the 
past year. Howell has done session work with Art 
Blakey, amongst others. Joining the guitarist on 
this record are Bennie Maupin on reeds, Henry 
Franklin on bass, Ndugu on drums, and Kenneth 
Nash percussion, Howell, who composed half on 
the record's tracks, reminds one of Larry Coryell 
during his early solo days for Vanguard. The long 
runs are sprinkled with stop chords. His rhythmic 
approach to the instrument is highlighted by his 
harmonic chord developments. Note, in this re- 
gard, "Ebony King." 

MINGUS REVISITED - Charlie Mingus - Trip 
TLP-5513 

The original title of this Trip re-release was 
"Pre -Bird." Thus, the music precedes the period 
in which Mingus learned of the bop revolution 
from Charlie Parker. The dominant influence on 
these tracks, is Duke Ellington. In fact, one of the 
albums highlights is "Take The A Train." In- 
terpolated into the piece is Jimmy McHugh's 
"Exactly Like You," the chordal foundation of the 
Duke's famous theme. Mingus works here with 
Jimmy Knepper, Yusef Lateef, and a young reed 
specialist who recently arrived in New York 
named Eric Dolphy. This date was Dolphy's first 
gig with Mingus.

All the songs here 
have something to recommend them, but we like
