Traditionally, the only visible connection between rock music and the film
industry has been the soundtrack. In the past few years though, luminaries
such as Isaac Hayes, Curtis Mayfield and Quincy Jones have lent their talents
to scoring motion pictures and have helped provide a bridge for a new
expansion of rock into films.

The rock star of the '70’s, much like the super athlete, has become as
recognizable an entity as the major film personality at the box office. With the
emergence of such films as "Performance” (which co-starred Mick Jagger),
“That'll Be The Day" and "Stardust” (starring David Essex], “Phantom Of The
Paradise” (starring Paul Williams) and the soon-to-be-released “Tommy", the
Robert Stigwood-Ken Russell production which features almost a dozen of
music's top names in major roles, the rock 'n’ roll star seems to be a formidable
boost to a film’s financial success.

The formula actually works both ways — benefitting the motion picture
industry and the music business as well. Movie-goers per se are not
necessarily rock fans, but if they get really turned on by a performer in a
movie, they're quite likely to go out and buy hisrecord. The impetus is already
there. When “Tommy"” debuts Mar. 18 in New York, the likes of Elton John,
Roger Daltrey and Tina Turner will be exposed to a whole new audience, one
that will almost certainly be turned on by their abilities to combine musical and
dramatic talents. If the trend continues, and some important people on both
sides have told us they'd like it to happen, we'll surely see a very profitable
symbiosis.

We urge filmmakers and label heads to get together (perhaps as an adjunct
to NARM) and discuss the myriad possibilities that exist. The exchange of
ideas, we feel, would certainly be profitable to both films and records. Without
doubt, if both industries knew more about the artistic and marketing
disciplines of the other, the rewards could be boundless.

Jazz Disks Spur
Pop Activity In
Crossover Trend

NEW YORK — The number of jazz artists
charted on the pop listings has con-
tinued to expand in recent weeks. Ac-
cording to this week's Cash Box LP
charts. over 10% of the albums fall into
the category of either jazz or jazz-
oriented music. This development
reflects the tendency of jazz musicians to
borrow elements of rock and r&b while
more commercial soul and pop acts have
begun to utilize jazz structures. The goal
for most has been to fuse the various
sounds and. thus, make jazz a more com-
merially viable product.

Among the jazz artists who have chart
records with a pop/r&b flavor are Billy
Cobham, StanleyClarke. the Crusaders,
Jerry Goodman & Jan Hammer, George
Duke. Gil Scott-Heron. Miles Davis,
George Benson, Stanley Turrentine,
Flora Purim, Chick Corea. and Bobbi
Humphrey. The highest charted record
as of this week is Gil Scott-Heran's debut
LP for Arista. “The First Minute Of A
New Day.” which is bulleted at 59.
Stanley Clarke's first solo LP ior Nem-
peror Records. “Stanley Clarke.” is
bulleted at 68, and George Benson's
“Bad Benson” on CTl is positioned at 75
with a bullet.

Several soul/rock artists who are
charted with albums having distinct jazz
influences are Chicago; Ramsey Lewis
and Earth, Wind. and Fire; Santana; the
Blackbyrds; Gene Page; and Tower Of
Power, Sergio Mendes and Jade Warrior
are among this week's new additions.
Ramsey Lewis' "Sun Goddess” on
Columbia is the highest charted record
in this category at 39 with a buliet. Tower
Of Power's “Urban Renewal” on Warners
is positioned at 41 with a bullet, while the
Blackbyrds' "Flying Start” on Fantasy
follows at 53 with a bullet.

BOSTON — A four-day jury trial in Mid-
dlesex County Court here ended in the
conviction of Walter Paul Analitto, doing
business as Poor Paul's, on three counts
of wholesaling pirated tapes. It was the
first conviction under the Massachusetts
Anti-Piracy law which became effective
on Oct. 31.1973.

Analitto received a suspended one-
year sentence on each count but was
placed on probation for two years.

