A story in Cash Box last week quoted record company executives in ad-
vertising, sales, marketing, promotion, publicity and administration as advocat-
ing a new and studious approach to the economic situation prevailing today.
Almost to a man, they agreed that expenditures are investments and financial
management is the highest priority.

In agreeing with this scientific approach (some companies are utilizing
psychological testing and research devices to maximize efficiency) we point to
the success many labels are currently having as a result of foresight that was
put into play last year. The gains of EMI and MCA can hardly be overlooked for
both represent the result of careful budget planning and creative thinking.
Motown's sales of over a million dollars last week alone can be attributed as
much to clever corporate strategy as to the caliber of product being sold.

Throughout the industry the trend toward selectivity seems to be working
well. True, the number of new artists being signed and marketed islessthanin
the past, but the acts that do reach the recording studio are actually getting
more concentrated attention than ever before. This results in a heightened
public awareness of new product which we feel is translated into sales. The
scientific method has helped other businesses attain consistent growth and
we feel that the record industry is showing great presence of mind in using the
procedure to increase profits in atime when others are struggling.

The analytical approach is paying off and proving once again that our in-
dustry is as sophisticated and aware as any. Recently the prestigious Kiplinger
Letter stated that there was more inflation and high cost ahead, but also em-
phasized that there was still more 'boom’ to come. We salute those executives
who have realized that frivolity and unlimited funds no longer have a place in
our industry and urge those who may still want to plunge ahead with huge
budgets to look carefully at the success the scientific method is having before
they leap into commitments that may hurt intheiongrun.

Philips-MCA Videodisc
System Ready For’76

NEW YORK — Philips and MCA will
begin market introduction of their optical
videodisc system in the fall of 1976t
was revealed last week. The system con-
sists of a pre-recorded videodisc and a
videodisc player that attaches easily to
any standard home television receiver. A
series of demonstrations were held at
the Hotel Pierre by the two companies,
who have joined forces to develop and
market the first complete system of this
kind.

AGAC To Fight
For Copyright

Law Extensions

NEW YORK — The American Guild of
Authors and Composers (AGAC) will
continue its lobbying fight for the ex-
tension of protective coverage guaran-
teed by federal copyright laws, accord-
ing to president Ervin Drake. In an ad-
cress last week at the Hollywood Holiday
Inn, Drake reaffirmed the AGAC's con-
cern for composers who might lose
royalties for pieces which might fall into
the public domain.

Drake said that the Copyright Act of
1909 which governs the protection of
musical works “is fearfully antiquated’
While European nations guarantee
American copyrighted songs for 56
years follawing the death of the last sur-
viving creator of the work, American law
limits copyrights to a maximum fifty-year
coverage Every few years. special
Congressional cqpyright extension bills
further government protection. However
passage oithe bills remains difficult.

Drake sighted a comment by Eubie
Blake as one of the prime reasons for the
AGAC's efforts. Blake said that without
the royalties engendered by his song,
“I'm Just Wild About Harry.” "my wife
and | would now be digging ditches.
Drake added that the Guild's aimisto "in-
sure special extensions of the law to
permit the songs and their creators to
survive.” The AGAC plans to provide
legistators with all of the information
necessary for the continuation of federal
protection, he stated. "Congress helps
those who help themselves,” Drake re-
marked.

Outstanding. . .
Outrageous

LOS ANGELES — Amid a double help-
ing of glitter and glamour. Columbia Pic-
tures launched its much-publicized
"Tommy' feature film last week via star-
studded premieres in New York, Los
Angeles and Chicago. While it is neither
the duty nor the priviledge of Cash Box
to offer comment on the cinematic
values of this film. we can declare it a
technical masterpiece . . possibly the
most outrageous melding of visual and
audio techniques ever assembled on a
movieola.

Aesthetically. ‘Tommy' is either out-
standing entertainment or sadistic mad-
ness. depending upon the location of
one's head. Opinion seems to be divided
toward both extremes. with the con-
sensus of premiere showgoers (by our
survey) gratefully on the “outstanding
side.

Music is our thing, however, and music
is ‘Tommy's thing as well. The Peter
Townshend/The Who score has spoken
well for itself on several chart-busting
LPs and is equally compelling in its
screen version

The Polydor Tommy soundtrack
album has already busted onto the Cash
Box chart and should enjoy peak market
acceptance. especially in urban areas
where the folks should flock to the
theater and then (hopefully) hit the
stores for the vinyl thereafter to keep the
emotional bath hot via the home stereo.

