Buddah, Isleys
Victors In Suit
Against Motown

NEW YORK — After a seven-day trial in
the United States District Court for the
Southern District of New York, a federal
jury on April 4, 1975, returned a-verdict
in favor of the Isley Brothers and their
wholly-owned recording and publishing
companies, T-Neck Records and Triple
Three Music. as well as Buddah
Records, in the Isiey Brothers law suit
against Motown over the ownership of
“It's Your Thing,” "Turn On, Tune in.
Drop Out."and "Don't Give It Away

The Isley Brothers brought the action
against Motown in 1969 seeking to en-
join it from claiming ownership to those
songs. Motown claimed that the lIsley
Brothers recorded the tunes while they
were still under contract to themandasa
result. Motown owned all the rights.
Motown also sought to recover from
Buddah all of their profits from the dis-
tribution of the songs. Additionally. they
demanded the return of all tape masters
and the destruction of the recordings in
question.

The jury specifically found that the
three songs were first recorded after the
Isley Brothers were released from their
Motown contract, and thus, that Motown
had no rights in either the copyrights to
the compositions or to the recordings
themselves.

Atlantic Sets
Record Sales
Figs For March

NEW YORK — Atlantic/Atco Records’
first quarter sales figure in 1975 was
capped in Mar by the heaviest sales
month in the 27-year history of the com-
pany. it was announced jointly last week
by Atlantic/Atco president Jerry Green-
berg. and Sheldon Vogel. executive vice
president.

Total sales figures in Mar. inciuded
many albums and singles held over from
the previous months, including the
Average White Band's album "AWB."
and single "Pick Up The Pieces, " bothre-
leased in 1974, March sales were
bolstered further by the Feb. 24 release
of Led Zeppelin's sixth album, "Physical
Graffiti.” Also. a special sales program
was set up with qualified accounts for six
of the nine albums in the Yes catalog. to
coincide with the Feb. release of the
“Yesterdays' repackage LP and the
"Yessongs' film.

“We Must Get Back To Basics”

Gentlemen:

‘Cash Box's editorial “"Where Did All
The Adventurers Go?" was a brilliant and
timely insight into today's record in-
dustry. It should be required subject mat-
ter for all conversations and meetings of
the record/publishing business in the
months ahead

‘| personally feel a major problem is
that too manyoftoday's label chiefs have
been forced to become too sophisticated
in their roles as “corporate heads.” That
position doesnt always allow them the
time or the latitude to deal with the ev-
eryday needs of the business.

Many of our industry giants who now
head labels were "on the street” for
many years and were responsible for
helping to build the industry into the
superstar’ status it enjoys today. Men
like that were yesterday's "Adventurers”
and they have now skillfully adapted
their companies to the needs of scien-
tific mass marketing and merchandising.

“Too oftenthough, the label chief finds
himself caught between the corporate
legal and financial “energy sappers” who
consume too much of each working day
Itis this corporate "two-headed monster”
that eats away at the time it takes to be
totally involved with the basics of the
business and the early development of a
new artist's career. It is a condition that
almost always delays the success of an
artist. Many times it takes its toll in
another way by terminating or destroy-
ing the career of a major artist or
songwriter altogether.

What the industry needs is more
specialization with excellent, direct-line
communications to the “chiefs.” Skillful
artist management/marketing programs
that would provide for innovative ex-
posure and early evaluation of product is
an absolute necessity. In this way time,
energies and expenditures can be
minimized and at the same time allow for
a high potential of success.

“The innovators that built this great in-
dustry need the freedom to be “totally in-
volved and at the same time serve their
corporations effectively. | believe this
can be done We have all the necessary
ingredients; it's just a matter of revising
priorities and getting “back to the
basics.

"A case in point is my own project of
establishing a new songwriter-singer,
Jim Turner. Jim was one of the lead
performers in the stage show of “Jesus
Christ Superstar.” He was with the show
from its initial beginning on Broadway
until it closed at the Universal Am-
phitheatre here in Hollywood. Since
then he has been writing and singing in
and around the Los Angeles area,
perfecting his songs and a style.

Videodisc Talks Set For Dallas

HOLLYWOOD — The educational ap-
plications of the Philips and MCA optical
videodisc system will be discussed by
John W. Findlater. MCA Inc. vice presi-
dent and president of MCA Disco-Vision,
Inc., at the national convention of the As-
sociation for Educational Communica-
tions and Technology (AECT) in Dallas
on Tues. Apr. 15.

Sharing the platform with Findlater at
the videodisc seminar will be Robert T.
Cavanagh, vice president of North
American Philips Corporation, who will
discuss manufacturing and distribution
of the Philips and MCA optical videodisc
player. and Kent Broadbent, MCA Disco-
Vision vice president of research and de-
velopment, who will cover mastering and
replication of the videodiscs, and other
technological aspects of the system.

Findlater will talk about the impact the
optical videodisc is expected to have on
the educational process, and how the
new technology will improve the quality
of learning in schools as well as in the
home.

