Gittelman and Solomon have
advised that the consideration to be paid
by Solomon will consist of a cash down
payment with the balance of the
purchase price being in the form of
secured notesissued to Gittelman.

BMI Opposes
Copyright
Amendment

NEW YORK — Firm opposition to a
public broadcasting amendment to the
new copyright act, proposed by Senator
Charles Mathias (Rep. Maryland), was
expressed by BMI (Broadcast Music,
Inc.) at a meeting on the subject in
Washington on Apr. 15 The Mathias
amendment calls for the statutory licens-
ing or other means for facilitating the use
of copyrighted materials, including
music, by public broadcasting BMI's
position was stated as being opposed to
compulsory licensing in the music area.
The meeting was called by the Senate
Subcommittee on Patents, Trademarks
and Copyrights to hear comments from
representatives of various copyright or-
ganizations. Due to the absence of BMI
president Edward M. Cramer, who is out
of the country, BMI's counsel Edward
Chapin appeared.

Addressing himself to the issue of
statutory compulisory licensing, the ex-
emption of public broadcasting from
copyright liability and other matters,
Chapin voiced the organization’'s opposi-
tion to the proposed amendment, which
would, he pointed out, "embody a trend
toward an alteration in the copyright
framework as we know it, a change in the
constitutional provision which seeks to
encourage creativity.

“"BMI is opposed to the Mathias
amendment,” he added, "because we
are not in favor of any compulsory licens-
ing procedure in the music licensing
area. Only by continuing the traditional
process of orderly negotiation between
the performing rights organizations and
the public broadcasting industry can a
true market value be placed on the rights
accorded to public braodcasting. This is
the way that rates are set up for
television, radio and most other users of
music. There is no valid reason why the
public broadcasting industry should be
treated differently from other users.

| disagree. The clubscene is definitely not diminishing The club scene ismore ac-
tive today than it has ever been. The volume of mid to lower priced acts that find
themselves not able to work on the concert trail are now going into clubs with more
regularity. When a mid range priced act goes into a club for one or two or three days,
it usually means great business for the club and sometimes renewed interest in an
act that might be failing. The most important clubs (Quiet Knight, Main Point, Eb-
betts, Troubadour. etc.) have been in business for quite some time and continue to
develop and break acts. There are also a great number of lesser known clubs that
constantly ptay acts and still more clubs of a smaller variety that give unknowns a
chance. The easiest way to break in new acts without having to play clubs are via hit
records, which sometimes enable artists to go directly onto concert tours without playing clubs. This only works of
course it the act has the ability to carry off their show. However. even these acts probably have spent a (ot of
weeks In clubs playing four sets a night. And to find an exampie of this all you have to do is ask any act who made
it. TV appearances sometimes help to break acts as well as massive concert tours. Regarding concert tours. the
opening act slots do not always work out the best for the opening act because more often than not, the tans are
coming into the auditorium while the opening act is playing and many times the opening act does not get the at-
tention or response they deserve. Acts like Kristofferson and Chapin began their careers by piaving clubs and
along with hit records, movies and Broadway plays. have developed to headline status. The club scene still exists
and continues to be the main source for the constant deveiopment of new attractions. Seasoned performers that
have a track record of doing business have no problem of securing encugh dates over the course of a year.
Seasoned performers without as good a track record as some others must be worked on constantiy by an agency
and a lot ¢f effort is put forth securing TV appearances to help their poputarity. With a seasoned performer. we
hope to get as much continuity of record product as possible 10 maintain the old fans and deve.op new ones
Basically it boits down to getting on the phone and selling dates

First of all, the contemporary clubs have not diminished If anything. it seems that
they have increased in number over the last couple of years. It is true. however. that
the budgets of most of these clubs are practically nil and if it were not for the sub-
sidies of the various record companies. many artists would not be able to play clubs.
due to the high cost of travel. moving equipment, personnel. etc. | am very happy to
say that because of the support which these record companies have offered. it is not
only possible, but very probable. to book club tours in major cities on a number of
new acts that both the record companies as well as the agencies feel have a good
chance of breaking. Another method of breaking new acts has been by getting the
mare prominent stars and the promotersto use newer acts as suppoding attractions

