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Star Billing?

It might be a case where Clive Davis did not deserve star billing. Or should

he have been billed at all?

The third paragraph of a press statement concerning the two year old grand
jury investigation of the music industry mentions the name Clive J. Davis and
later the fact that he will be indicted for failing to report taxable income, darkly

hinting that he faces a possible 24 years imprisonment and a $45,000 fine.

Elsewhere in the statement are charges of fraud, payola, perjury, conspiracy

involving other individuals and record companies, and not Davis. But the

grand jury makes Davis -—and this was followed up in the same way by the

consumer media— the star.

It may be that Davis is the most visible and newsworthy person indicted, and
he himself has certainly made his presence felt during the two year

investigation, but the plain fact remains that he is up before the grand jury for

income tax evasion only.

Davis issued a statement himself after Goldstein’s conference. It said in part:

“For two years my family and I have suffered from malicious rumors and
insinuations growing out of the investigation of the record industry.”

Those rumors and insinuations over the past 24 months have linked the

Davis name with everything from organized crime to drug peddling.

Finally when the grand jury hands down the indictment, Davis, who
maintains his innocence, is hit with the less dramatic charge of tax evasion.

But individuals and companies accused of the conspiracy, the payola, the

fraud charges all take second billing to Davis, because, obviously, the grand

jury knows the publicity value of Davis’ name.

Indeed it could be argued that Davis’ name, in view of the fact that he was
not brought upon payola or any of the other charges involving fraud (and for

which he was investigated), should not have been used for its obvious

publicity value as an attraction for the public media. Or should it have been
included at all within this context?

However, if proven, all the charges laid down by the grand jury will pose a

serious treat to the moral health of the music industry, particularly, as was
stated this week, because the investigation is ongoing and nationwide. It is

certainly not something to be taken lightly or covered up. Housecleaning

within the industry, if it has to be done, should be.

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Grand Jury Indictments:

Payola ChargesAgainst Gamble, Huff,

TarnopolAnd Execs; Davis Charged
With Income Tax Evasion Only

NEW YORK — After two years of in-

vestigation into allegations of criminal

wrongdoing within the music recording
industry, the federal grand juries sitting

in Newark, Philadelphia and Los Angeles
returned seven indictments which
charged 19 individuals and six corpora-

tions with a variety of criminal offenses
including conspiracy, interstate travel to

commit bribery, mail fraud, wire fraud, in-

come tax evasion, failing to file income
tax returns, interstate transportation of

stolen property, perjury and the making
of illegal payments to radio station

personnel.

Although the word "drugola" and talk

of drug peddling for disk jockey favors

was bandied about throughout the busi-

ness as a result of numerous consumer
press articles alluding to such goings on
in the industry, the indictments made no
mention of drugs whatsoever.

It also was of great interest to the trade

that there seemed to be almost two
separate parts to the indictments, even
though the grand juries issued them in

one blanket statement.

Clive Davis, who, during the past two
years was torn apart with innuendoes in

the consumer press as having been in-

volved in drug deals, payola and every
other conceivable evil, was indicted in

the southern district of New York on
charges of failing to report over $90,000
in taxable income on which over $45,000
in income taxes were due during the
years 1970 thru 1972, and for filing false

income tax returns for the same years.

These charges appeared to be the same
as the charges CBS brought against

Davis in a civil suit charging misap-

propriation of company funds when he
was president of CBS Records . . . funds
which Davis allegedly used to pay for the

decoration of his apartment as well as for

NEW YORK — "This is just what the

record industry needs . . summarizes
the basic feelings of all record industry

execs who read the accounts of the in-

dictments handed down last week by the
federal grand juries sitting in Newark.
"It's so difficult now to get anything

played on radio but the giant hits by the

superstars, imagine what it’s going to be
like after the news hits the streets,” was
the way a number of people felt about
the effect of the indictments on the
record business in general.

The fact that United States attorneys

Jonathan L. Goldstein (N.J.); Robert Cur-

ran (eastern district of Pa.) and William D.

Keller (central district of Calif.) who
handed down the indictments in Newark
at a press conference last week, said that

their investigation will continue and be
on-going in each of their districts, left

most industry brass with the feeling that

such news might put a continuing
damper on the record industry and deter

the breaking of new talent.

It is no secret that during the past year,

because of the difficulties the nation’s

economy has been going through,
record manufacturers have been hard-

pressed to watch costs and overhead.
Unemployment has been much higher
than the national average among teenag-
ers, college graduates and blacks. In

inviting guests to a bar mitzvah banquet.
Although many others were charged

with many other forms of criminal wrong-
doing the above were the only charges
against Davis, leading many industry
figures to state that his name was
blanketed with all of the others under the
general charges because he was the
best known figure on the consumer
level. And it resulted in one edition of a
New York newspaper featuring Davis'

photo on the front page of an early edi-

tion announcing the indictments.

An official response by Davis to the in-

dictments was the following: "For two
years my family and I have suffered from
malicious rumors and insinuations grow-
ing out of the investigation of the record
industry. The indictment against me to-

day clearly establishes that all those
rumors and insinuations were false.

"What is involved are tax charges. The
issues are apparently the same as those
raised in the CBS civil suit against me
which was brought over two years ago. I

am innocent of those charges, and I shall

respond to those issues at the ap-
propriate time and place."

Alan Hirschfield, president of Colum-
bia Pictures Corp., parent company of

Arista Records of which Clive Davis is

now president, issued a statement noting

that Davis had not been charged with any
alleged payola or "other similar matters.

"

He added: “Columbia fully intends to

continue its relationship with Mr. Davis
as president of its Arista Records sub-
sidiary.”

But the surprising lack of news in the
indictment against Davis in no way offset

the impact on the industry of the charges
against other execs and companies.
The federal grand jury sitting in

Newark indicted Nat Tarnopol of Bruns-
wick and Dakar Records on charges of

many areas with a large black population,

unemployment has been quoted in the

20% plus range. The volume of big hits,

possibly because of the increased cost to

the consumer of singles and LPs in com-
bination with the unemployment factor,

has been down considerably.

During the past two years, since word
was out that grand juries across the U.S.

were investigating the record industry

for criminal wrong-doings, bribery, etc.,

there has been a noticeable tightening of

playlists at the radio level. Whether this

was attributable to the threat of in-

vestigation hanging over the heads of

radio executives or just some reflection

of the general economic slowdown is

hard to define.

