New York, New York — A Helluva Town
Clive Davis called it “the renewed vitality of the New York music scene” last

week. But Al Steckler, head of the New York chapter of NARAS a couple of

weeks ago thought the energy had always been there— “the work, the

excitement is here in New York but psychologically people don’t think it is,”

was his observation.

Both men, without trying to ignite a war between the coasts (or Nashville or

Memphis for that matter), do agree about the basics, the depth and creativity

of Manhattan’s music mavens.

The Arista president wants to point it up with a one day New York Festival of

Music in September (see news story). The NARAS chapter chief wants to get

some bigger and better headquarters to serve as a focus for the busy studio

world of Manhattan.

There is no doubt that the Big Apple is the core of the country’s concert and

club scene. No weekend goes by without the city supporting three or four

major concert events, rock, soul, classical, jazz, whatever. The pace gets

hotter in the fall and winter when they are back to back, side by side and a

strain on anybody’s pocket to keep up with it all.

But New York has seen labels and music businesses making an exodus

towards California over the past several years which gives the false impression

that there is an endless wagon train leaving Manhattan for the goldfields of the

west coast.

Not so.

Clive Davis terms it an “energy level” and thinks it has never been stronger

in New York than right now. And he’s right. There is also high energy, of

course, in Los Angeles, in Nashville, in Memphis, but because New York is so

diverse, from salsa to country-folk, it is not so easy to tag it, to do a public

relations job on it. The term the “Nashville Sound” not only helps the music

but helps the city. New York, to use the old but valid cliche, is the melting pot

and it’s hard to get a handle on it.

But people like Davis and Steckler and others, who, being unconcerned

about work and creativity (because it is there in the city) are now getting

concerned about image.

The image of New York as a music center.

There is much to be proud of in New York’s music— it could be said that

many of California’s current residents are east coasters originally. And the

black music scene, in terms of artists and in terms of audience, has to have its

center on the east coast, right down through Philadelphia to Atlanta.

Confessions Of Bootlegger:
‘Willing To Take My Chances’
HOLLYWOOD — “I shipped almost $4200
worth of bootleg albums in July and even
though business is down, I know I’ll do
close to that much volume this month.”

Anonymous bootlegger.

The above statement was made by
telephone to Cash Box four days after an
encounter in which a record store clerk

told us he knew a bootlegger who would
be willing to reveal details of his opera-

tion. When the alleged bootlegger
called, he was serious and proceeded to

answer questions put to him for the

following hour and a half. At no time did

he indicate his identity. We will, in this

context, call him Boots.

CB: How did you become a bootlegger?
Boots: I worked for a bootlegger myself

for two years as a salesman. I made 10%
commission and learned his operation

from watching him. One day he told me
he was quitting. I liked the'money and
didn't mind the hassles, so I took it over.

CB: You say you liked the money. Was
that your only motivation?

Boots: Yeah, I guess you could say the

money was the deciding factor, but I also

dig music. I put out product I know
people will like and that’s what record

companies refuse to do. My product isn’t

that polished or slick, but it does have
spontaneity and feeling.

CB: If you're into music as much as you

claim, why didn't you get into the record

business on a legitimate level, say as an
a&r man?
Boots: Record companies pretend to be
super hip, but they operate just like any
big business. They look at the bottom
line and don’t really care what happens
to the artist as long as they turn a profit.

My albums mean more to me than just

bread. It’s sort of a metaphysical thing

CB: How much c/o you make?
Boots: I shipped almost $4200 worth of

bootleg albums in July and even though
business is down, I know I'll do close to

that much volume this month. In 1974, I

made about $64,000. This year. I figure

to make close to $75,000. The average
bootlegger nets about $4-7,000 a month.
The big guys will double that easy. My
overhead is about 40%, but I know peo-
ple who have 50-60% overhead because
they’re sloppy. I'd have to say that I run

my business smartly. That’s why I make
money.
CB: Why did you want to talk to Cash Box
in the first place?

Boots: Every time I look at a trade

magazine I see stories about pirates be-

ing arrested or bootleggers getting fined

and losing their merchandise. It's too

one sided. Bootleg records shouldn't be
outlawed, just pirated recordings.

Daltrey describes the biographical film

of the Hungarian composer and stud as

being "very gaudy." "It’s very ex-
travagant and totally bizarre — true to

the Russell standards."

He also mentioned that his percentage
of the royalties from the “Tommy" film

would be put back into the British film in-

dustry which is currently “dying on its

feet."

"When we made Lisztomania' last

February, it was the only movie being
shot there, ” he said.

