The superstars of the industry

will be delivering new albums at an increasing rate (several per week) and the

resultant excitement is one of the elements that makes autumn come alive.

The major music centers of the U.S. (and the rest of the world) will be alive

with concerts. Artists will be criss-crossing the country, making public

appearances at radio stations and in record stores, and sales will increase

greatly. The adrenalin generated by September leaves rustling is

considerable and causes us to remark that this is what the record business is

all about. Lest anyone forget, ’tis autumn.

In Manhattan to appear at the Waterloo

Village Festival and sign his new long

term contract to continue exclusively re-

cording for RCA Records — he signed

with them ten years ago — Pride has just

returned from a tour of Australia and
New Zealand. Previous to that he was in

Britain for concerts and televison and is

now thinking about Norway, Sweden and

Italy as the next step in exposing his

talents on a worldwide basis.

For the future and in the planning

stages as yet, is work in Russia and parts

of Africa. "Maybe even China,” he states

reflectively.

Pride is aware that his work in foreign

markets is a long term plan. "I took my
show into the Houston Astrodome re-

cently, just for two shows and drew a

crowd of 72,000,” he commented. “In

Australia and New Zealand I did 15

shows and didn’t get that many people

because the halls are scaled down there.

You can only get around 2,000 to 2,500

people.

"But the important thing is to get on
the tube — on television — and on radio.

I sold about half a million records in

England and nobody knows me. But I did

a couple of BBC television shows, 30
minute programs that should change
that.

“There are union problems — there is

a one-to-one exchange ruling in Britain

and in Australia. You have to have a local

artist on the bill with you, but you can

overcome them. I ran into a problem in

Australia because I wanted to tape a cou-

ple of my shows for screening on
television later. But you have to get

permission up front, before you start the

tour, so 1 had to -tape them in New
Zealand where the restrictions are

easier. The film reverts to me after a cou-

ple of years and maybe I can find a use

for it in this country.

“Country music needs a concerted ef-

fort by all the country artists if it is to

compete with the other musics, not only

abroad, but in this country too. I know
that some of the country stations are be-

ing more lenient to the pop singers these

days but it should also be happening the

other way around.

“I think that right now we have gone
beyond the fads of music and this is one
of the strongest times for what I call the
traditional kind of country performer. I

class myself as one of these. But it can't

be just one or two singers— it must be a

concerted effort.”

To this end Pride is busy as a director

of the Country Music Association, at-

tempting to get country “to be seen and
heard.”

Pride himself considers Japan “the

next big market that will be opened up
for country music.” He added: “The ap-

preciation and market is way above
average there."

TROUBADOUR, LA. — Amid fanfare

and a monumental traffic jam that forced

LA. police to barricade Santa Monica
Blvd.. Elton John returned to the city of

angels and the scene of his first U S. con-

cert triumph to play special benefit

shows (Aug. 25-27) for the Jules Stein

Eye Clinic. The opening night first set

was a $250 a seat affair and those who
showed up at the Troubadour represent-

ed an interesting cross section of music
industry executives and Hollywood
celebrities.

The engagement was a nostalgic re-

turn for Capt. Fantastic after five years

and Elton delivered what can be termed
a musical autobiography and at the same
time an introduction to his-new band and
perhaps stage two of his phenomenal
career. A stunning production displayed

all the ingredients that have made him
the reigning number one pop star in the

world.

Doug Weston's west Los Angeles club

was festooned with lush foliage, colored

balloons, neon lights and a giant pair of

glasses on the wall above the drum kit.

Complimentary champagne and a meal
were served at the outset of the show,
but the real magic was Elton John and
the MCA recording artist lived up to his

reputation as the master of pop.

Elton opened his set with “Your Song"
after taking the stage dressed in a

rhinestone studded black suit and plain

black bowler. Usually seen in large halls

or stadiums, Elton took on the added
dimension of comedian in the small club,

mixing one-liners, music and thanks to

those friends who helped him get start-

ed. Surprisingly, he stated that he was
more nervous at this performance than at

his debut in 1970. Perhaps he was
reflecting on his meteoric career, or the

hard-to-please heavyweight' audience
or even the new band he had with him.

