Musexpo ’75 — A Vital Industry Event
The 1975 Musexpo Convention to be held in Las Vegas, Sept. 21-24 will

mark the first time the common market for world music people has met in the
United States. The gathering is long overdue, but thanks to the insight and
energy of Roddy Shashoua, its president, music people from around the globe
will have the opportunity to make international business arrangements that

will greatly affect the record/publishing field.

There’s no doubt that Musexpo will see the birth of myriad new deals that

will enhance the music business tremendously. Negotiations that are begun in

Las Vegas will doubtless be pursued in other places at other times and reflect

positively on Musexpo which takes advantage of the music industry’s largest

market.

Our concern and interest in Musexpo is underscored by the fact that there is

an ever increasing financial stake to be gained through international music
activities. With this growth there has developed a need for more business-like,

sophisticated and complex handling of international music affairs. Fortunately,
both small and large record companies will have a unique chance to look into

every aspect of corporate enhancement— on creative as well as business
levels.

We cannot overlook the fact that the site Shashoua chose, Las Vegas, is

perhaps the most conducive to the world’s leading music people. Truly an
unparalleled entertainment center, the Nevada show capital will offer the
convention participants both a place to relax and excellent facilities in which
to do business.

The music industry (around the world) has long been aware of the

astronomical financial benefits which are derived through the international

integration of publishing, recording, and distribution and licensing. Judging by
the response to Shashoua’s efforts so far, the benefits in 1975 (and hopefully
for a long while thereafter) will be considerable. For example Shashoua
reports this week (see separate story) that almost 1 00 new signatures have
been obtained from international companies for space in his vital music
marketplace creating, for him, a happy situation of hotel room scarcity. The
latecomers range from a Japanese contingent (20% according to Shashoua)
to the Ministry of Cultural Affairs in Quebec, Canada, anxious to support their

homegrown, multi-lingual music business.

The importance of bringing Musexpo to America will doubtless be more
evident as time goes on, but the significance of making a start here this year is

undeniable. We strongly urge participation in Musexpo 75. The action in Las
Vegas will be considerable and we wouldn’t like to see anyone miss out on the
chance of a lifetime.

Indies Flexibility Is An Asset Kass Corp. To Buy Buddah
Says Private Stock’s Utall From Viewlex For $3M Cash
NEW YORK — "The record business at

this moment, and for the foreseeable
future, favors the independent more
than at any time that I can recall since I

first came into the music business.”

The quote comes from Larry Utall,

president of Private Stock Records who
cites flexibility and "the necessary time
to bring in a hit record" as contributory

factors in favor of the indies over the ma-
jor record company.

Utall uses the five months of work on
Frankie Valli to take “My Eyes Adored
You" to number one status, and three

months before Austin Roberts' "Rocky"
was reflected on the Cash Box charts —
all part of the 1 5 chart records scored by
Private Stock in the last year.

From Ziggy Stardust to Diamond Dog to

Young American, David Bowie, our cov-
er subject, can hardly be called a con-
formist. He has influenced whole trends
in dress, stage shows, musical styles and
performance and is still not content to

rest on his glittery laurels.

For example the week his single
"Fame" tops the Cash Box chart and he
has the security of an RIAA gold album,
“Young Americans” Bowie is in the
studio completing the soundtrack record
for his first venture into celluloid, "The
Man Who Fell To Earth.” Final shooting
for this was finished recently in New
Mexico and Los Angeles and the whole
package, film and soundtrack, is being
readied for early 1976 release. Bowie
has waited for almost four years before
getting in front of something other than a
camera for a television special.

So for David Bowie the odyssey con-
tinues as he remains the changing, grow-
ing and exploring artist . . .
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“The giant companies, with their con-
tractual obligations, huge rosters and un-
relenting pressure to feed their branches
with product, would have had to move on
long before the results justified the time
and effort on those two records, and both
would have been lost.”

Confirming his belief in the power of

the single record, Utall stated, "This is a

situation that goes beyond singles and
into albums as well. Without a hit single,

many LPs released have no sales clout at

the retail level. This is certainly true of

new artists and is becoming more and
more the case with all but a handful of

well established ‘album artists'."

Utall continued: "Television offers

fabulous exposure but hits are still made
on the radio. This is an area where the
flexibility that is possible in an indepen-
dent company can be a positive factor in

moving out with a record or an artist.

"The realization that only the indepen-
dents can afford to persevere for

months, if need be, to bring in hits is

spreading to producers, managers and
agents.

NEW YORK — Damages of $35,000 —
believed to be the largest sum paid by a
retailer found selling infringing copies of

copyright records and tapes — will be
paid by the Indianapolis chain of dry
cleaning stores, Tuchman Cleaners, an
affiliated company, Perfect Sound and
officers, directors and shareholders of
the companies.
The damages are in settlement of a

copyright infringement suit originally

brought against the companies by the
RCA Corp. A court order forbids the de-
fendants from manufacturing, distribut-

ing, selling, renting
, leasing or otherwise

advertising or offering RCA recordings
and those of 57 other record companies
who were added as plaintiffs in the ac-
tion.

