Elton Renews
#1 Love Affair
HOLLYWOOD — What now appears to

be a bonafide love affair between Elton

John and the #1 spot on the Cash Box
album chart is spotlighted again this

week. For the fourth time, John’s “Cap-
tain Fantastic and the Brown Dirt Cow-
boy” LP has moved back into the number
one position after being displaced for

two weeks by the Jefferson Starship's

"Red Octopus.” Sam Passamano, vice-

president of sales for MCA quoted
figures of 117,000, 80,000 and 97,000
units sold in the oast three weeks.

As reported elsewhere in Cash Box, the

RCA label is in the middle of a hot streak.

And right in the middle of that hot streak

is John Denver.
Rarely a week goes by without men-

tion of some segment of Denver’s ac-

tivities, whether it is the announcement
of a John Denver Christmas television

show, or some other major personal ap-

pearance (his Lake Tahoe back to back
with Frank Sinatra opened yet another

avenue for him).

But this week on the record side of

John Denver comes the news from RCA
that the singer may have the kind of re-

cording success that the label used to as-

sociate with the hot streak Elvis Presley

first blazed for himself when he took off

(not that he has stopped that streak yet!).

Denver may have a smash back to back
single. The release of his "I’m Sorry"

single is heading, as predicted and ex-

pected, for the No. 1 spot on the top 100.

But then strange things are happening —

-

"Calypso,” the flip side of the single,

started being picked up and played by
radio stations with the not-so-predictable

result that RCA is claiming "Both sides

are already smashes." That, plus the fact

that Denver’s lastest album, “Wmdsong"
had an advance order of over ne million

untis, means that John Denve is more
than hot.

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NEW YORK — Representatives of the

Recording Industry of America Inc.

(RIAA), National Association of Record-
ing Merchandisers (NARM*) and other in-

dustry spokesmen combined in opposi-

tion to the mechanical royalty section of

the copyright revision bill before
the House Judiciary Subcommittee in

Washington last week.
Stanley Gortikov, RIAA president, al-

leged that the mechanical royalty in-

crease — the amount a music publishing

company can charge a recording com-
pany for use of a composer’s tune in a

sound recording — from 2 cents to 3
cents was not “a seemingly innocuous
penny" increase.

“It involves added payments of about
$47 million a year to the music publish-

ing industry, an increase of 59 percent,”

he told the subcommittee.
He added: "The $47 million ‘penny’

payment is the biggest money issue in

NEW YORK — Buddah Records, recent-

ly purchased from the Viewlex Corp., by

the Art Kass Media Corp., will continue

in the same direction “we took two years

ago — the development of the artist

rather than getting hit singles, rather

than picking up hot masters."

This according to Buddah president

and purchaser (for $3 million cash and
additional payments based on per-

formance of up to $1 50,000), Art Kass.

Kass further stated that during the next

six months — “at least” — the only new
artists signed to the label would be those

that “by a consensus of everybody in the

company would be considered superstar

potential. We are in the market for the

successful proven artist but at present

will be working with the results of what in

actual fact we have been doing for the

past year, cutting overheads and reduc-

ing manpower.
“In essence we are doing better with

less.”

When the original news of the Buddah
purchase was announced, Viewlex Corp.

president Andrew G. Galef stated that

the label was "unprofitable during the fis-

cal year . . . despite outstanding perform-

ance by many of its artists."

Kass defined this profitless prosperity

by stating that under the Viewlex cor-

porate umbrella he did not have suffi-

cient elasticity. He stated that there was
concern with "specific results at specific

times, which is essentially impossible in

the recording business." But there was a

necessity for the Viewlex Corp. to keep
financially fluid, he said.

Kass stated that Buddah and its staff

had done a “very good job" on major

artists such as Gladys Knight and the

Pips, had “broken this year” Charlie

Daniels and had great success with New
Birth, as well as Isis, Jim Weatherley, the

Modulations, Melba Moore, Ben Vereen,
and Norman Connors among other.

With a manufacturer the element of

timing did not matter so much as it did to

a record company, he commented.
"Sometimes the timing is not right to re-

lease a specific record, but within a cor-

porate structure sometimes a label might

be forced to release product," stated

Kass.

