It goes on. Not just in New York, because there are reports of the same
activity in Chicago, and on the west coast.

It is an undercurrent of violence that appears to surface perhaps briefly but

more and more of late. It may have always been there but lately at the big rock

concerts it is showing itself more.

Cash Box’s recent examination of the world of rock music promoters

showed that they are mindful of the problem of security and violence at rock

events and the corrective policing of same.

It was a subject that was broached at semi-official meetings when some
promoters stated bluntly that if the situation was not either curbed or

controlled it might mean the demise of rock events in certain areas throughout

the country.

And the people running the arenas and the major halls are flexing their

muscles. As money apparently becomes tighter, and fewer and fewer rock

acts are filling the halls to capacity, they look not so lightly on the damage to

equiment in the hall the increased costsof increased policing.

It is a situation that must be stamped out before it gets out of hand. The rock

superstars must not turn their backs on it, stating that it is not their problem.

The problem is a problem for everybody. At present great care must be

taken over the merchandising of rock music— and this merchandising starts at

ground level, the live concerts. City officials may be on the lookout for the rock

dollar at their halls and arenas but rock music is not exclusively their bag.

It is the music industry’s.

BMI Asks CBS
For Decision
NEW YORK — Broadcast Music Inc.

(BMI) has issued a memorandum stating

that there is "no just reason for delay" in

the final judgment, asking for a hearing

with regard to the retroactive adjustment

on the interim fee to BMI paid by Colum-
bia Broadcasting System (CBS). The
memorandum was submitted last week
to the U S. Southern District Court in

New York. A complaint filed by CBS in

1969 alleged that the present system by
which BMI and ASCAP issue blanket

licenses for the right to perform their

copyrights in exchange for a flat annual

fee violates the Sherman antitrust act.

The complaint was dismissed in Sep-
tember last year but CBS filed notice of

appeal.

BMI's memorandum stated that the

society will suffer "undue hardship" un-

less final judgement is entered at this

time. BMI's right to license its music at a

price determined by market forces and
BMI's right to a retroactive adjustment of

the interim fee are suspended until entry

of final judgment. continued on pg.

Although, AVI does have its own
record and music publishing companies,
it was emphasized that the GRC record
label would continue and be distributed
in the USA and internationally.

Harris further pointed out that AVI
would honor all current GRC foreign re-

cord licensing and publishing agree-
ments as well as the pacts currently be-
ing negotiated, Bobby Weiss and One
World of Music agency continues as the
foreign label and international liaison for

the GRC record and music publishing
companies. GRC product is currently be-
ing distributed in Australia, New

A Perspective
LOS ANGELES — The measurable pre-

sence of greatest hits product on the

market this time of year is by no means a

new phenomenon, but the proliferation

of such albums on the Cash Box chart

once again focuses on the original intent

packaging.

The greatest hits package was original-

ly designed to attract consumers who did

not fit the "die-hard fan" classification for

a particular artist. In other words, the

consumer familiar with an artist through

radio airplay who did not actively collect

all LP catalog product by that artist.

Originally released as

a series of three 78s, the disk was later

marketed as three 45s, then as a long-

playing 12 i.nch disk, first without cover

art. then with it. And, unbelievable as it

may seem, there were five cover records

of the disk, and they all sold well. The
other outstanding catalog LPs were
bootleg tapes recorded at Friar Club

roastings. These consisted of three

separate releases in all. They were sold

as 12 inch LPs only with plain white

labels. They consisted of recordings of

some of the biggest male stars of the day
roasting their fellow performers, utilizing

nearly every vulgar expletive in the

English language. These LPs, in total

sales, are estimated to have sold in ex-

cessof three million copies.

Today, the counter-top has eroded
considerably, partially due to the evolu-

continued on pg.

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Dick Clark: Expanding The Legacy
Of Rock & Roll, TV, & New Year’s Eve
HOLLYWOOD — Dick Clark has watched
the development of rock and roll, and its

growth in the television medium, from a

somewhat patriarchal perspective in the
past twenty years, Clark occupies a his-

toric, knowledgeable, and continually
evolving position in the growth of

popular music in this country. When Dick
Clark Productions entered L.A.'s
Coconut Grove last week to tape the fifth

consecutive year of "New Year's Rockin'
Eve" with Melissa Manchester, Freddy
Fender. KC And The Sunshine Band,
Average White Band, and Neil Sedaka
holding down the hosting spot, another
chapter in Clark's contribution to the in-

dustry was laid down on videotape.
Clark describes his involvement in the

midnight New Year's Eve spot as de-
signed to bring a prime time special to

the midnight market to provide an
alternative to Guy Lombardo and Johnny
Carson, whose programs will compete
for the lion's share of viewers who peer
in to watch the mania of the year's end.

