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Trend Of Trends

There are no trends, say the record industry pundits as the year 1975 begins

to close out and hindsight beconnes clearest.

But perhaps this is not exactly the case.

No new Beatles may have flashed on the business horizon. No new Presley

has risen. But there is a definite trend that continues and has been around for

the past few years. So much so that it can possibly be termed the trend of

trends.

Cash Box has mentioned it previously on this editorial page but there is no

reason why it should not be restated because the record business, jolting and

moving along from week to week, is sometimes myopic.

Black music.

Whether it is the Ohio Player. Earth, Wind and Fire, or Stevie Wonder, the

hot records coming out of Philadelphia or out of Florida, this is the trend of this

year. If the disco business is still booming and growing it is supported

musically in large measure by the music of black singers and musicians.

It doesn’t take the longest business memory to recall the days when a black

music album was not a major seller. Around five years ago this is what was

stated without preamble in our industry.

How it have changed. The music remains basic, gets more sophisticated,

returns to the roots, appears in different guises, gets integrated, gets militant

. . . and remains there. As the barriers of prejudice erode (a little too slowly

certainly) this particular marketplace expands.

In records, in live performances the black artist is taking his and her rightful

place and getting righteous rewards. Perhaps it is a good thing that no Beatles

or new emergent Presley has arrived to obscure this fact.

Black is here to stay.

Now that’s a trend.

talent. "Each of our artists represents —
to us — the best in their markets. We
don't want second bests. Also, all of our
artists know each other. Family' is a re-

ality here, not an adman's catch word,"

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Warner’s Joe Smith To Elektra/Asylum;
David Geffen Advisor-Consultant To WCI
Ostin To Assume Presidency Of Warner Brothers Records
LOS ANGELES — Joe Smith, president

of Warner Bros. Records, has become
chairman of the board and chief ex-

ecutive officer of Elektra/Asylum
Records. Smith's former position is now
cocupied by Mo Ostin, WB Records'
chairman of the board.

David Geffen, who recently resigned

as chairman of Elektra/Asylum to

become vice chairman of Warner Bros.

Inc. will also serve as advisor and consul-

tant to the Warner Communications Inc.

record group (Warner Bros, Records,
Atlantic, Elektra/Asylum, WEA Distribut-

ing and WEA International).

Geffen's new position at Warner Bros,

moves him into the film area within the

company. Steve Ross, chairman of WCI,
made the announcement.

Smith has been with Warner Bros.

Records since 1961 and president since

1972. Geffen has been chairman and
chief executive officer of Elektra/As-

ylum since 1972, originally founding

Asylum.

Smith told Cash Box, "My role at

Elektra/Asylum will be much the same as

it was at Warner Brothers. I will be in-

volved with artists and with talent ac-

quisitions, It will be different in one
respect, however At Warners. Mo Ostin

and I ran side by side. I 'll miss that close-

ness. but I believe there are some impor-

tant challenges here at Elektra that will

involve me completely"

He continued, outlining one of his first

goals as E/A's chief operating officer:

"We have three acts that I feel are poten-

tial seven figure artists. Jackson Browne,
Queen and Orleans are proven talent

and we intend to place the necessary
emphasis to bring them all the way
home. There's no reason we can't sell a

million units on each Elektra/Asylum's
artist roster is loaded with talent. We
don't release a lot of product and we still

intend to concentrate our attention on
each piece of product that goes out.

"

Commenting on Geffen's departure
Smith said, "We can ill afford to lose a

record man of David's caliber. His taste

and judgment have been proved time

and again and our industry will miss him
dearly. It's a situation somewhat like

Jerry Wexler's leaving Atlantic. You
don't just replace a man like that. At least

we have David and Jerry as consultants. I

hope Geffen continues to take an active

role with regard to artists and producers.

He's meant a lot to our business.”

