It is no secret that during the heady days before the Christmas

rush ends, a definite romance develops between consumer and

retailer. The financial picture, the sales figures all show the

consumer getting into the record buying habit, confronted with

an all out effort by the music industry to present their best and

brightest.

And comes January?

A case could certainly be made that the record companies put

the freeze on, whether through choice or circumstance, and bust

up the romance that has been developing so nicely.

Here is the average consumer faced with no exciting new
project from major artists. Those big full page advertisements

that blossomed in the local papers before Christmas, full of the

impact of the record business at full throttle, look a little duller in

January.

Here is the rack jobber in good financial shape but with nothing

to fill those holes in his racks in the stores, holes made by the

Christmas rush.

Here is the retailer with money in his cash register, the

emergency release money, with nothing to take a flyer on, face to

face with a static market.

Here is the consumer again with that Christmas stocking staple,

the first record player, a fairly high priced gift traditionally

purchased around this period but with no new dynamite product

to put on it.

It seems the record business, if not grinding to a halt come
January 1 ,

at least seems content to tick over (or maybe just

gather its collective breath).

There seems to be some validity for those voices raised from

time to time at conventions or meetings that advocate a year

round steady flow of product, a serious need for continuity of

releases. And it also, to Cash Box, does not seem to be an

impossibility.

MCA Plans Varied Categories
For Different Account Types
NEW YORK — The changes planned by
MCA Records in their account and price

structure, which have not yet been
finalized, are primarily a categorization

of different types of accounts, who would
be billed different prices per record.

They do not necessarily signify actual

changes in pricing — higher or lower —
according to Rick Frio, vice president of

marketing for MCA Records. "The>
categories and structure are what we re

concerned about, not the price,” Frio ex-

plained. "The categories are what I’m

stressing."
MCA’s Plans

Frio made these comments as MCA
continues moving toward the institution

of possibly five or six categories of ac-

counts. David Lieberman, president of

Lieberman Enterprises, outlined six

categories of purchasers he believed
would ultimately be adopted by MCA
"First, there is the individual retailer with

one store Next there is the retailer with

three stores doing $25,000 worth of

business a year with a manufacturer
Third is the big retailer with 10 or more
stores with no central warehouse Fourth
is the central warehousing retailer. Fifth

is the mixed retailer/rack jobber, who is

vertically integrated And then sixth are

the rack jobbers and one-stops
"

Lieberman indicated that he favored a

more simple system, adding one
category to the two now established
"First would be the retailer, including the
chain retailer who has all of his stores

dropshipped Second would be the re-

distributors, including the retailer who
has a central warehouse and the one-
stops. The third category would include

only the rack jobbers.” He emphasized
this was his own plan, but that legal de-
partment officers thought it might be dif-

ficult to implement.
Prices

In explaining the six category struc-

ture, Lieberman speculated that the bot-

tom and top prices, formerly $3.35 for

rack jobbers and $3.65 for retailers,

might remain the same, while four new
price categories might be added in the
middle The difference in price between
the rack jobber and the centrally
warehoused retailer might be just a few
cents, he added. "The top and bottom
prices would be the same, with four new
ones in the middle

"

Frio, however, reemphasized that the
categories, perhaps five or six of them,
do not necessarily represent differences

in price "If there are five or six different

categories of accounts, that does not

necessarily mean we are going to have
five or six different prices.” And he
similarly emphasized that no final de-
cisions had been made on whether to

raise, lower or maintain former prices at

the new category levels.

Breakdown
But Frio did reveal that MCA was now

in the process of computerizing the

categories, to determine what prices ac-

counts at each level will be sold at He
admitted that this computerization pro-

continued on pg.

Bill # 712 Takes Piracy Head-On In California
by Nick Nichols

LOS ANGELES — On Jan. 1, 1976, As-

sembly Bill 712 became law. The new
law is the result of an effort by California

legal authorities to crack down on piracy

in the recording industry.

The bill was strongly supported by the

Los Angeles city attorney's office, ac-

cording to deputy city attorney Ronald
Robinson of that office "In fact, this of-

fice had an active hand in authoring the

bill,” he said

Robinson heads the sound piracy unit

formed a year ago by LA city attorney

Burt Pines. The unit, a conglomeration of

several deputy city attorneys, police of-

ficers and FBI exofficio agents within the

industry, has been responsible for the

seizure of over 50,000 pirated tapes

since its inception

The sound piracy unit is also credited

with shutting down the Latin American
pirate tape market in LA "We had a raid

on south Broadway that netted 12.000

tapes. We hit 20 stores in one day," said

Robinson.
Robinson described the anti-piracy

program as a "two-pronged effort.” The
initial phase was last year's crackdown
on retail sales of pirated product and the

adoption of Assemly Bill 712 marks the

beginning of phase two
“In the last year we have dried up all

the major retail points of sale in the city

of Los Angeles. There are no more major

points of sale. " he stressed This effort to

stamp out retail sales of pirated record-

ings. generally tapes, comprised the first

phase of the anti-piracy program Phase
two will single out manufacturers and
distributors to receive the ax.

Robinson said of this new emphasis,

"Our focus is now on the city of Los
Angeles as a major point of manufacture
and distribution I don't think this city has
been able to make the kinds of inroads to

manufacture and distribution that we've
made to sales We've cut them down con-
siderably by destroying their market, but

now they're selling elsewhere If there
are manufacturers and distributors left in

the city, it's just a matter of time until we
get them

"The original law which this bill

amends classified the manufacture or

sale of pirated tapes and records as a

misdemeanor punishable by a fine of

$500 and/or six. months in jail per record

or tape
”

Robinson outlined the revision for

Cash Box, "What we've done with the

new law is we've split it up That is, the

manufacture or distribution is an
alternative felony/misdemeanor The jail

sentence has increased from six months
to a year and a day, which makes it a

felony, or imprisonment in the county jail

not to exceed one year with the fine not

exceeding $25,000 or both; this con-

stitutes the misdemeanor sentence
"This reclassification of the violation

continued on pg.

Top 20 Singles Maintain Their

Punch In Post-Christmas Action

NEW YORK — An unusual and interest-

ing chart development occurred on the

top 100 singles list this week, as a result

of the Christmas and New Year selling

period, that deserves comment
In great part as a result of radio station

play patterns in combination with ex-

tremely heavy retail reporting on the top

20 records on the charts last week, Cash
Box found that there was no change in

the positioning of the records in the #5
thru #17 spots on the top 100 singles

chart.

