Welcome To MIDEM
It is welcome again to MIDEM, the music trade fair, business

meeting, social event, on the shores of the Mediterranean every

January, and heightened this year by the fact that it is the 1 0th

anniversary of Bernard Chevry's brainchild.

It has been a turbulent and rewarding decade as a look at any

bunch of statistics to do with the music business will show.

And it has been, to be frank, aturbulent 1 975 with most

countries starting off worried and ending breathless . . . but

ahead.

So as MIDEM enters its second decade, it is a solid facet of the

music-record business. It also reaffirms the real necessity of

having a showcase of this kind. The flow of music from the

European continent, particularly Britain, to the U.S. slowed down
this past year, perhaps to a more realistic proportion.

In contrast, however, the flow of music traffic from America to

Europe has apparently increased, with reports of the success of

disco groups and artists running through England and Germany,
and Perry Como and Bing Crosby finding themselves revitalized

in the Euro market.

What it essentially boils down to is that oft repeated phrase that

music still manages to surmount the language barrier and the

currency situation. Somehow.
And wherever the thrust of the business is directed, the other

statement about one world market seems to hold good and there

is a need for a genuine, valid meeting place still.

MIDEM seems to fulfill that need.

This year will see, as just one instance, the Fania All Stars

making their European continental debut there, the first time

France and the rest of Europe has probably seen a genuine Latin

salsa band, a style of music that is making strong inroads in

certain parts of this country. The Fania label sees the need to

have a correct and business like setting to expose their particular

product.

album We wanted to make one for

several years but we were always in-

volved with producers whose main con-

cern was making hit singles. Ironically,

their first concept album has brought

them their biggest single in some time.

"Love Machine which reached the

number one spot in Cash Box’s r&b

charts and number 16 with a bullet on
the pop charts last week
While realizing the importance of

singles success to a group's career, the

consensus of the Miracles was that pro-

The new standards for controlling PVC

emissions are primarily the result of

January 1974 findings that several

employees of B. F. Goodrich had died

from a rare liver cancer, the cause of

which was suspected to be exposures to

PVC gas at a Goodrich producing facility.

As a result, the Environmental Protec-

tion Agency has proposed new regula-

tions, scheduled to take effect sometime
this spring, that would reduce by 90 per-

cent PVC gas emissions.

These new regulations will cost PVC
manufacturers $198 million initially, plus

$70 million each year to maintain, ac-

cording to Russell Train, president of

EPA Plastics industry representatives

believe the cost may be much higher

than that Rather than implement the

new standards at higher cost, one plant,

owned by Uniroyal, has already shut

down Three others are also believed to

be headed for closing, although their

total production capacity is understood
to be less than one percent of all PVC
production in the U S The record in-

dustry uses four percent of all PVC
manufactured
The higher costs to the manufacturer

are expected to be reflected in higher

PVC costs. A major producer of PVC.
Goodyear Tire & Rubber Company, an-

nounced they expect to make "rather

substantial " capital expenditures to meet
the new standards, and that “regrettably,

these additional costs will ultimately be
reflected in product costs."

greater That's where we feel we as a

small company have an advantage At

WEA all product is treated the same I

hope we all do 50% more in billing this

year Because we put out very little prod-
uct. we can take full advantage of WEA's
distribution It enhances our promotion
and marketing efforts."

Smith states that he discourages label

switching by major artists: “If Mo Ostin,

Ahmet Ertegun or I leave, the roster

doesn't go with us I've been instrumen-
tal in bringing some top acts to Warners,
but they didn't sign with me individually,

they signed with the company. A record
company is not great because of one

person. It’s great because of the team at

that company. Warner Brothers remains

great. I hope we will be as attractive and

that I’ll be as effective here."

Though he has only completed two

weeks at his new post. Smith says he is

already deluged by about 30 calls a day

concerning talent only. "It's premature to

talk now," said Smith, “but we're thinking

about expansion into the areas of black

and country music. We've got four coun-

try artists, but both country and black

music are highly specialized and require

expert handling. I feel a label cannot be

truly major league without representing

all kinds of music. Because we re a small

operation of specialists, we ll have to do
some thinking about adding more
specialists to the company. There's a

vast amount of untapped black executive

talent, and I feel that it's needed more
now than ever before to handle black

product. Speaking of specialists. I'd like

to point out that Tracy Stern who runs

our Nonesuch operation, has done con-

sistently well. Nonesuch product may ac-

count for only about 5% of our total

volume, but Tracy has provided us with

consistently excellent product
”

Concerning the day-to-day operation

of Elektra/Asylum Smith said. "I have a

good background in this business. I

know the names and numbers of all the

players. I have an overview I feel will be
valuable here. My style is to get involved

in everything. You cant get the max-
imum out of what you've got unless

you're coordinated I've talked with
every major artist we have and there’s no
identity problem with me here as op-
posed to David. Our artists can only get a

better shot now.

