More Disclosure Needed 

In breaking down its record division sales into component parts, as reported 
in Cash Box last week, Warner Communications Inc. showed Wall Street, the 
investing public and the financial community that it has nothing to hide in its 
record division sales, or in any of its other divisions, where sales were similarly 
broken down into various categories. But the move by Warner Comm. is 
especially relevant to the record industry, because the corporation (with 
yearly sales totalling almost $670 million) derives almost half its sales, and 
more than half its income, from its record division operations. 

So if the investing public has faith in the combined WEA labels, they will 
have a greater degree of faith in the overall company. Conversely, if the public 
does not trust the operating philosophy and policies of the WCI record 
divisions (its sales, income, artists and/or management) its attitude toward the 
whole company suffers as a result. 

Other than Warners, no public company aside from Capitol -EMI derives 
more than 25% of its sales and income from its record division operations 
(Capitol is close to 100%, CBS is near 25% while MCA is 20%; ABC is around 
15% while RCA is unknown). In many ways Warners has become the company 
that, to many people, best signifies the fate, fame and fortune of the recorded 
music industry. So Warners' strides towards greater openness must stem from 
its heavy involvement in the record business. 

Other companies have already started taking potshots at the Warners 
figures. But Warners' stature must increase as a result of their 'fuller 
disclosure' moves. We hope other companies involved in the business will do 
the same. And we commend the WEA board of directors for their decision, and 
salute whatever role was played by the WEA executives who have input into 
the board. We implore some of the other major corporations to follow Warners' 
lead and initiate 'fuller disclosure'. The financial credibility of the entire 
industry may some day be at stake if they don't.

WEA Instituting Central Returns Policy, 
All Records, Tapes Returned To Indiana 
NEW YORK - WEA is instituting a na- 
tionwide system of consolidated returns, 
whereby all product on all three WEA 
labels, in all configurations, will be re- 
turned to a central return warehouse in 
Richmond. Indiana. The move, which 
may save WEA significant amounts of 
time and money at the individual branch 
level where all returns had formerly 
gone, will not be wholeheartedly 
welcomed by wholesalers and retailers 
outside of the immediate Indiana area. 
They wi I I now bear the added expense of 
shipping goods to a much further loca- 
tion, with resulting higher freight costs. 
The move to centralized returns is being 
implemented immediately, and will af- 
fect all Warner/Reprise, Elektra/Asylum 
and Atlantic/Atco product, on singles, 
albums and tapes. 

WEA Statement 
In response to an inquiry from Cash 

Box, WEA president Joel Friedman is- 
sued the following statement: "WEA this 
week confirmed that the company is ex- 
perimenting with a new system of central 
returns. The move is designed to further 
streamline the company's return pro- 
cessing procedures and will enable 
customers to make returns on a direct 
basis to a central return processing 
warehouse in Richmond, Indiana, rather 
than to individual WEA warehouses. 
Customers will benefit as a consequence 
of improved service at the local WEA 
level, and similarly benefit by a central, 
uniform system of returns processing. 
WEA customers will henceforth be able 
to make returns of all configurations, of 
all WEA labels to one plant. rather than 
making separate returns." 

Control Over Inventory 
By moving to centralized returns, and 

freeing the individual branches of the 
need to deal with returns at all, WEA 
should gain better control over inventory 
costs, and provide for more expeditious 
handling (and ultimately, recycling back 
to accounts) of salable returns. For ex- 
ample, on albums or tapes with large in- 
itial sales, some immediate returns, and 
then a continued smaller sell -through of 
a few hundred to a few thousand pieces a 
week, shipments on orders of those

albums can come from this one location. 
As a result, it becomes unnecessary for 
WEA to maintain six additional inven- 
tories of varying amounts, in varying 
stages of being sent out or coming back, 
at six different warehouses around the 
country. Similarly, on catalog items 
where less than 5000 pieces or so are 
sold each week. all the returns and all the 
shipments can come from and/or go to 
the same place. And the lower the total 
weekly volume on the record, the more 
sense it makes and the more economical 
it becomes to handle the specific titles 
centrally. 

While WEA will gain by a reduction in 
overall inventory levels, it, too, will be 
faced with higher shipping costs when 
its orders are sent back out to ac- 
counts. WEA will also have the added 

cost of operating an additional 
warehouse facility plus added personnel 
and managerial costs for employees in- 
volved exclusively with returns. Howev- 
er. since this will be a full-time operation 
dealing strictly with returns. operating 
efficiencies will result. meaning a proba- 
ble overall net saving for WEA. 

Higher Freight Costs 
Dealers and distributors may be ex- 

pected to react negatively to the new 
procedure, especially in those cases 
where their freight charges will rise. 
There was some speculation that the in- 
creased freight charges that would result 
from this plan would specifically hurt 
singles, where freight charges are eating 
up an ever larger percentage of the 
markup between singles cost and selling 
price. And the expected rise in trucking 

rates, as a result of the settlement of the 
Teamsters strike, is expected to ex- 
acerbate the situation. 

Like Indie Distribs 
In what might be considered a turn of 

events, retail and wholesale customers 
of WEA who are far away from Indian- 
apolis, and who will have to absorb 
higher freight costs, may be able to bet- 
ter understand the plight of the indepen- 
dent distributor, who is presently forced 
to pay the freight on shipments from the 
pressing plant to him, and then in the 
case of returns, to pay for the freight 
back to the plant. Freight charges on 
every level of the business are taking up 
a significantly larger share of overhead 
costs, and also have an effect on profits. 

Similar ABC Move 
In a related development, ABC

Arista Distrib. Changes: Salstone Named 
In St. Louis; Industry Sees Moves As 
Furthering Regional Distrib. Concept 
NEW YORK - Arista Records is the first 
company to go with Milt Salstone's new 
M.S. Distributing operation in St. Louis, 
and has simultaneously implemented a 
series of other distribution changes. 
Many appear to be part of the growing 
national trend towards regional distribu- 
tion. consolidating the number of dis- 
tributors and giving each one more ter- 
ritory or an extra market to service. News 
of Salstone's opening in St. Louis was re- 
vealed exclusively in Cash Box last week 
(April 10. 1976). 

The move to Salstone in St. Louis, who 
also distributes Arista in Chicago. can be 
understood as part of the burgeoning re- 
gional distribution concept. 

Consolidation 

In addition to switching in St. Louis, it 
was learned that Arista was in varying 
stages of implementing these other dis- 
tributor changes: 

Coury New RSO President; 
Phonodisc To Distrib. Label 
LOS ANGELES - Al Coury has been 
named president of RSO Records by 
Robert Stigwood, chairman of the board 
of The Robert Stigwood Organization. 
Stigwood named Bill Oakes vice presi- 
dent in charge of creative development, 
RSO television, and also announced that 
Phonodisc (a Polygram company) will 
distribute RSO product in the U.S., and 
that worldwide arrangements with 
Polydor would be continued. 

Stigwood commented, "I am delighted 
to welcome Coury to RSO. He has a 
unique and formidable track record in 
the industry and I look forward to a close 
personal working relationship. Bill 
Oakes has been instrumental in the 
launching of our label and in his new as- 
signment I expect to utilize his own 
talent more fully." 

Coury began at Capitol Records as a 
salesman, and spent two years as an ex- 
ecutive producer in their a&r depart- 
ment. 

In 1972 he became senior vice presi- 
dent in charge of promotion and artist 
development, then expanded his duties 

to take on a&r responsibilities, remaining 
exclusively in that area for the past year 
'and a half. 

Oakes 
Oakes, whose TV affiliation began in 

1973, started in the music business in 
1968 as personal assistant to the 
Beatles. He joined RSO in New York 
when the company launched "Jesus 
Christ, Superstar!" and returned to 
Europe at the inception of RSO Records 
as international manager. Since he 
became label president in 1974, RSO 
has become a full-fledged U.S.-based 
company. 

Reaction among RSO artists to Coury's 
appointment has been favorable. Eric 
Clapton, who is recording his new album, 
said, "RSO has always been a 
personalized company. Welcome to the 
family, Al!" 

Chris Youle remains as European 
manager of RSO Records, and will be re- 
porting to Coury, who will be head - 
quartering the label at RSO's offices in 
Los Angeles at 9200 Sunset Blvd..

Of course, the orders from 
those distributors who do remain will be 
expected to increase commensurate 
with the billing that was given up by the 
exiting distributor. 

More Or Less 
While fewer distributors with larger 

territories may be in vogue right now, the 
contrasting philosopy. previously in 
vogue, was to have more distributors 
(with either clearly defined or overlap- 
ping territories). Multiple distribution, 
however, does not appear to be a viable 
solution for solving manufacturers' 
needs today. 

If the consolidation trend is continued 
by other manufacturers, as some in the 
industry believe. it could mean the end 
of some independent distributor opera- 
tions altogether. That would be especial- 
ly true in two cases: 1) where the entire 
market would be absorbed (for distribu- 
tion) by an adjacent market and/or 2) 
where the independent distributor was 
"pure." and had no non -distribution busi- 
ness to keep him going. But who might 
go, when and where are purely 
speculative at the moment. 

`Ludicrous' 
Joe Martin, owner of Apex -Martin in 

New Jersey, where the loss of Arista 
comes shortly after the loss of A&M 
(which also went to Alpha in a regional 
distribution move), termed the regional 
distribution concept "ludicrous." Martin 
made a number of pertinent comments 
on regional distribution, and asked. "Why 
have fewer distributors owing a manufac- 
turer more money, as opposed to more 
distributors owing a manufacturer lesser

Internationally regarded by rock 'n' roll 
fans and critics as the number one band 
of the last two years, Bad Company has 
once again exploded wide open in the 
United States this spring. Their new 
album on Swan Song Records (distribut- 
ed by Atlantic Records), "Run With The 
Pack," was certified gold by the RIAA 
within two weeks of its late January re- 
lease. It follows two consecutive 
platinum albums, "Bad Co." in 1974, and 
"Straight Shooter" in 1975. They are cur- 
rently on a soldout coast -to -coast tour of 
North America, running through May 
with over fifty dates. In just four weeks 
they have broken attendance records at 
major arenas in Jacksonville, Florida; 
Mobile, Alabama and Lubbock, Texas. 

In less than two and one-half years of 
playing together, Bad Company - 
vocalist Paul Rodgers, guitarist Mick 
Ralphs, durmmer Simon Kirke and 
bassist Boz Burrel - have fused a sound 
that is a direct result of their powerful 
simplicity and unusual sense of mutual 
respect. Steve Clarke has noted in Brit- 
ain's New Musical Express, "Bad Com- 
pany is a group. There is no one musi- 
cian pulling in an opposite direction to 
another. It all gels." 

Bad Company came together quite 
casually in November 1973. four musi- 
cians of notable yet diverse back- 
grounds. Rodgers and Kirke had been 
members of Free. Ralphs was a founding 
member of Mott the Hoople, and Burrel 
had played and done lead vocals with 
King Crimson. Bad Company is now 
managed by Peter Grant, Led Zeppelin's 
manager and president of Swan Song 
Records. Led Zeppelin asked Bad Com- 
pany to be the first group signed to their 
newly formed label, because, as Zep- 
pelin's Robert Plant put it, "They have a 
vitality that's missing nowadays." 

