Bridging The Categorization Gap 
If the record industry is sophisticated and powerful enough to make 

pronouncements about the impending reality of a three billion dollar yearly 
volume, why is it that many mass merchandisers across America are still 
operating in the dark ages with respect to product categorization? 

For all the proud talk of unprecedented profits and projections, record 
company executives are still forced to admit that an album by a black superstar 
will not approach the sales of a white superstar. This doesn't reflect racial 
prejudices so much as the lack of awareness that today's artists defy 
categorization. Motown's Barney Ales put the issue in perspective: "Today 
black product is universal - all music is universal." 

Generally speaking, the B and C designations that racks and other mass 
merchandisers use for specialty product (r&b, jazz and c&w) are hurting sales 
of many artists considerably. Why should an LP by a black star be placed in the 
back of a retail outlet while product by white artists (both superstars and 
promising newcomers) is displayed in that outlet's best locations? 

Ales contends that such classifications as pop and r&b are outmoded 
because whites listen to black stations and vice versa. A look at the CB LP 
chart this week tends to confirm that whites are also buying 'black' product (of 
the eight LPs by black artists in the top 40, six are bulleted). This leads us to 
believe that there is no such thing as a 'black' LP. The built in historical 
prejudice that exists at the rack level should be the target of a massive 
educational effort by all manufacturers. 

We agree with Ales that all 'black' product should be referred to as 
'contemporary product' and be treated as such. Only then will we see the true 
sales potential of black artists. We feel that the burden of this educational 
process is on the manufacturers, but then the ultimate burden of advertising, 
promotion and merchandising is on them anyway. Manufacturers also suffer 
the slings and arrows of outrageous returns. It seems logical, therefore, that 
they act on their own behalf before more sales are lost. 

Cash Box would like to see the day when, for example, a new album by 
Johnnie Taylor will be displayed alongside a new Wings LP, not just in the hip 
urban retail outlets, but in all stores. On that day, we will be able to say that 
education has led to actual progress for both the retail and manufacturing 
communities.

WEA's Returns Policy Seen As Furthering 
Industry's Cost-Cutting,Consolidation Moves 

NEW YORK - The move by WEA to im- 
plement a nationwide system of central 
returns, revealed exclusively by Cash 
Box last week (April 17), can be seen as 
part of the national trend by manufac- 
turers - both independently distributed 
and branch distributed - and by in- 
dependent distributors in some markets, 
to consolidate shipping, warehousing, 
returns and other functions as cost- 
cutting moves. WEA's decision to con- 
solidate their returns into one central 
location is just the latest in this series of 
moves. Among the others: 

The decision of ABC Records to 
close warehouses in Boston and Wash- 
ington, D.C. and have all northeast 
markets serviced by the Queens. N.Y. 
branch. At the same time, returns from 
the entire eastern area are being 
shipped to Cleveland. Ohio (CB, April 10 
& 17). 

The moves by Phonodisc to con- 
solidate the Cleveland and Chicago de- 
pots into one located in Indianapolis. In- 
diana, and the closing of the shipping de- 
pot in Atlanta, with that region now 
serviced out of Union. N.J. 

Similar moves made by Capitol. 
MCA and RCA, who have closed press- 
ing plants and/or consolidated shipping 
and warehousing facilities in recent 
years. 

WEA, Too 
WEA also made a consolidation move 

shortly after setting up its WEA branch 
operation. It originally had a shipping 
depot in Carlstadt, N.J. to service ac- 
counts in the New York City metropolitan 
area. This northern New Jersey branch 
was closed, a sales office in New York Ci- 
ty was opened in its place, and goods for 
the New York area are now shipped out 
of the Cherry Hill (southern). New Jersey 
branch. 

On the independents' side, there are 
the recent moves by Arista (CB, April 17) 
giving the line to some of its dis- 
tributors in other territories, thereby cut- 
ting down on the number of distributors 
and inventory sitting on distributors' 
floors. But this concept has been un- 
derway for some time, ever since Mer- 
cury moved to regional distribution in 
the northeast (back when they were dis- 
tributed by independents). and gave the 
whole northeast territory of New York, 
New Jersey, Connecticut and Boston to 
Malverne. Then it gave the entire Cal- 
ifornia market to Record Merchandising. 
and regional distribution was here to 
stay. 

Regional Distribs 
Today regional distribution abounds 

and the recent Arista moves. specifically, 
will further the concept. From the first re- 
gional distribution arrangement, 
Schwartz Bros. opening a sales office in 
Philadelphia serviced out of Washington, 
to the most recent, Salstone opening in 
St. Louis, based out of Chicago, regional 
distribution now encompasses the 
northeast, the state of California and 
areas of the midwest and south. And the 
trend toward fewer distributors and 
fewer inventories appears to be continu- 
ing. 

WEA's Move 
The move by WEA to consolidate re- 

turns, then, is similar in many ways to 
consolidation moves of other labels. In 
making the announcement that from now 
on all WEA returns on all labels, on all 
configurations. would be shipped to a 
central warehouse in Richmond, Indiana, 
WEA president Joel Friedman noted that 
WEA was "experimenting with a new 

by Gary 
system of central returns. The move is 
designed to further streamline the com- 
pany's return processing procedures and 
will enable customers to make returns on 
a direct basis to a central return process- 
ing warehouse in Richmond rather than 
to individual WEA warehouses. Custom- 
ers will benefit as a consequence of im- 
proved service at the local WEA level, 
and similarly benefit by a central. un- 
iform system of returns processing. WEA 
customers will henceforth be able to 
make returns of all configurations, of all 
WEA labels to one plant. rather than 
making separate returns." 

This week. Friedman stood on his 
statement and wouldn't elaborate 
further. He did confirm. however, that 
WEA would be using PRC's plant 
facilities in Richmond as the location 
where goods will be shipped. In addition. 
he reiterated that the central return pro- 
cedure was "an experiment." and in- 
terviews with major accounts around the 
country revealed that WEA has been 
"experimenting" with return policies on a 
number of different occasions through- 
out the past few years. having not yet 
settled upon the return policy or pro- 
cedure that's best for it. 

Improved Service? 
Whether Friedman is correct in stating 

Cohen 
that the new system will lead to "im- 
proved service at the local WEA level" 
and will "streamline the company's re- 
turn processing procedures" is subject 
to interpretation and cannot be judged 
until a few months under the new sys- 
tem. There have been complaints from 
some accounts that WEA has consistent- 
ly been slower than other labels in issu- 
ing return authorizations and credits - 
perhaps that will change now. 

But there were also complaints from 
the accounts that the central return 
policy would mean significantly higher 
shipping costs. in those cases where the 
account is not close to the Richmond 
processing warehouse. New York and 
other eastern accounts estimated that 
their freight charges would be between 
25-100% higher than before; accounts in 
California and the west estimated their 
freight charges to Indiana would be two 
to three times higher than before. The 
distance from Los Angeles to Richmond. 
Indiana (which is in the eastern part of 
the state) is roughly 2000 miles. 

No Drop -Offs 
Charges will be even higher for those 

accounts that had formerly used their 
own trucks to drop off returns at WEA 
warehouses as they will no longer have 
that option open to them and will be

NEW YORK - Peter Rudge, manager of the Who and the Rolling Stones. feels that 
the key cities on which the record business has always concentrated are no longer 
the most important areas. "The industry is still centered on areas that were important 
five to eight years ago. Now it is more spread out. Five years ago Kansas City didn't 
have an FM station, didn't have a promoter. no one really cared. But now, there is 
more excitement and enthusiasm at a concert there than in New York. Those kids are 
experiencing these things for the first time. They are where New York was five or ten 
years ago." He added that the best shows on the last Who tour were in places where 
the group had never played before, where the audience was seeing something they'd 
only read about for ten years. as opposed to places like New York and Los Angeles. 
where the group would be judged against past performances. 

Rudge has only been involved professionally in the music business for the last six 
of his thirty years. He received his masters degree from Oxford, where he had been 
promoting concerts, and went to work for Kit Lambert and Chris Stamp. who managed 
the Who until a year ago. He received a quick education in the business by almost im -

Brunswick Execs 
Sentenced In N.J. 
NEWARK. N.J. - Nat Tarnopol, presi- 
dent of Brunswick Records. was sen- 
tenced to three years' imprisonment and 
fined $10.000 at the Federal District 
Court here, April 13. Three of his ex- 
ecutives received two-year sentences 
and $10,000 fines. They are Peter 
Garris. sales manager for the label, Irving 
Wiegan. bookkeeper and treasurer, and 
Lee Shep, production manager. 

The four were convicted Feb. 26 on 
charges related to the off -the -books sale 
of 350.000 dollars' worth of phonograph 
records, and related counts of mail fraud. 

"During the trial, counsel argued that 
the record industry required that cash be 
generated for what counsel euphemisti- 
cally labelled 'promotion'."

"This, in simple terms that I would un- 
derstand against the background of the 
trial. could only mean payoffs. and, in ef- 
fect. I was told that was the way the re- 
cord industry was. If this is true." Lacey

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California Record Tax 
Bill Dies In Committee 
LOS ANGELES - California Assembly 
Bill 2658 could not get a second motion 
when it came up before the Education 
Committee in Sacramento on April 6. 
Without a second, it could not come to 
vote. The bill, introduced by Paul D. 
Carpenter (D. -Garden Grove), would 
have imposed a five percent tax on 
wholesalers and retailers on the sale of 
"music supplies," (phonograph records, 
tapes, and sheet music). The money 
raised from these taxes, according to the 
Carpenter plan, would have gone toward 
music education programs in California's 
high schools. 

Russ Solomon, president of Tower 
Records, reacted to the committee's de- 
cision. "I'm very pleased," he said. "I 
think the case against the tax was very

The legend of Motown recording star 
Marvin Gaye is heightened by the fact 
that he cherishes his privacy and rarely 
makes live appearances, but the true 
genius of the man is a living legacy of in- 
comparable music. Gaye's latest album, 
"I Want You," is the first batch of original 
material since his incredible "Let's Get It 
On" and the first LP since "Marvin Gaye 
Live." Any doubt about Gaye's devoted 
following accepting the new product was 
dispelled when Motown shipped over 
400,000 LPs and began filling reorders 
within a week. The Cash Box LP chart re- 
veals "I Want You" to be a top 20 record 
(actually 18 with a bullet) and expecta- 
tions have the disk zooming to the very 
top in short order. Gaye's ability to stay 
contemporary is perhaps his strongest 
asset and he continues to remain a 
strong influence on many of today's 
prominent composers. The longevity of 
his career from the "Can I Get A Witness" 
days to the present has given evidence 
that Marvin Gaye will be around a long 
time as one of the great creative talents 
of modern musical history. 
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U.S. U.K. Tax Treaty To Benefit Artists; 
$15,000 Exemption Main Provision 
WASHINGTON. D - A new tax treaty 
between the United States and the Unit- 
ed Kingdom will not solve all the tax 
problems facing entertainers from 
Britain who perform in this country, and 
Americans performing in the U.K., but it 
should help. 

