Back in the days when Jerry was home on Saturdays,

we used to cook chit’luns together. And I can remem-
ber how Bill Woodruff, when the wind was right, would
smell ’em cookin’ and would come over and join us.

(If ole Bill ever got that smoke in his nose, here he’d

come.) And we’d tell stories and fellowship while

the chit’luns cooked.
Jerry’s not home as much anymore, but we still get

together—sometimes for chit'luns, sometimes for

coon—and we still make a lot of trips together. I used
to travel with Jerry before he got famous, and I

remember us stopping somewhere on the road for hot

dogs—or cold cuts at some country store. We’re
eatin’-and ridin’-a little better now, but aside from

that Jerry hasn't changed a bit. Every now and then,

we still get a cravin' for things like pickled pigs feet,

moon pies and RC Colas. And that big car Jerry rides

in now will stop in front of a country store just as good
as that ole Buick he used to have.

Since Jerry’s success as an entertainer, I have
ridden with him to some interesting places and have
met some mighty fine people— like the DJ’s who play

his albums, the Nashville entertainers who love him
like a brother, and his fans. He has treed that coon
everywhere from Boston-in-the-Round to the Rattle-

snake Roundup in Sweetwater, Texas, and I've been
with him to the National Coon Hunt at Jackson,
Tennessee—where 36 states were represented, and

over a thousand dogs. A treeing walker won the

championship the year we were there. (That was
where some fellow gave us a steak it took a hour

and a half to eat.)

I don’t use many big words, but it's kinda like I

told somebody during the big Jerry Clower Day down
in Jackson, Mississippi on Nov. 15, 1975—“Jerry
Clower is a living definition of the word friend.’’

This edition of CASH BOX, the Anniversary Edition, marks the beginning of our Radio Sec-

tion that will be featured in this special book yearly. Along with listings of the Top 5 music
radio stations in each major market in the country* we present this year an explanation of

the FM ANALYSIS. The ANALYSIS has become a valuable tool to radio station music
directors, program directors, record company promotion staffs, as well as many others

related to the music industry in one way or another.

We feel the explanation is a definitive interpretation of how we measure and compile an

analysis of those radio stations that program “progressive" music. Whether the term used
is “progressive," “free-form," or "album oriented rock," the ANALYSIS stations have met
our requirements as far as programming, ratings, and reporting are concerned and we
look forward to working with these and more stations in the future growth of the FM ANAL-

j.b. carmicle

FM ANALYSIS
CASH BOX magazine developed the FM
ANALYSIS in late December, 1975 to ac-

curately measure action on progressive

music as programmed by U.S. radio sta-

tions. Although no one has ever clearly

defined what “progressive" music really is,

the influence of what has been termed
“album oriented rock" has been out-

standing, both saleswise and airplay wise.

In order to fairly measure that album in-

fluence, we decided that a cross-section of

“progressive” stations in the United States

would be used weekly. The rotation of

reporting stations was an important factor,

but what information was required of those
stations was just as important.

Largest Markets

In compiling the list of major stations

(stations to be used every week), CASH
BOX checked the largest markets in the

country first. The New Yorks, the Los

Angeles’, the Chicagos, etc. were “musts”

in our rotation. Why? These markets play

music that is heard by hundreds of thou-

sands of listeners daily. These listeners buy

album product based on basically what

they hear on those stations, or by word of

mouth or in-store play. But sales are

derivative primarily from radio airplay. It

was imperative to gauge sales and airplay

in the biggest markets to get an accurate
feedback of heavily populated areas. Rec-
ord companies look to the largest markets
first. Artists, in most instances, also look to

the largest markets first. And the trend has
generally been the same for trade mag-
azines.

Number Of Stations

We felt that a market like New York could

not be measured simply by one or two sta-

tions, but a number of stations spread
equally over that diverse area. That’s why
there are four New York City stations

represented each week in the ANALYSIS.
That’s why Los Angeles is represented by
three stations each week. And so on, down
the line. Pinpointing on a map the top 14

cities, according to population, was our
next move. Some cities required four sta-

tions, some only one. But valuable research
went into the selection of each station in

each market. Ratings, of course were a

main factor. But just as important was the

concept of two or more competing stations

in the same market. We then received the

respective station reports that represented
the individual thoughts of music and
program directors for their respective sta-

tions.

Then, in order to further guarantee a

more detailed cross section plus an at-

tempt to prohibit hype by anyone, for any

reason, we developed a list of secondary

stations that would be rotated on a four

week basis. In other words, if there were 35

stations used every week, another 10 to 20

stations per week would give us a more
detailed account of measuring the coun-

try’s pulse on album airplay. Using a com-
promise of 1 5 stations each week, plus the

main stations, that gave us 50 FM pro-

gressive outlets per week. And we felt that

was enough to account for an estimated in-

dex of all progressive stations in the coun-

try. In the same way that the television

Nielsen ratings use, at last report, 1100

homes each week to measure popularity of

TV shows, we felt the same type of

measurement could be made using radio

stations.

So 15 stations were rotated on a four

week basis to supplement the major
market stations.

Information

The information required of these sta-

tions was very important. We asked for

three separate pieces of info each time we
talked to the stations. They are: 1) album
adds to airplay list, 2) requests, and 3)

predictions.

Album additions were pretty much a
standard request. It gave us an idea each
week of what music and program directors

have faith in. A commitment is definitely

made when an album is added to a station’s

playlist. We did not put a limit on the num-
ber of adds for each station either. We felt

that to be an outdated and unfair method. If

we restricted a station to 5 adds, and
Capitol Records, for instance, had just

shipped a new artist that would be sixth on
the list of the station’s add report, it would
not be listed. In the same respect, we ex-
pected stations to add only a reasonable
amount of album product, and they do
naturally anyway for fear of playing too
much product and losing any identifiable

sound of consistency of artists on the air.

Phone Requests

Requests were very, very important. The
first question was do you keep phone re-

quest tallies? Most pds or mds answered
yes and provided us with their request

totals on their weekly reports. We asked
pds and mds who don't keep tallies to es-

timate request action, and that’s a fair favor

to ask because generally these people are

both on the air and dealing with other jocks

who are on the air and have a feel at the end
of a day or week who the hottest artist is.

But we didn't want a request report to

reflect request action on an entire LP
unless the reporter felt that most cuts or all

cuts on the album were receiving phone
response. We tried to concentrate on
specific cut requests for two reasons. One,
it gives broadcasters and programmers a

chance to see, market by market, what the

hottest action cuts are. Two, it gives record

companies that same feedback, market by

market, as to what’s happening with their

product, and what cuts the audiences are

asking the radio stations to spotlight.

Precedent

Predictions are something CASH BOX
set a precedent with. The trades had gone
as far as asking album adds, requests, and
sales. But it was time to really talk a little

longer and deeper to the individual pds and
mds. Why? These people are music fore-

casters by design. It's their business. It's

their life. And they live and breathe their

market every day they are in the station and
on or off the air. No one was giving them a
chance to go a little further to say what they
thought would work as a single out of an
album or an album as a whole. And they
loved it. Initial reaction was unbelievable.
Someone was finally asking these people
what their thoughts were, rather than just

asking them to quote a series of adds, or re-

quest tally totals. We asked them to predict

a single from an album. It required them to

"go out on a limb" but they were glad to do
it. Why? Because their past experience on
the air with music could guide them to

predicting what would work in the future.

Every radio announcer, who's had a few
years air experience, has his own thoughts

about what will work. If he played Peter

Frampton’s last two albums, or last two
singles for that matter, he knew what the

audience reaction was. He knew whether it

was accepted well or just accepted. And af-

ter listening to the new single or album a

couple of times both on the air and screen-

ing it before it got to the playlist, the radio

programmer could usually tell what cuts

will work and what won't. It’s a natural

phenomenon, but so overlooked by the

trades. We remedied that with the pre-

diction category. Again, it gives fellow pro-

grammers around the country a guide to

what's happening in other markets, and
more importantly, it shows the record com-
pany where their product stands. Out of 50
stations in the FM ANALYSIS, if 15 of them
predict one single from one particular

album it is significant feedback. Although
that ammunition may not be taken into total

consideration when record company deci-

sion makers decide a single from a new LP,

it certainly is a factor that should not be
overlooked. And since the inception of the

FM ANALYSIS with the different
categories, especially the prediction cate-

gory, those notations by music pds and
mds has not been overlooked by industry

people. We hear from them every day. They
are on the phone to us to find out who’s
predicting their product. They are on the

phone to find out where and what is being

heavily requested. And the adds are the

first thing that record companies either ask
for or look for when CASH BOX appears on
desks on Monday morning.

Compiled Info

The stations individual information was
compiled and put into a numerical system
that represented the most added, most re-

quested, and most predicted. And this is

the chart that we consider an “advance"
chart. Most albums that appear on the FM
ANALYSIS have not reached the sales
chart yet, but do show a correlated strength
pattern of what will happen when the LP
does reach the sales chart.

We look forward to revamping the FM
reporting stations month by month to

eliminate the stations who lag in their

reports or drop in ratings. In the same
respect, we update the list with stations that

are important that we might have over-
looked in the past. These additional sta-

tions are made aware to us by record com-
pany album promotion people, or the sta-

tions themselves. But regardless, the
research taken to validity the station’s im-
portance as a reporter is painstaking.

Aware
The ANALYSIS works. The industry has

let us know they are very aware of it. They
ask questions. And we know our system is

accurate in reflecting a cross-section of the

FM progressives in the U.S. and we feel that

it shows an estimated pulse of what's hap-

pening on all stations in the U.S. It’s impor-

tant for us and the industry to understand

what makes the ANALYSIS work. The
cooperation by radio stations, coupled with

increased communication lines from
CASH BOX to the record company on their

product is working to everyone's benefit.

And this is the course we intend to pur-

sue in the future, not only with the FM
ANALYSIS, but with other new features that

have appeared in recent months or will be
appearing over the summer.

The communication lines are open, and
CASH BOX is making an effort not only to

assimilate information, but inform all con-

cerned, from the radio programmer to the

record company executive, of product be-

ing played on U.S. progressive radio

stations.

