Another Round In The Creative/
Financial Tussle

As second quarter sales and earnings reports are issued by some of the major

public companies in the record business, the ones issued so far — from CBS, WEA
and RCA — all have one thing in common: they show increasing sales and profits in

their record divisions. And who can knock increases in sales and profits?

Perhaps these figures show that the consumer is returning to the record

business, plunking down his hard earned cash for records and tapes. And maybe it

means that all of the other companies in the record business are experiencing the

same results.

Perhaps not. What the figures may mean is that the major labels are increasing

their market share at the expense of the smaller companies. For in a period when
record sales are stagnating, and unit sales are not showing significant growth, the

only way a company can grow is at the expense of its competitors.

We’ve discussed this phenomenon before, and while we wish the majors the best

of luck, we also wish the smaller independents success too. For we feel that the

more companies out there clamoring for the consumer’s dollar, the healthier the

business is all around, and the more creative it is too.

As a result, we can print Jack Craigo’s comment that CBS must gain every

possible point in market share, at the expense of its competitors. And at the same
time, we believe CBS’s competitors have a responsibility to themselves to be better

and more astute competitors.

That's what business boils down to: survival of the fittest. Companies that were

powerful a few years ago, with Stax as just one example, can find themselves in a

heap of financial trouble a few years later. And those companies that don’t “take

care of business” are often the first ones to fall.

But while the dollars and cents must matter, the emotion of the record business

matters too. As just one example, we’d like to recall a scene from the CBS
Convention last week. Here were over 1000 business executives gathered on the

beach at Santa Monica for a clam-bake, all distinguished looking and relatively

subdued. Then comes the announcement that ‘Boz Scaggs went on KHJ’ and the

crowd goes berserk, jumping up and down, yelling and cheering. This tends to

confirm that the nature of the business is a synthesis between the financial and

creative sides of the business. Sometimes one side dominates and sometimes the

other. But it’s that particular brand of craziness that makes this business what it is.

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Retailers, Wholesalers Begin
Tracking Reggae LP Sales

NEW YORK — Several major one stops
around the country have recently taken
steps to increase the impact of reggae
music at the retail level. For the first time,
both Apex-Martin Record Sales in New Jer-
sey and Father's and Sun's in Indianapolis
are offering distinct lists of reggae titles in

an effort to stimulate interest among their

various retail customers.

"We did it to more clearly identify reggae
material to our retailers," commented Don
Simpson, independent label LP buyer for

Father's and Sun's, on the appearance of a
‘reggae catalog' in his company’s weekly
flyer, dated July 12. The catalog lists 25 ti-

tles on Island, A&M, Asylum, Mercury,
Virgin, and Columbia Records, as well as

several imported labels. But, so far, only

Bob Marley is selling in any quantity.

“We've had reasonable response to Marley
(‘Rastaman Vibration’); it’s selling steadily

at between 50 and 1 00 pieces per two week
period. That’s good for reggae, but I'd like

to see the order numbers approach the

level we get for a good soul act." Those
figures would have to escalate to 300 in-

itially, and level off to approximately 200 for

each of the succeeding four two-week
reporting periods to achieve that goal.

Poor Retail Response
Initial reaction to the catalog offering has

been poor from the retail accounts in In-

diana, Michigan, Kentucky, Illinois, and
Ohio that are serviced by Father's and
Sun's. (Reaction was equally bad in the one
stop's secondary areas of concentration:

the Carolinas, West Virginia, Kansas, and
Missouri). “We prepared the list as a test,"

explained Simpson. “We went through our

inventory to see what we had that was
specifically reggae, with the hope that if our

customers knew what is really classified as

reggae, they might more readily buy the

product. But, it didn't work as a sales tool.

Reggae has gotten a lot of acclaim, but no
continued on pg.

Judge Tells Stax It’s Over;

Bankrupt Firm May Appeal

MEMPHIS — A federal bankruptcy judge

has ruled Stax Records, Inc. of Memphis
bankrupt.

Chief U.S. Bankruptcy Judge William B.

Leffler’s ruling came seven months after

the soul recording firm that made the

“Memphis Sound" world-known, had been

thrown into involuntary bankruptcy pro

ceedings by three small unsecured
creditors.

For Stax, however, the fight is not over.

Stax' attorney David Kennedy said an ap-

peal of the ruling is possible, although the

cost may be prohibitive. He also mentioned
other legal remedies under bankruptcy

laws.

Security Interest

It was Memphis based Union Planters

National Bank, which claimed a security in-

terest of $8.8 million in Stax' assets, which

fought the case through numerous legal

maneuvers and two federal courts. Leffler's

judgment came during a hearing on a mo-
tion by Stax to stay his July 8 decision that a

$500,000 indemnity bond was required if

Stax was to be given the chance to file a

Chapter Eleven financial reorganization

plan. Stax missed the deadline for filing the

$500,000 and the bank had asked the judge

to rule the record firm bankrupt because of

the failure.

Leffler granted the bank’s motion and
denied Stax, saying of his July 8 ruling,

“there's nothing to reconsider.”

Master Tapes
In his July 8th decision, Leffler had

valued all-important master tapes, which

comprised all of Stax' assets, at about $5
million. Both the bank and CBS, Inc., which

claims a $6 million security interest, main-

tain they hold first mortgage on the tapes.

Kennedy argued that priority of lien had

to be determined before a bond could

reasonably be required. He said that if CBS

LONDON — Polydor Records has an-

Qtr. Income
Highest Ever

NEW YORK — The Warner Communica-
tions records/music division, which in-

cludes Warner Bros. Records,
Elektra/Asylum Records, Atlantic Records,

WEA, WEA International, and Warner Bros.

Music, has recently completed the most

successful quarter in its history, in reports

detailing sales and earnings for Warner
Communications Inc. (WCI) ending June

30. Similarly, WCI, the parent organization,

listed figures for the period that surpassed

any previously realized totals.

Revenues from the records/music divi-

sion climbed to $96,032 million, an increase

of 43% from last year's quarterly figure of

$67,177 million. This resulted in pretax

profits of $1 5.84 million, which represents a

71% gain from the $9,263 million posted in

continued on pg.

CBS Convention Focuses
On Multi-label Successes

LOS ANGELES — Delegates to the CBS
Records Convention that concluded here

Saturday (24), from domestic and inter-

national record divisions and music
publishing operations, to artists, their

managers, the press and guests, heard an

outpouring of confidence from the
numerous CBS executives in attendance,

that the label is number one domestically

and internationally, and intends to remain
in that position. And throughout the con-

vention, these execs recited facts, numbers
and statistics to prove their contenton.

Position Of Strength

Among those visibly excited and elated

by CBS successes were Bruce Lundvall,

president of CBS Records, who noted in an

address to the Convention that CBS has
received 24 gold albums and 9 gold singles

in the first six months, two platinum albums
and the first (and only so far) platinum

single, and has had the top four albums on

the charts for a month.

Lundvall, Yetnikoff and Alexenburg used
the convention as an occasion to either an-

nounce new artist signings to the label, or to

present recently signed artists to the com-
pany. Among those recently signed to the

Larry Harris Premieres Hew
L.A. Based CBS Labe! Goals
LOS ANGELES — The as yet unnamed new
Los Angeles based label of CBS Records
will "reinforce more strongly than ever the

CBS Records commitment to the west
coast," according to Larry Harris, vice

president and general manager of the new
label. At press time, there was still no of-

ficial name for the label.

Harris told Cash Box in an interview dur-

ing the CBS Convention, that the label’s

roster will at most total twenty artists

(“twenty is high”), but that “we will sign new
artists or established artists where we
believe in the artist and his music.”
Specifically referring to the signing of es-

tablished artists, Harris repeated a

previous Bruce Lundvall statement that a

CBS goal is to “sign established artists and
catapultthem to a much higher sales level.”

Four Execs Planned

In terms of staffing, Harris plans four im-

mediate appointments, in product
management, A&R, promotion and
publicity. All marketing and sales functions

will be handled by the CBS Records field

force, and Harris plans no hirings of

marketing or sales specialists. Future plans

call for hiring regional and local promotion

people, leading to a "total record company
in terms of staff. We're looking to find the

people who are the best qualified to do the

job."

