Carter Expected At Opening
Of 55th NAB Convention

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The National
Association of Broadcasters expects a total
of 6,000 registered participants (and
another 6,000 extras on hand) for its 55th
annual convention in Washington, March
27-30. Still awaiting final confirmation on
the expected President Carter drop-in at
the opening session, a NAB official said the
prospect is “looking good"” for Sunday (3-
27).

The convention and exhibits will fan out
to three hotels: radio at the Sheraton Park,
television at the Washington Hilton and the
31st annual broadcast engineering con-
ference at the Shoreham-Americana.

A keynote address by Vincent
Wasilewski, NAB president, will kick off the
radio session (3-28) and an address by
Lionel Van Deerlin, (D-Calif.), chairman of
the House Commerce Subcommittee on
Communications, will follow. Addresses by
NAB vice presidents for radio, engineering,
government relations and research are
also scheduled for the morning session.

Radio workshops are to cover EEO
reporting and compliance; ratings; com-
munity group negotiations; rate setting
(with Miles David, president of the Radio
Advertising Bureau) computer software,
hardware, FST, Columbine and CompuNet;
and promotion.

A joint radio and TV luncheon Monday
will be addressed by FCC Chairman
Richard E. Wiley, to be followed by a “First
Amendment Confrontation” for which CBS
commentator Eric Severeid will be keynote
speaker and William Proxmire (D-Wis.),
former Senator John Pastore (D-R.1.), FFC
Commissioner Abbott Washburn and for-
mer FCC Commissioner Nicholas Johnson
will be panelists. Also, a debate on the first
amendment and broadcast regulation will
be handled by Washington attorneys Lee
Loevinger, Hogan & Hartson, and Kenneth
Kox, Haley, Bader & Potta.

Pickwick Intl’s Income Hit $3.5 Mil.

During 3rd Quarter;

WOODBURY, N.Y. — Pickwick Inter-
national Inc. has reported third quarter net
income of $3.5 million, an increase of 6%
over $3.31 million during the previous
three-month period. Sales for the third
quarter of the fiscal year ended January 31
increased 21.7%, from $75.8 million to
$92.2 million, the company reported.

For the nine-month period ended
January 31, sales increased to $232.1
million from $193 million, while net income
rose to $7.28 million from $7.08 million in
the previous year period.

Pickwick officials said the nine-month
figures do not include a loss in the current
fiscal year of $1.71 million, attributed to the
discontinued PIP budget line; nor do the
previous fiscal year's figures include a $96,-
000 loss attributed to the discontinued line.

Injunction Request Denied
In Zoslaw/Industry Lawsuit

by Alan Sutton

LOS ANGELES — Saying that “such a
drastic remedy would alter the status quo
and change the pricing mechanism of an
entire industry,” a federal judge in San
Francisco this week denied a motion for a
preliminary injunction to discontinue the
multiple pricing structures of several major
labels.

In an eight-page opinion that is sure to
draw praise from industry sources,
Judge G.B. Harris of the United States Dis-
trict Court for the Northern District of
California said in part, “Defendants have
made a strong showing that the relief
sought by plaintiffs would be highly disrup-
tive in the music industry and would result
in substantial losses to each of them.”

Latest Development

The ruling is the latest development in a
civil suit filed back in January 1975 by
Charles and Jane Zoslaw, d/b/a Marin
Music Centre, charging the labels and a
number of California-based retail chains of
violating the U.S. antitrust laws by engaging
in practices that allegedly tend to lessen
competition in the Bay Area (Cash Box,
February 26 et seq).

rwe of the defendants named in the
original complaint, RCA and Eric-Mainland
Co., have since settled and had their suits
dismissed. The remaining defendants in-
clude Capitol, CBS, ABC, WEA, MCA, The
Wherehouse and Tower.

A hearing on the motion was held at the
Federal District Court House in San Fran-
cisco on Friday, February 25. At that time
both sides presented oral arguments, the
gist of which are summarized in the court’s
opinion dated March 15.

The plaintiffs claimed that Marin Music
Centre was forced “to compete against
sellers who have an unfair price advantage
because they obtain a lower, subdistributor
price (and related benefits) even though
they are in fact retailers,” the court said.

They argued further that the defendants
“have not demonstrated that the dif-
ferences in prices were based upon dif-
ferent customer functions, nor upon
provable cost savings to the seller, nor that
such differences can be defended as being
necessary in good faith to meet competi-
tion,” the court indicated.

Arista Posts Best Month Ever
While Manilow’s Sales Surge

NEW YORK — Arista Records hasreported
February revenues in excess of $4 milfion,
the biggest single month in the company's
history.

Elliot Goldman, executive vice president
of the label, said the total figure represents
record sales performances in all three
Arista units: Domestic, British and Inter-
national. Goldman said increased
domestic volume stemmed largely from
strong sales of Barry Manilow’s “This One’s
For You” LP and his three catalog albums
(see accompanying story). The Manilow
catalog was the object of a massive Arista
promotion, tied to the artist’s recent
televised special.

In addition, Goldman said the Kinks’
debut album for the label, with sales ap-
proaching 250,000 in its first month of
release according to Arista, and continued
strong sales of the “Saturday Night Live”
comedy album helped spur domestic
volume.

The English subsidiary, Goldman noted,
has rebounded from a poor performance in
the first half of fiscal 1977 ended December
25. He attributed the British upsurge to

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Woolworth/Woolco Inc.’s New Stores
To Include Record Departments

NEW YORK — The new Woolworth and
Woolco stores which have thus far been
scheduled to open this year will all include
record departments, according to Charles
Staley, music buyer for F.W. Woolworth Co.
As reported earlier, however, Woolworth's
may still pull record departments from
selected stores, most of them located in
“metropolitan areas” on the east coast.
“We'll be taking a second look at whether
or not it's profitable to maintain depart-
ments in every location that we have there,”
Staley said, adding that record sections
would be eliminated ‘“very selectively.”

Though their high-energy and brash style
of rock would have assured them extensive
airplay anyway, a very important compo-
nent of Queen is the band’s stage perfor-
mance, a factor that has given them an
enthusiastic and growing following.

Rounding out the band’s
line-up are bassist John Deacon and drum-
mer Roger Taylor, both of whom began
playing music at the age of 12.

Their current LP, “A Day At The Races” is
holding at number 28 on the Cash Box Top
200 Albums Chart and is almost at platinum
status. Their newly released single from the
album, “Tie Your Mother Down" is bullet-
ing on the Cash Box Singles Chart at num-
ber 66 after its debut bullet position at num-
ber 76 last week.
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From preliminary indications, he noted,
some of Woolworth’s record departments
are not as profitable as the company woutd
like them to be.

“We've got several problems,” Staley ex-
plained. “Number one, in a metropolitan
area, generally the stores are smaller
because real estate is so hard to come by.
And in our type of business, if we have to
limit types of departments that get
empbhasis, we're going to go for depart-
ments that hopefully pay an above-average
profit margin.

Variable List Pricing Generates Confusion,
Problems In Racked Account Advertising

Retailers Promote Muiltiple Prices

By Mark Mehler
NEW YORK — In addition to the lamented
absence of an exclusive six percent
functiona! discount and the proliferation of
large specialty retailers, rack jobbers are
facing still another sticky problem: confus-
ing variable list prices.

A Gemco stores ad in Sunday’s Houston
Chronicle illustrated this confusion and the
problems it can cause for the racks. The ad
promoted four albums: the soundtrack to

“A Star ls Born” ($8.98 list), the latest LP by

Pink Floyd ($7.98 list), the newest album by
Tom Jones ($6.98 list) and the newest LP by
David Allan Coe ($5.98 list), all for $3.99.
Store personnel at one Gemco Houston
store were unaware of the list price dif-
ferences in the advertised specials.

“A Simple Mistake"”

John Kaplan, vice president of the Han-
dleman Co., which racks Gemco out of its
Dallas branch and set up the ad, said the
promotion was ‘‘a simple mistake.”
However, rather than attributing the error to
confusion over multiple list pricing, Kaplan
said it was “one of those things" that
hopefully won’'t happen again. “We had
caughttheerrorinour branch, but by then it
was too late; the ad had to run.” As aresult,
Handleman was forced to sell the higher-
priced Streisand and Pink Floyd LPs at the
regular ($6.98 list) wholesale price, taking a
large loss.

Kaplan explained in general, though,
that “occasionally a{racked) account might
not want to waste a lot of space in its ad on
different prices” and that this could cause
albums to be lumped together erroneously.
In addition, Kaplan said, the fact that some
racked accounts lay out their ads weeks in
advance doesn’'t allow them the oppor-
tunity to adjust for changes in list prices oc-
curring in the interim.

The Houston market, considered by
some to be “under-retailed” (Cash Box,
March 5), nevertheless could become

tougher for mass merchandisers with the
upcoming openings of “super store” out-
lets of the Sound Warehouse and Cactus
chains. As it has done with some of its J.C.
Penney stores around the country, Han-
dleman is encouraging accounts like
Gemco to be more competitive in their pric-
ing.

In other retail price developments this
week, more stores are employing variable
sale prices on current releases; Warner
Brothers began promoting a two-record set
featuring Alex Haley telling the story of his
search for “Roots”; and a $2.99 sale on two
$7.98 list LPs was observed in New York.

Sale Price Variations

With the possibility of an across-the-

board list price hike over the coming

months, some retailers are attempting to
improve their images by promoting current
releases at several sale prices.

Sam Goody stores in New York this week
advertised a multi-label sale for $3.94; 10
“Super Picks” for $2.99; and the latest
album by John Travolta for $3.74.

Goody's president George Levy ex-
plained that the Travolta price was
probably the result of a special buy, but
noted that this was one way for retailers to
get around the list price increases, as well
as a means of breaking new artists.

“There's been a lot of talk about aban-
doning list prices entirely at some point,
just floating (the prices). We'd get a better
return on some of our product.”

A Detroit retailer whose stores have
recently adopted different sale prices on
albums by the same artist said the policy
had boosted catalog volume. He added that
this was one way for the retailer to make his
own determination of the worth of his
catalog merchandise.

Following the success of A&M's

soundtrack to “Roots,” (24 with a bullet on
this week's Cash Box Top 200 Albums
chart), Warner Bros. Records this week
began advertising a special $9.98 list 2-LP
package featuring Alex Haley describing
the creation of the best-selling book.

The release of the double album con-
tinues the “Roots” phenomenon, which
started with the book and expanded to an
eight-part television broadcast, watched by
an estimated 130 million Americans.

Lou Dennis, vice president and sales
manager of WB, said the two-page ad had
appeared in 14 cities this week, with most of
thosein Friday, March 11 editions. Only one
Sunday, March 13 edition surveyed by
Cash Box, the Boston Globe, carried the
ad. The campaign was keyed to markets
with significant black populations, Dennis
added.

He noted that this week’s promotion was
simply a means of “creating awareness”
among retailers and customers, in expecta-
tion of the first shipments March 25. Dennis
said next week WB would begin normal
“account advertising” with record retailers,
including sale prices.

“Marketing an album like this (without
music) is an entirely different thing (than
marketing the ‘Roots’ soundtrack),” he
concluded. “There’s no comparison be-
tween them.”

