The Changes Continue

Change in our industry as we have noted before, must be taken for granted, like
goldrecords andreturns. Butneverintherecent past hasthere been aweek where
s0 much change has taken place on such high corporate levels. And this week's
changes cap a quarter-year of numerous executive switches, promotions, firings
and reorganizations.

The A&M move, ironically, came after 15 years of “non change” at the company’s
top management levels. And with timing always a factor in any announcement,
instead of being the “only” major change this week, it is simply one of many.
Nevertheless, it was a delight to see two fine gentlemen, Herb Alpert and Jerry
Moss, assume chairman of the board titles. As a result, A&M was able to give Gil
Friesen and Bob Fead president and senior vice president titles, which they both
deserve.

Dickie Kline's elevation to senior vice president of promotion is a reward for his
efforts at Atlantic. And Atlantic will be the new home of former Arista promotionv.p.
Michael Klenfner, who will be a senior vice president and assistant to Jerry
Greenburg. Kline and Klenfner will join Dave Glew as Atlantic’s senior vice
presidents.

Mel Posner’s elevation to vice chairman of Elektra/Asylum, from president,
paves the way for a number of additional up-the-corporate ladder executive
changes underneath.

Stan Monteiro’s decision to leave Columbia Records and move to the west coast,
will give him an opportunity to renew his contact with the “tumult of the street.” No
offense intended to the fine CBS promotion organization, which is highly
professional from top to bottom, but UA gives Monteiro an opportunity to build his
own team, and renew old contacts with independent distributors and indy
promotion people. Sherwood’s elevation to VP promotion at Columbia is a logical,
natural move. Many in our industry consider Sherwood to be the best “street
person’ in the business today. And Sherwood’s promotion will once again open
avenues for other CBS promotion department executives to be given additional
titles, duties and compensation.

The interesting move at Arista, with Mel Bly moving to Polydor after a short stay
as Arista’s promotion VP, comes at the same time as Klenfner and Perry Cooper,
national album promotion director, have chosen to leave the company. Viewed -
from a baseball standpoint, the Arista to Mercury, David Carrico-Stan Bly “trade,”
was clearly “won” by Mercury. In any case, we wish Richard Palmese luck, and
expect further announcements of appointments in the Arista promotion
department.

So while all of these moves happened at the same time, they occurred for a
variety of business and personal reasons. Maybe they symbolize the turmoil and/or
dissatisfaction and/or unrest at many levels of our business. Enough said. There'll
be more changes to report on next week; the waters haven't quieted yet.

Apex Martin Faces A Possible Exit

From Independent

NEW YORK — Apex Martin Record Sales,
Inc. has decided to severely cut back in-
dependent distribution operations in
metropolitan New York and New Jersey in
the wake of mounting manufacturer defec-
tions. At this point it is unclear whether or
not the company will discontinue that por-
tion of its business altogether.

Within two weeks Apex Martin will close
its New York sales office. consolidating
remaining personnel in its Hillside, New
Jersey headquarters. Tentatively, one
salesman will be retained to service ac-
counts in New Jersey, where the company
still handles TK, Private Stock and Fantasy
in addition to numerous smaller labels.
That salesman will also be responsible for
covering the New York territory.

In a letter to his client labels, Joe Martin,
co-principal of Apex Martin, noted that he
was cutting back on distribution with the in-
tention of only handling specialized lines
without large inventories. According to an

informed source, mounting inventory in-
vestments and problems with collection on
overdue accounts were factors in Martin’s
decision.

Opted For Alternatives

However, the most critical problem has
been with a growing number of manufac-
turers which have opted for an alternative
distributor. Apex Martin handled Playboy
and Island in New Jersey and lost both lines
recently when each entered into agree-
ments with branch distributed companies.
It had been speculated that. with the deci-
sions by Playboy, Island and Buddabh to af-
fillate with branch operations, several in-
dependent distributors might have to close
their doors.

Two other manufacturers that Apex Mar-
tin distributed in New Jersey have decided
to consolidate territories under larger dis-
tributors. 20th Century will now be serviced
in the northeast by Alpha Distributing
Corp.. and Roulette/Pyramid will now be

waters in the sense that no other indepen-
dent company has ever been as successful
as we are. We have to think more of the
future and where we're going. This restruc-
turing will leave a lot of air for future projec-
tions and proposals.

“We don't have any major bank loan that
we have to be concerned about,” added
Moss. “This is not to say that we wouldn’t go
thatfarif there were some property we wan-
ted to acquire. We'relooking to go for all the
marbles if we can, and even more impor-
tant, as a record company and publishing
complex, we'll be doing things differently
from the way anybody else has donethem.”

Moss doubted that the internal changes
at A&M would be manifested externally in
the near future. “lI don’t know if there wilt be
any real immediate changes involved,” ob-
served Moss, “but | think that basically
you'll see that Gil will have his own way of
running A&M Records. What this says
basically, is that we wantto grow, and this is

Merger Of Two Gigantic Drugstore Chains
Raises QuestionsAbout RecordDepartments

Dixie May Lose Biggest Account

NEW YORK — Three months after amerger
between the Jack Eckerd Corporation,
based in Clearwater, Florida and Eckerd
Drugs, Inc., based in Charlotte, North
Carolina, it appears that major decisions
affecting the future of records in one of the
nation’s two largest drugstore combines
are in the offing.

One of the biggest questions is whether
or not Jack Eckerd, the parent company,
will retain the services of Dixie Record and
Tape Co., which racks approximately 200
of the 236 Eckerd Drug units in the
Carolinas, Georgia, Alabama, Maryland
and Delaware. A little over a year ago, Jack
Eckerd ended an agreement with United
Record and Tape Industries Inc. (URT),
which had been racking many of its 530
units in 10 states. Since then, Jack Eckerd’s
stores have stocked mostly TV promotional
packages and cutouts.

The fact that Jack Eckerd has already
phased out rack-supplied current releases
in its own units suggests that it might also
discontinue them in its Eckerd Drug sub-
sidiary. A retailer who is familiar with the
situation commented, “We've heard that
they (Eckerd) are thinking about throwing
Dixie out.”

Asked if Dixie could possibly lose its
biggest account, a spokesman for the rack
jobber replied, “Up until this point, they
(Eckerd) have not indicated that this would
be the case. As of now, they are still having
us service all the stores that we were servic-

ing (before the merger).” He added,
however, that “Jack Eckerd was not handl-
ing the top-quality stuff (records), and this
area up here (Eckerd Drug) was, so there's
got to be some difference in thought.”

Despite repeated phone calls, the head
record buyer for Jack Eckerd could not be
reached for comment.

Sutton To Move In?

A second question growing out of the
Eckerd merger concerns the status of Sut-
ton Distributors, which now supplies the
Jack Eckerd stores with all of their cutouts.
If the parent corporation does terminate
Eckerd Drugs’ arrangement with Dixie, but
doesn’t jettison records altogether, Sutton
Distributors would be in a good position to
win a contract for supplying cutouts to the
newly acquired Eckerd Drug chain. In fact,

according to a source close to Sutton, the
Rahaway, New Jersey-based cutout dealer
is presently engaged in discussions with
Jack Eckerd’s Charlotte division.

The Dixie spokesman noted that Eckerd
Drugs purchased cutouts directly from Sut-
ton even before the merger with Jack
Eckerd. On the other hand, he noted. “They
(Eckerd Drugs) don't get so much involved
in the cutouts as they do in the low-end TV
promotions (from suppliers such as K tel
and Ronco). Sutton hasn't been too suc-
cessful with Carolina (Eckerd) stores.”

Another possibility is that Sutton itself
might supply stores in the Jack Eckerd-
Eckerd Drug combine. Although this seems
speculative at this point, there is growing
evidence that Sutton has supplied some

Oscars for ‘Rocky’ And ‘A Star Is Born’ Used
As Hooks For Soundtrack Album Retail Ads

NEW YORK — With the Academy Award
presenters bestowing Oscars on the films
“Rocky’" and “A Star Is Born,"” ads
promoting the soundtracks to those films
and tied to the awards appeared in nearly
every market surveyed by Cash Box.

