Education: All That Remains 
Where are the music industry's dynamic and knowledgeable 

leaders of tomorrow? It seems that more people in the recording 
industry are hired through "connections" than by ability; a poor way 
to run a company, let alone the foundation for industry employment. 

Even though the industry has made great technical strides over the 
last 20 years, it has paid the price by stifling that pioneering creativity 
that pervaded those early years. The sheer economics of the times 
restrict the creative flexibility of the aspiring 
performer/engineer/producer. That is why we believe each 
manufacturer should take positive steps to ameliorate this situation. 

The wheezing economy of recent years has dried up the once 
fertile pools of ambitious talent. Those small, informal clubs, willing to 
take chances, have disappeared and performers have only a handful 
of places to polish their acts. And the competition to break into one of 
these clubs is incredible. 

Engineers in the past were able to learn their trade through 
osmosis, but present-day equipment is far too technical for that kind 
of instruction. More important, records are too expensive to produce 
to warrant trial -and -error. 

To record an album is a science and should be treated as such but 
not to the degree that experimentation is smothered. The successful, 
efficient methods, which took years to develop, should be passed on 
in a structured manner. 

We propose the establishment of an apprenticeship program, 
funded by each manufacturer for their own benefit. As in the past, 
there are still mavericks, but circumstances have changed so that 
they must now be uncovered and nurtured. 

A formalized program, including both the business and creative 
facets of the industry, could be set up to work closely with the 
educational system. Even though many universities and even some 
high schools have music -oriented classes, practical training is a 

necessit trequired knowledge.

American Can & 
Pickwick Intl. 
Finalize Merger 
WOODBURY, N.Y. - American Can Co. 
and Pickwick International Inc. announced 
Friday April 29 that their respective boards 
of directors had authorized the signing of a 
definitive merger agreement, calling for 
American Can's acquisition of all 4.4 million 
outstanding Pickwick shares for $23 per 
share.

LOS ANGELES - Quarterly revenue 
figures released last week by Capitol In- 
dustries/EMI, Inc. showed the company's 
sales were up during the third quarter of 
fiscal 1977 better than 17% over the same 
period last year, but that net income was 
down more than 33% during the same 
quarter. 

The company reported a net income of 
$1.7 million, or 52 cents per share, on sales 
of $45.3 million for the third quarter ending 
March 31, 1977. At the same time last year, 
Captiol/EMI had reported $2.5 million net 
income, or 78 cents per share, on sales of 
$38.6 million. 

The revenue report noted that approx- 
imately $500,000 of the third quarter's 
after-tax profit came from the sale of 
excess property. 

Both net sales and net income, however, 
were up for the nine -month period ending 
March 31. Net sales for the company came 
to $157.6 million, up more than 35% from 
last year's nine -month figure of $116.3 
million. 

Net income showed an increase of better 
than 30% with a figure of $7.7 million as 
compared to $5.9 million during the first 
nine months of fiscal 1976. Net income per 
share also was up by 31% to $2.34 so far 
this year. During the same period last year 
net income per share was $1.78. 

Bhaskar Menon, president and chief ex- 
ecutive officer of the company, commen- 
ted, "Whilst (sic) higher cost of sales 
depressed profit margins in the third quar- 
ter, Capitol's performance during the first

(noon to 6 p.m.) $2.98 sale on the Eagles'

John Anderson, retailing supervisor for 
Record Theatre, declined comment on the 
Eagles' sale, and on last week's $3.98 sale 
on the latest 2 -LP set by the Michael 
Stanley Band, a group from Cleveland.

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DeJoy Appointed Quad Production Cut Back By Manufacturers; 
Janus President Lack Of Standardization Blamed For Decline 

LOS ANGELES - Ed DeJoy has been 
named president of Janus Records. 

DeJoy began his career in the music in- 
dustry in 1966 as a local promotion man for 
Schwartz Brothers before joining A&M 
Records in Washington, D.C. At A&M he 
was promoted to a national promotion 
position in the Los Angeles office in 1971. 
DeJoy joined Janus as west coast opera- 
tions director in 1973 and became vice 
president and general manager a year 
later. 

Great Britain's Al Stewart has captivated 
the musical public with his unusual song - 
writing subjects on his million -selling 
album, "Year Of The Cat," which is curren- 
tly #22 on the Cash Box Top 100 Album 
chart. His predilection for history as 
material for his songs is evident on his past 
two albums as well as his current work. 

As an early member of the English folk 
movement, Stewart recorded four albums 
of "autobiographical love songs" with such 
renown musicians as Jimmy Page and Rick 
Wakeman.

LOS ANGELES - Quadraphonic 
recordings, once expected by the industry 
to rival if not surpass stereo sales, have 
been relegated to specialty item status in 
the eyes of most manufacturers and 
phased out of stock by a number of 
retailers. 

CBS, WEA, RCA and A&M have all cut 
back quad production recently and both 
WEA and A&M have released no new quad 
product in the last year. 

A spokesman for CBS records, the 
largest manufacturer of quad recordings, 
with a catalog of over 300 titles, reports that 
the company is continuing to release im- 
portant artists "on a selective basis" but 
that today quad "is basically a specialty 

item." 
Further proof of quad's decline is eviden- 

ced by the growing reluctance of a number 
of distributors and rack jobbers to handle 
the product. Alta Distributors and the Han- 
dleman Co., for example, have both 
eliminated quad LPs from their selection of 
product and Handleman has reduced sup- 
plies of quad tapes. 

Another major blow was struck against 
quad last November when Radio Shack, 
the largest retailer of consumer electronic 
equipment, pulled quad from its catalog 
calling the products "a line of crap" and "a 
totally dead issue" (Cash Box, Nov. 27, 
1976). 

Moreover, many major retail outlets 
report sufficient consumer disinterest in 

CBS Plans Quad Campaign 
To Help Buyers Locate LPs 

by Ken Terry 
NEW YORK - Although CBS Records 
recently cut back production of its 
quadraphonic releases (see accompanying 
story), it is currently preparing a nationwide 
marketing campaign for its quad catalog. 
This will be the company's first major 
promotion of quad in at least 18 months, 
according to Tom McGuiness, director of 
sales and administration for CBS Records 
Division. 

The heart of the new program is a pre- 
pack of 60 records or tapes, consisting of 
CBS' 50 best-selling quadraphonic titles. 
The pre -pack will include two copies of 
each of ten of these titles. Among the artists 
and groups to be featured are Pink Floyd, 
Chicago, Santana, Simon & Garfunkel, Neil 
Diamond, Aerosmith, Walter Carlos, Mac 
Davis, Ted Nugent, the original cast of "A 
Chorus Line." the Miracles, Barbra Strei- 
sand, Johnnie Taylor, Maynard Ferguson, 
Return To Forever, Wild Cherry, the 
Manhattans and Edgar Winter. 

McGuiness explained that the purpose 
of the program "is to position at least one of 
these pre -packs, or any grouping of 60 or 
so quadraphonic releases, in as many key 
retail outlets as we possibly can. We also 
want to advise the consumer via a slug 
which we would like to see all our accounts 
run in their advertising. The slug would just 
say. 'quadraphonic records and tapes 
available here,' and we would provide 
cooperating retailers with merchandising 
aids to help them make the quad releases 

very visible in their stores. That way the 
consumer knows where to get it (quad 
software), and when he gets there, he can 
find it more easily." 

Any account which cooperates with CBS 
on this campaign, said McGuiness, will be 
given long-term dating on payments for 
quad product. "So they're just giving it a 
square foot of space in the store, and 
they're not paying for it for a long, long time 
to come." 

Underlying the CBS quad campaign is a 
calculation that increased communication 
will raise the level of quad sales. "We realize 
that there are two million people out there

'Never Got Off' 
"Quad never really got off the ground in 

any of our stores," said Bob Delanoy, 
manager of a Tower Records store in Los 
Angeles, which recently dropped quad 
LPs. "When quad first came out we were 
expecting a really strong reaction to it but it 
never really happened. The input of stereo 
over mono was something else and a lot of 
manufacturers were anticipating 
something along those lines for quad, but I 

don't think the layman who was buying 
quad really understood it." 

Consumer confusion was cited often as 
one of the chief reasons for quad's failure to 
sell - and that confusion stemmed largely 
from a lack of standardization on the part of 
both hardware and software manufac- 
turers. Consumers were unsure which 
quad configuration was the best buy - the 
matrix SQ system adopted by CBS and 
A&M or the discrete CD 4 system used by 
RCA and WEA. And decoder -equipped 
receivers, a compromise solution devel- 
oped by equipment manufacturers to 
enable buyers to play both configurations, 
proved too expensive to be palatable to 
most consumers. 

"It's the same old story," said Steve 
Boudreau, buyer for the Music Plus chain. 
"The record companies are waiting for the 
hardware and the hardware people are 
waiting for the record companies." 

As a result, quad record sales at Music 
Plus "are not doing too damn good," ac- 
cording to Boudreau, who added that quad 
tape sales "have held their own against

NAB, CPB To Study 
AM/FM Car Radios 

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The National 
Association of Broadcasters will join the 
Corporation for Public Broadcasting in 
a study to be conducted by an outside 
research firm to determine the cost dif- 
ferential between AM and AM/FM car 
radios. Both NAB and CPB support 
legislation which would require that all 
cars be equipped with AM/FM 
receivers.

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ABC Records 
Posts Net Loss; 
TV Sales Soar 
NEW YORK - American Broadcasting 
Companies Inc. has reported record first 
quarter 1977 results, although the recorded 
music operations, which include ABC 
Records and ABC Record and Tape Sales, 
posted an operating loss over the first three 
months of the year. 

ABC Inc. net earnings rose 88%, from 
$9.7 million last year to $18.9 million in the 
first quarter of this year. Revenues rose 
20%, from $313.7 million to $378 million. 

Elton Rule, president of ABC Inc., said 
the increase stemmed principally from high 
audience ratings and advertising growth of 
the ABC Television Network. Modest in- 
creases were also reported in ABC -owned 
television stations, he added. 

However, ABC Records, the second- 
largest revenue producer in the entertain- 
ment conglomerate (behind broadcasting), 
and ABC Record and Tape Sales, the in- 
dependent distributor and rack jobber, 
both showed "slight" operating losses, af- 
ter posting profits in the first quarter of last 
year. No dollar breakdowns were available. 

Broadcasting accounted for about 75% 
of total corporate revenues in 1976, while 
ABC Records generated about 14%.

Record Clubs Wield Heavy Industry Clout: 
Some See Adverse Effect On Retail Sales 

by Ken Terry 
NEW YORK- In their more than 20 years of 
existence, record clubs have become an 
accepted - and important - part of the 
recording industry. Although no 
demographic studies of record club mem- 
bers have been published, it is widely 
believed that the clubs have broadened the 
total industry's marketing base, often 
reaching consumers who would not or- 
dinarily shop at record stores. 

This point of view is most frequently 
presented, of course, by record manufac- 
turers and by the clubs themselves. Many 
retailers, on the other hand, claim that 
record clubs take away some business that 
would otherwise go to them. Additionally, 
there is evidence that artists receive very lit- 
tle income from record club sales, and this 
is a matter of concern to some managers. 

Naturally, neither artists nor retailers 
would care about record clubs if their sales 
formed a very small percentage of in- 
dustrywide revenues. However, informed 
industry sources estimate that club sales 
form at least 10% of the industry total, 
which was $2.36 billion at list in 1975, ac- 
cording to the RIAA. 

Neither the Columbia nor the RCA 
record club, the two main contenders in the 
field, releases sales figures. Nevertheless, 
by examining statistics in the recently 
released CBS annual report, Cash Box was 
able to estimate the revenues of the Colum- 
bia Record Club at close to $135 million in

1976. RCA club sales have been estimated 
at $100 million annually. 

The Columbia Record Club's worldwide 
membership is approximately 3.1 million; 
this figure represented a 10% increase over 
last year's membership total. While the size 
of RCA club membership is not public in- 
formation, it is reportedly 14% larger than it 
was a year ago. 

The Record Club of America, once a ma- 
jor element in the industry, is currently in- 
volved in bankruptcy proceedings; and 
Polymusic, the U.S. mail order subsidiary 
of Polygram, Inc., sells only classical 
records. Accordingly, Columbia and RCA 
command most of the record club market. 

Since RCA doesn't release any informa- 
tion about its record club, the specific 
details that follow apply mainly to the 
Columbia Record Club. However, indica- 
tions from record manufacturers which 
license albums to both clubs were that the 
two of them operate along the same lines. 

Standard Clause 
Recording contracts usually contain a 

clause which authorizes the manufacturer 
to license an artist's future albums on that 
label to record clubs. The standard artist's 
royalty rate for club sales is substantially 
lower than it is for retail sales, and, in prac- 
tice, the artist can count himself lucky if his 
royalty on each record club album equals 
50% of the royalty he would receive if that 
LP were sold in a retail store. 

There are two primary reasons for the ar- 
tist's minimal return from club sales. First, 
the contract clause allows clubs to give 
away one "trial offer" record or tape for 
each one they sell without paying any licen- 
sing fees on the freebees. (Recent exam- 
ples of "free" records are the Columbia 
club's offer of 11 releases for $1.86 and the 
RCA club's offer of six releases for a nickel.) 
If the clubs give away more than they sell - 

which is customarily the case with the 
Columbia Record Club - they have to pay 
fees on the excess of "free" records above 
the number sold. However, an accounting 
for these excess giveaways is provided only 
once every three years by the Columbia 
Record Club. 

Secondly, on records actually sold by the 
clubs, the licensing fees paid to manufac- 
turers amount to only 7-10% of list price. 
Thus, from record club sales of a $6.98 list 
album, the manufacturer will receive a 
maximum of approximately 70e per unit 
sold, or 356 per unit pressed by the clubs. 
Even if the record company pays the artist

LP Chart Life Longer, Study 
Shows; More Gold & Platinum 

by Dave Fulton 
LOS ANGELES - An analysis of the Cash 
Box Top 100 Album chart finds a substan- 
tial increase in the average chart life of an 
album over the last year and a few more 
certified gold and platinum albums in the 
top 50 than on the chart six months ago. 

Forty-five of the top 50 albums have 
either been certified gold by the Recording 
Industry Association of America (RIAA), 
would have been if the manufacturer was a 

member of the RIAA, or are bulleted, which 
indicates that peak sales have not yet been 
reached and the gold status may be at- 
táined at a future date. 

39 vs. 30 
The top 50 LPs show 39 albums certified 

gold compared with only 30 last November. 
However, of the 39, 22 are certified 
platinum, nine more than the 13 figure of 
last fall. Motown, not a member of the RIAA, 
does not certify their artist's albums but 
reports Stevie Wonder's "Songs In The Key 
Of Life" as having sales well over one 
million units, and in excess of 500,000 sales 
on "Marvin Gaye At The London 
Palladium," "Commodores" and Thelma 
Houston's "Any Way You Like It." Also, 
"Bigger Than Both of Us" by Hall and Oates 
has sold over one million according to RCA 
figures, and will be certified soon. If the 
Motown albums and Hall and Oates could 
be counted, it would increase the total num- 
ber of platinums to 23 and the golds to 19. 

