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WBAI And The First Amendment

The recent decision by the Supreme Court to
review the “obscenity” case of WBAI (FM) in New
York should be watched closely as the ramifications
are far-reaching for all broadcasters. Although most
commercial stations would not consider airing the
famous Carlin “dirty word” routine as originally
recorded, the principle of freedom of expression for
all stations is the question at hand.

Whatis carried over television and radio airwaves
continues to concern the federal government.
Prime-time violence on television, truth in advertis-
ing and “SAD Lyrics” in some of today’s music have
generated recent comments and action in the na-
tion’s capital. The continuing number of issues that
the government is showing concern over reiterates

that their interest is not a passing one.

We do not object to government monitoring of
broadcasting as there are wrongs that should be
corrected, and the surveillance helps to curtail
potential problems. But, with anissue as sensitive as
the first amendment which will affect broadcasting
as an industry, support for WBAI from all facets of
the broadcastig community is in order.

While many members of the broadcasting in-
dustry feel that WBAI, a listener-supported
maverick station, is not reflective of the overall
programming philosophies of the country, the
future of this station will most likely determine the
future for the rest of the nation’s radio and television
stations.

WEA Restructures Pricing In
New Policy Toward Retailers

by Randy Lewis

LOS ANGELES — Warner/Elektra/Atlantic
Distributing Corp. has significantly restruc-
tured its pricing, both in the cost of WEA
product and in its policy of what type of ac-
counts will be eligible to receive the
greatest discounts.

One of the most noteworthy aspects of
the new plan, which goesinto effect Feb. 27,
is the establishment of concrete figures,
applicable only to WEA, by which discounts
will be determined for retail accounts.

The announcement has raised questions
among both wholesalers and retailers, but
WEA is making no public statement as of
yet.

A statement issued last week by WEA
president Henry Droz sets up two
categories of pricing: a wholesaler price
and a retailer price, with no mention of the

Music Operations Staggered
By East Coast Snowstorms

by Mark Mehler

NEW YORK — Giant snowstorms late last
week buried most of the east coast, turning
large cities into virtual ghost towns, and
severely curtailing ail record operations,
from presssing to retailing.

Snow emergencies were declared
January 20 in New York City, Rhode Island,
Maryland, Pennsylvania, and other areas.
Inland states as far west as Tennessee,
Kentucky and Ohio were hard hit, with Cin-
cinnati getting a record 16 inches of snow.
The east coast from Maryland to Maine ex-
perienced a foot to two feet of snow. Banks,
government offices, and many retail outlets
were shuttered, and transportation was
stalled almost everywhere.

By Monday, however, most sections of
the east were back to near normal life,
although flooding was feared as tem-
peratures rose above freezing.

In New Yark, which got hit with nearly 1'%
feet of snow on Friday, midtown Manhattan
retailers either didn’t open at all or report-
ed substantial loss of business. Central
Long Island stores had it even worse, ex-
periencing power outages and shortened
business haours, during all of last week.

“Our people couldn't even get in on Fri-
day,” said Phil Curu, manager of one of
Disc-O-Mat's four Manbhattan stores. “We
opened Saturday, and business was
slower, but not too bad.”

Ben Karal, of the seven-store King Karol
chain, said that, miraculously, five of the
seven outlets were able to open last Friday.
And at two King Karol stores in the Times
Square area, Karol noted, “business was
normal. The people who did manage to get

out of their homes didn’t get much further
than Times Square.” Sales at the other
three units, he concluded, were off at least
40% on Friday.

Some New York recording studios were
also forced to put off dates. However, Mitch
Plotkin of Electric Lady said that a lucky
series of coincidences had allowed the

term “subdistributor.”

WEA’s definition of a “wholesaler” is one
which has no “affiliated retailers,” or has no
retail division. Any account which has retail
outlets is now considered a retailer and will
buy from WEA as such.

The corresponding prices to wholesalers
and retailers also differ from WEA’'s old
policy toward retailers and subdistributors.
Under the new plan, a wholesaler, regar-
dless of its annual volume, will receive a flat
9% discount from an established base
price.

Base Price

For a $7.98 list LP, WEA has set a base
price of $4.39 and with the 9% discount,
wholesaler cost will be $3.99'%. This is a
4'2-cent increase over WEA'’s old price of
$3.95 to subdistributors.

Retailers will work with the same base
price of $4.39 for $7.98 albums, but will
receive discounts up to 7% based on the
account’s annual volume with WEA. The
discounts are awarded on a sliding scale as
follows: If a retailer’'s annual business with
WEA is less than $20,000, there is no dis-
count; between $20,000 and $59,999, a 1%
discount; from $60,000 to $119,000, a 3%
discount; from $120,000 to 239,999, a 5%
discount; and above $240,000, a 7%
discount.

For the retailer who does more than
$240,000 annually with WEA, a $7.98 list LP
or tape will cost $4.08, while the wholesaler

with no affiliated retailers will pay $3.99':

More Than 1200
Firms Present
At 12th MIDEM

LOS ANGELES — The largest number of
participants in the history of MIDEM, over
1200 firms from 49 countries, gathered in
Cannes, France Jan. 20-25 for the 12th an-
nual convention. Fortunately, the Palais
Des Festival provided an extra thousand
square meters of space for exhibitors,
which prevented stalls from spilling out into
the street.

Music industry executives from around
the world took advantage of the event to
discuss issues of common concern,
negotiate deals, make announcements,
and socialize. Final reports on the conven-
tion are not allin, but some of the highlights
of this year's MIDEM were as follows.

* A new International Federation of Pop-
ular Music Publishers was formally es-
tablished during private meetings. The first
president is Sal Chiantia and the first
general assembly will take place in Cannes
at MIDEM next year. The federation plans
to work toward achieving official recogni-
tion by relevant bodies so as to become the
spokesman for popular music publishersin
world forums. It will also publish a quarterly
newsletter. Federation headquarters dur-
ing Chiantia's term will be in New York,
although archives will be maintained in
Holland.
* A meeting of lawyers provided informa-
tion on the differences between European
and American copyright laws, as well as
shedding light on copyright regulations in
such countries as Japan and Brazil. Of par-
ticular interest were explanations of the
new U.S. copyright law by Michael Sukin, Al
Schlesinger and Jay Cooper. The question
of the import/export of records as it affects
copyright payments was also considered.
In addition, the lawyers meeting touched on
copyright and cable TV, the different mean-
ings of “publication” in Europe and
America, and copyright protection for

The band has made numerous TV and
concert appearances, and is one of the few
supergroups to achieve equal popularity in
the discos and on the airwaves.

long list of original soundtrack recordings
for 1978.

MCA is making one of the biggest com-
mitments to soundtrack recordings in the
coming year. Their releases that are now
set are “FM.” “The Wiz, “Blue Collar,
“Atmost Summer” and “Paradise Alley.”

“FM" is an inside look at an FM radio sta-
tion and will feature new songs by Steely
Dan. Joe Walsh, and Jimmy Buffett. as well
as material by Boz Scaggs.

Kath Of Chicago
Dead At Age 31
In Gun Accident

NEW YORK — Terry Kath, Chicago’s lead
guitarist and co-vocalist, died last week as
a result of a self-inflicted gunshot wound,
which police termed accidental. Kath, a
founding member of the group, originally
known as the Chicago Transit Authority.
was 31 years old.

After attending a party in Los Angeles on
January 23 with a friend, Don Johnson,
Kath reportedly began to toy with a .38
caliber revolver that he carried with him.
Johnson reportedly asked Kath to put the
gun away, but Kath assured him the pistol
wasn't loaded, and put the weapon to his
head. “Don’t worry,” he allegedly told
Johnson, “It's empty.” Kath then pulled the
trigger.

Kath was a driving force behind the
Columbia group which recorded 11
platinum albums and a slew of hit singles,
capped by the group's latest 45, “Baby,
What A Big Surprise.’

Kath leaves his wife and two year-old
son.

CBS Records issued a statement which
termed Kath's death "“a great tragedy” and
went on to cite Kath as "“a great musician
not only as a member of Chicago, but also
as an important contributor to the culture of
today’s music.”

New Dylan Movie Premieres;
Life, Myth Of Artist Explored

NEW YORK — Bob Dylan’s four hour film,
“Renaldo & Clara,” released without an ac-
companying soundtrack by Columbia
Records, opened last week in Los Angeles,
Minneapolis, and New York City.

The film is neither a concert documen-
tary nor a traditional movie with a plot and
identifiable characters. Instead itis a multi-
leveled pastiche that diffusely conveys
Dylan’s vision of life and myth of an artistin
America. Not surprisingly, the artist in this
case is a rock musician, and the myth is
Dylan’s own.

All these themes are firmly established
from the opening shot of Dylan wearing a
mask while performing his song “When |
Paint My Masterpiece.” From there, the film
moves in different directions, returning fre-
quently to one constant: the live concerts of
the Rolling Thunder Revue.

Besides Dylan, all the members of the
Revue are well represented on film, in-

cluding Roger McGuinn, Rambling Jack
Elliott, Bob Neurith, Rob Stoner, and
Scarlett Rivera. Material from the revue is
also plentiful, and should be more than
enough to satisfy the staunchest Dylan fan.

Dylan's music, however, does not com-
pletely dominate the film score.
Background music and live performances
include such diverse sources as
Schumann’s “Romanze, Opus 28 #2,”
“Mule Skinner Blues” and “Songs Of In-
nocence,” with words by William Blake and
music by Allen Ginsberg.

The Dylan material thatis represented is
virtually a greatest hits anthology, plus
most of the songs from “Blood On The
Tracks.” Although the performance is at
times uneven, and Dylan’s voice seems to
have an extremely narrow and unexciting
range, the overall effect of the music is a
faithful representation of the Revue's live
shows.

——New Faces To Watch—

Janie Fricke

Session backup vocalists are, in general,
an anonymous lot. They are heard, but not
seen — the supporting cast, in other words.
However, in the two short years she has
lived and worked in Nashville, Janie Fricke
has caught the fancy of Music Row.

As a member of the Lea Jane Singers,
Fricke has appeared on record with the
likes of Dolly Parton, Ronnie Milsap. Dr.
Hook, Engtand Dan And John Ford Coley,
the late Elvis Presley, Johnny Duncan and
she has earned three NARAS awards for
her background singing.

On the strength of her work with Duncan,
she has moved into a solo career. Her first
single release, “What're You Doing
Tonight,” has garnered her a Grammy
nomination for Best Country Vocal Perfor-
mance. And CBS will release an album
produced by Billy Sherrill in March. Janie
has also recorded several commercials, in-
cluding one of the current “United We Fly”
spots for United Airlines.

