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The recent announcement by A&M Records that

the label would set up a warehouse and branch
operation to service the west is definitely a blow to

independent distribution, but indies are used to

operating in a continual state of flux. And they
generally bounce back to land on both feet.

The obvious reaction by independents is one of

concern due to the successes of the A&M line, but
most were not surprised by the move. One indy

noted that it would have hurt much more if the label

had switched distributors instead of going to an in-

ternal system.

Last fall, when Casablanca joined the Phonodisc
distribution family, indies reacted with the same
sense of loss. But ironically, at the same time ABC
Records moved back into a branch-independent
program to cover some of the lost volume. This type
of balancing act may now be in the offing from an-

other record company, but there is no immediate

label to fill this void.

The negative part of this move is the tonnage to be
lost by independents, which they live upon. But the
positive aspect isthatthe indies will continueto have
Motown, a consistently strong label, and the oppor-
tunity to work some of the others that much harder,
which is good for the overall industry.

A&M now maintains branch operations in the
southeast and New England, in addition to the re-

cently-announced west. We have no hint of what is

to happen in the midwest for the company, but most
assuredly a similar change-over is in the planning
stages.

Independents most hurt by the A&M move are the
pure distributors. But the recent trend for indies is to

diversify to cover all bases, and without a doubt, this

trend will continue and become even more
prevalent.

LOS ANGELES — Capitol Records, ABC
Records and A&M Records have become
the first manufacturers to make significant
strides toward the implementation of bar
coding within the record industry.

Capitol and ABC recently applied for and
received their manufacturer designation
numbers from the Universal Product Code
(UPC) Council, which gives both com-
panies the ability to institute bar coding at

any time. A&M has applied for numbers,
but has not yet been granted any.

These three are the only major manufac-
turers to take this step since the recording
industry was accepted into the UPC system
last fall (Cash Box, Oct. 29, 1977).

As the coding system is set up, the UPC
Council must assign a manufacturer des-
ignation number to each record company
before it can go ahead with its bar coding
plans. This number consists of five digits,

the first half of the 10-digit number used in

the UPC system. The remaining five digits

are used at the discretion of the manufac-
turer for purposes such as product iden-

tification. (As established last fall, the last of

the 10-digits is reserved for configuration

identification.)

ABC Records “could go with it

tomorrow," according to Bill Grady, ABC's
director of production. “We are all pre-
pared to go with bar coding,” he said, "but
we are waiting for a Warner Bros, or a CBS
or a Capitol to go first. We don’t feel we
should be the first.”

bar coding on LPs soon but won’t, ac-
cording to Bill Robertson, director of

management information services at

Capitol.

“Everybody is trying to get as much
progress as p6ssible to report by the NARM
convention," he said, “but we haven't made
a decision as to when to start coding."

Robertson, along with Harold Okinow,
vice president of Lieberman Enterprises,
and Louis Kwiker, president of Music Stop.
Inc., will be part of a panel on bar coding at

next month's NARM convention. The
seminar session, “Bar Coding: Its Impact
and Opportunities,” will be Sunday, March
19 and have Dr. Shelley Harrison, president
of Symbol Technologies, as chairman.

“There’s a lot more to it than just putting a
code on an album jacket,” Robertson said.

LOSANGELES — The Tram mps' “Disco In-

ferno” is currently enjoying a chart
resurrection as a result of its inclusion on
the year's top hit album thus far, "Saturday
Night Fever." The Cash Box Top 100
Singles chart this week lists “Disco Inferno"

at number 70 with a bullet.

The single, from the album of the same
name, entered the pop chart April 9, 1977 at

number 85 with a bullet, but fell off in mid-
May after reaching the number 70 position

late in April. “Disco Inferno” did better on
the R&B Singles chart, starting its ascent at

number 88 last March 5 and reaching the

top five in April. It remained on the R&B
chart until falling off late in July.

But now the immense popularity of

“Saturday Night Fever," coupled with a new
promotion campaign by Atlantic Records,
has brought “Disco Inferno" back on the

pop chart. The song has bulleted for the

past three weeks.
“
‘Saturday Night Fever' has been turn-

ing a lot of people on to disco music who
really weren’t aware of it before," explains

Tom Hayden, who directs national disco

promotion forTom Hayden and Associates.

“That includes record company people.

Record companies have been naive about
disco’s potential for years and it took a

smash hit like ‘Saturday Night Fever' to

wake them up. The album and the film's

success is why Atlantic re-released 'Disco

Inferno.'
”

Radio stations have apparently respon-

ded to the increased popularity of disco

music. Stations WTIX and WNOE in New

Orleans and Y100 in Miami added "Disco
Inferno” to their playlists this week. And
radio station researchers in Jacksonville,

Memphis and Miami report strong sales for

the single in those areas.

According to an Atlantic spokesman, the

label is conducting an in-store promotion
campaign for the Trammps on the west
coast, including stickers on the “Disco In-

ferno" LP cover making reference to

“Saturday Night Fever." On the east coast,

the group recently played Brooklyn's
Odyssey 2001 disco — the site of the filming

of "Saturday Night Fever" — where “Disco
Inferno" dance contests were held.

NEW YORK — Mercury Records and
Lowery Music, which last April announced
a major production agreement, have “part-

ed company,” according to Bill Lowery,
president of the independent production
and publishing firm.

Lowery told Cash Box that “contractual

problems” had cropped up after the deal

was consummated. He noted that the
problems were related to the inclusion of

one artist under terms of the contract,

which called for Lowery to produce a
minimum of three LPs over the first year, to

be released on the Mercury label with a

Lowery logo (Cash Box, April 23, 1977).

"It was an amiable thing," Lowery said of

the termination of the arrangement. Rather
than hassle out the contractual difficulties.

Lowery said, “we mutually decided to forget

the whole thing.”

Two singles, however, were released un-
der the deal, Lowery added. One was by the

record, according to Lowery, made much
impact at the radio or retail level.

Chappell Music administers most of the

Presley catalog up to 1972, which is owned
by the Elvis Presley Music Company and
the Aberbach brothers. Hudson Bay Music
administers the Presley copyrights after

1972. The two companies have decided to

seek legal remedies to protect the
copyrights they administer.

A spokesman for BMI notes that the per-

forming rights society is not directly in-

volved in protecting dramatic performing

rights. He points out that the new copyright

law says performing rights societies license

only non-dramatic musical works on behalf

of the copyright owners.

“We are not restricting anyone,” says

Sills Discusses LP Projects;

May Record With Sutherland

Soundtrack Due
For Cal. Jam II

LOS ANGELES — Negotiation for a

soundtrack album from the upcoming
California Jam II currently is under way
among the labels whose acts will take part

in the March 18 concert. CBS, however,

may have the inside track for the LP sin-

cefour of the scheduled eight acts are CBS
artists.

Although the name and some of the musi-

cians involved have changed, The Jeffer-

son Starship remains as one of the few rock i

groups to survive for more than a decade as

a strong force in popular music. .

After the release of the sixth Jefferson

Airplane album, “Volunteers,” in 1970,

Kantner began work on a solo album,

“Blows Against The Empire.” Using the

name Jefferson Starship for the first time,

Kantner enlisted the help of members of the

Airplane and others including David

Crosby, Jerry Garcia and David Freiberg.

The album was nominated for the Hugo
Award, a science fiction literary accolade.

Although Jefferson Airplane continued
1

to record and tour until 1972, the diverse in-

terests of thegroup members began to split

the band. Marty Baiin left in 1970 and Jack

Casady and Jorma Kaukonen formed Hot

Tuna. After the release of Slick’s solo

album, “Manhole,” she and Kantner for-

med a new band utilizing the name Jeffer-

son Starship.

In addition to Slick, Kantner and Baiin,

the band members are Craig Chaquico on

lead guitar, John Barbata on drums and

Pete Sears and David Freiberg alternating

on bass and keyboards.

Two of the group’s albums, “Red Oc-

topus” and “Spitfire,” have been certified

platinum.

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New Faces To Watch

Gene Cotton
While studying political science at Ohio

State University in the early '60s, Gene Cot-

ton gradually realized he was spending in-

creasingly more time atfolk clubs in front of

an audience than he was spending behind a

poly-sci textbook.

“I don’t remember any specific day that I

decided to go into music for a career,” Cot-

ton says, "I just remember doing more and
more music in the folk clubs and getting a

good response.”

While still in school, Cotton joined a pop-

ular midwest folk group and recorded a

song titled “Surfin’ in Bermuda," which he

says was an attempt “to capitalize on the

folk/rock stuff that was happening at the

time.” The record did well in the New
England states, he says, until the word got

out that it was impossible to surf in Ber-

muda because of its reefs.

So, for a while at least, Cotton returned to

school.

“I didn’t finish school because if I had

finished I could have said, ‘Well, if I don’t

make it in music I can just go teach,’ ” he

says. “I’ve always been one to burn bridges

behind me, so I didn’t give myself any op-

tions by quitting in my last semester.”

Still; Cotton’s interest in politics did not

disappear in the smoke of his college

career. After leaving school he traveled

from his hometown, Columbus, Ohio, to

Greenwich Village, where he played thefolk

club circuit with a repertoire that included a

number of political and social commentary

tunes. But with the coming of the Beatles,

the popularity of folk music began to wane
and Cotton moved first to Miami, and then

to Nashville, in hopes of building a career in

pop music. While living in Nashville, Cotton

recorded his first two solo albums, “For All

The Young Writers” and “Rain On” and

produced his first hit single, “You’ve Got Me
Running.”

But after a while, Cotton, who describes

his brand of music as “mellow, acoustic-

oriented pop,” began to feel out of place in

the capito! of country music, so last spring

he decided to move to Los Angeles, a city

which he believes is more in tune with his

music. “If you want to be a surfer you don’t

move to Tuscon,” Cotton says.

The move from Nashville to Los Angeles
also closely paralleled a change of record

labels for Cotton, who recently signed with

Ariola Records, which will soon release his

new LP “Save The Dancer,” containing his

current single "Before My Heart Finds Out.”

