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The Grammy Awarid celebrated its 20th birthday

last week with a ceremony that showed it is continu-

ing to grow and mature.

One of the most significant facts is awards now
seem to be falling more in line with the choices of

music critics, who have often charged they were
presented more on the basis of popularity than ar-

tistic excellence. For example, the Eagles’ ‘‘Hotel

California,” winner of Record of the Year, and Fleet-

wood Mac's “Rumours” Album of the Year winner,

showed up on numerous critics’ “best of 1977” lists.

While there were no major sweeps by any single

artist or label, therewereanumberof firsts thisyear.

Certainly the most notable was the tie for Song of the

Year between “Love Theme From A Star Is Born

(Evergreen)” and “You Light Up My Life.” The fact

that both of these are movie themes, and that John
Williams’ “Star Wars” score was awarded three

Grammys, shows the increasing interaction be-

tween motion picture and recording industries.

NARAS also made a good decision in changing
the venue to the 6,000-seat Shrine Auditorium,
which allowed the record buying public to attend the

ceremony for the first time. And host John Denver
brought a more contemporary and relaxed feeling

to the show.
While there is always room for improvement in

such awards presentations, the strides taken this

year indicate the still young Grammy will continue to

grow in stature as a goal toward which artists aspire.

Finally, congratulations to all the winners and to

the industry on an especially successful 1977.

CBS Records’ 1978 Profits

Expected To Remain ‘Stable’
by Mark Mehler

NEW YORK — The “second great energy
crunch" (i.e. coal strike) and the need for

major capital expansion owing to a short-

age of pressing facilities will both be key
factors in keeping CBS Records' profit

margin stable over the coming year, ac-

cording to Walter Yetnikoff. president ofthe

Records Group.
Addressing a meeting of securities

analysts last week, Yetnikoff noted that,

while these two factors, plus higher copy-

right royalties and artist advances, are ex-

erting heavy cost pressures on the entire in-

dustry, the upcoming across-the-board in-

crease in catalog retail prices to $7.98 will

brighten the profit picture in 1978. Yetnikoff

further predicted a 15% overall industry ex-

pansiorr over the next year, and stressed

the uses to which CBS Records has put

print advertising, market research, and art-

ist development.
In response to questions from the

analysts, Yetnikoff explained the dif-

ferences in accounting methods between
CBS and Warner Communications. The
analysts were concerned by the fact that

WCI's music division in 1977 posted
operating income of $84.04 million on sales

of $532.36 million, while CBS reported ear-

nings were only $63.9 million on sales of

$767.9 million.

Yetnikoff noted that this disparity in earn-

ings resulted from a number of accounting

differences, including the fact that WCI
capitalizes artist advances, while CBS "ex-

penses everything that moves." Yetnikoff

added that if CBS had used the same ac-

counting methods as WCI, the record
group would have shown a $97 million, as

opposed to $64 million, profit in 1977.

Finally, in this regard, Yetnikoff pointed

out that the WCI music division figures in-

cluded the performance of its profitable

publishing unit, while CBS presently does
not own a "profitable music publishing

operation," he said.

Indicating that he would have preferred a

less conservative accounting system. Yet-

Working through contacts made by a

cousin. Alexenburg pressed for a promo-
tion job with Garmisa, but had no ex-
perience to quality him for the position.

I had never
been to WLS for anything, but I took the

record there. A week later, they put the

record on and it was a thrill for me to hear

Coury Credits Group’s Sound

LOS ANGELES — With Andy Gibb’s “(Love

Is) Thicker Than Water," Samantha Sang's

"Emotion" and the Bee Gees’ "Stayin’

Alive” holding down the top three spots on

the Cash Box Top 100 Singles Chart while

the “Saturday Night Fever" soundtrack

heads both the Pop and R&B Album
Charts, the Bee Gees and their friends and
relatives have established a strong chart

showing. Andy Gibb is the youngest Gibb
brother and Sang’s ’’Emotion’’ was
produced by Barry Gibb.

In addition, the Bee Gees’ “Night Fever" is

#6 with a bullet and their “How Deep Is Your

Love" is #34, Four other singles off the

"Saturday Night Fever” LP are on the

singles chart as well. And on the album
chart, the Bee Gees' “Live” album is #37,

Andy Gibb's "Flowing Rivers" is #62,

Yvonne Elliman’s album has debuted at

Alive" fell from #1 to #2 on the R&B Singles

Chart this week.

“The Bee Gees are unquestionably the

#1 group in America and are soon to be, if

they aren't already, the #1 group in the

world,” says Al Coury, president and chief

operating officer of RSO Records — whose
roster includes the Bee Gees, Andy Gibb
and Yvonne Elliman. “And that’s not just

from sales, but it’s also their writing and
producing.

Sales In Millions
"
'Saturday Night Fever' has sold over six

million units. It’s sold more than 1,350,000

eight-track tapes. Last week alone, we sold

in excess of one million units. These are

staggering statistics,” notes Coury.

“I was with Capitol for years and worked
the whole Beatles catalog," adds Coury,

"and I’ve never seen anything like this, I

don't think any album in the history of the

music business, 'Tapestry' or ‘Frampton

Comes Alive' or anything, has had the im-

pact or sales that this album has had in a

matter of weeks."

Coury believes the reason for the Bee
Gees’ Midas touch of late is simply the Bee
Gees’ sound. He points to their “Main
Course” album for Atlantic as the turning

point.

"Prior to 'Main Course,' they had a dif-

ferent sound that worked, but the new
sound used their writing ability and worked

Effects On RSO
Naturally the Bee Gees phenomenon has

had a profound effect on the fortunes of

RSO Records. Coury insists the success is

not unexpected, but it has still changed
things at the label.

“We’re making an enormous amount of

money right now," notes Coury. "Our
biggest problem now is the volume of peo-

ple who want to get with us. Artists whose
deals are up with other labels are coming to

us first. It’s a great temptation to sign up
great acts, or acts that you feel you can do a

great job with. But the danger is that if we
sign too many of them, we’ll become like

any other label. We want to maintain our

Most observers agree that ABC’s “Sam”
program is the leader in the field, but the

label is already planning a new phase in the

operation. “Mystery shoppers” will soon be
visiting retailers nationwide.

"It’s a concept borrowed from other

businesses,” explains Grieff. “In the past,

when your promotion man walked into a

record store and they were playing your

record he'd give them something. This is a

more sophisticated version of that. We will

have 'mystery shoppers’ across the country

who will walk into stores — which will

automatically enter the store in a contest.

Then, depending on whether there’s an
ABC record playing or an ABC display

hanging, there will be prizes awarded.
“The prizes will be very substantial, so it

will behoove retailers to display our stuff

and to use our materials. It’s going to start

soon, and there will be quite a few 'mystery

shoppers’ running around.”

