Back To The Basics

Clive Davis’ keynote address at the recent NARM
convention contained a number of controversial

statements that still have the industry buzzing.

However, to dwell only on the controversies is a mis-

take because the crux of Davis’ speech concerned
something more urgent — a genuine crisis that

threatens the creative nature of the music industry.

Here’s how the Arista Records president put it:

“A crisis is upon us and the warning signals are all

around us. In a single word, our problem is bigness

. . . Records are ordered less often by instinct, more
frequently by computer. The product that gets radio

exposure is decided upon by music research firms

or a variety of other computerized research. The
modern statistical approach is gaining precedence
over human creativity . . . What happens is the com-
puter, the inventory number, the common denomi-
nator takes over the heart, the beat, the rhythm, the

melody, and the music stops. We are in the arts and

we cannot afford for the human element to be miss-
ing.”

During the convention the president of a major
record company told Cash Box that he didn’t have to

spend millions of dollars to purchase a major artist

because he had enough confidence in himself and
his staff to develop his own superstars. “If I didn’t

have this kind of belief in myself and my staff,” he
said, “then I wouldn’t deserve to be in the position

I’m in.”

This is the outlook that should prevail at the top

corporate level. Computers are incapable of replac-

ing the brain, the ear, our instinct or any emotions.

We are an industry of individuals working with one
of the most creative art forms in the world. We
should be proud of it and work as hard as we can to

perpetuate the universal art form known as record-

ed music.

CASH BOX NEWS
Cooperation Is Key To NARM’s Success

NEW ORLEANS — The 20th Annual Con-

vention of the National Association of

Record Merchandisers was marked by an

unusual amount of cooperation between

record merchandisers and their suppliers,

despite recent wholesale price changes

that have upset many retailers (Cash Box,

March 18).

An example of this cooperation was the

decisions by CBS and WEA to apply for bar

coding numbers, which were announced at

the convention (see accompanying story).

Rack jobbers, who had long been in favor of

bar coding to complement their computer

systems, were delighted by the decision;

and pressure from retailers and dis-

tributors also apparently played a part in

the manufacturers’ move.

The jam-packed NARM schedule in-

cluded seminars on advertising, merchan-

dising, bar-coding and radio, among
others. In addition, WCI representatives

presented the results of a comprehensive

study of the record business.

The five-day convention at the Hyatt

Regency Hotel attracted nearly 2000
guests, of whom about 800 were product

suppliers. This, the largest turnout for any

NARM convention (1600 people attended

last year's), was partly attributable to the

fact that NARM has gained 91 new mem-
bers within the past nine months.

John Cohen, president of Disc Records,

called this year's NARM "the smoothest-

running convention we’re ever had," and

Roy Imber of El Roy Enterprises compli-

mented Joe Cohen, NARM’s executive vice

president, for the careful coordination,

planning and insight that made the conven-

tion a success. Joe Simone, president of

Progress Record Distributors and the

chairman of this year’s NARM convention

committee, also received extensive praise

from the attendees.

Throughout the convention. Joe Cohen
hammered away at the theme that NARM
was no longer just an association that

planned an annual convention for its mem-
bership. He promised that the regional

meetings which were so successful this

year would be repeated next fall and winter,

and listed several year-round programs in

which NARM is engaged. Among these are

a store manager certification program,

work-study programs for schools that have

retail management courses, shopping mall

displays that promote the record industry,

and a recently authorized NARM study of

tape packaging. The latter project will in-

clude market research at selected test sites

of various types of packaging, and the

results will be submitted to the manufac-

turers. Cohen said he hoped that this

problem, which has delayed implementa-

tion of bar coding, will be resolved before

the next annual meeting of NARM.
Is Bigger Worse?

One of the convention’s most controver-

sial elements was the keynote address by

Clive Davis, president of Arista Records. In

the context of a speech about the evils of

corporate bigness and computerization,

Davis made a not-so-veiled reference to his

departure from the presidency of CBS
Records a few years ago.

“I’ve seen, from personal experience,

what can happen when a corporation stifles

the voices of individuals,” Davis said.

"When the corporate good must outweigh

an individual’s sense of obligation, loyalty

and sense of equity to another. I can tell you
that it’s mind shattering, numbing, paralyz-

ing. Four years ago, I woke up and found I

had lost a home and faced a steel trap door
that was coldly being kept open for me to

either disappear or jump into.

“Well, I didn’t do either. But I did have to

go into a state of suspended animation, and
I waited for some outcry at the swirl of

events that you all remember so well. When
the opportunity came to speak out, fear ran

rampant. Voices were muffled. Self-

concern was paramount. Individualized

justice was impossible. The corporate good
was the only goal. This is what happens
when companies grow larger and in-

dividuals — all individuals — become
pawns to be sacrificed for the common so-

called good . .

Davis warned his listeners that the grow-
ing corporatization of the industry and the

blind worship of computerization could

lead to a day when the individual artist and
his music are no longer important to the

labels. While he saw nothing wrong with ap-

NEW ORLEANS — The decisions by WEA
and CBS to seek numbers from the Uniform

Product Code (UPC) Council, announced

at a meeting of RIAA members at NARM,
was termed “the biggest single thing to

come out of the convention" by Joe Cohen,

executive vice president of the trade

association.

The double announcement came at a

time when regular NARM members were

pushing hard for some progress on the

seemingly stalled issue of bar coding. With

other record companies expected to follow

WCI Music Market Survey
Dispels Many Industry Myths

LOS ANGELES — If you want to' sell a

record today, the best way is to take it to a

20- to 29-year-old white male or female

who is married, lives in the Pacific states,

has had at least some college education

and comes from a family whose annual in-

come exceeds $15,000. And make sure it is

a rock record.

These generalizations have come out of

a survey of the prerecorded music market
conducted by Warner Communications
Inc. and released by WCI last week at

NARM.
The findings, based on 3,385 face-to-

face interviews conducted by WCI in April

and May 1977, dispell several common
misconceptions about record buyers.

One of the most common assumptions in

the industry is that the majority of records

are bought by teenagers, those 10-19 years
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old. In actuality, according to the WCI
report, that group accounts for only 23% of

total dollars spent on prerecorded music,

while those in the 20-29 age bracket make
37% of all dollar purchases.

It also shows those 25-49 years old ac-

count for virtually the same proportion of

total dollar purchases (44%) as those aged
10-24 (45%). The groups also represent

almost the same percentages of the current

U.S. population over 30 (36% vs. 34%) and
the same percentage (43% vs. 44%) of

“current buyers," defined as those who
have bought at least one record or tape

within the last year.

Another significant finding is that some
71% of those surveyed said they thought

prerecorded music is a "good value for the

money" (compared to other forms of home
entertainment). "Since considerably less

than 71% of the population purchased a

record or tape in the preceding 12 months,"

the report states, “this data suggests that

there is still a large untapped market
awaiting the industry.”

The survey showed 73% of the U.S. pop-

ulation over 10 years of age have bought at

least one record or prerecorded tape in

the lead of the industry's two largest

manufacturers, there is now no doubt that

bar coding will eventually be implemented
on an industry-wide basis.

The CBS move came as no surprise,

since the company’s representatives had
previously stated that they intended to ap-

ply for a manufacturer’s designation num-
ber. In contrast, WEA's vote of confidence
for bar coding ended uncertainty about its

position on the issue.

Bruce Lundvall, president of CBS
Records Division, said he believed im-

plementation of bar coding could begin

with new releases as early as next year.

Robert Summer, division vice president of

RCA-U.S.A., agreed with this estimate, but

other executives took a more cautious view.

Walter Lee, national sales manager of

Capitol Records, which has already
received its bar code number, said it would
take at least three years before the entire

industry adopts the system.

Lou Dennis, vice president and director

of sales for Warner Bros. Records, similarly

believed implementation of bar coding is

still a long way off. Before it becomes a

plying the tools of modern big business

systems, market research, and data
processing — to selling music, he noted

that the record industry must be careful

with these tools.

“We have a unique role in living in the

arts, in the midst of creativity . . . We have a

special mission. We cannot allow music to

succumb to the carnivorous grasp of big

business, of cold institutions, of non-
creative entities attracted to the glamour of

our growth industry. Because what hap-

pens is that the computer, the inventory

number, the common denominator takes

over — and the heart, the beat, the rhythm,

the melody, the music stops.”

Lowest Common Denominator
A sign that creativity is fading from the in-

dustry, Davis continued, is the proliferation

of music research firms that test records for

various companies. “The quickest way to

take out the highs of the arts is to forever

find what appears to be the common
denominator,” he commented. The same
problem can be found in the radio field, he

added, where call-out research has
become a dominant trend. Terming this

type of research “questionable” and its

methodology "frequently primitive," Davis

stated, “I say if you’re going to use research

exclusively, go all the way and get the best

experts to design the most sophisticated

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MCA Reduces Price On Its

NEW YORK — MCA Records has an-

nounced that it will reclassify 249 titles from

its full-line catalog as “midline" items, ef-

fective May 8.

While no official list price will be assigned

to these selections, accounts have been in-

formed that the suggested price for pur-

poses of calculating artist royalties is S3.49

for LP and S3. 99 for tape. Currently, all of

the albums that are being reclassified list

for $6.98.

Until May 5. returns on these titles will be

credited at S6.98 list.

Sam
Passamano. vice president of distribution

for MCA, thought there might be an alter-

native to simply deleting all these titles.

Tracked Sales
Passamano went to the accounting

department at MCA and found out that, in

order to make the same profit that had ac-

crued from these titles at $6.98 list, MCA
would have to sell three times as many of

them at midline price. Clearly, not every

item among the 555 selections that looked

like future cutouts would be able to meet

this test. So for a three-year period. MCA
tracked the sales of all these LPs. At the end

of this time, it was decided to retain 1 8 titles

in the full-line catalog, cut the price of 249

items, and delete the rest.

Phase Three

Passamano was encouraged along the

way by the spectacular success of MCA's
two-fer program and by the increased sales

of Christmas albums at a reduced price.

According to Passamano. the two-fers sold

six times more units annually than the in-

dividual LPs had sold before they were

packaged as two-fers. And five and a half

times as many Christmas albums were sold

after their price was cut.

Those programs are now regarded by

MCA as phases one and two of its midline

concept. The reclassification of the 249

items is phase three, and if it pays off as well

BMI And Colleges
Reach Blanket
Access Contracts
NEW YORK — Contracts providing blanket

access to the music of over 50.000 writers

and publishers affiliated with Broadcast

Music Inc. (BMI) are currently being ten-

dered to over 3,000 American colleges and

universities. The contracts, retroactive to

January 1, 1978, also permit use of

copyrighted music licensed by 39 perform-

ing rights societies around the world, with

whom BMI has reciprocal agreements.

The basic two-year contract came about

as a result of lengthy negotiations between

BMI and the Higher Education Panel, a

group representing the colleges and uni-

versities.

Key Ingredient

The key ingredient in the TRAC 7 system

(Telephone Radio Audience Cumulation,

with the seven referring to the number of

times each respondent is interviewed) is

the on-line cathode ray tube computer ter-

minal that enables a unique methodology

to be used in querying listeners.

"What we are doing is picking up people

on the telephone with our CRT computer.”

says Zeltner. “To me the computer looks

like a television set with a typewriter

keyboard in front of it. The interviewer has

the questions on the screen in front of him

and depending on the answer, the machine

is programmed to come up with the next

question. If the respondent gives a bad

answer, such as giving call letters that

aren't in the market, the machine prac-

tically yells tilt and kicks the interviewer."

Other TRAC 7 features are detailed

listenership breakdown, and seven-day

recall to minimize memory falloff. “The

seven-day recall is a dramatic new
development.” says Zeltner. “Rather than

calling somebody once or twice a week and

asking 'what was your listenership like the

past five days or so.' you're picking up in-

formation on the 12 to 24 hour maximum
recall basis."

Pricing

Zeltner indicates that Audits & Surveys’

testing has shown that the service can be

priced competitively with Arbitron, the

leading radio ratings service. A spokesman
for Arbitron, which is owned by Control

Data Corporation, says "we welcome the

competition." although adding that, "We

have not seen what it is they're offering, and

it is our policy not to comment on the

methodology of other broadcast
researchers." .

It is hard to escape Abba. There is “Abba:

The Album” and "Abba: The Book” and ap-

pearances on practically every musical

variety TV show, not to mention the

generous press coverage that the Swedish

group has received both in America and

abroad.

In their fifth year as a foursome, Abba
has amassed a string of hit singles begin-

ning with "Waterloo" in 1974 and continu-

ing through “Dancing Queen" last year.

U.S. album sales have kept pace, and

worldwide sales are immense.

