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EDlTORlAL Early MovesIn’79

The beginning of 1979 appears to be picking up
where '78 left off with regard to distribution. This
week, RCA announced distribution agreements with
20th Century-Fox Records and Roadshow while
RSO will handle its first outside label, Curtom.

Only 20th is leaving the indie distributor fold for
branch alignment while Roadshow and Curtom are
switching from other label pacts. But, the emigration
from indies to branch has been slow and painful with
only a handful of major labels left in the independent
system.

Alan Livingston, president of 20th, noted, “In-
dependent distributors really did a job for us, but
with the nature of the industry today, it (RCA-
distribution) was the best way for us to go.”

Mr. Livingston brought up a good point — the

nature of the business today. It was not long ago
when the business revolved around independent
distributors, and as trendy as this business is, that
day will probably come again.

if the major labels can expand their staffs to han-
dle the additional product, the independent dis-
tributor could disappear as a significant factor in the
business. But, if these record companies continue
to expand overnight with the instant addition of ins-
tant product and do not commensurately increase
their coverage, it is likely that the indies may get the
business back.

We believe that both forms of distribution are
good for the industry. Hopefully, the state of the
business in 1979 will not dampen the interests of our
future entrepreneurs.

NASHVILLE — A distribution deal between
RCA Records and 20th Century Records
and the formation of a new pop label by
RCA-Nashville were the two most dramatic
events announced at RCA's eastern
regional sales and promotion meetings
here last week. Held at the Opryland Hotel
January 2-4, the meetings brought together
approximately 250 members of RCA
Records' field sales and promotion force,
as well as label executives based in New
York, Los Angeles and Nashville. A similar
conference for field people from the
western region of the country was held
January 4-6 in Dallas.

Amaong the other major announcements
made at the meetings were the appoint-
ment of Ray Harris as division vice presi-
dent of black music marketing (see accom-
panying story), the acquisition by RCA of
the movie soundtrack to “Hair” and the
original cast album of the new Stephen
Sondheim musical, “Sweeney Todd.” and a
worldwide distribution agreement with
Roadshow Records.

Robert Summer, president of the com-
pany, announced the 20th Century deal ata
dinner commemorating the 50th anniver-
sary of RCA’s acquisition of the Victor Talk-
ing Machine Company, which later became
RCA Records. RCA will distribute 20th Cen-
tury product on a worldwide basis,
although in some countries, existing deals
with other companies will have to be
phased out over the next few years. Major
acts on the 20th Century roster include Dan
Hill, Gene Chandler and Edwin Starr. In ad-
dition, several new Barry White LPs are part
of the distribution pact.

Roadshow Records, headed by Fred
Frank and Sid Maurer, has a proven winner
in Enchantment, which will be releasing a
new album in the first quarter of this year.

Flood Of Superstar Albums
Sets Tone Of First Quarter

NEW YORK — January and February
releases, which used to be oriented toward
new artists, now include a fairly heavy
proportion of superstar aloums. This year,
the list of such records includes new LPs by
John Denver, Jetferson Starship, and the
Bee Gees, all of which carry an $8.98 list.
Other big acts that are scheduled to issue
new LPs this quarter are George Benson,
Elvis Costello, Cheap Trick, Raydio, Abba,
Supertramp, Anne Murray, Quincy Jones,
and Gerry Rafferty.

Why weren’t these superstar albums
released in time to take advantage of the
Christmas selling season? The fear of
getting caught in a pressing crunch was a
factor for some labels. It played a part, for
example, in RSO’s decision to postpone the
release of the new Bee Gees album
(“Spirits Having Flown”) until next month,
according to Bob Edson, senior vice presi-
dent and general manager of the company.

Citing the “distinct possibility” of an early
spring tour by the group, as well as their ap-
pearance on the UNICEF concert special
that will be televised nationwide this week,
Edson commented that “the mode of think-
ing has definitely changed to get a better
balance of releases for the year. In the past,
companies have overloaded their fourth
quarter in an attempt to compensate for the
first, especially if they're ona Jan. 1-Dec. 31
fiscal year basis. But that's changing now.”

RSO’s projected first quarter releases in-
clude new LPs by Marcy Levy, Steve Kip-
ner, Yvonne Elliman, the London

Symphony Orchestra and the Soundtrack
to “Moment by Moment.”

