EDITORIAL The Unification Of PDI 
What were the reasons for the first national 

Polygram Distribution convention? According to 

Jack Kiernan, it was one part celebration for 1978 

and one part dedication to 1979. On both levels, the 

gathering succeeded. 
Besides being well -planned and well -executed, 

the meeting showcased a unifying spirit among the 
PDI personnel and associated label people that 

should continue to make this organization one to 

keep a close eye on. 
A major criticism of the convention was the lack of 

live talent. With several label's rosters to work from, 

there was an abundant talent pool of both develop- 
ing and established acts from which to choose. 

But, the PDI execs meant business. And that's 
w'nat they got. Exceptional label presentations 
showed not only past and future major talents, but 

oozed of raw creativity. Each of the record com- 
panies are unique to each other and their respective 
personalities came out during their moments. 
Casablanca's film could be released as a feature 
while the visual presentations of RSO and Polydor 
were made with class. Mercury's use of the Jimmy 
Carter look -alike was a stroke of genius, as was the 

simplistic nature of the Capricorn celebration. The 

classical feature was straightforward, but effective. 
PDI should be lauded for the simple fact that their 

presentation centered around the people who made 

last year's $40 million domestic sales - and $1 

billion worldwide - happen. 
As much of the industry leaves for Midem this 

week, it is appropriate that Polygram, traditionally 
known for its international clout, has made signifi- 
cant inroads in the American marketplace.

He pointed out that 
as executive vice president he was in 
charge of MCA's sales, promotion, artist 
relations, publicity, advertising and 
merchandising departments and that now 
some of these duties will be shifted to 
others as executive responsibilities are 
realigned. 

"I've handled all these jobs for the last 60 
days," Siner said, "so it's a matter of filling 
those positions and not a house cleaning 
situation." He added, "Those people are in 
place and will be announced very shortly." 

He also said that Stan Layton, formerly 
national sales manager at Chrysalis

Siner went on to note that any adjust- 
ments in MCA's artist roster would be 
"evaluated based on the success of the 
product we currently have.

At the same time, Frisoli announced the 
appointments of four new regional vice 
presidents: Emiel Petrone, vice president 
of the western sales region; Herb Heldt, 
vice president of the southern sales region;

Opening Session 
After a welcoming cocktail party and din-

Polygram Distribution vice president of 
operations, announced the opening of the 
new multimillion dollar depot in Edison, 
N.J., scheduled for February, 1979 replac- 
ing the current facility in Union. N.J. Up- 
grading measures in each of the three 
depots were also reviewed to reflect the in- 

crease in volume for 1978. A film was 
shown detailing the new computer equip- 
ment already installed and plans for future 
equipment. A new zone system for the most 
effective handling and processing of new 
orders was introduced in the film. 

The first label presentation was from 
Capricorn. Frank Fenter, executive vice 
president of the label, talked briefly about 
the ten-year anniversary of the company 
and toasted the milestone with champagne 
for the crowd. He also debuted a new track 
from the new Allman Brothers Band album. 

Following Capricorn, Jim Frey, vice 
president of Deutsche Grammophon, gave 
a classical presentation which included a 
film, "The World of Classics." Frey announ- 
ced forthcoming products from both DG 
and Philips. 

The next three presentations were from 
representatives of Cash Box, Record World 
and Billboard, who explained their respec- 
tive chart methodologies and answered 
questions from the audience.

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Congress Asked 
To Review SBA's 
Broadcast Loans 

by Joanne Ostrow 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - Congressman 
Lionel Van Deerlin (D -Calif.), chairman of 
the House Communications Subcommit- 
tee, has requested a congressional inquiry 
into the Small Business Administration's 
broadcast loans. 

In a letter to House Small Business Com- 
mittee chairman Neal Smith (D -Iowa), Rep. 
Van Deerlin noted that only seven of the 
first 32 broadcast loans went to minorities 
although the new SBA loan category was 
created with minority entrepreneurs in 
mind. Moreover, one of the first recipients 
was NBC's "Today" show host Tom 
Brokaw, whose company got a $345,000 
loan guarantee to buy KTOQ(AM) in Rapid 
City, S.D. The grant to Brokaw generated a 
storm of protest last November. 

The SBA loan policy was changed in Dec. 
1977 to include loans for the purchase of 
broadcasting properties, aimed at mem- 
bers of minority groups having trouble 
gathering the capital to buy stations (Cash 
Box, Dec. 10, 1977), thus reversing the 
agency's longstanding reluctance to get 
into media transactions, due to First 
Amendment and news complications. In 
fact, when the SBA announced plans to 
take on the radio, TV and cable - and 
eventually film - industries, one SBA 
lawyer said recording industry loans may 
not be far behind. 

Now, however, Rep. Van Deerlin has 
challenged the agency's approach, saying 
the fact that so few of the first broadcast 
loans went to minorities undermines SBA's

Retailers Discuss Impact Of 
Growing Number Of $8.98 LPs 

by Leo Sacks & Randy Lewis 
NEW YORK - While $8.98 list albums by 
such artists as Billy Joel, Barbra Streisand 
and Steve Martin continue to top the Cash 
Box Top 100 album chart, the most recent 
list price increase has begun to hurt unit 
sales according to a survey of the nation's 
leading record retailers. 

Though shelf and sale prices for the 
$8.98s vary throughout the country, many 
retailers said that they were selling the LPs 
at prices comparable to those which list for 
$7.98. Retailers also indicated that they 
believed wholesale prices would increase 
again by the spring of 1979. 

"The $8.98 album is definitely coming," 
said Lynn Rothman, director of merchan- 
dising for Detroit's Music Stop chain, "and it 
will replace the $7.98 LP very shortly. When 
the new Eagles and Bee Gees albums come 
out this spring, new releases will probably 
go up to $8.98." She added that "It was just 
a matter of time before someone tipped the 
apple cart." 

One of the ways the chain tried to soften 
the blow of the list price increase was to 
make their customers aware of who was 
responsible for the price hikes. "When the 
list went up to $7.98 last year, we printed up 
circulars stating how sorry we were that 
prices had gone up, but that it was the fault 
of the vendors. We'll probably do that again 
this year too." 

Rothman noted that "our approach is to 
maintain 'the lowest price in town,' " but 

`People Shortage,' Video Use 
Big Topics For NARM In '79

Association of Recording Merchandisers 
(NARM) plans to continue being responsive 
to the record industry's needs in 1979 in- 
clude helping to remedy the shortage of 
qualified retail management personnel, en- 
couraging the full exploitation of video 
hardware and software and providing infor- 
mation on the potential benefits of bar 
coding. 

So says Joe Cohen, executive vice presi- 
dent of NARM, in a recent Cash Box 
interview. 

"The industry has to really emphasize the 
shortage of qualified people, not because

those that are there are poorly qualified, but 
because we're growing," Cohen said. 

"You could ask many of the people who 
are going to expand their little retail outlets 
by maybe 10 or 15 percent over the year, 
and the biggest problem they have is 
finding people who are going to manage 
those retail stores. Where is that source of 
talent going to come from? NARM is doing 
a number of things in that area," Cohen 
said. 

Manager's Training 
He cited a new program NARM will in- 

itiate this year as one way the organization 
is trying to help fill this void. The "retail 
manager's certification problem," as it is 
called, will consist of five-day sessions 
which will school individuals in the art of 
running a retail record store. 

"Remember what a retail manager is 
like," Cohen said. "He manages a little 
company. It does a million dollars a year or 
three million dollars a year in that one store. 
He's got all the same problems that an own- 
er of a company or a president of a com- 
pany has, all in one building." 

NARM will host the five-day sessions 
several times during the year, Cohen said, 
but locations and dates have not yet been 
established. 

Merchandising 
In the field of merchandising, Cohen said 

uses for video represent the biggest poten- 
tial growth area, although he said the im- 
portance of traditional merchandising 
techniques should not be downplayed, 
since surveys conducted by NARM as well 
as some record manufacturers indicate 
"that somewhere between 30 and 40 per- 
cent ... of retail sales are made based on 
impulsive purchases by the consumer." 

But video, Cohen said, presents a whole 
new area for exploration and exploitation 
for the merchandiser, manufacturer and 
recording artist. 

He suggests that the record industry and 
the video industry have not yet realized fully 
how to work together.

Chanson 
Chanson in French means "song," 

which is what this duo is about. James 
Jamerson Jr. and David Williams have 
not really surprised anyone by having 
their first single together bulleting up 
the national charts; both are seasoned 
musicians who have enjoyed success 
playing with several top artists. 

Jamerson, who was practically born 
into music since his father played bass 
on almost every one of the original 
Motown hits, has performed on hits by 
Aretha Franklin, The Temptations, 
Smokey Robinson and several others. 
Encouraged by his father, Jamerson 
started playing bass when he was 14 

years old. 
David Williams started playing guitar 

at a very early age, encouraged by his 
mother, who played piano for her 
church. By the age of 14, Williams had 
polished his talents enough to play with 
Otis Redding. Like Jamerson, Williams 
has a long list of notable artists that he 
has played with over the years, from 
Steeley Dan to Rick James. 

Though the twosome met over two 
years ago, they did not decide to play 
together as a duo until just eight months 
ago, when they met Mark Kreiner and 
Tom Cossie of MK Productions who 
they presently work with. Jamerson 
said, "We finally decided that since we 
had made several hits for other people, 
it was about time we made some for our- 
selves." Chanson's first record, "Don't 
Hold Back," has turned into a huge hit, 
presently bulleting up Cash Box Pop 
charts at #27. And the album, "Chan- 
son," is likewise bulleting up the Top 
200 chart at #79. 

Reflecting on the work the pair has 
done in the studio with other artists, 
Williams said, "The studio musician is 

responsible for creating the hits. When a 

musician goes into the studio, many 
times he does not know exactly what he 
will come up with. That's why when an 
artist finds a group that blends well 
together, he always calls the same 
group of guys - because he knows they 
can create the sound he wants." 

Chanson are not only talented musi- 
cians, but they are also producers and 
writers, having produced and written 
the songs for their album. They are 
presently producing an album for new 
artist Linda Evans, and plan to do a 

great deal of writing and producing for 
other artists in addition to themselves. 

With the single also shooting up the 
charts in England, Chanson will also in- 
clude the U.K. in their upcoming tour 
plans. They are presently wrapping up 
studio commitments and planning their 
stage act for the tour. They also have 
several television appearances in the 
works. 

Jamerson and Williams said they are 
putting a great deal of effort towards 
getting their stage act together. They 
are presently working with a well known 
choreographer, who is tailoring a very 
unique stage presentation for the duo. 
In their live shows, the duo will perform 
with a six piece back-up band and two 
female vocalists. 

George Thorogood 
George Thorogood and the 

Destroyers are currently renewing in- 
terest in the early rock of the 1950s with 
their second Rounder LP, entitled 
"Move It On Over." 

"To us, life is spelled F -U -N," 
Thorogood proclaims. "But lately it 
seems that people have forgotten what 
humor is. It's almost as if they don't trust 
their instincts anymore." 

The amount of excitement that the 
Destroyers are generating with their 
new album and live appearance sur- 
prises the boyishly collegiate -looking 
Thorogood, whose music combines the 
elements of electric blues, rhythm-and- 
blues, and early rock that were pop- 
ularized by Chuck Berry, Elmore James, 
Bo Diddley and Muddy Waters. 

"I ain't no superstar," he says, "and I 

can't understand the fuss. I have not 
done anything worthy of comment or 
notice. All I'm doing is playing some 
three -chord rock 'n' roll that's been 
done for the past 20 years." 

With any other white artist, that might 
be true, but the Destroyers' fervor and 
enthusiasm for the music they play is so 
intense that their cover versions are of- 
ten hard to distinguish from the 
originals by black artists. At the same 
time, though, Thorogood also injects 
some of his own vision into such tunes 
as Hooker's "One Bourbon, One 
Scotch, One Beer" and Diddley's thum- 
ping "Ride On Josephine," which 
features drummer Jeff Simon's hyp- 
notic rhumba beat. 

Born in Baton Rouge, La., and raised 
in Wilmington, Del., Thorogood, Simon 
and bassist Billy Blough have been 
celebrating the music of early rock ar- 
tists and bluesmen in clubs and 
auditoriums for the past couple of years. 
But it took a cult acceptance of their 
sound in pockets across the country, 
coupled with active FM play, to win the 
success they're enjoying now. 

