Latin American Disco Boom
Opens Area To U.S. Artists

NEW YORK — Spurred by the enormous
success of “Saturday Night Fever,” sales of
disco records in Latin America have been
booming for the past year. And, in the
process, an increasing segment of the Latin
American market has become attuned to
English-language records.

Spokesmen for several major inter-
national record companies agreed that the
three biggest disco markets in South
America are Brazil, Mexico and Venezuela,
in that order. Nevertheless, the disco club
scene is also picking up in Argentina, Chile
and Colombia.

In Argentina, there is enough interest in
disco so that Polydor International’s af-
filiate in the country recently requested a
Spanish version of Gloria Gaynor's “I Will
Survive.” Moreover, the Cash Box Top 10
for Argentinaincludes “C’est Chic” by Chic,
and among the country’s Top 10 singles are
Chic's “Le Freak,” the Village People’s
“YMCA" and Rod Stewart's “Da Ya Think
I'm Sexy.”

In Brazil, two of the top three 45s are

With Stiff Label

NEW YORK — Stiff Records will enterinto a
manufacturing and distribution arrange-
ment with Epic Records in the near future.
As a probable stipulation of the deal, artists
that Epic passes on will go to Jem Records,
with Epic retaining therightto reclaim those
artists in the future.

As part of separate negotiations,
Columbia Records will sign Stiff artist
Rachel Sweet and release an album by her
next month. The Stiff albums scheduled for
release by Epicin late June will be those by
lan Gomm, Lena Lovitch, and lan Dury.

According to Don Dempsey, senior vice
president and general manager for E/P/A,
“it would be about 99% accurate to say that
Stiff will become an Epic label. Though
Rachel Sweet will be on Columbia, all sub-
sequent Stiff releases will be through Epic.
While we will manufacture and Jistribute
Stiff Records, we understand that their
merchandising and marketing techniques
have been a bellweather, and for us to
tamper with that wouldn’t make sense.”

When asked about the Stiff-Epic-Jem
relationship, Dempsey replied, “there's
been some discussion along those lines,

WASHINGTON, D.C. — With an eye toward
healthy competition within the radio broad-
casting industry, the FCC last week took
steps to lift government controls from radio
stations in all markets. A formal vote was
put off unti! the end of the month and staff
members were instructed to continue
gathering information to back the pro-
posed deregulatory changes. Final actionis
expected six months after the FCC's de-
cision is offered for public comment.

Originally the FCC had indicated a
willingness to lift programming require-
ments for a six-year experimental period,
limited to major markets with 12 or more
commercial stations in competition. The
argument for deregulation in such a case
was to let the natural marketplace compe-
tition work, thereby eliminating the need for
FCC limits on amounts of news/informa-
tion programming, advertising time, or
rules on assertainment of community
needs.

Now, however, the commission has
moved beyond its cautious consideration
of experimental deregulation to across-
the-board lifting of radio industry regula-
tions.

Under the proposed changes, FCC con-
trol would be dropped from radio program
and commercial content and amounts;
community surveys at license renewal time;
and some 80 miscellaneous areas.

Economic Data

An economic analysis by the commis-
sion’s plans and policy office was an im-
portant factor in the move toward sweep-
ing deregulation for the country’s 8,000-
plus commercial radio stations. That staff
report found most commercial stations are
already in compliance — and well below

FCC limits — on commercial time. Addi-
tionally, stations are airing more news and
public affairs programs than they are
required to as licensees.

FCC chairman Charles Ferris responded
to the staff findings by saying they illustrate
“the uselessness of our rules.” The number
and diversity of stations on the air tends to
provide listeners with adequate choices,
without regulatory interference by the
government, Ferris said.

The commissioners were impressed by
the new economic data supplied by the staff
under Dr. Nina Cornell. The study focused
on Georgia and Alabama stations (be-
cause those states had the most recent
figures available), and found higher than
required levels of news broadcast daily.
Moreover, news and information was often
broadcast during drive-time.

This proves that “news is protitable,
otherwise they would put the news pro-
gramming on in the dead time,” Dr. Cornell
said.

However, the staff analysis did not in-
clude enough information on small
markets. At this time the commissioners
must wait for that additional data. Ferris
told reporters he expects the additional
information, which will be ready in a few
weeks, to support the plan to eliminate con-
trols on the entire industry.

Opposite Reactions

As might be expected, the National
Association of Broadcasters was “encour-
aged’ by the FCC’s May 8 decision and felt
vindicated because the agency’s findings
were in line with those of a recent NAB
study. According to the NAB, “These statis-
tics demonstrate that the radio industry can
be deregulated immediately in all markets

Continued Expansion Planned By Most Major
Retailers, But Some Fear Boom Has Peaked

LOS ANGELES — The retail explosion,
which has seen record stores mushroom
across the nation in the last decade, shows
few signs of stopping. Despite flat sales
during the past few months, tight money
and a proliferation of stores in some
regions, a survey of major retail chains
found most retailers moving ahead — albeit
with caution — with aggressive expansion
plans.

“We don't know if the retail boom has
reached its peak yet,” says Bob Newmark,
director of marketing services at Pickwick
International, “but our approach is to keep
going until we feel business has peaked.
We open about one new store every week
and a half and we’re aggressively pursuing
new locations.”

Pickwick now operates a total of 362
stores under a number of names, includ-
ing Musicland, Discount, Aura Sounde, re-
cently acquired Sam Goody's and a
number of smaller groups. The company
plans to increase its number of stores to
more than 400 by the end of the year, open-
ing mostly mall locations under the Music-
land banner.

John Cohen, president of Disc Records
and a former president of NARM, was one
of the first retailers to move heavily into mall
locations, but today he is worried about the
fiscal viability of new mall stores and retail
expansion in general.

“We've gone into freestanding stores
lately because malls are pricing them-
selves ou* of the marke!,” notes Cohen.

“Retailers have to be careful right now. You
are gambling with your fate with expansion
when things are bad, and right now busi-
ness is really not good.

“In the last six months we've seen
increasing singles sales and more single
album purchases,” adds Cohen. “It's very
disappointing and it makes me think it's
time to pull in our horns for a while.”

A year ago Disc had 33 outlets. Thecom-
pany now has 35 and Cohen says he has
commitments to open a number of new

locations this year. But he also says he is
trying to get out of some of those commit-
ments in light of the current retail situation.
Everybody's Records president Tom
Keenan also guestions the wisdom of re-
tailers who try and increase volume in a
slow sales period through expansion.
“You can build more stores,” he notes,
“but you might just be digging yourself a
deeper grave.”

Besides all the chart success. Mandrell
has been named as one of the five finalists
for the Country Music Association’s
‘Female Vocalist Of The Year" balloting
three times. Her television credits include
appearances on: “The Midnight Special,”

Sports.” and network specials hosted by
such stars as Wayne Newton, John Denver
and Lucille Ball.

The MCA recording artist's concert dates
have taken her and her band, The Do-Rites,
to the major cities in America, and she is
recognized as the first country star
ever to be invited to Saudi Arabia. However
asuccessful U.S. tour with the Statler Bros.
highlighted last year's road schedule.

The former Miss Oceanside, California
grew up in a musical family and is proficient
at playing the steel guitar. bass, banjo and
saxophone.

In 1968. after her father had moved the
family from California to Nashville. Man-
drell signed with Columbia. Since that time,
she has become a fixture on the country
radio charts, a regular on the club and con-
cert circuit, and has established herself as
one of the most noted members of the
Grand Ole Opry.

“The Best Of Barbara Mandrell” LP
showcases the artist's diverse talents. The
album features classic country numbers,
gentle love ballads. soul-influenced tunes
and a few full bore rockers.

The steady upward climb of the LP
follows the success of her latest single, “(If
Loving You Is Wrong) | Don't Want To Be
Right.” which attained #1 position on the
Cash Box Country Singles chart, and has
been successful on the Cash Box Top 100
Singles chart.
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Tycoon

Every so often a group of experienced
sidemen pool their musical resources to
form a super group. It happened with the
Band and it happened with Toto. Now it's
Tycoon's turn. as their self-titled Arista LP
and their single, "Such a Woman.” ascend
the Cash Box pop charts.

Prior to their formation 18 months ago,
the individual members of Tycoon had
played with such artists as Lou Reed, John
Lennon, Johnny Winter. Dean Friedman.
and Sam and Dave. But the desire to carve
their own sound was too much of a tempta-
tion for founding member Mark Krieder
and Norman Mershon, who met at a re-
hearsal hall in New York City in the fall of
1977. Krieder, a bassist, had previously
fronted bands on both coasts. and
Mershon. Tycoon’'svocalist, had worked as
an assistant engineer at the Record Plant,
where he had started playing with his own
band.

The next step was to enlist keyboardist
Michael Fonfara (who coproduced Lou
Reed's last two LPs), saxophonist Mark
Rivera. and drummer Richie Steinberg. To-
gether, the group recorded a much-
heralded demonstration tape which got
them audiences with three different record
company presidents. The tape contained
three songs produced by Rod O’Brian.
including “Such a Woman," and before
long, Bob Feiden, vice president of A&R for
Arista. signed them to the label.

Following the recruitment of guitarist Jon
Gordon, Tycoonjourneyed to Londonto re-
cord their maiden LP with producer Robert
John Lange, who had dropped in on one of
the group’s rehearsals and had liked the
band's professionalism and their musical
ideas. “Robert paid us a great compli-
ment.” said Rivera. “He told us that we were
the most prepared group he had ever
worked with.”

One aspect of Tycoon's music that im-
mediately stands out is that all of the band
members contribute to the group’s reper-
toire. But this is only one of the contribut-
ing factors that has made their debut LP so
popular with AOR programmers. Partly due
to overdubbing, their LP has a rich sound
that makes one think there are as many as
twelve musicians singing and playing in-
stead of six. The single, for instance, is a
rocker that starts slowly with an echo and
then builds into a booming chorus. “Don’t
Worry"” is highlighted by a grand cathedral
organ. and “Out in the Cold” employs a
tasty Leslie-phase effect. The remainder of
the LP balances MOR-flavored ballads with
uptempo pop tunes that display a keen
sense of song structure through cleanly
mixed vocals and harmonies.

As the group prepares for their first con-
cert tour this summer, they are developing
alineup that is somewhat different from the
musicians who recorded the album. Stein-
berg and Gordon have left the band and
have been replaced, respectively, by Ray
Agcaoili and John Putnam.

“We're out to make an excellent show-
ing,"” said Mershon of Tycoon's forthcom-
ing tour. “We'll recreate many of the tunes
from the album and then spice them up with
extended solos so that everyone has a
chance to stretch out. | think this band is
right on the money.”

Razzy Bailey

When you grow up in a rural southern
county, you learn how to say yes m’am and
no m’am, develop a love for your country
roots, and belt out songs on your family’s
front porch during those hot Saturday night
pickin’ parties.

Razzy Bailey's roots trace much this
same pattern. Coming off a hot streak of
two Top 10 singles, and a third rapidly clim-
bing the charts, the southern singer has
recently released a debut album for RCA
which should harvest some acclaim for this
writer/performer.