Among some 18,000 suspected pirat-
ed tapes that were seized from Analitto’s
warehouse were recordings by Lynn An-
derson, Blood, Sweat & Tears, Johnny
Cash. John Denver. Glen Cambell and
Van Cliburn

Assistant District Attorney Bonnie
McLeod-Griffin prosecuted the case.

HOLLYWOOD — Motown Records has
entered into a distribution pact with Gull
Records. a London based record label
Gull will be distributed in the United
States and Canada. Motown also has the
right to acquire all future Gull artists for
distribution.

Carter), and Gull Records, newly signed for distribution by Motown will issue two LP’s,
one by Isotope and the other by Steve Ashley. Noonan said Motown plans to back all
the releases with full and extensive sales and promotional campaigns. In-store win-
dow displays and posters will be shipped to distributors, retail stores and radio and
television spots are being prepared for airing in key markets.

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Ike & Tina Turner —It’s Worked Out Fine Billy Taylor — The Subject Is Jazz

One of the nicest and most deserved success stories in music belongs to lke & Tina
Turner. Tina. sartorially elegant in her office at Bolic Productions in Hollywood,
reflected back on the first gig she and tke ever did together: "We were travelling in a
station wagon to do a gig in Cincinnatti with Dee Clarke and the car was overflowing
with instruments and amplifiers and musicians. | was thinking about what the show
would be like when all of a sudden the station wagon flipped over on the road and
rolled to a stop. Everyone was shaken up. but fortunately there were no serious in-
juries. not even a broken bone. When we finally got to the date, we saw that it was a
funky old ballroom with no dressing rooms, but we got ourselves together and went
on ahead and did our show. The audience really loved us and from then till now I've
never beensorry.’

Now Bolic Productions alone employs six people (when recording is going on the
number triples) and the Ike & Tina Turner show travels with seventeen people, 14 of
whom perform on stage. |n between the funky Cincinnatti ballroom and a position of
eminence in rock music, Tinaremembers the dues paying days. the ultimate recogni-
tion of their show as top drawer and her own growth as an individual.

Tina Turner is possessed of the unique ability to transform from high voltage sexy
entertainer to mother of four teenage boys without any trouble. "My home life.” said
Tina, ‘means more to me than my career. | don't have to be a star when I'm home with
lke and the kids because | can adapt to any situation I'min."” It is this singular ability to
become a part of any given enviornment that sets Tina apart from so many performers
who can't (or don't know how) to separate their private and professional lives. For in-
stance, herrole as the acid queen in the Robert Stigwood-Ken Russell film production
of “Tommy” gave her the opportunity to fulfill a life long dream to act. Though she has
no speaking parts (the story is conveyed through the songs in the rock opera), Tina
was excited about getting to express herself dramatically for the first time.

‘When | was a little girl in Tennessee. said Tina. "I'd come home from a movie and
act out parts that | liked for my mother. When Ken Russell told me that the scene in
‘Tommy'" was a physical one. it opened up a new perspective for me and gave me a
chance to use my hands and facial expressions along with the song lyrics. When | saw
a playback. | was surprised at how much | was able to convey.” Though Tina looks
forward very much to the New York premiere of “Tommy” Mar. 18 and subsequent
premieres in Philadelphia and Hollywood. you can bet that as soon as she gets home,
shell devote as much time as she can to her family.

“Craig is into sports and hasn't really expressed a desire for a musical career, but
Ike Jr. plays the drums and has even done some backing vocals for us. Ronnie has his
own group and they work around schools and Mike plays guitar and piano. | try to re-
late to them as their mother not as a star and | think they respect me for it.

“Education is so important,” Dr. William Taylor refiected. “In fact, it's the most im-
portant thing I'm doing now. Our cultural institutions are in danger. Many people are
trying to save the so-called European art forms. To my mind. however, there are no
organized groups working for jazz or other non-establishment cultural expressions.
I'm very concerned about this and I've found out that the best way to keep these
structures from disappearing is education.” As a member of the National Council on
the Arts, and as a consultant and an advisor for The International Art of Jazz. Jazz In-
teractions, and the Newport Jazz Festival, Taylor has tried to publicize the historical
significance of this musical genre. So, too. in his educational seminars and in his
‘artist-in-residence” programs at various schools and colleges, he has tried to insure
that the traditions. musical styles, and esthetic philosophies of jazz are transmitted to
the young.