Regardless of one's opinion on the
film, when you add the "pre-sold music.”
to the intensive ad campaign Columbia
has launched. to the street comment
bound to go: “you may not like it but
you've got to see it.  both film and
soundtrack should be standout market
performers of 1975.

Jazz LPs Reach
New Heights In
Sales, Popularity

NEW YORK — Many industry observers
have commented upon the public's re-
surgent interest in jazz. What has rarely
been publicized, though. is the un-
precedented scope and magniture of re-
cord sales. Several record men close to
jazz music told Cash Box last week that
the increased sales activity has not been
limited to the so-called “jazz-rock. jazz-
soul’ LPs. They pointed out that the
heightened demand for catalog, re-
issue. and new product by traditional jazz
musicians indicates that jazz has become

aviable commercial musical genre.
Part of the excitement in the industry.
Steve Backer of Arista explained. is that
something extraordinary, something
heretofore unheard of is happening
now. It is not uncommon for the new
jazz musicians to sell the once incon-
ceivable figure of 100.000 LPs. Last
year. Herbie Hancock's “Headhunters'
became the all-time best seller. A
Columbia executive said that more than
800.000 copies of the record were sold.
The important point. however. is that the
market has stabilized and that popular
artists consistently reach high totals.
Cash Box has learned, for instance. that
‘Thrust,  Hancock's follow-up. has sold
almost 500,000 copies. Alan Lott of
continued on pg.

1974 Sales Figures

SUN VALLEY., CAL. — Joseph S.
Tushinsky, president and chairman of
the board. Superscope. Inc. has an-
nounced 1974 record sales of
$157.200.000 and net income of
$9.900.000 or $4.30 per share as com-
pared to sales of $119.000.000 and net
income, as restated, of $9.800,000 or
$4 24 per share in 1973 as restated.

In accordance with FASB statement
no. 2. Superscope changed its methods
of accounting for research and develop-
ment costs, however. this change did not
significantly affect net income

Sales for the fourth quarter were
$41.700.000 and $35,900.000 and net
income was $1.600,000 or 71¢ per share
and $3.300.000 or $143 per share as
restated in 1974 and 1973 respectively.

Superscope had previously forecasted
1974 sales of $160.000,000 and earn-
ings per share of $5.25 Tushinsky stated
that in order to maintain efficient produc-
tion in the overseas manufacturing
operations, domestic and European, in-
ventories were increased. This resulted
in additional short-term borrowings with
a related increased interest expense re-
ducing earnings 59¢ per share. Due to
increased costs of raw material and com-
ponent parts, manufacturing costs in-
creased approximately 24¢ per share.

Tushinksy further stated that produc-
tion in the overseas manufacturing
facilities have been adjusted to conform
to current economic conditions and
Superscope anticipates lower inven-
tories at the close of 1975.

After careful consideration of inven-
tory levels and cost trends. Superscope
decided not to adopt the LIFO method of
inventory valuation although such
change was previously considered

‘diversionary efforts’ and clean up its
balance sheet before ‘marrying the
music industry'.” said Galef, as he
summed up its drop in volume and in-
creased losses for the quarter and nine
months ended Feb. 28.

Galef is a consultant specializing in
turn around situations who has been ad-
vising the company for two years, but on-
ly took over its reins as chief executive
last month. He predicted, “the worst is
over; Viewlex will begin operating
profitably and accelerating its growth
atmost immediately.” Galef is a partner in
the Galef-Grisanti firm, and will. as presi-
dent of Viewlex, be an active operations
officer. He replaces former Viewlex pre-
sident, David Perez.

Re-enforcing this forecast were his ob-
servations about the calibre and depth of
the company’s new management team:
growing stable of top recording artists;
the on-going and planned expansions of
its record and tape duplicating facilities
on both coasts and its expanded rela-
tionships with motion picture production
companies.

Galef said Buddah Records. the com-
pany’'s largest wholly-owned subsidiary,
now responsible for approximately 50%
of Viewlex' sales, is continuing to
operate profitably and to grow, under the
direction of one of its founders, Art Kass.
During the quarter it signed a number of
new artists who will be released on Bud-
dah shortly. Included are New Birth, Jim-
my Walker, Ben Vereen, Melba Moore,
Black Ivory and Bobby Wilson. In addi-
tion. another long-time Buddah artist,
Gladys Knight and the Pips. has won
several awards, including the 1974
American Music Awards in four
categories; Grammy nominations in two
categories; Year-End Cash Box,
Billboard and Record World Awards:
1974 NARM and NATRA awards: three
gold singles and three gold albums. Kass
said he expects to be able to double
Buddah's profit in the next fiscal year. He
also added that with the new financing,
Buddah will be given the ability to sign
important new acts. “Everyone was bid-
ding for New Birth, and it was an ex-
pensive deal. but with the new corporate
support, we were able to accomplish this
agreement and will get other key acts in
the future,” said Kass.