Findlater will describe how the low
cost of the optical videodisc and the ease
with which it can be distributed will make
it a viable and inexpensive educational
tool. The Philips and MCA system has as
one of its advantages low-cost hardware
and low-cost raw recording stock which
will serve to make educational materials
infinitely more available to schools ev-
erywhere. Findlater's remarks will in-
clude an analysis of the costs of record-
ing and playing back visual material on
the videodisc versus the costs of film and
tape.

According to Findiater, the optical
videodisc system will provide inex-
pensive, convenient educational
materials to great masses of people who
are now educationally disenfranchised,
while bringing individualized education
into the home on a low-cost basis. In ad-
dition, it is anticipated that the optical
videodisc system will stimulate and ac-
celerate educational opportunities for
those in educationally disadvantaged
areas who require special remedial and
supportive studies, as well as for han-
dicapped children. paraplegics, arthritics
and others who lack sufficient manual
dexterity to handle printed material in
book form.

What | didn't expect
was that | would be overwhelmed totally by a group named Patti LaBelle & The
Bluebelles. After a local group named the Rockets and Monti Rock (Disco-Tex) had
performed. Patti came out and set the 15,900 screaming Stones' fans on fire and the
Onondaga War Memorial Colisum almost shattered when she sang “You'll Never Walk
Alone.” Of course, | was ready for the Stones, but ever since that night | 've been wait-
ing for Pattito get to the top and stay there.

Of late Patti has been living up to all my expectations. Her group, Labelle, co-
featuring Nona Hendryx and Sarah Dash, is the hottest female act around and the
trio’s revelling in the limelight they worked for so many years to attain. The
Bluebelles are no longer, but Labelle is a streamlined vision of loveliness in silver,
riding the top of the charts with the single “Lady Marmalade” and Epic LP.
“Nightbirds.”

After going through a difficult period of fabel instability which saw them cast about
from company to company, Labelle finally came to the attention of then Epic a&r chief
Don Ellis (now with Columbia in the capacity on the west coast). | was at New York's
Bottom Line Club the night Jim Tyrell made Epic's pitch to sign the girls and | sensed
that they were excited about being recognized by professionals who were willing to
put an all-out effort into breaking them.

CARNEGIE HALL. NYC — George
Benson 1s one of the true guitarist's
guitarists. A complete spectrum of
fingerboard talent, from the most sedate
finger picker to the most electric rocker.
names Benson as one of the finest guitar
virtuosos performing today. The clearest
manifestation of Benson's compendious
musical knowledge. onthis night. was on
Grace Slick's "White Rabbit. " The piece
inctuded flamenco guitar chord rolis and
harmonic progressions. Benson's fingers
picked out dancing lines which floated
above Marvin Chappell's military drum
roll. His multi-octave excursions were
lusty without being noisy. and clear
without being studied. He handled the
piece’s varied styles. inshort. with ease

A great deal of the composition’'s ex-
citement. moreover. was generated by
Benson's interesting rhythmic place-
ment of the notes and his subtie or-
ganization of the backing. However. the
CTI artist is a leader who creatively ex-
ploits the talents of his sidemen. Benson
can comp a musician as well as he can
improvise on a theme. The guitarists
chordal bursts. for instance. accentuated
the highs and lows of pianist Ronnie
Fosters superb electric piano solo
Benson's 'White Rabbit was. thus. a fine

BEACON THEATRE. NYC Due to
careful editing and extensive promotion.

“Autobahn lost most of its disk impact.
While unusual and pleasing sounds
emanated from the keyboards of Florian
Schneider and Ralf Hutter (augmented
by two members o1 electronic
percussion). the material demonstrated
anoverall tendency towards hypnotic ex-
tension of riffs and tone colors — show-
ing at once some of the best and some of
the worst elements in synthesized rock
The audience seemed entranced by the
music which varied little in dynamic
range as the suited. short-haired musi-
clans sat nearly immobile at their respec-
tive instruments. with neonsigns of their
first names planted at their feet.

The Mike Quatro Band is a reasonably
talented quartet. yet you d never know it
from their performance More intent on
style than content. keyboardsman
Quatro s performance utilized a string of
hackneyed rock cliches. including
smoke machines and magnesium flares.
which served to detract rather than
enhance his music The UA artist

showed considerable dexterity during a
couple of the more subtie passages. but
his bombastic approach to numbers like
‘In The Court Of The Crimson King™ and
‘In Collaboration With The Gods™ failed
to impress the audience.

Opening the show was English group
Greenslade. who provided far and away
the best musical moments of the eve-
ning. Currently on their first American
tour. the Mercury group has a unique
progressive style which draws on arange
of musical influences. producing a sound
which can range easily from a classical-
based mellotron-taden piece to a
sophisticatea blues-rocker.

record company behind them. though.