Based on the stage
musical to be produced by Weston Gavin, "Flash Fearless Versus the Zorg Women
Pts. 5 & 6. the soundtrack LP. contains some of the most unlikely groupings of musi-
cians imaginable. Among these, we see Justin Hayward playing guitar for Jim Dandy
and Alice Cooper and Bill Brutord and John Entwistle teamed up with people like
Nicky Hopkins, Keith Moon, James Dewar, and Elkie Brooks. Unlike other such con-
glomerations, thisone holds up very nicely.

AMERICAN GUY: Don McLean spoke to Cash Box about his latest LP, "Homeless
Brother™ and single. "Wonderful Baby.” He reflected upon his commercial success
with "American Pie” and "Vincent” and his subsequent battle with the demands of
stardom. McLean said that he has reached new height of security and satisfaction with
his new record. "What I've always tried to do.” he explained. " is to make an LP that is
most germane to my particular point of view. I'm a lucky guy. I've had success on my
own terms. You know, |'ve had albums made for myself and my audiences which have
sold millions of records. I've had four songs become standards. And they haven't
even seen some of the others yet! it's really great. | do what | want to do. where and
when | want to do it and | get paid for it.

‘I'm really just beginning. ‘Homeless Brother’ is like some of my earlier things in
certain ways. You could say that I've come full circle. The record happened organical-
ly over the course of eight months. The songs just popped out, they really flowed.
The record just grewin a lot of different ways.

“'Homeless Brother " is my first album that holds up as an album, which is what I'm
moving towards. It has transmitted my feelings very accurately to the peopie, from
what | gather. and yet. it works as an entity unto itself. |'m really building moments on
that record.

ALBUM PREVIEW: lan Hunter (Columbia) was not one of the founding members of
Mott The Hoople, yet he was so intrinsically responsible for the evolving sound and
philosophy of the group that it is not surprising that his first album since leaving the
band sounds reminiscent of the old group while maintaining a personality of its own.

In fact. Hunter sounds more expressive and tuneful with what has come to be iden-
tified as the Mott sound here, than the group did on their last few albums. Hunter's
performances are powerful and his relationship with Mick Ronson is apparently a
sympathetic one with each musician playing off the other’'s strengths. Ronson, who
contributes lead guitar. organ. mellotron, and bass in addition to co-production
credits with Hunter supplies the kick that Mott lacked since Mick Ralphs found himself
in Bad Company. His musicianship here is simply riveting — flailing his guitar
authoritatively on "The Truth,  adding a cushion of mellotron to Hunter’s
introspective "Boy.” and turning in his most eiectric performance since Bowie’s “The
Man Who Sold The World" on "I Get So Excited.” "Once Bitten Twice Shy” and “Who
Do You Love" recall the hard driving sounds and wry lyrics of Mott's earlier albums
with former If drummer Dennis Elliott and Geoff Appleby who was the bassist in
Ronson's first group, The Rats, laying down an uncompromising rhythmic base.

Maybe it's part of the Bad Company backlash, but the frill seems to be gone in rock.
and a lot of groups are returning to their old stomping grounds and trimming their
sound to the basics. As aresult, the groups are sounding like theyre playing less and
enjoying it more — “lan Hunter™ sounds like it was as much fun to record as it is to
listen to.