WEBB Guilty*Of
Radio Copyright
Infringement

NEW YORK — Radio station WEBB in

Baltimore has been found guilty of

copyright infringement by Judge Joseph
H. Young of the U.S. District Court in that

city. Following a trial which featured tape

recordings of the station's broadcast, the

judge found 31 unlawful and unlicensed

performances of copyrighted musical

works and ordered the station to pay
$9,250 plus legal costs. Among the

songs played without any payment to the

writers or publishers were “Superstition"

by Stevie Wonder, Marvin Gaye’s “Trou-

ble Man,” Buddy Miles’ "Them
Changes,” and “I Shall Be Released” by

Bob Dylan, in addition to songs by Hal

David & Burt Bacharach, Johnny Bristol

& Marilyn McLeod, J. Kern & D. Fields, B.

Comden & A. Green & J. Styne, and a

number of others. In addition to the or-

dered payments, Judge Young enjoined

any future performances of these songs
on WEBB, the station owned by J. B.

Broadcasting — a corporation whose ma-
jority stockholder is soul artist James
Brown.

Plaintiffs in the action were writer and
publisher members of ASCAP. Accord-

ing to the licensing organization, this ac-

tion, which combined two separate suits

launched in 1973, was initiated under

the U.S. Copyright Act of 1909 which

provides for damages of a minimum of

$250 for each unlicensed performance

of a copyrighted musical work. The
statute requires that a public
performance for profit of a copyrighted

musical work must be licensed. ASCAP
has been offering bulk musical licenses

for the works of all its members since

1914. However, WEBB has not had a

licence since J.B. Broadcasting bought

control in 1970.

The suit represents the sixth and
seventh ASCAP legal actions in the past

5 years for unlicensed performances
against the radio stations owned by
James Brown. Another lawsuit against

WEBB was filed on Feb. 26 which has

not yet come to trial.

“America’s songwriters and publishers

have a clear and well established right to

compensation for the use of their works,”

noted ASCAP general counsel Bernard

Korman, “and we will continue to sue

users who refuse licenses, whether they

are radio stations, taverns or others who
perform music publicly for profit. One
would expect a writer of Mr. Brown's

standing to be among the first to want to

comply with the copyright law.”

NEW YORK — In three anti-piracy de-

velopments last week, an injunction was
issued against MVC Distributing Corp.

and Sicom Electronics Corp., and al-

legedly pirated tapes were seized in

separate actions in New York City and
Bakersfield, Calif.

Judge Philip Pratt of the U.S. District

Court for eastern Michigan issued a

permanent injunction barring MVC Dis-

tributing and Sicom Electronics, as well

as the president of the companies,
Donald D. Merry, from the unauthorized

duplication of sound recordings pro-

duced by A&M Records and CBS, Inc.

The judge ordered the defendants to

destroy their existing inventory of un-

authorized record or tape duplications

and also to file a sworn statement with

the court verifying their compliance with

the order. In addition, the two companies
have been ordered to file verified ac-

countings identifying the recordings and
the numbers of each that had been
duplicated, prior to the court’s decision

on damages to be awarded. Pending
such adjudication the two companies
were enjoined from selling, transferring

or disposition of any of their machinery,

equipment or other capital assets.

In a separate development, FBI agents

seized more than 5800 allegedly pirated

versions of copyrighted tapes in a raid on
Glow Electronics Ltd. at 786 Sixth Ave.

in New York City. Arrested was Roger M.

Hoff, vice president of the firm, charged
with violation of the federal copyright

law. The tapes had an estimated retail

value of $28,500, and artists featured in

the recordings included Eric Clapton,

Neil Diamond, Herbie Mann and Olivia

Newton-John.
In Bakersfield more than 160 law en-

forcement officials conducted a raid on a

swap meet at an automobile racetrack,

seizing about 7500 pirated tapes. No ar-

rests have been made as yet. This is the

ninth such move in a series of raids being

conducted on swap meets by the
California Df pt. of Justice.

The Brunswick/Dakar defendants, as a

result of this scheme, obtained over
$334,000 in cash and $28,000 in mer-
chandise and used portions of this to

make illegal payments to radio station

personnel, alleged the indictment.

A federal grand jury sitting in

Philadelphia handed down an 86 count
indictment to the Gamble-Huff operation

in that city, naming seven men and six

companies and involving conspiracy,

mail fraud, wire fraud, interstate travel to

commit bribery and violations of the

payola statute.

Named in the indictment are Kenneth
Gamble, Leon Huff, Earl Shelton, Joe
Medlin, Edward Richardson, Harry
Coombs, and Benjamin Krass. Krass was
a former partner in Gamble Records and
now runs a men’s clothing store, Krass

Brothers Clothiers, which features in the

indictment.

Companies named in the Philadelphia

indictment are Assorted Music, Gamble
Huff Records, North Bay Records, Gam-
ble Records, Hugs Management and
Cheyenne Productions.

This indictment alleges that the defen-

dants went to New York, Baltimore,

Washington, Atlanta, Houston, St Louis,

Chicago, Detroit, Cleveland and other

cities and paid “in excess of $25,000
cash to radio station personnel. Further,

disc jockeys received over $6,000 worth

of clothing from the Krass store when
they visited Philadelphia. Via telegrams,

another $3,200 was sent to radio station

personnel, stated the Philadelphia grand

jury.

Airline tickets to the value of $2,300,

plus other goods and services were pro-

vided to radio station personnel.

The single radio person named, by the

Newark grand jury, was program director

for WAOK-AM, Atlanta, Paul Burke
Johnson who was charged with perjury,

alleging that while under oath, he denied
receiving money or clothing from record

companies or their representatives. The
indictment stated that Johnson received

money orders from Gamble, paid for by
Assorted Music, from Shelton paid for by

Neptune Records and that he also re-

ceived clothing from North Bay Records
and Assorted.

United States Attorney for Newark,
Jonathan L. Goldstein, stated that disc

jockeys and radio station personnel had
“been very cooperative” throughout the

investigation.

The federal grand jury sitting in Los
Angeles turned up record promoter Fred
Rector, charged him with failing to file

timely tax returns and receiving cash and
records from record companies employ-
ing him which he sold to record dis-

tributors throughout the nation.

The indictment alleges that Rector did

not report a 1973 gross income of over

$66,000, nor did he file a return in 1973
showing his income to be over $37,000.

Along with Davis, the New York grand
jury charged David Wynshaw, former
director of artist relations for CBS
Records, with income tax evasion cover-

ing the years 1969 through 1971. For
those years Wynshaw paid $30,731 tax

on a reported income of $115,689
whereas the jury claims his true income
was over $340,000 and tax due and ow-
ing was $145,000.
Wynshaw was also charged with Pas-

quale Falconio of conspiring with each
other and others not named in mail and
wire fraud and interstate transportation

of stolen property.