Unlike the numerous English musi-
cians who have come to America to

escape the U.K. tax structure which
swallows 83% of their income, Daltrey

said that he has no intentions of moving.
"If people are going to leave, who’s go-
ing to change it?" he asked. "I don't mind
the taxes as much as what its being

spent on. It’s bureaucracy gone mad.
”

Daltrey, who is visiting the U.S. to pro-

mote his second solo album, “Ride A
Rock Horse" (bulleted at #35 this week
on the Cash Box charts) also attended
the Rock Music Awards where he pre-

sented one award and picked up another
for the “Tommy" movie. When ques-
tioned about it. he commented, "There
should have been an award show for the

people who contributed the least to rock

and roll this year. The Rocky show would
have won it."

Daltrey mentioned that the next Who

album, "The Who By Numbers." should
be released during the first week of Oct.
A tour of Europe has been scheduled to

coincide with the LP before the group ar-

rives in the U.S. in Nov. The album has
been engineered by Glyn Johns, the pro-

ducer of “Who's Next." and will not in-

clude any synthesizers or gimmicks of

any kind which cannot be reproduced on
stage without the use of tapes.

When asked why the group has only
produced eight albums in eleven years,

Daltrey admitted that The Who could
have had more product out, but added.
“Every album we've put out has been
good — which is more than a group like

the Stones could say."

"When you hear the sound on the new
album, I think you’ll agree it was worth
waiting two years for.”

CB: Why do you make the distinction?

Boots: Pirates make exact duplications

of existing recordings while bootleggers

record and release material not available

anywhere else We re not ripping record

companies off like pirates, were just

competing with them. We should have
the right to do ourthing independently.

CB: Wouldn't it be easier and safer to

work within the established copyright

laws?

Boots: I feel that all those laws are de-

signed to protect the fat cats. They're

restrictive.

CB: Politics aside, how do you go about
putting a bootleg package together?

Boots: At one time it was no big deal to

walk into a concert with a tape recorder

and tape directly off of the PA. Now peo-
ple are searched for drugs, cameras and
booze when they enter a show and it's

become a hell of a lot harder to get new
material Most people who make the in-

itial recordings or who work with
soundmen and engineers contact me
through a retailer or distributor. I've

bought a lot of rough tapes cheaply and
some of them have been big sellers for

me I ve paid $50 00 for most of them.

They also include unreleased studio

tracks and European LPs not yet availa-

ble as imports here

CB: What do you do with a rough tape

once you get it?

Boots: We treat it just like a record label

treats basic tracks before they go
through a final mix to be mastered for an
album When I buy a tape. I book studio

time and hire an engineer to Dolby out

any distortion. I want to preserve the

original feel at all costs. It's basic spon-

taneity that's in demand in the first place.

The collector who buys from me is in-

terested in a unique live performance
and nothing more. Some bootlegs are

worth $100 because they capture rare

moments.
CB: How do you get your product
manufactured?
Boots: The plants that manufacture our

records don't care what we re selling —
they just want to get paid. The same is

true of our suppliers. When I have a tape

mastered and pressed into an album. I

don't go through a cloak and dagger
routine. It's all pretty straight. On an in-

itial order, we press 500 pieces. In 1972
it would have been ten times that.

Second pressing is usually 2.000 units. A
good bootleg will sell as many as 20.000
copies over a few years.

CB: How do you distribute your product?

Boots: Initially. I sold my catalog through
printed flyers, word of mouth from re-

tailer to distributor, and contacts of my
former boss. Now I'm distributed as far

east as St. Louis and as far north as

Fairbanks. Alaska.

CB: Where do you do the majority of your
business?
Boots: Mostly locally here in California

though I do a good deal of business in

Arizona. Colorado and Nevada The big-

gest markets in the U S. are here and in

N Y and college campuses everywhere
are good Some bootleggers I know do
most of their business in western Europe

CB: Which artists are your biggest sellers

this year?

Boots: Today the market consists of the
Who, Dylan, The Stones, and Elton.

Pre-1972 stuff is really hard to get and
most of it is Neil Young, early Dylan and
the Beatles.

and even the order of the tunes. Collec-

tors know that the Stones are going to

sound a lot different in L A. than in New
Orleans. It's the unpredictability that ex-

cites bootleg collectors.

CB: What kind of raw material do you use
to manufacture your records?
Boots: That depends on what's available

There are four kinds of vinyl that can be
used by the manufacturer: primo vinyl,

which I use whenever possible: re-

cycled vinyl: colored vinyl; and vinyl with

an extender which is a synthetic product
added to the vinyl base reducing re-

sonance, I don't ever use re-cycled vinyl

because it tends to crack and cause wear
and tear on the phonograph needle.

CB: How much stock do you keep on
hand?
Boots: I keep an inventory of 100-300
pieces per title That's 1 5-25.000 albums
in my warehouse depending on the time
of year. I pre-press my Christmas albums
to avoid getting bumped by major labels

who use the same pressing plants. It's

definitely a seasonal business. I m affect-

ed by the highs and lows in the market
just like everyone else Since the cost

factors have increased even in this end
of record manufacturing, shipping is

done as cheaply as possible with min-
imum orders and allowance for price

breakdowns.