However, he dispatched any fears with a

powerhouse set that lasted nearly two
hours and left him exhausted.

"Your Song," and “I Need You To Turn
To," were the only numbers Elton per-

formed alone. With "Border Song,” his

first single released in the states, the
new group was introduced. Like his

music, Elton’s band has added
dimensions of maturity to the trio that

became an overnight sensation in 1970.
Roger Pope and Kenny Passerelli have
assumed the drum and bass responsi-
bilities left vacant by Nigel Olsson and
Dee Murray and gave Elton a resounding
wall of rhythm for tunes like "Take Me To
The Pilot.”

— Tom Snow's potential is not geared to

the fact that his station in life is to do
something well. Sure, he gets down on
the old eighty-eight with the manual dex-

terity of a Lewis meets Russell offspring.

His lyrics paint that proverbial picture

and his vocal stance is more than suit-

able for enshrinement on a memorex.
So the singular as it pertains to Tom

Snow is not applicable. Tom Snow at the

Boarding House was definitely plural.

THE ROXY. L A. — The growing process

of an artist can be a tenuous one. Honing
music to a deft mold; getting that per-

forming stance down and finally throw-

ing it all up for grabs in front of “show
me" musical Romans.

The Haven Records
artists are fully capable of taking an au-

dience into the past, for a revisitation of

their classic "Soul And Inspiration" or

"You've Lost That Lovin' Feeling.” songs

which evoke memories of the r&b ex-

plosion of the early sixties, songs which

have worn well over the years and have

maintained both their relevancy and ef-

fect in 1975 — they are songs which can

never fade.

Lee
Farrell plays an exquisite piano behind a

fine orchestra (Lee is also their road

manager) and blues guitarist Barry

Rillera fills out the orchestral mix with

some B.B. King-inspired licks that add a

rock flair to the wide range of material

Medley and Hatfield work into their set.

The Righteous Brothers must never be

classified as a phenomenon of the 1960s
— their talent is essentially timeless,

their voices as pure and contemporary as

ever, their devotion to the creative craft

of performance as deep as possible. In

the idiom of voice, there are not two finer

singers in the business today; and when
the material fits the occasion, those

powerful, exciting voices can launch the

rocket that can bullet up any top ten

chart.

PALOMINO. L A. — Anytime we ap-

proach the Palomino's front door and are

met with a waft of blast-furnace hot air,

we know the folks are many and the

times are good; such was the case at the

long-awaited return appearance of Mel-

odyland’s T.G. Sheppard.
Sheppard’s approach to his music is

the stuff that country artists are made of
— simplicity with dignity, style without

extraneous flash, and above all. an
honest love for the country manifest in

music and lyric. As a performer. T.G. ex-

pends a lot of energy because he gets
totally involved with a song; he is quite

capable of interpreting another writer's

intent as well as anything of his own
write.

His third Melodyland single, titled

“Another Woman," received immediate
recognition from the audience, which at

this early date in the single's life is an in-

dicator that Sheppard has another big

one on his hands; the hook lines in his

songs are imaginative and distinctive —
they stick in people's memories both for

that reason and also because the stories

are easily related to by everyone. "Tryin'

To Beat The Morning Home" and "Devil

In The Bottle" were also very well re-

ceived, but it's to Sheppard's credit that

his set did not rely solely on the strength

of his three hits, a pitfall not uncommon
for newcomers His choice of additional

material helped create a strong and well-

Rock Muscle And Blood
The arena lights lanced Alvin Lee’s body as he led Ten Years Afteroff stage.

It was a good sweat; a rock and roll sweat. And for Alvin Lee and Long Beach it was

the first such opening of pores in fourteen months.

In a vacated locker room (more attuned to gladiators of a non-boogie nature) Lee
reflected on Ten Years After, before, during, and after the hiatus.

"The band has come a long way since we played third on the bill at the Cheetah

(Ten Years After's first local U S gig). But after a while it got to be too much like a job.

It used to be worse than punching a clock. In time it got to be a very professional

operation but also a very unrewarding one,"

Professionalism in the case of Alvin Lee and Ten Years After has meant a lot of

miles as the crow flies. Since their inception the band has done twenty-four U S.

tours. Of these twenty average thirteen weeks in length and four of eight weeks dura-

tion. A gruelling persuasion to try other things.