Japanese Influx

At Musexpo ’75
NEW YORK — Almost 100 music busi-

ness companies $pplied for space in the
International Musexpo 75 — set for Las
Vegas, Sept. 21-24 — last week, accord-
ing to president Roddy Shashous.
Twenty percent, he revealed, were

from Japanese companies including the
Music Publishers Association of Japan,
Nippon TV Music Corp., Yusenikeku Co.,

Watanabe Music. Kenon Productions,
Nippon TV Network Corp., Tokyo Broad-
casting System and Toshiba EMI.

Additionally the Ministry of Cultural

Affairs. Quebec, Canada has taken four
booths and will be subsidizing the
participation of a dozen French-
Canadian companies.

NEW YORK — Viewlex Inc. has agreed
in principle to sell the Buddah group to

Art Kass Media Corp. for approximately
$3 million in cash, or cash equivalents.

Additionally there may be payments to

Viewlex based on future performances
of up to $1,500,000.
The terms of the agreement call for an

immediate down payment of $500,000
from the Kass Corp that is refundable
should the purchase of the Buddah
group — which consists of seven sep-
arate companies — not close as
scheduled within 45 days.

The Kass Corp. is a newly-formed
group. Kass is one of the founders of

Buddah and is currently its president.

Viewlex president Andrew G. Galef
said that the sale would “enable manage-
ment to focus its entire attention on our
six viable remaining operations with

combined annual sales in excess of $20
million which serve the music industry.”

The Buddah group sale, he stated,

would provide Viewlex with the financial

base necessary to enable Viewlex's
other companies to reach their "full

Dave Gilmour's fluid guitar and a

dramatic melodic vocal line. The entire

number is divided into nine segments
which build in flowing, repeating pat-

terns, with a climax reminiscent of the

group’s "Echoes” track from the “Med-
dle’’ LP. The other tunes include:

"Welcome To The Machine,” opening
with elecronic sounds and leading into

an ostinato bass riff which carries the

tune; “Have A Cigar,” which is a funky

rocker by Floyd standards; and the title

track, which is almost country-flavored

with acoustic guit$r dominating. “Wish

You Were Here” confirms that Pink

Floyd is sure-footedly maintaining the

unique style that has placed them at the

top of the rock pile in the past few years.

Digital Delay Gives

NEW YORK — An electronic "black box"
originally developed by NASA for use in

space communications research is cur-

rently being used by a number of

cently moved into the concert area.

The shoe-box sized “Eventide Digital

Delay Line” utilizes electronic tech-

niques to create the audible illusion of

"double tracking,” through which a

single vocalist can be made to sound like

two or more vocalists singing in unison,

with equally effective applications to in-

struments. According to Ken Schaffer,

whose New York based Ken Schaffer

group distributes the unit, the device
“doesn’t sound like a ‘special effect,’ but

as clean and natural as would a much
larger section singing or playing their in-

struments in perfect unison."

Sandwiched between equipment were

TOTAL EXPERIENCE, L.A. — London
recording artists Bloodstone, Harry

Williams Jr., Charles McCormick, Charles

Love and Willis Draffen, Jr., are indeed

one of the most unhearalded musical

acts in the business. Having been
together for 1 2 years has made the

group very precise and polished.

Originally from K.C. Bloodstone is one
group that really knows how to rock out

on stage. Each performer does his thing

to the T with each member creating and

sharing to make each set a gem. Charles

McCormick sings high falsetto, Charles

Love sings a smooth and silky tenor,

“Big” Harry is the soulful screamer and

Willis is an all-around singer and "Mr. Hot

Licks” on lead guitar.

“Big" Harry was really center stage

when he opened his powerful soul and

sweet inspiration to all the lovely ladies

and sang “Never Let You Go.”

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Rachel Faro: Look At Yourself BTO With A Capitol “B”—
"The whole idea of making music is making it with integrity. If you have to deaden
yourself to make it then it’s just not worth it."

Rachel Faro's comment reflects experience; but an experience that reaches
beyond a mere score and some. Hers is a heritage that harkens back to wandering
minstrels entertaining royalty on the green. It is a musical art that transcends count-
less ages and cultures.

It is a craft most personal and given the proper moment Rachel reflected on it.

“You might say that my lifestyle is similar to that of the troubadours. I 've been down
and around a lot. But all the things I’ve done and the places I’ve been are a direct mir-

ror on what I do with my music.”

“Music is just an extension of one’s being. Travelling, no matter how rough it's

been, has always been my style. I've seen the birth and death of situations in a very
rapid fashion. Music is just an expression of your own experiences. It can’t be
anything else.”

_ But in an art form so preoccupied with showcasing identity, the idea of literally bar-
ing your soul to a patron whose mind may not be similarly atuned can lead, at the very
least, to selfdoubt and trauma. Rachel maintained that life in song isn’t necessarily on
a par with throwing raw meat to a piranha.

"Singing about experiences doesn't have to be an intensely personal thing. Certain
living experiences are almost universal. A lot of people fall in love. A lot of people fall

out of love. The fact that situations I sing about have happened to other people make
a song easier to relate to."