Kass also felt that since the time

royalty income had more than doubled in

Viewlex was in known and public finan-

cial trouble, “everybody looked to Bud-
dah to solve some problems and this

meant a constant demand to increase

sales and increase profits, to build up

volume and explore new avenues.

“Not having to do that will ensure that

the company will be profitable and we
can concentrate on the artists we have
and build them up further."

Kass admitted that sales were down for

his labels last year by 25 to 30 percent

but added: "I sincerely believe the in-

dustry is down by the same percentage.

He said that the conflict, while with

Viewlex, between overhead and profits

made the Buddah loss picture look

"more dramatic” than it was.

Mills Brothers: 50 Gold Yrs
And Still Going Strong
HOLLYWOOD — The Mills Bros. Doro-
thy Chandler Pavilion Show (which
featured Bing Crosby. Helen O'Connell,

John Green and Harry Von Zell) was
more than a mere testament to the

longevity of an act. The Mills Brothers’

50th Anniversary get together was a

monument to a style of music that has
survived a myriad of music trends and
short-lived popularity to become a rarity;

a valid musical institution.

But institutions and hit records (such

as six million seller “Paper Doll”) do not

come overnight. The recording history of

the Mills Brothers has chronicled the

rise of a career as well as a rich and pro-

sperous era in music.

The year is 1925 and, in the entertain-

ment tradition of putting your best foot

forward, the Mills Brothers took the

music stage as “Four Boys And A
Guitar." Their amateur and semi-
professional status continued until 1929
when an impressed Duke Ellington

turned The Mills Brothers on to New
York.

Their first recording effort, “Tiger Rag”
on the Brunswick label sold a million

copies and was followed by the equally

successful “How'm I Doin’ (Hey, Hey).”

The rest has literally been recording his-

tory.

The vocal strength of the Mills

Brothers (as witness the Pavilion per-

formance) is obvious. This point was
evidenced early on in their career as the

following liner note appeared: “There
are no musical instruments on this re-

cording except aguitar.”

The 50 year show proved a perfect

statement as to why the Mills Brothers
have been around as long as they have.

The dusted off strains of the group's best

selling past mixed well with bits of their

recent Ranwood recordings as the con-

fines became a flowing tide of good

sounds and vibrations.

The polish and poise that the Mills

Brothers exhibited last Sunday was a

practice acquired performing in ^coun-
tries and in various radio and television

dates. In a recent Cash Box interview the

Mills Brothers got down to reminiscing

about their full past and some of the
greats their career has brought them in

contact with.

"The Paramount Theater in 1930 was
an interesting date for us. In a space of

18 weeks we were the opening act for

Burns and Allen, Bing Crosby, Kate
Smith and Guy Lombardo. It was a good
time for music. Things weren’t as ex-

pensive and people were more into get-

ting off on what we were doing.
”

The Mills Brothers are big on return

engagements and a large portion of the

group's touring is repeat business. The
appeal is obvious but the quesion is

why?
“It's really not all that difficult to ex-

plain. Ours is an easy, goodtime music.

It’s a warm type of sound that's accessa-
ble to people. When you’re into a

particular kind of music you're going to

want to hear it a lot."

"And the feedback we get from the au-

dience is also part of it. We re up there

giving it our all and when the audience is

having a good time the excitement they
generate comes back to you. We've been
together a lot of years. We wouldn't have
done it in the first place if we didn't enjoy
what we were doing.”

The group's newest Ranwood single,

“Till Then" typifies the sincerity and rich

musical talent that has become their

trademark over the past five decades. 50
years is indeed a remarkable career, and
Sunday's concert at the Dorothy Chan-
dler Pavilion proved that the world is re-

ady for another five golden decades
from one of music's all time legends.

HOLLYWOOD — Dickie Goodman has

struck again. Since 1956, when at a

young age his "Flying Saucer record hit

#3 on the Cash Box chart (in those days

it was called the Top 50) Goodman has

returned to vinyl periodically to make
whatever zany, “novel’' contribution he

can to the record consuming public.

Simply stated, the guy makes crazy

records.

For the trivia freaks among us, be ad-

vised that "Saucer” stayed out of the

number one spot only because Elvis oc-

cupied it (Aug. 25, 1956) with “Hound
Dog," and the Platters monopolized #2
with “My Prayer.” Ok, for the real con-

noisseurs of esoterica. it was on Luni-

verse Records.