During this exclusive interview the
phone rang almost uninterruptedly —
artists and managers confirming TV ap-

pearances, network conflicts — all these
things a matter of daily fare for Clark.

Through it all, one seems to sense that

he's grown used to the pace, accepts it,

but moreover, thrives on continuing and
expanding the role of television in ex-

posing rock and roll to the American
masses.

"I think the proliferation of rock
television shows is sad." Clark told us. “I

want to prove a point with the New Year's

shows, which is to make contemporary
music available to an otherwise neglect-

ed viewing audience in that time period.

Actually, it's a bit hard to understand —
for years, people have been screaming
for rock and roll on New Year's Eve, but

we consistently get killed on ratings. Guy
Lombardo is the king of New Year's Eve.

and he's been quoted as saying that

when he goes, he's going to take it with

him. That's a little hard to deal with!"

The suggestion that those interested

in rock music might either be out at a

concert that night, or using the TV as

background at a party, with viewers tun-

ing in at midnight to watch the globe of

the Allied Chemical Building in Times
Square descend to the sidewalk for the
millionth time might be a factor in reduc-
ing total viewing on a New Year's special.

“We're aware of that interest," replies

Clark, "We'll be cutting from the taped
segments of the show live to New York
periodically during the first half hour of

the show to maintain the excitement of

counting down to midnight."

Whatever the challenge of competing
with two other shows during the time
slot, Clark's involvement in television is

such that the production, airing on ABC.
should be an exercise in the sort of ex-

cellence that has typified his projects

since his entrance into television in July

1956, Simply, Clark wrote the book on
rock TV — his seniority and stature is

based on the fact that his expertise, ear,
continued on pg.

The loss for the first half is due to non-

recurring charges of $2,393,000 from

the sale of Chess and the record division

reorganization, and an operating loss of

$1 ,200,000 in phonograph records,

GRT initiated the reorganization of the

Phonograph Record division in June
following a large loss in the company's
record operations in the last fiscal year.

The sale of Chess, acquired in 1969,

completed the restructuring program

GRT's sale of prerecorded music tapes

accounts for 75% of the company's
volume.

book, which he’s currently writing, to be
tentatively titled "Good Old Rock And
Roll," which will span the time from
1955-1965 "The film should be a perma-
nent record of the history of rock and
popular dance — sort of the 'That's En-

tertainment' of rock," Clark told Cash
Box. "Already, we can see that the film

would be of great interest not only to

nostalgia and rock fans, but to

sociologists and contemporary his-

torians interested in the metamorphosis
of rock music.”

Clark and American Bandstand
represent to most Americans of this

generation and of the last an important

element of their childhood and
adolescence; for many, their first ex-

posure to rock music. The show was the

scene for some historic premiere ap-

pearances. Like the time that Stevie

Wonder, at the age of thirteen, came on
Bandstand to play "Fingertips Part Two"
for the first time on TV. "Stevie is one of

the finest gentlemen in this business,

above and beyond being the musical

genius that he is," Other moments, like

Dionne Warwick's first appearance, or

the first emergence of the "twist," are

memorable for Clark.

“I remember one show we did," recalls

Clark. “I noticed that in the far corner of

the dance floor two kids were doing a

dance that I had never seen before. It

looked vaguely obscene, but not overly,

so I immediately called upstairs to our

producer. I wanted no camera shots of

those kids until I asked them what it was.

Clark feels that not only is “crossover”

not a new phenomenon (“country roots

crossing over were responsible for

rock's birth, " he says), but that it is not

musical trends which determine dance
styles.

"A prerequisite for a song being
played on American Bandstand is its

danceability," Clark emphasizes. "But
people dance the way they want to. Com-
mercial people follow it up with records
and music that match that popular de-

mand. People were doing the hustle

before there were hustle records, just as

people were doing the twist before there

was Chubby Checker's recording."

Record rating by young people on
American Bandstand has always been an
important segment of the show, although
the record’s ultimate success has never
been fairly indicated by those ratings.