Smith pointed to the crisis of lack of

executive manpower in the music in-

dustry saying, "We're victims today of the

situation that was common in the '50s

and early '60s when so many companies
were one man operations. In the past

eight or nine years our industry has

grown to the extent that we have to have
more executives running it, but I feel we

shouldn't go outside the business in

search of them. Music men like Geffen
and Wexler are dedicated to the needs of

our industry and it takes that kind of total

commitment for us to progress. When we
have our executive meetings I hope to

get the same participation from David
that we've gotten from Jack Holtzman
(president of Elektra/Asylum before
Geffen). Jack did a great deal of the re-

search that led to the Warners/Capitol
manufacturing deal and his help and as-

sistance has been invaluable.”

Smith told Cash Box that he had no im-

mediate plans regarding the executive
staff at Elektra/Asylum and said he
planned to meet with them before mak-
ing any moves. He praised them as
“talented, capable people"
The realignment brought up the sub-

Saturday's meetings began with an
opening address by Charles Fach.

"Every million seller begins with the sale

of unit one, " Fach told his promotion
men "We are playing for higher stakes in

the entertainment industry today. Do

Strong Singles Sales Mark
Successful Motown Period
Company Acquires DetroiVs Prodigal Label

Perennial Rudolph — A
Look At Christmas Disks

LOS ANGELES — Motown Records is in

the midst of one of its best singles sales

periods in recent history, having claimed
sales of over 650.000 singles last week
alone, more than half attributed to Diana
Ross “Theme From Mahogany (Do You
Know Where You're Going To)," “Walk
Away From Love " by David Ruffin, and
“Love Machine" by The Miracles all mov-
ing up the Cash Box charts.

According to label vice president of

sales Mike Lushka, Motown's single

sales for the previous four-week period

totaled more than 1,5 million units, with

heavy response also coming from Willie

Hutch's “Love Power " and "Happy " by
Eddie Kendricks.

Lushka attributed much of Motown's
current single success to the recent ex-

pansion and realignment of the promo-
tion and sales staffs, especially the area

having to do with pop promotion. Also,

more traditional r&b artists are now
crossing over into the pop market, some
actually starting with a pop airplay base
and moving into r&b concentration.

"The most important thing to remem-
ber,'" Lushka commented, “is that

Motown is acutely sensitive to the

singles market. That's where we made
our initial impact on the industry and, as

the industry turns back to the single, we
intend to fully exploit our expertise in

that area. We have sharply curtailed the

amount of singles we release, concen-

trating only on product that our entire

sales and promotion staffs believe in "
Motown's recent acquisition of Detroit-

based Prodigal records has given the

veteran label another single base, with

current action on "Saggitarian Affair " by
Ronnie McNeir. According to Prodigal

vice president and general manager
Gordon Prince, the label is about to re-

lease two cuts, "Eh, Cumpari"' and "The

Little Shoemaker,"' from'the Gaylord and
Holiday "Second Generation"' LP. Both

cuts have received response on WJR
and WCAR. Both Prince and Lushka feel

that the novelty nature of the songs, with

the current trend in nostalgia, could lead

toward airplay and sales success
Prodigal, like Motown, is intensifying

sales and promotion concentration on a

limited number of singles releases.

Lushka projected a continuing stream

of Motown singles successes, with such

recent releases as "Quiet Storm " by

Smokey Robinson, " Sweet Love " by The
Commodores. " Everybody's Got To Do
Something" by the Originals, and "This

Empty Place " by Stephanie Mills. That,

combined with the label's dedication to

“bringing home" the albums from which
hit singles come, provides the basis for

the self-proclamation, "Motown Mean
Machine.'"

NEW YORK — Paul Anka expects to see

a return " of around $750,000'" on a 1 959
investment he made when be bought

back the tapes of his original hits from

ABC Paramount Anka, in Manhattan for

a ten day concert stint at the Uris

Theater, recently completed a deal with

American International to allow the re-

issue company to release vintage Anka
Said Anka; "I sold it to them for

$100,000 guarantee plus a royalty. It is

somewhat intangible but looking at the

state of the market I can foresee a return

of around $750,000 on the deal.

" Its an incredible transition to see

these copyrights kind of emerging
again,"' commented Anka, a reference to

Donny Osmond singing "Puppy Love " an

old Anka hit and one of the 400 songs he

has written in the last 20 years.