The top four records changed posi-

tions, with C W McCall's "Convoy" tak-

ing over the #1 spot, but none of the re-

cords from five to seventeen "fell apart”

nor deteriorated enough to indicate that

they are falling, nor did any of the re-

cords in that same area show stronger

than the record above it, creating the

"freeze" situation in this area

In addition, with a two week lull on the

part of radio stations across the country

in adding new titles to their playlists (dur-

ing which time many stations were play-

ing the top 100 titles of 1975), heavy

radio activity was noted during the past

week on all of the titles in the top 20

area. Many stations jumped on records

that were in this area if they had not been

on them before, and almost all of the sta-

tions moved these titles in an upward
direction, or kept them in “powerhouse”
rotation, creating the unusual phenome-
non of no upward or downward move-
ment on the charts

One factor is certain about these top

20 records: sales and airplay on all of

them have been phenomenal during the

past two week period, verifying (with a

two week confirmation) that the titles

mentioned are certainly the strongest in

the nation.
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Post-Christmas Release
Falloff Hurts Retailers

The Bottom Line’s Success:
Owners Discuss Reasons

by Gary Cohen

NEW YORK — As the record industry

heads into the post-holiday selling

season, some of the nation's retailers

have begun to voice an annual com-
plaint; there is a lack of new album re-

leases by heavy, established artists in

the first two months of the year. This

thought was expressed by Jim Schwartz,

president of Schwartz Brothers, and
Merrill Rose, president of Rose Records,

among others, as Cash Box conducted
its Christmas sales analysis roundup (CB,

Jan. 10). "We need a steadier flow of

product from the manufacturers,” stated

Schwartz He added that in early 1975,

the new release market was “very dry”

and that with their first quarter business

down, "the manufacturers had to play

catch-up all year But you can never re-

capture what you didn't get.” Another re-

tailer, who wished to remain anonymous,
believed that after disastrous first

quarters, manufacturers are forced to

push out product to make their yearly

figures, which leads to higher returns,

not more sales. "Schwartz is right," he
continued. "Once they start releasing,

they push and push to try and make up
what they didn't do in the first two
months.”

Manufacturer View
On the other side are the manufac-

turers. who wish to capitalize to the

greatest extent possible on Christmas

season sales, when as- much as 30 per-

cent (according to some estimates) of all

record business is done Obviously,

then, the manufacturers try to get out as

many releases as they can in time for the

holidays, at the possible expense of

early-year releases. Still other industry

observers believed the retailers were ex-

aggerating. and that early year releases

were just as numerous as late-year re-

leases

Chart Analysis

It appears that the retailers have a

valid point An analysis of the Cash Box
top 100 album chart for January and
February of the last three years reveals a

declining number of albums that debut-
ed on the top 1 00 in the first two months
of the year: from nine in 1973, to five in

1 974, to four in 1 975. Last year, then, an
average of one new album every two
weeks came on the chart, for an overall

three year average of two every three

weeks, or less than one a week (So far

this year, three charts have contributed

no top 100 debuting albums.)

On the other hand. Cash Box album
charts for the nine-week period from
Nov. 1 thru Dec. 31, from 1972 to 1975,

show there were 19. 20, 19 and 22
albums debuting on the top 100, for an
average of more than two a week. The
highest individual week total occurred

Dec 6, 1975, when 9 albums made the

top 100 in one week: new releases from

Joni Mitchell. Earth. Wind & Fire, Carly

Simon, Cat Stevens, Helen Reddy,
Ringo Starr. Harold Melvin & The
Bluenotes, Deep Purple and The Band
In the January-February period, the

largest number of albums debuting in the

top 100 was three, once in 1975 and
once in 1 973.

Production

Another late-year release that is re-

ceiving significant attention in January is

Elektra/Asylum's Queen. Joe Smith,

newly-named president of E/A/N, ex-

plained that “by not having a new re-

lease, we are turning the entire energy

of this company into busting Queen
Well be doing in-store merchandising

and promotion, FM radio promotion — in

short, about everything I know how to

do." Smith also addressed himself to the

lack of January and February releases.

"When I was at Warners, the philosophy

was to get records out on the street soon
after Christmas to work throughout the

month of January You've got to re-

member that after November you're not

going to get many radio shots, that

you're hitting an enormous market of re-

leases coming out around Christmas
time " He also believed that companies
would not hold releases until after

Christmas just so they could release

them in January and that it is not always

possible to accurately schedule releases

by major artists. "I remember sitting at a

production meeting at Warners where
we were scheduled to release albums by
a number of major artists On one, the

cover wasn't ready, on another a remix

had to be done; eventually, none of them
were ready for release. But every time I

could. I would want to go with a release

in January, and I feel that's the best time

after November and December " He
concluded by re-emphasizing that re-

lease schedules were not solely under
the manufacturers' control "You run into

logistics problems during the holidays. If

a record isn't ready to go into production

by Nov. 1 there is a tendency to let it

slide ” Warners, he felt, would love to

have had a Maria Muldaur for post-

Christmas release, but it wasn't ready
"And I would love to have an Eagles

greatest hits' right now but it isn't ready
”

Outlook

It would seem that manufacturers
generally sympathize with the retailers'

comments, but in many cases even long-

range release schedules and planning

go astray due to technical and contrac-

tual difficulties, in addition to production

foul-ups Spaced out releases could be
considered somewhat idealistic; faced

with various problems, manufacturers

continued on pg.

NEW YORK — Can a rock club exist

without the support of record companies
in a major market area?

The question was raised at a meeting
of the Music and Performing Arts Lodge
of the B'Nai B'rith here last week when
Allan Pepper and Stanley Snadowsky,
owner-operators of the Bottom Line, one
of New York's most successful contem-
porary music clubs, spoke about their

operation

Snadowsky replied: "We know that re-

cord companies support clubs by buying
tickets, advertising and giving press
parties. Allan and I had an important de-
cision to make from the very beginnning
— that no record company would be able

to buy' their way into the Bottom Line.

"We want to encourage record com-
pany business, but we would not let the
integrity of the club be sacrificed for

guaranteed dollars. We spend $1800 a

week on advertising, regardless of how
much support the record company
lends " He emphasized that any act

soliciting a Bottom Line showcase must
submit record product, which the owners
review for suitability to the room, and the

"sensible” programming spot with a

headliner must be available

Have you ever found it difficult to draw
top name talent into a small club, with

groups tending toward playing larger

halls?

Snadowsky: "A lot of people told us
that we d never get name talent because
of the economy of it — obviously, you'd
have to play our place eight times to

make up for one job in a three thousand
seat hall. We answered that first of all, at

the Bottom Line you get tremendous ex-

posure You have eight chances to do it;

and there's no equalling the excitement
of playing for 500 people in close
quarters An act can play Madison
Square Garden, do very well financially,

but emotionally they will not have had a

sharing experience." Snadowsky used
the example of Bruce Springsteen, an

act they consider the Bottom Line to

have been instrumental in breaking The
strong impression he made on all pres-

ent resulted in a tremendous amount of

good publicity all over the country
Discussing his specialty at the club,

Stanley Snadowsky stated firmly, "We
knew from day one that we had to be
very careful economically. I learned that

most club owners across the country had
not the faintest idea of economic prin-

ciples, or the faintest idea of how much it

took to run their operation " We em-
phasized the importance of accounting

for taxes, a perfectly obvious expense
which he found was often disregarded
until it was too late Snadowsky was able

to present a complete financial profile:

It takes $1 7,000 a week for the Bottom
Line to break even. This includes talent,

taxes, advertising, every conceivable ex-
pense. There are three possible means
of profit: box office receipts, the sale of

liquor and the sale of food Optimally, the
club attempts to meet the $1 7,000 figure

through box office receipts; if not, part of

the liquor profit will be channeled to ex-
penses While talent costs, averaging
about $5,000 per week, have reached a
sum of $10,000 for a single act in special

situations, the Bottom Line never ends a

week without clearing a profit, they

continued on pg.