"I can help pull artists and producers
together and I have a feel for promotion,

radio and distribution. We've got good
people here and I see no problems. I

suppose in a sense, this is a microcosm
of Warners. The creative services and
artist relations departments the way they

exist there, are Warners' innovations.

We ll do it our way, however .

"

Smith feels that the scientific aspect of

the record business is just now begin-

ning to emerge and points to research as

a key to solving some of the problems
the industry faces today "Promotion,

merchandising are more difficult and
more expensive now." he said “Radio

exposes less product now so the cost of

ingenuity goes up too. It's a cumulative

problem All of us in this business want

the answer to the question ’Why did you
buy this record?’ We re just now begin-

ning to find that out. This is a fly-by-wire

business. It’s a big business not by
science but by ingenuity, insight and op-

portunism

"We have an industry problem, not just

a company problem There are millions

of consumers we don't reach Why
should we be content and happy to sell a

million units when there are a hundred
times that many record players in this

country today. Why not 10 million, or 25
million. When the Beatles hit. we as an
industry geared our entire pitch to youth
In the process I think we sort of forgot

about the audience we had been cater-

ing to before. They felt left out. Why
should the affluent, over 30 consumers
purchase such a small percentage of our

product I think we sacrificed one group
to get to another, but I also feel that we

as an industry will develop the talent to

get it back We're in a business that's

based on mystique and intangibles. Who
could foresee the success of an Elton

John. The top executives in our business
have been deeply involved with artists

and their music. Excitement comes first.

Every minute is insecure in a business
that requires a feel for the intangible. I’m

very pleased to be at Elektra/Asylum
where so much is happening If I thought
it would be otherwise. I wouldn't have
come over here."

Louis, the first station in the country I've

encountered doing this type of thing,

says his people listeners) call it an “oasis

on AM radio."

I fully yet. "We want to fulfill the people's

wants in regard to progressive format

who don't have FM radios . . and we can

fulfill that format need by programming
progressive music on our AM. Dialing

down the spectrum and finding rock, r&b,

country, they are also gonna find a pro-

gressive sound on the AM dial. It may
freak 'em out.” KADI in St Louis has

been programming this AM progressive

format for about seven months now.

LOS ANGELES — There's a concept in

programming around the country now
called “the mellow sound.” Two stations

in particular using the format are KNX,
Los Angeles, and WKTU. New York.

Madeline Favor md at the New York sta-

tion says, “the basic thrust of the format

is to eliminate the acid-rock type of

music. I asked Larry Miller, pd at WKTU,
to compare the WKTU format philosophy

with the KNX philosophy He mentioned
his great respect for Steve Marshall who
is basically in charge of the KNX mellow
sound. Larry says, “He's doing the
California sound, we're doing the New
York sound The announcers sound dif-

ferent, our concept of the format is dif-

ferent ” Miller went on to say, “I think

Steve Marshall in the past few years has
had the most intelligent approach to rock

music ever. But here in New York I'm do-,

ing my own version what the "mellow
sound” format is. In New York we might

play jazz, maybe even some disco, some
Spinners, that KNX in LA won’t probably

play. It doesn't mean that they have to . . .

it's just that their concept of mellow dif-

fers music wise of what we're doing.”

After all, the cities are 3000 miles apart

and programming to two different cities

two different hugely diverse groups
of people, and then there's the subcon-
cious factor of east coast, not versus

maybe, but opposed to west coast.

What does the mellow sound mean?

“Mellow does not mean dead,” Miller

says The criteria for music on the
mellow format is who does the song,
what the song is, and also includes the
mix, melody and how a song is put

together, produced if you will. Tempo is

another factor. It’s not as important
though as I thought it would be It is not

the deciding factor in music sets. The
mellow format" chooses not to use all

slow down-tempo songs. It would, as in

other formats of radio, be a sleeper for

the audience, a possible turnoff. It

comes right down to the way the songs
are chosen to go on the air, and the ac-

tual grouping of those songs.