"Run With The Pack" has been a top - 
three album in Cash Box for four weeks 
while "Young Blood jumped to 36 with a 
bullet on the singles chart. Bad Company 
has shown unquestionably that its talent 
is the stuff of which long-term superstars 
are made. 
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Musical Maze Joins New York Price War 
NEW YORK - Musical Maze, one of a 

number of smaller retail record shop 
chains in Manhattan, has dropped their 
in-store record prices to $3.68 across the 
board, effective immediately. Comment- 
ing on the move, owner -operators Burt 
Goldstein and Morris Blumenfeld, who 
started Musical Maze three years ago 
with one store on East 23rd St. and have 
since added two more stores, noted that, 
"Two years ago retailing was structured 
more reasonably than today. All $6.98 
list catalogue items sold for $5.79 and 
were sale priced between $4.29 and 
$4.99." As competition heated up. 
Musical Maze dropped their selling price 
to $3.98 and now has lowered it to $3.68.

mini -battle with the Disco -Mat chain, that 
features an in-store selling price of 
$3.69.

Penny Over Cost 
These one stops have continually 

been advertising the top chart items at 
$3.35 to $3.36. or 16 above cost. The 
way these one stops are able to sell rec- 
ords at 1e over cost is by buying them at 
$3.35. selling them immediately for cash, 
and investing the money in short term 
notes earning interest.

In addition. Musical Maze's move to

Perry Habib, manager of Musical 
Maze's 85th St. location, said, "Sales on 
LPs have increased more than ten times 
in two weeks, plus nobody walks out 
without a record." 

Outlook 
It is unclear what further steps will be 

taken by business -hungry retailers to 
further solidify their particular hold on 
the retail record market. 

Jackson & Yancy Factors In 
Success Of Natalie Cole 

by Phil Di Mauro 
NEW YORK - Chuck Jackson and 
Marvin Yancy are producers of double 
Grammy winner Natalie Cole. Songs 
they have written or produced or both 
have appeared on the Cash Box top 100 
singles chart as many as four at a time. 
Their writing and production credits in- 
clude Natalie Cole's "This Will Be" and 
"Inseparable," and the Impressions' 
"Loving Power." They wrote the Tymes' 
"It's Cool" and co -wrote Aretha 
Franklin's "You" with Jerry Butler. 
Jackson and Yancy are ASCAP members 
and Chappell songwriters, and they have 
been honored by the ASCAP pop awards 
panel for six of their compositions. 

The introduction speaks for itself. 
Their names and that of their production 
company, Jay's Enterprises of Chicago, 
have not been spread around very much 
in print because they believe in keeping 
their roster small. thereby maintaining 
the highest standards of quality. CB 
caught them in New York, just conclud- 
ing agreements with Columbia Records 
to begin producing Ronnie Dyson and 
the Manhattans. A few principles of their 
successful approach were explored. 

`Tailor Made' 
"We believe in tailor-making a song for 

an artist," Jackson explained. "When we 
met with Ronnie Dyson for the first time, 
he expected us to brings songs along. 
But that's not our way of doing things. 
Before we write for any artist, we try to 
get a feel for his personal philosophy, 
and we center our writing around this 
philosophy." 

These ideals come from men of varied 
backgrounds. Yancy, a Chicago minister, 
has always been around music. As a 
keyboardist, he was involved with the In- 
dependents, as was Jackson. Jackson 
has also done some record promotion. 
which he says has had a "positive in- 
fluence" on his production career. Both 
men were open-minded about their com- 
petitive situation in radio airplay, and 
neither felt it constrained their creativity. 
"We're aware of what a promotion man 
can and can't say," said Jackson. "The 
people I deal with in radio are across the 
board people." 

Not For Discos Only 
Although "This Will Be" did receive 

some disco play, Ms. Cole's producers 
were skeptical of cutting records solely 
for discotheques. "We don't believe the 
whole world is dancing at the same 
time," remarked Yancy, "and you can 
lose a lot of good artists getting hung up 
with fads. We believe in breaking an 
artist with a real song, usually a ballad. 

We always keep in mind that the songs 
we're writing may affect many people's 
lives we'll never see." 

Asked if they tried to maintain a re- 
laxed atmosphere in the studio. they im- 
mediately responded. "That's all of it ... 
We don't like a lot of pressure." Jackson 
continued. "I think we've proven to 
Natalie that we have a knowledge of the 
type of song she should be singing." 
Yancy said her forthcoming Capitol 
album would contain "blues, scats, jazz, 
just about everything. I think it will sur- 
prise a lot of people." 

Inherent in the atmosphere they value 
are the Curtom Studios in Chicago. 
which Jackson and Yancy use exclusive- 
ly. Chicago session men were com- 
plimented as well: Phil Upchurch on 
guitar, Tennyson Stevens on keyboards 
(Yancy records at acoustic piano). Lucky 
Scott on bass, Quentin on drums, and 
Master Henry on congas. Jackson and

Schwartz Bros. Reports 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The 1975 year 
was a healthy one for the Schwartz 
Brothers operation, according to in- 
formation made public previously, and 
contained in the 1975 Schwartz Bros. 
annual report. Net income for the year 
was $88,003 or 12¢ a share, as compared 
to a loss of more than $65,000 in 1974. 
Company president Jim Schwartz at- 
tributed the turnaround to cost adjust- 
ments made in the independent distribu- 
tion side, along with increased prof- 
itability on the rack jobbing end. 

Profitable Year in '75 
In a breakdown of the approximate 

percentage contribution to sales and 
pretax. income (printed in this issue), it is 
possible to chart the growth of their retail 
operation, from 15% of sales in 1971 to 
44% of sales last year, while indepen- 
dent distribution held its share of overall 
business at 34%. Both distribution and 
rack jobbing were losing operations for 
Schwartz in both 1974 and 1975. Retail- 
ing is now the largest part of his busi- 
ness. (See chart below for complete 
breakdown.)

Bobbit Named 
In Tax Charges 
ATLANTA, GA. Charles Bobbit, 
manager of James Brown, was indicted 
here by the grand jury (April 7) on four 
tax related counts. Counts one to three 
of the indictment charge that Bobbit 
willfully failed to file federal income tax 
returns for the years 1969, 1970 and 
1971. The fourth count charges that he 
filed a return in 1973 for the year 1971, 
which he verified by written declaration. 
and that he knew and believed at that 
time that he had received income in ad- 
dition to that he reported. The indict- 
ment reads that Bobbit misreported cer- 
tain income from various companies. 

The indictment comes from the office 
of John W. Stokes, Jr., United States At- 
torney for the northern district of Geor- 
gia, Atlanta division. James Fagan, As- 
sistant U.S. Attorney, reports the indict- 
ment is part of a continuing 
investigation. 

The information in this statement is 
what indie distribs should concern 
themselves with if they hope to compete 
with branch distribution for fully diver- 
sified "major" labels. 

Abramson attributed the difference 
between the volume his label did with in - 
dies until his company moved to Phono - 
disc in June 1975 to the way indies are 
structured, in combination with the slow 
turning nature of classical product. 

Inadequate Financing 
Too many indie distribs don't have the 

finances to adequately invest in slow 
turning catalog, Abramson feels. "The in- 
die has to sell hits." In some major 
markets the indies did very well for 
Mercury classics, he went on, and made 
specific mention of the strong job 
Malverne did in New York and Chips did 
in Philadelphia. But in too many other 
locales, the indie distrib does not have 
enough salesmen or inventory clerks to 
really stay on top of the dealer for about

Judiciary Considers Royalty, 
But Aiken Decision Stands 

by Rebecca Moore 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Royalties were 
the issue in last week's House Judiciary 
Subcommittee mark-up on copyright re- 
vision, as the subcommittee attempted 
to strike a balance between the interests 
of copyright owners and the users of 
copyrighted material. The subcommittee 
attempted to referee librarians and book 
publishers. universities and network 
television over how much copyrighted 
material could be reproduced. 

Strikes Out 
The subcommittee temporarily struck 

out as far as the music industry is con- 
cerned, however, when it didn't adopt 
the language that would have reversed 
the 1975 Aiken decision. In a 7-2 verdict, 
the Supreme Court ruled last summer 
that Aiken did in fact have the right to in- 
stall four loudspeakers inside and out- 
side his fast food chicken shack for 
retransmitting music picked up from a 
radio receiver. This decision meant that 
owners of restaurants, hotels, bus 
terminals - of any business establish- 
ment - could retransmit radio broad- 
casts, exempt from any royalty payment. 

The Senate -passed copyright bill re- 
verses the Aiken decision in Section 
110. Copyright Registrar Barbara Ringer 

Stones Lead 13 
LP Atl. Release 
NEW YORK - The Roiling Stones' new 
album. "Black And Blue," leads Atlantic 
Records' LP release for April. "Black 
And Blue" is the Stones' sixth album for 
Rolling Stone Records, distributed by 
Atlantic. Also included in the release are 
"Blow Your Face Out," the J. Geils 
Band's second live album, priced at 
$7.98 for the double album and $9.97 for 
the tape, and Herbie Mann's "Surprises." 

Five artists make their Atlantic debut 
in the April release. "Ramshackled" is 
the first solo album by Yes drummer Alan 
White, and "i" represents Yes keyboard - 
ist Patrick Moraz's first.

Anita Wexler Forms 
Own Production Co. 
NEW YORK - Anita Wexler is forming 
her own production consultancy firm. 
She will leave her A&R post at Atlantic 
Records to concentrate on production, a 
field in which she worked during her two 
years with the label. 

Atlantic's president Jerry Greenberg 
stated, "Atlantic will certainly continue to 
enjoy a working relationship with her on 
a special projects basis. Ms. Wexler's as- 
sociation with the company has had a 
special meaning for us, and we are proud 
to have her set out on an independent 
career." 

Ms. Wexler joined Atlantic's a&r staff in 
1974. Her first major project was the Dis- 
co -Trek package LP which she and Tom 
Moulton supervised. She has mixed 
several projects for Atlantic and its Euro- 
pean affiliates, including the disco -mix 
version of the hit single, "Lady Bump."

'Mom & Pop' 
But some House subcommittee mem- 

bers wondered if this provision would 
limit the music used in small "mom and 
pop" type enterprises where a short or- 
der cook has a radio turned on in the 
kitchen. "It doesn't serve the public in- 
terest to have a field marshall out check- 
ing every barber shop and supermarket 
for speakers," said subcommittee 
member Charles Wiggins (R -Cal.). "It's a 
source of harassment of people," he con- 
tinued, "who feel their government is in- 
fringing on their right to listen to the 
radio." 

"Couldn't you get around it by having 
four receivers?" asked Congressman 
Pattison (D-N.Y.). No one seemed to 
know the answer, and the subcommittee 
could come to no decision. 

Another section of the bill which the 
subcommittee couldn't act on would ex- 
empt stores from royalty payments, but 
would, in the end, benefit copyright 
holders. Section 110 (7) would allow 
business establishments to play music if 
it was for the purpose of encouraging the 
sale of a record. For example, a record 
could be played in a music section of a 
department store, but could not be piped 
throughout the entire store. It could 
even blare out of a store into the sur- 
rounding neighborhood if the business 
could show the sound was limited to "the 
immediate area where the sale is occur- 
ring." 

Strong Language 
In a letter to the subcommittee coun- 

sel, ASCAP encouraged the adoption of 
strong language that would make clear 
the limitations of such use. 