The treaty, already signed by 
representatives of those respective 
countries, is still awaiting a draft report 
by the Treaty Affairs Office in the U.S. 
State Department. It then goes to the 
Senate and to the British Parliament for 
final ratifications. 

Election Delay 
No problems are expected this side of 

the Atlantic according to a state dept. 
spokeswoman, although election year 
politics may push it off the calendar for 
awhile. The present conventions remain 
in force until ratification of the new 
treaty. 

The major tax break to alien artists 
here and Americans abroad will be a pro- 
vision exempting from withholding the 
first fifteen thousand dollars an artist 
earns. Current IRS practice is to with- 
hold 30% of the artist's gross receipts. 

Little Cash 
While artists can later regain tax 

money by claiming legitimate exemp- 
tions - basic expenses, travel, lodging - under income tax statements, many 
performers have little cash left over 
when the IRS takes its withholding cuts. 
"The small dollar performer ends up get- 
ting clobbered by the current pro- 
visions," says tax attorney Neal Rosen- 
thal, counsel to the Ad Hoc Committee 
for the taxation of alien performers. 

The 30% withholding prevented many 
lesser -known artists from coming here, 
according to Harold Shaw, whose Shaw 
Concerts Inc. heads up the Ad Hoc Com- 
mittee. "On a $500 fee." says Shaw, "if 
you take 30%. the artist hasn't got 
enough money to go home." He pointed 
to Julian Bream as one artist who made 
only $500 per concert when he first 
began performing here. Bream now pulls 
in $5000 a concert. 

Contractual Arrangements 
Many performers have gotten around 

the 30% withholding through various 
contractual arrangements with managers 
and agents. "What they have done may 
not be respected by the IRS," says 
Rosenthal, "but the agents have not un- 
ilaterally taken it upon themselves to pay 
less tax." He added, "the IRS hasn't yet 
come down on anybody." 

Wonder Delivers 
New LP, Inks 
$13 Million Deal 
LOS ANGELES - Last Wednesday (14) 
Stevie Wonder made a surprise ap- 
pearance at a buffet luncheon at Motown 
Records. After listening to label board 
chairman and president Berry Gordy an- 
nounce that Stevie had finally signed his 
widely publicized $13 million dollar con- 
tract, the recording star played selec- 
tions from his forthcoming album, 
"Songs In The Key Of Life." 

The LP, a two record set that will list at 
$11.98, is set for release sometime in 
May and marks Wonder's return to the 
recording scene after an absence of over 
two years. Wonder highlighted two 
selections from the LP. "Contusion," 
which was the first song he wrote after 
his auto crash in 1974 and "Isn't She 
Lovely," dedicated to his daughter. 
Wonder continued to play the album for 
over an hour before returning to the 
studio to mix it for final approval.

Most problems with alien performers 
began when "the IRS realized it was los- 
ing scads of money," according to 
Rosenthal.

Shutting Off Revenue 
The IRS may have realized its tax bite 

was "shutting off the development of 
revenue for themselves for the future." 
Shaw feels. That, and the pressure to 
change from agents and managers, 
helped IRS change its tune. 

The new treaty exemption will help 

groups as well as unfamiliar talent since 
$15,000 can be exempted from each 
group member's withholding. 

New York accountant Steve Tenen- 
baum says the treaty will also "close up 
gaps entertainers have been using for 
tax purposes." Tenenbaum notes some 
performing groups set up dummy cor- 
porations to avoid paying taxes, since 
certain corporations are exempt from 
both personal and professional services 
performed abroad. "It should do away 
with the loophole," Tenenbaum feels. At- 
torney Rosenthal is not so optimistic 
about the treatment of dummy corpora- 
tions. "There may still be room for play- 
ing around." Situations involving 
legitimate corporations are also left un- 
touched by the new treaty. 

Varied Problems Face Programmers In 
Choosing Artists For TV Music Shows 

by Rochelle Weiner 
(Editor's Note: The following is the final 
part of a two part series exploring the ties 
between the record industry and the 
television industry. The first part dealt 
with the proliferation of music shows on 
television and the increased airplay for 
television themes on radio and records.) 
NEW YORK - With the abundance of 
music programs and artist appearances 
on television, the fortunes of that me- 
dium and those of record companies 
have become closely intertwined. Along 
with this development, certain key areas 
have become targets of concern for 
those producing these talent showcases. 

Recently, Cash Box interviewed the 
producers of four leading TV music pro- 
grams for their views on some of these 
critical problems in the business. From 
this survey it was learned that music pro- 
gramming, artist selection. technical pro- 
duction and censorship are high on the 
list of each show's priorities. 

Programming of Talent 
Programming of talent is a very par- 

ticular concern of Don Kirshner, ex- 
ecutive producer of the highly suc- 
cessful Don Kirshner Presents In Con- 
cert, now in its fourth year. Kirshner 
explained that he believes "in picking 
people early, in taking new people." Burt 
Sugarman. executive producer of NBC's 
long -running Midnight Special, com- 
mented that his show goes "after both 
big and small talents, regardless of their 
record sales. We try to reflect the trends 
in the music business in general. We 
have no particular direction in terms of 
music programming." 

Both Sugarman and Kirshner are 
following in the footsteps of the great 
master himself, Dick Clark, and his much - 
copied American Bandstand, a decep- 
tively simple blend of dancing contests 
and top 40 lip-synched by visiting talent. 
Every week, for the past 18 years on na- 
tional TV (23 years in total production). 

Dick Clark has programmed essentially 
the same show. Only the names of the 
songs, the artists and the dancing part- 
ners change. And, yes, so do the dances 
themselves. Dick Clark has survived the 
lindy, the twist, and the bump. Yet, is 
Clark's time -tested formula of dancified 
rock 'n' roll the only way to present cur- 
rent musical trends? 

"Variety TV doesn't have to be a de- 
cent rock act with ... McLean Stevenson 
and Ruth Buzzi," says Ken Ehrlich, ex- 
ecutive producer of public television's 
Soundstage, produced out of station 
WTTW in Chicago. Ehrlich maintains that 
his show, in contrast with the Dick Clark 
format, looks "for a variety of contem- 
porary music. There is a pre -determina- 
tion as to what act can sustain an au- 
dience's interest for a full hour. The 
show is developed from an initial idea. In 
other words, we sit down with each act 
and ask them what theywant to do." 

Somewhere in the middle of all these 
programming problems is Jan Bridge, 
Wonderama's executive producer. Even 
though the show is aimed at children. 
Bridge characterized his audience's age 
group as that of "conception to death." 
Stated simply, he relies on "quality and 
good performers the kids can get into. A 
lot of it, I guess, is good guessing. We 
like to stay ahead of the music market." 

Don't Come Across 
What began in the late '60s as an at- 

tempt on major TV networks' parts to 
"get hip" to the new sounds of the young 
may have, according to some. grown to 
saturation, with too much rock on the 
tube. Some producers shy away from the 
hard sound on their shows now. 
Soundstage's Ken Ehrlich, for example, 
does not feel that rock comes across ful- 
ly on television, saying, "I have turned 
down acts because I feel the dynamics of 
rock simply cannot be translated into a

Mercury Selling 1 Tape To Every 2 LPs: Abramson 
NEW YORK - Mercury Records is selling one tape to every two LPs it's moving since 
the beginning of 1976 when the company introduced its policy of simultaneous re- 
lease of LPs, cartridges and cassettes, according to Jules Abramson, senior vice 
president of marketing for Phonogram/Mercury. 

Prior to '76. the company waited for a reaction to an untried act on an LP and found 
it was losing tape sales when the LP started to make some noise. The LP to tape ratio 
was 21/2 to 1 prior to 1976. 

"Now with three months under our belt of this new pattern. we are convinced that 
we should continue to follow this course." said Abramson, "because with this 
philosophy we are getting more impressions in the crucial introductory weeks with 
our new product. and as a result. more total sales." 

With the most untested new act, the company in the past might have filled the 
pipeline with some 5,000 albums. Now the company issues about 5,000 LPs, between 
2.000 and 3.000 eight -tracks and 1,000 cassettes, giving the artist a minimum of eight 
thousand exposures.

GRT Repurchases Preferred Stock 
SUNNYVALE, CA - GRT Corp. has re- 
purchased 15,000 of the 17,500 shares 
of convertible preferred stock and all 
481,500 warrants to buy GRT common 
stock held by Source Capital, Inc., of Los 
Angeles. The company has also prepaid 
the $1,250,000 still outstanding on the 
four year term loan arranged with Source 
Capital, Inc., in 1973. Concurrently. 
Source Capital has exchanged its re- 
maining 2,500 shares of convertible pre- 
ferred stock for 100,000 shares of GRT 
common at the original conversion price 
of $2.50 a share.

Slick Band Is Slick Business 
by Stephen Fuchs 

LOS ANGELES - Question: Do you feel 
you learned anything through your as- 
sociation with David Bowie? 

Answer: "The guy with the red hair 
(sigh). He got really screwed up at one 
point with his money. The whole thing 
was disorganized. Nobody knew where 
the money was, where it was going, what 
it was for. I learned that from him. I really 
did, because I watched. 'Cause it hurt 
me, too. A lot of times the money would 
disappear and I wouldn't be able to get 
paid." 

The man under the gun is Earl Slick, a 
rock and roller who, after scrounging 
away his Wonder Years with various 
Staten Island bands. was catapulted into 
a high -professional touring and record- 
ing situation as lead-guitar/sideman to 
David Bowie a position he recently 
vacated after two years in order to form 
his own Slick Band. 

Tolerance 
With measured tolerance toward the 

continual, inevitable Bowie identifica- 
tion, Slick's comments aren't so much 
gossip -oriented as they are an overview, 
an assessment. Slick represents some- 
thing apart from the artist detached. His 
label, Capitol, is attempting to break a 
dozen other acts besides his own at the 
moment, and most of them have equal or 
even stronger momentum. So Slick is 
well aware of the cold facts, that the 
mechanics of business mean plenty to 
rock and roll survival - they mean as 
much, to be sure, as the dynamics of 
music itself. 

In order to cope with these realities, 
Slick is in constant personal contact with 
not only his four -member band who are 
all old personal friends but also the three 
people closest to his career, manager 
Billy Bass. attorney Michael Lippman 
and financial advisor Chet Leslie of TWM 
Management in New York. 