JAPAN: GENERAL RECOVERY japan’s recordmanufacturers

TOKYO — Here is a general summary of the Japanese music scene over the past six

months according to a survey conducted by the Cash Box Tokyo office. The survey deals

with sixteen of the largest record and tape manufacturers affiliated with the Japan Record

Phonograph Record Association. These companies include: Victor Musical Industries Co.,

Ltd., Nippon Columbia Co., Ltd., Toshiba-EMI Co., Ltd., King Record Co., Ltd., Teichiku

Co., Ltd., Polydor Co., Ltd.. Crown Record Co., Ltd., CBS-Sony Co., Ltd., Tokuma Musical

Industries Co.. Ltd., Nippon Phonogram Co.. Ltd., Canyon Record Co., Ltd., Toho Record

Co.. Ltd., Warner-Pioneer Co., Ltd., Record division of Trio Co., Ltd., RVC Co., Ltd. and

Disco Record Co., Ltd.

The recovery of the general economy from the deep recession which Japan had suffered

over the previous two years was moderate, but did bring with it some gain. Gross sales for

the above-listed firms were 87,227,970,000 yen ($290,759,900.00). This sum represents an

18% increase over the previous term (73,905,230,000 yen) and 13.9% more than the same
term of the previous year (76,564,240,000 yen) as well. In light of poor economic cir-

cumstances, these gains were beyond expectation. Aside from this general recovery, an

unprecedented super hit. “Oyoge Tayiyakikun” sold over 4,500,000 copies, contributing a

great deal.

The second half of the term was better than the first. T otal record output for the first three

months (Jan. -Mar.) was 35,944,860,000 yen (50,450,000 units). These figures represent

33% more in value and 32% more in volume than the same term of the previous year. Con-
tinuous improvement is looked for from here on out. However, some executives have poin-

ted out that optimism should be reserved, as the recovery has not yet proved itself a cer-

tainty. For instance, retail sales for the month of May showed some losses once again.

Such unstable phenomenon can also be found in the total sales for the past year. Gross

sales for the fiscal year 1 975 (April 1975 to Mar. 1976) show a 10.6% gain over the previous

year. But this rate was lower than the year prior that survey.

Breaking down total sales, records brought in 71,241,270,000 yen (82%) — 21% more
than the previous term of 58,989,700,000 yen and 13% more than the same term of the

previous year of 62,937,490,000 yen. At the same time, music tape accounted for 15,986,-

700,000 yen (18%)— 7% more than the previous term of 14,915,530,000 yen and 1 7% more
than the same term of the previous year of 13,626,000,000 yen.

Domestic music represented 63% of total sales — 21% more than the previous term and
16% more than the same term of the previous year. Imported music also showed improve-

ment, up 13% over the previous term and 1 1% more than the same term of the previous

year.

By manufacturer, sales were as follows: Victor Musical Industries Co., Ltd. earned 14,-

790,000,000 yen — 23.2% more than the previous term and 11.2% more than the same
term of the previous year; Nippon Columbia Co., Ltd. brought in 9,003,000,000 yen — 1 8%
more than the previous term and 17.9% more than the same term of the previous

year;Toshiba-EMI Co., Ltd. showed 10.372,930,000 yen — 9.5% more than the previous

term and 20.2% more than the same term of the previous year; King Record Co., Ltd.

counted 7,826,350,000 yen — 12.5% more than the previous term and 14.7% more than the

same term of the previous year; Teichiku Co., Ltd. yielded 4,700,000,000 yen — 6.5% more
than the previous term but 6.8% less than the same term of the previous year; Polydor
claimed 9.456,000,000 yen — 15.7% more than the previous term and 16.4% more than the

same term of the previous year; Crown Record’s receipts showed 3,508,290.000 yen —
15.6% more than the previous term and 29.3% more than the same term of the previous

year; Tokuma Musical Industries Co., Ltd. wrapped up 2,707,000,000 yen — 20.5% more
than the previous term and 0.6% more than the same term of the previous year; CBS-Sony
acquired 1 1 ,055.400,000 yen — 16.4% more than the previous term and 4.5% more than

the same term of the previous year; Nippon Phonogram Co., Ltd. collected 3,81 2,000,000
yen — 4.3% more than the previous term and 3.8% more than the same term of the

previous year; Canyon Record Co. realized 3,658,000,000 yen — 134.5% more than the

previous term and 102.7% more than the same term of the previous year. (Canyon enjoyed
the highest rate of sales increase of all companies during this term), Toho Record Co.
reaped 1 ,089,000,000 yen — 28.5% more than the previous term and 1 7.5% more than the

same term of the previous year; Warner Pioneer Co., Ltd. produced 4,700,000,000 yen —
15.2% more than the previous term and 1.9% more than the same term of the previous
year; and finally, Trio Record Co., Ltd. harvested 550,000,000 yen — 22.2% more than the
previous termand 47.5% more than the same term of the previous year.

Besides these major manufacturers, two new labels started up this term: RVC Record
Co. and Disco Record Co., Ltd. RVC (though its sales are included in Victor Musical In-

dustries’ figures) recorded a gross of 4,030,000,000 yen while Disco earned 283,000,000
yen.

From these figures we can safely say that the past six months were very good for the
main labels without exception.

Perhaps the biggest news of the term had to do with two major hits which contributed
greatly to the increased total sales picture. One, as stated before, was "Oyoge
Tayiyakikun" from Canyon Records. The other, "Beautiful Sunday," by Daniel Boon, came
from Disco Record Co., Ltd. and has dominated the top position on the charts for a couple
of months as this report is filed. Both songs gained popularity through television exposure,
proving the value of that medium as a promotional tool in Japan.

ARGENTINA
It has been a year saddled with crisis for the Argentine record industry. In June, 1975, the

government applied strict economic measures (devaluation of the peso, steep increases in

fuel, gas, light and telephone prices) which resulted in the highest inflation figures ever

heard of in this country. In one year the prices of many products and commodities (but not

salaries) increase by about 1,000%. In March of this year the new government applied

measures to stop this inflation which, although expected to give a newstart to the economy

in a few months, have resulted in a strong decrease in sales for the auto, construction and

music industries. Thus, record companies are having to revamp all their strategy, from an

era of inflation but steady sales to a period of plummeting sales but price stability. As may

be easily imagined, commercial, sales, promotion and credit policies are yet in a state of

change.

There has been another major problem tor the last couple of years, in the form of a strike

declared by the musician’s union which has, in theory at least, halted all recordings by local

artists since mid-1975. The musicians originally sought a fee that was deemed
unacceptable to the record companies. Therefore, production was discontinued. The

loophole is that musicians record for independent producers who often turn the same
product over to the labels. The strike has caused the most damage to new artists. In the

past three months there has been some talk about ending the strike, but the current fee

asked by the musicians (about $18 per session) is considered too high by the record

companies which feel that the cost or recording an LP, for instance, with a thirty-piece

orchestra are unbearable. One side-effect of this strike has been the appearance of

several electric keyboard instruments and melotrons in the recording studios, which allow

a single musician to reproduce the effect of a group or even an orchestra at less expense.

On the publishing side, the scene is no better. Since royalties are cashed about one year

after the fact, inflation strongly affects these revenues and has even moved several

pubberies to consider diversifying action in order to strengthen. Editorial Musical Korn, for

instance, is considering the possibility of initiating point-of-purchase sheet music displays

and a set of printed albums with music by The Beatles, the best recordings of Carlos

Garde I and others. Since publishing houses are generally related to record companies or

are owned by well-known pop composers, they also depend on record sales figures for

profit. Many observers consider that the scene will improve, however, in the second part of

the year.

One point of optimism is that records remain basically inexpensive compared with other

products. Singles retail for about 70<t while LPs cost around $3, with cassettes (in some
cases)$4. The buying power of customers has diminished, but any increase in this power
will be reflected in short order, through the sales volume of the industry.

In spite of these many problems, several new recording companies have opened during

the past year. Phono Musical Argentina, directed by Charlie Leory who produced lor RCA;
Vaiven Records, headed by longtime record man Jose Goncales; and Arfon, directed by

Jorge Embron, are among these newer entries. Others, like Cabal (managed by Edmundo
Calcagno) have increased their share of the market although not operating in the pop

singles field while TK, headed by Ricardo Cabrera and Hugo Piombi, appeal to regional

buyers.

From the international point of view, the musician's strike has surely damaged
Argentina's share of other markets. Many artists have been unable to complete scheduled
albums; in other cases, they have decided to establish themselves in other countries —
mostly Mexico and Spain — and record there. However, local waxings are still eagerly

awaited in most Latin American countries and there has been a substantial increase in the

release of local recordings in now-Spanish speaking markets like France, Italy and other

European countries. Japan remains the most powerful buyer of tango and folk music, but

Argentine pop artists still hold little appeal in the Orient.

BRAZIL
During the last twelve months, the Brazilian phonographic market experienced a dramatic

development aside from the international oil and petrochemical crisis which produced the

shortening and high cost of the raw material (polyvinyl). The country suffered an

accentuated increase on its inflation which contrasted with almost ten years of controlled

economic problems. But, as always during crisis periods of inflation, the population

continues to find money for entertainment and leisure. The record is one of the less

expensive forms available to the middle class for entertainment.

The Brazilian market is essentially LP-oriented; albums dominate all sales. In the big

cities (Rio de Janeiro, Sao Paulo, Porto Alegre, Belo Horizonte, Recife and Salvador)

international music sees substantial sales and the multi-national companies, through

strong promotion, make hits. But in the north and northeast, local and folk music is the

preference of the public, even with the low income of the population and the economic
problems, the LP remaining the main form of sales. Local artists and specialized labels are

making fortunes only with this kind of repertoire.

The four big international companies (Odeon/EMI, CBS, Phonogram, RCA) have a

strong influence in the whole market (almost 70%) and, as always, increasing cost of

promotion is tightening competition. The problems of distribution and collection in this

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extensive territory are extremely difficult for local companies. This is why Copacabana,
Tapecar, Continental, Top Tape, RGE and others are looking for new avenues of

distribution and are studying new forms of collection. The usual form of sale here is manu-
facturer to dealer, without distributors.

Tapes (90% cassettes) represent 25% of the whole market and blank cassettes are now
booming, with two local plants gearing up operations.

Publishing is, at the moment, a wait-and-see situation. According to a new copyright act,

all performing rights are to be collected through the National Copyright Council's central

collection and distribution office, managed by the government. Now, hopefully, composers
and publishers will have their money collected through data processing and computers
hired by government officials.

"Feelings," by the Brazilian si ng/com poser Mooris Albert, hit all international best-seller

lists. The main point is that the master was recorded here in English with local

arrangement, musicians and technicians.

CBS and Phonogram made substantial changes in management, looking for new pos-

sibilities in market direction. WEA is beginning activities here with Andre Midani (ex-

Phonogram) as general manager. Fie was involved for eight years with the Philips label as

well as a host of Brazilian superstars.