Simply because the label is headquar-

tered in Los Angeles, will not necessarily

mean that all the artists will come from

here. “Where the artist lives will be, to a

large extent, irrelevant. There was a period

way back when, maybe a decade ago, when
New York was a far more creative center of

music. Then the pendulum swung toward

Los Angeles. Now it’s swinging back toward

a balance between the two.”

Small Roster

The label itself “is envisioned as a small

roster, small label, and will never be inten-

ded to get very big," he added. In terms of

organizational structure, the label will be a

wholly owned custom label of CBS, with

Harris reporting to Ron Alexenburg.

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New Performer’s Tax Treaty;
Lawyers Say Artists May Lose

by Rebecca Moore

Retail Ads Turn Sluggish
by Julian Shapiro

WASHINGTON, D.C. — When a new in-

come tax treaty was signed by the govern-
ments of the United States and the United

Kingdom last December it was applauded
for giving a tax break to performers from
both countries who grossed less than $1 5,-

000 .

Since Helen Reddy has appeared on the

music scene, she has been destined for

superstardom. Of all of her gold and
platinum albums, perhaps “Long Hard
Climb” best symbolizes the meteoric
nature of this lady's career. Her latest

album “Music, Music" is destined to be the

latest in a series of recordings which have
earned her remarkable sales on the one
hand and critical plaudits on the other.

Helen has always been a multitalented per-

former as evidenced by her successful sor-

ties into the motion picture and television

areas. She has handled her assignment as

host of the Midnight Special as adroitly as

she handled the microphone on stage in

Las Vegas and in the recording studio with

her super producer, Joe Wissert. And yet if

asked to what she owes her success (other

than her natural talent), she will be quick to

acknowledge the support, guidance and
love of her manager-husband, Jeff Wald.
Last November (22) Cash Box paid special

tribute to Helen Reddy on the occasion of

the release of her “Greatest Hits” album on
Capitol Records. We termed her then
'greatest hitmaker' but indeed she is much
more than that. Whether championing
women’s rights or raising money for a

worthy cause, Helen is as graceful and as
much at ease as she is when entertaining

the countless thousands who make up her

legions of devoted fans. Helen Reddy is in-

deed a remarkable woman.
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Seven months later, as the treaty goes to

the U.S. Senate for hearings and final

ratification, enthusiasm has diminished as

tax attorneys and government lawyers try to

decide whether the new treaty is a boon or a

bane for entertainers. A major question is

whether or not privileges under existing

treaty provisions will be wiped out by the

new treaty.

Second Time
“I honestly don’t know,” responded

Senate Foreign Relations Committee
Counsel Arthur Kuhl. “It’s the second time

it’s come up in conversation,” he said. “I

haven’t looked into it.”

“I don’t know that you could call it a major
departure,” claimed John Raedel,
Attorney-Advisor for International Tax
Treaties at the U.S. Treasury. “Some
criteria have been eliminated, others ad-

ded. It's different, but not a major change.”

Taking More Than Giving

Said one private attorney, however, who
did not want to be quoted, “Our clients are

already looking for ways to get around the

new treaty." And New York tax attorney

Harvey Blitz told Cash Box, "They’re giving

with one hand and taking away with the

other. But they’re taking a lot more than

they’re giving," he added.
The U.S.-U.K. treaty incorporates an en-

tirely new provision for “Artists and
Athletes” (Article 17) proposed in a model
income tax treaty developed by the

Organization for Economic Cooperation

and Development(OECD). U.K. performers

who earn less than $15,000 on U.S. concert

tours are exempt from paying U.S. income
tax. U.S. citizens performing in England are

exempt an equivalent amount.
Beginning Artists

While giving low-grossing entertainers,

who are usually unknown or beginning ar-

tists, a deal, the treaty seems to knock out a

183-day limit which enabled many perfor-

mers to avoid taxes. If an entertainer could

prove he was an employee of a U.K. cor-

poration, and worked in the U.S. less than

183 days, he was exempt from paying U.S.

income tax.

“Corporate arrangements were madefor
tax savings," admitted Raedel. Many per-

formers — “everybody,” according to one
lawyer — formed corporations to employ
themselves. A loophole in the old treaty ex-

empted employees of foreign corporations

from U.S. income tax if they were here less

than 1 83 days. “183 days is the kicker,” said

Blitz. “No entertainer was here for half a

year.”

Dummy Corporations

IRS rulings prohibited tax exemptions for

these dummy corporations. If a performer
continued on pg.

Clive Davis To
Address Retailers
NEW YORK — Arista Records president

Clive Davis will host four afternoon
dialogues with retailers in Los Angeles.

New York, Chicago and Minneapolis, and
will be a speaker at the Musicland Conven-
tion in Minneapolis on August 2.

Limited Advertising

As such, it was not surprising to find no

The “price war”
which was relatively dormant last week,
surfaced again with the appearance of an
advertisement in the July 22 edition of the

New York Daily News listing 14 current

Manager Situation

Approaching a group like the Sylvers

from a strictly management standpoint is

something foreign to Ross. “To me this is

more than just a manager situation . . . it’s a

corporation set up between myself and the

Sylvers and I’m doing a lot more than just

managing,” he related. Al Ross first met
with the group at their request. With finan-

cial and legal problems abounding, they

turned to him to get it all straightened out.

“They approached me ... it was through

several mutual people that they found out

about me and I about them . . . and they felt

I was the only one who could work the

problems out. We spent some time
together, they told me what they were into

and what they had done. We talked about

managerial problems that had confronted

them over the years. I started to realize that

recording stars have similar problems and
situations as athletes, a group of clientele I

had been working with since 1969. Once
you do an athlete contract, so to speak, he

gets a multi-year contract and the bulk and
gist of the work has been performed in

meetings, negotiations, traveling and so

forth. But with a recording artist or enter-

tainer, you’ve got a daily situation . . . you’re

involved with the personal affairs, personal

problems, and working with booking agen-

cies and record companies complicate the

matter even more. Artists require your con-

stant attention in all areas of the business,

even down to costumes, equipment, and
such things as getting the right producer or

Isgro Pilots Motown Promotion Shift Into Pop Markets
LOS ANGELES — Things are changing at

Motown. Over the years, perhaps more
than any other company, the name of the

label has been associated with a certain

kind of sound. Virtually all of its artists were
immediately placed in the R&B slot, and

then, when pop play resulted, it was called

cross-over. Even Diana Ross’s recent

recordings were placed in that category;

Completely Revamped'
Over the last month, however, Motown

has been reorganizing its pop promotional

team under the direction of new national

pop promotional director Joe Isgro.

a dual meaning; in some situations, they

said, one has to be practical in order to pay
the bills, however, when in pursuit of ul-

timate musical goals, the best results come
when no luxury is spared.

The past years have found Cashman and
West devoting themselves to providing that

luxury for others. “We’ve always com-
promised our time as artists to help other

people make records,” said Cashman, ex-

plaining that projects with Jim Croce, Henry
Gross and others had always left Cashman
and West to doing their own albums in be-

tween other projects, on tight schedules

that they would never have demanded of

the artists on their own label.

‘Locked In’

“We're against making comitments to

the unknown,” Cashman continued. “Too
often a new artist and producer become
locked in.' The pressure of all the money
being spent and all the time put in causes
the two parties to block out the reality that

they can’t work together." Since both men
agree that the right producer is the crucial

element in bringing out the artist’s talent,

they try to “find out early” whether a given

producer-artist relationship is working out,

and promote the attitude that how things

“When we make a judgment that

someone is talented, that judgment stands

up until they prove they don't want to be
successful,” Cashman exclaimed. West
went on to say that this philosophy deter-

mined the development of a handful of new
artists who were working with the label, in-

cluding Jim Dawson, Tom Chapin, Dean
Friedman, and a duo, Joey George and
Lewis McGehee. The latter ensemble is

working with producer Genie Sackson,

whose arrangements will be used on West’s

album. By the time their LP is out in Sep-
tember, the two label heads will be confi-

dent that the best possible working
relationship has been allowed to develop

over time.

Producer Development
Sackson is one of a group of seven

producers working with Lifesong, all of

whom have been nurtured by Cashman
and West themselves. While artist develop-

ment is a recognized concern of nearly

every label, the idea of developing
producers within a company is something
new, yet inherent to Cashman and West's

mode of operation. While they look to bring

in the most talented people available, the

entire record company operates within

their creative sphere. They are, as they put

it “executives relating to artists as artists,”

and they relate to producers in the same
manner.