In addition, the special Haley 2-LP setin-
cludes a great deal of print material relating
to the black experience.

Low $7.98 Sale Price

The lowest sale price on selected $7.98
list LPs was observed this week at Sam
Goody stores in New York. Pink Floyd's
“Dark Side Of The Moon,” and the Beatles’
“Sgt. Pepper,” both recently raised to $7.98
by Capitol {(Cash Box, March 5) were
promoted as “super picks” for $2.99 in
Sunday's New York Times.

Levy said he was not aware that higher-
priced catalog items were on sale for $2.99.



‘Agressive’ Chain
Expands Within
Washington, D.C.

NEW YORK — Penguin Feathers Records
and Tapes. a suburban Washington, D.C -
based retail chain, will open its third store
on March 21 inside a former bank located
on Route 7 in Fairfax County, Virginia.

The interior of the 2700-square-foot
store will be combined with a wood-
paneled rustic atmosphere, according to
Mike Sheble. co-owner of Penguin
Feathers. “We plan to take special advan-
tage of the huge old vault and the drive-in
window.” Sheble said. “We might be the
first store to sell drive-in records.’

The new unit is Penguin Feathers’ third
store openedinnorthern Virginia withintwo
years. The chain is considered by some
Washington area retailers to be one of the
most aggressive in a relatively staid
marketplace. Sheble agreed, noting that
Penguin Feathers' competitive pricing had
been an extremely effective promotional
tool for establishing the young chain’s iden-
tity in the market.

Penguin Feathers has plans to expand in
the near future, Sheble said, but no definite
sites have been set.

Hearings On Payola
To Resume March 30

WASHINGTON — The FCC's payola-
plugola inquiry will proceed in fits and
starts through spring, due to prior com-
mitments on the part of Administrative
Law Judge Joseph Stirmer and FCC
counsel, but also, it's been observed, in
order to give commission staff time to
evaluate whether or not they have a
case. Hearings resume March 30 for
about 10 days. then will take another
break in mid-April. Still to come is testi-
mony by the general manager and pro-
gram director of WOL, the station un-
der scrutiny.

WCV/I’s Sale Of Kinney Looms
Closer With Uris Transaction

NEW YORK — National Kinney Corp., the
financially troubled subsidiary of Warner
Communications, Inc., has entered into an
agreement to sell nine of the ten New York
City office buildings in its Uris portfolio to
Olympia & York Developments Ltd. of
Toronto, one of Canada’s largest real estate
developers, accordingtoreportsinthe Wall
Street Journal.

Olympic & York has agreed to buy the
properties for about $50 million in cash
above the amount of the mortgages oui-
standing on the buildings, which total ap-
proximately $300 million.

URT’s Wolk Disclaims Knowledge
Of Stock Rise vs. Income Drop

NEW YORK — In the wake of declining ear-
nings and sales for United Record & Tape
Industries, Inc. during the six-month period
ended November 30, 1976, Allen Wolk,
president of the Florida-based rack jobber,
has announced that his company has no
knowledge of any facts that would explain
the recent rise in the price of URT's com-
mon stock.

The company's attorneys urged Wolk to
make the public statement. he said,
because URT had received “many calls”
about the discrepancy between the stock
price rise and the operating loss recorded
in the firm's latest financial report.

In that report, Wolk told shareholders
that “net sales declined as compared with
the comparable period in 1975 primarily
because of lower retail sales volume by cer-
tain existing customers, a national televi-
sion sales promotion by certain manufac-
turers in 1975 which was not repeated in
1976, and inventory reductions in certain
customer outlets as a result of the re-
merchandising program.” The latter opera-
tion, Wolk explained elsewhere in the
report, was necessitated by URT’s expan-
sion into Puerto Rico, Arkansas and
Louisiana. In order to service new
customers in these territories, the company
had to temporarily decrease the inventories
of its older accounts.

Wolk told Cash Box that one of the
reasons for the improved performance of
URT stock in over-the-counter trading
might be the scheduled opening of a new
company office in Atlanta.

According to sources in the financial
community. itis not unusual for acompany

to make a public statement about the price
of its stock when itisin a situation similar to
URT’s.

For the six-month period ended last
November 30, URT posted an operating
loss of $39,682, as compared with income
of $88.324 during the prior-year period.
The company’s revenues for the same six
months declined to $2,616,471 from $3,-
117,684 a year earlier.

Bad Co. Album Gold

fiscal 1975, he explained, WCI took a $41
million write-down in the carrying value of
its investment in Kinney.

And
second, there are two different kinds of
(potential) buyers. One wanted to own the
buildings and the other wants to own a
group of operating companies. You had to
do one (sell the buildings) before you could
do the other.”

Schwartz ’76 Net

Hit $349G, Up 300%

NEW YORK — Spurred by the most suc-
cessful quarter in its history, Schwartz
Brothers Inc. reported net income in 1976
of $349,636, up almost 300% from $88,003
the previous year.

Net income for the fourth quarter, ended
December 31, was arecord $289,925. That
compares with $191,141in the same period
of 1975.

Sales in 1976 rose 16%, from $21.6
million in 1975 to $25.01 million. Fourth
quarter 1976 sales rose 25%, from $7.04
million to $8.78 million.

James Schwartz, president of the com-
pany, attributed profitgains to growth of the
Schwartz-owned Harmony Hut retail chain,
which opened a mall store in the Baltimore
area and closed a small Maryland unit dur-
ing the past year.

Schwartz said the firm’s distribution and
rack jobbing operations benefited from a
high level of demand for hit records, and
the addition of London Records to
Schwartz’s regional distribution network.

The president further noted that the
company eliminated all bank indebtedness
over 1976, except for a $131,458 mortgage
on its headquarters building.

Appeals Court
Overturns FCC
Dirty Word Rule

WASHINGTON, D. C. — The U.S. Court of
Appeals last week reversed the FCC’s or-
der thatbanned sevenwords from airwaves
— terms for “sexual or excretory activities
and organs” — at times when children
might be listening.

Without deciding how far the FCC can go
in prohibiting non-obscene speech, the
federal appeals court, in a divided opinion,
decided that the Commission’s ruling is too
broad and “carries the FCC beyond protec-
tion of the public interest into the forbidden
realm of censorship.”

Theruling is something of a personal vic-
tory for comedian George Carlin. It was a
cut from Carlin's album, “George Carlin,
Occupation: Foole” (Little David Records),
that caused the FCC to issue its original or-
der, after an adult complained that his son
had been exposed to foul language in the
monologue, broadcast on WBAI New York
in October 1973.

For the record, the original seven words
were shit, piss, fuck, cunt, cocksucker,
motherfucker and tits.

In tne opinion fited by Circuit Judge
Edward A. Tamm, it was resolved that the

Spectacolor Billboards Above Times Square
Give Pizzazz To Record Advertisements

NEW YORK — Spectacolor, a new outdoor
advertising vehicle which was recently in-
troduced to the New York market, has
already functioned as the medium for
several unusual promotional campaigns
for major recording artists.

Spectacolor features computer-
operated animated color messages ap-
pearing on a 20 x 40-foot illuminated visual
display board. Located atop the building at
One Times Square, right below where the
ceremonial ball drops each New Year's
Eve, the board’s brightly flashing ads face
north on 42nd Street. Commercial spots
make up 75% of its programming, with
trivia contests and New York City tourist in-
formation accounting for the rest of Spec-
tacolors’ continuous 6 am. to midnight
schedule.

The Wonder
ads ran throughout December on a 10-
second spot program cycle, which means
the spot was shown 16,200 times during the
month, at a cost of $12,000. Spots for
Queen in February to promote “A Day At
The Races” and the group’s appearance at
Madison Square Garden, also ran for 10
seconds, but were limited to one week of
programming at a cost of $3,000.

King,
however, recently signed with Capitol
Records.

Feliciano Sues
RCA For Fraud,

Contract Breach
by Jeffrey Weber

LOS ANGELES — Jose Feliciano has sued
RCA Records. Inc. for fraud and breach of
contract. Feliciano's recording contract
with RCA ended on January 31, 1976, and
for the last year he has been with Private
Stock Records.

Mark Turk, attorney for Feliciano, told
Cash Box, ' The action concerns things in
the RCA deal that were and were not done
that should have been done by RCA during
the term of the RCA deal and some things
they have done since that time . .." Turk
stated that Feliciano and RCA tried to work
out a settlement for nine and a half months
but “weren’t getting any place.”

Feliciano has been granted a temporary
restraining order preventing RCA from
releasing a planned "Greatest Hits Of Jose
Feliciano” album. The restraining order is
in effect until March 22, when a hearing will
be held to determine whether a preliminary
injunction should be granted. The injunc-
tion would prohibit the release of the
“Greatest Hits"” album.

‘The contract,” according to Turk,
“provides for approvals to be given by
Feliciano with respect to any Feliciano
product being released by RCA and those
approvals have not been given so those
products should not be released.’

The breach of contract claim contains an
allegation that RCA failed to pay two $100,-
000 payments after delivery by Feliciano
Enterprises of the final two albums
provided for in the contract. An additional
claim of $43,250 in recording costs is also
being sought by Feliciano Enterprises.

In explaining the fraud cause of action,
Turk said. "RCA took a perfectly good
Feliciano product which should have been
given to distributors to be sold at retail
prices, and which Feliciano would have
been paid royalties on, and instead, sold it
to cut-out buyersin order to induce the sale

A coupon atthe bottom invited
participants to suggest a more suitable
name, with an offer of a grand prize as well
as a special gift to each entrant.
‘Have To Convince Tastemakers’

“With so much competition before you
sell an artist to the public, you have to con-
vince tastemakers, especially radio, not
justto play it, but thatitis worthy listening to
in the first place,” exclaimed Sarlin, who
pointed out that the advertisement was but
one phase of a carefully planned campaign.
According to Allen Hecht, general manager
of Cashwest Productions (owned by
Lifesong principals Terry Cashman and
Tommy West), who has acted in a “product
manager” capacity, the campaign had
been designed to elevate the Friedman LP
release to event status, and had included a
series of personal appearances by Fried-
man before select gatherings of radio per-
sonnel, representatives of the distribution
and retail communities, and journalists, in
eight cities across the nation.

Sarlin emphasized that the advertise-
ment was aimed at members of the trade

only, and that suggestions that it might be
carried to the consumer press or presented
in a radio spot concept were squelched
early on inthe game. “I think that this would
be an inappropriate ad campaign for con-
sumers, who are not as aware of what goes
onin the industry, and who would probably
take it seriously.”

Judging by the more than 160 entries
that came in from the U.S. and from as far
as Japan and Australia, certain respon-
dents did take the offer seriously, eviden-
ced by suggestions that Friedman retain his
original name, along with classic stage
pseudonyms such as Freddy Dean or Man-
fred Dean. The greatest number of
responses came from radio personnel

The grand prize was won for the name
Jan & Dean Friedman, submitted by jour-
nalist Wayne Robbins, who has donated the
first prize of a portable radio/television to a
charitable organization. Other names
prominently submitted included Joel Fried-
man. Alphonso Bedoya, Raul Muffaletti,
Frank Revelation and Kunta Freedman,
along with philosophical suggestions such
as Freed Demon, Dean Freedom and Dean
Freidperson.