Ron McCarrell, director of merchandis-
ing for Columbia, noted that the company
had a “good hunch” that the song “Ever-
green” from the soundtrack LP would be
honored as best song. McCarrell said the
hunch was based primarily on the appeal of
Barbra Streisand. Therefore, ad mats tying
the LP to the Oscar were prepared and
shipped to the branches three weeks
before the ceremony.

McCarrell added, however, that it was
still too early to assess the effect of the
Oscar on LP sales, which he said were
approaching three million. The album,
number 1 on the Cash Box Top 200 Albums
Chart for several weeks, has been at
number 3 for the past three weeks.

‘Rocky’

The soundtrack to “Rocky,” which was
awarded Oscars for best picture and best
director, among others, bulleted at number
54 this week, climbing from 129 during the
past three weeks.

Joe Carbone, vice president of national
sales for United Artists, noted that sales of
“Rocky” had been averaging only about
25,000 a week before the Academy
Awards, but have hit 130,000 since.
Carbone added that UA anticipated that the
film, nominated for 10 awards, would win at
least six, and planned a three-day TV ad
campaign, followed by radio and print
campaigns in more than a dozen major
markets.

In other retail developments this week: a
New Orleans retailer found his city to be
more ‘‘price conscious’’ than he had

thought; and a Boston retailer continued
his unique all-label sale strategy.
Customer Response In N.O.

In New Orleans, New Attitude Records
and Tapes, which has been lowballing on
selected specials for two months (Cash
Box, February 19) decided this week, after
a seven-day hiatus, to resume advertising
their four $2.99 “album features” in the
Sunday New Orleans Times-Picayune.

Richard Lieberman, owner and manager
of the one-store operation, had indicated
last week that he was shifting his ad dollars
to radio in the belief that his customers
were not responding to the New York-style
loss leader merchandising approach.

However, New Attitude resumed print

advertising this week after receiving “many
calls” from irate record buyers who had
missed last Sunday's ad and wanted to
know which LPs were on sale.

However, other area
retailers have not lowered their advertised
prices, and suggested that New Attitude
may not survive much longer with its
current merchandising approach.

In Boston, New England Music City, a
three-store chain, advertised an all-label
sale at only one of its stores this week.

Ex-Manager Of
Beatles Indicted
For Tax Evasion

NEW YORK — Allen Klein, president of
ABKCO Industries Inc. and exclusive
business manager for the Beatles from
1969 to 1973. has been indicted on charges
of evading $126,000 in Federal income
taxes.

The six-count indictment handed down
here by a Federal grand jury alleges that,
while he was the Beatles' manager. Klein
caused Capitol Records to supply at cost
unmarked promotional records by the
Beatles and other performers to Apple
Records, Inc., of which Klein was an officer
The indictment further states that Klein in-
structed one of his employees to sell these
records to distributors and rack jobbers at
a profit.

Between 1970 and 1972, Klein allegedly
received $216.743 in cash proceeds from
these sales, which he never reported on his
income tax returns.

If convicted, he could face up to five
years in prison on each of three counts of
tax evasion, up tothreeyears on each count
of filing false tax returns, and a maximum
total of $45,000 in fines.

Klein's lawyer. Gerald Walpin. told
reporters that his client “believes that he is
innocent and that when the facts come out
at trial he will be vindicated.”

A related tax indictment was filed last
December 16 (Cash Box, December 25)
against Peter Benedetto. also knows as
Pete Bennett. An associate of Klein and a
one-time ABKCO employee, Bennett was
formerly in charge of promotion for the
Beatles.

Sam Goody’s 1976 Profits Down;
Moves To Strengthen Hardware

by Mark Mehler

NEW YORK — Despite several depressed
earnings during 1976, Sam Goody is confi-
dent thatitcan remain a major force in New
York's cutthroat retail record market.

The 27-store chain, concentrated in
metropolitan New York and Philadelphia,
reported 1976 net earnings of only $61,336,
down from $467,645 in 1975. Sales,
however, increased from $43.5 million in
1975 to $48.4 million last year.

George Levy, president of the chain, said
the depressed earnings for the year
resulted both from the competitive record
market and a general softness in audio
sales over the first six months of 1976.

Levy indicated that while Goody might
not be able to significantly boost its small
profit margin on records and still compete
with chains like Jimmy's Music World and
Korvettes, it would move to strengthen its
market position in hard goods, where the
markup is higher. “The audio market did
turn around in the last five months of 1976,”
Levy noted. However, he lamented that
Goody has not yet carved out a niche for it-

self as an audio dealer and is still seen by
most consumers as only a record chain. A
recent survey by an independent research
organization pointed to this mistaken con-
sumer impression, Levy added.

In an attempt to correct that impression,
Goody has taken several steps, including
running a full-page ad in each Sunday New
York Times devoted to stereo, tape and
radio promotion, and instituting aradio and
television ad campaign geared to a *home
entertainment center” concept.

Nevertheless, Goody has encountered
stiff competition in its hard goods lines,
primarily from lowball discounters like
“Crazy Eddie,” who use a “loss leader” ap-
proach similar to that employed by many
New York record retailers.

Levy asserted that he didn't expect
Goody would have to fite for reorganization.
A strong performance for Goody in the
fourth quarter of 1976, in which sales hit
$16.9 million and net earnings $544,548,
both records for that period, boded well for
the chain's future, according to Levy. Asked
if he expected to suffer a net loss in 1977,
Levy said, “| doubt it.

Harmony Hut Retail Chain Accounts
For 65% Of Schwartz Bros.’ Profit

NEW.YORK — Schwartz Brothers' earnings
from its 15-unit Harmony Hut retail chain
comprised 65% of the company’'s 1576 pre-
tax income of $723.078, according to
figures revealed in the company’s recently
issued annual report. The independent dis-
tribution operation of the Washington,
D.C.-based firm constituted 19% of pre-tax
earnings, while the remaining 16% came
from Schwartz's rack jobbing subsidiary
and its Tidewater One-Stop in Norfolk,
Virginia.

In 1975 and 1974, by comparison, the
company's distribution and rack jobbing
operations had pre-tax losses, while the
retailing division posted gains of, respec-
tively, $350,000 and $221,000. 1972 was the
last year in which the Harmony Hut chain
earned less before taxes than either of the
other operating divisions.

In contrast, the retailing subsidiary didn't
out-perform the other divisions in total
sales until 1974. During 1976, Harmony Hut
accounted for 43% of Schwartz's sales; in-
dependent distribution and rack jobbing
respectively formed 35% and 22% of the
total.

According to the report, “Gross profit as
a percentage of sales for 1976 remained
relatively constant due to the stable profit
margins of each division of the company
and the insignificant variation in the
proportion of the sales each division con-
tributed to overall sales.”

Motown Bills
$212 M In 5 Days
With 2 New LPs

LOS ANGELES — As aresult of sales action
on new albums by the Commodores and
Marvin Gaye, Motown Records has repor-
ted a billing of more than $2% million in a
five-day period and that both albums have
turned gold.

Mike Lushka, Motown’s vice-president
of marketing said, “With the Commodores
coming of age as a complete across-the-
board group, we anticipate that it will be just
a matter of weeks before we will be coming
out with an announcement that both of
these albums are platinum.”

Sunday Openings Not Aiding Record Sales

At Key New York Department

by Charles Paikert

NEW YORK — For three major New York
department stores, being open on Sundays
has resulted in generally increased MOR
album sales. However, an overall increase
in weekly sales volume for Alexander's,
Macy's and Mays appears to be confined to
their suburban units.

There have also been problems stem-
ming from the Sunday openings that have,
as yet, remained unsolved. Among the
most frequently mentioned by surveyed
record department managers were a
decrease in Saturday and Monday
business; additional payroll and security
expenses; and inexperienced part-time
help who were unfamiliar with department
layouts.

Nevertheless. record sales on Sunday
have generally become established as the
week's third largest dollar volume day, after
Friday and Saturday. In fact, on holiday
weekends, department managers reported
that Sunday sales figures haverisen excep-
tionally higher.