The album chart life average on the first 
100 titles of the Cash Box Top 200 Album 
chart has jumped to 20.3 weeks from 15.03 
six months ago and 15.4 a year ago. This is 

a 35 percent increase from last fall. It 
should be noted that Aerosmith's "Toys In 

The Attic" has been on the charts for 106 
weeks which affects the overall average. In 

addition, the recent resurgence of pop- 
ularity for Barry Manilow has brought two 
older albums back onto the chart. Including 
their second chart run, "Manilow II" and 
"Tryin' To Get The Feeling" have been char- 
ted for 90 and 75 weeks respectively. 

Average Chart Life 
However, the average chart life for the 

entire top 200 albums has not varied much 
over the past year. The present chart shows 
an average of 17.1 weeks compared with 17 
weeks last May. Reflected in the top 200 
album average of 6 months ago was 
"Tapestry" by Carole King, which boasted 
286 weeks last fall. 

Platinum albums on the current Cash 
Box Top 100 Album chart include "Their 
Greatest Hits" and "Hotel California" by 
Eagles, "Rumours" by Fleetwood Mac, "A 
Star Is Born," "Boston," "Leftoverture" by 
Kansas, "This One's For You" and "Tryin' to 
Get the Feeling" by Barry Manilow, "Night 
Moves" by Bob Seger, "Animals" by Pink 
Floyd, "A New World Record" by ELO, "Silk

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RCA Asks $1.5 M 
In Piracy Lawsuit 
NEW YORK - RCA Corporation has filed a 
$1.5 million damage suit against National 
Music Corp., Market Research Corp. of 
America, and Ronald Morf and Anthony 
Newman, the two principals of the firms. 
The suit alleges that the corporations 
engaged in unfair competition and violated 
federal copyright laws by selling pirated 
tape cassettes. 

The two firms were raided in Milford, 
Conn. March 21 by the FBI, and large quan- 
tities of stereo recording and playback 
equipment were seized. 

In a related development, three raids by 
the FBI in North Carolina resulted in the 
seizure of over $70,000 worth of allegedly 
pirated 8 -track tapes. The raids included 
tapes taken from the homes of Brad McKin- 
ney and William Dennis of Dallas, N.C., and 
Paul Gibson of Gastonia, N.C. 

Burdon Sues MGM 
Records For 2 Mil. 
LOS ANGELES - Eric Burdon has sued 
MGM Records and four of the former 
"Animals" for allegedly re-releasing old 
songs without paying him any royalties. 

In a two -million -dollar lawsuit, Burdon 
claimed that for the past six years, the for- 
mer Animals had conspired with MGM to 
make new albums by re -arranging the ones 
cut with Burdon in the late '60s. 

Burdon and the Animals split in 1966, but 
Burdon formed Eric Burdon and the 
Animals in 1968 with new musicians.

NEW YORK - Every week, somewhere in 
the United States, a bar, nightclub, 
restaurant or discotheque is sued for 
copyright infringement by ASCAP or BMI, 
the music industry's two major licensing 
organizations. 

ASCAP and BMI have won all but one of 
the copyright infringement lawsuits which 
they have brought to court since 1970, suc- 
cessfully collecting fines and settlements 
everywhere from Lavonia, Georgia to mid- 
town Manhattan. 

Nearly Perfect Track Record 
In spite of this nearly perfect legal track 

record, clubs continue to operate without 
copyright licenses, and continue to get 
sued. From June 1, 1976 to May 1, 1977, 
240 copyright infringement suits were filed 

in 22 states, 122 by ASCAP and 118 by BMI. 
Included in the suits were 536 separate 
song titles, and over 1,000 songs which 
were allegedly performed without 
authorization, violating the U.S. Copyright 
Act. New Business Monitored 

How do ASCAP and BMI find out about 
these violations? 

And what happens before and after they 
file a lawsuit? 

Since every business that offers music to 
its customers for profit must under the law 
have a license to present copyrighted 
music, the logical way to find a business 
without a license is to find a new business. 

Therefore, ASCAP employees, working 
out of 14 regional offices, and BMI em- 
ployees, working out of six regional offices, 
continuously monitor local newspapers in

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their regions of the country and carefully 
scrutinize the entertainment ads. 

When a new establisment featuring 
music is discovered, either through the ads 
or through reports from already licensed 
music users, the owner or manager is im- 
mediately contacted by a representative of 
the music licensing organization. 

After being presented with the require- 
ments of the copyright law, the owner is in- 
formed of the rates his business must pay 
to obtain a license covering the songs in its 
catalog. Both organizations have uniform 
rates: ASCAP's are based on the establish- 
ment's seating capacity, and BMI's are 
based on an operation's music budget. 

'Two -Party Inspection' 
If the owner of a club, bar, restaurant or 

disco refuses to take out a license after 
several letters and visits from ASCAP and 
BMI, the organizations will send in- 

vestigators with notebooks into the club as 
paying customers. 

BMI uses two full-time employees, while 
ASCAP hires two local musicians, or, 
preferably, two music teachers for what 
they term a "two-party inspection." This in- 
spection covers everything from the 
physical layout of the place to what songs 
were played at a specific time. 

The notes taken by the ASCAP and BMI 
investigators are the primary source of 
material evidence used in the lawsuit by 
both organizations. 

Suit Filed In District Court 
If, after confronted by this evidence in a 

pre -suit letter, the owner still refuses to take 
out a license, he is served with a complaint 
by a federal marshall that is filed in the ap- 
propriate U.S. district court. The suit names 
specific songs which ASCAP or BMI con- 
tends were performed without authoriza- 
tion. 

The number of songs named often 
varies. And as there is a minimum statutory 
penalty of $250 for each song whose 
copyright has been infringed, the licensing 
organization usually decides how many 
songs it names in the suit on the basis of 
how much it wants to collect from the club 
owner. 

"We usually sue for a little more than 
what the establishment's license fee would 
have been, so that it's not more profitable 
for the owner to be engaged in litigation," 
explained Judith Saffer, head litigation at- 
torney for ASCAP. 

Clear Line Of Copyright 
Before including a song in the suit, 

ASCAP and BMI make sure the song's 
copyright is not being legally disputed. "We 
try and make sure there's a completely 
clear line of copyright and assignment," 
emphasized Russell Sanjek, vice president 
of public relations for BMI. 

Public relations and tact also play a part 
in a song's selection. "Some of our mem- 
bers, Irving Berlin for example, do not want 
to be a plaintiff against a small club," com- 
mented Bernard Korman, general counsel 
for ASCAP. "He doesn't want to appear to 
be a big fellow stepping on the toes of a little 
fellow." Most writers and composers, 
however, do not share Irving Berlin's 
philosophy. 

Once the music licensing organization 
has chosen the songs for the lawsuit, 
technically brought by the song's 
publishers, the owner being sued normally 
retains an attorney for his defense. ASCAP 
and BMI then attempt to agree on a settle- 
ment figure with the attorney, hoping to 
avoid a trial. 

Few Suits Go To Trial 
They're usually successful. Less than two 

percent of copyright infringement lawsuits, 
according to both organizations, ever go to 
trial. 

The settlement figure, which includes the 
mandatory $250 for each song plus 
lawyer's fees and court costs, often de -

Open With Industry Reps

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The Copyright Of- 
fice held hearings on mechanical com- 
pulsory license April 26, and after listening 
to statements from the RIAA, the National 
Music Publishers Association, the Harry 
Fox Agency and a songwriters' legal 
representative, Register of Copyrights Bar- 
bara Ringer suggested they go back to 
negotiations on their own to iron out dif- 
ferences in certain areas of the proposed 
regulations. 

The record will remain open until May 26 
(extended two weeks) for additional state- 
ments. 

'Point In Time' Disputed 
The register asked for comment on four 

specific issues prior to the hearing (Cash 
Box, April 16): the form, content and man- 
ner of service of a notice of intention to ob- 
tain a compulsory license; the same for 
monthly and annual statements of account; 
designation of a "point in time" when a 

phonorecord will be considered "per- 
manently distributed," and situations in 
which a compulsory licensee may be 
barred from maintaining reserves. 

Of the four, the "point in time" proposals 
are most obviously in conflict. Stanley Gor- 
tikov, president of RIAA, proposed the 
adoption of a 36 -month period from the 
date of shipment for albums and tapes, and 
a 24 -month period from the date of ship- 
ment for singles. Leonard Feist, NMPA 
president, recommended a six-month 
period from the end of the month of initial 
shipment, for any configuration (LP, single, 
tape, etc.). 

It takes at least 36 and 24 months for 
albums and singles, respectively, ac- 
cording to RIAA's research, to ensure 
receipt of returns and the period should be 
from the date of shipment, not date of 
release, since the release date has little 
relevance to the return pattern, Gortikov 
said. Royalty payments would still be made 
to the copyright owner in accordance with 
each licensee's reserve and release policy, 
he said. "The only difference is, when the 
point in time designated has been reached, 
it is the record company alone that will have 
to swallow the cost of returns thereafter," 
Gortikov said. 

NMPA's formula for a reserve for returns 
is based on the idea that "after six months, 
the sales potential of any record should 
have been proven and any records dis- 
tributed after that date must be deemed 
permanently distributed and accounted 
for." 

NMPA suggests a statement would in- 
clude all records shipped on which 
royalties have not been paid, less actual 
returns of records prior to the end of the 
sixth month. Royalties would then be 
payable on records returned and no 
allowance made for returns. This formula 
would benefit record companies, Feist 
said, "since it will act as a check on wasteful 
over -pressing and reckless market satura- 
tion." 

Industry 'Excesses' 
Joseph Fenton of Prager & Fenton, 

auditors of record companies on behalf of 
Harry Fox Agency, listed for the five - 
member panel from the Copyright Office a 
variety of "excesses" of the industry to un- 
derscore the need for information required 
in the forms submitted by Fox. There is a 
conscious effort on the part of the record in- 
dustry to make scrupulous royalty pay- 
ments, he said in oral testimony, "but still 
these situations come up ... in the course 
of 150 audits over the last two years." 

Among them are practices of maintain- 
ing undue reserves, arbitrary deductions 
and price discounts, unaccounted produc- 
tion, unlicensed selections, sales of discon- 
tinued merchandise, unreported sales, 
failure to reinstate royalties on reserves, 

switching of record numbers, identification 
as 'public domain' works that are in fact 
copyrighted, record pressers selling on the 
side (four or five times in two years, Fenton 
noted), box sets (he termed "pot luck 
packages"), errors in rates, discounts 
masked by reduced quantities, barter 
arrangements (to radio stations in ex- 
change for air time) or payola in the form of 
records and excessive promotion ("we've 
seen quantities of 80,000 records attributed 
to promotion," Fenton said). 

The panel was not surprised at this list of 
excesses but Ringer did pursue the ques- 
tion of sales of discontinued merchandise. 
Fenton used A&M Records as an example: 
the company has a policy of scrapping lef- 
tovers; all other labels are ultimately dis- 
tributed in secondary markets, he said. 

Albert Berman, president of Harry Fox 
Agency, said "Fox collected $2 million this 
week from a record company in recognition 
of its past failings. If there weren't this 
process of policing (auditing), I doubt this 
money would be forthcoming." 

Arguing against RIAA's point -in -time 
proposal, Berman said, "Is there any other 
business where a sale is so ephemeral? If 
you adopt a 36 -month limit, there would be 
no limit to the abuses ... six months is a 
period we could live with." 

Attached to Berman's testimony were 
proposed forms (developed with Prager & 
Fenton) for notice of intention to obtain 
compulsory licenses and for statement of 
account. RIAA stressed simplicity and 
detailed the components of its suggested 
form. 

A final statement was offered by Bob 
Thompson, formerly with CBS Records, 
now an attorney based in Nashville 
representing songwriters. Speaking for the 
author's interest, he said the main question 
is "What will the lag time be?" As to 
reserves, he said, "Most record companies 
have policies designed to withhold royalties 
across the board." The secondary, or 
cutout market, should have little effect on 
the consideration of a reserve policy, he 
said. The writers' primary interest is ac- 
celeration of payment, Thompson 
reiterated, and he added his support to the 
form and certification required in the 
Fenton -Berman proposal.

of the week 

SEA LEVEL (Capricorn/WB 0272) 
Shake A Leg (3:08) (Black Speck - BMI) (Hoerner) 

The cut most favored by FM programmers from the 
impressive debut album of this group of Allman Brothers 
descendents. The rhythm section hits upon an infec- 
tiously funky groove, and the vocal harmonies are in- 
escapable. An open ear or two will bring adds and chart 
numbers. 

GALLAGHER & LYLE (A&M 1932) 
The Runaway (3:32) (Irving - BMI) (Gallagher, Lyle) 

Lyrically, this song could be a sequel to "She's Leaving 
Home." The music continues this duo's mastery of 
melody, harmony and the stage -by -stage development 
that characterizes effective pop songs. One of the best 
chances for "Love On The Airwaves" to live up to its 
name. 

SMOKIE (RSO/Polydor 874) 
If You Think You Know How To Love Me (3:24) (Chin- 
nichap/Island - BMI) (Chapman, Chinn) 

A catchy melody spiced with harmonies reminiscent of 
Crosby. Stills. & Nash are the outstanding traits of this 
single from the group's debut album. A striking string 
arrangement by the producers who've been behind 
some of Sweet's hits complete this strong candidate for 
top 40 airplay. 

WILLIE NELSON (RCA 10969) 
I'm A Memory (2:27) (Willie Nelson - BMI) (Nelson) 

Subtle orchestration enhances the emotional effect of 
an inspired piece of writing from a gifted tunesmith. The 
album from which this single is taken is "Willie/Before 
His Time." but the record remains ahead of its time. 

AMAZING RHYTHM ACES (ABC 12272) 
Two Can Do It (3:33) (Tintagel/Bad JuJu - ASCAP) 
(Smith) 

A light West Indian feeling pervades this single from 
the album "Toucan Do It Too." The arrangement is sim- 
ple. and the lead vocal expressive yet restrained, yielding 
further proof that frills are a small part of good music. 
Should be listened to by all. 

LES DUDEK (Columbia 10537) 
Old Judge Jones (3:25) (Dudzak - ASCAP) (Dudek) 

Dudek proved his potential with last year's "City 
Magic." He's now back with Boz Scaggs and tending 
toward slicker pop sounds, although the blues remain in 
this shuffle's fluid guitar harmonies. Dudek's vocal calls 
Stevie Nix to mind here, believe it or not. 

MAC DAVIS (Columbia 10535) 
Picking Up The Pieces Of My Life (3:49) (Song Painter - 
BMI) (Davis) 

Obvious autobiographical implications lend 
creedence to Davis' message on this single from "Thun- 
der In The Afternoon." The floating indecision of the 
verses is offset by a pleasantly harmonized chorus that is 
easily recalled. Possibilities in pop and MOR. 

BRYAN FERRY (Atlantic 3399) 
Tokyo Joe (3:12) (E.C./Total Music Services - BMI) 
(Ferry) 

Ferry's visionary approach toward rock and roll has 
yielded many hit singles in England, though his efforts 
with Roxy Music as well as solo albums have thus far 
remained FM fare over here. A notable exception was 
"Love Is The Drug." The slick arrangement and infectious 
beat of this Oriental -flavored selection from "In Your 
Mind" should help top 40 to acquire the taste. 