Although Fricke has been singing since
she wasasmallgirlinrural Indiana, and has
been making her living doing backup
vocals since the late '60s, it was not until a
session with Duncan that she sensed her
potential as a lead vocalist. During the
recording of “Jo And The Cowboy,” a
female voice was needed for four lines. And
Fricke was given the opportunity.

“I was with the Lea Jane Singers and Lea
Jane told me to try to sing the lines,” Fricke
said. “l| was used to singing like everybody
wanted me to sing and not really like
myself. But this time no one told me what to
sing. Larry Gatlin was producing the ses-
sion and he liked it. It was the first time |
realized | didn’t have to sound like anybody
else. My confidence really grew.”

Billy Sherrill, who was producing the next
Duncan sessions, liked her voice and in-
vited Fricke to sing by herself on the subse-
quent Duncan record. As a result, she ap-
peared on the next three Duncan singles,
all of which were No. 1 country hits. And on
Duncan’s latest hit, “Come A Little Bit
Closer,” she is listed on the vocal credits.

Since she has made her living singing
different styles of music to suit the whims of
producers, Fricke has had to work on
developing a singular sound.

“l have been experimenting with my
voice to see how far we can go,” Fricke said.
“I am still looking for my type of style. My
sound is really a unique one because | can
sing anything. On my album | sang country
material such as '‘Please Help Me I'm Fall-
ing’ and ‘No One’s Ever Gonna Love Me/’
which | think is New York pop.”

Fricke traces her ability to synthesize dif-
ferent musical styles back to an early job
singing commercials with the William B.
Tanner Agency in Memphis, Tenn.

“Everyday in Memphis we'd sing from
8:30 in the morning until 3:30 in the after-
noon,” Fricke explained. “We'd punch the
time clock and we were like robots in alittle
factory. We'd sing radio spots and com-
mercials six hours a day, five days aweek. It
was like a training place for me.

“l had to learn to be versatile and pick
things up fast,” she added. “One client
might want you to sound like the Carpen-
ters, the next client might want you to come
up with a soul sound and the next might
want Olivia Newton-John.”

Mylon LeFevre

“It's a joy — and that’s a misunderstood
word — but it's a joy to be making music
again,” says Mylon LeFevre.

It has been five years since LeFevre and
Alvin Lee broke up their respective groups
(Holy Smoke and Ten Years After, respec-
tively) to join together and produce the
critically acclaimed album, “On The Road
To Freedom.” For both LeFevre and Lee,
the album was a work of creative freedom
which, from its very inception, brought a
myriad of legal problems and lawsuits from
management, record companies and
publishers. Surrounded by litigation at the
height of his career, LeFevre took a three
year sabbatical in England.

“l just had to sit it out and settle out of
court,” he explains. “After four-and-a-half
years of doing 320 gigs a year with a 14-
piece unit, | just thought it was killing me
and | hadto quit. When | quit they said, ‘Hey,
man, we'll all sue you,’” but | had to.”

With litigation pending, LeFevre "“went
off and did sessions. | did the ‘Tommy’
album, | did Lynyrd Skynyrd, Clapton,
Atlanta Rhythm Section ... | just did
background vocals for anybody who wan-
ted me to, but did it for free becauseifl had
made any money it would have gone into
escrow. It was an amazing educational
process,” he says in retrospect. I had to
look music over and see whatit’s worth; see
if | wanted to do it again. That's a very im-
portant decision.’

Warner Brothers gave him a hand in the
decision making process and he signed
with the label in 1977.

Today, LeFevre insists that he is starting
over (“This is as if I've never made a record
before”) and seems almaost reticent about a
career that has intersected with many of
rock’s immortals: George Harrison, Eric
Clapton, Ron Wood, Stevie Winwood, Mick
Fleetwood, lan Wallace and half the mem-
bers of the Atlanta Rhythm Section (the ma-
jority of whom once comprised LeFevre's
band) have all played on his albums.

Once referred to as “Atlanta’s best kept
secret,” LeFevre is an enigma. A combina-
tion of seemingly endless contradictions,
he is at once open and yet a veteran in a
business that chews up the naive like so
many biblical sheep. Beginning his career
as a gospel singer, he is a prime example of
the slender line that sometimes runs bet-
ween that musical form and rock androll. “I
wrote, arranged and produced 33 albums
in gospe! music,” he recalls, “but | was
writing songs so advanced from what they
were doing. In my heart, | guess, I'm arock
and roller because | just rebelled against
singing in church for so long.”

His current album, “Weak At The Knees,”
is ample proof that you can no longer
predict what is coming out of a Nashville
studio. For producer Jerry Crutchfield, long
respected as a producer of country artists
such as Tanya Tucker and Jody Miller,
working with LeFevre was an opportunity to
return to his pop roots. “Occasionally,”
Crutchfield comments, “you have to do
something you're really into.”

Possessing the vocal eloquence to rival
any male singer in the business and a
presence that commands attention off-
stage as well as on, LeFevre appears to
have all the ingredients for farge scale
success.

CBS Latin American Meeting
Notes Continent’s Diversity

MIAMI — A central issue at the CBS Latin
American A&R and marketing meetings
held here January 20-24 was the need to
promote South American artists in coun-
tries other than their own. The meetings
also focused on the marketing of inter-
national product, especially North
American, by our neighbors in the southern
hemisphere.

Nick Cirillo, vice president in charge of
Latin American operations for CBS
Records International, spoke about that
first issue in his opening speech at the con-
ference. He noted that stars like Roberto
Carlos of Brazil and Daniel Magal of Argen-
tina have had success all over Latin
America, and are also being promoted
woridwide. Two of Carlos’ records have
sold in excess of a million copies each, and
the third is already up to 850,000 units,
while a single by Magal has sold 300,000
units in Argentina alone, where sales of
100,000 copies constitute a hit.

Cirillo also discussed the waysinwhich a
new artist emerges, and urged the CBS

Sy Warner Exits
London Records
After 23 Years

NEW YORK — Sy Warner has resigned his
post as national sales manager for London
Records, a company he joined 23 years
ago. The resignation took effect January
27.

Warner joined the firm as a salesman in
1955, and during his tenure there served as
assistant branch manager, national special
markets manager, national single sales
manager and director of promotion (the lat-
ter two posts he held simultaneously).

During London’s pop heyday in the
1960’s, when the Rolling Stones and the
Moody Blues were two of the country’s hot-
test groups, Warner's sales and promotion
staffs had as many as 11 charted singles in
a week.

“This was a very hard decision for me to
make,” he told Cash Box, “l turned down a
lot of offers to stay here.” His immediate
plans are for a “much-needed vacation with
my wife,” after which Warner said he would
explore various career options.

His departure comes two weeks after the
appointment of Terry McEwen as London’s
executive vice president. McEwen has
recently been holding top-level meetings
aimed at “streamlining” decision-making,
and increasing profits.

The company has indicated a desire to
invest more heavily in the pop area, and is
now anxiously awaiting the upcoming Moo-
dy Blues release, expected in two or three
months, a London source said.

McEwen said upon accepting the post
that one of his first priorities would be to
“unclutter” the label's operation, and noted
that in this effort, “some of the old faces
may go.” (Cash Box, January 21).

ABC Confirms Losses

In Records Operation
NEW YORK — ABC Inc., in response to a
number of press inquiries, has confirmed
earlier estimates that ABC Records will ex-
perience an unaudited operating loss of
$22 million, before taxes and corporate
overhead, in 1977. However, ABC Inc. said
it would still post earnings of $6 share for
the past year; this is due to the strong per-
formance of its broadcasting operation.

Leonard Goldenson, chairman of the
board, expressed confidence that the
record division, which has experienced
operating losses for the last three years.
would show a marked improvement in
earnings in 1978.

Polygram Enters
Lucrative Field:
Special Products

NEW YORK — With the hiring of Artie
Fisher as director of special products, the
Polygram Corp. has joined other major
American labels in pursuing an in-
creasingly lucrative market.

Special Projects

Fisher, who is reporting to Abe Wiesel,
president of Polymusic, the classical
record club division of Polygram, said the
new operation would encompass several
areas including the sale of “premium
records” to major corporations, and the
licensing of complete packages to TV
marketers, as well as direct mail organiza-
tions like Time-Life and Reader’s Digest.

Fisher noted that Columbia, RCA, War-
ners, and Capitol, have all, to varying ex-
tents, become involed in the special
products field. “There are big numbers
there,” Fisher said. “Last year, Amana
(refrigerators) moved over 500,000 records
(in a promotion) with RCA ... and
McDonald’s has been moving tremendous
numbers for some time.”

Fisher's division will utlize all categories
of music from Polygram-owned labels.
Polymusic itself, however, is not yet plan-
ning to expand beyond the classicat field.

Fisher explained that corporations, in-
cluding the automobile and fuel industries,
have found records and tapes to be
valuable sales incentives and liquidators.
Auto manufacturers, for example, have
been offering complimentary 8-track tapes
with the purchase of a car equipped with a
tape recorder. And TV packaging is today
accounting for a large slice of gross record
sales (Cash Box, August 20, 1977).

Year-Long Fight

Nets Lower Rate
On Bus Shipments

NEW YORK — The RIAA's efforts to secure
lower rates on lot shipments of sound
recordings sent by bus have paid off. A new
rate schedule that takes effect February 1
could mean savings of 19% to 25% in bus
freight costs, the RIAA has announced.

The organization's efforts began early
last year, when its Traffic Committee dis-
covered that the National Bus Association’s
tariff rules offered reduced rates on lot
shipments of two to five packages for nearly
all commodities, exceptrecords and tapes.
The rules required separate bitling on each
record or tape package, even if anumber of
them were being routed to the same
destination.

Protests were filed, charging discrimina-
tion and asking for equitable treatment.
The National Bus Association has now in-
formed the RIAA that this restriction on
sound recordings will be removed as of
February 1, and new tariff schedules have
been filed with the Interstate Commerce
Commission.

The RIAA noted that the new ruling takes
on added importance because more
record companies today are using bus ser-
vice for same-day or overnight delivery of
small shipments.

DOUBLE LIVE GONZO — Ted Nugent — Epic KE2-35069 —
Producers: Lew Futterman & Tom Werman — List 11.98

Detroit's devastating decibel king, fiery Ted Nugent, outdid
even his own outrageous self in this sizzling double-pocket
collection of live renditions of 11 of his none-too-tame tunes.
Nugent's studio work is undeniably a rousing force but there is
an element of excitement when thousands of wildly cheering
fans urge his unleashed mania on to greater heights. It is ob-
vious that the crowd got Ted off as much as he entertained
them, which is part of this album’s appeal.