And Cotton's description of the LP's title

tune and the mention that the flip side of his

single is a song about McCarthyism is

evidence enough that he has still not

strayed completely from his musical roots.

“When a nation goes through a war or

trauma," Cotton says, "I conceive this im-

age of a bomb dropping and smoke rising

with rubble lying all around and a lot of cry-

ing and agony. But then, as the smoke is

clearing, you hear this music and see a guy
dancing and helping people up — taking

them by the hand and leading them away
from the disaster. There have always been
people like this who have led us to higher

ground — whether it be Buddah or Jesus or

Martin Luther King. I think of these people
as dancers, and I somehow want to believe

that within each of us is the ability to be a

dance

it’s hard to picture the musician behind

"Do You Want To Get Funky With Me" as a

reclusive artist, painstakingly perfecting his

music alone in his suburban bedroom. But

that’s exactly the case with Peter Brown, a

young Chicagoan who is making a con-

siderable impact on the national pop, disco

and R&B scene.

Yet, Brown claims, he “never listened to

black stations until they started playing ‘Do

You Want To Get Funky.” Sound hard to

believe? That’s only the beginning. Brown,

author of “Fantasy Love Affair” and “You

Should Do It,” spent nearly six years as a

member and, later, as musical director of a

baton twirling corps. Then again, consider-

ing that there were over 100 girls in the

corps, known as the Jorgensen Ranger

-

ettes, and only a handful of young men,
maybe the subject matter of Brown’s songs
shouldn’t come as a surprise.

Brown describes his experience with the

Rangerettes as “hectic, competitive, but

musically rewarding. To join the corps ! had

to learn keyboards real fast. Then as direc-

tor I had to concentrate on arrangement, a

good flow of songs, even choreography. All

together, it was an excellent preparation for

musical discipline and creativity.”

After high school, Brown attended the

Art Institute of Chicago with the hope of

becoming a commercial artist. He concen-
trated on sculpture, painting and
photography, but soon decided the art

world was not destined to provide his

livelihood. “It seemed easier to become a

musician than to become a commercial art-

ist,” Brown reflects today.

So Brown, still with the baton twirling

corps, concentrated on perfecting his

musical ideas at home. He constantly ex-

perimented with drums, keyboards, a syn-

thesizer and a four-track recording unit. His

break came when one of the girls in the

Rangerettes introduced him to producer

Cory Wade’s brother. Brown soon met
Wade, and began sending demo tapes

from his Chicago bedroom to Wade's
production offices in Florida.

When Brown sent Wade the four-track

demo of “Do You Wanna Get Funky With

Me,” Wade told him to get down to Florida

immediately. By the time Brown arrived, TK
Records had agreed to release the record

on its Drive label. Wade and Brown then

went to the studio, where they added an ad-

ditional 20 tracks to the song, which was
rush-released as a 12-inch single in spring,

1977. By summer, the song, re-edited as a

seven-inch single, had raced to the upper
reaches of all the national trade charts. And
Peter Brown started listening to black radio

stations.

Brown’s debut album on Drive, also titled

“Do You Wanna Get Funky With Me,” is

currently emulating the single's success on
the Cash Box R&B album and Top 200
album charts.

The next step for Brown is touring,

something he hasn’t done since his days
with the Rangerettes. He’s now assembling
a band in Chicago, and hopes to be out on
the road by spring. If the warm reception

that has greeted one of TK’s hottest new
acts since KC And The Sunshine Band is

any indication, there should be a lot of

funky fans waiting to meet Peter Brown in

the flesh.

Variety Seer) In South’s Rock
But Boogie Bands Prevail

NEW YORK — In the beginning, there were

the blues, born in the south. Later, there

was rock 'n roil, which also came from the

south, courtesy of Elvis Presley, Little

Richard, Jerry Lee Lewis, and others. Then,

after the "British invasion” had subsided,

the Allman Brothers, who came out of the

south and stayed there, heralded a rebirth

of “southern rock” in the late '60s and early

’70s.

Today, many of the major southern

“boogie bands” of six or seven years ago

are either non-existent or relatively quiet.

The Allman Brothers are no more, although

there remain various Allman spinoff

groups, including Sea Level, built around

the Allman Brothers’ rhythm section.

Lynyrd Skynyrd no longer exists, although

survivors of last October's tragic plane

crash plan to form a new group with a new
name.

Z.Z. Top and the Marshall Tucker Band
are very much alive, but both bands re-

cently took extended vacations from
recording and performing, and have not

been heard from for several months.

However, Marshall Tucker is about to

record a new album.
Profound Changes

The comments of record company
spokesmen who have been involved In the

“southern rock” movement suggest that in

1977, the region and its musicians under-

went profound musical changes.

Lenny Petze, vice president of A&R for

Epic, which currently has several southern

rock bands on its roster (including Wet
Willie, Charlie Daniels, Nantucket, and
Molly Hatchet), asserted that the label did

not view any of these groups as “southern

boogie” groups. Wet Willie, Petze said,

which had been considered almost an

archetypal southern band, has experi-

enced a change in music style since moving

from Capricorn Records to Epic. This shift

toward a slicker pop style, according to

Petze, stems largely from the songwriting

“influx” of Mike Duke.

“Every band we sign is based on in-

dividual creative judgment,” said Petze.

“There is no more a southern sound at CBS
than there is a midwest movement with

Cheap Trick, REO Speedwagon, and
Kansas ... we just don’t break down our

artists that way.”

Divergent Styles

Mike Hyland, who has been with

Capricorn since the label was founded,

pointed to a pronounced trend toward

divergent musical styles below the Mason-
Dixon line. Southern fusion jazz, Hyland

said, which dates to the Hampton Grease
Band in the early 1970s, has become much
more popular in the region today. The Mike

Green Band out of Atlanta was cited by

Hyland as a leader in current southern jazz-

fusion.

Mike Clark, assistant to Bill Lowery in

Atlanta, agreed wholeheartedly that “the
southern boogie movement is not what is

happening in the area now.”

The Bill Lowery Group currently is

producing only one band that can be

characterized as “boogie.” The group is

called Eric Quincy Tate. Clark described

how difficult it was to interest record labels

in leasing masters by boogie groups, and

noted that he is therefore playing down this

aspect in trying to promote Eric Quincy

Tate. “So far we’ve been unable to secure

them a record contract,” Clark said.

“Record companies say, ‘Not another

southern boogie band!’

Managers Series

Swartz’s Goal As Manager
Is Security For His Artists
NEW YORK — When Murry Swartz formed

Great Eastern Management with Larry

Magid and Allen Spivack of Electric Factory

Concerts, thefounderswereseekingtofill a

void in management services in the

Philadelphia area.

"So much talent has come out of

Philadelphia," exclaimed Swartz, “but very

little representation ever took place here. It

seemed as if so many acts never really

reached their potential, in many cases for

managerial reasons. They just never had

the proper direction."

With the exception of Richard Pryor, who
resides in Los Angeles, the Great Eastern

roster, which includes Patti LaBelle, Grover

Washington, Jr. and Dexter Wansel, is

comprised entirely of Philadelphia-based

artists.

Manager’s Functions

Swartz’s assessment of management
functions covers a wide range of artist

needs, from contacts with booking agents

and promoters to advice and feedback on

live performances, and consultation on the

direction an artist should take when a new
album goes into production. Swartz also

feels that a manager is responsible for an

artist’s basic financial security, and often

for other types of security as well.

“Having been with the group Labelle for

16 years (prior to which it was called Patti

LaBelle And The Bluebelles), Patti just

never functioned as a solo artist," Swartz

explained. “That in itself is a monumental
step for someone who has always shared

the stage. I think it was a case of instilling

confidence from the very beginning."

Swartz says that the hurtle was overcome
by surrounding Patti with fine musicians,

and assuring her that she was backed by an

efficient organization. Now, he says, “She

has more confidence as a solo artist than

she ever had in any of her group
relationships."

LaBelle signed for management just

about the time her debut solo album on

Epic Records was released, which left

Swartz with the task of intelligently packag-

ing her concert appearances. “With the

group Labelle, there was a tremendous
amount of stage production," he pointed

out. "We formed a new concept, which was
that Patti was going to go out and basically

be a singer. We stressed quality sound,

lights and a clean stage, coupled with her

tremendous energy as a performer.”

A similar concept guided the pre-

production discussions leading to the

current sessions for LaBelle’s new album,

which will probably be titled “Tasty." While

Swartz pointed out that the material for the

LP was selected with at least two probable

commercial singles in mind, there won't be

anything gimmicky about any of the tracks.

"She’s a mature woman," said Swartz, “and

she just doesn't need to try and mess with

that kind of thing.”

LaBelle’s New Following

While the group Labelle’s audience was
dominated by white Top 40 listeners,

Swartz noted a change in Patti LaBelle’s

following. "It seems that our base right now
is a black audience, at least 70% to 80%.

"

Swartz said that this shift did lead to

Keith Carradine’s 2-Careers
Create Unique Balancing Act

i LOS ANGELES — Keith Carradine has
! been spending a lot of time lately working

j

on his juggling act.

No, Carradine hasn’t traded his singing

and acting careers for the circus spotlight

— rather, those two professions have kept

|

the 28-year-old so busy lately that he has

come to consider his dual-career “a jug-

J

gling act."

“I wish it could always be like this,” says

Carradine, the son of veteran character-

actor John Carradine and a brother of

David Carradine, another singer/actor

|

member of the Carradine clan, who re-

cently starred as Woody Guthrie in the film

“Bound For Glory.” “I mean this is really

I great. ‘The Duellists’ came out six weeks
ago, the album came out two weeks ago
and ‘Pretty Baby’ is coming out in April. It’s

|

sort of a blitz."

Carradine’s coming-out blitz consists of

two new films, “The Duellists" and “Pretty

Baby,” in which he plays major roles, and
his second album for Elektra/Asylum
Records, titled “Lost And Found.” And
although Carradine is excited about the

current flurry of activity, he’s also quick to

point out that it is difficult to find the time to

keep up with two demanding professions.