Eric Clapton’s nickname “Slowhand” may
not seem like the tongue-in-cheek misno-
mer it was intended to be when one con-
siders that the virtuoso guitarist and
songwriter began his career as a musician
after he was kicked out of art school for be-

ing the student with the least amount of

work to show at the end of the semester.
But while Clapton may not have been too

quick on the draw, he later became known
as one of the fastest-fingered, most tasteful

rock guitarist around during his associa-

tions with the Yardbirds, Cream, Blind Faith

and Derek & The Dominos. It was during his

stint with Derek & The Dominos that Clap-

ton produced the classic rock song “Layla.”

In the summer of 1974, Clapton’s first

album for RSO Records was released —
“461 Ocean Boulevard." The LP presented
a new, relaxed Eric Clapton who placed
more emphasis on the songs and his sing-

ing than he did on the blazing, extended
guitar solos that had originally made him a

rock legend. The album produced two hit

singles, “I ShotThe Sheriff” and “Willie And
The Hand Jive.”

Clapton’s new LP, “Slowhand.” which
contains his current single. “Lay Down
Sally,” features the band which he has
worked with on stage and in the studio

since 1974 — guitarist George Terry, Carl

Van Halen
What do they play? "Working-class rock

type stuff,” answers lead singer Dave Lee

Roth. Where have they played? “Bars,

weddings, bar mitzvahs, on the back of

semis, at picnics, anywhere, man, where

people would listen.” Who are they? Van

Halen. As in the brothers Alex and Edward

Van Halen, whose version of “You Really

Got Me” is being added at more and more
FM stations across the country.

Van Halen could easily have been a

Dutch band. But as it happened, the

brothers moved to California from Holland

when they were ten years old. Quickly

catching on to American rock'n'roll, they

formed their own band while they were

teenagers. The group caught on and
developed a substantial following in the

Van Helens' home town, Pasadena, Cali-

fornia. Within a short time, their fame had

spread through southern California.

Most bands, at this point, would be
spending half their time in a studio making

demo tapes to send to record companies.

But. Roth recalls, “We were determined

never to take a tape to a record company.
We decided to work until our following was
big enough, and until we weregood enough
live, that a big record company couldn't

ignore us and had to offer us a contract.”

The strategy paid off. Van Halen began to

get booked into Gazzarri’s on Sunset Strip

and developed a Hollywood following.

Their repertoire, originally based on
classics ranging from James Brown’s“Cold

Sweat” to Cream's “Sunshine Of Your
Love," expanded to include their own com-
positions, which drew enthusiastic
response.

From Gazzarri's, the band moved to the

Starwood Club in Hollywood. Someone had

told Warner Brothers chairman Mo Ostin

they were playing there and that they were
good. Ostin showed up for a Van Halen

concert, liked what he heard, and
proceeded to sign the band to a Warner
Brothers contract.

After the signing in March of 1977, Van
Halen went into the studio and cut, among
other tunes, their no-holds-barred rendi-

tion of the Kinks' “You Really Got Me.” After

hearing the cut, Warner execs decided to

make the cut available to disc jockeys

before the album was released. That gam-
ble quickly paid off, as the response to the

song was phenomenally strong. In fact, the

momentum created by “You Really Got Me”
has enabled the group's debut album, “Van
Halen," to currently place at #127 with a

bullet on the Cash Box Top 200 Albums
Chart only 2 weeks after being released. As
a 7” single, “You Really Got Me” currently

charts at #51 on the Cash Box Pop Singles

chart.

Right now, the band is preparing for a

short tour that will take them through the

south and midwest. Then in May. they're

scheduled to open for Black Sabbath on a

European tour. After that, it’s back to the

studio for the finishing touches on their

second album, which, Roth says, will be
similar in style and approach to their first.

“It's drums, bass and guitar music. Good
old working-class rock and roll. We don't

need horns, synthesizers, and three chicks

in the background. There's so much you

can do with our kind of approach, because
you can say everything that needs to be

said musically.”

Valentine
It often takes many years of bumping in

and out of bands before the proper in-

dividuals find themselves together at the

right place and time. The five-man band

Valentine is no exception to this precept.

Frank Stallone, the founder of Valentine,

had been in a long string of groups before

he moved to New York with his brother

Sylvester, who was trying to break into

acting. Frank took odd jobs to support him-

self. He sold shirts at Bloomingdale's. In

1973, he decided to form another band.

Frank called a friend, Jody Giambelluca.

Jody had been in local New Jersey bands

for 14years. Frank also called BobTangrea
from Philadelphia. Later in the year, Frank

called his old manager, Robin Garb, to tell

him of the new group that he was forming.

Robin went to New York to hear them and

together with friend Bill Ring, he es-

tablished a management company and

signed the group. After the group’s drum-

mer was injured playing hockey. Ring

agreed to fill in on drums so dates would not

have to be cancelled. He stayed on.

Garb met keyboard player Peter

Glassboro at a nudist camp in New Jersey.

He liked the way Peter played the piano. Af-

ter further discussion, he introduced Glass-

boro to the rest of the band and Valentine

was formed. That was only the beginning.

“Polydor became interested in us in

1974,

” said Stallone. “We agreed to come
out to California to cut an album. The studio

and hotel rooms were booked. At our last

gig in New Jersey, these girls gave us bon

voyage guitar-shaped cakes. We can-

celled all our gigs for four months. The deal

with Polydor fell through the next day and

we were left with a haif-eaten cake.”

"We ate a lot of crow,” added Bob
Tangrea, who plays lead guitar and man-
dolin. "Wetold ourfriendsthatwedidn’tgo

because of the vinyl shortage. It was very

embarrassing.”

After a period of lying low, Valentine at-

tracted the attention of Mary Martin at War-
ner Brothers. Neil Bogart also became in-

terested. Then Warner Brothers signed a

distribution deal with Casablanca and WB
backed out from the competition and
Casablanca offered an inadequate singles

deal.

The group cut a demo in a basement and

started shopping again. Atthistimein 1975,

Sylvester Stallone was working on “Rocky.”

"My brother called me up and said he

wanted some guys to stand on a corner and

sing. We said, ‘Yeah we work cheap.' We
went out there at 2 in the morning in sub-

zero temperatures and sang. A year later, it

became history.”

United Artists issued an acappella “Take

You Back” on the soundtrack album for

“Rocky” and later issued an accompanied
version. At the same time, RCA Records
heard the demo tape and signed the group.

Due to complications with UA and dif-

ficulties with their RCA producer, Valentine

made little progress for 17 months after

they were signed. Finally connected with a

sympathetic producer, Tony Camillo, the

group went into the studio, scrapping

previously recorded tracks, and began
again their debut album titled “Valentine.”

The album is a tasty mix of pop and soul

influences. The harmonies are light and
soaring. Valentine's debut single is titled

“So Sad To Break Up.”

to playlists; club dates are sold out; and several majors are reportedly trying to lure

Thorogood away from Rounder, an effort expected to intensify after the band’s upcoming
debut in Greenwich Village.