Aside from superb high harmonies and

catchy melodies, Abba has a close-knit

togetherness not found in most contem-

porary pop groups. Bjorn and Agnetha of

the group are married, and the other mem-
bers, Benny and Anni-Frid, share bed and

board in a cozy Stockholm flat.

Obviously, all these elements were clear

to Atlantic Records when it inked a U.S. dis-

dently owned by Abba and manager Stig

Anderson.
If no one can escape Abba, it is because

no one would want to.
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Fotomaker
Although Fotomaker is a new venture,

you'd hardly call Wally Bryson. Gene Cor-

nish or Dino Danelli new faces. Wally,

along with Eric Carmen, formed the

nucleus of the Raspberries, and Gene and
Dino comprised half of one of the most pop-

ular groups of the '60s. The Rascals.

Between them, that's quite a bit of rock

experience, which has been well applied in

their approach to Fotomaker. For example,

they decided that the group's debut album
would be made on their terms, not those

dictated by a record company.
"In the early stages." Gene Cornish

recalls, "we were fortunate enough to meet
Sam Hood, who soon became our
manager. He was enthusiastic, and agreed
that we should retain autonomy before any
label deals were set. So we laid out enough
money for a full-time rehearsal schedule,

and when we were ready to record we did it

on our own. We wanted to walk into a com-
pany loaded with something tangible, so we
wouldn't have to give away our souls.”

What Fotomaker did was produce the

album themselves, bringing in specific

production help when needed. For a “hard

edge." they brought in Eddie Kramer, and
for smooth vocal harmonies the group im-

ported Ron and Howard Albert. However,
when the final mix came out. the group still

wasn't satisfied, and they turned to Jack
Douglas to help them re-mix. Finally, Cor-

nish says. "We brought it back to where we
wanted it."

The next step was the record company
rounds, and that quickly ended when Atlan-

tic Records snapped up the group. “They
believe in the album as we did," Bryson
states, "and every single one of us was con-
vinced we were onto something very, very

special.”

That includes the group's younger mem-
bers, Lex Marchiesi and Frankie Vinci.

Vinci, the keyboard player, came to

Fotomaker at the suggestion of his brother

John, who is now lead singer for Network.
He happened to bring along a tape of his

friend Marchiesi. a product of the grueling

Long Island club circuit, and now Lex is

Fotomaker's principal songwriter and lead

singer.

Has there been any friction between the

older and younger generation? "At first,"

Bryson says, “we were laying too much on
them, going back to our own experience.
Then they told us. Hey man, this is too

heavy a dose, lay off.' And they were really

right, it wasn't fair on our part."

"The beautiful thing now.” Cornish
adds, "is that Lex and Frankie add
something to the band which we didn't

have, that is. a fresh approach, with less

preconceptions of how things are going to

turn out.”

Already, there are auspicious signs of

success. "Fotomaker." the album, debuted
on the charts as one of Cash Box’s Most
Added FM Albums, and has continued to

make steady upward progress. Critical

Manager’s Series

Steve Borkum Helps Alessi Brothers
To Create Their ‘All American’ Image

Cuba Gooding
Cuba Gooding has always wanted to

become a solo entertainer. His preparation

for this began at age nine with voice training

and breathing lessons given to him by his

mother. Both parents shared their son’s

dream and his father, being very spiritual,

named him for the country with the solemn
promise that he would not only be an

entertainer but would uniquely appeal to all

people.

His career as a solo artist comes after

many successful years as lead singer of the

Main Ingredient, and his debut effort for

Motown Records. “The First Cuba Gooding
Album." demonstrates his aggregate
abilities.

Although members of the group grew up
together in New York, Gooding originally

worked with them only as a background
singer and his professional association with

them was purely circumstantial.

“I never really wanted to become a part of

a group," he explains. “I filled in for lead

singer Donald McPherson who became ill

in 1969 and never recovered. I began by

working with the group on weekends — I

was a credit manager at Saks Fifth Avenue
at the time — then started traveling with the

group while Donald was ill. I was a natural

substitute since I knew all the material."

Gooding's first professional perfor-

mance and point of recognition as lead

singer of the group was in Los Angeles,

prior to McPherson’s death, at a club called

"P.J.'s." presently the Starwood. Shortly

afterwards, he recorded the “Bitter Sweet”

album containing the million seller “Every-

body Plays The Fool," which brought him to

the foreground of the entertainment world.

Gooding reveals that even after the success
of the albums he recorded with the group,

they never really became a group in the true

sense of the word.

"During performances." he recalls, “I

was always in front and the guys were in the

back doing their routines. As far as a group
routine, we never really worked that out. I

couldn't regiment myself as part of a group
nor could I orient myself to be that kind of

an artist and they understood that. We
loved each other, we all grew up together so

we pretty much knew what each other’s

limitations and capabilities were."

The decision for Gooding's departure

was a mutual one but, individually, he knew
his time had come when, while listening to

the radio, he heard one of their tunes

followed by the DJ announcing that it was
his birthday, but made reference to him as a

woman. With that, he decided that being a

member of a group was keeping him from

realizing his dream. "They knew my music."

he says, "but they didn't know me."

Gooding's upcoming tour will, no doubt,

introduce him to unfamiliar audiences and
reacquaint him with those who are familiar

with his name and his past. Traveling with a

six piece rhythm section and two female

singers, he intends to bring music back to

"the good music” of years ago.

"I feel that it is the responsibility of an

artist to. through music, portray goodness
and truth." he says. "Being a member of a

group, you have to more or less roll with

what's happening as opposed to being able

to record what you feel as an individual.

Being Cuba Gooding. I'm hoping that I can

do more than that."

NEW YORK — After spending three years
with Polydor as a promotion man, and three

years with Jerry Weintraub’s Management
III. Steve Borkum felt that he knew a hit act

when he heard one. In 1975, when Borkum
first heard the Alessi Brothers, he was so
convinced that he was hearing a group with

hit potential that he decided to embark on a

new career as the group’s manager.
Billy and Bobby Alessi were then known

as Barnaby Bye, and had already
developed a following on their native Long
Island. Borkum, however, strongly felt the

brothers "needed a change of environ-

ment," so hetook them to California to relax

and develop their songwriting talents. The
move paid off in two ways. Not only did A&M
Records sign the brothers to a contract, but

Alessi songs penned during that period
were later recorded by established artists

such as Olivia Newton-John and Richie

Havens.

As Songwriters

According to Borkum, the development
of the Alessi Brothers as songwriters has

'been the "bottom line of their credibility,"

and an essential element of his strategy in

plotting the group's career. The
songwriting, Borkum asserts, is a founda-

tion that will enable the brothers to even-

tually transcend the teenage market where
they currently have their base.

While Borkum does not stress the impor-

tance of the Alessis' teen appeal, he doesn't

ignore it, either. "The teen base is a great

vehicle," Borkum states. “We’re coming out

of an era of very heavy music, and I don’t

think there’s really been anyone that young
people can identify themselves with as

young people. Artists like Elton John and
Barry Manilow are great musicians, but I

don’t think their lives mean anything to

young people."

Therefore, Borkum has sought to portray

the Alessis as the fun-loving, active, and
wholesome young Americans that they in-

deed seem to be. “I want to capture their

lifestyle,” Borkum said. “They’re young
people liv'ng the American dream. They’ve

built a studio in the basement, they hang-

glide, and they've re-built a 1957 T-bird. It's

important to convey the happy air in their

life and their music."

One of the most effective means of

achieving this goal, Borkum noted, is the

massive coverage which the teen
magazines have given the chicly-dressed

and good-looking brothers. Television is

Harry Fox Looks
For Income From
Automated Music
NEW YORK — The Harry Fox Agency is

presently seeking licensing arrangements

with users of recorded music in syndicated

and automated radio and in in-flight

programs.
Al Berman, president of Harry Fox, said

the new copyright law mandates that

publishers obtain a license for their

recordings. "It’s not a question of getting

them to pay, but of individual publishers

and users determining a fair price. We are

mounting an education program to advise

these users, because some of them are not

aware of their responsibilities.”

These users. Berman noted, include the

growing number of radio stations using

automated tapes, airlines using musical

program tapes, and users of background

music in commercial and public locations.

Berman said discussions have already

been held with a leading producer of recor-

ded radio programming, and with an in-

flight music programmer. Payment
proposals from both are expected shortly,

he added.

another obvious media outlet, but Borkum
feels the small screen can be also a

dangerous, double-edged sword. He cited

former teen idol and one-time record best
seller David Cassidy as an example of a
recording artist whose career is "limited to

how long they’re on TV.”

Borkum has also developed an ex-
tremely selective strategy for the Alessis’

concert appearances. They have done
limited tour dates, because, Borkum says,

"they should be presented only on the right

package, where they can be in a warm, in-

timate setting and go one-on-one with the

audience. Unfortunately, most auditorium
venues today don't offer that. I believe it’s

better to let the media and record people in

a particular town see them close-up and let

the audience build from there.”

Although Borkum's managerial methods
involve selectivity, patience, and timing, he
is quick to add that it’s all for nothing
without follow-through. "That’s the most
important thing I learned with Jerry Wein-
traub," he states — “that there's no such
thing as ‘no.’

”

Pirates Convicted In

Two Separate Cases
NEW YORK — Leon Wais and David Whet-

ze! were recently convicted by a

Washington D.C. federal court jury of 33

counts of copyright infringement and two

counts of interstate shipment of stolen

property. The convictions stemmed from

the unauthorized duplication of the Isley

Brothers’ "Go For Your Guns” LP.

At the trial, group member Kelly Isley

stated that no one had ever asked him for a

license to duplicate the recording; if he had

been asked, he said, he would have

demanded $2 million for such a license.

In a related development, Arthur Blake

Moore, doing business as Sound Dis-

tributors Inc., and Charles Frederick Moss
were found guilty on 10 counts of criminal

copyright infringement and conspiracy in

Portland, Oregon. A third defendant, Gary

Fields, was convicted on one count of

copyright infringement and conspiracy.

Moore and Fields were charged with

duplicating and distributing pirate tapes of

such recordings as "Get Closer" by Seals &

Crofts, “Station To Station" by David Bowie,
"

and “Born To Die" by Grand Funk Railroad.

Moss was charged with knowingly dis-

tributing and selling the pirated 8-tracks.

The three defendants are slated to be

sentenced in federal district court on May 1

.

Pirates Found Guilty

In U.S. District Court
WASHINGTON. D.C. — Defendants Leon
H. Wais. 56, and David L. Whetzel. 35. last

week were found guilty of copyright in-

fringement and interstate transport of

stolen goods by U.S. District Court Judge
June L. Green.

The stolen property was over 2.800

pirated tape cassettes of numerous pop-
ular songs. The two defendants were

AFM President
Assails Carter
Deduction Plan
WASHINGTON. D.C. — The House Ways
and Means Committee last week heard
American Federation of Musicians presi-

dent Victor Fuentealba blast a White House
proposal calling for the elimination of

business deductions on concerts and
theatre tickets.

We are concerned with this proposal,

and we are opposed to it because we feel

that it will not produce significant revenue
for our government, and it will result in the

loss of thousands of jobs for our members
and for others." Fuentealba testified.

The new AFM president cited the projec-

tions of theatre owners and producers that

government revenues realized from the

proposed measure would be "miniscule.”

"This is simply another form of taxation

imposed upon the arts," he continued.

"History has proved such taxes to be di-

sastrous. . . the elimination of deductability

for this legitimate business expense is in

reality a tax on jobs. It is prejudicial legisla-

tion . .

Fuentealba mentioned the typically high

unemployment rate among performing art-

ists. and suggested that the proposed law

would force even more artists to collect un-

emp.loyment insurance, and therefore put a

further drain on the treasury.

"So-called ‘entertainment’ has seemed
fair game whenever our federal, state, or

municipal governments need money . . .

because ‘entertainment’ on its face ap-
pears to imply only discretionary spending.
But to the millions who earn their liveli-

hoods in (this field) . . . their work is not

discretionary."

President Carter’s overall tax package
proposes large-scale deductions for

businesses and families, and seeks to

replace those funds, at least in part,

through the elimination of various "loop-

holes." Another Carter proposal that has
drawn the ire of the entertainment com-
munity is the limiting of business lunch

deductions.

Wyoming Enacts Law
Against Record Piracy
NEW YORK — Wyoming has become the

49th state to enact an anti-piracy law.

Governor Ed Herschler signed legislation

on March 9 outlawing the manufacture and
sale of pirate and bootleg sound
recordings.

The law leaves Vermont as the only state

without an anti-piracy statute. The Vermont
legislature recently voted to indefinitely

postpone action on a piracy bill.

The Wyoming law provides for up to two

years imprisonment for the unauthorized

duplication of sound recordings and for the

manufacture of recordings from live perfor-

mances without gaining the artist's con-

sent. Chris LeDoux, a country recording

artist, was cited by the RIAA for his efforts in

securing passage for the Wyoming
measure.

as well as offices in New York and Nashville.