No More Peaks And Valleys

CBS Records will issues seven new
releases during the next eight weeks,
headed by Teddy Pendergrass, Cheap
Trick, Johnny Mathis, Barry White, Deniece
Williams, the Manhattans and Elvis
Costello. According to Paul Smith, senior
vice president and general manager of
marketing for the company, “Peaks and

The pact with Roadshow also provides for
RCA to distribute product of Nature's
Music, Inc., a Roadshow-affiliated produc-
tion company headed by Richard Mack,
who, together with Frank, has signed such
artists as Al Wilson and Touch of Class.

RCA-Nashville’s new contemporary
music label is called Free Flight Records
(see accompanying story). Directed by
Jerry Bradley, division vice president of
Nashville Operations for RCA, the new label
has its own promotion force, reporting to
Joe Galante, division vice president of
marketing, Nashville, for RCA. Concen-
trating on pop, rock and disco acts, Free
Flight represents an expansion and con-
solidation of the autonomy given to the
Nashville operation fast spring (Cash Box,
May 27).

New Sense Of Contidence

Both Summer and Dick Carter, division
vice president of field marketing for RCA,
stressed the major strides that the com-
pany has made in the past year. "We have
introduced new artists with lasting career
potential, we have become a major profit-
contributor to the RCA Corporation, and we
are only in the beginning of the most
aggressive growth effort in the company's
history,” Summer stated. He added that,
contrary to a widely-held belief, the record
industry is not recession-proof, and every
label must constantly re-evaluate its posi-
tion.

In a marketing meeting, Carter said that
“the direction and momentum of this com-
pany has significantly changed in the past
year.” In Carter's view, the turnaround was
sparked by the demand for Elvis product
which exploded after the singer’s death in
1977.

Carter told Cash Box that he is aiming for
a fairly even year-round release schedule,
so that the label's major releases do not pile
up in any particular period. However, RCA
has an unusually heavy release schedule in
the first quarter, including a just-released
John Denver album and new product by
Jefferson Starship, Bonnie Tyler, Evelyn
‘Champagne” King, Enchantment, Charo,
Toby Beau, Mose Jones, Richard T. Bear,
Triumph, Pure Prairie League, Floyd
Cramer, Willie Nelson, Jim Ed Brown and
Helen Cornelius, and The First National
Guitar Quartet, featuringChet Atkins. In ad-
dition. a number of artists will have debut
albums on RCA in the first quarter, in-
cluding Max Demian, Gichy Dan, Evie
Sands and, on Salsoul, Instant Funk.

The biggest priorities, of course, are
proven sellers like Denver, the Starship and
“Champagne” King. Due to production

Retail And Wholesale

Sales Gains Forecast
LOS ANGELES — Retail sales are expected
to rise by 10 percent to approximately $857
billion in 1979, while sales of merchant
wholesalers are expected to grow 11 per-
cent to about $810 billion, the U.S. Depart-
ment of Commerce predicted recently.

The 10 percent retail sales increase
would be the same as the percentagerisein
1978 when sales were estimated at nearly
$780 billion. The wholesale projection
follows an estimated 14 percent gain in
1978 to approximately $730 billion.

The projections are among the 200
manufacturing and service industry
forecasts to be included in the depart-
ment's annual publication, U.S. Industrial
Outlook, prepared by the Industry and
Trade Administration with the assistance of
the Office of the Chief Economist.

Rundgren Sues Union
Of British Musicians

NEW YORK — Bearsville recording artist
Todd Rundgren and Utopia have filed suit
in London against the British Musicians Un-
ion in an attempt to break the union’'s
stranglehold on visiting musicians and their
opportunities to play and broadcast in
Britain.

The legal battle follows the union’s
refusal to let Rundgren broadcast a live
show from The Venuein London in Decem-
ber of last year and to transmit television
coverage of another show to Europe and
South America.

Citing what he felt to be an illegal inter-
ference with his right to perform, Rundgren
told a press conference in London, “It's
amazing this practice has never been
challenged before. We can understand the
union’s desire to protect the British musi-
cian, but the rights of non-British artists to
communicate in Great Britain is also at
stake.” Rundgren also pointed out that
British musicians regularly employ live
broadcasts as a marketing tool in the U.S.