He insists that "I didn't choose the 
type of music I play, it chose me. I just 
listened to the songs that I liked and 
tried to figure them out. The tunes I play 
are the ones I grew up with and will 
always feel comfortable playing. So 
when people call our music a revival of 
sorts, it's really nothing new to me. My 
whole life, no matter what I did or where I 

went, I was always something different. 
"Very few people understand our at- 

titude," he notes. "I don't want to be a 
big rock star. Playing clubs is just fine 
the way it is. When I get home, I just do 
the things I always do - go bowling, 
watch TV. I'm just glad to be doing 
something I like. 

"Guys come up to me and say, 
'George, I know one hundred guitar 
players who are better than you and I 

know 50 people who can sing better 
than you. But I don't know anybody I'd 
rather go see play.' 

"You just can't beat that feeling," he 
confides. "You can be out of tune or you 
can play the wrong notes, but if you can 
put a smile on someone's face ... 
Getting up there and really pleasing 
people, well, that's something good. 
Then I figure we're successful." 

Record Obstetrician Boylan 
Likes His Freedom With Epic

LOS ANGELES - John Boylan, Epic 
Records executive producer, says there 
are two schools of producing. He calls on 
the auteur - or Phil Spector - school, in 
which the producer puts his own per- 
sonality into a record. He calls the other 
school, to which he belongs, the obstetric 
school of producing. 

"I disagree with the auteur school," says 
Boylan. "It's the artist's name on the album 
cover, mine is on the back. I want to deliver 
the artist's brainchild, so I try and create the 
best climate to nurture its development, 
without imposing my own ideas." 

Boylan has developed his producing 
philosophy over a dozen years behind the 
boards. Among the artists and groups he's 
worked with are Boston, Linda Ronstadt, 
Little River Band, Rick Nelson, The 
Association, Pure Prairie League, Roger 
McGuinn, Commander Cody and Brewer & 

Shipley. His current projects include new 
LPs from the Charlie Daniels Band and 
Michael Murphey. 

Boylan's Rules 
Over the years the veteran producer has 

refined his technique, doing more 
preproduction work than most producers 
and cutting wasted studio time to a 
minimum. Along the way he has compiled 
"Boylan's Rules," 10 rules that guide him as 
a producer and help artists work with him. 
(See accompanying story.) 

But Boylan stresses that a producer's job 
is not over when the finished product is 
handed over to the record company. 

"You have to make sure the label doesn't 
throw the record away," he explains. 
"Records don't cost that much to make 
compared to what a hit will return, so a 

record company can bat .200 and still make 
out. As a producer I watch out for what hap- 
pens to my records and my relationship 
with CBS allows me to push what I believe 
in. I even call radio stations and let them

know what we've come up with." 

Bucking the current trend of indepen- 
dent producers, Boylan is quite happy with 
his position at Epic. As the label's executive 
producer he is free to do an outside project 
each year, a freedom staff producers don't 
have. 

"I have a great arrangement which gives 
me freedom and a home, too," notes 
Boylan. "I'm an employee in the best sense, 
but without the constrictions. It's given me a 
chance to learn the company from the 
ground up. I've met field people, promotion 
people, sales reps, and the country and 
black marketing staffs and when I need 
something done in Miami, for example, I 

can call up people that I know and get them 
on the case. 

"Plus the label is like a family," adds 
Boylan. "The people I work with inspire 
confidence and make it a fun place to be." 

Career Start 
In 1966 Boylan was a staff songwriter 

with Koppelman-Rubin who was dis -

CBS Unveils Label Discount 
Programs, Extended Dating 

by Charles Paikert 
NEW YORK - CBS Records has unveiled 
extensive label discount programs and 
liberally extended dating for early 1979. 

CBS is offering its accounts June 10 

dating on orders of the company's classical 
Masterworks and Odyssey catalog that are 
made before February 23, as well as May 10 
dating on selected current hit albums and 
$4.98/twofer tape packs ordered before 
February 3. 

CBS has also offered accounts six free 
pieces per 100 or three free per 50 for or- 
ders of the selected hit albums (including 
Billy Joel's "52nd Street") and $4.98 
middle -line tape packs. In addition, ac- 
counts are not limited in their ordering, 
which marks a departure from the previous 
CBS policy of limiting orders to one or two 
over the program period. 

Competitors React 
While WEA and Polygram Distribution 

have responded with their own label dis- 
count programs, both companies ex- 
pressed emphatic disagreement with CBS' 
liberal philosophy. WEA is giving accounts 
a discount through January 31 on 15 selec- 
ted hit albums, including "C'est Chic" and 
"Double Vision" by Foreigner with no ex- 
tended dating. A company spokesman said 
the program reflected "a basic difference in 
philosophy between CBS and WEA. Right 
now, the spokesman continued, "we have a 
conservative policy, because we don't want 
to overload the dealer. We feel the return 
situation might create a logjam, and we 
want to keep the pipelines open for March, 

when we're anticipating some real 
blockbusters. We're also very aware of how 
tight money is, and we feel an extensive dis- 
count program could complicate matters 
for everybody." 

Although Polygram is not coordinating a 
unified discount program, each Polygram - 
distributed label has offered discounts, but 
no extended dating accounts on January 
releases. The offers include a five percent 
discount on January releases from 
Polydor/Spring and Phonogram/Mercury 
is making the same offer on the RSO Bee 
Gees catalog, including "Saturday Night 
Fever." Casablanca has offered accounts a 
6% discount on January releases, while 
Capricorn's January album discount is 9.1 
percent. 

According to John Peisinger, vice presi- 
dent of marketing development for 
Polygram, "the marketplace did not call for 
a massive selling program." Peisinger also 
noted that Polygram's decision not to follow 
CBS' lead took the high cost of money into 
account, as well as the company's feeling 
that the individual albums released on the 
various labels would do well without an ex- 
tensive program. In addition, Peisinger 
said, "The incremental business would not 
make such a program meaningful." 

Capitol Program 
In contrast, Capitol Records has offered 

accounts a discount program which in- 
cludes extra 30 -day dating on orders of 15 
charted albums, including the latest LPs by 
Bob Seger, Wings, the Little River Band and

NEW YORK - The RCA Corp. will enter the 
videodisc market with its SelectaVision 
system sometime next year. The announ- 
cement by RCA President Edgar H. Griffiths 
follows the test marketing of a videodisc 
system developed by MCA and Philips and 
introduced by Magnavox in Atlanta. About 
100 videodisc players have already been 
sold there and several hundred more are 
on order. 

According to RCA, its players could be 
sold for under $400, with discs costing from 
$10 to $17 each. The Magnavox machine is 
currently priced at $695. A spokesman for 
North American Philips said last week that 
"We welcome other companies into the 
business, because it will take more than 
one company to develop what we feel will 
become a very large segment of the con- 
sumer electronics industry." Magnavox last 
month predicted that sales of discs and

players could reach $1 billion in 1982. 
`Maximum Speed' 

Griffiths stated that RCA "will proceed 
with maximum speed to achieve the earliest 
possible market introduction" of its Selec- 
taVision system in the U.S. He added that a 
timetable, along with plans "aimed ul- 
timately at full national distribution," will be 
announced later this year. 

"The project has been given the highest 
priority at RCA," Griffiths said, predicting 
that the videodisc industry would become 
"a multi -billion dollar business in the 
1980s." 

The RCA machine is attachable to any 
television set and uses a diamond -tipped 
stylus to follow barely visible grooves in the 
disc. With a one -hour per side capability, 
the discs are kept inside a plastic sleeve 
and are inserted mechanically into the 
machine so that they are protected from 
dust, scratches and fingerprints. The

High Court Declines 
To Hear Klein Appeal

week declined to review an appeal by for- 
mer Beatles manager Allen Klein that his 
constitutional rights would be violated if he 
were to be retried on tax evasion charges. 

Klein had asked the court to block his 
retrial in New York until it considered 
whether the constitutional ban against dou- 
ble jeopardy (being tried twice for the same 
crime) would bar his reprosecution. 

Klein had been charged in a six -count in- 
dictment with attempted tax evasion and 
making false statements on his tax returns 
in 1970, 1971, and 1972 (the years he 
managed the Beatles). His first trial ended 
in a mistrial when jurors deliberated for six 
days but were unable to reach a verdict.

THE UN GOES POP - The General Assembly Hall of the United Nations was filled with 
the sound of pop music last Tuesday night, an historical first for the global organization. 
The occasion was the all-star "A Gift of Song - The Music for UNICEF Concert," which 
featured Abba, The Bee Gees, Rita Coolidge, John Denver, Earth, Wind and Fire, Andy 
Gibb, Kris Kristofferson, Olivia Newton -John, Rod Stewart and Donna Summer. The 
concert was broadcast the following night on NBC-TV, but being in the Hall for the tap- 
ing was not like the usual TV studio session. The show proceeded surprisingly 
smoothly, with hardly any fluff, and strong performances were put forth by EWF, Rod, 
and the Bee Gees. The rest of the show - live, at least - sounded a bit limp, although 
there were some unusual duet pairings, notably Summer and Coolidge and Newton - 

John and Andy Gibb. The whole at- 
mosphere was pervaded by a sense of 
dignity and importance due to the fact 
that each of the participating artists 
donated the copyright of one of their 
songs to UNICEF. UN Secretary General 
Kurt Waldheim gave a closing speech 
before personally congratulating the ar- 
tists.

ASCAP Sues 
Jukebox Ops For 
Non -Compliance 
NEW YORK - ASCAP has brought suit 
against five jukebox operators for failure to 
comply with the compulsory license of the 
new copyright law. The suits, brought 
against operators in Michigan, Minnesota, 
Ohio and Pennsylvania, follow ASCAP's 
successful resolution of infringement 
claims against a New York jukebox 
operator in the first such suit under the new 
copyright law. 

The operators sued in the five actions 
are: North American Interstate Inc., 
Berkley, Michigan; Thiesen Vending Inc. 
and Thiesen Music Co., Inc., Burnsville, 
Minnesota; DVM Inc. & Dahlco Music and 
Vending Co., St. Paul, Minnesota; Sanford 
Brown & Carl Brown, B&B Music Co. & Mac, 
Inc., Cleveland, Ohio; and Gerardo P. 
Marchese, Jerry Cigarette Vendor, Export, 
Pennsylvania. 

Damages for each song performed 
range from $250 to $10,000 under the 
copyright law. 

Administration To FCC: 
'Add 700 AM Stations' 
NEW YORK - The Carter Administration 
plans to open the way for up to 700 new AM 
radio stations to serve rural and some ur- 
ban areas. The new radio stations could be 
added to those already broadcasting by 
reducing the spacing between frequencies 
from 10 kilohertz to 9 kHz. 

End Policy 
The administration's plans go beyond 

the proposal made a month ago by the 
Federal Communications Committee to 
allow for up to 125 new AM stations by 
ending its policy of maintaining 25 "clear - 
channel," 50,000 watt stations that provide 
broadcast coverage to remote com- 
munities. 

Murphy Released From 
Private Stock Contract 
NEW YORK - Walter Murphy, whose hit 
record of "A Fifth of Beethoven," was in- 
cluded on the "Saturday Night Fever" 
soundtrack album, has worked out a 

release from his contract as an artist with 
Private Stock Records. Under the terms of 
the agreement, all prior masters, and rights 
to all of the artist's material revert to 
Murphy and his publishing and production 
firm, RFT Music. 

According to a highly placed source 
close to Murphy, "It took a long time to get 
the release because of the substantial sum 
of money involved." 

At press time, Larry Uttal, president of 
Private Stock, could not be reached for 
comment.

Sayer's Management 
Sues Westbury Fair 
NEW YORK - Clown, Inc., a California - 
based corporation, has sued Westbury 
Music Fair, Inc. and promoter Lee Cuber in 
U.S. District Court in New York. 

According to the suit in July of 1978, 
Clown agreed to furnish the performing 
services of Leo Sayer for a series of con- 
certs at Westbury Music Fair, in Westbury, 
New York, for which Westbury agreed to 
pay the sum of $80,000 and a percentage of 
the box office. 

Clown claims that Westbury owes and 
refuses to pay over $40,000 due under the 
agreement. In addition, claims Clown, 
Guber (a principal of the Fair) also reneged 
on paying them $135,000 to forego other 
"contractual undertakings," for which they 
are seeking an equal amount in damages. 
Finally, Clown is seeking $500,000 in 
"punitive damages" and "the costs and dis- 
bursements of this action." 

At press time, neither Guber nor 
representatives of Westbury Music Fair 
could be reached for comment.