Bailey's birthplace was Chambers
County, Alabama, where he spent a good
part of his early years listening to the radio,
playing his Daddy’'s guitar and developing a
taste for a slice of the musical pie. At 15, he
began a serious pursuit of his dream by tak-
ing guitar lessons from a school teacher.

“I'd always gone around the house just
strumming the guitar,” Bailey said, “but for
alll knew itwasn’tevenin tune. Then when |
had the opportunity to take lessons, |
picked up playing pretty fast.”

Bailey did not waste much time once he
got thefine art of playing a guitar down pat.
“One of the first things | did was sing with a
band on a local radio show,” he said, “and
then | started singing with them at Saturday
night square dances. | stayed with that
group of guys about seven months.”

But when things did not work out for that
particular group, the enterprising young
Bailey took matters into his own hands.
Whenever he heard of a school or club
needing a band, he would call a few musi-
cians he knew, form an instant band and
play the gig.

Bailey's guitar picking soon evolved into
songwriting and the young hopeful found
himself on the threshold of a career when
Bill Lowery took an interest in his work.

“"When | first started writing songs, |
would take them to anyone who would
listen, mainly Bill Lowery in Atlanta,” Bailey
said. "l used to use him as a sounding
board.”

In 1966 Bailey wrote a song called "“9,-
999,999 Tears,” and Lowery sent him into
the studio to record it. Initially, the song did
not cause much excitement, but it was
eventually to become one of the key stepp-
ing stones of Bailey’s career.

About 1971, Bailey cut a custom album,
including “Tears,” which he distributed in
clubs. He gave a copy of his work to Ed
Mascolo (now RCA southeast regional
promotion manager, who in turn in-
troduced it to RCA artist Dickey Lee. Lee
ended up recording “Tears,” as well as
“Peanut Butter,” another Bailey tune, and
enjoyed a good bit of success with both.

Besides his connection with Mascolo,
Bailey also developed another very impor-
tant relationship with producer Bob
Montgomery, who produced his debut
album. Through this web of connections,
Bailey landed his recording contract with
RCA.

Though Bailey's style reflects several
musical influences, it always goes back to
his roots — those hot Saturday nights he
would spend plucking an old guitar and
singing with the seasoned country musi-
cians on his front porch.

Cropper Notes New Interest
In Redoing Old Stax Records

NEW YORK — When modern soul music
began to take shape in such places as
Memphis and Muscle Shoals, Alabama,
during the mid-Sixties, one of the key con-
tributors to the recording scene was Steve
Cropper, a guitarist from Missouri who had
come to Memphis in 1951.

In Memphis, Cropper found his niche as
a session quitarist for Stax Records. whose
tight and economical rhythm section
produced hit after hit for such artists as Ed-
die Floyd, Rufus Thomas, Carla Thomas,
Sam and Dave, Johnnie Taylor, Wilson
Pickett. and William Bell. But Cropper’s
most distinguished achievement by far was
his collaboration with the late Otis Redding,
whose recordings he arranged and
produced from 1963 until his death in 1967.

Today Cropper lives in Los Angeles,
where he has been based as an indepen-
dent producer since 1974. When he first
moved there, he worked as astaff producer
for a number of major record companies,
working with such artists as Jeff Beck,
Poco, Dreams, and Jose Feliciano. Soon he
formed his own company, Midnight Hour
Productions. and cut sides for John Prine,
Al Wilson, Yvonne Elliman. the Tempta-
tions. and Ned Doheny. His most recent
projects include the production of LPs by
Robben Ford (“The Inside Story”) and Stuff
(“Stuff It"), and he is currently finishing up
new LPs with Harry Nilsson and Crimson
Tide (with Donald Dunn) in addition to
recording his first solo album in 12 years.

Understated Style

Although the 1950s-style pompadour
that was his trademark as an MG has been
replaced by a long and curly full beard and

‘Seventeen’ Finds
Teenagers Like
Albums And Rock

LOS ANGELES — It would be virtually im-
possible to find seven out of 100 teenage
girls who don't own at least one record
album. 7" single, eight-track or cassette
tape, according to marketing survey results
recentlu released by Seventeen Magazine.

Following a sampling of 2,000 girls bet-
ween the ages of 13 and 19, Seventeen
found that 93.8% of the girls owned at least
one album, 78.1% owned at least one 7"
single and 71.0% had at least one eight-
track or cassette tape.

However, a closer look at the figures
seemed to indicate a decline in the pop-
ularity of singles, as opposed to albums.
Over the past year, nearly three times as
many girls purchased albums rather than
singles. It was found that 86.1% of the girls
had purchased at least one album during
the previous year, while 31.8% had
purchased at least one single during the
same period of time. Figures for tapes were

MCA, CPI Quarterly Results
Reveal Music Profits Down

LOS ANGELES — Two entertainment con-
glomerates with record industry sub-
sidiaries — MCA and Columbia — reported
increased quarterly revenues. although
record division profits fell for both com-
panies.

MCA Inc. announced that revenues and
profits for the first three months of 1979,
boosted by an extraordinary gain of $39.7
million resulting from the favorable resolu-
tion of its tax refund case against the
government. were the highest for any quar-
ter in the company’s history.

For the period ended March 31. MCA
reported net income of $63.9 million, or
$2.74 per share, on revenues of $283
million. Net income before the extraor-
dinary gain was $24.2 million, or $1.04 per
share. MCA earned $21.4 miilion, or 92
cents per share, on revenues of $236.4
million during the similar period a year ago.

MCA Records

Records and music publishing suffered a
loss of $608.000 for the quarter compared
with a profit of $3.3 million a year earlier.
Sales increased 28% to $30.7 million from
$23.9 million.

Sidney Jay Sheinberg. president and
chief operating officer, traced the record
division’s losses to heavy spending to ex-
pand record distribution and marketing
capacity needed to handle added volume

LOS ANGELES — Stan Bly and Jack Hakim
have formed the Bly/Hakim Organization,
an independent promotion and marketing
firm based in Los Angeles.

More detailed findings showed that of all
the teenage girls owning albums, each had
purchased approximately 11 LPs last year.
(at an average price of $6.17). bringing
each girl's collection up to an average of
27.7 albums per owner. Approximately
17% of the girls owned 50 or more albums,
while only 6.7% owned four or less albums.

As far as singles were concerned, the
teenagers who owned them had an average
of 33.7 each, with annual purchases
amounting to almost 21 apiece. The
average price was $1.11. Surprisingly, the
survey revealed that of the teenagers who
owned singles, 4.3% had purchased over
100 in the past year, while 44.3% had
purchased none at all.

Figures for tape sales indicated that of all
the teenagers who owned tapes, each had
purchased an average of 8.4 over the past
year at an average price of $6.92. Each tape
owner had an average of 16.2 cassettes
and/or eight-tracks. Over 15% of the
teenagers owned a total of 30 or more
tapes, while 20.5% had four or less.

In the area of musical tastes, hard rock
was far and away the most popular style,

with 56.8% of the girls indicating that they
liked it. The second most popular style was
close between jazz and R&B, with jazz
prevailing 37.1% to 35.6%.

Surprisingly, punk rock/new wave
(26.4%). country (24.9%), folk (21.9%) and
disco (9.0%) were all rated below classical
music, which had an audience share of
30%.

BLACK ROSE/A ROCK LEGEND — Thin Lizzy — Warner
Bros. BSK 3338 — Producers: Tony Visconti & Thin Lizzy —
List: 7.98

This is Thin Lizzy's strongest, most consistent album in a
number of years. Not since 1974's “Fighting” has this king of the
journeyman bands released an LP with the strength and convic-
tion many feel they already possess. Longtime band comrade
Gary Moore has replaced Brian Robertson on guitar; an event,
in some circles, akin to Danny Kirwan rejoining Fleetwood Mac.
His presence as both a contributing songwriter and on the
band’s distinctive dual lead guitar work add a chemical element
that should further their development as one of the better rock
and roll bands.

TAKA BOOM — Ariola SW 50041 — Producer: John Ryan —
List: 7.98

Taka Boom. Chaka Khan's sister, proves she can do a little
booty shakin' of her own -on this fine debut album. Taka’'s
steamy vocals are augmented by mountains of percussion, an
earthy funk sound and sister Chaka’s harmonies. Highlights on
the LP include “Night Dancin’,” “Dance Like You Do AtHome,"
and a superb gospel number entitled “Troubled Waters.” For
R&B and dancing lists.

KEEP THE FIRE BURNING — Louisiana’s Le Roux — EMISO-
11926 — Producer: Leon S. Medica — List: 7.98

Louisiana's Le Roux serves up hot, infectious, southern-
tinged rock ‘n’ roll on its new LP. The spirited lead vocals of Jeff
Pollard and the distinctive base lines of Leon S. Medicas are the
standout features of a band that displays superb musicianship.
The group is somewhat reminiscent of its southern neighbors,
The Atlanta Rhythm Section. Should fair well AOR-wise.

HIGH CONTRAST — Tim Moore — Asylum 6E-179 —
Producer: Ken Scott — List: 7.98

Tim Moore shows that he is somewhat of a schizophrenic on
“High Contrast.” His rockers feature witty, humorous lyrics. well
structured melody lines and hooks that reach out and grab the
listener. However, his ballads, ala Billy Joel, display a totally dif-
ferent, more introspective side. “Crisis In The Thin Yard," is a
dramatic climax to an arresting LP. Could do well on avariety of
lists.

THIS MOMENT IN TIME — Engelbert — Epic JE 35791 —
Producer: Joel Diamond — List: 7.98

Engelbert, one of MOR music's main heart throbs, is back
with another collection of guaranteed Vegas showstoppers on
this LP. “Can’t Help Faliing In Love.” “Lovin’ You Too Long” and
“Travelin’ Boy"” highlight this slickly produced affair. Suited To
MOR formats.

ROCK ‘N’ ROLL HIGH SCHOOL (SOUNDTRACK) — Sire SRK
6070 — Producer: Ed Stasium — List: 7.98

This is the quintessential soundtrack for afilm aboutarock ‘n'
roll high school or any high school for that matter. From the
opening chords of the title tune by The Ramones to the last
thundering strains of Alice Cooper’s “School’'s Out,” this LP is
sheer adolescent fun. Performances by Nick Lowe. Todd
Rundgren and Chuck Berry of previously released cuts
highlight this unusual collection of songs. An AOR must.

GREY GHOST — Henry Paul Band — Atlantic SD 19232 —
Producers: Ron Albert & Howard Albert — List: 7.98

With strong FM support already underway, Henry Paul and
his band stand a better chance than most in making that crucial
debut breakthrough. The chops are there and AOR seems to
know it with tracks like “So Long,” *“Foolin” and “I Don’t Need
You No More.” Though the oft-abused term “Southern Rock"”
may apply to these newcomers, the songwriting ability and tight
musicianship displayed on “Grey Ghost” could easily create a
much broader base for the band with subsequent releases and
full-tilt touring.

RUNNER — Island ILPS 9536 — Producer: James Guthrie —
List: 7.98

Although influenced by such diverse acts as Free and Dan
Fogelberg, Runner proves that it is its own distinct musical en-
tity on this auspicious debut album. The group starts out loud
and proud, but the rock ‘n’ roll soon gives way to some poignant
ballads as well as a few R&B flavored and folk rock numbers. A
tight, well produced first outing that should gain AOR attention.