The aim of Taylor's instruction is to cultivate the creative potential of young musi-
cians and to prepare the local teachers for their daily lessons. Taylor said. "it's impor-
tant to get the talented kids into performing and it's equally important to get the non-
players involved in areas they can relate to. People can love music so much more if
they know where it's coming from or what improvisation is, for instance. And, you
know, these things are really not as technical as they are made out to he.

‘However, the most important thing is to get the teachers involved so that they can
really carry the ball.” Taylor added. "In our D.C. program, were trying to show them
how to teach this music. What we do is to give them a hibliography and a discography
and tell them that this is one form of music which has been documented from its
earliest days. Jazz has a fantastic reservoir of material. In Washington, we have pre-
pared field trips and other activities. We have structured a fine program for the D C.
schools.

Perhaps the most interesting of Taylor's projects is the Jazzmohile. Organized in
1974 as the first major initiative of the Harlem Cultural Council, the Jazzmobile is a
non-profit organization which shares the creative contributions of jazz greats with
communities which might not otherwise he able to hear these musicians in person.
Among the artists who have appeared with the Jazzmobhile are Duke Ellington. Dizzy
Gillespie, Lee Morgan and Charlie Mingus. Taylor, the organization’'s fund-raising,
talent-coordinating president. explained "The Jazzmobile is unique. | felt that there
were too many writers and critics between the musicians and the audience explaining
the music. So. we tried to instill a direct. one-to-one relationship. In this case. either
the music gets to you or it doesn't. If not, that's our problem. On the street, if one
starts playing and somebody doesn't like it. then he turns on his heels and you have
no audience. It's as basic as that.” Taylor laughed and added. "So far. we've had some
success. Only a few people have runoutonus.”

‘The kids really keep you on your toes,” Taylor smiled and said. "They have an ear
for this music and it's not really difficult to get people involved in music that is part of
their heritage.” That jazz heritage. in fact, is the legacy of America’s classical music
art form. Taylor explained. “Jazz has all the elements which make up a classical
music. This can be seen from various structural or temporal perspectives and one can
trace the development of these elements from the earliest forms to the present

Taylor is extremely qualified to discuss the historical development of jazz. He has
taught the history of jazz at the Manhattan Schoo! of Music and is currently working
towards a Ph. D. in musicology at the University of Massachusetts. Taylor has also re-
ceived an honorary doctorate from Yale University. Most importantly, Taylor has
played with the giants. Upon his arrival to New York in the late '40's. he hegan playing
with the Ben Webster Quartet on 52nd St. Before heing ostracized by the bop musi-
cians for refusing to use heroin, Taylor gigged with Charlie Parker. Dizzy Gillespie.
Art Tatum and Lester Young. The pianist has been the guiding force behind many big
hand acts and has performed around the world with his Trio. One of his compositions.

I Wish | Knew How It Would Feel To Be Free." is performed at many civil rights
gatherings and black school commencements. It has also been published in many
church hymnals. Taylor stated. "Jazz started as an expression of the black conscious-
ness. The spirituals and the blues are the bedrock of jazz and they stem from different
forms of black thought But jazz has now gone beyond them. Even though black
thought is the core, the many layers are not black. What we're now talking about is
American music. Stan Getz is as authentic a jazz artist as John Coltrane. Milt Jackson
is an original as is Gary Burton. Many musical statements made by blacks have
hecome a part of the general jazz frame of reference.

All of Dr. Taylor's efforts have served to clarify the purposes of music education.
As Americans, we have a serious problem,” Taylor exclaimed. “We look at education
inthe wrong way. We look at it as a tool. We say. ‘Get a high school education and get
a job. Baloney! Learn something and get a job. | hope that in terms of music. | have
counteracted some of our problems. Every chance | get. | try to set the record
straight. Hopefully. it's working.