Galef said, “Viewlex will most likely
shortly announce its participation in the
production of some feature motion pic-
tures as well as recording and distribu-
tion rights of their soundtrack albums.

"The divestiture of unprofitable sub-
sidiaries begun last November with the
sale of our audio visual division. will near
completion with the imminent sale of
Bell Sound Studios and our Viewlex
Packaging. west operations.

“Our management team has been sub-
stantially strengthened,” Galef stated,
"not only by Art Kass taking over as the
sole operating head of Buddah, but by
Viewlex's appointment of Richard J.
Mackey as vice president of finance: the
promotion of Richart H. Burkett to head
our custom services division; develop-
ment of strong new managers at most of
our plant facilities; and the addition of
Bob Rossow as our custom services
division's new sales manager.

He said the company is expanding its
custom services operations. Included
are current additions to its Sonic record-
ing products plant in Holbrook. Long
Island, to better accommodate more
seven inch records, and planned future
improvements at its Allentown record
pressing plant, Allentown, Pennsylvania
and the Monarch Record's plant in Los
Angeles. Sonic will add seven 45 rpm
presses and has just ordered seven
more.

‘We have also signed a new tape dis-
tribution agreement with GRE Corpora-
tion which will benefit both Buddah and
our A&B tape duplicating facility,” Galef
revealed. Buddah's tapes will be dulicat-
ed by A&B.

“Certainly the nation's economy and
the body blow it dealt to the record in-
dusty contributed to our third quarter
sales decline to $5.600,000 from
$9,721,000, restated. a year earlier- and
nine month dip to $23.253.000 from
$29,754.000. restated. for the compara-
ble period 1974." Galef conceded.

“Granted, the economic conditions did
contribute to our loss of four major re-
cording customers, three of which fell
victim to hard times and one of which
was bought by a competitor. Equally
significant, however, was management's
decision to ‘dump our losers’ in the non-
music field.

Galef explained Viewlex' fully stated
three month loss of $4,072.000 and nine
month deficit of $8.545.000 (vs.
$506.000 and $362,000, respectively,
for the corresponding 1974 period)
‘likewise reflecting even more thor-
oughly. positive planning for the future,
rather than solely past performance.

"The net results include a reserve of
$511.,000 to cover estimated losses on
the imminent disposal of two small sub-
sidiary operations. together with losses
of $103,000 they sustained during the
third quarter,” he said.

“In addition, the quarter's losses from
continuing operations of $3,458,000 also
included increases in bad debt expenses
of $1,300,000 for three large customers
where ultimate recoverability of out-
standing debt appears remote, and an
additional $750,000 in charges, a majori-
ty of which relate to specified provision
for lease obligations where leased
premises are not presently occupied
and for inventory obsolescence.

“Not included in these results.” Galef
continued. “is the write-off of $591.000
for r&d costs applicable to prior years,
charged directly to the company's ac-
cumulated earnings deficit. In an attempt
to develop the most conservative
balance sheet the company made the de-
cision to charge for the costs one year in
advance of the effective date of the new
accounting requirements relating to r&d.
The balance of the r&d costs were
charged against operating income in the
quarter.” he said.

He concluded by reporting that the
company's previously announced bank
restructuring of its debt should be com-
pleted "within three to four weeks; and
that with this major hurdle behind us,
management is confident in the future of
the record industry, as well as Viewlex'
increasingly major role in it — through
profitable growth and judicious acquisi-
tions.

Galef referred to his Galef-Grisanti
consulting firm as an operation that has
been involved in turnaround situations
for more than 300 firms since 1966. most
ofthem public companies,

AFE Readies
Savalas LP

NEW YORK — Herman D. Gimbel, presi-
dent of Audio Fidelity Records, reported
last week that advance orders for the
new "Telly Savalas” album have reached
107.000 three weeks prior to shipping.

Corporation and its subsidiary, The
Magnavox Company. will be the opera-
tional entities in the U.S. for N.v. Philips.