Baker Gurvitz Army
ACADEMY OF MUSIC. NYC — The en-
couraging thing about the Baker Gurvitz
Army s the quality of Ginger Baker's
drumming; the discouraging thing is the
overall quality of the material the group
1s working with. Since the demise of
Cream (and later Blind Faith). Baker has
been something of an enigmatic figure
on the music scene a superstar
without a supergroup (his Air Force
never generated the hoped-for excite-
ment). In his more recent pursuance of
an interest in African music (resulting in
the building of a studio in Nigeria and the
release of his most interesting post-
Cream recorded effort, “Stratavarious ).
he (admirably) shunned the stifling
superstar role infavor of musicat growth.
However, this route too has been aban-
doned with the emergence of the Baker
Gurvitz Army, a straight-ahead rock band
featuring Baker with Gurvitz brothers
Adrian (guitar) and Paul (bass) — late of
Three Man Army. Unfortunately. the lack
of superlative material which was a major
fault of Air Force seems to have followed
Baker, whose playing is better than ever.
into his newest incarnation.

At the Academy recently, the group.
supplemented by fine keyboardsman
Pete Laner plus Snips (ex-Sharks) on
vocals, played a generally fine set,
featuring material from their debut LP on
Chess/Janus. Met with audience cries of
“Toad'." Baker responded with a curt
“that was five years ago.” and the group
went on to play some good hard rock and
blues. The most successful moments of
the act were a solo from Adrian, the
same from Baker (in "Memory Lane").
and the best song of the evening. "Mad
Jack” (the bizarre sequel to Cream's
“"Pressed Rat and Warthog'') which
features narration by Baker. Happily.
Ginger has continued to grow as a musi-
cian. and the jazz and African elements
he contributes elevate the band beyond
run-of-the-mill rock and roll. There is
more subtlety in his playing these days.
and he has not allowed the "Toad
trademark to stunt his musical growth
What Baker-Gurvitz needs is a high
quality of material to match the high level
of musicianship present at the band's
core — good writing to put good playing
inaproperenviornment.

MGM Records has announced a two-phase program spotlighting Jim Stafford’s
second LP for the label. Stafford has caught the public eye through his many ap-
pearances on television and in person. culminating in his own weekly variety series.
“The Jim Stafford Show." airing this summer over the ABC television network. Macey
Lipman, acting as marketing consultant for both the new LP and television show, has
concentrated the first phase of the marketing strategy on the introduction of Staf-
ford's second disk. “Not Just Another Pretty Foot.” National print advertising will
feature point-of-purchase material through Phonodisc, the Polygram-owned distribu-
tion facility for MGM. including posters and a specially designed inflatable vinyl “foot”
mobile (ala Led Zeppelin's blimp) as a direct tie into the album title and cover theme.

western states. These include small
auditoriums. coffee houses, and as an
opening act for several major concerts.
Dates are now set through October of
this year. Every date is a "paying gig.”
While some of them are smali, true, they
have allowed Jim to put together a good
band and be able to pay themregularly.

“Scott has also come up with new
ideas to involve Jim Turner into the col-
lege campus activities prior to each date.
This has helped tremendously with the
campus press, publicity and radio ex-
posure. At USC last week, Jim made an
appearance at a mid-day outdoor concert
of another artist and invited everyone to
his own concert Saturday night. He also
visited the new campus radio station, had
an interview, taped spots for his show,
and created a tremendous amount of in-
terest in his music.

“While the show Saturday night was
not a sell-out, it was very successful and
laid a good foundation for the accep-
tance of Jim Turner at USC.

“All the posters that go up on campus
and the surrounding areas have a pad of
50 tear-off postal cards. These cards are
pre-addressed to Jim Turner and offer
the 'sender a free single record of Jim's
next release just for filling out the card
and mailing it in. Scott is averaging
400-500 cards from each date Jim has
played so far. When arecord is released.
this “seeding” will be an important factor
in having an impact on radio airplay and
LP sales in those markets. The “spin off”
effect will be immediate commercial
airplay at all stations influenced by the
college listeners. Also. it promises to
build a very receptive situation for a re-
turn engagement where Jim Turner will
be the ‘headliner’ instead of the opening
act.

“Concurrent with this activity we are
negotiating with booking agents and
have a '‘showcase' set at a major
nightclub upon the release of the record.
TV shows are in the offering and Jim is
currently writing a one-hour TV special.
itis a "man and his music” theme that will
be a feature on one of the educational
TV channelsinthe fall.

“He has a tryout next week for a part in
a movie starring Randy Quaid. it is a ma-
jor motion picture and will give Jim an
opportunity to use the knowledge and
experience gained from the stage in his
role in "Jesus Christ Superstar.”

‘Several of his songs have been re-
corded by other artists and this will add
another dimension to his acceptance
and talent.

‘I want to emphasize that all of these
activities are taking place simultaneous-
ly. They are integrated to create im-
agery, exposure and acceptance. Upon
the release of a record, they will help de-
termine immediately thereafter the real
potential of this artist. The results will lay
the groundwork for additional develop-
ment and exploitation.

“This is just one concept. The varia-
tions are endless. The point is that there
must be a plan and it must be worked.
Management and marketing must come
together as a unit with innovative ideas
that are workable. They must be carried
through to a preplanned conclusion.
There is no other way; we must get back
to the basics.”