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Leo Sayer: Not “Just A Boy” Anymore

The creative songwriting art of Leo Sayer. taken separately from his continually
evolving on-stage personage. first came to the collective American consciousness as
a result of the first solo album released by the Who's lead singer Roger Daltrey. In
1973. while working at Daltrey's studio in London. Leo and pianist-composer David
Courtney, with whom Sayer composes all his material. were commissioned to write all
the tunes for Daltrey's first aloum. On that aloum. one tune that was to lead the way
towards recognition for Sayer appeared. "Giving It All Away.” and was released by
the Who singer shortly before Leo's own premiere solo effort for Warner's "Silver-
bird

Although "Giving" is an intensely personal song. a self-critique inspired to some
extent by anger. Daltrey apparently found some measure of his own identitiy in it. re-
marking “That's it'” The song represents for Sayer a typical attitude with which he ap-
proaches his music. for it deals with his sense of personal past. a past consisting of
numerous roles playing mouth-organ for British folk bands with Alex Korner, Mike
Cooper. and Michael Chapman. As the song reveals. however. Sayer's attitude
towards “giving’ his musical soul away and receiving little in return in terms of
satisfaction has undergone intense change. Sayer does indeed know better now. and
although the past remains an almost fanatical preoccupation and source of inspiration
for his material. the present necessarily finds Sayer center stage. occupying a
spotlight that justifiably shows off a tremendous performing talent

Leo Sayer and David Courtney as writers elicit comparisons to Elton John and
Bernie Taupin. only in the sense that they remain separated during periods when
they are not actually engaged in the creative process. "By doing this.” Sayer explains.
‘you each become exposed to different musical ideas. new styles. etc. The usual
thing that happens is that David will say. "Here. | have alittle piece of music that goes
like this . . . and it'll be perfect for some lyrical idea | have worked out. What happens
when two writers become too involved with one another's lives is what happened to
the Beatles. Whenthe interaction between Lennon and McCartney became too clase.
they stagnated one another

Centrally important for Leo Sayer today is the current success he enjoys by having,
after so many examples of his songs proving hits for groups like Three Dog Night.
(Leo's "The Show Must Go On’). his own current #7 American hit with "Long Tall
Glasses. taken from his "Just A Boy” LP on Warners. Now he is identifiable as the
controlling craftsman in developing his perfoming roles sans make-up. and the hit
song itself. autobiographical as all his writing is. lends an accessible insight towards
Sayer's reputed fascination for Bob Dylan.

The song has been variously described as Dylanesque. because of its verbose
quality. and Leo is quick to mention it in converasation. "Dylan? That newalbum — it's
so personal. the most personal statement he's made. maybe. | really admire that, ™

Leo admittedly sees his role as a performer as an exploitive tool for re-enacting his
past. That the performance medium is used this way by Leo is in some ways brilliant. If
his earlier days of living in Brighton-By-The-Sea were so impressive on his ex-
perience that recollection seems his primary vehicle, so be it. In that process. he has
given us forceful and energetic performances. songs that. beyond their autobiog-
raphical roots, are haunting and memorable and a good measure of plain old rock and
roll as well. "Long Tall Glasses™ is one of the purer forms of rock and roll to be re-
leased in quite sometime.

Whether Leo is, in reality "Just A Boy or in fact a very wise reveur is a curious
guestion. In his L.A. appearances. met with sold-out houses every night. his au-
diences were either extremely receptive and warm or simply cruel. encouraging Leo
mid-way through songs to “fall back. Leo'" or "Long Tall Glasses!" Reportedly.
another artist had decided to make things unpleasant for Leo. In the disturbance.
Leo’s composure drooped. his performance having been interrupted. he was forced
into dealing with the present. and a situation that brought angry retorts between
stage and crowd. Pianist Chris Stainton. bassist Charlie Harrison. lead player Les
Nichol and drummer Steve Chapman on drums (what a band!!) sat calmly while Leo
dealt with matters. The energy focused on Leo in the present. and suddenly he didn't
seem like “"Just A Boy anymore.

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Lonnie Liston Smith: Cosmic Traveiler

The movement of jazz music from the 60s to the '70s was highlighted by several
critical developments. Most importantly. a subtle shift in instrumentation brought the
keyboards to the forefront of ensemblic improvisation. The 60s could be charac-
terized in many respects as the decade of the saxophone. A great portion of the
period’s progressive compositions were written and performed by sax geniuses like
John Coltrane. Archie Shepp. Ornette Coleman and the late Albert Ayler. This, of
course, is not meant to demean the works of the many giants who performed on other
instruments. It does. however. seem that the chaotic. primitive. almost visceral
sounds which the saxophone is capable of producing successfully expressed the de-
cade's social unrest.