The jury charged that Falconio set up
five sham companies and arranged for

fake invoices to be submitted to CBS.
The sham companies were paid, through

arrangements made by Wynshaw, over

$75,000 by the label. Companies were
Del Tone Trucking, Sutton Travel, R.F.

Travel, D. Grosser and Falconio Limo-

sine Service.

Attorney Goldstein said that the in-

vestigations were "the first stage in a na-

tionwide ongoing investigation," adding

that the music industry in other cities

would also be investigated. He also stat-

ed that there was "nothing connecting"

Gamble and Huff with CBS Records with

regard to illegal activities.

Rare Earth: Black Like Them

“I don't think the sound's gotten blacker. If anything it's gotten whiter."

Gil Bridges’ defense of the reconstituted Rare Earth’s new musical direction seems

satisfactory until you listen to “Back To Earth.” No longer does the music of Motown’s

blue-eyed brothers bring to light hard as nails bump and grinders such as “Get Ready”

and “Hey Big Brother.” The Earth now conjures up polished visions of Philly and

Motown; sounds decidedly a darker shade of black. So where does Bridges get off

denying the obvious?

"It's not a matter of labeling the music as black or white. The new material is soulful

as opposed to being black. The band's roots have always been in that area and, in that

sense it hasn't changed. It’s just that the band is putting their roots to a different use.
’

The band, by Gil's own admittance, is a superior edition to the Rare Earth of years

gone by. What with the likes of Jerry La Croix, Reggie McBride and Gabriel Katona

merging with Earth veterans Ed Guzman and Ray Monette; the overall potential of the

band is much stronger.
,

Stronger yes; but the Earth’s new sound harkens to a different drummer; the sound

of subtlety and intricacy as opposed to the old kickout the jams approach.

"The music we did in the past was music we just played,” said Gil. "We really didn’t

work that hard on it. At a certain point we were more interested in kicking the songs

out as hard as possible. We were very much into a physical thing at that time, which is

pretty much how we came across on record.

"

“It's not that the band is getting completely away from that physical kind of thing.

The fact that the new album is more mellow and laidback was part of the feeling out

process within the group. In the beginning nobody wanted to musically step on

anybody’s toes. We were just respecting the way each member of the band played.

The band is maintaining the power of the old group but is channeling it into new

directions.” , „ _..... .

An overriding theme in the projected new direction for Rare Earth is the vast ma-

jority of original songs emanating from the group proper. It is even more surprising

when you stop to consider that the band's "top of the heap" status has come largely

on the strength of elaborate covers of other people's hits and that when the old band

finally got their own creative juices flowing (i.e. “Willie Remembers”) the results were

much less than hoped for.

Bridges stated the kicking around of ideas within the group has had top priority with

the new band's context.

"The fact that there was no preconceived idea of where the new album was going

directionwise made it easier for the band to get their own music together. We all had

common musical ground in that we all had our roots in black music. We searched for

material that all the members of the band got off on. It was the fact that, for the first

time, members of the band were getting behind their songwriting that made this

album come together.”

As has always been the case a percentage of songs came from outside sources but

original compositions such as Katona's “Walking Schtick” and La Croix s riveting

“Booqie With Me Children” point up the band's in-house writing maturity.

The latest Earth ensemble draws upon a multitude of backgrounds with the count-

less spheres of influence weaving a crazy quilt patchwork of sounds. Sounds that,

qiven half a chance, might engulf the Rare Earth identity. Gil disagreed with this

premise deferring to the enhancing of the original sound by these new influences.

“If there was any danger of the band losing its identity I think we probably would

have changed the name. I think the new material is staying pretty much in the context

of the Rare Earth identity. Sure, the material is different but there s that definite Rare

Earth sound and feel to it.”
, , . ..

As all conversations regarding a band's influences will, the topic returned to the

band's universal acceptance by non-white audiences. Let s face it, you re not thei first

white act signed to Motown for no good reason. Gil was at a loss to explain the band s

^reai Ivdo nJ knowwhy we've had the rapport with black audiences that we've had.

We never consciously went out to try and win over a black audience. The original

band qrew up around that type of influence. It was the type of music we liked so when

we started playing that’s the kind of music we played. Initially our music was a success

in the rhythm and blues field so consequently black people were the first to pick up

on us. White audiences picked up on it after that and so from the outset we were play-

ina pretty much to a mixed audience." _ ,

The band’s interpretation of material has always been direct. Take a song, measure

its strenqth and how the members of the band relate to it and go from there.

But with "Back To Earth” Rare Earth has ventured onto uncharted seas; a voyage

that’s liable to leave adherents to the old Rare Earth shipwrecked. Gil seemed fully

aware of the pitfalls that could await the band.

"I think our new sound will probably shock people familiar with the old Rare Earth

sound. I think we ll probably lose some people but we'll also gain people from an area

It was one of those

nights that left a good part of the au-

dience dourly gaping at the "World's

Greatest Rock And Roll Band” going

through the motions of a decidely un-

spectacular performance. Perhaps the

Stones were trying too hard to do
something special for their week at the

Garden. While promising a unique show
for their N.Y. and L A. performances, it

was only during their final twenty minute

rock and roll onslaught that the crowd

was on their feet. They weren't whipped
into a frenzy, but at least everyone finally

seemed to be on the same wavelength.

The show which began nearly an hour

and a half late finally got underway as the

lotus petal stage designed by Broadway
set designer Robin Wagner unfurled to

reveal Jagger precariously grasping on-

to one of the petal points. The group slid

into a version of “Honky Tonk Woman”
while roadies scurried behind them;

yanking out plugs, adjusting amplifiers,

and balancing microphone volumes. The
opening segment of the show, consisting

of some of the group's straightforward

rock and roll numbers such as “All Down
The Line,” “If You Don’t Love Me,” “Get

Off My Cloud,” “Gimme Shelter," and
“Ain't Too Proud To Beg” was strong

material-wise, but never approached the

onstage verve which usually transforms

a Stones show into a historical event.

me," Roby explained. "After that, I was a sailing instructor and worked on com-
mercials; last year I really bottomed out.

"WIOD is a nice place to be; I'm really enjoying cueing up records again. The
playlist here totals about 50 songs which allows us to expose a lot of new material.”

Yonge's future looks a little brighter than it has in the last couple of years; his re-

siliency lends credence to the faded and patched saying "you can't keep a good man
down.”