CB: Do you sell bootlegs cheaper than

record companies sell legal product?

Boots: Exactly. Most stores work on a

20-30% profit basis, figuring commercial
albums cost them anywhere from
$3-3.60 The LP is then sold to the public

for $4,00 which doesn't leave much
profit. One of my bootlegs goes to the

distributor for $ 1 ,00-$2.00 for a single LP
and $2.00-$4.00 for a two record set.

They're then marked up to $4 00 and
$8.00 respectively, thus doubling the

profit It's hard for stores to ignore that.

Lately, major labels have threatened to

stop supplying outlets who carry boot-

legs This policy is a deterrent to the

store not its customer, since the latter

usually goes elsewhere to buy bootlegs

once a source dries up.

CB: What future do you have as a

bootlegger?

Boots: Eventually. I want to put out

legitimate product so I won't have to

worry about the bootleg laws. I know that

the risk now is minimal If I got caught. I d

probably get off with a fine, or at worst, a

short jail term. I've heard that the laws

are going to get stricter and when they

do. I guess I II drop out. But for the

amount of money I'm making right now.

HILTON HOTEL, LAS VEGAS — When
the blistering Vegas sun dips below the

horizon, bringing relief from incredibly

hot 1 05° days, the throngs of tourists that

inhabit “sin city” during the summer
months shed their swim apparel and get

into leisure suits and evening gowns.
White shoes and plaid jackets contrast

sharply with felt green of crap tables and
casino red decor, but once seated at a

dinner show in one of Vegas' new hotels,

filet mignon and cabaret gives way to

dimmed houselights, drum rolls and
spotlights — and then something ex-

traordinary happens. Orchestra leader-

manager Tommy Amato raises the baton,

a fine band swings into gear, and 26-

year-old Playboy Records artist Barbi

Benton opens up her vocal chords for

“Never Can Say Goodbye." The tem-
perature soars back up to 105!

Barbi Benton's most commendable
talents are her simple grace and
elegance in dealing with her audience.
Costs of Vegas shows are perhaps the
highest of any concert venue imagin-

able. and when people book a reserva-
tion for a show they expect to get their

money's worth. A performance by Miss
Benton is probably one of the more
sensible investments one can make in

this city where the dollar has taken on a
strange, almost twilight-zone value.

Dressed in a flowing white satin gown
trimmed tastefully in white fringe that

suggests the country flavor that
pervades much of her hit music, Barbi
flowed effortlessly through a set that in-

cluded material from her most recent
Playboy LP, “Barbi Doll

“
“Brass

"Buckles," “I've Got The Music In Me"
and "When Will I Be Loved" (the old

Everly Brothers tune recently revived by
Linda Ronstadt) all contained an essen-
tial vitality, due in large part to the clear,

vibrant tone that Barbi s voice has de-
veloped in recent months, and due also

to a personal vivacity that embellishes
every movement she makes on stage
Furthermore, Barbi has also de-

veloped an uncanny ability for in-

terweaving a tasteful measure of punch-
line comedy into her act. Particularly

humorous was her comment that
although she would like to get to know
everyone in the audience a little better

during the course of her set, that "the

Playboy magazine readers in the au-

dience know me much more intimately

than I could ever know you!" For the

classic “Help Me Make It Through The
Night," Barbi moved into the audience,
visiting with some rather fortunate young
(and not so young) men — bringing an
envious green to the faces of every virile

male in the house! Mention must be
made, however, that the sex-symbol
aspect of Barbi is almost forgotten when
she steps on stage to sing — she has at-

tained a level of gracefulness and beauty
that transcend the centerfold image that

accompanied her entrance into the
music business several years ago. When
Barbi sings, what one hears more than
anything else, is a definitive, delicate

blend of city sophistication and country
simplicity.

UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, L A. —
Opening night for their week-long
engagement at the Amphitheatre proved
to be an ideal occasion for the "C&N" of

Crosby. Stills and Nash to try out
material which the duo are currently re-

cording for an upcoming Atlantic LP, and
to revisit some of their already accepted
work. The sold-out engagement indicat-

ed that there is still a fanatic L A. Crosby-
Nash audience, some left over from the
early days of Woodstock nation, and

Although the accepted critical opinion
has been that Crosby and Nash were the

Station WQIV-FM played a
lunchtime hour of selections from Bruce Springsteen’s two albums and threw in a
tape of the title track from his forthcoming album, “Born To Run.”
The Village Voice and Rolling Stone covered the event while the New York Times

afforded the phenomenon feature placement. It was a week when it was chic to be
from New Jersey and a week when Columbia Record plants worked around the clock
after some last minute revisions to have that "Born To Run" album ready for the Aug.
25 deadline.