"I finally called a halt to the whole thing. There was other things I wanted to try. The
trip with Mylon (Lefevere) was a good experience So was Alvin Lee and Company
During that time I was doing things that were more mature and musically tasteful to

me."

But apparently in the case of Alvin, you can't take the boogie out of the man and
fourteen months later (and a ton of permanent TYA split rumors) the band that Bill

Graham has described as the "workhorse of rock and roll'' is once more astride the

rock boards.

“The other things were sidetrips." remarked Lee. "I learned something new from

each of them and as a result, when I returned to Ten Years After it was fresh and not

the job it had become. Ten Years After works well as a unit. I enjoy the coarseness of

the boogie and getting off on the audience getting off. With the other trips it was a

matter of wanting the audience to sit back and relate to the music on a different

level."

The course of the conversation returned to the very nature of the beast Alvin Lee is

now riding. Call it rock, boogie, body music or whatever. But in the long run this most
primordial of rock stallions has decided effects on those who play it and those who
pay to hear it.

"It's a very bodily and physical type of music.” said Lee "I think that's why I get off

on it. It's an exerting thing to play that type of music on stage. After a while you get

the feeling that you're pushing around heavy weights It's a rough, raw feeling but, at

the same time, it's a good one."

One privy to a concert stance of the kind Alvin Lee put down in Long Beach literally

conceives of a physical bond twixt musician and audience. Something electric and,

possibly, something almost automatic?

"Boogie is something that can t be forced. Either the audience is going to get off on
the music or they're not. Like tonight's audience kind of hung back in their seats until

the last number. Then they got out of their seats and rushed forward. At that point it

became a rock concert in the truest sense of the word. It came full circle because
when I saw that the audience was getting off on the music I got off."

The trenchant guitar riffs over a demonic web of bass, keyboards and drums. This is

the Ten Years After sound; a rock and roll throb that has remained virtually the same
eight years on. According to Lee there is ziltch in the way of fears of predictability set-

ting in.

"The thing the band does can best be described as cause and effect music. It's

basically that driving beat that sets an audience to boogieing. It's a natural, earthy
kind of music and that's why it stays pretty much the same We're progressive to an
extent but we re progressive within the context of what we do best. It would be
ridiculous for us to try and be something we re obviously not. I mean who wants to

hear Ten Years After doing an impersonation of Weather Report? Ten Years After is a
role we play and when we tire of this role we try another role for a while."

At the Long Beach venue something was noticeably absent from the Alvin Lee
primer of guitar flash Gone for the most part were the lightning runs of Woodstock
and Captain Speedfingers fame. A subject that quickly brought about the idea that
Lee might someday play himself into a dead end from which no riff will save him.

"I always try to think a bit ahead of my playing. Sometimes I get the feeling that I

might be thinking too far ahead of my playing but that problem hasn't surfaced yet."

As the interview came to a close this reporter flashed back to the arena stage and
the final bars of “Goin’ Home.” Lee with his guitar held in one hand

Lenny Williams: Rising Giant
In the early seventies a bright new very funky band emerged out of Oakland.
California called Tower of Power. Much of the success of the group (besides the
funky backbeat and heavy horn sound) was due to its lead singer. Lenny Williams.
After two years and three albums Lenny left.

"My primary motivation to leave the group came because I wanted more time to do
other things," Lenny said. "I wanted more time to write, to spend time with my family,

be more involved in community affairs, and to branch out with my music."
Lenny got started in music at any early age when he began singing in the children's

choir of the Star of Bethel Baptist Church. “In fifth grade I took up the trumpet and all

through grade school I played in the marching bands and dance bands. I stopped
playing the horn in the eleventh grade, but lately I've picked it up again and may work
it into my act."

While in high school Lenny got very interested in religion. He attended theological

seminaries and through his training became an ordained minister. "I did this for a

while but then when I went to college I got into other areas including anthropology,

psychology, sociology and law.