Dwelling in the wandering musician arena hasn’t provided Rachel with the most
conventional supports. It’s a physical world scattered where clothes wear out every
three weeks and a child that isn’t seen often enough. And finally it’s thinking of what a
sheltered life would have been like. In Rachel’s case safety would have been stiffling.

"Sure, I could have led a sheltered stay-at-home life but I wouldn’t have been able
to produce music on any kind of a meaningful level. Maybe somebody else could but I

couldn't. I know singers and songwriters who need to stay at home and work from a
base. I get very restless and it’s almost like suffering to stay in one place too long.

”

A ton of fantasies have grown up around the creative process. While the emotion
spent rarely rises to the level of losing an ear, the effort required to paint a picture or,

in Rachel 's case, to write a song can weigh heavy if you let it.

“The amount of emotion that goes into creating a song can be temendous. Some-
times there’s turmoil and sometimes ideas present themselves as being very clear.
For me the entire creative process encompasses a very cleansing type of emotion.
It's like the troubadour thing we talked about before. What I do goes further back than
the coffee house trip. Whether or not people care to admit it the personal type of en-
tertainment in music offered by the wandering minstrels is literally the father of us all.

"And it’s that naturalness of performing that comes out in your songwriting. There’s
that initial inspiration where the clouds open up but then it’s up to you to add to the
idea and create a song. There are melodies and lyrics everywhere. It's all around you;
ideas, images. You've Got to be constantly aware of emerging ideas."

In the often introspective world of a singer-songwriter a lot of variables make their
presence felt. The question of commerciality and whether or not to be. The dreaded
splinter in the psyche of a mind full of thought that someday the ideas may not come.
The conflicts and constant at odds that are part and parcel of one capable of original
thought and concept.

“The idea of being very commercial isn’t so bad. As a matter of fact I kind of like the
idea. To me basic human response is what makes things commercial. I don't feel that I

would ever have to compromise myself in any way to get a hit record.
Besides the concept of being commercial is only bad if you consciously sacrifice

integrity. There’s a lot of formula music being pawned off as valid music but it lacks
something. I think you can keep your creative integrity and still be commercial.
You’ve got to keep disowning your accomplishments. It’s the same process I use to
come up with new ideas for songs.

It s not a matter of being at odds with yourself all the time. It's just the process of
tuning into yourself and being different. You can't try and recreate a good experience
that came last night or the day before. I think that when you try and recreate a past ex-
perience, no matter how good it was, that you lose what’s in tune for you at the pre-
sent time.”

As the course of the interview began to ebb. our dual attentions were drawn to the
Hollywood skyline and a swiftly moving lifestyle that would seem to preclude even
the slightest sense of introspection. This in turn led to why Rachel Faro has taken
shelter in the guise of this musical teller of tales. Rachel ’s replay was a matter of self.

"Because it matters. In one sense it matters completely. And in another sense it

doesn't matter at all."

A Visit With Randy Bachman
Randy Bachman was relaxing. Relaxing as much, that is, as any performer can

within the confines of a Forum-adjacent Airport Hyatt room, an hour prior to going to
the hall for a final sound check. For tonight, Bachman-Turner Overdrive would open
the first night of a three-night sold out engagement at this sports palace. Although the
calendar indicated it was Friday the thirteenth of June, the atmosphere of the room
held no foreboding vibrations. An audioless color TV distracted Randy’s train of
thought only sporadically — his concentrative powers in conversation are at very
least equal to, if not superior to his uncanny conceptual ability musically, that being
responsible for building Bachman-Turner Overdrive into one of rock’s most prolific
and accessible recording groups in the business today.

And it is business (which could also be the ”B” of BTO) that occupies a central role
in the creative world of the Bachman organization. Interspersed with lead guitar licks,

million-selling singles and LPs, and SRO tour dates is a sober attitude towards the ef-
fective marketing of the Bachman-Turner Overdrive package. Handling the financial
intricacies of rock and roll is not the job most performing artists are most capable of,

nor attracted to. Even while The Guess Who was enjoying its heyday with Bachman’s
compositions “These Eyes," "Laughing" and "American Woman.” Randy was in close
proximity to all the monetary machinations of the group. Towards the end of that rela-
tionship, while Randy underwent a painful experience with gall bladder attacks, he
decided that the hospital bed would be the perfect place to end his association with
the Guess Who and begin something new. With brother Robbie and C.F. Turner, Brave
Belt was formed, and with it the embyonic development of BTO was complete.

The Bachman-Turner Orverdrive concept, Randy explains, is the result of an inci-

dent which took place somewhere in Minnesota while at a truck stop. “We had been
looking for a name for the group that both reflected our identity and suggested
power, since our music is very electric and high-enery. The publication which truck
drivers all over the country read religiously is Overdrive, and the initials ”BTO" cer-
tainly sounded phonetically as appealing as others — ELP, CSNY, or what have you.
The BTO logo, however, was another matter. We were hunting around for something
that suggested mobility. Then, in a vacant lot near our home in Vancouver, we dis-
covered a huge cog, over twelve feet high, a remnant of Vancouver’s shipping and in-

dustrial boom. We bought it immediately, and the superimposition of the initials

formed the logo that has become identified with the group all over the world.”