With the tenacity of a shark, Goodman
stalks the American horizon for social

subjects worthy of his comedic craft. For

the production of novelty product for

Goodman has always been a deliberate,

creative process. "When we first started

making novelty disks," Goodman told

Cash Box last week, "people thought we
were crazy. But when Alan Freed took an
interest in 'Flying Saucer' on WINS in

'56, people started to recognize that we
had really stumbled onto something.”

Certainly, Goodman can’t be credited

with the invention of novelty product.

But it must be said that viewed within the

context of the years he's been doing it,

he must at this point fairly be acknowl-

edged as the superstar of schmaltz! And
he has established as credible a theory

held by some music junkies that novelty

product, when humorous, socially rele-

vant and based on a socially accepted
craze or phenomenon can often
translate into huge commercial success.

And that is precisely what has happened
over the summer season with Good-
man's Cash-Private Stock distributed

single "Mr. Jaws.” It has emerged as the

only logical choice as the "summer
record" of 1975.

Ciancimino appeared last week before

the judiciary committee of the House of

Representatives in Washington protest-

ing the request from the National Relig-

ious Broadcasters.

Ciancimino told the committee: "The
main issue is relatively simple. It is

whether or not a religious program pro-

ducer can use a piece of religious music
and distribute it to approximately 4,000
radio stations without any compensation
to the creator of that religious music.

The National Religious Broadcasters
are going one step beyond the educators
and public broadcasters by asking for

this total exemption.”
Ciancimino told the committee also

that "even the Public Broadcasting Ser-

vice has not asked for an exemption in

the mechanical rights area but have

"SESAC alone . . . represents not only

the performance rights but also the
mechanical and synchronization rights

on behalf of its affiliates. I am dismayed
that such a fact has been terribly dis-

torted."

Ciancimino said that SESAC had no
desire to inhibit religious broadcasting.

"We are simply trying to maintain the in-

tegrity of a religious copyright and to

preserve to the creator of a religious

copyright those rights ... If Oral Roberts
or Billy Graham uses a non-religious

work on his program, there is no ques-
tion that he will be responsible for the
payment of mechanical royalty fees. The
creator of a religious copyright has the
same expenses as the creator of a non-
religious copyright creator. Why the dis-

tinction . .

.?”

Ciancimino continued: "The usual
charge to a program producer for the use
of a copyright ... is a rather nominal $10
a year for unlimited use of that copyright.

I think that organizations such as Billy

Graham's, the Lutheran Hour, the Bap-
tist Hour and others cited in 1973 as

NRS members can well afford to pay . .

."

"We again emphasize that we have no
quarrel with the importance of such a

ministry and with the fact that the coun-
try needs more of this kind of broadcast-
ing. All we ask is that these non-profit or-

ganizations (many of whom are rather

large and wealthy) pay for the use of

their religious music just as they pay for

their newspaper advertising, their elec-

tricity, their studio and auditorium rental,

their executive salaries, their plane fares

. . . their guest stars and every other ex-
pense normal to their business.”

SESAC's counsel further stated that

Charles Love, Charles McCormick, Harry Williams, Jr, and Willis Draffen. Jr. are

Bloodstone. Originally from Kansas City, Missouri, the guys moved out to California a

few years ago.

“We like it out here a lot better,” says Love. “It's a lot more relaxin’ out here to work
and the life is easier. I think it’s due mainly to the weather.”

“What we really came out here for was to get closer to the entertainment industry,"

continued Love. "We wanted to broaden our careers and enter into other areas of the

business.”

Mac added, “One of the dreams that we always had and which came true last year

was to make a motion picture. When we were approached by the producer to do the

film we were ecstatic,” Mac said. “All we said is put us where you wanna, man and let's

go.”

"Yeah, we were in seventh heaven when we heard about it but it was a lot of hard

work," Willis said. The name of the film is “Night Train,” and “it was sort of the idea we
always had in our minds about how to get into pictures."