For example, Clark tells us that among
the lowest rated records in the history of

the show, were "The Chipmunk Song"
I by David Seville, or Ross Bagdasarian)

and "She Loves You” by the Beatles.

"The Chipmunk record got a 35 and the

Beatles rated in the low seventies.

Bagdasarian was another highly talented

man, whom I miss very much, " Clark told

Cash Box. "You can never rely on initial

opinions to judge a record's ultimate suc-

cess Only time and mass response can
do that."

After twenty years of making music
history. Clark continues to write new

has become almost un-

iversally identified with a man whose

The consumer who purchases

such an item doubtless gets greater in-

sight into the music of a given act and
therefore may be won over as a fan who
will then seek additional catalog. Radio

familiarity, though it does stimulate

sales, reveals only one side of an artist's

talent.

Because impulse buying is an un-

deniable part of any sales picture, promi-

nent display of any item, particularly a

greatest hits package, makes it an ex-

cellent spur of the moment purchase.

Many successful retailers display such
items close to the entrance of their

establishment or adjacent to the check
out counter for just such a reason. Often

a customer in search of another record

will buy a greatest hits album in addition

to. or instead of, his original quest.

and a larger number of striving — artists:

"Laughter In The Rain," “That's When
The Music Takes Me,

" “New York City

Blues," "The Immigrant,” "Solitaire,"

"Love Will Keep Us Together" and more.

No two album packages have spawned
as many hits over the last two dozen
months, save efforts from Paul McCart-

ney. In fact, it appears that Sedaka/-

Greenfield, Sedaka/Cody compositions

have assumed the expansive range of

popularity that Bacharach and David

commanded a few years ago. Unlike

McCartney, Sedaka has a listenership

that spreads across generations of

listeners.

Of course Neil's popularity within the

musical subconscious goes back to the

late fifties when he was a teenage whiz-

kid, churning out hits like "Carol,
"

"Stair-

one of the most perennially creative

British bands, returned once again to

these shores to be greeted by signs of

what seems to be their ever-growing

popularity. While they have never
broken into mega-stardom, as have most
of the original British invasion bands
who are still around, they tirelessly con-

tinue to produce some of the most vital

and energetic rock of any working band
Their latest album, "Schoolboys In Dis-

grace, ' their best and most accessible in

a few years, provided the framework for

the show, which was opened with a few
of the Kinks standards, such as "Lola"

and “You Really Got Me, " their initial

U S. hit of at least ten years ago. They
then ventured into the material from the

new album, with the story line theatrics

transferred from the stage show of their

"Soap Opera " extravaganza to an ably-

British style has always been an interest-

ing musical strain to observe. On one
level it's an inward turning genre that

seems to move to a certain point and no
further. On the other it is a constantly

restructuring form that redefines the

classic progressions in creative ways.

The latest incarnation of Savoy Brown
showed a recent Starwood audience
both levels in motion.

Led by guitarist Kim Simmonds Savoy
Brown (a London boogie) put blues rock

in proper perspective via some churning

as well as laidback outings. From "Tell

While he

was on his feet for "Bad Blood" and did

some burlesque schtick with a towel dur-

ing “Sad Eyes," his true power came
forth through his piano and the high con-

fidence and execution of his vocal

performance.
As we said earlier, Neil Sedaka is a

consummate singer. He drove the con-

cept home again and again throughout

the evening, finally bringing a docile au-

dience fo its feet with an intimate, grow-

ing version of his updated “Breaking Up
Is Hard To Do,”

This reviewer offers silent thanks to

whatever force brought Elton John and
Neil Sedaka together. For although the

genius of Sedaka had not been totally

overlooked in recent years, there's no
telling how much longer it would have
taken for his re-entry into the tight

playlists of the American pop scene
without Elton’s willingness to go out on
that proverbial limb. Beyond the obvious

personal benefits to sponsor and artist,

the entire recording industry has re-

ceived a shot in the arm with the return

of Neil Sedaka. The bottom line,

however, is that it took the power of a hot

superstar to convince the airwaves to

take another chance on proven/talent.

Our only question is how many other

done film presentation starring the band
and their three female vocalists.

Second billed Libra proved an ex-

ercise in diverse stylings as racing ele-

ments of jazz, rock and distorted soul

fragments did a futuristic mixing that

gave each element its solo chance as

well as allowing for a comprehensive
cohesion of each, A particularly strong

bass anchored the more stable passages
while the overall meshing of sounds
made for a liberal, yet controlled flight of

musical fancy,

In the wake of an exceptionally important

al bum representing the continuing
artistic progression of Crosby and Nash
(individually and collectively) as song-

writers and singers, the former Byrd and

the former Hollie presented their newest
songs with the core of artists who helped

to create "Wind On The Water" — the

Electric Band.