Currently Anka is busier than he has

been in some time. His ten concerts at

the Uris Theater — he was originally set

to do them earlier this year but was
stymied by the Broadway musicians

strike — are all going to various New
York City charities.

This fact was recognized officially

when New York City mayor Beame pre-

sented the singer with the key to the city.

Anka is also involved in recording his

next album, doing television com-
mercials for the Kodak company — " I've

done no endorsements but that one. I

like Kodak as a company" — and plans to

move into film production.

By '64, Christmas singles were de-

finitely waning. Albums by Andy Williams

and Al Martino occupied lower positions

on a chart which included non-Christmas

offerings by the Kinks and the Beatles.

LPs by Nat Cole, the Supremes, Elvis. Al

Hirt and the Beach Boys were still chart-

ing in the sixties, but by then the mag-
azine had been charting Christmas items

separately during the season, as a way of

exposing product that would not chart

otherwise. The idea was abandoned
eight years ago due to its being an insuf-

ficient indicator of relative sales
strength.

RCA Records held another in a contin-

uing series of college radio seminars at

RCA's Studio "A" last weekend; RCA’s
Larry Hayes, Richard August and Pat

Martin hosted the seminar, which
speaker Jim McKeon from L.A.'s KWST
termed very successful. "It was probably

the most intelligent college seminar I've

been to. The students asked intelligent

questions, and better still, understood

the answers ” Some of the questions

asked related to the relatively short but

innovative history of progressive or free-

form programming, the methods of de-

termining which music should be played

on a station. McKeon was asked about

the viability of a broadcasting major in

college and truthfully told the students

that most college broadcasting depart-

ments are out of touch with the dynamics

of contemporary radio, “What would best

prepare a person for a future in radio

would be to take a major like history,

journalism, or English with a broadcast-

ing minor, and to get involved with ex-

tracurricular radio-oriented activities.
"

Academic experience is helpful to a

point, but, as with many other things, the

best way to learn is to incorporate actual

experience with academic education.

The vast majority of radio's future life-

blood are interested in album oriented

radio, specifically progressive rock and

progressive country, and how pro-

gressive rock has evolved from free-form

to various places in between free-form

and structured free-form; as most album

oriented stations have found their turf in

that hybrid territory since the early days

of album-oriented rock. The efferves-

cent Juice Newton and Silver Spur
played for the students after McKeon's
address and were very warmly received.

In a short address at the beginning of

the meeting, Larry Hayes discussed the

dynamics of record company/college
radio relationships. "Before 1970, record

companies were paying attention to col-

lege radio stations because at that point

college radio stations were the only

wide-open stations in the country, the

only stations that could give us an almost

immediate and accurate reading of the

potential of a new act or artist After

1970, the space between record com-
panies and college radio began to widen.

The reason for that, " Larry continued,

"was that the FM band started opening
up to progressive music, which gave
companies a better outlet for exposure
of the artists the companies were trying

to develop.” But that situation has now
changed. "In the last five years. FM pro-

gressive radio has become tighter and
more structured, which has caused rec-

ord companies to again look for viable

alternatives in testing a new artist's suc-

cess potential. It's time again that col-

lege radio stations will offer record com-
panies viable and valid sounding boards,

because college stations are still wide
open to new music and new artists" In

advising the students of future courses
to take, Larry urged them to make a com-
mitment within themselves to feel the
pulse of their listenership for record
companies trying to expose new artists

and new music. The reality of the situa-

tion is that college stations are once
again needed, and they will notice a
great increase in the amount of input and
cooperation from record companies.
"College stations can tell us at RCA
within three weeks if a given artist or

record will make it,

"

Last weekend the Rolling Thunder
Revue did a free concert at Clinton State
Prison in New Jersey for the incarcer-

atees, and specifically for the benefit of

Rubin Carter. KMET’s Jim Brewster
spoke with “Hurricane” by phone on the

eve of the RTR's Madison Square
Garden concert on his behalf. Said

Carter, “The Madison Square concert is

more of an emergency concert than a

benefit. I am innocent and am thankful

for the people who are working to cor-

rect the wrong that has been committed

and the wrongs that continue to be com-

mitted as long as I am here. The fact that

a crime can continue for nine years

sticks in everybody's craw.” Carter went

on to say that it was ironic that hundreds

of people were trying to break into the

prison to see the RTR, while he is trying

to gain his freedom from the joint. He
also thanked Joni Mitchell, Allen

Ginsberg and Candice Bergen for con-

tributing their efforts to the prison show.