December Chain
Sales Increase
NEW YORK — Many of the nation's

largest department stores and chains re-

ported substantial increases in Decem-

Rock Shows Debut
On Cable TV

NEW YORK — Rock shows on television,

which have progressed in the last few
years from "American Bandstand” and
"Soul Train” to "Midnight Special" and
"Rock Concert,” have now found a new
television medium Beginning in Decem-
ber, and continuing throughout January,

a series of five rock shows will be pre-

sented on Home Box Office, the Time-
Life pay cable subsidiary. The package
of five shows was sold to Home Box Of-

fice by the Video Tape Network, and
they mark the first entry of HBO into the

televised convert field.

According to John Lollos. president of

the Video Tape Network, the five shows,

featuring Labelle, Rod Stewart, Roger
Daltrey. Jim Croce and Stevie Wonder,
were “done at various times in various

places by various people and ourselves."

Lollos believed, but was not certain, that

most of the shows (except for the Stevie

Wonder) had not as yet been shown on
commercial television in the United
States "We put together or acquired the

shows, and sold the package to HBO
about a month ago And the next concert

will be our own production.” Lollos

added that the network will continue to

produce and acquire various tapes and
film of rock concerts. The Stewart and
Daltrey shows, for example, were re-

corded in England.

The Video Tape Network, which sup-

plied the shows, distributes 300 hours of

programs to 403 campuses, who broad-

cast the programs free of charge to the

student body at various times throughout

the week VTN reaches a potential au-

dience of 3.400,000 students. Home Box
Office is a pay-TV service available to ca-

ble television subscribers at an extra

monthly charge It features unedited

first-run movies and sporting events free

of commercials involving approximately

CTI Comments
Commenting on the developments in

the CTI-Motown legal action, CTI's
Richie Salvador stated that Motown’s
claim is apparently "a tactical move.
Motown is well aware that it has
breached its agreement with CTI, and
CTI is at liberty to independently dis-

tribute its product."

Salvador went on to say: "As to

Lushka's comments about releasing new
CTI products, Lushka knows that there is

no new CTI product being released by
Motown. Our independent distributors

are very happy and optimistic with re-

gard to our product, and anticipate sub-
stantial sales."

AGAC, Warner Music To
Court To Settle Dispute
NEW YORK — The American Guild of

Authors/Composers (AGAC) has institut-

ed proceedings against Warner Brothers

Music "due to its failure to comply with

the AGAC contract,” according to Lewis

Bachman, executive director of the

society.

AGAC's issue is that additional

royalties are due its members for sheet

music — basically piano copies. The
AGAC contract provides for an increase

in the writer's royalties on the sales of

sheet music when the publisher in-

creases his wholesale price.

AGAC arbitrator is the composer
Morton Gould and Warner Bros. Music
was said to be picking its representative

last week with a third arbitrator to be
chosen by mutual consent.

Bachman stated that he thought that

the affair would be "wound up” by mid
February He also said that arbitration

proceedings would be brought up
against two other publishers — he
declined to name them — based on the

same alleged contractual breach

Bachman commented: "In the contract

where a writer is being paid a flat cents

rate it is up to the publisher, we believe,

to personally increase the writer fee

when the publisher increases his whole-

sale price We have brought this matter

up to many, many publishers and they

have, in the main, agreed and settled the

accounts — some going back as far as 14

years
."

Speaking on behalf of Warner Music.

Len Golove, administrative vice presi-

dent and legal counsel, said: "We do not

feel that this is a proper controversy for

arbitration As we understand the situa-

tion, the monies in controversy are in-

significant. We cannot understand why
the action (by AGAC) is being taken,

particularly in light of the fact that we
have repeatedly offered to discuss any
reasonable solution to this problem
"We are going to New York State Court

(Fri., Jan. 9) to enjoin the arbitration on
the grounds that the controversy is in-

significant An audit of our company last

year revealed that all monies due AGAC
had been paid in full."

In Rock & Jazz Venues
NEW YORK — Without fanfare, this city

LOS ANGELES — "I don't think AM
automation is ever going to exist," says

Rick Ward, pd/gm at XPRS radio here in

Los Angeles. “Right now everything is

too pre-planned in AM to be automated."

Ward spoke about XPRS heading toward

total automation and automation as op-

posed to live programming on stations

throughout the country. Of course in the

past few years the FM outlets have been
used to program "good music" in a

market or just considered standby for the

AM signal .
. the primary outlet. It's

been a room that pd's point to and say,

"there’s our FM" or a room of curiosity

for visitors to stations who inquire,

"what's that?" But FM is now really com-
ing of age as it has been in the last few
years. Stations are starting to explore

how to use FM signals — for what
purposes, for what demographics, and
how to make even the automated FMs
much more appealing to their listeners.

Programming "good music" FMs as

opposed to rock FMs is a story in itself.

And especially programming these FMs
to automation specifications certainly

makes the story more interesting.

There's the point that "good music" auto-

mated stations will possibly not sound as

repetitive as rock automated stations.

The reason mainly is that not as much
voice work is used in the former at

least not as much is required as in the lat-

ter. In most systems you find all the ele-

ments that shape programming variety—
news, weather, time checks, music, and
commercials. It's a matter of fewer inter-

ruptions on "good music,” not by choice,

but by design. Rock automated FMs feed
more intro/outros, and more commercial
material usually and much more voice
work is necessary. Voice work is a very
important factor . . how much to use,

and when to use it. And here is where
the whole concept of "an automated
sound” is concerned.
Ward at XPRS fits in 3-4 hours of new

material a week, not only consisting of

new music but of necessity new intro and
outros to that music. These of course are
augmented with older programming
tapes but the sound — the total sound —
of the station is kept much fresher than a

"good music" FM system where maybe
one or two new tapes are changed over a

longer period of time than a week. XPRS
doesn't sound like the “automated

feeding tapes on the air and the system
is choosing what goes when and where.