Grouping is a very important factor of

the format WKTU will group anywhere
from 2-5 songs at a time . . the jocks in-

tersperse intro/outro at the end or begin-

ning of a music sweep WKTU is live 24
hours a day, so although grouping of

songs occurs, no automated type sound
such as you find in the good music
format exists Miller says, "the jocks can
only play approved music I don't

write out the music sheets for them.” But

the music is pre-planned in some respect

in order to assure that no clashes or such
happen Miller gave an example of what
the "mellow format" is as compared to

We look very carefully to see if an artist

needs television. The product might war-

rant more exposure in radio and print.”

A&M had an interesting situation last

year with the Quincy Jones LP, "Body
Heat They had nothing happening ex-

cept television spots in a few markets —
afternoon movies, and a few prime-time

buys in secondary markets. The album
experienced a complete resurgence. It

went back up on the charts, long after it

had seemingly peaked. And because
they had nothing else going, A&M could

directly attribute this to television.

Catalog ads are another kind of com-
mercial, exposing all of an artist's rec-

ords at once. Tim Hunter, a talented

director, made one for the Doobie
Brothers "It was right before Stampede'
came out," Hunter said. "The idea was to

promote the four existing records so that

their sales would pick up with the salesof

the new release." Hunter drove the point

home by flipping the four album covers

on the film in a highly creative fashion,

drawing the eye directly to the titles.

Country Artist Of The Week
Moe Bandy

What Moe Bandy does is sing pure, undiluted, hardcore honky-tonk of the kind that

blew in out of West Texas in the 40s and '50s before razor-cuts and double-knit suits

changed the face of country music in the early '60s It is a kind of music that empties
beer glasses, touches heart and sells records

Bandy was born in Meridan. Mississippi to a piano playing mother and a guitar-

picker father One of six children, he developed an appreciation of music early, as

Bandy clan gatherings were usually accompanied by family songfests. His
grandfather worked the railroads with Jimmie Rodgers, and Moe recalls that the first

phonograph records he remembers hearing were from his grandfather's extensive
Rodgers collection By the time the Bandy family moved to Texas when Moe was six,

he had already gotten a steady diet of Jimmie Rodgers and Hank Williams.

Shortly after settling his family on a farm outside San Antonio, Moes father or-

ganized a local band called the Mission City Playboys as an outlet for his own creative

urges. Young Moe watched, listened and learned and soon began to show some in-

terest in taking up the guitar to amuse himself.

As a high schooler, Bandy's heart was in rodeo performing. Having been raised

around bulls, broncs and broncbusters. it seemed to Moe to be the natural thing to do
until a series of broken bones administered by wild steers and bucking ponies con-
vinced him that life as a musician would have to be easier Moe Bandy and the

Mavericks resulted, and Moe kept the group from his eighteenth birthday until 1 974
Moe had met Ray Baker in 1972 while on a hunting trip and persuaded Baker to

listen to some of his tapes he had done Baker agreed to produce a session but the
first effort was short and memorable In 1973. however, all the elements came
together around "I Just Started Hatin' Cheatin' Songs Today " Within five weeks of its

release on the new GRC label, the record was in the top five on the national charts,

and Moe Bandy was a star

"Cheatin Songs " was followed by “Honky Tonk Amnesia," "It Was Always So Easy
To Find An Unhappy Woman." Don't Anyone Make Love At Home Anymore?" and
"Bandy The Rodeo Clown." a song Moe had requested to be written because of his

closeness to rodeo cowboys (his brother is ranked third in the world in bull riding). In

recognition of the song and Moe s outstanding talent he was recently named 1975
Texas entertainer of the year by the Rodeo Cowboy's Association

For his first Columbia Records release Bandy remained close to his roots with

"Hank Williams. You Wrote My Life," a record sung and produced in the Williams
style

Bandy attributes his success to the fact that he sings songs about common people
and that he is, in essence, one of them A former sheet metal worker, Moe says, “I

have always been a cornbread country boy. I eat, sleep and breathe country. I could
sing "Jingle Bells' and it would become a country song while I was singing it.”

that three musicians of this stature join in

a single ensemble, and the city acknowl-
edged with a house sold out days in ad-

vance.

In performance, Rollins proved
that his excellent command of style and
unprejudiced approach toward im-

provisation make these notions invalid.