"It's cynical, I think," said Wiggins. 
"We're saying that if you're selling a 
record we'll let you perform that for com- 
mercial purposes. But not if you're sell- 
ing beer." 

"The way you display a car is to put it 
out," argued Pattison. "And the way you 
display a record is by putting it on, not 
just putting it out. This section aides the 
copyright owner." 

But it was a lot of talk and no action as 
the subcommittee adjourned, having 
passed only one relatively non -contro- 
versial section. The subcommittee will 
be recessed until late April, and probably 
won't take up copyright until early May.

Letters To The Editor: 
Dear Sir: 

Having read the quotations in your 
magazine from my statements regarding 
the subject of MCA pricing policy. I feel 
that a full explanation of my position is in 
order. 

Because Richman Bros. is a full -line 
one -stop, I will start from the one -stop 
position, as compared to the manufac- 
turers' distributing branches. We are 
both required to perform the same 
services. That is. we each warehouse 
goods. inform stores of all new releases. 
give prompt deliveries, extend credit, 
distribute promo material and take care 
of defectives and returns. Using MCA as 
an example, we receive a six percent dis- 
count if we perform these functions in- 
stead of MCA. As you know, there is no 
business in this world that can operate 
on a six percent profit before such ex- 
penses as salary. rent, freight etc. MCA 
puts a smoke screen around the subject 
by claiming that one -stops should charge 
more money than MCA does. When the 
smoke clears. however. all they are say- 
ing is that we should charge more money 
for doing exactly what they tell the re- 
tailers that they will do for a much lower 
cost. The truth of the matter is that MCA 
is neither able nor willing to service retail 
stores at the prices they advertise. 
Statistics show that they in fact handle 
only fifteen percent of all retail stores 
themselves. As long as one -stops. rack - 
jobbers. and central warehousing re- 
tailers continue to do their retail dis- 
tributing for six. percent. MCA will be on -

ly too happy to continue in that fashion. 
Everytime a one -stop goes bankrupt. 

and the manufacturer goes down the 
drain. for millions of dollars, he panics 
and automatically he tightens credit for 
someone else, thus cutting cash flow, re- 
sulting in more bankruptcies. If the 
manufacturer has ever considered the 
basic problem, i.e., that he is strangling 
the sub -distributor, he certainly never 
mentions it. 

This brings us to my point: "Boycott 
MCA." Unfortunately, my choice of 
words at the time was poor. but my idea 
basic: what I want is to force MCA to 
service the retailer at the sir. percent 
they claim they will. 

Is it a boycott to tell your customer to 
buy his goods directly from MCA be -

Covering 
the basic components of radio program- 
ming (i.e.: music, news, commercials, 
contests) he emphasized the importance 
of radio as a medium, stressing that be- 
ing commercial or non-commercial does 
not necessarily indicate being good or 
bad. As for the future of radio, Kaplan 
said, "The only things that matter are 
talent, guts, brains, effort, integrity, 
creativity and compassion. Success is 
directly proportional to the ability of 
whoever is running the station to listen." 

The record company forum "You Get 
What You Play For" was represented by a 
number of companies that included Paul 
Brown (independent college radio pro- 
moter), John Montgomery and Al Moss 
(Warner Brothers Records), Mike Bone 
(Phonogram Records), Debbie Newman 
and Larry Stessel (CBS Records) and 
Gunter Hauer, Judy Libow. Geary Tan- 
ner and Larry King (Atlantic Records). As 
always, the importance of college radio 
playlists was stressed as being a valuable 
tool in the record company/college radio 
communication process. The lists help 
make the stations visible, the product 
visible and are often points of reference 
for commercial radio stations. Other 
topics discussed were servicing techni- 
ques, artist support and album 
giveaways. 

Record Companies 

The relationship between record com- 
panies and college radio was more or 
less summed up when Paul Brown said, 
"We don't like to be hyped and we know 
that you don't necessarily like to be 
hyped." Debbie Newman added, "Our 
job is to let you know what's out and 
what's happening with a record. Your job 
is to relate that excitement to your staff." 

The final seminar of the day "Artists In 
The Industry," featuring Mike Green 
(Mercury Records), Larry Gatlin (Monu- 
ment Records) and Darryl Rhoades, ex- 
posed a side of the industry that few peo- 
ple hear about firsthand - the stage. 
The artists spoke candidly about their 
feelings on touring, interviews and strug- 
gling to make it in the business end of 
being talent."

The Retailers Viewpoint: Disco, Attitudes, Better Product 
by J.B. Carmicle 

LOS ANGELES - Are retailers and one - 
stops affected by crossover? This week, 
in the second part of our study. Cash Box 
examines how much and in what way 
crossover is affecting the marketing part 
of the music business cycle. Some 
believe crossover can be attributed to 
the disco wave. Some believe it's the 
changing attitudes of the listener/buyer 
coupled with better product on the 
market. But whatever the reason. the re- 
tail people Cash Box talked to felt the 
crossover concept. both professionally 
and personaily. 

In following weeks we win probe the 
record companies and artists point of 
view respective;y. These correlated 
schools of thought combined with radio 
stations iCB April 10) and retailers 
should give our readers a complete over- 
view of what crossover is and who it af- 
fects the most. 

Tasteful Change 
Ron Geiger works the Superior Music 

one -stop out of Los Angeles and deals 
with the Licorice Pizza chain. He told CB, 
People are ready for a change. It's not 

hard -country I hear on stations so much 
anymore. but tasteful country." Geiger 
cited artists like Waylon Jennings. David 
Allan Coe and Willie Nelson who have 
contributed to country crossover. And 
KMET (an LA progressive rock station) is 
paying a lot more r&b ... not enough to 
turn listeners off, but supplementing the 
sound they have." 

Geiger's personal observations came 
through most clearly in discussing prod- 
uct sales. Remarking that disco has been 
a big influence in crossover, he noted 
that black records have crossed to white 
audiences both on radio stations and in 
record shops. It's hard to put a finger on 
how much of what product sells to who." 
Geiger said. but I'd estimate we sell at 
least 5% r&b across the board because of 
disco. The Earth. Wind & Fire LP was in 
the top 10 fora long time ... and it wasn't 
really a majority of blacks buying that 
album in the stores ... it was mostly 
white customers we sold EWF to." 

Selling black artists across the board 
sales to white and black. old and young) 

is something that didn't occur too much 
in the past. Geiger commented. "We're 
selling the O'Jays and Harold Melvin 
across the board now ... Dee Dee Sharp 
is definitely selling past the black buyers 
now... we can tell that." 

Disco Influence 
Karl Acon works the soul department 

at Peaches Records in St. Louis. Karl 
mentioned that he noticed his customers 
are starting to ike disco because it's a 
big craze now and people are getting 
back into dancing. When they start buy- 
ing disco product because of that in- 
fluence. the white customers who 
haven't really gotten into r&b in the past, 
might turn on to more strictly black prod- 
uct in the future. It was an interesting ob- 
servation by Acon and it's a good as- 
sumption. 

When our store first opened. about 
15% of the soul record buyers were 
white." Acon told CB, now it's about 
35%. There are more white people 
listening to back stations. I see it every- 
day. I first noticed it on the bus I ride to 
work. I was surprised at first. but not 
anymore. 

Sooner or later. categories of music 
will be interrelated." he continued. 
There's fusion occurring between jazz 

and rock right now ... it's coming 
together ... and the influence of one 
artist on another is important. 

People may be experimenting with 

more types of music than what they've 
been accustomed to ... a lot of soul and 
jazz fans have gone the rock route just as 
much as rock fans are getting into jazz 
and soul." 

Expanding Tastes 
Acon's last statement was supported 

with examples like Jean-Luc Ponty and 
John McLaughin. He said the conven- 
tional soul buyer. the black record 
buyer's tastes are expanding. As far as 
the white record buyer. Acon's point was 
that more whites are getting into jazz via 
rock and getting into black, via disco. It 

was a point well taken 
In -Store Play/Sales 

There are a lot of people becoming 
more aware of music without hearing it 
on radio stations." Tom Keenan of 
Everybody's Records in Portland. 
Oregon told CB. We average about 
three LPs per person per sale . .. we 
think some of this is attributed to in-store 
play." But how does crossover come in? 

The George Benson LP is starting to 
crossover ... no one in the area is really 
playing it that much, if at all .. but we're 
getting good sales and it has to be com-

Keenan went on 
to say that jazz is the biggest crossover 
now. It's bigger than country, although 
we have our fair share of that in this 
market too. The biggest thing we've had 
in the last six months has been John 
Klemmer's Touch' LP. It reached 
number three and four in saes overall. 
And that wouldn't have happened a few 
years ago. 

"We toss around the question about 
crossover here in the office a lot. About 
what is jazz and what isn't jazz. We have 
discussions as to what categories certain 
artists fit into .. . or should they fit into a 
category at all. Where do you place the 
LP when racks go up in the stores ... do 
you put one artist in four different possi- 
ble categories or just one?" 

Keenan's notation of mounting prod- 
uct in several different store locations br- 
ings the crossover" concept into much 
clearer focus.

"Hopping Ahead" - Eddie Rabbitt is a 

"country boy" from New Jersey. His 
father played classic Irish fiddle music, 
as well as country, and Eddie taught 
himself to play the guitar after being 
"turned on" to country music by a scout- 
master. 

Leaving home at 15, Eddie spent the 
next few years working (whenever the 
money was good) and going to school (at 
nights). His first club job was at a place 
called "Six Steps Down" and within 
months, he had formed a band to play the 
circuit of small Jersey bars where coun- 
try music was a staple. Tiring of "just 
picking," he began writing as well, and 
soon began looking for a publisher and 
by the end of his first day the pro- 
fessional manager of a major publishing 
house offered him his first writing job, 
earning $25 a week. 

That first modest stint helped him to 
meet other writers and performers. He 
continued his writing and made periodic 
visits to New York, where he met Dick 
Heard, then went with a major publishing 
house. Heard was working with fledgling 
country performers, and his Greenwich 
Village apartment became a rallying 
point for Rabbitt. 

That interest in country led Eddie to 
Nashville. Arriving on Music Row in 
1967, the first song Eddie wrote was 
"Working My Way Up To The Bottom" 
which was recorded by Roy Drusky. The 
song literally told it as it happened, for 
Elvis Presley soon recorded Eddie Rab -

LOS ANGELES - That warehouse 
space you've been thinking about is 
finally available at a price you'd be a fool 
to pass up. The only problem now is how 
to utilize it to your best advantage. 

Your jazz catalog is expanding and 
you've heard Paris may be an excellent 
export market but you don't speak 
French and you don't know anyone in 
France. 

A hot British act represents some 
material you'd like to license for the U.S. 
It's a sticky situation, though, because up 
until now you've worked MOR and 
you've never dealt with hard rockers 
before. You realize their potential but 
you don't want to blow it. 

You're offered what seems to be a very 
good deal to tour the Balkans. It's a 
chance to build egos, get some practice 
out of town and say you've travelled. But 
the thought of any part of the trip falling 
through - or being stranded over there 
-scares you half to death. 

NOW What? 
What you need is a consultant. 

Someone with experience. A person 
who can turn that problem into the real 
opportunity. 

Lee Mendell is a guy like that. He's 
been inside and out of the record busi- 
ness in just about every capacity you 
could imagine - and some you may not 
have even encountered yet. 