"I'm in touch with Billy and Michael 
every day," says Earl. "And about twice a 

week to New York in order to make sure 
we aren't spending too much. Which is 
unlikely, because right now we're on an 
allowance. Small as possible, just 
enough to live comfortably. 

"You really have to be involved in busi- 
ness from the ground up, because if you 
don't know what's happening at the start. 
you're gonna get further and further 
away until you have no idea where 
anything's going."

has proven, so far, to be a wise one. 
Formerly a program director with 
WMMS-FM in Cleveland, Billy spent a 
year with RCA's national album promo- 
tion department and a second year 
directing UA's album force. Given his un- 
derstanding of the FM radio market and 
the depth of his personal experience 
there, Bass has been instrumental in 
helping break (to the extent it has been 
broken so far) Slick's first LP since its re- 
lease six weeks ago. 

Bass feels that heavy FM airplay is es- 
sential to the success of the Slick Band. 
He points out that, even without a smash 
AM single, concentrated FM airplay can 
help an act sell 600,000 to 700.000 LP 
units in conjunction with market visibility 
and aggressive label support. 

Billy's own opinion - that FM radio 
will sustain its own existence by creating 
its "own" acts - is demonstrated most 
clearly, he claims. through the case of 
Slick's own reputable progenitor . David 
Bowie. 

Tight List 

"One of the major topics of casual dis- 
cussion during the two most recent R&R 
conventions," says Bass, "has been the 
debate between the tight -list and the 
loose -list programming philosophies. 
What we're seeing now is the tight list 
stations laying back in observation and 
ultimately pouncing on the cream of the 
loose -stations' programming. In other 
words, the 'loose' stations are cutting the 
ground." 

In Cleveland, WWWM is the tight sta- 
tion and WMMS is the loose counterpart. 
It so happens that both stations were the 
first in the nation to report "going" on the 
Slick LP simultaneously. That informa- 
tion was immediately transferred to ICM 
which, in turn. secured bookings for the 
Slick Band in the wake of the airplay. 
Slick and his musicians are on the road 
now, fulfilling those and other booking 
commitments. 

From the beginning, the Slick Band 
has to be considered a new market entry.

The album release, however, didn't 
come as a complete surprise to radio sta- 
tions. According to Ray Tuskin, national 
promotion coordinator for Capitol, he 
and Bass knocked thoughts together and 
came up with an advance mailing of test 
pressings to some sixty of Billy's pro- 
gramming kin around the country. The 
package contained a personal letter from 
Tuskin drawing the Bowie association - 
the springboard, if not the hook to public 
awareness of Slick. The mailing pre- 
ceded a personal visit from Billy Bass 
who took along other pertinent informa- 
tion such as a summary of the label's 
spoken merchandising aims, something 
Bass keeps aware of through his nearly 
constant vigil on the home front. 

"When I'm here. I'm at Capitol four 
hours a day," Bass grins. "analyzing the 
airplay, going after the sales managers, 
letting them know what play at what sta- 
tion means the most. Which they all 
know. But I'm working in the interest of 
the band, so it's important for me to 
follow up." 

In one respect, Bass has a delicate job 
on his hands in trying to keep Capitol 
aware of the Slick Band while not over - 
hyping so that the label gets fed up. 

"The best way," smiles Bass, "is to ac- 
centuate the positive. You know, you can 
drive yourself crazy with the negatives. 
For example, we don't have heavy air- 
play right now on WNEW but we do have 
heavy airplay right now on WLIR - a 
strong station within the competitive 
market. WLIR sells nearly as many re- 
cords as WNEW. But I go in and let 
Capitol know that WLIR is banging the 
(deleted) out of the record. I let them 
know that a record store in Staten Island 
even has a big sign across the store say- 
ing that the Earl Slick Band is from 
Staten Island. Those little things help. 
The more positive things they hear, the 
more positive input they'll give to the 
sales and promotion departments." 

"It's good too." interjects Slick, "be- 
cause we find out everything we want to 
know through Billy. 'How's it doin' in 
Michigan? How's it doin' in San Fran- 
cisco?' I mean, Capitol's got too many 
other things to do than sit down with me 
and explain how my record's selling or 
how my airplay's going. But with Billy 
we're very comfortable. I'm aware of 
about 90% of what's going on all of the 
time. In other words. I don't have to call 
Billy up and hound him to give me the 
latest reports. He just calls me up and 
says, 'here ...'. " 

BASS: "We know all the stuff. We 
know the good . .. we know the strength 
and we know the weaknesses. One thing 
that we're not doing is bullshittin' our- 
selves. We know where we're strong and 
where we need to work. 

SLICK: Even with the band itself, the 
way it sounds, the way it looks. We did a 
12 -hour rehearsal videotaping various - 
length shows, graduating from a small - 
sized stage to a large stage at SIR in 
Hollywood. That way we got a chance to 
see what's going on ... how Jimmie 
(Mack, lead singer) looks, how I look, if 
the clothes work, if they don't work. Just 
with that tape, I'd say 'wow ... I thought 
that looked good, but it doesn't, so I've 
got to change it. I thought that outfit was 
good. but it doesn't work'." 

BASS: "It's good business." 
SLICK: "For what a couple of hundred 

bucks' investment did. that session more 
than saved us plenty. It saved us going 
through the first month or so of the tour 
having to learn what we learned by sit- 
ting down and looking at the shows that 
we taped. 'Cause. obviously, if we can't 
see it ourselves, there's nothing we can 
do about it. He can tell me something, 
but if I don't try to see it, what can I do 
about it? I mean, if it's something ob- 
vious, it's one thing, but when you get 
right down to the little things - that are 
just as important as anything major - 
you know, there aren't too many bands 
that care about being business -like."

Jan Bridge acknowledged the fact that 
his show caters to diverse musical tastes 
and he has showcased everyone from 
Roger Daltrey of the Who to Harry 
Chapin. Along with Burt Sugarman, Don 
Kirshner disagrees with Ehrlich's posi- 
tion, saying, "It takes time to indoctrinate 
people. I have never agreed with the 
concept that rock cannot be presented 
with intelligence and good taste on TV. If 
there is a complaint that TV simply can- 
not accommodate the rock sound on its 
speakers, then why do people listen to. 
for instance. the Doobie Brothers on the 
radio?" 

Accordingly, TV executives went 
along with Kirshner's theory for the past 
four years. With their increased reliance 
on top -selling talent which. in this case. 
meant head -rock groups, the ties with 
record companies increased. Softer, less 
commercial sounds had fewer outlets for 
exposure on syndicated shows. More 
noticeably, most of the acts on the 
networks had been signed. sealed and 
delivered by record companies. 

Kirshner, for his part, defends his 
show's policy, saying that he views it all 
"as a music business. If I know CBS is ex- 
cited about Bruce Springsteen, and I 

know that there's going to be a lot of ex- 
citement, then I find out more about the 
act." 

Can't Ignore Sales 
Furthermore, Kirshner does not see 

how sales and signings at record com- 
panies can be ignored in this business. 
"You can't knock pre -promo." he says. "If 
they (the performers) are signed to a 
label and have had extensive airplay, 
then they are more apt to be noticed by 
me and my associates. We program for 
an audience. That is our big first." 

With an estimated audience of over 16 
million. Jan Bridge feels the exposure of 
the artists has great benefits for their 
record sales but pre -promo is definitely 
not a prime consideration in his program- 
ming choices. 

'Get Off On' 
"I mean. we had Tim Moore on the 

show. who won the American Song 
Festival, but who is hardly a big seller. 
We look for people the kids can get off 
on and we get something extra out of the 
performers who do come." 

Ken Ehrlich, on the other hand. does 
not go after artists with huge record sales 
and comfortable reputations. Comment- 
ing on a recent Soundstage with Judy 
Collins and Leonard Cohen, Ehrlich ex- 
plained that he asked Judy (who sells a 

great number of records) whom she'd 
like to do a show with. She said she want- 
ed Leonard Cohen and Randy Newman. 
and "since we'd already done a full show 
with Randy, we got Leonard Cohen. who 
is not exactly a huge record seller. We 
are simply looking for balance in our 
shows and something the artists are go- 
ing to be happy with." 

OK Treatment? 
"Something the artists are going to be 

happy with." But. are the artists really 
happy with the treatment they receive on 
the musical shows? There have been 
gripes concerning insufficient rehearsal 
time, off -hand technical treatment and 
general production sloppiness on the 
part of the crews and directors. 

Felix Di Palma, talent coordinator for 
Don Kirshner, maintains that "all acts on 
Don Kirshner are treated as something 
special. They do their songs and the next 
act comes on and they are treated as 
something special. There is a great 
personal involvement of the staff and 
production crew with the performers." 

Kirshner himself waved aside charges 
of insolicitous handling of acts. saying 

that "this is a business like any other and 
there are bound to be complaints." As a 

recent example of his consideration for 
the performer. Kirshner cited a taping of 
Janis Ian's act. "We were doing a show in 
Santa Monica and Black Sabbath was to 
follow Janis. Well. needless to say. the 
crowd was not in the mood to hear Janis 
and she was very upset with her act. So 
we went back later and got a brilliant 
performance. In other words. the artist 
has got to be happy and we must give the 
artist the right situation." 

With the Midnight Special, taping goes 
on from 9 am until there is enough usa- 
ble tape for the can. That means the act 
must be ready and fresh even though it 
has been prepared for performance for 
over 12 hours. Ken Ehrlich sees things 
differently and has heard too many sour 
stories from the performers themselves. 
Instead of making them wait in the wings. 
Ehrlich said that "every star is involved 
with his production." And, for those 
performers who are camera -shy. Ehrlich 
takes them on a tour of his sound unit. 
He says that "they feel as if they are in a 

recording studio. Their road manager. or 
whoever it is, is welcome to sit in with 
our sound engineer for the mixing to see 
what is being done to the soundtrack." 

Censorship 
The biggest problem for Jan Bridge, 

however. and a very sensitive point for 
all producers of current music, is 
censorship of material and between - 
song patter. Bridge, who has promoted 
several publicity projects on his shows. 
usually gives away records as prizes in 
trivia contests and dance -a -thons. There- 
in lies his censorship hang-up: "We are 
working out in every direction with 'The 
Pick of the Week' and things like that. 
But, for me, the biggest turn-off is an 
album that I feel embarrassed flashing 
in front of a lot of children. such as the 
Ohio Players' album covers and the new 
Silver Convention cover. I am also a bit 
hesitant about playing a song that says 
... 'take off your clothes.' I mean, we do 
put on a children's show on Sunday 
mornings and there are some things that 
are just not appropriate for our au- 
dience." 