Prices are almost the same as in the U.S. and all local companies are trying to get

international exposure through exportation of masters and copyrights. The main idea is to

exploit the "Brazilian sound" which was so successful in the past through Carmen Miranda,

Joao Gilberto, Sergio Mendez, Laurindo de Almeida and The Ritchie Family.

The year’s biggest sellers (more than 400,000

albums sold) were Roberto Carlos (CBS), Martinho de Vila (RCA), Clara Nunes (Odeon)

and Benito de Paula (Copacabana).
The “Soap Opera" LP is still the best-seller and Som Livre — the label which belongsto

the TV Globo network — is dominating the charts with more than 300,000 copies of each

release sold between local and international music. The Americal K-Tel firm leaped onto

the market with two successful LPs (international hit packages) through strong TV
promotion, the main medium of promotion here at present.

This past year has been most heartening for those of us who keep a close

watch on the coin machine industry. In general, this has been a positive year for

business involved in what is still, clearly, a growth industry.

Technological advances are always slow in assimilating themselves into

regular practice; this year, however, we have seen a number of them press fast

into the future. Operators, after the incredible influx of video product, are wisely

becoming more and more discerning, and thereby forcing the manufacturer into

more sophisticated games. Micro-processors are starting to appear in the logic

boards of these machines, creating a much more dynamic and maintainable

game. Two major manufacturers are working with solid-state pinball machines,

certainly an exciting prospect.

Along these lines, test-marketing is assuming a much more important role.

Distributors are no longer putting out an indiscriminate number of machines,

dumping them on the market. Juke-box and pool-hall routes are upgraded

constantly. Operators now realize that while it is easy to over-saturate a market

this practice detracts from resale prices and long-term earnings. This move is

wisely being made toward limited-run machines, which, besides satisfying the

players’ penchant for newness, generates considerable cash-flow.

Music machine sales are up for this past fiscal year. With the advent of video,

those important tavern locations became neglected; now, the innovations have

been wisely incorporated into a reasonable machine mix.

The Games Tournament Board, just getting off the gruond, is an excellent

merchandising tool that bodes well for this new sophistication. And New York

City, perhaps in recognition of the new marketing awareness, brought pinball

machines back into the legal spectrum.

Quality seems to have been the watchword this year. With this step forward,

pricing has been a crucial issue. There must be an industry-wide move to

stabilize pricing; obviously, if a game plays twice for a quart© ' in one arcade, and

three times for the same money someplace else, we all know where the bulk of

the business will go. The market can bear higher prices, but it cannot support a

variance of price.

Cash Box congratulates our friends in the industry for an excellent year, and

we hope that this Directory will aid everyone in the exciting months to come.

Blowing Down The Backstabbers

It’s really amazing. All a company has to do is make an attempt — in this case a

realistic honest attempt — at doing something positive and forward looking.

Something that would be a step forward for the industry. And what happens? All of

the negativists come out of the woodwork. Those prophets of doom who seem to

lurk everywhere.

For the record, we at Cash Box promise to follow the progress of the ABC returns

program, just as we follow the progress of other promotions and campaigns. And

we promise to report, a few months down the road, whether or notthe program has

worked out according to expectations. And we promise to report sooner, should

there be any major development in the program.

But until then, can’t the industry give ABC a break? Returns are literally killing the

business. They are eating up huge amounts of profits. They are costing everyone

money. They must be cut down. Yet, as VP sales & distribution at ABC, Don England

noted in his letter to accounts, they will be with us for some time. It’s just that he,

along with a lot of other people, would like to see fewer returns. Not the same

amounts there are now.

So whileothers may be quick to judge, and suggestthe program can’t or won’t or

shouldn’t work, we would like to suggest the industry reserve judgment. No, not the

entire industry, just those few who don’t like to see anyone or anything succeed.

And those few fat cats whose returns are literally staggering, who would love to see

the program fail, because their return consciouscompetitors will be receiving a well

deserved discount, that they wish they were astute enough to be able to qualify for.

By and large the comments on the program from accounts fell into two

categories: those whose returns would qualify them for a discount, and those

whose return rates wouldn't. Instead of printing the comments of those that

opposed the program, we’ll leave it to your imagination to figure out why they were

against, and what they said. The positive comments were typified by Russ Solomon

of Tower, who called the program an excellent idea, and stated that “this kind of

promotion creates a new consciousness for profit.” It wasn’t said any better.

One final point: would those who feel the program is bound to fail come up with

one other idea — realistic, straightforward and workable — for reducing returns. If

they don’t and apparently they can’t, it’s time to remember the old adage: Either put

up, or shut up.

NEW YORK — Reaction to ABC’s new
returns policy, granting discounts of from
1%-3% for accounts who keep their returns
under certain percentage levels, has been
generally favorable, according to a group of

retail and wholesale accounts contacted by
Cash Box for reaction to the program.
News of the new ABC policy was broken
and revealed exclusively in last week’s
Cash Box (June 29).

6 Month Program
As indicated last week, the discounts,

based on net purchases from ABC in the six

months July 1 to December 31 period, will

be deducted from purchases of ABC
product in the following six months, from
January 1 to June 30, 1977.

NEW YORK— Following the death of a
young man who was stabbed outside of

Roosevelt Stadium in Jersey City, New Jer-

sey, during a recent Yes concert there, the
city has cancelled a planned concert at the
stadium by the Grateful Dead on July 2.

Similarly, violence at a recent soul concert
at Shea Stadium in New York City has
caused the City Parks Commissioner to

cancel three soul programs scheduled in

July there.

Arthur Dello, press representative to the

Mayor of Jersey City and liasion to the con-
cert promoter, says that the decision to

cancel the show was based on the fact that

the city is expecting two to four million peo-
ple over the Fourth of July weekend to view
Operation Sail, a Bicentennial event. Dello

said that this influx of people would tax the
police force to the point where it would be
impossible to provide adequate security at

the concert. The remaining three concerts
scheduled for the summer at the stadium
will take place, although the promoter has
been given one year’s notice that the facility

will not be available next year.

Outside the Stadium
According to the Jersey City police, at

approximately nine-thirty on the night of

June 17, Guy Porzelt was stabbed in the

throat in an area several hundred feet from
the stadium. He died several days later. The

Hartz Mountain Buys 6.5/
Interest in Pickwick Int’l.

NEW YORK — The Hartz Mountain Corp. has purchased 287,000 shares, or 6.5% of the

outstanding Pickwick stock, from Daniel Gittelman and Emanuel Gittelman, two directors

and executives of Pickwick International. Both Gittelmans will continue as members of the

Pickwick board until Pickwick’s next stockholders meeting, Sept. 9, when they will be
replaced by the president of Hartz Mountain and two other Hartz designees. The stock was
sold 14%, below the recent trading price of Pickwick stock of around $18 a share, giving

the deal a market value of over $4 million.

While the official announcement from Pickwick indicated that both companies would

continue to operate separately, and that Hartz purchased the Pickwick stock merely as an

investment, one securities analyst was quoted in the New York Times as saying the move
suggests both companies are interested in a merger.

The Gittelmans operated and controlled U.S. Records, a rack jobbing division of

Pickwick International, separate from the Heilicher Brothers rack jobbing operation; their

Phoenix Battle Over “Tower” Name
Solomon, Odyssey Headed For Court Fight In

Major Dispute Over Territorial Rights

LOS ANGELES — Right now there are two
Tower Records in the Phoenix, Arizona

area. Arizona copyright laws leave room for

only one.

Russ Solomon, president of the Tower
Records chain in California, was surprised

when he located a store in Tempe, Arizona

(just outside Phoenix) and discovered that

the name was already reserved by “Tower
Records Warehouse," located at 4998 12th

Street in Phoenix. That warehouse, he said,

was leased by Odyssey Records, a chain

based in Santa Cruz, California. He ex-

plained that he has recently received some
legal papers from Richard Bullock’s attor-

ney (Bullock is president of Odyssey), ask-

ing him to stop using the name “Tower,”

and explaining the legal ramifications

(perhaps a suit) of continuing the practice.

“I consider this an extortive, low-rent, im-

moral act of pique,” Solomon declared.

“It’s almost childlike, a stunt. We compete,
we don't cheat.”

Reached at his Santa Cruz offices,

Richard Bullock responded, "When I open
a business I check the name; I would
assume that other people would do it too. It

may be that Tower Records has a clear title

to the name, it may not be.”

Does Bullock own the warehouse? “The

warehouse is owned by James Ray,”

Bullock said.

Does Odyssey Records lease the

warehouse from Ray?
“I can’t give you that information,”

Bullock replied. “I have not, as of yet, sued
Russ Solomon. As far as I know, he has
received a letter explaining the cir-

cumstances. This is the only information I

have as of now (at press time) which may
not be complete.”

Who sent the letter to Solomon?
"A lawyer,” Bullock explained.

“What lawyer?”

"A lawyer I know,” Bullock said.

Signs point to a legal battle. Solomon
said he has received legal papers, all

Bullock knows about is a letter, asking

Tower Records of California to stop using

the name in Arizona.

This certainly seems like a difference of

opinion that is headed straight for the

Arizona courts.

Stax Files For Chapter Eleven
by Paul

MEMPHIS — In the mid-1960’s Memphis-
based Stax Records and its legion of in-

novative black artists rose to the top of the

recording industry with their distinctive

soul and rhythm and blues sound. Last

week Stax lawyers stood in Federal

Bankruptcy Court talking about salvaging a

storefront office and single phone from the

millions the firm once had at its disposal.

Corporate Reorganization
Stax, forced into involuntary bankruptcy

in December by three small creditors, had

filed for a Chapter 1 1 corporate reorganiza-

tion in a last-ditch effort to stave off deter-

mination of its solvency. The reorganization

allowed Stax to hold off secured creditors

for a reasonable time, file plans to pay off

unsecured creditors and take another shot

at running its own show.

The creditors claimed that the outfit

which fielded such stars as Isaac Hayes,

Otis Redding and the Staple Singers owes
about $25 million. Stax has maintained

throughout, that master tapes it has can

produce records worth far more than its

debts— if only the judge would rescind the

order that closed them down.

Distribution Agreement
Stax' two largest creditors are Memphis-

based Union Planters National Bank, with

loans of about $10.5 million, and CBS, Inc.

CBS signed a distribution agreement with

Stax in 1972, the third company to do so

since 1967. At the same time it advanced
Stax about $6 million.

The bank and CBS are also squabbling;

both laying claim to the all-important

Vancil

master tapes as security for their loans.