Returing to West the recording artist, his

album is titled “Hometown Frolics,” named
after a country radio show that broadcast

some of his earliest musical influences. The
decision to record separate albums came
partially as a result of a new recognition of

roots by both men. They emphasized that

they had never conflicted as creative

forces, but that around their “innate core of

agreement" were ideas too divergent to

allow them to record as a duo at this time.

West had come to a new awareness of him-

self as a lyricist, and had begun writing

“story” songs that would not have worked
on a Cashman and West album.

‘Toughest Decision’

“This was the toughest decision of my
life,” West explained, “but I knew ! just

wouldn’t have been comfortable with us do-

ing an album together.” Cashman
described the ways in which his album
would be different from West’s, pointing to

“harder, more electric, more extroverted”

as the adjectives for what would come
down to a “city feel,” with somewhat obli-

que lyrical statements. West’s, on the other

hand, displays the lyrical directness of

country music, along with an appropriately

“softer, more country" instrumental tex-

ture. Once again, these are descriptions of

the nuances that differentiate two people

who basically tend to “intertwine” rather

than disagree.

Both men were elated with the oppor-

tunity to finally devote full energy to their

continued on pg.

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rCFAC — A ‘Classic’ Station
by J.B.

LOS ANGELES — “We are the only

classical music station in the United States

that does not simulcast the same program-
ming on our AM and FM stations,” reflected

Carl Princi, director of programming and
community involvement at KFAC in Los

Angeles. Because of that separation of the

two signals, with both programming
classical music to different audiences, a

unique, workable system of crossplugging

the two stations has been achieved.
Crossplugging simply involves informing

the AM audience that the FM signal is an

alternative, or vice versa. “We always

crossplug the programs, the personalities,

and the type of music we play when we're

on the air,” Princi continued. What's unique

is that KFAC offers “lighter classics" on the

AM signal for listeners who may not choose
the “heavier classics," or more esoteric

works played on the FM. It is hoped by sta-

tion management that some comfortable

median may be reached by the audience,

some choosing AM, some FM, and perhaps
even a developed, mature appreciation for

heavier classics by some who listen to the

AM station in the beginning.

Interesting Observations

"From the people I’ve met, talked to on
the phone, or heard from, I’ve made some
interesting observations,” Princi related.

“I’ve found that some of them started with

the AM station, have now found it insuf-

ficient and have gone to FM. What's in-

teresting is that AM was ‘too much’ for

some in the beginning. Now they're

satisfied only with what we play on the FM
such as full symphonic works and want
more than just a movement from a work
that we may air on the AM.

Educate
Bobbi Grimm, the station’s associate

director of programming, also commented.
“The AM is, in away, sort of programmed to

educate the audience of what’s available on
the FM. The best way to educate people is

by repetition and familiarity and that’s what
the AM does more of than the FM. We
began with a bit more repetition of classics.

We might play a short selection, or a single

movement . . . there’s more repeating of

these music segments than on the FM and
that’s where the familiarity factor begins to

build. We've seen an increase of younger
people, especially women, on the AM and I

think it has something to do with repetition.

They learn to appreciate the music on the

AM side and then they’re very familiar with

Carmiele
the more involved, longer works when they

hear the entire thing. They might have
heard just a movement on the AM and will

recognize it when the full work is played on
FM.”

Same Selections

Too much repetition would certainly

cause problems, especially with a classical

music station. Classical music lovers are

generally perturbed to hear the same
selections within even a week, as opposed
to a rock station that may play the number
one record once an hour. Princi countered

this objection by saying, “Our policy is

never to play the same segment more than

twice in the same part of the day within a

two month period. We can play a particular

selection twice within ten days if it’s not

played in the same daypart or program.
Sometimes I get comments from our
listeners about hearing The Blue Danube
Waltz’ or something similar every time they

turn the radio on. But usually these are peo-
ple who listen to our station one day and
then wait two weeks later to turn us on
again.”

KFAC has perhaps the best feedback
possible on what they’re doing right or

wrong. With about 5,000 members, the

“Listener’s Guild” is set up to not only

provide a liaison between the station

management and listeners, but also to

publish the official program guide for the

station, and enable listeners to get good
location tickets for plays, ballets, operas
and movies.

Bobbi Grimm explained what else the

Guild does. “We have one annua! meeting

with the Guild members present. At that

time they can voice their opinion on the
continued on pg.

Great answering backup
vocals on the chorus. Should chart strong in the pop category.

THE J. GEILS BAND

From the recent live two-pocket set “Blow Your Face Out,” this is a dynamic
recording of one of J. Geils’ most popular songs. The power of the cut is undeniable.

Like most of their songs, this is based around a riff, but it’s a great one. A must for FM
progressive programmers.

ROSLYN KIND (Columbia 3-10386)

This is a lovely ballad from the current movie “Ode To

Billy Joe." Arranged and conducted by Gene Page, this

one is perfect for summer MOR programming. It’s got a

good feel to it; Ms. Kind’s voice is really expressive. Pop
programmers should give this one a listen; it might be a

good change-of-pace.

PETE WINGFIELD (Island IS 065-A)

might have a pop hit on his hands, it’s right in the summer
groove.

It’s good to see that Stoneground is back. They had a

big hit a few years ago with “Passion Flower,” and this

one looks like it will do the same thing. It’s a powerful cut,

with a lot of hooks, and a driving rock rhythm. The vocals

are tight and there’s a great synthesizer solo that sounds

like a flute. Released on the group's own label, this will be

picked up by every wise pop programmer.

FAITH, HOPE & CHARITY (RCA JH 10749)

You’re My Peace Of Mind (3:54) (Van McCoy/Warner
Tamerlane — BMI) (V. McCoy)
Van McCoy makes his arranging and writing presence

felt on this cut. The melody is a real hook, with a lot of

rhythmic counterpoint and attractive chord lines. The
group excels at vocal harmonies, and in this way points

out the nuance of every phrase. A good disco number, it

lacks the frenetic mindlessness that prohibits cross over

from disco to R&B play, so this should score big in both

areas.

BOBBv VEE (Shadybrook 45-030)

It's Good To Be Here (3:20) (Saima — BMI) (R. Velline)

This is one of the best things we’ve ever heard from

Bobby Vee. His voice is low, his reading of the tune is

brilliant. He drops notes at the end of phrases, really

punches up the verses. The song is a medium-tempo
rocker that sticks in the mind even after the first listen. A
must for any pop programmer.

THE SHAKERS (Asylum E-45335-A)
Baby, Come Back (3:13) (Piccadilly — BMI) (E. Grant)

This is the second single from the “Yankee Reggae,”
and it's just that. Yankee reggae differs from the
Jamaican style, at least in the Shaker interpretation,

since major accent is right on the regular beat. The
vocals are ok, with a good Beatles-like crescendo,
building the chord a la “Twist And Shout.” Should get
some serious pop and FM progressive play.

BARRY MANN (Arista AS 0194)
The Princess And The Punk (3:58) (Screen Gems-Co-
lumbia/Summerhill Songs — BMI) (B. Mann, C. Weil)

A simple piano introduction kicks this one off to a good
start. Mann, until the last couple of years, has been
known as one of our best songwriters. Now he's a pretty

good recording artist in his own right. The production

builds until the piano is surrounded by a full complement
of instruments, and Mann'svocal keeps coming through.

It’s a good ballad. Smart for FMs.

MICHAEL HOLM (Ariola America P-7629)

The chorus on this one is completely infectious. It’s got

some disco elements present on the breaks, like the str-

ings, but they’re used for emphasis, well-placed. Holm’s

voice is distinctive, his phrasing excellent. Great rhythm

guitar is a highlight of the piece. Should get a lot of pop
play and hit the charts strong.

GROOVE HOLMES (Flying Dutchman/RCA JB 10735)

I’ve Got Love For You (3:32) (Weilmade — BMI) (H. Ott)

Bass, percussion and whispering vocals give this one

a great start, and then the music builds and you find your-

self in the middle of a haunting synthesizer line. Then the

rhythm doubles. Good for jazz, R&B and disco radio out-

lets. There’s some inventive playing going on here. A hot

mix brings out the full colors of the instrumentation.