Record Companies Increase
Use Of Spot Television Ads

NEW YORK — Record and tape companies
spent$77.1 million on national and regional
spot television advertising in 1976, ac-
cording to areportissued by the Television
Bureau of Advertising. An additional $20.7
million was invested in ads for radios, TV
sets, phonographs, and recorders, the
report noted. All together, music industry
investments totaled $104.4 million, a 28%
increase over 1975.

The major record and tape advertiser in
1976 was K-tel International, which was the
34th leading company with almost $12
million in investments, most of itin records
and tapes. Ronco Teleproducts, in 50th
position with $8.97 million invested, also
promoted mostly records and tapes.

CBS Inc. placed 47th with $9.8 million ex-
pended and RCA Corp., 56th with $8.3
million. However, in each case, the bulk of
money spend on spot ad dollars was for
non-music products.

The bureau further reported that almost
85% of all spot ad dollars were invested in
30-second commercials.

Ina companion report, the TV ad bureau
released the list of the 554 leading network
television advertisers.

RCA Corp. placed 72nd with $10.2
million in network ad dollars. MCA Corp.
was 138th, with $3.7 million in network ad
investments, while Warner Communica-
tions was 181st with $2.5 million.

Other entertainment corporations (which
include record divisions) investing in
network tv ads were BASF-Wyandotte
Corp., 295th at $994,000; Capitol Ind.-EMI
Inc., 471st at $105,000; and CBS Inc., 484th
at $84,000.

Also on the list were: Sony Corp.
manufacturer of TVs and tape recorders,
206th at $1.95 million; HRB Music Corp.,
528th at $25,000; and K-tel International,
529th at $22,000.

who buy jeans. They may not have time to
stop by their local record store, but they still
buy jeans. So if we can hit them with a
message that gets them interested in buy-
ing a piece of product while they’re shop-
ping for a pair of jeans, they may go outand
buy the album.”

The label works closely with Creative
Distributors, a Los Angeles-based com-
pany that is responsible for creating and
developing the poster frames concept. At
the heart of the program is a current album
poster mounted in a 14-by-22-inch frame.
ABC supplies the graphics and Custom
Distributors contacts the retailers, rents the
space and services the posters, which
usually change every 30 to 45 days. When
asked about the specifics of his agreement
with Creative, Belkin was obviously cir-
cumspect, saying only that he had an “ex-
clusive” contract based on an annual
retainer.

As Belkin emphasized, poster frames
alone do not an artist make. “You never
create a successful package with one
thing,” he explained. “Primarily we use
radio, a limited amount of print and on-site
exploitation.” Demographics also play an
important role in determining which artists
will get the poster frame treatment. The
history of the act, the type of music and the
susceptibility of the market itself are all fac-
tors that have to be taken into considera-
tion, according to Belkin. “We go into
markets where we know we're building on
success, as opposed to starting from
scratch,” he said. “And we work very
closely with our local people who really
have a feel for the nuances and differences
between one market and another.”

LOS ANGELES — For the past two years
ABC Records has been experimenting with
a new marketing tool called “poster
frames.” The idea is to reach consumers at
atime when they are looking to buy and in a
place void of messages for similar
products. Pointing out that a major draw-
back of standard point-of-purchase adver-
tising is that the record buyer is often over-
whelmed by the glut of materials clamoring
for his attention, Herb Belkin, vice presi-
dent of marketing and creative services for
ABC, explained, “My interestis very simple:
| want to get my message across one-on-
one whenever | can.”

Belkin sees poster frames as a move in
the direction of “off-site” marketing. By
placing thousands of mini-billboards in
strategic locations around the country, the
company is finding that the exposure it can
get for its product is roughly equal to that of
an extended media blitz. Currently, ABC
devotes what he terms a “modest” portion
of its budget to the project.

In an interview with Cash Box, Belkin
outlined the thinking behind the campaign.
He began by explaining that the record in-
dustry is now feeling the effects of a broad
demographic shiftin America. “We're deal-
ing with family-oriented, career-oriented
people,” he said, “people who are some-
what more cautious in their spending with
regard to leisure time.” At the same time,
their interest in such things as clothing,
gourmet food and the various accoutre-
ments of their rising lifestyle increases; and
ABC'’s idea was to advertise in places that
cater to these needs. “For example,” Belkin
noted, “there are a lot of 40-year-old men

BUCKS ON THE WING — The Billion Dollar Babies, many of whom once formed the in- |
strumental component of Alice Cooper, will have an album out on Polydor entitled “Bat-
tieaxe” for April 8 release. The stage show planned in conjunction with the LP is partially
structured around a concept: the eventual triumph of rock and roll over disco and MOR
music. The battle will take place on a specially constructed fight ring, where the forces of
Rock (clad in white) and disco/MOR (in blue)} will joust to the death in a spark-scattering
duel of electric guitars. When the predetermined powers of good win out, travelling lights
will ascend to a pinnacle over the stage, at which time a mammoth dollar sign will be il-
luminated. That just about says it all!

ALL’S WELL IN LONDON TOWN — We have word that Steve Winwood'’s long-awaited
solo album for Island Records is on the edge of completion. Happy with the outcome,
Winwood in contemplating a U.S. tour . . . The first legal live Beatles album, put together
from tapes of the 1964 Hollywood Bow/ Concert, is due outin the U.K. by Mayon EMI, and is
scheduled for the same month here on Capitol. The package was compiled and produced
by George Martin. It seems that because this LP will contain previously unreleased
material, consent of all four ex-Beatles is needed for release of the LP. At press time,
McCartney’s word was in dispute . . . Ritchie Blackmore’s Rainbow completing an album in
Hamburg, with their new bassist, ex-Natural Gas, Coliseum member Mark Clarke . ..
Bruce Springsteen has been invited to join Southside Johnny and Graham Parker in con-
certin London ... Eric Burdon and Zoot Money, the man behind that bluesy organ on
"House Of The Rising Sun,” are collaborating on their first recording project in six years
(remember the New Animals?). Tentative title: "Whatever Happened to Rock 'n Roll?”. . .
The dispute between Rough Diamond, the new Island recording group with Clem
Clempson and David Byron, and a British band which had previously been using the
name Rough Diamonds is now over. A cash settlement paid to the plural entity did the trick.
Rough Diamond will begin touring the U.S. in June . . . Eddie & The Hotrods are coming!
They won't be touring the States until summer, but a May promotional visit to New York
may include a club appearance here.

WORKING — Tommy (Lives On The Road) Mottola is reportedly talking to several
record companies (notably RCA} about the formation ofa custom label. His Champion En-
tertainment is currently involved in four LPs: one by Stephen Dees, bassist for Daryl Hall
and John Oates; “No Goodbyes,” the Hall & Oates repackage on Atlantic, the forthcoming
June release by Dr. Buzzard'’s Original Savannah Band; and a new act, Odyssey Trio, on
RCA.

RIGHT BACK WHERE WE STARTED — Polydor Inc., and the Phonodisc distribution
organization have implemented a system aimed at ending the massive waste of paper in-
volved in computer printouts. The two companies generate 10,000 pounds of paper
monthly from their jointly utilized IBM terminal at 810 Seventh Avenue, which were for-
merly discarded. Now, the paper will be picked up for recycling on a weekly basis, and
aside from the obvious ecological advantages of the system, the two companies will be
paid by the pound for their used paper. The best part: No Returns!

ON THE SHORTER END — MCA Records tried an unusual promotion with “Evita,” the
double album set with music composed by Tim Rice and Andrew Lloyd Webber. The

AT THE RADIO — Jethro Tull's lan Anderson reportedly called Radio City Music Hall “the
world’s finest facility for an act,” and those who attended the group’s last New York concert
engagementthere would have to agree that in terms of sound quality and environment, the
Music Hall is an excellent location for rock or any other type of concert. Aithough concert
events such as Jefferson Starship and Marvin Gaye have been staged in after-midnight
hours and in hiatus periods (when the normal film/stage show format is suspended),
special concerts at the Music Hall will now be highlighted through the “Radio City Music
Hall Pop-Arts Festival,” formed through an association of Sid Bernstein/Billy Fields with
Lee Guber and Shelly Gross’ Music Fair Concerts. Designed to bring a varied schedule of
entertainment, including jazz, pop, semi-classical, rock, ice shows and children’s
programs, to the venue, the festival will run from Sept. 15 through Nov. 3. Already booked

WILD CHERRY (Epic/Sweet City 50362)

Hot To Trot (3:05) (Bema/RWP — ASCAP) (Parissi)
Wild Cherry continues their recognizable sound, with

James Brown rhythm guitar and the deep growl of Bob

Parissi's lead vocal. A flute melody introducing each

verse adds originality to this one. For disco, R&B, pop.

DEAN FRIEDMAN (Lifesong 45022)
Ariel (3:22) (Blendingwell — ASCAP) (Friedman)

As a cut from singer/songwriter Friedman's debut
album, this selection has impressed FM programmers
with the cleverness of its lyric and the down-to-earth
story of young love in suburbia. A striking chorus hook, il-
luminated by brilliant harmonies, should further appease
the demands of top 40.

ARCHIE BELL & THE DRELLS (Philadelphia Inter-
national 3615) (Dist: CBS)

Everybody Have A Good Time (3:05) (Mighty Three —
BMI) (Sigler)

Archie & The Drells have never denied that their music
is made for dancing, and this Bunny Sigler production
continues that feeling with a hot instrumental track.
Happy music in the style of the O'Jays’ “I Love Music.”

MICHAEL HENDERSON (Buddah 565)
You Haven’t Made It To The Top (3:20) (Electracord —
ASCAP) (Henderson)

Henderson comes back with a harder-edged funk in
this second single, which combines myriad vocal effects
in harmony and counterpoint for never-failing interest. A
synthesizer breaks it all up at the close, for a record that
should garner pop as well as R&B adds.

JELLY (Asylum 45388)
No One Like My Baby (3:05) (Mukunda — BMI) (Biffert,
Markey)

Sweeter than honey and smooth as butter, Jelly’s pop-
/R&B fusion is the result of the careful blend of ex-
pressive voices, and a subtly mixed orchestral backing
and rhythm track. Lots of class.

TED NUGENT (Epic 50363)

Free-For-All (3:09) (Magicland — ASCAP) (Nugent)
The title track from the buckskinned guitar-hero’s

1975 LP uses dense layers of sound with the lead vocal

deeply soaked in reverb. Nugent's LPs sell gold without

super-hit singles, but his top 40 audience is out there

somewhere.

KLAATU (Capitol 4377)

Calling Occupants (3:20) (Klatoons — ASCAP) (Klaatu)
This group has already attracted attention and airplay

with the supposition that one or more of the ex-Beatles

areinvolved. Not true, in all likelihood, but the same spirit

exists in many of the vocal harmonies and instrumental

arrangements. For AM, FM.