Good Mix

Normally, according to the record
department manager of Alexander's Rego
Park store in Queens, Sunday business
reflects a good mix of sales to a younger
audience buying Kiss and middle-age

adults buying Barry Manilow and Barbra
Streisand. “The MOR is really heavy after a
TV special oralocal concert,” he explained.
“I think the adults just feel more relaxed
about buying on Sunday.”

Yet, the manager lamented, “I do the
same total in seven days that lused todoin
six. The Sunday employees don't know
where the product is, and the Sunday
business takes away from Monday.”

Different in The Suburbs

In contrast, Alexander's store in
Westchester has increased its weekly
record sales, with Sunday business ac-
counting for approximately 15% of the total
volume. “All the stores around here are
busy on Sunday,” said Lee Greenbaum,
buyer for the store, “more so than wefindin
the city.

Quinn Furrs, record department
manager for an Alexander's store in subur-
ban Long Island, added, “We do a nice
share of business on Sunday considering
the shorter hours, but it's not so much what
we gain out here. It's what we might lose,
with the competition being so strong on
Sunday. People like to stop in the store af-
ter church or after brunch.”

Cost Of Staying Open

Of more concern to the record depart-

ment managers at Macy's and Mays was

the cost of staying open on Sunday. Eddie
Plisner at Macy's in Brooklyn balanced
Sunday's additional Manilow, Streisand
and Neil Diamond sales against “more
theft” in his department.

James Cooper, record department
manager for Mays in lower Manhattan,
declared that Sunday sales hadn’t affected
his weekly dollar totals to any significant
degree. {continued on page 46)

Gimbels Unlikely
To Sell Records
In N.Y.C. Stores

NEW YORK — The elimination of ABC-
leased record departments in Gimbels' two
Manhattan stores (Cash Box, April 9)
means the probable end of record retailing
at that 10-store chain.

Robert Gottlieb, vice president of sales
promotion for Gimbels, said while it was
possible the two choice Manhattan loca-
tions will one day carry records again, he
added pointedly, “l don't think it's very
probable.” No suppliers have yet contacted
the chain aboutits re-entry into records.

Gottlieb explained that neither the two
midtown stores, nor four suburban units
that also once carried records, could sur-
vive in the present New York market. “We
couldn’t compete, either price-wise or
promotion-wise, with discounting chains
like Korvettes or Jimmy's Music World,” he
asserted in response to comments from
some rack jobbers who insisted that Gim-
bels had not really cared enough about
record sales to give their leased operations
a chance.

“I think eventually you won't have them
(higher-priced impulse-type departments)
at all in New York,” Gottlieb concluded.

URT Inc.’s Net Income
Climbs To $49,311 For
Fiscal Third Quarter

NEW YORK — The net income of United
Record and Tape Industries Inc. for its
fiscal third quarter, ended February 28,
rose to $49,311 from $25,515 during the
prior-year period. The Florida-based rack
jobber also has record third quarter
revenues of $2,038,935, up from $1,547,-
614 a year ago.

For the nine months ended February 28,
URT's income declined to $9,629 from
$54,339 during the nine-month period of
the previous year. Sales dipped slightly to
$4,670,548 from $4,738,520.

Allan Wolk, president of URT, attributed
itsimproved performancein the third quar-
ter to “the completion of the company's
remerchandising program and . . . the up-
grading in the type of outlet being served by
the company.”

Office Seeks To Implement
4 Areas Of Copyright Law

WASHINGTON, D.C. — The Copyright Of-
fice is moving toward implementation of the
revised copyright law, with actions or
proposed actions in four areas: com-
pulsory license for making and distributing
records: jukebox; public broadcasting and
library warnings of copyright.

The office will hold hearings April 26-27
on compulsory licenses for making and dis-
tributing records of nondramatic musical
works. Testimony on three specifics is in-
vited: 1.) what the form, content and man-
ner should be for notices of intention to ob-
tain a compulsory license (under Section
115 of the revise); 2.) the same for certifica-
tion of monthly and annual statements of
account; and 3.) at what point shall records,
distributed under Section 115, be con-

Two Stations, Theatre Chain,
Promoter Sponsor $1 Shows

LOS ANGELES — KISW/Seattle and
KGON/Portland have joined concert
promoter John Bauer and West Coast
Theatres in an effort to break emerging
national artists in “Catch A Rising Star,” a
series of concerts in which seats are sold
for $1. While the concert series has been
“just breaking even.” according to John
Bauer, radio executives are enthusiastic
and committed to the low-cost concept.

“There's been a real good response to
each of the concerts (Robert Palmer and
the Sutherland Brothers with Quiver) and
we've got a lot of good mail cn them,” ob-
served KGON's Bob Brooks. “In both of our
concerts we've sold out the arena or almost
sold it out. We're looking forward to a John
Miles concert later this month.” Local
bands open for the “name” groups, and
record companies “have been cooperative
in popping for 50 or 75 albums each time
we do one of these, so in the three weeks
before the concert we give out albums over
the air."”

KISW manages to work in an additional
promotional twist. “For the price of 100
cents. which is also our frequency, we can
work off the air to generate some interestin
an artist and give an audience a chance to
see a legitimate rising star.” observed Lee
Michaels. program director for KISW.

“Obviously it'll hurt the market, and it’s
hard to get a promoter involved if you bring
in new acts for six and seven dollars per
ticket,” commented Michaels, “but it's a
situation we're excited about because it
helps up-and-coming groups and we can't
always throw our programming out of
whack. because if you're spending a lot of
time trying to bust those new acts on the air.

Four of the top 20 albums on this week’s
chart are listed at $7.98 with another single
LP. the soundtrack to “A Star Is Born.” at
$8.98.

The first increase from $6.98 to $7.98
was initiated in late December by
Elektra/Asylum with the release of Queen’s
“A Day At The Races” album. Numerous
other labels have followed suit in boosting
list prices on selective artists.

The average list price for an album has
risen from $7.03 a year ago to $7.35 today,
an increase of 4.5 percent. Furthermore,
last week's top 200 shows LPs at every
dollar increment between $5.98 and
$13.98, while a year ago. the spread went
from $5.98 to only $9.98.

Specifically, the top-priced albums on
the chart have risen by $4, and there are
more of them over the past 12 months. Last
May, the most expensive album on the top
200 was Black Sabbath's double album
“We Sold Our Soul for Rock 'n' Roll" at
$9.98. The Beatles’ double White Album at
$12.98 was the most expensive LP six
months ago. Currently, the chart contains
three $13.98 list albums, all in the top 60, by
Wings, Wonder and ELP. The Wings and
Wonder LP's are triple albums, while the
ELP is a double.

Investment of $1470 Today

A year ago, a consumer could purchase
the top 200 for $1406, whereas today he
would have to spend an additional $64.00. a
4.5 percent increase. However, today’s top
20 would cost the buyer $168.60 compared
to $140.60 a year ago. The difference of
$28.00 signifies an almost 20 percent in-
crease for the twelve-month span.

Today. there are only 164 $6.98 LPs on
the chart, or 27 fewer than a year ago. The
$5.98 price is represented with only one
album on the current chart and has all but
disappeared from its dominance four years
ago.

When Mel Posner, president of
Elektra/Asylum, announced theincrease to
$7.98 on the Queen album. (Cash Box, Dec.
25,1976) he added later, “It will probably be
a $7.98 industry by the end of 1977."

BASF Group Posts
$8.9 B Sales For 1976

NEW YORK — The BASF Group of
worldwide companies has reported net
sales of $8.9 billion in 1976, up 16% from
$7.7 billion the previous year. Pre-tax earn-
ings rose 64.9%. from $360 million to $593
million, according to preliminary data
released by the BASF Systems Division of
BASF Wyandotte Corp., an American
member of the BASF Group.

Company officials said they could not
provide a figure for 1976 record sales. The
worldwide corporation, based in Germany,
officially terminated its involvement in the
music/recording industry as of December
31 (Cash Box. January 15).

Overall, white officials indicated thatear-
nings and sales had not yet reached 1974
pre-recession levels, higher 1976 sales did
contribute to greater utilization of produc-
tion facilities, allowing some cost increases
to be absorbed, and prices to be held fairly
stable.