MILLIE JACKSON (Spring/Polydor 173) 
A Love Of Your Own (4:00) (WB/Longdog/Average - 
ASCAP) (Doheny. Stuart) 

A lengthy rap precedes Ms. Jackson's husky -voiced 
rendition of an excellent song. This is the best peice of 
material she's tackled in a while. and it portends well for 
the R&B chart. 

DENIECE WILLIAMS (Columbia 10429) 
Cause You Love Me Baby (4:08) (Kee-Drick) (Williams) 

A selection from Ms. Williams' "This Is Niecy" LP, the 
flip side of "Free." has proved to gather more favorable 
reactions. It's in a moderate dance tempo. built around a 

catchy piano figure, and features the elaborate turns of 
her acrobatic voice. 

ABBA (Atlantic 3387) 
Knowing Me, Knowing You (4:02) (Countless Songs, Ltd. - BMI) (Andersson, An- 
dersson, Ulvaeus) 

Hot on the heels of their number one "Dancing Queen," this foursome from Sweden 
offers a softly rocking record that combines memorable pop hooks in their distinctive 
reverb-soaked ambiance. With a sound agreeable to just about any top 40 station, this 
selection from "Arrival" is headed for the chart's loftier regions. 

BOSTON (Epic 50381) 
Peace Of Mind (3:38) (Pure/Colgems-EMI - BMI) (Scholz) 

A good-time feeling pervades this third single from the debut album of the platinum 
powerhouse group of the year. This might be their best yet as far as all pop radio sta- 
tions are concerned, since the record maintains an acoustical feeling despite the elec- 
tronic thunderbolts crashing in the distance. Aiming for a high apogee. 

ENGLAND DAN & JOHN FORD COLEY (Big Tree/Atlantic 16088) 
It's Sad To Belong (2:51) (Famous/Ironside - ASCAP) (Goodrun) 

A very smooth pop record in the first single from this duo's new album. As in their for- 
mer chart successes, the strong point is their seamless harmony, easing a catchy 
chorus through several refrains. Look for early station adds and a respectable chart 
debut. 

GARY WRIGHT (WB 8383) 
Water Sign (3:30) (High Wave/WB - ASCAP) (Wright) 

The first single from "The Light Of Smiles" extends the style that pop audiences iden- 
tify with Gary Wright. A ballad introduction based around the grand piano is quickly 
superseded by a powerful electronic rhythm section, as the scaring chorus establishes 
a presence with numerous repetitions. An emotive vocal should attract the top 40 
stations. 

ELOISE LAWS (Invictus/CBS 1282) 
Put A Little Love Into It (When You Do It) (3:30) (Gold 
Forever - BMI, Holland/Duzier/Holland - ASCAP) 

Ms. Laws is part of the Fifth Dimension when she is not 
pursuing solo projects such as this, from her album 
"Good Feeling Good." The rhythm track is a pleasant 
Latin dance beat, but the urgency of her vocal is what 
carries the earthy lyric. For R&B playlists. 
SHERBET (MCA 40720) 
Gimme' Love (3:17) (Canberra - BMI) (Porter, Mitchell) 

This Australian band's clean, simple approach attrac- 
ted a few American ears with "Howzat." This single 
follows with the same qualities arranged for a lighthear- 
ted shuffle. The act makes no bones about the direction 
of their music - too 40 radio. 
HAMILTON, JOE FRANK & DENNISON (Playboy 5801) 
Now That I've Got You (2:58) (Irving - BMI) (Banks, 
Hampton) 

This group's pursuit of mildly R&B flavored pop music 
continues with this single from their "Love And Coversa- 
tion" album. Incisive production by John D'Andrea and a 

green neon guitar solo from Skunk Baxter. 
ZZ TOP (London 252) 
Enjoy And Get It On (2:46) (Hamstein - BMI) (Gibbons, 
Hill. Beard) 

A bluesy slide guitar is the main ingredient of this ex- 
ample of ZZ Top's sparse and straightfoward boogie. 
Raw sounds may upset the fainthearted stations, but in- 
itial airplay will be heavy in areas partial to this band. 
LUTHER INGRAM (KoKo 725) 
I Like The Feeling (2:57) (Klondike - BMI) (Baylor, 
Ingram) 

Ingram's "Let's Steal Away ... " enjoyed appreciable 
R&B success. and this follow-up grabs the momentum by 
picking the beat up a bit. A straightfoward track 
highlights the relaxed candor of his vocal. 
GRAHAM CENTRAL STATION (WB 8378) 
Now Do-U-Wanta Dance (3:43) (Nineteen Eighty Foe - 
BMI) (Graham, Jr.) 

Electronic voices are rising in popularity, as evidenced 
by the synthetic lead vocal on this title track from the 
bandleader-bassist's latest album. Sounds as if aimed 
for the disco market, but the novelty effects and produc- 
tion may net some airplay. 

LOVE UNLIMITED (Unlimited Gold/20th Century 7001) 
I Did It For Love (3:30) (Arch - ASCAP, January - BMI) 
(Laurie. Etlinger) 

A new label yields a classy disco production on this 
talented trio of vocalists. Traces of Supremes influence 
are evident in the backing harmonies and use of strings, 
although the record's dance purposes demand a steady 
and prominent rhythm track. 
RUSH (Mercury 73912) 
The Temples Of Syrinx (2112 - Band II) (2:19) (Core - 
ASCAP) (Lee. Lifeson, Pert) 

Rush is included near the top of any list of heavy-metal 
touring bands that have managed to rack up respectable 
album sales with the benefit of minimal airplay. This 
selection from their "2112" album combines growling 
guitars with an increaibly shrill lead vocal. Not for wide 
demographic spread but the group's following may be 
forcing out airplay in some areas. 

HEAD EAST (A&M 1930) 
Gettin' Lucky (3:15) (Almo/Zuckschank - ASCAP) 
(Huston. Somerville) 

Rock and roll with a sugar coating in the title track from 
this group's latest album. It's strictly good-time music 
with a commercial sound for pop playlists. 

SYLVIA AND CHUCK JACKSON (Vibration/All 
Platinum 569) 
We Can't Hide It Anymore (3:53) (Groovesville - BMI) 
(Murphy) 

A euphemised adultery tale told by the male and 
female pair in alternating verses for dramatic effect. An 
electric piano floats through the arrangement like a 
shimmering cloud. For R&B playlists in need of a mellow 
sound. 

MOLKIE COLE (Janus 268) 
Sugar Boogie (2:59) (Toma - ASCAP) (Cole, Steinmetz) 

Spring electronic effects well integrated into the debut 
single of this first single from the band's debut album. A 
bit funky with a quick step, the music is catchy although 
the record may be a bit adventurous for the more conser- 
vative pop stations. 

J.A.I.N. BAND (UA/Magnet 961) 
Disco Music/I Like It (3:15) (Magnet Ltd.) (Hemmings) 

A fast -paced offering from Great Britain, for the disco 
market, combining American soul with some tropical 
elements. Whimsical touches might take it past the 
dance floor. 

PETER BROWN (Drive/TK 6258) 
Do Ya Wanna Get Funky With Me (3:43) 
(Sherlyn/Decibel - BMI) (Brown, Rans) 

Another disco record that benefits from a clearly 
stated tempo played on an evenly accented bass drum. 
The vocals are female ensemble, and the spacey sound 
effects indicate that some exploration of the netherworld 
is at work here. Pleasantly dizzying channel -hopping 
effects. 

BOB JAMES (CTI 37) 
Where The Wind Blows Free (3:40) (Bob James/Deshuf- 
flin/Wayward - ASCAP) (James) 

Pretty melodies and the controlled playing of expert 
studio musicians mark this single from James' fourth 
solo album. Particularly impressive are Hubert Laws' 
flute and James' own piano solo. which picks up with a 

central doubling of the beat. For jazz. progressive, and 
some MOR play. 

CHARLENE (Prodigal/Motown 0633) 
Freddie (3:59) (Stone Diamond - BMI) (Miller. Hirsch) 

The tragic death of Freddie Prinze was the inspiration 
for this ballad. written as if performed by a person who 
was in his intimate acquaintance. Certain verses in 

Spanish. This record will probably be most popular 
among fan magazine readers.

Japanese Electronic Imports 
Will Be Subjected To Duties 

by Joanne Ostrow 
WASHINGTON, D. C. - The U.S. Customs 
Court in New York ruled last week that im- 
ported Japanese electronic products - in- 
cluding TV sets, stereo equipment, AM & 
FM radios, tape decks, CB radios and other 
equipment - are subject to countervailing 
duties to offset the amount of tax subsidies 
given by the Japanese government. 

The tax rebate or subsidy that Japan 
remits on its exports is about 15%, which 
would translate to about $225 million of 
$1.5 billion worth of Japanese goods im- 
ported in 1976. 

The ruling was unanimous in favor of 
Zenith Radio Corp., which filed an original 
complaint seven years ago, and against the 
U.S. Treasury. The Treasury will appeal the 
case in Washington to the Court of Customs 
and Patent Appeals and will seek an ex- 
pedited hearing. Even so, the countervail- 
ing duty law requires that importers im-

mediately begin posting bands on potential 
duties. 

Price Increases Ahead 

Quick price increases are a possibility, it 
is generally agreed, as importers try to 
stock upon funds they may need if the case 
is upheld. Huge retroactive tax payments 
could be down the road, and importers are 
likely to guard against that possibility by 
raising prices. 

Spokesmen for trade groups and for 
government have said the decision has far- 
reaching implications. Not only might the 
duties be extended to other Japanese 
goods (cars, machinery, other appliances), 
but the same principle of countervailing 
duties might be extended to other U.S. 
trading partners as well. Observers on all 
sides have said the decision threatens to 
disrupt world trade and to trigger an inter- 
national trade war. The Washington Post 
editorialized, "If it's upheld, this decision 
will impose the most costly kind of disrup- 
tion on this country's foreign trade. Even if 
it's ultimately reversed, a year or two from 
now, it will have set off a round of in- 
flationary price increases." 

Harvey Schein, president of Sony Corp. 
of America, New York, said Sony is not tak- 
ing a position in this issue, "which is bet- 
ween the executive and judicial branch of 
government." But he underscored the 
worldwide dimensions of the issue, saying 
"We're the unlucky ones: it is popular to 
focus on Japan, but the issue doesn't really 
affect only the electronics industry or the 
Japanese."

DECEPTIVE BENDS - 10cc - Mercury SRM-1-3702 - 
Producer: 10cc - List: 7.98 

10cc has built a solid FM following with a string of slicky 
packaged audio delights, renowned for the rich layered texture 
of the music and the perfect vocal harmonies. But hit singles 
have also become their forte and with this long-awaited album, 
10cc has solidly established their ability to create commercial 
top 40 tunes as well as longer and more sophisticated AOR 
oriented tracks. This LP is for top 40 and AOR playlists. 

A RETROSPECTIVE - Linda Ronstadt - Capitol SKBB- 
11629 - Producer: Various - List: 7.98 

Appropriately titled, this is a set of some of Linda's earliest 
successes and provides a nice perspective on where she's been 
and just a hint of where she might be headed. As a female 
vocalist conversant with the simplicity of country material and 
the necessity of commercial hooks for pop music, she stands 
firmly in a self-created niche as a hauntingly effective inter- 
preter of human emotion. This one is for a variety of playlists. 

SLOW DANCER - Boz Scaggs - Columbia PC 32760 - 
Producer: Johnny Bristol - List: 6.98 

It took a while for the world to catch on but the Boz-man has 
become very big indeed and, as a result, interest in his earlier 
work has grown from a ground swell to a clamor. This material 
dates back three years and was originally released with a dif- 
ferent cover, but the quality that is now taken for granted was 
obviously apparent then, if not as widely recognized. Smooth 
and emotive, this LP is for disco, AOR, top 40 and MOR playlists. 

THE BEST OF FREDDY FENDER - Freddy Fender - 
ABC/Dot DO -2079 - Producer: Huey P. Meux - List: 6.98 

His gentle Latin inflections lend an inescapably charming and 
refreshingly different slant to country music, a talent that makes 
Fender the next C&W artist prime for pop crossover. Already, 
his "Wasted Days And Wasted Nights" has become a classic 
with a fame that reaches outside the standard boundaries of 
C&W territory. This one should be big for Freddy. For C&W, 
bilingual and varied playlists. 

FUNCTION AT THE JUNCTION - B.T. Express - Columbia 
PC 34702 - Producer: Jeff Lane - List: 6.98 

"Funk is what we got," go the lyrics of the opening cut of this 
album of tunes, and the exhortation to get the feet on the floor is 
strong indeed. especially throughout side one. But this versatile 
septet slows down the pace just as effectively on side two as 
they light the fire on side one. The result is a nicely balanced set 
of instrumentally smooth songs featuring jazz/funk interpreta- 
tions with commanding vocal leads. For R&B, disco and top 40 
playlists. 

BATTLE AXE - Billion Dollar Babies - Polydor PD -1-6100 - 
Producer: Lee DeCarlo and Billion Dollar Babies - List: 6.98 

When Alice Cooper left them behind to find the middle of the 
road, he took the group's name for his own, but the band got to 
keep each other. On this debut LP, they clearly mean business 
with a solid pitch to adolescent fervor via hot guitar riffs and a 
vocal style that is every bit as gutsy as the singer they left 
behind.

The zany quartet which assured us that everything we know is 
wrong are reunited and have favored us with an album of sur- 
prisingly topical humor.

BIG DADDY'S PLACE - Wayne Henderson - ABC AB -1020

Though he's been quite a busy man producing other artists' 
works, Henderson found the time to get himself on the other 
side of the control panel, where he plays a hot trombons and 
leads a band of exemplary musicians through the paces. It's 
spitited and funky stuff with a light jazz touch that should in- 
crease its commercial appeal and help bring the bacon home.

KDWB Is Sued For $100,000; 
Phone -In Giveaway Halted

LOS ANGELES - Northwestern Bell 
Telephone has filed a suit against KDWB/ 
AM -FM, Minneapolis, asking $100,000 in 
punitive damages for disruption of service 
and $3100 in actual damages for destroyed 
equipment. Additionally, the station has 
been enjoined from sponsoring its cash 
giveaway promotions until May 5. 

Although KDWB has been utilizing cash 
giveaways for three years, the large volume 
of calls generated by their recent $1000 -a - 
day contest prompted Northwestern Bell to 
threaten discontinuation of telephone ser- 
vice. Under Minnesota Public Service 
Commission rules a subscriber's phone 
may be disconnected if use of the instru- 
ment impairs or jeopardizes emergency 
and home service. 

KDWB circumvented this threat by ask- 
ing listeners to call pay phone numbers 
where station personnel would receive in- 
coming calls. Since pay phones are not 
technically "subscribers," Northwestern 
Bell then countered with the lawsuit and 
successfully sought the injunction. 

According to KDWB general manager 
Gary Stevens, Northwestern Bell has of- 
fered to negotiate out of court, and seeks to 
have the station agree to a permanent in- 
junction prohibiting it from holding call -in 
promotions that utilize pay phones. The 
telephone company will have to ask for a 
Public Service Commission rule change to 
prohibit pay phone use in contests on an 
overall basis, however. 