THE ALBUM — Abba — Atlantic Records SD 19164 —
Producers: Benny Andersson and Bjorn Ulvaeus — List: 7.98

Precisely-blended harmonies remain the trademark of this
Swedish pop group as the four-piece band weaves its crisp,
delicate vocals around a wide-ranging selection of tunes.

for the same $7.98 LP.

Another major point of the new program
is its effect on operations which have both
wholesale and retail divisions.

In this case, WEA's statement reads, “A
wholesaler selling to the consumer or to af-
filiated retailers will be treated as a retailer
on such sales; it will be eligible for the
wholesaler price only in proportion to its
sales to unaffiliated retailers.”

For instance, if a company does 75% of
its business as arack jobber and 25% with a
chain of retail outlets it owns, 75% of its
WEA product will be calculated at the
wholesaler price and 25% will be at the
retailer price.

There is some confusion, however, as to
whether such a company would get 75% of
its albums at one price and 25% at a slightly
higher price, or whether it will be charged
one price in between the two for all product.
The consensus is that the latter will be the
case.

Discounts will be given according to pro-
jections set up by WEA based on each ac-
count’s past business. If the account’s
business exceeds or falls short of the pro-
jection, WEA will give the account a rebate
or make a charge-back accordingly.

For instance, if aretailer’s annual volume
with WEA is projected at $200,000, that
retailer will be given a 5% discount off in-
voice. If at the end of the year that account
ends up doing $250,000 with WEA, he will
receive an additional 2% rebate. Similarly,
if he only does $100,000, WEA will send him
a charge-back for the added 2% he

received. . .
Multi-Unit Operations

WEA's new policy also states, “The retail
price discount system gives no separate
significance to the maintenance of a central
warehouse or to multi-unit operations.
Multi-unit retailers may chooseto order ata
single central location or to be served
directly at each store. In either case they
earn only the discount to the separate an-
nual volume shipped to each location.”

This will mean a large retail operation
that does more than $240,000 worth of
WEA product annually at each of its stores
will be able to get the full 7% discount and
have product delivered to each store.

A smaller chain, for example one with 10
stores, each of which does $25,000 an-
nually with WEA, would be able to make
one order through a central warehouse and
get the full 7% discount based on a com-
bined volume of $250,000. That retailer,
however, would havetoreceive all orders at
that central warehouse. The account is
prohibited from combining orders through
a central facility to take advantage of the
maximum discount but then turn around
and have orders shipped to individual loca-

Uy Quarterly Review

Although WEA is making no formal state-
ment to clarify aspects of the new policy,
accounts are of the opinion the discounts
will be reviewed on a guarterly basis, not
annually.

A partial list of base prices from which
discounts will be made is as follows: base
price on a $6.98 list is $3.80, with wholesale
price around $3.46 and retail price ranging
from $3.53 to $3.80, depending on the dis-
count. On $7.98 list, base price is $4.39,
wholesale of $3.99' and retail between
$4.08 and $4.39.

The base price on $8.98 list is $5.10, with
the 9% wholesale discount bringing that
down to $4.64, while retail cost will range
from $4.74 to $5.10. For $9.98 list, base
price is $5.67, with wholesaler price $5.16
and retail from $5.27 to $5.67. A $10.98 list
will have a base of $6.23, with awholesale of
$5.67 and retailer price of $5.79 to $6.23.
$11.98 list will have a base price of $6.80. a
wholesaler price of $6.18 and retailer price
of $6.32 10 $6.80. And a $12.98 list will have
abase price of $7.37, for which wholesalers
will pay $6.71 and retailers between $6.85
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to $7.37.

Many wholesalers and retailers have ex-
pressed dissatisfaction with the price in-
crease portion of the new policy, but rack
jobbers seem to approve of the added 2%
break they get, while retailers are saying
that 2% is at least tolerable.

Many retailers, such as Sam Goody, the
Wherehouse, Licorice Pizza, Peaches,
Tower, Music Plus and others who formerly
qualified for WEA’s subdistributor price of
$3.95 for a $7.98 list are seeing an increase
of 13 cents, as opposedtothe 4'z2cent extra
pure wholesalers will pay.

Theoretically, it is also possible some ac-
counts may actually get to pay less than
before, if they were small enough to have
been paying WEA's retailer price (for a
$7.98) of $4.24, but now qualify for a 5% or
7% discount, meaning a cost of $4.17 or
$4.08, respectively.

Reasons for Move

The reason behind the restructuring, ac-
cording to WEA's statement, is two-fold.
‘First, to give clearer recognition to the dis-
tinct function of wholesalers which do not
compete at the retail level. Second. to
provide all customers selling directly or
through affiliates to the consumer an equal
opportunity to receive the benefits of cost
savings they generate for WEA through
volume ordering.

“The volume discount system,” the an-
nouncement continues, "'reflects savings in
freight, warehousing costs, sales calls, han-
dling, frequency of returns, etc., which
WEA has determined are related to the
volume transacted at individual locations.”

Some industry observers have cited the
new copyright law as one of the reasons
behind WEA’s price increase. Theimpact of
the Marin Music Centre suit, which charged
anti-trust violations against a number of
manufacturers and retailers, was also men-
tioned by some as being at least a partial
consideration in the policy restructuring.

The WEA announcement also states,
‘WEA reserves the right to review eligibility
for discounts where, despite the annual
volume, individual ordering or servicing
patterns may so vary from the norm that
they dissipate the savings ordinarily expec-
ted.”

This will take care of unusual cases, such
as bulk buying and redistribution, which
may offset the savings a retailer might earn
because of large volume.

studio to keep its doors open all day Friday.

“It just happened that the out-of-town
musicians and engineers were staying in
the city. Foghat usually comes in from up-
state, for example, but they were in town.
Believe it or not, things were popping here.
We didn't lose a date.”

A spokesman at the A&R Studio in
Manhattan said that a few jingle recording
dates were cancelled Friday, but all record
dates went off on schedule, because "the
musicians were hanging around, and they
have to get the (product) in on time.”

Weekend In New England

New England was perhaps the hardest
hit area in the nation, with two feet of snow
reported in Connecticut, Massachusetts,
and Maine.

Sam Diacosavas, sales manager for
Aquarius Distributors in Hartford, said only
a handful of employees were able to
stagger into work last Friday, and no trucks
were coming into or going out of the
warehouse. By Monday, he added,
business had begun to approach normal,
although icy, narrow roads still were mak-
ing itrough for his employees to get to work
in the morning. "it's taking my people three
times longer to get here,” Diacosavas said.
“And we're losing working time.”

Bob Levinson, a spokesman for New
England Music City, said all Music City out-
lets in Boston and its suburbs were closed
Friday, but reopened the following day.
“Things were tough at our two downtown
freestanding shops because there was no
parking,” he said. “But our suburban mall
units have had plenty of shoppers.”

Nashville, which is not accustomed to
snow in any quantity, had about seven in-
ches during the January 14-20 period.
Retailers reported that many side streets,
and even a few main thoroughfares, were
not passable, and most customers elected
to stay home. Nashville’s growing number
of production and pressing facilities, as well
as record label offices, were forced to close
early or shut down completely for days.

There were afew club date cancellations,
as attendances was low all week, but most
shows went off as scheduled, owing in part
to the artists’ not wishing to disappoint their
loyal fans. "Of course,” added Tandy Rice,
president of Top Billing Inc., “there aren’t
many artists working now. January is the
slow concert month. If this snow had hitin
June or July, the cancellation rate would

NAB Files Brief In Support Of WBAI

“Whereas members of the NAB would in no
way condone the broadcast of the words
(referring to sexual and excretory func-
tions) in any situation . . .” but whereas the
principles of industry self-regulation,
editorial independence and full First
Amendment freedoms for radio and TV are
of primary importance, the NAB will file as
amicus curiae (friend of the court) on behalf
of WBAI. The broadcasters will urge the
Supreme Court to uphold the U.S. Court of
Appeals ruling which invalidated the FCC’s
censuring of the station.

Industry opinion is summed up in an
editorial in Broadcasting, a trade
magazine, which cited broadcasters’ “com-
mon interest” in protecting freedom from
federal censorship. The embarrassment
stems from WBAI's playing of a George
Carlin comedy album, “which no commer-
cial broadcaster of our acquaintance would
put on the air,” the editorial noted.

“The dilemma is obvious,” the editorial
said. “Most broadcasters may not care
what happens to WBAI and indeed may
think it deserved sanctions for irrespon-
sibility. They cannot, however, welcome a
possibility that an appellate court’s
repudiation of censorship will be reversed
by the Supreme Court. Such a turn of
events could invite FCC intervention into
every facet of broadcast programming and

advertising.” The answer, according to the
editorial, is that “broadcasters must go to
the support of WBAI, holding their noses
perhaps but knowing they will lose if WBAI

loses.”
Broadcaster Comments

Comments from local radio broad-
casters expressed a common theme: “I
would not have aired the Carlin record in
the first place,” said Jim Gallant, operations
manager for WMAL Washington. Galland
said he agrees self-regulation is very
desirable, "but with that comes an awful lot
of responsibility on the part of broad-
casters. You must know who your audience
is and what the moral climate of the com-
munity is .. . it goes beyond determining
whether there are children in the audience.
It would be offensive to our general
audience at any hour,” he said.

Even in reporting on the WBAI story,
broadcasters said they would use discre-
tion. Ed Dorsey, news director for WTOP
Washington, said he would probably play
an excerpt from the record and use a
“bleeper’ over the so-called dirty words
because "“the bleeper can be almost as ef-
fective as the actual language without of-
fending anyone in the audience.”

Oral arguments in the case will be
scheduled by March, a Supreme Court
spokesman said, butit may be years before
a final decision is reached.

Midwest Carries On

In the midwest, where snow is more of a
way of life, record retailers reported some
loss of business, but no paralyzing
problems.

A spokesman at one of Swallen’s three
Cincinnati stores that sells records said the
chain has closed atnoon on January 17, but
had remained open throughout the Friday
blizzard. “It was difficult to get around
town,” the salesman said, “but we stillhad a
few people who were able to make it in.”