Not Enough Time
“It's getting to the point where there just

doesn't seem like there's enough time,” he

says. “It takes three or four hours to just

read a script and right now I have no time to

read. I'm rehearsing from noon until five

and putting this band together for the tour.

Then I take time for dinner. After dinner we

work on the background vocals. So right

now, music is taking up all my time. What
I’m trying to do is say ‘alright, no movies
now — the next six months is just music.’

”

Because Carradine’s work in films must
now take a backseat to his music, it is ironic

to note that it was his acting career that first

allowed him to showcase his talent as a

singer/songwriter in the 1975 film

"Nashville.” Carradine played the part of a

member of a popular folk/rock trio, a role

which won him the Academy Award for best

song for his tune “I’m Easy.”

And although Carradine had been play-

ing guitar and writing songs for a number of

years before he was cast in "Nashville,” he

says he had never actively pursued acareer

in music. Still, he recognized the oppor-

tunity that the film offered.

Exposure Ottered

“I was aware of the fact that if thefilm was
a success a large number of people would
be exposed to what I do musically,”

Carradine says. “I didn't feel that it was go-

ing to be anything special for me. I just felt

that there were a lot of people doing music
and we were all going to get a shot.”

Carradine’s shot paid off. Shortly after

the film's release he was signed by E/A and
his first LP, “I’m Easy,” was released

Carradine was an actor/musician — or was
that a musician/actor?

“I used to tell everyone I was an ac-

tor/musician, in that order,” Carradine

says. “Now, it depends on when you ask
me. Right now I’m a musician/actor
because I'm putting together a band and
we’re going on tour and I've got a new

EAST COASTINGS — VIDEO IS HERE — The record companies haven't exactly been
stumbling over each other to tap the burgeoning home video market, which is expected to

open up full scale in 1979. But a number of entrepreneurs are gearing up for the an-

ticipated video boom, including Visiondisc Corp. in New York. Starting Feb. 27, the com-
pany will begin taping live entertainment performances at Les Mouches, a Manhattan
disco, as part of a package consisting of six one-hour video cassettes and videodiscs.

Singers Mercedes Hall and Mary Lou Williams will be among the artists featured.

FILM-FLAM — The soundtrack for “The Buddy Holly Story" will be released on the

American International Records label, distributed on Epic. Gary Busey, who plays Buddy
Holly, and Don Stroud and Charley Martin-Smith, who portray the Crickets, will handle

vocal duties on the album. The movie is

slated for May 20 release . . . Thom Bell will

compose and arrange the music for an up-
coming film called “The Fish That Saved
Pittsburgh,” which is described as an
“astrological comedy." . . . Moving on to the

tube, a new series spotlighting southern
musicians, “Southern Love Affair," will

premiere in selected southern stations
March 7. Tim McCabe of Atlanta hosts and
produces the show, which will feature art-

ists like Brick, William Bell and Beaver-
teeth . .

MORE ON THE SCREEN SCENE — Rod
McKuen has been appointed as script

supervisor and musical coordinator for

“The Unknown War,” a TV series focusing

on battles waged on the Eastern European
front during World War II. One of McKuen's
last musical endeavors also involved a bat-

labeled “disco,” and was not available for in-store merchandising.

HUMAN POTENTIAL MOVEMENTS — The Human Growth Foundation, a Minneapolis-

based organization dedicated to finding cures for children afflicted with growth disorders,

is steaming mad about Randy Newman's “Short People.” So mad, in fact, that the group's

president, John Dickey, issued a staten ent accusing Newman of having “seriously ham-
pered HGF's progress in helping children with growth disorders" and “not understanding
the anguish of children who suffer through nicknames of ‘midget,' ‘shorty,' ‘shrimp,' and
now, ‘short people.' "... Also in Minnesota, a state senator has introduced a bill reminis-

cent of the Luddite movement of the 19th century, when angry laborers smashed the

machines that were taking away their jobs. Seems the lawmaker is a musician and wants to

ban the “electric drum" that can reproduce the percussive sounds of a drum and rhythm
section. Kraftwerk, however, has not been persuaded to do any lobbying . . . Chick Corea,

as any true fan knows, is into Scientology. Now, if a fan wants to know more about L. Ron
Hubbard's message to mankind, he or she can send $3 to Chick Corea Productions and
receive "info on Scientology." Among the other available items are an autographed picture

of Chick and “info on musical equipment the group uses.”

WHAT DO YOU WANT FROM LIVE — The Tubes — A&M SP-
6003— Producers: Pete Henderson and Rikki Farr — List: 9.98

The Tubes are exciting — even without the benefit of the

band’s outrageous stage show. This well-recorded and well-

designed double-LP package manages to convey the Tubes’

unique verve and audacity for those who have never seen the

group’s no-holds-barred show. The LP features new songs as

well as such Tubes classics as “Don't Touch Me There" and
“White Punks On Dope." Sure to be an AOR favorite.

"THE

DRASTIC PLASTIC — Be-Bop Deluxe — Harvest SW-11750
— Producers: John Leckie and Bill Nelson — List: 7.98

This British quartet, featuring singer/songwriter Bill Nelson,

has combined stark, surreal lyrics with some of the most ac-

cessible techno-rock music yet produced to create a

fascinating LP. Bowieish visions of despair (“driving through

the city like a razor across its face") are well matched with a

variety of synthesizers reminiscent of Kraftwerk on cuts like

“Electric Language,” which show the potential of techno-rock.

STREET ACTION — BTO — Mercury Records SRM 1 3713 —

BTO is back and they're takin’ care of business as usual. On
this, the band's first album offering since their recent reforma-

tion with new member Jim Clench on bass, BTO holdsfast to the

driving rock sound that characterized their previous

recordings. Only on "Madison Avenue,” a multi-layered tune

with jazz and soft rock overtones, does the band stray from its

rocking roots. For Top 40 and AOR formats.

MCA MCA2321 — Producer: Mark DavisSTARGARD
List: 7.98

The much anticipated debut album from this extraterrestrial

trio will certainly bring these ladies to the foreground in the

recording industry. Sparkling, well blended vocals and har-

monies prevail on this disc and compliment the variety of

material nicely. Highlights, in addition to the theme from “Which

Way Is Up?,” include "Three Girls,” a musical introduction to the

group, the astral-travel sounds of “The Force” and “Disco

Rufus." For R&B and pop formats.

SCARABUS — Ian Gillan Band — Island ILPS 9511 —
Producers: Ian Gillan Band — List: 7.98

Anybody who thinks heavy-metal rock 'n' roll has lost its

energy need only listen to this album to see how wrong they are.

The former Deep Purple lead singer and his band lay down ten

driving tracks that will soon be heard on AOR stations

nationwide. Gillan's singing has developed much of Roger
Daltrey’s exuberance on the band's second American LP. “Twin

Exhausted" is an especially hot cut.

HEAD EAST — A&M SP-4680 — Producer: Jeffrey Lesser —
List: 7.98

If you’ve been listening to the mellow sound, you better turn

the volumn down before you lay the needle on this one —
mellow music this is not. From beginning to end, Head East’s

latest LP is designed to put your speakers to the test with a rous-

ing collection of real rockers, replete with pulsating rhythms,

gut-grabbing guitar work and plenty of gritty vocals. In fact, the

only non-rocker here is “Dance Away." For AOR and Top 40
stations.

LIVE — Frank Marino Mahogany Rush — Columbia JC 35257
— Producer: Frank Marino — List: 7.98

New technology has made it possible for groups to capture
the live feeling of their concerts without sacrificing audio quality.

That’s especially important here, to a band who has made
significant regional impact, but so far escaped truly national ac-
claim. Yet their supportive following continues to grow and, on
this album, gives every indication of becoming an even larger

gathering. Should get considerable AOR airplay.

TUBES
WHAT DO YOU WANT FROM

BEFORE THE DANCE — Orleans — ABC AA-1058/2 —
Producers: John & Johanna Hall, Larry & Lance Hoppen &
Wells Kelley — List: 7.98

Unlike some double-pocket collections gleaned from dusty
tape vaults, this album bristles with well-preserved energy,
though none of it is new material. Yet, like many bands, Orleans
recorded a quite respectable body of work before their dis-

covery by Top-40 radio narrowed their commercial focus and
launched a solo career for John Hall. This is a well-balanced
package representing a very palatable potpourri of styles.

ROMEO AND JULIET — Alec Costandinos And The Syn-
cophonic Orchestra — Casablanca NBLP 7086 — Producer:
Alec Costandinos — List: 7.98

Romeo, Romeo, wherefore art thou, Romeo? — Probably
down at the local disco steppin’ out to Shakespeare's latest son-
net. That's right, Romeo and Juliet have now made their rendez-
vous on record with Alec Costandinos producing. Shakespeare
laid down the lyric line and Costandinos performed the musical
marriage. So shake a leg William, before old desire doth in his

deathbed lie. For disco-oriented formats.

WAITING FOR COLUMBUS — Little Feat— Warner Bros. 2BS
3140 — Producer: Lowell George — List: 9.98

This first live effort for Little Feat is no little feat at all. The four

sides of funk rock, sprinkled with jazz overtones, include new
versions of such Little Feat standards as “Dixie Chicken/Tripe
Face Boogie” and “Willin’,” as well as 15 others. The Tower Of
Power Horns add a delightful lift to the already tightly-knit

swing-boogie band, making sure these Feats don’t fail you now.
For AOR playlists.

AN H ALEN — Warner Bros. BSK 3075— Producer: Ted Tem-
pleman — List: 7.98

Van Halen seems to have all the right elements going for it: A
classic rock lineup featuring a dynamic lead singer (David

Roth); a lead guitarist capable of Jimi Hendrix-iike intensity and
a rhythm section which enables the group to ride the rail be-

tween punk and conventional heavy metal/high energy rock.

The L. A. -area group already has a following both from its local

appearances and its recent hit single which, combined with the

powerful music here, should help push this LP high on the

charts.