Manager’s Series:

Al Ross’ Type Of Management
Stresses Total Involvement

LOS ANGELES — Among personal
managers. Al Ross is a unique example of

the crossover from sports to entertainment.

A lawyer who began his career in 1969 by

representing professional athletes, Ross
has more recently expanded into music
representing, principally. The Sylvers. A
man of high ambitions and a matching level

of drive, Ross has fashioned a manage-
ment style which combines personal con-

cern for his clients and an astute handling

of finances.

“When I get involved with a particular

client, my commitment is total,” says Ross,

a former college basketball player who has

represented Elvin Hayes. Spencer
Haywood. Bob McAdoo, and Marv Fleming,

among other prominent sports figures.

During the landmark 1 970 Spencer
Haywood case which subsequently jour-

neyed to the Supreme Court, Haywood
lived for three months in Ross’ home. “In

addition to helping out and contract

negotiation. I handle budgeting,
allowances, accounting, taxes, financial

planning and investments. I takecareofthe

entire spectrum of the individual.”

Disarray

When Ross was approached to repre-

sent the Sylvers, he found their finances

and lives in disarray. After consultations

with each member of the family, Ross
decided to accept and subsequently struc-

tured a cooperative management venture.

Ross and the Sylvers formed Sylro Enter-

prises Inc., a production company and
publishing arm. Rosy Publishing Inc. Ross
became president and managing partner of

both ventures. Signing them to Capitol, The
Sylvers' "Boogie Fever" single went
platinum in 1976. The follow-up single.

"Hotline,” achieved gold status in 1977.

"When I took on The Sylvers, they had
legal, financial and tax problems and very

little movement in their career. Their house
was repossessed. A lawsuit filed against

them by their former manager was pend-
ing. They did not have tax returns done for

four or five years. The needed a lot of help."

Ross noted that there are common issues

faced by both athletes and entertainers.

"The similarity between athletes and en-

tertainers is that both have a limited career

span. There are many pitfalls to earning the

majority of your income during a short

period of time. The life expectancy of an

athlete or entertainer is roughly five years.

The challenge for good management is to

structure finances so that the client is

sustained beyond the years of intensive

earning.

“There is no question that today, es-

pecially with the different restrictions im-

posed by the tax laws — elimination of cer-

tain investment and tax-deductible oppor-

tunities — that it is very difficult for the

athlete or entertainer to manage their fiscal

affairs. The need the proper guidance."

In the Sylvers’ situation. Ross proposed
several arrangements to protect earnings.

“We set up a corporation so that all the bills

are paid first out of corporate funds. We are

setting up pension profit-sharing plans and
trust accounts to safeguard the future. I

have seen entertainers who earned large

dollars walk out of the business poor

ABKCO Revenues Up,
Earnings Loss Down
NEW YORK — ABKCO Industries has an-

nounced revenues of $9.29 million and a

loss of $463,806 for the fiscal year ended
September 30, 1977. This compares with

sales of $7, 18 million and a loss of $628,403
for the previous fiscal year.

Fourth quarter operations for the fiscal

year resulted in a loss of $520,291, com-
pared to a loss of $174,008 for the fourth

quarter ended September 30, 1976.
Revenues for the fourth quarter of the past

year were $2.32 million, compared to $1.98

for the previous three-month period.

The fourth quarter 1977 loss, which
amounted to $1.24 million before tax

benefit, was attributed primarily to film

write-downs amounting to $1.39 million

before tax benefit.

Biggest Solo 45
Coinciding with the tour has been the

release of Garfunkel’s single “Wonderful

World,” sung with James Taylor and Paul

Simon. Already the single has eclipsed the

chart position of any of Garfunkel’s
previous solo singles. Currently the single

is #18 with a bullet on the Cash Box Top 100

Singles Chart. Garfunkel’s previous high

was his single, “I Only Have Eyes For You,”

which reached #23 on the Cash Box chart in

November 1975.

“Wonderful World” Is set to receive ad-
ditional national exposure when Garfunkel

hosts the “Saturday Night Live” show on

March 11. Passick termed the tour and
television efforts as “the final anchor for

pop formats.

RANDY RICHARDS — A&M SP-4678 — Producer: Robert Ap-

This mix of ballads and rockers makes an impressive debut
for singer/songwriter Richards. The Alabama native is helped

out by a long list of prominent support musicians, including Jim
Keltner, Jim Price, Steve Cropper, Eric Carmen, George Lowell

and The Section. “There’s Always A Goodbye” should do well as

a single, although “Spaceman” has tremendous potential with

today’s space-crazed public.

PURSUIT OF HAPPINESS — Rupert Holmes — Private Stock

A multi-talented singer/songwriter who has produced and
arranged for artists such as Barbra Streisand, Holmes has
come up with an album that explores pop styles and lyrics with a
real freshness. His first album for Private Stock is soft and
melodic, with songs like “Cradle Me” and “Less Is More” ex-

ploiting Holmes’ talent as an arranger. “Let’sGet Crazy Tonight”
is also a catchy tune, but almost all the cuts have Top 40 poten-
tial.

JUST FAMILY — Dee Dee Bridgewater — Eiektra 6E-119 —
Producer: Stanley Clarke — List: 7.98

Dee Dee Bridgewater, who got her training singing with a long
list of name jazz bands, turns her sparkling clear voice to pop
songs on her debut album. She still employs jazz elements on
these nine tracks, along with jazz musicians such as Stanley
Clarke, Chick Corea and George Duke, but the LP is pop ori-

ented. Songs like Elton John’s“Sorry SeemsTo BeThe Hardest
Word” and “Sweet Rain” could do well with pop programmers,
as well as jazz, pop and R&B.

They’re as fiery an
outfit as ever but broadening their horizon gives them the kind

of depth that can still rattle speakers or do equally well at

soothing frayed nerves. A hot package for ADR, Top 40 and
some MOR programmers.

UP THE YELLOW BRICK ROAD — The Salsoul Orchestra —

This album is both eminently listenable and perfect for dance
parties. The Salsoul Qrchestra has put their disco arrange-

ments to music from five major motion pictures, including past

hits “West Side Story,” “Fiddler Qn The Roof” and "A Star Is

Born” and hotly awaited projects “Sgt. Pepper's” and “The
Wiz.” The LP is bound to score heavily in discos and on disco-

oriented playlists — and could do well Top 40, too.

THE MAD HATTER — Chick Corea — Poiydor PD-1-6130 —

This challenging album takes the Alice in Wonderland theme
and runs with for it 50 minutes. With assistance from such stellar

musicians as Herbie Hancock. Joe Farrell and Harvey Mason,
Corea has created a unique mix of acoustic and electric solo

and ensemble playing that evokes images of the Lewis Carroll

classic. An excellent example of how good concept albums can
be.