Most of the administrative work was han-

dled by the New York office which housed
the accounting, copyright, professional and
legal departments. Both the New York and
Nashville offices will remain as professional

offices.

Sitting in his new office on the 12th floor

of the UCB building, Screengems-EMI
president Lester Sill explained the reasons

for the move to Los Angeles.

‘The west coast is the place to be now,”

hesaid. “New York isstill alive, butyou have
all your studios out here and most of the

television production is done here. You’re

able to contact the producers— both televi-

sion and movie — as often as you want.”

Close To Producers
This proximity to producers is important

to Screengems-EMI, Sill said, “because we
were once owned by Columbia Pictures,

which gives us an advantage over a number
of other publishers because of the ex-

perience we have in television and movies.

"The source of income derived from
movies and television, even in sync fees, is

becoming more and more important

Just a note to express my thanks to you

for the sentiments expressed in your
editorial, "Yesterday And Today” in the

March 18 issue. Rarely have I seen that

position stated as clearly and succinctly.

As you may know, our entire format

philosophy at KNX/FM is based on the

points that you made. Records are
evaluated on their strengths and
weaknesses along with little or no regard

for their sales potential. I am in the business

of radio, not selling records. While record

sales are a fortunate side benefit to what we
do, I cannot concern myself with points

which are best left to the record companies
to worry about.

I feel that most programmers are chok-
ing their stations, and their audiences, to

death on research. It seems as though a

decision cannot be made without reams of

computer print-out to support it. In the

meantime, many good new albums and
singles go begging. In that situation, both

the station and its audience are the ultimate

losers.

For taking the time and space in Cash
Box to present this much-needed view-

point, i thank you and ! salute you.

While
the record industry, naturally, is always concerned with the subject, rock and roll is also the

subject of several films currently in various states of completion. And all three television

networks have specials about rock history slated for the fall schedules. ABC’s special will

be entitled "Heroes of Rock And Roll” and will be, according to ABC, the finest filmed mo-
ments in rock history and the first complete, in-depth documentary history of rock and roll.

It is written, produced and directed by Malcolm Leo and Andrew Solt, with Jack Haley Jr.

as executive producer. Celebrities in the rock field will host. NBC’s “Echoes of Rock and
Roll” will also cover rock music, but may center around the 1960s through such shows as

“Shindig” and “Hulabaloo." For CBS, Richard Perry is developing a six-hour mini-series

which will be either a docu-drama or straight drama about rock ... In other rock and roll

areas, Bob Seger’s tour, postponed because he was finishing work on the new Capitol

album, has been rescheduled and will have stops in 13 states. The only bad news is that the

new itinerary lists no stops in California, or any state west of Nebraska, for that matter.

Sweet will open the shows for Seger.

MORE ALAN/ELVIS ACTION? — Shortly after it was announced Jerry Welntraub was
negotiating with Col. Tom Parker for "The Elvis Presley Story," a motion picture based on

Elvis Presley’s life, Chet Actls of ICA Talent submitted a proposal that his client Alan

Meyer, of “Alan: A Tribute To Elvis” fame, play the part of the young Elvis Presley and sup-

ply the vocals for the accompanying soundtrack. Alan’s new show, “Elvis Forever,” is set to

open at the Aquarius Theatre in Los Angeles May 4 . . . The Crusaders have completed a

tour of Japan, which included three headlining dates in Tokyo. Three of the concerts were
recorded for a possible live album. Joe Sample, keyboard player in the group, has his own
album, "Rainbow Seeker,” which is doing well enough that his role on stage with the band is

being expanded . . . Dirk Hamilton’s first album for Elektra/Asylum, “Meet Me At The
Crux,” has just been released and Dirk will be supporting it with some out-of-the-ordinary

concert venues, including the Sweetwater in Redondo Beach April 2-3 . . . The reunion of

the Allman Brothers, we are assured, will happen. It will most likely be, however, for only

one album and one tour. The album will probably haveafew Allman Brothers songs, acou-
ple by Dickey Betts and his group and a couple of Sea Level tunes, since the group is doing

well right now.

SHORT SHOTS — RCA’s Fandango was joined in Wally Heider’s studio here by Jimmy
Hall of Wet Willie, who added some harmonica and vocals for the group’s new album, be-

ing produced by Nell Portnow . . . Arlo Guthrie has signed to do a cameo singing ap-

pearance in Peter Starr Productions’ new film “Take It To The Limit." The film, about
motorcycles, will feature Guthrie singing his classic “The Motorcycle Song” or as it is affec-

tionately known “I Don’t Want A Pickle, Just Want To Ride On My Motorcycle." . . . George
Lucas has granted Jerry Welntraub’s Management Three exclusive U.S. and Canada per-

formance rights to “The Star Wars Concert” . . . Natalie Cole is completing her first televi-

sion special for CBS . . . Tony King, executive vice president of Rocket Records, recently

was greeted with a singing telegram in honor of his 40th birthday and his 20th year in the

business ... Irving Azoff, president of Front Line Management, was married Sunday, March
26 in Los Angeles to Rochelle Cumsky of the Howard Rose agency . . . Record engineer

Bill Schnee, who just won a Grammy for his work on Steely Dan’s “Aja” album, was

ZAPPA IN NEW YORK — Frank Zappa — Warner Bros. 2D
2290 — Producer: Frank Zappa — List: 11.98

More than a year ago Frank Zappa and company, which in-

cludes the Brecker Brothers and Don Pardo this time out, swept
into the Big Apple for seven sellout appearances, the highlights

of which have been recorded for posterity on this 2-LP set.

Among the most outrageous cuts — remember this is Zappa —
are the Satanic dialogue in “Titties & Beer” and “The Illinois

Enema Bandit,” based on the bandit's true adventures.

EASTER — Patti Smith Group — Arista AB4171 — Producer:

Jimmy lovlne — List: 7.98

Maybe the times have finally caught up with Patti Smith. With

all the attention focused on punk in the last few months, it can be

seen Smith was an important early force behind the style. Here,

she has some of her characteristically obtuse poetry as well as

some first-rate rockers, the best of which is the Smith-Bruce

Springsteen collaboration “Because The Night.” “Till Victory” is

a fiery power pop piece. Just in time for Easter, this is this

week's second most added AOR LP.

CATS UNDER THE STARS — Jerry Garcia Band — Arista AB
4160 — Producer: Jerry Garcia — List: 7.98

The Grateful Dead’s Jerry Garcia has come out with his fourth

album under his own name, and it’s a gem. With writing help

from Dead lyricist Robert Hunter and musical aid from Keith

and Donna Godchaux among others, Garcia has assembled an

invigorating package of songs sure to please Dead-heads and
most anyone else who gives it a listen. Garcia’s crisp guitar riffs

abound — with “Rubin And Cherise" standing out as perhaps
the strongest cut.

ONE-EYED JACK — Garland Jeffreys — A&M SP-4681 —
Producers: David Spinozza and Garland Jeffreys — List: 7.98

Garland Jeffreys’ “Ghost Writer” turned into pne of the most
popular albums among critics during 1977. With his latest work,

it appears he is aiming to spread some of that popularity to a

greater number of record buyers. The songs have greater ac-

cessibility from the R&B beat, but also contain that emotional

edge, as on “Scream In The Night.” Support from such
luminaries as Dr. John, Phoebe Snow, producer Spinozza and
members of stuff adds spice.

MAGIC — The Floaters — ABC AA-1047 — Producers: James
Mitchell, Jr. and Marvin Willis — List: 7.98

The second album from this fountain of taste and integrity

known as The Floaters continues the record of excellence they

established with last year's debut. Practitioners of a distinctive

soft Motown/Harold Melvinish funk hybrid, The Floaters score

strong plusses on this outing with cuts like the title song, which
contains charming flute passages. R&B for the fans of softer

soul sounds.

NEW DAY — Airwaves -- A&M SP-4689 — Producer: Pat

Moran — List: 7.98

Airwaves is a British trio which does not play heavy metal.

What we have here is a promising debut offering with tight, yet

soaring harmonies and a hook-laden sound which effectively

blends mellower moments with power pop savvy. A liberal dose
of funk and an occasional full-tilt rocker make this a welcome
addition for AOR and pop stations. Best cuts are “Love Stop,"

“Nobody Is” and “You Are The New Day.”

BURNING THE BALLROOM DOWN — Amazing Rhythm Aces
— ABC AA-1063 — Producer: Barry Burton — List: 7.98

Longtime fans of this six-member band are in for a treat in the

form of this release, which should add new members to the

ranks of Aces fans. Vocalist Russell Smith wrote or co-wrote
eight of the nine tracks, all reflecting the Aces’ famed country-

rock style. The clean arrangements shine on such tunes as “Out
Of Control,” “Della's Long Brown Hair” and the title song.

“Byrd” Burton’s guitar work adds flair.

BLACK BEN THE BLACK SMITH — Richard Pryor — Laff A-
200 — Producer: Louis Drozen — List: 7.98

By now almost everybody is aware of Pryor, probably the

most outrageous comedian since Lenny Bruce, who takes Don
Rickies insult comedy one step further — he makes no
apologies. This time out Pryor touches on history, show biz,

"Nigroes” and prison in his own inimitable style. As usual he
pulls no punches (“God was a junkie”), but some of the cuts

could get unedited airplay. Bound to be a big seller.

ENCORE -- Brian Auger & Julie Tippetts Warner Bros. BSK
3153 — Producer: Brian Auger — List: 7.98

Brian Auger and Julie (Driscoll) Tippetts have reunited on
this album (their first together since 1969) to create an almost
flawless, delightful work. Julie’s excellent phrasing and dis-

tinctive bluesy-jazz voice meshes perfectly with Auger’s inces-

sant organ riffs on A! Jarreau’s “Spirit,” Jack Bruce’s “Rope
Ladder To The Moon” and “Don’t Let Me Be Misunderstood.”
This is jazz-rock at its best, as the number of jazz and AOR sta-

tions already on the LP proves.

A classy collection of the funky sounds of Kool & The Gang,
this LP includes two hit movie soundtrack tunes, “Open
Sesame” from “Saturday Night Fever” and “Summer Madness”
from "Rocky." A must for all the "Hollywood Swingers” and
lovers of good funky rhythms and jazz, this album is going to get
a lot of parties jumping in the coming months. Also included is

With much of the future commercial success of reggae riding

that, saying a person can’t drift away from reality. He even has a
couple of love songs which would be suitable even for MOR
playlists, as weli as AOR, Top 40 and R&B.

MEL BROOKS’ GREATEST HITS FEATURING THE
FABULOUS FILM SCORES OF JOHN MORRIS — Asylum 5E-
501 — Producers: Various — List: 8.95

Mel Brooks’ greatest hits? That’s right, and it’s about time,

too. This collection includes some of the funniest songs ever to

grace the silver screen, “Springtime For Hitler" from “The
Producers” and “I’m Tired" and “Blazing Saddles” from “Blaz-

ing Saddles.” Side one features songs from Brooks’ latest com-
edy, “High Anxiety.” While it’s true the Brooks’ and Morris’

music is no match for the former’s comedy, this LP is non-
etheless a noteworthy release.

THE ROCKY HORROR PICTURE SHOW — Various Artists —
Ode Sounds and Visions OSV-21653 — Producer: Richard
Hartley — List: 7.98

Producer Lou Adler brought this outrageous show to

America, where it was made into a film in 1975. After a slow

start, the movie has become a cult favorite, inspiring fans to

dress up as their favorite characters to attend the film. Now the

movie soundtrack has been released for the first time in

America, and should become a cult favorite as well. Featuring

science-fiction and perverse sexuality in its spoof of gothic

horror films, as well as Meat Loaf as Eddie, this one’s a one of a

kind.

BRITISH LIONS — RSO RS-1-3032 — Producer: British Lions
— List: 7.98

Like a phoenix rising from the ashes of Mott The Hoople
arises British Lions, stirred up and ready to go for the throat.

With the addition of Medicine Head alumnus John Fiddler, the

Lions deliver a knock-out musical punch. Rock riffs threaten to

leap off the grooves and devour the listener, but the brave are

rewarded with imaginatively constructed hooks on almost every

cut. Potential blue collar anthem “Eat The Rich” is one of the

cuts that will make many AOR playlists.

DEADLINES — The Strawbs — Arista AB 4172 — Producer:

Jeffrey Lesser — List: 7.98

After recording more than a dozen albums, Dave Cousins’

Strawbs still change personnel and sounds frequently. This

time the angry moodiness has given way to a collection of
*

predominantly piano-based pop ballads. “Joey And Me” and

“Time and Life” are two slices of Cousins’ ham, as opposed to

the rest of the mellow album that features lead guitarist Dave
Lambert. With the style shift shown on this LP, the Strawbs

should get airplay on AOR, pop and MOR stations.