No one who knows Zane Grey and
Len Ron Hanks was surorised bv the
duo’'s engaging debut album “You
Fooled Me.” Weli, almost no one. “The
album fooled me." laughs Grey. "I didn't
expect it to sound so good

Veteran songwriters and musicians.
Grey and Hanks are professionals who
know their art and how to put it to good
use. Yet despite such an introduction.
Grey and Hanks stand (or rather dance)
on a new threshold in their careers.
Already well-respected writers, they are
gearing up to perform their music live
for the first time.

The pair met in Chicago while at-
tending college Grey was drawn to
words Hanks was a capable pianist,
classically-trained yet irrepressibly
funky. Collaboration was an on-off affair
and along the way. Hanks spent time in
road bands backing the Chi-Lites and
the Staple Singers.

Chicagoan Jerry Butler was attracted
by Grey and Hanks’ talent and inducted
them into his writing workshop for local
talent which was backed by Chappell
publishing. The pair stayed with the
workshop for more than three years
before Butler arranged for them to
move to Hollywood.

Butier cut four Grey and Hanks’
songs. for Mercury and Motown. in-
cluding “"Playing On You.” a hitin 1974.
The duo also wrote “(Every Time | Turn
Around) Back In Love Again” which es-
tablished L. T.D. as a platinum act.
L T.D. has since recorded more Grey
and Hanks compositions and Tavares
has also utilized the duo’s material.

With their track record as songwriters
providing momentum. Grey and Hanks
then moved to become a recording and
performing act in their own right. Their
manager Don Sorkin took a demo tape
to Neil Portnow of RCA who expressed
strong interest n the act. A five-year
contract was signed and a demonstra-
tion tape was sweetened and remixed.
The resulting single. "You Fooled Me."”
bulleted into the Top 20 in mid-
November on the Black Contemporary
Top 100 Singles chart. Particularly
strong in the east. the track paved the
way for the follow-up LP which was
RCA's final release of 1978. The LP en-
tered the Black Contemporary Album
chart at #56 bullet last week. “"Dancin’,”
the recently released second single is
arready creating strong R&B and disco
reaction.

“Our music is very danceable.” says
Grey. “and discois an important way for
R&B to cross. We now have an outlet
and we are going to pump it. | can see
making a lot of albums. The more we do
it. the easier it gets.”

Currently working on assembling a
national tour. the duo recently swept
Washington. Richmond., Norfolk.
Boston., New York, Philadeiphia and
Chicago on a promotional tour of
discos.

ADC Band

Although the ADC Band is an exciting
new funk band from Detroit, their in-
volvement in contemporary black music
extends back to the late 1950's.

That's because Johnnie Mae
Matthews., the group’s manager,
producer. musical teacher. and "Mother
Funker” has been a formidable part of
the Detroit music scene for over 20
years. not only as a skilled producer and
executive, but also as an outstanding
blues vocalist. She has been closely in-
volved with the group that is now the
ADC Band for the past ten years. an un-
usally long time in the music business.
But again, the explanation is simple,
because Johnnie Mae Matthews hap-
pens to be the mother of two ADC band
members., Audrey and Artwell
Matthews.

In fact. Artwell and Mark Patterson,
who started the band. grabbed Johnnie
Mae's attention when they were 15 years
old and playing Jimi Hendrix records in
the basement. Soon Matthews and Pat-
terson began practicing the tunes them-
selves. and as Johnnie Mae recalls,
“they had some real talent. When they
came up and asked for advice, | was
happy to give it to them. Besides. if | was
going to have to listen to the musicin my
house. | wanted to make sure itsounded
good.”

Matthews and Patterson eventually
formed a group. Black Nazty, which
played local high schools and clubs In
the Detroit area. “You name it, we
played it,” Matthews says. "We just kept
doing the music. and Johnnie Mae was
right there all the time. She never gave
up, and we learned so much from her.”

Regrouping themselves in Detroit. in
1977, the band changed their name
again tothe ADC Band, which stands for
a form of social welfare, Aid To Depen-
dent Children. “We knew whatit's like to
be poor.” Matthews states, “and what
it's like to struggle. So we want our
music to be for the people, and we've
always tried to please the people.”