POINTS WEST - IN THE BEGINNING - Even without its humorous introduction by 
John Lahr, or the insightful text written by Robert Palmer, "Baby That Was Rock& Roll: 
The Legendary Lieber & Stoller" should prove invaluable to rock enthusiasts for the 
100 -odd photos and the discography of artists who have recorded the famous duo's 
songs over the years. Most of the photos, newspaper and magazine clippings and lead 
sheets come from Lieber & Stoller's private collections. One of the most interesting en- 
tries is the lyrics to "Hound Dog," both in its earliest version as recorded by Willie Mae 
"Big Mama" Thornton in 1953, then in a slightly revised rendition done in 1957 by Elvis 
Presley and uncounted dozens after him. One of the pictures shows a young Elvis with 
Lieber & Stoller looking over the music for "Jailhouse Rock," while another shows the 
duo with the Coasters, their manager, Lester Sill and Jerry Wexler & Ahmet Ertegun. 
The most recorded song written by the pair, according to the list at the end of the book, 
isn't "Hound Dog," or "Jailhouse Rock" (which has about three dozen versions listed) or 
even "Kansas City," which has been recorded more than 110 times. The big winner ap- 
pears to be "Spanish Harlem," with nearly 150 recordings listed. Other fascinating trivia 
items can be discovered such as the fact that Elvis Presley's hit version of "Bossa Nova 
Baby" was preceded by a rendition of the song by Tipple and the Clovers in 1963 on 
Tiger Records. The 138 -page book is published by Harcourt Brace Jovanovich. 
A REAL CUT UP - Larry Vallon, vice president of Wolf & Rismiller Concerts of Los 
Angeles, last week was in the hospital for some minor surgery, so he decided to take full 
advantage of the site by announcing from his hospital bed his first venture into the field 
of personal management. Vallon will be working with industry-insider-turned- 
comedian/actor Tony Lawrence, who decided to switch sides of the entertainment biz 
fence a few years back and has resurfaced with a one man show entitled "The Stand -

try music venue, the Palomino, two nights later. The Arena will be scaled down from 14,- 
000 to around 6,200 for Costello's show. Points West will predict "(What's So Funny 
'Bout) Peace Love And Understanding" should be the first single from the new "Armed 
Forces" album. That song is, by the way, the first non self -penned tune rock's angry 
young man has recorded on any of his LPs. It was written several years ago by Nick 
Lowe and recorded by Nick when he was with Brinsley Schwarz. The song also appears 
as the "B" side of Lowe's current single in England "American Squirm" and is perfor- 
med, according to label copy, by "Nick Lowe and His Sound," which in reality is, you 
guessed it, E.C. and the Attractions. 
BACK IN ACTION - MCA's Joe Ely will have a new album out in February and return to 
the Palomino Feb. 17. The new album was recorded in Seattle, produced by Bob 
Johnston, known for his work with Bob Dylan ... Delbert McClinton is at the Record 
Plant with producer Johnny Sandlin for work on his second Capricorn album ... Karen 
Williams, former promo rep for RCA on the west coast, has formed her own indie 
promotion company called On The Case Promotions, Inc. Her first project is the Babys 
current LP and single.

B'casters Hail ASCAP Deal 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - The new contract 
between ASCAP and its radio licensees in- 
cludes some changes that are being hailed 
by broadcasters. The license, ironed out by 
ASCAP and the All -Industry Radio Music 
License Committee, is being sent to sta- 
tions this week. It was approved by the U.S. 
Southern District Court in New York in 

December, settling the committee's suit for 
a music license fee determined by the 
court. 

Among the high points radio executives 
are picking out of the contract: 

the new agreement is estimated to save 
the radio industry at least $6.5 million by its 
expiration date, Dec. 31, 1982; 

if radio industry growth continues at the 
present rate, a savings of $8 million will be 
possible; 

per -program licenses are optional and 
may be advantageous to some stations; 

the blanket license (which most sta- 
tions choose) remains at the same com- 
mercial rate, 1.725% of "net revenue from 
sponsors after deduction." 

There are other changes in the blanket

highly knowledgeable president needed to 
bring Phonogram to the very forefront of 
the record business." 

Steinberg added, "I fully expect to stay in 
touch with the staff of Phonogram in my 
capacity as chairman and, of course, plan 
to maintain personal contact with the many 
artists I have brought to Phonogram and 
have helped develop over the years." 

Calling his new position "unquestionably 
the most exciting and challenging step in 
my career," Sherwood said that he felt very 
comfortable that his style and business 
philosophy and that of the present 
Phonogram staff would be an immediate 
match. 

"I have only one goal at the present time," 
he added, "and that is utilizing 'the excite- 
ment of the art of music' to become the 
number one company in the industry. 
Building on the momentum that the fine 
Phonogram staff has already developed, 
we will be most aggressive in bringing our 
artists' music to the marketplace." 

Pieter Schellevis, PolyGram vice presi- 
dent and president of Phonogram Inter- 
national, said he was "thrilled and gratified 
that Bob Sherwood has decided to bring his 
special brand of expertise and valuable 
background in radio and records to 
Phonogram." 

Third President 
When his appointment becomes effec- 

tive, Sherwood will be the third president of 
the company's 32 -year history. 

The first president was Irving Green, who 
was also one of the founders of the Mercury 
Record Corp., the predecessor of 
Phonogram. Green served as president un- 
til 1969, when Steinberg was appointed to 
succeed him. Steinberg was recently 

named to the additional posts of chairma 
of the board and chief executive officer of 
Phonogram. 

It was under Green that Mercury Record 
Corp. established itself in the pop market- 
place of the late 1940s. In 1961, Mercury 
was acquired by the North American 
Philips Company. With the purchase came 
a licensing agreement with Philips Records 
in Europe, broadening the company's ac- 
tivities in the classical music field, which it 

had entered in the early '50s. 
In 1972, Mercury Record Corp. was 

purchased by the PolyGram Group in 
Holland, and the following year, the cor- 
porate name was changed to Phonogram, 
Inc., although all existing record labels 
remained the same. 

Steinberg has been with Mercury since 
its inception, rising from controller to presi- 
dent. It was under Steinberg's leadership 
that Phonogram enjoyed its greatest 
success with such acts as B.T.O., the Ohio 
Players, Uriah Heep, the Statler Brothers, 
and, within the past two years, Rush, Con 
Funk Shun, and the Bar -Kays. 

Phonogram, Inc. had record sales 
volume in 1971, 1974, 1975 and 1978. 
Within the past two years, the firm has also 
signed distribution deals with several 
labels, including De -Lite, DJM, Lone Star 
and Monument.

`Superman' Merch Campaign

LOS ANGELES - Warner Bros. Records is 
currently involved in an extensive 
merchandising and advertising campaign 
for the "Superman" soundtrack incor- 
porating massive radio spot buys and in- 
store displays created solely for this pro- 
ject. 

The radio campaign involves almost 21,- 
000 radio spots on 583 stations which will 
reach an estimated 95 million listeners in 
the 12-34 age group. Other advertising will 
cover industry trades as well as consumer 
print publications, both newspapers and 
music magazines. 

For in-store merchandising, "we are go- 
ing to capitalize on the fact that the 'Super- 
man' movie is playing in some 700 theatres 
across the country," according to Hale 
Milgrim, Warner Bros. national merchan- 
dising coordinator. 

"In the past year or two, we've seen how 
successful movie -record pairings can be, 
so we are going after- as many tie-ins as 
possible," Milgrim said. 

In addition to the usual displays such as 
oversize posters, LP jackets and stand -ups 
of the film's star Christopher Reeve, War- 
ners' merchandising department has 
designed a motorized telephone booth as 
an unusual type of in-store display. 

Inside the booth is a likeness of Clark 
Kent removing his shirt, revealing his 
Superman costume, while the motorized 
portion of the display has a revolving 
Superman "flying" around the top. The dis- 
play also has pockets on each side that hold 
LPs for display. The label is sponsoring 
contests through Feb. 20 "to determine the 
most imaginative displays." 

Milgrim said retail cooperation response 
has been enthusiastic for "Superman." 
"Retailers want to do something on this to

We are going after as 
much visibility as possible, getting displays 
to the mom and pop stores as well as the 
Licorice Pizza or Music Plus here in town," 
Milgrim said.

The "Superman" LP is the highest 

debuting record on the Cash Box Top 200 
Albums chart this week, entering at #96 
bullet. The single from the album, "Theme 
From Superman," also enters the pop Top 
100 Singles chart this week, at #79 bullet. 

Schirmer Set To Open 
New Manhattan Store 
NEW YORK - Schirmer Music, New York 
Inc., a specialty classical music store which 
has been in operation for 118 years, is 
scheduled to open a second store near Lin- 
coln Center, while relocating its midtown 
Manhattan store to Fifth Ave. 

The Lincoln Center outlet is set to open 
this week at 40 W. 62nd St., between 
Broadway and Amsterdam Ave. In early 
March, Schirmer Music at 4 E. 49th St. will 
move into the newly enlarged and 
renovated Brentano's book store at 586 
Fifth Ave. Schirmer's will in effect become a 
store -within -a -store at Brentano's. Both 
Schirmer Music and Brentano's are Mac- 
millan, Inc. companies. 

Although basic stocks carried in both 
Schirmer Music stores will be similar, each 
store will have a somewhat different per- 
sonality in keeping with its location, ac- 
cording to Ahmed Tahir, general manager 
and buyer for Schirmer Music. While the 
emphasis in both outlets will be on 
classical, jazz and Broadway show re- 
cordings, the Brentano's location will carry 
a larger selection of pop and rock music. 
Both stores will carry classical sheet music 
and collections from all major domestic 
and European publishers, as well as Schir- 
mer's famed collection of music boxes, 
records, books on music and the per- 
forming arts, accessories such as strings, 
rosin and tuning forks, and a full range of 
recorders. 

Schirmer Music at Lincoln Center will 
also carry extensive listings of contem- 
porary music, conductor's scores, choral 
music, thematic catalogs and other 
publications of special interest to perfor- 
mers and professionals. 

According to a spokesman for Schirmer 
Music, the retailer's present policy of sell- 
ing full -line records at list price will be 
reconsidered after the expansion takes 
place. Although new prices have not been 
established yet, they will represent a dis- 
count from list.

Ken Kirkwood, research manager, were the 
Cash Box spokesmen. 

Seminars 
The Jan. 5 afternoon session showcased 

the first of the five seminars that were held 
during the following two days. The atten- 
dees were divided into a rotating group that 
insured they would participate in each 
seminar. 

The seminars were moderated by five 
Polygram Distribution national executives: 
Jack Kiernan, vice president of sales; Jon 
Peisinger, vice president of marketing 
development; Jules Abramson, vice presi- 
dent of planning; Rob Singer, merchandis- 
ing manager and Rick Bleiweiss, national 
singles director, who also rotated with the 
five seminar topics. Each of the five topics - advertising, merchandising, artist 
development, store reports and promotion - were presented by a moderator and two 
sets of panel members consisting of both 
Polygram Distribution and label staffers. 

The advertising seminar touched upon 
the many dollars spent each year on adver- 
tising and the necessity of involvement 
from all field personnel for the effective use 
of advertising dollars. Because of increas- 
ing media rates, all advertising must be the 
result of a goal -oriented plan, according to 
Jon Peisinger, and the needs of the label, 
Polygram Distribution and the account 
must all be considered when structuring a 
campaign. 

The first panel consisted of Joel 
Borowka, executive vice president, The 
Music Agency; Frank Fenter, executive vice 
president, Capricorn Records; Mitch 
Huffman, national sales manager, RSO 
Records; and Leslie Clifford, national ad- 
vertising manager, Polygram Distribution. 

The second panel members were Joel 
Borowka, executive vice president, The 
Music Agency; Harry Anger, senior vice 
president of marketing, Polydor Records; 
Dick Sherman, vice president of sales and 
marketing, Casablanca Records; and Ed 
Jarman, vice president of the eastern sales 
region, Polygram Distribution. 

Merchandising As A Priority 
Merchandising as a priority area for 

labels and retailers was stressed during the 
merchandising seminar. While the need for 
creativity was stressed, merchandisers 
were urged never to lose sight of the fact 
that the main purpose of merchandising is 

to increase sales. Rob Singer discussed the 
more and more elaborate point -of - 
purchase materials that are being 
developed and that the actual display 
pieces are becoming the reasons to receive 
in-store space. 

Glenn Ross, director of creative services, 
RSO Records; Chris Whorf, vice president 
of creative services, Casablanca Records; 
Bill Levy, director of creative services, 
Polydor Records; Harry Losk, vice presi- 
dent of national sales, Phonogram; and 
Gary Willet, label manager, Polygram Dis- 
tribution made up the first panel. 