ONE OF A KIND — Bill Bruford — Polydor PD-1-6205 —
Producer: Bill Bruford — List: 7.98

The release of “One Of A Kind"” marks a decided near-
abandoning of the rock sensibility that brought Bruford such
notoriety in the drum seat of such aggregations as Yes, King
Crimson and (briefly) U.K. The emphasis this time around is on
flowing jazz passages that alternately sooth and energize
depending on the time signature invoked. Bouncy synthesizer
riffs abound as another ex-U.K. cohort of Bruford's, Allan
Holdsworth, adds tricky guitar flourishes. For AOR not in-
timidated by jazz.

Randy Vanwarmer emerges from his debut LP as a fully
realized artist. The album is teaming with MOR rockers and soft
ballads in a Stephen Bishop vein. Smooth high harmonies
enhance most of the songs ontherecord. Sweetand poppy, this
isa notable debut album. "Warmer” is suited to avariety of lists.

SWITCH Il — Switch — Gordy G7-988R1 — Producers: Bobby
DeBarge, Jermaine Jackson and Greg Williams — List: 7.98
Switch has improved immensely since its first album, and the
band's harmonies are butter smooth on “Switch II.” The six-
piece band has streamlined its funky sound a bit and
demonstrates it best on “Best Beat In Town.” The arresting
falsetto voice of Bobby DeBarge, which gives switch its unusual
sound, isin fullbloom on the new LP. For R&B and dancing lists.

SHOT THROUGH THE HEART — Jennifer Warnes — Arista
AB 4217 — Producers: Rob Fraboni and Jennifer Warnes —
List: 7.98

With the success of so many good female recording artists
such as Nicolette Larson and Rickie Lee Jones these days, itis
possible that Jennifer Warnes will get lost in the shuffle.
However. her new LP, "Shot Through The Heart,” should not be
overlooked. The title tune has all the dramatic feel of a Ronstadt
classic. and Warnes’ sultry voice has never been in finer form
The album is full of the sound that made California the soft rock
Mecca.

WHEN THE NIGHT COMES DOWN — The Sutherland
Brothers — Columbia JC 35703 — Producer: Glen Spreen —
List: 7.98

The Sutherland Brothers have been a great exponent of

| clean, soft, British rock for sometime now, and “When The Night

Comes Down” shows that the group still champions that
musical genre. The Sutherland’s golden harmonies and catchy
hooks are enhanced this time around by Richie Zito's flaming
guitar and Jim Horn's torrid sax breaks. Suited to AOR and Top
40 formats.

THE JONES GIRLS — Philadelphia International JZ 35757 —
Producer: Joseph B. Jefferson and Charles Simmons — List:

The Jones Girls turn in an astounding vocal performance on
their debut album. Their singing is accomplished to the point to
where they seem to tease and play games with the music. And
the music on the LP is just as tight as the girls’ harmonies. Don
Renaldo's classy string and horn arrangements and Dexter
Wansel's distinctive synthesizer settings further embellish the
sisters’ soaring vocals.

As his final commitment to Warner Bros., Frank Zappa has
issued a collection of fully orchestrated, non-vocal, chaotic
odes to his musical past: sort of what George Martin did with
Beatle songs. One track, "Duke Of Prunes,” forinstance, seems
to be a musical epitaph for that venerable Zappa-created
character who's now just so much history. The Duke and his
magic go-cart will be missed but he just didn’t develop into a
dancin' fool. A release primarily geared for consumption by
Zappa fans.

BULLSHOT — Link Wray — Visa 7009 — Producer: Richard
Gottehrer — List: 7.98

After Link Wray parted company with Robert Gordon there
were many cynics who felt that Wray would simply fade back
into that state of legendary obscurity from which he came.
“Bullshot,"” however, belies this attitude in no uncertain terms.
The 10 tunes contained on this release embody the most for-
ceful recorded swagger and grittiness extant. The focal point
is, of course, Wray's guitar and it fully itlustrates just how irrele-
vent age is when it comes to rocking out with conviction.

WHAT'S IN-STORE

ALL THAT JAZZ — More ofien than not, cities aren't supplied with a full-time radio outlet
for jazz. Many middle-sized cities are completely without jazz airwaves. Besides a few ma-
jors, college stations pretty much provide the rest of the programming. With the advent of
crossover fusion play and sales, some retailers are moving into sponsor jazz shows on
various format radio stations. As an example, Wilcox Records in Oklahoma City is spon-
soring a four-hour jazz program on KTLS-FM.

GLORIA GAYNOR (Polydor PD 14558)
Anybody Wanna Party? (3:28) (Perren-Vibes
Music, Inc. — ASCAP) (D. Fekaris, F. Perren)

A clicking guitar opening breaks into Gaynor's
churning, aggressive vocals, as the singer dis-
plays a raw, funky side which may take Top 40
audiences by surprise, after the pop success of “|
Will Survive.” Strings add gloss to the
proceedings, but bass, horns, drums and
handclaps maintain the R&B feel.

AMII STEWART (Hansa/Ariola 7753)
Light My Fire/Disco Heaven (3:55) (ATV Music-
BMI) (Doors, B. Leng, S. May)

A soft, bluesy opening to this disco re-working
of the Doors’ song speeds up as handclaps,
strings, syndrum and an assortment of per-
cussion instruments enter into this slick, well-pro-
duced track. A sharp break leads into a male-fe-
male vocal tradeoff making this a highly distinc-
tive disco track with the same Top 40 potentialas
“Knock On Wood.”

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GEORGE HARRISON Dark Horse (DRC 8844)
Love Comes To Everyone (3:35) (Ganga
Publishing, B.V. — BMI) (G. Harrison)

Echo kick drum and light electric guitar figure
open Harrison’s soothingly melodic followup to
“Blow Away.” Electric piano blends in perfectly
with tambourine and nicely mixed synthesizer
break rounds out the polished, full sound.
Harrison's vocals are top notch and the in-
spirational message of the lyrics will surely appeal
to Top 40 and A/C stations.

Slow, haunting synthesizer line fills out steady
guitar. drum backing on the second single from
Welch's “Three Hearts” LP.

ABBA (Atlantic 3574)
Does Your Mother Know (3:13) (Countless Songs,
Ltd. — BMI) (B. Andersson, B. Ulvaeus)

Short, pulsing synthesizer snaps combine with
rocking drum and guitar work, behind
predominantly male vocals from Abba, as the
ladies provide high backup vocals. A raucous sax
line rounds out this rocking departure for the
group, although the overall sound is still Euro-
pop. Abba has the commercial formula down toa
science and Top 40 will jump on this one.

NATALIE COLE (Capitol P-4722)
Sorry (3:41) (Jay's Enterprises, Inc./Chappell &
Co.. Inc. — ASCAP) (Jackson, Yancy, Dixon)
Lush strings. piano and fade guitar open Cole's
latest ballad and single. Cole’s vocals have a sub-
tle power that is highlighted on the harmony,
building towards high, graceful swoops. The
gospel-R&B feel of this track, backed by spare
woodblock percussion. will make it most accep-
table to B/C lists, but A/C and Top 40 will surely
take note.

LISA HARTMAN (Kirshner ZS8 4283)
Walk Away (3:03) (KCM Music/Shongs Music —
ASCAP) (S. Cassidy)

Thick orchestral backing surrounds Hartman’s
mature, power-packed voice, with just the right
touch of youthful vuinerability, on a track which
could break the singer in a very big way. French
horns embellish the entrancing strings-drum
sound, making it a standout A/C or Top 40 selec-

tion.

INSTANT FUNK (Salsoul S7 2088)
Crying (3:33) (Lucky Three/Henry Suemay — BM!) (B.
Sigler)

Throbbing bass is brought up high in the mix, with a
wailing. soulful vocal matched with some equally strong
harmonies. Synthesizer and punchy brass pump the
track up around the hook line. Sigler's writing is perfect
for the power of Instant Funk, and the boldness of this cut
should attract a good deal of B/C interest.

JAMES BROWN (Polydor PD 14557)
It's Too Funky In Here (3:58) (Muscle Shoals Sound Pub.
Co. — BMI) (B. Shapiro. G. Jackson, R. Miller, W. Shaw)

James Brown virtually invented the “funk” genre and
despite a long absence from the charts nobody has
mastered the style as well as he. His vocal chops are as
strong as ever here. with a jumpy, infectious combo of
brass, bass and drums behind him.

POLICE (A&M 2147)
Can’t Stand Losing You (2:58) (Virgin Music, Inc. —
ASCAP) (Sting)

Likethe group’slast single.Roxanne."” thistrack has a
pop-reggae beat, although a somewhat faster pace is
maintained here. The chorus has undeniable power and
urgency, as the vocals easily match the energy of the
three-piece instrumentals.

JOHN STEWART (RSO RS 931)
Gold (3:35) (Bugle Publishing/Stigwood Music, Inc. —
BMI) (J. Stewart)

The first single from the “Bombs Away Dream Babies”
LP features a driving, thudding beat, augmented by
bass, drums and electric piano with Stewart's twangy
vocals and backup vocals by Stevie Nicks and guitar by
Lindsey Buckingham of Fleetwood Mac.

BLUES BROTHERS (Atlantic 3576)
(I Got Everything | Need) Almost (2:40) (Downchild
Music — CAPAC) (D. Walsh)

The third single from the Blues Brothers’ double
platinum LP is perhaps the closest in sound to the
‘blues” that they have released as a 45. Belushi and
Aykroyd, onvocals and harmonica respectively, give this
R&B tinged track an exuberant workout. For Top 40 for-
mats.
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IAN MATTHEWS (Mushroom M 7041)
Don’t Hang Up Your Dancing Shoes (2:57) (Steamed
Clam Music — BMI) (T. Boylan)

An easy rocking cut, in much the same mold as
Matthew’s last hit single, “Shake It."” with a pleasant mix-
ture of quitars and drums blending in with Matthews' sen-
sitive, mellow vocals. Brief snatches of solo guitar work
jump out of the mix and should entice Top 40 audiences.

FAITH BAND (Mercury 74068)
You're My Weakness (3:25) (Canal Publishing, Inc. —
BMI) (J. Cascella)

Organ and muscular bass line combine with some
flashy guitar work to add an engaging blue-eyed soul
flavor to this outing from the “Face To Face” LP.
Somewhat into the same vein as the recent direction of
the Doobie Brothers, with congas and R&B tinged vocals.
this could attract Top 40 interest.

LENNY WILLIAMS (MCA MCA-41034)
Doing The Loop De Loop (3:16) (Len-Lon Music Pub. Co.
— BMI) (L. Williams, D. Stallings)

Clever opening combination of synthesizer and har-
monica moves into a pungent mix of brass, guitar, organ
and drums. as Williams’ satiny vocals glide over the mix.
Synthesizer touches accent the hook line. Williams has
strong B/C presence but this cut is suitable for pop
audiences as well.