Sterling versions of Curtis Mayfield's
"People Get Ready,  Lennon and
McCartney's “Blackbird” and “"Penny
Lane.” which is also Rankin's latest
single release. and the Rankin originals
‘Killed A ‘Cat’ and "Silver Morning”
highlighted this friendly. warm and win-
ning hour. The performer’s scat singing
amidst the sensuous hossa nova/cha cha
rhythms he employs complemented the
lead guitar work of Jim Nichols and the
piano of William Smith. Conga player
Carter Collins, drummer Jim Chandler
and hassist Peter Marshall completed
the group

Lori Lieherman also possesses a
strong. spellbinding voice. Her choice of
material. however. didn't match up to her
talents. With rare exceptions her songs
were little more than pleasant and
though her five man back-up band was at
times quite tasty. they couldn't improve
the limp material substantially. Yet her
vocal abhilities earned the young
songstress an enthused ovation and an
encore

THE BOTTOM LINE. NEW YORK
David Bromberg is something of a cult
figure. Once an acolyte of Bob Dylan, the
scraggly-haired, raspy-voiced singer has
succeeded in attracting his own au-
dience. His lyrics properly balance ele-
ments of humor. pathos. and paranoia.
Like the old Dylan. the Columbia artist
does not sing his songs as much as talk
them. Yet, he has crossed new musical
frontiers and his act now includes oldies.
the ever-present talking blues, and ex-
tended moments of instrumental im-
provisation. Thus. his recent packed
engagements at Columbia University
and The Bottom Line prove that Brom-
berg's fans will literally follow him
anywhere and brave the most uncom-
fortable SRO conditions for a chance to
hear him perform.

As the Bottom Line date demonstrat-
ed. Bromberg's shows are personal ex-
pressions of his own conception of
musical fun. Friends line the stage; some
of them sing while others provide the in-
strumental backing. While the multi-
chorus violin ostinados. for instance,
may have seemed monotonous and re-
petitive to the uninitiated. it is clear that
Bromberg and his companions were en-
joying themselves. In fact, the in-
strumental sections were the highpoint
of the set. All of the musicians, and Willy
Novick on sax and bass clarinet especial-
ly. were extremely proficient. They were
fast and tight and they played very clean-
ly. The only problem was that. at times.
the emotional interest in the tunes ap-
peared weak or almost nonexistent. This
difficulty, however., did not seem to
bother Bromberg's aficionados and
those new listeners who managed to find
aseat.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC

The Led Zeppelin sold-out tour crashed
and flashed its way into New York in the
thoroughly professional way that only
rock’s premiere heavy bhand can ac-
complish. The Zep proved again that
they have no competition from the bands
with whom they are often unintelligently
lumped {1.e Grand Funk, Deep Purple).
as they create sophisticated hard rock
with unusual and complex rhythms and
expert vocal and instrumental construc-
tion and coloring. The nearly three hour
show this tour is slicker than in past years

only once hefore on the tour due to Jim-
my Page's injured finger, which seemed
to little affect his fine solo on the tune.

Lynyrd Skynyrd
Charlie Daniels Band

ACADEMY OF MUSIC. NYC — Borne of
a rich Southern tradition and marked by
an almost uncanny abtlity to remain one
step ahead of their compatriots. Lynyrd
Skynyrd not only personifies what
southern music is all about. they remain
a constant source of inspiration for the
future of the genre

The group came into town for their first
headlining concert and promptly sold out
the Academy in what was a most
memorable performance. Taking over
center stage. Skynyrd immediately set
the tone for the evening with a frenzied
outburst of “Workin' For MCA" which
gave ample opportunity for guitarists
Gary Rossington. Allen Collins, and Ed
King to twist and spiral through some in-
spired runs. Lead singer Ronnie Van
Zant prompts and emphasizes the rela-
tionships of the musicians around him
with a voice that is at once reminiscent in
its tone and urgency to Lowell George
and Paul Rodgers.