At a press conference/demonstration.
technological and marketing aspects of
the system were covered. It was dis-
closed that pre-recorded videodisc
albums wilt sell at prices ranging from $2
to $10, and that the videodisc player will
sell for around $500. MCA-Disco-Vision.
Inc. will manufacture, market and dis-
tribute programming in support of the
system, and will also manufacture the
mastering and replication equipment
and operate facilities for these activities
at various locations. Programs readily
available for transfer to videodisc in-
clude more than 11,000 titles from the
Universal Pictures library, and a variety
of other program material of both an en-
tertainment (i.e.. films. concerts, ballet,
prior TV shows) and non-entertainment
nature (i.e.. instructional & training pro-
grams, children’'s shows). Agreements
have been set with Warner Brothers
films, 20th Century, and Parmount for ac-
cess to their product, and negotiations
with other outfits are currently un-
derway. MCA also plans to use its
various divisions to create new, original
programming specifically for the
videodisc process.

The system is distinguished by an op-
tical read-out. whereby when placed on
the turntable, the disc (which resembles
a regular LP) is scanned by a focused
light beam from inside the player unit. As
a result, there is virtually no wear on
either disc or player, even after years of
play. due to the non-contact nature of
the system. In addition to regular play,
the user is also offered features which in-
clude freeze-frame, reverse, and picture-
by-picture presentation. The two dis-
crete audio channels can be hooked up
to a stereo system and the potential
sound quality is reportedly superior to
conventional audio systems. The video
picture quality is also comparable to the
best color currently being presented on
TV. The system is also distinguished by
ease and simplicity of operation which is
being described as “easier to operate
than a conventional phonograph. Tech-
nology permits up to 60 minutes of play-
ing time on a single disc.

W. Zeiss. manager of N.V. Philips
videodisc system operations. described
the total system as “one of the most im-
portant consumer market developments
since the introduction of color televis-
ion.” He also noted that “MCA's commit-
ment to make available custom product
mastering and replication facilities to all
programmers will ease the initial pro-
blems of independent producers,
publishers. sports and educational pro-
gram producers, international producers
and countless other program sources.
Importantly. videodisc mastering occurs
in "real time" and only 4 seconds per
disc is needed for pressing. Also, basic
manufacturing costs are about 40¢/disc
and various noncritical base materials
are possible for the discs, with the future
possibility of non-oil bases.

It was also announced that Philips and
MCA have developed licensing pro-
cedures, and that a liberal licensing
policy is being pursued. Present plans
call for establishment of a Philips-MCA
licensing office in New York City.

HOT DISK: Two of the seminal figures in British rock, Eric Clapton and Jeff Beck coms
out with new albums next week - both marking a definitive change in direction for
the guitarists. Clapton's “There's One In Every Crowd" is laced with country blues
tunes while Beck's 'Blow By Blow ' sees the enigmatic guitarist lashing through furnk
and jazz-rock rhythms.

Clapton sounds complacent on his album to the point of being soporific. The first
side is dominated by a shuffling reggae beat on ‘Swing Low Sweet Chariot” and
‘Don't Blame Me, the latter an answer to Bob Marley's "I Shot The Sheriff.” Side two
is also uniformly low-keyed. Clapton's singing is markedly pained and his guitar play-
ing is at times sluggish. with the notable exception of a tune called “High.

Beck on the other hand. emerges with an album of instrumental tracks which couid
do for the guitar what Chick Corea and Keith Jarrett have recently accomplished for
the piano with their recent “Improvisations” LPs. Through numbers like “You Know
What | Mean” and “Freeway Jam" Beck shows consummate technique and an ag-
gressive style which could turn the George Martin produced album into the guitarist's
best yet.

Several executives said that the in-
tensity of the jazz phenomenon stems in
part from the intellectual maturation of
younger audiences.

Thus. much new jazz
and rock has tended to blend into each
other. making labels meaningless and in-
creasing the potential size of the buying
public

As audiences have sought to find the
roots of today s acts. catalog activity has
increased The serious listener
Charles Lourie of Blue Note said. “want
to find the influences on the jazz stars. so
they start to dig. In many respects. this
interest in the past is smitiar in many
ways to the blues research done in the
60s. Backer said. "people are trying to
understand the motivation for the im-
mediate situation. It's just a logical se-
quence of events  Mike Lipskin. of RCA
theorized that in the periods between
transition in the pop cycle (for instance
between dance music and swing. or
between Presley and The Beatles). jazz
sales increase.

COINCIDE - Dewey Redman — Impulse
ASD-9300

Redman has learned from the best, like
Ornette Coleman and Keith Jarrett. and he is just
now stepping into the ranks of the glants. The
music on this album is open-ended — it suggests
a vartety of possibilities in the mind of the
listener. Redman has successfully defined his
own tenor style. Thus, he can express the classic
tenor voice on pieces like ‘Joie De Vivre
without fear of ripping off the Hawk or Pres.
More importantly. Redman has formulated a
unigque piercing screeching sound which does
not mimic John Coltrane. The LP is a coherent
confluence of finely crafted progressive music.