The emphasis on the keyboards is. in part. aresult of the jazzman's desire to utilize
rock electronics The piano. like the guitar. is particularly well suited to amplification.
Moreover, the keyboard is able to express the feelings of a new generation of musi-
cian. Instead of performing intellectually sophisticated music which the audience
might or might not follow — to many musicians of the '60s, it really did not matter —
artists like Herbie Hancock and Chick Corea have found out that music is a two-way
street, that an artist must learn from an audience as well as teach them. Lonnie Liston
Smith. the leader of the Cosmic Echoes. is a young pianist who has performed with
many giants of the previous decade. He is thus. extremely able to comment on the
burgeoning interest in musical communication injazz.

‘The most important thing in my music generally.” Smith said, “is that | try to
enlighten people. As far as the people are concerned. | listen to where they are at.
The important point is that people get something out of what | play.

‘The different moods and textures on “"Expansions” (Smith's latest Flying
Dutchman release), portray me. I'm not lying to people on that record. And the people
know it. because when they talk to me about it and tell me what they have in mind. |
find that. most often. it's what I'm trying to say.

‘You see. in my case, | mnot much of an extrovert. | try to open people up to life. to
the real things in it: the sun, the moon. light. and the Eternal Truths. If these things
can come through. then | really have succeeded.”

Smith gigged with such 60s sax virtuosos as Pharoah Sanders. Rahsaan Roland
Kirk. and Gato Barbieri. Much of their music was diffuse. introverted. and extremely
esoteric. However, it did contain one important element which was to serve as the
bridge between audience and artist: rhythm. Smith explained. "Rhythm s the primary
way of presenting the meaning of the music to the listener. People can reaily relate to
rhythm. The main point is to say something that people can understand. Only after
that point can we really go out and blow.

Smith emphasized the rhythmic element in his first two LPs. "Cosmic Funk™ and
‘Astral Traveller.” 1tis only on his latest record. however, that he has managed to fuse
his interest in rhythm and electronics in such a way that an immediate. almost
transcendental understanding of the music is possible. Yet. he bristles at claims that
electronic musicis artificial. "My interest in and use of electric instruments happened
organically.” Smith stated. "I was playing a sense of myself and so was very honest in
the music. Of course, real artists don't necessarily need all that electricity. However.
if they do use them. they will take things a step further. Electric and acoustical piano
are really two different instruments. | write differently for each and it is true that on
the electric. people really do hear something else.

One reviewer has said that "Expansions’ is sensuously serene.” Smith added that
he really likes to play "Spacey. floating music.” The album refiects a security and
sense of wholeness which he has found in hisinner spirit. Most importantly, the music
relays that cosmic coherence to the audience in such a way that it reaches the mind,
the soul. "It makes people more aware of their inner being. their inner strength.
Smith stated.

The generation of the 70s. of which Smith is a part, has taken the first step towards
the creation of music which is enlightening, fresh, and intelligible to the lay listener,
He is. thus. one ofthe heraldsofa vital. popular jazz

LOS ANGELES — Keef
Hartley and Miller Anderson are two of
the stalwarts of the traditional British
blues circuit. So it is not surprising that
when the pair joined forces in the guise
of Dog Soldier that their roots would take
precedence intheir music.

From the opening strains of “Pillar To
Post” the band put forth a classic com-
bination of rock and biues decidedly pro-
gressive while adhering to the basic dis-
ciplines characteristic of the blues
medium. The band boasts a sold rhythm
section that. throughout the set does a
workmanlike job of providing the “bot-
tom necessary for Anderson and
Hartley to play off of Hartley'sdrumming
proved resonant and economical as his
solos were tasteful while. at the same
time, non self-indulgent.