In its lawsuit, which was instituted

against both Grand Funk and MCA
Records on June 13, 1975, Capitol main-

tains that it has the right to suspend the

term of its contract with Grand Funk until

Grand Funk fulfills its obligation to de-

liver two LPs of new material: that is,

musical compositions not previously re-

corded for Capitol. Capitol contends that

Grand Funk is now hoarding its new
musical compositions in order to be

ready to record them for MCA when
Capitol's contract expires, a practice

which further demonstrates that the

group is not acting in good faith. Capitol

further alleges in its complaint that MCA
is conspiring with Grand Funk to cause

injury to Capitol by withholding new
material that is rightfully Capitol’s. By de-

livering old material instead of new, the

group would render relatively worthless

Capitol’s right to issue a “pick up" album

after the term ends. The value of such a

"pick up" was a significant financial in-

gredient in Capitol’s decision to enter in-

to the 1972 contract.

Commenting on the lawsuit, Bhaskar

Menon, Capitol’s president & chief ex-

ecutive officer, stated: “It is illogical to

think that Capitol would advance an

average of $500,000 per album for

anything less than brand-new material.

And, indeed, proof of the parties’ inten-

tions in this regard is demonstrated by

the fact that Grand Funk has, in the first

two years of our agreement, delivered

four albums, each consisting solely of

new material. Capitol would surely not

advance $1,000,000 a year for the

privilege of obtaining additional record-

ings of the same songs over and over

again. Such was never the intention of

the parties, and it is most distressing to

find that the group, aided and abetted by

MCA, is now attempting to satisfy its con-

tractual obligations in this shabby way.”

catalog for export to the U.S. will be

handled by Emison, the Broadcast Pro-

grammes Company of EMI. The first of

the recordings will be delivered to SRP
on July 15, and the 70 SRP clients will

begin broadcasting the initial tapes in

August.

Schulke noted that the BBC selections

will be integrated with the SRP "matched
flow” sound, and that over Vh of SRP pro-

gramming could be BBC material by the

time the 2-year pact is up for renewal.

Citing the decline in available “beautiful

music” material in recent years, he stat-

ed that the BBC contract will significant-

ly increase the quantity of product such

that SRP will have "about three times as

much product as is currently being made
available by all other sources com-
bined.” In Great Britain, 120 musicians

are employed full time recording music
especially for the BBC, providing 12

hours of music each week. Through the

new agreement, Schulke also reported

that covers of rock hits could be pro-

In a related development, radio station

WWSH-FM, an SRP subscriber, has
been reported by Arbitron Radio as the

highest-ranked station in Philadelphia

for the April/May survey. According to

WWSH general manager James E. Con-
ner, this is the first time an FM station

has ranked #1 in a top 5 market. In addi-

tion, Boston’s SRP-affiliated WJIB also

ranks in the top spot for persons 12+.
SRP’s Phil Stout commented that he felt

that "fragmentation of the rock au-

dience” among several stations was at

least a partial explanation for the success
of SRP’s outlets.

Stereo Radio Productions is a com-
pany specializing in what has been
termed "beautiful music” programming,

and it provides both taped music and

format consultation. All SRP clients are

stereo FM stations, 35% of which are

"live” on the air, and 65% of which are

automated.

Citing London as the "beautiful music

capital of the world," Stout noted that all

of the BBC material is recorded directly

onto tape for "pure” sound, and that

none of the product will be available on
record. In licensing the music from the

BBC, SRP has been accorded all rights

and protections from copyright infringe-

ment. In additon, SRP is in a position to

suggest special arrangements to be re-

corded by the BBC orchestras — ar-

rangements of contemporary hits as well

as standards and show and film music.

The mixture of soul, funk and pop is a

balanced one and provides for a lot of musical

mileage on the likes of single “Drag It Over

’Til The Sun Comes Up.” To say

that this album is an ode to physical movement is

a gross understatement. “Out In Front" is an
album that perspires.

THE TROGGS — The Troggs — Pye 12112 —
Producer: Larry Page — List: 6.98

The Troggs are most definitely back and on
this Pye disk the band goes a long way toward re-

capturing the success they enjoyed during the
English invasion. The album is punk in the finest

sense of the word as “I Got Lovin’ If You Want It”

proves a driving pub kicker. The rush continues
on "No Particular Place To Go" as Reg Presley’s

overt vocals play tag with the raucousinstrumen-
tal utterings. All the pent up emotion of rock and
roll youth lies between the grooves of this disk,

waiting for release at the touch of your
turntable's needle.

PAUL ANKA LIVE - Paul Anka - Barnaby BR
6013 — Producer: BobScerbo — List: 6.94

Paul Anka’s studio talents are matched only by
his performing stance. For this reason alone

“Live” will prove a valuable edition to the ever
growing output of Anka. This live set captures all

the electricity of an Anka performance while giv-

ing the listener an insight into Anka’s strong

musical forays. Top cuts include “Put Your Head
On My Shoulder,” “For Once In My Life” and
“You Are My Destiny." This album was recorded
live in Las Vegas. Vegas never had it so good.

Pick up on this.

HEART OF HEARTS - Bobby Vinton - ABC
ABCD-891 — Producer: Bob Morgan — List: 6.98

On “Heart Of Hearts” Bobby Vinton proves
himself a vocal technician when it comes to the

rendering of ballads. His voice aids and abets the

music as the two combine thier elements for an

easy listen. There’s nothing complicated about
the Vinton sound and the sincerity of the music is

best shown on the likes of “You’ve Got Your
Mama’s Eyes," “Why Can’t I Get Over You” and
an upbeat cover of “Beer Barrel Polka.” In these
hard as nails musical times it’s nice to know that

somebody can still do it soft.

SCHOENBERG PIERROT LUNAIRE - Cleo Laine
— RCA LRL-5058 — Producer: RAIph Mace —
List: 6.98

The multi octave range of Cleo Lane is given a

fine showcase on this album as her de-
monstrative, literate renditions of operatic

pieces are a springboard for her emotional out-

pourings. There is life in Ms. Laine’s interpreta-

tion of “Shoenberg’s Pierrot Lunaire," Op. 21 as

her expository outpourings reek of the en-

thusiasm so necessary for a successful in-

terpretation of the material. The real strength of

an operatic work lies in its interpretation and on
this recording Schoenberg is the perfect tool for

Ms. Laine's talents.
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TRAILWAYS EXPRESS - Philly Joe Jones -
AFE Black Lion 142 — Producer: Alan Bates —
List: 6.98

Recorded at Trident Studios, these sessions

document the drummer's 1968 London visit.

Each of the six tracks here contain a drum solo

which brings out another side of his consummate
skills. Listen for example to the way he changes
from brushes to sticks during the drum solo on
"Baubles, Bangles, and Beads.” Jones’ two
originals, the rhythmic “Mo Jo" and "Trailways

Express” perk as his talents as a composer are

brought to the fore. The excellent musicians on
these sessions including Kenny Wheeler, Les
Condon, Chris Pyne, Peter King, Harold McNair,

are all given the opportunity to solo, yet Jones
remains in the spotlight throughout.