As he proved for ten shows on those five consecutive nights, Bruce Springsteen is

a one man powerhouse of muscle, talent, and tact. Like Eddie Cochran in the 50 s and
Peter Townshend in the 60s Springsteen shows all the savvy and street sense
wrapped up in an offhanded confidence that can only come from pure instinct

Springsteen stalks the stage like a young hood out of “West Side Story," bran-
dishing a weathered telecaster and a coy expression of "Who me?" innocence. He'll

tug his cap down over his eyes and twist and maneuver his slight but agile frame
around the lyrics to create a consistent forcefulness and intensity that can only be
compared to the so-called superstars of rock — and then only when they are enjoying
a good night.

Lest one thinks Springsteen's vitality rests squarely on his extroverted stage man-
ner. it should be pointed out that his showmanship is only exceeded by his material
and most notably his lyrics; a rare composite of insight and jive that singles him out as
one of the most intimate and direct storytellers working in a rock context.

Radio is communication, and that's what most radio people did when they headed
both east and west for two separate radio conventions — the NATRA get-together
held in Baltimore, and the Billboard convention in San Francisco.

Jerry Boulding, program director at WCHB, was very pleased by the black turnout at

the convention. Jerry said "the popularity of black music is at an all-time high.

However, I feel that many pop stations are refraining from playing black music.
Unknown black artists find it almost impossible to surface on the pop charts, even
though the black sound is in." Another area Jerry thought invigorating, centered on
new FCCIaws regarding license renewals.

Mother Francis, religious director at WRBD, was elected vice president of NATRA.
Mother Francis reported that, for the first time, a woman, Kitty Broad ie, was elected
president of the organization. Kitty has her own show on WCBN in Baltimore called
"One Woman's Opinion." Even though NATRA has some financial difficulties, Mother
Francis is going to roll up her sleeves and really unite the southern section of
NATRA. Some of the highlights of NATRA included featured speaker Rep Julian
Bond (D.-Ga.) and the awarding of the NATRA scholarship. Jim Maddox, program
director at KDAY, in addition to picking up a couple of awards for himself and the sta-
tion, really got into the many conversations he had with the PD's. "We rapped about
innovative and creative formats," Jim said, "I don't really agree with much of the talk

about heavy research; research is fine, but you have to gear your, research to your
market, your station and your audience. Many times you have to approach a record by
the feeling you get from it and by trusting your ears." Jim also felt that stations are go-
ing to have to become more creative, not merely content to follow the leaders. "The
only way black radio is going to continue to improve is if the stations involved be pro-
gressive in their thinking,

”

Cortez Tompson of WOL enjoyed his stay at the convention. He felt he was exposed
to much valuable information to help WOL. The highlight for Cortez was the dis-

cussions he had with other jocks regarding some of the psychological ways to deal
with DJ’s. Some of the techniques discussed were to help them do their jobs, to learn
new procedures, and to help them better understand programming techniques.

Ernest James of WBMX in Chicago said he was proud of the black participation at

the convention, and how wonderful it was to meet some of the guys he has heard
about in the business. He went primarily to learn from his colleagues, and was most
interested in discussions and raps he had about length of playlists. “What I found most
informative was determining the amount of records I play for the needs of my station.

It is really not that important that I am playing ‘x’ amount of records, or even whether
they are only chart records. What is more important to me is that fit into our sound,
and are good for our market.”

Rod McGrew is well known in the radio industry for his 360-degree musical format.
Rod said that what he and the other radio guys rapped about concerned stripping

away the racial barriers. Rod said, "When we got into it, we all copped to the fact that

the common denominator is music.” Rod was also interested in meetings that dis-

cussed ways of developing jocks into personalities instead of merely record spinners.

Bernie McCain of WHAT said that people are really into the r&b groove. He said the

convention topic that most interested him concerned the problems albums and
singles are causing in the radio industry. "Young kids are still buying singles, but the

older people are buying albums. Albums are pushing out singles because they let the

radio listener decide from three or four cuts instead of one. FM has the psychological

edge over AM in the area of playing albums over singles. FM lets the listeners de-

termine what they like, and leaves the marketplace wide open."

Richard Steele of WJPC liked the exchange of ideas he received at the convention,

and found them very helpful. Of special interest to Richard were the various ways of

presenting news. The one idea Richard particularly liked was the use of music in

some of the news stories. Another news idea Richard felt important was for commen-
tators to relate to the audience, just as jocks try to do. “I think newspersons will even-
tually get more into the events to help the audience understand and relate to what's

happening, rather than to only read words from a prepared paper."

Kitty Broad ie of WCBN has been actively involved in NATRA for ten years, and was
serving as general secretary when she decided to run for president, seeing that

NATRA was "in need of change." Her platform called for diversification in the "at-

titude. direction, and course of action of leadership," as well as improving lines of

communication among members and leadership. Kitty saw a need for re-evaluation of

the organization's membership policy, to include actors and actresses in all phases of

broadcasting, recording and performing artists, newspaper and magazine reporters,

and members of the promotion field. She chose for her slate people with the personal

strengths, willingness to work together, and creativity and receptivity to new ideas

necessary for the task ahead. The present roster, subject to ratification, is: executive
director: Al Gee, WUB: general secretary: Boy Brown; treasurer: Spider Harrison,

WLAC; vp, western district: George Nelson, KWOK; vp, northern district: Mary
Clayburn, WWIN; vp, eastern district: Sonny Joe White, WILD; vp, central district: O.C.