"

Lenny said that during his younger years he really never gave much thought to

becoming a singer. However he would listen to all kinds of music constantly. "I would
listen to everybody and anyone," Lenny said. "I would pick up a riff here, a melody
there, and listen to various people's phrasing so I could learn how to do more with my
music."

Lenny really caught the show business bug when he was nineteen. "Yeah. I went to

all the clubs and caught all the shows I could see. I had to sneak in because I was un-

derage. The first time I sang on stage was when I sneaked into a club, as usual, and
asked the lady on stage if I could sing. She said I could, so I did. The lady happened to

be Larry Graham's mother, and she told about her son. who played bass. We were in-

troduced, and this was how I later came to meet Sly.”

Lenny at one time toured with Sly: “It was very good for me because it gave me a

good feel of the business. And the extra thrill of being with such a high energy act

helped with my confidence."

Lenny likes to work on his writing every day. “I usually get some kind of idea every
day that I would like to write about. When I am writing tunes, usually a melody will

come to mind; then I start with the lyrics. Sometimes this doesn't happen but in most
cases it does. What I fry to do in my writing is to write about things that all people can
relate to and understand.

"

Besides music and lyrics, Lenny also writes books. "I have written five books and
none of them is published," Lenny laughed. “I really write them for my kids; however.
I would like to have one published. I'm currently working on a book now which I would
like to have done by the time of the Bicentennial, but I'm not sure it will be ready. It's a

book on the accomplishments and achievements of black Americans. I would like to

expose more people to the contributions made by blacks in this country; people
should understand that the black man is not a burden and only on welfare. I'm not

writing for controversy, but I do feel if more people knew about these kinds of things,

it would help more people to better understand and respect my black brothers.
"

Lenny further commented that he also writes poetry,” I still do sometimes, but not

as often as I once did. When I was between gigs in the music business and had no job.

I wrote poetry on cards and hustled them. It was around the time when posters were
big; I used to catch the bus, go downtown, and hustle the cards for three for a dollar

Those were the days." Lenny laughed. He feels the reason why the Oakland musical

thing is different is that Oakland is more of a cultural city. "There is a lot of integration

of musicians in the Oakland area — whites, blacks and Spanish There is also the re-

tention of the neighborhood feeling. This adds to the vibes, and makes the music of

the three cultures fuse together. What comes out is a funky Oakland sound.
Even though he is now a solo artist Lenny still considers himself a member of a

group. “When I'm on the stage I'm not the only star. Everybody in the band is doing
his thing, and together we’re making good music. I am only one-seventh of my new
group In Tower of Power I was one twelfth of a very good group With my new LP on
Motown, "Rise, Sleeping Beauty” I hope to re-establish myself and to continue to

have the same success that I 've enjoyed in the past.

ABC Records and Tapes recently coordinated a unique marketing approach that cov-

ered four different labels and spanned 11 markets nationwide. The “Love Bug”
promotion featured six love-oriented titles from each of the four labels — A&M, MCA,
Capitol, and Columbia— in specially packaged LPs which were accompanied with in-

tensive in-store displays and heavy time buys on one radio station in each of the 1

1

markets. The rack promotion was initiated by ABC's Herb Mendelsohn and Linda

Goodman in New Jersey, and here in Los Angeles Dennis Patten, ABCs local record

and tape sales branch manager, radio station KKDJ (Charlie Tuna), and Dick Horine,

record buyer for the L. A. area’s 39 Broadway stores all combined their efforts to pro-

mote the special packages. There reportedly was a 70% selloff nationwide. Above,
Patten (I) and Horine (r) peruse the flood of responses to the related “Love Bug" con-

test held by KKDJ, one of the 1 1 stations to carry a concurrent promotion.

Mercury/Phonogram is moving at full tilt to promote the “Best Of The Statler

Brothers” LP; the campaign includes time buys on key market country music stations

that collectively will cover the 48 contiguous states. Additionally, Mercury/Phono-
gram is reproducing the cover to 24” x 37" for in-store marketing. The album includes

the best of the Statlers since they signed with Mercury in 1970, and includes, among
their other biggies, “I’ll Go To My Grave Loving You.”