That cog, Bachman boasts proudly, has been made into a huge hanging chandelier,
that hangs over the Bachman dining table.

Nearly every article written in recent days about BTO makes mention of Randy
Bachman’s religious persuasion, Mormonism, his renunciation of drugs and alcohol
that that religion demands, and he is open and candid in admitting that those beliefs
may have in some way caused a parting of the ways of the Guess Who on his part. “I

was the square’ of the group — the parties, the carrying-ons that most groups get in-

volved with on the road — I stayed out of them, and maybe I alienated the rest of the
members.” But keeping a clear head through all of that, it is worth mentioning, is

greatly responsible for some of the most innovative rock songs of this decade, "Tak-
ing Care Of Business,” “Hey You," "Roll On Down The Highway,” all of which have
gone gold, and the gold albums that have turned platinum with equal facility.

With manager Bruce Allen, Bachman-Turner Overdrive (let us not forget superb
guitarist Blair Thornton) has engaged in a number of charity functions, among which
is the story of how two young girls in the midwest had been unable to buy tickets to a
sold-out BTO performance. They wrote to Allen, who immediately had the two flown
to San Diego at the group’s expense to see the show, and chat with the group
backstage. Such is the extent that BTO is committed to its audience.

Mercury Phonogram Records has been committed to BTO since signing the group
in 1973. Vice president for a&r Charlie Fach signed the group after hearing only one
song, "Gimme Your Money Please," and under the direction of president Irwin Stein-
berg, the group began touring all over the country. Mercury committed large sums of
capital towards radio spots and promotion during the first tour, but it was not until "Let
It Ride" and "Taking Care Of Business" were released that the group began to realize

some of its potential in terms of drawing and selling power. “Business" went to
number 1 2 on the charts, and BTO II eventually went platinum. That particular song
became somewhat of a workingman’s anthem, and in morning drive time on AM pop
stations, no song could possibly have been more relevant. Blair Thornton replaced
Tim Bachman in the group, and "You Ain’t Seen Nothin' Yet” rocketed to a number
one perch, firmly establishing the group as the hitmaking force it truly is.

Back to business and Bachman, however. Randy has also expanded his business
environment to include a deal recently signed with MCA Records under the
"Legend" label, the name derived from a nickname affectionately given to Bachman
some time back. The Legend deal, essentially, provides that MCA will distribute
Bachman’s productions of Trooper (whose first LP was recently released) and other
acts, with Bruce Allen as label manager. Trooper is also touring as openinq act with
BTO.
Randy Bachman, I was told, doesn't give interviews. The reasons are obvious. The

man is not merely a rock musician, there are no ego-related images he wishes to ex-
ploit. The music BTO makes stands on its own as definitive, driving, exciting rock and
roll, making the assemblage one of the hottest attractions touring today.

The story of Bachman-Turner Overdrive is a simple, straightforward one, full of
creativity, calculation from a business point of view, justifiably so in view of what they
have to offer. Behind it all, Randy Bachman continues to compose an infectious
“heavy metal" form of music that runs interestingly in directions not suggested by his

austere and rational attitude towards what he is doing. And if he continues to “take
care of business" in the way he has since the formation of BTO, then "we ain't seen
nothin’ yet!”

the international market are as strong as

her reputation and sales in the domestic
area.

The “Experiencing Gloria Gaynor”
album has been released in Mexico,

France, Belgium, New Zealand, Austra-

lia, England, Canada, South Africa, West
Germany, Denmark, Japan, Jamaica,
Holland, Norway, Italy, Venezula,
Switzerland, Greece, Brazil, Philippines,

Guatemala, Singapore, Spain and
Sweden.

HOLLYWOOD — Tony Bennett, who is

currently enjoying stimulated spinning

power on MOR radio stations na-

tionwide, believes the current re-

surgence of many '60s artists is due
strictly to the evolutionary seesaw, and is

really nothing out of the ordinary

because, from his point of view, “all art is

affected by history."

At the moment, KBIG (Los Angeles)

and its fifty-plus affiliate stations across

the country, is playing the artist's tunes

over ten times daily. KBIG. which pro-

grams the chain run operated by Bon-
neville International Corp.. has also de-

cided to adopt Bennett's upcoming
single. “Life Is Beautiful, ” written by

Fred Astaire, as its own theme. Bennett,

himself, currently on a coast-to-coast

concert and club tour, remains philo-

sophic about the situation, however
"Each generation has its own thing," he

says. “And this is a sweet group coming
up. They’re smart, they’re not afraid of

hard work. What they want more than

anything is honesty. They won’t stand for

anything put on, including music.

“The frantic music of the '60s was emo-
tionally disturbed," Bennett adds. "It

probably had a lot to do with the war. For

whenever the war would wind down, the

music would calm down, too. When the

situation in Cambodia cooled. Perry

Como came out with ' It's Impossible' and

had a big hit.

"In happier times, the melody comes
in. A good song is more important. You
come back to the real meat and potatoes

music, like Gershwin did. or Jimmy Webb
does now. Ravel went constantly in and

out of fashion. His impressionist music

was affected by the social atmosphere of

the time. I believe all art is affected by

history.”