Love added, "Once we got into the movie, there was a great deal of work learning

the dance routines. Man, some of ’em were real killers. We were always pretty good
dancers, we thought, but the timing at times was a bit hard to get down. We spent

hours and hours practicing and rehearsing. The one number we did in Union Station

was the most involved to do and we spent a day and a half shooting it,” he said. “I

think the thing that makes the movie fun are the look-alikes we used in the movie,"

Mac said. “The people who did them were great to work with and since they were all

professionally trained actors they were nice enough to give us a few pointers along

the way.” The look-alikes included Dracula, Nelson Eddy & Jeanette MacDonald,
Rhett Butler and Scarlett O'Hara, Humphrey Bogart, Carole Lombard, W.C. Fields,

Peter Lorre and The Godfather.

“Hey Mac,” Harry shouted, “you forgot to mention The Sheik and the harem girls.

Man, I loved those harem girls, I think they really helped make the picture.” The rest

of Bloodstone cracked up. Love added, “Yeah, the girls were great, half the time we
couldn’t find Harry, but we always knew where to look.”

Love continued, “We think the movie will do well because it is for the whole family.

We didn’t want to get into any kind of violence thing because it’s just not us. We’re
fun-loving guys and we’re deeply involved in music so this type of film we hope will be

the perfect vehicle? for us to expand on our careers. I think I can speak for all the guys
and say also that we are all nuts for the old flicks, especially those MGM musicals."

The group Bloodstone came out of three groups in Kansas City twelve years ago.

“It’s actually 13 years but we say 12 because 13 is an unlucky number,” Love said. At

that time they were in three different groups and “we were all friends and the reason

we ail got together was because we were the only guys in our groups that liked to re-

hearse. The other guys we played with didn’t like to rehearse and would only show up

for gigs. So we got together and it has been pure romance ever since,” Love said.

Everybody cracked up. Harry coyly said, "Speak for yourself, chump.” And with that

Bloodstone cracked up again.

Mac said, "We all write music and we all have different methods of writing our

material.” Harry said, "I always carry a pencil and paper with me wherever I go
because you never know when and where you will get an idea for a song. We work on

new tunes all the time because we have never had the luxury of being in one place

too long. We work on tunes when we're on the road, in planes, in trains, in cars

anywhere and everywhere.”
When I asked them about their great guitar work, Love said, “Willis is the real guitar

player in the work. Both Mac and myself have been only been playing for the last five

or six years. Willis though is ‘Mr. Hot Licks’.” “Sometimes I think he’s Chuck Berry's

shadow.” Mac chuckled. “Hey, watch your mouth,” Willis shouted. “Chuck is my idol

and I’m proud to say it. I have every record and album he’s put out. To me Chuck is

and still is the greatest. Jimi Hendrix was also sensational. Other guitar players that I

thoroughly enjoy are B.B, King and Eric Clapton,” Willis said.

When they are not working which is not often each one of the Bloodstone has un-

usual and different interests. Mac, the man who sings falsetto in Bloodstone, enjoys

putting on his work clothes and getting into his garden. "I love plants and flowers and

watching things grow. I’m real ly a farmer at heart,” Mac said.

“How’s those watermelons coming along?” Harry laughed.

“None of your business,” Mac said good-naturedly.

Harry on the other hand collects magazines and not old Lifes and Saturday Evening

Posts. Harry’s collection is rated strictly X. Harry said. “I’m getting ready to do my
whole room up with some of the shots.” This broke everybody up.

Mac quipped, “Harry’s known as the Hollywood S lusher. When he first came out to

California he wore out a set of tires on his car in two weeks driving around checking

out all the pretty girls.”

“Mac you know that ain’t true,” Harry whined, “It was three weeks.” When he’s not

playing his guitar Willis enjoy his dog which is a Doberman. I love dogs and if I had the

room I have a mess of them. Right now the Doberman is plenty to handle.”

tinue to pursue this direction,” said Mac.
“We want to do another film and sooh the public will see some drastic changes in

Bloodstone. I can’t talk about them now but in the very near future we will announce
our plans,” Love said. “Right now we’re waiting on the film, the distribution deal is

very close to being set and we have to see what the new single and album will be do-

ing. So right now we’re holding tight and doing a few dates here and there,” he said.

Love continued, “We think that in order to stay in show business an artist must do

more than put out records. We love this business and that’s why we’re thrilled we
were fortunate to do a film like “Night Train," Most groups want to do film, however
we were lucky in that we were able to do our own film and be the stars of the film. We
can’t wait to get behind the cameras again," Love said. The other member nodded in

agreement.