It is significant that “Wind On The
Water” has been extremely wel I-

received in the relatively short time

since its release. Equally significant was
the introduction of their new material

early in the set, and that the audience
went beyond tolerance of new Crosby
and Nash material; the audience was ac-

tually in a state of great anticipation.

The music and songs of David Crosby
and Graham Nash mellow and age as the

years pass. Both artists have very col-

orful personal and musical histories and
both artists have the ability to translate

their experiences to songs and lyrics that

ask questions and explore answers
aware people by their very nature must
seek. Their songs relate incidents, but

deeper than that, in most cases the inci-

dents are described and scrutinized on
an array of levels simultaneously. The
liaison of these two formidable talents

has created more music to play for our

children and grandchildren in the years

to come, music that wins the test of time.

The Electric Band is an homogenous
conglomeration of true artists who are

able to perform with a very high degree
of feeling, taste, and technical precision

whether in or out of a studio. Tim Drum-
mond played point/counterpoint bass in

synch with drummer Russ Kunkel to pro-

vide the sound's tight bottom, which was
beneath layers by fiddler/lap steel-slide-

/guitarist David Lindley, electric key-

boardist Craig Doerge, and smokin' Dan-

ny Kootch on lead guitar; Crosby played

6 and 12-string acoustic and electric

guitars, and Nash played 6-string

acoustic and electric guitars, harp, and
baby grand piano. The entire band
operated as a solid unit by integrating

leads and rhythms, and worked together

at every possible turn in the develop-

ment of the passages to their fullest ex-

tent.

The vocal interweave practiced by
Crosby and Nash is a concept each

he's meant it or not Ritchie Blackmore's
very being has, over the years, person-

ified the unbridled aggression necessary
for an effecfive practifioner of the rock

and metal arts. His classic riffs and even
classier public displays of mood all fuel

the fire You may not always agree with

him but you kind of get the feeling he's

probably right. For Ritchie Blackmore
Deep Purple was t he cocoon.
Blackmore's Rainbow at the Santa
Monica Civic proved the metamorphosis.

Blackmore’s Rainbow (a Polydor
thunder lizard) is, first and foremost, a

band. To be sure the Blackmorian in-

fluence is there but, throughout the

course of the set, you never lost sight of

the fact that there was a band perform-

ing

Blackmore’s lead riffs were in the true

metal mold but his new musical sur-

roundings have taken their toll. Blues

and straight ahead rock runs played a

major part in Blackmore's axe disgorging

as his solo progressions transcended the

seeming predictability of hard as nails

devotees.

The overall feel of Rainbow’s music

began to develop years ago — Crosby as

a Byrd and Nash as a Hollie. The most re-

cent tour shows that C&N continue to

represent the development of a multi-

voice vocal style to the highest degree of

quality, a degree met by few artists, past

or present. Their first album together

(Atlantic, 1972) was recorded after their

continued development in multi-voice

harmonization with Stephen Stills and
Neil Young and showed the seeds of

what has blossomed today on the new
album and in this concert tour.

Crosby, Nash, and the Electric Band
debuted their new electric songs in the

early part of the set, including "Take The
Money And Run" (written by Nash for an
unscrupulous manager out of the past),

which was one of the many tunes that

featured Lindley on lap si ide, and
Crosby's "Low Down Payment, ” The inte-

gration of energies was particulary evi-

dent when the band carried the off-beat

accentuation through "Low Down Pay-

ment's’ extended bridges to explore

ranges rarely reached, and without los-

ing direction. Kunkel is a veritable

human metronome; his timing is impec-

cable. "Wooden Ships" featured long

and spine-tingling bridges by Kootch,

Lindley, Crosby, Nash. Doerge and
Drummond; each took 16 or 32 bars in

rotation, and took the song on journeys

into jazz, country, and blues giving a new
and very tasty delivery to that well-

known ode to the aftermath of atomic

war.