Carter also cut station breaks for KMET
which must be a radio first: “This is Rubin

'Hurricane' Carter, and you're listening

to KMET . . . I have heard this station is

cool, it's pretty hot where I am.

"

therefore sales. With apologies to Paul,

no one person in radio is a rock or an
island: there is. by necessity, no room for

those who do not voluntarily work in con-
cert with those involved in the diverse
but totally interrelated aspects of radio

andrecords.

And speaking of Paul Simon, in the re-

view I wrote on his Santa Monica Civic

concert in the Dec. 6 issue of Cash Box,

Sunset Sound was credited with the top-

quality sound provided for the gig. My
usually correct sources were inaccurate;

the sound was actually provided by
Stansal Sound Ltd., which president Stan

Miller operates from Carney, Neb.
Stansal has provided the sound
throughout Simon's tour and will be pro-

viding the sound for a series of European
Simon concerts coming up soon In the

WINTERLAND. SAN FRANCISCO —
Approaching Winterland you suddenly
got the feeling that the climate that

spawned rock and roll had come full cir-

cle On the street there was little of the
aura of Haight-Ashbury and the summer
of love The crowd was more surly than
spirited and the uniformed rent-a-muscle
was edgier than usual. The vibes were
strictly take your life in your hands and
personality-wise strictly hood You won-
dered why it was this way until you hap-

pend to glance at The Winterland mar-

quee Ted Nugent's name on the sign

and suddenly the image is getting

clearer

Nugent (an Epic machine gun) oc-

cupies a rock and roll void that has pretty

much divorced itself from the main-

stream of rock and metal. It's a blast

furnace type of rock that is long on ag-

gression and short on melodic pauses.

This night the true weight and person-
ality of Nugent went full bore into his

music as his frantic finger dashed up and
down his guitar's neck releasing torrents

of sound that reached the audience on a

level beyond mere communication.
Nugent's riffs literally strafed the crowd.

Nugent's felt vibes as heavymetal red-

neck became all the more evident as one
grasped bits and pieces of lyrics through
his hard rain. He is an obvious reveler in

the baser instincts and, possibly,

prejudices came through on the rowdier

passages of "Snakeskin Cowboys " and
"Motor City Madhouse.

But make no bones about it; beyond
the destruction crew renderings there

lies a musician fully conscious of hard

rock and its treatment. Laced liberally

throughout Nugent's kamakazi runs was
just enough balance to counteract the

fallout. In particular some well placed

clipped and shunted riffs hit at remote
semblance of contemplative amid the

metal madness.
As the set neared its end the culmina-

tion of all the pent up emotion of the

genre surfaced as Nugent took to the

mike and let go with a yell that was not

quite human.
And, as the scream faded into the San

Francisco sky, a fourteen year old

Spanada casualty was being pummeled
by an overzealous rent-a-cop

A violent, yet appropriate fuel to feed

Ted Nugent's fire.

performance) is not the tallest person in

the world. But if professionalism adds
stature then Anka is tall enough for the
Uris Anka may have started off 20 years
ago whining about "Diana " but here he is

in 1975 singing about "(You're) Having
My Baby " and working onstage with the
mayor of New York.

The mayor was there to thank Anka for

donating the proceeds of his perfor-

mances (he is at the Uris for 10 days) to

several New York charities, including the

record industry sponsored T.J Martell

Leukemia Foundation. Anka quickly took
some civic liberties and worked the
mayor into his performance.
He is good at this. A three year old,

pushed on stage to present a surprise

bouquet, was also used as a prop for

Anka to reflect on family life, his Kodak
TV commercials and sing an appropriate

song. All of it was seamless, slick and
glossy which in this context are not de-
rogatory terms.