So automation at XPRS is not really

automation as such. It still takes one man
to actually change voice work and one
man to actually feed that work on the air

in a given and appropriate order. "What
we're hoping for in the future," says
Ward, "is a live broadcast line across the

border to XPRS," that station being
physically located in Rosarita Beach just

south of Tiiuana. Mexico It would be a

matter of live feed from Los Angeles of-

fices to the transmitter in Mexico instead

of the taped method now used between
LA and Rosarita Beach XPRS is a 50 kw
station beaming straight north and pro-

gramming Mexican rock daytime and
English rock nighttime The station is

owned by International Americana
Radio, and operates sales and program-
ming offices in Los Angeles. But back to

automation . Ward says, "until automa-
tion becomes much more inexpensive
AM radio as we know it today can’t use
it." Ward discussed an IBM computer
automation system which was quite ex-

pensive. The system is so complete it

can program a station with personality,

maybe even the live disc jockey
personality radio we know today on AMs.

"Up to about 120,000 pieces of in-

formation can be fed into it as opposed
to about 200 on the Shaefer system that

XPRS now uses." Ward said. "The com-
puter may not even have to use tape
decks or weather decks individually. It

may just be a matter of one continuous
sound source with all kinds of variety and
format being fed on the air Certainly

with the way computers are today, the

system could sound almost totally flaw-

less on the air, leaving the listener to be
entertained in the same personality style

he has been accustomed to In some
respects I'm sure that most of the
listeners would never even realize the
fact that they are listening to a computer-
operated format and signal. What's im-

portant is what is appealing to their ears,

anyway . and that's the music/info that

pleases and informs them of what's hap-
pening in their lives. It's the format and
programming of the future, and “as soon
as the expense factor is overcome many
more stations will probably go the
automated route, whatever the system

Fan Clubs Spur Sales

Fan clubs have always been around in

one form or another. Sometimes they
function only as a place to receive mail

- just an address on the back of an
album jacket. Some, however, are more
elaborate, and publish a newsletter on a

J

regular basis, providing concert itinerar-

ies, release dates of albums, detailed

personal news, and even laminated
membership cards Retailers should rec-

' ognize this concept as a sales power-
house
As a source of information for albums

(the sidemen, the tunes, funny stories

about the sessions), fan newsletters no
doubt account, in part, for all the people
waiting in record stores on the shipping
day of a major release.

The Grateful Dead has quite an active

fan club, called Deadheads, with the

65.000 member roster increasing at a

steady rate of 200 a week. "Everybody
that belongs to the Deadheads buys the

new albums They write to us all the time.

Whenever a record comes out our mail is

incredible; we can barely handle it," said

the Grateful Dead Record Company of-

fice in San Rafael, California

Contributing to these high percentage
club member sales are the seven inch LP
disks the company includes in their mail-

ings, previewing upcoming releases.

"Sometimes a group of people in one
town will get together and throw a party

to listen to the new records, and then
they'll call or write us to say what they
think,” the company said.

The spokesman for David Bowie's fan

club is Mike Olsen, and he had some
things to say about clubs in general
The purpose of a fan club is to create a

wave of excitement for the hard core
fans." Olsen said "Then they will get the

news out and attract new members.
Newsletters must be timed right The
die-hard Bowie freak should get his in-

formation in advance; people love to tell

'inside' news.”
The big problem with running a fan

club, according to Olsen, is that the club
can change as often as the artist changes
management When Bowie left Main
Man Productions, about a year ago, the
club lay dormant People who paid
money to join in Nov

,
1974, received

only one December newsletter, and no
further word The Bowie club is working
again, and Olsen plans to keep it that

way. Membership currently grows at the
rate of ten per day, with perhaps four
times that number of inquiries; people
asking about the fan club, and what hap-
pened to it last year. As the fans are re-

educated, so to speak. Olsen feels the
membership will jump.

Elton John’s fan club is run by Baut-
well Enterprises, and they have recruit-

ed 25,000 members so far, adding, on
the average, 75 new people every day. It

costs four dollars a year to join this club,

and fans get newsletters and posters for

their money. And while Bautwell thinks

advertising in the stores is a good idea,

they are concentrating mostly at concert
locations. They pulled in 4,000 new
members on John's last American tour.

Some publicity work is done through the
albums themselves, with inserts placed
in a million copies of the “Captain Fan-
tastic” LP. Bautwell is now organizing a

Kiss fan club with a preliminary list of

5.000 names obtained from letters peo-
ple sent to an address on Kiss' last

album.

Gladys Knight and the Pips recently
started a fan club, inserting an an-
nouncement in their recent Buddah re-

lease “2nd Anniversary.” Along with the

club, the Pip management (Sidney A
Seidenberg, Inc.), is running an Old
Hollywood style promotion: an
"Honorary Pip for a Day" contest. All en-

trants receive automatic membership in

the fan club, there are three drawings
for the contest. (Two have already taken

place, and the third will be on January

15.) The first prize is the Pip for a Day de-

al, with the top winners from each draw-

ing traveling to Las Vegas to spend three

all-expense paid days with Gladys and
the band. The second prize winners get a

complete gift package of all the fan

club's special Pip merchandise, belt

buckles, t-shirts, posters, watches, and

souvenir books. The third prize winners

get the three records Knight has re-

corded with Buddah Records.

Buddah also gave the contest and club

flyer to its distributors throughout the

country so that they would be placed in

retail outlets. This is important, because
it means free advertising for the retailer

The consumer picks up the flyer at the

record store, fills it out, and is mailed the

newletter, which tells him about advance
releases. It is only natural, then, that he
will go back to the same store to buy the

record The retailer has made a sale

without spending a cent for advertising,

just by placing a stack of paper at the

point of purchase It is in the store

manager's best interests, obviously, to

let his customers know about as many
fan clubs as possible. Why not let the
record companies and management
firms do the work and get the newsletter
together? Selling records is their goal,

too; if that's accomplished, everybody's
happy.

Perhaps there could be a bulletin

board placed near the cash register, or

somewhere near the front of the store,

that has names and addresses of all the

fan clubs. Customers would appreciate

the extra service, and the advertising

they'd receive would be on a much more
personal level — through the mail, ad-

dressed to them. Fan clubs would be re-

ceptive to the idea because they would
get their merchandise, belt buckles and
the like, to a lot more people
The actual newsletter, and related

materials, should not be available from
retailers, so that the information retains

its exclusivity Fans should get some-
thing extra for the trouble they take in

filling out the cards and keeping in touch
with the club

Christmas Comedy?

It used to be that comedy records
moved primarily during the Christmas
season Nichols and May, Tom Lehrer,

Carl Reiner and Mel Brooks; they all sold
well during the eight week holiday
period The trend may still be there, ac-

cording to some rack jobbers and re-

tailers. but the new crop of releases by
younger comics like Richard Pryor,
George Carlin, Lily Tomlin and the
Firesign Theatre make the old buying
patterns almost invisible. These sell well
throughout the year. Albums by Redd
Foxx, Carlin, and Pryor, for example,
hold steady positions on the Cash Box
charts. The general feeling is that these
releases obscure the Christmas trend.