Chatten
commented that quite a number of coin

The Economy: Bright Outlook For
Leisure And Recreation Industries
CHICAGO - During the recent NAMA
convention in New Orleans. Mr Fabian

Linden of the Conference Board de-

livered an address on "The Economy In

1976." focusing attention on population

trends, demographics, income, spending

habits, etc., and making observations on
the next decade Mr. Linden stressed

that a great deal of importance should be
placed on the age composition of the

population, since this information will in-

dicate the number and buying power of

potential consumers.
With the eighties just four years away it

is important to determine who will be af-

fecting the market in the next decade,
taking into consideration such factors as

the baby boom of the early sixty's, health

care improvements and urban migration

to the suburbs. As a result of the early

sixties baby boom, which began tapering

off late in the sixties and early seventies,

the next ten years will find an enormous

number of young adults in the 25-34 age
group and a sharp decline in younger
children, aged 10-19 years; and. with im-

proved health care, the over 65 popula-
tion will also increase A very significant

point to note is that young adults will al-

legedly make up a very significant por-

tion of the entire working force and
hence consumer force in the nation
within the next few years Nearly 35 per-

cent of these young adults have had
some college, which indicates that the
consumers entering the market within

the next decade will be much more
sophisticated

Another fact, contrary to some public
opinion, is that young people are still

getting married and subsequently mov-
ing to the suburbs and other areas sur-

rounding the large cities, creating a very
lucrative market in these areas. This is

not to say, however, that there will not
continue to be a significant inner-city

in suburbia, composed of young, educat-

ed. money-earning individuals who will

become a very integral part of the

marketing structure What much of this

means to the coin machine industry is

obvious and can already be seen in the

number of arcades popping up and
flourishing in suburban locations.

Wizard Records, Australia

Looking Forward To MIDEM
by Stephen Fuchs

One of the companies visiting MIDEM
this week is Wizard Records. Based in

Australia, Wizard produces mainly in that

country, often "mixing" their recordings

in the United States. Tony Hogarth is

managing director of Waizard, oversee-

ing the operation on the spot in

Australia, while director Robie Porter

maintains an office in Los Angeles,
California "This is good for our acts,"

says Porter. "It's very difficult to get a hit

in America when you’re sitting ten

thousand miles away You must have

some control You can't help the com-
pany or push an act when you're not

there."

Now, more than ever before, Wizard is

putting product into the world market.

Explains Hogarth: "That's why we re go-

ing to MIDEM We've been there the last

few years but there's never been a great

excitement about Australian product un-

til now; before we went to buy things to

release in Australia rather to sell things.”

"All of a sudden." Porter adds, "the

rest of the world has caught up to the

American sound. It's no longer the

English and Americans dominating ev-

erything.”

Outside America, England and
Canada, Australia is the next biggest

English-speaking market Hogarth and

Porter feel that Australia could be the

next "place to happen," especially on the

heels of all the international action that's

taken place this last year

Porter brings an interesting fact to

light "What with Abba, Silver Conven-

tion, George Baker Selection. Sweet,

The Bay City Rollers and others, one-

quarter of last week's "American top for-

ty" was comprised of non-American
singles.”

Wizard itself has a fourteen-act roster

in Australia While they have a portion of

their country's charts tied up with four

singles in the top forty and two albums in

the top ten at this writing, they are pull-

ing for all Australian product to break the

global scene. They point out that all four

Australian majors, Wizard, Festival,

Albert and Mushroom have acts with

world wide hit potential Aside from the

better-known Australian successes in

the past (the Bee Gees, Helen Reddy.

Olivia Newton-John and Rick Spring-

field), many current acts are breaking,

such as John Paul Jones, Skyhooks,

Sherbert and Wizard's own Russell

Morris. Marcia Hines and Hush.

"We think long-term when we sign an

act," says Porter. "The recording costs

are pretty high, so a good number of

records must be sold in order to break

even To make any money you must sell

not only in Australia but someplace else

in the world as well."

On the other hand, a really hot record

in Australia can bring, per capita,

enormous figures. Hogarth explains: “It’s

very important to remember that

Australia isn't perplexed by one of the

biggest problems in America — returns.

In the U S .
record stores don't care, as

long as they've got space, they'll order

the records in Not only the small com-

panies. but the majors are getting back

quantities they've never dreamed of in

the last twelve months."

Porter continues, "I get statements

from the U S One group hasn't released

a record there for three years and they're

still getting returns. You think you've

made money, while you're really going

into the red
"

In Australia, however, the maximum
return allowed with some companies —
and none with others — is five-percent,

twice a year. "That's important to people

who are trying to sell records into

Australia," Porter interjects. "The sales

figures are pretty accurate. You know
what you're selling at the time is actually

dollars in your pocket
”

MIDEM will be buzzing with deals this

year. It's quite possible that those con-

cerning "down under" will end up "on

top."