Mendell was born in England and lived 
in Canada until 1961 when he came to 
the U.S.. got a job with Liberty and, as 
they say, began climbing the ladder: 
west -coast regional; LP sales manager; 
branch operation mgr. of the Liberty 
stereo tape division; distribution; finally 
vice president of marketing including 
most areas of responsibility excluding 
manufacturing. "That was about ten 
years ago," relates Mendell. "It was my 
feeling then that there's such a thing as 
worldwide marketing. It's not practical 
with every piece of product, but it is prac- 
tical in the end in some areas whereby 
you can essentially market one piece of 
merchandise virtually in the same man- 
ner and pattern throughout the world. 
And the man I was working for at the time - Al Bennet - said. 'yeah, that makes 
sense ... fine, you've got it.' and so, 
apart from the domestic, I also became

involved in international marketing and 
eventually spent four years as vice presi- 
dent of international operations for Unit- 
ed Artists." On His Own 

After fourteen years in the business. 
exploring as much as possible, Mended 
left UA last June. As "time and a half 
went by" Mendell thought out his op- 
tions, finally settling on the formation of 
his own consultancy: Lee Mendell Ltd. 
"And everything fell into place," he 
shrugs. I didn't want to remain purely in- 
ternational because my basis in the in- 
dustry is domestic. This way. I'm able to 
mix both." 

And just what does being a consultant 
mean? 

"Consultation. executive guidance and 
some entrepreneurial areas," he ex- 
plains. 

"I represent a company called Trans - 
Atlantic Records. based in England. I'm 
their presence in North America. I 

represent them with their present and 
future licensees. in publishing. I try to 
obtain lines for them and I scout com- 
panies for them to represent in the U.K. 

"I also work for the New York Times 
Music Company whereby I'm involved in 
copyrights as well as consultation. 

I'm also involved with a distributing 
company out of Ottawa. Obviously it's 
multi -faceted in terms of responsibility. 
I'm organizing it into an operating, ongo- 
ing, efficient company. They do very well 
up there and I'm trying to do something 
long-term; change the image from an im- 
porting company to a full-fledged 
domestic distributing Canadian 
licensee."

Willie Bobo took and played with for twenty minutes. Stan Silverberg produced it and 
they ali called it "Funky Sneakers." Now it's on the charts and they're ali laughing!

FORECAST DISK Steely Dan's next from ABC in one month ... Based on radio re- 
action, a double -sided single is due from Genesis next week: "A Trick Of The Tail" 
b/w "Ripples." Aiso due from Atlantic in May are new albums by the Baker-Gurvitz 
Army, Jan Hammer and Andy Pratt, the latter an Arif Mardin production ... General 
Johnson is now recording his first LP for Arista. One cut will be "Patches," a Clarence 
Carter hit penned by the general ... Island recording artist Robert Palmer wiii use his 
current touring band on his next album. Betty Davis is now recording in New Orleans, 
and Bob Marley and the Wailers' next will be titled "Rasta Man Vibration"... Speaking 
of the Jamaican touch, the Wailers are backing Joe Cocker on his next album, with 
Ciapton appearing on a few tracks. Cocker is rumored to have another whole work 
in the can, featuring New York session men ...

CRASH LANDING - Police in St. Cloud, Minnesota 
have arrested an individuai in connection with selling $16,000,000 worth of tickets to 
a phoney Foghat concert. TUBE - Airing Aprii 17 on Don Kirshner's Rock Concert 
will be Black Sabbath, New Birth and Mahogany Rush. phil dimauro/eric rudolph 
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Retail Reaction To NARM Is Good, And Bad 
LOS ANGELES -"NARM," said one re- 
tailer, "is the place where you go spend a 
few days in the sun and become buddy - 
buddy with a few people. When you 
come back, you hate their guts for the 
rest of the year." 

While this comment was certainly not 
typical of the many reactions Cash Box 
got from retailers this week, it pointed 
out the different feelings people had 
about NARM: for some, it was an effec- 
tive and worthwhile meeting place; 
others came away with merely a good 
tan. It is important to gauge the effect of 
conventions like NARM, so that they can 
continue to grow and be useful to the in- 
dustry. 

Some Suggestions 
Stan Lewis, of Stan's Record Shops - 

six retail outlets in the Shreveport, 
Louisiana area - was extremely pleased 
with NARM, but had a few suggestions to 
make. 

"It was very successful," Lewis said. 
"Some of the meetings, though, were a 
little too spread out; they just took up too 
much time. The cocktail parties could 
have been condensed. What I like about 
NARM is that it gives me the opportunity 
to see my friends and make some deals." 

Is NARM just a gathering point for 
deals? What about discussion of the is- 
sues that are facing the record industry? 
"The issues are discussed, sure," said 
Stan Lewis. "but you know people are 
just going to go back home and do what 
they want. I really enjoyed NARM, and I 

think it's good for the industry. I hear 
people complain, you know, that we're 
always talking about the same things, 
over and over again, but that's really 
what the business is. There's new rec- 
ords, sure, but it's really the same thing." 

Can Business and Music Mix? 
Everybody's Records, in the Portland. 

Oregon area, publishes a newsletter on a 
regular basis. The store includes in that 
newsletter a list of their favorite new LPs, 
and the top selling jazz and pop albums. 
There's also a section called "Notes," 
and this week that part of the newsletter 
was particularly interesting. Written by 
store vice-president Michael Reff, the 
note contained some interesting com- 
ments about NARM. 

"We had hoped to be a part of a 
dialogue," wrote Reff, "to share ideas on 
this business of music. We found, 
though, that nearly every concept to 
arise at NARM was already old hat for 
those with any progressive tendencies. 
Unless you were talking profits, Big 
Profits, 95% had no ears. If you were 
talking music, you were in the wrong 
place." 

The note continued with a possible ex- 
planation for the staff's disappointment 
in the convention. 

"Much of our disillusionment is due to 
our naivete - we should realize, ap- 
parently, that most of the music business 
is not into music." 

Cash Box called Michael Reff in 
Portland, and asked him to expand his 
comments. Reff was still disappointed 
about NARM, two weeks after the end of 
the convention, but he was happy to talk. 

"We're all, obviously, interested in 
profits," he said. But there seemed to be 
a large element at NARM that was not in- 
terested in the music. There seemed to 
be two reasons for that. 

"Had we been a little less naive," he 
continued. "we would have realized who 
was going to NARM. Primarily, since this 
was set on the east coast, most of the 
people were from that area. Traditional- 
ly, the east coast is the most con- 
servative segment of the record in -

dustry. Secondly, as we found out after 
we got there, people who don't have to 
go to NARM generally avoid it." 

Michael Reff, from the way he talked, 
had been clearly looking forward to this 
year's NARM convention. After his ex- 
perience this year. what does he think 
about 1977? He paused for a second, 
and said, "It's hard to justify NARM as a 
business expense." 

To Me It's Great' 
Allan Rosen of the Recordland stores 

in Lubbock, Texas was quite pleased 
about the convention, and inadvertently 
shed some possible light on the problem 
that Everybody's Records experienced. 

"To me it's great," said Rosen. "But 
you've got to understand, I live in a non - 
major market. I'm small potatoes. I don't 
associate with record people during the 
year, and NARM gives me the chance to 
do just that. I can see my peers and pick 
their brains. The seminars. I thought, 
were invaluable. especially Dr. Fein - 
berg's talk, and the seminar about mall 
and shopping center stores." 

Then Allan Rosen brought up a crucial 
point - the size of NARM. "The size is 
both fortunate and unfortunate," he said. 
"It's really an unbelievable situation. I 

can see where small retailers, coming 
there for the first time, could be scared 
off by the sheer size of the place." 

Perhaps size is a problem. Especially 
with the retail explosion that is taking 
place in the industry, there are going to 
be many members who are not only new 
to NARM but new to the whole record 
business. Perhaps, as more than one re- 
tailer suggested to Cash Box, NARM 
could provide a little more advance 
preparation. 

'More People Involved' 
Raul Acevedo is vice-president of Disc 

Records. with thirty-one outlets through- 
out the midwest. The company is based 
in Highland Heights, Ohio. What did he 
think of NARM? 

"To me," Acevedo said, "NARM was 
incredibly successful. Particularly the in- 
dividual meetings. The general meetings 
were kind of crowded. We needed more 
time than we had for the retailers' meet- 
ing. We would have liked to have seen 
more people involved in the meetings. 
not just the panel. 

"Although," he continued. "I certainly 
wouldn't want the convention to last any 
longer.Organizaïion of the general 
meetings could be a little tighter." 

NARM was great for Raul Acevedo, he 
got a lot of work done in Hollywood, 

Florida. And it was sunny there. Was it a 
good vacation? Raul Acevedo laughed 
and said, "I came back, and now I need a 
vacation." 

The Disc vp had a minor suggestion to 
add to his remarks. "You know, I like 
Florida," he said, "but maybe it could be 
changed to a different location. Just to 
avoid monotony." 

Next Year: LA. 
David Siebert of Siebert's Inc. in Little 

Rock, Arkansas is a member of the 
NARM board of directors. He had some 
good news for Raul Acevedo; the con- 
vention next year will not be set in 
Hollywood, Florida, but a town much 
closer to the other Hollywood: Los 
Angeles. But what did Siebert think of 
this year's NARM? 

"I was real pleased," he said. "it was a 
good convention. I got a lot of work 
done." 

As a member of the board, how does 
he feel NARM could be improved? 

"Participation could always be better," 
Siebert said. "I have always been one 
who thinks that a seminar dominated by 
the panel is kind of boring." 

Even in the seminars, though, what 
about the discussion of controversial is- 
sues. like the new MCA pricing? 

"There was less controversy than I 

thought there would be," Siebert said. 
"Pricing was such a nothing." 

Better Follow-through? 
Tosh Hori is president of Tosh's One - 

Stop in Seattle. Washington, and he had 
some interesting things to say about 
NARM. 

"I think it's pretty obvious, everybody 
knows it, that a lot of subjects discussed 
at NARM have been discussed many 
times before. But I saw no follow- 
through from previous meetings." 

An example? "Well," Tosh Hori said. 
"in the case of pricing, everybody says 
that the competition is selling too low, 
but nothing's being done about it." 

Tosh Hori reflected on some of the 
reasons for NARM's lack of follow- 
through. "Time is so limited," he said. 
"that you don't have time to go into 
specifics at the convention. The main 
thing, for us. was making contacts, and 
having the opportunity to meet with peo- 
ple on a one-on-one basis, people we've 
been doing business with over the 
phone." 

Professional Approach 
"Another thing I thought the conven- 

tion touched on," said Hori. "but really 
didn't get into depth about, was the pro -

fessional approach. Radio, now, is so re- 
search -minded that the personal ap- 
pearance of promotion men is a lot more 
important. If they were dressed for busi- 
ness, they could do more business. And 
with the NARM study indicating that the 
twenty-five to forty-five age group is go- 
ing to do more buying, retailers are go- 
ing to have to adapt to the needs of all 
segments of the buying public. Not just 
the young people who buy rock 'n' roll. 
That's the only way we're going to reach 
that three billion dollar figure." 

Tosh Hori also talked about the 
makeup of NARM, the people who run 
the convention. "There could be some 
new blood," he said. "Maybe we could 
add a couple of younger people to the 
board of directors. Really, that's where 
the future is. the young people are really 
getting into the business." 

Media Seminar? 