Network Relations 
Bridge worries about his audience: 

Kirshner worries about the network. 
When asked about censorship and edit- 
ing/mixing problems. he commented 
that he exercises what he calls "qual- 
ity control." adding that "as far as 
censorship is concerned. I've only had 
problems with some lines from Chuck 
Berry's 'Ding -A -Ling' and some of Alice 
Cooper's act. But you have to go along 
with the network." Ken Ehrlich does not 
have a serious problem with network 
snippers, as his is a public TV show with 
more liberal editing rules. 

But, as the music of the '60s reflected 
a certain lifestyle. today's music just as 
surely reflects a change in the au- 
dience's mood. The sound is softer. less 
concerned with "burning issues." more 
introspective. Television programming 
has seen its chance to bank in on the 
youth market and its penchant for a gen- 
tle beat and "rock no boats" lyrics. Ap- 
parently, MOR is here to stay. Or is it?

business." In other words. why operate 
warehouses and maintain extra inven- 
tories that are unnecessary or super- 
fluous to a company's distribution opera- 
tion. But are they? Accounts in outlying 
areas constantly complain that ship- 
ments from the major labels are late and 
that their service is just plain lousy. That 
complaint is especially heard from ac- 
counts in the deep south, Pacific 
northwest and the north central areas of 
the country. 

Why are these moves being made. 
then, by the record companies? The 
answer is cost-cutting, belt -tightening, 
economization. money -saving, overhead 
reducing - they all mean the same 
thing. The nation's record manufacturers 
are cutting back on their inventories and 
warehousing facilities in order to cut cos- 
ts and save money. 

Potential Savings 
For example, say a hypothetical manu- 

facturer has $100 million in yearly sales, 
of which $85 million is the cost of pro- 
ducing the records and overhead (ex- 
penses of every kind), leaving $15 
million for profit. If the company wants to 
increase its profit by $5 million to $20 
million, it has two choices: sell more rec- 
ords and generate more profit, or reduce 
expenses by $5 million and squeeze it 
out of existing sales. Since unit sales are 
down and have shown no growth over 
the past few years, it has become more 
difficult to increase profits by increasing 
sales. In that regard, the only way for a 
company to increase sales is to increase 
their market share. If the total pie, for ex- 
ample. is not getting any bigger. you've 
got to get a bigger piece of the pie, that 
is the way that philosophy goes. Hence. 
the increased concern on the part of the 
record manufacturers to increase their 
market shares, or get a larger percen- 
tage of the record business available. at 
the expense of the competitor. 

Cutting Costs 
The other alternative to increasing 

profits is to cut costs. If the hypothetical 
company's sales are $100 million a year 
and the total expense is $85 million, that 
$85 million figure might be broken down 
into cost of manufacturing and produc- 
ing records ($40 million), salaries and 
selling expense ($25 million) and operat- 
ing expenses such as warehouses ($20 
million). If by closing down a distribution 
facility or two, and maintaining fewer in- 
ventories around the country an extra $1 
million to $2 million can be saved, that is 
extra profit. 

On a more real -life level, if a company 
could save an additional penny on every 
dollar in sales, an extra one percent, the 
added savings would really add up. CBS, 
for example, had 1975 sales of $484 
million in their record division, while 
Warner Communications' record division 
had sales of $313 million last year. If they 
could have saved an additional penny on 
each dollar of sales through consolida- 
tion and/or cost cutting, they could have 
added $4.8 million and $3.1 million in 
profits respectively to their overall in- 
come. And that would be the result of on- 
ly a one -cent -on -the -dollar saving. 

So if WEA can save an extra amount of 
X dollars, whatever it is by what they are 
now doing, it is still a significant saving. 
But it becomes more important because 
the costs of producing, recording, mark- 
eting and shipping records have gone up 
significantly and continue to rise, and 
salaries and royalties have similarly 
risen. And since sales have not risen as 
dramatically as they had been a few 
years ago. one of the first places for 
potential savings is in the areas of ware- 
houses and buildings. That is one of the 
factors that has led many of the major 
companies in the industry to institute 
their various consolidation moves.

Rudge Sees Markets Shifting 
mediately being put to the task of arrang- 
ing a tour for Arthur Brown. This was in 
1969, and in 1970, he moved to New 
York to handle the Who concerts at the 
met. 

Problems 
In addition to managing the Who and 

the Stones, Rudge is currently managing 
southern hard rock group Lynyrd 
Skynyrd. In his endeavors to break 
Lynyrd Skynyrd, Rudge has encoun- 
tered several problems which affect 
groups trying to break out of areas like 
the south. He sees a built-in resistance in 
the media centers of New York and Los 
Angeles to groups which are not dis- 
covered there. He cited the national 
breakouts of Patti Smith and Bruce Spr- 
ingsteen as examples of New York artists 
who became. in Rudge's word, "national 
phenomena in the matter of a month." 
He continued. "The same goes for Los 
Angeles - you can get more media at- 
tention and national coverage in those 
two places than a group that breaks out 
of anywhere else." 

Major Market Importance 

In spite of the decentralization which 
Rudge sees occurring, he does not un- 
derestimate the importance of the two 
major centers of the record business in 
breaking a group nationally. "You've got 
your big rack jobbers there, your 
WABC's and your KHJ's, and until you 
have them fitted into your airplay list, 
having a number one record in Florida 
means nothing." 

Rudge feels that one of the problems 
which plagues groups in the U.S. is that 
they are too available. He handles his 
U.S. acts the same way that he handles 
an English band. He tells everyone con- 
cerned that a group such as Skynyrd will 
be touring for two months and that they 
should act as if the group will be return- 
ing to England after that time. He feels 
that this concentrates the energies of the 
record company, booking agency etc. for 
the maximum impact in the most impor- 
tant markets. "Everytime an English 
group comes to the states, you never 
know if it will be for the last time. This is 
how I'm working with Skynyrd now, I tell 
everybody 'let's hit everything, it's all or 
nothing.' It builds up an incredible

energy." 

One of the reasons that Rudge (who 
said he was formerly a soccer, not a pop 
fan) became involved in the music busi- 
ness was to travel. Now his doctor tells 
him that he travels too much. He says 
that he has cut down, but that he tries to 
cover his acts on the road as much as 
possible. He said that having the op- 
portunity to sit on a plane with someone 
like lead singer Ronnie Van Zandt of 
Skynyrd and talk for an hour away from 
all the pressure of backstage is very im- 
portant to him. 

Rudge also feels that the road is 
"where you win and lose it. It's very easy 
to sit in New York and try to run things, 
but when you go on the road you see the 
promoters, the audience, the local sales 
managers, you talk to the press, look in 
the shop windows and talk to the DJs. 
That's where the pulse is; it isn't here." 
He also thinks that being friends with the 
artists and being able to talk to them is 
one of the most important parts of 
management, if not the most important 
part to him. If you're not friends with the 
artists then there really isn't much point 
to it." 

Only 1 Show 
Rudge was asked what the thinking 

was behind scheduling only one night for 
the Who in New York this time around. 
He said that even if they had done five 
nights, there still would've been a lot of 
disappointed people. He added that it 
was the wrong time for playing outdoors 
and that the last time they played the 
Garden they did five nights. That 
engagement he described as "not 
particularly a happy thing," because the 
stage show, which featured the 
'Quadrophenia' album, was not right. 
"Following 'Tommy' it was so anti - 
climatic, so ill-conceived for the stage 
and it just didn't do it." He was asked why 
that was a factor in the decision when the 
stage show this time had no material 
from "Quadrophenia." He replied that he 
just couldn't justify or explain the de- 
cision logically, but added that while the 
group loves New York, Pete Townshend 
had said that if they only play one show 
in other major cities, why should they 
play more than one night in New York? 
He added that they hope to return in the 
summer and do some more shows here. 
"If we were to satisfy everyone they'd 
have to play for ten weeks and they 
couldn't do that, so at least they played it, 
if only one show." 

Rudge does not consider himself a 
service or tour manager. He is American 
manager for the Who and the only 
manager of the Stones, though they 
have a financial manager. "Jagger and I 

really run everything," he said. It is wide- 
ly known that Jagger attended 
economics school before he began his 
singing career, and Rudge asked about 
Jagger's business acumen, replied, "I've 
never known a guy with such a business 
oriented mind. He's incredible. He has 
his own desk here, he loves it, he loves 
the phone. He's as good on the phone as 
he is on stage, believe me."

Still Crary After All These Years(3:25) (Paul Simon-BMI)(P. Simon) 

What can you say? Hot on the heals of his monster hit"50 Ways To Leave Your Lov- 
er," Simon has released the title tune of his chart -topping LP. This is a moving, tender 
ballad. The production is flawless; the melody, as always, is perfectly constructed. 
This has already received tremendous airplay as an album cut, and will surely rise to 
the top of the singles chart. The album, by the way, won a Grammy. 
CAPTAIN & TENNILLE (A&M 1817) 
Shop Around (3:23) (Jobete - ASCAP) (W. Robinson/B Gordy) 

This marks something of a departure for this pop duo. They've taken the old 
Smokey Robinson tune and put it in a modern pop arrangement. It all works, and this 
tune should be another addition to their recent string of hits. The band is playing well, 
especially Daryl Dragon, whose fancy keyboard work is always tasteful. 
NATALIE COLE (Capitol P-4259) 
Sophisticated Lady (3:27) (Jay's Enterprises/Chappell/Cole-arama - ASCAP/BMI) 
(Jackson, Yancy. Cole) 

Natalie Cole's fast rise to the top can only be aided by this tune that demonstrates 
her amazing versatility. The title cut from her forthcoming LP, the song is a unique 
blend of soul, funk and disco music. Another big hit for Natalie Cole. Look for this to 
be an immediate add at AM, FM and r&b stations. 
ERIC CARMEN (Arista AS 0184) 
Never Gonna Fall In Love Again (3:45) (C.A. M.-U.S.A. - BMI) (E. Carmen) 

Eric Carmen, in his second single from the "Eric Carmen" LP, has come up with an 
excellent followup to "All By Myself." It's in somewhat the same genre, a ballad, and, 
like the previous hit, has a hook -filled melody and chorus. The tune will doubtless be 
covered by many artists, but the others will have to work hard to measure up to 
Carmen's version of his own song. AM, FM. Flip: No Hard Feelings (5:35). 
AL GREEN (Hi 5N-2306) (London Distrib.) 
Let It Shine (3:12) (Jec/AI Green - BMI) (A. Green, M. Hodges) 

Al Green has come up with another hit record. The tune gets into a groove and 
keeps it going; nicely charted horns seem to float around the top of the music. 
Everything blends with Green's voice. Look for this one to show up on all r&b 
playlists. 
STEVE MILLER (Capitol P-4260) 
Take The Money And Run (2:48) (Sailor ASCAP) (S. Miller) 