The tapes themselves are locked safely

in a Memphis bank vault by court order. If

Stax does open a new office— its old ones

were taken in foreclosure by the bank— it

might be allowed to use the tapes to try to

get back on its feet.

Claimed Assets

The masters, which include recordings

of Hayes and other stars, comprise just

about all of Stax’ claimed assets. The
problem is putting a value on them, since

any estimate of their worth as records is

highly speculative. The creditors do not

want to chance marketing records, know-

ing that if the songs flop, the masters are

worth next to nothing.

Stax’ problems do notend in bankruptcy

court. Its owner and board chairman, Al

Bell, faces a criminal trial in July on charges
continued on pg.

House Adopts Pirate Penalties
by Rebecca Moore

‘Ballad For Americans’ Revived
By UA For Bicentennial

by Nick Nichols

WASHINGTON, D.C.— It's hard to know if

record pirates can change their ways and

be rehabilitated. Perhaps thinking so,

however, the House Judiciary Subcommit-
tee gave the pirates half a break with the

copyright infringement penalties it adopted

last week.
The pirates' prison term will be one-year

maximum for the first offense, and two-

years max for subsequent offenses. The
Senate-passed copyright revision bill

called for a three-year and seven-year

maximum respectively. The $25,000 and

$50,000 maximum fines for the first and
following offenses were retained in the

House.
The jailhouse reduction, passed without

debate, makes the House bill consistent

with current federal penalties for un-

authorized duplication of sound
recordings.

Another measure, introduced by Con-
gressman Wiggins (R-Cai.) will let the

pirates keep their shirts— and their

duplicating equipment. The Senate bill,

and all previous revision bills, allowed
government seizure and forfeiture of the ar-

ticles of manufacture, as well as of the ac-
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tual infringing articles.

Provisionally adopted, the Wiggins
amendment makes court-ordered destruc-

tion of pirate contraband optional, and
narrowly defines what can be destroyed.

"The overall effect of the amendment,”
saidan aide for Wiggins, “is to limit the

destruction to those items directly involved

in the infringement.” If a person is convic-

ted of infringement, the court may choose
to seize the unlawful items. It could choose
not to, however. And it could not seize any-

duplicating equipment.

“You shouldn't have unlawful copies cir-

culating," said Rep. George Danielson (D-

Cab), as he argued for mandatory destruc-

tion of unlawful sound recordings. One
member suggested donating pirate copies

to charities.

Wiggins' aide claimed “The Justice

Department wants to empty its

warehouses." The subcommittee decided
to give discretion for emptying those
warehouses to the courts.

The subcommittee, with three more
chapters and another title to cover in its

copyright mark-up before the July 4th

Democratic convention recess, outlined the

four areas of copyright infringement: un-

authorized duplication for commercial ad-

vantage of private gain; fraudulent use of

copyright notice; fraudulent removal of

copyright notice; and false representation

when filing for copyright.

A variety of remedies are written into the

bill. Injunctions, actual and statutory

damages, profits, costs and attorneys’ fees

are provided, as well as the right to sue.

The courts are given the power of seizure,

forfeiture, and disposition.

There is a three-year statute of limita-

tions. Suits must be filed within three years

of the infringing action.

The copyright subcommittee also gave
standing to sue cable TV stations for

program or commercial substitutions to

both primary TV transmitters as well as

local TV broadcasters. As a deterrent to in-

fringement. the subcommittee also voted to

give the courts authority to deprive a cable

station of compulsory license for all distant

signals for the period of a month.
Since imported signals are the life-blood

of cable systems, offering the only dif-

ference from regular broadcast TV, the 30-

day black-out is fairly severe. “It's not per-

missive,” admitted Chairman Kastenmeier
(D-Wis.). "It’s semi-Draconian," added
Father Drinan (D-Mass.). But in a conces-
sion to the broadcasters, the subcommittee
adopted the penalties.

Rep. Danielson tried to give standing to

sue cable companies to radio stations as

continued on pg. 18

LOS ANGELES — With the bicentennial an-

niversary of our nation’s birth rapidly ap-
proaching, a re-evaluation of the role of

music in the development of the country

may be in order. Though there are no plans

on the part of any major record company to

mount extensive bicentennial campaigns,
several companies have entered their con-
tributions to the "Americana’’ musical
genre. One executive went so far as to claim

that his company’s revival of such a musical

work is actually "more inspiring than our

National Anthem!”
What, you ask, could be more inspiring

than “The Star Spangled Banner?" Ac-

cording to Michael Stewart, board chair-

man and president of the United Artists

Music Publishing Group, UA's recent
release of “Ballad For Americans” instills

such inspiration in its listeners. Hefeelsthat

the piece is an important contribution to our

heritage; he affirmed, “I think 'Ballad For

Americans’ will play a significant role in the

American musical legacy forever." Further-

more, he is convinced that the patriotic can-

tata has been inspiring the American peo-
ple since its original radio debut in 1939.

History Of An ‘Americantata’

The libretto to the ambitious project was
written in 1937 by John Latouche, a 20-

year-old poet from Richmond, Virginia,

who felt a deep-seated need to write “a

vociferous sermon against the intolerance

and persecution that is spreading its ten-

tacles around the world.”

A year later, Latouche’s moving stanzas

were set to music by Earl Robinson and the

resulting composition was christened

"Ballad For Uncle Sam.” The “American-
tata," as Stewart calls it, was then added to

the Federal Theatre Project’s first musical

revue, “Sing For Your Supper,"as thefinale

of the show. Though the musical never

became a hit, CBS officials were perceptive

enough to see the potential of "Ballad," and
accordingly the piece was slated for perfor-

mance by the American Peoples Chorus.
Renamed “Ballad For Americans,” the

presentation featured the celebrated bass-

baritone of Paul Robeson as the leading

soloist. The performance was done on
November 5, 1939, on a new CBS radio

show entitled “Pursuit of Happiness.”

Response to the nation-wide debut of

"Ballad” was phenomenal. The cantata was
re-broadcast a month later and in 1940
Robeson made a Victor recording that sold

so well that it was "boot-legged" when
authorized copies sold out.

The popularity of "Ballad” increased with

every performance. In the United States it

was chosen to be performed at the
Republican National Convention, while in

England, the G.l. Chorus presented the

piece in a command performance — its

only performance outside the U.S. to date.

Over the past two decades, however,

“Ballad For Americans” slipped into

relative obscurity — and that’s where Mike
Stewart comes into the picture, “When I

discovered 'Ballad' listed in a Robbins
Music catalog that UA recently acquired,”

Stewart related, “I was immediately taken

by the idea of re-doing the piece. I was ac-

tually interested in the significance of the

work itself; I wanted to sell the work — not

the album." The importance of the project

to Stewart is graphically illustrated by the

fact that it is the first musical project which
he has chosen to produce personally in

over 12 years.

The Long And Short Of It

According to Stewart, the biggest
problem which he confronted was what to

do with the rest of the album, “
'Ballad' is

only 12 minutes long in the original ver-

sion,” he said, "so after consulting with my
co-producer, Dr. George Butler (vice pres-

ident/general manager of UA's Blue Note
Records), we decided to commission
Luther Henderson to compose an overture

which would include ail of the various

themes within the piece. Henderson was
also chosen to arrange the piece, since he
was the arranger of the original version. In

his new arrangement, he utilized a more
contemporary instrumentation to give new

latitude to the work. He added Fender bass,

acoustic bass, traps and various other per-

cussion instruments.

"We still needed something to put on the

‘B’ side of the LP, so I chose another song
composed by Earl Robinson which is con-

cerned with the assassination of Abraham
Lincoln and the strange tale of the journey

of the funeral train which conveyed his

body from Washington to Springfield. It's

called ‘Lonesome Train’ and it’s performed
on the album by Odetta — this is the first

time in its long history that it has ever been
performed by a woman,” commented
Stewart.

"Oddly enough,” he noted, “the problem
we ran into with ‘Lonesome Train’ was just

the opposite of ‘Ballad.’ It was originally

over 40 minutes long. We obviously had to

condense it a bit, but I don’t think we
sacrificed any of the power of the piece in

the final shortened version.”

Referring to the actual production of the

“revised edition” of the combined posi-

tions, Stewart noted, “It was a gargantuan

Television Themes Find Home
At Top Of CB Singles Chart

by Julian Shapiro
NEW YORK — Television themes are certainly not new to the record buying public, nor
have they been strangers to the Top 100 Singles chart (see Cash Box, April 10). Yet, during
the past eight months, these musical introductions to various situation comedies and ad-
venture series have been converted into singles, hit singles, in unprecedented numbers.

One A Week
In fact, since Nov. 15, 1975, at least one such record has appeared on the CB Top 100

Singles chart every week. This week there are four.

Began With ‘S.W.A.T.’

The succession of titles began late last year with the appearance of the “Theme From
S.W.A.T.” by the Rhythm Heritage (ABC). This disco-oriented tune by a group of assem-
bled studio musicians spent 25 weeks on the chart, eventually climbing to #1.

Of the records on this week’s chart, the most successful to date has been “Welcome
Back” by John Sebastian (Warner/Reprise). The theme to Welcome Back, Kotter spent
two weeks at #1, and has been in evidence for 15 weeks. This week it is #24.

Others, though past the point of peak sales, are “Baretta's Theme” by the Rhythm
Heritage, which attained the #16 position, and “Happy Days” by Pratt & McClain (War-
ner/Reprise) which reached #6. The former is currently #29 after 1 2 weeks, the latter is #30
after 14 weeks on the chart.

“Making Our Dreams Come True,” the theme from Laverne and Shirley by Cyndi Greco
(Private Stock) has risen to #22 after nine weeks. In addition, the “Theme From MASH” by
The New Marketts ( Farr) is poised at #1 06 after two weeks, and may very well add to the list

of themes that have entered the top 100.

TV Music Ties Surge
Why this suddenly intensified love affair between television and recording executives?

According to Steve Barri, producer of most of the successful themes-turned-records, it is

simply a matter of a mutually beneficial business arrangement. "Television producers now
recognize that a good marketable theme can have great publicity value for a show. And the

television theme business may be a good outlet for material and a good way to expose ar-

tists.”

John Travolta

John Travolta, who plays the character of Vinnie Barbarino on Welcome Back, Kotter, is

probably the best proof of this contention. He has launched a very successful recording

career from one song, "Barbara Ann,” that he sung on the show. A recording contract with

Midland Int’l. followed, and Travolta now has two records on Cash Box’s charts: a single,

"Let Her In,” which is #10 with a bullet after nine weeks, and an album, “John Travolta,”

which is #72 bullet after eight weeks.