SLIK (Arista AS 0197)

Requiem (3:58) (Martin-Coulter/Famous — ASCAP) (B.

Martin, P. Coulter)

Written by Bill Martin and Phil Coulter (Martin of

“Saturday Night” fame), this one has a big choral backup

that sounds great. After the full introduction the song

slips into a good pop melody. There’s a lot of rhythmic

changes happening here and it would seem that Slik has

found a good single for FM progressives.

VAL JOHNS (Playboy P-6079-A)

You Gotta Make Your Own Sunshine (3:20) (Don

Kirshner — BM!) (N. Sedaka, H. Greenfield)

Val Johns was smart to cover this Sedaka-Greenfield

song. The talents of writers and artists merge perfectly

and create something that is better than the sum of its

parts. This is a well-crafted pop song and Johns really

belts it out. The break is inventive and keeps the listener

on his toes. Should get a lot of pop and MOR play.

SUPERCHARGE (Virgin/CBS ZS 8-9507)

Give It To Nasty (3:02) (Almo/Virgin — ASCAP) (B. Rob-
ertson, A. Donnelly, D. Irving, O. Yue, I. Bradshaw, T.

Dunmore)
The horns on this owe something to the landmark work

of Allen Toussaint — the charts and playing are so

snappy they really give the tune an extra edge. This is in

the disco and R&B vein, and it's high quality all the way.

The vocals are a trifle lost in the mix, but the percussion

break more than makes up for it.

would feed over so that the kids would get a

fair shake there. It doesn’t matter how good
you are because there are a lot of talented

people out there. But they don't always get

a fair shake or the push, or the exposure

that is really needed to break their act.

“The next thing was to get the right

choreographer. I brought in Cholly Atkins

who had worked with groups like the Spin-

ners and the O’Jays and Gladys Knight.

Even though the Sylvers were so talented to

begin with, as Cholly indicated, we needed

someone to channel and guide their direc-

tion.

“We had to get the right booking agency,

too. We had to have an agency that had the

confidence that this would be the best act

they were handling.”

Number One
Al Ross got all that and more. “We’re not

gonna stop . . . we’re gonna go to number
one and stay there. The type of individuals

I've represented are like that. I’ve never
taken on a million clients . . . I’ve only taken
on the premier clients.”

Story Relationship

Ross’ relationship with Capitol was
stormy at first, but after they knew “we
weren’t going to be satisfied with just being

another group there,” the situation got bet-

ter. “It took a lot of hours of meetings and
discussions to let them know we were
serious. And I wanted to make an impres-

sion of not just being an R&B group, but a

total group. We were performing for all

audiences ... we were concerned with be-

ing an all around act for all ages because
our album product speaks for all ages. I

hope Capitol generates the same idea in

marketing and merchandising campaigns
too," said Ross. “The Sylvers sell more than

just singles . . . but even though four hun-

dred thousand album sales may seem
good, I feel we should be selling twice that

many. That's our goal.”

Whole Group

And discussions Detween Capitol and
Ross have centered on more than just the

group as a whole too. “We have not just one
superstar potential within this group, but

more like four or five,” Ross related. “Any
one of them can breakout, can do solo and

front the rest of the group or stand alone,

and that’s what we’ve been talking about

with Capitol. We’re going to start breaking

individuals out of the group because the

talent is there.”

The Sylvers listen to what Al Ross says.

Ross will tell you that, Shirley Sylvers will

tell you that, and the group will tell you that.

“They’ve got to be willing to listen and take

the guidance in the particular area I am
familiar with. You've got to lay the ground
rules . . . find out who does what . . . who
takes the responsibility for what. Until you

get across who does what, there’s a feeling

of maybe you’ll do it or i’ll do it. Nobody
knows who’s going to do it. In the Sylvers,

everyone knows their function and respon-

sibility. It’s going very smoothly but it takes

time, too. They haven’t been around for a

long time like the Spinners, for instance. To
me, the Sylvers are like the Boston Celtics.

Because there are so many talented peo-

ple, and they have talent in so many dif-

ferent directions, it’s a success.”

Top Group
The Sylvers should be a top group for

years to come, according to Ross. He men-
tioned that he felt it was important for him to

stay on top of the many different situations

and possibilities to broaden the scope of

the group because “there’s so much poten-

tial there. We're blossoming in every direc-

tion, too,” said Ross. “We’re trying to really

work with them and groom them in all the

various areas so that they will be even more
versatile than they were two or three years

ago.”

What does headlining a concert mean to

Ross?"

We're
an east coast company and we’re a west

coast company and an English company
and a Japanese company and a midwest
company and a northern company and a

southern company and a Nashville com-
pany. And if the Antarctic opens up for

trade, we’ll be there too. But we’re definitely

a west coast company with a total organiza-

tion here, with a new Los Angeles facility in

the works.” He also officially revealed plans

for the new L. A. -based label at this time.

On the other hand,
CBS Records in the U.S. has been able to

draw from a pool of talent from overseas, of

artists that have become successful here
after being successful over there. He added
that CRI has grown to operating companies
in 26 countries with 7000 employees.

Jack Craigo

Broaden The Base
LOS ANGELES — Jack Craigo, vice presi-

dent and general manager, marketing, for

CBS Records, noted a number of points

that from a marketing standpoint were
necessary ingredients for continuous
growth at CBS. “First of all, we need to in-

crease our understanding of the demo-
graphics and premeditated buying power
levels of our targeted consumers. Secon-
dly, we need to broaden the base of the

music buying consumer. And following

that, increase the effectiveness of advertis-

ing in both consumer advertising and
national label media advertising invest-

ments. We need to develop and increase

the sales for eight-track and cassettes. And
finally, increase the unit sales for disk and
tape per square foot of available retail

marketing space.”

Craigo added that CBS must improve its

market share, even at the expense of com-
petitors, noting that, “We want every share
point you can capture.” He declared that

the “bottom line for promotion is to get the

record played, and the measurement for

sales is to get the order.” He cautioned that

he or CBS were not arrogant, but “we’re

into new creative thinking, imaginative

techniques, creative planning and into

focusing our attention upon broad projects

which will produce growth for both the

company and your own personal develop-
ment.”

Zeroing in on the success of CBS, Craigo
declared that “we’re working with three

groups of partners in our business: our ar-

tists/their managers and agencies, radio

programmers and our customers." He
called the label “proud and experienced,

prudent and innovative, aggressive and
competitive and persistent. A company
connected with the artists, with radio, and
its customers to form a music business
community within an industry. We’re CBS
Records.”

Paul Smith

Sales Up 39%
LOS ANGELES — “There is nothing that we
at headquarters demand of you that we
don’t demand of ourselves,” declared Paul
Smith, vice president of marketing, dis-

tribution. “Play to win as an individual and
asateam. Know the position and getthejob
done."

Smith congratulated the sales force on
“the best six-month period in our history,

with sales up 39% over the same period last

year. In each month since our last conven-
tion, July 1975 through June 1976, you’ve
outbilled the corresponding month in any
prior year." He attributed their success to

“consistent, outstanding one-on-one
performers.”

And he ad-

ded that he was “honored to serve as your

president” of the “#1 record company.”

LOS ANGELES — New albums on Colum-
bia Records by a wide range of artists were

ZZ Top

TULANE STADIUM. NEW ORLEANS —
Many bands have named themselves for

their place of origin, but probably no other

has done as much public relations for their

home as ZZ Top. The “little ol' band from

Texas" is currently touring afull production

including flora and fauna of the big state,

along with a Texas-shaped stage and lights

and backdrops simulating the shifting

pastel hues of the desert plains. The show’s

opening leans heavily on visual elements,

with a curtain drawn back to reveal the bur-

ning sun as a lone wolf howls. For a few

seconds a black bison and stately longhorn

steer fade into view, tended by tall peaceful

figures in ten-gallon hats. A windmill spins

gently in the quiet breeze, and a vulture

fans its graceful wings.