DRAMATICS (ABC 12258)
| Can’t Get Over You (3:48) (Conquistador — ASCAP)
(Brinson, McChee, Fleshman)

Following up an R&B chart success, the Dramatics
return with this intensely-felt ballad from “Joy Ride.”
Whispered vocal patterns and twirling synthesizers
provide the finishing touches.

THE HOLLYWOOD STARS (Arista 0241)
All The Kids On The Street (2:49) (8th Power/Screen
Gems/Bad Boy — BMI) (Anthony, Fowley)

One half of the double-sided single serviced to radio
programmers, this single grafts Townsendian guitar
chords over a steadily pounding bass downbeat. Slick
rock and roll for pop playlists.

WALTER JACKSON (Chi-Sound XW 964} (Dist: UA)
Baby, | Love Your Way (3:43) (Almo/Fram-Dee —
ASCAP) (Frampton)

Top 40 has heard this song before, and this version of-
fers it to the R&B market with a possible cross back to
pop as well. A jazzy arrangement, replete with vibes,
works the melody over a different rhythm.

CISSY HOUSTON (Private Stock 137)
Love Is Something That Leads You (2:59) (Louise Jack
— ASCAP, Emp — BMI) (Zager, Soehner)

Ms. Houston rides easily over the changes of this
ballad. The sounds of the orchestra, especially the stunn-
ing solo oboe, ring true in this Michael Zager produc-
tion/arrangement. Geared toward R&B airplay.
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THE JACKSONS (Epic 8-50350)
Show You The Way To Go (3:24) (Mighty Three — BMI) (Gamble, Huff)

The marriage of the Jacksons to Gamble-Huff's Philly sound has yielded one chart-
topping. gold-certified single already, and this one seems to retain all the catchiness
while going even farther in terms of class. Pop and R&B success assured.

AEROSMITH (Columbia 3-10516)
Back In The Saddle (4:36) (Danskel/Song and Dance/Vindaloo — BMI)

Ambling after a top ten single chart success with “With This Way,” Aerosmith has ex-
tracted this gem from the double-platinum mine called “Rocks.” Many rhythmic
changes, a great bass line and many devoted fans should carry this one in the same
direction as its predecessor.

DR. BUZZARD’S ORIGINAL SAVANNAH BAND (RCA 10923)
Sour And Sweet/Lemon In The Honey (3:28) (Pink Pelican — BMI) (Browder, Jr.. Dar-

Blending a bit of disco music with big band jazz and a touch of Carmen Miranda,
Savannah came up with one of the more original fusions of last year. This one takes off
into a spaced-out section along its travels, but never loses thatrhumba. The top 40 sta-
tions will be a bit more open-minded this time around.

BRUCE FOSTER (Millennium 600) (Dist: Casablanca)
Born To Break My Heart (3:20) (C.A.M.-USA — BMI) (Foster, Lawrence)

A strong debut from a new artist on a new label. Foster's emphasis highlights the
song’'s strong points, especially a chorus that's singable after one listen. A class
arrangement, a good sense of humor and production by Jimmy lenner.

PEACHES AND HERB (MCA 40701)
We're Still Together (2:38) (Warner-Tamerlane/Van
McCoy — BMI) (McCoy)

The musical answer to the obvious question, this
famed falsetto-voiced couple communicates a happy
love affair in this single, written and produced by Van
McCoy. Tailored for R&B airplay at the initial stages.

ACE (Anchor 21004) (Dist: ABC)
You're All That | Need (3:35) (Anchor — ASCAP)
(Carrack)

What attracted fans to Ace was the simple
straightforwardness of their approach to the popular
song, and this record continues that tradition. There are
only two verses, with the concentration on choruses,
melodic guitar and repetition of the theme.

RITA COOLIDGE (A&M 1922)

(Your Love Has Lifted Me) Higher And Higher (3:30)
(Chevis/Warner-Tamerlane/BRC — BMI) (Smith,
Jackson, Miner, Davis)

A tremendous hit for Jackie Wilson, this song is
rearranged by Robert Jones, allowing Ms. Coolidge to
spread out the verses over an infectious bass line. The
record literally takes itself higher with several key
changes, all handted effortlessly.

MASAKELA (Casablanca 879)
Hi-Life (3:14) (We've Got Rhythm/Irving — BMI)
(Masakela, Gboyega, Opoku)

Masakela was playing tropical pop/jazz long before
today’s vogue, and there is an easy assurance in the en-
tire arrangement and execution of this instrumental.
Could go pop, jazz oreven MOR. From “Melody Maker.”

TERRY CASHMAN (Lifesong 45021)
The Dreamer (3:25) (Blendingwell — ASCAP) (Cashman,
West)

From his debut solo LP, Terry Cashman collaborates
with his longtime partner Tommy West on thewriting end
of this gentle melody. Varied programming slots are
open to this closely harmonized work, which benefits
tfrom a rhythmic pickup toward the close.

JOSE FELICIANO (Private Stock 143)

Marguerita (3:36) (Warner Bros. — ASCAP) (Holmes)
Feliciano constantly delves deeper into the big sound.

This single sees the horns and strings stabbing with

powerful strokes. Jake Holmes’ tune gets some funky

guitar, and a fiery vocal delivery.

STANKY BROWN GROUP (Sire 739) (Dist: ABC)
Stop In The Name Of Love (3:09) (Jobete — ASCAP)
(Holland, Dozier, Holland)

Anyone who's seen Stanky Brown on stage has
probably realized that they paid their dues playing top 40
musicinclubs before working into original material. Here
they demonstrate their expertise with a creative, even-
tempo arrangement of this Motown classic.

KEITH HERMAN (Midsong international 10913} (Dist:
RCA)

Somewhere There’s A Star (2:23) (Midsong/Renmal —
ASCAP) (Herman)

This singer/songwriter’s first single is a ballad that
features subtle, yet arresting turns of melody, brought to
life by the delicate quaver of his voice. From the LP
“Good News Day.”

LUTHER (Cotillion 44216) (Dist: Atlantic)
This Close To You (3:28) (Elvee-Deekay — ASCAP)
(Vandross)

The group led by Vandross made its first chart ap-
pearance with the help of a heavy backbeat, but this
record shows other sides. Vandross' confidently ex-
ecuted ballad picks up into a soft, cool swing that uplifts
the entire feel. Aimed initially at the R&B airplay route.

BLONDIE (Private Stock 141)
In The Flesh (2:26) (Jiru/Monster Island — ASCAP)
(Harry, Stein)

Blondie has enthralled FM listeners with their haunting
dream images of pop in the sixties, carrying the sexual
undercurrents a little closer to the surface. You can just
about see Debra Harry's mascara running in this second
single from the debut album.

BEAVERTEETH (RCA 10933)
I'm Callin’ (3:31) (Blackhole — BMI) (Bramblett)

An easy-paced string of chords on the electric piano
introduces this bluesy tune. This quiet starter from their
recent LP builds through dramatic entrances of backup
vocals and strings. For varied airplay.

ALVAREZ (Polydor 14381)

Sooner Or Later (3:37) (Good Music — BMI) (Alvarez)
Electrified disco from a lead vocalist who often calls

Stevie Wonder to mind. A catchy chorus might take it

farther than the dance floor.

J.T.S. BAND (Mercury 73896)
Stay With Me (3:17) (Sweet Wine/Brown Out — BMI)
(Young)

Focusing on melody and harmony, this group exists
for the sole function of putting across a sing-alongabie
pop tune. Pillowy string effects enhance the melody
lines.

SPIKE JONES, JR. (Chinchilla 22)
Demolition Disco (Part 1) (2:25) (Landale — BMI) (Jones
Jr., Levine, Brandt)

The actual blood descendant of the pioneer of out-
rageous sound effects makes his bow in the disco field.

“The SECRET of SUSANNA First produced in 1909, this one-act comic opera

has been remembered mainly for its sparkling over-
ture. The plot is absurd even by turn-of-the-century
standards: A husband becomes jealous when he
smells cigarette smoke in the house, and stays that
way until his wife reveals that she's a closet nicotine
addict. But, if you just listen to the music — and in
particular. the ravishing voice of Maria Chiara, who
plays Countess Susanna — you cannot fail to enjoy
this album.

RIMSKY-KORSAKOV: May Night. Lisovsky,
Sapegina, Chorus & Symphony Orchestra of the
Moscow Radio, Vladimir Fedoseyev, conductor.

The second of Rimsky's 15 operas. while not as
familiar as “Le Coq D'Or," hasa great deal of natural
charm and a host of lovely Ukrainian folk melodies
to recommend it.

Major Label Budget Classics
Grab Larger Market Share

Over the past decade, budget records
have become an integral—and very
profitable—segment of the classical music
business. Normally retailing for anywhere
from $2.00 up to list (usually $3.98 or
$4.98), budget albums represent 30% of
the classical sales of many retailers. In ad-
dition, their relatively high turnover rate
makes economy lines a welcome addition
to any classical record department.

In the first of a three-part series devoted

to budget records, Cash Box examines the
budget lines of the four major domestic
classical labels.
NEW YORK — Out of the total classical
sales done by Columbia, RCA, Angel and
London. budget sales range from 10% to
25%. Since economy LPs wholesale for less
than full-price albums do, however,
budgets comprise a somewhat larger per-
centage of the labels’ total number of
classical releases. At RCA. for example,
while 10% of classical sales are budget,
33% of the company’s classical releases
are either on Gold Seal ($4.98 list) or the
Victrola line of historical reissues ($3.98
list).

According to John Harper, classical
sales manager for London, his label's
budget sales have more than quadrupled
over the past two years, despite a list price
hike during that period from $3.49 to $3.98.
However, this appears to be the exception.
The budget Seraphim line, for example,
has accounted for a constant 20% of
Angel'sclassical sales sinceits inception 10
years ago.

The major labels appear to be more in-
terested in improving the quality of their
budget catalogs and refining their
merchandising techniques than in muitiply-
ing the number of available budget titles.
Thus, for instance, RCA instituted its Gold
Seal line two years ago in order to divide
“modern stereo” reissues from “historical”
re-releases, which are all in mono.

Commenting on the higher list price for
Gold Seal, Ernie Gilbert, director of Red
Seal merchandising for RCA, said, “It's a

good merchandising tool because it gives
retailers a better profit margin. Even if they
don'tdiscountatall, $4.98 is agood deal for
those stereo recordings.”

Columbia has also tried to give retailers
an attractive price-point by releasing some
new albums and reissuing fairly recent
stereo records in “bargain sets” which are
part of the full-priced Masterworks line.
These low-priced sets can be a good sales
tool, noted Mike Kellman, product manager
of Columbia Masterworks. However, he ad-
ded. “If it's not merchandised properly at
the dealer level, it loses its whole effect.” He
explained that Columbia wants dealers to
display these bargain boxes in budget bins
as well as with the rest of the full-line

Death Claims Biggs

NEW YORK — E. Power Biggs, the famed
organist, died March 10 of complications
following an operation for bleeding ulcers.
He was 70 years old.

During his many years as a Columbia
recording artist, Biggs made 54 recordings.
He was a fellow of the American Academy
of Arts and Sciences, as well as a Knight
Commander in Spain's Orden de Isabella
La Catolica.
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E. Power Biggs

Every Sunday morning for sixteen years, he would leave his house in Cambridge, Massachusetts, and
make his way through the narrow tree-lined streets to the Busch-Reisinger Museum at Harvard.