Bread regained the top ten this year with
their latest release, “Lost Without Your
Love,” but wisely favored the audience with
a greatest hits sampler which included
“Make It With You,” “Guitar Man," “The

Diary,” "if” and “Baby, I'm A Need You.” In
marked contrast to more raucous rock con-
certs, when Gates sang the very moving
“Diary,” the hall was completely attentive,
with no one in attendance apparently talk-
ing or moving about. It is a rare and magic
moment when a singer can command such
unanimous attention from such a large
group of spectators.

But Bread showed they can kick out the
stops as well, especially on “Freedom,”
“Creepin” and “Nobody Like You.” In addi-
tion, the concert was spiced with the variety
of a banjo and a harmonica when ap-
propriate. Throughout the show, however,
it was Gates who showed his obvious
pleasure at being back with the group
through his between-songs patter and his
softly smiling vocal style.

Jelly opened the show with an upbeat set
of tunes from their first release. Vocalist
Amy Madigan, a brash and energetic singer
has a sensual raspy delivery which com-
bines nicely with the other members of the
Jelly trio — Jesse Roe and Fred Bliffert.
With their soulful harmonies and pleasant
arrangements, Jelly can be expected to be
heard from much more in the future.

Santana/Tito Puente

ROSELAND DANCE CITY, N.Y.C. — Carlos
Santana. internationally acclaimed rock
star. came to New York to honor Tito
Puente. “The King Of Latin Music.” They
shared a bill at this venerable art-deco
dance hall that looks like it came from “Last
Tango In Paris.” Tango partners were
nowhere to be seen, but New York’s salsa
enthusiasts were out in force. Three-piece
tailored suits and clinging btack evening
gowns were the order of the evening. Blue
jeans and sneakers belonged, that night, to
a very. very far away cufture.

Carlos Santana responded to his
predominately Latin audience by skillfully
utilizing his explosive percussive section
throughout the evening. While songs from
Santana's new album, including the title
track “Carnival.” were tightly executed by
the group and ably sung by Greg Walker.
Santana kept Chepito Areas’ timbales and
Paul Rekow’s congas on a string, to be un-
leashed periodically much to the crowd's
enormous delight.

Perhaps the greatest triumph of the
evening was Santana's stunningly lyrical

guitar work. Not that the man’s excellence
on the guitar is news. But the fact that a
dance-oriented crowd, rooted in the basic
rhythms of mambo-salsa, could so
overwhelmingly appreciate Santana’s long.
jazz-y guitar solos is indicative of why San-
tana‘'s appeal can be found all over the
world.

After inspired renditions of Santana
crowd pleasers such as “Soul Sacrifice”
and "Black Magic Woman,” the band
launched into the beautiful “Incident At
Neshabur,” and pulled out all the stops, us-
ing percussion crescendo waves of organ
chords and Santana's own soaring guitar
riffs. When Santana returned to the stage
and jammed with Tito Puente, the ap-
preciative crowd sensed the reverence of
the pupil. Santana, paying homage to his
musical master.

Puente displayed his own considerable
skills as a percussionist and band leader,
guiding his group into unexplored territory
with a tight Latin version of “Also Sprach
Zarathustra.”

Pablo Cruise

SAN JOSE CENTER FOR THE PERFORM-
ING ARTS — Perhaps it's their name.
maybe their relaxed attitude, but more
likely their music, with its melodic har-
monies and change of pace that make an
evening with Pablo Cruise like an audio trip
to a tropical climate without the airfare.
Their mixture of light jazz, classically in-
fluenced piano, Latin-like rhythms, and hot
guitar licks combine to produce a sound
that is both upbeat and mellow.
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This night, playing before an almost
hometown crowd, the Bay Area band
opened with three songs from their latest
and most successful album, “A PlaceIn The
Sun.” Ironically, since it was bassist Bud
Cockrell's birthday, someone in the sound
crew added a component to the sound mix
that Cockrell showed his displeasure with
by shoving over an offending speaker. But,
no punk rockers these guys, the show went
on with Cockrell belting out vocals even

EAST COASTINGS — SHOOTING FROM THE HIP — it's easy to see why Daryl Hall & John
Oates would want Stephen Dees’ incisive, punchy bass lines at the bottom of their stage
arrangements, and he certainly adds to the group’s performing presence. Now, as a result
of atalent development program implemented through Champion Entertainment, Inc., the
company owned by Hall & Oates’ manager Tommy Mottola, Dees has struck out on his own
with a band and an RCA album, “Hip Shot." Dees’ capabilities as a soloist, however, seem
to be at an unrefined stage. With the exception of two songs co-written with his colleague
and producer Daryl Hall, notably a very catchy number entitied “Kerry,” Dees’songwriting
relies largely on a succession of cliche riffs. His vocal style does very little for the notes and
lyrics he sings. The band’s set at the Bottom Line last week displayed an admirable care
taken in representing many types of music, from disco to rock to heavy jamming in odd
time signatures, but the end result is that Dees will have to work harder and longer before
he is able to make a coherent statement as a solo artist.

MILES AROUND TOWN — During a stay in New York that would include a Gary Wright
support date at the Palladium and a headline gig at the Bottom Line, a newly mustachioed
John Miles stopped at Cash Box for a quick visit, with a surprise guest, producer Rupert
Holmes. Miles first came into contact with Holmes about ten months ago in New York,
where they hit it off cutting the single "Remember Yesterday.” Holmes subsequently
worked on the entire "Stranger In The City" album, which gave both him and Miles an op-
portunity to change direction. Miles wanted to “involve the band a bit more” on the LP, a
departure from his last effort, which was basically a singer-and-orchestra production by
Alan Parsons. Holmes wanted to break out of his “pop and lush orchestration” bag as well,
and the album’s sparse use of instruments is a testament to their ambitions. On this Amer-
ican tour, Miles is especially looking forward to club dates (“You can headiine and get
drunk at the same time”), though he will be supporting about half the time. Miles has had a
few tough breaks, such as losing out on several support dates on the last Elton John tour,
but this artist has been proclaimed a sleeping giant by many credible observers. Holmes
says, "John is the finest artist I've ever worked with, including Streisand.”

IT'S ONLY LOVE — The Beatles haven't performed together for nearly eleven years, but
industry entrepreneurs can’t seem to accept the fact that they're gone, and they’'re hoping
the consumers haven't given up either. A new multi-media presentation entitled "‘Beatle-
manija,” created by Jules Fisher, will open atthe Winter Garden Theater May 19. The show
will feature over fifty Beatles songs performed by four anonymous gentlemen who will
simulate the group on stage. Rights to use the music in the show have been acquired by
producers Steven Leber and David Krebs . . . The first known live Beatles recording, made
ata Hamburg club in 1962, is due for release as an LP on Lingasong Records of England,
distributed in the U.S. through HH Licensing Corp. The Beatles made a legal effort to pre-
vent producer Paul Murphy from distributing the LP, but a British magistrate turned the ac-
tion down last week.

URBAN(E) WIT — At first, it was difficult to get one straight word from City Boy's Steve
Broughton and Lol Mason. They first showcased their songs at a talent contest that oc-
curred "just after the Magna Carta.” Reading their words from a sheet of paper, they lost
the tive pound prize to a ragtime guitarist named Chris Dunn, who soon became their bass
player. With would-be keyboardist Max Thomas often doubling on bongos, they toured the
club circuit, often playing to a crew they call the “rugger buggers” or "Angola sweater
brigade.” Though the City Boy lead vocalists look back upon this period with a certain dis-
taste, they haven't lost the flair for comedy. A little self-effacing humor in performance
“takes the piss outof the rock norm,” they say, although they stress that “the accentisn’ton
comedy. We take our careers seriously, but we don't take ourselves seriously.” The accent
is on music, as found on their latest LP for Mercury, "Dinner At The Ritz,” with careful atten-
tion paid to structure as well as detail. A group that claims influences as diverse as the
Beatles, Stevie Wonder, Paul Simon, Steely Dan, Noel Coward, ELO and the Ramones
(not necessarily in that order), City Boy gets a bit peevish about being lumped into a
general category of English bands that combine composition with the studied use of elec-
tronic effects and technical details. “If people are only seeing as far as the effects, it’s them
that's losing out.”