KDWB will ask the Public Service Com- 
mission to order Northwestern to install 
high -volume exchanges, which allow radio 
stations to tie into a special trunk line with 
segregated prefixes, thus preventing 
general line overload. 

Although the Ramsey County District 
Court turned down a station request that 
they be allowed to continue the giveaways, 
the court ordered the phone company and 
KDWB to work together in seeking a solu- 
tion. KDWB switched to a 10 -times -per -day 
$100 contest which was still offensive to the 
telephone company and resulted in the 
present injunction. The radio station now 
conducts the promotion on foot,

KUPD Withdraws NRBA To Sponsor 
Checkbook Promo 12 Sales Seminars

LOS ANGELES - KUPD/Tempe has 
withdrawn its controversial "checkbook" 
promotion. The deletion follows similar 
moves by KRIZ/Phoenix and Denver's 
KTLK and KXKX. The "checkbook" and 
"diary" type promotions offer cash rewards 
based on listening time. Listeners recorded 
the hourly or quarter-hour periods they 
were tuned to a particular station, and 
selected "diaries" and "checkbooks" were 
then examined by station personnel. 

Although KUPD had altered the format of 
the "KUPD Checkbook," eliminating the 
listening time requirement before the Ar- 
bitron rating period began, it was feared 
that the retention of the contest name might 
cause residual ratings inflation. 

While Arbitron had threatened five com- 
pensatory courses of action in reaction to 
the unusual activity in the Phoenix market, 
there are no plans at the present time to in- 
stitute any of those measures (Cash Box, 
April 30). "We're still going to look at the 
Phoenix market diaries with a fine tooth 
comb," stated an Arbitron representative, 
"because the KUPD contest ran one week 
into the rating period." Any Arbitron action 
would come only after considerable ex- 
amination of the diaries, which might take a 
number of weeks. 

LOS ANGELES - The National Radio 
Broadcasters Association is sponsoring a 
series of 12 seminars designed to help 
radio sales people compete effectively with 
newspapers for advertising dollars. "In the 
past year radio hasn't shown as great a gain 
in advertising revenues as has television," 
explained NRBA vice president Al King, 
"and these seminars should help the radio 
people understand and counteract the 
sales procedures of newspapers." 

Additionally, the NRBA is sponsoring two 
broad -base "Radio Sales Days," which 
detail larger workings of the radio advertis- 
ing market.

Hotel.

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First Classical Direct -To -Disc 
Released By Telarc Records

NEW YORK - The first commercial direct - 
to -disc recording of a symphony orchestra 
since tape was introduced in the 1940s will 
soon be available. Showcasing the 
Cleveland Orchestra under Lorin Maazel's 
direction, the album will feature several 
selections, including Berlioz's "Corsair 
Overture," part of the same composer's 
"Damnation of Faust," and excerpts from 
Falla's "Three Cornered Hat," Bizet's 
"L'Arlesienne Suite" and Tchaikovsky's 
"Eugen Onegin." List price is $15. 

Part of the reason for the brevity of the 
works chosen for this album is that each 
side of the LP plays for only 14 minutes. Ac- 
cording to Jack Renner, the producer and 
president of Advent Corporation, which 
owns Telarc, the 33 rpm direct -to -disc 
recording could have been longer in play- 
ing time; however, adding an extra piece 
would have endangered the sound quality 
of the finished product. 

No Studio Gimmicks 
In the direct -to -disc market, sound 

quality is the bottom line. Purchasers of 
conventional classical albums will put up 
with occasional minor pressing defects, or 
with surface noises that result from im- 
proper recording techniques. But anyone 
who is willing to buy a single disc which is 
list -priced at $15 expects something extra 
for his money. 

Classical Clips -i 
NEW YORK - London Records has 
extended the buy -in period on its classical 
catalog to May 13. As of that date, London 
will raise the list price on all its full -line 
classical discs from $6.98 to $7.98. John 
Harper, classical sales manager for Lon- 
don, commented that the buy -in had been 
extended because of the huge response 
from retailers to the program... 

WERNICK WINS PULITZER - Richard 
Wernick, a composer and professor of 
music at the University of Pennsylvania, has 
won the 1977 Pulitzer Prize in music for his 
"Visions Of Terror And Wonder." The work 
for mezzo-soprano and orchestra was 
commissioned by the Aspen Music Festival 
Conference on Contemporary Music, and

What is unusual about the Cleveland 
Orchestra's direct -to -disc recording? Ren- 
ner claimed that, in addition to noise -free 
surfaces, audiophiles will particularly ap- 
preciate the sharply focussed timbres of 
woodwinds, brass and percussion on this 
LP. Conductor Maazel praised the lack of 
studio "pyrotechnics." He termed the 
sound "un -sonic and very clean. It's like the 
difference between home-made bread and 
bread you buy in the supermarket." 

The absence of such studio gimmicks as 
multi -tracking and multiple splicing is due 
to the fact that, in direct -to -disc recording,

For Record Bar

NORTH CAROLINA - In an unusual ap- 
proach to merchandising classical product, 
the Record Bar, a 75 store retail outlet, 
publishes a bi -monthly newsletter 
highlighting all the major new releases and 
offering numerous classical sales. 
"Classical News" has been published since 
1975 and according to Peter Elliot, 
classical buyer for the chain, its success 
has proven itself by increased record sales. 
"The newsletter definitely increases our 
classical sales, especially our sale 
merchandise," Elliot said. 

The publication is mailed at no charge to 
any Record Bar customer adding his name 
to the in-store sign-up sheets. By signing 
the sheets the customer is then sent a 
membership cart entitling him to take ad- 
vantage of certain sales mentioned in 
"Classical News" that are not otherwise of- 
fered to regular Record Bar customers. 

In explaining the benefits of the classical 
newsletter, Elliot stated, "Suppose that one 
week the chain is running a Columbia and 
Odyssey special. The newsletter may be 
running a Philips and Nonesuch sale, so the 
classical buyer can take advantage of our 
regular sale and if he has a membership 
card, can also purchase the newsletter 
specials at sales prices.

These reissued selections from earlier Bream recordings 
show the musician at his best on both lute and guitar. Besides 
some familiar pieces by Dowland, Bream plays eight fantasias 
for lute by the Renaissance composer Francesco de Milano, 
and a lovely old arrangement of "Greensleeves." The guitar 
works on this double album range from a Mozart transcription 
and Giuliani's sprightly "Le Rossiniane" to more modern pieces 
by Walton, Tarrega and Villa-Lobos.

If he had recorded more, de Sabata might have been as well - 
remembered today as Furtwangler, Mengelberg or Toscanini. 
The opening movement of his "Eroica" on this 2 -LP reissue has 
just the right combination of detail and forward thrust, thanks to 
de Sabata's faultless sense of timing; and his "Marcia Funebre" 
is an interpretation to be treasured. Happily, except in "Valse 
Triste," one can hear very little surface noise from the original 
1946 recordings.

records because there is no compatibility 
problem with tapes." 

'Not Enough Hardware' 
Vic Faraci, vice president of marketing 

for WEA, echoed Boudreau's sentiments. 
"Not enough hardware education was 
available to the consumer," he said. "If 
there was one direction, I am sure we would 
see more sales. It's been a confusing 
proposition from the beginning." 

WEA, which has between 90 and 100 ti- 
tles in its quad catalog, has not released 
any new quad product since September 
1975. "It's been disappointing," Faraci said. 

At A&M, where no new quad releases 
have appeared in the past year, Mary 
Bornstein, director of quality control, also 
pointed to the hardware manufacturer. "I 
think it's a matter of looking at the overall 
market," he said. "At this point there's no 
new hardware being manufactured for 
quad, which indicates to me that there's not 
much excitement out there." 

But while record manufacturers may 
blame equipment manufacturers for a 
dearth of new hardware, some people are 
pointing a finger at the record manufac- 
turers for a lack of new software. 

"We're not getting any new releases," 
says Ken Kayes, tape buyer for Alta Dis- 
tributors. "What's going to happen pretty 
soon if we don't get anything new, is that 
sales are going to die off because everyone 
that has quad will have all the titles. Colum- 
bia is the only one releasing any quad, and 
they're only releasing one or two a month." 

Boudreau at Music Plus concurs. "It's the 
same stuff week after week. Nothing new is 
coming out." 

CBS Pushing Quad 
Peter Young of ABC Record and Tape 

Sales also noted that Columbia is "the only 
company that really pushes quad any 
more." But Young feels the future of quad is 
in the hands of the hardware manufac- 
turers. "It's like the old story of the razor," 
Young explained. "If someone comes up 
with a better razor people will go out and 
buy the razor blades." 

Young said sales of four -channel 
records account for only a minute portion of 
ABC's business. "The amount of money 
spent on quad records is not trackable," he 

said. "It is not even reported as a percen- 
tage of our operation." 

Dwayne Witten, LP buyer for Alta Dis- 
tributors, reports that he stopped buying 
quad last August and is now returning all 
product that he has been unable to sell. 
"We are still in the process of recalling all 
the quad records," he said. "But Columbia, 
RCA and Warner Brothers are eating a lot 
of quads from us." 

Quad, according to Witten, is the most 
expendable category for merchandisers 
who are reducing their audio sales sec- 
tions. "Penney's stores and other rack ac- 
counts are becoming more space - 
conscious," he said. "They want to go for 
turns as much as possible, and if they want 
to go for turns they don't want quad. They 
want to eliminate all those miscellaneous 
categories and the first category to 
eliminate in a case like that is quad." 

Quad tape sales, however, do not fare as 
poorly as quad LPs according to George 
Souvall, Alta president, who reported that 
department stores are doing as well with 
quad tapes as with eight tracks. "For the 
amount of (quad) product that's out in most 
stores, quad is probably turning as well if 
not better than the eight tracks. I would 
guess that the average store is selling 15 to 
20 (tapes) a week." 

But Souvall pointed out that only mass 
merchandisers, not retailers, are making 
any money on quad sales. "The retailers 
just don't seem to be getting the quad 
trade," he said. "It seems to be almost 
totally centered in the department stores. 
Apparently the people with quad players 
are doing their shopping at the department 
store outlets." 

A buyer for the Pickwick Distribution 
Division reported to the contrary, saying 
that "quad tape sales have dwindled to 
nothing." 

But despite the unfavorable outlook, of- 
ficials at Columbia, the largest quad 
manufacturer, are not totally pessimistic. A 
spokesman for the company, who wished 
to remain anonymous, cited 500 radio sta- 
tions that are currently broadcasting SQ 
and pointed out that Columbia has 
petitioned the FCC to standardize matrix 
broadcasting. "There's been resistance," 
he said. "But we're still hoping for a turn- 
around."

Dolly, Arlo, Gabriel & Steve Goodman Play In Los Angeles 
Dolly Parton 

THE ROXY, L.A. - Hard-core country 
music fans have been aware of Dolly Par - 
ton's songwriting and performing talents 
for years (she has won the Country Music 
Assn. Award for best female vocalist the 
last two years), but the rest of the musical 
public is just beginning to take note of this 
gal from the Tennessee Mountains. And 
they should. 

Attired in a flashy red outfit with her 
perennial mountainous blond wig, Parton 
exuded warmth, humor and an evening of 
great music. 

In an expansion of her musical direction, 
she showed the needed versatility to gain 
pop fans to her already dedicated country 
following. Her voice can assert itself with 
strength and vitality as on her opening 
number, Jackie Wilson's "Higher and 
Higher" or reflect a soft, wispy quality as ex- 
hibited on the painfully sad, "Me And Little 
Andy." Although the response to her new 
country -rooted pop tunes was good, she 
won over the crowd with her past successes 
like "Coat Of Many Colors" (her personal 
favorite), "My Tennessee Mountain Home" 
and "Jolene." 

If Parton doesn't convert you with her 
voice and material, her infectious dimpled -

Dean Friedman 
BOTTOM LINE, NYC - Dean Friedman's 
official New York debut was an important 
date in his new career because there is so 
much of New York in Dean Friedman. The 
snappy swing of "Funny Papers" is city 
street music all the way. Likewise, his zany 
song about sado-masochism, as yet un- 
recorded but a popular number in concert, 
could only have been written by one who 
had observed certain river bank sections in 
Greenwich Village. "Solitaire" contains no 
sidewalk scenes, but somehow one can tell 
that the song is set in a New York City apart- 
ment. 

This is not to say that the Lifesong artist 
can only appeal to the Big Apple, but his im- 
ages often are concrete, based on the literal 
experiences of his life. The haunting "Song 
For My Mother" describes the situation 
created by mental illness in his family, seen 
through a child's eyes. "Woman Of Mine" 
takes the common theme of a broken heart, 
and injects it with suicidal tendencies. 
Some might find Friedman's lyrics self- 
centered, but there is no denying that they 
demand attention. 

This quality was carried through by the

Starcastle/Small Wonder 
THE STARWOOD, HOLLYWOOD - Star - 
castle, which recently released a second 
album, has been accused of being simply 
an imitator. The group, which falls into that 
especially loose category of techno-cosmic 
rock, bears certain musical similarities to 
Yes. But in the history of music, the second 
composer to utilize a particular chord 
progression, or to play a modulation only 
recently utilized, often suffers with the 
stigmatic label of copier, rather than in- 
novator. This musical mypoia is unfor- 
tunate, as innovations in science and 
technology frequently occur simultane- 
ously in widely different locales. The rock 
panorama is so incestuous to begin with 
that reviewers from more studied dis- 
ciplines regard these accusations with un- 
derstandable amusement. After all, we are 
not dealing with brain surgery; rock music 
should be fun, and that's what Starcastle is 
all about. Yes, they sound similar to Yes, 
but they are no more a copy of the English 
group than a dozen other successful and 
worthwhile acts are of earlier similarly 
scored predecessors. 

Starcastle, which opened for Boston a

Arlo Guthrie 
SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM - 
Arlo Guthrie appears to have attained a sort 
of artistic equilibrium within the bounds of 
the folk tradition. The hippie balladeer im- 
age which social -conscious, Woodstock - 
era songs like "Alice's Restaurant" and 
"Coming In To Los Angeles" pinned on 
Guthrie in the late 60s has been tempered 
on recent LPs and in performances by a 

more thorough and balanced treatment of 
folk musc. 

Guthrie's recent performance here en- 
compassed the folk spectrum from stylized 
English ballads rendered a cappella to 
gospel and country and western tunes. 

Backed by Shennandoah, a tight five - 
piece band which provided backing vocals 
that rivaled the range of most barbershop 
ensembles, Arlo opened the show with 
"Will The Circle Be Unbroken." A number of 
crowd -pleasing Woody Guthrie songs were 
performed, including "Pretty Boy Floyd" 
and a particularly moving version of "1913 
Massacre." And Arlo's own most recent 
political -commentary song, "Victor Jara," 
the story of the slain Chilean songwriter, 
was enthusiastically received. 

Near concert's end, Guthrie introduced 
guest musicians Byron Berline and Doug 
Dillard, who sat in on fiddle and banjo, 
respectively, for a lively set that featured a 
number of folk and bluegrass standards as 
well as the Beatles' "I've Just Seen A Face" 
and the Rolling Stones' "Connection." 