Eric Jacobson, of Recordland’s Mid-
dleburg Heights outlet in southwest
Cleveland, said most of the stores in the
chain were able to open for at least a few
hours last Friday. “We were open from
about 11 a.m. t0 5:30 p.m. . . . we didn’t do
any business, really, since everybody was
staying home. But we did get one shipment
in from our one-stop. It wasn't that bad. 8y
the next day, it was back to normal. We had
a fairly healthy sales day Saturday.”

Snow City

Finally, in snow city U.S.A., Buffalo,
where over afootfell, it was winter as usual.
“We were open all day Friday, and whatever
we got in, we were able to handle,” said a
spokesman for Transcontinent Record
Sales, the large one-stop operation.
“Trucks were going in and out. In Buffalo, it
wasn't so bad. We're used to it.”

PROMOTION IN MOTION

THE FINE LINE — Sometimes there is more to being a local promotion man than just
getting airplay or shepherding artists. Sometimes you have to be a kind of “juggler” of per-
sonalities. with the national label people on one hand and the local branch sales people on
the other.

Few branch-distributed labels have any hard-and-fast rules regarding where the local
man’s first priority lies.

‘I'd call it a perpetual dilemma,” said one local rep for Atlantic. | think it's a problem
faced at all major labels. You've got to learn how to get the job done without offending
anybody.”

At the three labels that comprise the WCI domestic record group, the local man is
generally expected to owe his first allegiance to the branch managers, because WEA, not
the label, pays his salary.

“Atthe Dallas branch, for example.” the source noted, "the office head is God. The label
comes second.” This takes in matters like who okays his expense accounts, to whom must
the rep account for his time, etc. “However,” the source continued, “at offices in or near
New York, Los Angeles. and Nashville, where the label has a strong presence, the local
promotion man usually will be responsible first to the label office.

A couple of CBS sources have suggested that their policy is similar to WEA’s and that the
cooperation between branch personnel and the district promo men is one of the less-
publicized highpoints the entire CBS operation.

At Capitol. according to one midwest district rep, who reports to Bruce Wendell and
Steve Meyer in L.A., the “situation here is flexible. If we have a national priority, and then
something starts happening here, we'll put off the national record for a week.”

The rep asserted that the key was in the personal relationship between the branch
manager and the local man. “Here I know the accounts and the sales reps know the radio

In most South American countries, it was
explained at the conference, local
recording artists are the most popular. For
example, Mexico's premier group is Trio
Los Panchos; in Brazil, it is Carlos; in
Colombia, Claudia And Manatnial; and in
Argentina, Magal.

Ranking second in popularity across the
continent are Spanish recording artists,
many of whom come from Latin America.
Among the CBS acts in this category are
Miguel Bose, son of famed bulifighter
Dominguin; Cuban-born Elsa Baeza. who
currently has a No. 1song in Spain; Laredo,
an American-style vocal trio whose backup
relies heavily on drums and brass; Ana And
Johnny, who have a big hit in Argentina;
Georgie Dann, Carlos Martinez; Lolita, a
sultry songstress whose mother is actress
Lola Flores; Pachi Andion, who just signed
with CBS; and Guayo Gonzalez, winner of
Spain’s Oti Festival.

One reason for the popularity in Latin
America of Hispanic recordings (besides
the obvious language affinity) was
suggested by Manolo Diaz of CBS’ Spanish
affiliate, — that Spanish recording studios
have state-of-the-art equipment, while
South American studios frequently cannot
afford to purchase the latest components.

According to Alfredo Acuna, arepresen-
tative of CBS’ Chilean licensee, European
artists (particutarly French and ltalian) do
well mainly in Argentina, Chile and
Uruguay. As for Brazil, he said smilingly,
“That's another continent.”

Up to now, North American and British
recording artists have not fared particularly
well in Latin America. Notable exceptions
have been Chicago, Santana and Johnny
Mathis (the latter has recorded LPs in
Spanish). Additionally, Al Stewart and
Peter Frampton are “stars in Brazil,” ac-
cording to Julie Sayres, A&R manager of
Latin American operations for CRI. Sayres
added that James Taylor and The Emaotions
are beginning to sell in that country, too.

An important thrust of Ms. Sayres’
department is to promote more of the CBS
roster throughout Latin America. To this
end, she recently brought Chicago group
member Laudir De Oliviera, a Brazilian
himself, to Brazil for a series of visits with
deejays and interviews with magazines. A
Brazilian television appearance was also
recently arranged for British recording star
Tina Charles.

At the CBS meetings in Miami, the first
full-scale presentations of the company’s
U.S. roster with Spanish voice-overs was
given. Among the artists shown were
Kansas, Boz Scaggs, Blue Oyster Cult, the
Jacksons, Aerosmith, Neil Diamond,
Deniece Williams, Lou Rawls, Dave Mason,
Bill Withers, Harry Belafonte, Meat Loaf,

Ron Chaimowitz, director of administra-
tion and planning for LAO, admitted that
none of the hard rock and few of the jazz
artists included in the presentation are
likely to catch on in South America.

Will North American music ever become
widely accepted in Latin America? “We're
making a big effort in that direction,”
replied Ms. Sayres,” and we think that
American repertoire has great possibilities
in Latin America.”

New Office

Located in Coral Gables, Florida, the new
headquarters of CRI's Latin American
operations, which was opened last July,
symbolizes a new direction and a new style
of management for the company's South
American affiliates. Chaimowitz said that
with its base in a city which is being
promoted as “The Gateway to Latin
America,” LAO is now situated to serve as
the vital link between CRI headquarters in
New York and its Latin affiliates and licen-
sees.

Fritz Henischel, director of marketing for
LAO, noted that in Chile, Peru, Ecuador
Bolivia and the Dominican Republic, CBS
licenses its product to companies which are
either independently owned or affiliates of
other international record companies. In
every other country, a CBS subsidiary dis-
tributes and markets the product.

Market Penetration

CBS has had thiskind of market penetra-
tioninMexicofor 30years andin Venezuela
for only seven; the rest of the subsidiaries
fall somewhere in between. Polygram, with
a similar system, also has achieved con-
siderable market penetration, Hentschel
said; but WEA international still licenses its
recordings to other companies in most of
Latin America.

Hentschel pointed out that CBS' market
share varies from country to country. In
Mexico, Costa Rica and Colombia, he said,
the company has well over 20 per cent of
the total record business. In Brazil, they
would also have 20 per cent were it not for
the popularity of TV soap opera
soundtracks on the Som-Livre label, which
account for 15-16 per cent of the market.

CBS has manutfacturing facilities in
Argentina, Costa Rica, Mexico and Colom-
bia, Hentschel stated, and will soon build a
pressing plant in Brazil.

New Dylan Movie Premiers;
Life, Myth Of Artist Explored

Besides music, Dylan is concerned with
conveying his personal, and very ironic, vi-
sion of America. George Washington’s in-
auguration site on Wall Street is revisited,
and Dylan captures two fanatical preachers
using the spot as a forum for their own
madness. Later the camera visits 125th
Street in Harlem where, in an exemplary
moment of cinema-verite, people on the
street express insight and anger on the
subject of Ruben Carter’s imprisonment.

Thelife of the artist is aiso continually ex-
amined throughout the film. Purposefully-
boring shots of hotel rooms and shopping
centers are juxtaposed with feverish con-
cert scenes, and, interestingly, are almost
equal inlength. Perhaps the final statement
on the subjectis expressed in a soliloquy by
veteran rocker Ronnie Hawkins, who
declares that “rock and roll isn’t the ques-
tion, honey, rock and roll is the answer!”

Yet, when Bob Dylan the filmmaker con-
fronts Bob Dylan the legend, rock and roll
alone is far from the answer. In fact, there
seem to be only questions, and Dylan
cleverly meshes them together in his
“Renaldo & Clara” theme.

Sara, Dylan’'s ex-wife, plays Clara; he
plays Renaldo, and Joan Baez is “the
woman in white.” Dylan attempts to stress
the elusive, and perhaps non-existent
nature of one set of truths, while at the same
time allowing viewers a rare glimpse of his
“real” self. But even this-self-portrait, like all
the others, ultimately remains shrouded by
put-on and enigmatic myth.

The closest Dylan does come to an
honest portrayal of his past is a long,
engaging monoclogue by David Blue, who
reminisces about the old days in the Village
while playing pinball in the ironic setting of
a sterile motel’s swimming pool room.

As a whole, “Renaldo & Clara” does not
hold together, and includes as many long,
pointless, self-indulgent scenes as it does
brilliant ones. As a chronicle of the Rolling
Thunder Revue, it is powerful and daringly

original, but, again, overly-long. Dylan ob-
viously knows this, but seemingly wants to
put us through what he goes through as an
artist.

Unfortunately, however, because so
many of the scenes are so amateurishly
photographed, because the story is so ob-
tuse, and because so many of the vignettes
are totally incomprehensible, Dylan ul-
timately blurs an otherwise incisive vision.

TV Spots Needed

NEW YORK — A small independent label,
Strawberry Records, is about to launch a
major television advertising campaign to
promote a relatively unknown artist.

30-second television spots advertising
David Grayson's debut album “Let Me In”
have been set to run for a two-week period,
January 30-February 12, on six New York
City television stations. WNEW-FM an-
nouncer Allison Steele provided the voice-
over for the ads.

Randy Irwin, president of Strawberry
Records, described the costs for the com-
mercials as “extremely substantial.”lrwin
explained that Strawberry’'s rationale for
the ads was based on the belief that
Grayson’s MOR appeal should be targeted
primarily for a housewife audience.

“He looks like a soap opera actor,” Irwin
said, "“and we feel that we can create
something for a single artist who appeals to
women.”

Irwin acknowledged that the Grayson
campaign was similar to New York singer
Peter Lemongello’s television strategy but
noted that Grayson’s album will not be of-
fered by mail order, but is available on the
retail level instead.

The financial costs of the campaign will
be heavy, Irwin admitted, but he added,
“I'm a gambler.”

Johnson Opens 4 Star Label;
Outlines Future Plans, Goals

NASHVILLE — During the course of his
checkered career that began here in the
early '50s, Joe Johnson, whose name is
synonymous with Four Star Music and Four
Star Records, has experienced numerous
successes as well as severe setbacks.
Because of an excruciatingly complex legal
battle (Cash Box, May 28, 1977) between
Johnson and the First American Bank here
involving claims and counter claims over
unpaid Inpans exceeding $2 million — a bat-
tle still being waged — in the past year
Johnson has had to relinquish control of his
valuabie Four Star Music catalog and has
lost ownership of the six-story Four Star of-
fice building here.