UNTIL NOW — Bobby Arvon — First Artists FA-4001 —
Producer: John Lombardo — List: 7.98

This singer/songwriter will remind many people of Barry

Manilow, and he’s a good bet to achieve similar success. The ti-

tle track, which is currently #59 on the pop singles chart, is afine

example of Arvon's powerful singing voice on one of his most
moving compositions. The slower-tempo tunes are the strength

of this debut album, and they should fare well on MOR and pop
playlists.

SUNRISE — Buddah BDS 5697 — Producers: Bruce Johnston
and Lewis Merenstein — List: 7.98

Excellent instrumentation, bright pop hooks and interesting

lyrics will garner a lot of attention for this quartet’s debut album.
Sunrise’s brand of rock ’n’ roll is right for a variety of AOR and
pop playlists, especially cuts like “Don’t Ask Now” and “I Found
My Love." Domenic Chicchetti’s keyboard work stands out,

although all the players have their moments.

MCA 2333HONKY TONK MASQUERADE — Joe Ely

Cinema Concepts Uses Movie
Houses For Disc Promotions

by Randy Lewis

LOS ANGELES — With the help of Cinema
Concepts Inc., the movie theatre is

developing into one of the fastest-growing

vehicles for record promotion.
Al Schoenberger, who heads the three-

and-a-half-year-old firm, said the business
is constantly attracting more artists and
record companies and is now at the point

'where the record companies are coming
to us. rather than us going to them."

Their promotional effort centers around
a film short of an act, sometimes supplied
by the record company, the manager, or

Cinema Concepts, performing a song from
the album being promoted

Does Sell Records'
"We have trackable sales results."

Schoenberger said, "and have seen that

this approach does sell records. In one city,

where one of these was being shown, the

artist's record sold out at the local retailer

before the distributor could replenish his

supply.”

Schoenberger's job not only includes
finding a film audience of record-buying
age group, but also matching the particular

artist involved with an appropriate film.

"We use only the top grossing movie
houses in each area and first run films,” he
said. “ Annie Hall,' for instance, is doing
very well right now, but it's not first run. We
go only with the top new films."

Several Artists

Cinema Concepts has done projects for

Bob Seger, Joan Armatrading, Parliament,

Alan Price, Roger Daltrey among others,

and currently is working on one with Elec-

tric Light Orchestra.

The Roger Daltrey film, for instance,

featured him singing the title song from his

most recent MCA album, “One Of The
Boys." But rather than just footage of him

with a microphone, there were cuts back

and forth to Daltrey in scenes related to the

song, some of which showed him dressed

as an English punk rocker.

“This was not one you would show to a

very general audience." Schoenberger
said. “We coupled it with ‘Julia’ and some
other R-rated movies because that was the

most receptive audience for that particular

film."

With Joan Armatrading and Alan Price,

however, the clips were aimed at a larger,

middle-of-the-road audience, consisting

primarily of the artists’ rendering songs.

The emphasis in the promo clips is not

advertising, he said, but entertainment.

“Since we run these in the top theatres with

first run films such as ‘Star Wars' and 'Close

Encounters of the Third Kind,' they really

have to be high quality entertainment. The
approach is definitely soft-sell.

“In some cases," he said, “people have
actually given their applause after one that

is really good, which is unusual considering

these are basically commercials."

Also reatured are discussions with per-

sonal manager Dee Anthony, booking

agent Frank Barsalona, music attorney

Elliot Hoffman, composer Aaron Copeland,

and publishing executive Irwin Robinson.

Together, the tapes cover nearly every

aspect of the record business, from A&R
and artist development to publishing,

marketing, distribution, performing and

“funding.”

Warns Of Danger
In Pending Rules
WASHINGTON, D.C. — The National
Association of Broadcasters must fight an
array of battles against forces which, the

organization believes, are trying to erode
the freedom and profits of the industry. The
loss of any one of these battles before the

courts, federal agencies, or Congress,
could have a “domino-like effect."

This assesment was made by NAB presi-

dent Vincent Wasilewski in a speech to the

Federal Communications Bar Association,

in which he gave a rundown of pending or

recently considered proposals affecting the

industry.

Wasilewski said communications
lawyers "must get involved" and the NAB

;J president encouraged them to assist in the

industry’s proceedings.

Defeat of the performance royalty

proposal remains one of NAB s top
priorities, he said. Other problems on the
horizon include broadcast advertising
restrictions currently sought by citizens

groups; proposals that a percentage of

gross advertising revenues be used to sup-
port public broadcasting, and to pay FCC
license fees; and potential programming
restrictions on records whose lyrics make
reference to sex, ethnic groups, or
stereotypes of women, the elderly, and
various minority groups.

“The broadcasting profit picture,"
Wasilewski said, “although solid, is not as
uniformly rosy as portrayed by some. It

would be much worse if all these restric-

tions proposed were implemented."

Arbitron, WORK
Reach Settlement
LOS ANGELES — The Arbitron Company
has reached a settlement in its litigation

against WQRK-FM, Norfolk, Virginia in a

case involving the unauthorized use of

copyrighted audience data. The case is

part of Arbitron's ongoing effort to pursue
all cases of illegal and unauthorized use of

its copyrighted data.

Under the terms of the agreement,
WORK admitted its employees copied Ar-

bitron data without authorization in a
“memorandum" which was mailed to sales

representatives, agreed to pay Arbitron

compensatory damages and dropped its

counterclaims against Arbitron.

LOS ANGELES — What is the impact of a

Grammy nomination on an artist’s career?

Does being nominated for the recording

industry's highest award mean increased

album sales? Additional bookings? Greater

artistic freedom?
These questions were put recently to

singer Irene Krai, who racked up her

second nomination in as many years for

best performance by a jazz vocalist. Her
answers gave some insight into what the

National Academy of Recording Arts &
Sciences achievement awards mean to an

artist.

For starters, Krai pretty much discount-

ed the nomination’s impact on record sales,

saying only that “it helps build enthusiasm
among the people who work the record."

She did say, however, that a Grammy
nomination adds credibility to an album in

the eyes of radio stations which may be
considering programming it.

Krai went on to say that the nomination

does give the artist a feeling of personal ac-

complishment. “Whether or not you win,

the nomination is recognition of your work,”

she said, adding that it was especially

gratifying this year to be nominated along

with artists the caliber of Carmen McCrae,
Al Jarreau, Joao Gilberto and Helen Merrill.

Krai stressed that what distinguishes her

two Grammy-nominated LPs — “Krai

Space,” which is the current nominee, and

“Where Is Love’’ — from her other
recordings is that she selected the material

for them herself. In her opinion, this is the

only way to go.

“In the past,” she said, “the company told

me what to record and the records died as a

result. On the last two, I did what I wanted to

do and then sold the tapes."

“I’ve found that sometimes A&R men
have no idea what’s going on and are afraid

to commit themselves. Things would be a

lot easier if they would just leave the artist

alone.”
Credits Broadbent

According to Krai, much of the credit for

her recent success should go to Alan

Broadbent, who played piano on both the

nominated albums. “I’ve worked with some
excellent musicians in my career, but in

Alan I found someone who is really a kin-

dred spirit,” she said. “His approach to ac-

companying is just what I was looking for

and he’s also a great arranger.”

Interestingly, Krai said the person she’s

learned the most from in her 30 years as a

singer has been a fellow Grammy nominee.

Carmen McCrae. “I've known Carmen ever

since I was a teenager in Chicago and she

was working opposite Jackie & Roy (Jackie

Cain and Roy Krai, Irene’s sister-in-law and

brother, who have performed together

professionally since 1949 as Jackie & Roy).

She’s been a tremendous inspiration as

well as a good friend.”

ON JAZZ
The long-awaited reactivation of the

Candid jazz line is now a reality. Manufac-
turing and distribution of the line will be
handled by GRT through its Janus Records
division, and the LPs will carry the Barnaby
label. Barnaby, owned by Andy Williams,

consists mostly of Cadence masters (in-

cluding Candid) which Andy bought some
years ago. The music on the Candid-
Barnaby series was supervised by Nat Hen-
toff, and the recordings dating from the

early ’60s feature many of the budding stars

of the time. The first release features “Out

Toshiko really steps forth as a composer on her latest album.

“Studio J" is, for the most part, a straight-forward swing/bebop
number, while “Sumie" revolves around a gentle flute/clarinet

ensemble. The major composition, though, is the 21 Vi-minute

“Minamata,” which occupies ail of side two, in which Toshiko

covers a variety of moods, giving each of the band’s sections

and individuals a chance for plenty of blowing. Jazz program-

mers should jump on this one immediately.

NASHVILLE — Songwriters here honored

their peers on Valentine’s Day, selecting

Roger Bowling and Hal Bynum, co-writers

of Kenny Rogers’ “Lucille,” as winners of

the Nashville Songwriters Assn. Inter-

national’s (NSAI) Songwriter of the Year

award in a glittering dinner and show. 25

other songwriters, whose songs had
received the largest number of votes from

NSAI members voting on "The Songs I

Wish I Had Written” for 1977, were presen-

ted achievement awards.

Nashville’s leading songwriters cameout
to the Sheraton South Hotel here to attend

the ceremonies. Leaders in the music,

business and political arena, including

Nashville Mayor Richard Fulton and his

wife, paid their respects to the cream of the

crop of Nashville songwriters.

Newly elected NSAI president Bob Jen-

nings, director of publicity for Acuff-Rose

Publishing, presided as master of

ceremonies and introduced featured

speaker Jimmie Davis, former Louisiana

governor, singer, author of “You Are My
Sunshine” and member of the Country

Music Hall of Fame. Davis entertained the

audience for an hour with recollections of

his early days in the music business and
stories of his experiences as a poor young
man in Louisiana. Davis closed his address
with a tribute to the lasting value of songs
and to his friend Pee Wee King, who wrote

the immortal "Tennessee Waltz.”