BILL COSBY

IT HAPPENED ONE BITE — Dan Hicks — Warner Bros. BSK
3158 — Producer: Tommy LiPuma — List: 7.98

Dan Hicks, minus the Hot Licks, returns with “It Happened
Dne Bite,” which he describes as the soundtrack to a film which
never made it into release. Not one to let a small detail like that

stop him, Dan compiled his sometimes offbeat songs detailing a

day in the life of no one in particular. As usual, the styles covered
include country, jazz, R&B and pop. “Waitin’,” with its walking

bass line, recalls the Hicks classic “How Can I Miss You (When
You Won’t Go Away).” Great for AQR lists.

BILL’S BEST FRIEND — Bill Cosby — Capitol ST-11731 —
Producer: Stu Gardner — List: 6.98

Bill Cosby, who has sold more comedy albums than any other
human being, shows why on his fourth album for Capitol. This
time Cosby displays his family-oriented, although by no means
tame, style while pointing out the foibles of such subjects as a
woman pulling a gun on “Let’s Make A Deal,” taking a drivers

test, illegal drugs and reaching puberty. Selections off this LP
will spice up a variety of formats in the coming months.

is not only capable of performing western swing, melodic rock,

mild jazz and several other styles, their music is infectiously fun.

The
lawsuit, which was filed last year, alleged

that Factors had the exclusive worldwide
merchandising rights to Elvis Presley and
that Creative Card was violating that right

by selling Elvis Presley posters.

New York District Court Judge Charles
H. Tenney ruled that Creative Card did not

have the permission of those lawfully en-

titled to grant commercial use of Presley's

name or image.

According to Harry Geissler. Factors'

president. Creative Card has now been
validly licensed by Factors to sell Elvis

Presley posters under a financial arrange-

ment with Factors that is part of the overall

settlement package.

Geissler said he has maintained a

vigilant enforcement network around the

country by filing suit immediately against

any infringers of properties owned by Fac-

tors. "We spare no expense.” he said, "if

someone tries to use any property that

belongs to our company without our per-

mission.”

NO ORGIASTS NEED APPLY — For the site of the first annuai "New York Femaie Disco

Deejay Contest” last Monday, the newly-formed American Record Producers Association

chose the unlikely location of Plato's Retreat. Plato's, for the uninitiated, is the hottest

private “swingers” club in New York. Among the judges of the contest were Kris Slocum,
local promotion rep for Sire, Rita Heyer, Warner Brothers' local disco promotion rep, and
Alan Mamber, promotion rep for West End Records.

The club was closed to the regular crowd for the evening. Monday night, in fact, is

traditionally "ladies’ night” at Plato’s. Yet there must have been something in the at-

mosphere that brought out the beast in the participants. Prior to the contest, reports

Slocum, one young lady performed an abandoned striptease act to the cheers and leers of

the appreciative audience.

After the contest, the “mini-swing” rooms, swimming pool, and other facilities were
made available to those record people who wished to indulge. Apparently, a few did.

Again, it must have been something in the air.

“Candle On The Water” from “Pete’s Dragon”; “The Slipper And The Rose Waltz” from the

film of the same name; and "Someone’s Waiting For You” from "The Rescuers.” Only

“Nobody Does It Better” and “You Light Up My Life” made both the Top 5 in the charts and
the Oscars. The Disney songs outpaced all the hit disco numbers from “Saturday Night

Fever,” “Carry On My Wayward Son” (from

"Heroes”), and a host of other chartbusters

in the Oscar race.

There is little evidence that an Oscar has
ever significently aided sales of 45s ac-

cording to promotion people. Among
albums, the Oscar’s beneficial effect on
sales of last year’s “Rocky” soundtrack was
the only case cited.

Player

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM —
The rain came down hard, soaking all who
waited in line. But no matter. Let it rain.

Many in the sold-out audience had waited

years to see Eric Clapton play his guitar.

The story of his abilities has been told and
retold. His performance was a reminder

why.

Clapton is a modest man. shy perhaps is

a better word. He does not command the

stage with orchestrated movements. He
stands in one place to play. However, the

music jumps and lets down and says it all.

“Wonderful Tonight," a touching ballad

from his new “Slowhand" album, opened
the set. With its gentle pace and sense of

grace, the song allowed the audience to

regain their seats after the all-rise feeling of

the band’s entrance. Throughout the eve-

ning, Clapton amply shared the spotlight

with his talented band composed of George
Terry on guitar, Carl Radle on bass. Marcy
Levy on vocals, guitar and harmonica,
Jamie Cldaker on drums and Dick Sims on

keyboards. Terry and Levy were knock-

outs.

“Lay Down Sally," Clapton's current

single which is #9 with a bullet on this

week's Cash Box Top 100 Singles chart,

brought raves from the audience. Starting

to really cook, the band moved into the

love/hate tune “Next Time You See Her"

and from there to the euphoric drive of

"Cocaine."

Songs like "Badge” from the days of

Cream and "Layla" from the Derek And The
Dominoes session and several blues romps
brought back memories. Clapton's playing

was tough and exacting. Cne look at his

guitar reveals his style: The frets are evenly

worn. He works the whole neck, using the

bass strings in the manner of a pianist who
provides his own rhythm with his left hand.

Although Clapton is famous for the lead

work he wrangles from his guitar, it was
also evident that rhythm playing is one of

his strongest suits. Terry, although not

necessarily comparable to Duane Allman,

certainly held his own and played excel-

lently, providing several dashing duels.

Marcy Levy was stunning. Her enormous
voice commanded the audience's atten-

tion. Her lead vocal of "Fool’s Paradise"

was rich and evocative. With a debut album
on the way. Levy should go far.

Player opened the evening. Although

slightly stiff in their first several songs, the

five-man team loosened up for an exciting

rendition of their recent chart topping

single “Baby Come Back.” With an ability to

synthesize sounds and licks and make
them their own, more hits are expected

THE CTHER END, NYC — Four nights a

week, Dan Hill opensfor ArtGarfunkel in 3,-

000 to 4,000-seat venues. Cn off-nights. Hill

enjoys coming back to small clubs and
making a “connection" with the people.

Last week, he connected with a packed
house at The Cther End.

Prefacing every song with a short

description of the tune's origin. Hill more
than compensated for his vocal shortcom-
ings with his warm stage presence and
visceral lyrics, which recalled fellow Cana-
dian Gordon Lightfoot.

Nearly every song dealt directly with

some aspect of Hill's personal life. The
most effective numbers were those
dedicated to his Toronto family, notably

"McCarthy's Day," which concerns the con-

ditions that forced his racially-mixed

parents to leave this country. “Little Sister”

examines Hill’s relationship with his sibling,

who, he had come to realize, was a person

in her own right.

Hill's songs seem to express a particular

fascination with America and its people. In

the “Dark Side Cf Atlanta," he offers a

dialogue between a black cabbie and a

white passenger, in a way that suggests he

is first discovering for himself that there is a

distinct gap.

In a lighter vein. Hill drew titters with

“Goodbye RCA,” an odeto hisformer label.

Cverall, however, the tone of the evening

was intensely serious. Hill spent most of the

performance seated with acoustic guitar.

Standing, he was accompanied by piano on

the last few numbers, including “Some-
times When We Touch."