KEEP THE DOGS AWAY — Thor — Mldsong/MCA-2337 —
Producers: Ian Guenther and Willi Morrison — List: 6.98

This is hard rock, or maybe muscle rock. You see, Thor is a

former Mr. Universe who grew up pumping iron to the beat of

Led Zeppelin records. The result is the first rock ’n’ roller who
can bend steel with his teeth. His stage show — complete with

laser animation — reportedly must be seen to be believed. Until

the live show comes around, this LP should earn AOR airplay in

anticipation of what could be one of the most unique rock shows
ever.

IN TIME — Renee Armand — Windsong BXL1-2708 — *

Producer: Jim Horn — List: 7.98

Lovely pop ballads about love and its difficulties and
pleasures abound on this album. Producer Horn has gathered
an outstanding group of musicians to support this talented sing-

er/songwriter, including himself. Horn's sax solo helps make
“(We’re) Dancin' In The Dark” a potential Top 40 hit, and the

“Suite For 3 Poems” and the title track also are strong. For pop
and adult contemporary formats.

HOTEL SHEET — Jack Ashford —- Magic Disc MD 116 —
Producer: Jack Ashford — List: 7.98

Jack Ashford's “Hotel Sheet” is a new concept in sound for

disco. Similar to Stargard’s current hit, “Which Way Is Up?,”
Ashford’s title cut moves beyond to show some of the new
sounds a piece of plastic can generate. The album also contains
a number of funky dance songs and an easy flowing ballad.

“Shar," butthestar is "HotelSheet,"which may well become the

next rage in discos across the country.
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WINGS (Capitol PRO-8813)

NARM SeminarOn Advertising
Presents Basics, FeaturesFilm

by Ken Terry

NEW ORLEANS — The advertising seminar

at this year’s NARM was viewed, along with

the merchandising presentation, as a sym-
bol of the convention’s growing sophistica-

tion. Integrating a professionally produced

j

film with talks by three experts in the fields

of radio, print and TV advertising, the

j

seminar was one of the most informative at

j

the convention.

Don Dempsey, vice president of

marketing for Columbia Records, started

off the proceedings with some remarks

about creative advertising. Pointing outthat

the industry’s advertising practices have

been enormously improved over the past

20 years, he also noted that “a true function

of advertising is to reduce sales cost by in-

creasing number of units sold.”

The film which followed highlighted

techniques for advertising in each of the

three traditional media, as well as how to

plan an effective media mix.

In the segment about newspapers, it was
observed that record retail ads placed in

college publications will often be more
cost-efficient than those placed in dailies.

Daily newspapers have a short life and aim

for too wide an audience, the narrator

noted, whereas college papers zero in on

record -buying readers. Alternative

publications that focus on the lifestyle of

readers in the 14-30 age group, such as The
Village Voice and The Boston Phoenix,

were also cited as good places in which to

advertise.

Magazines, it was noted, have a longer

life than newspapers, but are not the proper

medium for advertising that includes price.

Some magazines such as TV Guide have
local editions where a well-placed record

ad could be effective.

‘Most Exciting Player’

TV was called “the most exciting player

in the media mix,” because it has the

largest audience and the most immediate
impact. It was noted that local TV stations

are getting better at producing inexpensive

spots for retailers, and several interesting

examples of this kind of advertising were
shown.

Radio, “the most inescapable medium,”
is still the place where the product is

presented in its purest form, the narrator

said. For teens, radio is more than enter-

tainment: It’s a way of life. College students,

too, are heavy radio listeners. It was
suggested that retailers carefully study the

formats of local radio stations before they

advertise with them, and feature
recognizable product in their spots.

Other promotional media mentioned in

the presentation included billboards, film

shorts shown at local movie houses, and in-

store video.

Merchandisers Respond
After the film ended, a panel of record

merchandisers discussed individual

techniques that have worked for them. On
this panel were Buddy Boswell, advertising

director of Siebert's Inc.; Joe Bressi, vice

president of Camelot Music, Inc.; David

Crockett, vice president of Father’s and
Son’s; Richard Greenwald, president of in-

terestate Record Distributors; Stephen
Salsberg, advertising director for Lieber-

man Enterprises; and Stuart Schwartz,

secretary and treasurer of Harmony Hut

Stores.

Crockett, speaking on the basis of his ex-

perience with Father’s and Son’s Karma
retail chain, supported the use of concert

flyers to draw people into stores. He also

advocated cross-merchandising records

with other kinds of businesses.

Salsberg noted that, since the racks

know their own customers best, the

manufacturers should allow them to work
out media mixes with individual accounts.

Similarly, Boswell, pointed out that

Siebert’s accounts are more attuned to

print advertising than are most record ad-

vertisers, so that’s where most co-op ad-

vertising money should go. He added that,

in discount stores, the best way to sell

records is to iure customers into record

departments with eye-catching displays

near the door.

Greenwald, whose firm services many
accounts in small towns, said that radio ads

can be very effective where there is only

one strong station in an area. On weekends,
he also advertises on the sports pages of

local newspapers.

Better Radio, Retail Rapport Needed
Stresses NARM Radio Seminar

NEW ORLEANS — Better two-way com-
munication between radio stations and
retailers was emphasized at the NARM
Radio Seminar chaired by Bob Wilson,

publisher of Radio & Records.
Craig Scott, vice president of program-

ming for Plough Broadcasting, and Bob
Pittman, program director at WNBC,
stressed that retailers do not talk to radio

stations enough to find out who is influenc-

ing the market.

“Radio stations want to give information,

not only receive it,” noted Scott. He added,
“There is a need for credible information

from the stores. We trust, but we never
really know.”

in his opening remarks, Wilson pointed
outthat retailers have more in common with

radio than with manufacturers because
they both use music to attract an audience.

“So far our two companion industries have
only scratched the surface of what should
be a valuable and long-lasting
relationship,” he said.

Comparing the radio listener-turned-

buyer, Pittman said that 30-40% of an AOR
audience buys records while AM listeners

account for roughly 5%. He also said that

“looking at top AM stations to make buys is

not necessarily wise today because of

fragmentation in the market.”

According to Wilson, a wider spread of

demographics among record buyers today
means that there are more kinds of records
which retailers must stock.

Pittman said his criteria for adding
records is that they must “sound like the

station” or have some significant impact.

He commented further that the initial thrust

of top adds on AOR stations is heavy rota-

tion, then a leveling off like other albums on
the playlist.

Scott, who works with Lee Abrams, said

that records must be from stadium-filling

acts (app. 80,000 people) before moving
into power rotation.

One problem that Pittman pointed out

was the large volume of calls and mail

regarding where to buy country records. In

local record stores, he said, it was often
j

hard for buyers to find the country section I

and oftentimes the records available were
not the same as on the air. According to

Pittman, “Stores in general seem to be un-

interested in country product.” Scott said

that his firm recently opened three stations

with a black AOR format in Memphis, I

NARM ‘Creative Merchandising’ Panel
Suggests Variety Of Techniques
NEW ORLEANS — “Records and tapes are

consumed differently than, say, potatoes or

shoes,” noted Stan Marshall, vice president

of sales for Elektra/Asylum. Speaking as

the moderator of a panel on “Creative

Merchandising” at the annual NARM Con-
vention last Tuesday, Marshal! pointed out

that when consumers run out of potatoes

and shoes, they simply go back to the store

for replenishment. Because record
purchases are not made in this way, he
asserted, “creative merchandising” that

grabs the emotions and fantasies of the

customer is indispensable in the record

retail business.

“What you’re doing is creating a total en-

vironment to encourage sales,” Marshall

said. “Merchandising is more than posters

and scotch tape. We need more point-of-

purchase display, because it works. And we
always need more creativity.”

Also participating in the panel discussion

were: Cletus Anderson, president of the

V.I.P. Records chain; Charles Blacksmith,

buyer for Round Up Music Distributors;

Adam Somers, director of merchandising
for Warner Brothers; Bob Reitman, director

of merchandising and advertising for A&M;
Bud O’Shea, west coast director of

marketing for E/P/A; Arnie Orleans, senior

vice president of marketing for 20th Cen-
tury Fox; and Ron Oberman, west coast

director of merchandising for Columbia.
Attractive Displays

All the panelists continuously stressed

the theme of “attractive” in-store display.

Oberman pointed to the now-
established conclusion that point-of-

purchase material is a key factor in sales.

Calling it the “silent salesman,” Oberman
noted that not only does POP keep
customers in the stores longer, but also en-

courages them to purchase more records.

Somers suggested that the best
merchandising tool at the grass-roots store

level is the album jacket itself, because it is

“a visual extension of the musical state-

ment” of the artist. Reitman noted that in his

experience, concerts are a prime sales

motivator, and added that the best
customers tend to be those who have just

seen a concert. He mentioned the impor-
tance of tying displays and in-store play to

local musical attractions.

Another key area that prompted panel

discussion was the increasing use of cross-

merchandising. Oberman advised retailers

to study some of the display tactics of the

giant supermarket chains, including

creative arrangements of items and
coupon promotions.

Anderson spoke of the importance of

programming in-store play just as radio

stations do “Proper in-store play creates

impulse sales,” he asserted. He noted that

on records that don't receive radio airplay,

in-store exposure can help fill that void.

A number of retailers expressed interest

in continued sharing of merchandising
ideas, and Marshall said that such
merchandising meetings would be a

regular feature at NARM’s regional

seminars.

COMPETITION FOR ARB — Audits & Surveys' new TRAC 7 radio ratings service will begin

telephone interviews in the four top radio markets (New York, Chicago, Los Angeles, and
Philadelphia) this fall. Within the next 18-20 months, the new syndicated service expects to

be operating in the Top 20 national markets.

While TRAC 7 is not seen as an immediate threat to Arbitron, the older service has been
taking steps to remedy some problems that might have contributed to the birth of the new
competitor.

Theodore Shaker, president of Arbitron, told New York’s new daily, The Trib, that the

firm is trying to remedy the hyping problem by expanding the measurement period from

four week sweeps to 12-week sweeps. Arbitron is testing the new system with two 12-week

yearly sweeps in New Orleans and Seattle-Tacoma.

Spokesmen for A&S assert that TRAC 7 has several advantages over Arbitron, including

the fact that the results of its telephone interviews with respondents will be coded into a

computer directly from a Cathode Ray Tube (CRT). This will save the time and expense of

transferring the data from printed ARB questionnaires to a computer. In addition, A&S
hopes to provide more demographic and product information than is currently provided by

Arbitron.

KROQ Suspends Paid Ads;
New Partners Kick In $3 Mil.

LOS ANGELES — Major changes in station

personnel and management have been an-
nounced by KROQ-AM (Burbank) and
KROQ-FM (Pasadena), a locally owned 24-

hour AM/FM combine. The changes follow

arrangements calling for the sale of some of

the station’s long and short term notes, ex-

isting or future stock (via options, warrants
and pledges) and partnership interests in

the station’s licensee companies to

Progressive Media Group, Ltd., a newly
formed California corporation.

Progressive Media is set to pay outgoing
principals, optioners and lenders $3 million

in cash and notes as well as making new
lines of credit available to the station. This

will enable the station, under the leadership

of KROQ founder and genera! manager
Gary Bookasfa, to initiate and complete
programming, personnel and promotion
changes. Most prominent of the changes is

the unprecedented suspension of all com-
mercials for a period of at least 60 days, be-
ginning April 1.

The suspension of commercials is a
promotional tool being used to launch the

station’s new lineup, promotions and con-
tests. Besides Bookasta's resumption of an
active general manager’s role, KROQ will

bring in former KROQ, KRLA and KMET
programmer Shadoe Stevens as a consul-
tant, through Stevens’ Big Bucks produc-
tion company. Paul Huffsteter, KROQ’s
music librarian for nearly two years, has
been named music director, and will also

serve as special assistant/consultant to

Bookasta. Huffsteter, along with KROQ dj

Rodney Bingenheimer, is credited by many
with helping to establish the “new wave"
scene in Los Angeles.

Also taking a new post is former chief

engineer Darrell Wampler, who is now both
engineering and operations director.

ONTARIO MOTOR SPEEDWAY — The
talent lineup for Cal Jam II was awesome,
but in the end the star of the show wasn’t

any of the performers — it was the

audience. Crowd estimates ranged be-

tween 250,000 and 300,000, but whatever

the exact count, the result was a man-made
lake of people, flowing inside a giant bowl of

mountains and bleachers, enjoying a rock

riot of electrified sound unmatched since

Cal Jam I four years ago. Many came the

night before, avoiding the traffic problems

that beset the first Jam, and by the time

Richie Lecea came out to warm them up at

about 9 a.m. they stretched well over a mile

from the stage.