The group also assembled their
current lineup of Mike “Moneystone”
Judkins on keyboards and vocals:
Curtis Hobson on lead guitar; James
Maddox on vocals and percussion;
Debra Smith on vocals: Artwell
Matthews on drums; Patterson on bass;
and Audrey Matthews on vocals. By
early 1978, they began refining material
that included the song. “Long Stroke.”
Woody Wilson, president of the Detroit-
based Fee Productions, heard the
revamped group and promptly signed
them to a production deal.

Wilson sent atape of “Long Stroke" to
Henry Allen at Cotillion Records, and
Allen immediately signed the ADC
Band. According to Judkins, their debut
album. “Long Stroke.” represents “the
best this band has been doing. going
back to the influence of Johnnie Mae
Matthews and our kind of funk. We've
listened closely to a lot of people, in-
cluding James Brown. Sly and the Roll-
ing Stones. but this is going to show

Led by companies such as Westwood One, DIR, Water-
mark, London Wavelength and Audio Stimulation, the syndication business has over-
come programmer skepticism born out of experiences with irreputable fly-by-night
syndicators when the field first opened up. Now some new series from reliable syn-
dicators are lining up more than 100 stations out of the box.

One such example is “The Great American Radio Show” from Westwood One. Atwo-
hour weekly countdown of 20 top-tracks mixed with new rock and jazz selections, the
series debuted in early January on some 150 stations, including WXLO/New York
(99X), KMET/Los Angeles and WKQX/Chicago. The bartered program is hosted by
Goodphone Communications director Mlke Harrison.

PROMOTION IN MOTION — KZEW-FM/Dallas and Infinity Records celebrated Robert
Johnson’s new LP, “Close Personal Friend,” by letting listeners call a close personal
friend free over the holidays. A special Zoophone was set up at a Peaches Records and
Tapes store free to anyone who stopped by to call family or friends outside the state of
Texas . . . Planet Records ran into a bit of a problem as a result of some customized
versions of the Pointer Sisters’ single “Fire” that appeared on RKO stations recently. It
seems that the label is now swamped with requests from other stations for their own
customized “Fire,” which features call letters replacing the word “radio” in the song's
first verse.

At the time of his
resignation, Mutual had more than 970 af-
filiates and was billing more than $21
million. Little cites the institution of the
Mutual Black Network, expanded sports
coverage and the beginning of Mutual's
proposed satellite distribution system as
his major accomplishments.

KODA-FM To Be Sold

HOUSTON — Westinghouse Broadcasting
is reportedly set to purchase KODA-
FM/Houston from a firm headed by Paul
Taft. The price tag for the beautiful music
station is around $7 million. KODA-FM will
be Westinghouse's third FM station, but as
the chain already owns its full complement
of seven AM stations, daytimer KODA-AM
is expected to be sold separately at an es-
timated price of $1.5 million.

FCC Going To WARC

LOS ANGELES — In September, when
representatives from 154 nations gather in
Geneva for the World Administrative Radio
Conference (WARC ’'79), the FCC plans to
send a three-member oversight committee
to support the official U.S. delegation.
Chairman Charles Ferris and Com-
missioners Robert E. Lee and Tyrone
Brown will be along to help inthe creation of
international regulations to govern all
facets of communications for the next 20
years.

The conference will review virtually all of
the International Telecommunication Un-
jon's radio regulations, and will set policy
on a one-country, one-vote basis.

FCC Eliminates Testing

WASHINGTON, D.C. — In keeping with the
current push for radio deregulation, the
FCC has agreed to end the requirement for
testing individuals who perform technical
operations at radio stations. Effective Feb.
9, anyone holding any class of commercial
radio license will be permitted to carry out
routine technical operations.

New Pop And Rock Label

by Ken Terry

NEW YORK — RCA Records-Nashville has
formed a contemporary music label called
Free Flight Records to spearhead its ex-
pansion into the pop music field. Headed
by Jerry Bradley, division vice president of
Nashville operations for RCA, the new label
will, itis hoped, give a distinctidentity to the
pop and rock component of RCA-
Nashville's operations.

Free Flight will maintain an exclusive ar-
tist roster, signing a maximum of eight to
twelve acts which “exhibit strong commer-
cial possibilities,” according to a company
release. While initial releases will be from
artists new to the recording industry,
negotiations are also under way with es-
tablished acts. Among the label’s first
releases will be albums by Alex, Debbie
Peters, Sharon Frederick and Mychael
Jackson. Disco will definitely be part of the
product mix, as shown by the signing of
Peters.