The second panel was comprised of Ed 
Berson, national sales manager, Capricorn 
Records; George Balos, merchandising 
manager/art director, Phonogram; Mario 
DeFilippo, vice president of sales, Polydor 
Records; and Rob Gold, director of 
marketing, Casablanca Records. 

Opening the artist development seminar, 
Jules Abramson pointed out that no artist is 

exempt from further development and that 
artist development encompasses the total 
marketing effort. According to Abramson, 
the responsibility of artist development 
must be shared between the labels and the 
distributing company. The importance of 
the continuous reaching for new goals for 
further artist development was also 
stressed. 

Panel members for the first panel were 
Bruce Bird, executive vice president, 
Casablanca Records; Lou Simon, senior 

vice president and director of marketing, 
Phonogram; Don Schmitzerle, vice presi- 
dent and general manager, Capricorn 
Records; and Harry Palmer, label manager, 
Polygram Distribution. Panel two included 
Charlie Fach, executive vice president and 
general manager, Phonogram; Jerry Jaffe, 
director of artist development, Polydor 
Records; Larry Harris, executive vice presi- 
dent, Casablanca; and Bill Mulhern, label 
manager, Polygram Distribution. 

Store Reports 
Store reports as a part of the total 

promotional effort was discussed by Rick 
Bleiweiss. Airplay chart and sales positions 
are affected by store reports, according to 
Bleiweiss, and a scientific approach for 
garnering store reports must be utilized. 
The seminar emphasized the necessity for 
effective store reporting efforts if records 
are to reach their full potential. Bob Edson, 
senior vice president and general manager, 
RSO Records; Bernie Block, sales and 
marketing coordinator, De -Lite Records; 
Randy Roberts, national singles manager, 
Polydor Records; and Pete Jones, regional 
director, Polygram Distribution, made up 
the first panel. Heading up the second 
panel were Lynn Adam, national singles 
director, Capricorn Records; Joe Polidor, 
assistant national sales manager, 
Phonogram; Herb Greene, national singles 
sales supervisor, Polygram Distribution; 
and Al DiNoble, national singles sales 
manager, Casablanca Records. 

In the promotion seminar, Jack Kiernan 
stressed the necessity of a relationship bet- 
ween sales and promotion. Kiernan said, 
"every sales person must promote and 
every promotion person must sell. What is 
important is where and how you put the 
records in the marketplace, not how many". 
Tighter playlists were discussed and the 
need for communication between sales 
and promotion for proper product 
coverage was touched upon. Representing 
the first panel were Howard Rosen, vice 
president of promotion, Casablanca 
Records; Rich Fitzgerald, vice president of 
promotion, RSO Records; Bill Haywood, 
vice president of R&B, Phonogram; and 
Herb Heldt, vice president of the southern 
sales region, Polygram Distribution. Mak- 
ing up the second panel were Jim Collins, 
national singles promotion manager, 
Polydor Records; Phil Rush, vice president 
and director of promotion, Capricorn 
Records; Frank Leffel, national promotion 
director, Country, Phonogram; Sonny 
Taylor, vice president special markets, 
Polydor Records; and Emiel Petrone, 
regional vice president, Polygram Distribu- 
tion. 

Polydor Presentation 
The Jan. 6 morning session opened with 

a film presentation and from Polydor. The 
film, which highlighted a variety of artist 
successes in 1978, was followed by com- 
ments from Harry Anger, vice president of 
marketing; Dick Kline, executive vice presi- 
dent, and Fred Haayen, president. Haayen 
said that Polydor's "major thrust in '79 will 
be image," with a heavy emphasis on sign- 
ing and developing talent. Kline added that 
the company would be hiring more sales 
and promotion people. 

As far as upcoming product, the ex- 
ecutives announced that "Quadrophenia," 
a new soundtrack from the Who, was 
scheduled along with January releases

"The video industry is so caught up in the 
time shift aspect of what they're marketing - in other words, going out of the house 
and being able to tape off the air or 
watching one show and taping another - 
that they've lost sight of the fact that the 
'razor and blade' concept is what made our 
industry so successful," Cohen said. 

Consumer Electronics 
"And if you looked at it, how successful 

would the consumer electronics audio in- 
dustry be if there weren't records and tapes 
to play on it (audio equipment). What I 

sense is happening in the video area is that 
they are very slow in realizing that 'razor 
and blade' concept that has made both the 
hardware and software so successful," 
Cohen said. "But I think that will change. I 

think it will change because organizations 
like NARM are in the forefront indicating to 
the video industry who we are." 

While most merchandisers view video as 
just a visually exciting way of stimulating 
record sales, Cohen said it should also be 
seen as a separate medium of creativity, 
with videotapes available for commercial 
sale other than recordings of theatrical 
movies or in -concert footage of musical 
groups. 

"It could be a special concept album that 
would visually describe what the writer or 
the group is trying to convey through music. 
Once a concept album is created, you can 
visually support that just as you would any 
other idea. And I think that's what the con- 
sumer wants." 

He said at this point he is not sure how 
big the consumer demand is for such a 
product, but adds, "We can't neglect it. In 
five years we could be in a lot of trouble if we 
did. I'm not saying that it would completely 
replace recordings as we know them today, 
because there will always be a need for 
recorded sound. 

Demand For Video 
"However," Cohen said, "there is some 

indication that there is a demand on the 
consumer level for the kind of video enter- 
tainment that we can generate out of the 
record companies." 

He said video -related subjects will be 
covered thoroughly through three presen- 
tations at the upcoming NARM convention, 
scheduled for March 23-28 in Hollywood, 
Fla. 

Another subject looming large on the in- 

dustry horizon, and one which will be dis- 
cussed at the NARM meeting, is bar coding. 

Several companies have now begun 
putting bar codes on their LPs, but Cohen 
feels there is a need for more education and 
understanding of what can and can't be 
done with bar coding before industry mem- 
bers can decide whether it is right for their 
operations. 

At the NARM convention, a bar coding 
manual which has been in preparation for 
the past few months, will be discussed by 
the membership. 

The manual, prepared by the indepen- 
dent firm Boston Associates, will contain 
"dialogue as to the feasibility of bar coding 
for our industry," Cohen said, "based on 
various types and sizes of retail outlets, 
based on computer software needs that ex- 
ist in those marketplaces as well as the cost 
for all the applications that we desire." 

The manual will be sent out to NARM's 
membership prior to the convention "and it 
will be followed -up with speeches by Lou 
Kwiker (president of Music Stop and head 
of NARM's bar coding committee) and Lee 
Humphrey (of Boston Associates) in a 20 - 
minute audio-visual presentation." 

Cohen said he plans to poll NARM's 
members on bar coding with a question- 
naire, which should be mailed out subse- 
quent to the meeting, after the membership 
has had time to digest the manual and the 
information related at the bar coding 
seminar. 

The series of regional meetings which 
NARM hosted in 1978 will be offered again 
in 1979, Cohen said. "It has to continue. 
Recognition, development and the ability to 
open doors and develop contacts and lines 
of communication between retailer, store 
manager and the manufacturer is vital. 

"The manufacturer who calls upon a 

chain such as Camelot very rarely gets to 
see all the store managers ... And those 
are the people who are the last link in the 
marketplace. So if 40 percent of the 
customers are buying on impulse, we bet- 
ter make sure they (store managers) know 
what they are doing." 

Asked what issues NARM's retail ad- 
visory committee will be dealing with in 
1979, Cohen said, "That's hard to decide. 
Last year, they decided bar coding is very 
important, in-store merchandising is very 
important, video is important. And we're 
addressing those.

Canadian Ind. Has Good '78 
Despite Sagging Dollar Crisis

TORONTO - While it may be exaggerating 
to suggest 1978 was a banner year for the 
Canadian record industry, there were 
several notable achievements which took 
place to offset the depressed economy and 
sagging Canadian dollar problems. 

Among these highlights this past year: 
The first, second and third million - 

selling albums in Canadian record industry 
history, such as Fleetwood Mac's 
"Rumours" and the "Saturday Night Fever" 
and "Grease" soundtracks attained what 
was once considered to be an impossible 
sales mark within Canada. 

Significant American and international 
chart successes by Canadian performers, 
including Dan Hill, Anne Murray, Gino Van- 
nelli and Nick Gilder, who all had single and 
album successes in 1978. 

Initial commercial and critical success 
in the United States for many Canadian 
performers, among them Trooper, 
Chilliwack, Prism, Jerry Doucette and 
Stonebolt, all of which were spawned from 
the rapidly rising Vancouver market. 

Stronger label commitment to the 
development of Canadian talent, which led 
to gold or platinum albums for Max 
Webster, April Wine, Streetheart, Frank 
Mills, Ian Thomas, Triumph, Bruce 
Cockburn, Andre Gagnon, Garolou and 
Fiori -Seguin, among others. 

The largest -grossing Canadian single 
concert event to date, the Canada Jam, 
which drew over 100,000 to Mosport Park 
on Aug. 26. 

An increasing amount of autonomous 
behavior on the part of Canadian record 
branches, which saw several artists sell 
proportionately more albums in Canada 
than America, among them Meat Loaf 
(whose album may be the next million - 
seller), Chris De Burgh, Elvis Costello and 
others. 

Gosewich Leads CBS 
CBS Records Canada Ltd. solidified its 

top position under the new leadership of 
Arnold Gosewich, who led the company for 
his first full year as chairman and chief ex- 
ecutive officer. Gosewich initiated impor- 
tant corporate restructuring, which brought 
to the label an increased efficiency in 
operation. 

CBS also pursued the signing of 
domestic talent aggressively, inking 
several new acts to the label, and setting in 
motion the possibility for a higher inter- 
national profile for its Canadian talent in the 
coming year. The label also achieved high 
retail marks for several international artists, 
among them Eddie Money, Cheap Trick 
(who received their first gold album

anywhere in the world), and the aforemen- 
tioned Costello and Meat Loaf. 

WEA was first to strike titanium this year, 
when the "Rumours" disc eclipsed the 
million mark in early 1978. The label 
achieved significant successes with its 
domestic artists as well, with Marc Jordan, 
Streetheart, Aquarelle and Garnett Ford all 
establishing strong initial successes with 
album releases. 

The addition of Ross Reynolds, as the 
label's new executive vice president, bodes 
well for the label's future. The WEA family 
also continued to keep up with its inter- 
national affiliates with its best-selling ar- 
tists. 

Top Year For Polygram 
Polygram Inc. made the most significant 

impact of all companies this past year in 
Canada, due primarily to its successes with 
licensed product from the RSO and 
Casablanca labels. "Saturday Night Fever" 
is the all-time best selling album in this 
country, now over the 1.5 million mark, 
while "Grease" is the second biggest seller, 
as it continues to chalk up impressive sales 
marks late in the year. 

Company spokesmen placed the firm's 
growth at over 300% this past year. The 
label achieved significant sales marks with 
Eric Clapton, Donna Summer and the 
Village People, with a triple platinum, a 
platinum and two platinum discs respec- 
tively. Continued marketing efforts resulted 
in a gold album for Frank Mills, while the 
label's domestic talent fortified its sales 
marks. 

Capitol Records -EMI of Canada Ltd. in- 
creased its roster significantly in 1978, with 
the addition of three important domestic 
labels to its family. Anthem, Aquarius and 
Daffodil brought several new acts to the 
label in Canada, among them Rush, Max 
Webster, April Wine and Klaatu. The latter 
three also inked worldwide deals for the 
label. 

The label's president, David Evans, pur- 
sued an aggressive approach to the Cana- 
dian operations of the firm, while important 
strides were made in the company's A&R 
department, with the appointment of Deane 
Cameron as the label's Canadian A&R 
director. The label virtually eliminated the 
separated Canadian and American opera- 
tions, through an agreement that will see all 
Canadian acts inked to deals below the 
border and worldwide. 

RCA Dominates C&W 
RCA Canada Ltd. continued to dominate 

the country and western market, while 
making significant gains in the ever- 
growing disco market in Canada. The firm 
also displayed strong signs of impending 
growth within the rock field for 1979. The 
label also encouraged the growth of Island 
Records, under its helm for its first full year. 

Island continued to prosper, with in- 
creasing success from its reggae artists, 
primarily Bob Marley, whose new double 
album looks to be the label's first -ever gold 
record in Canada. Successes were also 
achieved with Robert Palmer and Grace 
Jones. 

A&M Canada Ltd. continued to be the 
label's most successful international af- 
filiate. Long known for breaking artists in 
Canada before anywhere else in the world, 
the firm further heightened the successful 
careers of Styx, Joan Armatrading, Chuck 
Mangione and Supertramp, all of whom 
achieved strong sales marks here before 
the U.S. The label's internal structure 
remained intact, and this consistency in all 
aspects of its operation helped contribute 
greatly to its success.