DELEGATION (State/Shadybrook SB-1047)

Someone Oughta Write A Song (About You Baby) (3:21)

(Screen Gems/EMI Music, Ltd. — BM1) (Gold, Denne)
A swaying. swinging track that manages to bridge the

gap easily between pop and R&B, as piano, guitar and

bass provide the funky rhythms. while steady high hat

work and strings bring the cut into Top 40 territory.

STACY LATTISAW (Cotillion 44250}
When You’re Young And In Love (3:30) (Wren Music-
BMI) (V. McCoy)

Veteran disco pro Van McCoy creates a mid-paced
rhythmic setting for newcomer Lattisaw, a youngster with
a surprisingly mature voice. This track should appeal to
both pop and disco fans.

SWITCH (Gordy G 7168F)
Best Beat In Town (3:32) (Jobete Music Co., Inc.
— ASCAP) (B. Debarge)

A rocking funk track, fueled by handclaps, pop-
ping guitar and bass, with syndrums and congas
coming into the song three-quarters of the way
through. Touches of strings and brass further ac-
cent the playful vocals of Switch, which are the
focus of attention here. A joyous tune that should
appeal to B/C immediately.

ADRIAN GURVITZ (Jet ZS8 5058)
Untouchable And Free (2:55) (Famous Music Corp. —
ASCAP) (A. Gurvitz)

Synthesizer wafts over a sea of strings while drum
work keeps a solid, even pace behind Gurvitz' light, easy
vocals. Nice touches of flute and full-bodied production
bring out the best in this accessible, melodic track from
the “Sweet Vendetta” LP. This is Gurvitz' best shotat Top
40.

DEBBY BOONE (Warner/Curb WBS 8814)

Breakin’ In A Brand New Broken Heart (2:25) (Screen
Gems — EMI Music, Inc./Big Seven Music — BMI) (J.
Keller, H. Greenfield)

A pretty straightforward C&W track from Boone, with
strings mixing in with pedal steel guitar, this will no doubt
gain the singer a much larger country audience. Boone
has the tender vocal style of the “beer ‘n’ tears” genre
down pertfectly. Look for this to break on C&W lists.

THE AMAZING RHYTHM ACES (Columbia 3-10983)
Love And Happiness (3:14) (Jec Publishing/Al Green
Music. Inc. — BMI) (A. Green, M. Hodges)

Tne Aces remain true to Green'’s original treatment.

Synthesizer
ana bass create a full musical backdrop for Neal's
smooth and sensual vocais.
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DIAMONDS IN THE ROUGH — KWST/Los Angeles (which airs a program called
“Seeds” every Monday night from 11 p.m. to midnight featuring taped performances by
L.A. bands and artists who do not have arecording contract) is one of many stations in
the country to begin mining its local talent.

without any loss of service to the public.
These numbers prove that radio stations,
including those in small markets, serve
their communities and will be better able to
serve them without the burden of those un-
necessary rules.”

But consumer groups are wary. now
that the FCC is clearly leaning toward total
deregulation. Sam Simon, executive direc-
tor of the National Citizen's Committee for
Broadcasting, told Cash Box that his
organization is “disappointed” with the re-
cent developments.

“They (the FCC) seem to be moving
toward a more drastic deregulatory
scheme than we had anticipated. We plan
to file certain counter-proposals . . . Even if
they proposed to deregulate 100 markets
for six years we would likely file legal ac-
tion.” Simon stated.

With the move to deregulate radio pick-
ing up speed on Capitol Hill as well, con-
sumer groups feel they are justified in com-
plainirg. In Rep. Lionel Van Deerlin's bill to
rewrite the communications act, radio
would be completely deregulated and
licenses would be granted indefinitely,
revoked only for violation of technical stan-
dards.

field.

Cropper. however, defends his par-
ticipation in the band. “Anybody that can
knock an album that sells that many copies
is in a really weird space, because that's
what keeps this industry going,” he said.
“My heart is in soul music, and that's why |
love the group so much, because it gives
Duck Dunn and myself a chance to play
some of that old blues again. Otherwise
we’d have to change our styles and start
playing disco music. There's no question
that the band is damn serious, but it's also
the theatrics of the gig that make it work,
and you can't take that away from John
(Belushi) and Danny (Aykroyd). I'm up
there having fun, which is something | have
been unable to doin 10 years. Soif'm hav-
ing fun, something must be right about it.”

Cropper contends that, because of the
popularity of the Blues Brothers, the whole
East Memphis/Stax catalog is experienc-
ing aregeneration. “When John sayson the
album, ‘I suggest you buy as many blues
albums as you can,’ that's a hell of a thing to
say.” Cropper said. He cites, for example,
the international success of Amii Stewart's
“Knock on Wood,” a composition he co-
wrote with Eddie Floyd. In addition,
Samantha Sang has reportedly cut “In The
Midnight Hour.” Richard Perry is said to be
recording some of the old Stax tunes, and
the Blues Brothers' summer single will be
the old Johnnie Taylor hit, “Whao's Making
Love.”

Cropper said that he has been ap-
proached to recut songs from the Stax
catalog with several artists that are curren-
tly in the forefront of the disco field, and that
if he were to consider it, itwould be because
of the royalties that would go to the original
composers. “As long as the writers are
making a little money, everything is cool,”
he said. “I'm so happy ‘Knock on Wood' is a
hit that I'm doing cartwheels.”

Bring Back Otis

“Disco was important to the industry
because it gave the business a shot-in-the-
arm.” he continued. "It brought people
back to the clubs, and it's good to see them
dancing again.” But he admitted that his
personal musical preference would be to
“bring Otis Redding back from the dead so
that we could enter the studio and starthav-
ing some fun. | would love to find an artist
that could sing like Otis. | don’t even know if
it would sell, but that kind of delivery, a guy
that just stands up there stomping his foot
and singing his can off. . . hewas it. He was
a brother to me and when | lost him it was

like losing a part of my family. And I'm still
not over it.”

Cropper grew up in the Missouri Ozarks
listening to country and western and it was
not until he moved to Memphis that he dis-
covered black spiritual music. “I fell in love
with it,” he said. “It moved me like nothing
else.” Soon after, he joined the Mar-Keys,
who would later separate into Booker T.
and the MGs and the Memphis Horns.
When the group scored with “LastNight” on
Atlantic, they took to the road ina Chevrolet
Greenbrier van. But Cropper couldn’t take
the travelling, and so he settled in at Stax as
their house guitar player.

He recalled that he first met Redding in
1962 at a Stax session for Johnny Jenkins.
Redding was working for Jenkins at the
time as a singer, driver and road manager,
and when Jenkins finished with the date,
Redding asked the late Al Jackson if he
could sing a tune. Cropper played piano on
the song, “These Arms of Mine,” and it tur-
ned out to be the first of 17 consecutive R&B
hits for the artist.

“Stax was family, brotherhood, and
teamwork,” he reflected. "It was the
greatest way of doing business. 12 people
working together instead of just one guy
calling the shots. But when the glory faded
around 1967, things changed. Whether it
was the death of Otis, there was no way of
knowing. But | saw it coming and that's why
I left.”

Asked to assess the current state of pop-
ular music, Cropper said, “Sometimes |
think our appreciation for puretalentis slip-
ping through our fingers. Is the music peo-
ple are making today going to fast 10-15
years? Will the disco records that are #1
right now going to be covered in the next
decade? Everybody has a space for their
own talent, but it seems that we're missing
the people that can actually groove on state
and put their soul in a song. And that's not
healthy.”

Dillard/Boyce Productions
Forms Brighter Day Records

NASHVILLE — “I Wanna Be Ready,” the
latest album from the Don DeGrate Delega-
tion, marks the first release from the eight-
month-old gospel label, Brighter Day
Records, a division of Dillard and Boyce
Productions in Nashville.

According to Moses Dillard, one of the
principals behind the label, Brighter Day
expects two more releases within the next
two weeks — one from Bobby Jones and
New Life and the other from perfor-
mer/writer Novella Williams.

Brighter Day's board of directors is com-
prised of Dillard. Jesse Boyce, Lorenzo
Washington., Thomas Cain and Duane
Riley, who. with the exception of
Washington, also comprise the staff rhythm
section. Manning the helm of the ad-
ministrative and promotional activities for
the label is Donald Watkins.

The primary objective behind the
Brighter Day label is to produce what
Dillard terms contemporary Christian
music. as evidenced by the DeGrate
release.

"1 started out as a youngster in the
church playing whatever instrument we
needed that night.” Dillard explained of his
early encountier with and training in gospel
music. “I was never satisfied with the quality

of black gospel music, so at that point in
time | made a personal commitment to do
something about it. My partner. Jesse
Boyce. had the same background and felt
the same way. We have a very personal
commitment to black gospel music
because that's where our roots are.

“I feel that contemporary gospel music
deserves and needs overhauling — we
don't want to be contemporary to the point
thatwe turn off people who have been com-
patible with the traditional approach of
producing music. But at the same time, we
want to took at the audience that has not
listened to gospel music because of the
quality.” said Dillard. who is one of the
leading producers of disco music in
Nashville.

Production Company

Of the label, Dillard said. “Brighter Day is
arecord company. but it does not function
as a record company. It functions as a
record production company. Our first
release (DeGrate) is associated with AVI
Records, butwe are notlocked in with them
with our other gospel product. That product
will be available for other labels on the
marketplace.”

Diilard pointed out that Brighter Day will
also be involved with gospel concert
promotion.

HOUSTON — Starflite Records, the Texas-
based label headed by producer Huey
Meaux, has finalized a worldwide distribu-
tion agreement with CBS Records’ Epic,
Portrait and Associated Labels.

The announcement was made recently
during a reception-dinner here hosted by
CBS for radio, press and Starflite person-
nel. CBS also hosted a showcase at Gilley’s
Club in nearby Pasadena featuring Starflite
artists Freddy Fender, Tommy McClain and
Warren Storm.

Starflite was formed recently by Meaux
and Freddy Fender, following the conclu-
sion of Fender’'s contract with ABC
Records. to sign and develop talent from
the Houston area.

Roy Wunsch, director of marketing,
CBS. Nashville, said Starflite will be con-
sidered a full CBS label and will receive
equal attention from a company standpoint
as the other 13-15 associate labels.
Basically, Starflite will hand finished
product to CBS and the company will
promote. publicize, market and distribute
the product.

“We don't look at Starflite as a regional
iabel by any means,” Wunsch said. “The
name power of Freddy Fender has enor-
mous appeal all over the United States. We
think of him as a superstar and plan to
market him in all sections of the country.”

Initial Product

Fender's first single for Starflite, “Yours.'
is scheduled to ship May 26, and an album,
“Texas Balladeer," is finished and due to be
released soon. McClain's new LP,
“Backwoods Bayou Adventure.” is also
scheduled for release this month, and
Storm is currently working on an album.

Meaux is a colorful legend in music cir-
cles in Southern Louisiana and Texas. For
years, he has been successful in discover-
ing artists, producing regional hits on one
of his local labels and leasing the record to
maijor labels for national distribution. For
example. he produced B.J. Thomas' “I'm
So Lonesome | Could Cry,” Roy Head’s
‘Treat Her Right” and Fender’s “When The
Next Teardrop Falls.”