The MCA group who now shows con-
siderably more poise than when they
were given the assignment of “warming
up” audiences on last year's Who tour.
managed to create a feverish intensity
with the three guitars and rolling un-
dercurrent provided by keyboardman
Bill Powell through numbers like “Call
Me The Breeze,” "The Needle and the
Spoon,” and "Gimme Three Steps.” but
long gaps for tune-ups between songs
curtailed much of their momentum.
Fortunately. what the group lacked in
professionalism was more than made up
for by their youthful enthusiasm. which
by the end of their set, enveloped the
hall with an infectious radiance which
spurred them through pulsating
“celebrations’ of "Sweet Home

Alabama” and the encoure of “Freebird’
which was propelled by Collins' seduc-
tive solo.

Charlie Daniels. the elder statesman of
the southern movement. opened the
show. His set. reviewed here on Dec. 28.
contained the same high energy
vibrance which has catapulted the Kama
Sutra artist high onto the charts.

The program was produced for Bud-
dah Records by Ralph F. Moss, who also
edited the video portion and mixed the
audio tracks. Reeves Teletape ex-
ecutives report that the project was an
offshoot of their earlier work with such
TV rock music programs as the “In Con-
cert” series, and that it is a further de-
velopment of the TV/Radio simulcast
procedure.

‘The song is the most important thing’

‘You can't teach someone to write. You can help, but every mind is different so
every writer and his approach is cifferent.” said veteran songwriter Mickey Newbury
inarecent visit to the Cash Box Hollywood office.

Whether or not one has heard of Mickey Newbury, everyone is familiar with at least
one of his songs. In fact, there was a time when he was, as he says. "hotter than a
firecracker” with a hit on every chart. “I Just Dropped In (To See What Condition My
Condition Was In)” was a top 10 hit on the Top 40 charts for the First Edition; Andy
Williams represented him on the MOR charts with “Sweet Memories;” Solomon Burke
rode the R&B list with “Time Is A Thief,” while “She Even Woke Me Up To Say Good-
bye” was a top country record.

Newbury, who is in his twelfth year as a staff writer for Acuff-Rose, his first
publisher, says “when you find a good one, stay with them,” and good they have been
for Newbury as he's had songs recorded by almost everybody.

Noting his success as a writer, it is difficult to understand why Newbury has yet to
hit big as an artist (although “An American Trilogy” was a recent regional hit mainly in
the East and South). He has. in the past, recorded for Mercury, RCA and is presently
on Elektra.

Perhaps it is because he’s hard to categorize. "I'm not considered pop by the pop
people; I'm not considered country by the country people; and I'm the wrong color for
R&B. The only outlet | really had for my own records were the FM ‘underground’ sta-
tions but there aren’'t many of them left anymore.”

Mickey does sing well, in a clear yet at times gravely tenor, and his records have
been simply produced.

“The song is the most important thing,” he said. "Singers are a dime a dozen.” he
continued, "I'm into somebody moving me and making me believe what he’s saying
and reach me. That's my approach to recording.

“Naturally, | want to reach the people — if you don't want to communicate. you may
as well lock yourself up in a closet — but on the same hand. | have to like it myself.
When | get a letter from someone saying that they got one of my albums seven years
ago and still play it, that's more important to me than having a million seller and not
being heard from again.”

In many ways, Newbury's attitudes on his recordings paralle! what he attempts to
achieve from his writing.

“It's not so much what you play. but what comes out of your head and onto your
fingers and whether the listener's then able to hear what the artist is hearing. That's
why | try to write on a simple level yet communicate on other levels at the same time.
The listener participates through his personal interpretation. Some of my songs will
mean one thing when you hear them and something different when you read the
lyrics. L write about my environment to reach the people around me.”

Newbury's cataiogue contains some 500 songs. many of them recorded. What does
he want to reach for next?

“I'm not concerned anymore on what my acceptance is today as much as | am about
thirty or a hundred years down the line. | want to write that one song that will last and
last.’