MIND TRANSPLANT — Alphonse Mouzon — Blue
Note BNLA 3986

Alphonse Mouzon. the rhythmic backbone of
the 11th House. has made his third album as a
leader and it is a progressive rock record of the
highest quality. The music revolves around the
guitar and Muzon's drums Though it may shock
many to hear it. many of Mouzon's solo riffs
sound fike Billy Cobham's. Light. rapid. fluttering
notes bounce from the drumsticks in long
paradiddle rolls.

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Styx: From Chicago’s South Side To
Wooden Nickel/RCA And A ‘Lady’

Styx is from Chicago. and that in itself is a very poignant statement since. as group
spokesman and advisor Greg Budell brought out, “the city has long been a breeding
jround for talent but most artists have had to relocate to other coasts before gaining
national recognition.” This group. however, can employ the reverse procedure, as
Budell noted. The success of “Lady.” the group's single hit on the Wooden Nickel
tabel. and "Styx 11, their equally prominent album, has generated the national
recognttion they have been seeking for the past four years.

The nucelus of Styx goes back to 1964 and a group called the Tradewinds featuring
Dennis DeYoung on accordion. John Panozzo on drums and Chuck Panozzo on bass.
The group thrived on kicking out the jams at wedding receptions. Then. “New York s
A Lonely Town' hit the charts for a group of the same name. and Tradewinds was ab-
breviated to TW4. John Curulewski, a veteran guitarist of several community bands in
the south side of Chicago. joined in 1968. and lead guitarist Jim Young joinedin 1970
to complete what is now Styx.

In the developing years. the band. as do most local groups in Chicago. learned their
own version of current hits. The Cryan’ Shames, a band " from the neighborhood. in-
fluenced the vocal stylings of TW4. When the Cryan Shames disbanded. TW4 began
to use the resources of its new members to find new directions musically. After their
English counterparts. the new group Styx has experimented not just with music. but
with the many colors of the world of sound. Synthesizer . . . modulated drums . .. re-
generated cymbals . variable speed guitar. The group's increased saphistication
led ta a demo LP cut with Brian Christian at RCA's recording center in 1971 The
tapes fascinated producer/record executive Bill Traut, a man whose contribution to
the Chicago rock n' roll community has been unequaled. Traut heard great promise
in the band's direction and signed them to Wooden Nickel in early 1972 John Ryan,
former Chicago underground radio announcer, was brought in as a co-producer and
began long hours of rehearsals with the band on their arrangements.

The marriage of Styx and Wooden Nickel led to Paragon recording studios and an
affiliation with a brilliant young rock engineer named Barry Mraz. Their two albums on
Wooden Nickel are a true testimony to both the great musical minds in this band and
the baautiful electric energy of the Chicago rock 'n roll community.

Styx made its initial impact, locally, by performing in clubs. at school dances and

various other functions in the city and suburban area. attracting with each live ap-
pearance a steadily growing following of fans whose loyaity resulted in significant

33

local sales of each of the four albums cut by Styx since its inception. The exposure,
however, as extensive as it was, was limited in scope to the group's home market, un-
til the national breakout of “Lady.”

“‘Lady’ received its initial air exposure in late 1972 on WBBM-FM in Chicago.”
Budell said. “and sold extremely well at the time. It was then programmed on WDAI-
FM and reported as a top request item for about 18 months.” Requests for the group’s
recorded product expanded into the local Top 40 market, Budell noted, as their
popularity grew. WLS, a major Top 40 station here, began receiving requests for
“Lady  at a time. coincidentally. when group member Dennis DeYoung was attempt-
ing to introduce Styx' "Lies” cut from the group's latest LP called "Man Of Miracles.’
(the "Styx II" LP, with the single hit on it, was recorded about 2V2 years ago). The de-
mand for “Lady,” however, preciuded any possibility of programming the newer re-
lease so WLS put the record on its playlist, and the rest is history!

If “the South’s gonnado it” as Charlie Daniels recently proclaimed, then it will be up
to the ever increasing number of young bands like Hydra, Grinderswitch, and Lynyrd
Skynyrd to see it happen Interestingly enough, Lynyrd Skynyrd one of the most pro-
mising of the southern bands tc emerge over the last year. does not look favorably on

any so-called "southern movement.” “We're proud to be from the south,” lead singer |

Ronnie Van Zant asserts. ‘butwe're tired of all that ‘southern scene crap. Jt's gottento
the point where people come in and snap you up just because you're southern and
that's no good.”