Supertramp

Chris de Burgh
BEACON THEATRE. NYC — Coming off
a #1 album in England. Supertramp is
headlining their first American tour -
risk that seems to have paid off. Playing
to a decent-sized house in New York,
they performed an unusual set. featuring
tight arrangements and fine musi-
cianship and vocals. A bulk of the
material was from the A&M group'’s latest
“Crime Of The Century” LP and was
characteristically subtle in shifts of
dynamics and tone colors. Particularly
impressive were the technical aspects of
the show, with expert gimmick-free light-
ing tied closely to musical changes and
one of the cleanest sound systems to hit
the concert road recently.

The show opened dramatically with an
umbrella emanating a reddish-glow and
covering a band member playing an
eerie tune on harmonica. seguing into an
effective band entrance. The major dif-
ficulty with the remainder of the perfor-
mance, whose best moments included
the new single "Bloody Well Right" and
the "Crime Of The Century,” was a ten-
dency towards undue repetition of cer-
tain patterns. A humorous interiude was
provided by one member's solo piano
rendition of "A, You're Adorable.”
performed in a jacket lit with Christmas
tree lights, a less subtle example of the
sense of humor that this outfit maintains
throughout much of their show. The final
tune — "Crime" — featured a "2001 -like
film of space out of which the cover art
from the LP (hands gripping jail bars)
gradually grew larger throughout the
piece. Supertramp is a major attraction in
England, and the apparent success of
this first U S. tour points to similar re-
cognition in the not-too-distant future on
these shores.

The show opened with a solo set from
A&M artist Chris de Burgh, backing
himself on acoustic guitar. The music.
predominently pleasant ballads. was sur-
prising well-received by the audience.

SANTA MONICA CIVIC — Opening the
show to the Average White Band, which
was reviewed in Cash Box March 29 was
the fantastic Mr. Soulful. Les McCann
Playing both electric piano and organ,
Les had the whole Civic tripping and
grooving with him as he initiated hand-
clapping and foot-stomping to keep the
tempo of his show first-rate and really
moving.

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behind the counter
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It has long been acknowledged that personal appearances help artists boost their re-
cord sales. Sure, there are a certain number of fans who are so impressed with a
performance that they rush right out and buy an album. But what about those others
who don't or those who don't know what that “latest album™ that they heard songs
from looks like? If they scraped up enough for the show, chances are they can. and
will, get it together for an LP, right? Maybe. They must be motivated and assisted as
much as possible in order to maximize sales. Many merchandisers (with whom | hap-
pen to agree) see the album cover as offering the best point of purchase display
potential for attracting buyers. Because of this, I'm particularly impressed with the
farsightedness of some managers and groups who are using backdrops in their live
concert appearances, showing cover art. For example, The Doobie Brothers are help-
ing Warner Bros. market their album catalog. including their soon-to-be-released
“Stampede” LP during their current tour via stage-width, lighted backdrops of their
album covers. The backdrops were created by Denver concert producer Martin Wolff,
whose Star Lighting Company is touring with the group. In addition to album covers,
relating to hit songs performed in concert by the group. special backdrops illustrate
lesser-known material as well as the group’s insignia. I've also seen backdrops de-
signed and created by Sundance Lighting’s Jim Moody on several recent tours. I'm
sure there are others. Labels might consider making backdrops or other “point-of-
concert” displays, keying on cover art, etc., an integral part of the overall marketing
plan for any group or LP. Where else, but at a concert, do you get the specific market
most likely to buy product? Further. there shouldn't be any trouble getting a display
displayed — which, in itself, makes its cost money well spent!