RING — Gary Burton Quintet with Eberhard

Weber — ECM 1 051 — Producer: Manfred Eicher

- List: 6.98

Burton showed that he was finally back on
track with his "New Quartet” LP (ECM 1030), but

his latest even surpasses that exemplary 73 re-

cording. Only guitarist Mick Goodrick remains

from that group, but Burton is now reunited with

his former accompanists, Steve Swallow and

Bob Moses. Pat Metheny and noted bassist/

composer Eberhard Weber round out the 74
session. The LP shows tremendous depth with

the two guitarists demonstrating a sympathetic

relationship under and around Burton’s darting

vibes. Perhaps Carla Bley's "Silent Spring” best

shows off the textured workings of the group,

with the double guitars and basses forming a

network under Burton’s insistent strokes.

DRUM ODE - Dave Liebman - ECM 1046 -
Producer: Manfred Eicher — List: 6.98

Dave Liebman’s second album for the ECM
label further establishes him as one of this

generation’s brightest young saxophonists. Lieb-

man has played with such notables as Miles,

Elvin Jones, and John McLaughlin, but his style

owes more to Coltrane, especially on his soprano

work. No less than seven percussionists have
been added to his Lookout Farm quartet on this

"celebration" of the drum, making for a highly

rhythmic foundation under Liebman’s sonorous
flights. As on their debut, the group covers many
moods and styles. Listen to the Liebman-John
Abercrombie voicings on the electric "Iguana

Ritual" and for contrast, the dulcet acoustic tex-

tures of "Satya Dwani.” A very satisfying second
effort.

PHENIX - Cannonball Adderley — Fantasy F

79004 — Producer: Cannonball Adderley, Nat Ad-

derley & Orrin Keepnews
Adderley steps lightly this outing as this two

record package on Fantasy allows him room to

stretch out and flex his creative muscles a bit. On
"Phenix” the likes of "The Sidewalks Of New
York" and “Stars Fell On Alabama” get a sup-

perior workout from Adderley and company.
Other fop cuts include "Mercy, Mercy, Mercy,"
"74 Miles Away” and "High Fly.” The Adderley

touch continues to one of the velvet glove as his

handling of material makes him a prime can-

didate for Phenix of the jazz age.

MOVIES IN ME — John Dankworth and his

Orchestra — RCA LPL 15092 — Producer: John
Dankworth
The intelligent and darting use of horns over

an orchestrated setting highlights John Dank-
worth’s interpretation of movie themes on "Mov-
ies In Me.” His jazzical-pop approach to re-

creating movie magic makes for a sound at once
intimate and mellow. Top cuts on this album in-

clude "Return From The Ashes," "East St. Louis
Boogaloo" and "Herbie Walks Again." Produc-
tion values on this album run smooth as silk and
contribute to the overall listenability of all com-
positions.

HIRTH FROM EARTH - Hirth Martinez - WB BS
2867 — Producer: Robbie Robertson— List: 6.98

Hirth Martinez’s approach to music is laidback
without being comatose, aggressive without be-
ing blaring. On "Hirth From Earth" Hirth gets into

some lighthearted storytelling that fits in well
with the simplicity of his musical structuring. Top
excursions into the mind of Hirth include
“Cornin’ Round the Moon,” "That's The Way It’s

Gotta Go” and "I Don't Know Why The Hell.”

Good production abounds on this album and
goes a long way towards making "Hirth From
Earth" a collection of out of this world music.

John Abercrombie’s first LP as a leader is an

impressive one for the young musician who has

Abercrombie mades the transition from studio
musician to leader of this lifetime-ish trio with
relative ease. Along with Jan Hammer and Jack
DeJohnette, the trio work as a harmonious unit

capable of creating a melodic statement in a
variety of moods without sounding clinical.

Listen to the high energy of "Red and Orange”
which stands in contrast to the dulcet piano-
acoustic guitar duet, “Remembering” and the
drone-like quality of the titletrack.

Cedar Walton alternates between keyboards

By playing 360 degrees of music Rod McGrew, station manager at KJLH-FM Los
Angeles has come a long way from his early days back in 1968 as the midnight to six

jock on KCBA. “When I got back into radio in 1972 after manufacturing shirts, promot-
ing concerts and going into politics I wanted to approach the station management
with a whole new concept in programming. I came in and rapped about universal pro-

gramming, multi-sounds of music, ethnic sounds and different patterns and concepts
concerning jazz, pop, r&b, mor, and top 40. I knew it could be done if programmed
properly. At first it sounded foreign, but it sounded so good that they gave me a

show.”

In six months Rod was getting such favorable response from listeners that the sta-

tion made him program director. Rod’s programming techniques are based on the

fact that all people are universal beings. Rod said, “Just because we live in the United
States doesn't mean that we are right and unapproachable to new ideas. We can learn

something, anything from anybody, and we as people need to go beyond the boun-
daries that society puts on us.”

Rod related back to his own childhood in L.A. saying when he was growing up all he
listened to on the radio was jazz and r&b and that artists like The Beatles and other

contemporary groups of the time were foreign to him because they were not played

on black radio. So Rod decided when he went into radio that he wanted to expand the

base of people’s consciousness in music. “I didn’t want to have just an r&b or jazz sta-

tion, but I wanted to have a radio station that programmed music, because music is

the common denominator. I felt that all kinds of music could be incorporated into one
kind of show if there was a happy medium, and the happy medium turned out to be
mellow music.

After Rod started training other jocks with his programming concepts, he found that

he was moving even farther away from the mor program concept. He found even
more music that fit into his 360 degree concept. “There was a lot of music out there
that was harder but still maintained a melodic line without getting into avant garde. “I

found out that groups like Chicago, AWB, Weather Report, Steely Dan and others
could be programmed in if they were put in the proper context. So now I am finding

that my circle keeps getting larger but that it is still perfect, but it is getting more un-

iversal in scope.”

Rod sees the music of today stripping away all barriers and misconceptions regard-
ing people. “Forty percent of the playlists of pop stations are now occupied by black
artists. Black records are now selling better than ever. It doesn’t matter as much who
the artist is, but more importantly on his music and what he is saying with his music.”