White, WAWA; vp, midwestern district: Robert Thomas, WDIA; vp, southern district:

Mother Francis, WRBD; parliamentarian: Eloise M. Purdie, WWIN; chaplain: Rev.

Johnny Jackson, WAWA; and sergeant at arms: Ben Miles, WANT.

Kitty further commented by saying, "Of primary importance in the future is recruit-

ing membership among those who have been disillusioned by NATRA in the past, of

building viable and working chapters in the various districts. All the officers will be in-

volved in a broadened scope of fund-raising activities, with the intention of

establishing services vital to members. These would include an insurance plan, dis-

counts on goods and services, and possibly a credit union.” Kitty is dedicated to “im-

proving the image of NATRA" and to providing the membership with the means oF
finding strength as a group.

Al Jefferson, WWIN’s PD, had optimistic feelings about the new slate of officers,

sensing “a lot of new life breathed into NATRA." He also expressed appreciation for

Maurice Hulbert s "Herculean task” in managing the details of the convention .

RCA s Chip Donelson said that although attendance fell below what it should have
been, the group there was seriously dedicated to solving the many problems facing

the organization . .

David C. Rockola:
He Started It All

In 1934. when America was in the throes

of a serious depression. David C.

Rockola decided to expand the firm he
was operating at that time and com-
mence preparations for the production

of coin-operated phonographs. His ven-

ture. a very risky gamble at the time,

proved to be a move based on facts and
foresight; for with the repeal of prohibi-

tion in 1933 and the subsequent
emergence of countless bars, taverns

and lounges, there developed a demand
for inexpensive, versatile entertainment.

Foreseeing this demand. David Rockola
commenced laying the groundwork for

the introduction one year later, in Jan.

1935. of Multi-Selector" the first Rock-
Ola coin-operated phonograph. It was
the end product of many hours of work
and research on the part of Rockola and
his engineers; but there was gratification

in the fact that the unit was widely ac-

cepted by operators. "Multi-Selector"

was a success, and the first of a suc-

cession of more than 200 models the fac-

tory would ultimately produce during the
next four decades.
David Rockola was born in Canada. His

fascination for mechanical things, and
what made them tick, began at an early

age during which time he discovered
that improvement could be synonymous
with simplification. Many mechanical de-
vices were unnecessarily complicated,
he felt, so the theory "keep it simple"
became the by-word which guided him
throughout his manufacturing career.

His initial exposure to coin machine
equipment came while he was a cigar

store manager in Calgary and was in-

duced by a Mills Novelty representative
to install a bell-slot gum vending
machine This proved to be a profitable

endeavor, convincing him to delve
further into the coin machine business.
As a serviceman for Northwestern Nov-
elty Co in Winnepeg he learned more
about the business, ultimately moving in-

to sales and traveling to the United
States. Mexico. Brazil. Argentina and the
Caribbean Islands.

In 1923. Rockola and two partners

started their own route, operating 5.000

coin-operated weighing scales. They
were successful, only because they

worked constantly to keep the scales ad-

justed and repaired. Rockola felt that a

more simplified model could eliminate

much of the trouble and save many pre-

cious man hours so, in 1926, he leased a

small storefront on Chicago's southside

and the Rock-Ola Scale Company was
born. The first two models produced
were "Lo-Boy" and "Featuristic" and

they reflected the "keep it simple"

theory. Rockola's initial expansion re-

sulted from the success of these units

(and we understand thousands of the

scales are still in operation today).

In the early 1930s David Rockola was
swept into the counter amusement
games craze. He produced a unit called

"Juggle Ball" which was a flop, un-

fortunately. and a financial disaster; but

subsequent models “Lucky Strike” and
"Sweepstakes" became legendary!
Rockola was now channeling his efforts

full-scale into the amusement games
field. "Jigsaw." "World Series" and near-

ly sixty other highly successful amuse-
ment games were produced. Expansion
was once again in order so about a year

later Rockola purchased a giant manu-
facturing complex at 800 N. Kedzie,

where the firm is currently housed.

The complex covers three and one
half city blocks, includes twenty-five

buildings and occupies more than

750.000 square feet of space. The first

Rock-Ola coin-operated phonograph
was conceived and produced at this site.

Subsequent products included radio

cabinets, voice recorders, motor scoot-

ers. bowling games and parking meters.

During World War II. Rock-Ola converted

to the production of carbines, aircraft

engine parts and ammunition containers.