Speaking of album cover reproductions, I was speaking with Mark Hartley, Epic’s

west coast associate director of merchandising. One of the subjects we touched on
was that of merchandising items — specifically mobiles, cover blowups, etc. “Cover
blowups are not as popular now, and it seems to be the case with mobiles as well . . .

at a number of meetings with those involved, it was becoming apparent that their ef-

fectiveness was decreased in small stores with limited wallspace. Too many mobiles

and posters tend to clutter a store, and additionally, it appeared that major artists

were usually given priority wallspace. So we are backing away somewhat from

blowups and mobiles,” commented Mark.

What's coming up for Christmas? "We’re going to use a multi-album approach this

Christmas; between now and then we have quite a few new releases, including a new
Dan Fogelberg LP, a new Labelle LP, and Sly’s new LP will be coming out right about
Christmastime. Additionally, we are repackaging previous releases by Donovan,
Fleetwood Mac, Tammy Wynette and a few others; they will be double LPs containing

reissues of previous single LPs. For instance, “Truth” and “Beck-ola” by Jeff Beck
(featuring Rod Stewart on the vocals),” continued Mark. That in particular is good
news for me, because I personally consider those two LPs as rock and roll classics

circa 1968 and 1969 respectively. Rod Stewart’s vocals on those two albums are

some of the best he has ever done, and Beck, well, mere words don’t adequately

describe.

JimCharney, Epic's east coast associate director of merchandising, and a specialist

in the area of country product, was visiting Los Angeles and we had the opportunity to

discuss country product. Any upsurge noticed in country sales over the past year?
"No, it’s basically the same: hit product sells well and we have to break a new artist

before he/she sells. In the area of country-rock (for want of a better way to describe

the spectrum between pure country and pure rock), Fogelberg is hot, and the “Very

Best Of Poco” LP is doing well.

"When we package an album, we do it with merchandising very much in mind — the

title is at the top of the cover and is therefore strong for browser bins and racks

because the identification is immediate.

"We re very much interested in increasing overall country sales," Jim continued.
"Beginning Sept. 15, we are offering a special promotion that will feature four new
country LPs by established artists at a $5.98 list in a $6.98 market. George Jones’ new
LP, “Memories Of Us,” Tammy Wynette’s new one “I Still Believe In Fairy Tales,” David
Wills’ “Everybody’s Country,” and Joe Stampley’s “Billy, Get Me A Woman,” in addi-

tion to including strong singles by the respective artists, will include as a bonus an ad-
ditional 7" 33Va record which will contain four tunes-one from each of the (aforemen-
tioned) LPs. The same 7" record with the same four songs will be included in all four
different LPs to act as a stimulus to get the buyer back to the stores for the other three
albums.

"The small record will be packaged in its own sleeve, which depicts the other three
album covers and includes information about each of the artists on the four separate
LPs.

"We call this upcoming promotion “Epic’s Four Country Favorites,” Jim told me.
"We at Epic have a very aggressive posture toward building country sales.

"

The Epic Records sales/promotion force was breathing fire for the new Jimmie
Spheeris LP. entitled “The Dragon Is Dancing.” A fifteen-foot dragon was utilized in

the promotion which took place in local L A. record stores. Shown at Tower Records
are Epic's local promotion man Dan Walker and Tower store manager Charlie Shaw.

“Lyin' Eyes.” which has been a favorite go-to-the-bathroom (or whatever)

album cut because it's long enough to provide time for such things, has been edited

for AM; at press time, the length is unknown, but it looks like the Eagles will wing to

the top one more time.

The “Blues For Allah” LP by the Grateful Dead, while still maintaining the requisite

juice that the Dead have always had, offers some good tunes for airplay, specifically

“Franklin’s Tower” and “The Music Never Stopped”; there will most likely be a single

coming shortly containing at least one of those tunes. This album should expand the

already widespread motley crew of Deadheads by reason of its accessibility to radio

programming.
When United Artists' ace promotion moguls Billy Bass and Mike Kagan came by to

deliver the new album, we spent a few minutes talking about the Round/UA distribu-

tion deal. "It was a meeting between Round Records' Ron Rakow and UA's Al Teller

which came off,” said Bass. “They were in a meeting with Round's and UA's lawyers

and were getting nowhere, so they (Rakow and Teller) left everybody there and went
out to eat. During dinner, they worked out the deal on a napkin, went back to the rest

of the people and said Here's the deal!' Round believed in UA's ability to deliver pro-

motionally. They (Round) said 'here we come, what can you do for us?' and we said