Ted Cooper
Dead At 37
NEW YORK — Ted Cooper, musician, ar-

ranger, composer and producer, suf-

fered a massive coronary on the evening

of Aug. 24 and died shortly before mid-

night at a hospital near his home in Tux-

edo, N Y. He is survived by his wife,

Kathy, and children Mark and Valerie.

Born June 3, 1938, Cooper began his

musical career as a violin prodigy at the

age of 4. At 7, when he was the youngest

student ever accepted by New York’s

prestigious Juilliard School of Music, he

made his solo concert debut at Carnegie

Hall. By the age of 16, he had made
numerous appearances with classical

artists, including Joseph Fuchs, Pablo

Cassals and others.

Cooper's major involvement with pop

music began in 1965, when he joined the

Shapiro/Bernstein publishing company
as general professional manager. He was

also involved in record production, work-

ing at the time with such artists as the

Flamingoes, Dobie Grey, the Drifters

and Leslie Uggams. From 1966-69,

Cooper served as head of pop a&r at Epic

Records, producing various artists, in-

cluding Major Lance, the Staple Singers,

Maxine Brown, Vivian Reed, and Damita

Jo.

In 1969, Cooper became a v.p. at Mills

Music, and later that year, he joined the

Wes Farrell Organization, with produc-

tion credits which include the Flam-

ingoes and Elephant's Memory. On one

date, he employed a then-unknown
group of musicians and singers to back

up Van McClure — the group went on to

become Sly and The Family Stone.

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Val Garay: Searching
For The Lost Db
HOLLYWOOD — Up until two years ago,

there was a a strong feeling among musi-
cians that English recording studios
were far superior to their American
counterparts. “But it wasn't really the
studios that were better,” states engi-
neer Val Garay, "it was the engineers.
Most of the engineers in the States
couldn't break tradition, they were still

mixing the same way they were ten years
ago, just incorporating new
technological developments into an old
style.

"In England, there was little tradition,

and the younger engineers, like Glyn
Johns and Geoff Emerick, were creating
their own styles, taking advantage of the
new sound horizons being opened up.

in short, the best albums from England
sounded fresher than the best albums
done in the States."

Although an engineering novice when
he started at the Sound Factory in Los
Angeles two years ago, Garay had eight

years of experience as a musician and
four as a producer to back his search for

new sounds. He was stimulated by Bill

Schnee's work on the Ringo Starr album,
"Photograph." and credits the album as
being a major turnaround in American
sound. "Drums are the key, they set the
style of the whole track, and Schnee
came up with an incredible drum sound.”
Working under the guidance of Sound

Factory owner David Hassinger, a
respected engineer in his own right (his

credits include all the Rolling Stones
LA. sessions, early Jefferson Airplane,
Sam Cooke, Grateful Dead, Electric
Prunes, who he also produced, Seals
and Crofts and many others), Garay
learned his craft quickly.

I spent seven
hours on it and thought I did a good job.

The next afternoon he came by with a
new mix of the same track that he'd done
that morning with Bill Schnee. No ques-
tion about it, Bill's was the far better mix.

So I decided to find out what it was that

he was doing that was so great.

“Late at night, after sessions, David
and I would sit down and listen to re-

cords till 4 and 5 in the morning, trying to

hear what other people were doing. In

the process, we came up with some new
things of our own. The main thing we
came up with was a new approach for

equalizing instruments. Because so
much of the background noise you used
to find on records, caused by poor equip-
ment and tape, has been cleaned up, you
can actually hear the instruments a lot

more clearly. Before, we were hyping
the individual instruments to make them
stand out from the noise, now we're un-
hyping everything to make it sound more
natural."

The first major project that Garay got
to test his theories on was Linda Ron-
stadt’s “Heart Like A Wheel” album.
“David and I started the album together.
I'd done a few things on my own (includ-
ing El Chicano’s "Brown Eyed Girl” hit)

but nothing really major. But Peter Asher
and I hit it off right away. We com-
municated sound well. One night, after
doing some overdubs at the Melrose

The Flying Burrito Brothers are "Flying Again”; that'sthe apt title of a Columbia album
that will be shipped Sept. 22. I was talking to Columbia's Ellen Bernstien, who is based
in San Francisco, and she outlined a little of the background behind the reformation

of one of America's most influential musical entities. "Chris Ethridge and Sneeky Pete
are the two original members of the Burritos; new members are Gene Parsons (no re-

lation to Gram), Gib Guilbeau (cajun fiddler and songwriter) and Joel Scott Hill

(formerly with Canned Heat). They are planning to tour concurrent with the release of

their new album."
This incarnation of an immortal musical concept formed in the fall of 1974. but were

unsigned to any label until Feb. of this year. "I heard them at the Boarding House in

San Francisco in Feb..” said Ellen. "They sounded terrible, but most of the problems
were purely technical ones. I asked Don Ellis (Columbia vp and head of west coast a&r
in L.A., and Ellen's boss) if he would fly out to Houston to see them, he did, and we
began negotiations immediately. They were excellent in Houston; there were none of

the sound problems that had occurred in San Francisco.”