Brian Cadd is by no means your everyday rock ’n roller. Sure, he’s paid dues in gin

mills and on small concert stages from Timbuctoo to Piccadilly, but his forte is sur-

vival. Cadd has managed to keep his head above water long enough to learn how to

tread and at this stage in his career, he has an overview that breeds self confidence

and success.

It wasn't that way back in 1971 when hard rocker Cadd attempted to sell his

Australian musical style to an unreceptive British audience. "We starved in Piccadilly

and bounced around from one place to another before coming home,” recalled Cadd
during a recent visit to Cash Box. “We finally came home in 1971 after paying a lot of

dues.” he reflected, "but I can’t really complain about the way things ultimately turned

out.”

Now a Chelsea recording artist, Cadd looked back on his salad days in Australia as
crucially important to his own development: “I did my first LP on Bootleg Records and
realized when it was released that I wasn’t cut out to produce.” Ironically, things have
turned around for the versatile artist whose new single finds him doing just that. The
Chelsea disk (see single reviews) "All In The Way (They Use My Face)" was arranged
by Peter Best.

Cadd is currently in Melbourne working on his fourth LP, a variation from prior

work. He feels that the year that has elapsed since his last effort has been good for

both he and his music. Cadd arrived in the U.S. to meet with Chelsea executives and
pactwith BNB Management and this week appears on the Midnight Special.

Cadd feels strongly about on-stage performances, an area he has gained expertise
in during his ten years on the road: “If you're having a good time and the audience is

fun, you keep going until someone falls down. Too often shows have arbitrary limits

placed on them, like ten songs or 45 minutes. I think provisions should be made for

those extraordinary shows that have magic in them.” This ‘all or nothing’ approach
has won Cadd and his band an extensive following down under, but he feels the
group has more than indigenous potential: "Australian rock is a driving, vital force,

but our musicians usually don’t know how to go about breaking into the American
market. Exceptions like Helen Reddy and Olivia Newton-John have done incredibly
well, but there are dozens of others who have similar potential.”

Cadd’s experience ranges from movie scoring (he’s been a part of "Morning of the
Earth,” "Class of 7 4

"
and "Alvin Purple." third biggest grossing film in Australian his-

tory) to television ercials. After woodshedding it for a decade, Cadd says he’s
glad he doesn't have ur often: “There's less money on the road than in TV, but I’d

go back out in a min had a hit record. I mean, that’s what it’s all about."
The basic nucleus c V j’s group has been together for three years and should be

quite capable of reprc the sophisticated clean sound of "All In The Way." For
now, Cadd is concentr • n his new LP and plans to move his family to America
when the opportunity ts itself. He wants to compete in the largest music
market in the world and i joods to make a dent here. The energetic stage show
he puts on is a form of mu urance.
Though looking out fo add retains his sense of Australian chauvinism:

“There's really so much go c going on in Australia that I feel it’s only a matter
of time before a number of 6. make it big. After all, we get to see big shows back
home at least once every oth so our concept of what professionalism' means
is not backward at all. Maybe ’ jse we live so far away that people don’t know
that much about our music.

He added: “It will stick the public with

an increase of almost $100 million per

year. That penny increase is punitive

both to our industry and to the con-

sumer. It will impose harsh burdens on
small fledgling record companies. It

could further discourage the already

risky business of recording classics, jazz

and experimental music — all important

cultural contributions. .

The basic case of the publishing in-

dustry, said Gortikov, boiled down to the

statement that the 2 cent rate which was
established in 1909 cannot possibly be
“adequate in 1975.”

The mechanical royalty, stated
Gortikov, was initially given for

mechanical parts such as a piano roll or a

wax cylinder. But with the two sided disk

arriving on the market, the publisher re-

ceived 4 cents — not 2 cents— from the

sale, he said.

With the arrival of the LP, the sum
earned by publishers and composers in-

creased to 20 cents and 40 cents, rather

than 2 cents or 4 cents, he said.

“Finally the ingenuity and risk capital

of recording and equipment companies
developed the 8-track tape, cartridge

and cassette," commented Gortikov.

"These created an entirely new addi-

tional market — about 29 percent of total

record sales, each earning 20 to 24 cents

forthe publisher and composer.”
Gortikov cited the example, “By The

Time I Gez To Phoenix,” the Glen Camp-
bell hit. “There are currently 81 separ-

ately produced records of the song from

the U.S. alone, not foreign — 81

separate sources for that 2 cents to

multiply. Other records quoted by Gorti-

kov before the subcommittee were
"Bridge Over Troubled Waters" by Paul

Simon (81 current recordings) and
"Yesterday” by Paul McCartney (91 U.S.

recordings).