During the acoustic set, Crosby was
beside himself (and so was the audience)

with satisfaction at his delivery of what
truly was the most forcefully beautiful

reading of "T riad” I have heard him or

anyone do, notwithstanding the classic

Airplane version on the “Surrealistic

Pillow” album. As Nash returned to the

stage to join voices with Crosby on
"Guinevere." David spent a few minutes

tuning as he verbally communicated with

the audience; his warmth onstage effec-

tively control led the restlessness of

several thousand people during a task

that is not often well-received by non-

musicians in audiences. After two false

starts, Crosby's guitar was still slightly

but painfully out of tune; Nash reached
over, twisted the errant string’s tuning

key a hair, and immediately locked it in

continued from pg.

95% of the audience (average age ap-

proximately 20) stayed glued to their

seats for the musical marathon. Ten
years ago Flo and Eddie were Turtles,

and later Mothers. Stephen Stills was
less than a year away from joining with

Young, Furay, Messina and Dewey
Martin to form Topanga's historic Buffalo

Springfield. And a few years later

Messina and Furay joined with Rusty

Young and George Grantham to form

Poco. Ten years later, today, the present

incarnations of three of the finest groups

to emerge from the local canyons are,

with best apologies to Paul Simon, "still

creatin' after all these years."

It must be stated, however, that the

p.a. system s quality was also circa 1965;

little bottom, muddled midranges, and

too much treble made the vocals hard to

follow at times, except during the

acoustic songs.

Aside from the lack of vocal clarity, the

concert ranks among the very best of the

year, Stephen Stills headlined with his

backup band and special unannounced
guest Neil Young took the stage with the

group amidst tumultuous ovations; they

opened with "Love The One You're

With " and followed immediately with

"Johnny's Garden ";
". , , it's clean and it's

quiet/only trouble was I had to buy it. .

."

The band sounded tighter and more
coherently energetic than the Manassas
band a few years back and was excellent-

ly complemented by Young; though he

was not fully rehearsed, to say the least

Neil was quite familiar with the music,

"This is the new Buffalo Springfield!"

Stills exclaimed as he and Young
launched an electric version of "Wooden
Ships." We have heard it was there that

Stills (playing a Gibson Firebird), Young
and Donny Dacus (both playing Gibson

Les Pauls) crystallized some of the best

guitar interplay we've heard since

"Southern Man" from the Crosby, Stills,

Nash and Young tour album " Four Way
Street,

"

Stills' backup band this time around

was manned by Tubby Zeigleron drums,

Joe Lala on congas, timbales and percus-

sion. and George Perry on bass; both

Lala and Perry are from Florida and show
that even though Stills lives in Colorado,

his days recording for Atlantic at Criteria

Studios in Miami have had a lasting in-

fluence, particularly evidenced by the

excellent Cubano-flavored percus-

sionJerry Aiello was the keyboardist and

was exceptionally tasty in his solo bridge

during "Wooden Ships."

After a short break, two stools were set

at center stage for Steve and Neil, who
made no bones about their desire for

quiet during their acoustic set; the por-

tion of the crowd seated festival-style on

the floor of the Pavilion took a full five

minutes to sit down and be quiet. After

picking a little banjo lead with Young on

acoustic rhythm, our spines tingled at

the opening notes to "On The Way
Home"; Neil's vocal on his song belied

the fact that he's recovering from athroat

operation -- clean and pure. Stills re-

ached for his Dobro and picked a new
song titled "T ree-top Flyer," a beautifully

bluesy ballad about a gun smuggler run-

ning the Mexican border flying low

through the canyons to avoid detection,

Neil sang lead on a song he wrote for

Flo & Eddie

"the first car I ever had, and my last old

lady” called "Long May You Run ";

Stephen did some quick-pickin' on
Robert Johnson's "Crossroads" before

playing Fred Neil's "Everybody's
Talkin'. " After commenting that he
wished he'd written the song, he played

with so much feeling the result was as if

he actually had written it.

Stephen Stills was lambasted a few
years ago for singing social and political

protest songs belong the sixties by
critics who believed that contemporary
music's social consciousness was re-

stricted to that decade: indeed we need
it more in the complacent seventies than

we did then. In keeping with that. Stills

rededicated "Word Game" to presiden-

tial aspirant Ronald Reagan (when writ-

ten it was dedicated to Spiro); "Can you
imagine that turkey being president?"