Anka has naturally come a long way
since his puberty rock period, surviving

and thriving through many fads and fan-

cies over the past 20 years. It is easy to
see why — the strength of his perfor-

mance and onstage charisma can work
independently of a chart record. And of
course he has always been writing songs
culminating in the lyric for "My Way"
which forms one of the main segments of

his two hour-plus performance. He
makes much during the evening of men-
tioning Frank Sinatra for whom he wrote
it and it serves to point up similarities,

not in singing but spotlight macho,
between the two entertainers.

Odia Coates assisted during the "Hav-

Linda Ronstadt
BEACON THEATER, NYC — Linda
Ronstadt, riding a wave of spectacular

chart success, delighted new and old

fans alike at this sold out show. Long a

one hit. cult phenomenon, she has
become something of a hit machine,

without compromising her music to mass
taste. On the contrary, she has never
sounded better, her records and perfor-

mances finally reaching a consistent

quality which her oldest fans always
knew she was capable of.

mercially successful? "I provide a mirror

to the creative efforts that this group
makes." explains Joel cohen, whose cur-

rent management roster consists of

Three Dog Night and H,JF & R Joel, in-

cidentally, was instrumental for the suc-
cess of Steely Dan as well, although
when he speaks about his involvements
with groups, his major operating
philosophy is that the music determines
his involvement. "I don't solicit new
management involvements,” he says. “In

fact. I've refused to become involved
with any more acts as long as I "m working
with my current people. It's more than
merely dealing with dollars and cents, or
paying off Mercedes leases and rents —
you make a marriage when you manage

an act. You have to be primarily involved

with the music your artists are making,

and there has to be a family attitude

about the business efforts you're making
on their behalf. The old school of artist

management is gone forever. Hamilton,

Joe Frank and Reynolds' business is

making music," he offers. "When the

group is involved in a musical idea, my
role is to approach that idea with 'why?'
— or. more effectively, to question the

overall effect of a certain musical ap-

proach."

"We rely and trust Joel's ear implicit-

ly," Dan Hamilton mentions. "I think the

worst thing an artist can do is to divorce

himself completely from the business

side of music — to place blind faith in a

manager is the classic tragedy of artists.

But our involvement with Joel is so

deep, and his expertise on both business

and music so developed, that our
musical efforts are wide open to his cri-

tique and suggestion."

"There are three things, I think, that

make for a manager's reputation, " adds
Cohen. "First, you have to like music.

Secondly, you have to like people. And
third, if you don't like music or people,

you should get out of management and
into another business. My groups should
be concerned with making music.
Period. The day to day intricacies of their

careers have to be tackled, but I think the

artists who think they can effectively

create, manage themselves, or handle
their own affairs are usually in fora shock
— and what's worse, the substance and
quality of their work suffers immea-
surably for it,

"

Joel encourages television exposure
for Hamilton, Joe Frank and Reynolds.
"It's good for their career, and it helps us
to formulate new and interesting ideas
regarding our overall approach to record
consumers. Keep in mind this group has
been working together since 1965. I met
Dan in September of 1 974, 1 loved what I

heard, and Tom Takayoshi agreed
Playboy Records was the first label we
approached, and Dan Shane (now no
longer with Playboy) liked what he
heard. This year has been important for

us, and '76 has got to be the best yet,”

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NAMA Survey Of High School Students’ Vending Purchases
CHICAGO — Purchases of products
from vending machines located in public

high schools average 3.5 items a month
per person or less, depending on the

product, according to a study of high

school vending installations in 10 states.

The study covered 44 schools with a

population of 60,549 students, faculty

and staff and with total installations of

220 vending machines. It was conducted
by the statistical department of the Na-
tional Automatic Merchandising As-
sociation INAMA), based on complete

i records of sales in April and May of

i

1975
,

"The study clearly shows that students

i

are not gorging themselves on candy
and soft drinks from vending machines
instead of eating a balanced lunch,” said

G. Richard Schreiber, NAMA president.

"Even if one assumed that only 20 per-

cent of the school population accounted
for all vended sales, which is not likely,

each student would be purchasing less

than one candy machine product on a

given school day."