Additionally, what with the increasing in-

flux. of new product in areas other than
comedy, many retailers have phased out
their comedy sections.

"The bulk of my sales are pop,” said

Stan Rosenberg, buyer for SMG dis-

tributors in New York. "A lot of my ac-

counts just don't have room for catalog
comedy albums. It's the X-rated albums
that do well, like Redd Foxx and Richard

Pryor These have good steady sales all

year round, and increase at Christmas
like any other record

"

Warner Brothers has two Richard
Pryor records, and the new one, "Is It

Something I Said." released lastsummer,
has already been certified gold and is

perhaps three months away from selling

a million units The record company cer-

tainly pushed sales along with an in-

novative retail idea WB promotion head
Gary Davis explains it.

"It was hard to get airplay for the

Richard Pryor album because of the

nature of his material, just not permissa-
ble on radio So we set up listening

booths in the stores, and people listened

to a cassette of the record through
earphones. We coupled this with a lot of

in-store display, and it was a very suc-
cessful campaign We did it everywhere
we could," Davis said

Warners also came up with "clean"
material for ten- and thirty-second radio

spots; additionally, they got Pryor to

make up an original radio message
Some of the ads were teasers — they
took out the punchlines of jokes and left

listener frustrated, so that in order to find

out why the audience was so hysterical

he would have to buy the album
The Tower Records chain carried the

Richard Pryor listening booths, and they
agree with Warner Brothers' estimation

"It did real well," said Stan Goman of the

San Francisco head office "We carried it

for two months." Tower is a big chain,

has the biggest record store in San Fran-

cisco. and they have room for a large

comedy section

" It's building all the time." Goman said.

"We sell some older stuff, Nichols and
May. things like that, but their sales real-

ly can't compete with the hip humor, like

the Richard Pryor LPs. People seem to

like the offbeat, bizarre and the avante
garde

"

Perhaps no one was ever more avante
garde than Lenny Bruce. Fantasy
Records in Berkeley has seven Bruce
packages that sell steady all the time

"We had a real good upswing when the

movie was released ("Lenny,” a story of

Bruce's life). "We also got more accounts
because of the film But aside from the

time of the movie tie-in we have found
no real surge in sales at any one time of

the year," said Dave Luccesse at the

Fantasy office

Madison. Wisconsin’s Discount Rec-
ords, on the other hand, experienced a

rather heavy rush on comedy albums this

past Christmas. They sold a lot of the

perhaps more esoteric humor — P.D.Q.

Bach and Tom Lehrer records They sold

out in the Lily Tomlin department.
"P D Q Bach is very big here,” Discount
salesman Rob Bronstein said. "Professor

Shickele came to Madison after the cam-
pus riots and really cooled things out."

Discount is also involved in a buying
system that should be interesting to

other retailers. Each salesman is as-

signed to a couple of labels, and he does
all the ordering for those labels. That

way, he gets to know the product a lot

better, and becomes familiar with dif-

ferent ordering procedures Now the

store plans to rotate the assignments on
a semi-regular basis, so that salesmen
get to deal with all the companies.
Bronstein is currently in charge of import

orders, and he has been concentrating,

in part, on traditional Irish music. He is

stocking four Chieftains records that

were released in Ireland on Island

Records The records are selling ex-

tremely well; in fact, after Discount got

the records in and moved them so fast,

the Chieftains got a straight half-hour of

airplay on the local progressive FM sta-

tion, WIBA Another Irish band that sold

out its first order of fifteen copies is

called Planxty. They’re from Dublin and
record for Polydor

Discount is also doing a heavy cut out
business in obscure items like Colum-
bia's first recording of Big Brother and
the Holding Company, with Janis Joplin
listed only as a back up singer Grace
Slick apparently made a record with her
sister, a very long time ago, and it's been
leaving the Discount bins with some
regularity.

Peaches Record Store, in Atlanta,

"showed a definite increase in comedy
sales over the Christmas season," said

store manager Lee Berman "There’s a

three record set of Reiner and Brooks
that usually sells about one a month. We
sold five during December I think com-
edy attracts people who normally don't

buy records, people who aren't aware of

the music scene, and they need to buy
records for gifts

"

Peaches has one entire wall devoted
to comedy album drsplay But what about
record company advertising support for

these records? "We don't have any," said

Berman. "Except for the newer releases,

like the Richard Pryor, companies just

make the records available
"

Atlantic Records, however, is doing a
little work for its current Redd Foxx. re-

lease. “You Gotta Wash Your Ass.”
Similar to the Warner Brothers promo-
tion for Richard Pryor, Atlantic is de-
veloping plans to place twelve listening

booths in key west coast accounts. Dis-

play on the outside of the booths will

read "X-Rated, Under 18 Not Allowed
"

There will be a continuous 8-track tape
playing selections from the album Tom
Davies, promotion man at Atlantic, also

says that there will be radio spots for the
Foxx, LP. "if we can find some airable

selections.”

Moving In 3D

More holographic news — "The impor-
tant thing to remember about holog-
raphy, especially in a commercial use, is

that it requires a new set of ideas. It real-

ly can't be approached from a photo-

cess was proceeding smoothly, with dif-

ficulty arising in classifying the ' hybrid"

accounts, who are involved in more than

one facet of the business. "In what
category do you put an account that is in-

volved in retailing, rack jobbing and one-

stopping? You might have a guy who is a

one percent one-stop and a 99 percent

rack jobber, all the way to one who is 99
percent one stop and one percent rack

jobber Then you might have a guy who
is a 10 percent rack jobber, a 10 percent

retailer, and an 80 percent one-stop.

There are a hundred different categories

in any one level, and thousands of dif-

ferent possible classifications overall.’’

And each one of those different

classifications, he reiterated, do not

necessarily mean different prices. "If

you’re talking about the difference

between a $3 36 price and a $3.38 price,

you’re talking about a difference of pen-,

nies, of fractions of pennies You can’t

bill a guy $3.35 and 2 mils. They have to

be even.’ Those final prices have not

been worked out as of yet

Hybrids

Lieberman had an answer for Frio’s

rack jobber/retailer situation "If more
than 50 percent of a guy’s business

comes from rack jobbing he would get

the rack jobber price And if more than

50 percent came from retailing, he would
fall into the fifth category, the hybrid

group You could get that information

from the public firms, and the private

ones could get an accountant to certify

what percent of his business came from

rack jobbing and what percent from re-

tailing The rack jobbing executive then

compared the record business with the

auto parts supply business, where dis-

tributors are sometimes retailers, and

that the FTC allows distributors to

operate as retailers, provided they do
two things “One, they have to sell their

own stores at the same price that they

sell everyone else Second, they can t

use their wholesale profit unfairly, to

damage competition in the marketplace

And that would seem to apply to the rec-

ord business, too ."