Stuart Schwartz from the Harmony Hut 
chain had this to say about NARM: "I 
would say that I was pleased. I'm not sure 
that the form is one hundred percent to 
my liking - there's a lot of dashing 
around, not enough advance setup." 

On the other hand, Stuart Schwartz 
got a lot done in the midst of all that run- 
ning around. 

"I was able to meet with the people I 

wanted to see," he said. "I enjoyed the 
session about security, it was very in- 
teresting. But I would like to see the 
workshops a little shorter, maybe some 
of them could even be done away with. 
The ones that are so general in nature, 
like the Wall Street seminar. I would like 
to see specific information in areas of ac- 
tual operation, specific areas of work." 

An example of such a seminar? "Well, 
the one this year about shopping malls, 
negotiating leases, that was excellent. A 
good move would be a seminar in the 
use of media. Maybe we could bring 
some advertising people in, and talk 
about the effect of print ads, radio ads, 
and the increasing use of television." 

Can NARM Change? 
Andy Chasen is vice-president of 

Harmony House, a chain with seven out- 
lets in the New Jersey area, and he told 
Cash Box what he thought about NARM. 

"I learned a lot about people." Chasen 
said, "how they act and react. But there's 
not much that can be done at NARM that 
can't be done elsewhere." 

What about the individual meetings 
with labels and distributors? "I learned a 
lot from them, and we got a lot done. And 
aside from those meetings, I like the 
seminars, and got a lot out of them, the 
security one in particular. But NARM is 
mostly a place for people to be seen. 
Nothing is going to make it more re- 
alistic, more down to earth." 

Summary 

Certainly, one cannot draw a consen- 
sus of opinion from the retailers that 
Cash Box talked to. One fact, though, 
does emerge from these varied reac- 
tions. That is, the NARM convention, like 
every other convention, is a tool. It's a 
tool that one must learn how to use. Of 
course. like any other sophisticated busi- 
ness event, it has its boundaries of 
usefulness. Education seems to be the 
watchword. NARM is all of the things 
that were mentioned - it's a place to 
make deals, a place to be seen, a place to 
learn, and, of course, a place to get a tan. 
Whatever communication was achieved 
at NARM (and it is clear that different 
levels are reached for different people). 
that communication must receive some 
extra push during the rest of the year.

picks of the week cash box" "singles reviews 
ROLLING STONES (Roping Stone RS -19304) 
Fool To Cry (3:59) (Promopub B.V. - ASCAP) (Jagger, Richards) 

This single from their upcoming "Black And Blue" LP marks somewhat of a de- 
parture for the Stones. The beat is relaxed, vocals are laid over a foundation of 
Fender Rhodes and guitar, all played with funky style. Mick Jagger pulls off some ex- 
cellent falsetto, as Richard responds with searing guitar riffs. The band's reputation 
will make this an immediate add at all AM and FM radio outlets. 

MARVIN GAYE (Tamla T 54264) 
I Want You (3:53) (Al mo/Jobete - ASCAP) (L. Ware, T -Bone Ross) 

This is already being picked up by every station that can get its hands on the 
record, and is definitely headed straight for the top of the r&b charts. Gaye has never 
sung better, and his emotion -packed voice is laid over an absolutely churning rhythm 
track. Look for this one to cross pop soon. Flip: Instrumental (4:38). 
BAY CITY ROLLERS (Arista AS 0185) 
Rock And Roll Love Letter (2:52) (Andustin - ASCAP) (Tim Moore) 

This song comes hot on the heels of "Money Honey," and the Rollers deliver this 
one with a solid rock beat. It's a good tune, that will doubtless be covered by others in 
the near future; it was written by Tim Moore, American Song Festival grand prize win- 
ner two years ago. Punched up vocals and guitar work will send this to the higher 
reaches of the pop charts. 
NILSSON (RCA JH -10634) 
Sail Away (3:40) (WB/Randy Newman - ASCAP) (R. Newman) 

Nilsson takes this classic Randy Newman song and spices it up with a slick arrange- 
ment. Like Newman, he is a unique stylist, and every song he sings becomes his own. 
Emphasis is placed in unusual places; there are hooks in this song that you never 
thought were there. This will be played a great deal on FM progressive radio stations. 
WILLIE NELSON (Columbia 3-10327) 
I'd Have To Be Crazy (Prophecy Pub. - ASCAP) (S. Fromholz) 

This single, taken from Nelson's "The Sound In Your Mind" LP, is an extremely 
strong country and pop entry. Nelson sings the sweet melody with his usual flair, and 
the backup vocals, feeding Nelson the lines add a real spark to the tune. "I may not be 
normal, but nobody is," he sings. This will certainly be a natural add to all country lists. 
MARIA MULDAUR (Reprise RPS 1352) 
Sad Eyes (3:30) (Kirshner - BMI/KEC-ASCAP) (Neil Sedaka, Phil Cody) 

This is the first single from Maria Muldaur's "Sweet Harmony" LP and it looks like 
an excellent choice. Maria wraps her soulful voice around the old-timey Sedaka 
melody, and brings the message home. It's an upbeat shuffle that should hit all pop 
markets with immediate strength. 
BETTE MIDLER (Atlantic 45-3325) 
Old Cape Cod (2:48) (George Pincus & Sons - BMI) (C. Rothrock, A. Jeffrey, M. 
Yakus) 

Midler gives this old song the full treatment of her famous over -dubbed vocals. 
"Boogie-Woogie Bugle Boy," however, was tainted with camp. On this one the tune is 
dealt with in a respectful fashion. The production, by Joel Dorn and the artist, is filled 
with nuance that is a hook in itself - the strings that fade in and out are but one exam- 
ple. Look for this one on FM progressives and MOR slots. 

ROSE BANKS (Motown M 1383F) 
Whole New Things (3:28) (Stone Diamond - BMI) (Bowen, Thomas, Ford) 

This is a powerful funk tune, with terrific horn and synthesizer work. Rose Banks is 
Sly Stone's sister, and apparently hits run in the family. The chorus is built with 
ascending chords and is a perfect hook. This will be an r&b smash, no doubt, and 
should chart strong pop. Banks' voice is recognizable and uniquely attractive. 

JOHNNY RIVERS (Epic 8-50208) 
Outside Help (3:10) (Rivers -ASCAP) (J. Rivers, R. Knapton) 

Rivers makes a dynamic pop entry with this one, definitely in the rock 'n' roll vein. 
Words are strung together for a syncopated effect. Rivers gets a push from some 
well -charted horns and great rhythm guitar work. Look for this one to make an im- 
mediate show on the pop charts. 

THE STEVE GIBBONS BAND (MCA 40551) 
Johnny Cool (2:56) (Towser Tunes/Naimad Lai ne Songs - BMI) (Steve Gibbons) 

"This is the ballad of Johnny Cool" is the spoken introduction, and then the tune 
sips and slides its way through a funky J.J. Cale -like arrangement. Gibbons' voice is 
an excellent vehicle for a good rock 'n' roll tune. The band established its power on 
the recent Who tour; they were the show openers. FM, AM. 

IAN LLOYD (Polydor PD 14319) 
Never Been A Man (3:24) (Diamond Touch/Windbreeze - ASCAP) (G. Diamond, I. 

Lloyd) 
Ian Lloyd used to be with "Stories," and had the number one hit "Brother Louis" 

with that band. Now he steps out on his own with a strong pop tune. fully produced 
and powerfully sung. The beat is dynamic, and should bring this song to all pop 
markets. Great guitar work throughout. 
TOM SCOTT (Ode 66121) 
Time And Love (3:10) (Antisia - ASCAP) (R. MacDonald, W. Slater) 

Tom Scott, studio and tour back-up wizard, has come up with a tightly constructed 
MOR jazz tune. The first part is slow, almost languorous, with two horns bouncing the 
melody lines off of each other. A slick rhythmic shift follows midway, the drums kick - 
up the beat, and Scott gets a chance to wail. As always. his tone and phrasing is im- 
peccable. and there's some fine keyboard work here. A must add for FM progressives 
and jazz stations. 
TOM SULLIVAN (ABC 12174) 
Yes, I'm Ready (3:30) (Dandelion/Still ran - BMI) (B. Mason) 

Tom Sullivan is the gentleman who sang the Star Spangled Banner at the start of 
this year's Super Bowl. His talents are not limited to anthems, however, as this tune 
shows off his considerable powers as a vocal stylist. The song is beautifully produced. 
Sullivan's voice is high, moving and sweet; he can really handle a ballad. MOR, FM. 
JOHN MILES (London 5N-20086) 
Music (5:52) (Velvet/Rak - PRS) (Miles) 

Miles has come up with an excellent single. The tune is sophisticated, really a 
musical gem. The rhythms are fully orchestrated - it's a good song to dance to. Look 
for this one to show up on FM progressives. "Music was my first love," Miles sings. 
and apparently his sentiments have not changed. 

BILL COSBY (Capitol P-4258) 
Yes, Yes, Yes (3:22) (Turtle Head - BMI) (S. Gardner, B. Cosby) 

At first listen this sounds like a serious r&b offering, with slick production and back- 
up female singers. Cosby's voice, however, is so low that the mood created is actually 
hilarious. The lyric is excellent parody, with Cosby chanting "right on, right on, right 
on." This will get played as a novelty on r&b and FM stations, and, through Cosby's 
wide -spread reputation, get some AM play too. 
CROWN HEIGHTS AFFAIR (DeLite DEP-1581) (Dist: Pip) 
Foxy Lady (3:30) (Delightful - BMI) (F. Nerangis, B. Britton) 

The beat of this song is established in the first measure and never lets up. The 
drummer is working overtime in this funk offering. There's a synthesizer fill that's a 
hook through repetition of a haunting figure. Look for this one to make a strong r&b 
showing. 
JOHNNY NASH (Epic 8-50219) 
(What A) Wonderful World (3:11) (Kags - BM!) (H. Alpert, L. Alder, S. Cooke) 

An interesting cover of a classic tune. Nash shifts the rhythms around, experiments 
with the phrasing, and what emerges is something his very own - it's almost a new 
song. Should get pop. MOR, and FM progressive airplay. 
KEITH CARRADINE (ABC 12117) 
I'm Easy 2:59) (Lion's Gate/Easy - ASCAP) (K. Carradine) 

Carradine recently won an Academy Award for this song from the movie 
"Nashville." It's a beautiful ballad. Carradine accompanies himself with fingerpicked 
guitar. An economical but effective back-up was provided by producer and arranger 
Richard Baskin. Because of the award the tune is being re -serviced and should find a 
spot on many playlists, and solid home on the pop charts. 
DANE DONOHUE (Columbia) (No number available) 
I'm Easy (3:08) (Lion's Gate/Easy - ASCAP) (K. Carradine) 

Donohue has taken the Carradine song and turned it in a slightly country direction. 
A barroom sounding piano has been added to the top, and backing vocals complete 
the mood. This one will be added to country spots, and it will be interesting to see 
how these two compete for their share of pop play. 
PAUL DELICATO (Artists of America AOA-120) 
It's The Same Old Song (2:45) (Stone Agate - BMI) (Holland, Dozier, Holland) 

Delicato has come up with another single from his "Cara Mia" LP and it's a winning 
cover of a classic song. The voices are exuberant, full, and supercharged with emo- 
tion. Delicato has an interesting style that adapts itself to many genres, and this tune 
should get a good shot at top 40 radio, and MOR stations. 
THE TUFANO & GIAMMARESE BAND (Ode 66122) 
Times Change (3:35) (India - ASCAP) (Tufano, Giammarese) 