Spirited drums kick this tune off to a fine start. It's a story, the tale of two young lov- 
ers. The lyric line is intelligent; Miller really knows how to construct a song. And the 
music is just as good, maybe better, than "Space Cowboy," Miller's classic. This will 
be an immediate add on all FM outlets, and AM too. 
TOMMY BOLIN (Nemperor NE -005) (Atlantic Distrib.) 
Savannah Woman (2:45) (Bofe- ASCAP) (T. Bolin, J. Tesar) 

Acoustic guitars give this tune a Spanish flavor. It's a carefully crafted pop tune, 
pulled from Bolin's high charting "Teaser" LP. There's a terrific rhythm guitar solo 
that has a kind of choppy beauty. The lead solo is fluid, and reminds this listener of 
Djano Reinhart, the gypsy jazz guitarist. Look for this one to show up on FM lists. 
BONNIE RAITT (Warner Bros. WBS 8189) 
Run Like A Thief (3:01) (Benchmark/Golden Spread - ASCAP) (J. D. Souther) 

This is really a beautiful ballad, pulled from Bonnie Raitt's "Home Plate" LP. It's 
already received a lot of airplay as an album cut, and it's easy to see why. Raitt's voice 
is always compelling, and she sings this J.D. Souther tune with convincing,. artistic 
grace. There are some great lines that work as hooks - "Well, we cheated on a friend. 
and cheaters never win" is one example. Look for this one to prosper and grow on AM 
and FM playlists. Flip: Walk Out The Front Door (3:08). 
IMPRESSIONS (Curtom CMS 0116) (Warner Bros. Distrib.) 
Sunshine (3:15) (Blackwood BMI) (B. Sigler, P. Hurtt) 

The Impressions, featuring Ralph Johnson, have come up with a winner. The 
voices are strong and clear and the rhythm changes add to the appeal of the cut. Look 
for this one to show up immediately in all r&b markets. It's got a lot of hit power. 
THE FACTS OF LIFE (Kayvette KVBS 5126-A) (T.K. Distrib.) 
Caught In The Act (Of Gettin' It On) (3:45) (Irving - BM I) (H. Banks, C. Hampton) 

This is really a terrific ballad, with a good melody and hook -filled lyric. The song's 
about what the title says - somebody tipped off the husband, and, well, they got 
caught. This one is headed for the higher reaches of the r&b and pop charts. Extreme- 
ly crisp production. 
WAYLON & JESSI (RCA JH 01563) 
Suspicious Minds (3:57) (Press- BMI) (M. James) 

Waylon and Jessi are, of course, Waylon Jennings and Jessi Colter. They sing this 
duet with special emotion - it's a song about suspicion, and how a couple in love has 
no time for jealousy. The record will certainly receive its rightful share of country 
play, and should get more than a few pop spins too. 
LUTHOR (Cotillion 45-44200) 
It's Good For The Soul - Pt. 1 (3:02) (Elvee-Deekay - ASCAP) (L. Vandross) 

A heavy funk bass sets the tone for this first Cotillion single. Luthor's voice is an ex- 
cellent r&b vehicle. "If it feels good," he sings, "do it." This one should feel good to 
r&b and pop program directors. It's extremely classy in every respect. 
CHARLES EARLAND (Mercury 450) 
From My Heart To Yours (3:28) (Betty Earland - BMI) (C. Earland) 

A sensitive electric piano. couched in a kick -along arrangement, states the melody 
at first. Then a full horn section, along with a guitar, states it more fully. All of which 
contribute to a sense of tension. This is an excellent instrumental, for repeated use in 
discos and play on FM progressives and jazz stations. Flip: Intergalactic Love Song 
(3:40). 
THE SHAKERS (Asylum E -45314-A) 
Some Guys Have All The Luck (3:30) (Kirshner - ASCAP) (J. Fortgang) 

The first single from their first LP, "Yankee Reggae." this is an unusual and attrac- 
tive pop offering. It's a reggae beat, but Americanized. and fits into a pleasant rock 
framework. The band should be immensely successful if this single is any indication. 
The tune should be on all FM outlets. The harmonies are outstanding. 
ALLAN CLARKE (Asylum E-45313) 
If You Think You Know How To Love Me (3:45) (Chinnichap - BMI) (N. Chinn, M. 
Chapman) 

Allan Clarke, former lead singer with the Hollies, steps out on his own with this cov- 
er of a great Chinn/Chapman tune. The arrangement is as good as anything the 
Hollies ever put together, and his voice seems more powerful on its own. Identifica- 
tion with his style will be an important sales factor. MOR, AM and FM lists. 

MARLENA SHAW (Blue Note BN-XW 790-Y) 
It's Better Than Walking Out (4:20) (Island - BMI) (L. Garrett, R. Taylor) 

Marlene Shaw has come up with an excellent pop and r&b tune. The fast, danceable 
rhythms will make this a disco favorite. Nicely charted horns, along with Marlena's im- 
pressive voice, give this song a classy feeling. The production, by Tony Silvester and 
Bert deCoteaux, is slick and catchy. 
BOBBY VINTON (ABC 12178) 
Moonlight Serenade (3:22) (Robbins-ASCAP) (M. Parish, G. Miller) 

This is a lively pop tune, with a bouncy arrangement. Vinton's voice is expressive; 
this song should be an MOR favorite. A nice melody provides a good hook; backup 
singers provide some extra emphasis. Vinton's reputation will get this into all pop 
markets. Flip: Why Can't I Get Over You (2:08). 
KENNY ROGERS (UA-XW 798-Y) 
Home -Made Love (2:26) (Unart- BMI) (R. Mainegra) 

Kenny Rogers sings this ballad, an homage to love, with the kind of sincerity that 
will land this straight on top of every MOR station in the land. The quality of the pro- 
duction should make this a favorite on FM outlets as well. The country flavor might 
take it on a couple of those lists too. 
BIDDU ORCHESTRA (Epic 8-50212) 
Rainforest (3:22) (Chappel & Co. - ASCAP) (Biddu) 

An excellent funk tune from the Biddu Orchestra. The staccato melody is punctuat- 
ed by guitars and strings. Good to dance to , this should be a disco favor te. A very 
slick instrumental. There's a break in the middle that hits hard, then the bass takes 
over fora good fill. 
SIMON SAID (Atco 45-7047) 
You And Me (Just Like In The Movies) (2:55) (Tomeja - ASCAP) (J. Heider, J. Relin) 

A fine disco cut, with the players in the band working overtime. Unlike many danc- 
ing songs, this one has a good lyric; in fact, a lyric that works as a good hook. 
Supercharged with energy, the song should find an immediate home on every club 
play list, and should get some disco radio action too. 
SAMMY HAGAR (Capitol P-4261) 
Flamingos Fly (3:15) (Warner-Tamerlane/Caledonia Soul - BMI) (V. Morrison) 

This is already getting a lot of FM progressive airplay, and will get a great deal 
more. Hagar adds extra punch to the song; he makes it his own. It's a classic rock 'n' 
roll tune that Sammy Hagar sings with the proper spirit. 
BOXER (Virgin ZS8-9506) (CBS Distrib.) 
All The Time In The World (3:02) (Al mo - ASCAP) (O. Halsall) 

This first single from their"Below The Belt" LP demonstrates that Boxer is a rock 'n' 
roll force to be reckoned with. The melody is more interesting than one that might be 
found in your average rock song, and the singer, Mike Patto, belts out the tune with 
great emotion. Good instrumental work as well assures that this band will make itself 
heard. Look for this single to show up AM and FM. 
BO DIDDLEY (RCA JB 10618) 
Not Fade Away (2:58) (McCartney- BMI) (Petty. Hardin) 

Pulled from the "20th Anniversary Of Rock And Roll" LP, this single is a dynamic 
cover of a great tune by a legendary rocker. The arrangement is high-powered, and 
Diddley pulls off some stylish riffs. This should get heavy AM and FM play. Flip: Drag 
On (3:15). 
MILES DAVIS (Columbia AS 214) 
Maiysha (5:34) (Em -Dee - BMI) (M. Davis) 

This cut is taken from Miles Davis' recent "Agharta" LP. The excerpt is complex - 
musically, there's a lot going on. The first section is kind of frenetic, with a lot of syn- 
thesizer work. Then the tune segues into a calmer passage that's extremely pleasing 
to the ear. This will definitely get a heavy play on all jazz stations, and FM pro- 
gressives should check it out. Flip: Theme From Jack Johnson (4:04). 
LISA HARTMAN (Kirshner ZS8-4260) (Columbia Distrib.) 
Pickin' Up The Pieces (3:09) (Kirshner BMI/Kirshner - ASCAP) (J. Barry, D. 
Hofheinz) 

This is the first single from the "Lisa Hartman" LP. and it looks like a sure shot. 
Hartman's voice is a strong pop vehicle, and the song is chock full of hooks. Look for 
this to go Top 40 in no time at all. The young singer is expressive; more than that, 
she's a good vocalist, she knows how to phrase. 
DOC SEVERINSON (Epic 8-50220) 
I Wanna Be With You (3:16) (All Write - ASCAP) (D. Severinson, F. Crane) 

Doc Severinson is playing some mean trumpet here. Not the regular big -band fare, 
this is a funk and disco tune. But the classical jazz influence is there, mostly evident in 
the fine orchestrations. Look for this to be big in discos, and it has a good shot at r&b 
play. 
NANCY SINATRA (Private Stock PS 45,075) 
Kinky Love (2:34) (Brown Shoes/Chappell -ASCAP) (D. Ellingson) 

The song is just what it says - it's kind of kinky. On the other hand, it's a good love 
song. Sinatra's reputation ("These Boots Are Made For Walking") should take this on 
to FM lists and MOR too. Extremely mellow, and well produced by Snuff Garrett. Flip: 
She Played Piano And He Beat The Drums (3:09). 
THE BOOTY PEOPLE (Calla CAS 110; 
Spirit Of '76 (3:42) (Sirrom Merchant/Far Out - ASCAP) (J. Phillips, W. Goodloe. M. 
McDowell, R. Palmer, M. Dickerson) 

This is the funk bicentennial tune. It should be a big disco request. Distorted guitars 
play snatches of the national anthem and "Yankee Doodle," but the funky rhythms 
never stop. R&b program directors should check this out. 
DANA VALERY (Phantom JB-10566)

Crossovers - Part 3 
The Record Companies: Established 
Acts, Believers And 'A Feeling' 

by J.B. Carmicle 
LOS ANGELES - Last week's explora- 
tion of retailers and one -stops offered 
the industry better product, listener/ 
buyer attitudes and the disco wave as 
contributing factors to crossover. This 
week. Cash Box examines opinions of 
key record people at major companies 
that have been affected by crossover. 
The validity of the term crossover is the 
object of this four-part series which next 
week features artist's thoughts on their 
own music which has crossed over. That 
viewpoint, along with radio stations (CB 
April 10) and retailers (CB April 17) plus 
the record companies will give an in- 
depth look at crossover, both as a re- 
alistic and theoretical term. 