Not to be outdone, Deadly Nightshade has recorded a song inspired by the series, Mary

Hartman, Mary Hartman, and the single of the same name (phantom) debuted on this

week's chart at #96.

And what of the future? Industry watchers have been recently predicting a saturation

and subseuent decline of television themes as records. But, there are others who are not so

sure. Meanwhile, Barri is currently working on a record of the theme from Starsky & Hutch.

’75 NARM Sales Survey:
No Major Ups Or Downs
NEW YORK — No major changes were reported in the NARM study of the record and tape

industry for 1975. Statistics, listed in percentages, confirmed a basic maintenance of

operational levels for member rack jobber/one stops and member retailers during the

year.

Album sales continued to account for a larger percentage of total record sales, climbing

to 88.6% from 87.3% a year ago. Conversely, singles sales accounted for a smaller share of

the total record market for the third straight year, dipping to 1 1 .4%. For retailers, the gap

was even more severe; albums accounted for 92.0%, while singles represented 8.0% of

total volume (though this was an increase from 7.3% the previous year). Similar figures

were evidenced for rack jobber and one stops, where album sales increased to 87.6% from

83.7%, while singles sales declined to 12.4%.

Dept. Stores Dominate
Department and discount stores remained the dominant type of retail outlet serviced by

NARM members accounting for 71.6% of total sales, an increase of 1%. Part of the reason

for this large percentage is that traditional variety stores, a separate category, have grown

into the super-variety type store, such as Woolco (Woolworth) and K-Mart (Kresge). As a

result, NARM now includes this hybrid in the department and discount store group. With

this new grouping, only retail record stores accounted for more than 5% of the market,

registering a 1 5.6% share. This represented a decrease of 2.8%, to the lowest percentage

figure since 1972.

Records accounted for roughly two-thirds of the product sold for the fourth consecutive

year, while tapes were responsible for 26.9% of total sales, a fluctuation of 0.3% over the

past three years. Contemporary music (including pop, rcfck, and soul) continued to be the

major category sold on record representing 61 .4%. Other major divisions included: coun-

try at 1 1.7%, MOR at 11.1%, classical at 5.4%, and jazz at 4.6%. All of the above experien-

ced slight increases from 0.1% (contemporary) to 0.7% (MOR). The tape market, once

again, was essentially divided between 8-track (82.3% from 83.0%) and pre-recorded

cassette (13.1% from 11.4%).

NARM's members, from which the information for this survey was gathered, continued

to remain fairly stratified, judging by dollar volume of individual companies. Those com-
panies registering sales of less than $1 million accounted for 1 1 .3% of total membership,

$1 million to $2 million accounted for 21 .8%, 2 million to $3 million accounted for 1 1 .3%, $3

million to $5 million accounted for 24.5%, and $5 million to $15 million accounted for

18.5%. Those companies with sales in excess of $15 million were 12.6%.

project whose magnitude incorporated the

talents of 89 musicians — 59 instrumen-

talists and 30 vocalists.” He went on to say,

“This orchestra was conducted by Leonard
de Paur, who at the time of the original

production of ‘Ballad’ was leading the
famous ‘de Paur Infantry Chorus,’ of which
Brock Peters was a member.”
Where does actor Brock Peters fit in?

Stewart explained, "I was aware that aside
from his acting abilities, Brock was also a

fantastic vocalist, in fact,” he continued, “he
was a notable singer before he even went
into acting. I contacted him and asked him
what kind of shape his voice was in

(“Ballad” is a very demanding piece
vocally) and he said, ‘It’s great — I’ve been
doing some road work and it’s really in

great shape.’
”

The decision to use Peters was notan im-
mediate one, however. “After I had spoken
to Brock, I listened to demo tapes which we
had solicited from some top opera singers,

but they all had a tendency to imitate Paul

Mighty Fine-Record Factory/S. F., Mile High/Denver,

Robeson and they didn’t possess the

dramatic feel that I was seeking — I needed
an actor. So I told myself, ‘It’s got to be
Brock Peters.’

”

‘Ballad’ Live— An Educational Experience
In an effort to make the endeavor as

educationally stimulating as it is entertain-

ing, Stewart told Cash Box that “Ballad"

would be charted for marching bands. He
further asserted that UA is planning a gala

performance of the cantata on the Fourth of

July at the Hollywood Bowl featuring the

Los Angeles Philharmonic Orchestra under
the direction of Zubin Mehta with Brock
Peters as soloist. “Thie performance,” he
explained, “will also be filmed for future use
as an educational program.”

Other performances of the Fourth in-

clude one to be conducted by the Welsh
Guard during the ceremonial Changing of

the Guard at Buckingham Palace. On July

9, the piece will also be performed by the

BBC concert orchestra in a live broadcast
over the BBC. Stewart quipped, “It is even
being performed by Debbie Reynolds in

Commenting on the expected accep-
tance by the younger audience, Stewart

said, “Nowadays kids are into all kinds of

music —
I think they’re much more

sophisticated than the record company ex-

ecutives give them credit for. Our problem
is that we, as executives, allow ourselves to

become so trend-oriented that we begin to

overlook the potential of really good music.

To put it in music terminology, we're ap-

proaching a multi-track listener with a

monaural attitude — we've just got to get up
to date."

Speaking out on his personal regrets

regarding the project, Stewart stated

soberly, “I only regret that Paul Robeson
passed away just as we were completing

the recording — he never got to hear the

finished product.”

But what more fitting tribute to Paul

Robeson and our bicentennial celebration

than the revival of an American musical

legacy in the form of “Ballad For Ameri-

cans?”

BEACON THEATER, NYC — Witnessing

the restless and often tense crush of souls

outside this hall, the Grateful Dead’s two-

year absence from the concert stage

seemed to be having its effects — or would

the scene have been the same without so

lengthy a hiatus?

Inside, the effect was repeated, with rear

seats empty and the fans grouped densely

their reserved seats, and virtually no one
was sitting down. The group’s choice of

songs, combining old and new, satisfied the

crowd in varying degrees, although the

music rarely drowned out the crowd hub-

bub. The first set was low-key to start,

highlighted by Jerry Garcia’s guitar and
vocals on “Sugaree,” which can be heard

on the group’s latest live release on

Grateful Dead/UA, “Steal Your Face.” The
set’s most emotive rendering was “Ten-

nessee," where the buildups to the chorus

created the type of feeling that peaked with

the crowd. Generally, however, there were

not enough uptempo Bob Weir-sung num-
bers to make up for the somewhat som-
nolent quality of Garcia’s easy-paced com-
positions.

The second set, after a 45-minute inter-

mission, took on a free-form improvisation

which sets their basically simple rock 'n' roll

apart from anything in its genre. The segue

into "Not Fade Away" maintained excite-

ment, although two Kreutzman-Hart drum
duets may have been one too many.
Another memorable selection was “Sugar

Magnolia," with the set continuing in high

gear through the one encore, “Johnny B.

Goode."
The Grateful Dead's success is unusual

in that they rely upon no slick stage act, and

make no effort to hold crowd interest in the

long breaks between numbers; the action

takes place within laid-back vocals and

cultured instrumentation. While there is

much a critic could point to as lax show-
manship, there is no disputing that Dead
followers are happy to simply spend a long

evening with the band and each other.

And it’s true. No matter how he comes
across in his recent Columbia LP, in perfor-

mance Taj Mahal is one of the most
dynamic showmen working today.

The show was comprised of a good
musical mix: some blues, some reggae,

and some good dance music. Throughout,

Mahal was confident, leading the band
through its paces with subtle gestures.

(Once, however, sitting behind the piano,

he yelled, “Tighten up” at the band, and
they did.)

The reggae tunes were done well, es-

pecially a haunting version of “Johnny Too
Bad,” with an incredibly mysterious, lilting

guitar introduction. Admittedly, Taj Mahal

does not have a traditionally great voice;

rather, he is a great vocalist. He uses his

vocal chords like he uses the guitar, as

another instrument. Phrasing is all-

important. Sometimes he played the lyric

off of the preceding instrumental break,

much like the late John Hurt.

There's a real sense of joy in Taj Mahal’s

music, and this is why his musical changes
should not be taken so seriously. He puts

everything into a performance — if he were
doing chamber music it would be just as

good. A special crowd pleaser at the Roxy
was "Cocaine Blues.” Taj picked and sang

the Gary Davis tune with conviction, ably

backed by a terrific steel drum player, who
got the sweetest sounds out of that instru-

ment that we've ever heard.

Franklin Ajaye opened the show with

some very funny topical humor. The usual

things; sex and drugs.

Rahsaan Roland Kirk

THE LIGHTHOUSE, HERMOSA BEACH —
It's only been a couple of months since

Warner Brothers released all of those jazz

albums, but it has become increasingly

clear that the best of the generally excellent

lot was Rahsaan Roland Kirk’s “Return of

the 5,000 Lb. Man.” Kirk, for quite a while,

has been in the vanguard of inventive sax-

ophone players, and the album is a gem.
Backed by an excellent four piece band,

Kirk proved beyond a shadow of a doubt
that he can energize a live performance as
well as his vinyl ones. His sax work was
placed over a fairly structured framework
(the band has a strong sense of melody),
and the tunes were invariably interesting

and exciting.

A particular favorite was “Goodbye
Pork-Pie Hat.” Kirk has put words to this

beautiful Charles Mingus tune. There have
been other good versions (an early John
McLaughlin record, for example), but none
as soulful as Kirk’s. The ballad to Lester
Young was haunting in Kirk’s delivery. His

phrasing reflected consummate good taste

as he sensitively traded lines with trom-
bonist Dick Griffin. Walter Perkins on
drums was more than just a timekeeper; he
was an inventive percussionist who used
his instruments to accentuate melody as

well as rhythm.

Rahsaan Roland Kirk explained that he

had recently been afflicted by a stroke, and
had lost the use of his right hand. True

enough, he worked the sax with only his left,

but he managed to compensate for the loss

by choosing his notes with care. There was
no damage to the harmonic structure, even
on the more complex tunes.

Hilton Ruiz plays piano in Kirk’s current

band, and he is a wonderful player.

Although we would have liked to see a little

more chording on his solos (often they were
unison runs, flashy, but were not supported
bythe small band), hisaccompaniment was
nothing short of masterful. Bassist Henry
Nattathias Pierson filled in the bottom quite

nicely, and turned in more than a couple of

well-realized solos, playing fascinating

non-linear phrases with impeccable tech-

nique.