While this motion picture scenario might

suggest the soundtrack arrangement of

program rock, ZZ Top's music is the sim-

plest and most straightforward of hard rock

blues and boogie. This evening they

opened as they do on the live side of “Fan-

dango" with “Thunderbird.” The three-man

group displays an equality of parts where
the three instruments blend into one sound,

and although guitarist Billy Gibbons and

bassist Dusty Hill carry this further by

standing unusually close to one another on

stage, they do alternate the front-man's

duties. Gibbons shows the influences of

many varieties of blues. On “Chevrolet” he

is a strutting, plunking image of Chuck
Berry, or he can lean to the deep growling

boogie of a John Lee Hooker, as well as

coming close to the riffing, rapping style of

B.B. King as he advfses on the treatment of

a lover during "Blue Jean Blues." All in his

own kindly manner, appealing to the
audience’s ego and feeling them respond
as one.

Dusty Hill's raunchier voice is featured

on the single, “Tush,” part of a long encore
that included “La Grange” and covers of

“Jailhouse Rock" and "Folsom Prison

Blues." The band saluted the serpent at the

tip of the stage with a novel version of Peter

Greene's “Rattlesnake Shake," while a

song from their upcoming London album,
“Love Is The Only Thing That Drives Me
Crazy," was carried along/by a steady ac-

centuation of the upbeat by drummer Frank
Beard. Another bit of Texas culture was in-

troduced in thesecond encore's "Backdoor
Medley," with Gibbons and Hill one-upping
each other in the frantic chant of the auc-

tioneer.

ZZ Top’s unrefined brand of guitar

boogie is not the type that finds airplay on
all stations and they certainly have made no
musical compromises simply for the sake
of appeasing their unfavorable critics. Their

audience is young by nature, and this eve-

ning in this city about 50,000 strong (with J.

Geils on the bill). Whether they crack their

toughest market, the northeast, this time

around, no doubt they will always remain

the same.

Conway Twitty/ Loretta Lynn
LONG BEACH ARENA, CALIF. — Very few

country singers have been as honored as

Loretta Lynn. The beautiful lady from
Butcher Holler, Kentucky has won virtually

every award to be handed out for country

music, and has been voted one of the most
admired women in the country. One reason

for Ms. Lynn’s success has to be the sense
of identification that people feel for her. The
lady has a sense of realness that comes
from deep within, and reaches out to touch

the listener. The songs composed by Ms.

Lynn are generally about homey subjects

that a large number of people can identify

with, such as “Coal Miner’s Daughter,”

about her poverty-stricken but happy
childhood; “First City,” about jealousy; or

“One’s On The Way,” about the tribulations

of a small-town housewife. Some people

undoubtedly find her tunes corny, probably

because they hit a little too close to home.

Ms. Lynn possesses the richly emotional
vocal quality to make her songs believable

and enjoyable. Altogether, the lady is a total

original—one of the few in music today.

Conway Twitty is one of a group of fifties

rock-a-billies whose careers have since

turned down country roads. Most of his big

hits, such as “Fifteen Years Ago,” and “Af-

ter All The Good Is Gone,” have that

Presleyesque flavor that separates them
from the run-of-the-mill country song.
Twitty has a rich and varied voice with sen-

sual overtones, and uses it to best advan-

tage on the sexy love songs like “I See The
Want To In Your Eyes” and “Touch The
Hand."
Conway and Loretta are the premier duo

in country music today, with numerous hit

singles and albums on MCA records in the

last six years. The two seem to bring out the

Piracy Crackdown
Spreads Across U.S.

LOS ANGELES — Seven record com-
panies including Capitol Records, ABC
Records, CBS Records, MCA Records,

Atlantic Recording Corp., RCA Records
and Warner Bros. Records, have obtained

permanent injunctions restraining Joseph
Martin, The National Music Company, The
Tape Company and Pearl Music Company,
Inc., from infringing, by unauthorized
reproduction, distribution or sale, plaintiffs’

copyrighted sound recordings.

Defendants admitted in the judgment
and decree their infringing activities and
plaintiffs’ respective ownership and validity

of the copyrights in question and agreed to

the total payment of $10,000 in damages to

plaintiffs.

CHICAGO — Agents of the Federal Bureau
of Investigation raided Robert’s Eyes and
Ears, and seized ten 8-track player-
recorders, three turntables and a cassette

“Hall of Famer” — Eddy Arnold has been making and breaking records steadily for more
than twenty years. On February 23, 1970 at the Waldorf-Astoria, during his New York night

club debut, RCA Records presented Eddy with an award to commemorate his selling of

over sixty-million records. The total now is over 70,000,000, making him one of the top

recording artists of all time.

In 1966, he was elected to the Country Music Hall of Fame, a fitting tribute to the man who
has personally brought country music to millions of people all over the world. The following

year, he was named “Entertainer of the Year" by the Country Music Association.

During the past few years, Eddy has appeared on every major network variety show here
and in Europe, as well as in many specials. He has hosted the Tonight Show for the

vacationing Johnny Carson; co-hosted the Mike Douglas Show; and narrated an NBC-TV
special, "Music From The Land," a history of country music. During recent seasons, Eddy
hosted seventeen Kraft Music Hall Shows, a Kraft Music Hall Christmas Special for 1970
and a series titled "Country Fair". As the host of more than twenty television specials, Eddy
has without exception won the highest percentage of the TV audience.
He has appeared, and continues to appear, with the symphony orchestras of Atlanta,

Dallas, Denver, Hartford, Jacksonville, Memphis, Phoenix and others and has performed
twice at Carnegie Hall.

Eddy Arnold was born in Henderson, Tennessee, the son of a sharecropper. He was
brought up listening to the blues and mountain music of the area, and learned, from his

mother, to play the guitar.

After performing for a short time on WMPS in Memphis, he went to St. Louis where he
worked in small night clubs and had a spot on a radio show. His success with various tour-

ing shows led to a contract with RCA Records in 1944 where he became one of the biggest

selling artists on the label. His album and singles are virtually always present on record
charts and he is the recipient of gold records too numerous to mention.

In addition to his performing career, Eddy is a well-established and well-respected

businessman with interests including extensive real estate and land development, an
automobile dealership, music publishing, record pressing, utilities and apartment houses.
He is on the Board of Directors of many leading business establishments and is the Past
President and Honorary Governor of the Nashville Chapter of NARAS (the National

Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences).

Bradley is titled “Cowboy".

Tax Treaty Between U.S. & U.K. May Hurt Artists
could veto the decisions of his “employer”

or share in the corporate profits, that per-

former was not an employee in the eyes of

the IRS. Despite the rulings, which may be
challenged in the near future, many perfor-

mers were able to dodge the tax-man.

Performers may still be able to use the

183-day exemption, claimed Neal
Rosenthal, another tax attorney. “Some of

the same rules apply under other treaty

provisions.”

Not Accurate

When asked if entertainers were bound
solely by the requirements of Article 17, the

artist-athlete section in the new treaty,

Rosenthal said, “I don’t think that’s ac-

curate. Article 17 gives one sort of

presumption. There are extra added
presumptions in other articles.”

Others feel, however, that Article 17

over-rides all other treaty provisions, as far

as entertainers are concerned.

The questions over Article 17 and special

exemptions may not be resolved very soon.

Although Raedel was “hopeful that hear-

ings would be after Labor Day,” Kuhl at

Senate Foreign Relations, which handles
treaties once they are signed by the Presi-

dent, was not optimistic. "We’re not sure

we'll get to it this year," he said, adding that

nothing would happen until the Senate dis-

posed of a tax reform bill pending on the

floor.

The U.S. -U.K. treaty is one of the first

utilizing OECD model treaty provisions, and
will set a precedent for all entertainers per-

forming in the U.S., as well as Americans
touring abroad. The model treaty, used in

all current tax negotiations, gives special

attention to entertainers for the first time.

"Article 17 represents the new policy," ac-

cording to the Treasury Department.
Negotiations are currently in progress, or

contemplated in the near future, with over

20 nations, including Australia, Canada,
Costa Rica, Jamaica, and the Netherlands.

The U.S. -U.K. treaty, as well as the treaties

with Australia and Canada will probably

help U.S. performers most, since those
countries get the lion's share of exported
U.S. talent. Treaties with Spanish-speaking
or Latin American countries will give a ma-
jor break to foreign performers because of

the Latin and Caribbean music boom in this

country.