By 9:30 he was seated at the organ, and millions of Americans turned their radios to CBS, ready for another
E. Power Biggs broadcast. “They gave me absolute freedom of repertoire—I played the whole of Bach, bit by bit.
And in those days Arthur Fiedler would come and conduct members of the Boston Symphony.”

In 1958 the broadcasts ended, but by this time E. Power Biggs had become a legend. His exciting
concertizing throughout the world, his remarkable recordings (well over 100 albums), and his sheer joy in music
continued to the time of his death.

Like any true artist, E. Power Biggs opened doors, exploring and exposing dynamically the intricate
beauties of the organ, masterfully interpreting the composers he loved, especially Bach.

Biggs once wrote, “By happy chance, Bach’s birthday, March 21, coincides with the first day of spring.
Earth’s rebirth always inspired Bach.

“In the ‘Sonata to the Easter Cantata,” Bach almost literally commands the earth to waken, the heavens
to rejoice. With trumpets, drums and scurrying strings, spring comes bustling in. As the miracle of earth’s renewal
never ceases to amaze us, so do we feel, with Robert Schumann, that ‘we are never finished with Bach’.”

Once more it is March, spring is bustling in, and the heavens rejoice that we shall never be finished with
E. Power Biggs. His artistry has joined the ranks of miracles which never cease to amaze.

This double album of previously unissued Coltrane is a most
important find. The music dates from 1961 and includes his
partner in controversy, Eric Dolphy. During the decade in which
he recorded as aleader, Coltrane was incredibly prolific and it is
only now, nearly ten years after his death, that his overwhelming
influence is beginning to wane. The tracks are long, allowing for
extended blowing and Coltrane fans (and there are plenty of
them) should come out in full force for this one.

SOARING — Barney Kessel — Concord Jazz 33 — Producer:

The resurgence of interest in jazz guitar (sparked at least in
part by several excellent Concord LPs) has led to more Barney
Kesse!l albums than one can keep up with. Still, the man has
mellowed and matured without losing that marvelous facility
which made him a major artist twenty-five years ago. Two
Kessel lines complement the six standards in the program and
everything is delivered with taste and artistry.

a Chrysalis stock number, CHR 1130. and
the words “Licensed by Chrysalis Records,
Ltd.” on the reverse side of the album
jacket.

“Procol Harum belongs to Chrysalis
everywhere except in the United States.”
the spokesman explained. “The rights to
use Procol Harum in the U.S. are licensed
to Warner Bros.”

The unusual situation is a result of the
joint Warner Bros./Chrysalis Records dis-
tribution arrangement that ended Sept. 1.
1976 when Chrysalis became an indepen-
dently distributed label.

Chrysalis Owed WB

Bob Merlis. publicity director at Warner
Bros.. said. “Part of the settlement with
Chrysalis when they went independent was
that they owed us ‘X’ number cf records,
and we made an arrangement by which
they would fulfill the terms of their original
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obligation to us by giving us the right to put
out Procol Harum albums for the duration
of their Chrysalis contract.

The Chrysalis spokesman acded, “When
the deal between Terry Ellis (president of
Chrysalis}) and Warner Bros. was first
struck up years ago, there was an agree-
ment that during a certain period of time
Chrysalis would release so many albums
on the Chrysalis label to be distributed by
Warner Bros.”

Thereason the new Procol Harum album
is subject to the terms of the old agreement
is that it was contracted before the Sept. 1
termination of that arrangement.

According to Nick Blackburn., who
manages Procol Harum, the same situation
will be in force for the next two Procol
Harum albums as well as the current one.

Procol Selling To Chrysalis

“But technically, they are selling to

Chrysalis,” Chrysalis’ spokesman said.

“What we had to do in order to clean the
slate so that Chrysalis could go indepen-
dent and Warners could be happy with their
arrangement was to say, ‘Procol, you owe
Warners an album under our commitment.

‘We are not going to be with Warners, so
you haveto do an aibum for them. But since
you are selling to us, we have to license you
so that you can do an album for them."”

Blackburn stated that the Warner Bros.
label will also appear on Procol Harum
albums released in Canada as well as those
put out in the U.S. Elsewhere in the world,
the group is on the Chrysalis label.

‘We Are A WB Act’

In respect to the physical label, Black-
burn said. “We had the option under the
joint agreement to go with either the
Chrysalis or the Warner Bros. label in the
U.S. and Canada. We went with Warner
Bros. and we are very happy with the

arrangement and we consider ourselves a
Warner Bros. act,” he said.

“As well they should,” Merlis replied.
“We merchandise it like a Warner Bros.
album, and we pay for the advertising. It has
aChrysalis code simply for accounting pur-
poses. That way, when our computer sees
the ‘CHR' code, it knows that it is from
Chrysalis.

“Warner Bros. gets the same amount of
money as from any other distributed
album.” Merlis said. “It is as if the Chrysalis
deal never ended for them, although
Chrysalis has nothing to do with the
marketing or the advertising, etc., of the
album.”

Catalog Unavailable

Warner Bros. also has the rights to dis-
tribute the three other albums Procol
Harum has recorded on Chrysalis. But,
Merlis said, “Despite the fact that Warner

Grateful Dead

SWING AUDITORIUM, SAN BERNAR-
DINO, CALIF. — The Grateful Dead is a
band that is known to enjoy performing live,
but in comparison with other major groups
of demonstrated longevity, they seem
relatively unconcerned with promoting
their records, hyping a “hit” single, or
charging the highest possible price for a
concertticket. Although this lastconsidera-
tion is basically within the power of the
promoter, a concert at the Swing
Auditorium, sixty miles eastof Los Angeles,
invites uniform pricing because of seating
arrangements.

As a "people's band” the Dead have at-
tracted a loyal following that appreciate
both Dead music as well as the band’s 60-
ish social outlook. The Swing crowd typified
this ambience: an older harder audience
than most pop concerts witness that paid
$6.50 per person for unreserved seats.
There is little question that the SRO crowd
got more than expected. Excluding a mid-
concert break, the band played for over
four hours.

The Dead approach to concerts is in-
tense expression contrasted with careful
unhurried tuning between numbers.
Whereas most groups would be concerned
with a real or imagined lull between selec-
tions, the Dead demonstrated that thisisin
their case a needless worry. Time after time
they brought the alcohol-laden crowd to life
by playing selections that ran heavily to
catalog. “Playing In The Band,” “Sugaree,”
and “Turn On Your Love Light” found
enthusiastic response in the surprisingly
peaceful audience.

Genesis

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC — It's
difficult to imagine a rock show sans sex or
violence going over in a hall of this size;
almost as difficult as it is to conceive of
clean-edged sound in such a huge, high-
ceilinged arena. Playing before their first
five-figure crowd in New York, however,
Genesis accomplished both these feats,
and managed to raise the crowd to a con-
siderable excitement level as well.

Opening the evening with “Sguonk” from
the album “Trick Of The Tail,” the group
launched what would be their most hard-
hitting concert yet. Phil Collins handles the
stage with confidence and grace. suppor-
ted by a good sense of humor. His anticsin-
cluded a “mating ritual” which turned out to
be afurious jazz tapdance, and atamborine
solo that played against various parts of his
body in a painful if uninhibited display. His
spoken prelude to “Supper’s Ready” was a
lighthearted sadomasochistic fantasy, and
he did costume up once, donning cap and
jacket for tightest rocking numbers in the
set. “Robbery. Assult & Battery,” Collins’
trips to the drumkit were greeted warmly by
the crowd, but hetook care tointroduce the
band’'s new touring backup drummer,
Chester Thompson, as “heavy artillery rein-
forcements.” Whether in duet with Collins
or backing the band himself, Thompson’s
performance never veered from solid sup-
port of the music.

Members of the group stepped up to the
mike to introduce a number in which he
played a special part: bassist Mike Ruther-
ford for his composition “Your Own Special
Way,” the first single from the band’s recent
Atco album “Wind & Wuthering,” and
guitarist Steve Hackett for an older song,
“Firth Of Fifith," in which his multi-textured
guitar is the primary meliodic contributor.
Interestingly enough. the one totally silent
member of the group was Tony Banks,
whose multiple keyboards do the work of
three men in filling out Genesis often
massive orchestral sound.

The set took on strong jazz-rock over-

Detective

THE ROXY, L.A. — Detective, the newest
addition to the Swan Song stable of artists,
presented their world premier perfor-
mance Monday night, March 14 atthe Roxy
Theatre in Hollywood. The long anticipated
debut was heralded with roses and cham-
pagne, popping flashbulbs, spotlights and
Lincoln fimos.

Signed to Swan Song in September '75,
Detective has been the brainchild of Led
Zeppelin's guitarist Jimmy Page. Their
album was produced by Andy Johns and
will be available April 5.

The most striking feature of Detective’s
music was the powerful bass and drum line
laid down by drummer Jon Hyde and
bassist Bobby Pickett, who also sang har-
monies. Singer Michael Des Barres’ vocals
were strong and clear and as the visual
focal point of the band, his style is unique
and appealing. Michael Monarch added
clean basic licks on guitar. Keyboardist
Tony Kaye switched between organ, elec-
tric piano and grand piano, using more than
one in some songs. However, the
keyboards were difficult to hear, perhaps
due to the mix.

The set opened brightly with “Recogni-
tion,” which expresses a common senti-
ment of the emerging artist — his desire for
recognition. “Nightengale” began softly
and crescendoed, a showpiece for the
band’'s diversity. Other songs included
“Burning Heartache” and “Good Rockin’
Tonight,” the final number. Both were
strong rock and roll numbers.

Distractions to the performance were the
excessive time the band took to tune up and
the somewhat cool reaction of the audience
to the whole presentation.

Overall, the band was well-rehearsed
and gave an exciting performance. Their
music might be categorized as “classic”

rock and roll. .

Janis lan/Tom Chapin
SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM,
CALIF. — Janis lan gave one of those all-
too-rare performances last week, in which.
through such excellent songs as “At Seven-
teen,” “Sunset Of Your Life” and “Water-
colors,” she not only entertained the
audience, but was able to reach out and
touch them on an emotional level seldom
achieved by most performers.

Of those artists who have written songs
of the depth, range and feeling of lan's. few
have ever been as successful at projecting
those qualities in the concert hall. But lan
did just that. And, remarkably, notin just a
few isolated moments. but throughout the
90-minute show.

Although many of her songs are about
disillusionment and disappointment, they
are often tempered with a reassuring op-
timism. Singing them as she did with more
conviction than necessary just to get the
words out. she constantly challenged the
audience to feel what she sang.

As a result, applause broke out several
times in the middie of a songin response to
a particularly dramatic verse of one of her
emotionally evocative vocal passages.

The three-piece band and supporting
vocalist backing lan added extra shading
and impact when necessary, but never
dominated her. although a couple of the
electric numbers lacked the dynamic edge
of her folk-flavored songs.

But the most impressive aspect was the
fact that she gave such a personal, intimate
performance. usually heard only in small
clubs. in the 3,000-seat Santa Monica Civic.