THE MANY FACES OF FEEDBACK — Garry Trudeau, author of “Doonesbury,” has
aimed another comic strip barb at the music industry. This time, the scene is set at the
beach, where a session musician and wife are arguing over whether to name their newborn
son “Bob"” or “Feedback.” While Jenny contends that the kid would never forgive his
parents for the name “Feedback Thudpucker,” dad argues that "Bob” is “as boring as you
can get.” When the suggestion is made that neither choice really hits the mark, their
second suggestions are “Bill” and “Rimshot!” . .. Creem Magazine sponsored a more
violent type of feedback in a feature entitied “Rock Stars Talk Back,” giving all the fave-
raves a chance to give the critics a piece of their minds. Least fave critics varied, usuallyac-
cording to what personal attacks had been launched against individual rockers, but opi-
nions on rock criticism generally ranged from bored to hostile. Some of the best: all of the
Runaways seem to think that they are victims of Lisa Robinson’s feminine jealousy; Grace
Slick: "I like anyone who isn’t boring. My favorite is Lester Bangs”; lan Anderson: “/ find
nothing funny about the press.” Wisest of all, of course, was one of the richest, Gene Sim-
mons of Kiss: “"We don't care what they write about us, as long as they keep on writing
about us.”

LET THE ELGIN ROCK — The Elgin Theater in downtown Manhattan, long a favorite
hangout offilm cultists, will now offer a similar bag of musical and theatrical entertainment.
Owner Roger Euster, whose involvement in the live entertainment field goes back to the
pre-Fillmore Village East, says that the 600-seat house will sponsor shows “produced like
theater”: that is, long engagements aimed at attracting audiences through press and
promotion. In that sense, as well as in the nature of the acts presented, Euster says the
Eigin will not be in direct competition with other small music houses in the city. Already
booked are Barbara Markey and Mot Box, a risque act led by the Julliard keyboardist,
which Euster would like to pair with a punk band such as the Sex Pistols or the Vibrators.
Negotiations are currently under way to open the hall May 7 with Leonard Laver's
“Organism,” which features "Black Beauty,” the world's largest touring electronic organ.
The 48-speaker instrument is backed by synthesizer and a large percussion section . . .
Kenny Rankin’s sold-out Avery Fisher Hall was his first appearance with an orchestra, a 31-
piece ensemble led by Don Costa. Flip Wilson, co-owner of Little David along with Monte
Kay, flew in to MC the show. (Wilson will shortly be embarking on a ten-city tour of the u.s.)
... West End Records has signed New York's self-contained recording group Jakki, with a
single, "You Are The Star,” due for release this week . . . Brownsville Station will be touring
the northeast and midwest through the end of April . . . Helen Schneider has been called
back for another two weeks at Tramp's, beginning April 13 . . . The Grateful Dead’s month-
long tour, beginning April 15, will cover eastern and midwestern states with an especially
heavy concentration on the south . . . Vaneese and Caroline have been signed to Polydor,
with the debut single titled “Let Me In"*

RCA Americom Sends
Radio Via Satellite

NEW YORK — RCA Americom Com-
munications, Inc., a division of RCA Cor-
poration, believes that satellite technology
can be used to distribute radio network
programs directly and economically to
broadcasting stations throughout the Un-
ited States, equipped with small dish anten-
nae. This satellite receiving capability
eliminates the need for terrestrial com-
munications lines currently used for audio
network distribution.

Program distribution costs are currently
subject to the phone company’s interex-
change rates, charged per mile and
calculated to include the distance to each
receiving station, point-to-point. The alter-
native is point-to-multipoint satellite dis-
tribution with rates that are distance insen-
sitive and, consequently, lower.

An advantage of satellite technology, ac-
cording to RCA Americom, is its freedom
from many interconnections, such as
switches, amplifiers and other ground
equipment that cause noise build-up in the
audio signal. The satellite is distance insen-
sitive and beams down a uniform signal,
just like a floodlight, delivering sound or
teletype copy to tens, hundreds or thou-
sands of small receive, only stations across
the country. Small antennae can be in-
stalled easily on the ground or rooftops in
cities or remote areas,

Several radio and/or wire service
programs can be transmitted simulta-
neously using RCA’'s new audio network
distribution service. A single channel or as
many as eight different channels may be
carried by one satellite transponder.

E-C Tapes’ Heilman Indicted For Copyright Infringement

NEW YORK — A Federal grand jury in
Chicago has handed down an indictment
charging David Heilman, president and
owner of E-C Tapes, with 36 counts of
copyright infringement and mail fraud in
connection with his company’'s national
mail order business in pirated records and
tapes.

In 26 counts, Heilman is charged with in-
fringing musical copyrights by duplicating
and selling recordings of hit songs from
years between 1929 and 1971. Among
these tunes are selections by Glen Miller,
Paul Williams, Cole Porter, the Everly
Brothers and Kris Kristofferson. All of the
songs involved are copyrighted.

The other 10 counts accuse Heilman of
mailing illegally duplicated records and
cassette, cartridge and reel-to-reel tapes to
persons all over the U.S., as well as Puerto
Rico. In addition, the same counts charge
that Heilman defrauded his customers by
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misrepresenting his firm’s product as the
original, authorized recordings.

FBi Raid

Most mailings were made from Lake
Vilia, Illinois, where the FBl seized $140,000
worth of recordings in executing a search
warrant May 16, 1975. Since then, the FBI
has investigated E-C Tapes' use of the
mails, and has traced the recordings from
Heilman through record companies to the
sheet music administrators and com-
posers, including French and English
copyright holders.

If convicted, Heilman faces a maximum
penalty of one year and a $25,000 fine for
each of the copyright infringement counts,
and five years and a $1,000 fine for each of
the mail fraud counts.

Heilman is also defending himself in a
four-year-old tape plracy suit brought
against him by the state of Wisconsin. He
recently completed serving several months

in jail for contempt of court (Cash Box, Oc-
tober 2).

FBI Confiscates
Tapes, Equipment
At Retail Stores

TOLEDO, OHIO — FBI agents seized over
$1 million worth of allegedly pirated tapes
and duplicating equipment in two raids
here. Several hundred atlegedly pirated
tapes were also confiscated in two recent
raids on Cleveland stores.

FBI officials said the Black Pearl, a
Toledo boutique, said to be owned by
Hitbert Williams, contained a master recor-
der, five slave duplicators, 76 master tapes,
blank cartridges, labels, sleeves, shrink-
wrap equipment and over 3,000 allegedly
pirated tapes. The other Toledo store to be
raided was Haskins Furniture and Ap-
pliance, at which almost 1,000 tapes were
seized, the FBI said.

nationwide.

Is such autonomy, still at the fledgling
age of seven months at CBS, characteristic
of other Nashville labels? This question,
and other related questions, prompted a
Cash Box survey of major executives at 19
Nashville record labels — 12 Nashville divi-
sions of major labels and 7 Nashville-based
independent labels.

Questions Asked Of Each

Each executive with a Nashville division
of a major label was asked a set of 10 ques-
tions, and each executive with an indepen-
dent label was asked a set of 5 questions.
(No executive at Phonogram/Mercury was
available to be interviewed.) Answers to
these questions clearly reveal that the bulk
of recording power in Nashville lies with
Nashville divisions of larger companies
rather than with independent Nashville-
based labels. The 13 Nashville major label
divisions have a combined staff of 129 em-
ployees with 225 recording artists on their
combined rosters.

The seven independent labels interviewed
have a total staff of 67 and acombined artist
roster of 64.

These totals, plus the fact that the largest
of the independents is comparable in size
to only the third largest of the divisions,
verifies that the autonomy of Nashville as a
recording center hinges on the autonomy
of the Nashville divisions relative to their
parent companies.

Answers revealed, however, a basic con-
flict between the autonomy of the Nashville
divisions and a second issue significantly
affecting the independence and stature of
the Nashville music scene: the expansion of
Nashville into types of music other than
country.

Never Be On Par

Many persons in the Nashville music in-
dustry believe that Nashville will never have
anindustry status on a par with New York or
Los Angeles until Nashville become a cen-
ter for all types of music.