As always the evening's music was 
spiced with a number of humorous story in- 
terludes done in Guthrie's deadpan style of

Peter Gabriel 
THE ROXY, L.A. - As lead singer and 
creative focal point of Genesis, Peter 
Gabriel attracted a wide following that was 
surely curious when he left the band in 1975 
with no immediate plans to go it alone. It 
wasn't until early 1976 when Gabriel re- 
surfaced after over a year of creative re- 
juvenation, but his time away was spent 
composing, having children and preparing 
for his re-entry into the forefront of contem- 
porary rock. 

As he showed in his recent appearance 
at The Roxy, the time away was well spent. 
Appropriately enough, Gabriel shunned 
glitter trappings in favor of a simple and 
practical warmup suit and surrounded him- 
self with a company of disciplined and ex- 
perienced musicians. It was, in fact the 
eight -member band that played on his just - 
released solo LP, and they were able to 
reproduce with almost studio accuracy the 
difficult and varied arrangements on the 
album. 

Not content to simply sing and play, 
Gabriel brought to life many of his songs 
with spirited theatrics that included his 
singing the drunken "Waiting For The Big 
One" from the balcony with the aid of a 
transmitting mike. For many, the high point 
of audience rapport was attained when 
Gabriel walked across cocktail tables to 
shake hands with members of the crowd 
seated at tables out of the spotlight's reach, 
all the while singing his ballad. 

But music was the main attraction and 
there were many styles to choose from as 
Gabriel demonstrated his familiarity with

Steve Goodman 
SCHOENBERG HALL, UCLA - Steve 
Goodman bounces through performances 
of his songs like the proverbial bouncing 
ball rebounds off lyrics. Hopping in rhythm, 
slapping out beats on the face of his guitar, 
Goodman's enthusiasm on stage barely 
stops short of calisthenics. His energy may 
be unrivaled by any other solo act. 

But while Goodman has been a favorite 
at folk festivals and coffee houses for a 
number of years, the multi -talented 
singer/songwriter/guitarist remains a 
crowd pleaser in search of a crowd. 

That Goodman has maintained such a 
low profile commercially, despite his enor- 
mous talent and the success of his song 
"City of New Orleans," which was pop- 
ularized in the early seventies by Arlo 
Guthrie, is an enigma. 

Goodman's recent appearance at UCLA 
drew a gathering of students obviously 
familiar with his material but not numerous 
enough to fill the small auditorium. Still, 
Goodman's 21/2 hour energy -packed per- 
formance won him two standing ovations if 
only a few new fans. 

Kicking off the show with his standard 
opener, a swing rendition of "It's A Sin To 
Tell A Lie," Goodman exhibited the in -

Gentle Giant/Renaissance 
SHRINE AUDITORIUM, LOS ANGELES - 
Although Capitol recording artists Gentle 
Giant had all the time in the world and a vast 
repertoire to work from when they recently 
appeared at the Shrine, one tune, in par- 
ticular, stood out. "On Reflection" may not 
be one of their most popular tunes in terms 
of airplay or concert performance, but on 
this night the audience was ready for this 
rousing, involved madrigal type song. 
Utilizing a number of instruments that 
ranged from chimes to flutes to violas to 
bass guitars to cellos to recorders to 
violins, Gentle Giant members made a con- 
stant attack on the various instruments 
spontaneously with the end result being a 

mesmerizing synthesis of sound and 
visuals that magnetized not only the Giant 
"cult" but those who had only been told, " 

. wait 'till you see 'em live." 
It has been said that Gentle Giant derives 

much of their vocal work from jazz scat 
singing, where the voice is used as an in- 
strument whether they're singing words or 
just notes. The group uses an almost 
classical approach to rock music, with 
songs likely to involve complex, sec -

George Duke/Chris Rush 
BOTTOM LINE, NYC - George Duke, bona 
fide keyboard master, will never be known 
for a lack of energy. Leading his own band, 
Duke exhorted, sang and switched from 
arp to organ to moog during a long and am- 
bitious set. 

Instead of creating an individual sound, 
unfortunately, Duke's penchant for in- 
cluding every contemporary pop style from 
James Brown's to John McLaughlin's ul- 
timately backfired. The set came across as 
diluted and uninspiring, and the three 
female backup singers were poorly in- 
tegrated with the rest of the band. 
Musically, a large share of the fault must lie 
with Duke's band, whose lack of playing 
time together couldn't be disguised. 

Still, the band was able to take off on the 
upbeat numbers, and the percussion work 
of Ndugu was extraordinary. Ndugu, in fact, 
provided the show -stopper, frantically 
pounding on a pair of timbales before the 
show's end. 

Duke's set featured selections from his 
debut album on Epic Records, "From Me 
To You," and Duke perhaps propelled the 
band farther than they could go with his 
own inexhaustible energy.

"calendar" sales last year. 

Rough Diamond In Ohio 
Swallen's, a three -store general 

merchandise chain in Cincinnati, promoted 
the debut LP by Rough Diamond for $3.57, 
with a full -page ad in the Sunday Enquirer. 

In addition to the Island Records ad, the 
chain has also run extensive in-store 
promotions in an attempt to break the new 
act. 

Sales since the album's release April 15 
have not met the retailer's hopes, ac- 
cording to Redbank store manager Bess 
Jauch. However, head record buyer Jerry 
Putteet said it was still too early to pass 
judgment on the album's future. 

The $3.57 sale is for the purpose of 
"maintaining our image as having the best 
prices in town," Putteet said, as well as to 
generate store traffic. The buyer added that 
Swallen's has gone as low as $3.47 on "one- 
shot specials." 

Because he buys direct, Putteet said he 
is able to maintain a price advantage over 
the Cincinnati market's other major record 
retailers, Gold Circle, Federated and Twin 
Fair stores. 

Island Records also ran a full -page ad for 
Rough Diamond, in conjunction with 
Cleveland's Re".ord Theatre, for $3.98. 

Herb Corsack, vice president of Island, 
said the two Ohio chains had been "selling 
it (the LP) like a hit and we're going to 
merchandise it like a smash." Corsack ad- 
ded that if Swallen's is selling the LP at 
$3.57, "It's because they're selling bucket- 
fuls of it." 

Manufacturers and retailers have long 
considered the state of Ohio, particularly 
Cleveland, to be one of the few good loca- 
tions for breaking new acts. Some 
manufacturers, however, lament that once 
Cleveland established itself as a primary 
break-out market, radio playlists began to 
noticeably tighten up, and retail sales 
diminished accordingly. 

Houston Heats Up 
Houston has been termed by one local 

pundit "the land of milk and honey" for 

record retailers, with the opening of a 15,- 
000 sq. ft. Cactus store two weeks ago, the 
planned May 9 opening of an 18,000 sq. ft. 
Sound Warehouse unit, and last week's 
grand opening of a new Texas Records and 
Tapes store. 

More On Sunday 
Houston's mass merchandisers, in- 

cluding the six -store Joske's chain and 
seven -store Foley's chain, have now begun 
advertising more heavily in Sunday papers, 
partly in response to the growth of specialty 
record retailers. 

Joske's, part of the giant Allied Stores 
chain, ran a 3/4 page ad in the Sunday 
Houston Chronicle, promoting several 
current CBS pop and classical releases for 
$4.49. The sale heralded the "remodeling" 
of the record department by Joske's new 
rack jobber, ABC Record and Tape Sales. 
ABC began racking the chain February 1, 

taking over from Western Merchandisers. 
Foley's advertised, over a full page, 48 

front-line LPs for $2 off the normal $5.99 
shelf price, and 18 current $7.98 releases 
for $4.99, as part of a storewide "Fabulous 
Foley Sale Days" promotion. 

Wo Comment' 
Spokesmen for both chains declined 

comment on their pricing strategies. 
However, retail sources indicated that with 
Cactus already establishing a strong 
presence in the market and Sound 
Warehouse expected to do the same, mass 
merchandisers must now become more 
aggressive to compete. 

The impact of the Texas Records and 
Tapes opening was discounted by one 
retailer, who noted that while the store is 
27,000 sq. ft., the record/tape/accessory 
inventory is a relatively modest $230,000, 
and mixes with audio equipment, T-shirts, 
jewelry and a myriad of other merchandise. 

Regarding rumors of a Peaches expan- 
sion into the burgeoning Houston market, 
Frank Miko, vice president of Nehi Dis- 
tributors, which owns the chain, denied 
there were currently any plans to move into 
that city. One Houston retailer hinted that 
Peaches had sought to acquire property for 
a new store but was thwarted in litigation. 

EAST COAS TINGS - RONNIE RETURNS - An ever -sprightly Ronnie Spector breezed 
through Cash Box shortly after completing a promotional tour of England, where she ap- 
peared in performance with Southside Johnny and The Asbury Jukes. Ronnie reported 
that enthusiastic British crowds prompted her to realize that she could be appreciated on 
her own terms in the present, rather than be relegated to the oldies shows she had perfor- 
med in the States. Her re-emergence onto the contemporary scene began when she met 
Southside Johnny and Bruce Springsteen through her longstanding acquaintance, John 
Lennon. Before she knew it, Ronnie was on the road with the Jukes and getting together 
with Sugar Miami Steve Van Zandt, whom she calls the only producer to really understand 
her voice and stlyle since her former husband, Phil Spector. Ronnie Spector's first single 
for Epic/Cleveland International is "Say Goodbye To Hollywood," a wall -of -sound rendi- 
tion with the E Street Band as construction crew. Songwriter Billy Joel has told Ronnie that 
he penned the tune with her in mind, and she vividly attested to bittersweet memories of 
her own last years in Hollywood. At that time, Ronnie explains, Phil Spector had become so 
alienated by the music business that he only allowed classical music and Sinatra records to 
be played at home. 

ROOTS, ROCK, ROYALTIES AND DAMAGES - An appeal by Morris Levy has 
resulted in a reduction of the damages he must pay to John Lennon, resulting from a two 
year -old legal dispute involving Levy's marketing of a Lennon album through television. 
The LP in question is called "Rock 'N' Roll" as released on Capitol Records, or "Roots"as 
released through Levy's company, Adam VIII, Ltd. While the original trial awarded $135,- 
000 to Lennon, the U.S. Court of Appeals found that the trial court had overestimated the 
loss in sales on the Capitol album caused by release of the "Roots" album. The court did 
stress, however, that "Roots" was an inferior product in terms of sound reproduction and 
packaging, constituting injury to Lennon's professional reputation. In the final outcome, 
Lennon was awarded $85,000, while Levy and his companies awarded $7,800. Most un- 
usual was the opinion by circuit judge Oakes, which began with a quote from Lennon's 
lyrics: "Everybody's hustlin for a buck and a dime/I'll scratch your back and you scratch 
mine/All I can tell you is it's all show biz." 

OUT OF THE ORDINARY - The Twyla Tharp Dance Foundation will present two 
special benefit performances featuring Paul Simon and Shelley Duvall, as part of the com- 
pany's exclusive New York engagement at the Brooklyn Academy of Music, May 12-22. 
The program will include "The Hodge Podge, " featuring a new solo danced by Ms. Tharp 
and sung live by Simon. Shelley Duvall will narrate "The Bix Pieces," with live reconstruc- 
tions of the Paul Whiteman orchestrations of music by trumpet legend Bix Beiderbecke. 
The benefit shows are scheduled for May 12 and 19.... Speaking of Simon and Duvall, 
they appear alongside Bandana's John Demanian in his film debut, Woody Allen's "Annie 
Hall." A short scene, but executed with finesse ... Staying with changing roles, Perry 
Cooper should just be getting settled at his new office at Atlantic Records after one week's 
residence. By the way, Atlantic released so many hot singles this week that it was 
necessary to import John David Kalodner, the man with the air-conditioned beard, in from 
California to deliver said sizzling disc to the trades ... Allen Lewinter, who once would give 
his life for a song, is about to embark on a thousand -year enterprise of national propor- 
tions. 

NO-DOZ DURING 'THE WHEEL' - Just back from a European tour with Emmy Lou 
Harris, Asleep At The Wheel's lead guitarist Ray Benson and rhythm guitarist -songwriter 
Leroy Preston paid a visit to Cash Box' New York office. The cowboy styled musicians 
reported a responsive reception by continental audiences to their unique style of "Western 
Swing" currently available on their new Capitol album "The Wheel." And just how did the 
two easterners become so well acquainted with the combination country and western - 
boogie woogie-big band jazz type of music popularized by Pea Pickin' Tennessee Ernie 
Ford, and Bob Wills and His Texas Playboys? Easy, they "spent hours scavenging through 
cut-out bins to find the records," Benson related. 

Asleep At The Wheel's devotion to Western Swing is so fanatic, in fact, the group insists 
on touring with their entire 11 person stage ensemble to create the authentic swing sound. 
Carrying their researched western roots one step further, they've even all read John Stein - 
beck's "Grapes Of Wrath ... " 

A NUEVA YORK - Scott Muni will once again lead the United Cerebral Palsy Bike -A - 
Thon, set for May 15 in two locations, Central Park in Manhattan or Midland Beach in 
Staten Island ... New York Rock is finding expression in seven-inch 33 1/3 RPM extended 
play discs released by Ork Records. Alex Chilton's "Singer Not The Song," attractively 
packaged in a four-color cardboard picture sleeve, features five selections performed by 
the former Box Tops vocalist. Meanwhile, the Record Plant has concluded an agreement 
with Ram Records for the recording of "Max's Kansas City 1977." Two cuts will be recorded 
by Grand Slam ... Dolly Parton will headline the Bottom Line in New York, May 12 through 
14 ... Focus has returned to Sire Records ... Dr. Feelgood has replaced departed guitar 
maniac Wilko Johnson with a relatively unknown strummer, John Mayo ... Peter 
Frampton once again faces 100,000 people who feel like he does with a return to JFK

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Federal Court To Determine 
Four Star Music's Ownership 

by Lola Scobey and Carmen Adams 

(First of two parts on the Four Star Chapter 
Xl filing.) 
NASHVILLE - Efforts to determine the 
assets of and the ownership of the assets of 
Four Star Music, Inc., which filed a Chapter 
XI bankruptcy petition in Nashville federal 
court on March 29, are currently underway 
by court -appointed receiver Irwin A 
Deutscher. 

Both Deutscher and Four Star attorney 
G. Battle Claiborne said that Four Star 
Music Inc., of which Joe Johnson is presi- 
dent, is the only Johnson -related company 
that is in bankruptcy "at this time." But 
Claiborne added that there is "discussion 
about another company" going into 
bankruptcy and that there is a possibility 
that the Four Star office building, 49 Music 
Square West, may become involved in the 
bankruptcy. 

Four Star Music has one of Nashville's 
largest and most historic catalogs. The 
company has been financially troubled for 
some time, and filed the Chapter XI petition 
because it is "not able to pay debts as they 
mature," the petition said. 

All schedules and statements of affairs 
relative to the petition were to be filed by 
Friday, April 29, according to Claiborne. 

"Normally five days are allowed to file 
these schedules, but this is such a big case 
we were granted a two-week extension," 
said Claiborne's secretary Sissy Lewis, who 
noted that information previously submit- 
ted was sufficient to have the petition ruled 
as filed. 