But Johnson, a man of resilience and en-
terprise, has come off the floor swinging.
He has reopened the doors of Four Star
Records, and he claims he has ample finan-
cial backing with which to pay all incurred
debts and re-establish ownership and con-
trol of Four Star Music.

Johnson's problems began in the early
'70s when he decided to construct the Four
Star building. In time, costs infiated to the
point whiere it appears that he was overex-
tended on loans from the First American

New Management Firm

NASHVILLE — Dan Beck and Don Cusic
have formed a management and public
relations operation in Nashville.

Since
July, he has opened new offices across
from Capitol Records here and has worked
quietly behind the scenes to obtain finan-
cial support and to heal old wounds. Andin
the past two months he has released a new
single (“Southern Lady” by Billy Don Burns)
and 15 anthology albums by artists such as
Patsy Cline and George Morgan — artists
he has produced over the years on Four
Star Records and Challenge Records, a
subsidiary of Four Star.

Johnson is still a man of ambition and
dreams. He plans to re-claim Four Star
Music, hopes to recover title to the Four
Star Building and expand Four Star
Records into a viable international com-
pany. But he feels he has been badly
maligned by The First American Bank and
the press. In fact, he has filed a breach of
contract lawsuit against the First American
Bank because of an additional $88,000 loan
which Johnson says the bank promised
him and then withdrew.

“I have found backers, but | can’'t name
them because if | name one then | have to
name them all, and they might start com-
peting with one another,” Johnson said.
“There is more than one entity. There is a
lending institution who has Arab oil money
who has said they will loan me up to $4
million instantly if | can ciear certain
security, which | can do. One thing is that |
will have to buy the publishing company out
of financial difficulty. I've got another entity,
totally separate — they don't even know
each other — who want to put up $6 million
for me to produce 200 albums.

“I can take any creditor out,” Johnson
continued. “For instance, there is $100,000
in trade payables which will be paid to the
dollar. Everybody that | owe money, if they
can come in and prove | owe them money, |
will pay them through the federal court.

“The bank has sold the building and the
catalog so they could isolate my ability to
recoup by shoveling it off to other parties.
That is the bank's legal maneuver. But | am
going to put all the money | owein the court
and say, ‘Look, now it is your burden to
undo your shenanigans. If you can't, you
pay me damages.” They either put up the
assets and restore my position or pay me
damages for the lack of their ability to do so.

“The bank has not yet been able to tell

the court what | owe them. The reason be-
ing that in 1974 they agreed to give me a
$27z million loan. In July of 1976 they came
to me and said, ‘We know we've agreed to
loan you $2'2 million, but it is going to take
more to finish that project. It will take an ad-
ditional $88.000." So | agreed to pledge
Four Star Music as collateral, and they
reneged on the funding. It was a clear
breach of contract.”

Johnson also feels strongly that when he
repays all of his outstanding debts. in-
cluding the bank loans, he will be entitled to
take possession of the Four Star Building.
But, according to Johnson, the bank has a
problem now because the building has
been sold to Signer. And Johnson says that
building lies dead center in his breach of
contract suit against the bank. “The bank
has a legal problem in what they can do with
it now that Signer has filed bankruptcy.
They need that building to settle my lawsuit.
If they can’t get it, it's their problem,” he
said.

With ample financial support, Johnson
hopes to expand his office here and dis-
cover and develop foreign talent. He has
hired Bob Holladay, a longtime friend and
business associate, to manage the office
here, and they plan to hire new personne!
such as a head marketing and promotion
man.

Johnson’s primary goal, however, is to
regain control of Four Star Music and the
Four Star Building.

“Regaining control of the property that
was illegally taken from me is an absolute
necessity in order for me to live with
myself,” Johnson said. “So when I'm going
after that catalog I'm not going after it for
me alone, I'm going after it for every writer
who ever made a contract. They are the
backbone of the catalog. I'm looking for
restitution. If | can get that restitution, then
that would erase all the rancor and bad
publicity that has happened to me here. |
would welcome that situation.

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Minority Women In RadioSee
Prospects For Advancement

By Carita Spencer

LOS ANGELES — Women employed as
radio air personalities have always been the
exception rather than the rule. Announcing
is an area that, since the birth of radio. has
been dominated by men and despite the in-
crease in the number of female announ-
cers, the myth persists that women lack the
ability to relate to the listening audience.
Among the handful of women who are striv-
ing to dispell that belief is an even smaller
percentage of minority (black) women who
have proven that their abilities equal or
surpass those of their male counterparts.

In anattemptto focus on their abilities, as
well as their prospects for advancement to
positions in programming and manage-
ment, Cash Box contacted mincrity female
broadcasters in several major markets
across the country. Related statistics were
also obtained from a number of station ex-
ecutives. In the metropolitan Los Angeles
area, for example, KKTT employs one full-
time black female jock; KACE has three,
one part-time; and KJLH and KDAY have
none.

Darcel Howard, who has been with KKTT
since October 1977, says the station
doesn't differentiate between the sexes and
that she doesn’t receive any special or un-
fair treatment because she happenstobe a
woman and black. She did express some
displeasure, though, in reference to her 10
p.m.-2 a.m. time slot, something which she
says doesn’t affect her personally but as a
matter of principle. It has been her ex-
perience that women are put into the
“graveyard shift” more often than not.
While at WUFO in Buffalo, however, she
had the opportunity to work afternoon
drive, a spot she had to “fight for.”

“Good Ratings’

“After | got in there and proved myself
and got good ratings they let me stay
there.” she said. “A lot depends on the kind
of announcer you are, whether you can
relate to people in general. | feel that if
women can relate in other areas of work,
why not in radio? | don’t think it should be
broken down into a sex thing. | don't try to
relate to men, women or adults specifically.
I just try to put over the message in
whatever I'm saying to whomever may be
listening.”

Darcel studied broadcasting in college
and has a degree in communications. but
attributes her success so far to the training
she received at WUFO. She feels thatblack
women in radio have quite a way to go in
terms of progression because “once a sta-
tion hires a black woman as a D.J., they feel
that they don’t need another.”

In San Francisco. KRE has one black
part-time female announcer and one white
jockey who is “not quite full-time with the
12-7 p.m. Sunday spot.” according to the
station’s general manager. KJAZ. a full-
time jazz station, employs one black
woman jockey who airs on Saturdays from
6-9 a.m.

WOL-AM in Washington, D.C. presently
has two black female newscasters. one of
whom will debut next week as a part-time
D.J. She will be the first in the station’s
history. Jim Kelsey, general manager of the
station, pointed out that the station’s turn-
over is not that great but when the oppor-
tunity presents itself, he anticipates hiring
more women as announcers.

Women, especially minorities, are com-
ing into their own as radio personalities.”
Kelsey said. “it's a new frontier for them.
Men have now realized that women can do
the job and in some cases better than men.
In some markets they are showing up with
some very high ratings.”

Kelsey views ‘‘breaking into the
business” as a major difficulty for black
women. In his opinion, they are experienc-
ing the same types of hardships which
black men faced when they tried to break
into radio, including working for little or
nothing and basically “paying dues.”

“In the beginning,” stated Kelsey. "I felt
that a woman's place wasn't in radio. | had
to be one of those who learned the hard
way. But in learning that way | respect
women more because they do have the
ability to do a fantastic job.”

Cathy Liggins, general manager of
WHUR in D.C., told CB that Washington is
one of the harder markets for women to
make it in because there are so many
females who constitute the listening
audience and it's more difficult for women
to relate to women. She disagrees.
however, with the male general managers
and program directors who say women an-
nouncers alienate the female market.

“If this were true,” explained Liggins, “it
wouldn’t be possible for the women at our
station to enjoy the type of popularity they
do. We have the number one female jockey
in the country. It's been that way for five out
of the six years the station has been in ex-
istence. It has always been our policy toem-
ployaminimum of two females at all times.”

Hard To Relate

Liggins added thatitis harder for women
to relate to female audiences because of
the age-old misconception that the voice on
the radio is supposed to “court” or attract
women. In her opinion. women are more

“Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely
Hearts Club Band,"” starring Peter
Frampton, the Bee Gees, and many other
top acts, is due in the summer. Edson says
of “Sgt. Pepper's,” “It could very well be the
biggest selling album of all time.”

Casablanca Record and FilmWork’s en-
try into 1978's soundtrack derby will be
‘Thank God It's Friday.” “It'll be a two or
three LP set and will contain 80 percent new
dance music,” indicates Mark Simon, vice
president of special projects for
Casablanca. “Donna Summer, the Com-
modores, Parliament, Alec Constandinos,
Jacgues Morali, Thelma Houston and Mar-
vin Gaye are the big names in the flick. It'll
probably be outin April.”

Can’t Ignore Success

A&M Records will venture into the
soundtrack field with “American Hot Wax.”
“We haver't gotten heavily into that area
yet," says. A&M senior vice president in
charge of marketing, Bob Fead, "but we're
certainly giving it a lot of thought. The im-
portance of film music, with the success of
‘Saturday Night Fever,' 'Star Wars,” ‘A Star
Is Born,’ etc., cannot be ignored. A record
company can't sit and watch all these hit
albums go elsewhere. So sure, we're going
to get more jnvolved with soundtracks, or at
least we're going to try real hard.”

Many observers see a trend toward in-
creased commercial viabitity for
soundtrack LPs underway. Three
soundtrack albums and six singles are
currently on the Cash Box Top 100 Pop
Chart, compared to two albums and two
singles a year ago and only one album and
one single two years ago.

“Most soundtrack successes come after
the picture is a hit,” says RSQ’'s Edson,
“unless youhave a hot actlike the Bee Gees
or Barbra Streisand on the LP. | don't think
companies are going to go after big
soundtracks on a deliberate basis. But |
think they'!l be more conscious of the
possibilities after seeing these recent
smash soundtrack LPs. We have seen that
people will buy soundtracks.” T

Bigger In ’78

“The soundtrack trend is going to get
bigger in 1978,” says Buddy Epstein, vice
president and chief operating officer of
American International Records. His com-
pany's first releases will be soundtrack
recordings, including “The Buddy Holly
Story.’

“It's obvious that the music business,
because of the dollar gross, is influencing
the way mo{ion pictures are made and is
becoming a more integral part of all
development projects in motion pictures,”
says Epsteir{. “People are looking more to
music to instire the success of a movie and |
think the trend, both artistically and finan-
cially, will continue. What a hit song can do
for a motion picture, like for ‘You Light Up
My Life,” is incredible. The music industry
now has the ear of major motion picture
companies.”