First Collaboration

Success is no stranger to Bynum and
Bowling, whose first and only collaboration

resulted in “Lucille." Voted the Country
Music Association's Song of the Year and
Single of the Year, “Lucille” was certified

gold by the RIAA. Both writers have had
scores of songs recorded, and Bowling has
watched 14 of his tunes hit the charts over

the past few months.
Bowling, who said, “I think I will have to

wake up tomorrow to realize what this

award means ... it hasn't sunk in yet," lives

in the the small town of Dillard, Ga. He first

came to Nashville in 1970, but soon
recognized he needed more experience in

the songwriting business.

Looking Back

“I came here for three months in 1970,"

said Bowling following the awards dinner.

"But I realized I wasn't turning out good
songs, so I left and didn’t return until 1974.

needed to get away and look harder at the

business. I worked on my craft and learned

how to write. I was ready when I came
back.”

Although Bowling always felt "Lucille”

was a hit, he noted that it had been turned

down several times before getting record-

ed. “Hal and I finished it in July of 1976,”

Bowling said. “But it was turned down at

least 10 times. Actually, I’ve never had a hit

song that wasn't turned down.”

Some of those songs that proved to be

hits for Bowling are Billie Jo Spears’

“Blanket On The Ground,” Kenny Rogers’

“While The Feeling’s Good,” Freddie Hart’s

“I'd Like To Sleep Until I Get Over You” and
George Jones And Tammy Wynette's
“Southern California.”

A native Texan, Bynum’s career began
back in 1954 when, as a teenager, he wrote

"I’m Hot To Trot,” which was recorded by

Terry Fell. Bynum moved to Nashville in

1968. He wrote Jim Reeves’ “Nobody’s
Fool” and Johnny Cash’s “Papa Was A
Good Man." Over 150 recordings have

United Talent’s
GM Hits Rush To
Country Crossover

NASHVILLE — On a hot summer night in

Peoria, III. seven years ago, Conway Twitty

and Loretta Lynn’s husband, Mooney, were
sitting around eating watermelon and dis-

cussing the idea of forming a talent agency.

Out of that casual conversation was born

United Talent, Inc., an agency formed here

in 1971 solely to represent Twitty and Ms.

Lynn. Since that time, United Talent has

grown to include a roster of 28 artists and a

steady growth rate of 50 percent each year

of operation. In 1977, the agency secured

almost $6 million worth of bookings for its

artists.

It seems the race is on in the Nashville

music industry to compete with or outdo

anything Los Angeles or New York has to

offer. The lure of crossover records by

country artists has spawned a virtual stam-

pede by producers, record companies,
managers and talent agencies. But Jimmy
Jay, a former interior decorator, talent

buyer, concert producer, longtime
associate of Twitty and general manager of

United Talent since its inception, places

strong emphasis on the reputation of Unit-

ed Talent as a genuine country talent

agency.

“In every interview I've ever done, sooner
or later the questioning gets right down to

what do you think of the crossover, the

broadening of country music,” said Jay,

who grew up in the tiny town of Avalon, Wis.

(pop. 80) where his father was a railroad

man. “I can see where the Conway Twitty's

and the Loretta Lynn’s haven’t changed a

bit, and they are making more money year

after year, it has nothing to do with crossing

over because Conway and Loretta don’t

cross over. But their income and popularity

are growing each year.

‘Country Agency’
“I don’t think there is an artist in our

agency who has crossover records,” Jay
added. “We are a country agency, and I’m

proud of it. What I’m seeing are young peo-
ple coming to concerts to hear country

music. They aren’t there to hear country-

pop music. You can judge and feel that by

the song selections and which songs
receive the biggest applause. When
somebody makes a lot of noise, it is easy to

get on the bandwagon with them. My
philosophy is this: Whatever your bag is,

hang in there with your bag because that is

what made you and got you there to begin

with.”

Even though United Talent books coun-
try artists and Jay plans to maintain that

policy, he recognizes the tremendous
change and growth which has marked
country music in recent years. In the talent

business, Jay said, the increased
sophistication of booking contracts
provides a striking example of the growing
country music market.

‘More Service’

“As a booking agent, the only thing I've

got to offer is more service to the artist,”

said Jay, whose office includes eight, full-

time booking agents. "Service is the

biggest word I can use. Where i’ve seen a

change is in trying to provide more of these

services to the artists. Back when we start-

ed in 1971, the proper kit we sent with a

contract was a black and white picture and
a bio. Now we are more sophisticated. We
send four by five transparencies for color

ads, we have to furnish well-laid-out fact

sheets and, in general, more tools. We have
to hand out more publicity because the

news media finally has accepted country

music, and they will print more of these

things.

“Up until two or three years ago, very few

artists ever demanded sound and lights,”

Jay continued. “Now that is part of the

show. That is part of the negotiated con-

tract. Four years ago, no one in Nashville

had ever heard of a rider in a contract. Now
there are many riders demanding what we
need the day of a show, things like power
supplies and so forth. Also, from the time I

came to Nashville, it was not unusual for

artists to still be playing high school

auditoriums, VFW clubs and National

Guard armories. Now we are playing places

like the Capitol Center in Largo, Md. which

seats 18,000 people, and places like the

Aladdin in Las Vegas.”
Larger Hotels

In dealing with the larger hotels and
arenas, Jay has noticed an interesting at-

titude on the part of management.
“I find that people like the Aladdin or

other sophisticated places are used to

working with huge agencies where one man
can’t give them an answer,” Jay said. “They
feel it is very refreshing to work with an

agency such as ours because we can sit

around a table and give them decisions

there without dragging and holding things

up for months. Nashville agents are allowed

to make decisions.”

Mike Hyland notes that what "southern
boogie” is left today is probably not quite as
“raw" as it was in the Allman heyday, or in

Skynyrd's early days. There are, of course,

exceptions. Molly Hatchet, who are han-
dled by Pat Armstrong, Skynyrd’s former
manager, have made a concerted effort to

become “the next Lynyrd Skynyrd.” This

they have done through red-neck antics

like taking apart a recording studio (Cash
Box, February 11). In addition, Sea Level,

(composed of three former Allman
Brothers Band members), Dickey Betts (on

his solo efforts), Elvin Bishop, and Charlie

Daniels all carry on the “southern boogie"
tradition.

Southern Rock Lives

“Southern rock is definitely not dead,”

Hyland stated. “We are continuing to seek
boogie bands that are musically solid,

bands that have five or six cats who can
play, and can blow a crowd away. Not
bands formed in some guy’s garage, where
they just go out and find somebody to play

bass, for example. A band can be frantic,

but it has to be good.” Stillwater is one ex-

ample of a new Capricorn band that plays

traditional southern rock, and yet has
drawn a major commitment from the label,

Hyland said.

Finally, he mentioned the hundreds of

southern rockers who. while not signed to

labels, continue to survive in the south by
playing bars and small nightclubs.

“People always have loved southern
music. That doesn’t change. It’s probably
the no-bullshit attitude of the musicians.

Here, most audiences are still made up of

people who don’t like to dress fancy or act

fancy. They wear cowboy hats, and like

having a good time. They ako feel very

strongly about their home, about the

south.”

minor problems on the concert tour in

some markets. “Not all white promoters
know how to promote a black artist,” he ex-

plained. “They don’t have the research

facilities, they don’t have the guy in the

street. I’ve seen promoters take dates on

Patti, and simply put her into a newspaper
column ad with a grouping of events. They
never even think about hitting black radio

or the black press early on." Swartz pointed

out that many promoters of black concerts

still have a long way to go in taking

crossover, various black radio formats and
ticket buying patterns of the black concert

audience into account when promoting

black artists.

He emphasized, however, that LaBelle’s

tour was instrumental in stimulating sales

onthealbum, and preparing thewayfor her

return into many markets. Her next U.S.

tour, which will be scheduled to allow for a

European tour beginning in early summer,
will continue to concentrate on 3000 to 4000
seat halls. If demand warrants it, extra

dates may be added, but Swartz would
rather stay out of larger venues at this point

in LaBelle’s solo career.

Designing Stage Set

Many similar concepts have been ap-

plied to Grover Washington, the young sax-

ophonist, whose next tour will feature a

simple, yet hopefully effective, stage set.

“The intention here is not to compete with

rock and roll, but to give a clean ap-

pearance that will really add to what’s hap-

pening on stage.” Washington and his band
will perform on a white carpet, with all

cables and hardware hidden to accentuate

a subtle use of lighting.

While Washington is in litigation over his

recording contract with Kudu/CTI Records,
Swartz' major concern is the negotiation of

a new contract for the artist. As Swartz sees
it, one of the issues in the new deal will be
thefinancial question. “The ultimate thing a

manager can do for an artist is set him up
for life. If you can give him the security of

knowing that when his cycle ends (if it ever

does) he won't be out there like a

professional athlete in his '30s, not able to

generate the big money any more, you have
given him the freedom of selectivity. If an

artist can be selective in what he does,

because he’s not pressed for the bucks,

then he can maintain a certain level of

creativity.

Swartz, who has always lived in

Philadelphia, gained much of his music in-

dustry experience as one of the co-

principals of Queen Booking, where he

handled the appearances of Sammy Davis,

Jr., Aretha Franklin, Gladys Knight & The
Pips, the O'Jays, Richard Pryor and many
other top black attractions from 1964 to

1975.

Frank and Maurer Examine
Future of Roadshow Records

LOS ANGELES — Freddie Frank and Sid

Maurer, president and co-president,

respectively of Roadshow Records, are two

“old friends” with new ideas about their

future business endeavors. Roadshow has

been in existence for five years, but has in

the past year or so experienced a number
of new developments within its structure,

which have contributed to the companys
“finally coming into its own.”

Roadshow began four years ago as a

label distributed by Scepter Records with

its first single “Do It Till You’re Satisfied,” by

B.T. Express, the group which gave the

label a gold album and two million-selling

singles in the first year. They eventually left

Scepter, placing B.T. Express with Colum-
bia Records for distribution. (The group’s

records continue to bear the Roadshow
logo in addition to the Columbia imprint.)