This was not his first visit to The Cther

End, and he spoke of returning soon, "You
can have warmth in a big auditorium," he

said. "But it’s a lot easier here."

RCXY, L.A, — Although the ex-Byros cer-

tainly hadn't gone into hiding after the

group disbanded, there was something

special about seeing McGuinn and Clark

joined by former band mates Chris Hillman

and David Crosby standing next to each
other in a club setting for the first time in

years.

The evening began modestly when Gene
Clark came on stage with only an acoustic

guitar. After a couple of solo numbers, in-

cluding his tender "Silver Raven,” McGuinn
came out, took the guitar from Clark and
sang two songs himself, one of which was a

crazy pirate song.

It was then Clark returned with Chris

Hillman on bass and Greg Thomas, from

McGuinn's last album, on drums. McGuinn
gave the acoustic guitar back to Clark and
picked up his 12-string Rickenbacker elec-

tric, the trademark of the Byrds, and
proceeded into “Chestnut Mare."

The magic was complete when David

Crosby came on. Taking his place between
Clark and McGuinn. the heart of the Byrds
(only drummer Michael Clarke, now with

Firefall, was missing) started off with “Mr.

Tambourine Man” and continued through

such Byrd classics as "Turn! Turn! Turn!,”

"You Ain’t Goin' Nowhere," “I’ll Feel A
Whole Lot Better" and “So You Want To Be
A Rock And Roll Star."

The group's harmonies at this particular

show were much cleaner and more ac-

curate than might be expected at such at

reunion and McGuinn's guitar thoroughly

captured the sound of the Byrds. As the first

encore, the group did “Eight Miles High.

"

That performance was followed by the

biggest ovation ever seen at the Roxy in this

reviewer's experience, lasting more than

eight minutes.

They finally returned, this time with

Stephen Stills, for a stirring rendition of “He
Was A Friend Cf Mine.”

While the social conditions which were
prevalent during the height of the Byrds'

popularity are no longer thesame, and their

absence therefore reduced much of the

bite the songs originally had. they showed
the music behind the messages was and is

still among the best in pop music. It also

brought back the memory of that time and
how much everyone has gone through

since then, so the show went beyond mere
nostalgia to stand as a truly valuable ex-

perience.

The Hometown Band’s opening set

showed the six-piece group highly
proficient as instrumentalists and as musi-

cians.

He shares that

joy with his audience. janet bridgers

PI ablo Jazz Festival

DOROTHY CHANDLER PAVILION, LOS
ANGELES — Rarely have southern Califor-

nia audiences been treated to a star-

studded evening of jazz to compare with

the concerts presented recently as the

Pablo Jazz Festival. The consumate skill

and elegance radiated by Ella Fitzgerald,

Oscar Peterson, Joe Pass and Count Basie

And His Orchestra thrilled sellout

audiences for two consecutive nights.

The second night, the usual format was
changed and Pass opened the show with

four incredibly fluent guitar solos. Pass’ art-

istry is unique — he produced melodies

and countermelodies that would seem
beyond the capabilities of most mortal

guitarists.

Oscar Peterson followed Pass with five

exquisite numbers, with the help of his

longtime accompanist, bassist Ray Brown.

The duo's playing was particularly inspired,

as Peterson stayed soft and subtle while

Brown shined — except for occasional

flashes of Peterson's brilliance. The two

great artists were obviously enjoying them-
selves, and the audience was also moved
by their exhilarating and infectious perfor-

mance.
Peterson and Brown were joined by Pass

for the last two numbers in the first half of

the program. Their rendition of "Sweet
Georgia Brown” had a rocking boogie
flavor to it and ended the set on an
enthusiastic upbeat.

Count Basie and his 17-man orchestra

showed off their rousing big band sound to

start the second half of the program. Basie
led the orchestra through eight delicately

woven, yet full bodied, pieces in his own uni-

que style, allowing orchestra members to

take turns stepping out on solos without

ever bogging down. The haunting “Easy
Living” and “Freckleface” stood out as rich

and soulful.

But the evening’s star of the stars was
Ella Fitzgerald. She walked onstage to a

standing ovation, which was clearly the ap-

propriate response. Fitzgerald is an
ageless wonder, a national treasure who
has justly survived profound changes in the

music scene to entertain still another
generation of music lovers. And her perfor-

mance made it clear she has not lost her

touch.

ColePorter tunes, such as“Dream Danc-
ing" and “Satin Doll," displayed Fitzgerald’s

seemingly limitless range, with the Count
Basie Orchestra providing solid support.

Midway through her set. she switched to

singing torch songs like "Come Rain Or
Come Shine" with the Tommy Flanagan
trio, but concluded with the big band
behind her, singing and scatting her way
through 10 songs in all.

In the end it was clear that these senior

jazz statesmen richly deserve their reputa-

tions — and the love and admiration perfor-

mances like this one have inspired for many

LAS VEGAS HILTON — Lou Rawls is as

comfortable performing on stage as Rod
Carew is at home plate swinging a bat. And
the results are just as successful in each
case.

Rawls has been in the music businessfor
over 25 years. Beginning as a teenage
gospel singer, he worked his way through
the midwest nightclub circuit in the 1950s
and blossomed into a top blues vocalist in

the 1960s.

Rawls' versatile show in the main room of

the Hiiton reflected current and vintage

Rawls — both of which feature his easy-

going, flowing vocals that get gritty when
necessary.

Rawls is a song stylist. Not only through

his inimitable vocalizing, but in his inter-

pretation of lyrics. He leans toward songs of

social commentary — whether it be "Dead
End Street" or “Early Morning Love."

Through the course of the show, Rawls ex-

plained his preference for singing “songs

that relate to my life.”

One highlight was Rawls' medley of early

hits including “Tobacco Road,” “Love's A
Hurtin' Thing” and “Natural Man.” Rawls set

a historical mood (serious and humorous)
before singing each of these numbers and
this added to the nostalgia.

A great portion of the evening was Rawls'

tribute to his roots. Utilizing film and slides

of many classic musical artists. Rawls
focused on three — Nat King Cole. Duke
Ellington and Louis Armstrong. The visuals

worked effectively over the singer's musical

tribute.

Another highlight was a soft, sensitive

rendition of “Send In The Clowns.”

Rawls is a graceful professional. His

demeanor and voice fit well into the diverse

audience found in Vegas.

Donna Summer, who opened the show,

was recently reviewed in Cash Box as a

headliner in Lake Tahoe. dave fulton



Capitol’s Pledge To Country
Unfettered After Move ToL.A.

NASHVILLE — When a company like

Capitol Records shifts its center of authority

in country music from Nashville to Los

Angeles (as Capitol has done in the past

few months), many leaders in the music in-

dustry here interpret it as a sign of

weakness rather than strength — an indica-

tion of decreasing interest in the country

market.