And despite the impediments inherent in

such an event — an overpowering sound

system (147,000 watts, said to be the most

powerful ever assembled for a musical

event), poor visibility, crowd control and

fickle weather — the music was often

memorable as well. Still, the music seemed
almost secondary — Cal Jam II was a hap-

pening that will be remembered as a day

when hundreds of thousands of rock fans

camped out on a racetrack infield and

created their own world, at least for a day.

After a short opening set by solo acoustic

guitarist Richie Lecea, Bob Welch got the

headlined entertainment off to a fast start.

Welch, formerly with Fleetwood Mac, has

maintained a strong similarity to his old

band's style. By 10 a.m., when the Jam was
scheduled to begin, Welch and his band
were already cooking — playing mostly

material off his “French Kiss” LP. When
Stevie Nicks and Mick Fleetwood came out

to help on “Hypnotized,” many wondered if

the order of the groups was wise. By the

time Welch and his guests did “Ebony
Eyes,” itwasclearthatWelch’s actwould be
tough to follow.

Dave Mason managed to hold his own,

following Welch, running through his out-

standing repertoire of songs, mixing oldies

like “Feelin’ Alright,” "World In Changes"
and “Gimme Some Lovin' ” with newer
songs like “Let It Go, Let It Flow” and “We
Just Disagree.” The set featured Mason’s
flashy guitar work and Mike Finnigan on

keyboards, but lacked a certain spark,

possibly due to the early hour (Mason came
on around 1 1 a.m.).

The third major act of the day was San-
tana, the Jam's only variation from straight-

ahead rock ’n’ roll. Led by guitar virtuoso

Carlos Santana, the group played mostly

material off their most recent LP, “Moon-
flower.” The highlights were “She's Not

There,” “Black Magic Woman” and the

group's classic cut off the first Santana
album, “Soul Sacrifice.” Perhaps more
than any other act, Santana suffered from

the poor acoustics.

The hard rock began to flow with Heart.

Centered around the Wilson sisters, Ann
and Nancy, Heart is one of the few hard

rock bands to feature women in roles other

than vocalist. Ann was vibrant on stage, es-

pecially following the relatively non-
theatrical acts in the morning. After sam-
pling numbers off their upcoming
“Magazine” LP, Heart sizzled with afinaleof

their hits — “Magic Man," “Barracuda" and
“Crazy On You” — a killer sequence.

Ted Nugent was next, although later

reports indicated he nearly missed the

show. Nugent was big-game hunting in

Africa and only arrived in New York Satur-

day morning. He caught flights to Ontario

and arrived two hours before he went on —
disappointed that the Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration denied his request to make his

entrance dangling on a rope from a

helicopter. Once on stage, Nugent put on
one of the day's best received sets, growl-

ing and playing frenetic guitar licks to an

enthusiastic audience. Heopenedwith “Cat

Scratch Fever," and kept the crowd at a

fever pitch through his encore, the day’s

first.

Bad vibes swept through the crowd after

Nugent's set when someone made a boom-
ing announcement from the stage that

“There has been a death.” Of course
everyone assumed the fatality was at the

Jam, although in fact the announcement
was an attempt to notify someone in the

audience of a personal tragedy miles away.

Still, the wave of negative feelings stayed

with the crowd, and rumors of deaths,

rapes and stabbings spread quickly. It took

several days for a final consensus to

emerge affirming the Jam as a remarkably
peaceful event, although some incidents

were confirmed.

The task of following the change in mood
fell on Foreigner, who proved more than

equal tothechallenge. Opening with “Long,

Long Way From Home,” the group’s hard-

driving rock 'n' roll was just what the doctor

ordered to return the festive mood to the

proceedings. New material followed, the

most notable of which was “I’m Hot-
blooded.” When Foreigner reached back
for a hit they came up with “Cold As Ice,”

which had exactly the opposite reaction to

the crowd. There were a quarter of a million

people jumping, dancing, writhing and
screaming in testimony to the continued

mass appeal of rock ’n’ roll. By thetimethey
did “Feels Like The First Time,” the song
seemed to be an anthem for the assembled
believers, and it drew one of the event’s

loudest receptions.

It was well into the evening when
Aerosmith came on. The powerhouse
rockers were in fine form, as befitted their

headliner position on the bill. With a new
keyboard player in tow, Aerosmith bulled

its way through a crisp set which featured

top-notch vocals by Steven Tyler. The per-

formance of "Walk This Way” was stunning,

and “Sweet Emotion” provided another

high point.

By the time Aerosmith finished, around
10 p.m., a substantial percentage of the

audience had gone. They continued to file

out through sets by Mahogany Rush and
Rubicon, which is the way the promoters
planned it. Learning from the last Jam, the

less established acts were put on last to

assure an even flow of traffic as people left

the Speedway. The elimination of traffic

problems at the event, coupled with the

relative absence of serious injuries and a

box-office gross of about $2.5 million,

seems to insure that there won’t be another

four year wait for Cal Jam III.

DIj ill Gaither Trio

OPRY HOUSE, NASHVILLE — The Bill

Gaither Trio’s third annual, spring
pilgrimage to the Opry House firmly es-

tablished this concert as the gospel musical

event of the year in Music City. A standing-

room-only crowd of 4400 was treated to two
full hours of vintage Trio sermonettes and
songs.

Led by Bill Gaither’s famous mellow
bariton wife Gloria and new Trio member
Gary McSpadden teamed to deliver a

delicate and delightful anthology of Trio

favorites and brand-new “classics.” The
Gaithers' reputation for excellence in live

performances was enhanced by the addi-

tion of Dan Posthuma’s sound production

and the acoustic perfection of the Opry

House. In addition, the Trio’s nine-piece en-

semble, (led by spirited drummer Roger
Byrd) and their backup vocal quintet com-
bined for a consumate Gaither praise ser-

vice.

Gary McSpadden, formerly with The Im-

perials and most recently associate pastor

of the Christian Center Church in Fort

Worth, Tex., is an accomplished soloist in

his own right. His timbre and timing enrich

and expand the Trio’s vocal harmony, and
McSpadden’s stage presence is ap-
propriately both humble and elegant. Par-

ticularly moving was McSpadden’s inter-

pretation of “More Of You,” from their latest

Impact album, “Pilgrim’s Progress.”

Several selections from the new album
spotlighted the evening performance. Bill

and Gloria Gaither are legendary
songwriters and have strenghtened that

reputation with their most recent composi-
tions (some of which were written in

collaboration with Gary S. Paxton and Jim

Hill). The audience was particularly moved
by Gloria’s sensitive rendition of “I’m Not

What I Want To Be (But, Thank God, I’m Not

What I Was)” and Bill’s powerful offering of

“I Wish You.” On the Trio’s uptempo num-
bers, “The World Didn’t Give It To Me (And

The World Can’t Take It Away)," was best

received. A very special and touching per-

formance of “Children Under Construc-

tion,” by Bill and Gloria’s youngest
daughter, Amy, personified the Trio’s

ministry.

Another highlight was a two-song guest

set by Don Francisco. His self-penned,

“He’s Alive,” currently at the top of the

gospel charts, brought the house down.

This summation oftheTrio’s

purpose is the essence of their popularity

and the vital sign of professionals who are

ROXY, L A. — Words in a crowd often lose

their meaning. Colors pale. Flavors blend.

Simple statements never seem enough.

However, Anne Murray’s recent date
restored the meaning, color and flavor to

simple words such as ‘tasty’ and ’pleasant.’

The show was a relaxing evening of song.

Anne’s voice has the ring of fine crystal.

Her notes are clear and well-cut. Although

her presence on stage is not engagingly

dramatic (despite top hat and trick cane),

Murray possesses a comfortable charm.

Backed by a group of competent musicians

led by Pat Riccio on keyboards, Anne
delivered a classy mix of gentle ballads,

soft rockers and country-flavored tunes.

"Let’s Keep It That Way” is the name of

Murray’s new album on Capitol Records.

The title track is a tender ballad banked
with soft pedal steel and piano passages.

The lyric which deals with the ease and
complications of falling in love with a friend

creates a subtle tension which Murray’s

emotionally rendering skillfully enhanced.

“Walk Right Back,” the classic Sonny Curtis

tune which was a hit for The Everly Brothers

was handled in a crisp, bright fashion.

Murray called the sensitive love ballad “You

Needed Me" her favorite song. The gentle

beat tapped out on the rim of the snare

drum provided a simple backdrop. Single

string acoustic guitar work and mild flute

runs rounded out the feeling.

“Snowbird,” Murray’s first major
American hit which in 1970 took her from

“Halifax to Hollywood” drew a warm
response from the audience.

Ariola recording artist Gene Cotton

opened the show with a well-paced set of

easy and moderate rockers, hightlighted in

particular by material culled from his latest

DOROTHY CHANDLER PAVILION, L.A. —
It’s good that the Dirt Band was the first

American pop group to tour the Soviet

Union — it would be difficult to find a band
more representative of the spectrum of

musical styles popular in the U.S. The Dirt

Band proved this during their recent show s

in Los Angeles, touching on country, rock,

jazz, bluegrass and even gospel at various

points in the evening.

The Dirt Band is not only capable of play-

ing in the varied styles, they do them all

well. Hank Williams’ “Honky Tonkin’ ” had
the sell-out crowd stomping their feet and
clapping along the way they would at the

Grand Ole Opry. When guitar picker ex-

traordinaire John McKuen broke out his

banjo or fiddle the “down home” feeling

was contagious. But when “On The Loose
With The Blues” was unleashed, it could

have been the Eagles on stage rocking out.

Back before they dropped the Nitty Gritty

from the Dirt Band, the group was accom-
plished in the country-bluegrass-rock
genre. But they have added a couple of new
musicians, most notably horn player Al

Garth, who give the band a jazz orientation

on many numbers.

But if the music wasn't enough, the Dirt

Band had a secret weapon this night. Steve
Martin, perhaps the hottest stand-up comic
around these days, made a guest ap-

pearance for a song about the latest South-

ern California craze, King Tut. Martin

stayed around to pick his banjo and per-

formed a creditable duet with McKuen. This

was followed up by the group’s big hit, “Mr.

Bojangles,” and the set concluded with a

rousing “Battle Of New Orleans.”

But the crowd wasn’t satisfied until the

Dirt Band returned for an encore, with Mar-
tin, opening act Starwood, and Karla Bonoff

joining in for a singalong rendition of “Will

The Circle Be Unbroken.” joey berlin

BOTTOM LINE, NYC — Hawkwind was one
of the first psychedelic rock bands to favor

three-chord music over prolonged periods

of time. Their obsession with fantasy and
science fiction has resulted in several LPs
with titles like “A Space Ritual," “In Search
Of Space” and “In The Hall Of The Moun-
tain Grill.” Having recently been reformed

(lead singer Robert Calvert cited their “loss

of touch with the modern world”), the band
has just released a new album entitled

“Quarks, Strangeness And Charm.”
Live, as on the new record, the overt

spaciness and science fiction themes of old

have been replaced by a more direct-

sounding rock and roll approach. As Hawk-
wind's principal lyricist, Calvert presented

one of the more interesting images for a

lead singer, dressed in what he called his

“solicitors’ clerk look.” He also wore pilot

goggles and bandied about a set of swords
during the show.
The band has certainly changed for the

better and is tighter now than ever before.

That they're still pioneering songs about

radioactivity, atomic mutation, and Coper-

nicus is a credit to their staying power. As
an experimental group, however, Hawk-
wind doesn’t quite work for everyone.

Burns Media Consuitants/Computer
Broadcast Services spoke about radio ad-

vertising. At any given time, he noted, about

10 percent of the population on average is

listening.

Finally, Morris Baumstein of the Young &
Rubicam Agency, who supervises the CBS
account, delivered a few observations

about TV advertising. First, he noted, televi-

sion should not be used by itself, but in tan-

dem with radio and print advertising.

‘Television's role is to create reach and im-

pact,” he said, while emphasizing the need
to go after a target audience.

If properly planned, Baumstein
suggested, TV buys can be fairly inexpen-

sive in relation to the number of people

reached by the spots. But a few ground
rules must be followed, he said. Retailers

must make sure that each spot delivers

their message. The albums featured must
be compatible with one another, and if in-

dividual IPs are being promoted, no more
than two or three of them should appear in a

30-second spot.

Baumstein also recommended running

record ads immediately after televised

music shows, and following up artist ap-

pearances on TV with in-store promotions

on that artist.

The advertising seminar received good
reaction from the members, partly because
it was so professionally done. However,
Scott Young, vice president of Pickwick

and head of its retailing division, said that

the presentation was too basic to be useful

to the more experienced retailers. Joe
Cohen, executive vice president of NARM,
agreed that the seminar was perhaps “too

basic,” but noted that it had been designed
for new members and as a primer for

regional NARM meetings.