Supporting the new roster of artists is an
expanded promotion and marketing force
reporting to Joe Galante, division vice
president of marketing for RCA-Nashville.
Regional promotion managers for Free
Flight who have been added thus far in-
clude Pat Bullock (Dallas), Johnny Gray
(Atlanta), John McNamara (Chicago), Louis
Newman (Los Angeles) and Alan Resler
(Cleveland). Personnel have also been ad-
ded to the Nashville promotion staff and the
advertising and artist development depart-
ments, which will provide dual support ser-
vices to both Free Flight and RCA-
Nashville.

Commitment To Nashville

RCA Records has shown an unusual
commitment to its Nashville division. Last
spring, Nashville was granted virtual
autonomy within the company, and was
given the right to sign pop acts and to hire
its own promotion staff (Cash Box, May 27).
At that time, a pop label under Nashville's
wing was also mentioned as a possibility.

According to Bradley, the idea of forming
a separate pop label had been considered
since last January, but “we didn't want a
label without a promotion staff.” Once

RCA-Nashville was given the green light to
take on a pop promotion staff, Free Flight
became a reality. “The whole key is that
Free Flight has their own promotion people
to start something,” commented Bradley.
Noting that “there’'s an enormous wealth
of (pop) talent in Nashville, and it's virtually
untapped by a record company,” Bradley
stated that the formation of Free Flight sets
a daring precedent in Nashville history.
“I've been in the business for 18 or 19
years,” he said, “and I've seen companies
dabble in it (pop), but this is the first time
|'ve seen a company put real money into it
and say, ‘Let's go do it ”
Both Bradley and Galante emphasized

valleys no longer exist in the record
business. The summer has become a great
sales period, and so has the first part of the
year. But you can't lump all your product
into a given period of time and expect to
maximize your potential with it. You always
get a heavy influx of superstars in the final
quarter, but in the past few years we've
issued superstars throughout the year.”

At Warner Bros., where new albums by
George Benson, George Harrison, Gary
Wright and Frank Zappa will ship later this
month, Lou Dennis, vice president and
director of sales for the label, said that
“releases are never determined based on
the calendar year.” Noting thatthe Harrison
and Benson LPs (the latter is a two-pocket
album priced at $14.98) were scheduled for
release in time for the holiday season,
Dennis said, “When you're deating with the
creative process, you can make all the
plans you want, but if the product isn't
ready, there's nothing you can do. Who's
going to tell Rembrandt to paint something
4x8 if he wants to make it 9x10?"

In addition to its John Denver and Jeffer-
son Starship releases, RCA will concen-
trate during its first quarter on three of its
developing artists. “The advantage of a
balanced schedule is that we have even
sales all year round,” noted Dick Carter,
division vice president of field marketing
for the label, where new LPs from Bonnie
Tyler, Evelyn “Champagne” King, and Toby
Beau are expected soon. Carter added that
some releases were delayed from the holi-
day season so that RCA could "spring them
at the right time.”

New and developing artists will also com-
prise the bulk of releases set by Arista,
Polydor and Atlantic. Arista will issue five
debut LPs in the next three months, plus
second albums from Jennifer Warnes,
Michael Henderson, and Raydio. The
soundtrack to “lce Castles,” featuring
Melissa Manchester and the Alan Parsons
Project is also anticipated.

At Polydor, the company hopes to carry
the momentum of its “Steppin’ To Our Dis-
co" campaign into January, when Spring
issues a new Fatback LP. Debutalbums are
also due from Alton McLain and Destiny,
the Farragher Bros., and Billy Burnette. A
new Atlanta Rhythm Section album is ex-
pected by March.

“There was atendency at one time for the
majors to go with their superstars in the fall
so that they could take advantage of the
maximum impact at retail,” observed Harry
Anger, senior vice president of marketing
for Polydor. “But the tremendous growth of
the industry now gives us the time to
develop new artists and sell our product
year-round.”

Atlantic has yet to finalize its first quarter
schedule, but Dave Glew, senior vice presi-
dent and general manager of the label, said
that Atlantic hopes to release new LPs by
Abba, the Trammps, England Dan & John
Ford Coley, the Guess Who, Bad Company,
and the Average White Band. A January
release date has already been set for Her-
bie Mann’s new album.