1978 Signals Intl Breakthrough For 
Canadian Acts, Say A&R Executives 

by Kirk LaPointe 
TORONTO - The commercial success by 
many Canadian artists internationally in 
1978 appears to have finally established 
credibility for the Canadian music industry, 
according to artist and repertoire ex- 
ecutives with Canadian record companies. 
This heightened credibility, they say, will 
lead to even more international deals for 
Canadian artists in 1979. 

John Driscoll, president of A&R with 
Quality Records of Canada, has signed 
seven international deals for his label's 
Canadian artists over the past three and a 
half months, including deals for the Mad - 
cats, Lynx, the Mighty Pope and Star City. 
"I've found that the attitude in the United 
States towards Canadian talent is changing 
constantly, particularly in view of the suc- 
cesses many Canadians continue to have 
on the charts. It's getting to the point where, 
every time I go to Musexpo or Midem or on 
a business trip to the United States, I don't 
have enough Canadian product to sell." 

Driscoll feels that the standards of Cana- 
dian record product have been elevated in 
recent years, due mainly to the proliferation 
of first class recording facilities in Canada 
and the maturation of the Canadian in- 
dustry as a whole. "At the root of all the 
success is the fact that the quality of Cana- 
dian product has sharply improved over the 
past two years or so. The production and 
the performances are on par with anything 
coming out of the United States." 

Jeff Burns, vice president of A&R for GRT 
Records of Canada, has been particularly 
successful in consummating international 

pacts for some of his label's artists, such as 
Dan Hill, Ian Thomas, David McLuskey and 
Moe Koffman. He feels that one artist's 
success perpetuates the success of 
another artist. "After we signed Dan (Hill) in 
the U.S. to 20th Century, and after Prism 
(on GRT in Canada) had the success they 
did in the U.S., it became easier each time 
to successfully find deals for GRT artists in 
the United States. 

Deane Cameron, director of A&R for 
Capitol Records -EMI of Canada Ltd., says 
American and Canadian music tastes are 
practically indistinguishable. Capitol has a 
unique arrangement for its Canadian sign- 
ings, in that each artist gets an automatic 
North American simultaneous release, and 
is signed to Capitol worldwide. "We're 
finding that, if equal amounts of promotion 
and marketing are put into an artist in 
Canada and the United States, there will be 
a proportionately equal success rate (in 
breaking an artist). In effect, with our com- 
pany, there is no border between Canada 
and the United States. Our unique deal with 
the American company is, naturally, a 
strong bargaining point with the artists 
we're wooing. But the success last year of 
Nick Gilder and Anne Murray seems to 
have awakened the United States to the 
quality of music coming out of Canada." 

John Driscoll with Quality Records says, 
"When I bring product down to the United 
States to make deals, the attitude seems to 
be much more accommodating. The peo- 
ple down there say, 'Everything I hear from 
Canada these days sounds good, let's 
listen to what you have.' It never used to be 
as easy."

This is a first for Willie Rosario with Top Hits Records. Most of 
the cuts in this album are moving salsa numbers. The arrange- 
ments in this LP are good. The horn section is great, also a very 
tight rhythm section. The vocals by Junior Toledo and Guillo 
Rivera are excellent. The best songs are: "Ojala Te Vaya 
Bonito," "Llorare," "Dejame Dormir," "Picadillo Con Salsa," 
"Desesperacion," "Amor En Serio" and "Todo Se Olvida." 

CON MARIACHI MEXICO DE PEPE VILLA - Flor Silvestre- 
Oasis 0A327 - No Producer 

Multi -talented vocalist Flor Silvestre gives her heart and soul 
on this album of love songs and Mexican folk music. The 
Mariachi Mexico de Pepe Villa backing her is superb. This 
album was recorded in Mexico, and she excels vocally on every 
cut. The best songs are "Perdi La Partida," "Nestro Gran 
Amor," "Bendicion De Dios," "Que Benito Amor," "Plegaria" 
and "Lagrimas Del Alma." 

LATIN BEAT 
New York's major salsa bands have vi- 

sions of eventually doing a 10 -day Latin 
Music Festival that would be more varied in 

scope, appealing to different audiences 
and held in different concert halls around 
town. "If Newport can do it, so can we," says 
promoter Ralph Mercado. "But it'll take a 

few years before we'll be ready for 
something that big. We'll do two days this 
year and grow from there." 

Mercado, who along with Ray Aviles has 
quickly built RMM into a major force in the 
salsa field, is quick to downplay his role in 

creating the festive air the concerts take on, 
claiming that the promoters simply "start it. 
They (the musicians) make it happen more 
and more. They're becoming more 
motivated because the presentations are 
becoming more professional, but in the end 
it's the musicians and the audience that 
make a show a happening." 

Pictured (I -r) Aviles and Mercado. 
The story of Ralph Mercado and Ray 

Aviles will no doubt remind some of the 
American Dream personified. Mercado, 
who can remember pushing racks through 
the streets of New York's garment center, 
got into dance promotions on a small scale 
in the late '50s with "waistline parties," 
where, for admission, women would pay 
two cents for each inch of waistline. In 1961, 
Mercado and two friends began running 
the Three -and -One Club, a social club 
located over a car wash on Flatbush Ave. in 

Brooklyn. From there it was on to produc- 
ing various programs (many soul shows) 
with different partners under the title of 
Showstoppers, and in 1970 he began 
promoting Latin music Thursday nights at 
The Cheetah, and eventually got involved in 

the club's day to day operations. The 
Cheetah was captured on film in all its glory 
in "Our Latin Thing," the first Fania All -Star 
movie. 

Ray Aviles' road to success was even 
more meandering than Mercado's. Aviles, 
was a butcher and bodeguero and also 
operated a bar and grill before getting in- 
volved in the music promotion business. 
Aviles began working with veteran 
promoter Jack Hooke and gravelly -voiced 
disc jockey Symphony Sid at the Village 
Gate's Monday night Latin music presenta- 
tions, and he eventually went to work for 
Hooke, where he would sell acts to Ralph 
Mercado and other promoters for their 
clubs. When Fania Records produced the 
"Our Latin Thing" film, Aviles and Alex 
Masuccl formed a film distribution com- 
pany and proceeded to get the movie into 
theatres around the country and in Latin 
America. RMM was formed about five years 
ago, and since then the "dynamic duo" 
have wasted little time in congratulating 
themselves for their past achievements, but 
have constantly pushed their latest projects 
forward. 

Eddie Palmieri has reigned as King of 
Salsa for quite some time. His positive 
reputation in and out of the Latin com- 
munity is attributed to his incredible 
musical talents. 

Eddie has had a strong following in all 
Latin markets since 1961, when he initiated 

the revolutionization of salsa. In 1976 he 

became popular the world over when his 

album "The Sun Of Latin Music" received 
an honorable mention in Stereo Review's 
annual music awards. Later that year the 
album received two Grammys. 

He began playing piano at the age of 
eight and displays his mastery whether it is 
classical, jazz, R&B or with the great salsa 
sounds for which he is so well recognized. 

While under the Coco label, Eddie 
Palmieri recorded albums which sold more 
than 100,000 units even without heavy 
promotion. Now with Epic Records and the 
sophisticated and effective promotion 
machine the company is famous for, Eddie 
Palmieri's new release should go gold. 

Coco Records has released two new 
albums on the Zafiro label. Hernaldo has a 

new album out titled "Concionero," on 
which he sings 12 songs, all of which he 
composed. The album was produced by 
Juan Carlos Calderon, a leading producer 
of Latin music. The songs cover a wide 
variety of styles including those heavy with 
rhythm, some ballads, some from South 
America and one tango. 

Alejandro Jaen, also from Spain, has a 

new release on Zafiro titled "Misropios 
Sentimientos." On the album he performs 
all of his own material. His songs have been 
recorded by such artists as Juan Bau, 
Mocedades, Claudia, Manuela Torres, 
Sergio Y Estibaliz, Marlson and Los Joao, 
but this is the first time Alejandro can be 
heard singing his own songs. 

Angel "El Differente" Canales is starting 
off the new year with a bang now that he is 

free to record. He is in Latin Sound Studios 
recording an album for his own label which 
will be called Selanac Records (that's 
Canales backwards). Angel is producing 
the album, and also has written half the 
songs. Jon Fausty is engineering the ses- 
sions. The title of the album will be "El Sen- 
timento Del Latina En Nueva York." New 
studio versions of "Kung Fu Karate" and 
"Panama Soberama," both of which were 
written by Angel, are included. 

Ralph Mercado Management has set 
Merchito and his orchestra for a tour of 
Finland from Feb. 2 to 18. 

The inmates of Auburn Correctional 
Faci ities will have a rare treat when Latin 
Fever, Salsa's all female orchestra, make 
an appearance at the prison. It is the first 
time a group of women have been allowed 
to go into a maximum security prison made 
up of all men. Latin Fever will make their ap- 
pearance Dec. 30 at the prison which is 

located in Auburn, New York. 
The following Latin artists were 

nominated for a Grammy for the Best Latin 
Recording in 1978: Tito Puente, "Homenaje 
A Benny More"; Fania All Stars, "Coro 
Miyare"; Laurindo Almeida, "Laurindo 
Almeda Trio"; Orchestra Harlow "La Raza 
Latina"; Eddie Palmieri, "Lucumi, 
Macumba, Voodoo"; and Mongo San- 
tamaria, "Mongo A Lat Carte."

August and Knauer will report to Steve Slut- 
zah, director of product management, west 
coast, for E/P/A. 

The responsibilities of the E/P/A product 
managers, associate product managers 
and associate directors of product 
management encompass the coordination 
of all phases of merchandising, advertising 
and packaging for releases on the Epic, 
Portrait and Associated Labels. 

According to Charne, the expansion in 
the product management area reflects the 
growth of E/P/A's business, as well as the 
addition of new associated labels. He ad- 
ded that having more product managers 
would enable them to devote more atten- 
tion to campaigns for individual acts. Until 
now, Charne said, east coast product 
managers had been handling an average of 
12-15 acts each, while their west coast 
counterparts had as many as 18-20 acts 
each. Now the average on both coasts will 
be between ten and 15 acts per product 
manager, he indicated.

Charne emphasized the fact that E/P/A 

now has a product management staff with 
experience in all phases of the record in- 
dustry. "I'm proud of the background and 
experience of our staff." He also noted that, 
wherever possible, E/P/A gave the new ap- 
pointments to current personnel. "We have 
only brought in people where we felt there 
was a real talent that we could bring into the 
company," he said. 

Stephen Dessau joined E/P/A in 1977 as 
product manager, east coast. He came to 
the company from Arista Records, where 
he began as local marketing and merchan- 
dising coordinator. Subsequently, his 
responsibilities expanded to advertising 
copywriting and directing the creation, 
manufacturing and distribution of all 
merchandising tools.

PERSONALITY PROFILE 

Exidy's Lila Zinter Stresses 
Person -To -Person Contact 
LOS ANGELES -"More than anything, this 
is a people business. You have to be able to 
relate to, and associate well, with people." 

Lila Zinter, marketing director for Exidy, 
Inc., west coast -based games builder, was 
talking about what it takes to be successful 
in the amusement games business. One of 
the industry's most charming and efferves- 
cent marketing execs, Zinter stressed that 
parts and service support is just as impor- 
tant as making the sale. 

"If you're not relating to your end user, 
you make a lot of enemies," she said. "They 
are not interested in looking at your next 
game; you're only as good as your last win- 
ner. And even if it isn't a super winner, if 

you've made an attempt to support your 
product and the person that is using it, it 
helps to cement a good future relation- 
ship." 

Acts As Liaison 
One way that Zinter attempts to shore up 

customer contacts is by acting as a liaison 
between the factory's engineering and 
customer service departments. "I feel it 
helps in my day to day dealings with dis- 
tributors and operators if I know a little bit 
about what the overall industry and the 
players in general are looking for in a game, 
as far as its competitiveness, the skill factor 

Gottlieb Releases 
New Single Player 
CHICAGO - Production is currently un- 
derway at the D. Gottlieb and Co. factory on 
the firm's latest electromechanical pinball 
machine, "Blue Note." As the name implies, 
the artwork and graphics reflect a flashy 
rock 'n' roll theme and this model is the 
second single player, in the elec- 
tromechanical category, to be released by 
Gottlieb during the last year. 

The machine's playfield action is 
highlighted by a challenging skill shot, from 
the plunger to the lighted top rollovers, 
which has a scoring potential of 10,000 
points.

involved and so forth," she said. 