Meaux has produced Fender since 1971
and signed him to ABC in Nashville, where
he had recorded until the Starflite deal with
CBS. Meaux also manages Fender, and the
artist is booked by The Jim Halsey Co. in
Tulsa. Okla. Basically, Meaux said he made
the deal with CBS because he felt Fender
was not receiving maximum market
penetration.

“We weren't getting any sales in the
foreign countries,” said Meaux, who still
produces and releases regional records in
Texas and Louisiana on his Crazy Cajun,

American Playboy and Pacemaker labels.
“You havetolook at Freddy as two acts. The
Spanish market is big for Freddy, but the

records and tapes weren't getting into the
(continued on page 36)

dominant form of popular music there.

The No. 1 single in Brazil. the Bee Gees’
“Too Much Heaven.” is not a disco record.
Nevertheless. it was “Saturday Night Fever”
that made the Brothers Gibb major artists
in Brazil. according to Jerry Voisin. inter-
national exploitation manager for Polydor
International

Jose Vias. Jr.. director of market
development for RCA Records Inter-
national. stated that “Saturday Night Fever’
helped set off the Latin American disco ex-
plosion. I'm sure that it had a tremendous
influence.” he said. The movie was shown
successfully throughout the continent. and
people became more acquainted with the
disco dancing.’

Big Sellers

Two of the biggest disco sellers in South
America, according to Vias, are "Rivers of
Babylon” by Boney M and “Macho Man” by
the Village People. which RCA distributes
throughout the continent. Over 2'2 million
copies of “Rivers of Babylon” have been
sold in South America. a million of them in
Mexico alone. And “Macho Man” has sold
approximately two million units in Latin
America, said Vias. adding that he expec-
ted “In The Navy” to do equally well.

Sales figures for some other North
American disco artists are not as im-
pressive as those quoted above. Consider-
ing the size of the markets involved,
however. they indicate that disco is becom-
ing an important force.

Brazil

In Brazil. for example. where sales of 25.-
000 units on an English-language record
are considered guite good, Alicia Bridges’
self-titled debut LP and her single, “I Love
The Night Life.” sold 17,000 units each. Just
two and a half weeks after itsrelease, Gloria
Gaynor's “Love Tracks™ had sold 15,000
units. while 8,800 copies of her “1 Will Sur-
vive" 45 had been sold in Brazil. Celi Bee's

“Alternating Currents” album has also
done well in that country; 15.000 copies
have been sold to date there.

In Venezuela. where sales of 13.000 are
reqarded as respectable, "Alternating
Currents” sold a whopping 38,000 units.
Also in Venezuela. Peaches & Herb's "2
Hot" has sold 3.700 copies since March.
(The group’s 45. “Shake Your Groove
Thing." has done 12.000 units in Brazil.)
And 13.500 copies of Gaynor's ‘“Love
Tracks' have been sold in Venezuela since
February. In the same country, Alicia
Bridges' LP sold 2.000 units within two
weeks of its release.

Other albums for which sales figures
were available include K.C. and the
Sunshine Band's “Part 111" (3.700 in Argen-
tina). the self-titted LP by the U.S.A -
European Connection (2.700 in Colombia)
and Foxy's “Get Off” (13,000 in Mexico).

No Language Barrier

Among the reasons cited for disco's
success in Latin America is the fact that itis
primarily dance music. This means, first of
all. that there is less of a language barrier in
disco than exists with ballads and other
types of songs where the tyric forms an in-
tegral part of the message.

‘Being dance music, it's very acceptable
to the Latin American market,” noted Vias.
‘With an American artist singing ballads, it
might be a little more difficult to get
penetration, to get acceptance, because
there thelyrics, as far asthe Latin American
market is concerned, are not that impor-
tant. They dance to it

Although RCA International has dubbed
the new ABBA disco single, “Does Your
Mother Know?" in Spanish for the South
American market, Vias said that. on the
whole. “the audience that thrives with the
disco prefers the original language.”

Voisin was not so positive that Spanish-
lanquage dubbing would not be an asset to
the growth of the disco market in South

America. Refering to the Spanish version of
“I Will Survive," he said. “If we pull it off, and
they say they can sell a whole lot of records
once it's done in Spanish, we'll probably do
it more often. It's sort of a test case.”

Voisin added that, over the past two
years, there has been a“growing interestin
English-language music” in Latin America.
Although recordings by local artists still
command the lion's share of the market,
the situation is changing. partly due to
disco.

Asked whether or not Polydor was
pushing international disco product with its
Latin American affiliates. Voisin replied,
"We're working on that . . . I'm trying to get
them to release more of our product than
ever before. There never really was that in-
terest. But | think they're starting to listen
now So it's probably going to build within
the next year.

Latin Sound

Another reason for disco’s success in
Latin America is the Latin sound that has
crept into many disco tracks. Dan Loggins.
executive director of A&R for WEA Inter-
national, pointed out that, in disco mixes.
there's often “atouch of timbales, a touch of
the Latin percussion.” And Cirillo noted that
the type of disco which does best in South
America — exemglified by the TK sound —
demonstrates a "Floridian. Miami in-
fluence.” He added that TK often uses
musicians from Miami’'s Cuban community
on its records.

Naturally, as disco's popularity has
grown. an increasing number of Latin
American artists have done cover versions
of international disco hits. But, at the same
time, more local artists are also trying to
develop an indigenous disco sound.

For example. in Brazil there is an all-gir!
group called Freneticas. which just went
disco last year. Another budding disco ar-
tist is a transvestite named Ney
Matagrosso. who already has a con-

siderable following in Brazil. “His new
direction is going camp disco. because
that's his trip. to appeal to the Bette Midler,
gay disco scene.” commented Loggins.
‘And that's a good avenue for him to
become more international.’

Currently, said Loggins, Matagrosso is
talking about making an American-styled
disco album witn Louis St. Louis, who
produced “Grease"” for Frankie Valli. and
Curt Becher. whc mixed the Beach Boys'
“Here Comes The Night.” “They don't have
great studios or the right musicians (in
Brazil)." noted Loggins. ""so they'd have to
bring him to the U.S.. which would be an ex-
pensive proposition for a small-budgeted
company. Butitcould be worth itinthe long
run.”

Influence Of Television

Television is an important avenue of ex-
posure for recording artists in several
countries. particularly Brazil. According to
Cirillo, a Rio de Janeiro TV station now
features a prime-time, two-hour disco
show. and there are several similar shows
on other Brazilian stations. This TV ex-
posure is especially significant since live
performances by internationally known ar-
tists are rare outside of Rio’s luxury hotels.

Vias credits videotapes of the Village
People for helping to break the group in
Latin America. “Thisis one of the things that
perhaps has helped to break disco music.’
he added.

Despite the influence of television,
however, it is the dancing in disco clubs,
here as elsewhere, that has been the basis
of the disco explosion. According to Vias,
“There are some fabulous clubs all over the
continent. And the ones that opened a year
ago are already expanding.”

The NAB has asked the U.S. Court of Appeals for
Washington D.C. not to dismiss the review of The Memorandum of Understanding bet-
ween the Federal Communications Commission and the Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission. The NAB feels that the present interagency agreement deprives broad-
casters of their due process rights and uniawfully extends the jurisdiction of the EEOC.
Requests for dismissal of that review have been made by the FCC. the EEOC and
Citizens Communications Center. The Memorandum, which was adopted last July, allows
the agencies to exchange information that relates to broadcast licensees’ employment
I policies and practices, and designates the FCC as the EEOC's

MUSIC DIRECTOR PROFILE — Johnny Morris celebrated his
tenth anniversary at KDIA in QOakland, Calif., this past April 1.
Morris’ lengthy broadcasting career started at the tender age of 8,
when he became interested in electronics, and subsequently built
his own radio station, Which served a two-block area of his
neighborhood. His station was the only R&B formatted station in
Fresno, Calif. at that time, so consequently, he became the hit of the
neighborhood, and actually had a couple of friends doing air-shifts
with his station. Morris remembers that on numerous occasions
when he was broadcasting in his room, his grandparents, whom he lived with in Fresno,
thought he was talking to himself. His family eventually were influential in helping him get
his tirst real radio job at 12 years old. He worked at KGST, which is now an all Spanish sta-
tion, untilhe moved to San Francisco when he was 15. Morris started doing church remotes
for KSOL/AM. which eventually led him to an air shift, and by the time he was 17, he was
also chief engineer at the station. Morris worked at KSOL from 1963 to 1969, using the air
name of Ronnie Dark. Those who influenced his career during his formative years were
Tom Johnson, operations manager at KSOL. He also mentioned Sly Stone, who came to
the station in 1964. Morris recalls, “Even though he was as new to the business as I was, he
seemed to have a natural talent, and was able to help me with my career.”
ARTIST ACTIVITY — Aretha Franklin put the finishing touches on her upcoming album
last week at the Record Plantin Los Angeles. It was produced by Van McCoy and Charlie
Kipps . . . MCA Records held a press conference at the Soviet Consulate in San Francisco
last week. commemorating B.B. King’'s tour in the U.S.S.R. King is the first R&B oriented
artist to tour that country, and the first American artist to make such an extensive tour,
which was four weeks long and included 22-dates. The press conference started with a
speech by Alexander Zimchuk, the Soviet Consulate General. King also spoke, and there
was a question and answer session from the press directed at both men. Sid Sidenberg,
King’s manager, and John Smith, vice president of the black music division at MCA, were
also on the board tielding questions. In explaining his feeling about the tour. King said,

Keenan and Cohen, most of the retailers
surveyed spoke of significant expansion
plans.

South Still Open

A number of retailers pointed to the
south and southeast as the most open
areas for expansion. By the same token,
California was cited by many as the area
nearest the saturation point.

The Stark/Camelot chain, which had 77
outlets a year ago, opened its 89th store
recently and is planning to build another
five 1o seven Camelot mall locations this
year.

“California may be oversaturated, but
notwhere we are, east of Kansas City,” says
Stark/Camelot purchasing vice president
Joe Bressi. “We're bullish on the industry.
We want to get a bigger slice of the retail-
ing pie, and to do this we've got to limit the
speed on our expansion. By proceeding
with caution we can continue to grow,
especially ir the south and southeast.”

“The southeast as a region is still wide
open,” insists Steve Libman, vice presi-
dent/general manager of Atlanta-based
Emerald City Records. “We now have eight
Oz stores and five Music Scenes, and we
hope to open five more stores this calendar
year in the southeast. Our plan is to open
mostly freestanding locations, but we won't
turn down great mall locations. We'd just
rather give that six percent that goes to the
mall back to our customers instead.’

Although Libman is enthusiastic about
the southeast in general, he does believe
Atlanta has reached the saturation point.

“We've got Oz, Franklin. Chapter il
Specs, Peaches, Turtles and a iot of indies
in Atlanta. including a lot of L.A.-type
superstores,” says Libman. “I don’t think
there’s much room left here.”

But Al Levinson, president of Turtles
Records and Tapes in Atlanta, disagrees.

“Tight money and competition hasn'’t
kept McDonald's and K mart from building
more and more outlets,” Levinson notes. “A
year ago we had four stores, now we've got

10 and I'd like to open another five here this
year. Turtles might not be able to float 200
record stores in Atlanta, but| don't see why
we can’t have 30.