Still, Lynyrd Skynyrd exhibit a certain pride in their heritage and will stand against a
backdrop of an unfurled Confederate flag on stage whenever they feel they can "get
away with it.” At their recent appearance at New York City's Academy Of Music. the
flag might have been left in the hotel room. but its conspicuous absence did little to
diminish the spirit or the intrinsic southern quality of the group. In fact, by the end of
their hard hitting 90 minute set. there were miniature flags being passed through the
audience and up to the stage in a warm gesture rarely displayed by the self-declared
critics who attend the Academy concerts.

In a little over a year, Lynyrd Skynyrd have made the transition from being local
favorites in small clubs which link their homestate of Florida with Atlanta. to where
they are now being hailed as America’'s new working class heroes of boogie.

Their influences read like a melting pot of names which touch on almost every cor-
nerstone of modern rock from the Ailman Brothers to the Yardbirds ("Happenings
Ten Years Time Ago’) to the Doors. Yet, when the group's three lead guitarists, Gary
Rossington, Allen Collins, and Ed King line up on stage like members of a firing sguad

and take dead aim at their audience with a volley of solos and lightning fast runs. they |

are quite unlike anyone elise.

To best appreciate their sheer impact. Lynyrd Skynyrd should be heard in some
small, smoke-filled barroom. It was in such environs that Al Kooper happened upon
them a little over two years ago and signed them to his fledgling Sounds Of The
South record label. Kooper also produced their first album, “Pronounced Leh-Nerd
Skin-Nerd which was distributed through MCA. Van Zant reflects that it all seemed
to happen very suddenly for the group whose nucleus has been intact for six years
but they never lost sight of what they were doing. “We've had a lot of time to practice
and think about where were going.” he pointsout.

A Who tour in Dec. of 1973 wound the year up in rocking fashion and showcased
Lynyrd Skynyrd before some of the biggest audiences they ever played to. The tour

was good for the group in that it took them to some northern cities where they were
forced to sharpen their act to win over the uninitiated. "We had to get out of the South
and play where we were weak " says Van Zant. "We had another tour lined up at the
time but we dropped everything including some dates with Alice Cooper. We wanted
to tour with The Who no matter what.” The Lynyrd Skynyrd —Who bill proved to be a
successful one, for while the music of the two groups is radically different. the energy
is basically the same. "It did us a lot of good. We were asked toreturnto a lot of those
cities and were given the chance to play longer sets.

With the release of their “Second Helping album. also produced by Kooper. the
group translated much of their stage act onto vinyl in convincing fashion. Leading off
the disk is "Sweet Home Alabama.” the song which stands as a southern national an-
them and earned the group their anti-Neil Young notoriety. With Merry Clayton and
Clydie King cooing under the distinctive tri-guitar sound and Bobby Keys adding reed
embellishments. "Sweet Home Alabama’ became one of the most played AM songs
of last summer. "It just sort of happened,” says Van Zant. “and we're glad it did.”
Kooper originally wanted another song released as the first single off the album. but
the only track recorded in Georgia on “Second Helping" soon found its way onto
playlists across the country. Both LP and single have since turned gold. MCA, unsure
how to handle the group's new top 40 acceptance resorted back to the first album for
a follow-up. but “Free Bird,” perhaps better suited for progressive tastes. failed to
make a substantial impression on AM ears.

The new album released this week is entitled. “Nuthin Fancy  and continues the
sound and the fury unleashed in previous attempts. Typically strong from the LP are
Saturday Night Special.” “Railroad Song.  and "Whiskey Rock and Roller " with their
fluent guitar constructions and Van Zant's throaty lead vocals which have taken on a
sinewy Paul Rodgers quality. The number of southern-fried boogie bands may con-
tinue to grow as the time is opportune for them. but Lynyrd Skynyrd are one group
that won't get lost in the crowd.

Black Sheep
ACADEMY OF MUSIC, NYC - A strik-
INg combination of talent and audience
rapport make a Peter Frampton perfor-
mance less of a concert and more of a
gathering of friends. The faithful flocked
to the Academy and were rewarded with
a couple of vibrant shows which saw the
A&M artist at the peak of his performing
capabilities.