Casablanca’s Cecil Holmes tells us about a promotion | like a lot. The label has a
radio contest running in conjunction with a retail outlet contest on a campaign
themed “Welcome To Chocolate City,” to promote LPs by Greg Perry, Parliament, and
James & Bobby Purify. In the store contest. the retailer in each distributor’s area that
creates the best display encompassing all three of the contest LPs Greg Perry's "One
For The Road.” Parliament’'s "Chocolate City" and James & Bobby Purify's “You And
Me Forever.” will receive 25 copies of each LP free. The counter personnel in that
store will also receive $25 each. Second prize is fifteen copies of each LP plus $15
per parson and third prize winning store will receive ten copies of each LP plus $10
per counter person. But wait — that's not all — when a Casablanca distributor’s sales
or promotion person enters a store involved in the contest, and any or all counter
persons are wearing a "Chocolate City" t-shirt, and playing one of the contest LP's in
the store, they will receive $10. Any store participating in the contest will be tagged
on all radio spots that are placed for any and all of the three albums. in the major radio
station contest. listeners will be asked to write, in 1,000 words or less. what Chocolate
City means to them, or. if the station desires. a draw-in contest in which the listener
will draw, paint. sketch, crayon etc.. what they feel Chocolate City looks like. What
makes the contest really interesting is the "how, what, and where" of the prizes. First
prize is a Chocolate City t-shirt, all three LPs. and a $100 buying spree at the record
store which wins the retail contest. Second prize includes the t-shirt, LPs and a $50
buying spree at the record store that places second in the retail contest. Third prize
also includes the t-shirt and LPs and a $25 buying spree at the third place record
store. Twenty-five runners up will each receive a Chocolate City t-shirt and LP.
Sounds like a good way to get everybody pulling together to help break some
Chocolate City product!

Warner Bros. has embarked on a massive campaign to break Allen Toussaint’s
Reprise LP, "Southern Night," in conjunction with his first domestic tour in which, on
some dates, he will appear as special guest star to Little Feat. Toussaint, of course, is
well known as a producer and songwriter. Warner Bros. spokesmen say the company
will support Toussaint and the tour with a full schedule of local space and time buys,
couplad with a concerted promotion, sales and publicity effort. In addition, Warners is
in the midst of an "unprecedented” four part two-month national consumer print cam-
paign, which covers the various aspects of Toussaint's career in music.

General Recording Corporation’s vice president marketing, Oscar Fields, and
special projects manager, Mike Walker, have embarked on an extensive, national
marketing campaign for GRC's four labels: Aware, Elephant, Hotlanta, and GRC. Their
marketing push will include stops in all major markets and visits with racks, one-stops
and retailers. tying in with time-buys and consumer advertising for the various cities.
Available promotional aids and in-store displays, which consists of mobiles, posters
stand-up/counter displays. t-shirts, etc. will also be discussed, as well as future
marketing plans.

Capitol's promo whiz, Skip Blackburn, advises he's starting an unofficial disco-
promo department at the Tower. First release is “Life Is What You Make It" by
Tapestry, which Blackburn will mail to all disco’s nationally. Blackburn also advises
that by this summer, the label will be heavy into “dance’ records.

Columbia’s associate director of national promotion, Chuck Thaggard, tells us his
label, due to Labelle's huge success. is reservicing an old Laura Nero LP. “Gonna
Take A Miracle,” on which Patti LaBelle also appears. He also disclosed that
“Minnesota,” a single by Northern Light on the Glacier label (reviewed in Cash Box
singles "Pop Picks.” April 19), has been picked up by Columbia due largely to its
phenomenal immediate success in Minnesota. Label hopes they have another
"Colorado” ontheir hands.

GRT Music Tapes, now claiming to be the “world’s largest independent marketer of
pre-recorded 8 track and cassette tapes.” ended its fiscal 1975 with a "record-
breaking” month of March. According to veep of marketing, Herb Hershfield, “our
sales were up 40% in March over the two previous early months of 75, and up 7%
over March of 1973." He added that "it appears from our recent healthy increase in
sales, that we're experiencing a definite upswing and a positive turnaround in the
buying of pre-recorded tapes.” In these times of economic uncertainty, | guess that's
really good to hear. Hopefully GRT's upswing will herald the same for the record and
music industry in general. GRT. of course. has tape rights to some of today's hottest
product including ABC’s Rufus, B.J. Thomas, Steely Dan and Ace; Arista’'s Barry
Manilow, Melissa Manchester, Gil Scott-Heron and soundtracks, “Stardust” and
“Funny Lady”; Delite’s Kool and the Gang; Chess/Janus’ Al Stewart; Fantasy’s
Blackbyrds; Private Stock's Frankie Valli; etc. From April on, GRT has tape rights for
the Buddah, All Platinum and Claridge labels. Hershfield further revealed that GRT's
budget line. started less that a year ago. also had a record breaking March. "We've
now added 10 new titles to increase our total budget catalog to 130 titles.” he said