When questioned about the resistance of black stations to play white artists. Rod
said, "Fair exchange is no robbery and that black stations shouldn't use reverse
racism as their criterion. The criterion is the concept of music, music educates peo-
ple.” For example Rod said that the J-5 can go over to Japan and tear everybody up
with their music even though the people there don’t understand the lyric content. The
most important thing is that the music is vibrant and alive and this is what people all

over the world understand. “Why should I limit myself to a corner. When you limit

yourself to a corner that is all you’ll ever know. One has to take it upon himself or

herself to be out there, aggressive and inquisitive and have the ability to be able to go
beyond and see what else is out there that you like. When I was younger I had no idea
that I would love Barbra Streisand, or a Helen Reddy, Dusty Springfield or a Jack
Jones. I didn’t understand the heaviness of the lyric content of somebody like John
Lennon and Paul McCartney. Those two guys were out there giving people messages
that were relevant to the sixties. The problem lies in that blacks have been isolated in

Los Angeles, they have for the most part been unexposed to other cultures.

Rod feels that radio is an essential tool in spreading communication and he feels it

is his obligation as a communicator to let blacks know not only what is happening in

their own community, but in the world. “There is a definite need for people to know of

the total ity of music. More people are buying black product such as Leroy Hutson and
Voices Of East Harlem because they are listening to more stations than KHJ. Rod
added, it’s a proven fact that when people hear things that they are the true judges as

to what they I ike, what they relate to, and what they buy.

To be a good programmer, Rod feels an individual has to have a good knowledge of

all kinds of music and the ability to be able to put it together in a format. Rod calls it

the ability to paint pictures with words and music. “You have to do more than play

records and tell people to have a good time. “The O’Jays ‘Love T rain’ is a good tune to

use as an example. What the O'Jays are talking about is love. They are talking about

life. Before the cut goes on, I feel a need to tell the people to listen to the message
whle they are dancin’ and doing the bump.”

What Rod looks for in a good jock is his ability to know music, to put together a pro-

gram and to be intelligent, articulate and sincere.

Rod doesn't see too much difference between FM & AM radio, only that the quality

of FM with stereo gives the listener a better sound. However regarding programming
he feels that for the most part AM radio lacks creativity, is irresponsible, only interest-

ed in the commercial dollar and unconcerned with the need to convey education to

the community. He also sees AM radio taking money out of the community and put-

ting very little back.

Rod would like to see more of a blend of education and entertainment. "Not to

make the education boring, but trying through music to learn and grow, somewhat
similar to the television show “Sesame Street.” “I think that through music and radio

one can get exposure to life problems which you don’t get sitting in school.”

Rod said he is very disgusted with tight playlists and feels that programmers are

basically lazy. “There is no reason why a record should be played more than once
every three hours. Our station moves a lot of product. A lot of artists are exposed,
everybody should get a break — the artist as well as the listener. People don’t know
that they can stop stations from broadcasting what they are broadcasting by writing

letters to station managers, programs directors and the government. I know many of

my peers may not be happy with some of my statements but I have to be honest and
truthful and more importantly live with myself. I have a conscience and it lets me
know they’re only concerned with money and not quality. Kids listen to the radio and
kids want to know. We have to prepare our children for today and tomorrow.

The series, “Call It Macaroni,” takes its

title from a line in “Yankee Doodle Dan-

dy,” one of the most revered songs in

American history.

Group W television (Westinghouse),

producers and syndicators of the pro-

gram, had a large film crew in Nashville

recently shooting footage at RCA’s re-

cording studios, Opryland, and at Bobby
Bare’s lakeside home in Hendersonville.

Shooting began Monday, June 16 and
continued through Friday, June 20. Film-

ing Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday

was at Opryland with Roy Acuff
participating.

The premise of the show follows two
comparative examinations of the world

of country music; one is that of 12-year-

old Matty Levine, visiting Bobby from

Middletown, New Jersey, The other

viewpoint is that of Bobby Bare’s family,

veterans of the industry and long-time

residents of the area.

The focus, of course, is on the music;

country music is Matty’s really strong

love. Says Bare’s wife Jeannie: "He real-

ly loves it! He isn’t interested in swim-
ming or anything else— he just wants to

pick!” And he’s getting his fill at an RCA
recording session with Bobby and the

family and at a concert at Opryland.

"Call It Macaroni” is, according to

broadcast industry spokesmen, a quality,

prestige series aimed at eleven- and
twelve-year-olds. It’s geared to family

viewing; therefore, on its 103 stations

the once-a-month show is aired either in

early evenings or late afternoons
(weekdays and weekends).
The Bare-Levine program is the thir-

teenth in the series, the first program of

the second year. Nashvillians will see the

program starting next fall.

There are two producers working full

time on the series. Gail Frank is directing

the Nashville team. She says other pro-

grams in the series have accompanied
youngsters climbing Mt. Hood in

Oregon, weathering an ocean storm in a

schooner off Nantucket, and sail-planing

and hang-gliding.

Other Nashville scenes filmed include

Matty’s arrival at Nashville’s airport and
his greeting by Bare and the family; Mat-

ty and Bobby picking on the boat dock
near the Bare home; a Bare Family re-

cording session at RCA (with Bobby,
Jeannie, Cari, Shannon, and Bobby
Junior), and an escorted tour by Shan-
non and Bobby Junior of selected
"caves” and other boy-type play spots.

.” by IRDA which

Under the terms of the merger with

Granada, Transatlantic and Heathside

control 25%, and Granada, who Transat-

lantic president Joseph describes as

"one of the ledger giants of Great Britain

and Europe" controls 75% interest.

I had no

idea the number of important, well-

known American writers who have no
British publishing deal. Especially in

California, where so many of these

writers live, I feel that more managers
and artists will go with a firm that is more
familiar with the British market. If that

writer can earn collection and publishing

royalties in England while sitting at home
in California, especially if his record is

being sold in Great Britain, it is a tremen-

dous advantage for him."

The last six months have been, with

few exceptions, predictable ones, with

major artists doing pretty much what was
expected of them in terms of superior

product. But lost in the rush to praise

music vets have been the lesser known
acts who have turned out music that, is

equal, if not superior to music being

done by superstar acts.

This last half year showed the long ex-

pected emergence of Linda Ronstadt as

one of the premiere singers as her single

"You're No Good” and album "Heart Like

A Wheel" combine as two of the best re-

corded listens in many a moon.

Those of us who like country redneck
rock and southern fried boogie owe a

great deal to artists like Waylon, Merle,

The Allman Bros, and record companies
like Capricorn, Melodyland, UA and 20th

(to name a few) for helping to knock
down the barriers that had previously

restricted such music to regional (as well

as chart) boundaries. This trailblazing

has been continued and amplified by the

Marshall Tucker Band with their "Where
We All Began” LP. From rock ’n’ roll to

bluegrass to blues and jazz and all else

betwixt and between, these guys do it all

blending precision with raw southern

energy.