Following the war. Rock-Ola resumed
its program of product expansion and en-

tered the coin-vended merchandise
field, introducing over the years a lineup

of coffee, cigarette, milk and ice cream
machines. The firm is currently a major

supplier of venders for cold beverages in

cans and bottles.

It is now 1 975, forty years after the first

Rock-Ola coin-operated phonograph
rolled off the production line, and Mr.

David C. Rockola still oversees cor-

porate activities. For the past seventeen
years executive vice president Edward
G. Doris has been responsible for over-

all administration of the corporation; and
Rockola's two sons, who literally grew up
in the business, are both very actively in-

volved in the operation of Rock-Ola
Manufacturing Corporation. Donald C.

Rockola is vice president in charge of

engineering. He holds numerous patents

and is personally responsible for many of

the recent product innovations in-

troduced by the firm. Vice president. Dr.

David R. Rockola, is responsible for all

merchandise vender sales. A fluent

speaker of German and French, Dr.

Rockola is also involved in export sales

of all Rock-Oia products.

Present and future plans will continue

to focus on growth and expansion for the

firm, according to Rockola. "In the past

year we saw what could be the opening

of a tremendous market for the industry.

Russia opened its first bowling center,

which houses a Rock-Ola jukebox, and

permission has been granted for an

American soft drink company to produce

and distribute its product in Russia,

Rockola said. "Simultaneously, our

diplomatic and trade relations with China

continue to improve. The use of coin-

operated vending machines to offset ris-

ing costs of getting products to con-

sumers is becoming increasingly pre-

valent both at home and abroad.

"In recent years Rock-Ola has
introduced products which have opened
up entirely new markets for the coin-

operated phonograph industry. We have

the overall expertise, the financial

stability and the corporate freedom to

develop products that create new
markets. We have every reason to be op-
timistic and enthusiastic about the
future, and we plan to expand our posi-

tion of leadership in the coin-operated
machine industry," Rockola concluded.

The Jukebox — Fairy Tale To Reality
Thomas A. Edison is credited with in-

venting the original coin-operated "juke-

box" back in 1895, by installing a coin

mechanism on his phonograph. He used

a cylindrical wax and tinfoil record, a

steel needle and a horn type speaker.

The unit’s programming was rather limit-

ed, however, to the reproduction of

Edison's own voice repeating the poem
“Mary Had A Little Lamb” — but it was a

start!

Although there was mention of coin-

operated music machines during this

period in history, and some interest, of

course, it wasn't until after World War I

that any significant public acceptance
developed. At that time, 78 rpm records

and electronic sound amplification were
introduced; but the coin-operated ma-

chines of the era offered the customer
no choice of selection since the ten dif-

ferent records offered were pro-
grammed in sequence.

The nucleus of what was to ultimately

emerge as a very popular form of enter-

tainment began to take shape in the

1930s when selective coin-operated

phonographs were introduced. Rock-Ola
Manufacturing Corporation was among
the four companies producing such a un-
it and theirs was called the "Multi-

THE FOLLOWING IS INSERTED here for its poignancy, if not so much for its im-
mediate pertinency to the industry's specific copyright situation: The July 7 issue of
the NRA (National Restaurant Assn.) Washington Report focused attention on a re-
cent supreme court decision permitting restaurateurs to play radio broadcasts
without fear of copyright violation. The specific case which prompted the decision
was that of a Pennsylvania proprietor who operated a fast food service establishment
for both on premises and take-out consumption. During business hours it was a
normal practice to turn on the radio and provide regular on-air broadcasts for patrons
and employees each day. On one particular occasion, two musical compositions were
played over the radio and heard by at least six patrons in the restaurant which al-
legedly constituted an enfringement of the Federal Copyright Act. The restaurateur's
tuning in and amplification of a radio broadcast was considered tantamount to the
public performance of the compositions involved and resulted in a fine and penalty
for the proprietor by the U S. district court. The decision was appealed over a three
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d and u,timately reversed by the supreme court in favor of the restaurateur
The NRA report states that the court held that “one who manually or by a human
agency (radio or loudspeakers) merely actuates electrical instrumentalities whereby
elements that are already present in the air are made audible to persons who are
within hearing does not perform' within the meaning of the Copyright Law." The re-
port further states that "to rule to the contrary would result in a regime of copyright
law that would be both wholly unenforceable and highly inequitable

”

Shotgun Willie — The prolific composer
from Abbott, Texas, has often been
called the Cole Porter of country music.

He began writing songs at the age of six

and since has turned out to what
averages to a song a month for all of his

40-odd years. He talks, speaks, sings and
recites his songs, many of which have
been recorded by artists ranging from

Perry Como to Little Anthony and the Im-

perials. from Lawrence Welk to Aretha

Franklin, from Stevie Wonder to Harry

James, from Ray Price to Eydie Gorme,
from Frank Sinatra to the late Patsy Cline
—

• with an electrifying effect on his au-

diences which jam every auditorium and
dub where the traveling Willie Nelson
Show stops.