'please come, we'll do everything we can' and they said 'okay.' That's been our rela-

tionship so far. They've delivered for us, and we've delivered for them.” Kagan com-
mented that "they're (Round) really good people — very sensitive to the record com-
panies. Talking about a single, they say 'you do an edit and we'll do an edit and then
we ll see which one we like best' — it's so open.”

Billy and KMET-FM vice president and general manager David Moorehead have
prepared a special treat for us Deadheads: the four Metromedia progressive rock sta-

tions — WNEW-FM in New York, WMMR-FM in Philadelphia, KSAN-FM in San Fran-

cisco and KMET-FM here in Los Angeles — will simulcast two hours of live Dead on
Labor Day (Sept. 1) between 9-11 p.m. local time; the concert was recorded at the

Great American Amusement Hall in the Bay area by United Artists recently. For those
of you who have never had the opportunity, tune in to find out why there is nothing

like a live Grateful Dead concert!

LP includes “Lonesome, On’ry And Mean,” which he wrote Additionally, the incredi-
ble album recorded by Dusty Drapes and the Dusters for Columbia has yet to see the
light of day: the LP swings, bops, and boogies, and. like “Seven Bridges Road." has
something tasty for any format

Up north in the Bay area. KSAN disk jockey Bobby Cole has produced an hour-long
special featuring Warner's Gary Wright that will air at 7 p m Sat. Aug 30 The special
follows Wright's dream-weaving musical evolution through solo LPs and albums from
his Spooky Tooth days, with discussions along those lines between Wright and Cole
"Dream Weaver,” one of the finest albums of the year, is by Wright's description a
“total keyboard concept" album.

Additionally. KSAN broadcast a five-hour Led Zeppelin special as consolation for

those who will not be able to see Zeppelin in concert due to Plant’s auto accident on
the island of Rhodes recently The special ran from 6 p.m. to 1 1 p m on Sun Aug. 24
was sponsored in its entirety by Bill Graham, and featured everything ever recorded
by the band in alphabetical order. There was only one commercial interruption per
hour at the top of the hour The Zep tour has been rescheduled for early next year

And down by the river. WMAQ returned from the Billboard convention in San Fran-
cisco with more major awards than any other individual station programming on any
format: Country Music Station of the Year, Country Radio Program Director of the
Year, and' Newsman of the Year-All Stations went to WMAQ Lee Sherwood, and Rick
Rosenthal respectively. WMAQ, after programming country fora mere eight months,
ranks #1 country station nationwide and is among the top ten United States stations

inclusive of all formats. Sherwood, upon receipt of his award, said that his operations
manager Bob Pittman deserved half of the award because “Bob is responsible for a
great deal of the planning and effort that has brought us such satisfying results." The
news award presented to Rosenthal is the third national award WMAQ has received
in the past year. Needless to say. general manager Charlie Warner was stoked.

Back in the July 26 issue, whilst describing the nationwide bleats of Dementia (as

exemplified by Dr. Demento). I mentioned that “Boston's top-rated WBCN-FM was
topped on Sun. night by WAAS in Wooster, some 60 miles away." I made a big mis-
take and would like to correct it at this time; the station's call letters are not WAAS,
they are WAAF. Additionally. I found that WAAF. which programs formatted pro-
gressive rock, showed up in five separate ARB surveys covering five separate New
England markets without purchasing the service. In the April-May books, WAAF
ranked #9 out of 33 stations in Boston among adults aged 18-34. Mon through Fri. in

the prime 7 p.m. -midnight slot. WAAF rates #1 18-34 in Providence. In Worcester
(the phonetic pronunciation is "Wooster" — I stand corrected again), where the sta-

tion is located. WAAF shows a solid #1 18-34 6 a.m. to midnight seven days a week. In

Springfield. WAAF rates #4 with men 18-34, and #7 total adults 18-34 WAAF also ap-
pears in the Manchester ARB. Overall, the station's cume shows 349,300 listeners

over 12 years old each week. That should clear up any misconceptions that the
Boston showing on Sun nights while carrying the Demento show was the only time
WAAF showed in the books.