Ellis put producers Norbert Putman and Glen Spreen on the case; musicians Dan
Penn and Spooner Oldham were called in from Nashville, and the album was re-

corded in San Francisco at Columbia.

Ellen went to the CBS convention in Toronto armed with a portable cassette player
and a tape of the album. She met Randi Thomas (who, incidentally, is one of the most
employable people in radio) and Shadoe Stevens (KMET program director) in the Unit-

ed Artists suite and played the tape for them. According to Ellen, both Randi and
Shadoe were jumping up and down with joy. I called Shadoe, and he said “all I heard
were the first three cuts, but they were just wonderful!” said Stevens, drawing out the
word "wonderful" emphatically.

So I asked him if KMET would be programming the album, and he said they definitely

will "I liked it much better than anything the Burritos have ever done. And the pro-

According to Ellen, the Burritos’ tape was one of the
pick hits at the convention. “I rarely have the time to become this involved with a
band or artist on this level, but it’s a project of love. We were in the studio after the
album was completed, lying on the floor with speakers all aroun- us, just getting high

Denver's KBPI did a live broadcast of the first show of Willie Nelson’s three-day

engagement at Ebbets Field in downtown Denver; I had the opportunity to be there
and we all felt we had witnessed one of Willie s finest shows. The small crowd made
enough noise for a club six times the size, and we loved every minute of it.

KSAN featured Pablo
Cruise live from the Boarding House. Upcoming on Wed. Sept. 10 will be Jimmy Buf-
fett and his Third Coral Reefers band, also live from the Boarding House.

In the Winded City. Mitch Michaels has returned to progressive WXRT-FM after
spending a couple of years at WDAI; Mitch was at WXRT early in the life of the sta-
tion's AOR format and his extensive knowledge of progressive music has helped him
to develop a rather large following in Chicago.
A recent editorial by WPOC-FM’s general manager David C. Fuellhart reads, in part,

as follows: ".
. . I bring to your attention two bills currently before the Congress in

Washington . these bills would require both radio and television stations to pay
royalties to performers and record companies for airplay on the station. All stations
currently pay 3.4% or more of their annual gross revenues to the publishers of this

music for the right to play it. That will continue as before ... but now, if these bills

pass, broadcasters will pay at least one percent of net receipts from advertising
sponsors. The bill has another catch to it . . . after two years, the royalties would be
negotiated with arbitration provided if the negotiations don't come up with accepta-
ble rates.

Famous entertainers have been throwing lavish parties in Wash, lobbying for
these bills to be passed. And right now, our information has it that they have a good
chance of passing.

"We at WPOC think that this new attempt to legislate against our business is grossly
unfair particularly by record companies and entertainers who for years have de-
pended on our medium to introduce, make popular and thereby sell their products
and personalities, without asking for anything except their records to play in return."

Howard Kaylan and Mark Volman — aka Flo and Eddie — stopped by our offices

here in Los Angeles last week, and spent time to plugging their new Columbia LP,

from which will come a single titled “Let Me Make Love To You,” which oddly enough
sounds very much like it could have been done by the Turtles. Striking resemblance!
Anyway, it's a good song with a nice message like all the good sixties' songs had; well,

not quite, unless we get into the politics of the body. Onward, what ho! We additional-

ly talked for a few minutes about the appearances they made recently in Australia,

where they visited stations 2JJ in Sydney (owned by the government, and according

to Flo and Eddie, a progressive station), and 3XY in Melbourne (owned by the

Catholic Church), among a few others. "They knew we did radio in the States, so they
didn't try to do an interview type of thing, ' spake the Florescent Leech. "They said

"just do a show." which we did. They loved it — we turned them on to things they'd

never heard before." And Eddie commented that "the Australian government won't
allow a new release from the States to play on the air for seven weeks!" I don't recall

that Rolf Harris and his wobble board were quarantined when “Tie Me Kangaroo
Down, Sport” was a biggie around 1959, but that's okay.

ALBUM NOTES— Last week, within a matter of hours (as long as it took Capricorn's
messengers to make the rounds) the Los Angeles airwaves were filled with the
sounds Of Macon; both the Allmans’ “Win, Lose, Or Draw” and Marshall Tuckers’
“Searchin’ For A Rainbow” hit the turntables posthaste on KMET, K-WEST, KL.OS, and
Long Beach's KNAC, and on Rabbitt’s p.m. slot on KGBS. Both LPs are so strong that I

find it hard to single out the best tunes; they're all excellent. One of the most played
by L A ’s progressive stations was Dicky Betts’ “High Falls,” 14:26 worth of tasty fluidi-

ty by Betts and the Brothers. Maconacon lean and clean.

Steppenwolf’s new Epic LP has one of those all-time it-should-be-a-classic tunes on
it titled “Another’s Lifetime.” Mere words do not project; give it a listen.

Also new last week was Roy Buchanan’s smokin' blues on his new Polydor LP titled

“Live Stock.” Specifically, check out the licks on “Further Up The Road” (4:39) and
“Roy’s Bluz” (8:53); music guaranteed to cut through even the thickest Monday morn-
ing fog.