Gortikov also claimed that inflation,

the rising cost of living, was not justifica-

tion for the proposed 59 percent in-

crease. Many music publishers were
“large corporate owners of copyrights,”

he stated, whose "assets far exceeded
any changes in the cost of living.”

Gortikov also scored publishing com-
panies as “largely service entities, con-

duits for the processing of income and
paper transactions. Their function today

is heavily administrative and clerical.”

He further stated that publishers did not

promote, advertise, create demand and
employ field representatives “as they
used to” alleging that these functions

had been taken over by the record com-
panies.

He added: “Publishing companies de-
serve to be paid reasonably for their

service functions — but certainly not to

split an added $47 million ayear.”
In conclusion Gortikov stated that

there was no justification economically,
just as there was not in 1966 when the

subcommittee considered the bill last for

a 3 cent mechanical rate. Hard cold

economic facts, said Gortikov “demon-
strate irrefutably” that the 2 cent rate is

“still fully adequate today."

John Cohen, president of Disc
Records Company, operating 40 retail

record stores in 14 states, also appeared
beforesthe committee stating “If the rate

goes from 2 to 3 cents we are faced with

the possibility that the recording com-
panies will be unable to absorb the in-

crease and that, therefore, the increase
will be passed on through the chain of

distribution.

"As typical retailers ... I can assure

you,” Cohen told the subcommittee,
“that we would be unable to absorb the

increased wholesale price which would
result. Our company operates on a gross
margin of 40 percent and a net profit of

only 3 percent after taxes. We would be
compelled to pass on the increased cost

to the consumer.”
Cohen stated that the depressed econ-

omy of 1975 had so far meant that the

number of records and tapes sold in his

stores "has decreased as has the total

dollar volume of our sales."

He further commented: “I am confi-

dent that an increase of 30-35 cents per
average LP recording which would ap-

pear to be the added burden to the con-
sumer if the royalty rate is increased
would further decrease the number of

recordings that we sell.”

Cohen also warned that the increase
would mean a decrease in the number of

records available, a “matter that affects

not only the young people, as 60 percent
of sound recordings we sell are pur-

chased by adults.”

SACRAMENTO — Early reports indicate

that California Governor Brown favors

the passage of bill #712 which would
give the state the strongest anti-piracy in

the United States.

Bill #712, which seeks to amend Sec-
tion 653 of the Penal Code, was in-

troduced by Assemblyman William
Thomas. It would make anyone who
transferred sound recordings on sound
devices for commercial purposes
(without the original owner's consent)

guilty of a felony. First offense would be
punishable by a maximum of one year in

jail and/or a $25,000 fine. Second of-

fense would mandate twice the penalty:

two years in jail and/or $50,000 in fines.

Further, anyone knowingly selling or

transporting unauthorized product will

be charged with a misdemeanor punish-

able by a maximum of six months in jail

R1AA Takes Stand fr 19

Michael Kapp, president of Warner
Special Products Inc., stated that his

group of record companies — Warner
Bros., Reprise, Atlantic, Atco, Elektra

and Asylum — annually secured about
4000 mechanical licenses for regular

priced recordings and of those “86 per-

cent were granted at or even above the

statutory rate. Of the remainder over 13
percent are licensed on a per album
basis because the recording artist is also

the composer and publisher. Within his

artist contract he and the recording com-
pany have agreed to a fixed number of

cents per album, such as 20, 22, 24
cents, regardless of the number of songs
used. Therefore the actual rate per song,

slightly above or below 2 cents, depends
entirely on the total number of songs on
that record."

Kapp added that 99.1 percent of his

regularly priced records were licensed at

or very near the statutory rate.

Records falling below this were usual-

ly lower priced, sold via television, bud-
get lines, record clubs or as premiums.

“If the statutory rate goes up to 3 cents

then regular priced records will pay 3

cents and standardized rates off the 3

cents will be for those lower priced

records. Business will go on just as

before, only at the higher rates. There
won't be much bargaining over rates

because there isn’t much now," he said.