Another very short break preceded
the last electric set, which Stills started

off with about two minutes of fed-back

guitar soloing, and with the advent of

Jimi's birthday last week the solo was
probably an impromptu tribute to the im-

mortal energy and spirit of Jimi Hendrix;

"Old Times. Good Times" live on every

day. Immediately following was "The

Loner " from Young's first post-Spring-

field solo album; Neil's fiercely intense

but tasteful leads were so high that past

songs of junk and death were completely

left behind. "Turn Back The Pages"
followed and was introduced by Stills, as

"the single that nobody bought,
"

Stephen Stills' beautifully paced con-

cert closed with Flo and Eddie assisting

with vocal harmonies on "Suite: Judy
Blue Eyes" as the first encore, and as the

never-say-die audience swayed under

the weight of 2 am. eyelids. Stills.

Young, Flo and Eddie were joined by the

band for an acapella "Find The Cost Of

Freedom.”
Opening tor Stills was Poco, which

after a few personnel changes since

formation in early 1969 has maintained

and improved upon the high-quality

vocal harmonics developed in those

days; original member Rusty Young con-

tinues to show why he is one of the very

best - and one of the very first — pedal

steel players in rock and roll. Tim Schmit

plays bass and his lead vocals and top-

end harmonizations are signature Poco.

Original Poco drummer George Grant-

ham and Paul Gotten, who joined the

band in 1970, layer their backup with

technical Poco excellence and the entire

band projects the positive good-time

energy that has given phenomenal lon-

gevity to the band both on vinyl (seven

albums) and in live performances. Rusty

got out from behind his pedal steel to

front '"Bad Weather " playing a slide

guitar with a wedge-shaped neck which

gave an effect combining the sounds of

steel and slide on one instrument, and

with a Phaser, no less. Excellent set by

one of the very first and foremost coun-

try rock bands.

The evening began with a reasonably

well-paced set of Flo and Eddie's

parodies, "Turtle's Gold,” and exemplary

material from their "Illegal, Immoral, and

Fattening” album; Howard Kaylan and

Mark Volman maintain the ability to lam-

poon themselves as well as others. The
nicest surprise was the new material, in-

cluding "Kama Sutra Time” and "Livin' In

The Jungle,” which shows without a

doubt that Flo and Eddie are writers of

quality songs today as well as in the past,

and that they will continue to be in high

demand as long as they continue to

perform.

THE ROXY. L A — In the beginning

there was the word. The means of ex-

pression. The tool of the poet. The vocal

way of the wise man and the fool. Then
came the mixing of media as the ele-

ments of sight and sound and the word
was important but not quite as before.

But the word as prime mover came full

circle last week at the Roxy as Patti

Smith gave forth with the best argument
in the world for the ten thousand words
being worth more than a picture.

Patti Smith's very being is rock and roll

in the most poetic sense. During the

course of her set she force-fed a steady

stream of savage rock sound and street

conscious lyrical runs that drove home a

lifestyle weaned on the consciousnessof
Kerouac and the fire of Hendrix.

Quickly evident in her performance
was a mid-sixties mentality and stance

that relied on the harshness and simplici-

ty of basic rock as a springboard for her

lyrical assault. Typical of this approach
was her interpretation of "Gloria" and
"Land Of A Thousand Dances " as a driv-

ing ground gave way to desperate
snatches of thought. To Patti Smith it was
intensity. Express yourself or perish.

The street consciousness continued
as her between song rap turned quickly

into a poetic duel with the audience. It

was being cute and barbed; spitting on
the stage and drinking from a patron’s

scotch. A theatrical naturalness. Planned
but not quite so.

A strong factor in favor of Patti's poetry

approach to music came out in the pro-

jection of her lyrics as their speed of light

flow allowed for instant comprehension
as instantly formed tales took the
spotlight only to be nudged aside in

favor of the next. It was as if mass com-
munication had been instantly reduced
to a one on one level.

Every once in awhile you get a feeling

about a performer and their chance for

success. It's the vibes or a chill at the

base of your spine. In the case of Patti

Smith it was a feeling of the past meeting
the present and auguring for the future.

For as Patti Smith left the stage a vis-

ion of influences made itself felt. It was
the vestiges of Morrison and Hendrix
and Kerouac. They were looking down
on The Roxy stage and smiling.

This bitch poet was doing it right,

Over Production In Games:
Part One In An In Depth Study
From A Distributor's Viewpoint

HOLLYWOOD — Cash Box recently in-

terviewed a cross-section of coin

machine distributors asking the ques-

tion: "Are there too many new games be-

ing introduced to the market today?” In

each case, the answer was yes, but dis-

tributors' responses and suggestions for

handling the problem differed greatly

from one another.