The average monthly purchase of

vended candy products amounted to 3.5

units per person in April and May while

the average consumption of soft drinks

from cup drink vending machines ranged
from 2.89 units in April to 3.52 units in

May, possibly related to warmer weather
in the second month.
Sales from canned soft drink venders

averaged about 15 units monthly per
person during the survey period.

The study revealed that in 67 percent
of the schools the candy machines reg-

ularly offer non-candy products. The
best sellers among non-candy items in

candy machines ranked as follows:

peanuts, peanut butter-and-cheese
crackers, cookies, cornnuts, brownies,

sunflower seeds, cheese crackers, chips,

raisins, gum, beef jerky and assorted

pastry.

Sales from other machines showed the

following month averages per person:

Ice cream venders. 1,81 items in April

and 2.19 items in May: milk venders,

1.65 items in April and 1.52 items in May;
pastry machines, 1.07 items each month;
and juice venders, .53 units in April and
50 units in May.
Popular glass front snack vending

machines, which carry a wide variety of

items, averaged 2.5 units per person in

both test months, Schreiber said the

study was compiled from data supplied

by local vending service companies in

Arkansas, Illinois, Indiana, Maryland,
Massachusetts. Missouri, New York,

North Carolina, Oregon and Wisconsin.

Vending service companies routinely

keep detailed sales records on a per-

machine basis and constantly monitor
such data for all operations.

Schreiber said he is convinced that the

survey results accurately reflect the pat-

tern in high school vending throughout
the country. Eight out of 10 of the
schools in the study were senior high

schools. 14 percent were junior high

schools and seven percent were com-
bined juniorand senior high schools.

Slightly more than half of the schools
place the vending machines in the lunch

room, while others are located in halls,

gyms and various places.

Twothirds of the schools in the study
participate in the Type A lunch program
of the U S. Department of Agriculture,

the other third does not.

Following are survey breakdowns of

five of the categories covered:

Candy Machines: A total of 60 machines
located in 37 schools, serving 51,156
people, revealed total units of 177,660
(3.47 average per person) in April and
174,626 (3 41 average per person) in

May.

Juice Machines: A total of five machines
located in five schools serving 4,836
people revealed total units of 2,598 (.53

average per person) in April and 2.430
(.50 average per person) in May.

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Canadian Postal Strike

And Mail-Order Music
TORONTO — Canada’s longest national

postal strike has come to an end, break-

ing a 42-day deadlock between postal

union negotiators and the federal gov-

ernment.

The announcement was made at a

news conference late last week by a

spokesman for the Canadian Union of

Postal Workers. By end of week, regular

mail service was restored, although a

heavy backlog of unsorted letters and

parcels were still stacked at postal-entry

docks.

The strike, while it lasted, virtually

burned holes in promotional budgets,

knocked release schedules helter-

skelter and severely taxed the man-
power resources of both large and small

record companies operating here.

Columbia Records Record Club, the

only major mail-order club operated by a

record company here, has felt the pangs

of the close to one-month postal strike

more so than any other area in the in-

dustry. Richard Gurian. vice president

and general manager of Columbia
House, responsible for the overall opera-

tions of the club, assesses immediate

losses at close to $600,000.

"W'e have laid off a total of 51 people in

the last month, all full-time personnel,

and have had to lay off a further 18

persons who work part-time We have

had no payments made to the club since

the strike started, have made no ship-

ments. and have been unable to contact

subscribers concerning option — or

notice — mailing.

"Prior to the strike the club paid out

over $130,000 for print advertising

which has all but gone down the drain, in

the sense that people have seen the ads

but are unable to respond to them On a

rough estimate. I'd say. we have lost

12,000 new subscribers, and based on
figures we have used in the past, that

loss of future membership will involve a

net loss of some quarter-million dollars

in the next year We have al ready revised

our 1976 projection by that amount
Gurian's chief worry at present is not

the final-quarter sales sheet statistics,

more so the possible consumer hesitan-

cy on relying on mail order buying in the

future.