There are some unwieldy parts in

Lieberman "s category framework, it was
pointed out. But Frio seems to be hinting

that there may not necessarily be dif-

ferences in price between the different

types of account, and furthermore, it

might turn out that centrally distributed

retailers will buy cheaper than one-

stops 1 If so. it would not be advantageous
for a retailer to call himself a one-stop

(what Lieberman calls "Sham one-
stops") to qualify for what he thinks

might be lower prices Which would ap-

pear to revert back to what Frio has been
maintaining. "Were not talking about

price, we’re talking about categories.

We re getting the accounts nailed down
as to what they are and who they are. We
don’t want them coming to us saying,

"we’ll be in any category you want, just so

we can get the lowest price.’

"

Problems
There are still legal and technical

problems that have to be worked out

before the program is implemented; Frio

indicated that MCA has been working on
the institution of this program for close to

two years. And after defining who is in

one category, there is also the matter of

deciding who will get what price, and if

prices should be increased for some ac-

counts, for whom and how much "You
can’t just raise prices without taking into

effect what will happen in the market-

place," one source noted But he also as-

sumed that a rise in wholesale prices to

even a few accounts might bring in suffi-

cient revenue to preclude a further price

continued on pg.

NEW YORK — The impetus behind the

current drive to implement different

price categories for various record sell-

ing accounts gained momentum from the

spate of $2.99 and $3.99 prices offered

by a number of record retailers during

the past year Rack jobbers sensed im-

pending danger, should price-conscious
mass merchandisers, who were buying
records at prices higher than some re-

tailers were selling them for, halve the

size of their record departments or chuck
them altogether And that, most industry

executives agree, would be a severe
blow to record industry volume, as rack

jobbers and their mass merchandised
outlets still account for approximately 70
percent of the record business. "The
record marketplace is not very healthy

when some retailers are selling records
for $3.99, which is less than what other

people are paying for their merchan-
dise." is how David Lieberman, president

of Lieberman Enterprises, summed up
the problem

The mass merchandiser, Lieberman
continued, historically has been con-

cerned with two points: profit and price

image "But the mass merchandisers
started using loss leaders to a greater

degree than they had in the past and
soon they found few departments in the

store were making money. But more im-

portant was their price image. If con-

sumers see that a department store has
high record prices, they’ll think to

themselves, "well, if their record prices

are higher, their other prices must be
high too ’ And if the mass merchandiser
downplays or drops records, the whole
industry is in trouble."

Jay Jacobs, president of Knox Record
Rack, believed that the new categories,

with what he hoped would be higher

NEW YORK — Three members of Bruns-
wick Records group, the Chi Lites,

pleaded guilty to failing to file tax returns

before federal district court judges in

Newark, New Jersey last week.

The result of the current price situation

could be "J C Penney saying "we don't

want records anymore ’ And that would
mean 1000 stores not carrying records."

Jacobs emphasized that mass merchan-
disers attract the impulse buyer, who
would not go into a record store to buy
his product. " These "giveaway" retail

stores are not going to make up the

volume nationwide that would be lost if

the mass merchandiser drops records
"

And he added that the record industry

seems to be coast-oriented, and that in

many small towns across the country, the

racked account is the only place where
people can and do buy records. "Rack
jobbing is not dying My volume was up
last year, and every rack jobber I’ve

spoken to in the last few weeks told me
his volume was up too. But the record
market overall seems to be shrinking in-

stead of growing.” He pointed out that

while some new record stores are open-
ing up, others are closing.

It is the rack jobbers' and the mass
merchandisers' precarious price position

that has forced at least one manufac-
turer, MCA, to restudy their price struc-

ture and categories. The actual prices

and categories, which have yet to be an-

nounced, will hopefully have a stabilizing

effect on the record industry, it is hoped
by the jobbers, who would prefer not to

think what would happen should Sears
or Penney’s drop their record depart-

ments nationwide, as some department
stores in isolated areas have already

done

evasion charges, and disk jockey Paul

Burke Johnson, former program director

of WAOK. Atlanta, pleaded guilty to re-

Regular Price

There is one major difference though

between the New York City and
California pricing situations: regular sell-

ing price in New York stores is substan-

tially higher than in their California coun-

terparts. Goody’s, for example, has a

regular in-store selling price of $1 below
list, or $5.98 on $6.98 list product, while

Jimmy’s is $4 99 In California, regular

selling price on new product is generally

under $4, down to $3 88 and other

similar figures.

Nonetheless, New York's pricing

equilibrium was upset when Jimmy's
began a series of $2 99 and $3.99
specials on a group of hot titles. King

Karol, who for many years remained
aloof and stayed out of the discounting

fracas, instituted a "top 10 for $3.99"

policy, while Korvettes pushed their own
$2.99—$3 99 specials, and Alexander's

responded to DiscoMat's $3.69 price.

Maybe the result can not realistically be
called a price war, but it certainly caused

a lot of tumult. An executive of one of the

major labels in New York believed "the

established retailers have been hurt by

the Jimmy's and DiscoMat operations

But at least the everyday selling price

has remained realistic
”

Sanity in Pricing

On the subject of pricing, John Cohen,
president of Disc Records, saw a need
for “some semblance of order in the in-

dustry in pricing.” Cohen, who had 8

stores in California, found he could not

compete with Tower, Wherehouse, or

Licorice Pizza and sold his California

stores. Barrie Bergman, president of

Record Bar, commented that "it’s ob-

viously a cliche at this point, but there

must be a return to sanity in the area of

pricing. The prices at street level are in-

credible ” Jim Schwartz, president of

Schwartz Brothers including the
Harmony Hut retail chain, declared that

"these $2 99 and $3 29 prices are an

abomination” and that they must go up.

Max Silverman, president of Waxie-
Maxie, noted that "things haven’t

changed in the past 20-30 years. We've
always had to contend with newcomers
and oldtimers giving their product away.

If you can't make a profit you can't stay in

business.” Meanwhile, "it does damage
to the existing stores." Cohen added that

"the industry has already seen the

budgets and Americans come and go."

On the other side, though, is Russ
Solomon, president of the Tower
Records operation, who maintains that

"record prices are too high. It would be

nice if the price of records would go
down so we could sell more and more.”

A different yet parallel view was ex-

pressed by Dave Rothfeld, vice-

president of Korvettes, who noted that

one of the hottest and fastest selling

categories during Christmas "was the

mid-price $4.98 line that can be sold at

$2 99 at a reasonable markup.”

Licorice Pizza

opened 8 stores for a total of 20, and

Tower Records opened three for a total

of 12. is leading the way nationally in

terms of retail expansion. And there

seems to be a greater trend toward retail

stores nationwide, not necessarily limit-

ed to the two coasts.