The opening chords of this tune make you stop and think, and the rest of the song 
follows suit. This is a professional offering, in the pop/MOR vein, and should be 
picked up by radio stations that lean in those directions, and FM progressives as well. 
There's a horn fill that's a hook in itself. 
TRET FURE (Joyce 102-A) 
It Doesn't Matter Anymore (2:45) (Unichappell - BMI) (Hall, Allen) 

The opening strains of this record by a talented new artist sound a little bit like 
Beatles circa 1969. Then the tune drifts into a country -pop vein, and Fure handles the 
vocals with confidence and poise. The chorus is a hook; it sticks in the memory. The 
production is by Morgan Cavett who also produced the first Captain and Tennille re- 
cord. MOR and pop stations should check this out. Flip: It Isn't Always Love (3:03). 
STEVE WIGHTMAN Farr FR -003-A) 
You Know The Feel in' (2:45) (Carmela Music - SESAC) (S. Wightman) 

Wightman has a pleasant voice, reminiscent of some Eagles lead vocals, and has 
written a catchy tune to go with it. The song is already achieving a large measure of 
success in the Northeast. and the slick production will take this to all pop and MOR 
markets. 
THE CHAMPS' BOYS ORCHESTRA (Janus J-259) 
Tubular Bells (3:10) (Almo - ASCAP) (Mike Oldfield) 

Janus Records picked up this song after hearing it at this year's MIDEM con- 
ference, and it's easy to see why. The band takes the haunting Oldfield melody (re- 
member the Exorcist?) and lays it over a powerful rhythm base, with full production. 
Should be a smash in the discos. and would be a smart add to FM and AM program- 
ming. 
SCOTT KEY (Pyramid P-8002) 
Town Cryer (2:17) (Planetary/Karolann -ASCAP) (D. John) 

A bicentennial spoof by a fellow suspiciously named. The record is in the interview 
format. with the town crier asking questions of various 18th century luminaries - Ben 
Franklin and Paul Revere among them. The responses are in the form of songs - 
snatches of recent top 40. Should get some play in MOR markets, and FM pro- 
gressives will latch onto this for a good laugh. 
SIR WALES WALLACE (Now Sound NS -101) 
People Sure Act Funny (When They Get A Little Money) (3:18) (Tranchell- 
Growth/Philomela/Unichappell - BMI) (L. Simon, L. Brownlee) 

This tune jumps right at you! The Philadelphia sound is prevalent, and in fine form 
here. Sir Wales is an excellent singer; he knows how to phrase for the most effect. 
The horns and back-up singers give the tune an extra push. Program directors: check 
this one out, it's filled with hooks. 
I SANTO CALIFORNIA (Laurie LR 3640) 
Tornero (3:33) (Tro-Essex -ASCAP) (I. Potizzy, C. Natili, M. Ramoino) 

This is a ballad that builds in intensity as the needle moves through the grooves. 
Backing vocals lend the feeling of a full chorus, and the lead vocal, sung in Spanish, is 
beautiful. This will certainly get MOR and Latin -oriented airplay.

THE FORUM. L.A. -A reviewer gets a 
good idea of the size audience a group 
will pull by the number of requests re- 
ceived from friends for tickets. In the 
case of Loggins & Messina, the 
telephone rang fairly consistently from 
the announcement straight up to the 
concert date. Unfortunately (for my 
friends) I was unable to secure a hoard of 
passes. When I got to the Forum it 
became obvious that the event had been 
sold out good and proper. 

A good and proper sell-out at the 
Forum means 18.000 seats - a damn 
good turnout on a school night. On that 
note, L&M demonstrated a little "night 
class" with a performance ranging from 
the smooth, easy-going, honey -throated 
melodies that appeal to their widest au- 
dience. right through a sort of countrified 
jazz incorporating flutes and horns and 
fiddles and mandolins - the kind of stuff 
that grabs you by the rhythm and makes 
you dance where there's no room to 
move. 

Drawing from their seven Columbia 
LPs. L&M found its heaviest response, of 
course, in the chart monsters which have 
elevated the duo to superstar proportion: 
"Your Mama Don't Dance," "Danny's 
Song," "Love My. Music," "Angry Eyes" 
and some super -popular album cuts such 
as "Vahevella." 

The pair were backed by a tightly -knit 
band consisting of Jon Clarke and Vince 
Denham on horns, Woody Chrisman on 

violin, Doug Livingston on Keyboards 
and steel -pedal guitar. George Hawkins 
on bass and drummer Willie Ornelas. 

Again, Loggins & Messina are a 
powerful concert attraction and they de- 
liver the goods. 

Second on the bill was Gary Wright, 
whose single "Dream Weaver" recently 
hit #1 on the Cash Box singles chart. 
Wright played forty minutes' worth of 
material from his Warner Bros. LP "The 
Dream Weaver" and sprinkled the set 
with a couple of tunes he had written 
earlier in his career as a member of 
Spooky Tooth. An encore was de- 
manded and received in the form of 
"Love Is Alive," Wright's followup single 
to his so -far greatest hit. Basically drums 
and synthesizers, Gary's only other ac- 
companiment is his high energy and hap- 
py attitude which couldn't help but be 
contagious. 

Opening the evening were Cecilio & 

Kapono. another Columbia team whose 
next album is to be produced, it is said, 
by Jim Messina. During the break 
between C&K and Wright, there was a 
good deal of talk about what a surprise it 
was to see Cecilio & Kapono on the pro- 
gram, as little advance notice had been 
given. Those who did arrive to catch the 
opening act, however, were very much 
taken, especially with C&K's latest 
single, "About You," which is a 
blockbuster in Hawaii, the cosmopolitan 
crossroads from which the two hail.

John Hammond 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC - It was an 
evening of joy and warm vibes for Laura 
Nyro's return to the New York stage after 
a five year hiatus. Because the evening 
was a special event, the concert was 
broadcast simultaneously by WNEW-FM 
in New York and WBCN-FM in Boston. 

Warming up the audience was John 
Hammond, displaying his fine acoustic 
and dobro work on such songs as "Wang 
Dang Doodle" and "Drop Down Mama." 

After a brief intermission, Ms. Nyro ap- 
peared in a long flowing gown to a house 
full of roaring devotees. Laura opened 
her set on acoustic guitar with "Stormy 
Love," one of the more poignant tracks 
from her new Columbia album, "Smile." 
As she moved to the piano. her band of 
some of New York's finest took hold of 
the music. Michael Maneri, ace vibist, 

soloed with melodic ease on "Money," 
one of the finer moments of the evening. 

Laura brought back great memories 
with excellent updated versions of "And 
When I Die," "The Confession" and 
"Sweet Blindness." Her voice was in full 
form this evening, weaving beautiful 
tonal colors in musical accord. 

Fine instrumental breaks were per- 
formed by John Tropea and Andy 
Newmark on guitar and drums respec- 
tively during "Timer" from the "Eli And 
The Thirteenth Confession" album; also 
exceptional was Richard Davis' bass solo 
on "Smile." Ms. Nyro graciously came 
back with four encores to a most satisfied 
audience. Her down to earth attitude and 
performance proved she has come back 
stronger than ever.

Anthony Braxton 
CONCERTS BY THE SEA, REDONDO 
BEACH -- Anthony Braxton, until re- 
cently. has been primarily an under- 
ground legend. He has consistently 
been a critics' favorite; he has gathered, 
over the years. a number of prestigious 
jazz awards. He's played with Chick 
Corea in a band called Circle. and has 
made what might be the definitive solo 
saxophone record - "For Alto." His re- 
cent signing with Arista has brought him 
the recognition he deserves. 

Braxton played a number of instru- 
ments -- flute, contrabass clarinet as 
well as sax. The songs were careful and 
creative explorations into melody, tone, 
and rhythm. 

Anthony Braxton has assembled an 
excellent band. Dave Holland plays bass 

- his work is on a par with that of Ron 
Carter and Stanley Clarke. In the more 
improvisatory pieces he managed to 
echo Brax.ton's complex lines with a 

bowed bass - each note was clear and 
full of emotion. Philip Wilson is a new ad- 

dition, on drums, and handled the job 
like a veteran. In Braxton's polyrhythmic 
compositions Wilson was more than just 
a timekeeper; his delicate touch on dif- 
ferent percussion instruments seemed 
to enchance the melody. Leo Smith 
rounded out the quartet, on horns. His 
trumpet playing was fascinating; he and 
Braxton bounced tonal ideas off of each 
other like blood brothers playing furious 
ping-pong. 

The mood shifted a number of times in 
each tune. Braxton would lean his head 
back and wail some fast. fluid melody 
line, each note seemingly shot of the 
alto's bell, and the test of the band would 
respond and give Braxton something 
new and different to work with. Then the 
piece would spiral down to a calmer 
passage, perhaps just a recorder and sax 
trading off harmony and melody. 

Some people will say that Anthony 
Braxton has arrived. He probably won't 
care. though. He'll just keep on playing.

Boz Scaggs 
THE ROXY, L.A. - The neon version of 
Boz Scaggs lit the back of the club. The 
real Boz Scaggs. however, worked his 
power on the whole place, bringing his 
special brand of soul to The Roxy 
Theatre last week. 

After a long wait, the funky strains of 
"Lowdown" filled the air, and the curtain 
went up to reveal Scaggs' ten -member 
backing band, scattered between the 
large chunks of greenery that decorated 
the stage. Then Scaggs appeared. 
strapped on his guitar, and started sing- 
ing the tune, drawing attention to the in- 
tricacies of this new song with his un- 
usual timbre and phrasing. 

Scaggs' voice is really one of the won- 
ders of rock 'n' roll. Like Jackson 
Browne, Boz Scaggs has a sound that is 
immediately recognizable and pleasing. 
What's more, he is aware of his voice as 
an instrument, and makes professional 
use of what some other guitar 
players/singers just use for filler, adorn- 
ment. 

The set continued with selections from 
Boz Scaggs' three Columbia LPs, 
primarily drawn from his latest, "Silk 
Degrees." "I was nervous at the airport," 
Scaggs told the audience. "I was 
nervous at the sound check, and I'm 
nervous now." His nervousness, 
however, did not matter in the least. His 
timing was always right on the mark. 
Whether it was a guitar fill, or a vocal 
punctuation, Boz Scaggs knew just what 
to do, and when to do it. 

The band was also remarkable. With 
eight musicians and two back-up singers 
it is all too easy to end up with a sloppy, 
mis -directed sound. All the members of 
Scaggs' group were excellent players, 
particularly the rhythm section of David 
Paich on keyboards, Jeff Porcaro on 
drums, and David Hungate on bass. 
Steve Porcaro also did a great job with 
synthesizers. The band had a clear vision 
of its goal, and each member was acutely 
aware of his individual responsibilities. 

Boz Scaggs has been, for a long time. 
a respected artist always on the verge of 
a national breakout. It's obvious. now. 
that this new album and solid stage show 
will push him over the edge.

One of the nigh:ights from the show 
was when Archie had a coupe of ovely 
ladies come up from the audience to 
help him out on the Tighten Up." The 
sisters showed Archie some new moves. 

Kung Fu Fighting" was another in- 
teresting selection in their repertoire. 
The guys resembled Bruce Lee and Jim 
Kely as they glided through bai et -like 
kung-fu moves during the number. The 
Drees band was super playing that funky 
Houston music. 