Artist To Buyer 
Record companies were anxious to 

talk to Cash Box about crossover, since 
sales is of prime concern in their part of 
the "artist to buyer" cycle. The record 
promotion people consulted gave estab- 
lished acts, personal feelings, and belief 
in product as reasons of why crossover 
occurs. 

The consensus seems that crossover 
is not an outdated term! Miller London of 
Motown clearly expressed this view tell- 
ing CB, "crossover is not an outdated 
term ... this industry will not let it be out- 
dated." Making the point that some pop 
stations are still waiting on a record like 
Diana Ross' "Love Hangover" even 
though Ross has had number one hits on 
their charts before, London said, "When 
you start to pick up majors like the RKO 
chain, WABC and WLS on a record the 
rest will follow . .. but you need those 
majors. All it takes is one or two believ- 
ers and you get a crossover record. Our 
product is stifled sometimes because it's 
not being picked up by the pop radio sta- 
tions and in return, by their audiences." 

Sales Increase 
London says crossover affects sales 

tremendously at Motown "... because 
we deal with a lot of r&b product our 
sales increase. naturally, when a record 
crosses over. We can sell 700,000 pieces 
on r&b ... The Marvin Gaye album, 
"Let's Get It On" was a huge success for 
us. We sold a million units as an r&b rec- 
ord ... then 3.000.000 after pop pickup." 

Atlantic's George Furness said that a 
reason crossover doesn't occur quickly, 
is because program directors at white 

oriented stations say, "Why am I running 
with a black record if black stations in the 
area aren't on it?" He made the point that 
black stations sometimes force product 
on white stations. The stations hesitate 
to play a new black group perhaps, but 
may run with record once hit status oc- 
curs on the black outlet or retail sales 
happen in the market. 

Disco Influence 
Furness also said crossover does not 

occur as much on the west coast as the 
east coast. He gave discos as the reason. 
"Disco isn't as popular here as back 
east," Furness noted. "the Trammps sold 
60,000 pieces in New York alone ... the 
Baby Face LP sold over 100,000 pieces 
in that market and neither one had that 
healthy a sales figure here." Both pieces 
of product were heavy disco material. 

"Then you've got stations like CKLW, 
Detroit, where you can sell 30-40.000 
singles on airplay from that station alone. 
CKLW has started more black crossover 
records than any other station ... it's a 
powerful station in a very important 
market." 

People Crossover 
"Records do not crossover, people 

do." said Vince Cosgrave of MCA 
Records. "If something is good musically 
... it can be any record ... if it's tasty and 
has mass appeal ... it'll go." Cosgrave 
told CB that crossover is a way of life at 
MCA. "We have adult contemporary peo- 
ple, we have progressive people, we 
have country people ... but we're out to 
see that everything crosses if possible." 

Cosgrave cited artists like Tanya 
Tucker who started primarily as a pure 
country artist. "'Lizzie And The Rain - 
man' was aimed as a pop record ... it did 
not go pop, but became a major country 
hit. But I heard MET playing "Field Of 
Stone" by Tanya first ... and that record 
garnered massive progressive accept- 
ance right away." 

Established Artists 
Cash Box then talked to Otis Smith at 

ABC Records. Establishing an artist and 
an act was the key word from Smith. "Let 
me tell you something about the future," 
Smith said, "for our business to stay 
healthy. radio stations must look at rec- 
ords from a sales point of view. Categor-

Pricing Low In L.A.: 
'My Fault,' Says Russ Solomon

LOS ANGELES Retail pricing is 
probably one of the most sensitive sub- 
jects in the industry. Recently Cash Box 
examined the escalating price wars in 
New York City (CB 3/10/76). Los 
Angeles is also an interesting area. with 
at least four major retail chains compet- 
ing for consumer dollars. 

Tower Records has three stores in the 
Los Angeles area - one each in 
Westwood, Hollywood. and Anaheim. 
The stores price the product that lists for 
$6.98 in four categories: $3.66. $3.88 
$3.99 and $4.88. We asked Tower presi- 
dent Russ Solomon if he would comment 
about the low pricing in Los Angeles. 

It's My Fault 

"Why not?" Russ Solomon said. "It's 
my fault. Prices generally went down in 
1970 when the Wherehouse and Tower 
chains opened up." 

What about price wars, how do they af- 
fect the industry? Moreover. does Russ 
Solomon see any drastic changes com- 
ing down the road in terms of Los 
Angeles record prices? 

"I don't envision any changes," he 
said. "The thing about a price war is that 
it has an end, it doesn't go on forever. I 

would like to see the price of a record 
stick at $3.99 throughout the country, as 
it is in L.A. right now. It would be great 
for the industry." 

Music Plus is another chain in the Los 
Angeles area that's in the thick of the 
competition. Their advertising in print 
and on radio proclaims "No record over 
four dollars." The chain is currently 
opening three more stores in the area, 
bringing the total number to ten. Music 
Plus sells records for a regular price of 
$3.99, and special sales records (like the 
new Led Zeppelin LP) for $3.69. 

Merchandising Mix 

"We're pretty competitive," said Music 
Plus president Lou Fogelman. "We work 
hard in inventory control. we keep our 
operating costs down, so that we can sell 
records at a low price." 

Still, $3.69 is an awfully low price for a 
record these days. Are there any other 
methods that the chain uses to free 
them, so that they can sell records so 
low? 

"We have a heavy merchandising mix 
that helps," said Fogelman. "We sell t- 
shirts, smoking accessories, and 
magazines. If I sold all my records for 
$3.99, I definitely couldn't stay in busi- 
ness. The secret is in operations. how 
you handle the record." 

Music Plus plans to stay in Los 
Angeles. "It's a big marketplace," 
Fogelman said, "there's a lot of potential. 
After we reach our goal of fifteen stores 
in the Los Angeles area. well, we'll be a 
little more selective and careful about 
choosing new sites, really take our time 
and think about it. Eventually, we'll be up 
to twenty stores in this area." 

Has Fogelman seen price battles re- 
cently? "Well." he reflected. "sale prices 
have gone up and down over the last 
three years, but there's been no real 
change." 

The Wherehouse chain puts $6.98 list 
records on sale at $3.88. When the 
records are sold from the bins they go for 
$4.96. When asked about the pricing 
situation in Los Angeles. a spokesman 
for the chain said. "I have no comment." 
Now, the Wherehouse is involved in a 
special sale of 250 top hit LPs, all selling 
for $3.88. For three weeks in March. 
every record in the store went for that 
low price. 

Constantly Reviewing 

Licorice Pizza is another competitor in 
the Los Angeles market. Ron Geiger. 
head buyer for that chain, talked about 
pricing. 

"It's been a very competitive price 
market," Geiger said. But the levels 
haven't really changed in the last two or 
three years. as far as I can see. We are. 
however, constantly reviewing the pric- 
ing situation, to keep ahead of trends." 

Licorice Pizza, according to Geiger. 
"has sales going on all the time." 
Records on special sale go for $3.77, 
non -sale records are $4.98. 

On the subject of price wars. Licorice 
Pizza recently experienced an interest- 
ing situation when they opened their 
store in west Los Angeles, about a year 
and a half ago. It turned out that the new 
store was directly opposite a small in- 
dependent called Music Odyssey. What 
happened? 

Both have done well. The two stores. 
stuck right next to each other, stimulated 
record interest. Surely, customers had 
different preferences among the two 
outlets. But both, stores prospered. 

"We have a policy." said Ron Geiger. 
"of not getting into price wars; we're in 
business to be profitable." 

Is the low pricing situation in Los 
Angeles a healthy situation? "Well," Ron 
Geiger said. "it's gotta be. We grew out 
of it." 

Another retailer in the Los Angeles 
area talked about pricing. but preferred 
to go unnamed. He did not think the 
situation in Los Angeles was healthy. 

"For awhile." he said. "prices were on 
the upswing. Then lower prices came in 
with some of the rapidly expanding 
chains. These people are doing a lot of 
business now, but sooner or later it's go- 
ing to catch up to them. They're going to 
have to raise their prices. Low prices 
generate cash for expansion, but when 
the total stores have reached the goal. 
those people are going to have to look at 
their profit margin." 

On the other hand, another retailer 
doubted that the cash flow generated 
from low pricing was enough to fill the 
monetary needs of expansion. You just 
needed a lot more money to open up a 
store. More money than you'd make by 
selling records at the cheapest price. 

L.A Is Calm 

No retailer who offered his opinion 
seemed unduly concerned about low 
pricing in Los Angeles. The potential for 
price wars in Los Angeles is far less than 
that of New York City, if only because of 
California's stricter fair trade laws. 
However, the retailers were unanimous 
in their decisions to keep an extremely 
close eye on the situation. With radical 
expansion shifts going on in L.A.'s chain 
retailers; well. anything could happen. 

What further adds to the situation in 
Los Angeles, and what contributes to the 
pricing in New York, is the heavy con- 
centration of media in those two cities. 
When a chain runs a print ad in Los 
Angeles, it has, perhaps, a more wide - 
reaching effect than a print ad in a small 
town, not so much in the effect on the 
consumer himself, but because the ad- 
vertising is visible to everyone - includ- 
ing the other retailers in that market. And 
with television being used more and 
more in retail record merchandising, the 
potential for an even more competitive 
market is just that much higher. For now. 
everything is calm. 

Retail Run-Ons 
LOS ANGELES - Congratulations are in order for Herb Heldt, branch manager of 
Phonodisc. Inc. in Atlanta. In a surprise ceremony during the recent NARM conven- 
tion in Miami. Harry Losk. national sales manager of Phonogram. Inc./Mercury pre- 
sented the Atlanta manager with the first Phonogram/Mercury branch manager of the 
year award. 

The award. which Losk pointed out would be an annual event during the NARM 
convention. was decided by a committee which included Losk. Jules Abramson. 
senior vice-president of marketing for Phonogram/Mercury. and the company's re- 
gional marketing staff. 

Each of the eleven Phonodisc branches was judged on the basis of overall sales 
performance in singles. LPs, and tapes in all musical categories. Professional conduct 
also entered the judging picture: relationship with accounts. creativity of merchandis- 
ing ideas and cooperation with Phonogram/Mercury were all considered. 