Rahsaan, however, had the final word at

the Lighthouse show. The rest of the band
had left the stage, and the sax player was
standing alone, being showered with ap-
plause. “I’d like to see Supersax come down
here," he said with a grin. “I’d blow them off

the stage with one hand."

He probably would.

EAST COASTINGS — The object of a benefit performance can be clouded by ex-
penses, according to a New York Times report of financial records of the two Bob
Dylan-Rolling Thunder Revue performances committed to raising funds for the de-
fense of Rubin “Hurricane” Carter. Although all talent was donated, the Madison
Sguare Garden engagement showed a gross of $217,000, with $104,000 remaining
after expenses. Among the costs listed were $4, 750 for a cast party, and $10,000 in

hotel bills, including a $3,000 figure for accommodations for guest heavyweight
Muhammed AH and his entourage. The Houston Astrodome affair is listed as a losing

proposition, in spite of a reported gross of $379,787 on over 40,000 tickets sold.

Promoter Clyde Carson claimed a loss of $48,776, and the defense committee ap-
parently netted a $10,000 contribution from the Astrodome, and no more. Expenses
listed for the performers included $40,000 for special sound eguipment, $37,000 in

hotel expenses, $17,000 for a special charter jet flight from California, $8,000 for a

cast party and nearly $2,500 for limousine rentals. The combined hotel and travel ex-

penses for performers and committee personnel came to more than $82,000, with

other expenses including $125,000 for production and $100,000 for rental of the
Astrodome.

He reported that he had
sold $35,000 worth of tickets for the two

shows. Wein was offered other dates for the

shows but cited the “impossibility” of

rescheduling 10 acts. “I’m not interested in

a fight with New York City; the city has its

own problems."

JOHN SEBASTIAN (Reprise/WB RPS 1355)

Hideaway (2:49) (John Sebastian Music — BMI) (J.

Sebastian)

A joyous rocker, with a Tex-Mex feeling to it. Sebastian

has always been a master of many styles, and this is yet

another example. Probably won't chart quite as high as

A hard rocker, in that blues idiom that the band uses so

well. The vocals are hard, influenced by the fifties sound.

Although Zeppelin is not known primarily as a singles

group, this will get played tremendously on the FM
waves. Pounding guitar licks punctuate the tune.

BILLY OCEAN (Ariola America P-7630)

L.O.D. (Love On Delivery) (2:44) (Black Sheep/Ameri-
can Dream — ASCAP) (Findond, Charles)

Billy Ocean had a moderate chart success with his last

outing, “Love Really Hurts Without You,” but we feel this

one has an even more commercial sound, definitely top

forty. His voice is strong, and the melody sticks in your

head. A great idea for a song, “L.O.D.,” this should get a

lot of AM airplay this summer.
HERBIE MANN (Atlantic 45-3343)

Cajun Moon (3:05) (Audigram — BMI) (J.J. Moon)
Cissy Houston handles the vocal on this haunting

single. Mann, a good jazz player, has intelligently shifted

direction, not by downplaying the complexities of his

music in the search for accessibility, but just by adapting

his style to a beautiful ballad. His flute work is stunning,

as is the entire production. Should get jazz FM play, of

course, but has a good shot at the R&B charts as well.

JOHN DAVID SOUTHER (Asylum E-45332-A)
Black Rose (3:39) (Golden Spread/Benchmark —
ASCAP) (J.D. Souther)

J.D. Souther has always been in the forefront of those

California songwriters, supplying excellent material to

Linda Ronstadt and Bonnie Raitt, among others. He is a

good artist on his own, with an expressive voice. A great

production here, the guitars seem to float on top of the

tracks with real presence. A must for FM progressives.

WINGS (Capitol P-4293)

Let 'Em In (3:43) (MPL/ATV — BMI) (McCartney)

We thought this should have been the first single from “At The Speed Of Sound," but

“Silly Love Songs" went straight to number one. It’s hard, therefore, to predict that this

will do better, but it is a better, more substantial tune. McCartney's voice is at its best,

and the rhythm of this one is dangerously addictive. Headed straight for the top.

ELTON JOHN & KIKI DEE (Rocket/MCA PIG-40585)

Don't Go Breaking My Heart (4:23) (Big Pig/Leeds Music — ASCAP) (A. Orson, C.

Blanche)

This is in the tradition of some of the best R&B duos — verse lines are traded off, and
there are some great harmonies in the chorus. The two seem perfectly wedded in this

tune, and. with their fairly good track record, this should hit the top of the pop charts in

no time at all. Be prepared to hear this all summer.
WAR (United Artists UA-XW834-Y)
Summer (3:59) (Far Out — ASCAP) (S. Allen, H. Brown, M. Dickerson, J. Goldstein, L.

Jordan, C. Miller, L. Oskar, H. Scott)

A song about a special season, with music in the streets and on the radio, this is a

timely offering from War. The melody is good (kind of like "Up On The Roof”) and the

arrangement is super slick. The percussion drives the song, and this should show im-

mediately on virtually all airwaves. A languorous, gentle ode to summer.
EARTH, WIND & FIRE (Columbia 3-10373)

Getaway (3:46) (Kalimba — ASCAP) (B. Taylor, P. Cor)

The power of this band is here to stay, if this new single is any evidence. The tune

drives harder than anything else we've heard in some time. The guitars, staying on a

steady riff, are hypnotic. Should break immediately R&B, and then cross pop with little

trouble.

KC & THE SUNSHINE BAND (TK 1019)

(Shake, Shake, Shake) Shake Your Booty (3:06) (Sherlyn — BMI) (H.W. Casey, R.

Finch)

A smart followup to the last single "Queen Of Clubs.” KC is back in the groove with

this tune that keeps building throughout. The drums, guitars, and horns are intelligently

and selectively used to accent the vocals. The horns respond to every nuance of phras-

ing, and the song moves real well. Should get a lot of pop play, and will do well in the

discos.

ALAN WHITE (Atlantic 45-3340)

Oooh Baby (Goin’ To Pieces) (2:59) (WB — ASCAP) (P.

Kirtley)

Alan White has come up with a rhythmically complex
disco-rock number. His singing is as powerful as his

renowned drumming. The tune should get some serious

FM play, and, of course, at discos. The beat never lets up.

ELVIN BISHOP (Capricorn/WB CPS 0256)

Struttin’ My Stuff (2:47) (Crabshaw — ASCAP) (E.

Bishop, P. Aaberg)
An intelligent follow-up to the bailad “Fooled Around

And Fell In Love," this is a funk and blues oriented piece

that will pick up a lot of dance-club play. The chorus is a

great hook, and Bishop sings as well as he plays the

guitar. Great bass playing that accentuates the beat.

FANIA ALL STARS (Columbia 3-10372)

Desafio (Challenge) (3:30) (Summertree — ASCAP) (G.

Page)

This new effort from the All-Stars is remarkably tight.

It’s got a disco flavor, but the roots of this Gene Page tune

lie in the heart of jazz. Good jazz. The strings are part of

the arrangement, not just an afterthought. Should get a

lot of disco play, and will pop up frequently on
progressive jazz stations.

DAVE LOGGINS (Epic 8-50246)

Movin’ To The Country (3:16) (Leeds/Antique —
ASCAP) (D. Loggins)

There’s an extremely appealing quality to Loggins'

voice, no matter what he does, and this is no exception.

This is a good ballad, much in the country-city theme that

predominates his work. The chorus is a great hook, with

descending chord lines, and should bring this effort to a

great many FM pop lists.

BOBBY RYDELL (PIP P-6521)

You’re Not The Only Girl For Me (3:23) (Belsize/Coral

Rock/American Dream — ASCAP) (C. Scott, D. Dyer)

The band establishes a fat, chunky disco rhythm and
Rydell takes it from there. Should do better than his last

effort, "Sway.” A triumphant song, almost a celebration,

in fact, of one man's freedom to love. Horns push the

chorus along. “The sea is full of fishes,” he sings, and
radio will get its fill of this one. Should get a lot of play.

BEN SIDRAN (Arista AS 0195)

Feel Your Groove (2:49) (Bulldog — ASCAP) (B. Sidran)

Ultimately, this is an extremely pleasant pop tune.

Sidran has a very cool jazz voice, not unlike an MOR King

Pleasure, and he really carries the song, aided by his own
excellent production work. Terrific sax fills melt with the

singer’s skilled phrasing. Should get some heavy FM
play, and might just break into the AM waves.

LALO SHIFRIN (CTI OJ-29)

Flamingo (3:37) (E.H. Morris — ASCAP) (T. Grouya, E.

Anderson)
Shifrin is one of the top film and television composers,

and his talents are obvious in this attempt to broaden his

market. The arrangement is strictly professional, es-

pecially the horns, and this should show up on jazz sta-

tions and disco playlists. It’s got an extremely full sound.

SISTER SLEDGE (Cotillion/Atlantic 45-44202)

Thank You For Today (Oceans Blue, Friday’s Child —
BMI) (B. Eli, L. Phillips)

This young group has come up with a dynamite single.

It’s a ballad, handled with care, and should hit the sum-
mer airwaves with strength. The backing is fairly

economical, which gives the women a chance to shine on

the vocals — a perfect balance. Look for this one to add
immediately at all R&B stations.

STEVE GOODMAN (Asylum E-45331-A)
Can't Go Back (3:05) (Big Ears/Red Pajamas — ASCAP)
(S. Goodman, S. Burgh, P. Chamberlain, P. Ballin)

Steve Goodman has finally broken out of the east

coast folkie bag, and he sounds great! Not that we didn't

like his earlier stuff, but this single, with an easy rock

beat, will appeal to a wider audience. Really good for

both AM and FM play, and the production is excellent.

Terrific back-up vocals.

ENCHANTMENT (Desert Moon/Buddah DM 6403)

Come On And Ride (3:29) (Desert Moon/Willow Girl —
BMI) (M. Stokes, E. Johnson)

One of the first (if not the first) disco train songs.

There’s locomotive sound effects at the beginning of the

track, and the music takes the cue and just keeps on

chugging. Already starting a climb up the charts, this will

rise higher. The lyric and melody are unusually good for a

disco number, and thus the tune will get R&B and pop
play too.

A VOICE OF AMERICA (Narrated by Henry Wilcoxon)

(Janus J-263)

The Spirit Of 1976 (2:59) (Portent — ASCAP) (R. Porter,

M. Wagner, W.H. Simon)
This is an OK Bicentennial record. Henry Wilcoxon’s

voice reminds one of someone like Will Geer. The plea-

sant, patriotic music builds as the tale progresses. You

can’t tell about novelty records, but this will probably get

some MOR airplay.