Double Taxation

The new treaty, like most international

tax treaties, will also help eliminate the

problem of double taxation. Double taxa-

tion means a person’s income is taxed

twice, both by the country of residence, and
by the country in which the income is earn-

ed. T axes paid in one country, under treaty

provisions, will be credited to the tax owed
in the country of residence. “It doesn’t com-
pletely obviate all problems,” said
Rosenthal.

Feelings about the new U.S. -U.K. treaty

are mixed. “The new treaty is a pretty good
treaty," said Harvey Blitz. “The only people
getting a worse deal are the entertainers.”

Said Neal Rosenthal, “We’re happy about
the $15,000 exemption ... It will make life

easier just for beginning artists. They’re the

only ones that get a break.”

Implementation
Another question mark remaining is how

the IRS intends to implement the new
treaty. The treaty, when ratified by the

Senate, is retroactive to Jan. 1, 1975, or

Jan. 1, 1976 if the old treaty provides

greater tax breaks.

Currently the U.S. impresario or agent
must withhold 30% of an entertainer's gross
earnings if the performer is acting as an in-

dependent contractor. Frequently the IRS

may grab 30% of the gross at the concert

door, if it feels an entertainer is not paying

enough.

One former IRS employee said IRS

agents liked getting free concert tickets,

paid for by the government, and stayed to

enjoy the performance before confiscating

receipts. An artist can get an advance ex-

emption, however, according to Raedel at

the Treasury Department.
"We're anxious to see how the (Internal

Revenue) Service works it out
procedurally,” said Rosenthal, who won-
dered if withholding would be required if an

entertainer thought he wouldn't break the

$15,000 limit.

“If they know in advance they won’t make
$15,000, they won’t pay it,” declared

Raedel. “They may require some certifica-

tion, however," he warned.

'Good Graphics Enhance A Career'

“Album art doesn’t necessarily sell

records, but it does help the consumer in

deciding what to buy. An exciting record

with an exciting cover will probably cause a

better sales reaction than a good record

without a good cover.” He continued that,

“Graphics help artists; they are important

to their careers because they help the

public to focus on the artist and get a visual

key to the music. Good graphics enhance a

career and bring quality to it.” Part of the

approach which Glaser wants to follow on

future Utopia releases is to put more infor-

mation on the covers. “I would like to bring

back good liner notes, to have somebody
who is knowledgable and a good writer

write about the music."

Color Used On Back Cover
The cover for an upcoming Albert King

album features a black & white portrait of

King on the front, under bold red lettering

spelling his name. The back cover features

a color photo of King, holding his guitar af-

ter a performance, standing in front of a

striking red wall. Glaser was asked about
the thinking behind going to the expense of

four color printing for an album cover, and
then using a black and white photo on the

cover. Traditional album marketing rules

would dictate using the color photo on the

front. "Context is everything,” he replied,

and added that he felt that the combination
of the Norman Seef black and white photo
and the bold red lettering made a cover at

least as eye catching and appealing as the

color photo would have. He pointed out the

use of the full color Utopia logo on the front

cover. “We let them know that we have four

color with the use of the logo in the corner of

the black and white photo. It is subtle and it

shows a certain amount of class.”

Is NATRA the answer for the black
broadcasting industry?
Joe Fisher, program director at WCKO

and past president of the Florida chapter of

NATRA feels the organization needs a lot of

changes. "First off the location of the con-

vention is horrible. I can't afford to go, and
I’m a program director. How can other air

personalities do it? The organization does
need a lot of help. I do like the idealism

behind an organization like NATRA but for

the past five or six years, the older mem-
bers just bicker, argue, and fuss and
nothing gets done. The organization has
never acknowledged any of the younger
programmers and given them a chance to

participate. Also there has been too much
in-fighting between the members from the

north and the south. NATRA has not

changed with the times, everyone in black

radio has tried valiantly to grow except the

NATRA organization. I think that NATRA
should also try to be more self-sufficient as

an organization without depending on

record companies for help. When the

record companies are involved, they mus-
cle in. I would like to see a convention where
I and my radio colleagues could inter-relate

and learn.”

Bernard Miller, program director at

KNOK in Ft. Worth feels NATRA could be

the answer, but that it doesn't do anything

for its members. “I don’t see NATRA focus-

ing in on the needs of the program directors

and jocks. I would have liked to attend if

they had seminars, where I could have sat

down and talked shop. However, I have to

stay on top of my station and really don’t
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have the time to go to Antigua and party.”

Chris Hall, program director at KATZ in

St. Louis feels the concept of NATRA is

good but that the structure of the organiza-
tion needs to be improved. “It doesn’t relate

to those of us in broadcasting. Instead of

taking on new projects and ideas all they do
is discuss past problems. I think the
organization needs new spirit and
enthusiasm from new people who are sin-

cere and dedicated. I think that rather than
have a big convention NATRA should hold
regional events which could be more con-
centrated, so that the programmers and
announcers would be going there with

defined purposes.”

were standard practice. We don’t have that

anymore. We call our programming the

‘classic experience’ and program selec-

tions by time segments. We’re mixing it all

up now and playing together what used to

be separated into hour shows.”
Princi made a point that the tuneout fac-

tor is much less when a station is not block

programmed. “If someone was listening to

an hour of light classics, and then another
type of programming came on in the next

hour, it may have been the tendency to turn

us off, if he didn't like what was next. Now,
we have a well balanced mixture and
there’s not much tuneout factor at all. I think

we got three complaints after we left the

block programming philosophy.”

Kennedy said the bond would be needed
for possible payment of interest the bank
claims is mounting up on its loans to Stax.

But if the bank becomes an unsecured
creditor, Kennedy argued, bankruptcy
rules say interest stops running the day an
involuntary bankruptcy petition is filed (in

this case, December 19th). Therefore, he
said, no bond is needed for the bank’s
interest

However, bank attorney Wynn Smith

argued that the bond was to protect against

diminution of the value of assets while a

reorganization plan is being formulated.

Kennedy objected to legal harassment
by the bank, saying, "The bank, for

whatever reason, wishes to bury Stax

Records.” Kennedy said he would have to

consult with Stax officers before deciding

whether to appeal. He has already filed a

notice of appeal on other decisions involv-

ing Stax.

There’s a chance Stax again might be re-

quired to post a sizable bond if it appeals.

Stax’ chairman Al Bell, now on trial on

charges of bank fraud, said "We will fight

this thing all the way.”

Reorganization

Kennedy also mentioned the possibility

of corporate reorganization under Chapter
Ten of the Federal Bankruptcy Act. Unlike a

Chapter Eleven reorganization, he said, a

Chapter Ten allows alteration of the rights

of both secured and unsecured creditors.

Chapter Eleven deals only with unsecured
creditors, dividing a corporation’s or in-

dividual’s assets after secured creditors

have taken their security.

A Chapter Ten proceeding is reserved

only for corporations, which must show
they cannot obtain adequate relief under

Chapter Eleven.

Reggae Trend May Lead To New Store Category »
sales, ana at this point we see no reason to

update a distinct reggae list on a regular

basis." Father’s and Sun's will continue to

list reggae albums, in future releases, un-
der "soul,” as they’ve done in the past.

Apex-Martin Disagrees

Apex-Martin, however, oelieves that

reggae is becoming sufficiently popular to

warrant a distinct list on a regular basis.

Their list, which debuted in July, will be up-

dated each month. Originally grouped un-

der a disco/soul/jazz monicker, reggae will

now be considered a distinct section for

reporting purposes. According to a com-
pany spokesman, “Reggae is selling well

for us. We sold several thousand of the

"Rastaman Vibration,” and Toots (and the

Maytals) and the Heptones are also sell-

ing.”

The Apex-Martin chart features eight ti-

tles in the following order, from one to eight:

“Rastaman Vibration” by Bob Marley & the

Wailers; “Burnin’ ” by Bob Marley & the

Wailers; “The Harder They Come” by
Jimmy Cliff; “This Is Reggae Music” by
various artists; “Funky Kingston" by Toots
and the Maytals; “Catch A Fire” by Bob
Marley & the Wailers; “Reggae Got Soul" by
Toots and the Maytals; “Night Food" by the

Heptones.