Tom Chapin's opening performance, by
comparison, offered less material of poten-
tial lasting importance. but his folksy, con-
genial stage manner offset any com-
positional shortcomings that might have
detracted from his otherwise entertaining
and enjoyable set.

Talent On Stage In Nashville:

Ray Stevens At The Exit/In

EXIT/IN, NASHVILLE — You’ve seen those
TV ads where the green cricket pops open a
door in the side of an ordinary looking
cigarette lighter and out pours a bonfire's
worth of matches for “thousands of lights”?
Ray Stevens is something like that. A per-
former who stands in a class by himself —
with a cast of thousands tucked up his
sleeve.

In a rare hometown appearance before
two jam-packed houses at the Exit/In Wed-
nesday. March 9, Stevens demonstrated
that in a business where everybody’s com-
pared to everybody else, there's simply
nobody else to compare him to — except
maybe a camel (“Ahab The Arab”), a buzz
saw (“Along Came Jones”), or a Busby
Berkeley musical.

Actually, emphasizing the zany side of
Stevens' writing and performing — the
crazy voices, the sound effects, the novelty
extravaganzas — is colorful, but lopsided.
One of his strongest assets is a certain
dignity he reserves which allows him to
move from a one-man musical cartoon like
“Along Came Jones” (in which he imper-
sonates a villian. a damsel in distress and a
buzz saw), into a serious and emotionally
striking version of a ballad like “I Can’t Stop
Loving You” — then swing off into the coun-
trified “Honky Tonk Waltz,” or cut into the
caustic lyrics of “Hey, Mr. Businessman.”

A thin, stoop-shouldered man with neat
close-cropped hair and a tasty tailor (black
velvet jacket, crisply pressed denim vest
and jeans), Stevens’ stage presence seems
to crystallize at points somewhere between
Mr. Chips and Gomer Pyle. Not a dynamic,
aggressive stage personality in his every-

day Ray Stevens incarnation. he shines
through the sheer diversity of his talentand
by projecting absolute and total control of
his music.

His depth was demonstrated on a
medley of Ray Charles classics, which he
sang with an individualized, yet straight-on
quality which stands with the most in-
sightful interpretations of those songs. The
flair of his imagination burst out on a
hilarious version of “The Streak,” which
due to alleged complaints that the song has
“no class,” starts off with a witty, light
operatic parody of that tune. Then there
was "Freddy Feelgood and His Funky Little
Five Piece Band.” where Stevens and the
band do a capella vocal sounds like
musical instruments in lieu of playing. Not a
single number in the set is a throwaway.

Performing with a large group — his own
touring band of six. three horns and himself
on baby grand — the weakest points of the
show were the loudest ones. The whole
thing nearly overpowered the panting
sound system.

Celebrity-wise, it was an illustrious eve-
ning. Crammed in with the crowd were Chet
Atkins. Jerry Reed, former Tennessee
governor Winfield Dunn and others.

Hopskotching from novelty songs to
serious songs to gospe! songs to old stan-
dards to blues to impressions, Stevens
adroitly piled up amomentum thatearned a
standing ovation on the next to the last
song, as well as a foot-stomping ovation at
show’s end.

Dick Feller. himself a successful writer of
novelty songs, opened for Stevens.

Queen/Thin Lizzy

At The Forum
THE FORUM, L.A. — In adazzling spectacle
of rock brilliance, her majesty the Queen
gave an electritying command perfor-
mance before an alternately enthusiastic
and awe-struck crowd at L.A.'s Forum. Ex-
hibiting a polished stage act, a confident
theatrical presence and a musical range
that has established them as authentic rock
superstars, Queen filled the cavernous
Forum with the exquisite harmonies and
brilliant guitar riffs that have become their
trademark.

The refreshingly different English quar-
tet wasted no time getting their show offtoa
rousing start by kicking off their perfor-
mance with their just released high energy
single, "Tie Your Mother Down,” accom-
panied by flash bombs and an all-white
costume ensemble. But blazing rock was
only one part of a well-paced variety show
that included rock ballads. classically in-
spired rock movements and mellow
acoustic tunes. As always, the dynamic
Freddie Mercury led the band with his
brassy vocals and lithe body movements,
using his voice and body as one unified in-
strument that threatens to re-define
modern dance.

As anyone who has seen them live will at-
test, Queen has an excitementon stage that
strongly amplifies their recorded material.
Singer Mercury works perhaps hardest of
all, using the mike as an instrument in itself
and dancing all across the stage using no
economy of movement. Guitarist Brian May
himself threatened to steal the show
several times, exhibiting his brilliant ability
especially with an echoplex. The band is
extremely tight, incredibly versatile and
seems to improve with every performance.
No doubt, everyone present agreed with
the pre-recorded exit number, “God Save
the Queen.”

Thin Lizzy. who opened for Queen,
played a polished and powerful set. Uni-
formly tight throughout their performance,
Thin Lizzy surprised many members of the
audience who were only nominally aware of
the band's repertoire and live concert
capabilities. While “The Boys Are Back In
Town.” the group’s current chart hit,
elicited the most response because of the
strong radio access afforded it, their entire
show was equally strong. The Queen
openers give Thin Lizzy the wide exposure

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FinalDecision Imminent On
RCA Nashville Studio Status

Former RCA Exec Owen
by Lola Scobey

NASHVILLE — A final decision on disposi-
tion of the currently idle RCA studios here
should be made within a week to ten days,
according to Jerry Bradley, vice president
of Nashville operations for RCA. Current
options include subleasing the studios to
producer Owen Bradley, to a group of for-
mer RCA engineers, or to producer Joe
Johnson, Bradley stated.

Although there has been considerable
comment in the music community here to
the effect that various of these options have
been finalized, Bradley stressed that as of
March 17 no decision had been made by
RCA officials. He was particularly emphatic
in denying that a lease agreement had
already been made with his father, Owen
Bradley, stating that this misconception
could hinder negotiations with other par-
ties.

Owen Bradley expressed optimism that
his proposal would be accepted, stating
that he and RCA “are close to an agree-
ment, although it has not been finalized.”
He said that a “tentative agreement” has
been made that he will purchase the equip-
ment in and lease Studio A and Studio B.

Bradley, producer, music publisher and
co-owner of the highly successful Bradley’s
Barn studio, is already a partial owner of the
building which houses the studios. He
stated that he would make an agreement

with the owners of the building, which in-
cludes himself, to sublease the studios.
Johnson’s Interest

Concerning Joe Johnson’s interest in
leasing the studios, Jerry Bradley said,
“Johnson was in here the other day — |
have never seen so many people in my life

was interested, and he said he was.”
Johnson is currently involved in litigation
over his ownership of the Four Star office
building and studios.

Jerry Bradley added that a proposal to

Problem Of Don Light Talent: How
To Present Pop Music In Nashville

by Carmen Adams

NASHVILLE — Don Light Talentis abeacon
in contemporary music management in
Nashville. Beginning as a gospe! music
agency in October 1965, Light has guided
the creative development of southern ar-
tists into national prominence by tapping
previously neglected markets. He began
his career asa drummer, backing groups at
the Grand Ole Opry and playing sessions,
then worked as a journalist. Hiswas the first
gospel music agency in the nation and he
currently is the primary contemporary
music manager in Nashville. In an interview
with Cash Box, Light discussed his ex-
periences and the problems inherent in
representing contemporary music in Nash-
ville.

In 1965 there was no business agency
representing gospel music, so Don Light
Talent began by booking the Oak Ridge
Boys and the Happy Goodman Family.
Within two years the agency represented 15
acts. “Gospel groups were working on a
handshake from the promoter,” Light
recalled. “We started using contracts and
tried to run it as a business. Gospel music
was a big business and still is. They now
have the Gospel Music Association and are
constructing a Hall of Fame, which should
become active in the next couple of
months.”

In 1968 Herman Harper joined the
agency to direct the gospel division after
ten years as bass singer and manager for
the Oak Ridge Boys. Noel Fox took Har-
per's position in the band until 1971, when

The agency grew to
represent Jimmy Buffett, Alex Harvey,
Gove, Delbert McClinton, Larry Jon Wilson,
Lonnie Mack, Bacon, Cain & Galbraith and
Killough & Eckley — all of whom share
southern-rooted music with pop potential.

Light is primarily a personal manager,
but the agency books the acts he repre-
sents to maintain their livelihood while their
careers take hold. Jimmy Buffett is
representative of many young writer/ar-
tists: he was a songwriter who wanted to
become a performer, “We started with
Jimmy when he was working small listening
rooms and cotffee houses,” Light said. “We
were able to keep him alive working $200 a
night dates until we could get him a label
deal. Alphabetically, from A&M to. Warner
Brothers, he was turned down by every
label in the business — some more than
once. After his career got goingwe put him
with Galfand, McNow, Rennert & Feldman,
afinancial advisory firm."” Buffett now has a
publishing company — Pink Crustacean,
which coordinates his business affairs.

Don Light Talentremains a catalyst to the
budding pop business in Nashville. “I think
we arevery fortunate to be attracting alot of
good non-country acts like the Jimmy Buf-
fetts and the Dave Loggins. While they have
southern roots and influences, | don't think
it would be correct to label them country
acts,” Light said.

Light works tirelessly to establish pop
music as the equal of country music in
Nashville, but has encountered resistance.

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Arbitron Study Shows Blacks

Favor AM Radio Dial Over FM

NEW YORK — A recent Arbitron radio
study of FM listening habits shows blacks
favoring the AM dial to a much larger
degree than does the general population.
The analysis uses the radio listening data
listed in sixteen special black reports and
compares them with the regular reports in
those markets for the April/May 1976 sur-
vey period. Markets included in the special
black reports are: Atlanta, Baltimore,
Chicago, Cincinnati, Cleveland, Dallas/Ft.
Worth, Detroit, Houston/Galveston, In-
dianapolis, Kansas City, Los Angeles,
Louisville, New York, Philadelphia, St.
Louis, and Washington, D. C.

The overall picture of black only versus
general population listening shows that
blacks do considerably less FM listening
than the general population in these
markets. Only 27.6% of all black listening is
to FM, while 40.1% of the general popula-

tion in the sixteen markets studied favor
FM. Two of the markets are exceptions,
with Indianapolis receiving a 66.5 market
share and Kansas City receiving a 56.3
share. By the same token. Atlanta received
only a 9.1 share and Baltimore 9.5 share.
ranking the lowest.

There were a total of 439 stations sur-
veyed for the total population, with 212 be-
ing FM’s, averaging out to 27 stations
overall per marketand 13 FM’s, There were
atotal of 280 stations surveyed for the black
population with 114 being FM’s, averaging
out to 18 stations overall per market and 7
FM’s.

The accompanying chart shows a com-
parison breakdown of the total population
in the fourteen reporting markets with the
black population with respect to AM/FM
listening habits.

Cal. Assembly To Hear

Anti-Scalping Measure

LOS ANGELES — AB 770, a California
State Assembly bill which seeks to outlaw
the resale of concert tickets anywherein the
state, is expected to have its first hearing
within one month, according to an ad-
ministrative assistant to Assemblyman
Larry Kapitoff (D-San Diego), sponsor of
the bill.