The conflict between these two issues
develops out of the fact that Nashvilte divi-
sions tend to stake out their autonomy on
the basis that they are experts on country
music. That is, within a large national label,
all decisions on country product are
referred to the Nashville office on the
ground that the Nashville division is more
knowledgeable about country product than
anyone else with the label.

This strategy (or fact), useful in terms of
the Nashville division's autonomy, tends to
work against the division moving out of
strictly country music into all areas of
music. This is due to the fact that, if the
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Nashville division is going to move into
areas other than country, it must become
more fully integrated into the total company
operation. This generally means some l0ss
of the divison’s autonomy.

A case in point is ABC/Dot, headed by
Jim Fogelsong, president. Fogelsong
states there has been adecrease in the divi-
sion’s autonomy over the past year due to
“trying to fit into the overall corporate set-
up,” although he states that he “believes in
this move and | want it,” because “I want
their brains.” ABC/Dot signs pop acts that
have country crossover potential, andhasa
publicity department which handles all
ABC acts which tour the southeast and
which reports directly to the parent com-
pany.

This conflict suggests that some of the
thrust toward significant pop and rock in-
volvementin Nashville must come from the
independent labels. This is happening to
some extent with the three largest indepen-
dents — Monument, the Shelby Singleton
Corp. {Plantation/Sun/SSS International),
and Repubilic, all of which report that they
sign pop and/or R&B acts in Nashville. Fred
Foster, president of Monument, describes
his company as the “only independent full-
line record company in Nashville” with acts
ranging from country to rock on the Monu-
ment label and R&B acts on the
Soundstage label. The Singleton company,
according to vice president John Singleton,
signs pop and R&B acts to SSS Inter-
national and rockabilly acts to the Sun
label. Gene Autry’s fabel, Republic
Records, of which Dave Burgess is vice
president and general manager, has two
pop acts.

Pop Activity Reported

Among the Nashville major label divi-
sions, every label reports pop activity in the
sense than apop actcanbe‘discovered” in
Nashville, and then referred to label head-
quarters. The four largest Nashville
divisons (CBS, RCA, ABC, Capitol) are
somewhat more heavily into pop than mere
referral, however.

Columbia’'s Bonnie Tallent, director of
contemporary music, cites Joe Tex and
Dave Loggins as CBS/Epic acts whose
music is beyond strictly country, but whose
contracts originated in Nashville. Frank
Jones, vice president and general manager
of Capitol's country divison, referred to that
label's heavy involvement with pop/country
crossover acts such as Jessi Colter. Joe
Galente, director, Nashville administration
at RCA, stated that his label signs straight
pop acts in Nashville. Both ABC's
Fogelsong and Dick Heard, vice president
and general manager of GRT and Sun-
nyvale Records, said that their offices will
sign acts which are primarily pop but have
strong country crossover potential. Heard
also reviews pop material for placement on
labels associated with or distributed by
GRT.

Somewhat of a maverick in the coun-
try/pop arena is Nashville's only totally pop
labe! division — the Nashville office of Bud-
dah Records, headed by Wade Conklin,
vice president of southern operations. Con-
klin has signed two pop acts and two R&B
acts. He does not review country product.

All other executives of both divisons and
independents stated that they have never
signed a purely pop or basically pop actin
Nashville.

To some extent, the autonomy of the
divisons increases with the breadth of their
functions. All 12 Nashville divisions repor-
ted that they have an A&R department and
a promotion department. Three labels have
these two departments only (Polydor,

Playboy, Buddah). Three labels have these
two departments with Capitol and MCA
adding pubtlicity, and Warner Bros. adding
sales. Four labels have four departments
with Elektra adding marketing and
publicity, GRT adding administration and
production control, and with both ABC and
UA adding sales and publicity. Columbia
and RCA each have 7 departments. Colum-
bia adds art design, album cover produc-
tion, product management, artist develop-
ment, and publicity. RCA adds sales,
publicity, artist relations, product manage-
ment, and administration.
Authority Of Executives

Concerning the authority of the top ex-
ecutive of the Nashville division over his
respective departments, four labels indi-
cated that all personnel report to the divi-
sion head (UA, GRT, Playboy, Buddah).
Three labels have two executives (one A&R,
one sales) at the top of their Nashville
operations who are each reported to by all
personnel under them (Columbia, Warner
Bros., Polydor). Attwo labels personnel are
responsible both to the head of the
Nashville office and to the parent office
(Elektra, MCA). All departments at
ABC/Dot, except publicity, report to
Fogelsong. All Capitol departments, except
promotion, report to Jones. All RCA
departments except sales, and all person-
nel except Chet Atkins, report to Jerry
Bradley. ABC publicity, Capitol promotion,
RCA sales and Atkins report directly to their
label's parent office.

Concerning independence in decision-
making, virtually every label reported that
regardless of how much autonomy they
have on paper, they consult frequently with
the parent office.

Others indicated that even though they

might, on paper, be required to report to
the main office, no request had ever failed
to be approved. For example, UA’s Larry
Butler, vice president and director of the
country division, said, “I was given total
control of the Nashville division. They have
never said no to anything | requested, but |
keep the president aware on a day-to-day
basis of what we are doing.” “Even if | have
autonomy, | discuss it with our chairman,”
Fogelsong said. “l don'twantto give the im-
pression L.A. is not involved,” Blackburn
emphasized.

Concerning the power to sign an artist,
six labels responded with an outright “yes”
to whether the Nashville office has total
authority to sign an artist (Columbia,
Capitol, GRT, Elektra, Playboy, Buddah).
Three labels (ABC, UA, MCA) said they
have full power to sign an artist, but would
consult the main office on any large-money
contract. RCA’s Joe Galente stated their
main office has approved every artist the
Nashville division has asked to sign.

Authority ‘On Paper’

Stan Byrd, national sales and promotion
director at Warner Bros., said their office
has the authority “on paper” to sign an ar-
tist. (Norro Wilson, head of A&R, was un-
available for comment.) Jack Pride,
national promotion director for country
product at Polydor, stated that “everything”
must be approved by their home office.
(Jim Vienneau, head of A&R, was un-
available for comment.)

Concerning autonomy over decisions
other than A&R, Elektra and Columbia
reported autonomy in all areas. Galente at
RCA said RCA agrees to “whatever Jerry
Bradley wantsto do.” ABC/Dot's autonomy
is ‘‘not total, but virtual,” according to
Fogelsong. UA has autonomy in “most”
areas, according to Butler. GRT's Heard

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consults the home office on major deci-
sions; Warner Bros. “is not strictlyindepen-
dent,” according to Byrd. Playboy’s Eddie
Kilroy, director of operations, Nashville,
has full authority over publicity and
artwork. Jones at Capitol “works closely”
with L.A., while Parker at MCA “always con-
sults” L.A. and Polydor’s Pride says that “all
decisions” must be approved by the main
office.  Financial Independence

To ascertain the financial independence
of the Nashville divisions, executives were
asked, “Is the Nashville division self-
supporting? Must the Nashville division
operate off Nashville revenues?”

MCA has been self-supporting for many
years, according to Parker. “Yes,” said
Playboy’'s Kilroy. “I'm sure our division is
self-supporting.” said Fogelsong at ABC,
“but until lately we were not a separate
profit-and-loss center.”

“We are a separate profit-and-loss cen-
ter and must be self-sustaining,” said
RCA’s Galente. At CBS/Epic “the operating
budget is predicated off our volume,” said
Blackburn, who said it would be “ideal” if if
the division were self-supporting, and that
the division is self-sustaining. Butler
described UA as “almost entirely” self-
supporting with “special support from time
to time.”

Warner Bros. is not self-supporting “at
this time,” according to Byrd. Elektra’s
Terry Fletcher, national promotion director,
stated that the three-year-old division is not
self-supporting and that the main office an-
ticipates subsidizing the Nashville office for
the first five years. “Promotionis paying the
bills at Buddah.” according to Conklin. “We
are still in the experimental stage with pop
A&R here, and we don’'t have to make a
profit on our acts.”