'Voluntary Action' 
A Chapter Xl bankruptcy, the same type 

of petition filed last year by Nashville's Ex- 
it/In, is a voluntary action on the part of the 
debtor. The petition is accepted by the 
court if the company is insolvent in the 
bankruptcy sense- meaning that the com- 
pany's liabilities exceed its assets - or if it 

Elvis 45 Gets 
Increased Airplay 
LOS ANGELES - The promotional 45 rpm 
recording of "Let Me Be There" by Elvis 
Presley presently receiving airplay on at 
least a dozen radio stations is an official 
RCA record although the company has no 
plans to release it for commercial sale. 

Al Gallico, whose music publishing com- 
pany published the song, said RCA 
pressed approximately 2,000 copies of the 
single at his request to be sent as a con- 
venience to radio station programmers 
who wish to play the cut from the RCA 
album "Elvis As Recorded Live On Stage In 
Memphis" (CPL1-0606). 

The single appears on the RCA label and 
carries the RCA stock number JH -10951. 

In response to a'story which said Gallico 
was responsible for the pressing (Cash 
Box, April 30), the publisher said, "I don't 
want it to look like I bootlegged the record. 
It is an authentic RCA record. It was 
pressed by RCA and it is an RCA record. 

"It has not been released as a single," 
Gallico said, "but it is from his album and 
they did press the singles for me." 

Joe Galante, director of Nashville ad- 
ministration for RCA, said, "It is not a com- 
mercial record nor will there be stock in the 
market on the record. We are coming with a 
new Presley single in three to four weeks. 

"What we are doing really," Galante ad- 
ded, "is we are not pursuing the record like 
we would any other type of record 
released." 

is insolvent in the equity sense - meaning 
that the company is unable to pay debts as 
they mature. 

According to Claiborne and the petition, 
Four Star Music is insolvent in the equity 
sense. Claiborne stated that the petition 
was filed to allow the company to collect 
certain European royalties which it is owed, 
and also due to its "fight with the First 
American Bank over the catalog." 
Claiborne said that the First American 
National Bank here, which foreclosed 
December 1 on the Four Star office 
building, "claims they have already 
foreclosed on the catalog." In line with this, 
Deutscher said that one reason Four Star 
filed Chapter XI was to "prevent being 
foreclosed by secured lenders." 

Concerning the company's situation with 
European royalties, Johnson stated that 
Four Star has "a great deal of uncollected 
royalties in Europe - something in excess 
of $1,000,000 and some uncollected 
royalties domestically as well that could 
amount to several hundred thousand." 

There are currently around 460 
creditors, according to Claiborne, with the 
largest being the First American Bank. The 
majority, however, he added, are 
songwriters, some with "little royalties like 
210." 

Building Sold 
The Four Star office building could 

become involved in the bankruptcy, ac- 
cording to Claiborne, through disputes with 
the current owner of the building, Burton R. 
Signer. The building was sold at auction. 

Under a Chapter XI bankruptcy, the court 
may authorize a continuation of the deb- 
tor's business, either under the control of 
the debtor or under the control of a court - 
appointed receiver. Currently Four Star is 
under the control of receiver Deutscher, 
who was appointed by federal judge Ruth 
Kinnard about 30 days ago. Deutscher will 
determine if it is possible for the company 
to become solvent. 

Four Star is responsible for submitting to 
the court a reorganization plan under which 
the company will operate during the time it 
is in Chapter Xl. The plan must then be ap- 
proved by the creditors. "Assuming the 
plan is approved, we will have a certain 
period of time to demonstrate that the com- 
pany can operate on a solvent basis," 
Claiborne said. "We don't know the plan at 
this point." 

Ownership Uncertain 
Deutscher, who is currently in the 

process of ascertaining who owns Four 
Star Music's assets, was unable to com- 
ment on who owns the company. "One 
problem in this case," he noted, "is that too 
many people have been talking too much 
without enough facts." 

Claiborne stated that Four Star Music is 
owned by Challenge Records, Inc., which in 
turn is owned by Joe Johnson. 

"We have over 3,000 copyrights in this 
catalog," Johnson said. "We owe money to 
our writers, but most of them have been 
very patient and understanding, and only a 
few lawsuits have been filed. There have 
been others inquiring, and I've tried to let 
them know I was still trying and that saving 
the catalog was foremost in my mind - to 
keep it from falling into the hands of people 
who would rip it off and wouldn't treat it with 
the respect it is due." 

Among the major copyrights included in 
the Four Star catalog are "Release Me," 
"Am I That Easy To Forget," "Send Me The 
Pillow You Dream On" and "In The Misty 
Moonlight."

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The Worldwide Expansion Of Country 
Music Tops 2nd CMA Board Meeting

NASHVILLE - The expansion of country 
music internationally, one of the primary 
projects of the Country Music Association 
this year, was discussed at the second 
quarterly meeting of the CMA in Tulsa April 
20-21. 

In line with this emphasis, Long Range 
Committee chairman Frances Preston an- 
nounced that the CMA will produce a coun- 
try music show on May 17 at this year's IMIC 
conference in Amsterdam. Performers on 
the show, to be broadcast on Holland's 
TROS-TV, include Ronnie Milsap, Tammy 
Wynette and Charlie Rich. 

Other major topics among the more than 
17 reports given were the 1977 Fan Fair and 
the 1977 CMA Awards Show. 

Fan Fair 
At the time of the meeting there were 

more than 10,000 registrants for Fan Fair, 
according to Bud Wendell, chairman of the 
CMA Fan Fair committee and general 
manager of the Grand Ole Opry (Fan Fair is 
co -sponsored by the CMA and the Grand 
Ole Opry). This figure is in line with last 
year's record -breaking turn -out of 12,600. 

The producer and director who created 
last year's CMA Awards Show, which cap- 
tured a 41 share of the viewing audience, 
will be used again this year, according to a 

report by television committee chairman Ir- 
ving Waugh. Bob Precht will produce the 
show and Walter Miller will direct. 

In another move designed to accom- 
modate this year's international push by the 
CMA, the International Show, previously 
staged during October's Disc Jockey Con- 
vention, has been moved to Fan Fair week.

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Registration Up For Fan Fair 
by Lola Scobey 

NASHVILLE - Fan Fair '77, like spring, is 
busting out all over. More food for fans, 
more space for booths and more time for 
shows, have been and will continue to be 
major preoccupations of Fan Fair officials 
in the weeks leading up to the June 6-12 
event at the Municipal Auditorium. 

At press time, 11,000 persons - slightly 
above last year's figures at this time - had 
registered for the fair, according to Jerry 
Strobel, publicist for the Grand Ole Opry. 
The Opry and the Country Music Associa- 
tion co-sponsor Fan Fair. 

Due to an unprecedented 258 requests 
for exhibitor's booth space, displays will be 
placed on the upper levels of the 
auditorium for the first time, according to 
Jean Howard of the CMA. Currently there 
are even booths in the backstage area, Ms. 
howard said. Last year, by comparison, 
there were 202 booths, all located in the 
auditorium basement. 

A year ago shows started at noon on 
Wednesday; this year things will get un- 
derway at 10 a.m. New shows include an in- 
dependent label show; the CMA Inter- 
national Show, formerly held during the 
Disc Jockey convention in October; and 
possibly a Cajun music show hosted by 
Jimmy C. Newman. 

There will also be a square dance for the 
first time this year, as was the traditional 
slow pitch Softball Tournament for music 
industry teams. 

Last year it was necessary to cut off Fan 
Fair registration at 12,600 persons. This, 
however, according to Stroebel, is not a 
fixed figure, and it is not clear at this time 
whether it will be necessary to cut off 
registration in advance of the '77 event. 

The primary difficulty with large registra- 
tions near the event is that food, provided 
by the Chuck Wagon Gang from Odessa, 
Texas must be ordered in advance, and the 
order cannot be adjusted at a later date. It is 
unlikely, however, that the three lunches 
provided at Fan Fair will be discontinued as 
Ms. Howard said that "the Chuck Wagon 
Gang is a big, big feature of Fan Fair." 
Stroebel suggested the possibility that 
registrations excluding meals might be 
taken. 

"Our biggest problem overall," Stroebel 
noted, "is the hotel situation. Fans are stay- 
ing in outlying areas such as Lebanon and 
Murfreesboro. However, rooms seem to 
open up near the event due probably to 
persons reserving blocks of rooms in ad- 
vance." 

Music City Tennis

NASHVILLE - The Fourth Annual Music 
City Tennis Invitational will be held in 
Nashville this year on May 11-13 to benefit 
the Vanderbilt Children's Hospital. The 
tournament is held to benefit a different 
charity each year. 

"The search for participants is on," said 
tournament publicist Verda Gibbs, who ad- 
ded that invitees include Elton John, Olivia 
Newton -John, Flip Wilson and Bobby 
Goldsboro, among others. Songwriter Hal 
David has already accepted an invitation to 
participate. 

Due to limited seating at the Racquet 
Club, where the tournament will be held, 
the charity donations derive primarily from 
a $50 player's fee and a $100 sponsor's fee, 
rather than from public admissions.

Admiring one another's 
writing they decided to write together. The first song they wrote was "Lucille."

pends, according to Korman, "on whether 
the guy really didn't understand the li- 
cense, or whether he was a wise guy and 
understood all along." 

If a settlement can't be reached quickly, 
the affidavits of ASCAP's or BMI's wit- 
nesses are presented to the court, along 
with a deposition taken from the club ow- 
ner. In nearly every case, the court will find 
the club owner liable for copyright infringe- 
ment and award the publisher and music 
licensing organization a default or a sum- 
mary judgment. 

One Case Lost 
In fact, the only copyright infringement 

lawsuit a publisher has lost, 20th Century 
Music vs. Aiken, was recently made ob- 
solete by the enactment of the new 
copyright law, which goes into effect 
January 1. In the Aiken case, the Supreme 
Court ruled that music coming out of 
speakers wired into a radio in a Pittsburgh 
fast food store did not constitute a perfor- 
mance, and therefore was not liable for 
copyright. The new copyright law, however, 
only exempts small, one -speaker, home - 
use radios in restaurants or bars from 
copyright liability. 

Over 95% of recent copyright infringe- 
ment lawsuits were brought against es- 
tablishments which had never been licen- 
sed. A few involved places that never 
renewed their license or paid their fee. Even 
fewer involve repeat copyright offenders. 

Repeat Offenders Rare 
"We don't have many repeat offenders," 

stated Korman. "The rule of just suing for a 

little more than what the license involves 
applies only the first time we sue 
somebody. The second time we sue for 
considerably more." 

Still fewer copyright infringement law- 
suits are brought against businesses other 

than clubs, restaurants, bars or discos. Of 
the 240 lawsuits from June 1, 1976 to May 1, 

1977, only five were brought against non- 
eating/drinking/dancing establishments. 

These five suits included two radio sta- 
tions: WHYP AM and FM in northeast 
Pennsylvania and WEEZ of Chester, 
Pennsylvania. Also involved were three 
concert promoters, Steve Glantz, who 
promoted an allegedly unauthorized Vikki 
Carr concert in Detroit; Eugene Harvey 
Productions, Inc., promoters of allegedly 
unauthorized concerts in New York City; 
and PLS Productions of Maury, North 
Carolina. 

Every radio station must pay the music 
licensing organizations an annual fee, and 
every concert promoter must take out a 
license for the year, or for a performance. 
While the radio stations and concert viola- 
tions are rare, they do occur with annual 
regularity. 

The truly odd and irregular lawsuits 
within recent years have involved copyright 
infringements of music used at halftime by 
professional sports organizations, music 
used at ice and roller skating rinks, and 
music used during acts at the circus. 

'More Expensive To Sue' 
All the copyright infringement suits put 

together, according to Sanjek, have litiga- 
tion costs which total more than the 
amounts collected in court. "It's more ex- 
pensive to sue than not to sue," Sanjek 
said. 

Why then, bother to sue at all? 
Korman cited two reasons. "One is to get 

the owner to have a license for the future, 
and the other is to make sure he's not un- 
licensed because of the impact that would 
have on other places that are near him, who 
shouldn't feel they are at a disadvantage by 
paying for a license."

strumental virtuosity which has prompted 
other artists to request him to sit in as lead 
guitarist on a number of LPs. 

Four new tunes, all highlighted by Good - 
man's insightful humor, were introduced 
during the evening and included a highly in- 
fectious number titled "Daley's Gone," a 
tongue-in-cheek chronicle of the career of 
Chicago's former mayor done to a dirge - 
like melody. Another new song, which 
Goodman labeled "a reverse John Denver 
tune ... about a big pit," proved to be a 
touching testimonial to the grandiose 
splendor of the Grand Canyon. 

Throughout the show Goodman proved 
his interpretative versatility by swinging 
from one musical style to another. A medley 
of country tunes by Jimmy Rogers replete 
with yodeling was followed by Goodman's 
soulful rendering of a number R&B tunes by 
Smokey Robinson. A broken guitar string in 
the middle of "You Really Got A Hold On 
Me" failed to cramp Goodman's style as he 
continued the song a cappella while 

switching guitars. 
Goodman's treatment of "You Never 

Even Call Me By My Name," a song he co - 
wrote with John Prine, proved the comic hit 
of the evening when Goodman donned an 
oversized cowboy hat as he parodied the 
vocal styles of Freddie Fender, Charlie 
Pride and Merle Haggard and even added a 
hokey vocal improvisation of a pedal steel 
solo. 

The variety of musical entertainment 
which Goodman proved he can provide as 
a solo performer makes it difficult to im- 
agine that commercial acceptance can be 
far away.

(continued from page 7) David remarked. "So much of the problem 

in the industry is the prostitution of price n 

the marketplace," he continued, citing that 
issue as a particular problem facing rack 
jobbers. 

In addition to its mushrooming retail 
chain, Stark operates leased departments 
in ten Clark ins and four Super Center 
general merchandise units, and also func- 
tions as a rack jobber. Leasing was a more 
prominent portion of Stark's business 
before the big thrust in retailing. "Retail is 

the explosion now," said David. 
At a banquet held during the closing 

night of the convention, several awards 
were given to Stark employees. Five Year 
Tenure awards in the form of gold records 
were given to Ed Moore, Jeff Tomlinson 
and Vern Benke. 

In addition, Phonogram/Mercury 
Records awarded three trips for two to Lon- 
don, England as first prizes in a display 
contest run in Camelot stores. Winners 
were store manager Stephanie Jordan 
(Cincinnati) and district managers Vern 
Benke (Florida) and Dwight Montjar 
(Mississippi). 

Joe Bressi, head buyer for the Camelot 
stores, and the unofficial master of 
ceremonies throughout the convention, 
agreed with David's assessment. "We were 
particularily impressed by upper echelon 
executives like Paul Smith (CBS) and Jon 
Peisinger (Arista) who spent so much time 
dialoguing with our people. It was the 
highlight of the convention." 

Bressi viewed the meeting as "tremen- 
dously successful. On a friendly basis 
nothing can top it. Our people are sky-high 
for the rest of the year." 

Such optimism bodes well for the opera- 
tion of Stark in general and Camelot in par- 
ticular for the remainder of 1977. The com- 
pany, which operates in a somewhat low- 
key fashion, according to David, has main- 
tained a low profile during its early stages of 
development. That posture seems to be 
dissolving now in a wave of expansion. 