United Artists Records enjoyed a big
year with motion picture soundtrack
recordings in 1977. “The Spy Who Loved
Me,” “Rocky,” and “New York, New York”

were all hit soundtracks. “t would be foolish
to say we don’t face an even more exciting
year in 1978, says UA vice president of
motion picture music, Danny Crystal. "l
look for composers like Bill Conti, John
Williams and Joe Brooks to join Mancini,
Bernstein and Goldsmith in the ranks of
great film music composers.” Conti will
score “Slow Dancing in the Big City” for UA
this year.
Trend Or Fad?

Some veteran record company ex-
ecutives are hesitant to call the current
soundtrack boom a trend.

“I've seen so many ‘trends’ come around
that have not really lasted that I'm reluctant
to go with it,” says Arnie Orleans, senior
vice president for marketing at 20th Cen-
tury Fox Records. “I think it's more having
the right vehicle for the right music. People
are less inclined to be pigeonholed into
following ‘trends’ now.

“But | don't really know,” concludes
Orleans. "“There has been an unusual num-
ber of successful soundtracks in the last
year or two.”

Warner Brothers Records director of
publicity, Bob Merlis, does not see the
success of soundtracks as a new trend.
“We've always had soundtrack
recordings,” he says.

Warner Brothers, which had a success
last year with Seals And Crofts’ “One On
One,” expects big things from the
soundtrack to director Martin Scorsese’s
“The Last Waltz,” the star-studded farewell
performance of The Band. The threerecord
set is due in March and will list for $14.98.
The label will also issue the soundtrack of
“Crossed Swords,” with music by Maurice
Jarre, in March. And Warners has therights
to “Superman,” the much-delayed poten-
tial blockbuster with music by John
Williams. In addition, a series of classic
Elmer Bernstein soundtracks will be
released in 1978.

Plant Secrets

At Motown Records, the label's involve-
ment in soundtrack projects is largely
dependent on their artists’ involvement.
Their major soundtrack project for the
coming year is going to be a documentary
on the book, “The Secret Life Of Plants.”
Stevie Wonder is the artist involved.

“I'm not sure of the release date, but it
could beinthespring,” says Motown's Mike
Lushka. “Stevie doesn’t tell us much, he
just brings us the completed merchandise.
But it'll be all original music.”

Other major soundtrack recordings ex-
pectedin 1978 include "The Rose," starring
Bette Midler, on Atlantic; “Unmarried
Woman,” with a score by Bill Conti, for 20th
Century; “A Hero Ain’t Nuthin’ But A
Sandwich,” with music by Hubert Laws, for
Columbia; and “Hair,” on RCA. Another film
that seems likely to spinoff a hit soundtrack
LP, “I Wanna Hold Your Hand,” is being
made by Universal Pictures, but as yet no
soundtrack deal has been announced.

Tabu Becomes Newest
CBS Associated Label

NEW YORK — Tabu Records, founded and
run by music industry veteran Clarence
Avant, has joined the CBS Associated
Labels family. Tabu’s debut release as an
Associated Label will be an album and
single by Brainstorm, scheduled for
February release. The label is based in Los
Angeles.

Pinball Machines Celebrate

AMOA’s Granger Explains
Copyright Law Compliance

CHICAGO — To further clarify various
specifications of the new copyright law.
AMOA’'s executive vice president Fred
Granger prepared a set of guidelines to
assist operators in accurately fulfilling the
requirements of the legislation. As il-
lustrated in the December AMOA newslet-
ter, Granger noted that operators have untit
Jan. 31 to file for registration of all
jukeboxes “on location at the start of the
year.” The new law requires operators to
pay an $8 per jukebox annual royalty fee.
Application for registration of every
jukebox placed on location any time after
January 1 must be made “one month from
the placement date.” The Copyright Office
will, in turn, issue the appropriate registra-
tion certificates within 20 days after receipt
of both the application and the royalty fee.
Operators are cautioned to submit royalty
payments in the form of a certified check.
cashier's check or money order, since per-

sonal checks are not acceptable.
Deadline

The deadline for affixing the registration
certificates is March 1, and this date applies
only to those issued by the Copyright Office
on or before Feb. 19. Certificates issued
any time after that date “must be affixed to
jukeboxes within ten days of issuance.”

The law further stipulates that the cer-
tificate must be placed on the jukebox in a
clearly visible position “where it can be
readily examined by the public.” The cer-
tificates measure about 2" x 3" and are per-
forated down the middle. They can be
placed in such visible areas as the glass or
across two title strips or wherever the
operator chooses, so long as they are in full
view of the public.

In the event an operator purchases ad-
ditional machines, after his initial applica-
tion for registration, the $8 fee will continue

After debriefing his staff, Frank Ash of
Active Amusement, reported to Gottlieb’s
marketing chief Marshall Caras that the
seminar “was tops.” "My people, as well as
my customers, are more excited than ever
about our first shipment of ‘Cleopatra’
solid-state,” Ash commented.

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1st Anniversary In Chicago

by Frank Manners

CHICAGO — Pinball has now been legal
here for one year. How has the legislation
affected the operator and the game
business? What difference has a year
made?

In Chicago, the first three months of 1977
were reminiscent of the California Gold
Rush. When the city gave pinball its im-
primatur, operators inundated locations
with the games to reap the fast bucks at the
end of the rainbow. Practically speaking,
only mechanical pins were available then,
and ops purchased them inlots of 5, 10 and
15; four new ones for every used one.
Streetwise location owners pressured them
into installing the newest machines if they
wanted to keep the spot. After the first
surge, they bought more used pins for
variety and flexibility in switching. The
machines were predominantly four players
on 3 ball, 2/25. One and two-players were
almost extinct, usually exiled to a fringe
location.

Initial Boom

The pins went everywhere and drove
every other game into the corner. They tur-
ned up in taverns, discos, bowling alleys,
pool halls, singles bars, fast food dog and
burger joints, 7-Elevens, and arcades.
Video games suffered most during this
period. They had been the operators’
proverbial bread and butter, but purchases
dropped off significantly, and in nearly
every location except the arcade, the TV
game relinquished the limelight to the pin.

After three months, however, the gold
rush subsided: The first flush of success
had dissipated and collections tapered off.
The operators were brought back to earth
with adisconcerting thud. Then came solid-
state and a striking recrudescence in the
pinball market. Chicago operators accep-
ted the electronics reluctantly, only after
constant and intensive schooling by
manufacturer and distributor, and
assurances that they would support the
operator with service.

Solid-state pins boosted collections, and
put a smile back on the operator’s face.
Gradually, relentlessly, they bumped
mechanical pins from the prime locations
into secondary spots. They cost more, but
they made more. Not only did they have
greater appeal in design and play, they suc-
cessfully introduced one play for a quarter,
3-ball pricing. Pricing unacceptable for a
mechanical game was suitable for a
product of space and computer age
technology. Mechanicals had simply suc-
cumbed to evolution, both economic and
scientific.

Throughout the summer and fall,
Chicago operators who had originally re-
jected anything but the familiar and com-
fortable electromechanical game asked,
“What’'s new in solid-state?” The success of
the new style pin was all the more amazing
because only two had been mass produced
at the time — Night Rider and Evel Knievel.
And then there was Eight Ball to feed the

ops' insatiable hunger for electronic

Some
few smaller ops who couldn't handie the
electronic service or price tag stuck with
them, and others took advantage of the dis-
tributors’ plight. They were overstocked
with new and used mechanica:s so they of-
fered them at bargain basement prices.

Ops could latch onto agood buy for alesser
location or as a filler piece.
Summary

However, with the advent of 1978, the last
stroke of the death knell for mechanicals
was sounded. Chicago operators have four
new solid-state pins from which to choose,
and snap up the scarce supply of used ones
just as quickly. One year after legalization,
pins are still the number one game in the
city, but they are solid-state pins, and they
have given the market new energy.

to apply for each machine purchased. up
until July. Additional equipment purchased
after July 1 will be assessed at the reduced
rate of $4 per unit.

Filing Procedure

Since Granger is frequently contacted by
AMOA members, state association groups,
and other interested individuals requesting
assistance in complying with the law, Cash
Box asked him what specific aspects of the
regulations were most often questioned.
His answer, unhesitatingly, focused on the
application form which, when fully un-
derstood, is comparatively simple to com-
plete, he explained.

“‘Why do we have to include so much
detailed information on the application’ is
the question | am asked most frequently,”
Granger said. The form in question is the
Application For Recordation, signified as
“JB

“Actually, if an operator can provide the
serial number of the jukebox, as specified
in Part C of the form under the heading
‘identification of coin-operated
phonorecord players,’ it can save a lot
work,” Granger continued. “Providing the
serial number eliminates the necessity of
supplying any additional detailed informa-
tion such as model number, type of sound,
record capacity, etc., as specified
elsewhere on the application, and certainly
simplifies filing out this form.” Granger at-
tributed this simplification, and others, to
the diligent efforts of the AMOA Govern-
ment Relations Committee.

Operators have also asked what
procedure would apply when a jukebox is

R

moved out of the location it occupied at the
time of registration. Once affixed, Granger
explained, the certificate cannot be
removed until the expiration time. The
jukebox, on the other hand, can be moved
as often as necessary, without ramification,
as long as the certificate is intact.

In the case of selling or transferring a
machine, once again the certificate goes
withthe jukebox. However, operators might
consider the possibility of including the $8
royalty fee in the purchase price.

In the event of loss or defacement. a
replacement certificate may be obtained

for a fee of $4.
3-Step Procedure

In a recent appearance at the annual
Music Operators of Minnesota convention,
Granger outlined a simple, three-step
procedure for complying with the new
regulations: (1) fill out the application form,
specifying serial number and the name of
the manufacturer (in abbrevated form, RKA
for Rock-Ola; RWE for Rowe Int’l.; SE for
Seeburg and WR for Wurlitzer. Since the
application has limited space for individual
listing of each machine, continuation
sheets are available through the AMOA of-
fice in Chicago or the Copyright Office in
Washington); (2) multiply the number of
jukeboxes by $8 to determine the total
amount due and submit payment with the
form, making certain notto send a personal
check; (3) when the registration certificate
is received, affix it to the jukebox within the
time specified.

Operators will be abiding by these
regulations on an annual basis and the $8
fee will apply until 1980 when itwill be up for
review by the Copyright Tribunal.