Roadshow then entered into a distribu-

tion arrangement with United Artists and in

affiliation with Moon-Dock (a company for-

med by Frank and Maurer’s Desert Moon
production company in association with

producer Jeff Lane) signed Brass Con-
struction to U A in October 1976. Since then,

Frank and Maurer have been instrumental

in putting together the foundation for what

they term “the re-establishing of Roadshow
under a strong distributorship.”

“We are a company within a company,”
says Frank; ‘‘we promote, market and
manage our acts. We have our own
marketing arm and a full staff of people out

in the market place. We are completely dif-

ferent. Roadshow is a positive, young,
aggressive company that doesn’t believe

that we can't do what the big guys can do.”

First Act
The first act signed to Roadshow under

the UA arrangement was Enchantment, a

five-man vocal unit from Detroit. The
group's second album on Roadshow,
“Once Upon A Dream,” is currently #12-

bullet on the Cash Box R&B chart and #68-

bullet on the pop chart. The single, “It’s You
That I Need,” is # 1 3-bullet, R&B and #57-

bullet on the pop chart.

“They are in the process of moving onto

the second rung of the ladder,” says

Maurer, who, through Roadshow's
management arm, helped the group
develop a visual show. “The first album
launched them and following that, going on

the road formed and shaped them. This

second album exemplifies their potential.

And they will be making television ap-

pearances shortly and there is a major tour

in March and April.”

Also On Roster

Also on the Roadshow roster is gospel

singer Shirley Caesar whose first release is

“First Lady.” According to Frank,
Roadshow is making a tremendous com-
mitment to gospel music this year. They
recently purchased the entire Hob catalog

for distribution which contains some
recordings by Caesar, James Cleveland

and others.

Other Ventures

Morning, Noon & Night and Winners are

two self-contained groups of musicians

recently signed along with singer-
songwriter Billy Kirkland. Just signed to a

Roadshow logo deal with Ariola Records is

a “futuristic group” called The Force which,

in Frank’s words, is a “major undertaking

on our part.” Mark Radice, another singer-

songwriter formerly with UA, is currently

preparing a new album for a “logo situa-

tion," but at present is not signed to a label.

Roadshow recently purchased a master of

a group from Canada, which will be their

“first venture into rock ’n roll.” Vehicle, as

the group is called, had a great deal of

success in Canada and Frank hopes this

will spread to the U.S.

Frank termed the recent signing of Tina
T urner to the company “a good marriage,"

saying that Tina wanted to be with a com-
pany that could really communicate her

music rather than take it for granted.

“Tina came to us through Mike Stewart, a

former president at UA, who represents

her. She felt that we were aggressive
enough and we also felt that there was a

firm spot in the growth of this company for

us to both mutually dowhatwehavetodoto

“They can be

used as past of a lecture series, or regular

coursework. We are interested in having

the record companies contribute
scholarship money, which might go toward

student workshops . . . there is also the

possibility of using the videotapes for

public service or fundraising activities."

Zalkind notes that one of his aims is to

make PLA a self-sustaining organization,

rather than a charity-child of the record

companies. The firm has raised a total of

$50,000 in donations, with most of it coming
from CBS.

In addition to his numerous record

business dealings. Zalkind has held

preliminary discussions about launching a

similar educational videotape series on the

sports industry.

artists rarely involve a voice-over or heavy

promotional plugging. Instead, the artists

do their songs, and their performance is

followed by a shot of the album’s cover and

the name of the record company.
When a record company decides they

want to use Cinema Concepts for theatre

promotion, they give a list of markets they

want covered, then Schoenberger and his

company take over.

‘Theater Choices’
From there, they decide which theatres

in various cities would be best and try to co-

ordinate the theatres with the currently

available films. Based on demographics,
they decide which film would be most likely

to attract people who would buy the artist's

album.

'There is sometimes an overlap in

audiences. For example, a 55-year-old

woman may go to see 'Saturday Night

Fever,' which is definitely not the average

age for that film But that same woman,
because she is at the movie, is likely to go
out and buy a record." Schoenberger said

Fees

Record companies pay Cinema Con-
cepts $100 a week per theatre used, which

the company uses to rent the theatre.

Schoenberger likened the fee to buying

time on television. This fee is in addition to

the production cost of the film short, which

averages from $10,000 to $20,000 and is

paid for by the record company.

"We work very closely with managers,
record company people and artists on
these and we think they have really helped

break some artists, particularly Al Jarreau

and Bob Seger, from local followings into

national figures,” he said.

One of the reasons these work better in

theatres than they would on television, is

that “the mood is built on entertianment,”

according to Gary Richman, one of

Schoenberger’s associates. "People come
ready to enjoy themselves. They see the

artist on a big screen and they can get more
of a feel of what the artist is about, then

decide for themselves whether they wantto
buy the album. And at theatres, they don’t

get up and walk to the refrigerator."

College Communities
In general, the theatres selected are near

colleges and shopping centers, so there

are retail outlets available. Schoenberger
also said record companies sometimes use
the promo clips to support concert tours,

sometimes even as a substitute for a tour.

“When it’s just a five-minute clip on one
song, you aren't giving away the whole con-

cert. It's like a preview of coming attrac-

tions.”

Since movie-goers average in the same
18-34 age group as record buyers, he said

they don't have to rely heavily on
demogrpahics. "We just know what the top

grossing films are and play off of common
sense in selecting the right film for the ar-

tist."

Angel plans to release the album April 2.

According to Ms. Sills, it took only three

days to capture the performance on tape.

Other Projects

Also in the works at the moment are

recordings of Donizetti’s “Don Pasquale”

and Verdi's "Rigoletto,” and a duet album
with Sherrill Milnes, all scheduled for com-
pletion this summer. Ms. Sills’ role in “Don
Pasquale" will be her last at the Met, and

she was released at her request from doing

17 performances of Gilda on the same
stage.

Ms. Sills said she had decided not to do
“Rigoletto" at the Met “because by the time

I had been scheduled to do that, in 1979

and 1980, I will already be very much in-

volved with the City Opera administration.

So I won’t be performing any more
‘Rigoletto's.’ But of course I have done
‘Rigoletto,’ so it's not a question of my
learning something just to record it.”

Ms. Sills might record another solo

recital album. “I’ve been looking at some
French repertoire that I haven't recorded,

and I may do that.” She might also make
another LP with Andre Kostelanetz, since

their collaboration on “The Music Of Victor

Herbert” proved a big success.

Sutherland And Sills

The most exciting possibility in Beverly

Sills’ future as a recording artist is the

chance that she and Joan Sutherland might

record “Die Fledermaus” together. In Sep-
tember of 1980, the two singers are

scheduled to star in the San Diego Opera
production of the operetta, alternating be-

tween the roles of Adele and Rosalinda in

successive performances. Ms. Sills has

never recorded either role, and she has

been discussing the idea of recording the

San Diego production with Ms. Sutherland.

The only obstacle is the fact that, while

Ms. Sills records exclusively for EMI, Ms.

Sutherland is a London recording artist.
,

However, Ms. Sills notes, “The possibilities

of recording it are certainly on the minds of

both London and EMI. We’ll certainly get

something on a piece of acetate for

posterity. But it’ll be a lot of fun. We’re both

having a lot of giggles talking about it.”
j

Why Record In Europe ?

Noting that “The Merry Widow” was the

first major operatic work to be recorded

here in some time, Ms. Sills said she would

like to see more opera recordings made in

the U.S. “They used to be,” she recalls, “but

I guess the prices became very high here in

contrast to those paid to European musi-

cians, and that's why all the operatic

recordings were moved to Europe. I think

the gap is closing now. Inflation isn't a Unit-

ed States ailment, it’s a worldwide ailment. I

think that the time is coming when
American musicians' prices will be com-
petitive with the European musicians’.”

Ms. Sills denied that recordings were
done in Europe because so many top

singers live there. “If they can come to sing

in our opera houses, they can come and

record for our record companies." She also

noted that a number of the best-selling art-

ists are American, including herself, Leon-

tyne Price, Sherrill Milnes, Shirley Verrett,

Marilyn Horne, Grace Bumbry, and Martina

Arroyo. “Milnes and myself and Leontyne

are probably three of the best-selling artists

in the world today. So if we’re involved in

(recording) projects, I think it can be done
over here."

CLASSICAL CLIPS
NEW YORK — Leonard Bernstein, who was
the first American ever to conduct at La

Scala, returned to Milan’s opera house
February 10 with the touring Vienna State

Opera for a performance of Beethoven’s

Atari Bows Procedure To Alleviate

Problem Of Damaged Merchandise
SUNNYVALE, CA — Atari has initiated a

new procedure to assure that games ship-

ped arrive at their destination in good work-

ing order. Tip-N-T ell is a visual indicator

which will be placed on the game cartons to

show if a game has been mishandled or

dropped in shipment.

Tip-N-T ell is a heavy cardboard label in

day-glow red with a specially designed

arrow cutout covered with clear plastic

adhesive material. The bottom portion of

the arrow is filled with bright blue sand. This

is placed on the carton with the arrow
pointing up. A metal strip that holds the

sand in the bottom portion of the arrow is

then removed. The blue sand will flow to the

top portion of the arrow if the carton is tip-

ped in any direction to a 90 degree angle or

more. If this happens, a special adhesive

material holds the sand in the top part of the

arrow; thus the Tip-N-T ell will show if the

carton has been mishandled in any way.

the reported problems of concealed
damage," reports Frank Ballouz, national

sales manager.

Personality Profile:

Al Hughes: A Man& His Music
by Frank Manners

CHICAGO — Why would anyone want to

repair jukeboxes for a living? “I was
hungry.” reflected Al Hughes, "besides, I

like to fix things.” By day, Hughes is music
mechanic at Empire Distributing Inc.,

Chicago; by night, founder, owner and lone

employee of Al's Juke Service.