According to Ed Keeley, national country

promotion director for Capitol, this line of

reasoning is far from the truth. Keeley said

Capitol’s policy involves a strong commit-

ment to its country division. Capitol simply

believes it is more feasible to run the divi-

sion from its corporate headquarters in L.A.

And
this is being spurred on by my placement at

the Capitol Tower out here. My feeling is

that in a very short period of time Capitol

will be the predominant force in the country

market."

Capitol has been quietly acquiring new
talent and building a broad base of country

artists. For instance, Capitol recently

signed Billy “Crash" Craddock, a move
which boosted the prestige of the roster.

Basically, Keeley believes, “Our strength is

with our established country stars and with

the new artists we have been working with

and building over the past year.”

Capitol's country roster can be broken

down into three subdivisions. According to

Keeley, the company has a select number
of established “stars" at one end of the

scale and new, unproven artists on the

other end. In between are the artists who
have enjoyed a modicum of chart success,

but who haven't reached the point where
every single hits the Top 10 or Top 20 on the

singles chart.

In the category of star status are Glen
Campbell, Billy “Crash" Craddock, Freddie

Hart and Anne Murray. Artists and groups

such as Asleep At The Wheel, Connie Cato,

Jessi Colter, Kenny Dale, La Costa, Mel

McDaniel, Gene Watson, The Original

Texas Playboys and Ray Sawyer of Dr.

Hook are considered in Capitol’s middle

category.

Cigarette Merchandising is

Key Topic At MOM Meeting
CHICAGO — In a speech before members
and guests attending the third annuai

Music Operators of Minnesota convention,

held Jan. 13-15 at the Minneapolis Hoiiday

!nn-Central, Wayne Doyie, area manager of

vending for the R. J. Reynoids Tobacco Co.

In Minneapolis, said that better cigarette

merchandising is the key to bigger profits.

As an example, he emphasized the impor-

tance of removing dead or slow selling

brands from a location and replacing them
with brands that will sell better in that par-

ticular location.

The cigarette vending industry controls

60 percent of the total retail outlets selling

cigarettes and accounts for 15 percent of

the total industry volume, Doyle said, so

tobacco companies are vitally interested in

how the vendors merchandise their

product. In addition he noted that cigarette

merchandising is not what it used to be,

pointing out that consumers are changing
brands more today than ever before and
tobacco companies are spending millions

of dollars to promote new brands.

Switch To Low Tar

“The nonfilter brands like Lucky, Pall

Mall and Camei are losing market share,”

he said. "The full flavor filter and menthol
brands such as Winston, Marlboro, Kool

and Tareyton are also losing share. Con-
sumers are changing to low tar Kings and
100’s.

"You can no longer satisfy the majority of

smokers with the 20 brands you vended five

years ago,” Doyle concluded. "You must
merchandise machines by locations to

satisfy consumer preference.”

AMOA president Don Van Brackel was
also present at the convention to show the

AMOA audio-visual slide presentation on

the coin machine industry.

The convention got underway on Friday

with a board of directors meeting and a

president’s reception in the evening. Ex-

hibit hours commenced on Saturday morn-
ing in the hotel’s arcade where 18 booths
displayed a lineup of new equipment, much
of which was premiered at the 1977 AMOA

^ Training Program for vending and food ser-

vice management operations mechanics
has been launched under the joint spon-

sorship of the U. S. Department of Labor

and the National Automatic Merchandising

G. Richard Schreiber. The need for approx-

imately 800 additional apprentice
mechanics during the coming year was
revealed in a recent survey conducted by

NAMA.
The training program, based on national

job standards and skill levels, will combine
on-the-job experience with related

academic instruction. Funding, in the

amount of $341,000 for the current year, is

being provided by the Labor Department.

Details

will be coordinated in cooperation with the

Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training of

r — the U.S. Department of Labor under a

national administrator and coordinator who
will report to Tansey at the NAMA national

headquarters in Chicago. Regional super-

offices in Chicago, Reston, Va. and Los

Angeles. Vernon I. Jacobson, a former

sales management executive of the

Brunswick Corporation and Borg-Warner
Corporation, has been appointed national

administrator.

vocational instructors already in the field.

programs and materials, according to Tan-

sey.

The training program, he said, will be

based on three skill levels: entry level ap-

prentice, journeyman mechanic and
master mechanic. Individual companies in

the industry will serve as employers of ap-

prentices and will be responsible for their

recruitment, employment and supervision

under registered standards approved by

the U.S. Department of Labor.

The government agency will be respon-

sible for the approval, registration and
promotional assistance with cooperation

from state apprenticeship agencies.
Besides establishing and administering the

program, the NAMA organization will dis-

seminate information and secure participa-

tion by individual firms.

In another facet of the joint program,

training will also be available for mechanics
already employed in the industry. Related

Jean Cam’s Key To Success:
Projection Of Inner Feelings

by Carita Spencer

LOS ANGELES — One of the newest and
brightest stars on the Philadelphia Inter-

national roster is Jean Cam, a diversified

performer with exceptional vocal quality.

Her musical experience is a saga in itself,

encompassing a variety of musical forms
extending as far back as early childhood.

Her parents’ musical tastes ranged from

jazz to classical and as a result, Jean says

she learned to appreciate all forms of

music.

This, coupled with her academic
preparation in later years, has paved the

way for her career as an entertainer. From
the days of singing in the church choir at

four, playing piano at five to her college

days as a music major, Jean’s interest in

playing as well as singing was genuine and
eventually led to an encounter with her for-

mer husband, Doug Cam, with whom she
recorded three albums — “Infant Eyes,”

“Spirit Of The New Land” and “Revela-

tions.” They met during college while she
was busy mastering a variety of “unusual”

musical instruments (oboe, English horn,

bassoon, glockenspiel. E-flat and B-flat

clarinets and baritone horn), in addition to

singing in the chorus and glee club and the

jazz band of which he was the leader.

Together they explored the many facets of

jazz, according to Jean.

“Most of the tunes we recorded on those
albums were our favorite instrumental jazz

songs,” she explains. “I knew all the tunes
and solos, so Doug felt that they should be
exposed to the public by a singer because a

large segment of the public doesn’t under-
stand or get the experience that's depicted
in an instrumental line.”

Pop Exposure
Words were written to the tunes and

Doug and Jean “didn’t pay rentfor a couple
of months and went to the studio and re-

corded the albums ourselves.” Around that

same time, Jean also recorded two albums
with Earth, Wind & Fire, which was her first

professional exposure to pop/rock. Her

subsequent introduction to Norman Con-
nors furthered this exposure with the

recording of the ’’Saturday Night Special”

album on which she provided vocals on a

number of tunes including "Vaientine

Love.”

“Actually,” says Cam, “I don’t see a lot of

difference in the music I recorded earlier

(with Doug) and now. I sing from the same
perspective; it’s just that now, I’ve stretched

out a bit vocally. I’m not as inhibited and my
vocals are just wrapped up in a different

package.”