Designed for play on all instruments, easy-

play music features giant notes with the let-

ter name printed in the note itself. Titles in-

clude “Carpenters' Greatest Hits,” “Super

Songs Of The 70s,” “Kiss Greatest Hits”

and “Frampton Greatest Hits.”

Another such series is Charles Hansen’s

“Liberace Big Note Series,” also designed

for all instruments. Like the Almo series, the

notes have their letter name printed in

them. Chord construction is spelled out for

each change. The series presently consists

of more than 60 folios.

According to Hansen, “The Liberace

Deluxe Big Note Songbook’” ($12.95) and

“Big Note Encyclopedia” are two of the

most successful folios the firm has yet of-

fered. An extensive television campaign by

the firm has built an outstanding mail order

business with offices in New York and

Hollywood.

Big Three’s “E-Z Play Music Series” for

all C instruments contains some of the best

titles available in this type of music folio. Of

special interest are a pair of Irving Berlin

collections, “The New Mickey Mouse Club

Songbook” and a $14.95 monster entitled

simply “The Jumbo Songbook.”
Sight And Sound

The first company to indulge in printing

easy-play folios was Sight And Sound of

Milwaukee. They have published 75 such

folios since their first in May of 1972, with

more coming soon. Their most successful

titles include “Super Hits,” “Feelings” and

“The Best Of Nashville.” Titles for these

folios are licensed from such outstanding

catalogs as Berlin, Chappell, Big Three,

Warner Brothers, Acuff-Rose and Colum-

bia Pictures Publications.

Although many music teachers find

these music books hard to accept, they

continue to be a great success, bringing

simple melodies to millions of non-
musicians.

Anniversary Benefit, April 15

LOS ANGELES — The Neighbors of Watts,

a Los Angeles philanthropic organization,

will hold its 10th Anniversary Benefit April

15 at the Cocoanut Grove in the Am-
bassador Hotel. The benefit will include

cocktails, dinner, dancing, an auction and

entertainment to be announced. Donations

for the event are $125 per person and all

proceeds will benefit the South Central

Community Child Care Center and the Ella

Fitzgerald Child Care Center, which are

funded by Neighbors of Watts.

According to Sandy Gordon, vice presi-

dent of future projects for Neighbors of

Watts and publicity chairman of the benefit,

the organization has cared for hundreds of

pre-school youngsters at the two day-care

centers in addition to the family day homes
over the past 10 years.

“We opened our second center, the Ella

Fitzgerald Center, last year,” Gordon ex-

plained. “it is a unique satellite center in

that we have several family day homes in

the vicinity that take care of infants and tod-

dlers between the ages of 3-5 months. We
provide a nutritional program and we really

treat It much more like a teaching situation

rather than a baby-sitting situation in the

centers as well as in the homes.”

Gordon pointed out that only “certified

teachers” work at the centers and that the

parents in the day homes are under the

guidance of the centers and all are li-

censed by the county. They are paid on a

salary basis, as are the teachers at the cen-

ters. Additionally, volunteer tutors from

Neighbors of Watts are provided for special

attention to pre-schoolers.

“Also provided in our program,” con-

tinued Gordon, “is what we call extended

day care. This applies in the case in which

children who have entered public/elemen-

tary schools can return to the center after

regular school has dismissed.”

Both the centers and the day homes
adhere to pre-established components
which include hot breakfast and lunch, rest

and play periods and sit-down group

education. A registered nurse also attends

to the facilities and Martin Luther King

Hospital provides free medical services

when needed. Fees for enrolling children in

the centers are based on the income of the

family and number of dependents. The
South Central Center is located at 224 E.

126th Si. and the Fitzgerald Center is lo-

cated in the Watts Industrial Park on In-

dustry Way near the city of Lynwood.

Gordon went on to further describe

details of the benefit noting that a signed

lithograph by artist Joe Goode would be

given to those ticket holders donating $250
or more. Sally Struthers, Carroll O’Connor,

Greg Morris, Lou Gossett and Brock Peters

are amongthe personalitieswhowill be par-

ticipating in the auction as spotters of bid-

ders. Bob Abeli, a professional auctioneer,

has also donated his services. The event is

set up as a package auction to save time, as

several related items are grouped together

and bid on as a whole.

The basic annual contract fee is 5.5<C per

full-time student, with a minimum of $60
per institution. This includes graduate and
non-graduate students, with part-time stu-

dent figures converted to full-time

equivalents based on federal government
guidelines.

The fee covers the use of BMI music by

campus broadcasting stations grossing

less than $10,000 annually, and by musical

attractions costing under$1,000. Formusic
attractions costing over $1,000. the fee will

range from $15 for theatres containing up
to 1,500 seats to $300 for auditoriums

seating over 30.000 people.

At schools where the only copyrighted

music used is performed by outside music
attractions, there will be no blanket student

fee. However, these schools will still be re-

quired to make per seat payments for

public performances, no matter what the

talent costs.

ASCAP. according to its counsel. Ber-

nard Korman, has submitted its college

contract to the printer, and will be announc-
ing details shortly.

9th Country Radio Seminar
Termed The ‘Most Successful’

by Bob Campbell

NASHVILLE — The application of modern
technology and research to country radio

was the main focus of the 9th annual Coun-
try Radio Seminar, held March 17-18 at the

Airport Hilton Inn here. The event drew a

record 390-plus registrants, and agenda
chairman Terry Wood, operations manager
of WONE in Dayton, Ohio, termed the

seminar “the most successful in its nine-

year history.”

Indeed, nearly every one of the 15 ses-

sions concentrated on Improving the ac-

curacy of determining the wants and
desires of the listening audience.
Representatives of Arbitron and Pulse, the

two most prominent survey organizations,

presided over highly technical sessions

which explained methodology In^adio
market research. Motivational dynamics,
audience research, promotions, merchan-
dising, sales, news, engineering and new
technological advances and equipment

But it took another six weeks to get

the last verse right."

Schlitz added, "It has taken five years to

get to this point, but now I am getting more
interest in my other songs.”

25 years ago, Grand Ole Opry mem-
bership was vital to the careers of country

artists, so this footage represents the

cream of country performances during the

early and middle ’50s. A lack of pretense

and a sense of enjoyment for what they

were doing is the singular impression of

these film clips. It was a simpler time, and
the aura of these Grand Ole Opry perfor-

mances serves as an accurate reflection of

this blossoming period in the history of

country music.

The early color footage and sound were
bright and clear because of some unusual

technical work. The original footage was
shot in standard-screen film, but it has

been converted here to wide-screen Pan-

avision which has never been done before

for a feature length film. In addition, the

sound track has been re-cut so that both

monaural and four-track stereo prints were
produced.

A special feature of this film, which

should open in movie houses in the near

future, is a mixture of old and new perfor-

mances by many of these country stars. A
special filmed concert was held here last

summer which brought many of the old art-

ists back together for the first time in years.

In “That’s Country,” some segments in-

clude old and new footage juxtaposed
together in which an artist sings the same
song — only 25 years apart.

More than 70 songs are included in this

Canadian-produced film. Highlights are

Jim Reeves’s “Bimbo,” “Making Believe”

by Kitty Wells, “Walking The Floor Over

The Road Salesman: Key Link
Between Operator & Distrib

by Frank Manners

CHICAGO — The road salesman — one of

the most common, most ambivalent and

most neglected members of the coin

machine industry — is often the only con-

tact an operator has with his distributor.

What's it like to be a road salesman?

Like a boy scout, the salesman first must

be prepared. Before he even goes on the

road, he does his homework. He spreads

out a map and plots customer appoint-

ments for maximum coverage. Then he

arms himself with brochures, price lists,

and account sheets. His dictum — Know
your customer, know your equipment.

Anywhere from 5 a.m. to 8 a.m., he sad-

dles his company car and hits the super

highways. If he misses the operator in the

morning, he misses him for the whole day.

Once an operator starts his rounds, you

need a four-star bloodhound to find him.

Most appointments take place in the op’s

office, but it is not uncommon for a

salesman to meet him at a local tavern. One
fast stepping operator told a salesman if he

wanted to talk, to get in the car, and the

salesman delivered his spiel while

spending the day on the route.

Appointments in the operator's office

can be harrowing for a salesman, es-

pecially on his introductory visit. One
operator likes to test the neophyte’s en-

durance and strength of character by mak-
ing him fidget two hours in his waiting room
and then sending him away with no sale.

The relationship between an operator and
salesman usually, but not always,
progresses from this initial indifference to

acceptance and sometimes friendship. A
salesman notices certain signs that denote

this acceptance — for example, if the

operator allows him to enter the sanctum
sanctorum of his cash counting room. One
operator may be cordial to a salesman, but

unless he invites him to dine on his boat, he

does not embrace him as an equal.

Once the salesman gets an audience, he
has one primary objective — to sell. The
bargaining is more intensive on the road. At

home, the operator calls you and hence is

receptive to a sale, but in his own lair he

adopts a “convince me" attitude. Each

salesman has his own concept of how to

sell. The glad hand hustler puts on a smile,

says, “Hello, how are you, give me an order,

farewell, good-bye." Minimal interaction. In

and out. On the other hand, Atilla The Hun
radiates aggression. He gets the sale, gets

the money and gets a black eye. He will un-

scrupulously telephone you at 3 a.m. to

collect a past due bill. The customer may
yield to his pressure once or twice, but

gingerly avoids future contretemps. Sir

Lunchalot the elbow bender operates con-

versely. He lavishly wines and dines the

customer, weakening his resistance

through a convivial ambience. Who can say

no in the midst of a good meal.

These types fall short of the platonic

ideal, the model salesman. His most impor-

tant characteristic — honesty. Ask any

salesman. If he promises the customer that

he will correct his bill, issue him a credit,

follow up on a parts order, and hefails, then

the customer loses faith in him. The
salesman first sells himself, proves his in-

tegrity in the eyes of a wary operator.

Sometimes the customer will challenge him
with requests such as: get me a part I’ve had
on order for three weeks or have my logic

boards repaired and returned in 24 hours. If

the salesman succeeds, he lays the cor-

nerstone of trust. And it requires many
blocks to build a durable foundation.

Honesty cannot be puton and pulled off like

a clean shirt and tie.

Model Salesman
A corollary to selling yourself is selling

your company and its good will. The model
salesman demonstrates to the operator

that his distributor offers the best equip-

ment and services, that once the sale is

made the operator will not be shunted into

the outer darkness but will be treated con-
siderately. Some salesmen tend to un-

derestimate their country customers and
neglect them, take advantage of them,

because they are isolated in the boon-
docks. Many of these operators are highly

diversified big businessmen, owning real

estate, restaurants, and amusement parks:

and even if he has nothing else going for

him, the road salesman has to give the

operator six points for home court advan-
tage.

Whether the salesman sells or not, after

his meetings he often suffers the post ap-

pointments lonely-in-a-strange-town-
hotel-blues. Knows no one. Eats alone. You
can only drink so much, see so many
movies, or read so much of the Gideon Bi-

ble before boredom strikes. The situation

virtually throws him into the arms of the

operator, his only acquaintance. At times,

lasting friendships develop from this

gloomy loneliness. The salesman will dine

with the customer, but many will not tavern

hop. Getting drunk and out of control in an

unfamiliar bar invariably leads to trouble.

Other salesmen combat the idleness and
tedium by working. They analyze their

previous contacts, write sales reports, and
devise future strategies. One week out and
they are homeward bound, already think-

ing about the next trip.

Some people envy the outside salesman,

the freedom of the open road, the company
car, and expense account. They overlook

the long, lonely hours, nose-to-nose sell-

ing, and the feeling of being a stranger in a

strange land. However, if the road man
makes a sale or makes a friend, all’s well.

Pinball Game Of
Today Requires
Skill, Not Luck
CHICAGO — The pinball machine of today
requires skill more often than luck on the

part of the player, according to Steve Kor-

dek, director of design at Williams Elec-

tronics, Inc.

In a recent newspaper article, appearing

in the Chicago Tribune, Kordek said, “What
really makes a game tough is the degree of

skill versus luck that it takes to win.

Basically, games that were made 10 years

ago were about 50-50. Today it’s between
70 and 80 percent skill.

‘‘Some people would like the games to

be 100 percent skill," he added, “but you

checking of circuitry, switches and con-

trols. The remost volume control is also

located just inside the coin door for easy
adjustment to the location’s needs.