Very Little Control

“There’s very little control we have with
major acts over release dates,” Glew said.
“So what we shoot for is a major artist in
each release. It gives us a chance to bring
out some of our newer artists in the mean-
time.” That list includes second albums
from Jimmy Mack, Sister Sledge, and
Michael Walden.

Other releases anticipated in the first
quarter include new LPs by The Eagles,
Judy Collins, Steve Goodman, Con Funk
Shun, Rick James, Diana Ross, Al Green,
Peter Brown, Betty Wright, Bob Welch, Bob
Seger, and a reunion album by three for-
mer members of the Byrds, Roger
McGuinn, Gene Clark, and Chris Hillman.

that. though there is plenty of talent in their
city. they will not limit themselves to signing
local talent.

As John Storm Roberts ap-
propriately stated: “Latin music is the most
important outside influence on American
music over the last century without excep-
tion.” Bravo!

Runaways is not a salsa musical, butit's
sure got salsa! Nominated for five Tony
Awards. including Best Musical, the play
represents a major breakthrough for Latins
because it reflects the Latin experience,
and stars five Latins in the cast. Originally
staged at the Public Theatre in a cabaret
setting. the musical moved to the Plymouth
Theatre. adding brass to the orchestra and
extra dancers to fill that big Broadway
stage.

The Chateau Madrid recently celebrated
its 40th year as one of New York’s top night
clubs. A performance by famous conguero
Candido was the highlight of the anniver-
sary celebration which featured
Latinissima, a talented group of singers
and dancers. An added attraction was the
performance of the world-famous dance
team of Augie and Margo. Chateau con-
tinuously offers a floor show accompanied
by fine Spanish food.

In an attempt to reach more people on a
broader level, T.R. Records has signed a
contract with WBNX (Radio X). Every Mon-
day, from one to three in the afternoon,
Polito Vega will host a show exclusively
comprised of music from T.R. recording ar-
tists. The contract runs for one year with an
option for continued air time.

Landy Soba (promoter/booking agent),
whose philosophy is “letting everybody
make a buck,” is at it again. With the rising
costs of buying music, Landy is
cooperating with the clubs and supplying
more top name bands — apparently at a
more reasonable rate than his competition.
Because of the amount of work Landy is
securing, he is attracting a lot of inquiries
from bands that want to sign with his office,
Jose Curbelo’s Management. Landy, at this
time, did notwant to divulge the names, but
we understand a few are biggies.

Instead of
focusing on airplay, Abramson said, the
Starship campaign will concentrate on in-
store merchandising and advertising. A key
to this approach will be the specially-
designed, gold-embossed gatefold album
cover. And., to maximize Starship sales,
small reproductions of the covers of the
group’s catalog are displayed inside the
gatefold.

The John Denver campaign will revolve
around TV exposure, according to Jack
Mabher, director of east coast merchandis-
ing for RCA. The new LP, which shipped
gold, will be supported by a series of
network and local TV buys for the week of
January 22. In addition. radio and print ad
blitzes will precede Denver's upcoming
television special.

Warren Schatz, division vice president of
popular A&R, spoke aboutthe changes that
have occurred in RCA’s artist roster over
the past year.

Both parties stress the permanency of
the arrangement, which includes provi-
sions allowing RSO to eventually buy out
Curtom.

‘This is not a deal of convenience to run
just afew years,” says Coury. “Curtom is an
important addition to our family and the
deal is uniquely structured so that we can
buy them out later.”

Coury also notes that the agreement falls
somewhere between a distributed label
and a production company deal. Curtom’s
one full-time promotion person is being
retained by RSO. as are the independent
promoters who have worked with Curtom,
many of whom have worked RSO crossover
records by such artists as the Bee Gees,
Andy Gibb and Player.

Another important aspect of the RSO-
Curtom marriage is the importance both
companies puton fitlm soundtrack projects.
Curtis Mayfield has recorded four gold
soundtracks LPs and RSO has enjoyed
multi-platinum success with such
soundtracks as “Saturday Night Fever,”
“Grease” and “Sgt. Pepper's.”

Stuart says Curtom will maintain its
headquartersin Chicago. but as part of one
big RSO family. “What we're going to do,”
concludes Stuart, “is give the cow soul.”