Zinter, a native New Yorker, came to 
California in 1960. Following a stint in sales 
and marketing for a semiconductor firm, 
she jcined Meadows Games when the com- 
pany was founded approximately six years 
ago. She was named Exidy marketing 
director in October of last year. 

Un ike her experience in the semicon- 
ductcr field, which she said is "still pretty 
chauvinistic," Zinter feels there are many 
career opportunities available to women in 

the games industry. "The games business 
is very liberal," she pointed out. "What it 
boils down to is: Do you like what you are 
doinç and can you excel at it? 

"I rope I have a record of longevity in this 
business. I'd like to be 80 years old and still 
kicking around." What makes amusement 
games so attractive? "It keeps you young 
and full of vitality," answered Zinter. 

More Professional 
According to Zinter, the once 

stereotyped games industry has become 
increasingly more sophisticated and 
businesslike in recent years. "When I first 
got involved in this business there were 
probably 50 or 60 different manufacturers 
of TV games. Anybody that had an idea for 
a ball and paddle game would go out and 
buy 50 TVs and 50 cabinets, throw together 
a garne, and when they dumped their 50 get 
out of the business. 

"A lot of those firms have dropped by the 
roadside since then. Now there is serious 
interest on the part of big money with con- 
glomerates like Warner Communications 
getting into the industry. And I see it 
becoming much more professional as a 

result. 
"People who aren't familiar with the coin - 

operated games industry have the illusion 
of coming to a trade show and seeing a 
bunch of pulled -up collars and pulled - 
down hats and mafia -looking types - and 
they are astounded at how businesslike our 
industry is." 

If the industry is to continue to prosper, 
Zinter said it will have to appeal to older 
players in addition to the traditional 14 to 17 

age group. "Only 14% of the total popula- 
tion plays games," she noted. "So what we 
as art industry have to do is attract the older 
players who aren't necessarily into games, 
and at the same time hold on to the players 
we do have longer and continue to capture 
the new young players." 

She also said the burgeoning home 
game market has helped spark the interest 
of older players: "The advent of home con- 
sumer TV games, I feel, has benefitted the 
entire industry." Rather than detracting 
from their going out and putting coins and

Retailers Discuss Growing Number of $8.98 List Albums 
(continued iron page 8) 

the end of 1979, Roos indicated that it 
would be "extremely detrimental" if the 
$8.98 tag were to include catalog goods. 

"I would love to see a dual pricing struc- 
ture for the bulk of new releases," he said. 
"Automatically listing albums for $8.98 is 
not a wise thing, because it's a price that 
has to be earned. I think the companies are 
making enough of a margin on the $8.98s to 
put out LPs by newer artists at $6.98. What 
would have happened to the Toto album at 
$8.98?" 

'Inflation Alert' 
When the Portland, Oregon -based 

Music Millennium chain greeted the first 
$8.98 LP with "Inflation Alert" stickers, 
Dave Williams, general manager of the 
company, said that the move considerably 
enhanced the chain's credibility with con- 
sumers. That policy is still in effect today. 

"Many shoppers are at the point where 
they will actually put an $8.98 -ticketed 
album back in the bin," he said. "We'll con- 
tinue to sell them, but there is a general un- 
derstanding now among shoppers that that 
the increases aren't our doing. Some are 
even writing protest letters to the manufac- 
turers." 

Williams opined that the industry will 
probably move to $8.98 on the majority of 
new releases by the third quarter of this 
year. The chain currently charges $7.25 
shelf and $6.25 sale for its $8.98 list LPs and 
$6.25 shelf and $5 sale for its $7.98s. 

Ira Heilicher, president of the three -store 
Great American Music chain, said that his 
company was selling several of its $8.98 
LPs in its $7.98 pricing structure, but that 
"the bulk of our consumers don't under- 
stand what list price means, anyway." He 
maintained that, while he doesn't foresee 
"the bubble bursting, consumers are going 
to start becoming a lot more discriminating 

in their LP purchases." He added that, in 
lieu of wholesale price increases, "we'll 
probably see the majority of the industry 
turn to $8.98 by next year." 

What is Peaches doing to lessen the im- 
pact of the $8.98 LP on consumers? 
"There's nothing we can do," commented 
Frank Miko, vice president of the 36 -store 
chain. "It's up to the manufacturers to offer 
more in an $8.98 package. 

"Some of the lull we saw in Christmas 
sales was due to the $8.98 list," he con- 
tinued. "As a result, a lot of customers star- 
ted leaning toward the budget product. But 
that's not to say the companies are going to 
raise their prices across the board. I don't 
think we'll see an increase to $8.98 as fast 
as we did to $7.98." 

Caution Urged 
Speaking for the seven -store Straw- 

berries chain located in Boston, Neil Levy, 
district manager for the company, said that 
"although we're not running scared, the 
market is at a point where we have to be 
cautious." As a result, Levy said the chain is 
selling its $8.98 LPs at $4.99 and $5.49, 
which is "just about what we're selling our 
$7.98 albums for. 

"If we see another list price increase 
before the year is out, the bubble will burst 
and the record companies will have priced 
themselves out of business," he continued. 
"When you can't buy two new LPs for $10 
anymore, you know you're in trouble. The 
net profit on our $8.98s is pretty small com- 
pared to our $7.98s, but we don't want to 
risk turning the public off." 

Executives of the Oklahoma City -based 
Sound Warehouse chain have not settled 
on a pricing structure for $8.98 product, ac- 
cording to general manager Fran McGill, so 
the chain has been selling them at $7.98 
retail prices ($4.77 sale on $7.98s and $4.99 

sale on $8.98s, with a $5.77 shelf for both). 
Because of this, the chain has not experien- 
ced any decline in multiple -sale purchases, 
according to McGill. 

Reduced Orders 
At Sears, Roebuck & Co., the nation's 

largest retailer of general merchandise, 
record prices are established according to 
each particular market, according to 
Warren Schulstadt, record buyer for the 
chain. 

"Our biggest problem with the $8.98s is 
not selling them, but stocking them," he 
said. "We work with a total dollar inventory, 
so when prices go up, we have to reduce 
the number of pieces we carry." 

Since the average Sears record depart- 
ment carries "a basic Top 200 and some 
catalog," said Schulstadt, "with a higher 
price for each record we can't offer the 
same spread or it will exceed our budget." 

Alan Dulberger, president of the six - 
store 1812 Overture chain, based in 
Milwaukee, said that the company has 
made "every attempt" to keep its $8.98 
LPs priced comparable to those that list for 
$7.98. 1812 currently sells its $8.98s at a 
sale price of $5.58 and a shelf price of 
$5.95. While he doesn't see the industry tur- 
ning to $8.98 for at least another year, 
Dulberger feels that, if it were to happen 
sooner, "it would be a real disaster for 
retailers. I'm finding that people who used 
to buy two and three albums are now buy- 
ing one and maybe two. People are 
definitely becoming more selective." 

He added that if wholesale prices were to 
increase again, "it would be a tremendous 
disappointment. We've just gone through 
two major price increases already, and for 
the manufacturers to raise them again, 
would be a damn foolish thing to do. It 
would cause plenty of problems." 

Dulberger, who also runs a concert 
production firm in the Milwaukee area 
called Landmark Productions, suggested 
that the manufacturers implement a three- 
tier list pricing structure based on the 
prominence of the artist. He proposed that 
albums by new artists list for $6.98, records 
by developing artists for $7.98, and 
superstar LPs for $8.98. "When I promote a 
concert, I can't charge $8 for a baby act the 
way I can for a hit group," he said. "And that 
same principle should be applied to the 
record industry." 

Martin Spector, president of the 12 -store 
Spec's Music chain, said that he doesn't 
feel the industry will turn to $8.98 im- 
mediately, "because it's already cutting into 
catalog sales. People are buying one 
record now when they used to buy two, so 
the $8.98 list is definitely starting to cut into 
unit sales." 

As a strong supporter of the videodisc, 
Spector anticipates that unit sales are go- 
ing to decline even further once consumers 
begin investing their money in the new 
players. "If the companies keep churning 
out $8.98 LPs, the record industry is going 
to start looking like the damn appliance 
business, where there will be so many deals 
going on that the consumer won't have to 
pay anything higher than what he now pays 
for a $7.98 shelf." 

The Wherehouse, based in California, is 
selling its $7.98 LPs at a $4.44 sale and 
$6.49 shelf and its $8.98 LPs at a $4.99 sale 
and a $6.99 shelf. "The list price increase 
obviously hasn't hurt the Steve Martin or 
Billy Joel albums," said one store manager. 
"The hits keep on selling. 

"But," he added, "I don't think it would be 
too smart an idea for the manufacturers to 
raise catalog LPs to $8.98. A move like that 
just wouldn't make any sense."

LOS ANGELES - Frankie Crocker has 
been rehired by Inner City Broadcasting, in 
a major restructuring of the black -owned 
radio chain. At the same time, Hal Jackson, 
formerly vice president for Inner City's 
WBLS, is now vice president and national 
operations manager for the chain. 

Crocker was formerly program director 
at WBLS in New York until two years ago 
when he resigned amid a myriad of legal 
problems surrounding his employment at 
the station. Spokesperson for the station 
explained that Crocker will mainly be con- 
cerned with the music at WBLS initially. 
Whether or not he will be involved with the 
remainder of the stations in the chain, has 
not as yet been finalized. 

In his new position, Jackson will oversee 
the activities of all of Inner City's newly ac- 
quired affiliates. Inner City has applied to 
the FCC for acquisition of KUTE/KKTT in 
Los Angeles, KRE in Berkeley, California 
and two weeks ago, they received approval 
on WBRB in Detroit. According to station 
program director Brent Wilson, the station 
will have a contemporary dance music for- 
mat, similar to WBLS in New York. The sta- 
tion's call letters have been changed to 
WLBS, and is presently at 14,000 watts with 
a directional antenna. Engineers are 

presently working on upgrading the sta- 
tion's signal. 

Also in the re -alignment of the firm, 
Dorothy Edwards Brunson has been 
named vice president and general 
manager; David Lampel has been named 
national news director and Ken Williams 
has been appointed program director of 
WLIB in New York. 

Stevie Wonder 
Buys KJLH In L.A. 
LOS ANGELES - Motown recording artist 
Stevie Wonder, through his corporation 
Taxi Productions, has purchased radio sta- 
tion KJLH here for $2.2 million subject to 
FCC approval. Wonder acquired the station 
from John Lamarr Hill, owner of Angelus 
Mortuaries, who has been the owner of the 
station since 1965. 

Ewart Abner, former president of 
Motown Records, who is now Wonder's 
manager and who negotiated the sale, 
commented, "There have been no plans at 
this point for any changes of format or sta- 
tion personnel since we have not yet 
received FCC approval." 

The station currently programs jazz and 
MOR black contemporary music. 

THE RHYTHM SECTION 
NEW HORIZONS FOR JOHNNY GUITAR - Veteran blues artist Johnny "Guitar" Watson 
has developed a new approach to blues, which has garnered him several gold albums in 
the last two years. Watson explained, "Blues records have totally different melodic pat- 
terns than does rock. Because I have had a great deal of success with the blues, which 
seems to be at a standstill in American popularity, I made a few changes in the rhythmic 
patterns, keeping the basic sound but allowing it to have a more contemporary feel."