“Our philosophy is to go where the
people are.” adds Levinson. “That's why we
stay away from superstores and build
2.000-3.000 square foot neighborhood
stores instead.”

Tom Keenan of Everybody’s in the
Pacific northwest sees the opportunities for
retail growth in the south all the way from
Portland. but he is puzzled by the retailing
patterns further down his own coast.

“It's clear that there's tremendous room
for growth in the south.” says Keenan, who
hopes to add four stores in the next year in
the same markets as his current six, “but it
always amazes me when new stores open
in California.”

California

California. the nation's most populous
state. home base for much of the music
industry and already the most competitive
retail market. will continue to see more
record stores opening up in the coming
months. according to the retailers sur-
veyed.

Music Plus. for example, is planning to
open two stores later this year, bringing its
total to 20, all in southern California. The
new stores will be similar to the rest of the
Music Plus chain, 3,000 sq. ft. and free-
standing. according to company president
Lou Fogelman.

Licorice Pizza, which had 20 outlets a
year ago and now has 25, all in southern
California, expects to open another 10
stores in the same area over the next 18
months, according to John Bosshard, vice
president of merchandising. Most Licorice
Pizza stores are now 3,000 sq. ft., but
recently the chain has begun to move
toward 6,000 sq. ft. iocations.

“As long as the labels keep producing
viable product we will continue to grow,”
says Bosshard. “Now we're looking at
malls. shopping centers and freestanding
stores. whatever seems right under the

KILLED IN THE LINE OF DUTY — Eddie Jefferson, a pioneering vocalist who was one of
the first to put lyrics to improvised jazz solos, was slain May 9 in the early morning hours
following an opening engagement at Baker's Keyboard Lounge in Detroit. He was 60. Ac-
cording to the police report, Jefferson had emerged from the club and was walking toward
a car waiting to pick him up when a late model Lincoln pulled up alongside him. Witnesses
say a maninthe car (apparently the driver, who was alone) fired four shotgun blasts, which
struck Jefferson in the chest, before making a U-turn and speeding away.

‘LITTLE GIANT’ UPDATE — The return of Johnny Griffin to the U.S. last year was a big
story. since the “little giant” was in top notch form and his style of fire and brimstone tenor
is not heard that frequently anymore. Now comes a pair of interesting items concerning
Johnny Griffin: he will appear at three different Newport Jazz Festival shows June 23 at
Carnegie Hall. June 30 at Saratoga and July 1 at the 52nd Street Fair and do a week at The
Vitlage Vanguard July 3-8; and Galaxy has released his first U.S.-recorded LP in many,
many years.

The album. “Return of the Griffin," features Ronnie Matthews, Ray Drummond, and
Keith Copeland. the same rhythm section that made last year's tour. Theremainder of Grif-
fin's summer tour will be brief. with stops scheduled only for Chicago, Dayton, In-
dianapotlis. Baltimore and Washington, D.C. According to Maxine Greg of Ms. Manage-
ment. the jazz management firm which persuaded Griffin to end his 15 year European ex-
ile. a larger tour will be set for the fall.

ON THE CLUB SCENE — Oscar Brashear joined Michael Franks' band for a thoroughly
pleasing set recently atL.A.'s Roxy . . . The Dave Liebman Quintet with Randy Brecker did
aweek at Fat Tuesday’sinNYC . . . Also in the Apple, Wilbert Longmire played the Bottom
Line with Mongo Santamaria May 9 and 10 in an all Tappan Zee show . . . Gabor Szabo,
recently signed to Atlantic, was on stage for a couple of nights at L.A.'s Starwood.

THE LATEST CRUSADE — MCA recording artists the Crusaders, never ones to sitaround
with idle time on their hands, are as busy as ever at the moment. Just as their new “Street
Life” album was hitting the stores last week, “Stix” Hooper. Joe Sample & Wilton Felder
went back into the studio to begin work on Hooper's debut solo effort. Word is that Hooper
will be writing most of the material for the LP. as well as handle the vocal parts on several of
the tracks. The band recently completed a tour of the east coast and south, and a
spokesman for the group says it will probably be another month or month and a half before
they hit the road in support of the new album. In any case. the title cut, which features an
outstanding performance by vocalist Randy Crawford, sounds like the ideal choice for a
single. Meanwhile. Mobile Fidelity Sound Lab. through its Original Master Recording
series. last week released “Rainbow Seeker,” Sample's first solo album. This is a limited
edition audiophile edition of the original, remastered at half speed and pressed on special
Japanese vinyl.

COMMODORE REVITALIZED — Milt Cabler’'s famed Commodore label is back in
business. Columbia Special Products is handling distribution and the first ten LPs hit this
past week. Artists involved are: Eddie Condon, Wild Bill Davison, Joe Bushkin, Mel
Powell, Lester Young, Ben Webster, Don Byas, Billie Holiday, Jelly Roll Morton, Bud
Freeman, Max Kaminsky, Jack Teagarden, and Coleman Hawkins. For those who may be
unaware of the significance of Commodeore, it should be noted that this was the very firstin-
dependent jazz label and dates from 1936. For the next 15 or so years, Commodore
covered the small band swing scene as well as any label. The music has been previously
available on Mainstream and Atlantic, but generally, those issues do not compare with
these new packages. John Franks, head of CSP, is hoping for another Commodorerelease
by the end of the year. and there are hopes for at least another release beyond that.

This rumor makes periodic appearances at least once a year but this year's edition
seems even closer to fruition: Miles Davis and Gil Evans are talking seriously and expect to
go into the recording studio soon.

Lee Hartstone, president of Integrity
Entertainment, California’s biggest retailer
operating the Wherehouse, Big Ben's and
Hits For All chains, declined to comment on
his company’s expansion plans.

Bob Delanoy. manager of Tower
Records on Sunset Strip in Hollywood,
admits that parts of California are getting
over-crowded, but he says Tower will con-
tinue to grow no matter what the competi-
tion does.

“There's always room for our kind of
store,” says Delanoy, referring to the size of
Tower stores, always 7,000 sq. ft. or more.
“We are full-catalog stores and we'll sur-
vive when the ‘hits’-type stores are hurt-
ing.

According to Delanoy. Tower, which
arew from 19 to 23 stores in the past year,
will have 28 or 29 outlets by the year's end.

“The L.A. basin is getting a little crowded
with record stores. but there are lots of peo-
ple here and also lots of industry support,”
notes Delanoy. “Toweris always going to be
a force here. Russ Solomon (owner of
Tower Records) wants California — he'll
outlast everyone else.”

\

There are now 16 Washington, D.C.-

based Waxie Maxie stores, the same
number as a year ago. But Waxie Maxie's
Mark Silverman indicates the chain will be
adding three new locations this year.

Among chains specializing in black-
oriented product, the retail explosion is
also still in effect.

Cletus Anderson, president of L.A’s VIP
Records, says he is looking to double his
number of franchised units in the next year.
Anderson now owns one store and has 10
franchises.

The east coast Soul Shack chain, which
grew from three to five stores in the last
year. is hoping to open another store in the
next two months. according to president
George Gillespie. All Sou!l Shack locations
are freestanding.

Record Bar

Record Bar is one of the biggest retail
chains with 88 stores across the country,
primarily in the southeast and midwest.
And the chain has one of the biggest ex-
pansion plans, too.

“We don’t think the retail boom has
peaked yet,” explains Phil Goiden. Record
Bar executive vice president. “We plan to
open six more stores by September and
another 15-20 next year. We'll stick pretty
much to what's been successful for us so

far. mall-oriented growth.”

The Detroit-based Harmony House
chain is looking at a slower growth plan,
according to divisional manager Bill Thom.

“The retail boom may slack off dueto in-
flation,” speculates Thom. “We're plan-
ning to grow slowly, adding maybe one or
two stores per year.” Last year Harmony
House added two stores, bringing its total
to 10.

Little Financing Problem

Despite current economic trends of infla-
tion, tight money and high interest rates,
few retailers expressed concerns about
raising money for expansion.

“We are tightening our belts some until
sales pick up,” says Lou Fogelman, “but
financing our new stores is not really a
problem.”

“It's more expensive to open stores
now.” admits Joe Bressi. “We've had to
tighten inventories and be more careful, but
overall we're a healthy company and we
can take care of our own financing.

One retailer who did express concern
with financing is Everybody’s Tom Keenan.
Keenan has spent the past few years
expanding his existing stores, but he is
looking to add new stores this year.

“You better believe getting money is a

problem.” says Keenan. “Money is very
tight now, and awfully expensive.”
Retail Promotions

As new stores continue to open and
competition grows more fierce, more and
more retailers are looking to promotions to
improve their relative positions in the
market.

“You haveto be creative and have some-
thing going all the time,” says Emerald
City's Libman. “We don't just open our
doors in the morning. We've got in-store
discos. dance contests. giveaways — what-
ever brings people in that doesn’t involve
giving away product.”

“Last weekend we wentto $4.44 for $7.98
list albums for the firsttime,” reports Waxie
Maxie's Silverman. “We don't like to sell at
$4.44. but the promotion worked this time
and if we have to keep it up we will.”

‘We want to provide a stimulating en-
vironment. make the store entertaining in
itself,” says Licorice Pizza's Bosshard.
“We've found that in-store video cassettes
work very well in bringing customers into
the store.”

But Keenan says getting people into the
store is not the problem.

“Trafficisn't the problem, the problem is
sales,” concludes Keenan.

dition. Jet acts Trickster, Magnum and Alan
Price performed at a gala banquet on April
28.

Impressive Display

The product presentation was preceded
by a welcoming speech delivered by Arden.
JetU K. sales director Ray Cooper directed
an elaborate video talent display, which
spotlighted the current Jet roster including
Alan Price, Adrian Gurvitz, Louis Clark.
Trickster. Raymond Froggat, Violinski.
Magnum and ELO. New product from each
act was presented. concluding with a show-
ing of new ELO point-of-sale materials,
presented by Jet L.A. staffer Paul Gross.

One of the high points of the convention
was the worldwide seminar. With panelists
Ray Cooper of Jet, Bob Egerton of F.W.
Woolworth U.K.. Lauri Krieger of Harlequin
Records U.K., Wolfgang Muller. a German
Record retailer. and John Cohen, president
of the Ohio-based U.S. chain, Disc Records
and Tapes. the seminar generated more
enthusiasm among participants than any
other discussion. Topics discussed in-
cluded: the selling of ELO catalog
worldwide, increased dealer participation
in record company projects, the escalating
importance of singles in the world market,
artist career developments, and Jet
Records’ and CBS Records' worldwide
relationship.

During the final session, David Lieber-
man. chairman of Minneapolis-based
Lieberman Enterprises. raised several in-
teresting points aboutindustry intentions to
fill increased leisure time in people’s lives.
Of the convention in general, Lieberman
said: “This first-ever Jet convention has
given everybody a feeling for the company
and its product. It has also given us an op-
portunity to meet and interface with our
U K. counterparts, which has shown us a
different perspective.”