Opening with a stirring version of
‘Something'’s Happening,” Frampton
quickly established the mood for the
evening. Strong. instantly memorable
melodies abounded through new and
proven material with Frampton deliver-
ing the lyrics with the emotion. verve,
and authority which qualifies him as one
of rock's premiere vocalists. “Lines On
My Face.” a searing ballad from the
"Frampton's Camel" album perhaps best
exemplifies his ability to interpret the
mood of a song with an absorbing vocal
performance and complementary guitar
solo.

An interlude of three songs with
Frampton accompanying himself on
acoustic guitars led off with “Winds Of
Change. " By the next number. "All |
Want To Be (Is By Your Side)" and
through "Baby | Love Your Ways,"” his
voice and guitar took on radiant qualities
and began to work around one another in
smooth. deliberate strokes, only lacking
the strong support harmonies which
were sorely missed.

With “Doobie-Wah" and “Do You Feel
Like We Do.” Frampton proved that he
and his band (Andy Brown John Siomos.
and Bob Mayo) are capable of laying
down a strong, energetic rock backbeat.
The latter song was spiced with some
fancy voice texturizing and elicited
strong demands for an encore. Frampton
responded with "White Sugar” and
‘Shine On," a throwback to his days with
Humble Pie. before returning for a
sonorous interpretation of “Jumping
Jack Flash.

Black Sheep. an eleventh hour
replacement for Montrose, who are re-
portedly having personnel problems
opened the show with a torrid, high deci-
bel set of rock songs culled from their
latest Capitol album.

Robin Trower
Babe Ruth

SHRINE AUDITORIUM, L A
Chrysalis Recording artist Robin Trower
has reached the apex of a meteoric
Career that deservedly has earned him
the distinction of being one of. if not the
finest lead guitarists in rock today.
Culminating his development as guitarist
with Procol Harum with a series of
Supertative recordings ("Twice
Removed From Yesterday," “Bridge Of
Sighs,” and his new "For Earth Below")
Trower's Los Angeles performance was
indicative of the enormous power and
virtuosity that he commands. It takes one
a few moments to become accustomed
to the awesome force inherent in
Trower's music. It has been variously
described as Hendrix-oriented, ethereal,
nouveau-psychedelic: but terminology
pales into insignificance once one
reaches the level of perception
necessary to fully comprehend what this
master of the stratocaster is up to. Few

artists can compare with Trower's
awesome, sometimes eerie facility for
developing mood. His performance,
which included material from all three
albums, included "Day Of The Eagle,”
the lovely "Daydream.” "Too Rolling
Stoned,"” "Alathea, “Suspicious,” and, at
the close of the second encore (the SRO
crowd, whipped into a delirious frenzy
noisily demanded three!) a performance
of B. B. King’s "Rock Me Baby" that was
one of the most memorable renditions to
be heard in quite some time. Yet, this is
not surprising. When one is as ac-
complished on one's instrument as
Trower is. viriuosity and improvisation
become real clues to the genius of the
artist, somewhat comparable to what a
Rubinstein can do with any piece he at-
tempts.

Also of note is Trower's lead singer/
bassist James Dewar, and drummer Bil)

Keith Jarrett
AVERY FISHER HALL. NYC — At the
mid-point of his recent Avery Fisher Hall
appearance, Keith Jarrett told the au-
dience that what he and his fellow musi-
cians wanted to do that evening was to
inject their music into the bloodstreams
of the listeners so that artist and au-
dience could share the same experience
of the music. He also said that if this
wasn't happening. then the paying
customers weren't getting their money's
worth. By the reaction of the large
gathering. none of them felt that they
were in any way being cheated Drawing
on the skills that have made him such a
successful solo artist. as on "Solo Con-
certs” on ECM. and as an ensemble

Lordan (who recently replaced Reg
Isadore). Dewar'’s voice blends perfectly
with Trower's playing, which cannot in
any sense be fairty referred to as accom-
paniment. Whereas many other lead
guitarists might be content to play
rhythm to their singers, Robin's energet-
ic chords and tasteful sliding arpeggios
are spellbinding. The addition of Dewar's
soulful, imploring vocals (not to mention
complex, fascinating lyrics) make the
Trower group one of the premiere
groups currentlyonthe scene.

Robin Trower's music must, ultimately,
be listened to on several levels. An ap-
preciation of his technique must stem
from familiarity with his recorded works,
as must understanding of lyric in each in-
dividual song. Otherwise, the initial con-
frontation between Trower and his au-
dience becomes an overwhelming ex-
perience. similar to one’s first encounter
with good caviar.