Country Artist Of The Week
B.J. Thomas

“Somebody Done Somethin' Right” —
B.J. Thomas is a Texas tunesmith who's
sold 20 million records with rockers like
"Hooked On A Feelin’.” country songs
like “I'm So Lonesome | Could Cry,"
ballads like "I Just Can't Help Believing”
and “"Rock and Roll Lullaby.” and yet too
many people have associated him with
just "Raindrops Keep Falling y On My
Head.” Maybe the fact that B.J.'s first hit
was an accident, set the scene for his
whole career.

In the mid-sixties, B.J. Thomas and the
Triumphs were the hottest rock and roll
band in Houston, Texas. They had
eleven hits in Houston and decided to do
an album which they figured they could
sell at their appearances.

‘My father was a real Hank Williams
fan.” recalls B.J., "so | learned 'I'm So
Lonesome | Could Cry' from a movie,
"Your Cheatin’ Heart,” which was the life
story of Hank Williams. Every time I'd
sing it for my old man, he would cry. So |
thought | would put that song on the
album for him.”

They put it on the "B" side of their
single and it wasn't long before the rec-
ord was #1 in Houston. Success spread
nationally and "I'm So Lonesome | Could
Cry became B.J.'s first gold record. That
was back in 1966. That year B.J. had a
total of six singles and two albums on the
pop charts and Cash Box named him the
“"Most Promising Male Vocalist of the
Year.

In 1968 came "Eyes Of A New York
Woman" and "Hooked On A Feeling,”
cut in Memphis. In fact, B.J. was the first
major pop artist to go to Memphis to re-
cord.

Then came the personal bad times
after success took its toll — times when.
according to B.J. "l was so wired |

&

wouldn't sleep sometimes for eight days
in a row.” So. he dropped out of the
whole "madness,” started seeing a
psychiatrist and the results of his self-
reevaluation can be heard on his "Billie
Joe Thomas" LP, which features the writ-
ing talents of composers like Stevie
Wonder, Paul Williams, Jimmy Webb,
Barry Mann and Cynthia Weil. John
Sebastian, Carole King. and others. The
album helped B.J. to get back onto the
right track and, during the summer of
1973, B.J. noticed that he was coming in-
to full strength. He had good feelings
about himself and was eager to make
another album and tour. And this time
B.J was committing himself to southern
rock n'roll.

B.J s touring group is Beverteeth. an
Alabama group whose nucleus had been
sidemen for Roy Orbison and had later
formed their own group — the highly re-
garded Candyman. As an orchestrator he
uses Paul Buckmaster — a man known t¢
be choosey about the artists he'll work
with (i.e. Elton John, Miles Davis. Shawn
Phillips and Carly Simon). For a song-
writer he discovered Randall Bramblett,
who flew up from Macon, Georgia, to join
B.J. in the studio, then went back south
to join Gregg Allman’s band on tour.

“It's 1975 and here i am,” B.J. explains
to his audiences.” | don't wear tuxedos. |
ain't got dancing girls or string sections.”
B.J.'s back with a hot chart climbing
"Another Somebody Done Somebody
Wrong Song" which is nine with a bullet
in the Cash Box country chart and
number one with a bullet in the Cash Box
pop chart. The record was produced for
ABC by independant producer Chips
Moman. who is also co-writer of the
song. B.J.’s current LP is titled "Reu-
nion.