The next couple of years we will see
many more of these antiquated concep-
tual barriers bite the dust. “Crossing

over” will hopefully come to be a forgot-

ten concept, because good music knows
no bounds except those that exist in our

minds.

The blossoming success of jazz tinged

rock acts and rock infected jazz groups

has been noted repeatedly on these

pages. What hasn't been emphasized

however, is the growing market for

young, true-jazz musicians and the pro-

liferation of jazz labels. Companies like

Arista, ECM, and the recently created

Horizon Records have found commercial

acceptance for artists like Dave Leibman,

Cecil Taylor, Gary Burton, and Randy
Weston. These talents serve as a bridge

connecting the young to the more tradi-

tional bop. swing and big band styles and

the free, abstract developments of the

60s' and 70s'.

As rock music continues to absorb
more sophisticated elements of other

styles, strict style categorization will con-

tinue to break down. Especially signifi-

cant will be those groups who have and
will adopt much from avant-garde and
electronic "serious" composition. While
the likes of Pink Floyd and King Crimson
have been using such elements for

years, the new wave of primarily Euro-

pean groups of this genre (i.e. Tangerine
Dream, Kraftwerk) have been gradually

garnering more acceptance for forms
which are much closer to true “serious”

music. Even the originals themselves, in

the works of such composers as Terry
Riley and John Cage, have been ex-

periencing a steady rise in mass
popularity. It is clear that in the very near

future both the artist adaptation of and
the audience acceptance of more ad-

vanced sounds will play a growing part in

the listening habits of a wider public.

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JAPAN: THE PAST SIX MONTHS
This is the general summary for

Japan's music industries for about six

months (from the end of last year to May
1975).

According to a survey by the Cash Box
Tokyo office, total sales of Japan's main

14 record and tape manufacturers which

are affiliated with the "Japan Phonogram
Record Association" (JPRA) have shown
only a small increase for this term (Oct.

1974 to Mar. 1975) in comparison with

the previous term and the same term of

the previous year. This rate of increase

was a remarkable decrease as compared
with the same term of the previous year.

The overall slump in Japan's general

economy seemed to bring with it un-

favourable results to the music in-

dustries in this country. Victor-Musical-

Industries Co.. Ltd.. Nippon Columbia,

Toshiba-EMI, King Records, Teichiku

Records, Polydor, Crown Records,
Tokuma-Ongakusangyo, K.K. CBS-
Sony, Nippon Phonogram, K.K. Canyon
Record, Toho Records, Warner-Pioneer,

the Record-Jigyo-Bu of Trio K.K. are in-

cluded among the main 14 record
manufacturers of Japan.

Gross sales of Japan's main 14 record

manufacturers this term were
76.446.240.000 yen ($254,820,000)
11% more than the previous term of

68.761.990.000 yen and 10% more than

the same term of the previous year

(69,455,940,000 yen). Such a small rate

of increase has never appeared in

Japan's music industries during the re-

cent past. For instance, the second half

term of 1 973 was 25% more than the pre-

vious term and 27% more than the same
term of its previous year. As we can see
from this, Japan's music industries have
enjoyed a considerable increase over

20% in last several terms. The music-

industries of this country have submitted

themselves tamely to the low rate of in-

crease which has not appeared for some
years. The reasons for such depression
were, we can say, 1) a tight-money policy

by the government, 2) the depression-

mood has penetrated into every section

of national-economy in this country, 3)

the decline of Japanese consumer buy-

ing power.

Among the gross sales of this term,

disk accounted for 62,846,630,000 yen,

12% more than the previous term and
11% more than the same term of the pre-

vious year. Music-tape sold
13.599.610.000 yen, 6% more than both

the previous term and the same term of

the previous year. Of these two
categories, the stagnant state of music-

tape is prominent. In terms of Japan’s

music vs. international-music, the former
was 47,476,080,000 yen, 10% more than

the previous period and 8% more than

the same term of the previous year. On
the other hand, international-music was
28.970.160.000 yen, 13% more than
both the previous term and the same
term of the previous year.

Among the main 14 manufacturers, 13
companies (except Warner-Pioneer)
have shown more sales than the pre-

vious term. This phenomena was due to

the fact that this term included special

sales seasons for the end and beginning
of the year. The high-growth in com-
parison with the previous term was
shown among four labels. Teichiku: 40%,
Polydor and Crown: 36% Tokuma: 26%.
These positive results by four com-
panies, generally speaking, were due
mainly to hits of "Enka" (Japan's tradi-

tional popular songs), folk songs and
"new music." However, no major hits of

either Japan's music or international-

music in this period (beside the general
economic depression) have given im-

petus to the increase in sales.

The main artists who have contributed

to increased sales were as follows. New
faces: Mineko Nishikawa (Victor), Midori
Nishikawa (Tokuma), Ichiro & Sakura
(Polydor) and Masatoshi Nakamura
(Columbia). Existing artists: Aki Yashiro
(Teichiku), Hiroshi Itsuki (Tokuma),
Shinyichi Mori (Victor). Folk: Yoosui
Inouye, Takuro Yoshida, Kaze. Young
artists: Hideki Saijo, Goro Noguchi,
Hiromi Goh, Momoe Yamaguchi. Junko
Sakurada, Masako Mori and Kaguya-
Hime.

At the same time, international music
has maintained a low sales profile as in

the past several terms. The Carpenters

were very prominent among high-selling

international artists in this period
followed by Stevie Wonder, The Three
Degrees, The Commodores and Carl

Douglas.

"New music" as a fresh genre in this

term was noticeable. “New music” re-

leases by Crown and Tokuma have con-

tributed to their sales pictures, and other

The withdrawal of CBS-Sony from
Japan Phonograph Record Association

(JPRA) cannot be disregarded as a big

news story of this term. This trouble has
not yet been settled as of the end of May.
The establishment of a new company by
singers Yoosuyi Inouye and Takuro
Yoshida to whom CBS-Sony had con-
tracted for a long time was a direct

reason for the withdrawal of CBS-Sony
from JPRA. By the way, these two folk

singers were very popular in Japan
thereby being a main contributor to the

company. CBS-Sony has asked JPRA to

Competition among dealers is growing
progressively more severe. The confron-

tation between large scale dealers and
small shops has been aggravated regard-

ing the question of discount sales.

Additionally, the prices of singles and
LP's in Japan have been left stable for a

long period and revisions of these prices

cannot be expected in the near future.

With these conditions and the inactivity

of the general economy, Japan’s
manufacturers and dealers look to the

future with increased concern and
seriousness, anxious for an end of the

uncertainty that now characzes the
world's second largest record market.

not prepared to use efficiently other pro-

mo channels — newspapers, magazines,

trade papers, mail promo — because
they had relied heavily on radio and TV.