Willie Nelson began his career as a

guitar player, then became a disk jockey,

vacuum cleaner salesman, book
salesman, and as the term says, "a

songwriter’s songwriter.” His songs deal

with the same themes most country
artists sing about — love, heartbreak,

hard times, broken homes, despair, hap-

piness. However, the lyrics are more
subtle than most and are carefully craft-

ed like well-worked short stories.

Among the Nelson originals which
have become contemporary country
standards are "Crazy." "My Own Peculiar

Way," "Hello Walls," "Night Life" and
"Funny How Time Slips Away." His

Willie Nelson Show remains one of the

top attractions on the country club

circuit, and his appearances on Hee-
Haw, the Glen Campbell Goodtime
Hour, the Porter Wagoner Show and with

Bill Anderson, among others, serve well

to spread the talents around before na-

tional audiences, and his bandwagon
keeps picking up steam as he packs off-

the-beaten-country-music-track places

such as the rock-oriented Troubadour
Club in Los Angeles, Las Vegas' Golden

Nugget, and Max's Kansas City in New
York.

Willie's quiet determination to make
music his own way caused him to be
seen as something of a renegade, even
in the early years. He wasn't an angry

rebel. Far from it. But he's always insist-

ed on going his own way. Willie eventual-

ly became known as a leader of a loose-

knit group often referred to as "Nashville

Outlaws." Most of the Outlaws were Tex-

ans, although not all, and most were
songwriters as well as performers. Their

unofficial membership changes, accord-

ing to who's talking, but always seems to

include Waylon Jennings, Tompall
Glaser, Billy Joe Shaver, Kris Kristof-

ferson, Willie Nelson and a few others

whose influence on both country and

pop music is undeniable.

Always his own man, Willie's ap-

pearance has changed somewhat in re-

cent years. He sometimes wears a beard,

and his hair is usually almost shoulder-

length. When somebody asked him
about this not long ago, Willie said, "I

haven't changed my thinkin' about
things, though; probably not as much as

a lot of people who listen to me have."

More and more people are becoming
convinced that the music played now by
Willie and his friends who are called the

"Outlaws" is the natural progression of

country music. They say Hank Williams,

if he still lived, would be right there with

Willie and the others — creating a brand

new American music genre, using the

best from many kinds of American music

of the past and present,

Willie's current Columbia Records'

single (Cash Box country chart #18 with

a bullet) is titled "Blue Eyes Crying In

The Rain" and was taken from the LP
"Redheaded Stranger" (Cash Box LP
country chart #4 with a bullet).

Representation is by Neil C. Reshen.
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Roy Head says “He!p Yourself To Me” . Vernon Oxford’s just-released RCA single

looks like a wait-and-see production. So far it's flipping and spinning from “The Pill” to

The Country Singer” and now it’s back to “The Pill.” Vernon says “either one will do.”

Elektra/Asylum's Even Stevens made his first appearance at the Opry recently

where he sang his current release Let The Little Boy Dream.” . . . Australian singer

Andy King, at present in Nashville, has been signed up to write for David Allan Coe,

the mysterious rhinestone cowboy. Coe has written many big songs, but his best

known is “Would You Lay With Me In A Field Of Stone," which was a chart topper in

Australia for Judy Stone. Coe says he thinks Andy has great potential as a writer. In

Australia Andy wrote more or less on his own and co-wrote a song called "Gentle To
Your Memory. "

. . The Statler Brothers were recently notified of their inclusion in the

1975 Who’s Who In America. The Statlers (Harold Reid, Don Reid, Phil Balsley and

Lew DeWitt) will appear individually in the 39th edition now in compilation. The
brothers have received many awards and honors throughout their collective career,

as the Who's Who In America, a biographical reference book of accomplishments, will

record Jerry Wallace, Ralph Sloane & The Tennessee Travellers, Narvel Felts and

Doug Kershaw are set to tape the Ronnie Prophet "Grand Old Country" Canadian TV
show. . . . Gene Watson, currently sporting a number one hit for Capitol Records,

“Love In The Hot Afternoon," has signed exclusive booking arrangements with the

Nashville office of William Morris Agency, Inc. according to announcement from Bob
Neal, director of the Nashville office. Watson, a native Texan, makes his home in

Houston. He has been entertaining in the southwest area for several years, but has

also made guest appearances on the Grand Ole Opry and appeared in Las Vegas at

the Golden Nugget. . . . If ASCAP’s Nashville executives — Ed Shea, Gerry Wood and

Charlie Monk — appeared to be watching the success of Robert Altman’s motion pic-

ture “Nashville” with greater than normal interest, there’s good reason.

MCA artist Jerry Glower, a

Grand Ole Opry member, has a new grandchild named Jayree Dudley Elmore, the first

grandchild in the Glower household. . . . Jethro has a new partner, and our favorite

musical/comedy self-contained act is back ih business. The new Homer & Jethro will

do favorite parodies plus some newer ones and the same great music and comedy.
. . . Thurston Moore, veteran promoter and specialist in country music, recently

opened his new country music office and mail order operation in Montrose, Colo.