Hey. what's happening? Things are jumpin' on the r&b scene. "No 'bout a doubt it,"

the r&b groove is really happening — with almost 50% of the pop singles being r&b

oriented. When is pop radio going to wake up? The black sound is happening

because people of all races are into good music — and black music is good and hot.

Let's give black music its just dues. There is no reason why hit tunes have to go top

ten r&b before they are allowed to cross over.

Had the real pleasure of catching the Impressions while they were in town at the

Troubadour. Fred Cash and Sam Gooden are the group's two original members, and

they have been singin' for twenty years. Reggie Torian and Ralph Johnson give the

group a youthful feel, and add a lot of spunk. When I spoke with Reggie, he said that

when he was growing up, his favorite artists were the Impressions and Curtis

Mayfield. Reggie was singing in a club in Chicago when Curtis, Sam and Fred saw
him, and immediately asked him to join the group. "It was the biggest thrill of my life,”

Reggie said. Ralph Johnson's soulful gospel sound has added another dimension to

the group; their latest LP on Curtom, "First Impressions," is loaded with fine material.

"Sooner or Later,” went to #2 on the Cash Box r&b charts. "Same Thing It Took, "their

latest single release is currently #61 with a bullet, and should be just as successful —
maybe even push them to the number one spot on the charts this time. Also on hand
opening night catching the Impressions were the Rev. Jesse Jackson and Soul

Train’s Don Cornelius. The Impressions are Jesse's favorite group; he grew up with

Ralph, and his brother Chuck Jackson co-wrote "Same Thing It Took,” along with Ed
Townsend.

Jesse told me that Operation Push’s Music Expo is happening in Chicago Sept.
23-28. It's goin' be one heck of an event, with practically every major black group
performing for this fine cause.

"Demolition Man.” Kellee is one of Gene's many fine artists; another is Cleveland
Eaton, who hasa new single out, a stone-gas titled "Chitown Theme."

Lamont Dozier continues to be one of the busiest guys around in the music scene
today. On the charts with his work on "I Created A Monster," by Z.Z. Hill, Lamont has
just produced his first white artist. The new single is "Hanky Panky Man," by Dick St.

Nicklaus . . . The Continental Baths in New York are bringing together a salsa and soul

night. RGQ Productions will present twelve solid hours of salsa and soul, starring

Hector LaVoe, Sept. 1 . . Hodges, James & Smith are doing a lot of TV these days. In

the past week, the girls, who record for 20th Century Records, did the local TV show,
"Collage," and on Aug. 26 did the Tommy Hawkins Show on KHJ-TV. Tommy is the
ex-L.A. Laker star, and he fell in love with the gals when he caught their set at the
Troubadour a couple of weeks back. The girls are really getting to do what they like

best — talking. They also did radio interviews for KGFJ and KJLH-FM last week. The
girls will be in the Oakland area Sept. 18-20 at Ed Howard’s nightspot.

My rabbi won't like this but after hearing the latest gospel releases on the Hob label,

I started struttin' around the house. Shirley Caesar’s “No Charge," Swan Silverstones’

"I’ve Got Myself Together,” and the Gospel Encores’, "Blessed Star” are spiritually

Originally from K.C., they were at

one time known as the Sinceres. The guys, Charles McCormick, Harry Williams,

Charles Love and Willis Daffen have recently completed a full-length major motion
picture, "Night Train. "

It is a musical comedy in the MGM tradition, and features the

guys singing and dancing up a storm. When this one is released in your area, don't

miss it; you’re going to see four talented men really doin' their thing. The film could
become a 'camp' classic, with the four Bloodstone members becoming the new Marx
Brothers of the seventies.

Concerts At The Grove hosted Polydor’s Roy Ayers and UA’s Mandrill on a dyn-o-

mite double package. Roy did a more mellow set this time out, compared to his Roxy
gig a few weeks back. It was great seeing Roy again; he told me that after the Grove
date he was heading up to Seattle to finish mixing his next LP, "Mystic Voyage." Also

backstage was Roy s new vocalist, Chi’cas. She has been with Roy for three months,

and the girl is super. She has a beautiful expressive voice in the pure jazz tradition.