Bruce Springsteen’s Columbia LP is quite able to carry the weight of some of the

most intensive pre-release promotion by Columbia. Check out “Backstreets” (6:29)

and “10th Avenue Freezeout” (3:1 1).

Additionally, check out the new LP by Hall and Oates on RCA; listen to “Grounds
For Separation” (4:11), “Alone Too Often” (3:22), and particularly “Camelia” (2:52),

which has been released as a single and is a strong airplay candidate.

“Minstrel In The Gallery” by Jethro Tull offers some of Tull s best post-“Aqualung”
stuff; check the title cut (8:09) and “Baker St. Muse ( 1 6:40).

At her birthday party last weekend, I gave the lady of honor a copy of Tina Turner’s
“Acid Queen”; the time between opening and spinning the album was approximately
thirty seconds. And both sides were played twice! Check out her toe-curling version
of Jagger/Richards’ “Under My Thumb” and then try to wipe the steam from your
glasses.

"My first radio experience came when I was thirteen and president of the girls' club,"
said Robyn Stohn of WJPC in Chicago. "Every Christmas we did a benefit for a
children s home on Broad St. in Philadelphia and the president of the girls' club got to
go on the Del Shields’ Show to ask the people of Philly to open up their hearts and
wallets for the home. Well, they couldn’t stop me from talking once I got started,”
Robyn laughed. After the show Del said to her, "As much as you like to talk you ought
to use your voice to make money."
Robyn kept the radio thing in the back of her mind all through high school and Tem-

ple University.

After college she began talking with the various radio people she had met in
Philadelphia and they all told her to go to New York. So off she went to New York and
to a radio school. "I'd rather not mention the name" she said, "as I wouldn't recom-
mend it to anyone. While in New York Robyn landed a job as pool secretary over at
CBS and worked in the television and radio newsroom.

Her first break came after she returned home to Philly and got a call from a friend
who worked at KATZ in St. Louis. She started working at KATZ for $85 a week doing
secretarial work most of the day and doing the news a couple of hours a day. A few
months later WIL, an ABC affiliate also in St. Louis, was looking for a black woman.
She got the job and did the news there until the station folded.

Robyn wasn't out of work long before she landed another news job for the NBC
affiliate in Schenectady, New York. This gig lasted four years.

Then as all things change, Robyn did also. Another friend she had worked for at
WIL asked her to audition for a job at WBEE in Chicago doing a jazz show and the
news. She loved doing this and later landed another job at Channel 26 in Chicago as
an all-around staff announcer. "I enjoyed doing my thing at Channel 26 but the money
wasn’t that good. When Richard Steele asked me to audition for WJPC to be a pop-
rock-jock, I went out of curiosity,” Robyn said. "Well I got the job even though the
competition was mighty stiff. I had never been much for top rock as most of my
musical background had been in jazz and easy listening. I’m a hyperactive person and
usually need my music to be more along classical lines to soothe me out and help me
meditate. Rock tends to be bump bump, but I love to dance and now I enjoy rock
music very much.”
When I asked Robyn how she was learning to become more acquainted with the

rock sounds she said, "I listen to rock music all the time now in my car. at home and at
the station. I listen to other radio stations and I watch all the rock-oriented TV shows
to better familiarize myself with rock music. I really dig what I am doing because for
the first time I am dealing with teens and pre-teens. I was always accustomed to work-
ing with adults. I love the kids because they are very open and they love you for your
actions towards them. At a recent rock show a little girl came up to me and hugged
me. It was especially nice because usually I had never received this kind of attention
before. The kids know they can call me at anytime at the station and I will rap with
themon anything."

Robyn doesn't feel that being a woman and being black was a disadvantage in start-
ing her career in broadcasting. “Around 1965 the FCC was pushing for more equal
opportunity and I proved to be a natural for broadcasting, so I think being black and
being a woman worked for me. I think now though, it is tougher because ad-
ministrators at stations have hired enough tokens, but the key positions in radio and
television are still held by the old-guard. Even though there are women at most radio
and TV stations, the men that usually run these stations are male chauvinist pigs."

Robyn feels that men still feel that women cannot handle the job. "If a woman is

good and is as good as a man, the main problem is still a question of ego," Robyn said.
However, she does see a change in this narrow-minded approach because, "when a
woman goes in there and does a bang-up job they (the stations) foliow suit."

One problem Robyn does feel a woman has on radio is in making risque comments
after records. For example, Robyn used the tune "Do It Any Way You Wanna,” "which
has a lot of sexual overtones," Robyn said. "Men can make certain comments af-
terwards, but I can't even though I may be thinking them in the back of my mind. I

think women are more sexual and more sexually minded than men; however most
women are not open and liberated enough to admit it. I like men very much, but I do
understand the difference between men and women One thing I admire very much
in men is their drive and constant interest in what they do."

Another thing Robyn sees happening with women is that they are being less catty
with one another. "I'm a student of metaphysics, numerology and astrology and I see
a more ethereal existence beginning. People, especially women are beginning to re-
alize that what you give out comes back to you. I talk with women all the time about
getting started in the broadcasting business. I like competition and if there are
women out there who can do a better job than I can do, God bless 'em," Robyn said.