In 1942 Brooks moved west to Fon-
tana, California. He spent the last 32
years of his life in the Los Angeles area.

Additionally, K-WEST sponsors University Stereo and Canopy Insurance are set up
in Pomona at the LA.

Record Magazine “Summer Trip” promotion, Vicki Young, was the grand national prize
winner; Vicki will fly anywhere in North America round trip from her native Dallas.

The promotion involved 26 stations and a few hundred record stores nationwide; on
the entry blanks that were available at the stores, listeners were invited to write about
their own "summer trip," real or imagined. Stores submitted entries to their area’s
"summer trip" radio affiliate, who then pooled their entries to choose the finalist. Vicki
has decided to fly to Los Angeles; Phonograph Record will cover her lodging ex-
penses during her visit.

Frank Zappa was on KPFK last weekend discussing the current state of everyone's
favorite Mothers, and his appearance with the Abnuceals Emuukha Electric Sym-
phony Orchestra at UCLA's Royce Hall Sept. 17 and 18. Zappa has chosen Royce to
premiere his me recent pieces titled “Pedro’s Diary” and “Bogus Pomp,” among
other Zappa compositions. The Royce gig was recorded and an album will be availa-
ble for pure '

:,e by a willing record company. Zappa is merely a genius, and only has
a few degree music studies, lest any skeptics exist among you.

As I sit hert .empting to create this column, my ears are being assaulted by a re-
packaged LP all the delightful music from the Mickey Mouse Club; as soon as I

finish writing this paragraph, I will respectfully wring the neck of our album reviewer,

The disco pool concept is establishing itself as an extremely valuable hassle-free

catalyst between record companies and discos. Companies service the pool, and the

pool in turn services the individual area discos at no charge to the record companies.
The resultant system effectively removes record companies from direct dealings with

individual discos attempting to obtain fresh supplies of product.

The first such co-op to come into existence was the Disco Pool in New York City,

headed by David Mancuso. New York's pool services 225 NYC area discos and
operates on a non-profit basis from its offices at 99 Prince St. in NYC. There is also a

non-profit co-op in Chicago headed by Rufus Smith; the Chicago pool services 25
Windy City discos. Steve Cummings in Houston is in the process of putting together a

local pool.

least a year to see revenue from the

NASHVILLE — One of the world's

largest birthday parties — celebrating

the Grand Ole Opry's golden anniversary
— will be held Oct. 15-19 in Nashville,

Tenn.

Over 6,000 representatives employed
in the production, promotion, or distribu-

tion of country music, as well as the in-

dustry’s greatest artists, top athletes,

movie stars, and other celebrities will at-

tend the festivities honoring the famous
show.

The Grand Ole Opry has been enter-

The flip side of the record

was a novelty done by Mel Blanc in his

inimitable Bugs Bunny voice.

After graduating from high school,

Billie Jo traveled around a bit, later set-

tling back in Texas. She worked at many
jobs, none of them connected with sing-

ing, including a four-year stint as a car

hop (she called it being a fender lizard) at

a Beaumont drive-in. She later met Jack

Rhodes, the late country music writer.

who heard her sing, liked her voice, and
persuaded her to come to Nashville. She
cut some demos and she signed with

United Artists and had a country hit

called “Easy To Be Evil.”

Billie Jo later left United Artists, but re-

turned to the UA fold in 1974.

Billie enjoys a wide variety of music,

though her heart belongs to country, she
says. She also digs country-pop star

Diana Trask, the 5th Dimension and
Karen Carpenter.

Billie Jo’s guest appearances include

most of the syndicated shows. She has

had six top ten records, one reaching the

#1 spot in 1975. This was “Blanket On
The Ground” with her current near-the-

top single being “Stay Away From The
Apple Tree.”

honoring the life and accomplishments
of persons who have gained fame in the
world of 'country music' radio and
television, has selected the first set of

nominees for these awards. The
nominees were selected by blind vote of

the board of directors.