Chris Loumakis of Pico Indoor Sports

told Cash Box: "Too many game manu-

facturers are just releasing too much pro-

duct. and what makes matters worse is

that the new product being shipped to us

is, in many cases, inferior in quality and

does not hold up well once installed in

locations"

Loumakis cited an example of a ship-

ment of ten new games that had just

come into his operation that morning;

after inspecting them, he found eight of

the ten to be defective — simply, 80%.

He feels that the ultimate victim is the

operator who in order to keep up with

the competition must buy too much new
product too fast, to realize any substan-

tial profit, then is faced with badly con-

structed machinery that are always down
and waiting to be serviced.

Loumakis' proposed solution is that his

company is becoming more selective in

their buying practices — and he will only

sell quality, not quantity. He further feels

that the manufacturers should put less

product out, and to compensate, work on

a higher margin of profit

Cash Box posed the same question to

Hank Tronick, vice president of C.A
Robinson, one of the biggest distributors

in the country Tronick feels that this is

an ill of every industry. “If Volkswagen
introduced a car that was an overwhelm-
ing success, then next year every car

manufacturer would be coming out with

the same style Game manufacturers are

no different. What Chris Loumakis is

looking for is a panacea that will never

exist in our industry or any other in-

dustry, for that matter"

Tronick also feels that the operator is

the most deeply affected by inadequate,

inoperative equipment, and would like to

see the establishment of industry-wide

quality controls He feels that the

manufacturers that C A Robinson
represents are the best in the business,

enabling them to purchase their equip-

ment and not get hurt However, he did

admit that his costs for service and re-

pairs are five times higher than what they

were five years ago. “It's up to the dis-

tributor and operator to know their limita-

tions and buy accordingly, regardless of

what the manufacturer putsout, " Tronick

said He further stated that "the com-
panies I represent don't pressure me to

buy product, subsequently all my buying

is a matter of judgment " In some in-

stances, Tronick noted, C.A. Robinson
underbuys, and in some cases they over-

buy. "But if you do your job, " Tronick

notes, “it all evens out. We judge our

buying by operator response and public

response. This type of judgment will

never incur losses
'

Asked aobut handling new product by

new manufacturers, Tronick said. "We
approach this very carefully. We will in-

spect the product before accepting it in

the house, then take it on a consignment
basis and test it with operators, also on a

consignment basis. If it works out well for

us and our operators, then we'll

purchase it," Tronick stated. He further

noted that there are too many new
manufacturers putting out inferior

product that he (Tronick) would not sell

Some of these companies, Tronick ob-

served, will bypass the distributor and go
directly to the operator But in almost

every case, Tronick said, the operator

has gotten “burned," and has become a

little poorer and a little wiser. "After all,

"

Tronick commented, "we stand behind

our product and the operator knows it. If

we take in bad product and sell it, we're

the ones that get hurt We have to pay
the manufacturer and then wait to get

paid from the operator. If the machine
doesn't work, how can we get paid by the

operator? There are fewer distributors

and more manufacturers today than ever

before, so the distributor and the

operator must be aware of their limita-

tions and must be tuned into the

marketplace,” Tronick concluded.

The same question was posed to Bob
Portale, owner of Portale Automatic.

Portale feels his operation is unique,

hence the reason for his firm's success.

“Greed (by the distributors) is responsi-

ble for over-production, not manufac-
turers," Portale told Cash Box. Portale

explained that he won't buy every item

released by the manufacturers he
represents: rather, he is selective. "I only

buy what I feel is good and saleable. I

cannot afford to hurt my customer, " he
emphasized He further stated that there

are really not many customers for a dis-

tributor, In order to keep them satisfied,

Portale handles only main line manufac-
turers, buys his merchandise selectively

and works at giving his customers fine,

high-quality service.

Portale feels that the operator doesn't

lose money with his company. They may
put a game in a bad location and have to

change locations, but with good product

and good service the operator will make
money on the item involved.

Asked about rising costs in service,

Portale said, “Because of the way I run

my business, my service costs haven't in-

creased in twenty years."

Regarding being overstocked with

trade-ins, Portale noted, "I have less in-

ventory on games today than I've ever

had, however, I can't say that's true re-

garding video games. I am overstocked
on video tables and games, but this field

is comparatively new, and we re not

quite sure where it's going yet " Portale

is optimistic, however that this overstock
will move down nicely.