"My long term concern is the loss of

faith that the customer may have in the

mail order business. There are many
people who are content to buy through
the mail for a variety of reasons, to avoid

congested stores, or that they live in

rural areas that do not always offer what
they want to buy, and with the strike they
are cut off, cold,"

Laurel & Hardy Hit No. 9
Alan Warner Revives 62-rr.-Old Song
LONDON — The trend has been, recent-

ly, for songs to appear in the charts

months or even years after they were
first released but there is one oldie at the

No 9 position in the hit parade which has
never appeared on any chart — for the
simple reason that there was no chart at

the time the song was written. It is. of

course, "The Trail Of The Lonesome
Pine" written by Laurel and Hardy in

1913, and taken from the soundtrack of

their film, "Way Out West" first shown in

1937. Man behind this phenomenon is

Alan Warner, commercial pop product
manager of United Artists Because of

his own particular interest in the
Hollywood musical output of the 30s and
his success with two albums "The
Golden Age Of Hollywood Music ” and
"Hurrah For Hollywood " he turned his at-

tention to the comedy era and. in

particular. Laurel and Hardy. Having
contacted the Hal Roach Organization

he acquired the rights to film
soundtracks of the duo and put together

an album "The Golden Age Of
Hollywood Comedy. ” From this album
the catchy melody of "The Trail Of The
Lonesome Pine ” lent itself ideally to a

single and this was released. Surprising-

ly enough although the single was pro-

moted initially on children s TV and radio

programs, John Peel played the disk in

his late night rock show and from then on
the disk has been played extensively on

all programs, rock, children’s radios

one and two and, of course, the com-
mercial networks. It then made the

charts and we have the unique ex-

perience of a 1913 song in a 1937 film

featuring the comedy talents of Laurel

and Hardy appearing on "Top of the

Pops ”' A new Laurel and Hardy album is

planned for the New Year but, no doubt,

All independent operators

have been cleared since it appears that

none had previous knowledge; however,
the supply impounded has been estimat-

ed to have a wholesale value as high as a

quarter million dollars, which distributors

had paid cash in advance for.

Fernandez Named
V.P. At Barclay
NEW YORK — A party was held recently

in Paris. France to announce the ap-

pointment of Jean Fernandez, formerly

This is the second part of an interview
begun last week with independent music
publisher Jan Olofsson who operates out
of Great Britain, conducting interna-
tional publishing affairs for Miki Ballon's
Young Blood Records.

CASH BOX: You stress the importance of
knowing your market.

OLOFSSON: I think that every indepen-
dent producer, if he can afford to, should
consider every market. I'm into working
every territory. I know what Holland
needs, France needs, Germany needs,
and I'm here to find it. If you've got the
right combination, the right song, you
can really do it. I've got to sit back for a

moment and think, "this record would be
good for so and so because I know his

track record . . in the past he's been
able to promote this kind of music."

CASH BOX: Can you give us an example
of what kinds of music sit well with which
countries?

OLOFSSON: For instance, in France they
go for something with a little bit of polish.

Like the 1 0cc song, “I'm Not In Love" . . .

a natural. Paul McCartney is a lot bigger
in France than most, because he's got a

little something extra going on in his pro-

ductions. Whereas in Holland they go
very much for the country rock American
sound The Dutch market, in my estima-

tion. is the key to Europe. Because
you've got little Holland here, sur-

rounded by Germany, Belgium and
France. You see. the Holland radio sta-

tions are picked up in all those other

markets. R&b is big in Germany

CASH BOX: How about the discos?

OLOFSSON: At this particular moment,
disco material is fantastic in England
There's a new company that started up in

England about six months ago. They'd
been involved in wholesale in England
for the last ten years, importing black dis-

co r&b soul records. They decided that

since they imported these records, why
not start a label? A fellow in Los Angeles
has recorded a number of things with

session musicians, and this company
tests those cuts through import into the
discotheques three or tour weeks prior

to release in order to get feedback from
the djs.

CASH BOX: In other words, a limited

amount of pressing is sent out for test-

ing, so it will only cost a minumum to find

out if a big investment is in order

OLOFSSON: That's right. And this has
only been happening over the last year
or so. that record companies have
become aware of this new medium of

promoting records. Finding out whether
they are good or not. Suddenly a record
has gone straight into the number 34
spot of the top fifty. Why? How? Because
people heard it in the discos ^nd when
they saw it in the store they immediately
bought it up.