Of course, the ego satisfaction in-

volved in such immediate feedback can

be great, but the real payoff to this rolling

see-and-be-seen comes in the form of

listener demand after an audience has

gotten a dose of live performance In this

instance it is ironic that the one city C&K
didn't visit houses one of the key radio

stations in the U S in termsof “breaking”

a record Nevertheless. KLIF in Dallas

has pulled such strong reaction from rec-

It wasn't quite three years ago that

Henry Kapono was singing for his supper
in places like the Sand Castle in

Honolulu, while Cecilio Rodriguez was
paying his dues in a Santa Barbara,

California bar At some point in time a

third party managed to hear them both,

on separate occasions, and began to

calculate. After a long period of phone
calls over the span of three thousand
ocean miles, this angel (who remains

anonymous throughout our interviews)

bought a one-way plane ticket and
persuaded Cecilio to fly to Hawaii and
“check out" the blend that was to

become Cecilio & Kapono.
It's been said that everyone has a dou-

ble; a twin. While Cecilio & Kapono re-

semble each other fairly closely on the

outside, they were both amazed at what
happened, musically, the first time they

got together. "It sounded as though we'd

rehearsed it and. of course, we hadn't,"

Cecilio recalls. Both of us had guitars

and we sang whole songs from one end
to the other. Our breathing was the same
. . . intonation was the same . . . blend

was the same.
”

Henry (Kapono) continues. “We didn't

really discuss, 'should we be a group?' I

think we both just wanted to keep going

with what felt good.
"

What felt good to C&K really felt good
to the people they crooned to. Wherever
they went around the Hawaiian islands

they accumulated a following which
eventually grew so large as to qualify the

duo an institution of sorts.

After only a few months together,

response to the pair intrigued Columbia
branch manager Carl Smith enough to

light a fire under his labelmates on the

continent. It took him some time.

"The minute you say an artist is from

Hawaii, everyone thinks 'Hawaiian
music ' This had to be overcome. " Smith

(whose job is to distribute and promote
Columbia product on the islands) wasn't

isn't even counted when the national

charts are made." (Subsequently, the
group's second LP, Elua, has sold — in

copies.)

Over the course of the next several

months, C&K made another kind of his-

tory in Hawaii. In two nights' time, at the
Waikiki Shell, Cecilio & Kapono drew, ac-

cording to Billboard magazine. 18,000
people. Routine, you say?
On the first night 4.500 fans sat

through the outdoor performance ob-
livious to the fact that it was raining.

The second night offered some more
token resistance, as 9,000 spectators

patronized another concert, elsewhere
on Oahu. That enterprise, which offered

mainland acts, drew violence as well.

Back at the Shell, however, 1 3,000 more
folks showed up for a tranquil night un-

der the stars with Cecilio & Kapono. Ten
thousand sat within the Shell proper,

while the remaining 3,000 thousand
spread out blankets in the adjacent park,

to listen

The C&K audience that night was
stroked by the powerful dynamic abilities

of the two — one of the primary im-

pressions this reviewer drew from the

group in live performance. Not only are

their vocals strong, but they have com-
mand of themselves in a way that many
rock groups never seem to grasp; they

have the ability to bring things to a peak

and follow with a near-whisper. In recent

months we've seen only two other

performers come close to Cecilio &

Kapono in this respect They are Al Jar-

reau (Reprise) and Columbia's Bruce
Springsteen. That’s heady company.

"We’ve been told that our voices are

strong. We can still sing above the band,

no matter what," answers Kapono.
"Our music, however,” says Cecilio,

“isn't based on the frenzy that say, the

Stones create. I think it's exciting to have

regarded as an a&r man, but he could

recognize traditional Hawaiian music —
and this wasn't it He finally persuaded

Columbia that Hawaii was as much at-

tuned to pop music as Toledo, Ohio, and

why not take a chance recording two

guys who sing pop songs? New York

eventually gave its blessing to the west

coast which gave its okay to forge ahead

No one was prepared for what was to

follow

According to Smith (and substantiated

by the wide smiles on the faces of record

store proprietors we visited) that initial

LP. Cecilio & Kapono, sold more than

60,000

copies in Hawaii alone.

“Nobody in the record business
thought there could be that many people

over there." Cecilio exclaims, “Hawaii

fans who love us just as much without

that frenzy. When you've got 1 0,000 peo-

ple out there and you come to the middle

of one song and the volume comes down
for an instant, before we begin the

next verse . . . we're listening. And when

10,000

people are silent, it’s beautiful."

Having managed to distill the euphoria

from the frenzy, it becomes obvious that

the Cecilio & Kapono image reaches

across a diverse audience.

Kapono marvels over the fact that "one

older man just had to come up and tell us

that, in spite of the fact we had long hair,

he really enjoyed the music. He might

have always had a bad taste in his mouth
for anybody with long hair, but hopefully

he went away thinking, 'those guys really

are just regular guys'."

"Of course," Cecilio adds with a grin. "I

couldn't resist telling him that we really

appreciated that, in spite of the fact that

he had short hair."

Part of the special appeal C&K put

forth is in their very loose stage manner.

Aside from a barrage of smiles back and
forth during their music, they field the

cranks, as it were, very nicely.

According to Cecilio, the two had
I

“plenty of practice" when they first ap-

peared as a team, playing small bars on
the mainland. “They weren't all fun-type

remarks; a lot of them were really digs."

Cecilio, especially, has a quick, sharp
wit which can be devastating "I would
swoop down immediately," he remem-
bers, “on whoever dared speak in a

negative tone up at us. Just swoop down
for the kill. But that changes the feeling

in the room and doesn't accomplish
anything. After awhile we learned to ig-

nore it or turn it around so that the whole
room is laughing

“

The snide remarks Cecilio refers to

usually had to do with the physical, racial

appearance of the singers. As one musi-

cian put it, they look “more like wrestlers

than anything else. Then they start sing-

ing and you can't relate the two. Here are

these big brown bodies and these beau-

tiful voicescoming out."

The politics of racial differences are

really light-years away from the purpose
of Cecilio & Kapono, though. "We think

of ourselves as human beings," Cecilio

reasons. "There's no race involved when
it comes to our music. It s from the heart:

if it makes you feel good then that makes
us feel good, and we'll all go away feel-

ing good."

These remarks may or may not bring

us full circle back to Hawaii, but at the

writer's discretion, they do. It is here that

C&K are a huge success, with an album
cut (the obvious followup to Goodnight

And Good Morning) blowing out of every

radio station several times an hour. It is

here the two literally cannot walk down
the street without being recognized and

approached or whispered about. Hawaii

is also the divine respite; the perfect

place to refuel, to think things over.

While Cecilio & Kapono have made their

initial impact into the larger portion of

the American market, they know they

have a long way to go. Goodnight And
Good Morning has just now broken onto

the Cash Box singles charts at number

96. Like the islands themselves, much
still lies beneath the surface

Hawaii offers one other thing in this

story

Whether or not these two fellows had
the capacity to go this far without one
another to lean on, to harmonize with, is

a moot question. Part of the rhetorical

answer lies in the fact that Hawaii was
warm enough in the hospitable sense, to

allow Cecilio & Kapono to realize that

music is not only a pleasure in their lives,

but a necessity.