Supertramp 
SANTA MONICA CIVIC -- From the mo- 
ment the harmonica riff began on 
Schoo:" the mounting tension and 

energy of the audience exploded into a 

frenzy. The rest of the evening was one 
big ball of energy with good times and 
good vibes for all. 

Supertramp composed of Richard 
Davies. Roger Hodgson. Dougie 
Thompson. John Helliwell and Bob Ben - 
berg are hot. Each time the band struck 
the first chord to a new number the 
crowd already knew what the tune was 
and began to party. 

Supertramp does not get into flashy 
ightning and gimmicks. Their musi- 

cianship was so brilliant and developed 
to such a high degree that really nothing 
else was needed. Every number was im- 
peccable from start to finish. Bloody 
We Right." "Sister Moonshine," "Lady," 

Dreamer." "Rudy." "Ain't Nobody But 
Me" and Hide In Your Shee" were just a 

few of the selections that helped create 
the electronic symphony that was hap- 
pening inside the arena. 

They closed their extraordinary show 
with Crime Of The Century." complete 
with the chilling projection on screen. 
Supertramp should definitely be rated as 
one of the finest bands _produced in the 
seventies world of rock.

Ace 
Dirk Hamilton 

ROXY THEATRE, L.A. - The 
emergence of the bar band in popular 
music is an interesting phenomenon. 
and Ace is a prime example. The band is 
quite competent musically - they have 
achieved an interesting blend of 
American funk and English blues over a 
period of years. 

The show at the Roxy was excellent in 
all respects but one - Ace lacked any 
real stage presence or personality. 
There was no cohesive feeling to the set. 
One felt, at times, that the band's main in- 
terest was to project a background 
sound. 

However, the sound, background or 
not, was good. All members of the band 
displayed professional musicianship on 
their respective instruments. Vocals 
were clean. if a trifle lacklustre, and pro- 
jected well. The highlight of their set was 
"How Long." the gigantic hit single for 
them. "Rock 'n' Roll Runaway" set 
another spark in the Roxy crowd. The 
band must learn how to maintain that 
spark if they are to continue the success 
they've had with their ABC recordings. 

Opening the show for Ace was another 
ABC act, Dirk Hamilton. Usually new 
artists making their Los Angeles debut 
perform six or seven songs from their 
first LP and that's it. Hamilton, on the 
other hand, displayed five or six new 
songs. along with only a handful from his 
album. And it worked. The tunes were in 
a mixed bag - folk, jazz and rock; all 
performed with energy and consummate 
taste. A unique stylist who will doubtless 
be compared to the likes of Van Mor- 
rison. Springsteen and 'Dylan, Dirk 
Hamilton sang in a voice that was edged 
with raw beauty. His phrasing was always 
interesting -- he took big vocal chances 
that often paid off. 

Completely relaxed on stage, it was 
obvious that Hamilton had been around 
and knew how to deal with an audience. 
His timing was right on the mark. When a 
group of people in the back of the club 
became too obnoxious to handle. 
Hamilton said, "Look, this is my ¡ob. I 

don't come to your job in the morning 
and knock the shovel out of your hands." 
Before the laughter had died. Dirk 
Hamilton was already into the song, and 
the people were quiet and listening.

Mary's vocals provide an effective counter- 
point to Leon's and together the two blend in a

"Cheyenne's Comin' " is a tasty offering in the 
jazz -funk genre which features a tight horn sec- 
tion that builds a strong foundation for the 
singers: Cheyenne Fowler, Shelly Johnson, Kim- 
berly Boyer and Richard Howell. The tunes often 
take on a funky -disco feel, like the title cut, which 
features some punchy clavi net riffs by Clarence 
Bell. Cheyenne can also come across well with 
the smooth jazz feel of "Groovin' With You," a 

tune which showcases their fine reeds. Watch 
this album for potential progressive, MOR and 
some limited pop airplay. 

FREE AND IN LOVE - Millie Jackson - Polydor 
SP 1-6709 - Producers: Millie Jackson, Brad

Millie Jackson lends the power of her soulful 
vocal posturings to an album of material ranging 
from the lilting disco feel of "A House For Sale" 
to a belting cover of the Bad Company tune. 
"Feel Like Making Love." Credit must be given to 
the clean yet unobtrusive presence of back- 
ground singers Rhoads. Chalmers and Rhoads 
and the tight, effective application of a clean 
string section. The tunes should find wide accep- 
tance on r&b and pop stations with special atten- 
tion being paid to the growing demand for disco 
tunes. several of which there are on this LP. 

CHOCOLATE MOUNTAIN - Wilson Pickett -

Soul superstar of the sixties, Wilson Pickett, 
has produced an album which should re- 
establish him as a leading soul -pop artist. Selec- 
tions vary from the straight soul of "I'm Gonna Do 
It All Over" to the pop possibilities of his punchy 
cover of the Sedaka-penned Captain and Ten- 
nille hit, "Love Will Keep Us Together." Pickett's 
treatment of the varied material makes for an 
album whose airplay possibilities cover r&b. pop 
and MOR.

With their premiere album, ably produced by 
Nashville notable Norbert Putnam, the Pousette-

The open- 
ing track, "What Can I Say," clearly enunciates 
their clean lines, while "Dancer" and "Woman In 
My Dreams" lend an acoustic/electric flow that 
reveals heavy airplay potential.

The tunes bear a very definite pop -rock 
feel making them highly accessible to AM au- 
diences while the effective use of some jazz in- 
strumentation and clean production work will 
open doors in more contemporary markets. An 
overall air of British pop pervades the album and 
some tunes, like "Let Me Down Easy," will ap- 
peal to FM programmers.

Chuck Smith, program director at KKDA feels that the restricted playlist is dying. 
"Tight playlists aren't getting Lt done. I talk with high school students and housewives 
all the time and they always complain about hearing the same music over and over. I 

think that things have to be more creative. For example, I like Al Green and the 
O'Jays however I don't believe that you have to hear them every hour. To me a good 
music mix is superior to any individual song." 

Ernest James, program director at WBMX in Chicago feels that too many jazz artists 
are being influenced by the disco syndrome. "Eighty percent of the records coming 
out now are disco oriented and it is becoming a little boring. I always think there will 
be fast records but I still think there is more room and a desire by radio listeners for 
good ballads and mood music." 

Joe Fisher, program director at WCKO said he feels that the disco thing has about 
run its course. "Personally, my jocks and myself are very bored by the same disco 
sound with strings. I'm noticing from the disco situation down here that people are re- 
questing more ballads and inbetween fast ones. I think that by summer we will drop 
our disco format." 

Jerry Fletcher, program director at WZTQ said that he is noticing more and more 
soul and disco records on the top 100 charts. "The people in my area still want to 
dance and even though some of the tunes are repetitious I think the people down 
here are still getting off on the disco thing." 

Robert Scott, program director at KYAC said the disco thing has peaked. "Instead 
older r&b styles are starting to come back. Good ballads and the records by such 
groups as Love Committee, Heaven & Earth and Dorothy Moore are popping up the 
charts. Good old r&b has returned with its funky beat rather than the disco beat. Music

Mendell's Hobby Is His Job fr 29 

Mind or Muscle? 
If it sounds like a desk job, you're 

partially right: a lot of mental blueprint- 
ing goes on where Mendell is con- 
cerned. In the case of the Canadian com- 
pany, however, elbow grease is also ap- 
plied. 

"It's not the thing I think I would 
ordinarily be doing at this stage, but I 

showed them how to lay out the 
warehouse, showed the racks, the flow 
procedure, the inventory procedure, 
became involved with their salesmen, 
with their sales reports, how they should 
be going out and doing their promotion. 
etc. It's a total involvement because I 

have a basic knowledge of most aspects 
of the business." 

Mendell's depth goes far beyond the 
imaginary lines of North American 
borders. As we see, maintaining rela- 
tions with an English-speaking company 
can be trouble enough but, for the mo- 
ment, imagine the problems of a foreign 
involvement. 

Foreign Problems 
"There are some difficulties in those 

areas," notes Mendell, who helped open 
the first licensee in Yugoslavia. "For ex- 
ample, certain countries want to pay you 
in crystal china, some want to pay you in 
TV sets, some want to pay you a flat fee. 
You can't accept $500 for an LP and have 
them sell 2,000... 20,000... 200,000, it 
just doesn't work. The rest have got cer- 
tain restrictions whereby they can only 
pay certain royalties and if those 
royalties aren't large enough to pay the 
artist, you can't do business there, either. 
I negotiated with one country and we 
had a problem with payment and how 
soon they would pay and the problem of 
where the jurisdicion of contract would 
take place. Those are important and key 
things." 

Mendel I speaks of the kinds of barriers 
a negotiator unfamiliar with foreign 
markets often encounters. The unknow- 
ing faux pas of eating with one's left hand 
as opposed to the right. Or whistling at a 
concert in Italy (which constitutes the 
equivalent of a "boo" in that country). 

"All these things," continues Mendell, 
"have something to do with the overall 
situation, the overall attention that you 
get. And a lot of people don't know it and 
a lot of people can't do it - they don't 
have the time or the ability or the dedica- 
tion necessary 

Time and Empathy 
"It takes a lot of time and a great deal 

of empathy to understand foreign 
markets," Mendell explains. "It's not the 
American market, it's not the English 
market. Insofar as that philosophy is con- 
cerned, there are lots of untapped 
markets. People haven't taken the time 
and effort to become deeply involved in 
foreign product. Because a CBS or an 
EMI have formed their own subsidiaries 
and partnerships, there isn't a great deal 
left to tap. But the record business is not 
one comprised of multi -national com- 
panies. There are very few. The majority

in all pre -planning aspects of the pro- 
gram, with CBS Records promotion and 
sales distribution departments effecting 
the field implementation at the branch 
level. 

CBS Records accounts are being of- 
fered incentives during the program and 
many existing catalog albums by fea- 
tured CBS Records artists. They will be 
put into multi -spot advertising including 
radio spots for all new releases and both 
multi and individual TV spots on such 
artists as Johnnie Taylor, Earth, Wind 
and Fire and the O'Jays. The program 
will also be supported by in-store display 
material. 

of them are major in their own country 
and minor outside. That's why they have 
licensees around the world. Insofar as 
that is concerned, the majority of the 
companies have not capitalized." 

Where it's obvious that an individual 
such as Lee Mendell would be nearly in- 
dispensable in a foreign situation, many 
domestic companies often overlook the 
value of a homefront liaison. While giant 
communication lapses occur daily within 
small offices, more costly ones are a mat- 
ter of course for national companies. 

"Unfortunately." says Mendell, "it 
seems to be nearly a corporate 
philosophy. It's not intended to be that 
way, but there's a tremendous com- 
munication gap when people are talking 
face to face! Applied to the record busi- 
ness as a whole, it's a constant problem. 
That's why, in point of fact, you have a 
NARM every year or a MIDEM or a 
MUSEXPO - so you can have face-to- 
face meetings with your customers, with 
your contracts. Because communication 
is a very difficult yet very essential 
thing." 

Discuss, Decide 
As communication is his basic service. 

Mendell not only carries the word 
between his accounts, but he also makes 
decisions on his feet. 