At the ceremony. Losk stated. "This award is a symbol of the spirit of cooperation 
between Phonogram/Mercury and the whole Phonodisc operation. as well as re- 
cognizing outstanding individual achievement by a branch." 

Free Barry Lyndon 
Classical music lovers are in luck! Warner Brothers has released a new promotional 

sheet music edition of the "Sarabande" from Stanley Kubrick's movie "Barry Lyn- 
don." which normally wouldn't create much excitement, except for the fact that the 
edition of the George Frederick Handel piece is to be given away free in record and 
music outlets nationwide. 

This should satisfy retailers who have been dealing with requests for the music 
since the movie came out. The "Edition Warners" includes, as well as the authentic 
version. two original variations designed for amateur piano players and other 
classical music lovers whose interest extends to some keyboard proficiency. Since

excerpts from other classical pieces were used by Kubrick for his film. the Edition 
Warners contains a complete discography of the original recording on the Columbia, 
Deutsche Grammophon. Everest. Vox. London and Seraphim labels. Mozart, Vivaldi. 
Schubert and Frederick the Great are all represented. 

Peaches In Cleveland 
The day to remember is April 23. That's when the Peaches chain hits the Cleveland 

market. Peaches will bring its own special brand of Hollywood glamor to the opening 
festivities. Of course, there will be a plane flying all over the city. advertising the retail 
event. Klieg lights will be in full force that night. when the Michael Stanley Band com- 
es to visit the store and leave its collective footprints. On the classical side. Cleveland 
Symphony director Lorin Maazel will leave his mark at the Peaches store that day. 

Wet Willie Blitz 
Capricorn Records has elicited the help of Los Angeles retailers in the promotion 

of Wet Willie's April 19 Roxy gig. Last weekend. a man strolled up and down in front of 
Tower Records, dressed in a flamboyant signboard that advertised the show. All 
Tower and Licorice Pizza employees will be wearing the Wet Willie t-shirts for a cou- 
ple of days before the Roxy date. 

Not just in Los Angeles, the word on Wet Willie is spreading to the northeast. The 
Music Street stores in Seattle ran a "Wet T-Shirt" contest recently. The winner re- 
ceived the entire Capricorn catalog. which adds up to a hefty sum of fifty-four LPs. We 
promise a picture of that winner in the very near future. 

MCA Distributes State 
MCA Records has embarked upon a promotional campaign to launch the distribu- 

tion of State Records in the United States. The program inclues t-shirts. posters, and 
promotional license plate stickers fashioned after the state logo. Radio spots are be- 
ing created that will treat each individual artist. Additional combination spots will ex- 
pose the entire State catalog. 

MCA has organized a series of special launch parties. centered around the theme 
"A Passport To State." The first of three parties will take place in Los Angeles on April 
21, with industry press and radio people invited. West coast MCA personnel will be 
flown in for the party that will include various multi -media presentations about State 
and its artists: The Rubettes. Mac and Katie Kissoon, Casino. and Federation. 

The next day that party moves on to Atlanta where MCA promotion and sales 
personnel from the mid -west and southeast will attend the presentation. From there. 
the launch goes to New York. One thread running through all presentations will be 
the presence of State Records' principles Wayne Bickerton and Tony Waddington. 
who were named songwriters of the year - 1975, by Music Week. 

The initial State release will be April 19, with three albums and four singles. The 
albums are "Rubettes." "The Two Of Us" by Mac and Katie Kissoon. "Casino." and 
singles by these artists, plus one recorded by Federation.

"The Sun's Comin' Up" - Texas -born Nat Stuckey begin his music career on the 
other side of the turntable. 

After completing a two-year program in radio and television and earning an A.A. an 
Arlington State College, Nat went to work for a radio station in Atlanta, Texas. Army 
duty sent him to New York and Korea, still working in radio and television. After a two- 
year return to the Atlanta station, Nat moved to KWKH in Shreveport, Louisiana 
where he joined the cast of the enormously popular and long -running "Louisiana 
Hayride" program. He composed a number of songs made popular by others, includ- 
ing Jim Ed Brown's "Pop A Top," and Buck Owens' "Waiting In Your Welfare Line," 
and began to cut some records for a Shreveport -based label. 

Nat's second release, a novelty original called "Sweet Thang," became a country 
hit in 1966, and something of a standard. Two years and six charted singles later, he 
hit big again with "Plastic Saddle," another humorous original. Since then, he has 
been almost continuously on the record charts. 

Nat signed with MCA Records in Jan. 1976. For his first MCA album, "Indepen- 
dence." Nat selected a cross section of tunes. including the Eagles' "Lyin' Eyes." 
Conway Twitty's "Linda On My Mind" and Nat's own "Sun Comin' Up," which showed 
a variety of stylings that broke away from the "classic country" sound associated with 
Stuckey. The single. "Sun Comin' Up," which was pulled from the album, is on the 
Cash Box country chart this week at #9 with a bullet. 

Nat's recordings for MCA are directed by David Barnes of Twitty Bird Productions 
with United Talent handling exclusive booking.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC - 
While Bad Company achieved unusual 
success with their first single and album 
two years ago, they could hardly be 
called an "instant success." Years of ex- 
perience are invisibly present in each 
note played or sung by Paul Rodgers on 
vocals, Mick Ralphs on guitar, Simon 
Kirke at the drums and Boz Burrell on 
bass. Therefore it's no wonder that Bad 
Company consistently makes albums like 
"Run With Pack," number nine Cash Box 
LP this week after four weeks at three. 
This evening a sellout audience was 
taken through a steadily intensifying 
series of crowd-pleasers from all three 
albums. While Bad Co.'s main strength 
lies in the ability to convey ideas and 
emotions with the simplest rhythmic, tex- 
tural and harmonic elements, there is in- 
ternal variation in their already huge re- 
pertoire.

Robert Palme 
ROXY, L.A. - Looking not unlike a 
model from the pages of Esquire 
magazine, Robert Palmer strolled on 
stage and treated an SRO crowd at the 
Roxy to a stunning presentation of his 
personal brand of "blue-eyed soul." 
Through the course of the evening, 
Palmer rendered impeccable versions of 
a goodly portion of the material which 
constitutes his two Island recordings, 
"Sneakin' Sally Through The Alley" and 
more recently, "Pressure Drop." 
Palmer's coarse but controlled vocal 
technique, well-grounded in the Paul 
Rodgers school of rock vocal interpreta- 
tion, lent a beefy tangibility to such r&b 
works as Allen Toussaint's "River Boat" 
and, of course, "Sneakin' Sally Thru The 
Alley." 

The overall professionalism of the 
performance was visually conveyed to 
the appreciative audience through 
Palmer's chic mode of dress - clean and 
tasteful. His equally professional back- 
up unit consists of: Freddy Wall on 
guitar; Norbet Slowly on bass; Leo Ada- 
mian on drums; Jody Linscott on 
percussion; Kinny Landrum on piano and 
keyboards and James Allen Smith on 
clavinet, organ and ARP synthesizer. 

Company makes dramatic use of 
dynamic shifts, starting with flowing, 
softly sung passages breaking into 
heavy, riff -oriented choruses, as in "Feel 
Like Makin' Love." "Bad Company" (one 
of three encores), and the always effec- 
tive "Good Lovin' Gone Bad." This is not 
to say that dynamics were perfect. 
Although one can sympathize with the 
problem of getting sound to the removed 
bleacher seats of a large arena, the 
volume of Bad Company, and Kansas as 
well, was nothing short of criminally in- 
sane.

"Child Of In- 
nocence" and J.J. Cale's "Bringin' It 
Back" displayed moments of hard rock 
boogie coupled with Kerry Livgren's hot 
guitar riffings.

LONG BEACH ARENA. CA. - I never 
met Hank Williams. but I've always 
wished that I had. I know that many 
others have been as affected by him as I 

have, and in many of today's country per- 
formers I can sense the same feeling that 
was present in Williams' songs. Country 
and blues have always been the opposite 
sides of the same coin -the music of the 
have-nots of both races in the south. 
Williams was one of the first country 
singers to incorporate the blues into his 
music and exert an influence which en- 
dures to this day. One performer who 
certainly felt Hank's influence is Charley 
Pride. The RCA recording artist has 
achieved his greatest success with 
ballads like "Crystal Chandeliers" and 
"Does My Ring Hurt Your Finger." as 
well as more upbeat numbers such as 
"Kiss An Angel Good Morning," but he 
has an indisguisably bluesy quality that 
contributes greatly to his appeal. Backed 
by his excellent band, The Pridesmen, 
Pride puts on one of the most pro- 
fessional and polished shows in country 
music today. Pride has one of the most 
richly melodic voices in country. coupled 
with a riveting stage presence that keeps 
his audiences constantly entranced. 

RCA recording artist Gary Stewart 
possesses much the same lean, lanky, 
lonesome charisma that Williams had. 
Whether his songs are old (Williams' 
"Honky Tonkin'," "If You've Got The 
Money, I've Got The Time") or new 
("Drinkin' Thing," "Out Of Hand"), they 
are almost entirely about drinking and 
women. the two most important 
diversions in a country boy's life. Stewart 
is one of the brightest new stars on the 
country scene. and has the talent and 
presence that makes a superstar. His 
back -to -the -roots approach is more time- 
ly now than ever. 

Opening the show and singing back- 
ground for Charley Pride were RCA re- 
cording group Dave and Sugar. who pro- 
vided pleasant harmonies and melodic 
charm.

Earlier, Lacey had commented on the 

"everybody's doing it" stance of defense 
counsel: "I refuse to accept the thesis 
that everyone does what was portrayed 
in this trial.

Tarnopol and Garris were technically 
sentenced on 22 additional counts of 
mail fraud to serve two and three years 
respectively on each count. concurrent 
with their sentences on the main con- 
spiracy count. Shep and Wiegan re- 
cieved the same penalty for 23 mail fraud 
counts each. 

The defendants are charged with de- 
frauding the United States government, 
as well as writers, artists and publishers 
affiliated with the Brunswick label. The 
third object of the conspiracy was the 
defrauding of radio stations of the loyal 
services of their employees, through 
cash payments to disk jockeys and pro- 
grammers. Total payola revealed in 
testimony amounted to less than $3,500, 
or less than 10% of the total cash 
generated by off -the -books sales. 

The four defendants remained out on 
bail. Their counsel requested a stay in 
sentences pending their filing appeals 
with the Federal Circuit Court, 
Philadelphia.