NATURE ZONE (London 5N-235)

Porcupine (3:08) (Music Development — BMI/Tom
Dawes — ASCAP) (S. Feldman, T. Dawes)
Good acoustic piano work dominates this cut. It’s got a

disco flavor to it, but the instrumentation is not your stan-

dard dance-club fare. The tune really moves, and should

show up on the R&B charts in short order.

BANANA BROS. (BGO 5675)
Johnny Banana (2:54) (Banana Bros. — BMI) (B. Gordon,
B. Sklar)

Pounding drums kick this rock and roll tune off to a

good start. The Banana Brothers is a dynamic band.

There's an R&B influence here, a little Muddy Waters,

and it all comes out to a viable song for FM radio. Good
guitar breaks add an extra punch.

BILL PURSELL & THE NASHVILLE SWEAT BAND
(Alston/TK 3721)

Now (3:05) (Peer International/Dunbar — BMI) (G. Nash,

E. Magallanes)

Don't be misled by the name of the band. This is not

country, this is disco music, and it’s real good. The guitar

solos, though, owe a little to the Nashville sotind, twangy

Telecasters, but it's an interesting mixture. Should get

heavy dance-club play — it's an excellent instrumental.

Johnny Duncan

“#1 Bullet” — Johnny Duncan is a tall Texan, who was born October 5 on a farm near

Dublin. Blessed with a family that loved music, Johnny knew by the time he was twelve what
he wanted to do with his life. He says of that time, “All of a sudden the whole world became a

guitar! My mother, from the time that I was a little boy, encouraged me. There were times

when I would come home from school, and my mother, in the midst of making biscuits,

would stop to show me a chord, and there'd be flour all over the guitar neck!”

In 1959, he went to Clovis, New Mexico, where he joined forces with another great

musical influence on his life, Norman Petty, with whom he worked for the next three years.

Following a short stint as a disc jockey in the southwest, Johnny Duncan made the decision

he considers to be the turning point in his musical career — he pulled up stakes and
headed for Nashville where he held a variety of jobs while trying to break into country

music.

Johnny’s first big break came in 1966 while performing on a television show on

Nashville’s WSM. A Columbia Records executive was watching that performance and im-

mediately signed him to the Columbia Records label. Things began to happen and
Johnny’s first hit on Columbia Records, “Hard Luck Joe," was only the beginning. Since

then, Duncan’s nationally-charted releases include “Baby Me Baby," "When She Touches
Me," “Window Number Five,” “Scarlet Water,” “Charley Is My Name," “Sweet Country

Woman" and his most recent Columbia release, “Stranger,” which is currently #1 on the

Cash Box chart.

Duncan's album catalog includes “There’s Something About A Lady,” “Sweet Country

Woman” and his new Columbia LP, “The Best Of Johnny Duncan.”
Columbia Records vice president, Billy Sherrill, directs production of Johnny’s

recordings, while his booking is by The Jim Halsey Company, Inc.

LOS ANGELES—“FM- penetration in

Pittsburgh is still the iowest of the top 20

markets in the country.'’ noted Charley

Lake, program director of WPEZ, a 50.000-

watt FM rocker in that eastern city.

According to Lake, there are less FM
receivers available to the populace than

other cities of comparable or larger popula-

tion. Along with that, KDKA. a 50.000-watt

AM giant, has led in the ratings fo r years

and is considered generally to be the

pioneer broadcasting station in the United

States. Those two factors would seem to be
obvious handicaps to Y/PEZ's goal of

“knocking off the competition someday.”

But WPEZ is unique in several ways and
Charley Lake explained how.

Classic Top 40

“We're the oldest continually operating

FM in the country. ' Lake related. “We're the

classic top 40 station. . .we give away
money, we play the hits and we love

Pittsburgh, lfs a very competitive market
and that's all the more reason for me to en-

joy the programming position I’m in. It's a

real challenge to me."

Commenting about KDKA’s dominance
in the market, he also expounded on two

unique features about WPEZ. The station

uses no jingles and does very little local

production. There may be a bad connota-

tion when fellow programmers first learn

about those features, but a second look

may show some advantages, too.

Counter-Program
“KDKA has been around for years. . .it

seems everyone sort of throws up their

hands.” Lake continued. “Its hard to really

counter-program them. . .but our concen-
tration on younger demos, those of the 12-

34 age group, is important.”

Pointing out that PEZ's ratings
traditionally went down in the spring
because of Pirate's baseball being broad-

cast on KDKA, Lake said that this year it

didn’t happen. “Nighttime is usually a

strong point in a contemporary station's

programming, but we're fighting back with

those lower age demos and we're getting

them."

No Jingles

“There are no jingles, either,” Lake
related. “You wouldn't want to play the

same record over again in a very limited

time period, and the same thing goes for

jocks are there all thetime In the listeners

mind. . .the jocks can't hide behind a jingle.

. .they can't use it as a crutch. Besides, it's

very costly to keep updating jingle

packages. We’d rather take that r- or ey and
use it toward a promotion of some sort”

’Why not use jingles in addition to the

jocks to help identify your station even
more to the listeners?”

You can stop the average person on the

street and ask t~e r" what a racio jingle is."

Lake said, “and they’ll say 'what's a jingle?
"

Two Advantages
Most radio spots a re do^e by others a-d

not by the WPEZ airstaff. acco rd ;ng to the

program director. There are two advan-

tages he r e. “About 10 per cent of the soots

on WPEZ are locally produced. The spots

aired on the station are mostly from
national ad agencies. . .they sound g

rea:

and they sound clean. Our station's spots

may sound like a barrage of Coca Cola and
Clearasil, but that helps the overall

professional sound of the entire station's

image.

Bogged Down
“Don't get me wrong. . .it's not that the

jocks can't do local production. But Ive

seen so many stations where the jocks are

totally bogged down with spots that they

don't have time to prepare a good show, or

they don’t have the time to spend to make
the spots they do sound great. That's not

the case here. Our jocks are not bogged
down with an overload of production. What
spots they have to do, they spend ail the

time needed to make them sound good.”

The point Lake made should be well-

taken by station production directors and
program directors who hear disappointing

local production spots on their stations and
wonder why they sound that way.

Open Mind
WPEZ's music is one reason for the sta-

tion’s continuing success in the ratings.

“We keep an open mind. We hardly ever

play an album cut by itself. In fact, there's

really no set criterion for adding album
cuts to our playlist, but if a record is not a

single and it has acceptance and sales,

we’ll add it if they (audience) want it." Lake

Richard W. Borel named station

manager o f WCOZ, Boston.

This issue marks Cash Box’s 34th Annual Directory Issue and in the past, editors

have picked their top ten singles and LPs. This year, however, we have changed this

format. Briefly, this is how this editor viewed the R&B scene during the last six

months.

Many interesting developments have occurred in the R&B business. First, the

larger record companies have increased their budgets and rosters of R&B artists.

R&B music is ringing up the cash registers around the U S. and world. With the con-
tinued strong surge of disco or dance music, many black artists have made impressive
inroads into the contemporary pop scene The first six months of the Bicentennial
year shaped up to be the year of the new artist, and many of the established artists re-

established themselves. The success of Johnnie Taylor is worthy of mention
because “Disco Lady” has to be the record of the year so far. This tune captured the

imagination of the whole country. Brass Construction was another group that came
out of nowhere. Also, the Brothers Johnson look to be a monster group for a long
time. Natalie Cole came on like gangbusters for Capitol. Actually, Capitol continued to

be very hot with “Boogie Fever, "by the Sylvers going # 1 and gold. Tavares, Bill Cosby
and Nancy Wilson all are making a lot of noise. Motown continued to be a very hot
company. The Miracles, Temptations, Eddie Kendricks, Diana Ross, Commodores,
Willie Hutch, and Smokey Robinson all had, or are having, big records. And what about
David Ruffin? It’s nice to see David back into the groove. Philly International has been
cranking out hit after hit since the year began, and looks like things won’t let up
for a long time. Warner Brothers really made their presence felt into the R&B
scene with Candi Staton, Graham Central Station, Curtis Mayfield, Richard Pryor,

George Benson, Dionne Warwick, Bootsy Collins and Impressions among others hav-

ing tremendous successes. Things over in Burbank seem to indicate the company
will continue to be hot with the recent signings of New Birth, Funkadelics and now
Norman Whitfield. Casablanca shot up the R&B market with the sexy Donna Summer
and the Parliaments.

ABC Records didn't let anything slide as they are also very hot right now. John Han-

dy, Crusaders, Dramatics, Isaac Hayes, Rhythm Heritage, Rufus, Marilyn McCoo & Billy

Davis all having monsters. RCA and Atlantic also are right into the thick of things.

Atlantic looks very bright now with the addition of Henry Allen's Cotillion label to the

Atlantic family. From the initial success of Margie Joseph and Luther, along with

groups like Sister Sledge, Cotillion looks to be a killer label tor a long time. RCA is re-

grouping under Ron Mosley and Wendell Bates and they have a lot of new acts such as

D.J. Rogers and Lou Courtney that should be grabbing the gold in no time.

All in all the R&B scene looks like it will make a much stronger impact on the pop
scene. People want to groove and if the fine quality of R&B product continues at the

same pace there is no telling what is going to happen.
One final note — the broadening influx of white artists coming up with funky rec-

ords on the R&B charts looks like it will continue. Hall & Oates, Doobie Brothers, David
Bowie, Elvin Bishop, Gary Wright and others should be watched closely in the future.

This broadening of R&B music, including all the many fine jazz artists that are having

success, shows that all kinds of music are fusing. The summer picture also looks very

bright with upcoming releases being readied by the Spinners, Earth Wind & Fire,

O’Jays and Stevie Wonder, just to mention a few.

The Spinners were honored this week by the City of Los Angeles as June 30th was
declared Spinners day. The group also got its own star on Hollywood Boulevard. The
Spinners are appearing at the Greek Theatre this week along with Donna Summer . .

The hottest new LP of the month was released last week. "Hot On The Tracks" by the

Commodores should be the group's biggest to date. The whole LP cooks and has #7
written all over it . . . Diana Ross' show at the Palace Theatre has been such a smash
that another week has been added. Diana broke the all-time house record in the 63-

year-history of the theatre during her engagement. The Kool Jazz Festival in San
Diego was a resounding success. Both nights were SRO all the way. Reports said that

Marvin Gaye was sensational. He received three standing ovations. Al Green, as usual,

drove the crowd wild as women leaped from their seats and onto the field to rush Al

while he was performing. The security guards had their hands full while Green was on
stage . . . The Rivingtons are back recording. The guys have a new single out entitled

"Don't Hate Tour Father."