All these albums are the product of

Island Records, a curious development
since Apex-Martin distributes the Island

line. However, sources at the one stop

steadfastly deny that this was the overriding

factor in compiling the list. “We grabbed
what we thought was popular,” argued an

official at Apex-Martin. “Sure we initiated

the project in conjunction with Reggae Got
Soul (Island's current marketing cam-
paign), but we believe that Island has the

best quality of reggae of all the major

labels.”

150-200 Titles

Town Hall Record One-Stop, Inc. has
been compiling a reggae list for five years,

and disagrees that Island and reggae are
that synonymous. "That Apex list is inade-

quate," commented a spokesman for the

company, “because it’s not the true picture.

We’ve sold as many of Byron Lee’s This Is

Carnival’ on Dynamic Records (approx
imately 5,000 pieces) as Marley’s
‘Rastaman Vibration.’

Town Hall’s current list, which logs be-

tween 1 50 to 200 titles, reflects this conten-
tion. The Byron Lee album is #1, Marley’s

“Rastaman Vibration” is #2, “Legalize It” by
Peter Tosh (Columbia) is #3. The next four

titles include “Dread In Babylon” by U-Roy
(Virgin distributed by Epic) and “Right

Time” by the Mighty Diamonds (also on
Virgin).

Reggae On The West Coast
Tosh’s, located in Seattle, distributes an

extensive circular, detailing regional sales

by different categories, but the one stop

doesn’t feel that reggae is a significant

generator of sales, at least not enough to be
dealt with as a separate category. “We’re
feeling it (sales) in Portland and in scattered

stores in Washington and Oregon, but it’s

still more an undergroundish thing on the

retail level,” explained Greg Rediske,

research director and publications editor

for Tosh’s.

“Marley is doing well, and his catalog

sells, but other than that, reggae is just not

big in areas we service (Alaska,
Washington, Oregon, Idaho, Montana).
We’ve found that ‘Rastaman’ sells, at its

best, about 50 pieces per week, which is on

a par with how we’ve done with the new
Santana album, and his catalog moves
steadily at a rate of about 10 pieces per

week. However, other reggae artists do
only about one-tenth that total; none show

up in our ‘top 100' weekly sales figures, ex-

cept during their first week of release. A
good reggae album moves about 10 pieces

per week.”
Rediske did not believe the Apex-Martn

list was totally without merit. “I would say

that Island is the seller. It’s the leader of

reggae in the states, except Columbia is

starting to make some in-roads with Peter

Tosh, which is one of our top four reggae

sellers. Also, the Mighty Diamonds and U-

Roy are appearing.”

However, despite the success of Island’s

reggae program and the entrance of CBS
into major marketing of reggae (a sign that

Rediske termed “a possibility that reggae

will break but for now, is merely a commer-
cial gesture”), Tosh’s has no plans to com-
pile a reggae report. “One or two titles sell-

ing is not a valid indicator. I don’t think

reggae is a distinct music form in this

market, and as such we’ll continue to incor-

porate reggae into our rock/pop section.”

Reaction From Major Markets

Reaction from key one stops in es-

tablished reggae markets (New York,

Boston, Philadelphia, Washington D.C.) as

well as from other one stops in areas as

geographically diverse as San Francisco

and Denver, indicated varying levels of

sales success, but most were in agreement

that the time to distinguish reggae music for

reporting purposes is still in the future. The
personality of Marley and the entrance of

CBS were most often cited as the two

positive indicators that reggae may yet

become a major retail consideration.

To date, the most successful reggae

album on the Cash Box “top 200 LPs” chart

has been “Rastaman Vibration” currently at

#30, after peaking at#1 1 on July 3. Theonly

other reggae album to chart has been

“Reggae Got Soul” which is at #139 with a

bullet after four weeks.

MOA Update of Copyright Issue
CHICAGO — Music Operators of America recently issued an indepth report on the curren-

tly pending copyright law revision bill, elaborating on the specifics of the bill and the posi-

tion of MOA.
As the report indicated, there are at present two revision bills before a Subcommittee of

the House Judiciary Committee: H.R. 2223 introduced in January '75 and S. 22 passed by

the Senate in February '76. Both bills provide for an $8 per year jukebox royalty, however,

the Senate bill (S. 22) includes a provision for review of the jukebox royalty by a Copyright

Royalty Tribunal, a stipulation not included in the House bill (H.R. 2223). On the other hand,

the House bill has a mechanical fee of 3b per recording while the fee provided in the Senate

bill is 2 ’/sb per recording.

Also before the Subcommittee is the bill H.R. 5345, which would create a $1 per year

jukebox royalty for the benefit of record manufacturers and performers. A similar

recording arts performance royalty was defeated in the Senate in 1974.

In stating the association’s position on each of the bills, MOA noted that, of necessity, it

approves of the $8 jukebox royalty (recognizing the fact that numerous operators are op-

posed to the payment of any royalty) and the 2 ’/2b mechanical fee but opposes the

Copyright T ribunal review of the jukebox royalty as well as the 3b mechanical fee and the

$1 jukebox royalty for record manufacturers and performers.

MOA pointed out the financial ramifications of the pending bills, emphasizing their par-

ticular impact on the small operator who might not survive the burden of additional ex-

penses. Furthermore, the situation would be compounded if royalties were subject to

review by a Copyright Royalty Tribunal.

The agreement for an $8 jukebox royalty was adopted in April of 1967, as MOA noted. At

the time, no provision was included for a readjustment of the rate.

MOA members are being urged to familiarize themselves with all of the specifics of each

of the bills and to be prepared, if need be, to express their position to legislators.

This ultimately increases the

lifespan of a game and saves an operator

valuable time that would otherwise be lost

on repair.

The conversion kits were made for

JRW’s own ‘Handi-Cap’ game, but have
proved useful in restoring life into other old

games as well. Ginny told CB that many
customers were happy with these kits

which also give you a selection of different

paddle sizes.

OLA Holds Mexican Mini-Meet Prior To CBS Convention

by Stephen FuchsPUERTO VALLARTA — Approximately 50

personnel representing CBS Records in

various Latin-American countries met in

Mexico for a four-day mini-convention

(July 15-18) on their way to participate in

the 1 976 CBS national affair in Los Angeles.

This was the fourth gathering of OLA
(Operaciones Latino Americanas), chaired

by Manuel Villarreal, vice president, Latin-

American operations. The purpose of the

meeting was to outline short-range plans

and set some common targets in the never-

ending quest for a more homogeneous ex-

ploitation of international product.

Presentations, Discussions

The OLA sessions alternated between

product presentations from the various

contingents and several topics of discus-

sion designed to stimulate communication

between the various Latin states.

In the former instance, tapes, press kits

and slides were utilized to present a variety

of musical expressions ranging from the

mariachi-flavored “rancho” sound of

traditional Mexico through contemporary

jazz-rock and ballad offerings that have

gained wide acceptance in the Latin com-
munity over the last several years. Presen-

tations came from Argentina, Brazil,

Colombia, Costa Rica, Venezuela, Spain

and Mexico.

Balance, Communication
Villarreal delivered the keynote address

which stressed the goal of reaching an even

balance of sales between local and inter-

national catalogs. Emphasizing the impor-

tance of communicating successful situa-

tions, Villarreal gave the example of

Roberto Carlos who became a “monster” in

Brazil. Carlos’ popularity was
professionally conveyed to other CBS
licensees worldwideand has, asaresult, in-

creased his audience and sales power sub-

stantially. Even in countries where there is

no cultural affinity, advised Villarreal, com-
munication may help bring at least one ar-

tist to the fore.

Utilizing consumer and trade publica-

tions is the apparent and proven method of

passing along information, said the chair-

man, but the inter-corporate tongue should

never be overlooked.

The question was raised as to the accep-

tance of a “50-50" split between local and
imported product; the public may buy it, but

will various governments?

International Language
“Music is an international language,”

responded Villarreal. “Several Mexican
stations play only international music. By
the same token there are other stations that

only play music of the romantic type. The
listener can find what he wants. Certain

countries do govern the percentage of air-

play. In some cases airplay is almost

Other topics of discussion included a

survey of the publishing situations among
those countries in attendance; international

contracts (a closed meeting); and a serious

appraisal of the threat to the entire industry

as posed by illegal recordings. In this last

case, it was generally recognized that the

public needs to be educated to the fact that

such material is not only illegal, but usually

inferior. It was also decided that the various

CBS affiliates should not only work
together on the issue, but ought to actively

promote solid governmental legislation.