Present California taw makes it a mis-
demeanor to purchase tickets and resell
them for a higher price on the grounds
where they are sold, the spokesman said.

AB 770 will amend that law, if passed, to
strike the words “‘on the grounds” so that it
will be illegal anywhere in the state.

“I think the bill will have to be amended
so that it will accommodate legitimate
organizations like Ticketron, who sell
tickets for a very marginal profit. It's not
directed at them. It's directed at the people
who resell for twice the value of the tickets,’
Kapiloff's assistant said.

If passed, the measure would go into ef-
fect Jan. 1. 1978.

Nolan Gets Gold

LOS ANGELES — 20th Century recording
artist Kenny Nolan's first single, “I Like
Dreamin’,” has been certified gold by the
RIAA.

records. Unfortunately, though, "“you rarely
find them in the bargain bins,” he said.
Original Issues On Budget

Relatively few records are originally
released on budget lines of major classical
labels, and not many of these feature con-
temporary works. Of the four domestic ma-
jors. Columbiais probably the leader in this
field; recent Odyssey budget releases have
included new recordings of works by such
modern composers as Crumb, Subotnick
and Feldman.

RCA rarely issues new albums on
budget. A current example of such a
release is a new version by Sylvia Marlowe
of Bach's “"Goldberg Variations,” which will
soon be issued on Gold Seal instead of Red
Seal because there are already numerous
recordings of that work in the full-price
market.

New albums are sometimes released on
London Treasury, which includes the Rich-
mond and Stereo Treasury budget lines. A
new recording by Karl Munchinger of
Bach’s Brandenburg Concertos, for exam-
ple. appeared in the economy line because
a Munchinger recording of the same work
was already available in London’s full-
priced category.

Current releases licensed from foreign
affiliates of EMI are sometimes issued for
the first time in the U.S. on Seraphim,
Angel's budget line. These albums may
feature either contemporary or obscure
classical works. But. according to George
Sponhaltz, a producer in the A&R depart-
ment of Angel, Seraphim cannot afford to
record contemporary works in this country.
“We do it on Angel, but for low price, we
can’'t do any original recordings of new
music with the higher musicians’ cost here,
including royalties and mechanical license
fees.”

Foreign Licensing

A large portion of major label budget
records are licensed from foreign com-
panies. For example. licensed material
from EMI affiliates accounts for about 40%
of Seraphim’s catalog. Three-quarters of
these albums had never been released in
the U.S. before they appeared on
Seraphim.

Similarly. London culls some of its
budget releases from its Decca affiliates,
and 25% of RCA’s budget albums contain
material which was originally released by
its European subsidiaries. RCA issues most
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Major Label Budget Classics

of its licensed Erato recordings, however,
on Red Seal. In contrast, 20% of Columbia’s
Odyssey releases are licensed from such
sources as Erato (France) and Melodiya
(U.S.S.R.).

Historical Reissues

Between 25% and 40% of major label
budget records. depending on the com-
pany involved, are ‘“historical” reissues.
Generally these are mono records (stereo
re-channeling is frowned upon) which have
generated a certain reputation over the
years since they were cut out.

According to Kellman, “Most people who
buy an old performance get it as a supple-
ment to a modern (stereo) performance.”
Thus, since most potential buyers of these
albums already own the music, he said, a
lower price is required in order to get them
to buy a second recording of the same
work.

An opposite view was expressed by
Gilbert. RCA reissues ‘‘historical”
recordings on budget, he noted, to attract
not only collectors but also ordinary record
buyers. “They may not know from
Koussevitsky, but they may just want to
pick up an inexpensive recording. If we put
the LP on RCA Red Seal ($7.98 list), we'll
get the collectors, period.”

Modern Stereo Reissues

The other major category of budget
records includes stereo albums which have
been deleted from the full-priced catalogs.
Gilbert pointed out that the average shelf
lite of a Red Seal classic is about 10 years,
“although we have some albums that have
been in the catalog much longer than that.”
Anything can be cut out except for certain
“cornerstones” of the Red Seal catalog.

The decision to delete a iull-priced
record, according to Gilbert, can be made
in one of two ways. RCA will cut out a
classical album “when sales dwindle to a
point where it becomes feasible and
necessary.” It will also delete an LP “that we
feel can have a new life at a lower price.”

Some time after it has been cut out, RCA
may reissue the album on Gold Seal. It will
be re-mastered, repackaged and re-
advertised. “Budget lines are very good for
promotion because you can move tonnage
with them.” remarked Gilbert.

About 10% of the Gold Seal line, he ad-
ded, consists of recombinations of material
from more than one former full-line album.
Although this costs more than simply re-
mastering the original album, he explained,

it can often strengthen the LP’s sales ap-
peal.
“Natural” Deletion

Columbia hasn't deleted a Masterworks
album in more than two years, according to
Kellman. “If something is a slow mover, we
just won’t remake it when our stock runs
out.” He further noted that cutting out a full-
priced record “hurts the budgets and the
other full-line LPs by the same artist.”

Luckily for Odyssey. however, Columbia
has a fairly substantial catalog of older
classical cutouts. If the artist featured on
such arecord is no longer alive or no longer
with Columbia or the album can be
classified as a borderline “historical” (LP),
it may be reissued on Odyssey.

Angel isn't as finicky as Columbia about
deleting full-line albums. Nevertheless,
Sponhaltz stressed, “We wait for records to
be deleted naturally. We don’t delete
something on purpose in order to reissue it
later as a budget album. We wouldn’t
reissue it until a few years after it was
deleted, to allow for remaindered stock to
be sold off.”

Occasionally, Sponhaltz admitted, Ange!
will punch holes in returned LPs that have
already been deleted and will resellthem as
cutouts. “In some of the big shops in the big
cities, you will see our cutouts. But on most
Angel titles, we are able to sell them out to
zero."”

Reduced Royalties

Harper explained that, once a year at
London, the company takes alook atwhat's
not selling and makes deletions from its
full-line catalog. Many of these cutouts will
later be reissued as budgets, but some
can't be re-released because of royalty
considerations. “There are artists who
categorically will not consent to royalty
reductions.”

Harper declined to discuss London's
agreements with its classical artists.
However, the spokesmen for the three
other companies all said that most con-
tracts contain a standard clause that
specifies reduced royalties on budget
reissues.

Sponhaltz believed that budget lines
benefit the artists. “We wouldn’t be reissu-
ing the records on low price if we didn't ex-
pect to have more sales by doing so,” he ex-
plained. “In other words, the artist benefits
by having the record more widely dis-
tributed, and he ends up with more
royalties.”

New World Records is
beginning to make some of the titles
available to record dealers so that it can
continue to be self-supporting after a
Rockefeller Foundation grant expires upon
completion of the anthology.

MACE CATALOG ENLARGED —
Springboard International Records, which
recently acquired the Mace classical
budget label, has released five additions to
the Mace Catalog. All of them were licensed
for U.S. distribution from a German
manufacturer, and three have never before
been released here. Springboard plans to
issue five multiple sets and 15 more single
albums on Mace before the end of the year.

A direct competitor of Mace’s, the Quin-
tessence budget classical line of Pickwick
International, recently made its first foray
into the marketplace with an initial release
of 22 recordings. The Quintessence al-
bums list for $2.98, a dollar below the list
price of Mace records.

RADIO NEWS — On Friday, March 25,
WKCR-FM in New York will present a 48-
hour Beethoven festival in commemoration
of the 150th anniversary of the composer’s
death ... The seventh annual musical
marathon to benefit the Boston Symphony
Orchestra, staged by WCRB-FM Walth-
am/Boston and the Council of Friends of
the BSO, raised a grand total of $156,971,
far surpassing its goal of $115,000 .

PEOPLE & EVENTS — Two Nonesuch
recording artists, mezzo-soprano Jan
DeGaetani and pianist Glibert Kalish, were
among the featured performers in a sur-
prise musicale presented during the White
House reception following a state dinner
March 10 for the British prime minister,
James Callaghan ... Luclano Pavarottl
and Renata Scotto were the star perform-
ers in a Met performance of Puccini’s “La
Boheme” which was broadcast nationally
on public television March 15. This was the
firsttime that a Metropolitan Opera produc-
tion has been televised live from the com-
pany's home in New York's Lincoln Center

. Kazophony, an ensemble that plays
classical music on kazoos, recently ap-
peared at Alice Tully Hall in Lincoln Center.
The group previously performed in New
York at Town Hall with Peter Schickele’s
“PDQ Bach Show” ... Lazar Berman, the
Soviet pianist, has been spreading himself
around New York lately. Shortly after his
Carnegie Hall recital on February 27, Ber-
man gave a benefit concert at Avery Fisher
Hall with Leonard Bernstein conducting.

Cal’s Coin College Helping To Fill
Need For Well-Trained Repairmen

CHICAGO — Cal's Coin College, now in its
sixth year as a major training ground for
coin machine mechanics, is limiting its
enrollment exclusively to members of the
industry. “About 80% of our students are
referrals.” said Cal Clifford, founder, owner
and sole instructor at the school. “As thein-
dustry became aware of our school and the
quality of our training program, it became
apparent that coin machine industry em-
ployees were keeping our classes filled up.
And | really prefer it that way,” he added,
"because it's a lot easier for me to train
someone who knows his job.” Clifford in-
dicated that classes are booked solid
through October and that he has several
students on stand-by.

The courses offered at the school are of
two or three weeks’ duration, and tuition
fees are $600 for two weeks (80 classroom
hours) and $875 for three weeks (120
classroom hours). Classes are limited to six
students and the school provides all of the
tools, manuals and supplies needed. “Our
school has one of the most comprehensive
libraries in the country,” Clifford said, "and |
am very grateful for the cooperation of the
coin machine manufacturers who regularly
contribute service manuals and printed
material to help us maintain it.”

The school's basic two-week course
deals with the fundamentals of electricity
(AC-DC, voltage current, resistance
magnetism, schematics, etc.) and compo-

nents (relays. solenoids, switches, motors,
transformers, etc.). The optional third week
course elaborates on the specifics of
phonographs, bingos, and arcade and
video equipment.

“Prior knowledge of electricity is not a
prerequisite for enrolling,” Clifford noted,
“but for an individual with no previous ex-
perience, | usually recommend the three-
weeks course which offers full basics on
games and music equipment.”

Cal's Coin College is located in Nicoma
Park. a suburb of Oklahoma City.

FCC ignored the statute forbidding it to
censor radio communications and its own
previous decision which leaves the ques-
tion of programming content to the discre-
tion of the licensee. “Unquestionably,”
Tamm said, “the commission’s orcer also
raises First Amendment considerations.”
Carried to an extreme, he said, the order
would prohibit the broadcast of
Shakespeare's The Tempest or Two Gen-
tlemen of Verona, or some passages from
the Bible.

Tamm said the market will “limit the filth”
accordingly, as long as the profit motive ex-
ists, and the connection between advertis-
ing revenue and audience size holds.