Jones at Capitol said they “can't pin
down” if the Nashville operation is self-
supporting due to their numerous artists
who overlap pop and country. Heard at
GRT also cited difficulty in isolating the
Nashville office financially, and asserted
that “no Nashville operation can be com-
pletely self-supporting” due to the im-
possibility of assessing the cost of
assistance given the Nashville office by the
total company sales and promotion staffs.
Polydor doesn't have a specific budget for
the Nashville office, according to Pride.

Is Nashville an independent music cen-
ter? In terms of major independent labels
based here — no. In terms of autonomy
over country product — yes. In terms of
autonomy in relation to Los Angeles and
New York as a total music center in all areas
of music — no.

Snell, Johnson Among

Airline Crash Victims

NASHVILLE — Two persons associated
with the Muscle Shoals music industry were
among the more than 70 persons killed in
the crash of a Southern Airways DC-9 in
New Hope, Georgia, April 4.

Among the victims were vocalist Annette
Snell of New York, who had completed a
session for Epic Records at the Muscle
Shoals Sound Studio just prior to the
plane's take-off from Muscle
Shoals/Huntsville to Atlanta. Also killed
was Earl Johnson, 28-year-old brother of
Jimmy Johnson. president and owner of
Muscle Shoals Sound Studio, Inc.

The crash occurred as the pilot was at-
tempting an emergency landing on a two-
lane highway in New Hope after the plane’s
twin jet engines had stalled in a hailstorm.

Reynolds Signs

NASHVILLE — Allen Reynolds recently
signed an independent production agree-
ment with CBS Records, announced Billy
Sherrill, vice president, A&R, CBS in
Nashville. Reynolds has long been activein
the music industry as a songwriter and,
more recently, as a producer. He has
worked in that dual capacity with a number
of country music artists, most notably
Crystal Gayle.

Reynolds will retain his independent
producer status and continue to produce
artists he has signed to other labels. “We've
been talking about this independent
arrangement since last June,” Reynolds
told Cashbox. “I've never wanted a staff
job, but this is a good middle ground which
should open a good line of communication.
Many times independent producers are left
struggling because of poor communication
with record labels.”

The Reynolds/CBS pact is essentially a
first refusal arrangement, which gives CBS
the option to sign any new act Reynolds
produces. “I'll stay at Jack's Tracks (the
studio he purchased from Jack Clement)
and continue as | have,” Reynolds ex-
plained. He added, “Let me say I'm happy
to have CBS Records as a marketoutlet. It's
heartbreaking for a producer to put out a
record on a label that doesn't work it.”

Some have said that Howard's ability to hit and sustain high notes
is her forte, and this song is perfect proof of that. It's a must.

Maddox can always come through with a solid entry, and with this tune, “Mr. Jackson,”
she does just that.

With a Mel Street type vocal approach, Oxford suc-
ceeds in achieving his best vocal job to date, and although the record'’s hard country sound
will require careful programming, it should be a very well accepted record by listeners and

programmers alike.

NASHVILLE — The Nashville Songwriters
Assn. International’'s Hall of Fame, which
will open June 1 at 25 Music Square West,
will include a museum, according to
Maggie Cavender, NSAl executive director.
The museum will honor songwriters elected
to the NSAI Hall of Fame, which currently
has 66 members.

The museum, which will be located on
the lower level of the NSAI office building,
will feature a portrait room containing char-
coal portraits of each Hall of Fame member
by artist Paul Milosevich. A hand-sculpted
bronze replica of the Manny, the NSAI
songwriting award, will be on view in the
portrait room along with original
manuscripts and memorabilia ranging
from Moon Mullican's piano to a sheet of
song ideas penned by Tex Ritter.

During the first year of operation, limited
edition (500) sheet music, personally
autographed by the author and sealed with
the NSAI seal, will be on sale in the
museum. Songs by Hall of Fame members
selected for the initial offering are “The
Tennessee Waltz'' by Pee Wee King and
Redd Stewart, ‘'Release Me” by Eddie
Miller, “Sixteen Tons” by Merle Travis,
“Green, Green Grass of Home” by Curly
Putman and “Busted” by Harlan Howard.

The Hall of Fame will be open to the
public seven days a week. Ms. Cavender
said there will probably be a one dollar ad-
mission charge.

NSAI Hall of Fame members are selected
annually by the NSAI board of directors
from a slate of nominees prepared by the
board's research committee.

NASHVILLE — Louisiana Hayride, Inc. of
Shreveport, La. has purchased the Ray
Stevens Sound Laboratory studio in
Nashville, according to Harold Shedd, vice
president of the corporation and president
of the newly purchased studio.

Louisiana Hayride, Inc., which owns the
30-year-old country music show of the
same name, will use the studio as abasefor
its record label, Louisiana Hayride
Records. The studio will also be used for
syndicating the live show as well as for in-
dependent commercial production.

The studio, located at 1708 Grand
Avenue, sold for approximately $300,000,
according to Hayride officials.

‘The Place To Be’
The studio will serve as the office for
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Louisiana Hayride Records, which opened
an office here on Laurel Avenue last Oc-
tober. “That was the first time the Hayride
had operated outside of Louisiana except
as aroadshow,” Shedd said. “But we are in
the record business, and thisis the place to
be.” The label currently has five country
acts.

As of this month, the Louisiana Hayride
show is being syndicated on 200 radio sta-
tions in the southeast and southwest. The
syndicated program consists of an hour
edited from the two-hour live show, and is
broadcast over KWKH in Shreveport.

The Louisiana Hayride Show was first
broadcast in 1948. Twenty-three former
Hayride regulars have been elected to the
Country Music Hall of Fame, including
Hank Williams, Johnny Cash, Red Sovine
and Kitty Wells.

“Since we realize that a company cannot
survive without new faces, we have
cultivated Cotillion intc a label that
develops new artists. We started without
big names. but we have come along way in
a short time. With the limited number of ar-
tists that we have started with, we have
been able to devote more time to them. We
feel that cur company is a very family-
oriented company, as we have strong per-
sonal ties with our artists.

“Our strength lies in the fact that the

Cotillion staff does the initial front running
on our product, with WEA at our side back-
ing us in every aspect with the strong dis-
tribution system they have.” The Cotillion
staff includes Eddie Holland, vice president
of the label. The promotion chores are ad-
ministered by Brenda Evans, Deke DuBarry
and Everett Smith, "“who are very
marketing/merchandising oriented,” Allen
told Cash Box.

The label has nine acts including

Also under consideration is a proposal by COIN for a
more standardized state property tax, as opposed to the current set-up which has different
assessments for the various counties. Since amusement machines qualify in this tax
category, COIN members feel it would be more palatable to have a standard tax for the en-
tire state. The group will also discuss arrangements for an annual meeting this year and the
probability of inaugurating an association newsletter.

AnnanReportContains Praise
And Caution For UK Music

by Nigel Hunter

LONDON — The Annan Report on the
future of broadcasting. 522 pages long and
several years in preparation. discloses
praise and criticism of Britain's broadcast-
ing organizations and pop industry.

Lord Annan and his committee advocate

an extension of local/radio broadcasting in.

the UK. financed on a commercial basis,
but believe (apart from a few dissenters)
that local radio should be removed from the
control of the BBC and the Independent
Broadcasting Authority and supervised by
a new local broadcasting authority. The
committee also declares that a fourth TV
channel should be run by an open broad-
casting authority. with both the BBC and the
independent TV companies contributing
programs to it. This recommendation has
swiftly received disapproval from the ITV
sector. which believes that the fourth chan-
nel should be an ITV one. in view of the fact
that the BBC already runs two.

Radio 1. the BBC's pop radio network. is
largely approved of by the Annan team,
although they feel the playtists should be
more extensive and adventurous and
producers should not be obsessed by
audience ratings. The committee says that
the BBC should be granted more
needletime for playing disks. seemingly im-

pressed by the Performing Rights Society's
submission of evidence which claimed that
the present needletime restrictions were
severely damaging the industry.

Annan sniped at the Musicians Union by
declaring the MU's “inflexibility” in its at-
titude and relations with the BBC could
operate against the interests of its mem-
bers. and the union should not use its
agreements as a means of dictating the
content of BBC programs. John Morton.
MU secretary. retaliated by saying that the
report was “a highly dubious exercise"”
typical of the great old British tradition of
amateurism, and only two of the 16 commit-
tee members had any real experience of
broadcasting.