Eighteen new Camelot stores are 
scheduled to be opened in the next 18 to 20 
months. Though no locations have been 
selected, it is a good bet that a number of 
them will be located in the South. Camelots 
are now in 22 states, but recent expansion 
has centered heavily in what David 
describes as the mid -south and deep 
south. 

"We felt the south offered us new oppor- 
tunities," he explained. "The overall 
economic developments there are chang- 
ing rapidly." As a result, Stark operates 12 
stores in Florida alone. In fact, 30% of 
Camelot's expansion thus far has occurred 
in the south. 

Still, David is not ruling out other areas of 
the country for his Camelot stores. Though 
he has specifically indicated a desire to 
develop clusters of stores, any area east of 
the Mississippi River is a possibility for new 
Camelot stores. 

"We would consider most anything on 
the eastern seaboard, but not big 
metropolitan markets," David offered. One 
reason is that all Camelot stores are located 
in malls, with fixed costs that tend to es- 
calate with proximity to big cities. Another 
reason is the relatively high shelf price. 
Camelot has been able to employ: $5.98 to 
$6.19 for $6.98 list LPs, and $6.98 to $7.29 
for $7.98 list tapes. 

"Our concern has been to establish 
stores with a pricing structure that will allow 
for a meaningful return on investments,"

half of its income from the clubs (as repor- 
ted by one manufacturer), the artist's 
royalties from club sales are still only a frac- 
tion of the amount he can realize from retail 
sales. According to industry sources, the 
average retail royalty on a $6.98 list LP is 
currently 656, with superstars receiving 
closer to a dollar. 

'Package Deal' 
Of course, few artists have the bargain- 

ing power to refuse to sign a recording con- 
tract that contains a standard record club 
clause. However, Elliot Hoffman, a music 
industry attorney, told Cash Box that he has 
made deals in which the artist decided not 
to sign such a contract, preferring to 
reserve record club rights to his work until a 

later date. By doing so, Hoffman noted, the 
artist stands a better chance of negotiating 
a higher royalty rate. Even so, he said, 
"there isn't much in it for the artist. But there 
can be a lot in it for the record company, 
because they may be able to make a 

package deal to the club." 
Hoffman pointed out that, under record 

club contract clauses, the artist may 
receive nothing at all in return for allowing 
the manufacturer to license his work. "To 
me, the most important right given in that 
standard paragraph is the right of the 
record clubs to give away the artist's 
records as a free gift to members for sign- 
ing up or for purchasing other albums. And 
that can mean that the artist might receive 
nothing if, as an inducement for joining a 

record club, the company offers a free 
album by that artist for each new member." 

This problem appears to be particularly 
acute with regard to brand new "hit" 
product. Better than half of the releases 
listed in the Columbia Record Club's 
current catalog are more than a year old, 
and a large percentage of them are MOR or 
pop -oriented. Yet, in the full -page color ads 
which both the RCA and Columbia record 
clubs run in Sunday supplements all over 
the country, many current rock hits are 
featured. Thus it is possible for one artist to 
provide the "free" albums which induce 
people to join a club, while a different artist 
receives royalties on club albums sold at 
list price. 

Managers Comment 
Asked whether or not this situation con- 

cerns him, artist manager and lawyer Miles 
Lourie, who represents Barry Manilow, 
replied, "It depends on the position of the 
artist, the stage in his career. For the first 
few hit records that an artist might have, I 

think it's a plus in building his career. 
However, the publicity value becomes less 
and less as time goes on. If he were really a 

stable, established artist, I'd be less happy 
about it." 

Disputing Lourie's view, a spokesman for 
Aucoin, which represents Kiss and Starz 
among others, maintained that record 
sales, whether through clubs or at retail, 
can only help an artist's career. "My feeling 
is that exposure increases the sales of any 
group or any album. The more albums you 
get into the hands of the general public, the 
more exposure you're going to get. I realize 
it's a lower royalty rate, but I feel that it leads 
to higher sales down the road of the regular 
albums at retail." 

Nat Weiss, who represents several ar- 
tists, including James Taylor and Shakti, 
believed that "the record clubs' 
promotional aspects are very desirable. 
The only thing I don't like about record 
clubs is that you don't receive much of a 

royalty. I think that's very unfair. Record 
companies take advantage in that depart- 
ment." 

Why don't manufacturers press for a bet- 
ter financial return from the clubs? Ac- 
cording to Hoffman, "The company is not 
holding up the record club because that's a 

nice source of income for them with no in- 
vestment whatsoever. If the companies 
would say to the record clubs, 'It's not fair 
for you to pay us and the artists so little' and 
all of them stood together, you'd have an ef- 
fect. But the solidarity is breached by the 
fact that there's so much product on the 
market that is available to the clubs, and ul- 
timately the record company says to itself, 
'Hey, I better get on board. A few bucks are 
better than none.' " 

Income vs. Advertising 
Approximately 25% of the Columbia 

Record Club's catalog consists of CBS 
releases, and a glance at the RCA club's 
roster shows that more of its releases were 
licensed from RCA Records than from any 
other source. In contrast, the clubs license 
a relatively small percentage of the 
releases available to them from other 
labels. 

It is not surprising, therefore, that many 
manufacturers derive only a small part of 
their income from club licensing. Of Atlan- 
tic's total revenues, for instance, less than 
one percent comes from the clubs. 
Similarly, Dave Berman, vice president of 
business affairs for Warner Bros. Records, 
called his company's record club income 
"marginal." 

In addition to whatever income they may 
realize from record clubs, however, 
manufacturers have another reason to give 
the clubs access to their catalogs. "With 
record clubs," explained a spokesman for 
Capitol, "you get all this free advertising in 
places like TV Guide, and we feel that it's 
worth taking a lower profit in order to get all 
that free publicity." The source further 
noted that some people might see the club 
ads in newspapers or in TV Guide, and be 
spurred to buy an album in a retail store. 
"That's why we feel the income from the 
club might not be as important as the other 
side effects of it." 

Similarly, Mark Levinson, vice president 
of business affairs for UA Records, pointed 
out that the club licensing fees form a fairly 
small part of UA's income. "They'd be mis- 
sed if they were gone, but we don't rise and 
fall by the record clubs." Levinson added 
that "on certain artists, you do very well with 
the clubs." Citing Paul Anka and Ferrante & 

Teicher as examples of this kind of artist, he 
categorized club members as predominan- 
tly over -30 and often MOR -oriented. 

According to Dr. Ekke Schnabel, vice 
president of business affairs for the 
Polygram record group, which includes 
Mercury and Polydor, MOR, pop and coun- 
try records tend to generate the most 
revenue from the clubs. "Our income from 
club sales is quite substantial," he 
declared, noting that his company's 
emphasis on country music has con- 
tributed significantly to its club profits. 

For a small record company, the ad- 
vance it receives on club royalties can be 
important because it is a source of im- 
mediate cash. Nevertheless, the free 
publicity provided by the clubs can be even 
more crucial to a manufacturer with a 

modest advertising budget. Commented 
Susan Senk of Lifesong, "The clubs reach 
through normal record retailers. Columbia 
House, for example, has an enormous mail- 
ing list, and if you get a big ad in their 
catalog, it's tremendous exposure." 

Separate Audience? 
From the vantage point of record 

retailers, the essential question about 
record clubs is whether or not they're sell- 
ing to the same consumers who shop in 
retail stores. Hard facts related to this issue 
are scarce, but opinions are plentiful and 
sometimes heated. 

"We have reason to believe that we're 
reaching a substantially separate market," 
declared Ralph Colin, vice president of 
A&R for Columbia House, the Columbia

Record Club's parent group. "There's no 
question that there's some crossover (to 
the retail market). There has to be. 
However, a lot of people just don't want to 
go into a record store for a variety of 
reasons. Either there isn't one that's con- 
venient for them to get to, or if they're older 
people, they may not want to be hassled by 
younger people in record stores. Also, it's 
difficult for some people to find what they're 
looking for in a record store. 

"This is no reflection on record retailers; 
it's just a fact of life. Some people, for one 
reason or another, prefer to buy by mail. So 
we get people who like music but just don't 
want to buy at retail." 

Lee Hartstone, president of California's 
Wherehouse record chain, took strong ex- 

ception to part of Colin's argument. While 
he didn't deny that there are people who 
don't like to shop in record stores, he main- 
tained that, due to the "retail revolution" of 
the '70s, everyone in America can now 
either get to a record store or special -order 
any album they want from a retailer. 

Furthermore, he asserted that most 
record club members are also retail record 
customers: therefore, he said, "record 
clubs constitute retail competition. They af- 
fect the sales of every retailer in the U.S., 
and they drastically affect the pricing struc- 
ture by their heavy, heavy discount offers. 
They affect the consumer evaluation of the 
worth of the product."

Profile Of Automation: More 
Success Live Or Automated? 

by Cookie Amerson 
LOS ANGELES - The question of whether 
automation can be profitable has been 
dangling in our midst for quite some time. 
More to the point, the question of whether it 
is conducive to a black formatted station is 
most important. Eight months ago WBMX 
in Chicago went from automated to live 
broadcasting. "Our reasoning for going live 
was not because we were unsuccessful 
automated, but simply because our objec- 
tives changed," stated Ernest James, 
program director of that station. "Automa- 
tion can work, but it is our contention that 
the black audience responds better to 
someone they can relate to on a personal 
level. I feel that automation works better 
where the listeners are not as involved as 
they are at a black station. Automation 
allowed us the chance to play lots of music, 
and as we became more popular, our spot 
level increased and ultimately changed our 
objectives. As the spot level increased, 
there was then the need to counterbalance 
the fact that we were not playing as much 
music by adding the personal touch of live 
announcers. While our ratings were good 
when we were automated, being live has 
allowed us to reach more of our objectives 
of making more money, being more pop- 
ular and being more personal." 

KPRS in Kansas City was one of the first 
black -owned stations to go on the air, and it 
is presently entering its twenty-fifth year. 
KPRS-FM and KPRT-AM have been 
automated for three years, and are very 
successful. Two years ago there were three 
black stations in that market; now there is 
only one. Dell Rice, program director of 
KPRS, told Cash Box, "Our ratings are bet- 
ter now than they were when we were live. 
We feature the same or a heavier spot than 
some live stations, but I think it is the total 
team effort at this station that has made it 
what it is. The best vehicle in automation is 
the music, and our constant rotation of hit 
product has served us well. There is no an- 
nouncer to allow his personal taste to enter 
into his choice of which record to play next; 
therefore there is no discrimination in 
automation. I believe that automation can 
hurt you if you are not very community - 
involved. We are extremely involved with 
the community; we may go out to a store 
opening and tape some excerpts and play 
them over the air, which gives us more of 
that personal touch. We have a unique 
situation in that many people in this market 
have grown up with this station. They are 
aware that it is automated, but it is not 
hurting us at all." 

Reflections 'N Black 
The Ohio Players have signed an agreement to score Fred Williamson's next film "The 

Big Score." This agreement also gives the Ohio Players first rights to score all upcoming 
films for Williamson's firm, Po -Boy Productions. 

The Temptations have finalized negotiations for their release from Motown Records. 
Talks centering around their departure have been going on for the last three months, after 
having been with the company for sixteen years. It is presently rumored that they will sign 
with Atlantic Records, but that has not yet been confirmed. 

Winners of the NAACP Image Awards Show in areas of music excellence were: best 
group, The Commodores; best female vocalist, Natalie Cole; best jazz artist, George Ben- 
son; best gospel artist, James Cleveland, best musical score, Norman Whitfield; best blues 
artist, B.B. King; and Stevie Wonder, who won in four categories: best producer, best song, 
best male artist and a general special award for his music excellence. Highlight of the show 
was a half-hour performance by Wonder, who also sang a couple of songs with Sammy 
Davis Jr., emcee of the show. Also performing at the show was Stephanie Mills, who was 
well received. 

Ralph MacDonald headlined a concert of 18 jazz performers at the Hunter College 
assembly in Manhattan recently. The concert was held to raise money for the endangered 
Schomburg Collection, which is one of the leading libraries of basic research information 
on the black heritage. 

The NAACP Memorial Day Tribute that will honor Roy Wilkins, Alex Haley and Richard 
Pryor has been set for Monday, May 30, at the Los Angeles Sports Arena.

president of J.B. With the letter were 31 

handwritten pages from a yellow legal pad 
which constituted the responses to the 
FCC's formal interrogatory. The response 
was called "ridiculous" by one FCC 
spokesman; a number of basic questions 
(names of staff members, addresses, 
phone numbers) were "not known" and 
others were left blank. The FCC's pleading 
called the "half-hearted and last -moment 
attempts to respond" unacceptable. 

In addition, the commission lawyer On 

the case has done independent research 
which revealed J.B. Broadcasting failed to 
report several debts to the FCC. The com- 
pany allegedly owes$1.3 million in judg- 
ments and taxes, including $40,000 to the 
state of Maryland and $147,000 to the Inter- 
nal Revenue Service. 

The station has so far not responded to 
any of the FCC's motions for production of 
documents and orders to respond. The sta- 
tion also reportedly failed to notify the 
public, over the air and through local 
newspapers, of the proceedings. 

"The FCC has leaned over backwards" 
and has been reluctant to dismiss the sta- 
tion's application, according to a commis- 
sion spokesman, and the recent pleading

Bogus Quarters: 
A Growing Threat 
CHICAGO - The use of counterfeit quar- 
ters in coin -operated machines was first 
reported to be prevalent on the east coast 
and is now said to be spreading into the 
midwest, the Mississippi region and other 
areas of the nation. 

Bernie Powers, field engineer for Bally 
Manufacturing Corporation, told Cash Box 
that he suspects a counterfeit ring is 
currently in operation and selling the coins 
at anywhere from $2.00 to $4.00 for a 
$10.00 roll, stressing that the bogus quar- 
ters are so expertly done they are almost in- 
distinguishable from the real thing. 

"Bally has tested the counterfeit quarters 
with its coin rejector manufacturers in the 
hopes of coming up with a solution to the 
problem," Powers stated, "but have been 
unsuccessful thusfar. The coins look like 
copper but contain other metal alloys." 
Powers said he was astounded by the num- 
ber of operators who confessed to him that 
they were victimized, some to the tune of 
almost $100 in the collection box. 

"As a possible solution I would strongly 
recommend that operators write to their 
local treasury departments, enclosing sam- 
ples of the counterfeit quarters," Powers 
said. "If enough letters are received the 
treasury department should be prompted 
to conduct a full investigation and, 
hopefully, halt the circulation of these 
coins. I have already registered a complaint 
through Bally."

record clubs was his belief that their ability 
to charge very low prices amounts to unfair 
competition. The manufacturers' low 
license fees, Hartstone maintained, "give 
the club operators such a significant 
economic advantage that they can sell to 
the consumer cheaper than the same 
records can be sold by record companies 
to the entire trade. Many recent club ads, 
when taken to fulfillment over a three-year 
period, still cost the consumer less than the 
lowest cost to any merchandiser, making it 

eminently unfair competition." 
A quick computation of the terms offered 

in recent Columbia and RCA record club 
ads substantially confirms Hartstone's lat- 
ter charge. For example, RCA offers six al- 
bums or tapes for a nickel; a new member 
is obliged to buy four more releases at list 
price. Average price for the 10 selections, 
including postage charges for the initial 
giveaways, is approximately $2.84 for a 

$6.98 list LP and $3.24 for a $7.98 list tape. 
This is far below even subdistributor prices 
charged by most companies. 