As for the growing popularity of the solid-state pin, Ron ad-
ded, “| feel that in the Gottlieb Cleopatra, Williams Hot Tip and Atari Airborne Avenger, a
necessary balance is now being achieved within the pingame field, thus affording the
operator a better opportunity to balance his own route.” Seeburg phonographs are con-
tinuing to sell well at Cleveland Coin and are still “one of the best investments an operator
can make.” Ron expressed his enthusiasm about the overall business prospects for 1978.
“tempered with a degree of conservatism’ which the financial community demands. The
coin machine business has emerged as a prime member of the financial community, he
said, so “from an accounting standpoint, we now have to perform like a major league
industry.’

Syracuse, is already in big demand, according to Jack Shawcross — as is the Exidy

mal dialog with RJI mechanics and personnel. It's kind of an off-the-cuff service type for-
mat which serves the dual purpose of assisting ops with service problems or other ques-
tions while providing the distrib with some good feedback.

Prospects For Advancement

critical of radio personalities. To add to
that, she believes that most women have to
excel as “asexual” and tone down any sex-
ual overtones in their voice, making their
task twice as difficult as that of male an-
nouncers who are encouraged to sound
sexy. Because this is the way things are.
Liggins says that “when a woman excels,
she ends up, in my opinion, being twice as
good as the male competition.”

As an example of why it makes good
sense to employ women, Liggins pointed to
the fact that for the last rating period.
WHUR was number eight in the market and
for the month of November, the station was
number two in a market of 43 stations. They
have been in the top ten for three rating
periods. This marks the first entrance into
the top 10 since the station began operating
six years ago. Two years ago, before
Liggins became general manager, the sta-
tion ranked 27th.

Although WHUR is owned by Howard
University, itis a commercial station as well
as a training lab for college students. The
station has, according to Liggins. “more
skilled, competent women air personalities
than we can feed into the industry.” Her ad-
vice to women interested in radio announc-
ing is to also explore other areas such as
sales and, ultimately, ownership.

“We need to have some broadcast out-
lets that we are able to control and
manipulate ourselves,” Liggins said. "I
don't think broadcasting is one of those
areas where men are going to open doors
and make opportunities available. | don't
see them doing it for white women and they
definitely aren’t doing it for minorities.”

Alfie Williams, the only female jockey at
WEAM-AM in Falls Church, Virginia. feels
that meninradio are “still hesitantto accept
women in authoritative roles.” Audiences,
on the other hand. have changed. in her
opinion, and are more willing to accept a
woman announcer.

Growing Acceptance

“My reception now is a lot better than it
was in 1971 when | first started. Women
hated me on the air at first. People would
call me up and say all kinds of nasty things.
People thought my soft voice was pretense
because they weren’t used to hearing a
woman with a soft voice on the air,”
Williams said.

Williams was one of the first black
women to air as a D.J. at WHUR and prior to
that worked in other areas of radio, starting
off as a receptionist in traffic at a station in
Omaha, Nebraska. She has been with
WEAM for two months and anticipates stay-
ing in communications without setting a lot
of concrete goals for herself.

Dyana Williams (no relation to Alfie) is
employed at WRQX-FM, an ABC affiliate in
Washington. She is part-time and one of
three women announcers at the station. Her
experience inradio announcing amounts to
six years, including volunteer work at WBAI
in New York. Her first professional ex-
perience was in 1973 at WHUR. After seven
months at her present job. Williams is look-
ing to expand in terms of another level of
radio.

“I'love radio.” she said, “and | love music
and | have a genuine love for people. | enjoy
communicating. relating and talking to
people but | feel it is time for me to explore
something different, possibly moving out of
announcing and into programming or
management.

Williams offers encouragement to
women like herself to get involved in radio
without limiting themselves to a certain
area. “Concentrate on being good and the
best at whatever you're involved in and you
will succeed in radio.” she advised.

At WVON-AM in Chicago. Bernadine
Washington, general manager.
emphasized the fact that is the experience
that is important. Presently there are no
women air personalities at the station
because, as she explained. the ones who
have presented themselves, “‘don’t have
the kind of experience necessary.” She
continues, “We have very good per-
sonalities atthe moment. butif the occasion
arises and the qualified persons present
themselves, they will certainly be con-
sidered.”

Washington’s advice to anyone who an-
ticipates a career in radio is to get that ex-
perience.

“If | were trying to get started in radio to-
day. | would go to a small town station and
learn everything possible. You have to es-
tablish a foundation. From there you will be
able to go on and utilize all of the ex-
perience and knowledge. Learn everything
that you can and don't feel that you have to
start at the top.”

CHUM Sets Rock Film
For Canadian Students

TORONTO — CHUM radio station has just
completed production of an educational
film based on its award-winning radio
documentary. “The History Of Rock.” With
the assistance of CHUM group stations
from coast to coast, it is now being made
available at no charge to high schools all
across the country.

Like the 64-hour radio program that in-
spired it, “The History Of Rock” film traces
the roots, rise and resurgence of rock 'n
roll, and parallels the social and cultural up-
heavals which accompanied it, beginning in
the early '50s and continuing through to the
present.

Working from more than 15 hours of rare
film footage obtained from international
sources, a team of 12 spent almost a year
writing, producing and editing the project.
Included are vintage views of dozens of im-
portant artists including Elvis Presley and
the Beatles, plus an overview of many
significant historical events such as the as-
sassination of U.S. President John F. Ken-
nedy.

“The History Of Rock” is specifically
tailored to fit into one school period, be-
ginning with a live introduction and
followed by a question and answer period.
It begins its run in high schools across
Canada in January.

Alternate Quebec Union Plan

TORONTO — Captiol Records-EMI of
Canada Ltd. announced this week it is in
“total disagreement” with the actions taken
by their leading Quebecois music group,
Beau Dommage, in starting up an alter-
native musicians’ union in the province of
Quebec.

The alternate movement, Le Mouvement
Des Travailleurs et Travailleuses De Mu-
sique Du Quebec (MTMQ), reported recen-
tly in Cash Box (1/14/78), was started by
Beau Dommage because of the difficulties
they encountered with the Montreal affiliate
of the American Federation of Musicians.

John MacCloud, vice president legal
counsel for Capitol Records-EMI of
Canada, said this week, “In recent weeks,
Capitol recording artists Beau Dommage
have made statements to the press dis-
paraging the role and actions of the Guild in
Montreal (the affiliated AF of M body).
Capitol is in total disagreement with these
opinions, which it regards as misguided
and incorrect.”

McCloud praised the Guilde de Musi-
ciens De Montreal, adding, “It is beyond
doubt that the Guild of Musicians have
been responsible for significant improve-
ments in the earnings and professional
standing of Quebec musicians. Through its
labour agreement with the Guild, Capitol is
proud to have contributed to the well-being
of musicians and will continue to support
the Guild in its work in Montreal and
Quebec.”

But, that very agreement between the
Guild and Capitol Records is why Capitol
made the statement, according to the
manager of Beau Dommage. Yves Savard,
co-manager of the group who are currently
touring in Europe, said that Captiol

Records was “cornered” by the Guild into
making the statement, because the label \
feared reprimands from them. The Guild
could, Savard claimed, put all musicians
under recording contracts for Capitolon an
“unfair list,” and deny tham work in the ‘
province. Similar situations for Capitol art-
ists would likely exist across the country, ‘
making it impossible for them to work.

“Obviously, (their statement) is in reac-
tion to the illegal position Beau Dommage
are in right now,” said Savard. The band
has officially dropped out of the Guild. |
“Capitol doesn't want to have the Guild on ‘
their backsin the province,” Savard said. “It
would be uncomfortable for them to sup-
port us, because other musicians, unwilling ‘
to support us, would have to suffer the con-
sequences of our actions.” ‘

A spokesman for Capitol Records con-
curred with Savard’'s opinion, adding that
the label is not seeking to drop the act from
their roster. The spokesman did agree,
however, that the potential threat of lost |
work for their other acts inthe province had
played some part in their reaction to the
situation.

“Until today,” Savard said, “wewerecon- |
vinced we were doing the right thing in for-
ming a new movement. We are still waiting
for legal recognition (from the provincial
Labor Ministry), and if by the end of I
February that recognition doesn't come,
we’ll have to look at the situation again.” ‘

Savard says the band bears no malice
towards Capitol Records and will faithfully 1

work with the company through the dura-
tion of their contract, which expires in July,
1979. “Things are really getting hard on us,” ‘
Savard said. “But, we're still committed to
the movement. We have no intentions of ‘
backing down.”

Melodies For Flute And Harp;” and the
Maazel/Cleveland Orchestra reading of
Strauss’' "Ein Heldenleben.

CBS artists who performed at the
meetings included Toto, Pockets, Weather
Report, Brainstorm, Heatwave, Elvis
Costello, Karla Bonoff, Crack The Sky,
Meat Loaf, Eddie Money, Charlie Richards,
Wild Cherry and Janie Fricke.

Contribution To CBS, Inc.

With its spectacular growth over the past
year, CBS/Records Group, comprising
both international and domestic divisions,

has become an increasingly significant part

of CBS, Inc. Walter Yetnikoff underlined
this fact when he told the attendees, "In
reviewing CBS, Inc.’s financial results for
1977, it turns out that of all groups — and
that includes broadcasting — the largest
contribution to additional earnings per
share over 1976 came from the Records
Group.”

Reiterating his statement that the group
is closing in fast on the billion dollar sales
mark (Cash Box, Jan. 28), Yetnikoff said
CBS is the number one record company in
the industry with nearly 50 percent more
sales than its nearest competitor, the WCI
Record Group. He also said CBS had 25
percent more platinum records in 1977
than WCI and nearly double the number
CBS had in 1976.

Expanding on this point, Bruce Lundvall
noted in his speech that, while the industry
grew an estimated 25 percent in 1977,
revenues of the CBS Domestic Division
rose 33 percent, with profits up 26 percent.
With this kind of track record, he said, he
had no doubt that CBS Records Division
would hit the half-billion dollar mark by the
end of the year.

Yetnikoft stressed that the Records
Group is expected to continue delivering
for CBS. “We did great in 1977 and we're
expected to do much better in 1978,” he
said. “They're counting on bigger profits
and they're confident we can bring them in.
Finally our budgets are stretched to meet
these high demands . . . The profit require-
ment means that we are going to have to
keep our eyes more consciously on the bot-
tom line — on what | referred to at last
year's NARM as the ‘elusive in-between’ —
on what is left over after expenses and
costs are deducted from sales. It means
that we are going to have to hold down on
unnecessary costs at alt levels.”