In 1955 Hughes made his inauspicious

debut in the jukebox business. Up from
South Carolina, trained in electronics
through the veteran’s program, Al heard
that Chicago had a robust job market. He
tried TV repair first, but rejected it. Then he
answered a newspaper ad for a technician

at Rock-Ola Manufacturing and thus began
a 10-year marriage. Al repaired, inspected,

troubleshot and assembled.
In 1965, a new opportunity knocked. A

Chicago operator’s south side service man
died so Hughes was solicited for the job. He
took it and pounded the pavement for six

years, until racial tension erupted into riots.

Working the south side streets was tan-

tamount to guerilla combat. He prudently

decided to seek inside employment. Floyd

Babbitt, Empire Distributing’smusic super-

visor said, “come on over” and Hughes did.

He gave the operator five weeks notice, but

when the op didn’t find a replacement,

Hughes sublet the job. He paid a man to fill

in so he could join Empire.

Inside Vs Outside
When Hughes started at Empire in 1971,

he also established an outside repair ser-

vice, 6:30 p.m. to midnight, seven days a

week, to supplement his income. Outside
and inside are two different worlds. Outside
service resembles melodramatic theater.

To the operator and location, every
breakdown is a life and death emergency.
Hughes recalls countless occasions when
an operator would cajole and plead, “My
best stop is down. Run over now before you
go home, before you eat. It’s only around
the corner.” When Hughes arrives, after a

10 mile expedition in which he can find no
parking, the location owner greets him
grousing, threatening to dump the
phonograph in the street if it doesn't work.

The service man must smooth his ruffled

LOS ANGELES — In an effort to duplicate

on an international scale RSO Records'

domestic success with the Bee Gees,

Player, Andy Gibb and EricClapton, among
others, RSO Records is initating a suppor-

tive international marketing and promotion

program to be coordinated with Polydor.

"We have two main goals,” said Hutson

in an interview with Cash Box.

We intend to correct this. Secondly. RSO
Records is going to be visible in the inter-

national marketplace to an extent not

achieved in the past. We will be looking and
listening.”

Hutson stressed that the key to success
for RSO in the international marketplace is

a strengthened relationship with Polydor.

RSO's international distributor.

“It is inevitable that you put your own
house in order first. This is what RSO
Records has done during the last 18

months under the leadership of Al Coury.

Because of this focus, working with the in-

ternational licensees has not been a high

priority. This is the situation I intend to

change. I am setting up an organization in

London which can feed merchandising

materials to our RSO label managers in the

major territories. Polydor has just put on a

marketing man who is going to be concen-
trating just on RSO product. We are saying

to Polydor, 'OK, we are going to give you all

the tools to market RSO product that until

nowyou have been lacking.'

"I am going to have videotapes of our art-

ists and advance copies of new Bee Gees
albums, taped interviews with Andy Gibb
for local radio, special posters we are mak-
ing for licensees, copies of the merchandis-
ing we did for ‘Sgt. Pepper.’ I will be bring-

ing John Stewart to different countries for

promotion. Andy Gibb is going to spend his

20th birthday in Europe doing promotion
visits. These are things we have not done

before. I am going to get the Polydor

promotion person who goes to RTE in Paris

as excited about Player as we are here."

Hutson, based in London, intends to

work closely with Brian O'Donoughue in

building a strong RSO operation in

England.

“Historically, RSO Records has been

associated with London,” Hutson said.

“The first area one looks to outside of the

United States is the U.K. Brian will be han-

dling the day-to-day operations of the com-
pany in England while I will oversee all of

the international operations. What happens
in England affects what happens in Europe
and by establishing a strong base of opera-

tions in London. RSO will be able to reach

out to the other international markets. We
are going to be there, helping our licensees

get the most out of the marketplace.

"Talent acquisition is an important new
priority. We have had a low profile inter-

nationally.

Hutson began his career at NEMS before

moving to Chappell Music where he ran the

Lowery Music subsidiary and soon es-

tablished his own interest in publishing and
production. He then became creative ser-

vices manager at United Artists Music
before joining Ian Raifini at the inception of

the Anchor label as general manager of

publishing. He remained with Anchor for

three years and became general manager
of the record company. Hutson then moved
to the United States and joined Arista, most
recently holding the position of director of

product management for the label.

Brian O'Donoughue. the new managing
director of RSO Records U.K.. has been
associated with the Robert Stigwood
Organisation since the late '60s when he

TORONTO — "I am not a new wave artist,”

says Private Stock recording artist Robert
Gordon. "I am just a new artist. People have
this term ‘new wave' kicking around, and
they pin it on me and every other guy whom
they can’t find a label for. I don’t mind it, but
you'd figure someone out there would find a
new name for my music."

Gordon's problem with categorization is

a situation indigenous to the music in-

dustry. Record companies, radio stations

and the press all have differing opinions on
what exactly new wave is. "When radio sta-

tions say they’re playing new wave music,
they're actually playing music by rather uni-

que artists that defy descriptions or
categorizations easily,” says Joe Owens,
national promotional director for CBS
Canada.
“New wave music has taken on an en-

tirely different meaning,” says Nancy Krant
of CHUM-FM, Tornoto’s leading FM rock
station. “It used to be the second rush of

punk bands coming from Britain, that were
both punkish and musical. Now, we’re
classifying some pretty odd bands under
new wave, like Elvis Costello, Eddie Money,
Meat Loaf and Clover. New wave now
means fresh, energetic music.”

"Radio claims to be playing new wave,"
says Jean-Marie Heimrath of Polydor
Records. "But they're really just playing

commercial music. If they really had guts,

they'd back up the new wave movement
and play the Sex Pistols and some of the

harder bands.”

But John Parikhal, creative director at Q
107(CILQ-FM), claims that the "hard-
edged” music is too visceral for airplay.

"We've been playing all of the more musical
stuff, like Costello and Gordon. But the

production standards of some of the

albums are not up to scratch. The musical
approach is also too simplistic and
primitive for our listeners. When you try to

reach a specific audience, you cannot af-

ford to alienate listeners by playing an of-

fensive piece of music. We aren't playing

the Sex Pistols, not because of the lyrics or

the politics in their music, but because it’s

far too brutal on the senses. Our audience
just wouldn’t stand for it for a prolonged
period of time.”

Parikhal says that the station received

requests for Sex Pistols music when the

album first was released, "but the excite-

ment has died down a lot since Christmas.

People were curious at first, but now they're

more interested in hearing music from the

new wave movement, not noise.”

But Bruce Heyding, the music director at

CFNY-FM in Toronto, feels that the other

two rock stations are missing the point. “We
play the Pistols, and the other bands like

the Jam and the Diodes, not because we
like it, but because we feel an audience
should be exposed to every new angle in

music. It really isn't for us to decide how
much new wave music our listeners should

be hearing. We haven't had any complaints

about our policy, and I don't think the other

stations would get them either. A radio sta-

tion should turn people on to music, not

turn them away from it, or keep them from
it. New wave is not a fad. It looks like it may
make it."

Parikhal agrees, saying, "New wave is

likely here to stay, but in a refined form. I

know it isn't just a fad, and that we should

pay attention to any new music coming out,

and we have. We've been playing the

Costello album since it was available by im-

port. But when the production standards

aren’t good, you're discrediting the station

by playing music, and you’re insulting your

listeners."

seeing some coded product on the

market.”

Other major manufacturers, including

Atlantic, CBS, MCA, RCA, Motown, Poly-

gram, Warner Bros., United Artists, Elek-

tra/Asylum, 20th Century-Fox, RSO and

Casablanca, have not yet applied for

manufacturers numbers.

Many Waiting

Most said they are studying the implica-

tions and potential problems before apply-

ing for their numbers and also waiting to

see what the others will do.

One of the obstacles to industry-wide im-

plementation of the coding system is the

problem of agreement among manufac-

turers. "It would be a lot easier if we all sat

down and said, 'OK, let’s go ahead with bar

coding,' ” said a spokesman for one label.

“But of course that's anti-trust, so It can’t

be done,” he said.

Another problem was raised by a

spokesman for another label, who said,

‘‘Look what would happen if a certain

manufacturer came out and said, ‘We are

going to start bar coding.' If there are artists

on that label who are opposed to having

these symbols on their jackets, it could

become a selling point for a company not

involved with coding. They could say 'Come
with us and you won't have to put those

symbols on your albums.’

NEW YORK — TPi Records has been

formed by Terry Phillips, an independent

producer and former president of Percep-

tion/Today Records.

One unusual aspect of the new company
is that some of its artists help run it.

Singer/songwriter Jeannie Brittan, for in-

stance, handles promotion and assists with

sales for TPi; and TPi artists Brian

McDonald and Scott Johnson will handle

A&R and assist in promotion and sales in

the New England and Baltimore/Washing-

ton areas, respectively.

Other acts on the TPi roster are Sinbad,

Canyon, Both Worlds and Larry Young, Jr.

Independent distributors who have been

lined up to handle the label so far include

Apex-Martin, Pickwick, MS, Aquarius,

Zamoiski and Chips. The first two album
releases will be “Orchestra Julian — Latin

Fire,” cut in Caracas, Venezuela, and

“Don’tcha Hide It" by Both Worlds.

The fact that no method has been es-

tablished for coding cartons, cassette and
8-track tapes was brought up by another

manufacturer's spokesman. “You could

put out LPs with coding, but what about the

cartons they are shipped in? That's your

subdistributor level and bar codes won’t

help him yet. Or what about tapes, the other

40 percent of your business? These are real

concerns we have to deal with before we
proceed with it.”

Art Whitmore, who is in charge of bar

coding for Polygram Group labels, said one
of that company's biggest concerns is

UPC's compatibility with EAN, the Euro-

pean coding system. Because of Poly-

gram’s large international business, Whit-

more said a lack of compatibility of the two

systems could be a major drawback.

“But I understand there is a software

package available which will make the

systems compatible,” Whitmore said. “So
we intend to continue participating in

NARM's bar coding meetings and possibly

within the next coupleof months we will ap-

ply for our numbers from the UPC Council.”

The majority of those who have not ap-

plied for numbers said they are waiting to

see what information comes out of next

month’s NARM meeting. Almost all.

however, said they think the potential sav-

ings bar coding offers is worth pursuing

and despite some potential problem areas,

most are trying to eliminate those problems
in order to move ahead with coding as

quickly as is feasible.