Pointing out that the key to her style is the

projection of her inner feelings. Cam con-

tends that through her musical associa-

tions with Connors, Duke Ellington and
Dexter Wansel (whom she also recorded

with and who is producing a segment of her

upcoming album), she has stretched out

more, experimenting and putting more of

herself into what she is singing, an oppor-

tunity she was not afforded underthe direc-

tion of Doug.
Although she has sung virtually every

form of music, including opera, which she
sang for five years. Cam feels that she still

hasn’t branched out to the point that she
wants to. She hopes to, in the near future,

record a gospel album as well as an

“authentic” classical album and has re-

cently become actively involved in produc-

ing. She produced the vocals on Connors’

upcoming LP and hopes to bring out some
unknown vocalists whom she has heard

and that “need just a little voice training and
a big break.”

According to Cam, “There are a lot of

vocalists out there that need work. They
have great voices but they have little raw

edges because they haven’t been
professionals. I’ve taught voice and only a

vocalist who is experienced can teach the

concept.”

She continues, “The concept of the voice

being used as an instrument is more
challenging. Norman and some of the more
avant-garde folks that I’ve worked with,

wrote for me like they would write for an in-

strument. I really enjoyed doing those jazz

oriented albums because the intervals that I

sang weren’t normal vocal intervals. They
were different and quite a challenge.

Biggest Challenge’

“The biggest challenge is what I am do-

ing now involving improvisational music,”

she says. “That’s music where you sing it

different everytime and how much more
creative can you be?”
Cam refuses to categorize her particular

vocal range, simply calling herself a singer.

She has sung everything from tenor to

coloratura but for the most part sings alto

on her recordings. Some of her recordings

iike “Dingi,” “Skindiver” and “Welcome”
were done mainly to demonstrate her range
of vocal ability with. low bridges and high

obbligato.

“I very seldom listen to my own record-

ings,” she confided, “but I learn a lot about
my voice every time I go into the studio.”

Cam concluded by emphasizing the im-

portance of perseverance and academic
preparation. She maintains that the respect

that she receives from musicians, produc-
ers and other people in the entertainment

industry can be attributed to her diverse

background and training,

“A lot of female vocalists have a hard

time because they can’t tell the instrumen-

talists in musical terms what they want and
that makes it difficult. I’ve found singers

who don’t even know what the larynx is.

That’s pretty strange to me because it gives

me an advantage or at least peace-of-mind
in knowing what happens when I sing.

LOS ANGELES — The Image Factory, a Los

Angeles-based company that creates
merchandising items for the record and
film industries, has added an in-house

graphics division to create graphic designs

for the firm's merchandising tools. The new
division. Ria Images, is headed by Ria

Lewerke, who joined the Image Factory in

January after two and a half years as head
of the graphics department at United Art-

ists Records.

With the addition of Ria Images, a

recording artist can now have the graphics

for an album cover or merchandising tools

such as T-shirts, jackets, buttons, belt

buckles or posters created at the Image
Factory. Before the addition of the new divi-

sion, all graphics used on Image Factory

merchandising items were designed out-

side the firm.

According to Lewerke, the Image Fac-

tory now is the only independent merchan-
dising firm in the country with its own
graphics division.

"When an artist comes to us he not only

can have his graphics done and his image
built but he can also have his merchandis-
ing done.” she says. “He doesn't have to go
from one company to the other because we
can do it all under one roof.

"Or if a record company has an act but

it's not interested in posters or T-shirts and
it's just interested in an album package or a

logo, they can come here and have that

done, too"
Lewerke, who says the logo she created

for ELO while at United Artists Records is

her favorite, is currently working on graph-

ics tor Auracle, Trickster, Jean Page and
Kevin Lamb. And Lewerke is also designing

graphics for an upcoming Bruce Lee
mcvie, “The Game of Death," an indepen-

dently produced film, “Cloud Dancer,” and
a remake of Lassie by the Wrather Corp.

titled “The Magic of Lassie.”

Lewerke says she will continue employ-
ing the same independent photographer
and illustrators that she used while working

for United Artists.

“I'm going to continue working the same
way at the Image Factory that I did at United

Artists but I won't have the big corporate
structure over me anymore,” she says.

release is an event.”

One upcoming album will certainly be an

event when it is released. The Bee Gees are

currently in Miami working on their new
album. There is no release date as yet.

60- City Tour

“As soon as they finish the new album,

they will be launching a major 60-city

American tour. Robert Stigwood told me
that the advances he has from promoters

and concert halls in all the largest markets
involve so much money that this tour will

unquestionably be the biggest and most
successful from a financial point of view of

any tour prior to it.”

Aside from the financial effects of the

Bee Gees craze, their popularity has given

new strength to music associated with

discos in general.

“Radio stations used to shy away from

disco music, but now the Bee Gees have
helped to broaden the acceptance for disco

music at the radio level.” explains Coury.

"Still, to this day we don't consider them a

disco group. They don't try for a disco

sound — they just create great music that’s

accepted on its own terms"
The success of the Bee Gees and the

“Saturday Night Fever” album (which iast

week topped the Cash Box Pop and R&B
Album Charts while “Stayin' Alive” was #1

on both the singles charts) has few prece-

dents. The only comparable chart success
in recent memory is Stevie Wonder’s
“Songs In The Key Of Life” album and the

single “I Wish” which were hits iast winter.

In the Jan. 29, 1977 Cash Box, "I Wish” top-

ped both the Pop and R&B Singles Charts

while “Songs In The Key Of Life” stood atop

the R&B LP Chart and held down the #2

spot on the Pop LP Chart.

No End In Sight

But RSO is not ready to rest on the Bee
Gees laurels yet. A $200,000 television ad-

vertising campaign is underway, promoting
the whole Bee Gees catalog as well as the

“Saturday Night Fever” smash.
"They’re not anywhere near the peak of

their career yet,” says Coury. “We expect

them to reach the pinnacle of their success
in about 18 months. ‘Saturday Night Fever'

won't even reach its peak first run distribu-

tion until June. That and thetourcould push
the LP out of sight. We're looking to sell 14-

15 million units in just the U.S. Add that to

the worldwide possibilities and it boggles

the mind."

German Participants Praise
MIDEM And Cite Many Deais
MUNICH — A survey of German music in-

dustry executives who attended MIDEM
1978 showed that the annual gathering had

provided the opportunity to make deals

and revitalize existing contacts. Although

German numerical representation did not

surpass the previous year's mark, there

was a general consensus that German par-

ticipation was more vigorous, reflecting in-

creased business volume.

Although some dissatification was
voiced over the composition of the “Ger-

man Gala” event, there was agreement that

Konstantin Weeker's performance at the

event was admirable. Some suggested that

the event should be phased out next year.

Others expressed the opinion that the Gala

should be expanded to more fully repre-

sent the musical standards of the German
market.