AT PRESSTIME LAST WEEK Robert Jones Int’l.-Dedham was hosting a three-day Gott-

lieb school at Ben White’s — and total attendance was expected to top the 300 mark. Sub-
sequent schools are on the planning board, including a Bally session sometime in April and
a Williams school. Solid-state pins have been the most popular sellers out there, as we
learned from Bob Le Blanc. He said the Midway “Clowns" cocktail table is newly arrived in

sample form and the distrib’s currently filling orders for the outstanding Cinematronics
“Space Wars." Bob also had high praise for the Ramtek “M-79,” which sold extremely well

can’t do that or you’d lose too many
customers. The secret of a good game is

how long you can keep the ball going. You
don’t want it to be so long that one player

hogs the machine.”

Observe Players

Kordek also told the Tribune that “it’s

practically a prerequisite” for a designer to

go out and observe the games as they are

being played to get the feel of what people

are playing. He added that he personally

judges a game’s appeal right at the start. "I
’

don’t want to play a game three or four

times before it grows on me.” If this would

be the case in an arcade, the customer

would just move on to the next machine, he

explained.

The article also quoted "Pinball!” author

Roger Sharpe, who praised the Williams

games as “usually fast, with open play-

fields that require quickness."

The article noted that many in the pinball

industry consider theme and complemen-
tary artwork to be every bit as important to

the success of a game as the playfield ac-

tion. The backglassgets the customer to in-

sert the first quarter, the Tribune stated,

and the playfield keeps him feeding the

machine.

Vocalist and all-around musician Mon
Rivera passed away on March 12, 1978 in

his Manhattan home of a heart attack at age
53. He will be buried in Mayaguez, P.R.

A native of Mayaguez, Puerto Rico, Mon
Rivera led his own band in 1962 where he
established the first all trombone and
rhythm section band called “Trombanga.”
He was known as the “Rey del Trava-
lengua" (the king of the tongue twisters),

and began his music career singing at age
16. His father was also a songwriter and
most of Mon’s first recordings hold his

father’s compositions.

Mon Rivera played clarinet, guitar, and
piano and was one of the few songwriters
who could incorporate the melody, lyrics

and arrangements to a tune.

In Puerto Rico, he was well-known as a

ball player. He received many offers to go
into the major leagues but refused in order
to dedicate himself to the music. He was
signed to Vaya Records in 1974 and after

his collaborations with Willie Colon in 1975
on the Fania LP “There Goes The
Neighborhood, ” Mon Rivera was once
again spotlighted in the public’s eye. He
was a master of Puerto Rican typical music
(bomba y Plena), and revered by many
young musicians. He was born Efain Rivera

Castillo, but was known as Mon Rivera

professionally.

Before his untimely death Mon Rivera

was working on his last LP for Vaya
Records, which is being produced by
Johnny Pacheco. The LP should be out
shortly.

Guitarist Eddie Benitez and his
Latin/rock group known as Nebula have
just blown into N.Y. from L.A. where Benitez
and his group have been enjoying a com-
fortable and profitable stay since the
release in 1976 of their debut LP on Fania
Records, “Night Life,’’ produced by Louie
Ramirez. At this time, Eddie Benitez and his

sound were strongly compared to that of

Santana’s post Woodstock era.

Now Eddie Benitez reports that his group
has married with the L.A. based band,
"Malo” (formerly featuring the guitar of

Carlos Santana’s brother, Jorge) featuring

the wailingly mellow guitar of Eddie Benitez
who also doubles on timbales with Chepito
Areas, original Santana member. The new

union was christened “Malo & Benitez.”
In the meantime, Vaya Records has just

released the second Benitez & Nebula LP,
entitled “Essence Of Life.”

Angel Luis Silva, popularly known as
“Melon,” is no newcomer to salsa. In fact, if

one goes through the musical files, it will be
discovered that Melon, at one time teamed
with Lobo, was the exponent of the popular
standard, "Amalia Batista." The team of

Lobo Y Melon were the first salsa inter-

preters on the west coast. They reached im-
peccable heights and traveled the world
over with their brand of salsa.

Melon is now on his own. He is the first

Mexican salsero to join hands with the
largest east coast label in salsa, Fania
Records. Melon's crystal clear tenor rever-
berates the swing, rhythm and feeling of his

Caribbean sister. Teamed with Domincan
born Johnny Pacheco, their new LP on
Fania Records, “Llego Melon,” is a tribute

to international Latin brotherhood.
Produced by the renowned Pacheco,
“Llego Melon” holds laid-back, mellow in-

terpretations dedicated to Puerto Rico and
Mexico.

NEW YORK — Warner Communications
Inc. recently increased its quarterly com-
mon stock dividend from 200 to 25<t per

share. The new dividend is payable on May
16 to shareholders of record on April 14.

their lifetime while 53% had done so within

the 12 months prior to the interview.

WCI’s report also indicates that a few

“current buyers” account for a majority of

record and tape sales. In fact, 50% of total

dollars spent on prerecorded music is

spent by only 15% of current buyers.

Further, 90% of dollars spent is done so by

only 57% of current buyers.

Most buyers who said they had
purchased a record or prerecorded tape

within the last 12 months also said they

bought more last year than in the previous

year. While purchases of LPs and 45 rpm
singles remained almost the same, 35%
said they bought more 8-track tapes (vs.

20% who bought less). Cassettes showed
the biggest gain with 40% of buyers saying

they bought more last year than the

previous year, compared to 16% who
purchased fewer than last year.

But the majority are still LP buyers,

shown in the survey as 43% of current

buyers who said they bought at least one
LP during the year. Among other configura-

tions, 19% bought at least one single. 22%
bought an 8-track tape and 9% purchased

at least one cassette during the 12 months
prior to the interview.

Increase In Cassettes

“There could be a significant increase in

tape buying in the coming years and the

cassette market could eventually outgrow

the 8-track market, since the increase in

cassette buying is coming primarily from

the better-educated, higher-income seg-

ments of the population," the report said.

In the breakdown for race and sex, the

survey showed white males account for

43% of both the current U.S. population

and of current buyers, while they account

for 42% of total dollars spent on prere-

corded music.

White females comprise 46% of the pop-

ulation and of current buyers, but repre-

sent only 42% of total dollar purchases.

Black males, on the other hand, represent

5% of the population and of current buyers,

but account for 10% of total dollar

purchases. Black females account for 6% in

each category: population, current buyers

and total dollar purchases.

The report also states, “Some of the most
important data to come out of this study . . .

indicates that the prerecorded music in-

dustry has nothing to fear from shifting

demographics in the U.S. population.

Assuming that buying patterns remain
relatively stable, the years through 1985

should be years of increasing growth for the

industry.

"It should be recalled,” the survey con-

tinues, “that the major demographic shifts

between nowand 1985 will beadecreasein
the number of 10-19 year-olds, more than

offset by a significant increase in the 25-44

year-olds (with the 20-24 year-old age
group increasing nominally)."

The growth will continue, WCI predicts,

because 10-19 year-olds (decreasing as a

group) account for 23% of dollar purchases

while 25-44 year-olds (increasing as a

group) account for 38% of total dollar

purchases.

Marital Status

Marital status was also covered in the

report, showing that those who are married

(52% of the population over the age of 10)

account for 48% of total dollar purchases,

while those never married (32% of the pop-

ulation) make 38% of record purchases.

Sales are fairly equally distributed

through various regions of the country, al-

though buyers in Pacific states (Washing-

ton, Idaho, Utah, Arizona. Nevada. Oregon
and California) comprise 17% of the pop-

ulation and make 22% of total dollar

purchases. Residents of New England
(Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont. Massa-
chusetts, Rhode Island and Connecticut)

account for 4% of total dollar purchases,

but they comprise only 5% of the popula-

tion.

Family Income
In regard to family income, it is shown in

the survey those with incomes which ex-

ceed $15,000 annually make up 31% of the

population but account for 41% of total

dollar purchases.

Those with incomes of less than $1 5,000

make up 69% of the total U.S. population

over 10 years of age but account for 59% of

dollar purchases.

Educational levels were also considered

by WCI's survey. Those whose education

level was high school or below comprise

72% of the population while accounting for

only 57% of total dollar purchases. (The m
report said this low buying rate can be par-

tially explained by the fact that many of the

people in the lower reaches of these

educational categories are in the 10-14 age

group.)

Those who have had some college or

gone to graduate or professional schools

(28% of the population over 10) make 43%
of total dollar purchases.

Music itself was divided into several

categories and WCI found 36% of all

current buyers say they buy rock music

most often and that these buyers account

for 36% of the total dollar market.

“This does not imply," the report states,

“that 36% of all prerecorded music sales

are rock records or tapes; it states that peo-

ple who buy rock music most often spend
36% of the total amount of money spent on

prerecorded music.”

Record Stores Preferred

Most buyers purchase prerecorded

music in record stores as opposed to dis-

count stores, department stores or other

outlets, according to WCI. It also stated.

“People who listen to 11 or more hours of

music per week (on the radio) are more
likely to buy prerecorded music than those

who listen to 10 hours or less."

BPI Report Says 75
Mil. Pounds Lost
To Home Taping
LONDON — In a report jointly com-
missioned by the British Phonographic In-

stitute and the Mechanical Copyright
Protection Society, it has been estimated

that the record industry is losing 75 million

poundsayearthrough people taping music
at home. This information has been
researched by the Annan Impey Morrish

research company since last September.
Law requires in England that persons

who have facilities for home taping must
obtain a license from the MCPS if they wish

to record music from radio or records to

cover the artists’ royalty payments.
Although this license is easily obtainable

and inexpensive, not many people actually

obtain one despite the fact that this omis-
sion renders them liable to prosecution.

However, due to the enormity of the
problem and the difficulty of detecting illicit

recording, enforcement is a dilemma.
The record industry has been working on

the problem for some time. Many ideas

have been suggested, including charging a
royalty fee on all cassettes and blank tapes
sold. BPI director general Geoffrey Bridge
stated that BPI are currently working on a
spoiler signal that would be impossible to

erase, but he added that research into this

was at an early stage of development. The
MCPS and BPI have submitted the report to

the Department of Trade.

The total dollar increase, however, in-

cludes the sales of the two new WEA com-
panies in Belgium and Austria, which were

not in operation a year ago.

Major Gains
Among the major percentage sales gains

posted by WEA International companies
were: Brazil, up 108%; United Kingdom, up

field day” by playing one giant company off

against another in their scramble to sign

top-selling artists.

Ballroom On The Titanic

The other prophet of doom at the con-

vention was Elektra recording artist Harry

Chapin, who spoke at Sunday’s luncheon.

Chapin said that the music industry tends to

serve up junk food for the masses,
“creating diversions in the ballroom of the

Titanic while there are icebergs outside."

He urged a greater degree of social respon-

sibility on the part of both record com-
panies and artists. If everyone doesn’t do
their part in the fight against hunger and in-

justice, suggested Chapin, the whole
society will fall apart, and so will the record

industry.

Chapin, who has himself donated much
money and time to worthy causes, asked
the convention to honor Pete Seeger at next

year’s NARM. “To the extent that this in-

dustry has a positive point,” he said, “it

comes from people like Pete, yet he is still

somewhat persona non grata in the

business (due to his blacklisting during the

McCarthy era).”

Artist Development
Another major convention speech was

delivered by Jack Craigo, vice president of

marketing for CBS Records, between the

radio and merchandising seminars.
Craigo's subject was artist development,
and he discussed the importance of radio in

creating awareness of new product.

He noted that, while playlists on many
stations have become tighter, “music radio

is in the business of selling time on the basis

of share of audience or offering a desirable

target audience. The programming of

recording artists is the means of generating

audience quantity and quality. Music radio

is into our artists and their talent.”

At the same time, Craigo pointed out, “It

has become easier for consumers to buy
records and tapes” due to the retail explo-

sion. Speaking on behalf of the manufac-
turers’ advisory committee of NARM, he
suggested several ways for retailers to sup-
port the labels’ artist development
programs.

Craigo urged retailers to consult radio tip

sheets, especially for information about
black or AOR records. He observed that

when AOR programs an artist, national

radio spots are bought, and that customer
advertising dollars usually follow. In addi-

tion, he suggested that dealers stock
albums right from the moment when they

begin receiving air play.

Craigo closed his remarks by emphasiz-
ing the need for continuing artist develop-

superstars require time to work on their

albums, and “while we are waiting for the

superstar to deliver the five to seven-

million-unit releases, our business will have

to be supported at the cash registers by

new and developing artist who will intrigue,

excite and activate the consumer. .

.”

Pricing Hurts

Beneath the placid surface of discus-

sions about artist development, merchan-
dising and advertising, the issue of pricing

was still very real, although the conven-

tioneers were discouraged from mention-

ing it in public. As in past years, Earl

Kintner, NARM’s attorney, advised the

members several times to forego all such

discussions when more than two people

were present.

Nevertheless, there were many private

dialogues about the effect that wholesale

price changes by several manufacturers

may have on the industry. Some dealers

again voiced the complaint that they were
being forced to act as sub-distributors in

order to qualify for price discounts. And, as

Cash Box noted a few weeks ago, there

were rumblings about retail prices going up
in the near future.