DISCO BREAKS 
AND THEN HE SAID - As reported recently, Cosmo Wyatt of the New England Disco DJ 
Assn. stated that he had "verbal commitments" from five key Boston Record Pool jocks to 
move over to the new pool. In response, George Borden of BRP drew up a letter that read 
"We the undersigned without our knowledge or consent were added to the N.E.D.D.J.A. 
.." According to Borden, Bobby Lawler, Butchy DJ Holland and Donny Goff were 

available and signed the letter immediately. Borden said "I am very disturbed by what 
Cosmo is doing. We had a gentleman's agreement but that seems to be going to hell." Tony 
Porter has not yet signed the letter and Borden presented the letter to Joe lantosca, Joe 
declined signing because he had been in discussion with Cosmo. "I didn't sign," says Ian - 

tosca, "because Cosmo offered me a job as assistant pool coor- 
dinator but then I got a second job spinning at Union Station and 
had no time. I am a member of the Boston Record Pool and I think 
George is doing a good job but there is a need for two pools. Cosmo 
is legitimate. There are DJs who need product and don't want to be 
on the BRP waiting list." The waiting list is in many ways the heart of 
the issue. Cosmo says he wants to service reputable DJs in and out 
of Boston who aren't getting BRP service. Borden says it is "quality, 
not quantity" that counts. However, BRP is reportedly increasing its 
record requests. Borden says the pool has a written waiting list of 
200 people. Obviously, caution and screening are necessary; lists 

fattened with favors damage reputations. Incidentally, the BRP moved its office Jan. 8 to 
636 Beacon St. 6th floor, Boston. This move marks the pool's physical separation from 
Nightfall magazine. In addition, Borden has left his spinning at Celebration to replace Joe 
Carvello at Future. Carvello is now working the regional beat for Warner/RFC. Speaking of 
Celebration, a hot unsigned Boston -based band, Alexander And The Nile, will be playing 
at the club Jan. 16. Robert Godfrey is the leader of this talked -about pack which specializes 
in a unique form of "Egyptian disco rock." 
THE POOL/RADIO CONNECTION - BADDA in San Francisco held its pool meeting at 
The City Jan. 9 and Disco radio was much discussed. Roc Sands of BADDA organized 
months ago "operation crossover" which features a short list of records recommended by

ROD STEWART - Da Ya Think I'm Sexy - Warner Bros. WBSD 8727 - 12" - List: 3.98 

In case you have been hibernating, the inimitable Rod has a captivating disco 12" which 
was shipped last week. Vigorous crunching pace, upfront bass line, crystalline sax and 
synthesizer lines and great raunch vocals makes this a likely cross -the -board killer. The 
Jim Burgess mix is masterful. "Scarred And Scared" on the flipside is a pop radio ballad. 
ROUNDTREEE - Discocide - Mango 9527 - LP - List: 7.98 

"Discocide" is produced, co -written and arranged by Kenny Lehman who is currently 
charting with the "Lemon" LP. This is the debut Roundtree LP and as you remember "Get 
On Up" got some play last year. The feel of this LP is inviting R&B with strong guiding beats. 
Several tracks are likely to garner substantial radio exposure. "Tonight's The Night" is one 
likely to hit the airwaves. "Manhattan Fever" with its fast rhythm guitar work, doubletiming 
bass synthesizer line and strings ought to move the feet. "Discocide" has a tasty comple- 
ment of reeds, horns and xylophone. 
DADDY DEWDROP - Nanu, Nanu (I Wanna Funky Wich You) - TK 118 - 12" 

Daddy Dewdrop is an artist signed to the new Inphasion label which is being distributed 
by TK. This record is unusual and slightly wacky. A vibrant rhythm track ought to make it a 

good record for building excitement. Randy Sills did the mix and provided easy ramps to 
get on and off. With funky keyboard work, grabby hooks, tight lick horn action and driving 
handclaps, the track builds to a party chorus "Nanu, Nanu" which ought to jog Mork and 
Mindy memories. The flipside "The Real Thing" is exceptional. A commanding European 
synthesizer part is offset by a slow rolling emotional lyric reminiscent of Bowie. This could 
be a great "encore" track. Check it out.

RIP: Charles Mingus, age 56, died in 
Mexico last weekend. Raised in the Los 
Angeles area, Mingus worked with local 
groups for much of the 1940s before joining 
Lionel Hampton's band in 1947. After a 
period of musical inactivity, Mingus joined 
the Red Norvo Trio in 1950 and spent two 
productive years with the group prior to set- 
tling in New York, where he worked with 
Charlie Parker, Billy Taylor and other 
luminaries. His own groups became a full- 
time occupation for the bassist by the mid - 
'50s. He sponsored a number of great 
musicians, including Booker Ervin, John 
Handy, Jimmy Knepper, Jaki Byard, Dan - 
nie Richmond, Rahsaan Roland Kirk and 
Charles McPherson. He gave up active 
playing by 1966 and wrote a book, ul- 
timately published as "Beneath The Under- 
dog." His musical career was revived in the 
early '70s with LPs on Columbia and, more 
recently, Atlantic. His final Atlantic LP is set 
to ship this week. 

Mingus' career was stormy, tem- 
pestuous, and rarely dull. It often seemed 
that he could create instant controversy. 

During his career he also owned two 
record labels (Debut and Jazz Workshop, 
both sold to Fantasy). The New York Times' 
obituary stated that Mingus' cremation 
followed a Hindu ceremony in Mexico, and 
that his ashes were then flown to India, 
where they were scattered over the Ganges 
River. 

A&M/Horizon will start the new year off 

with a bang. New releases are due from 
Richard Evans ("Richard Evans"), David 
Grisman ("Hot Dawg") and Seawind ("Light 
The Light"). The first two are self -produced 
ventures, while the Seawind LP was 
produced by Tommy LiPuma. 

"No Holds Barred" is the title of the new 
Dave McKenna LP from Famous Door 
(whose list is now $8.98). Scott Hamilton, 
Al Cohn and Warren Vache are included on 
the album, a rare departure for McKenna, 
whose recent appearances have been in 
solo or duo contexts.

Elements," the debut LP by Kansas City - 
based fusion band Dry Jack, and "Through 
The Listening Glass," by the duo of David 
Friesen and John Stowell. 

Jeff Lorber will be making his initial east 
coast visit this month. Jan. 22 and 23 finds 
him in Philadelphia at the Bijou Cafe. New 
York area engagements will beat The Other 
End Jan. 25-27 and at My Father's Place 
Jan. 28. Lorber's "Soft Space" was one of 
the sleeper hits of 1978 and is still a strong 
performer on the Cash Box Jazz chart. 

There will be a Lennie Tristano Memorial 
concert Jan. 28 at Town Hall in New York.

GOTCHA' - LONNIE SMITH - LRC/TK LRC-9323 - 
Producer: Lance Quinn - List: 7.98 

Keyboardist Lonnie Smith has come out with a mixed bag of 
,4 soft instrumentals, vocal pop -jazz and funk. Some cuts, such as 

"Sweet Honey Wine," are melodic and upbeat, featuring 
Smith's runs and strong instrumental support. Others, such as 
"I Need Your Love," feature Smith's Stevie Wonder-ish vocals in 
the mid -tempo range. Lush string passages seem out of place, 
but Smith shows a juicy funk side on "Do It." 

AT THE VILLAGE VANGUARD - The Great Jazz Trio - Inner 
City 6013 - Producer: Itoh & Itoh - List: 7.98 

Hank Jones, Ron Carter and Tony Williams comprise the unit 
heard here, and the group comes close to its billing. Only 
Williams sounds a bit out of place, but even he has some sparkl- 
ing moments. Carter is one of the finest bassists around, but this 
is really a fine showcase for Jones and, overall, one of his best 
records. That says something for a man who has been a con- 
sistently great player for more than 30 years.

satisfied with the way his songs were being 
produced. He thought he could do a better 
job and was given the chance a year later 
on a Rick Nelson album, which was com- 
pleted in three weeks at a cost of $11,000. It 
was a three -track recording with no over- 
dubs. 

By 1971 Boylan was not only an es- 
tablished producer but he found himself 
serving as manager for one of his artists, 
Linda Ronstadt. In that capacity he put 
together one of the top bands of the '70s. 

"I'm a producer, not a manager, so I took 
her to Peter Asher, who I knew would be 
right for her," remembers Boylan. "But he 
didn't have time for her then, so I managed 
her for two years. During that time I put 
together the Eagles as a backup band for 
Linda. As that group came together Glenn 
(Frey) and Don (Henley) and I were too 
close for me to produce them, but I wanted 
the Eagles on CBS. But Glenn was under 
contract to David Geffen so they ended up 
at Asylum." 

One of Boylan's greatest successes as a 

producer was the debut LP from Boston. 
After hearing the group's demo he virtually 
demanded the chance to produce them. It

was a perfect example of the advantages 
Boylan enjoys due to his working arrange- 
ment with Epic. 

"I told the company, 'if you let anyone 
else produce this group you'll be in a lot of 
trouble.' I see Boston as the first heavy- 
metal band to get melodic. And (group 
leader) Tom Scholz is brilliant. He learned 
all I could teach him in three months and 
was able to produce 'Don't Look Back' him- 
self." 

It was while Boylan was producing 
Boston that Rupert Perry, Capitol Records 
A&R vice president, sent him a tape of the 
Little River Band's first Australian LP. "I 
liked the lead singer's voice and the group's 
harmonies so I went down there and we all 
really hit it off." 

Since then Boylan has made annual two - 
month trips to Australia to work with the 
group, the one outside project he is allowed 
under the terms of his Epic agreement. 

Turning Careers Around 
His work with such artists as Linda 

Ronstadt and the Pure Prairie League has 
given Boylan a reputation as a producer 
with a talent for reversing a downward 
spiral in an artist's career. Epic is hoping 
that his current projects, the Charlie 
Daniels Band and Michael Murphey, will be 
two more examples of this talent. 

"I've turned some careers around, but I 

haven't always been successful," concedes 
Boylan. "If I can help do it for Charlie 
Daniels and Michael Murphey remains to 
be seen. I have high hopes for both. 

"With Charlie we are trying to be neater, 
cleaner and more radio -oriented. I think 
this album will be very good, and the next 
one will be better. You can't do everything 
at once. 

"Michael was a little isolated, so what I'm 

basically trying to do with him is put him 
back in touch with the mainstream. With 
both of the acts we're spending a lot of time 
working together outside the studio, saving 
our studio dollars. But it's much easier to do 
that with self-contained bands or individual 
artists than with an act that includes a num- 
ber of studio musicians. The most difficult 
artists to produce are the ones that don't 
write and have no band." 

Boylan sees the job of producing as one 
of the most arduous in the music industry. It 

is so difficult, he says, that there are very 
few good producers working today. 

"Producing is all hard work," insists 
Boylan. "You have to be concerned with 
making the right decisions, juggling six 
personalities and keeping a record com- 
pany hot; and keeping up with 
technological changes is one of the hardest 
things about producing. It's a 24 -hour gig. 
That's why there are so few good ones. 
Peter Asher is good, and I also learned a lot 
from Tom Dowd, Jerry Wexler and Bill 
Szymczyk. I learned from Arif Mardin's 
work with Aretha Franklin that less is more. 
And Paul McCartney's never made a bad 
record." 

Boylan believes that today's music 
reflects what Tom Wolfe calls the "me 
decade." He sees disco as an expression of 
the popular concern with having a good 
time, with little appetite for the social com- 
mentary that was important musically in the 
'60s. 

"I'd like to see a band like Steely Dan 
have more influence. They take Dylan's out- 
law lyrics and also concern themselves with 
the musical form. I'd like to see less har- 
vesting and more planting - less covering 
oldies to get hits. I want more sophistica- 
tion, but without sacrificing direct com- 
munication with people. 

"But," Boylan adds, "I still try not to put 
my desires into the LPs I produce." 

Boylan, who as an artist had one album 
out with his brother Terence ("Apple Tree 
Theatre" on Verve/Forecast) in the '60s, 
says he may return to songwriting 
sometime in the future. But his immediate 
plans are to continue to produce records. 
And as a producer there are a couple of ar- 
tists that he hopes to someday be able to 
work with.

If he 
wants some good production, as painlessly 
as he works now, I'd love to do it."

credibility. 
Public Interest Group Complaint 

The Media Access Project, a public in- 
terest communications law firm in 
Washington, criticized the SBA for granting 
a loan to Tom Brokaw. But MAP's com- 
plaint is only partially on grounds of ap- 
parent conflict of interest; a network jour- 
nalist who covers regulatory agencies and 
interviews legislators should avoid even the 
appearance of having a personal interest at 
stake, according to Andrew Schwartzman, 
MAP's executive director. 

But the more important issue, 
Schwartzman said, is the violation of the 
loan program's clear intentions to promote 
minority broadcast ownership. 

The SBA argues that it may not dis- 
criminate in doling out the financial aid, 
Schwartzman counters that claim, saying, 
"We tired of that attitude 10 or 15 years ago; 
neutral color -blindness won't get 
anywhere." He suggests the issue is more 
subtle than to say the SBA must not dis- 
criminate and he finds ample evidence of 
the agency's lack of desire to take on the 
minority aid project. For instance, the plan 
has been "significantly watered-down from 
how it was initially conceived," he charged. 

JOHN DENVER - RCA AOLI-3075 - Producer: Milton Okun - List: 8.98 
Both sides of this album begin with dynamic rock 'n' roll num- 

bers which represent quite a change for this veteran singer - 
songwriter, but the remainder of the LP sticks to Denver's tried- 
and-true formula of creating optimistic, folk -flavored ballads. 
Denver introduces six self -penned compositions plus an 
assortment of cover versions here, all of which exhibit Denver's 
pleasant, distinctive vocals and solid ensemble playing by such 
musicians as James Burton, Hal Blaine and Emory Gordy.