Lieberman went on to explain the main
difference between retailing in the U.K. and
the U.S.A. — “The whole U.S. approach to
selling is based on competitive ‘chasing’ by
aggressive discounting, whereas here
(UK.} there is not such a heavy emphasis
on that." he said.

During the dinner. actress Britt Eklund.
who is now managed by Don Arden.
presented gold discs marking sales of the
ELO boxed set “Three Light Years,”" to CBS
area sales managers George Logan, John
Young. Joe Redmond, Mike Robertson and
Jim Evans; field managers Neville Sum-
mers and John Aston, Steve Ayers of the
CBS head office and Ray Cooper of the Jet
U.K. office.

David Arden, vice president of Jet-U K.
and Europe. discussed the purpose behind
the three-day event: “Originally itwas Don’s

idea. He wanted to bring over some of the
major buyers from the states, to show them
what Jet was all about.”

According to Steve Slutzah. director of
product management west coast, for CBS’
Epic. Portrait and Associated Labels. the
convention accomplished that — and
more. “The accounts werereally impressed
by the sophistication of the product presen-
tation.” he says. “Seldom do they get to see
such a thorough and comprehensive
audio-visual program as the one put
together by Jet.

“Besides getting to see the acts and hear
music from the new releases. the dealers
got a full run down on the marketing cam-
paign behind the product. including
national advertising buys and point of
purchase display materials. As a result.
they will be much more receptive to Jet
releases.

“So what the convention did was rein-
force the identity of the entire Jet roster and
get the accounts excited about upcoming
albums by Jet artists.”

“So
soundtracks are going to be one of our pri-
mary concerns in the immediate future.”

He notes that the recent convention pro-
vided an opportunity for dealers to be-
come acquainted with advertising and mer-
chandising support for upcoming Jet re-
leases.

Arden believes strongly in the power of
creative in-store displays to stimulate
record sales. Citing the effectiveness of the
elaborate merchandising aids that accom-
panied ELO's last album, he says Jet will
provide similar display tools designed to
boost sales of the group’s new “Discovery”
LP.

LATIN BEAT

Born April 28, 1950, William Anthony
Colon has been one of the most prolific and
popular composer-performers in the Latin
industry.

His first instrument was the flute, and
based on the needs of his Boy Scout Troop
he later changed it to the bugle. His
grandmother bought him his first trumpet
and it was during this time that he formed a
sidewalk troupe called the Dandees.

This young veteran started his
professional musical career at the tender
age of 15 with a 16 piece orchestra called
“The Latin Jazz All Stars,” hoping that such
an impressive name would land them play-
ing dates.

Once again he switched instruments, this
time to trombone, and he organized yet
another group, an eight-piece combo
called “La Dinamica.” The performing
engagements were more frequent, usually
at neighborhood places like the Embassy
Ballroom and Colgate Gardens.

This time also marks Willie's emergence
into the recording business, his first 45 on
the Futura label was “Fuego Al Barrio”/“Se
Baila Mejor.” It was in the middle of
recording his first album that the company
ran out of funds, bringing Willie and the
project to a standstill.

Irv Greenbaum who had engineered
Willie's sessions. then put him in touch with
Jerry Masucci, president of Fania Records
and the rest as the cliche goes is history.

It was 1967 when the first LP, “El Malo,”
was released featuring Hector Lavoe on
vocals. The new band was now appearing
in the better known New York clubs, likethe
Village Gate. Hunts Point Palace and the
Bronx Casino.

"Jazzy” was his first hit, creating a new
wave of sounds. The boogaloo was the
reigning sound at this time and Willie came
along and introduced a unique style which
remains unmatched even today. He ex-
perimented with jazz, Brazilian and Pan-
amanian rhythms incorporating themto the
folkloric melodies of Puerto Rico, turning
ontheyounger latin New York generation to
his own brand of Salsa.

In 1970 he received his first gold record
from the LP “Cosa Nuestra” for the single
“Che Che Cole.” At this point his career was
in full flight. his compositions were
transcending frontiers and he undertakes
his first international tour, playing in
Caracas, Panama. Santo Domingo,
Curacao, Aruba and Bon Air.

The trombone style of Willie accom-
panied by the naturally jibaro sound of Hec-
tor Lavoe made them the hottest band in
the Latin circuit.

records.

Willie who has been recording with Fania
Records from the beginning and who has
played and broken records in South
America, France, Africa and the Caribbean
is still going strong and his career is taking
a new turn with the release of his first solo
project appropriately titled, “Solo.”

Bally

Expanded Role For Distribs

CHICAGO — Jack Shawcross is manager
of the New York State territory for Bally
Northeast. He is based at the distributor’s
Syracuse branch, which is housed in a 7,-
000 sq. ft. building but is in the process of
expanding and will soon relocate to more
than double the space of its present facility.

“We are also increasing our road staff,
and will be putting more of our people outin
the field.” Shawcross said. explaining that
this will be especially beneficial to the
smaller operators, and those in remote
areas. who are not always free to travel to
the office to take advantage of the many
services Bally northeast has to offer. The
road people will have technical knowledge
and will also be equipped to provide
assistance with financing, budgets. and any
other business problems operators might
have. “Our technicians are available at any
time to go to an area to conduct a school for
an operator or a group of operators,” ac-
cording to Shawcross.

He feels that a distributor’'s respon-
sibility, while essentially sales oriented.
does not end there and he puts a lot of per-
sonal energy into promotion and merchan-
dising programs, service schools, tourna-
ments and other back-up projects which
are geared to benefit the operator. Not long
ago, the Bally Northeast-Syracuse branch
ran a special promotion to induce mem-
bership in the area’s state association.
What they did was allow discounts on

specific equipment purchases and these
discounts equaled the cost of ayear’s dues.
Flea Market

Shawcross was also instrumental in in-
itiating the distributor's flea market sale
which runs once or twice a year and has
been very active in area tournaments, such
as the Irving Kaye Hurricane series. which
Bally Northeast co-sponsors. and the New
York State Pinball Tournament. For these
events, the distributor provides. and main-
tains. the equipment used in play during
tournament competition and contributes to
the various prizes awarded. Additionally, a
lot of man hours go into advance prepara-
tions. promotion and coordination. Why ail
the effort? "“Basically., we do this to
stimulate the market,” Shawcross said, be
it for pinballs, toosballs or whatever
machine is being used in the tournament,
“and to provide operators the opportunity
to see and compare equipment.”

Service schools are another very impor-
tant function at the Syracuse branch. In ad-
dition to factory sponsored service schools,
the distributor has a comprehensive
program of in-house classes. “We have
been running monthly service schools for
operators to orient them on pingames and
electronic technology,” explained Shaw-
cross. “Our own mechanics conduct these
classes and the instructionis basic, more or

CHICAGO — The latest technical innova-
tion on Williams Electronics, Inc. pinball
games is “total front-end programming,”
which means that all game adjustments can
be made from the front door without the
necessity of removing the backglass. The
new concept was initiated on the factory's
highly successful “Flash” pinball machine.

“The new system will allow quick and
easy adjustment of all game settings and
features,” explained Ron Crouse, Williams’
marketing manager. “In addition, we have
incorporated many more game adjust-
ments to provide the optimum setting for
each location.” The new programming
technique is as “easy as one, two, three,” he
continued. First, put the game in program-
ming mode by pushing one button; second,
select the feature you wish to change and
third, set the adjustment using the credit
pushbutton. All information is displayed to

the operator at all times on the score dis--

plays or, as Crouse puts it, “What you see is
what you get.”

The audit information has also been
greatly expanded to provide operators with
all the information they need to maximize
earnings. Not only are the number of coins
totalled. but also the number of high
scores, extra balls, and even ball time are
now computed and displayed at the touch
of a button.

The new system, which has been widely

acclaimed in “Flash,” has been incor-
porated in Williams’ latest wide body game,
“Stellar Wars,” which is now in production.

He also
enlightened us to the fact that the distrib is soon to take on Irving Kaye’s new pool table,
“Silver Shadow,” and that Rowe would probably hold a small promotion or school on the
new merchandise.

CINEMATRONICS' DAVE STROUD told us that the manufacturer is currently testing two
new vectorbeam video games and that they look quite promising. Cinematronics’ vice
president of marketing, Tom Stroud, was the manufacturer's representative at the Ohio
State Coin Association convention recently.

The 1979 period includes a net foreign
currency exchange loss of $210,000 (2
cents per share). The corresponding
period of 1978 reflects a gain of $320,000 (3
cents per share).

Commenting upon the just reported first
quarter results, Bally chairman and presi-
dent William O’'Donnell noted that he was
“especially pleased with the results since
they represented not only a record first
quarter, but also the highest revenues and
net income for any quarter in Bally's
history.”

In reviewing first quarter operations,
O’Donnell singled out four areas which
paved the way to the record results.

Pinball Sales Up

“Shipments of pinball machines were
sharply higher versus a year ago,” O’'Don-
nell stated, “‘reflecting the substantially in-
creased share of the pinball market which
Bally gained during 1978 and into 1979
following the introduction of our new all
solid-state line of equipment.”

“As for slot machine sales,” O’'Donnell
noted, “we are continuing to experience
strong demand for our Silver Dollar slot
machine which did so well for us in 1978.

“Third, we are extremely pleased by the
first quarter results of our amusement ar-
cade game sales,” O'Donnell went on to
say. “Revenues are running sharply ahead
of last year in response primarily to
favorable market acceptance of new ar-
cade games.

“Finally,” noted O’'Donnell “our Aladdin’s
Castle family arcade centers division, once
again, recorded continuing gains in
revenues.

“There is every reason to be optimistic
for the balance of 1979 which we fully ex-
pect will beanother record yearin revenues
and earnings for Bally,” O’'Donnell con-
cluded.

less, and geared to on location service.”

Shawcross has been with Bally
Northeast for five years but his tenure in the
coin machine business is 29 years. His first
job upon graduating from Rider University
of Trenton, New Jersey in 1950 (with a
degree in business administration) was
with John Bilotta's distributorship in
Newark. He served as manager of the
Bilotta firm until 1955 when he went on his
own as an operator for acouple of years. He
then joined the Rowe organization at the
time the company was opening up a factory
owned distributorship in New York State
and remained there until joining Bally-
Northeast.

Looking Ahead

What's ahead for the coin machine in-
dustry? Based on the results of the first
quarter. Shawcross sees 1979 as “a great
year.” There's a lot of good equipment on
the market, he pointed out, stressing that
equipment today is more reliable than it has
ever been and has more earnings potential
for the operator. For Bally Northeast, ex-
pansion will continue. The firm recently
opened an office in Buffalo and Shawcross
says that within the next couple of months a
branch will be opened up in Albany.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN. NYC — ltis
unusual for a new act to be able to fill the
Garden, but not when two of the musicians
involved are Ron Wood and Keith Richards
of the Rolling Stones. So enthusiastic was
the audience, in fact, that they refused to
leave the auditorium after the New Bar-
barians’ show was over.

Ron Wood, of course, recently released
his debut solo LP for Columbia, “Gimme
Some Neck.” The backup players on that
album, however, varied from cut to cut, and
the New Barbarians’ lineup on their cur-
rent tour is different from any of the lineups
on the album. In addition to Wood on lead
guitar and lead vocals and Richards on
rhythm quitar and vocals, the performing
band included drummer Ziggy Modeliste,
lan McLagan on keyboards, Stanley Clarke
on bass. and Bobby Keyes on tenor sax.