One final note must be mentioned with
respect to the Trower staging, which
utilized the almost trite dry ice machine
tastefully at the opening, and employed
great use of lighting, particularly in
highlighting Trower's solos. As for
sound, admittedly the Trower perfor-
mance is LOUD, but necessarily so in
terms of the unique, tone and sustained
suspended progressions that are so inte-
gral to Trower's music. No longer can
Robin be merely compared to the late
Jimi Hendrix in any sense. His
performance indicates that he has taken
whatever inspiration he has from that
master, and extended it into galaxies
beyond what Hendrix was able to ex-
plore during his short time among us.
Trower is now the definitive master of
the strat, and promises to remain SO.
Where he goes from here is a source of
fascinating speculation.

TROUBADOUR — One of the nicest
things about the music business is
watching someone make it who you've
always believed in. Such is the pleasant
situation that confronts Melissa Man-
chester after her knockout opening night
at the Troubadour. Her determination
coupled with a great band and an ex-
cellent repertoire (combining material
from her new "Melissa” LP on Arista and
old favorites). held the packed house
spellbound.

The purpose of
the foundation is to select. honor and
perpetuate the life and accomplishments
of persons who have gained fame in the
world of ‘country music’ radio and tele-
vision and persons whose accomplish-
ments in the media have become com-
mendable.

Chuck Chellman. trustee of the foun-
dation who conceived the idea said
various names have been presented to
the foundation as prospective board
members each of whom must not only
have been. at one time, actively involved
in the broadcasting of or promotion to
country music radio, but also part of the
country music industry for at least 20
years. The main function of this board of
directors will be to elect the award win-
ners each year. Each board member will
serve for a period of two years, and each
year half of the board will be replaced so
that no complete board will ever be the
same two years in succession.

The awards will be presented to one
living radio personality and one de-
ceased. To be eligible for the award. a
person must have participated in country
radio broadcasting for a period of at least
fifteen years.

CigarettConsumption

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The FTC hasre-
ported that consumpticn of cigarettes
continued to increase in 1974.

The commission said in its annual re-
port to Congress on cigarette labeling
and advertising that it expects that 1974
total domestic sales will reach a new all-
time high of more than 602.2 billion
cigarettes. up an estimated 3% from the
584 7 billion sold in 1973.

The FTC renewed its recommenda-
tion. made in previous reports, that the
warning statement now required by
federal law on cigareite packages be
amended to disclose some of the dis-
eases associated with cigarette smoking.

‘Because warning statements are now
required on cigarette packages and in
cigarette advertising.” the report con-
tinues. “and information about tar and
nicotine content is included in cigarette
advertising by domestic manufacturers
on a voluntary basis. the commission
believes that increased emphasis should
be placed on educating the public.
especially young persons. about the
serious damage to heaith which can re-
sult from cigarette smoking Based on
the preliminary results of a study being
conducted at the Stanford University
Medical Center that indicates that a
varied media campaigri urging people to
stop smoking would have a measurable
impact, the commission renews its
recommendation of increased appropria-
tions to the Department of Health.
Education and Welfars for educational
programs, and again strongly urges that

~ any such appropriation should specifical-
ty authorize the Secretary of Health,
Education and Welfare (or his designate)

at his discretion to purchase time on
commercial broadcasiing facilities and

space in print media for the dissemina-
tion of messages designed to discourage
cigarette smoking.’

The commission also recommended
continued funding of research under the
direction of the National Institutes for
Health for the purpose of developing a
cigarette not hazardous to health and re-
newing recommendations that a warning
statement be required on little cigar
packages and that a tar and nicotine con-
tent disclosure be required on all
cigarette packages and in all cigarette
advertising.

Commissioners Thompson and Nye
dissented fromthe report.

Commissioner Thompson said that he,
‘believing that the warning provision
now appearing on cigarette packages
together with the banning of cigarette
advertising from television and the large
volume of information that has been and
is being distributed on the issue ade-
quately acquaints the public with the
dangers of cigarette smoking, respect-
fully dissents from the recommendations
in this report (pages nine through
eleven) that congress fund a multi-media
advertising campaign to further dis-
courage the practice. Commissioner Nye
stated that in his opinion, the facts dis-
closed (in the report) with respect to the
alleged unfair and deceptive nature of
cigarette advertising heavily stressing
themes of ‘healthy people engaging in
‘healthy activities' requires a stronger
legislative recommendation and an ac-
counting from the commission to con-
gress as to whether the commission in-
tends to reopen the orders presently re-
gulating tobacco advertising or to initiate
new rulemaking or adjudicative proceed-
ings with respect to such advertising.