The reaction to the 75% decree was the

opening of new TV music programs,

partially financed by the record com-
panies, but this may prove expensive or

not so effective as ratio.

For small companies and indie pro-

ducers, the question is even hader to

answer, since it is difficult for them to

battle against the giants for the
possession of airtime in the 25% remain-

ing for pop music. Tango and folk pro-

duct is easier to promote, but com-
mercial results are uncertain.

SALES:
As we commented before, sales

figures were limited by production more
than by demand. Thus, the level

established for the 1973/74 period

wasn't surpassed in the desired
measure, although the sales volume was
the biggest in the history of the industry:

about $60 million dollars, with a single

costing less than a dollar and an LP
priced around $4.

For the future, it is difficult to judge the

level of sales: to maintain it, it will be

necessary to solve production problems
and continue attracting buyers. If one of

these points fail, it may turn 1975/76 into

a hard year for the record trade.

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ARGENTINA:
THE PAST TWELVE MONTHS
One year ago we reported that an

acute shortage of vinyl — as it was hap-

pening or had happened in most other

markets of the world — appeared to be

the biggest problem of the local record

industry. We also pointed that an in-

crease of the buying power among
customers had depleted stocks at

diskeriesand retailers, while price-fixing

controls allured buyers to the stores but

prevented record companies from profit-

ing strongly from the bonanza.

As it happened, the record industry,

through its Chamber of Producers,

managed to get through a complicated

procedure and imported the quantities of

vinyl needed for pressing the requested

records. But then appeared the new
problem: simply, record plants were una-

ble to press the amounts required by

customers, and the shortage continued,

more or less at the same level. This has

been the mood during these past twelve

months; now the industry is facing a re-

duction in sales levels, due to inflation,

severe devaluation of the Argentine cur-

rency and economic uncertainty.

Of course, the record companies re-

acted to the pressing shortage through

the blueprinting of new factories and

enlargement of the existing facilities, but

it could happen that these projects will

arrive late for the bonanza and that the

trade will face overcapacity. The com-
panies most affected by the shortage

were those without plants and in the mid-

dle-size range: Microfon, Sicamericana
and Parnaso were unable to ship thou-

sands of singles and LP's a week. Small

companies were also affected, and some
of them limited the release of new pro-

duct to one or two albums a month, and
even less. Some new companies had to

postpone the date of their initial releases

due to the same reasons, while even
those with their own pressing plants —
EMI, RCA, CBS — had at certain times

between 30 and 40% of their catalog off-

stock.

According to the plans made available

to the press, Parnaso is building its own
plant, while Microfon has entered a

society with an existing independent fac-

tory, to increase its output, and EMI is

planning a 55% percent increase in pro-

duction between 1 975 and 1 977. At least

two other pressing plants are mentioned
to be in process of building, one of them
in the city of Cordoba, which would mean
the establishment of record companies
or record-producing centers there; at the

moment, all the major diskeries operate
from Buenos Aires.

Local artists, arrangers and indepen-

dent producers were also affected by the

situation, since the reduction in releases

implied also a cut in recording sessions;

at the same time, the companies pre-

ferred the outing of waxings that gave
them the maximum sales-earnings ratio.

This is easy to understand, considering

that their limited output has been fully

sold in a matter of hours, but they had no
chances to increase it.

RECORD COMPANIES:
The most interesting event of the year

is the announced opening of Discos TK,

a company formed by former executives

of CBS Hugo Piombi and Ricardo
Cabrera. Although the company is reles-

ing its product only in the second half of

1975, it appears as a strong bet for the

country music market, and is seeking

catalogs for representation. It has also

formed a publishing house, also to be
operated soon.

Fernando Falcon, after a year of dis-

tribution of his Disfal records by Parnaso,

established his own distribution facilities

and started a new label, Nivel, which will

be devoted to top level local production.

Falcon inked Marcelo Rey as sales and
promotion manager of the company.

It is also understood that record pro-

ducer Ricardo Kleinman and US record

man Jerry Masucci, head of Fania, will

open Fania Argentina later this year.

Kleinman has been associated as a pro-

ducer with several labels in the past, and
it seems that he will continue this rela-

tion in the future, in spite of the new
comoany.
PUBLISHERS:
This field has shown few changes dur-

ing the past months, and continues work-

ing at the shade of the major record com-
panies, meaning that the promotional

force they had ten years ago — being

capable of producing a hit by themselves
— has but disappeared. The fact that

many leading composers — Palito

Ortega, Sandro, Francis Smith and now
Juan Marcelo — have their own pub-

beries has led the big houses to devote
efforts to the representation of foreign

catalogs and to attract new authors, but

the promotional force is left to the record

companies.
During the past year, the pubbery

owned by Record Parnaso has made
strong progress, while the main or-

ganizations (Relay, owned by RCA;
Melograf, by CBS; MAI, by EMI and
Korn, by Intersong) have had a good
year, but nothing special. The ap-
pearance of the "cuartetos” music in the

province of Cordoba, with a strong

rhythmical structure and big dance party

attendance has given a special colour to

their work, resulting in less attention

paid to pop and beat local composers by
all the pubbery trade.

INDEPENDENT PRODUCERS:
Due to the reasons explained above, it

has been a bad year for anybody not

owning a pressing plant or being near
one. Indie producers have especially

sensed this, and had to delay the release

of their product, through record com-
panies, or try to seek another channel.

The most important organization in this

field is the one headed by Francis Smith,

with about a dozen artists recording
through different companies. Teen
chanter and composer Rabito has also

been busy producing records, but the
most successful one, in terms of sales,

has been Ricardo Kleinman, with Sabu.
Dany, Cacho Castana and several others.

Kleinman has been a force in this field

since about ten years ago, when he start-

ed a highly rated radio program, “Modart
en la Noche.”

Producers are also troubled by the lack

of radio time for the promotion of their

product, especially since the ruling of a

75% slice of air time that must be devot-

ed to tango, folk and Latin American
music. Under these circumstances, it is

very difficult to build a new artists, mainly
because all the trade is heavily radio-

oriented.

PROMOTION:
To the passing of a law turning to the

state several TV channels, a move that

we commented last year, the 75% of

tango, folk and Latin American music has
added more rigid control over the air

waves. Local pop composers are worried
because the decree does not protect
them; in fact, an Agentine pop song is

less protected than a Brazilian one. Disk
jockeys and radio programmers have
also disagreed with the measure, but it

has remained firm in spite of the com-
plaints.

Unluckily, the record companies are