Operating as Thurston Moore Country, the company specializes in the mail order of

country music products and publications. Moore’s eldest daughter, Tracy, manages
the new operation and keeps alive the well-known mail order tradition (established

many years ago by her father) of shuttling country music specialities around the
world. . . . Roy Clark is now doing radio voice-overs for Ford trucks. A rotating series

of 60-second spots are heard nationwide during his 13-week contract with Ford. . . .

There’s a lot of truth to Mel Tillis’ new MGM album release. Titled “M-M-Mel," it’s a
takeoff on his well-known stutter, but it's all s-smooth sailing inside — no stammering
when Mel sings a number. The LP is a selection of all-new songs, and a single will be
picked from it within the next few weeks. . . . Dave Peel’s appearance in the Para-
mount picture “Nashville" has rekindled interest in his recording career. He is in

Nashville to look over new songs with producer Gary Paxton. . . . Playboy’s Mickey
Gilley’s continual chart action has made him a welcome addition to network television

shows. He just recently completed a successful appearance on Ronnie Prophet’s
show on CFTO in Toronto. Mickey is set to tape the Midnight Special in Burbank on
Sept. 12. . . . Lou Lofreda, managing director of Odyssey Productions, Inc., has just

concluded negotiations with Wes Farrell of Chelsea Records to release worldwide a
single titled “Good Time Music" by “Jack Stack-A-Track. ” The master was produced
in Nashville at Audio Media Recorders, with Mike Stone and Paul Whitehead as
engineers. . . .

DeMontreaux of WHN. The music
ranged from western swing and country-

rock to the Nashville sound. Gibson did

many of his original standards including

"Sea Of Heartbreak” and “I Can’t Stop
Loving You." He dosed with “Oh Lone-

some Me." The audience sang along and
gave a standing ovation.

"Lincoln Center Out of Doors” is a

festival of free cultural activities includ-

ing theater, dance and music. This is the

first time country music has been in-

cluded in the festival and marks the first

time that a New York City cultural institu-

tion of this stature (Lincoln Center also

houses the New York Philharmonic and
the Metropolitan Opera) has recognized

country music as a cultural entity. This

series is sponsored by Exon with public

funds provided by the New York State

Council on the Arts and the National En-

dowment for the Arts.

Friends of Country is the only New
York City based non-profit arts organiza-

tion dedicated to cultivating a greater in-

terest in country music here.

message carried on the special record jacket: “Before Atlanta was burned, during the

closing months of the Civil War, string music floated from open windows of a music
conservatory in the city. John D. Loudermilk heard some of the music played by an
itinerant musician who had learned it from a few of the pre-war scores which escaped
the fire. He recreated the feel and fashion of the old music in this composition.”

RAY STEVENS (Barnaby B-616A)
Indian Love Calf (3:26) (Warner—ASCAP) (Fain, Harbach, Hammerstein II)

Ray Stevens is the man that, gave the world “Ahab The Arab,” “Everything Is

Beautiful,” “The Streak,” “Misty” and now “Indian Love Call.” When Ray vocalizes,

writes or plays the whole world listens and this is another that will go all the way —
everywhere.

LINDA RONSTADT (Capitol P 4050)
It Doesn’t Matter Anymore (3:26) (Spanka-B BMI) (Paul Anka)
From Linda’s “Heart Like A Wheel” LP comes this moving ballad of heartbreak. Lin-

da, who is master of any sound and whose records can take any chart has laid down a

pure country hit on this one that can’t miss.

JESSI COLTER (Capitol P-4087)
What’s Happened To Blue Eyes (2:19) (Baron— BMI) (Jessi Colter)

Again proving to be as powerful an artist as she is a writer, Jessi Colter might be
looking for “Blue Eyes” but she isn’t looking for charting because she’s already got it— nationally — all over -—and fast. Accepted across every field of music, this one will

go everywhere.

The steel wails while Berlin sings this pure country lyric about a love that has gone.

miss charting on this one.

Black Bear Road (2:01 ) (American Gramophone — SESAC) (B. Fries, C. Davis)

If Dick Feller, Jerry Glower and Hank Snow ever write and sing a song together it’ll

sound just like C.W. and “The Black Bear Road." This “road” is fast, folks, and it could

be running right up the charts.

LAWANDA LINDSEY (Capitol P-41 27)

Let Your Fingers Do The Walking (2:22) (Blue Book— BMI) (Dennis Knutson)
In a world of music that is all too often hard to bag, LaWanda delivers a tune, down

home, bouncy country style that can’t be missed. It also can’t miss real charting.

The World Needs Country Music (2:59) (Bonton/Sept./Skyview — ASCAP) (Warner

Wilder)