Chi'cas was a fine arts music student at Howard previously, but left because she want-

ed to get her professional singing career going. She said she hopes to continue her
schooling; eventually, she would like to teach music to children on the elementary
level. Calvin Brown, Roy's hot lead guitar player, is from Cleveland, but Calvin yearns
for the nice, warm California sunshine. He hopes to move to California soon so he can
start playing a few licks on recording dates. Mandrill performed their back-to-the-bush

music, and it was great seeing the guys again. They have all moved out to California,

and hopefully yours truly and Cash Box’s Phil Alexander will be able to go horseback
ridin' with ‘Coffee’ Cave and Ric Wilson, M.D. real soon. The guys are always busy do-
ing gigs, and will be returning to the studios to record a new LP very soon, with an
Oct. release date . . . that’s soul.

Secondly, rock

musicians are paving the way for ethnic

music not only by incorporating musical

ideas from other cultures into their

music, as in the case of Santana, George
Harrison, Ambrosia, et al., but by includ-

ing segments of the original music itself

on their albums, which is what Earth,

Wind and Fire have done beautifully on
"See The Light,” a superb recent LP
Third, the entire Command series will be
very accessible, since ABC’s distribution

is excellent. The records themselves will

list at $3.49."

If young audiences can assimilate and
demand these new forms of music, Cash
Box asked, can we expect to see in-

creased sales figures for classical and
ethnic music to the level of pop product?

“I think sales figures on a given album
of classical, jazz or ethnic music are limit-

ed only by the approach of their advertis-

ing and promotion. If Columbia had ad-

vertised and promoted Mifes Davis’

"Bitches Brew" the way they had all his

earlier albums, today it would just be
another number in their catalog; as it

happens, because they tried a new ap-

proach (with what was definitely the
"right" product), "Brew” was a tremen-
dously big seller and represented a turn-

ing point in the evolution of jazz-rock as

well.”

Cash Box: You mentioned the fact that

groups like Emerson, Lake and Palmer,

Yes and their ilk have increased, if you
will, classical consciousness, since their

music derives much of its impact from
older roots. A lot of promotional effort

has been put behind these groups with a

great degree of success.
"That’s true, but I tend to be a purist. I

would prefer that these same creative

advertising and promotional techniques
be used on what I call “hard-core"
classical and ethnic music rather than on
their second-generation counterparts. In

other words, I would rather turn on the

radio and hear a really spectacular re-

cording of Mussorgsky's "Pictures At An
Exhibition” on pop stations then a syn-

thesized version of the same piece.

However, the fact that any version of

"Pictures” is appearing on pop stations is

really extraordinary! It’s my contention

that there's a lot of classical and ethnic

music which, in their original versions,

would appeal to that same audience. For

a long time I have felt that Renaissance
dance music would make a tremendous
hit at pop music concerts, for instance.

Musicians in the Renaissance had just as

strong a sense of how to make people
want to move their bodies as musicians

today do. and your basic Maria Mudaur/
Fairport Convention/Crosby-Nash au-

dience would go bananas over it. And I

mean the pure music — unadulterated

and unexpurgated, no electric lutes, syn-

thesized sackbuts or Renaissance
rhythm kings."

Cash Box: What you're saying, then in

summary, is that the business should
open up its marketing and promotional

expertise to a wider range of musical

tastes, right?

"I think that what we in the record in-

dustry do, with the best of intentions,

maybe with a little bit of condescension
and a good deal of narrow vision, is to in

effect limit the variety of music available

to large numbers of people. I’m not say-

ing that every album of Gregorian Chant
should have a t-shirt, roach clip and
souvenir pen to go with it as sales tools,

but neither should a large potential au-

dience go untapped. I see this musical

evolution as a very gradual process.

were lower in this small city. Fukuoka:
Many dealers found a mere 7 to 8% in-

crease in comparison with last year. Bad
results are blamed on increase of stock
without an increase in hit material.