Regarding programming Robyn likes the tight format she uses at WJPC. Even
though it doesn't give her much freedom for personal expression she feels people
who listen to radio are more interested in more music and less idle conversation.
Robyn said. "More music and less bull. High energy radio is the right direction for pop
radio."

Regarding the future Robyn is very open-minded. “I know this may sound terrible,
but I believe in saying what I mean. I'm a Leo and I like luxury and material things. I

have talent in news, talk shows, being a dj and me. so if something comes up and the
money is better and I have the right opportunity for the job. to also be myself, and to
have the personal expression I desire, I will go after it. Right now I see myself even-
tually having my own variety show on television.”

On the subject of radio racism. Robyn sees the situation improving. "The young
people going into the business today will turn the business around. Black artists in

the past have not been fully recognized because they didn't understand the game,
however they are learning the game. It's a game of rules made by the people who
control the game. It's like politics, there are political games that must be played.
When they learn the rules they will win the game."

One Man Show — Ronnie Prophet was
born on the family farm in Calumet, Que-
bec (near Hawesbury). In 1945, Ronnie’s

father died and life soon became a very

serious business for the seven-year-old

lad. For six months he had to work the

farm with his mother, including tending

24 head of cattle, and planting a 35-acre

field of oats.

Tough as life was for him, Ronnie
began to show a natural flair as an enter-

tainer at an early age. He was doing a

creditable job of imitating Woody the

Woodpecker when he was seven. Later

he added more animal kingdom sounds,

and to beef up his act, he got a guitar

when he was 1 2.

“I used to entertain people when I was
a kid in grade school,” Ronnie said. “I

picked up piano and fiddle at home, and
later, when I was about 1 2, I started on
the guitar.”

He appeared everywhere possible

around his home — at barn dances and
picnics and any other local gathering and

did an Al Jolson imitation along with a lot

of other things.

When he was 15, he made his first ap-

pearance with The Happy Wanderers on
CFRA. And about the same time, on
most Sunday afternoons, Ronnie could

be found doing a combination act of

comedy and music in one of the clubs in

the Calumet area.

He decided when he was 17 that he

was going to be a star, so he headed for

those bright lights down the river —
Montreal.

The next nine years brought only

moderate success but a wealth of ex-

perience. He worked in Kingston,

Gananoque, Gatineau, Seven Islands,

Lake George, N Y. and Toronto (the

Brown Derby).

From 1965 to 1969 he worked Florida

and the Bahamas in the winter and the

midwest circuit in the summer.
During that period. Ronnie’s first visit

to the Carousel Room in Nashville was
the beginning of bigger things, and the

stardom he had been seeking for so

long.

On June 2, 1969 he opened as a

regular at the Carousel Room and that

has been his home ever since

To quote a columnist, "The highlight of

evenings at the Carousel Club is a very

versatile entertainer by the name of Ron-

nie Prophet. He is probably one of the

most hilariously entertaining personali-

ties I have ever had the pleasure and

good fortune of seeing in action. He is

never without a comeback for hecklers,

and his jokes range from one-liners to

full routines. He creates a variety of

sounds through inventions of his own
that you have never before heard and

are not likely to hear again — both with

guitar and vocals. Ronnie is as great a

personal ity off the stage as on." He feels

his admiration is best summed up by a

line on the back of one of Ronnie’s

album covers by Chet Atkins — "The

greatest one man show I have ever

seen.”

Ronnie has built a complete sound

studio in his home and is able to turn out

a “finished product” (recording).

Ronnie’s credits cover every field. His

television appearances include The
Tonight Show, Merv Griffin Show, Mike
Douglas Show, David Frost Show,
Elwood Glover (CBC-Canada), Country

Roads (Canadian series), The Ronnie

Prophet Show (CBC-Canada) and the

Grand Ole Country (CTV).

Missouri Court Ruling
Favors Vending Industry
CHICAGO — The vending industry won
an important court decision last month
when the Supreme Court of Missouri
ruled that the state's cigarette excise tax
is not subject to sales tax collection, ac-
cording to William R. Brandstrader,
director of state councils of the National
Automatic Merchandising Association.
Brandstrader said the ruling came

after several years of effort by the Mis-
souri Automatic Merchandising Associa-
tion and by NAMA, upholding a decision
of the Circuit Court of St. Louis County
against the state revenue department.
He said vending companies may file

for refunds from the revenue department
for such taxes which they have paid un-
der protest. He estimated that refunds
due since 1968 would exceed $250,000.
NAMA and its affiliated state associa-

tions have obtained similar decisions in

Georgia and in Illinois.

"This decision proves once again the
effectiveness of industry companies
working together through their state and
national associations," said Brand-
strader. "It is obvious that the dues paid
by association members are an excellent
business investment."

1 Yr. Old
& Going Strong
LANSING, MICH. — In August of 1974,
Music Operators of Michigan held its first

organizational meeting, and in the ensu-
ing twelve month period succeeded in

doubling its membership ranks. There
are, at present, ninety members of the
association and this figure includes a few
distributors who signed up as associate
members.