Chuck Chellman, president of the
Chuck Chellman Company, an indepen-
dent record promotion firm and perma-
nent trustee of the foundation, an-
nounces the following three nominees
for the first Country Music Disc Jockey
Hall of Fame Award for a living radio

personality:

Eddie Hill — Hill began his career in

country music in 1941 at WDOD in Chat-
tanooga, then worked at WNOX in Knox-
ville on the well-known “Mid-Day Merry-
Go-Round" show. From WNOX, he went
to WPTF in Raleigh, WMPS in Memphis
and then to WSM in Nashville. Hill was
the first disk jockey to host the all-night

country music show on WSM. Later he
continued his colorful career at WENO,
WLAC and WLVN-FM in Nashville

Grant Turner — Turner can actually say
his career in the radio media began in

1928, but it was in 1940 that he decided
to devote his full time to country music.

His first full time radio job was at KFRO
in Longview, Texas prior to moving to

KRRV in Sherman, Texas, and later to

WBIR in Knoxville. In 1942 Turner came
to Nashville and soon made WSM his

permanent home. Shortly after his ar-

rival, Turner became a permanent an-

nouncer for the Grand Ole Opry and he
still is actively participating in Opry an-

nouncing.

Randy Blake — Blake was in his hey-

day of promoting country music in 1946
at WJJD, Chicago.

Light Crust Doughboys.

category. The winner will be inducted in-

to the Hall of Fame at the breakfast pre-

ceding the Chuck Chellman/Georgia
Twitty Radio Invitational Golf Tourna-
ment on Oct. 15 at Crockett Spring Na-
tional Golf and Country Club in Nash-
ville.

It’s Foosball
DENVER — The sky is clear and the

background a rocky mountain high, but

here in the tense atmosphere of com-
petition are people ready to pit their

skills against a game. Foosball — one of

the fastest growing participation games
to move from taverns, to the home, to the

amphitheatre floor. It’s Denver on Labor
Day weekend and these people have
gathered for the 1975 International

Tournameft Soccar Championships.
Over $100,000 has been offered in

prizes, the largest amount $20,000 going

to Dan Kaiser and Ken Rivera of the

Pacific Northwest for first place in the

open doubles category. The second
place forced upon Mike Beiz and Brent

Bednarof Minnesota at $1 1 ,000.

The event ran over six days and drew
1,900 participants bringing the total

award money to $113,000. Every state

except Maine was represented, the floor

being surrounded by bleachers and
closed curcuit television. At one point

$31,000 was riding on one match alone,

providing for as much pressure as any
sport' could hope to attain. As if the

thirty-three week, twenty-nine state,

quarter million championship tour hadn’t

been enough, the first annual Tourna-

ment Soccar Jokin', Strokin’ and Chokin’,

Four On A Side tournament was an-

nounced. It continued until “Foosball

USA” defeated the “Wazoo Kids" for the

championship sometime near dawn.
Lee Peppard, a major stockbroker for

Mountain West Inc. in Seattle, recog-

nized table soccar as a highly promot-

able product and soon was distributing a

German model of the table. The demand
for the tables was higher than that which
the Germans could fill so Peppard de-

cided to have his own tables made in

French, and Italian which is the fastest of

them all.

In 1972 the first national cham-
pionships were held, the total prize

money being.SI ,500. The following year

the purse was raised to $5,000 and in

1974 was as high as $50,000. The 1974
tour cost Peppard $330,000 over a nine

month period, however some 4,000
tables are sold each month by sixteen

U.S. companies, one-fifth of which has

been handled by Mountain West. Pep-
pard envisions the acceleration in in-

terest in table soccar to increase so as to

be able to offer $1 million as prize

monies within the next four years.

The players however know that to

achieve respectability they must ap-

proach the sport with professionalism.

And despite the game-like image of the

sport the interest is active among resi-

dents of college and other higher educa-
tion types. The rules are quite simple

and number only ten, the main restric-

tion being to limit game time to one hour.

This is to better be able to set schedules

and allow for proper television coverage
during tournaments.

Billy Sumption, 27-year-old ex-football

linebacker, has said “To me the game is

as real as blood. Table soccer gives me
the same excitement as knocking down
those runners.” This coming from last

year’s mixed doubles champion, and a

competetor in this year’s open doubles

says a lot for the seriousness with which

this game is played.

Cal Rogers, tournament director, and

Mountain West feel that something has

been established. This former game has

become a recognized professional sport

and CBS Sports Spectacular will be giv-

ing national coverage to it next year. The
coin machine industry and every dis-

tributor and operator can now realize he

has another vantage point from which he

can obtain the respect and recognition

he deserves.