Sinatra appeared with Count Basie
and Sarah Vaughan at the London
Palladium, where tickets had been

depleted since the announcement of the
date last August, Popular demand
necessitated the scheduling of two addi-

The engagement marked
the three stars' first appearance together
anywhere.

Following London, Sinatra went to the
Middle East to appear in Iran for the first

time, giving concerts in Teheran at the
Rudaki Opera House and the Teheran
Stadium, with proceeds benefiting the
National Iranian Society for the Welfare
of the Blind, sponsored by Her High-
ness, Farah Pahlevi, wife of the Shah of

Sinatra then performed in Jerusalem
at the Binyanei Haooma, with proceeds
going to the Jerusalem Foundation to as-

sist its program for coordination of ac-

tivities for Arab and Jewish children.

European Music Market:
An Independent’s View
Independent music publisher Jan Olofsson paid a visit to the Cash Box Hollywood

office recently. A shade older than thirty years of age, Olofsson has been involved in

various facefs of the industry more than half his life. After settling in Britain, from his

native Sweden, Jan became part of the ground floor of the highly successful Green
Light Records. Through Green Light he first distributed Young Blood product, then
moved into that organization to head up their international division. After a half-dozen
years of invaluable experience with Youngblood he has decided to go independent
once again. In the following two-part interview, Olofsson discusses his experiences
and philosophies concerning the European music market.

CASH BOX; Could you fill us in. briefly,

on your Green Light and Youngblood
days?

OLOFSSON; My partners and I began
Green Light with a business license in

one hand and a tape in the other Our
first record, Desmond Decker's "Israel-

ite. " went directly to #1 in Holland, A
second release by The Family Dog went
to the three spot. The next three also

made the charts, I picked the hits in Lon-

don while my partner did the promotion
in Holland. Things just happened. Then I

met Micki Most and began taking care of

his international business. I set up dis-

tribution in Holland, France, Germany,
Italy, Spain and Scandinavia, Within a

year we were the hottest independent
record company in England — especially

within the European market, because we
managed to get hits in Europe without

having hits anywhere else.

CASH BOX; Hitsoutof England?

OLOFSSON; No. You see, most people's

attitude in England is “we've got to have

a hit in England, then it'll make it in

Holland , . , but if you haven't got a hit

from England, then forget it," Well, our

approach was in a different way. We said,

"here is a record which is good for

Holland — forget about anywhere else —
just try and make this a hit in Holland. Or

France. Or Germany
'

CASH BOX; In order to do this, you had

to sacrifice money, did you not?

OLOFSSON; Not necessarily. While
America is considered the “ultimate"

market, most people in this business are

not aware of Europe, the importance of

France. Germany, Hoiiand. They think in

termsoi America. Aside from the money,
the ego is much greater: you've made it

in America: you've made it in England.

Yet, if you have a big hit in Germany, the

money is a lot more, percentage-wise

than here Very comfortable Oh, you
have the normal taxes all over, you can't

get away from that. But we're talking

about money. A couple of years ago we
had a very big record in Germany that

sold over a million copies. And some of

our European hits eventualiy did sell

very big in America — "Joy" and “Indian

Reservation, " among others.

CASH BOX; What about getting the large

percentage return? Are there problems
in Europe?

OLOFSSON; Just as you have ASCAP
and BMI in the states, so you have MCPS
in England, SESAM in France ... a com-
plete monitoring network. From a

publishing point of view, you're sure to

get your money.

CASH BOX; So how is it you go about

your business?

OLOFSSON; Now I'm based out of Lon-

don, A few record companies in Europe
are backing me to find them product.

Carrere, in France, has a girl singer that's

sold about twenty-two million records in

the last ten years. I am involved in a

publishing company with Carrere. All the

big writers like Roger Greenaway and
Ken Martin know the strength of having a

song with one of Carrere's artists. Like

Sheila. She sells close to two million

dollars a year. So if I get a good song.

I've got a place to take it. I've got an op-

tion on a song If Sheila records it as her

next single, it's guaranteed 300,000
copies. So, you're making money, pro-

viding you can find the right material.

Now I'm sitting in London and I've got

people feeding me material from all over
the world, since I've been associated

with a numberof hits.

CASH BOX; Are you ever tempted to

write, yourself?

OLOFSSON; That's interesting About a

year and a half ago I was speaking with

someone on an airplane who asked me
the same question I said I believed I had

an ear for a commercial song but I'd

never tried it. it got me thinking, though.