TORONTO — After twenty-seven years
of operation, Canada's leading indepen-
dent, Ouality Records, has opened of-

fices in New York, and have signed for

distribution stateside with Private Stock.

The expansionist move was an-

nounced formally by Ouality president,

George Struth, and Private Stock's Larry

Uttal earlier last month, but with mail idle

across Canada, the announcement has
yet to reach many involved with the

domestic industry here.

CASH BOX: Aside from the limited test-

ing markets, how important is promotion
to international exposure? What other
elements are key to international ex-
posure?

OLOFSSON: Just that, availing one's self

of exposure. There was a disco group,
from L.A., on the U K. charts. But. they
didn't see the importance of bringing the
group over. They just wanted to make
records. It's very important, once you get
going, to have an artist behind to back it

up Personal appearances. In my
opinion, one reason why English bands
are so big in the States is that they take
more time in preparation for touring.

CASH BOX: Does the independent have
a better shot at success in Europe than a

big company?

OLOFSSON: It depends on whether
you're dealing with a record or an act. If

it's an act, the big organization has the
machinery to put behind it. Publicity,

money. I. myself, am into wax. I'm in-

terested in straight, commercial. Top 40
records. Groups I don't want to know
Too many problems. One of the guys is

falling down ... a wife is having a baby
. . too many personal things. You have

to have a man just to look after your
artist This is where a lot of groups get in-

to trouble, picking up with the wrong
company that simply can't look after

them.

CASH BOX: Could you illustrate the in-

dependent's approach as opposed to the

corporate approach to the European
music market as you see it?

OLOFSSON: If I sit at a large company in

London and I think I've got a hit, I won't

care about Holland, Italy and Belgium,

This is the first time a Canadian in-

dependent has formally moved into the

U.S.. and is to be considered a prece-

dent that will likely lead a number of

other independents to open offices in

Los Angeles and New York in the com-
ing year.

per se. What I do know is that my boss
has told me, “everything you pick up
you've got to pick up world-wide rights

to. or as many territories as you possibly

can." This is where the finesse of the in-

dependent comes in. I'm representing
some small American labels and I want to

make them big hits in Europe. And it can
be done. But there's so much good
product here that it gets lost on the big

labels. Recent case in point. A friend had
a record out on a large label. The record
stiffed in London, but I thought it would
be good for Holland. I asked if he could
get the record back from his company so
I could try to move it in Holland. He man-
aged to get it and I played it for Negram.
They liked it. It went to number three in

Holland, and the major label still didn't

want it. Now the record is spreading to

Belgium, and others want to license it.

Eventually it may go full circle and land

right back in the major's lap In London.
So, the writers and producers of that rec-

ord — on the basis of it having gone to

number three in Holland, will get 10,000
pounds . . . roughly $25,000. There is

simply more than one avenue to travel.

You've got to have an independent mind.

If I accept a record then I believe in it.

Now, providing I can keep myself small

enough to keep on hustling a record,

even if it’s going to take me six months, I

won't stop until it's been released twice.

Because if it fails once it's not necessar-

ily because of its commerciality. It may
be because there were some big records

out at the same time. If it fails a second
time. I'll admit my mistake.

CASH BOX: This is interesting. When a
record fails in America, it's as good as

dead. But if it doesn't sell in England,
you take it to Holland. Germany . , . How
many other independents in Europe em-
brace the same philosophy as you, that

it's profitable to treat each country as a

separate entity?

OLOFSSON: Not many They're begin-
ning to become aware of it because
they've realized that the German money
is money, that the guilder is also money.

CASH BOX: What is your personal state

of affairs now? Are you on yourown?

OLOFSSON: For the present I am still

very much involved with Young Blood,

although I am also working independent-
ly and am open to helping conduct in-

ternational business for other such com-
panies. Eventually, over a period of time,

I intend to ease more completely into an
independent stature.

CASH BOX: Do you have any final com-
ments for our readers?

OLOFSSON: This is one business where
you can literally invest $10 and make a

million. But you've got to be in the right

place at the right time. My being here,

travelling to the U.S.. is costing me mon-
ey But it's an investment meeting you in

person, trading ideas.