"It's really a release.” muses Cecilio.

“If I'm feeling low or lonely, it's still a re-

lease. I'm venting the loneliness by real-

ly feeling it. A lot of guys go out and
break heads, that's their release. I'm glad

I can sing.” Kapono, the quiet one, nods
in agreement.

Knowing that about the two, and know-

ing they'll be back again soon to spread

that philosophy around, we find it im-

mensely easy to allow them their forty

winks — and a little bubbly — under the

Hawaiian sun.

Las Vegas (15) for Tulsa immediately
after Clark concludes his current
engagement at the Frontier Hotel. The
cast will fly on to Washington, D.C. (17)

for a connection out of Dulles Interna-

tional Airport

The first series of 14 concert ap-

pearances will debut in Riga, in the
Republic of Latvia, Jan. 20 From there
the party moves on to Leningrad (24) and
Moscow (28), where the tour will end
after concert dates in the capital city.

Speaking engagements by Clark, before
several groups of Soviet university stu-

dents on the subject of country music as
an original American art form are also an-
ticipated. The entourage is expected to

return to the United States Feb. 3.

The idea for the concert tour was a re-

sult of Clark’s hosting 15 Soviet dignitar-

ies in Las Vegas in June 1974. With
special U S. state department clearance,
they became the first official group of

Soviets ever to visit Las Vegas.

The Roy Clark show is one of 10
performing arts groups which have, or

will, tour the Soviet Union under the cur-

rent three year U S /USSR cultural ex-

change agreement.

Piracy Bill In California Gets Tough
enables the judge to make the case a

misdemeanor or a felony, depending on
the particulars of the given case. So,

where a one-time offender might still pull

a misdemeanor, the two-time loser is in

fora more stringent sentence."

Turning his attention to the matter of

setting the actual amounts of the fines to

be imposed, Robinson noted, "In the

past, to have a significant fine you had to

charge the defendant with selling or

manufacturing a number of tapes. Now,
all we have to do is go in with one tape or

one record, show the extent of the

operation and the fine will obviously

grow with the extent of the operation

based on past history We don't have to

prove 15 or 20 counts to get a $10,000
fine.

"If you have previously been convict-

J

ed of manufacture or distribution and

you get busted again, then your fine

goes to $50,000 and the imprisonment

jumps up to two years. Our posture re-

garding the second offense seller will

not change, there will be no increase in

sentence."

Although the new law leaves the seller

at the misdemeanor level with a fine in-

crease to $5,000, it also creates a new
defendant in the distributor, according to

Robinson The addition of a section cov-

ering distribution, legally termed "trans-

porting," is aimed at hitting the pirate

operation at all levels. Robinson indicat-

ed, “It is a very strong section We are

treating distributors the same as
manufacturers; they will be subject to

the same alternative felony/misde-
meanor policy."

In commenting on the development of

the piracy problem. Robinson stated that

in his opinion, the problem was marginal

up until the early sixties. The introdu-

tion of the stereo 8-track tapes at this

time caused massive proliferation of the

pirate recordings. Previous to this, the

percentage of the pirate product in the

market was about 5%. Now it is more in

the neighborhood of 35-40% and in cer-

tain specific markets, such as ethnic, it

has risen to 50-75%
"It was during the early sixties that

sound piracy bills began to appear
California's first anti-piracy bill was
enacted in 1969 and the present As-
sembly Bill 712 constitutes the only ma-
jor revision of the original law since that

time.”

CB asked Robinson if phase two of the

anti-piracy program would be instituted

in the same manner as the earlier efforts

of the sound piracy unit "Absolutely. It's

a coordinated effort — we re in constant

touch with the FBI We keep each other

abreast of our own individual investiga-

tions. When we find that we re both in-

vestigating the same source, we general-

ly make a decision as to who will do it.

Sometimes we both continue the in-

vestigation — sometimes we hand it over
to them or they hand it over to us. We
share information as we develop it in-

dependently
The reason for the joint effort on

behalf of the FBI and the LA city at-

torney's office was explained to CB by
Robinson. "The new law only covers re-

cordings which were initially fixed prior

to Feb 15, 1972 Due to a U S. Supreme
Court ruling, pirated recordings fixed

after that date are in violation of federal

copyright statutes, so this is where the

FBI steps in

"The sound piracy unit has been very
successful in the past year and we are

highly optimistic about its future perfor-

mance
"The public has cooperated with us

very well; a result of much publicity I'm

also very pleased with the attitude of

cooperation displayed by the industry."

Over-Production In Games:
Part Two Of An In Depth Study
From A Manufacturer’s Viewpoint
CHICAGO — Various distributors ex-

pressed their viewpoints recently on the

subject of "over-production in games”
and these comments were inserted as a

feature article in the December 13 issue

of Cash Box. The question raised was
"are there too many new games being in-

troduced to the market today?" and the

majority opinion was in the affirmative

with comments such as "too many games
manufacturers are just releasing too

much product the new product being

shipped is, in many cases, inferior in

quality "; "it s up to the distributor and
operator to know their limitations and
buy accordingly, regardless of what the

manufacturer puts out . . and "greed

(by the distributors) is responsible for

over-production, not the manufacturer
I only buy what I feel is good and

saleable
"

As a follow-up Cash Box queried
various games manufacturers for their

viewpoints on the subject itself, and on
the statements made by the distributors

interviewed

Williams Electronics Inc. took excep-
tion to some of the comments expressed
and issued the following statement:

“Williams has for many years produced
games against orders. We always have
more orders than games produced, leav-

ing us short on every model; however,
this production procedure assures a high

trade-in value and enables the transfer of

equipment from distributor to distributor,

if necessary We believe operators must
upgrade pricing so that the games can
produce income in keeping with rising

prices. Straight quarter, 3 ball play per

game is the answer to increased operat-

ing cost."

We limit pro-

duction to the market's demands and
never ship a machine without an order,"

he emphasized "We have no quota
systems and, importantly, we do not un-

der any circumstances overship Dis-

tributors are generally very astute in

their buying habits and usually have a

few games in inventory at the close of a

run to fill any unfilled orders remaining

after cut-off.

"Another point which we, as a pro-

ducer of pinball equipment, must take in-

to consideration is the change in market-

ing conditions applicable to our product,

such as the lifting, awhile back, of the

pinball machine ban in Los Angeles and,

most recently, the opening up of the

Canadian market ” Addressing himself to

the common grievance of increased

equipment costs Gottlieb said, "The ris-

ing cost of our own overhead has
necessitated the current price of our

equipment Parts and labor are more ex-

pensive today; raw materials are up in

price; costs of various manufacturing

processes, both in house and out, are ris-

ing These are but a few of the reasons

why we have had to increase the prices

of ourequipment