"There has to be an ability to analyze 
and discuss," he maintains, "and I hap- 
pen to be fortunate enough to have a 
very good working knowledge of both 
the American and foreign markets. I can, 
therefore. make a value judgment which, 
I hope, is most of the time correct." 

Of course, more often than not, a well - 
thought dialogue can produce obvious 
answers to seemingly unsolvable prob- 
lems. What does the licensee think 

about the product? Can any suggestions 
be made to better promote it? To give it a 
fuller background as to the originators? 
Give and take. Maintain the flow of in- 
formation so everybody - publicity, pro- 
motion, a&r - knows what's going on. 

So Mendell. spends a good deal of his 
time in domestic travel, listening, looking 
and asking questions. 

Motivations 
His job is helping clients become suc- 

cessful. "Philosophically," admits Men- 
dell with no visible compunction. "you're 
in this business because you hope to 
make some money. Nobody's out there 
in the market for pure altruism. Or even 
impure altruism. At the same time. 
you've got to be mutually happy. You've 
got to be happy with your customer and 
your customer has to be happy with you. 
And that means from a working view- 
point as well as a financial standpoint. 

"I'm keeping my company fairly limit- 
ed," says Mendell. "I want to represent 
clients that I respect and admire and I 

can help and vice-versa. I don't want to 
have thirty or forty clients where I have 
to spread too thin. I want a small coterie. 
That way I can give my time and atten- 
tion. 

"It's kind of Mendell's hobby as well as 
his job, then, to smooth rough spots and 
help answer the kinds of questions his 
story opens with. It's what he knows best 
and what he's most comfortable with. 
You might say it's in his outlook. 
Although, to be truthful, we're not sure 
whether it was his hobby or his job which 
prompted him to suggest the title for this 
story. "Lee Mendell Ltd. - Outlook 
Unitd. "

Some in the audience swallowed hard on 
the Mississippi dose of culture, knowing 
it was good for them but not necessarily 
pleasant in taste. 

Other programs generate more en- 
thusiasm. One woman who had attended 
many concerts said she liked the jazz

a thousand different titles in two and 
three quantities. 

In the Phonodisc operation there are 
eleven major branch operations that 
have resident salesmen and' inventory 
clerks, and the attention that these peo- 
ple pay to the classical line, "we feel is 
responsible for this significant increase 
in classical volume." said Abramson. 

Demographics 
In addition to the volume increase. 

Abramson has noted a dramatic change 
in the demographics of his classical 
product sales. When he was with indie 
distribs, 60 to 65% of his classics were 
sold in four markets: New York. Boston, 
Philadelphia and San Francisco. Now in 
the Phonodisc setup, the same four 
markets account for only 40% of his 
volume in classics, indicating that his 
branches are doing a far better job in 
smaller markets with the same product 
than indie distribs were able to do. 

In addition to salesmen and inventory 
clerks, Abramson attributed a greal deal 
of the success in classics to the fact that 
Phonodisc has three classical marketing 
specialists, one operating out of the 
northeast, one in the west and another in 
the midwest, "something no indie distrib 
could afford to offer us."

cause I lose money selling MCA prod- 
ucts to them? Is it a boycott for central 
warehoused retailers to demand service 
to each of his stores, because it costs 
him more than six percent to handle the 
goods? Is it a boycott for a rackjobber to 
handle as little as possible of MCA goods 
because he can't sell them profitably? 

The thrust of my proposai is not to stop 
the sale of MCA products. but to make 
that company personally service the re- 
maining eighty-five percent of retail 
stores. I am certain that if they try doing 
so. they will quickly return to a fair ten 
percent functional for uR 

The fact that I have singled out MCA 
only for attack does not mean that the 
other manufacturers are angels in this 
respect. However, the other companies 
are at least leaning toward a correction 
of the situation. The current functional 
discount on LPs now ranges between 
MCA's six percent to Capitol's 9.2 per- 
cent. Most major companies other than 
MCA allow ten percent function on tape 
products, as well as offering free goods 
and discounts on both tape and LPs at 
various times of the year. MCA, in their 
arrogance, offers absolutely nothing in 
the way of free goods or discounts at any 
time. My fear is that if MCA is allowed to 
get by with this monstrosity, other com- 
panies will follow their lead. 

After my telephone conversation with 
Cash Box, I went to the NARM conven- 
tion. Frankly. by the time I left Florida. I 

was shell-shocked. 
The first day, I made my proposal in a 

rackjobbers' meeting and it went over 
like a lead balloon. They all wanted to do 
nothing but cry about the situation and 
berate retailers. As you know, retailers 
are going to seil records at whatever 
price they feel will draw customers and 
make them a profit. this being the way of 
the world. How can you berate 
somebody for trying to make a profit? 

After ail, that is what we are all trying to 
do. The rackjobbers' problem is to lower 
the prices to his accounts, thus making 
them more competitive with aggressive 
retailers. The enemy is the manufac- 
turer, not the retailer. 

The only proposal the rackjobbers 
could come up with was to spend money 
and make a survey of their expenses, 
enabling them to show the manufac- 
turers how much it cost to rack an ac- 
count. Of course, the manufacturers 
already know these costs; that is why 
they let us suckers do their distributing. 
The humor of the meeting was provided 
by the legal talent (I don't know if he 
worked for MCA or NARM) who com- 
mended MCA for taking a forward step in 
defining the functions of a rack. I was 
glad to see in your editorial that you re- 
alize that the only thing MCA's program 
did was to smarten up the central 
warehouse retailer, who previously had 
to distribute their own merchandise at 
sir. percent just to compete with "Mom 
and Pop" stores. Now MCA says they will 
do it for two percent giving the retailer a 
four percent edge on the Mom and Pop 
store. MCA claims that they instituted 
this policy because of law suits from 
Mom and Pop stores. Can you imagine 
the law suits now? 

This constitutes my case against the

talked to Patrick Summers who works 
the Music Man one -stop and deals with 
the 1812 Overture outlets in the 
Milwaukee area about that LP and more. 

"Marvin Gaye was strictly black in the 
past," Summers said. "but now the sales 
are going very strong white. In overall 
sales ... the Marvin Gaye a year ago 
would sell a certain amount and you 
generally could tell what that figure 
would be by estimation. I'd say now 
though that you have 75% more sales on 
Marvin Gaye product ... it's because of 
the white acceptance and great product 
by Marvin Gaye now. 

"These musicians/artists aren't putting 
out music aimed at a specific audience 
anymore .. . it's good artists .. . good 
music ... good material ... that's what is 
in." 

Summers thoughts on crossover were 
similar to other managers at other chains 

and one -stops. But he specifically men- 
tioned categorization in detail. 

"You've got a tremendous amount of 
releases coming out now ... categoriza- 
tion is really not disappearing as much as 
it is not being emphasized anymore. 

"And stations have picked up on 
crossover very much too," Summers 
continued. "You don't have to merchan- 
dise the black product separately 
anymore ... you might find a Led Zep- 
pelin and Marvin Gaye next to each 
other in window display now." 

Crossover from the retailers and one - 
stops point of view is very evident. And 
next week, Cash Box will talk with the re- 
cord companies to find out how 
crossover affects their end of the busi- 
ness cycle.

Now discos are charging as much as 
live venues and people are beginning to go back to the clubs." 

Don Wilson, music director at WSOK said people are always asking me how we go 
on records. "What we do is listen to the record to see if it fits our format. Then all the 
jocks listen to it and we discuss the merits of the record. After we add it we check our 
request lines carefully. Then we check the record stores in the area to see if the re- 
cord is selling. I use the trades for a national perspective but I have to pay close atten- 
tion to my own demographics, because what may be a hit in New York doesn't 
necessarily mean the record will be a hit in Savannah."

Estimated 450 Million Catch '' 

Eurovision Song Contest '76 
Britain, France, Monaco, Switzerland, 
Austria Win Top Honors In Yearly Fete 
THE HAGUE - "The Brotherhood of 
Man'rom Great Britain has won first 
place in the Eurovision Song Contest 
1976. Their version of the Tony Hiller - 
Lee Sheridan -Martin Lee composition 
"Save Your Kisses For Me" (ATV Music, 
recorded on the Pye label), gathered a 
total of 164 points from the juries of the 
eighteen participating countries. The 
Brotherhood's performance received or- 
chestral support under the lead of Alyn 
Ainsworth. The entire British delegation 
was sent to Holland for this year's Euro- 
vision contest by BBC -TV. 

Runners -Up 
Catherine Ferry of France took a close 

second place with 147 points for her ren- 
dition of "Un, Deux. Troix," written by 
Jean-Paul Cara and Tony Rallo. 

Gilbert Sinoe and Andre Barse 
claimed third position on behalf of 
Monaco. as Mary Cristy sang "Toi La 
Musique Et Moi," written by Sinoe, 
Barse and Georges Costa. 

Placing fourth in the competition were 
Peter. Sue and Marc from Switzerland. 
who delivered Peter Reber's tune. 
"Djambo Djambo." 

Final recognition went to Austria's 
Waterloo and Robinson who presented 
Gerhard Heinz' "My Little World." 

Live TV 
The Eurovision Song Contest was 

transmitted live by the participating 
countries: Great Britain, Ireland, Nor- 
way, Finland, the Netherlands, Belgium 
(in Flemish and French). Luxembourg, 
West Germany, France, Monaco. Spain, 
Portugal. Switzerland (in German, 
French and Italian), Austria. Italy. Yugo- 
slavia, Greece and Israel. In addition, the 
contest was sent out live to Denmark and 
Turkey, adding up to twenty countries. 
Deferred relay will take place in eight 
countries including the Soviet Union. 
Hungary. Bulgaria, Poland, Czechoslo- 
vakia. Morocco and Tunisia. There is 
also a chance that Iceland, Jordan. Hong 
Kong, Fiji Islands and Mexico will get a 
delayed broadcast. It is estimated that 
the song contest could be viewed by 450 
million throughout the thirty-three coun- 
tries listed. 

Radio Transmission 
Twenty-five European radio stations 

dedicated transmission time to the song 
contest. Those countries include Spain 
(Madrid), Switzerland (Lausanne). 
Belgium (BRT). England (BBC and 
Capitol radio London). Live broadcasts 
took place the day of the contest in 
England, France, Belgium, Norway, 
Finland (stereo), Sweden, the Nether- 
lands (stereo), Switzerland, Turkey and 
West Germany (over the British Armed 
Forces station). All told, the song contest 
has been heard in approximately 80 
million homes.

Responsible 
for the whole operation were Warry van 
Kampen with director Theo Ordeman, 
producer Fred Oster and others. 

Precautions 
The Congressbuilding was heavily 

guarded for an entire week and many 
measures were taken to avoid terrorist 
activities. 

During the week of rehearsals. two 
record companies had their hospitality 
suites at the nearby BelAir Hotel: Phono- 
gram in behalf of Sandra (Holland). Fredi 
and Friends (Finland) and the Les Hum- 
phries Singers (Germany), and WEA on 
behalf of Belgian representative Pierre 
Rapsat. 

The show was capably announced in 
different languages by Dutch European 
Song Contest winners and the awards to 
the winning artists were given onstage 
by winner of last year's song contest, 
Teach In's singer. Getty. 

Apart from the show itself, many 
parties were given: NOS, Dureco (in 
behalf of the Swiss. Norwegian and 
Greek participants), the embassies of 
Spain, Yugoslavia, Austria (in coopera- 
tion with Polydor) and Portugal, and CNR