A Feeling 
Steve Wax of Elektra/Asylum also 

shed some light on crossover. "I definite- 
ly feel there is crossover," Wax pointed 
out. He admitted country crossover hap- 
pens by a feeling, explaining that E/A 
doesn't service every station with a 

.country single just hoping it will cross. "I 

believe that Eddie Rabbitt's next single 
will crossover ... but I don't service a re- 
cord to all outlets unless I do have that 
feel. Formatted stations want to see what 
the orientation of artists are before they 
go on a record. Because of tight playlists 
they want to prove something ... they 
check sales ... if it's selling ... they pick 
it up on airplay from rettail sales. The 
function of a top 40 station is to play the 
hits, no matter who the artist, or what 
their past record." In that.way. what Wax 
said about feeling is very true. He has a 

feeling on a record that causes him to 
service all or only some stations and like- 
wise. pds and mds have the same feeling 
about playing records on their stations 
no matter who the artist as long as the 
sound fits the format and/or sales are 
showing up in the market.

Electra Releases `Eliminator IV' 
Exciting Drag -Racing Video Game 
CHICAGO - Stan Jarocki. sales vice 
president of Electra Games, manufac- 
turers of electronic video upright games 
and cocktail tables, announced the re- 
lease of "Eliminator IV," the company's 
new drag -racing video game. 

The game can be played by one, two. 
three or four players and it features four 
drag -type racing cars on a fast moving 
track competing against each other as 
well as against the clock, which times 
each speeding car in digital micro- 
seconds. The "dragster" configuration of 
the cars is unmistakable and remarkably 
lifelike, as Jarocki indicated, and the play 
of the game is realistic enough to satisfy 
the most technical -minded drag -racing 
fan. 

To further illustrate the numerous 
challenging aspects of play. Jarocki 
pointed out that there are normally four 
"heats" (operator's option) and miles - 
per -hour is cumulative, with the eventual 
winner being determined by the highest 
score. Each car is controlled by an in- 
dividual player utilizing characteristic 
"H" pattern gear shifting. As a car ap- 
proaches a "shift point," designated by a 
mark on the track, the player waits until 
the last possible instant to shift. If he 
shifts too soon his car will go into 
"wheelies" and the dragster's front 
wheels jerk skyward causing the car to 
slow abruptly, losing valuable time. If he 
shifts too late the engine "blows" and he 
also loses time. 

There are three shift points on each 
run. As the scores are registered digital- 
ly on the screen opposite each individual 
track the players try to monitor their op- 
ponents' scores to determine how ag- 
gressively to drive. At the completion of 
each heat the "Start" button is pushed 
and all cars again move to the starting 
line. The "Christmas Tree" begins the 
countdown. Each driver pushes his "Go" 
button to get the fastest possible get- 
away and the next heat is on. The best 
score at the end of the four heats wins 
the game. 

The game also features realistic sound 
effects - acceleration, tire squeals. 
engine explosions and "end of run" 
cheers. It is adjustable for the number of 
heats and has a speed selection switch to 
accommodate players of all ranges of 
skill. It utilizes a 23" Motorola monitor.

Both games operate on an electronic 
optical system with special projection movie slides. Both feature digital display and 
high output speakers. 

In 'Wild Gunman,' the player fights quick -shooting duels with wild west gunmen 
who appear on the screen in succession. When the gunman's eyes flash, the player 
draws his gun and shoots at him. If the player's draw is quicker, the gunman falls and 
the next 'bad guy' appears.

Standard pro- 
jection distance is 85", the screen size is 47.2 x 47.2", width is 51.1", height is 70.1", 
and depth is 104.7". Both games employ a drop coin chute which rejects slugs and 
bad coins. Total net weight including the body, screen frame and screen cover is 191 
kg.

Midway Bounces Back After Tornado; 
Plant Is Almost At Full Capacity 

CHICAGO -On Friday afternoon, March 12, as previously reported in Cash Box, the 
Midway Manufacturing Company factory in suburban Franklin Park. Ill. was very ex- 
tensively damaged by a tornado which struck the area, destroying property and caus- 
ing injury to several individuals, many of whom were Midway employees. 

According to community newspaper reports the Midway plant was among the first 
in the tornado's path and total damage was estimated at over $1 million dollars. One 
employee suffered fatal injuries and several others were hospitalized for treatment, 
among them director of sales Larry Berke who was hurt while assisting the injured. 

Within a week after the terrible tragedy, however. Midway managed to resume pro- 
duction to some extent and by March 22 all departments, although not functioning at 
full capacity, were back in operation. A building was rented in the immediate vicinity 
of the plant to house the electronics department where printed circuit logic cards are 
stuffed and processed. This was the most severely damaged area of the factory. 

At the present time repairs are in progress on a 300 ft. section of the solid brick wall 
and roof which had collapsed from the tornado. Fortunately enough, there was no 
damage at all to the firm's main offices. 

As of press time last week. Midway was concentrating on production and shipment 
of current products "Gun Fight," "Sea Wolf" and the "Gun Fight" cocktail table and 
daily capacity was reported at near normal.

Japanese Sales 
Spell Recovery 
TOKYO - According to a survey con- 
ducted by the Cash Box office here, the 
output of Japanese disk in February has 
shown a remarkable increase in com- 
parison with the same month of the pre- 
vious February (1975). This phenome- 
non reflects the recovery of economic 
conditions from the recession which has 
stunned Japan over the last two years. 

The total output of disk this February 
was 18,544,000 units - 45% more than 
the previous month, January, 1976. 

In monetary terms, these figures 
represent an increase of 43% over the 
previous February. 

Breaking down the music sales, 
Japanese (domestic) music accounted 
for 11,442,000 copies while western mu- 
sic sold 5,102,000 records.

Industry Speaks Out 

Tax System, Tariff Structure 
Would Up Canadian Content 

by David Farrell 
TORONTO -A report issued by the On- 
tario Ministry of Industry and Tourism in- 
dicates that a number of members of the 
Canadian music industry are in favor of 
establishing a tax system and a tariff 
structure which would substantially in- 
crease the Canadian content on records 
released in this country by 1990. 

Among the report's findings, based on 
information drawn from the recording in- 
dustry community here, are the following 
objectives: 

Elimination of Ontario provincial 
sales tax of seven percent on master 
tape recordings. (Recording is currently 
considered by the province of Ontario as 
a service. There is no sales tax on the 
production of master tapes used for 
record -manufacturing in the province of 
Quebec and New York state.) This in- 
creases relative cost to Ontario produc- 
ers. 

Acceleration of amortization of the 
total investment in the production of 
master tapes and of singles or LPs. There 
is a suggestion that the same amortiza- 
tion formula as is applicable to Canadian 
film production should be applied to the 
production of records. In this way, 100 
percent of any investment in production 
could be written off in the first year.

dent of Broadcast Music Inc. (BMI), are 
shown during a recent New York con- 
ference which led. in part, to the signing 
of a reciprocal agreement, providing 
mutual access to national music re- 
pertoires represented by ZAIKS and 
BMI. 

By the agreement. ZAIKS will pay for 
performances of works in the BMI 
catalog, receiving in turn royalties for 
public performance of Polish music 
published by BMI-affiliated publishers. 
The agreement is retroactive to January 
1, 1976. and is similar to those into which 
BMI has entered with 34 performing 
rights societies around the world. 

The BMI-ZAIKS agreement follows 
lengthy negotiation, during which ZAIKS 
officials, including its president, general 
manager Witold Kolodziejski. and 
Wlodzimierz Lalak. head of the foreign 
department, visited BMI headquarters in 
New York early this year. At the time. 
conferences were held with Cramer and 
Dr. Helmut Guttenberg, vice president, 
foreign performing rights administration, 
BMI. 

Famous, Sound Tracs 
Enter Joint Venture 
NEW YORK - Famous Music 
Publishing, a division of Gulf & Western 
Industries, Inc., has formed a group of 
publishing firms as a joint venture with 
Sound Tracs Ltd.'s affiliated publishing 
companies of Kingston, Jamaica. Prin- 
cipals are Sid Herman of Famous and Pat 
Cooper, Geoffrey Chung and Keith An- 
derson of Sound Tracs Ltd. 

In this third point there was dis- 
agreement between two sectors of the 
industry. A number of independent 
manufacturers desire a more realistic 
and comprehensive customs evaluation 
to all foreign produced masters of sound 
recordings. For example, those used for 
the manufacturing of records and pre- 
recorded tapes in Canada pay only the 
duty value of virgin tape and not the cost 
of creative production. The virgin tape 
might cost $5.00 and the creative pro- 
duction cost might be as high as 
$100,000. Others within the industry 
favor the retention of the status quo, on 
the basis that upward revision of the duty 
structure would imperil Canadian press- 
ings based on imported master tapes. 

Ross Reynolds, the president of GRT 
of Canada, revealed in the report that 
46.6 million records produced and sold 
in Canada in 1974 emanated from 5,000 
different masters and of that 5,000 ap- 
proximately 400 had Canadian content 
amounting to only eight percent of all 
new released records. The remaining 92 
percent of the records were produced 
from foreign master sound tapes. 

A number of other proposals con- 
tained in the report include: 

Achieve more favorable tax treat- 
ment as well as initiate direct involve- 
ment via a vehicle similar to the 
Canadian Film Development Corpora- 
tion. The mandate of such a proposed 
corporation, which could be contrary to 
the General Agreement on Trade Tariffs, 
is still undermined but could be based on 
experience with the CFDC and other 
similar bodies. 

Suggestions tabled by the industry: 
Grants and loans should be restrict- 

ed to Canadian owned record and pro- 
duction companies. under the condition 
that individual company retain all 
creative properties, such as lyrics, music 
and others. 

Grants and loans should be available 
in advance only to companies featuring 
artists who are Canadian or have resided 
in Canada for at least one year. 

Financing participation by govern- 
ment and industry at different stages of 
creative production (lyrics, music, artist, 
recording, and record pressing, design 
of jacket) could be examined on an in- 
dividual basis. 

Ensure that educational institutions 
in Canada provide training to students in 
all aspects of the music industry with 
particular regard to managers, pro- 
ducers, artists, composers, lyricists, 
specialized lawyers, booking agents, 
promotion and public relations experts. 
(At present there is only one educationál 
institution in the country that offers a 
course in record production.) 

Federal and provincial governments 
terminate counterfeit and bootleg tape 
duplicating operations, which import and 
illegally manufacture copies of pre- 
recorded commercial releases. 

Revise the statistical base for the in- 
dustry to provide data more meaningful 
for industry use. 

The report is one of 14 prepared by 
the Ministry of Industry and Tourism on 
the major industrial sectors of the prov- 
ince and is a result of meetings and talks 
between ministry officials and represen- 
tatives of the record industry. Claude 
Bennett, the minister of Industry and 
Tourism in Ontario, is expected to meet 
with industry representatives for further 
discussions.