Tell Motel. " one of the fine selections on the LP, came about when Don was sitting in

his office. "The lyric all of a sudden just came to me. Most of my songs come to me
like that. All of a sudden something pops in your head and that’s how it works. " Don
also said the reason so many rock groups such as J. Geils, Steppenwolf, etc. recorded

his material was that his style was very rock-oriented. “I never used horns with my
tunes so they attracted the attention of rock groups. I consider my style of singing to

be rock oriented to a degree. ” Now that Don has found a home at Philly International

he feels that he is going to tear the roof oft the sucker in the very near future. “Work-

ing with Kenny and Leon is a real pleasure. They’re total professionals, but more im-

portantly they are always open to new ideas. The offices of Philly are jamming 24
hours a day and if I wake up in the middle of the night, I just go down to the studio and
there will be guys doing their thing and we’ll get it together."

LARKIN ARNOLD: Makin’ Gold
by Jess Levitt

For many years Capitol Records was well-known in music business circles for their

strength in the pop field. Such groups as the Beatles, Beach Boys, Helen Reddy, Glen

Campbell and others established Capitol as a leader. In the R&B world, Capitol was known
primarily for its black MOR sound with such great artists as the late Nat King Cole and
Nancy Wilson, etc. However, in the last three years Capitol has turned this situation around

to become one of the strongest in the black marketplace. The man who made this turn-

about happen at Capitol was Larkin Arnold.

Arnold came to Capitol after he was a legislative assistant to Stuart Symington while he

attended Howard University Law School. Once out of school, Arnold worked in the Capitol

legal department before Bashkir Menon, chairman of the board of EMI Industries and
Capitol Records, made Arnold general manager of the soul division. Since then Arnold has

been promoted to vice president and general manager.
Last week Cash Box talked with Arnold about the development of Capitol's soul division.

The Beginning

When Arnold first began as head of the soul division, he faced the enormous task of

building a cohesive department. The first thing Arnold did was to travel around the country

and conduct research in the black marketplace. Secondly, he looked at other companies
to see how they operated and then formulated a policy that would work well within the

Capitol operation. While Arnold was on the road, he and Matt Parsons, now director of R&B
promotion and sales for Capitol, established credibility with the major black radio stations

around the country making it known that Capitol was making the thrust into the R&B field

The first group Capitol signed was Tavares. Since then the five brothers from Boston have

had four successful LPs with Capitol. "We had success with Tavares from their original

single and now they look headed for super-stardom with their current LP “Sky High," and
single “Heaven Must Be Missing An Angel.” From this Arnold signed Nataiie Coie, whose
two Grammies this past year makes her destined for even bigger things to come. In addi-

tion to this the Sylvers have re-established themselves in coming up with a number one
and gold single, “Boogie Fever." Long-time Capitol recording artist, Nancy Wilson, has

come up with a new contemporary sound and image to match her vast talents. Bill Cosby,
also signed, has a hot LP out.

While other large companies have been signing up every available R&B act, Arnold

believes in discovering new acts. “I'm not going to say that we are not looking to pick up
already established acts, but in the beginning our philosophy was to discover and build top

viable groups.”

Total Teamwork
Arnold continued to say that he used the whole Capitol team to help get the project go-

ing. “When a new act has been signed and the product has been produced, we all sit down
and discuss a campaign strategy to break in the group. I personally sit down with Dan Davis

and Jim Mazza in marketing. Dennis White and Walter Lee in sales, Bob Dombrowski in ar-

tist relations, Bruce Wendall and Matt Parsons in promotion and Bruce Garfield in publicity

to plan and map our strategy. After we decide on a strategy, much like a chess game, I try to

coordinate all the details so that everything runs smoothly,” Arnold said.

Crossover
While many records do very well R&B, they never cross-over onto the pop charts.

Capitol, however, seemed to have broken this barrier with its groups. Arnold credits much
of this pop crossover success to the quality of their product and to Bruce Wendall. "When
we deliver a top R&B record, Wendall and his staff give the product major emphasis and
coordinate the Capitol staff into a total team effort to make sure we get the most out of the

record. Without their loyal support, we wouldn’t have been as successful as we have been,"
Arnold said.

Merchandising
Like most record companies Capitol relies heavily on strong marketing techniques.

Posters, billboards, trade and consumer advertising and in-store displays are all geared to

help promote the product. “Our objective is to sell LPs. We do have singles, however, we
use them as a tool to create excitement for the LP. The black marketplace has been chang-
ing over the last few years. More and more blacks and whites are into buying R&B LP
product. I think that as a company, we will still make a few single deals, however the future

looks to be more LP oriented. You have to adapt to the market place and from all data and
information I have been receiving the marketplace is becoming LP inclined,” Arnold said.

Stronger $ Position

The moves will leave Columbia Pictures

in a much stronger cash and asset position,

according to Alan Hirschfield, president

and chief executive officer of CPI. In a letter

to shareholders announcing the move,
Hirschfield explained “these transactions,

when completed, will culminate a three-

year effort to restore the fiscal integrity of

our company." He stated that “three years

ago, our net worth stood at approximately
$8 million. In March, 1976, this figure ap-
proximated $30 million, and the music
publishing sale, when completed, will add
$15 million.

Total Debt

"Similarly, in June 1 973, our total debt to

banks and other lenders, including our

subordinated debentures, was more than

$222 million. Including the result of the

foregoing transactions, this overall debt

should be reduced to approximately $100
million (of which $65 million would be due
to banks) by 1976 calendar year end,

assuming no reborrowing in the period.”

He added that no further sale of Columbia’s

radio and television properties is planned.

Other Publishing

It was unclear at press time whether the

Screen Gems operation would be relocated

to California and combined with EMI’s

Beechwood Music, operated by Capitol. It

was similarly unclear if further musical

properties acquired or developed by either

Columbia Pictures (through their film con-

tacts) or through Arista Records, would be

developed, either by Columbia or Arista.

Hirschfield further noted that “we believe

that our future lies in the development of

our motion picture, television, record

music, print and commercial operations, as

augmented by acquisitions which will com-
plement and balance our activities.”

Columbia will be retaining ownership in

Columbia Pictures Publications, a music

print business that was organized in 1971

as part of the music publishing division.

Capitol’s Arnold — A Developed
Soul Division

Another interesting area Arnold delved into was regarding the marriage of the product
with the campaign. “Since I am involved in every detail of the product, I feel that the cam-
paign to promote the product must project the same image that the artist and producer
have created. The marketing and promotional campaign must be coordinated and inter-

related. I want the consumer to get the same feeling. Too often I think merchandising tech-

niques are put together that completely misinterpret what the artist and producer have
originally conceived. When this happens, nobody seems to know what to do with the

product and subsequently you may lose a potential hit record,” Arnold said.

Ingredients
As head of the soul division, Arnold has attempted to put his artists together with the best

possible producers. Freddie Perrin, Chuck Jackson and Marvin Yancy, Norman Harris

and Wayne Henderson to name a few. “We try to assemble the best possible ingredients to

come up with quality product," said Arnold. Another factor Arnold sighted as important
was that the managers of the groups signed with Capitol work very hard along with the

company to get the best results.

New and Future Growth
Jazz has been making strong inroads into the pop field lately, and Capitol has also en-

tered into his area. “Sun and new group called Caldera produced by Wayne Henderson,
will hopefully broaden our base in the jazz-rock area,” Arnold said. Eventually Arnold sees
Capitol having 15 to 20 top-class black acts.

is still a strong seller, in spite of a lack of

new recordings.

LONDON — Following last week's story

concerning the cancellation of the
proposed Luton open-air festival, the con-
troversial findings of a government working
party set up to study pop festivals have
been released. The nucleus of the report

centers around three main points: (1) the

The
Clouds are also slated for European TV
showcases including “Slalom” (Belgium)

and “Top Pop” (Holland).

cost of policing festivals should be borne by
the ratepayers (taxpayers); (2) providing

they are organized properly, festivals

should cause little or no disturbance to

local residents; and (3) the Arts Council —
independent of the central government —
should help fund such events with money.
The committee was headed by a com-

paratively young politician, under-
secretary of state Lord Melchet of the

department of environment. Melchet has
already been tagged “Lord Pop.”

Expect Protests

A wave of protests is now expected from
festival opponents. Leading the opposition

is the Windsor citizens actions group which
had to contend with a disastrous Windsor
Free Festival in 1974. Chairman John
Philips told journalists, “Pop festivals are a

determined attempt by a hefty minority of

really obnoxious, semi-revolutionary,
semi-criminal, drug-taking, drop-out ele-

ments to see how far they can push what
they consider a rather soft and indulgent

authority.”

Next, the National Union of Ratepayers
Associations has come out in behalf of

more than 500,000 taxpaying members.
Speaking for the NURA, Major Henry
Haydon complained that the committee’s

report represents an “injustice for people
who don’t attend to have to foot the bill” for

such events. However, with the rating

system in England as it is, the counter-

argument, issued by those in favor of

festivals is that many taxpayers have no

children and yet their tax money goes to

build schools; still others who do not read

yet fund libraries out of their taxes.

‘Acceptable Recreation’

A member of Parliament, Dr. Alan Glyn

also stated that he completely disagreed
with the report which went on to state: “Pop
festivals are a reasonable and acceptable
form of recreation. They are not inherently

objectionable or dangerous events. When
properly organized, free festivals can be
held with little or no expenditure to local

and other statutory authorities and without

undue disturbance to the area in which they

are held.”

Rather surprisingly, the report also said

festivals “offer a valuable opportunity for

broadening personal experience.”

The report has not opened the way for

fans entirely, however, as an attempt to set

up a permanent site somewhere in the UK
was turned down by the committee.

Recommendations Conditional

Neither was any decision made on drug

taking — a common complaint levied by

opponents. While there is evidence to

suggest that drug-taking does exist, many
festival-goers feel that perhaps alcohol is a

greater nuisance than the mild drugs

generally used. The committee recommen-
ded that help for festival organizers should

be conditional on their trying to uphold the

law.

The government is sure to face many
criticisms over this report from across the

country. The main cause for complaint

seems ultimately to be the cost of clearing

events afterwards. The government hopes

to lay down standards and guidance to

reduce the cost of cleaning and policing,

and thus diminish the possibilities of

problem events which, having occurred in

the past, provided the cause for this

analytical forum in the first place.