Expanded Schedule
Until now, representatives of OLA have

held yearly meetings on a group basis;

Villarreal is looking to build the function into

a twice-a-year concept with the next

LONDON — The Musicians Union and the

Association of Independent Radio Contrac-
tors have signed a new pact which took ef-

fect July 1.

The contract reduces the number of

transmissions independent local ratio sta-

tions (ILR) can make from recordings done
for them by MU members. The basic fee of

14 pounds sterling for an hour’s recording

remains the same, but it will now be paid in

one sum instead of two installments.

ILR stations with potential audiences of

one million or more will now be permitted to

transmit recordings three times, and sta-

tions with less than a million potential

listeners can make four transmissions of

the recorded material.

The ILR stations are obliged by charter to

spend 3% of their income in the employ-
ment of musicians.

The new agreement is mainly the result

meeting tentatively set for Colombia in

February 1977. “In this business,” points

out Villarreal, “things change so rapidly that

we can't afford to let a year go by. Although I

travel constantly throughout South
America, we don’t always get the benefit of

being together as a group.”

Villarreal began OLA in 1962. Starting

with his own position as manager of CBS
Mexico, he sought out specialists in his

Latin region with the ambitious qualifica-

tions of being bi-lingual professionals who
knew the record business and were willing

to travel.

Three Zones
Now OLA is firmly established through-

out Latin America and has divided the

territory into three zones.

The northern zone, overseen by Ruben
Chavez, concerns itself solely with Mexico,

a wholly-owned CBS operation.

Guillermo Lopez directs the central zone,

headquartered out of San Jose, Costa Rica.

Lopez splits his attentions between the CBS
companies in Colombia, Central America
and Venezuela and also conducts business

with affiliates in Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia and
the Dominican Republic, although, ac-

cording to Villarreal, the volume of opera-

tion is substantially lower in those
territories.

A southern zone, established within the

last year, is headed by Juan Truden. Here

of resentment expressed by MU members
about the varying number of times their

work was being transmitted by the ILR sta-

tions for the basic 14 pounds which com-
pares unfavorably with the BBC fee of 13.2

pounds for one transmission only.

Stan Hibbert, assistant general secretary

in chargeof broadcasting and recording for

the Musicians Union, highlighted another

part of the pact important in MU eyes. This

is an assurance by the AIRC that whenever

and wherever practicable they will give em-
ployment to musicians within the transmis-

sion areas of the various stations con-

cerned.

Hibbert regards this as a useful step in

extending recording activities to provincial

musicians on a countrywide basis instead

of most recording being concentrated in

London as hitherto.

CBS owns a company in Argentina and
deals with affiliates in Brazil, Chile and
Uruguay.
CBS also plans a “musical interchange”

with Cuba as soon as the doors are open.

This, however, is not an exclusive CBS idea
— at least a couple of other companies also

aim to deal with the Cuban government in

the area of records.

Direction: Volume
From his point of view, Villarreal thinks

the Latin-American operation has reached
its growth limitations geographically; the

thrust, therefore, is now in the direction of

volume. In this respect, Fritz Hentschel

lends twenty years of commercial sales ex-

perience to the operation. Hentschel, a ten-

year CBS veteran, was most recently in-

volved in the CBS licensing of Hallmark

Cards in Mexico, but was “requisitioned”

by Villarreal into OLA where he has since

conducted market surveys of both Brazil

and Mexico, the results of which he
delivered to the national convention in Los

Angeles.

Los Angeles Convention
In the eleven years since the CBS

Records International division was formed,

it has grown to operate record companies
in 26 countries of the world and have 7,000

employees scattered over the globe. Thus,

once the convention began in Los Angeles,

international played a major role, with more
than 200 delegates from six continents at-

tending.

Beginning with a general managers
meeting, the overseas representatives par-

ticipated in discussions and seminars
covering ail aspects of international opera-

tions, including marketing, publishing and
A&R, with an eye toward current musical

trends in different parts of the world and
inter-company strategies for the upcoming
year.

Aside from the OLA representatives,

prominent among those coming to the U.S.

managers were Peter de Rougemont, vice

More than forty visitors from Columbia

Asher Speech
CBS International president Dick Asher

addressed the conference, discussing the

success CBS has had in spreading artists

throughout the international markets,

suggesting that the same ingredients that

make an artist popular in one part of the

world will almost always work and cause

the same effect in other parts of the world.

After spending a few minutes on the ex-

port value of the domestic CBS repertoire,

one rich in drawing power, Asher went on to

speak of the potentials of the CBS inter-

national roster.

According to Asher, perhaps less than

half of the records CRI sells originate in the

U. S., as artists like Tina Charles, Biddu, Sal

Sailor, David Essex, The Sutherland
Brothers and Quiver, Kokomo, Gasolin,

Dave, Joe Dassin, Gerard Lenorman,
Gigiolo Cinqietti, I Pooh, Lolita, This Van
Leer, Roberto Carlos, Vicente Fernandez

and others all sell strongly beyond their

national borders.

Asher concluded: “The growth of

nationalism in musical tastes in many areas

of the world, coupled with local markets

diverging from the U.S. points out the need

to develop local artist rosters in every area

of the world.”

U.K. Musicians, Actors
In ‘Performers’ Alliance’
60,000 Members Seek To Extend Influence

by Nigel Hunter

LONDON — Prospects of an eventual merger between the Musicians Union and Equity, the

actors' union, firmed up at a recent press conference held jointly here by the two show
business unions, whose combined membership totals 60,000.

The occasion was the announcement of the Performers’ Alliance. This has been set up
by the MU and Equity to safeguard their mutual interests, particularly with regard to oppos-
ing the cutback in casual employment caused by the UK's economic blues. The Alliance

will also seek to extend the influence of the two unions by organizing sectors of the British

entertainment scene such as working men's clubs where at present union penetration is

minimal or non-existent.

Total Merger Due?
A research unit is to be formed under the PA banner, and money for its staff has been

voted by the councils of both the MU and Equity. This positive move involving cash commit-
ment from both unions sparked questions about a total merger.

“The two unions are retaining their individual existence and autonomy,” offered Equity

secretary Peter Plouviez, "but the idea of a merger has advantages. We’ve been looking for

joint premises for sometime now without success, and we are considering the possibility of

a joint legal department."

MU secretary John Morton remarked that the members of both unions are not yet ready

for a formal and complete merger, but he did not discount the possibility of such a step

some time in the future. Morton took the opportunity to expound on matters of current im-

portance such as the Common Market and the BBC as they apply to the Musicians Union.

EEC Market Principles

Morton regards the free market principle of the European Economic Community as par-

ticularly perilous for musicians and artists. Whereas there are formidable obstacles in

terms of language, traditions and outlook, to say nothing of possible trade union sanctions,

against the theory of contingents of mineworkers, for instance, moving to work in different

EEC countries, these same obstacles do not apply at all in the universal language of music,

opera, etc.

“Where the free movement of labor applies, it does so with built-in inhibitions which
don’t apply to touring opera companies or symphony orchestras,” Morton said. “There are

no impediments to the mobility of cultural workers.”

He conceded that there are some "less offensive" and indeed helpful aspects in a trend

towards European unity. These cover the simplification of formalities in the freedom of

movement of cultural goods from the tools of the symphonic trade and opera sets to the

amplified armories of pop and rock groups; the development of cultural exchanges and
the removal of tax. But Morton warned that if the harmonization of copyright laws and
neighbor rights took place according to the norm prevailing in other EEC countries, it

would be “wholly disadvantageous to the UK.”

MU Loss
Morton reckons that MU members have lost 300,000 pounds in casual employmentgigs

due to the cutback by the BBC.
“Both MU and Equity members are threatened by the film industry's decline and by

closures and the serious drop in employment in the cabaret club area. The growth in the

use of disks is another threat, and so is bad management and present economic policies.”

TV Complaints
Plouviez complained bitterly about British cinema films being screened on TV without

payment to those who took part in them (or payment to the estates of the deceased), and
hinted at the industrial muscle the two unions can command by joint action.

“We hope that this will not have to be resolved by industrial action, but we’re determined
that it shall be resolved,” he said. “It’s not just a question of payment, but also inhibiting

broadcasters from bad television.”