‘Unconstitutional’

In a concurring opinion, Chief Judge
David Bazelon went further to explain why
the FCC's definition of “indecent” speech is
unconstitutional. The “national standard”
of obscenity used by the commission is
suspect, Bazelon said. “The commission
never solicited a jury verdict or expert
testimony. Nor did it rely on polls or letters
of complaint. . . (it) simply recorded its con-
clusion that the words were indecent.”

CashBox/March 26, 1977

The FCC’s motivation in protecting
children from dirty words doesn’t hold up
either, Bazelon added. It is essentially a
desire to shield children from what the
legislature deems offensive. And *the con-
stitution limits the government’s power to
select programming for children.”

“Violence in (TV) programming may be
more objectionable than the use of off-
color language; after all, children do not
learn to kill each other with dirty words,”
Bazelon said.

One Dissent

U.S. Circuit Court Judge Harold
Leventhal wrote the final opinion—
dissenting. He attached an appendix con-
taining the transcript of Carlin’'s monologue
— even though he said “it may offend some
sensibilities.”

Leventhal concluded that the FCC’s opi-
nion on what is “indecent” stands as an
equivalent to the Supreme Court’s current
“obscenity” ruling. He added that “the
widespread access of children to radio”
dominates the case at hand and he would
argue that the probable presence of
children in the audience is relevant to a
determination of obscenity.

Our Dallas branch, for example, has
called in extra large orders twice this
week.”

Arista said, “Sales (have been) so strong
on his catalog that distributors have sent
special trucks to pick albums up at the
pressing plants.”

A key factor in the current sales upsurge
of Barry Manilow's catalog, according to
Rick Dobbis, vice president of artist
development for Arista, has been
“Manilow's tremendous concentration of
TV exposure during the past month.”

Besides Manilow's own TV special,
Dobbis cited the artist's appearance on the
Dinah Shore show, the Grammy Awards,
and Arista’s own TV ad campaign in the na-
tion’s top twenty markets. Dobbis also cited
Manilow’s current cross-country tour, the
success of his single “Weekend In New
England” (peaking at #9 on the Cash Box
Top 100 Singles charts), and Arista’s heavy
concentration of print ads in Sunday
newspapers as being “elements which
really account for what's going on here.”

Dobbis compared Manilow’s popularity

ded that its new seven-tier pricing struc-
ture, which has been in effect since March
of last year, “obviates any of the plaintiffs’
objections.”

“In New York City, for example, real es-
tate is so expensive that we take a very hard
look at whether a department is worthwhile
with the gross profit margin that the com-
petition says you can produce.”

Staley maintained that the degree of
competition from other retailers in a given
metropolitan market will not directly affect
Woolworth's decision about whether or not
to keep its record departments in that area.
“If we put our minds to it. we can be just as
competitive as anybody.” He added.
however, “We have to consider the
profitability standpoint.”

And in a ruling that one Capitol lawyer
connected with the suit termed a “good
decision,” the court found:

“Defendant Capitol Records Inc. has of-
fered valid reasons, which are not anticom-
petitive, for its unilateral decision to refuse
to deal with plaintiffs, including its small
financial return from plaintiffs following its
settlement therewith and the prospect of
continued litigation.”

The opinion concluded, based on both
written and oral arguments presented to
date, that “the court is convinced that the
plaintiffs have failed to demonstrate their
entitlement to a preliminary injunction.”

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British Phonographic Industry Copyright Test Case Judgment
Continues Anti-Piracy Battles

LONDON — The British Phonographic In-
dustry (BPI), the association representing
the UK disk companies, spent 60,000
pounds during 1976 in its continuing battle
against the illegal activities of disk and tape
bootleggers and pirates. The scope of its
campaign to protect the rights of artists and
copyright owners this year promises to be
on an even greater scale.

In an interview with Cash Box, BPI direc-
tor general Geoffrey Bridge outlined the
association’s policy and methods in track-
ing down illegal software and rogue
manufacturers, duplicators, wholesalers
and retailers. This branch of the BPI's ac-
tivities is in the charge of BillHood, aformer
private investigator. He heads a team seek-
ing those who aim to rip off copyright own-
ers and artists of their royalties, and the
team can be augmented according to need.
It recently mounted a major surveillance
operation involving radio cars, hidden
cameras and four private detectives which

When the team has amassed sufficient
evidence, it seeks an injunction to obtain
full surrender and seizure of illegal stock,
full disclosure of its origin, and when it was
sold with appropriate documentation, costs
and damages (the latter assessed on what
the lawful copyright owners would have
received from legal sales).

MTA Challenges PRS
In-Store Assertions

LONDON — The Music Trades Association
has disputed assertions by the Performing
Right Society on the question of copyright
liability for in-store record plays (Cash Box,
March 12).

“The Music Trades Association wish to
make it clear that, having sought legal ad-
vice, it cannot accept the PRS view of the
legal position,” declared an MTA state-
ment. “Indeed, the MTA is currently
assisting several record dealers in
defending proceedings brought against
them by the PRS for alleged infringement of
copyright based on the playing of music in
record shops. In the course of these
proceedings, the extent of the rights of the
PRS will be judicially examined.’

Handed Down Against Redwood

LONDON — Justice Goff gave judgment
here on February 21 in a series of test cases
that affect the ownership of over 40,000
popular songs. The judgment was given in
a group of eight actions in which Redwood
Music Ltd., a member of the Carlin group,
was suing and being sued by leading
publishers such as Francis Day & Hunter,
Chappell, Leo Feist, Warner Bros., B. Feld-
man & Co. and Boosey & Co. Redwood
Music has taken assignments of the re-
versionary copyrights from a large number
of estates (nearly 100) which in many cases
include songs now being published by the
other parties to the actions.

The hearing of the action before Justice
Goft lasted for 20 days during November
and December. The actions dealt
specifically with only 27 songs, but the
issues being tried by the court were rele-
vant to the ownership of the copyright in
almost every song assigned to the
publisher betore 1956. Some of the titles
were Chauncey Olcott's “My Wild Irish
Rose,” George Arthur’s “Joshua” and Con
Conrad’'s “Palesteena.”

The background to the action lies in
littte-known legislation contained in the
Copyright Act of 1911. This act contains a
provision whereby rights assigned to
publishers by authors or composers in
musical or literary works revert to the es-
tates of the authors or composers 25 years
after their death so that the estate enjoys
the benefit of the last 25 years of copyright.
There is an exception, however, in the case
of “collective works.” One of the main
points before the court was whether or nota
song is a collective work. The definition of
“collective work” in the 1911 act is far from
clear.

The judge said that where the words and

International Popular Music
Publishers’ Federation Set Up

NEW YORK — Implementing the decision
reached by music publishers at MIDEM in
January, plans are proceeding for the for-
mation of a new international federation of
popular music publishers. In the past there
has been a Light Music Publishers Division
of the music section of the International
Publishers Association. This subordinate
structure, however, was deemed to deprive
a vital segment of theindustry of aclear and
independent structure and voice. It is con-
templated that the new popular music
publishers, federation and the existing
music section of IPA, which consists mainly
of classical music publishers, will form a
confederation for the purpose of joint ex-
pression of policy and action in matters of
interest to all music publishers.

At the meeting in Cannes, Salvatore T.

Chiantia, chairman of the board of National
Music Publishers Association (USA), was
designated chairman of the organizing
committee, and Leonard Feist, president of
NMPA, was designated executive
secretary. In addition to Chiantia and Feist,
members of the organizing committee are:
Felix Faecq. Belgium; Hans Gerig, Ger-
many; Dick James, U.K.; Georges Roquiere
and Georges Meyerstein-Maigret, France;
Stig Andersen, Sweden; Guus Jansen, Jr.,
Netherlands. Representatives of Japan and
Italy will be added to the organizing group.
Bylaws are being drafted which will be
submitted first to the organizing committee
and later to a meeting of representatives of
all popular music publishing associations
which will convene in May in Amsterdam.

In contesting Redwood’s claim to rever-
sionary rights, the publishers claimed that
assignments of American renewal copy-
right had included the English reversionary
copyright. The judge held that in five out of
six cases, the language used in the Ameri-
can renewal agreements was clear enough
to convey the reversionary right as well as
the American renewal, butthiswas notsoin
the case of Con Conrad’s “Barney Google.”
The same result may apply in a great many
cases notbeforethe court. He also held that
the song “Wild Irish Rose” which has words

Since 1974, the BPI has been winningin-
spection orders enabling the team to check
the premises concerned and obtain
delivery of the infringing records or tapes.
Each inspection is attended by a represen-
tative of the local police force. Last year the
association obtained orders for the con-
fiscation of the manufacturing machinery
as well as the illegal stock, and has already
confiscated three cassette deck units, one
amplifier and one turntable which were be-
ing operated in parallel to produce a con-
siderable guantity of illegal software.

The average fine for offenders found
guilty under the acts cited above used to be
50 pounds, but now it is 400 pounds, which
investigator Hood terms “a deterrent but
still not enough.” The BPI recovers some of
its expenditures on investigation and court
proceedings from the guilty parties, but
Bridge pointed out that often by the time
judgments are assessed and approved by
the judicial office concerned, the pirate has
left the country, gone bankrupt or
otherwise been affected to the extent that
he or she cannot be penalized to the limit
prescribed.

Much depends on the recommendations
of the committee chaired by Justice Whit-
ford on copyright law and revision, which
reported last month. The music industry is
currently examining the report and its im-
plications.

‘We entered a huge submission to the
committee and gave additional oral
evidence.” said Bridge. “We've asked for a
royalty on blank tape and/or recording
machines. There is a 5% royalty levied on
tape playing equipment at the moment in
Germany.’

Opposition Lobby

Bridge anticipates a formidable lobby of
opposition to the BP! proposal because it
will inevitably raise the price of blank tape

and recording equipment. He expects the
same hostile reaction to a suggestion that
retailers of blank tape and recording equip-
ment might be empowered by law to see a
relevant license from potential purchasers
before selling them these goods.

The Mechanical Copyright Protection
Society issues an annual license costing
less than two pounds for domestic
recording covering certain categories, but
this is patently inadequate in recompensing
artists and companies for the immense
amount of home taping which goes on, and
relies entirely upon the honesty of people
thus engaged to take the trouble to obtain
the license from the MCPS.

The BPI in the person of Hood gives fre-
quent lectures to the retail trade on piracy
and bootlegging, using confiscated stock to
ilustrate the talks. Bridge says there is “no
excuse” for retailers to accept and retail il-
legal software by claiming they “didn’t
know" it was such.

The BP} is containing the problem at
present, but its potential menace to
legitimate trading has not decreased.
Bridge stated that 5% of the current UK
tape market is bootlegged or pirated and
1% of the disk market is similarly illegal. In-
ternational Federation of Phonographic In-
dustries (IFPI) statistics disclose that 10%
overall of the European market is illegal,
25% of the U.S. and Canadian market is the
same, while the figures for Latin America
are 30%. for the Middle East and Africa
40%, and for the Far East a horrifying 50%.
An IFPI breakdown of the European sector
reveals that ltaly’s tape market is 60% il-
legal and Portugal's figure is a staggering
80%.

“We're trying to get away from these
terms of bootlegging and piracy,”’
remarked Bridge. “They lend a sort of false
glamor to what is in fact theft.”