The report singled out London weekend
television's pop programs packaged by a
producer in collaboration with recording
groups. "who seemed in effect to be invited
to buy time on the program.” a practice
which "“breached the spirit. if not the letter.
of the IBA act.” The public should not be
misled into watching programs which in ef-
fect were “elaborate advertisements for
commercial interests.” and Annan con-
cludes that legislation may be required in
the future to see that programs “are not
used to promote the private business in-
terests of their producers.”

rWHERE IN THE WORLD . . .-

George Benson is off to Japan for his first headlining dates in the Orient. Benson opens in
Tokyo, and is also set for appearances in Osaka, Yokohama and Nogoya. His first concert

is being simulcast on Japanese FM radio.

Rush will make their first tour of Europe starting in England on June 4. A date at the
Odeon-Hammersmith in London on June 7 will highlight the English portion of the tour.
Other countries Rush will visit include Sweden, Germany and Holland. The tour will end in
mid-June, but Rush will remain in Europe to record their first album in 18 months.

The Dirt Band have been selected to represent the U.S. in a month-long May tour of 20-
25 concert dates in Russia as part of a six-year exchange program between the Soviet Un-
ion and the United States. Two Russian officials had seen Dirt Band concerts in Washing-
ton, D.C. and Aspen, as well as screening them through recordings and videotape, before
making their selection. They have been requested to offer seminars at the music conser-

vatory in Moscow.

The Captain & Tennllle have left for a five-day mid-April promotional visit to Japan to
promote their latest A&M album, “Come In From The Rain.”

The Dells will be the first American act in nearly a decade to appear in Liberia, Africa,
when they perform at the Intercontinental Hotel in Monrovia, Liberia’s capital city. Itis the

Delis’ first visit to Africa.

The Eagles will begin a three-week, 16-date tour of Europe starting with London’s Wem-
bley Hall on April 25-28. Appearances are also set for Scotland, Germany, Holland and

Sweden.

Henry Mancini has scheduled his fourth concert tour of Japan, May 8-26 with perfor-
mances in Tokyo, Hiroshima, Kokura, Kobe, Kyoto, Osaka, Nagoya, Kanagawa, Miyazaki,

Kurashiki and Fukuyama.

John Mayall will kick off a European tour starting April 9 in Munich and end May 22 in
London. The tour will also take Mayall to Antwerp, the Hague, Brussels, Copenhagen,
Helsinki, Oslo, West Berlin, Frankfurt, Paris and Zurich.

Cash Box/April 16,1977

SINGAPORE — The attempts of the
legitimate recording industry to reclaim
markets lost to piracy took a significant
step forward last Wednesday with the suc-
cessful conclusion of the first private
prosecution in Singapore. This island state
is plagued with record and tape piracy
which, industry sources claim, accounts for
over 80% of the total market in dollar terms.

The prosecution was the culmination of
18 months' work by legitimate record com-
panies in Singapore who have formed the
Singapore Phonogram Association (SPA)
for the primary purpose of protecting their
rights. SPA isworking in close co-operation
with the IFPI regional office located in
Hongkong which is coordinating all anti-
piracy work in the Asian and Pacific area.

Although the Singapore copyright law
has been criticized, the rights it accords the
copyright owners have been sufficient to
cause considerable concern among the
pirate retailers who have banded together
and established a fighting fund of $20,000
for payment of legal fees and any fines that
might be imposed.

Preparations undertaken by SPA in-

cluded briefing of counsel, surveillance of
the market and establishing lines of com-
munication with the police and Attorney-
General's chambers. Evidence for the first
cases was gathered against some 30 retail
shops and following the swearing of private
summons, dates of hearing were setfor the
third and fourth weeks of March.

The first case concluded was against
Koh Han Tiong trading as Superior Music
Centre at 202 Peninsular Hotel Shopping
Complex. Four tapes had been purchased
from the defendant but at the accused’s re-
guest, the charges were separated and the
complaint lodged on behalf of EMI relating
to two tapes was heard first. The defendant
was fined $80 (or two weeks’ imprison-
ment in default) and although the penalty
may not seem heavy, it is more severe than
any fines that have been imposed in Hong-
kong where significant progress has
already been made. However, the impor-
tance of this conviction lies not so much in
the penalty but in the fact that the pirate
retailers have been made aware that their
actions are contrary to the law. Further
prosecutions are pending.

Big Capitol Roster
Tours Outside U.S.

LOS ANGELES — During the next two
months, numerous American acts on
Capitol Records — Asleep At The Wheel,
Glen Campbell, Natalie Cole, Dr. Hook, Ray
Griff, Freda Payne, Bob Seger and Tavares
— will be touring foreign countries.

Highlighting the upcoming tours is Bob
Seger’s first visit to Europe. Scheduled for
May, concerts will be set in England,
France, Holland and Germany.

Another Capitol act making their first trip
across Europe is Asleep At The Wheel,
which will be bringing their “western swing”
to England, France. Germany, Sweden,
Norway, Holland and Denmark from March

23 to May 16.
Dr. Hook will make their first tour of

Australia and New Zealand April 6-29. They
will make numerous major television ap-
pearances during their visit.

Meanwhile, Tavares is returning to
Europe, which they visited for the first time
last year. Their tour, which will last from
March 27 to May 1, covers Holland.
Belgium, Spain, France, Sweden, Germany
and England.

Natalie Cole is touring Japan through

March 30 and then will perform in Manilain
the Philippines April 1-3. She also will visit
Mexico for a concert on May 3.

Glen Campbell is set to tour England
March 29-April 17. Freda Payne will per-
form in San Juan, Puerto Rico at the Carib
Hilton March 18-23. Ray Griff takes his
country singing to Downsview, Canada,
March 9-12.

Eurovision May Air

LONDON Following the settiement of a
regrading dispute between BBC TV and a
London-based unit of its outside broadcast
cameramen. there is a good chance that
this year's Eurovision Song Contest will be
screened throughout Europe after all.
20riginally set for April 2 at the Wembley
Conference Center. the BBC cancelled the
event in the absence of an assurance from
the Association of Broadcasting Staff and
the cameramen’s union that they would not
throw the switches on the show and black it
out as they did on "A Song For Europe.” the
UK aualifying event.

A BBC TV spokesman told Cash Box that
discussions were in progresswith the Euro-
pean Broadcasting Union. and the chances
were “good’ for the contest to be held here
on May 7

A hearing will be held April 12in Federal
District Court in Manhattan on a petition by
McKuen to certify the suit as a class action.
If the petition is okayed., the plaintiffs in the
suit would become all present and former
RCA artists who are alleged to have had
records pressed and sold in this manner.

McKuen is seeking full catalog retail
royalty payments on the 10 million LPs,
which he claims the manufacturer illegally
sold as cutouts. The suit further asks $20
million in punitive damages against the
label.

The action relates to long-standing com-
plaints from artists, publishers and retailers
about “instant cutouts” (Cash Box, March
12).

McKuen alleges that the practice is con-
trary to standard contract procedure, which
specifies that cutouts are 'leftover
merchandise” removed from a catalog only
when sales have decreased.

During the first week of January, Robert
Hall in New Orleans advertised six current
releases which were traced back to Sutton
(Cash Box, January 8). Moreover, a recent
spot check of the 46 Jack Eckerd stores in
Atlanta revealed that up to half of their
record inventories consist of current
releases, whichretail for $4.99-$5.99. Since
Dixie does not rack these stores and
Eckerd does not apparently deal with any
other jobber, itwould seem that these front-
line albums come from Sutton. However,
Charles Sutton, vice president of the cutout
wholesaler, told Cash Box that “we only sell
cutouts.”

To Be Discontinued?

All of this speculation would be
academic, of course, if Jack Eckerd discon-
tinues records entirely.

Wolk noted that the drugstore giant en-
ded its association with URT “basically
because they were not selling front-line
merchandise.”

And | don't think they
(Eckerd) generate enough traffic in the
stores to go to record volume.”

If this ability declines, Moss
does not rule out other distribution pat-
terns. “The independent distributors we