Likewise, the Columbia Record Club will 
send new members 11 discs or tapes for 
$1.86, including postage and handling. Af- 
ter taking advantage of the trial offer, a 

member must buy eight albums at list 
within three years. Average price for the 
total of 19 selections is roughly $3.04 for 
albums and $3.46 for tapes. 

Retailers Divided 
While Hartstone is not the only dealer 

who dislikes the record clubs, a sampling of 
dealer opinion around the country 
demonstrated that most retailers do not 
feel directly threatened by the clubs. 

"At one time we used to worry about it," 
commented John Cohen, president of the 
Disc Records chain, "but I've never felt that 
it had any impact on us. What has more of 
an impact on us is the television packages, 
and that's only because they're offering 
stuff that we don't have a chance to offer." 

Cohen contended that the record clubs 
don't have a solid core of long-term 
customers. "People still don't like to wait 
three or four weeks for a record, they don't 
like to be bound to buy a certain number of 
records a year, and the answer to it is the 
turnover in record club customers. It's a big 
country. They're always getting new people 
for a while." 

Alan Basmajian, record department 
manager for the Harvard Coop, didn't 
believe that many Boston area record 
buyers belong to clubs. "With the com- 
petitive pricing around here, I don't think 
there's that big of a need for them." Basma- 
jian also noted that there are enough good 
catalog stores in the market to satisfy the 
needs of almost any record collector. 

Likewise, Tommy Morel, general 
manager of Mushroom Records in New 
Orleans, doubted that record clubs were 
cutting into his chain's sales. "I would say 
the bulk of our clientele is between 18 and 
27, and a lot of them are college students. I 

don't think too many students are in record 
clubs. They ususally want to get a new 
album as soon as it's released." The only 
area in which clubs might hurt Mushroom's 
business, Morel added, is the classical 
music field. 

Tom Heiman, president of Nehi Dis- 
tributing Corp., which owns the National 
Peaches chain, said he regarded club sales 
as "plus" business for the music industry. 
"The clubs attract a certain type of buyer 
and are a convenience for that buyer, es- 
pecially in the rural areas and very small 
towns. They're for people who really can't 
get out to the stores." 

In contrast, Joe Bressi, head record 
buyer for the Stark/Camelot chain, felt that 
record clubs detract from retail sales. "A lot 
of our customers belong to clubs, including 
both casual and loyal customers. For the 
collector, there are packages available 

from Columbia Record Club that are not 
available in stores. The casual customer 
may pick up those Sunday supplements, 
see 16 records for 11e or whatever, and be 
tempted to join for a year. Whether or not 
they leave after that, we've still lost a lot of 
business, because they just went and 
bought 16 current albums." 

Jim Rose, general administrator of Rose 
Records in Chicago, declared, "I can't help 
feeling it's detrimental to my business." 
Regarding the record clubs' claim that they 
are selling to a separate market, Rose com- 
mented, "If they believe that, they ought to 
make their prices reflect it, because there's 
no way we compete with the type of prices 
they offer. If they're going to sell to people 
who don't go to record stores, their prices 
should reflect the service aspect, instead of 
just appealing on the basis of price alone. I 

could care less if they sold their records for 
$5.99, $4.99 or even $3.99; but when they 
go to the very lowball price, I know it cuts 
into the record buyers who shop at retail 
stores." 

Large Gross Profit 
Despite the relatively low average prices 

which record clubs charge for their albums, 
there is no doubt that they make a very 
good profit on what they sell. If it costs 50% 
to manufacture a record, and the licensing 
fee per unit pressed is 35%, a club's gross 
profit on each $6.98 list album (with "free" 
goods averaged in) can be as high as $2. 
This is approximately twice the normal 
gross margin of manufacturers on records 
sold at retail. 

Why then do two companies nearly 
monopolize the record club field? Why 
don't other manufacturers form new clubs? 

Hoffman suggested that they don't do it 

because "there's a vast investment re- 
quired to press all those records. Also, RCA 
and Columbia are the world's two largest 
record companies and they have guaran- 
teed access to their own releases from the 
day they start. That wouldn't be true of an 
Arista or an A&M. They would have to go 
out and get a lot of rights they don't now 
have to compete with the big ones." 

Al Berman of the Harry Fox agency, 
which collects royalties from the clubs for 
music publishers, concurred with Hoffman. 
"It's an expensive proposition to start a 

record club. The advertising is up, and a lot 
of the other companies have made deals 
with the established record clubs. It might 
be simpler to collect a royalty as a supplier 
of masters rather than go through the 
headaches of setting up a whole opera- 
tion." 

Colin noted that all of the Columbia 
Record Club's contracts with manufac- 
turers are non-exclusive; in theory, 
therefore, anyone could start a rival record 
club and potentially obtain access to the 
catalogs of all the record companies. 

He stressed the fact, however, that 
starting a record club requires "a huge in- 
vestment in money and experience." For 
example, he said_ the CBS plant in Terre 
Haute, Indiana, where all the Columbia 
club's records are pressed, employs about 
1500 people. Like any other efficient mail- 
order business, the operation is corn- 
puterized and necessitates a big 
warehouse. In addition, Colin pointed out, 
"your postage expenses are astronomical. 
You've got enormous correspondence." 
Colin estimated that the Columbia Record 
Club handles over 100,000 pieces of mail 
per day. 

The ultimate reason why other manufac- 
turers are hesitant to take on the two record 
club giants may be connected with the 
downfall of the Record Club of America. 
Many explanations have been offered for 
its descent into bankruptcy, ranging from 
poor management to a faulty concept 
behind the club's trial offer. According to 
John Cohen of Disc, however, the Record

an entire album side must be recorded in a 
single take. For the Cleveland Orchestra's 
sessions, two master cutting lathes were 
used simultaneously, and four "accep- 
table" performances of the program were 
recorded. Thus Telarc has eight masters in 
hand to extend production runs. 

Limited Edition 
Direct -to -disc masters can't stamp as 

many LPs as masters created from tape. 
Therefore, Renner noted, "anytime you do 
direct -to -disc, it's going to be a limited edi- 
tion, because you don't know when the 
metal is going to fold up completely." He 
expected to get 50,000 to 100,000 press- 
ings from the Cleveland masters, which he 
said was average for direct -to -disc. 

Very few classical albums, of course, sell 
as many as 100,000 copies. However, 
Telarc and Discwasher, Inc., the accessory 
firm which is handling distribution for the 
new recording, are not aiming it just at the 
classical buyer. According to Renner, the 
basic market for the LP will be audiophiles 
with expensive sound systems. It will be 
sold primarily through audio dealers, 
connoisseur -oriented record stores and 
mail order. 

The recording is being pressed in 
Europe by Teldec and in America by 
Wakefield Manufacturing Co. Most of the 
German pressings will be marketed in 
Europe, but Renner asserted that the 
domestic pressings will be every bit as 
good as the foreign ones. 

Performance Quality 
Of course, superior sound quality isn't all 

that matters in a recording. The quality of 

the performance is at least as important; 
and, to real music lovers, it's probably more 
important. Consequently, some potential 
buyers of direct -to -disc recordings might 
be leery of an album that doesn't have the 
standard kind of studio perfection. 

Renner's answer to this problem is that 
"you have to pick and choose artists very 
carefully." He noted that, with a top -ranked 
ensemble like the Cleveland Orchestra, the 
chances of recording a near -perfect per- 
formance on the first take are excellent. 
Furthermore, Maazel stated that the 
orchestra didn't perform anything in the 
recording session that could not be 
released on disc. The two versions of the 
program which are being used in the initial 
production run, he said, were chosen for 
"interpretative reasons." 

With understandable pride in his musi- 
cians, Maazel remarked that direct -to -disc 
recording "divides the men from the boys," 
adding that, in his opinion, not too many 
orchestras could rise to the challenge. 

Maazel further noted that he always tries 
to conduct the orchestra during a recording 
session as if they were in a concert hall, with 
no studio technicians to help out if they 
make mistakes. As a result of this policy, he 
said, the orchestra often records an entire 
work for a conventional album in a single 
take. "So in effect we were already doing 
direct -to -disc." 

Maazel will discuss his new recording on 
Concert Stage on WQXR-FM in New York 
May 8. The program, which will include an 
airing of selections from the LP, is syn- 
dicated to 30 radio stations around the 
country.

"In addition, suppose we get in a new 
release and we're temporarily out of it. If we 
have to order the record for a customer, or 
if we have to special order anything we 
don't have in stock that's classical, we will 
do so and give it to the customer at sale 
price, no matter what the label is, except 
imports. It is kind of our way of saying we're 
sorry we're out of it." 

Each newsletter is sponsored by a dif- 
ferent record label. In the first year of the 
newsletter, Elliot explained that the com- 
panies saw little need for the publication 
but when the Record Bar would run a 
promotion with the company and it would 
result in successful sales, the companies 

have been somewhat more receptive in 
pursueing this new merchandising avenue. 
Elliot said, "The next three issues are com- 
pletely covered as far as advertising is con- 
cerned. The next issue (May) is going to be 
sponsored by London. We are going to run 
a London promotion for the entire month of 
May, but just because an advertiser takes 
space in the newsletter doesn't mean that 
we will necessarily run a promotion with 
them. 

At the moment, 5,000 copies of the 
"Classical News" are printed for each issue. 
3.000 are sent to those on the mailing list 
while the other 2,000 are circulated 
throughout the Record Bar chain

Canadian Copyright Revision 
Proposals, History Examined 

by David Farrell 
OTTAWA - The last revision of the 
copyright law occured in 1921, and 
Canada's present Copyright Act came into 
force on January 1, 1924. The law, solely 
within federal jurisdiction, is largely 
traditional in form, providing an author and 
his or her heirs with 50 years of copyright 
protection after the author's death. The ex- 
isting Canadian law was closely modelled 
on the law of the United Kingdom. 

Efforts to revise Canada's copyright law 
have been sporadic: the Isley Royal Com- 
mission published a report in 1957 propos- 
ing Canada adopt a law along the lines of 
the U.K. Act of 1956. In 1966 (while Isley 
proposals were being reviewed) the federal 
government requested the Economic 
Council to study intellectual property law, 
including copyright, in the light of long-term 
economic objectives. 

When the Economic Council's "Report 
On Intellectual and Industrial Property" was 
issued in 1971, it dealt in detail with the 
economic rationale of a copyright law. It 
made major proposals that attracted con- 
siderable attention. 

The Economic Council stressed the 
economic importance of copyright, chang- 
ing technology and international trade. The 
council emphasized the net importer status 
of Canada and the non-discriminatory 
nature of the international copyright con- 
ventions. 

The council stressed the need to secure 
for creators, returns for the use made of 
their material, but found evidence to justify 

substantial increases or decreases in levels 
of protection except for lateral extension 
for mew media. 

General considerations outlined in the 
proposals for revision of the copyright law 
suggest that it would be unrealistic to ex- 
tend the scope of the Canadian copyright 
law without considering the costs and 
benefits of change. 

Canada currently allows foreign par- 
ticipation in its copyright law as part of its 
obligations under the international 
copyright conventions on the assumption 
that Canadians are benefited by obtaining 
protection abroad. Statistics given in the 
paper suggest that royalties generated in 

Canada are, in great measure, leaving the 
country. The net importer status of Canada 
is a prime determinant of the extent to 
which changes can be envisaged in 
domestic law. 

The paper concludes that it would not be 
in Canada's interest to accede to later texts 
of the international copyright conventions, 
which impose greater obligations resulting 
in an even greater outflow of royalties. 

Within the larger international constraint 
the paper provides a rationale for revision 
of the copyright law by taking into account 
three reasons for revision: technological 
developments, antiquity of the law and the 
emergence of new rights and new subject 
matter. 

The main issues of revision in large are 
identified as follows: 1) The confrontation 
between these seeking increased and

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Canadian Income 
Tax Shelters Lure 
Numerous UK Acts 

by David Farrell 
TORONTO - In the past year, major UK 
recording acts such as the Bay City Rollers, 
the Rolling Stones, Elton John and Cat 
Stevens, have recorded in Canada and in- 
dications lead one to suspect that even 
more will filter across the border because 
of a special clause in the Canadian tax law 
that offers protection from penalty taxes 
imposed by many other nations, including 
the U.S. 

The specific section in the tax act is 
buried in Section 212 which provides a tax 
exemption in respect to royalties paid out of 
Canada on copyright material. 

The clause allows UK passport -carrying 
artists to record in Canada without paying 
withholding taxes on royalties derived from 
the sale or play of the works, which is in 
sharp contrast to U.S. tax laws which slap a 
15 -percent witholding tax on the works 
based on international royalty payments 
derived from the tapes. Additional state 
taxes are in effect to further contrast the 
financial advantages to recording in 
Canada. 

Under the reciprocal Canada-U.S. In- 
come Tax Convention, there are no tax ad- 
vantages for U.S. recording artists in using 
Canadian studios since both countries en- 
force a 15 percent withholding tax on such 
tapes produced in the country of origin, 
although the tax can be used as a credit by 
the artist in his or her country of origin. 

Argentinian News 
BUENOS AIRES - Italian singer Nicola di 
Bari is expected next month in Argentina 
for appearances in Buenos Aires, Rosario, 
Cordoba and other cities in the country. He 
will also pay a short visit to Santiago de 
Chile, with TV and personal appearances 
scheduled in each of these points. RCA has 
been working on the promotion of his latest 
LP, "Y Te Amaba," which is available sung 
in Italian or in Spanish. Di Bari is on the 
charts with his latest single, "Por Ejemplo. 

Still another indie producer is setting up 
his own recording studios: this time it is 
Jacko Zeller, who will have four -channel 
studios for the recording of records and TV 
commercials. Last year Francis Smith 
started operating his own facilities with ex- 
cellent results and has been gaining accep- 
tance among established record labels for 
custom recordings, besides his own 
productions.

longer protection, and those who wish to 
have less protection and easier access to 
copyright material - i.e., the extent and 
scope of rights; 2) the effects of technology 
and social change, which have created new 
uses for copyright works and demands for 
new rights, for instance: cablevision, com- 
puter storage and retrieval, public lending 
rights, performers' rights; 3) the extent to 
which it will be necessary for the govern- 
ment to regulate and control the exercise of 
copyright in order to reach an equitable 
balance among conflicting interests. 

Certain conclusions are derived in this 
paper which are formulated as general 
recommendations: 

That Canada remain at the present level 
of international participation in respect of 
the Berne Convention and the Universal 

Copyright Convention. 
That Canada should, however, maintain 

the present level and extent of protection, 
taking into account social and cultural 
developments and, in particular: a) oppos- 
ing forces and views (i.e., to provide greater 
access to copyright material, yet increase 
the share of creators and authors in 
copyright returns; and to have regard for 
the interests of entrepreneurs as well as 
those of users, consumers, on an equitable 
basis) and b) need to extend the scope of 
protection laterally to encompass new sub- 
ject matter, new use of material, and 
associated matters. 

It is also recommended that the present 
exemption which permits an exemption 
from paying royalties for the performance 
of music by jukeboxes be repealed.