Yetnikoff emphasized the big financial
commitment which the corporation is mak-
ing to the Record Group. “We are com-
mitting to building a major fourth manufac-
turing facility in the United States,” he said.
‘That plant is now in the final planning
stages and construction will begin shortly.
We're talking of tens of millions of dollars in
expanded facilities in the U.S. alone, plus
tens of millions of additional dollars for new
planned facilities in the U.K., Brazil and
elsewhere around the world.

Changing Standards

Lundvall told Cash Box that “we're look-
ing toward a year in which the objectives
are staggering.” He pointed out that while a
few years ago CBS had only seven or eight
artists in the platinum-plus category, the
company now has more than 25. "The real
message here is that there isnotop onwhat
you can hit on a given record,” Lundvall
said.

Jack Craigo elaborated on this point in
his speech. “Over the past several years,’
he said, “the parameters which define
success and superstardom have expanded
explosively. The gold record has always
been the mark of success by which we
judge our achievements. Yet in 1974, the
RIAA raised the sales requirement for gold
certification from about 420,000 units to
about 500,000. Today at CBS Records, the

gold record serves only as a stepping stone
to platinum, and multiple-platinum is
clearly the best ‘new wave' that we relate
to.

Paul Smith also zeroed in on the changes
that have overtaken the industry. Recalling
that, not so many years ago, the growingin-
fluence of rackjobbers had stimulated
retail competition, he noted that today, the
racks are looking closely at the specialty
retailer’s “superstore” concept. "I think it's
safe to assume that in the not-too-distant-
future they will have their own superstores,
he commented.

Both Smith and Craigo stressed the im-
portance of artist development, especially
at the local branch level. "The sophistica-
tion of today's music marketing is a veneer
adhesive covering the hardwood of the
record business; that hardwood is local
branch marketing,” stated Craigo. Later in
his speech, he added, “We have great
music. But you've got to do something
about it. . .exciting, contemporary music
can easily lie dormant unless you sell it.

Point Of Purchase

Smith urged his listeners to ensure the
availability of merchandising materials to
all dealers. “Market research tells us that
over one third of all record and tape sales
are influenced at point of purchase,” he
noted. He also urged branch personnel to
fight for the dominance of CBS music in in-
store play. The payoff from these
measures, he said, was demonstrated by
the CBS *“‘Winning Season’ and
“Saleathon" retail promotions which
resulted in sales of $40 million “with no ap-
preciable increase in returns.

Two of the CBS programs have proven
their value over the past year, Smith said
The "“Developing Artist” program, which
provided incentives to retailers to promote
new acts, helped break Crawier, Meat Loaf,
Karla Bonoff and Elvis Costello, he said. In
addition, “Operation Breakthrough” offers
extra incentives and advertising in support
of acts that have already broken through
According to Smith, artists who have
benefited from this program include
Heatwave, Billy Joel, Pockets, Bob James,
Dave Mason, Karla Bonoff, Kenny Loggins,
Journey, Santana, The Emotions, Wet
Willie and George Duke.

New Wave

Largely due to the success of Elvis
Costello the New Wave was the subject of
several encouraging remarks at the con-
ference. Yetnikoff said that Costello is “the
first and only U.K. so-called ‘new wave’ art-
ist to happen meaningfully in this country.
And Craigo noted thatin arecentinterview,
Jerry Wexler had said that Warners regret-
ted the fact that it had not signed Costello.

Lundvall said , “We have drawn the first
blood on U.S. shores with Elvis Costello —
at the same time that the most highly touted
of the British punk rockers, The Sex Pistols,
fell apart at the time when the media had
virtually laid out the red carpet for their ul-
timate explosion to the U.S. music scene.
We have a position of credibility and first
advantage. We have Elvis, Nick Lowe, The
Clash and the Vibrators — artists who really
count. And make no mistake — the music
will happen here.’

Lundvall also discussed the mainstream
music categories. Remarking that, over a
year ago, “we held a clear leadership posi-
tion” in R&B, jazz, MOR and country, he
said that, “in 1977, we dramatically began
closing the gap in the dominant pop-rock
category. This is where our sharpest A&R
and marketing focus must continue to be
concentrated — this is the fountainhead of
mega-platinum.”

Country music could also use a push at
CBS, Lundvall said. "“Although we maintain
a healthy position of leadership, | feel that
we haven't come close to realizing our full
potential.” He expressed the hope that this
year, Johnny Paycheck, Bobby Bare,
George Jones, Mary Kay Place, David Allen
Coe. Willie Nelson and Janie Fricke would
all cross over to the pop market.

Atdinner on the opening night of the con-
ference Lundvall thanked Cash Box for its
extensive preview coverage of the CBS
marketing meetings. He called George
Albert, president and publisher of the
magazine, “a pioneer in the industry,” and
expressed his appreciation to the publica-
tion for its support.

International Acts

Internationa! sales were not highlighted
at the meetings, but the increasing efforts
to establish CBS International artists in the
U.S. were a major topic. Citing the success
story of the English group Heatwave, Yet-
nikoff said it was time for CBS to make up
for all the international acts it had missed
out on during the '60s. “Now it's our turn to
capitalize in this country on the overseas
artists with the likes of Heatwave, Crawler,
Lake, Tina Charles and a host of other great
artists.

Dick Asher, president of CBS Inter-
national, told Cash Box that, besides
Heatwave, Crawler and Lake, CRI had
given the domestic division to acts whose
albums had sold over 25,000 units each.
‘And you have to make money on those
when the recording costs are paid over-
seas.

Additionally, Asher noted, CRI has
recently signed some non-English speak-
ing artists who are big stars overseas, with

the idea of introducing them in the U.S

CBS Executives Assess 1977
At New Orleans Conference

Among them is Vicky Leandros, whose
debut CBS album will soon be released
here.

Asher said he had observed "a greater
receptivity’” to international artists in the
Domestic Division over the past few years.
There was a time, he recalled, when CBS
had been willing to drop artists of the
stature of Fleetwood Mac and Al Stewart
from its roster.

Ron Alexenburg, senior vice president of
Epic, Portrait and the CBS Associated
Labels, focused his speech on the impor-
tance of continuing the hard work which
has brought CBS — and EPA — to its pre-
sent position. “Our task this year is to
sustain all the excitement we have going
now. It is not just the beginning; itisajob of
constantly energizing what we began last
year and the year before.”

As an example, he said that despite Ted
Nugent's string of platinum albums, “the
challenge of the moment is the new Ted
Nugent live, two-record set we have just
shipped . ..” Similarly he noted, “we have a
catalog of gold records from Michael
Murphy, but our immediate responsibility
must be take the new Michael Murphy
album and redevelop Michael's career . . .
we have all worked too hard to come as far
as we have — anincrease of 632 percentin
seven years — to let it slip away.

Alexenburg said he had great faith in
black music. “Not every black hitis going to
crossover to pop radio, though we always
try. The important thing is to realize that the
core buyers of great black music exist in
such vast numbers that they can dictate
enormous sales . .. even when thereis no
direct pop crossover.”

In his speech and in a prepared black
music presentation, LeBaron Taylor, vice
present of black music marketing for CBS
Records, stressed “community relations”
as an integral part of the company’s ap-
proach to this growing field. Citing the sup-
port of CBS and its black artists for such
causes as the NAACP and congressional
black caucas scholarships, Taylor com-
mented, “CBS cares for the under-
privileged and oppressed while other in-
dustries — and most of our own industry —
sleep.”

Taylor also noted that the black music
department has grown tremendously in the
past few years, and that the CBS
jazz/progressive music department had
become a model for other companies.
“What CBS Records creates the rest of the
industry emulates,” he said.

Jim Tyrrell, vice president of marketing
for EPA, called for the promotion depart-
ment to make concerted plans with the ar-
tist development staff this year. He asked
for special attention to this aspect on the
local level. “Today’'s marketplace has made
local creativity most important,” he said.

Tyrrell presented several new artist LPs
that he considered significant, including
albums by Russell Dashiell, The Nielsen-
Pearson band, Charlie Richards, Russ
Ballard, Nantucket and Dragon. He also
predicted that Ted Nugent's “Double Live
Gonzo” album would be the biggest EPA hit
in the first quarter.

Tony Martell, general manager of the
Associated Labels, noted that his division’s
sales were twice as big in 1977 as in any
previous year. ““‘For 1978, that level of
growth will be our quota,” he said. “That's
ground zero and | feel totally confident that,
with the labels we have and the artists on
those labels, coupled with the overall ex-
pertise of our company in developing and
sustaining artists, we will more than achieve
this stellar goal.”

Larry Harris, president of Portrait
Records, said he would like to increase his
roster from eight to 12 or 13 artists by the

end of this year. Eventually, he said, the
roster will probably level off to about 15 to
25 artists.

Calling the label “eclectic,” Harris said
Portrait would be willing to sign a jazz act "if
we thought they had (commercial) poten-
tial.” However, he pointed out that a label
with such a small roster can not afford to
take many chances.

The Closest Encounter

Don Dempsey, vice president of
marketing for Columbia Records, adopted
an innovative approach in his speech. Us-
ing clips from the film “Close Encounters of
the Third Kind,” Dempsey compared the
disbelief of most people in UFOs to the
obstacles which CBS faces in breaking new
artists. “There’s a lot of indifference and
hostility to new things,” he explained. “Our
efforts in terms of increasing awareness (of
new acts) have to be carried outmostinten-
sively in the company itself. No matter how
successful a company thinks it can be, we
have to work really hard to develop new ar-
tists.”

Dempsey said that CBSis planning ama-
jor national ad blitz to tie-in with clearance
sales, as well as retail sales pegged to
Washington’s and Lincoln’s birthdays. He
suggested that many retailers will run more
sales than normatin February and March to
make up for the money they lost due to bad
weather in January. If they do, he said, "we
will be there.”

Improved Timing

Commenting on the marketing meetings,
Bob Sherwood, vice president of national
promotion for Columbia, said this is “one of
two opportunities a year to have all the per-
sonel together. It is also important to have
meetings with other departments that im-
pacton whatwe do.” Sherwood said thathe
and his staff try to have as many one-on-
one meetings with local promo people as
possible. Sometimes, he noted, priorities of
local and national staffers may not be the
same, and its necessary to coordinate
plans to improve timing on specific promo-
tions. Finally, though, he said, “the whole
system rests on the local promotion man
who has to carry that piece of plastic into a
radio station” and convince someone to
play it.

Rick Blackburn, vice president of
Nashville marketing for CBS, gave a big
buildup to Janie Fricke, whose debutalbum
will soon be released. Besides presenting
her music, he also showed the country
music buyers profile that was first aired at
last fall's CMA convention. He stated that
“our intent is to get our share of the
crossover market in country.”