Carlin To Manage
Satril Music Pub.
LONDON — Carlin Music recently signed a

new publishing administration contract

with the Satril Music Company providing

for the management of the Satril Music

catalog worldwide. In the U.K., Carlin Music

will work on all areas of management and
administration including promotion and ex-

ploitation.

In overseas territories, the Satril catalog

will be subpublished by various publishing

houses, territory by territory. Both Satril

and Carlin will negotiate with overseas

publishers, and in this respect the Satril

catalog will be treated independently from

Carlin's general catalogs. Satril’s current

overseas subpublishing contracts will

remain in full force and effect.

The new deal with Carlin follows the re-

cent change of distribution for the Satril

Records label from Pye to WEA in the U.K.

CONCERTS BY THE SEA, REDONDO
BEACH — Roy Ayers' recent week-long

stint at this posh jazz club on the pier at

L.A.'s Fisherman’s Wharf served a two-fold

purpose. First, it was a tune-up for an up-

coming 60-day concert tour. Second, it was

a chance for Ayers to further groom his

backup group, Ubiquity/Starbooty, for a

career of their own on Elektra Records.

Ubiquity opened the set with the title

track to their debut “Starbooty” LP, a

rollicking jazz-funk tune with multi-layered

instrumentation and simple yet effective

lyrics. Next was “Love Is Love,” an earthy,

lowdown ballad about the vicissitudes of

love. On the latter number, Merry Clayton’s

gritty vocals were neatly juxtaposed with

the more delicate stylings of Karla Vaughn.

“Spread It” featured some dazzling solo

work by saxophonist Justo Almarino, who
cut loose several times while the rest of the

band maintained the throbbing disco beat.

Throughout the opening segment of the

show, the seven-piece band exuded a

festive, party spirit without lapsing into

excess. It was evident, too, that Ubiquity is

capable of a high level of musicianship.

However, it was the addition of Ayers’

magnetic presence that really warmed the

crowd.

An outstanding vibist, Ayers has enjoyed

immense popularity in the ’70s while

developing exciting new sound effects

through the use of electronics. His many
Polydor albums, on which he is a featured

vocalist as well, have reached a wide rock,

jazz and R&B audience.

Ayers immediately launched into a vibes

solo as a prelude to "Search-in’,” which

also featured keyboardist Philip Woo on

synthesizers. After announcing that he in-

tended to send them home with a “music

hangover,” Ayers charmed the audience

into scat-singing along on several subse-

quent tunes. He returned to the vibes only

infrequently during the remainder of the

set, relying instead on his highly choreog-

raphed vocals and superior showmanship
to carry him through.

As an added bonus, Ayers previewed

material from his new "Let’s Do It” LP.

“Freaky Deaky,” a highly infectious disco

number, got things jumping at the usually

demure venue.
In the end, it was Ayers’ charismatic per-

sonality the crowd responded to as much
as Ubiquity’s finger-popping blend of rock,

jazz and R&B sounds. The challenge now is

for the group to develop an entertaining

character of its own. alan sutton

Rick Nelson
Jay Boy Adams

THE ROXY, L.A. — Despite a well-

publicized complaint made a few years ago
in “Garden Party" about having to play “the

old songs,” Rick Nelson showed no aver-

sion to them here in a set which was
liberally sprinkled with his early rock ’n’ roll

hits.

While some recording artists who gain

notoriety through other mediums end up
trying to overcome that image, it is clear

Rick Nelson has no battles with Ricky
Nelson, once famous as a member of

"America’s favorite family — The Nelsons.”

This was demonstrated by the footage

from “The Adventures of Ozzie and Harriet"

used to open the show. Little Ricky Nelson
appeared in some scenes with brother

Dave followed by a segment in which a

teen-aged Rick sang one of his early hits to

screaming fans. This segued to Rick and
the Stone Canyon Band on stage doing "I'm

Walkin'," the song from the film clip.

Throughout the evening, whether it was
answering questions about where Dave or

Wally are today, or singing “She Belongs To
Me," “Travelin' Man” or "Hello Mary Lou."

Nelson made no attempt to ignore his past.

That may be because he is so confident

about his present and future. With the new
songs from his “In Takes” album as a

springboard. Nelson may raise his profile

as a strong force in popular music.

He hasn't abandoned the country-rock

style he helped pioneer, but his stance is

slighty more rock now than it has been in

recent years. “I Wanna Move With You” and
“You Can’t Dance” reflect his early rock

roots, while his version of Brenton Wood’s
“Gimme A Little Sign” shows hecan handle

R&B as well.

Nelson’s distinctive, easy-going vocal

style is used most effectively on ballads,

particulary the new “Wings,” which
emphasizes the importance as the years go
by of self-fulfillment as opposed to peer or

public acceptance.

Toward the end of the show, however, he

showed his early association with Sam
Phillips’ Sun Records with a couple of solid

rockers which he belted out with surprising

power.

Opening the evening with an aggessive

county-rock set was Atlantic recording art-

ist Jay Boy Adams. Although his portion

was a relatively short 35 minutes, he

packed into that period a half dozen lively

well-constructed songs in an Eagles-meet-

Allman Brothers style which should put him

at the forefront of those newcomers
destined for success.

CARNEGIE HALL — It was an evening of

celebration. Chick Corea and Herbie Han-

cock, who parlayed their forms of jazz/rock

into commercial success, returned to the

purity of the acoustic piano in a remarkable

duet concert at Carnegie Hall in New York.

The awesome talents of both men were
more than enough to turn the concert into a

critical success. Their genius, in fact, was
evident in the broad scope of their reper-

toire, which included Miles Davis’ “Some-
day My Prince Will Come," George Gersh-

win's “Liza.” and Bela Bartok’s “#7

Ostinatos.”

In addition, the pianists played selec-

tions from their individual repertoire

notably Corea's Schoenberg-influenced

improvisations and Hanock's landmark

“Maiden Voyage.” Their interplay through-

out the concert was marked by an overrid-

ing sense of respect, humor, and delicacy.

When it was appropriate, though, they built

vibrant, clashing structures.

But often it seemed as if their enormous
respect for each other prevented a truly in-

spired assault upon their material. This was
underscored when each played a solo

selection. Only then did the tension and
ferocity which marks their best work
emerge unfettered. Corea was especially

impressive during his complex improvisa-

tions, while Hancock displayed a dearth of

ideas in some of his.

Overall, the concert was pervaded by a

tremendous feeling of joy. There was no

doubt that Hancock and Corea were having

uninhibited and creative fun on stage. And
the appreciative audience was honored to

welcome them home to New York and to

their musical beginnings.

— 8000 Alabama folks showed up here

recently on a blustery Friday for an evening

of country music with RCA’s Charley Pride

and Dave And Sugar.

Pride hit the stage running. He took the

audience through an 80-minute, well-

paced show of old hits, new hits and other

popular songs which have laced his career.

Dressed impeccably in a tailored, dark,

three-piece suit, Pride seemed well at ease
with this Alabama crowd. Moving from one
end of the stage to the other, Pride told

jokes and anecdotes in between perform-
ing hits like “Mississippi Cotton-Picking

Delta Oueen,” “Snakes Crawl At Night” and
“Is Anybody Going to San Antone?"

Acoustics were excellent in this caver-

nous arena, and Pride’s deep baritone

blended well with his road band. Country

audiences have a well-honed ability to

separate truth from fiction. They can spot a

phony a mile off. But part of Pride's enor-

mous appeal is his obvious sincerity and
ability to make an audience a part of his

show. He works to please a crowd. In turn,

people feel he is one of them. For example.

Pride explained that he had been trying to

drop “Crystal Chandeliers” from his show,

but audiences kept requesting the song so

he had to keep it in his repertoire. Naturally

he sang the song to the crowd’s delight.

At one point he invited the show's open-
ing act, Dave And Sugar, back on stage to

join him. Dave and his two lady singers

provided beautiful harmony for Pride on a

couple of songs, and then Pride let the

group sing “The Door Is Always Open" as a

solo. Towards the end of his set, he reached

back and sang the old Hank Williams song

“Kaw-Liga," which was an early hit for

Pride. He closed his act with his more re-

cent hits “She’s Just An Old Love Turned
Memory" and "I'll Be Leaving Alone."

Charley Pride was once considered a

rarity as a black country artist. Now,
however, he is simply a well-respected star

and consistent, polished performer. He has

long since proven he holds a deep un-

derstanding, appreciation and talent for

this business of country music.

The opening act, Dave And Sugar, are

moving steadily towards top stardom. They
are consistently on the charts with each

single, and they are building a wider base of

fans with each appearance. Dave, along

with Sue and Vicki, presented a 40-minute,

well-rehearsed show of melodic ballads.

Musically and personally, they project a

compatible, attractive image. As headliners

in their own right, audiences will see more
and more of this fine group.

“Over The Rainbow”) with surprising

success. A rousing version of “Carousel"

freed her from the constrictions of imitation

and demonstrated the singer’s notable

range.

But Payne was at herfinest while peform-
ing selections that were her own. Her rendi-

tion of her biggest selling single thus far,

“Band Of Gold," was punchy and effective,

and garnered the greatest audience
response of the night.

The abundant talent Payne displayed

during the course of her show raised the

question of explaining the artist's less than

dazzling sales record in recent years. One
is forced to conclude that the failure to

decide on a coherent repertoire has pre-

vented Payne from establishing herself as a

major artist in any musical category.

Aztec Two-Step

style. Freda Payne’s recent two-week
engagement in Lainie's Room at the

Playboy Club was just such a match of artist

and atmosphere.

Overall, however, it was an engaging

show, topped by a Barry White takeoff that

was considerably more tasteful and amus-
ing than other recent Barry White imita-

tions.

Opening the proceedings was Private

Stock’s new discovery, Franklin Micare. In

a half-hour acoustic set Micare displayed a

flair for songwriting and arranging, as well

as guitar-playing skill and a sense of hu-

mor.