“I was delighted with the organization of

MIDEM," said Branko Zivanovic of

Bellaphon Records, Those sentiments

were repeated by many German represen-

tatives, Bernard Chevry was credited for

the smooth functioning of MIDEM.
George Hildebrand, head of Chappell

Music in Hamburg, announced the acquisi-

tion of publishing rights of the group Talk-

ing Heads and Blue Disc Music of New
York. He also mentioned that Chappell was
close to success in placing the group
Duesenberg and singer Ian Cussick with

American and English companies.
Inprovements

Peter Kirsten of GMG Records agreed

that the MIDEM organization was better

than in previous years. However, he men-
tioned that the completion of the new
Festival building in Cannes would improve
exhibiting conditions. GMG was successful

in placing artist Joy Fleming in most
territories of the world. Kirsten also ob-

tained rights for Germany, Austria and
Switzerland for the new wave band from
U.K., The Strugglers.

Several of the German MIDEM partici-

pants noted that the trend towards higher

advances is continuing.

“I refrained from buying a lot of catalogs

because of the advance situation,” said

Trudy Meisel of Intro Music and Hansa
Records. “I had a lovely time, MIDEM was

run excellently. However, it seems to me
that American lawyers were asking for

ridiculous conditions, practically placing

possible deals out of reach.” Japan, a new
group from the U.K.. is planned to be the

focus of a major Hansa Records campaign
in April.

Hans Beierlein of Montana Music felt that

MIDEM had become “an affair of bank

notes and not musical notes." Beierlein

also commented on the trend of ever-

increasing advances.

himself in A&R. One record that had

The song was “Symphony
For Susan” by The Arbors and achieved
success.

His ascension within the CBS ranks
came quickly. He took over promotion for

the Custom Labels, now known as the As-
sociated Labels, and at 25, became head of

promotion for Columbia.
For the last two years, he has held his

present title. Alexenburg credits the good

billed more in one month than we did in the

entire first year.

“The key now is to sustain the success —
you can't just sit back," he said, “It's as im-

portant for the artists to stick with a record

company as it is for the record company to

stick with the artists."

He is most proud of taking acts, either re-

jected or unwanted, and turning them into

successful record sellers. Boston is a prime
example as they were turned down by six

companies, and currently have album sales

of some six million.

Alexenburg believes in a team atmos-
phere and is quick to credit his staff for

overall company success. He notes that the

team methodology was instilled at Garmisa
and is maintained at CBS.

"To this day, it's a thrill to be a part of

something so exciting," he added.
Because he travels a lot and doesn't have

much outside time, Alexenberg steals time

away to spend with his wife, Rochelle, and
his two daughters.

Rochelle, whom he met while she was In

the music business, gets involved in his

work. “I bring records home and test her,

knowing that I'll get an honest reaction."

She now works real estate In New York in

addition to the unofficial aid to her hus-

band.

Alexenburg, an avid sports fan and par-

ticipant. is a competitor. Feeling that sports

graphically show the aggression needed
for success, he likes to see a similar drive in

his staff. “You have to have the desire.”

As far as goals, he points out three that

are important. The first is to be respected

by his peers while the second is to maintain

a dialogue with artists, producers and the

creative side of the business. Thirdly, he
considers the support of the staff important

because “you can't do it alone."

Little things are what make this job

gratifying, according to Alexenburg. Like

when Ted Nugent tracks him down in Los
Angeles to tell him how happy he is and to

thank him and the Epic staff for their efforts.

“Every day is a challenge and my goal is

to develop the artists and people that work
with me. In dealing with the nine or ten com-
panies that we distribute, I talk to the presi-

dents of these companies almost every

day, and if they can't motivate you, I don't

know who can."

Looking to the future, 34-year-old Alex-
enburg said, “Someday I may want to

produce a record and get that emotional
side of me on a record.

really it’s a parable. So you have to kind of

read between the lines to figure it out.”

This is a completely self-contained work
— Green produced it, co-wrote all the

songs and plays lead guitar. “Belle." which

kicks oft the record, was the first song
Green recorded at his $450,000 studio in

Memphis. Hence, it became the title track.

Interestingly, Green feels the album
clicks because it is a little rough around the

edges. In contrast to the slickness that

characterized Green’s previous albums,
which were produced by Willie Mitchell, the

arrangements are less polished and the

sound is a bit raunchier on “The Belle

Album."
“It sounds natural," Green said, “and that

is good. The voice levels are not quite right:

I miss some of the highs, and the band
misses a few notes here and there. But
that’s okay. There are some things that

could have been edited out but I left them in

there because it was so natural."

The studio setup contributed further to

the simplicity and naturalness of the sound,
according to Green. “We had them build a

little wooden house In the studio,” he ex-

plained. “It’s got corn stalks in there. It’s got

cotton from a real cotton field. It's got some
dried red peppers, and an old straw hat that

somebody used to pick cotton in. But when
you play the guitar in there, you get a sound
that's aged in natural country wood — and
doggone if that don’t sound all right to me!"

Being a fully self-contained artist with a

family and growing ministry to look after

leaves Green little time to play the part of a

recording star. “I don't get a chance to be
the autograph signer, the great star who
drives up in a Rolls-Royce," he said. “Now I

have the studio. And if I’m not in the studio,

I'm writing songs. If I'm not writing songs.
I'm the minister at the Full Gospel Taber-
nacle Church. If I'm not doing that, I'm on
the road. If I’m not doing that, I'm In the of-

fice. If I'm not doing that, I have the ranch to

look after. If I’m not doing that. I'm busy with

publishing and so forth. Actually, I’m nine

different personalities at once.”

A recent conversation with the legendary

Ray Charles was instrumental in crystaliz-

ing Green’s attitude toward his career.

“Ray’s been in the busines for 31 years, and
you’d better believe he’s still bad," Green
emphasized. “So I was asking him, 'Ray,

how do you stay on top for so long?' And he
said, 'First of all, don’t try to be number one
Don't always try to have a record on the

charts. Don't try to keep up with everybody
else. Just come out with a song every now
and then — a good song, one of those old

soulful songs.' Then he said, 'Boy, work the

club circuit, where you'll still pack the house
even if you don’t have a record out.' I took

his advice.”

Eventually, Green plans to give up the

road in order to devote more time to his

ministerial work. However, that doesn't

mean that he would ever give up music, he

said, noting that black music especially has *--

always been rooted in the church.

"The music originally started in the

church," Green pointed out. “First it was
people singing 'Lord have mercy. Won't

you please have mercy on me.' And then it

started to get a little jazzy, that's where peo-

pie like Louis Armstrong came in. Then it

really got modernized when you come up to

(Jimi) Hendrix. So we just take our music
out of the Full Tabernacle Gospel Church, t^'

take it to the studio, manufacture it, send it

to Hi/Cream and give it to the people."

After 11 gold and platinum albums —
and an equal number of gold and platinum

singles — why did Green decide to tamper
with a successful formula and gamble on *

something different like “The Belle

Album?" ,

“You have to find something more
everlasting than 'I Love You.' 'You Love Me.’

with a record that says, 'My baby left me to-

day.' Then the next day you come out with a