Asked how consumers would react to a

new price hike on top of the increases that

have gone into effect in the past year, one
retailer responded, “There’s got to be a way
to educate the consumer as to why there’s a

variance in price.” However, he admitted

that “with that piece of vinyl, you're dealing

with an image problem.”

George Levy, president of Sam Goody,
said he believed that the problem would be
resolved by increasing the list price again.

By the end of next year, he said, “we'll have

an $8.98 industry.”

At the same time, though, other retailers

manifested their concern about the present

pricing situation. During the regular mem-
bership's annual meeting, for instance, the

wife of a mall retailer asked Kintner if it

would be legal for dealers to approach their

suppliers en masse about pricing policies.

When Kintner explained that such an action

would be illegal because it could be con-

strued as price-fixing, Ernest Leaner of

Record World stood up and said that “the

problem is not the fixing of prices, but the

unfixing of prices.”

Later on at the same meeting, another

dealer asked, “How is it that in the past cou-

ple of months so many manufacturers have
raised their wholesale prices?” Kintner

replied that this was not proof of any collu-

sion by the manufacturers.

The board members who co-chaired the

meeting tried to steer the discussion away
from pricing, arguing that talking about the

matter with one another would be fruitless

and would only injure NARM. However, the

subject was changed with difficulty.

Herb Dorfman of Bee Gee Records &

Tapes, a rack jobber based in upstate New
York, asked Joe Cohen what NARM was
doing to discourage discount chains from

following the example of J.C. Penney,
which last year reduced its commitment to

records. Cohen replied that NARM has

representatives of their accounts to

NARM’s regional meetings, but that only

three companies had taken advantage of

his offer. In return, Dorfman noted that the

racks have a hard time convincing home of-

fice personnel of their accounts to travel to

attend a NARM regional.

Many of the rack jobbers still feel that

they're getting a raw deal from the record

industry. Merrill Rose of Surplus Records
and Tapes, a cutout wholesaler, said that

the racks used to be the "fair-haired boys"

of the business, but that today, the

preference has shifted to the expanding
retail chains. Even with their functional dis-

counts, he noted, racks still cannot service

their accounts for a low enough price to

make them competitive with specialty

retailers.

Everybody’s Protest

A copy of a letter from two Portland

merchandisers to record manufacturers
was submitted to the regular membership
meeting, but Kintner would notallow it to be
read aloud. Nevertheless, Tom Keenan of

Everybody’s Records, principal author of

the letter, passed copies of it around to

most of the convention attendees.

The letter stated that, as of April 1,

Everybody’s and Downpour Distributing,

Ltd., would return defectives freight collect

and would require the manufacturers to

send back return authorizations within 30

days of receipt, among other things.

In an interview with Cash Box, Keenan
complained that the percentage of defec-

tive records had risen “a couple of percen-

tage points” within the last two years. He
said that he would submit a proposal about
quality control to NARM’s recently
reconstituted retail advisory committee.

Calling present quality control “non-
existent,” Keenan said he expected some
kind of compromise between dealers and
labels, including a liberalized policy on

freight charges.

John Cohen, NARM’s new president,

saw no problem with the retail advisory

committee considering Keenan’s proposal.

He also stated that, if the other committee
members supported Keenan, they would
conduct a "dialogue” with the manufac-
turers. “We have to work out com-
promises," he said.

Cohen’s Views
While he is the first pure retailer to

become NARM’s president, Cohen
stressed the importance of industry unity.

“NARM must continue being a forum for the

industry,” he remarked. He also
emphasized the fact that all segments of the

business evidenced “tremendous
cooperation — the finest I’ve ever seen” at

this year’s convention.

Cohen said he had selected some of the

members of this year’s retail advisory com-
mittee. Richard Bullock will be the chair-

man, and Lee Hartstone, Scott Young, Paul

David, and David Burke will also be on the

committee. Members of the rack jobber

and distributor advisory committees have
not yet been named.

Besides Cohen, the other NARM direc-

tors who were installed at the convention

are: George Souvall (outgoing president);

John Marmaduke (secretary); Joe Simone
(treasurer); Barry Bergman (vice presi-

dent); Daniel Heilicher; Jay Jacobs; David

Siebert; and Harold Okinow. David Lieber-

man retired from the board this year in ac-

cordance with new selection rules.

The recipient of the Rack Jobber of the

Year award, presented by James Tyrrell,

vice president of marketing for E/P/A, was
Lieberman Enterprises. Camelot Music
won the Retailer of the Year award, which

was presented by Walter Leo. vice presi-

dent of sales for Capitol.

Entertainment at the convention was
provided by the Dukes Of Dixieland.

Audio-Visual Presentations

Six manufacturers made audio-visual

presentations at the NARM convention in

rooms that held about 50 people. The
presenters were Casablanca Record &

FilmWorks, CBS Records, Motown Record

Corp., Polygram Distribution, Inc., RCA
Records and WEA Corp.

The films were shown one level above the

area where seminars were being held, and

many label executives could be seen in and

around the presentation rooms. This

openess contrasted with what Joe Cohen
called the syndrome of “smokey suites" in

which manufacturers used to hold court at

past NARMs.

Exhibitors

On the main convention floor, an entire

hall was filled with booths set up by 81 ex-

hibitors. Among the record companies
represented there were Biograph Records.

Flying Fish Records, GRT/Janus Records,

Gusto Records, London Records, MCA
Records, Peter Pan Industries, Request
Records, Salsoul/Caytronics, Sesame
Street Records, and Springboard Inter-

national Records. Standing out among a

plethora of other firms of various types

were Crystal Clear, the first direct-do-disc

company to take a NARM booth, and
Televak Corp., which is currently marketing

a national in-store videotape network.

Factors Gets Injunction
In ‘Star Wars’ Case

Haayen Approaches Job Cautiously

With what he believes to be top flight man-
agement in other Polydor departments,

Haayen considers this task “vitally impor-

tant.” Although he would offer no names, he

said that well-known promotion veterans

would be in the running.

Haayen's background in the industry

began in the Netherlands where he broke

into the record business as an architectural

student working at the Polydor B.V. ware-

house. In the following years, he became in-

volved in production with groups like

Golden Earring, culminating 13 years later,

almost to the day, when he ascended to the

presidency.

Not surprisingly, Haayen’s background
in A&R and production will be an integral

part of his new duties. He noted that the role

of Lou Simon, executive vice president and
general manager, would continue to be in

general management of Polydor’s day-to-

day business.

Already, the Haayen regime has
produced two major artist signings in

Kenny Nolan and an English group, U.K. He
added that more signings would be an-

nounced in the near future.

'Quality'

“Quality, not quantity’’ will be the

emphasis of the Polydor artist roster ac-

cording to the executive. Haayen empha-
sized that the key to any artist or producer
agreement would be the ability of Polydor

to follow through on any commitment
made. A diversity of musical styles will con-
tinue to be reflected in the roster, he stated.

“I like to have personal relationships with

the artists so I doubt that the number will be
huge," Haayen pointed out. He said that an
assessment of the current acts on the label

is underway. As far as other major artists

signing to the label, he wryly noted that

"success attracts success.”

Haayen believes that his creative back-

ground is advantageous in hearing and
judging product in addition to dealing with

producers. “I know what it's like to shed

blood in the studio."

Haayen lauded Irwin Steinberg, chair-

man of Polydor Inc. among his other

various titles, for being responsible for the

company's growth so far. He said that he

will "lean on him” when needed.

One of the problems that the Polygram

Group has had in conquering the American
market, Haayen said, has been adapting to

the American ways in exposing and
marketing product. He added that this

problem works in reverse for domestic-

based companies with international divi-

sions like WEA and CBS.
For example, Haayen explained that in

Holland, not only is American, French, Brit-

ish and German product important, but

also the local records are significant factors

in the market. This is notthecase in the U.S.

as the system works differently, Haayen
said.

He added that the European radio in-

dustry consists of only one or two stations

within a country while the American market
is flooded with competitive radio stations.

"I want to get our people together to grow
into success because one person does not

do it alone," Haayen said. "It’s important to

create a team."

As far as pressures, Haayen feels that

time is the major one, adding that "people
don't allow enough time to develop
thoughts and policy.”

What kind of profile can the industry ex-

pect from the new president?" “My profile

will be as high as my success."

reality, he said, many problems must be

resolved in such areas as computer
systems, warehouse controls, packaging

and artist relations.

Position Shift

Dennis called the CBS and WEA in-

itiatives a “major step" toward the eventual

introduction of bar coding in the record in-

dustry. Earlier in the convention, however,

he had indicated that, while Warners was
“investigating” bar coding, the label had

reservations about its practicality.

Among the reasons for this attitude,

Dennis said, were doubts about the cost ef-

ficiency of using a bar coding system and

technical problems related to packaging.

He also noted that Warners wasn't sure

merchandisers would take advantage of a

bar coding system if it were available to

them.

At the general meeting of regular NARM
members on Saturday, Joe Cohen and

David Lieberman, president of Lieberman

Enterprises, both mentioned the need for

merchandisers to let the record companies
know how they felt about bar coding.

Lieberman further noted thatthe sequential

bar code numbers that had been reserved

for the record industry would be given to

other businesses if the labels didn't act

soon.

A little while later, George Souvali, presi-

dent of Alta Distributors and the outgoing

NARM president, asked for a show of

hands from the pure retailers present.

“How many of you have considered using

bar coding in your own companies?" he

asked, and most of the retailers raised their

hands again.

Bar Coding Seminar
The retailers gave more signs of their in-

terest in the UPC system at a bar coding

seminar on Sunday. According to panelist

William Robertson, director of manage-
ment information services for Capitol

Records, the most encouraging of these

signs was the large attendance. Last year’s

seminar, he recalled, had attracted only a

handful of people.

The meeting’s chairman, Dr. Shelley

Harrison of Symbol Technologies,
enumerated the various cost savings that

could be achieved through the use of bar

coding. He cited the elimination of error,

reduced labor costs, decreased shrinkage

and improvement of product mix as by-

products of the computerized bar coding

system. He added that electronic scanners,

which currently cost between $3,500 and

$8,000, are becoming less expensive.

Panelist Harold Okinow, vice president

of Lieberman Enterprises, predicted that

national EDP firms would begin to

specialize in selling computer services to

smaller chains that can't afford their own.

But the retailers seemed less concerned

about the price of equipment than about

the efficiency of the proposed system. They

wanted to be able to use the scanner to

electronically “read" prices, as much to

control shrinkage as to avoid the chore of

pasting price stickers on albums.

Use List Price

While it is illegal for manufacturers to in-

clude retail prices in bar codes, some
dealers pointed out that encoding list

prices in the bar code's five-digit trailer

would accomplish their purpose. Scanners
could then be set with a mark-down factor,

reflecting either the shelf or the sale price

that corresponded with a particular list

price.

In private conversation, George Levy,

president of Sam Goody, said he favored

this approach. He denied that there was
anything illegal about including list prices in

bar codes, and noted that some manufac-
turers currently indicate list price in their

album codes. He added that artist relations

should not be a big obstacle to the in-

troduction of bar coding, since most artists

will probably go along with the system once
they realize it can financially benefit them.

Levy said a scanner without its own mini-

computer costs about $4,400. or only twice

the cost of a traditional cash register. Com-
puters to digest the data for inventory con-

trol purposes, he suggested, could be
stationed in a chain's central office. Echo-

ing Okinow, he added that mom and pop
stores could be services by independent
EDP firms.

Joe Simone of Progress Record Dis-

tributors, chairman of the 1978 NARM Con-
vention Committee, observed that bar

coding would even help those who couldn't

afford to buy scanners. Bar coding, he said,

would result in more visible numbers on

record and tape packages. Also, he noted,

universal numbering should improve the

efficiency of any inventory control system.

Noel Gimbie of Sounds Unlimited, a

cutout dealer, felt that, while smaller

dealers could save money with better ac-

counting practices, they were afraid to in-

vest money in untried things. But this was
certainly not true of many dealers at the

convention. For example, Ted Maxymof
and Curt Eddy of the four-store Record
Hole chain in San Antonio said they were
ready to invest in the necessary equipment
whenever the industry adopts bar coding.

They have even designed an inventory con-

trol system that can serve as a basis for one
based on bar coding.

WEA Reacts

How did WEA react to the enthusiasm of

its accounts about the UPC system? "It’s

sort of a rush," commented Stan Marshall,

vice president of sales for Elektra/Asylum.

"All of a sudden everything is beginning to

mesh." He added that, although the "press

of the convention" had encouraged WEA to

focus on the issue, “it was something we
were already thinking about. We’ve always

sensed that it was eventually going to hap-

pen, and we’ve been pursuing it."

‘Moon Boots’ Released