With the follow-up effort to his highly successful debut album, 

Eddie Money has returned with a crisp, mainstream rock work 
which packs enough catchy rock hooks and hard -edged licks to 
assure that Money will continue to enjoy Top 40 and AOR 
success in 1979. The majority of the cuts here are straight - 
ahead rock numbers that feature power chording and blues - 
tinged vocals a la Bad Company. Also, the R&B-flavored single 
"Maybe I'm A Fool" and the ballad "Call On Me" provide a color- 
ful change of pace.

"Stangers In The Night," this British quintet's first live album, 
is a two -record set which serves as a document of the group's 
stage presentation and as a "best of" package. The LP record- 
ed at the Amphitheatre in Chicago and The Gardens in Louis- 
ville, contains such UFO favorites as "Too Hot To Handle," "Only 
You Can Rock Me," "Love To Love," and "Rock Bottom." Phil 
Mogg (lead vocals) and Michael Schenker (lead guitar) remain 
in top form throughout the LP. 

LIVING WITHOUT YOUR LOVE - Dusty Springfield - United 
Artists UA-LA936-H - Producer: David Woifert - List: 7.98 

With the emphasis on fluid funk and crystal clear MOR, Dusty 
Springfield's new album appears to be a sure bet for America's 
adult contemporary outlets. Utilizing the song writing talents of 
Melissa Manchester, Carole Bayer Sager and Barry Gibb 
(among others), plus the able production by David Wolfert, "Liv- 
ing Without Your Love" is a tasty parcel of soft -rock by one of 
the finer female voices of contemporary pop music. 

HIGHWAY - Sean Delany - Casablanca NBLP 7130 - 
Producers: Sean Delaney and Mike Stone - List: 7.98 

On his Casablanca debut album, Sean Delaney emerges as 
an infectious mainstream rocker who displays an engaging, en- 
ergetic rock 'n' roll personality. Delaney composed the ma- 
jority of tunes on this effort, which ranges from the theatrically - 
styled "Welcome To The Circus" to the surging ballad 
"Somebody To Love Me" to several explosive rockers. Backed 
by an array of top session men, Delaney should be on his way to 
both Top 40 and AOR success with this LP.

With "The Magic Is You," this veteran songstress moves into 
a more contemporary pop/MOR vein, introducing a disco num- 
ber into her repertoire ("This Is My Life") and recording several 
Top 40 -like compositions.

CLASSICAL CLIPS 

NEW YORK - Big news of this week, of 
course, is the list of final Grammy nomina- 
tions. (The complete list is reprinted 
elsewhere in this issue of Cash Box.) Many 
excellent recordings have been nominated, 
but one aspect of the final choices is a bit 
puzzling. Among the eight nominees for 
"best album of the year - classical," only 
one is an opera recording, and all the rest 
are orchestral. Not only were several other 
superb opera recordings released last 
year, but there were also a number of other 
kinds of albums which might have been 
considered for Album of the Year, including 
chamber and solo instrumental recordings. 
Well, maybe next year. 

In any case, a few recordings were 
nominated in several categories, indicating 
an unusual level of excellence. Among 
these were Herbert von Karajan's most re- 
cent traversal of the Beethoven 
symphonies with the Berlin Philharmonic 
(DG), which was tapped for Album of the 
Year, Best Classical Orchestral Perfor- 
mance, and Best Engineered Recording. 
Another three -category nominee was the 
relatively unheralded Neville Marriner- 
conducted recording of Bach's "Mass In B 
Minor" (Philips). 

As a footnote, one should also mention 
that a few classical recordings were 
nominated in categories that are normally 
dominated by pop albums. For example, 
the Zubin Mehta/Los Angeles Philhar- 
monic recording of excerpts from "Star 
Wars" and "Close Encounters Of The Third 
Kind" (London) was nominated for Best 
Pop Instrumental Performance, and the 
composer of those scores, John Williams, 
received nominations for Best Instrumental 
Composition and Best Original Score Writ- 
ten for a Motion Picture or a Television 
Special. Now, it can be argued that his 
music is not classical at all; but where do 
you draw the line between the soundtrack 
to "Star Wars" and movie scores written by 
the likes of Bernard Hermann and Miklos 
Rosza? 

Two other classical record nominations 
in unlikely categories are worth noting: the 
David Bowle -narrated "Peter And The 
Wolf" with Eugene Ormandy and the 
Philadelphia Orchestra was nominated as 
Best Recording for Children; and one of the 
nominees 'or Best Historical Repackage 
Album was "La Divina" (Angel), a collection 

of Maria Callas recordings. 
AWARDS TIME. PART II - Stereo 

Review threw its annual bash at the St. 
Regis last week, and Beverly Sills, who will 
soon take over the reins of the New York 
City Opera, received the magazine's Cer- 
tificate of Merit award for 1978. Among the 
classical albums that received awards were 
"Nyiregyhazi Plays Liszt" (Desmar), 
Haydn's "Orlando Paladino" (Philips), 
Debussy's "Preludes" (Nonesuch), 
Vivaldi's "Gloria" (Angel), Cilea's "Adriana 
Lecouvrer" (Columbia), and Mahler's 
"Symphony No. 4" (DG). 

LABEL NEWS - Vox/Turnabout has 
just released several new recordings by 
pianist Alicia de Larrocha, including two 
three -record Vox boxes and a Turnabout 
single disc. Although de Larrocha has 
recorded many albums for London, these 
new recordings represent an important ad- 
dition to her discography. The Turnabout 
LP features music of Manuel de Falla, and 
one of the Vox Boxes is devoted to works by 
such Spanish composers as Granados, 
Albeniz, Turina and Soler. However, the 
other Vox Box includes well-known pieces 
by mostly non -Spanish composers. 

The London Symphony Orchestra's 
"Classic Rock" album on RSO is scheduled 
for U.S. release on Jan. 25. It should be a 
blockbuster. The album has reportedly 
sold half a million units in the U.K. The Lon- 
don Symphony has also recorded a 
followup LP of classically treated rock 
themes entitled "Classic Rock, Second 
Movement." If either of these albums 
begins hitting here, it may be among the 
few classical records ever to chart pop. 

SCHWANN TELLS ALL - For the first 
time in more than 29 years of publication, 
the Schwann Record Catalogs have added 
listings of more than 10,000 new releases in 
a single year. As of Dec. 1978, the Schwan 
Guides list releases on 678 
labels, a figure which includes 319 tape 
manufacturers and 60 manufacturers of 
quadraphonic records and tapes. Though 
the number of labels listed in Schwann has 
decreased from the 1977 figure of 729, the 
number of tape manufacturers has in- 
creased by 46, indicating the growing ac- 
ceptance of tape formats by consumers. 
Quadraphonic production, in contrast, 
seems to be declining. Twenty four

PROKOFIEV: Concerto No. 3: RAVEL: Concerto In G. Tedd 
Joselson, pianist; Dallas Symphony, Eduardo Mata, conduc- 
tor. RCA ARL 1-1910. List: 7.98 

For Joselson, who first made his mark by playing the 
Prokofiev Piano Concerto No. 2 with Ormandy and the 
Philadelphia Orchestra, a recording of the same composer's 
Third Piano Concerto is a natural. Joselson also displays a good 
deal of panache in Ravel's G Major Concerto. Strong perfor- 
mances by the Dallas Symphony - on a par with those by much 
better-known ensembles - round out a satisfying album. 

BACH: French Suites. Gustav Leonhardt, Harpsichord. ABC 
AX -67036/2. List: 13.96 

Leonhardt is renowned as a baroque scholar and musician, 
and his performances of these tuneful suites are exquisite. 
Superb pacing, masterful handling of ornaments, and above all, 
a supreme sense of what the music is all about make these 
some of the best extant performances of the French Suites. The 
harpsichord is a shade too closr;y miked, but these days it is 
almost impossible to get a harr.4ichord recording that conveys 
the instrument's true timbre. 

MOZART: Plano Sonatas In F, K. 280; In B -Flat, K. 281; In D, K. 
311; and In C, K. 330. Krystian Zimerman, pianist. DG 2531 052. 
List: 8.98 

In his second recording for DG, Zimerman shows that he has 
at least as much affinity for Mozart as for Chopin. The combina- 
tion of youthful high spirits and gracious inward musings in 
these sonatas seems just right for the young pianist, who brings 
out the most vital qualities of the music without overstepping the 
bounds of good taste.

quadraphonic labels that were listed in 
1977 are no longer included in Schwann. 

The three composers whose names ap- 
peared most often in Schwann's new 
listings for 1978 were Mozart, Beethoven 
and Bach, in that order. Two years ago, 
Bach beat out Mozart for the number one 
spot, and since then, Ravel has moved 
down from #4 to #10 in order of the most - 
recorded composers. Also since 1976, 
Liszt and Stravinsky have disappeared 
from the Top 10, while Chopin, after a year's 
hiatus, has reappeared at #9. And 
Schubert, who barely hung in thereat#10 in 
1977, shot up to #5 in his sesquicentennial 
year. 

In order, the ten classical artists who ap- 
pear most often on the new recordings 
listed in Schwann are Leonard Bernstein, 
Vladimir Horowitz, Nicolas Flagello, Ber- 
nard Haltink, Daniel Barenbolm, Colin 
Davis, Herbert von Karajan, Neville 
Marriner, Antal Dorati and Alfred Brendel. 
Flagello's name made the list because of a 

series of recordings for Peters Inter- 
national, and Horowitz' place on the list 
reflects the fact that RCA has reissued 
many of his older albums. 

KARAJAN TO CHINA - Herbert von 
Karajan is scheduled to conduct the Berlin 
Philharmonic for two concerts each in Pek- 
ing and Shanghai this year as part of a West 
German -Chinese cultural exchange 
program ...

AND AN OVERDUE CONCERT REVIEW - Jeanne Marie Darre, doyenne of French 
pianists, recently performed a varied 
program at the Metropolitan Museum of 
Art. In general, it was an enjoyable evening, 
but one thing that marred the music, es- 
pecially Liszt's bass -heavy "Funerailles," 
was the fact that the instrument played by 
Darre was tragically out of tune. Surely a 

pianist of her stature deserves better. 
Darre has long specialized in Chopin, 

and her performance of that composer's 24 
Preludes was simply exquisite. Although, in 
a few places, Darre's rubato let the melodic 
line lag a little, her sense of timing was 
usually perfect. She exhibited a wonderful 
rhythmic feeling, and her light touch 
brought out the music's singing quality. Of 
particular interest was her version of the 
"Raindrop" prelude, whose middle section 
had a soaring majesty. 

After a lively rendition of two of 
Rachmaninoff's "Etudes -Tableaux," Darre 
attempted the piano version of Ravel's 
"Alborada del Gracioso." While she played 
this difficult work with tremendous verve, 
her technique wasn't always equal to her 
flights of imagination. And it was also unfor- 
tunate that Darre tackled the "Mephisto 
Waltz" by Liszt, which is unsuited to her 
particular style. Lacking the power to give 
real incisiveness to the opening measures, 
she nevertheless handled the lyrical middle 
section very well. ken terry

pool members to have strong radio potential. Roc sends the list to (now) eight stations in 

the area and solicits feedback from radio programmers. Members of the disco radio com- 
munity attended the recent pool meeting and discussed the booming trends towards disco 
on the air. Isaac Henderson, disco researcher for KDIA-AM, and Peter Young, DJ at Mom 
Little's in San Jose and radio engineer for KSOL-FM,discussedthesoaring points being ac- 
cumulated by disco stations. M.L. Marsh, a DJ at KO -FM in Portland, quoted a station sur- 
vey which found 48% of the station's audience requested disco -oriented material. Marsh is 

also doing research for the new pool being formed in Portland. Peter Struvie of BADDA, 
who is offering programming assistance to KCBS-FM, talked about the "97K Monster's" 
recent move into night-time disco. This sort of meeting is a model example of a disco pool's 
involvement within the growing disco community. Clubs and radio are both crucial ele- 
ments. Pools must stay in touch with both, as well as retail, if the pool concept is going to 
grow. Sands says in addition to aiding radio with up-to-date club prospects, he hopes to 

assist radio product in crossing to clubs. He cites examples such as The Stones, Dolly Par- 
ton, Rod Stewart and Earth, Wind & Fire as acts that have been primarily radio acts who 
are now likely to garner substantial disco play. The feedback, he says, should go both 
wasy. In addition to the radio aspects of the meeting, Tim Rivers, Nick Lygizos and Jon 
Randazzo were elected to the BADDA board. Previously, they were temporary appoint- 
ments.