Perhaps because of the changed lineup,
not many tunes in the two-hour set were
drawn from ‘Ron Wood's album. Instead,
there were covers of such rock and blues
classics as Chuck Berry's "Sweet Little
Rock ‘N' Roller” and B.B. King's “Rock Me
Baby.” as well as versions of Stones songs
like “Love In Vain,” “Honky Tonk Women,
and “Jumpin’ Jack Flash.”

The latter performances pointed up the
fact that Wood, despite his Rod Stewart-
inspired, glittery stage persona, is not the
lead singer that either Stewart or Mick
Jagger is. At times recalling (yes!) Bob
Dylan in his latest incarnation, Wood's
coarse, rough voice conveyed rock ‘n’ roll
power without the emotional nuances
limned by Jagger and Stewart. This was
especially clear in ballads like “Seven
Days” from “Gimme Some Neck.”

Nevertheless, this is a good band. Wood.
Richards and Clarke contributed several
blazing gquitar jams, and Clarke and
Modeliste formed a solid rhythm section. In
fact, Clarke, whose previous work has been
in the jazz fusion area. seems to have the
potential to rival Jack Bruce in the rock
arena. Between riffs by the other players.
he wove in subtle cross-rhythms that made
his performance a standout. And he prac-
tically brought down the house with a
superbly executed solo. ken terry

harlie Daniels Band
Henry Paul Band

NASSAU COLISEUM, LONG ISLAND —
The Rebel Flags were flying at the concert
that headlined the Charlie Daniels Band
and featured the Henry Paul Band. Both
groups play a brand of post-Allman
Brothers, good-old-boys rock and roll, and
the young, flannel-shirted crowd that sold
out the Coliseum enthusiastically partook
of the spirit of country celebration.
Daniets was characteristically
professional, supported by a big backup
band that included two drummers, two
female singers, three guitars and five
horns. Daniels played a well-paced set that
featured many songs from his new Epic
album, “Miltion Mile Reflections,” as well as
drawing liberally from his extensive
catalogue. He opened with “Passing Lane,”
a funky, fuzz-guitar song of the highway,
then moved to “Jitterbug,” a classically
rocking shuffle that featured some exciting
slide guitar. Other highlights of Daniels’ set
were the slow, introspective “Reflections”
and a rousing medley of Daniels’ classic

tunes, including “Long Haired Country
Boy,” “Uneasy Rider,” "Potion for Pain,”
and “Birmingham Blues.”

The Henry Paul Band offered a fine set
that stylistically shared Daniels’ southern-
rock bent, but was laced with harmonica
lines and sweet harmonies. Paul, a veteran
of the rock circuit — untii recently he han-
dled guitar chores for the Outlaws —
proved to be an affable performer. Spicing
his material with patter like, “little Jack
Daniels to quench the thirst,” Paul featured
material from his band’'s debut album on
Atlantic, “Grey Ghost.” Highlights of his set
included the Allmanesque “Lonely Drifter,”
which elicited a footstomping reaction from
the crowd, and the rocking yet lilting “Grey
Ghost.” which was dedicated to the late
Ronnie Van Zandt.

CONCERTS BY THE SEA, REDONDO
BEACH — Esther Phillips served up a saucy
blend of pop/jazz/R&B sounds during her
recent four-night run at this intimate jazz
spot on Los Angeles’ Fisherman’s Wharf

Friday's show could have been subtitied
‘audience participation night,” as Esther
showed she is a superb talent and an
equally gifted entertainer. A sample ex-
change between Esther and a member of
the audience:

Fan: “You're causing trouble in the back
row. Esther.”

Phitlips: “That's why we're here — to
cause trouble.”

The crowd had little trouble recognizing
the songs in her hour-long set. Most of the
tunes were drawn from her last Mercury
album. all well executed by Esther and her
five-piece band.

Opening set highlights included a stylish
re-working of the early Lennon-McCartney
ballad. “And | Love Him.” and a disco
arrangement of the standard “Our Day Will
Come.” “Hope You'll Be Very Unhappy
Without Me" was a gem from her soon-to-
be-released “Here’s Esther Phillips . . . Are
You Ready?" album and ideally suited to
her style.

That style is rooted in the Dinah
Washington tradition. a fact that was
brought home forcefully on the 30-year-old
Washington blues classic. “Long John."
The commedienne in Esther shined
through on the song. which was augmented
by her rollicking piano solo.

She closed with “Native New Yorker.” an
up-tempo ballad that benefitted from Es-
ther's tartly soulful sound. alan sutton

ay Ferguson

TENNESSEE THEATER. NASHVILLE —
Jay Ferguson is one of those artists who
always has a new ace up his sieeve. After
more than a decade in the music business.
this master of rhyme and rhythm has been
the driving force behind two critically suc-
cessful bands; Spirit, the well-received
aroup of the late '60s, and Jo Jo Gunne.
whose release “Run Run Run’” was Asylum
Records’ first big hit.

Now Ferguson is out on his own, touring
to support his third solo release, “Real Life
Ain't This Way.” Notably, the venue
Ferguson is performing in on this occasion
is an old renovated theater, and his is the
first musical act to performin the building in
many a year. Unfortunately, as Ferguson
was to say later in the concert, he was the

guinea pig for the newly revived arena.
Plagued by sound and light problems the
entire evening, Ferguson was hard put to
keep the energy flow of the concert going.
But, by sheer charismatic power and
abounding initiative, the California singer
was not only able to keep the attention of
the predominantly teenage audience. but
win over a whole new crop of fans as well.

Ferguson's show is a combination of in-
spiring musical talent and endless motion.
Backed by a more than able four-piece
band, he opened the set with his current
single, “Shakedown Cruise,” and
proceeded to introduce the audience to a
well-balanced mixture of hits from the past
and future singles to watch out for.

“All Alone In The End Zone,” a cut from
his first Elektra/Asylum solo effort, was
dedicated to Nashville’s E/A staff, and was
probably the strongest offering of a very
solid set.

Jay Ferguson is a live wire all right —
there's no mistaking that. This tour should
once again implant him in the mind of the
rock world — but this time around not as a
member of a very hotband, butas asolo ar-
tist to be reckoned with.  jennifer bohler

ou Reed

THE ROXY, L.A. — L.A. rock fans were
treated to a walk on the wild side recently
when Lou Reed and his entourage blew into
town for an appearance at The Roxy. Reed
has always been one of the most compell-
ing and mysterious performers in rock, and
he lived up to even the most avid fans’ ex-
pectations at the performance.

Resplendent in his famous black
leathers and jeans, Reed took the stage ina
business-like manner (with his Street Has-
sle band) and launched into a torrid version
of the classic “Sweet Jane.” Gone was the
usual in-between song patter that have led
many critics to lable him the Lenny Bruce of
rock ‘n’ rofl.

Reed’'s unusual warbling voice was in
fine form as he continued through his set
with nary a pause. Highlights of the 1'% hour
set included: “I Wanna Be Black,” “Coney
Island Baby,” “Sad Song,” “Caroline” and
“I'll Be Your Mirror.” However the most
engaging moments of the show came dur-
ing his epic, “Street Hassle,” which with its
almost barogque melody, totally enraptured
the crowd.

Two sonas off his new album, “The Bells,”
a haunting tale of a man on the brink of
suicide, and the joyous, “l Want To Boogie
With You,” were received by the crowds as
though they were Reed classics.

Reed's songs are as close as rock comes
to art. “Take A Walk On The Wild Side,”
performed in its famous talky jive manner,
iS a virtual essay on the early Warhol set,
and his renowned “Heroin” has lyrics that
read like a page out of William S.
Burroughs’ “Naked Lunch.” Reed perfor-
med both those anthems as his encore. The
cultish crowd was on the verge of hysteria
throughout the great rock ‘n’ roll figure's

ohn Cale

THE WHISKY, L.A. — A sell-out crowd of
devotees greeted John Cale at his opening
night set here, despite the fact that Cale has
neither a new album out nor a contract with
a major label. The reputation of the man
clearly precedes him, as the former

founding member of the Velvet Un-
derground with Lou Reed. helped to
pioneer a progressive strain in rock ‘n’ roll
that has somehow mutated into what we
now know as “new wave."

His performance was truly compelling,
as he unleashed his manic energy upon
guitar and keyboards while assisted vocally
by Deerfrance. who stepped out during a
solo spot in a more experimental song,
“Even Cowgirls Get The Blues.” Cale stuck
to a wailing rock format throughout most of
the set, straying into country only briefly
during "Hold Me Down."” “Dirty Ass Rock ‘N’
Roll.” a set standard from his last Island
Records collection, “Guts,” was more
familiar to his fans and drew generous ap-
plause.

His five-member combo, which included
Mark Aarons on guitar, Joe Bidewell on
piano. Doug Bowne on drums and George
Scott on bass. easily handled the shifting
textures and moods of Cale’s composi-
tions, from araucous “wall-of-sound.” such
as on his second encore “Pablo Picasso.’
to the spare shadings of “Cowgirls.”
However, judging from the overwhelming
reception given to such established
material as “‘Heartbreak Hotel,” Cale
could have provided more variety from the
predominance of new songs.

All in all. though, the show confirmed
Cale’s ability and foresight in charting new
and intriguing paths in rock and he should
be able to find a label that will accept hisun-
ique musical approach. In the meantime,
some of his product will be available to his
legion of fans in America as imports on his
own Spy Records. michael glynn

SANTA MONICA CIVIC — Almost a year to
the date, U.K. re-appeared at the same
venue they had dazzled the first time
around and, quite simply, repeated the feat
in front of an SRO fan club-dominated
audience. It was a show of strength for both
band and crowd alike, and it worked
beautifully on both counts.

As a live trio and for the type of music
they produce, U.K. is now on an even
footing artistically with prog-trio mainstays
E.L.P. and easy heirs to the challenge of ex-
panding the artificial musical boundaries
three-member groups have to contend with.
U.K.'s set was a tour-de-force of excellent
rock ensemble playing which, however,
also hinted at limitless unrealized potential
in the number of musical avenues that a
trio can explore.

The main melodic thrust falls on Eddie
Jobson who takes up the departed
Holdsworth’'s guitar slack by spending
more time in the midst of a formidable array
of what are inadequatly referred to as
“keyboards.” A reported bruising of his
right hand during an opening moment of
playing frenzy was never noticed as he also
made all too brief forays into his second in-
strument, the electric violin.

As a rhythm section, Wetton and Bozzio
compiiment each other with a hand in glove
ease that was most evident in how natural
and effortless Bozzio's percussive con-
tributions seemed to the total sound. Bass
player John Wetton has a giddy
chameleon-like history that may finally
come to rest with U.K., where his for-
midable skills as both a bassist’s bassist
and a distinctive vocalist (a major portion of
U.K.'s individualistic sound is his breathy,
ethereal tenor) are being showcased at
their best.

U.K. had a point to prove with this tour
and it was simply one of illustrating that
