Promotion Overkill 
Dear Editor: 

With regard to your editorial of May 19th: Asa member 
of the record community in a time of massive unemploy- 
ment amongst our numbers, your piece shows insensi- 
tive disregard of the facts about promotion as well as a 

surprising naivete about its logistics. It may be sweet of 
you to be so concerned about the fragile sensibilities of 
programming personnel but there are many areas in 

which you're completely off base. Here are a few: 
1. The suggestion that six people from six varying 

corners of the industry (promotion, management, 
publishing. etc.) get together to communicate and plan 
strategy is logistically impossible, and your comment that 
we should all choose a sole representative to talk to each 
station is ridiculous. Despite your statement that you are 
not advocating elimination of promotional forces. that is 

lust the kind of thinking that could put many of us right out 

of business ... particularly independent promotion men 
who are a viable and valuable adjunct to many compan- 
ies' own staffs. 

2. Most radio people complain more about the time - 
consumption in reporting to countless trades and tip - 
sheets than they do about promotional overkill. The 
competent programmer learns quickly who is valid and is 

usually appreciative of the information with which we pro- 
vide him. Only in isolated cases are they angry about 
"bombing raids." 

3. The astute promoter will back off immediately if he 
senses that a radio man has been hassled and that may 
bring out a point hidden in your own list of those with 
vested interests. The bombing raid would be diminished if 

the producers would produce, the publishers would 
publish and the managers would manage, leaving the 
promoters to do what they are paid to do and hopefully are 
adept at doing: Promoting! 

Realizing you have only good intentions, let me sum- 
marize by saying that your suggestions are unwieldy and 
impractical. As far as keeping the programmer in good 
spirits is concerned: I find most of them in continually 
good spirits. But then I'd be also if someone was taking me 
to lunch every day.

Higher Vinyl, Pressing Costs 
Seen In Wake Of Oil Crunch 

by Richard Imamura 
LOS ANGELES - While the immediate 
future appears stable, higher prices for 
petroleum -based vinyl resins and, ul- 
timately, for records will be the most likely 
results of the current oil shortage and price 
escalations, according to a number of 
record pressing plants and major suppliers 
of the raw materials. 

Price increases between 2-3 cents per 
pound for polystyrene and PVC (used to 
make records) may be announced as early 

FCC Votes WOL 
License Hearing 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - More than a year 
after payola-plugola charges surfaced 
regarding Sonderling Broadcasting's 
WOL-AM here, the station faces FCC denial 
of its license renewal application. The com- 
mission designated the WOL license for a 

hearing on a 7-0 vote. No date has been set 
and the hearing could be as much as six 
months in the future. 

Meanwhile, several local and out of town 
investors have offered to buy the station, 
making use of the FCC "distress sale" 
policy. Under that policy, the station would 
have to request special relief before its case 
comes to a hearing. It could then be given 
permission to sell at below -market value to 
a buyer "predominantly" made up of 
minorities. About 80% of the fair market 
value is the most the FCC would allow Son- 
derling to sell for. 

Payola-Plugola Target 
Despite the FCC payola-plugola in- 

vestigation of WOL, Sonderling officials in- 
sisted the announcement of the license 
hearing came as a surprise. It has been 
reported that corporate officials thought 
the local disc jockeys would be repriman- 
ded but that the station's license was 
secure. 

Issues which the R&B station are faced 
with include conflict of interest on the part 
of management or employees; alleged 
violation of the payola-plugola sections 01 

the Communications Act, and inadequate 
control of the station by Sonderling Broad- 
casting. In the public hearings which began 
in February 1977, board chairman Ege- 
mont Sonderling and local station 
managers and disc jockeys were 
questioned as to whether some DJs used 
the station to promote concerts which they 
were financially tied to, and whether ex- 
cessive airplay was given to certain records 
by artists whose concerts the jocks were 
promoting. 

as June, said Guy Disch, director of 
marketing/polymers for Tenneco, Inc., one 
of the largest suppliers of the vinyls. "Our 
prices are very dependent upon OPEC 
prices," Disch added, "and as the costs 
spiral, the price of vinyl resins has to be af- 
fected." 

The Keysor Corp of Saugus, Calif., 
another major supplier, has indicated to its 
customers that it is trying to hold the line on 
prices at least until mid -July, but it is 
generally believed that prices will have to 
go up by the fall. 

Based upon this prognosis, it is also 
likely that record pressing plants will even- 
tually have to increase prices to cope with 
the higher cost of materials. "However, I 

doubt that we'll be able to pass on the price 
increase immediately," said Larry Schmidt, 
plant manager from Monarch Records of 
Sun Valley, Calif. 

Monarch, along with Goldisc Recordings 
of Holbrook, N.Y. and Allentown Records of 
Allentown, Pa., comprise the Electrosound 
Group, Inc., a major record pressing com- 
pany. 

While explaining that a 2-3 cents in- 
crease in polystyrene and PVC costs could 
result in a 1 cent per unit (or $10,000 per 
month) jump in costs for Monarch, Schmidt 
hastened to add that the firm would most 
likely "increase our prices when the market 
can bear it."

Criminal I nvestigation Ends In 
Disc Industry Antitrust Probe 

by Alan Sutton 
LOS ANGELES - Federal antitrust officials 
have dropped their criminal investigation of 
the recording industry, Cash Box has lear- 
ned. 

Informed sources report that the Justice 
Department has decided not to seek indict- 
ments against record companies, 
wholesalers or retailers for possible price 
fixing and other antitrust violations. 
However, according to these same 
sources, the government has not indicated 
whether it intends to proceed with a civil in- 
vestigation into alleged anticompetitive ac- 
tivity. 

Barbara Reeves, chief, antitrust division, 
Los Angeles field office, confirmed last 
week that "we will not be filing" indictments, 
but she declined to comment on the future 
of the investigation. 

Two -Year Probe 
The government's decision to drop its 

criminal probe comes more than two years 
after record companies, merchandisers 
and NARM and the RIAA were ordered to 
submit almost all of their business records 
from the last five years, as well as a variety 
of internal communications, to a Federal 
Grand Jury that began hearings here 
March 16, 1977. (Cash Box, Feb. 5, 1977) 

Based on information from outside 
sources and on the text of the subpoenas 
prepared by the four antitrust lawyers par- 
ticipating in the nationwide investigation, 
the probe involves, among other things, the 
following major areas: 

Alleged efforts by some labels to fix 
retail prices and to reduce the industry's 
practice of price discounting, which makes 
retail list prices fictional for most records 
and tapes. 

Multiple pricing structures which offer 
lower prices to large volume customers at 
the expense of smaller "ma and pa" stores, 
refusal to supply some hit records and 
tapes to dealers unless specified quantities 
of certain other records and tapes are 
purchased and the use of free goods, dis- 
counts and advertising subsidies in a way 
that interferes with competition. 

Possible illegal discussions regarding 
prices through such industry -wide trade 
associations as NARM and the RIAA. 

Evidence Gathering 
According to an attorney specializing in 

antitrust cases, such investigations take a 
long time because of the enormous amount 
of materials and testimony that must be 
digested in attempting to prove a con- 
spiracy (such as price fixing) involving a 
number or corporations. 

The initial stage, which involves gather- 
ing subpoenaed documents and interview- 
ing witnesses, can take anywhere from a 

few months to a year or more. 
Next, the inquiry begins to focus in on in- 

dividuals who may have specific knowledge 
of violations. Later, a detailed memo outlin- 
ing the antitrust division's findings, based 
on the evidence that has been ac- 
cumulated, is sent back to Washington, 
D.C. for review by Justice Department of- 
ficials. 

According to a source close to the probe, 
it was at this point in the proceeding that 
Washington recently decided there wasn't 
enough evidence to support a criminal in- 
vestigation. 

Some lawyers representing parties in- 
volved in the probe were then notified of the 
Justice Department's decision via 
telephone calls. 

FDA Fails To Enforce Own 
Laser Lighting Regulations

NEW YORK - Despite the documented 
evidence that eye damage may be caused 
by unregulated use of laser beams at rock 
concerts and discos, an understaffed 
Federal enforcement agency has fai,ed to 
keep pace with the booming laser light 
business. 

Although minimum safety standards for 
laser lights were set forth in February of 
1978 by the Federal Food and Drug Ad- 
ministration in its "Interim Enforcement 
Policy for Laser Light Shows," the FDA divi- 
sion that is responsible for enforcement,

the Bureau of Radiological Health (BRH), 
has a field staff of only three members to 
enforce regulation of faulty systems 
throughout the entire country. And, since 
the issuance of the policy statement, the 
FDA has been able to provide proof of only 
one instance of recall of a faulty, non- 
compliant system, and one other instance 
of a manufacturer being fined. The FDA, 
furthermore, has no figures documenting, 
the number of inspections made or viola- 
tions cited. 

Ironically, this condition exists at a time 
when the use of laser lighting is growing by 
leaps and bounds at rock concerts and in 
the disco field, which has itself exploded 
within the past year. According to Bob Han- 
dren, acting chief of the Bureau of Com- 
pliance of the BRH, "The growth of the use 
of lasers in rock concerts and discos has 
made that area of its use our highest 
priority. And, because of the boom, I would 
guess that there are at least as many non- 
compliant systems as there are compliant 
.. perhaps more." But Handren added 

that "enforcement on our part is very 
limited in terms of manpower and money." 

`Rampant Disregard' 
Dick Sandhaus, president of Science 

Faction, Inc., a company that has built BRH - 
approved laser light systems for Manhat- 
tan's Xenon disco and for the Kiss tour, is 
very concerned about the situation. "There 
is such rampant disregard by laser light 
companies for BRH regulations that it's ap- 
palling, said Sandhaus. "And according to 
our American sales curves, which corres- 
pond to those in Europe six months ago, the

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Korvettes' Lowballing Tactics 
Begin To Affect Competition

NEW YORK - The developing price war in 
the New York area took a surprising new 
turn last week when Jimmy's Music World, 
a four -store retail chain, launched a $3.99 
pricing policy on selected $7.98 product, 
apparently to match the Korvettes chain's 
recent advertised sale price of $3.99. 

Jimmy's, which established its reputa- 
tion as the lowest -priced dealer in town in 
1977 with front-line LP prices that ranged 
from $2.99 to $3.99, and its parent com- 
pany, Sutton Distributors, filed for 
bankruptcy that same year after the ma- 
jority of the chain's 38 retail stores were 
closed. 

But J immy's was not the first area retailer 
to respond to the move by Korvettes, the 
50 -unit department chain whose controll- 
ing interest was recently purchased by the 
Agache-Willot Group, a French retail and 
manufacturing corporation. Alexander's 
advertised the Gloria Gaynor and Peaches 
& Herb albums on Polydor earlier this 
month for $3.99, and last week featured 
Eric Clapton's "Backless" at the same 
price, although it was unadvertised. The 26 - 
store Record World/TSS chain also drop- 
ped some of its $7.98 list product to $3.97 
two weeks ago, but has since increased its 
price to $4.47. 

Elliot Gorlin, advertising director for the 
chain, said, "There will be no more $3.97 
specials this week because we want to give 
the market a chance to get a hold of itself 
again. I don't want to see a replay of the 
Jimmy's syndrome, because it's bad for 
business and we're all out to make some 
money. But if Korvettes continues to price 
at $3.99, we'll have to be competitive and 
return to $3.97. I just hope people will follow 
us- and try to bring prices back to where 
they belong." 

At presstime, a spokesman for Korvettes 
was unavailable for comment. 

Jimmy's began its selected pricing policy 
last week when it put the latest LPs by 
McFadden & Whitehead, Cher, First 
Choice, Anita Ward, Linda Rondstadt, Eric 
Clapton, the Commodores, and ELO's "Out 
of the Blue" on sale for $3.99 at one of its 
locations. Although the LPs were unadver- 
tised, the store manager said he an- 
ticipated that more titles would be added to 
the list and that advertisements including 
the low sale price could start appearing as 
early as this week. 

At Sam Goody, which has been advertis- 
ing several $7.98 list titles at $4.29 and the 
rest at $4.99 throughout the chain, a 
spokesman for the company would not 
comment on whether or not they would 
price any lower than $4.29 this week. He ad- 
ded that nothing lower than the advertised

LOS ANGELES - With a variety of 
programs ranging from full-blown 
promotional campaigns to quiet, un- 
derstated support, all major domestic 
record labels will acknowledge June as 
Black Music Month. Proclaimed by Presi- 
dent Carter, Black Music Month will honor 
the history and heritage of black music, as 
well as current achievements. 

One focal point of label participation will 
be the Founders' Conference of the Black 
Music Association (BMA), scheduled for 
June 8-11 in Philadelphia. Label activity at 
the conference will be unanimous, with a 
special feature being a listening room plan- 
ned by Polydor to debut the new James 
Brown LP, "Original Disco Man." 

Such a debut will be appropriate, said 
Polydor's Sonny Taylor, in light of Brown's 
long history in the music industry. 

Overlapping Months 
A major promotional campaign in con- 

junction with Black Music Month will be 
conducted by Motown. Overlapping with 
their own "Motown Months" campaign 
(May & June), Motown will spotlight 
releases by Diana Ross, Smokey Robinson, 
Thelma Houston, Dr. Strut, Patrick Gam- 
mon, the Motown Disco Party Pack, plus 
new product from Billy Preston, Eddie 
Hazel and Kenny Luper. 

Based on the theme, "The Sounds of 
Young America," the Motown campaign 
will also feature in-store appearances by 
touring artists whenever time permits. 

Armstrong to Hubbard 
A slightly different campaign will be con- 

ducted by MCA, featuring two separate 
promotions under the headings of "jazz" 

and "black music." The jazz promotion will 
feature a catalog campaign of over 80 titles, 
mainly from the Impulse and Decca labels, 
"everything from Louis Armstrong to Fred- 
die Hubbard," according to MCA's Vaughn 
Thomas. 

Current Product 
On the other hand, the black music cam- 

paign will spotlight current product by the 
Dramatics, Denise LaSalle, the Floaters, 
Lenny Williams and Hot Chocolate.

Minority Ownership 
Among those appearing before the sub- 

committee to oppose the provisions of H.R. 
3333 regarding minority ownership was 
Michael D. Jones, a communications 
lawyer. The bill, he argued, will extend the 
license of a broadcast facility to five years 
(for TV, indefinitely for radio), and it 
provides an "inadequate" fund of $10 
million to assist minorities to acquire equity 
interest in stations. Also, the substitution of 
the lottery system for the present com- 
parative hearing process will seriously 
hamper minority participation, he said. 
Currently, challengers to station licenses 
have the opportunity to demonstrate that 
they are more qualified and better able to 
serve the public interest than the existing 
licensee. The bill would change that to a 
random lottery selection in order to 
eliminate the lengthy, sometimes years - 
long litigation process. 

The Commerce Department's Office of 
Minority Business Enterprise chief counsel, 
Barry K. Robinson, also complained about 
the bill's provisions for minority ownership. 
The Department of Commerce, Robinson 
stated, believes the bill "does not go far 
enough to correct the obvious marketplace 
deficiencies as they affect minority employ- 
ment, minority programming and minority 
media ownership."

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NEW FACES TO WATCH 

GQ 
"Disco Nights," the big disco -pop 

cossover by GQ, is the kind of record, like 
"Boogie Ooogie Oogie" and "I Love the 
Night Life," that seems to capture all the 
romance and excitement of the disco ex- 
perience. But even more compelling than 
the record is the story of GO, who, unlike 
most groups who have made it in the 
discos, developed their tight, ensemble 
sound through years of performing 
together in a concert situation. 

"The lead and bass guitarists, Emmanuel 
Raheim Le Blanc and Keith 'Sabu' Crier, 
have been together for 11 years," said Herb 
Lane, the group's keyboardist. "They met 
each other before high school and have 
been playing together ever since. I joined 
them eight years ago, when they came to 
De -Lite Records for a deal I was already on 
the roster, and we formed a group called 
the Rhythm Makers. Four years ago, we 
picked up our current drummer, Paul Ser- 
vice, and we've been together ever since. 

"Unfortunately," continued Lane, "we 
went through some hard times with our 
label. They put us on the shelf, and when 
they did cut a record on us we saw nothing. 
But we kept on pursuing our career. Even 
though we were from the Bronx, we were 
determined to break the Manhattan scene. 
We did and made quite a few contacts. 
About seven months ago, we met our 
manager, Tony Lopez, at a club we were 
playing. Although we didn't talk business 
that evening, a mutual friend later told him 
that we were looking for a manager we 
could trust. Between his show business 
connections - he would bring people like 
Roberta Flack down to hear us - and the 
lessons we had learned in the business, we 
were able to really grow and shape our- 
selves up; even taking on the name GQ was 
part of that whole image development." 

How was GQ able to develop the kind of 
compact style that evokes much more 
orchestral R&B-disco arrangements with 
just four pieces? "Do you remember the 
battles of the bands?" asked Lane 
rhetorically, "Well, we used to have battles 
with jocks, and, by going up against all 
those live records, we learned to pick songs 
apart, take the parts that would grab the 
audience the most, and concentrate on 
getting it down. And we got over. Even 
though we were only using four pieces to 
play parts that had been done with strings 
and horns, people would say, 'Hey, these 
cats played the record.' 

"We also used to play six sets a night, 
forty on, twenty off, and we learned to give 
the audience a good, compact set of tunes, 
mixing and segueing them the same way 
that a DJ would. As far as the record goes, I 

also have to credit the sound to Jimmy 
Simpson, who did the mix." 

This dues paying has enabled GQ to tour 
immediately, and they are currently open- 
ing for Peabo Bryson, a balladeer. But the 
group, who dedicated their album to the 
'60s soul artist, Billy Stewart, have easily 
been able to transcend being categorized 
as a disco band. "We've been getting that 
mixture of the old and the young out there," 
said Lane. "Although I don't believe that the 
old and the young are ready to party 
together yet, at a concert level everybody 
can find something in common. But more 
than anything else," concludes Lane "we 
want that crossover, we'd really like to 
make that impact on the pop market." 

New England 
New England is more than just a regional 

phenomenon, as proven by the quantum 
leaps their self -titled Infinity debut album 
and single, "Don't Ever Wanna Lose You," 
have taken on the Cash Box charts. 
However, the polished rock quintet's name 
is both a tribute to their home turf and the 
classic British pop sound which has in- 
spired and influenced the group's music. 

Group founder and guitarist John Fan- 
non and bassist Gary Shea are both natives 
of the area, meeting up with keyboardist 
Jim Waldo and drummer Hirsh Gardner 
almost six years ago when they played 
together for the first time in a band called 
Fatback. Shortly thereafter, they changed 
their name to Target and played up and 
down the northeast seaboard for six to nine 
months. 

Fannon and Waldo struck out on their 
own briefly, joining Annie McLoone as 
backup musicians on the former RCA 
recording artist's tour. But Fannon quickly 
got the itch to get the band back together 
again, and he and Waldo parted ways with 
McLoone. 

"At that point, I knew that I really wanted 
to continue to write songs and take another 
crack at it with the band," recalled Fannon. 
"Over the course of the next few months I 

finished up quite a few new numbers and 
the band was re-formed, basically, without 
a lead singer." 

Fannon assumed most lead singing 
chores and the band rehearsed constantly, 
as much as eight to ten hours a day, while 
Shea and Waldo both drove cabs and Fan- 
non worked as a handyman to support 
themselves. Gardner lived off of the income 
he received from renting several buildings, 
including the one next to the group's 
rehearsal hall. 

"We all just barely got by but that was 
what we wanted to do," said Fannon. "From 
the beginning, we planned to make a demo 
tape and send it out to a few label ex- 
ecutives. While the feedback on our first 
demo was positive, we knew that it wasn't 
quite there yet. The second was a little bet- 
ter but we were looking for people to freak 
out over the band and we needed that kind 
of interest to get anywhere. Our third tape 
did just that." 

A friend of the band's played the tape for 
Rick Aliberte of Aucoin Management, 
which handles the group Kiss, and after 
seeing the band perform, was eager to sign 
them. From that point on, things rapidly fell 
into place for the band and label represen- 
tatives visited their rehearsal sessions con- 
stantly. The then -embryonic Infinity won 
out. Queen's Brian May had passed along a 
copy of their tape to engineer Mike Stone, 
who finally freed himself from prior com- 
mitments to work on the band's LP. 

The icing to the cake came when Paul 
Stanley of Kiss became involved in co 
producing the album with Stone, helping 
direct New England's performance while 
Stone concentrated on the total sound of 
the record, as well as engineering. Fannon 
mentioned that the group was very con- 
cerned about preserving the unique styl- 
ings of the band on vinyl, but the combina- 
tion of Stone and Stanley provided just the 
right mix. 

"We seem to have gotten everything we 
wanted up to this point," Fannon summed 
up. "But we worked very hard to get here." 

Pop -Jazz Performer Franks 
Prefers Songs Of Bygone Era

LOS ANGELES - The Warner Bros. jazz 
division is headquarters for Michael Franks 
right now, despite the fact that the verbal - 
jazz artist enjoyed considerable success on 
the pop charts with his last few albums and 
singles like "Popsicle Toes." "Tiger In The 
Rain," which climbed into the 50s on the 
Cash Box Top 100 Albums chart and 
made #7 on the jazz chart, features the 
seductive Brazilian -flavored jazz rhythms 
and the sophisticated lyrics that have made 
Franks successful - but difficult to 
categorize. 

While he loves being referred to as a jazz 
artist, Franks firmly believes in his ability to 
cross over into the pop market. And he's 
not the least bit surprised that people have 
trouble trying to place him in the current 
musical scene. 

"I feel removed from contemporary 
music trends," explains Franks. "I'm in- 
fluenced by the late greats more than any 
contemporary artists. Songwriters and 
composers like George Gershwin, Irving 
Berlin, Cole Porter and Harold Arlen are 
still unexcelled in my eyes. They're my Mt. 
Rushmore, my inspiration."

Michael Franks 
One reason Franks relates better to 

writers of an earlier era is his thoughtful, 
humorous lyrical style. He calls the pop 
songwriting of the past 20 years "bleak," 
and credits his sense of humor to what he 
has learned from Cole Porter and Johnny

Touring By Disco Groups 
Is Becoming Commonplace 

by Charles Paikert 
NEW YORK - Disco groups going out on 
extensive national concert tours have 
begun to constitute the latest music in- 
dustry growth area spawned by the disco 
phenomenon. 

The Village People and Gloria Gaynor, 
for example, are currently on a 40 -city 
national tour which includes dates in 
20,000 -seat indoor arenas like the 
Greensboro Coliseum, Kemper Arena in 
Kansas City, and McNichols Auditorium in 
Denver. And Donna Summer, Chic, Sister 
Sledge, and Peaches and Herb have played 
in several different kinds of venues, in- 
cluding theaters in the round, college cam- 
puses, amusement parks, state fairs, 
sporting arenas, plush mid -size indoor 
sites like the Omni in Atlanta, and es- 
tablished rock halls like the Palladium in 
New York. 

In addition, such disco groups as First 
Choice, Loleata Holloway, Amii Stewart, 
and the Three Degrees have been playing 
the increasingly competitive disco club cir- 
cuit. The venues are comprised of major 
disco clubs in large cities, including the 

Paradise Garage in New York, Rare Cherry 
in Cleveland, Trocadero's Transfer in San 
Francisco, Valentine's in Cherry Hill, New 
Jersey, and Studio One Backlot in Los 
Angeles. The acts usually sing live over an 
instrumental acetate of their hit records. 

Competitive Scene 
According to Rich Walters, booking 

agent for Norby Walters Associates, an 
agency that has been involved in booking 
disco acts for over four years, "the competi- 
tion is becoming intensely fierce for book- 
ing disco acts into clubs. I can't even tell you 
some of the clubs we're booking now 
because someone will try to take them away 
from us if I do." 

One key reason for the surge in disco 
tours, accourding to Rick Stevens, vice 
president of A&R for Polydor, has been in- 
creased record company commitment. "As 
record companies are seeing artists 
develop from disco more and more," 
Stevens said, "they are willing to work with 
managers and put acts on the road, and 
even lose money, to prove that disco is 
more than just a record, it's a live entity."

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EXECUTIVES ON THE MOVE 
Brown Sues Rep 
In Latest Round 
Of Legal Battle 
LOS ANGELES - The legal battle between 
booking agent Norby Walters and current 
representatives of Source Records artist 
Chuck Brown escalated May 14 when 
Brown filed a $40 million counter -suit 
against the agent in L.A. Superior Court. 

Alleging fraud, breach of contract and 
contractual interference, Brown's suit was 
followed up by a petition filed the same day 
with the American Federation of Musicians, 
requesting arbitration of the dispute with 
Walters. 

Brown's suit is in response to a $6 million 
suit filed by Walters last month against 
Source, Source official Stanley Bethel, the 
Regency Artists Agency and 50 John Does 
for contractual interference. The agent's 
suit alleged that Source, Regency and 
Bethel had interfered with a written, ex- 
clusive agency agreement between "Chuck 
Brown and the Soul Searchers" and the 
Norby Walters Agency, an action which 
allegedly led to Brown's decision to ter- 
minate his agreement with Walters on 
March 7. 

Walters' request for a preliminary injunc- 
tion and restraining order to prevent 
Regency or any of the other defendants 
from contracting appearances for Brown 
was denied by the court May 10. 

Hearing dates for both suits are un- 
available at this time. 

Filmways, Inc. Reports 
Revenues, Profits Up 
NEW YORK - Filmways, Inc., a diversified 
company with :interests in television and 
motion picture production and distribution 
and the operation of recording studios, 
reported its seventh successive year of 
higher revenues and net income. 

Revenues for the fiscal year ending Feb. 
28, 1979, were up 9% from 1977-78, with 
net income more than doubling. In addition, 
income per common share on the New 
York Stock Exchange rose by 24%. 

Richard L. Bloch, chairman and presi- 
dent of Filmways, attributed the improved 
earnings to the acquisition of Union Fidelity 
Corp. early in the year.

STREETLIFE -Crusaders - MCA Records MCA -3094 
Producers: Wilton Felder, "Stix" Hooper and Joe Sample - 
List: 7.98 

The Crusaders have always walked a fine line between jazz 
and R&B, and on "Streetlife" they have decided to throw their 
hat into the disco ring, too. The album's title tune, a funky 
Crusaders epic if there ever was one, moves along with a steady 
rhythm disco kick, and augments the satiny voice of guest 
vocalist Randy Crawford, the first singer ever to work with the 
group. This LP is suited to a variety of lists. 

DISCO FEVER - The Sylvers - Casablanca NBLP 7151 - 
Producers: Giorgio Moroder and Harold Faltermeyer - List: 
7.98 

The Sylvers are one of the most professional and slick - 
sounding vocal units in popular music. An almost MOR sound 
pervades their new "Disco Fever" LP. Giorgio Moroder's 
flawless production work and Harold Faltermeyer's synthesized 
rhythms are perfectly suited to the sextet's harmonies. The 
album's feature cut is a disco remake of "Mahogany." 

SOFT AS A SIDEWALK - Gregg Sutton - Columbia JC36036 - Producer: Christopher Bond - List: 7.98 
Arresting Springsteenesque lyric content, a unique vocal 

style and interesting song hooks are just a few of the reasons 
why Gregg Sutton's debut album is such an exciting musical 
event. His high, almost Steely Dan sounding, voice is in full 
bloom on "Kidstuff," which cries to be the LP's single. This is an 
auspicious debut album and AOR and Top 40 programmers 
should not let this one get by. 

HOLD ON - Lisa Hartman - Kirshner JZ 35685 - Producer: 
Michael Lloyd - List 7.98 

Lisa Hartman has a breathy, instantly appealing vocal style. 
On "Hold On" she presents a mixed bag of musical styles. 
Hartman sings ballads soulfully, but the vixen in her voice 
comes out on rocking and rolling disco numbers like "Keep Me 
Hangin' On" and "If You Want To Come Home." Look for several 
of the songs on this LP to become regulars on the disco scene. 

LOVE'S SO TOUGH - Iron City Houserockers - MCA 3099 - 
Producers: The Slimmer Twins - List 7.98 

This group of Pittsburgh barroom rockers delivers a set of 
sizzling boogie -blues, a la the J. Geils Band, on its debut LP. 
With a sound that is guaranteed to get a crowd hot and sweaty, 
the band owes as much to English pub rock as it does to 
American blues. AOR programmers looking for some fine hard 
rocking material should give it a spin. 

HERE'S ESTHER ... ARE YOU READY - Esther Phillips - 
Mercury - SRM 1-3769 - Producer: Harvey Mason - List: 
7.98 

The Philadelphia sound is in evidence throughout this well - 
crafted LP. Esther Phillips' spirited, uniquely nasal vocals are 
produced with loving care by jazz/fusion artist Harvey Mason. 
Phillips' treatment of "00 Oop Oo Oop," a Michael Zager and 
Alvin Fields composition, has disco smash written all over it. A 
must for those who program R&B and Disco stations. 

FRET FEVER - Troiano - Capitol ST -11932 - Producer: 
Domenic Troiano - List 7.98 

On his latest release, Canadian Troiano again refuses to let 
his stellar guitar style become pigeonholed. The twelve tracks 
contained on "Fret Fever" cover three separate viewpoints; full- 
bodied rockers, moody ballads and tasty jazz -tinged 
progressive forays. Another solid stepping stone toward 
broadening his base with record buyers. 

LOVE DANCER - Cuba Gooding - Motown M7 -919H1 - 
Producer: Michael Smith - List 7.98 

Gooding is a former member of the Main Ingredienst,and he 
oomes uewith a fine collection of soulful ballads and per- 
colating disco numbers on "Love Dancer." Gooding's vocals 
are reminiscent of Smokey Robinson, but he possesses his own 
spunky, funky style. "Disco Royale," a romantic tribute to to- 
day's most popular musical genre, and "Hey, The Party's In 
Here" are the LP's showcase cuts. R&B and disco programmers 
should take note. 

THE SCREAM - Siouxsie & The Banshees - Polydor PD -1- 
6207 -Producers: Steve Lillywhite & Siouxsie & The Banshees - List: 7.98 

Already a major cause celebre in Britain, Siouxsie Sioux and 
her Banshees are now available domestically and ready to at- 
tempt to duplicate the feat in the States. Siouxsie & The 
Banshees are in the forefront of that spate of English bands that 
simultaneously adheres to' rock's basics yet stretches the 
genre's parameters to the breaking point. For AOR and Top 40 
with a sense of daring.

Toots Hibbert and the boys are one of Jamaica's leading ex- 
ports. The group's reggae cum R&B sound won Americans over 
on their first U.S. tour, and ever since then have continued, 
along with Peter Tosh and Bob Marley, to carry the reggae ban- 
ner. The excitement of a Toots And The Maytal's live perfor- 
mance is somewhat lost in the studio, but "Pass The Pipe" is yet 
another fine collection of reggae tunes. 

ROCK ROSE - Rock Rose- Columbia JC 35819 - Producer: 
Dennis Lambert & Brian Potter - List: 7.98 

Rock Rose is a new quartet on the horizon and one that could 
easily carve out a niche for itself in the field of mainstream 
American hard -rock. Lead guitarist Carl Johnson plays with a 
furious intensity more often associated with veterans of 
coliseum headlining stature. Three part harmony vocalizing 
adds an additional edge to this auspicious debut. For AOR for- 
mats. 

HIGH ENERGY PLAN - Nine Nine Nine - PVC Radar PVC 
7999 - Producer: Marty Rushent - List: 7.98 

Nine Nine Nine is more that the telephone number for 
Scotland Yard, it is also one of the better new wave foursomes to 
come out of England this year. The band is powered by frantic 
four/four rock rhythms and snarling, "we mean it, man" vocals. 
The album's most accessible cut is "Homicide," a full -throttle, 
chunka-chunka rocker. For AOR programmers who are looking 
for something punky and brash. 

LARRY APPLEWHITE - London PAS 71077 - Producer: Ber- 
nie Lawrence - List: 7.98 

Larry Applewhite lends his soft, controlled vocals to some 
beautifully orchestrated, lushly produced ballads on this LP. A 
few disco numbers also sneak their way onto wax here, and one 
in particular, "Havin' A Party," will probably catch on at the 
discos. Most of the music on the LP is classically influenced and 
compliments Applewhite's shimmering vocals perfectly.

NEW STARSHIP UNVEILED - Opening with "Ride The Tiger" and closing with 
"Volunteers," the new Jefferson Starship lineup made an impressive debut in a sur- 
prise guest appearance with Greg Kihn at San Francisco's Golden State Park on 
Mother's Day. The only surviving member from the Airplane days on stage was Paul 
Kantner, who was joined by Pete Sears, Craig Chaqulco, David Frieberg and new- 
comers drummer Alnsley Dunbar and vocalist Mickey Thomas. Marty Balin, Jorma 
Kaukonen, Jack Casady and Grace Slick (in a blond wig, white sunglasses and cow- 
boy boots) were all spotted backstage during the show, but resisted the temptation to 
join in. But the new Starship crew put on a well -received high-energy show without the 
vets, including a lot of new material.

AIR PLAY 
THE WEEKLY TOP 30 - Drake-Chenault is now making its "Weekly Top 30" show 
available to radio stations throughout the country. The show, which features artist 
interviews and lifestyle pieces, is a countdown beginning with the Number 30 hit of the 
week and building to the week's most popular song. "The purpose of the show is to pro- 
vide an alternative to the programming that is already in existence," said Jim Kefford, 
Drake-Chenault's executive vice president and general manager. "We have all the 
respect in the world for "American Top 40," but we feel that the time is right for two of us 
to be out there." The positioning of the hits is based on Drake-Chenault's countdown 
computer which analyzes and organizes the vital information of America's leading 
music publications. The three-hour weekly special is hosted by Mark Elliot and 
employs high quality production techniques. The musical themes and imagery of the 
new Drake-Chenault show are the work of CLIO award -winner Otis Conner. The music 
of the "Weekly Top 30," which is geared toward an adult contemporary audience, is hit 
LP influenced and features important cuts from today's most popular albums. Kefford 
said that the people at Drake-Chenault feel that by limiting the show to 30 records the 
series will feature the strongest music on the charts, and that the amount of songs on 
their way off the charts will be kept to a minimum. "Our research shows that people want a 

three-hour prime listening time show, and 30 songs fit just right," added Kefford.

NBC Launches 
AOR Network 
NEW YORK -NBC Radio, which recently 
formed a network geared toward the 12-34 
age demographic, will debut its six daily 
newscasts on May 28. The two minute 
broadcasts will be aired 15 minutes after 
the hour from 3-8 p.m. EDT. 

Jim Cameron of WCOZ/Boston will act 
as the networks news director and also 
anchor the shows. Burkhart -Abrams will be 
the new network's consultants. 

In response to the youth oriented 
network that RKO Radio intends to launch, 
an NBC Radio spokesman offered, "We're 
different than RKO in that we will be on the 
air live. We're very much a wire network." 

The network will make its debut on 21 

stations throughout the country, and will be 
put through a test period until August at 
which time it expects to have round -the 
clock newscasts. The network also hopes 
to begin airing concerts, mini programs 
and AOR music specials by January. 

"We're not going to call ourselves an FM 
network, but the implication is there," said 
the NBC Radio spokesman. 

Markets where the new network will be 
tested are: Atlanta, Baltimore, Cincinnati, 
Cleveland, Columbus, Denver, Detroit, In- 
dianapolis, Louisville, Madison, Miami, 
Minneapolis, Phoenix, Portland, 
Providence, Rochester, San Diego, Seattle, 
Tampa, Wichita and Worcester.

snag in their reasoning apparently, is the 
fact that Reagan has not formally announ- 
ced his candidacy. 

But the NCCB urged the FCC to clarify its 
rules so a formal announcement would be 
unnecessary. Instead, the FCC would 
presume a person to be a candidate for 
equal time broadcast purposes if the 
Federal Election Commission has deter- 
mined that person to be a candidate under 
federal election laws. 

Is Reagan's Running? 
In a "dear station manager" letter sent to 

almost 250 radio stations, NCCB and 
Johnson notified broadcasters who air 
Regan's syndicated program of the 
pending action. 

"As you probably know," the letter states, 
"when you allow one candidate to broad- 
cast over your facilities, you must afford 
equal opportunities to all other qualified 
candidates seeking the same nomination 
or office. Because Mr. Reagan has not an- 
nounced that he intends to run for Presi- 
dent, you may have thought that his com- 
mentaries would not have to be matched 
with equal time for his opponents. We 
disagree." 

In its filing of a request for declaratory 
ruling with the FCC, the national media 
reform group and Johnson, a former FCC 
commissioner, blasted Reagan's extensive 
use of the media while failing to declare his 
candidacy. They called the situation "a 
flagrant abuse of Section 315 of the Com- 
munications Act." That section provides 
equal time for opponents, once a candidate 
has been given access to the airwaves," so 
no candidate will be at a disadvantage and 
so the public will be able to make informed 
choices when they vote. 

According to Johnson, "Ronald Reagan 
has shown that the current FCC rules are a 

sham. If by simply refusing to say magic 
words, Reagan can continue to broadcast 
what is essentially campaign propaganda, 
then the system needs to be changed." 

The current hearings on Capitol Hill on 
the rewrite of the Communications Act may 
make the NCCB request obsolete by the 
end of the year. Under Rep. Lionel Van 
Deerlin's bill, H.R. 3333, the equal time 
standard would be thrown out for radio, 
and phased out over ten years for televi- 
sion. as part of the general deregulation of 
the industry. 

Reagan's daily commentaries have been 
broadcast since mid -1976, expressing his 
views on controversial public issues. It has 
been estimated that his syndicated 
program earns him $500,000 to $750,000 a 

year.

Ovation Plans Media Center, 
Joins Video Disc Movement 

by Jennifer Bohler 
NASHVILLE - Ovation Records recently 
sponsored an artist showcase, plus a series 
of meetings here designed to familiarize the 
Chicago staff with its Nashville branch and 
with the local music community. 

The primary purpose behind the event, 
emphasized Ovation president Dick 
Schory, was to illustrate the total commit- 
ment of Ovation Records to country music 
and Nashville. During an industry -wide 
luncheon sponsored by Ovation, Schory 
outlined a basic game -plan for the label 
concerning its role in country music. 

One of the most ambitious undertakings 
the Chicago -based label is planning is the 
construction of a multi -media center in 
Nashville, which will house Ovation's 
Nashville recording and publishing 
branches. Also the center will include 
recording studios and a film and television 
production facility. 

A primary reason for the construction of 
the facility in Nashville, Schory said, is Ova- 
tion's commitment to the development and 
marketing of video discs. 

"We are committed to the video disc and 
will probably be one of the first indepen- 
dent labels to produce the video disc," said 
Schory, who founded Ovation Records in 
1969, after a highly successful career as a 
musician, composer, arranger, producer 
and conductor. "The Kendalls will probably 
be our first release on video disc - we 
already have product done on them. We 
plan on releasing it as soon as there is 
enough hardware out there for the market 
to accept it." 

One factor that will allow Ovation to 
become more involved with the production 
of video material is their recent affiliation 
with Aurora Productions, a major motion 
picture and film production outfit. 

"Aurora Productions is an affiliate com- 
pany that is in the motion picture and film 
production business," Schory explained. 
"Ovation Productions has been primarily 
involved in television production, although 
we do film work for industrial accounts. 
Now, some projects will be done by Ova- 
tion, and some by Aurora, depending on 
the nature of the project. 

"Aurora will not be involved too heavily in 
country music, except in the motion picture 
end of it," Schory added. "At the present 
time I know of five films we have in produc- 
tion now in Aurora, with budgets in excess 
of $50 million dollars, and these do not in- 

clude a country product. However, Ovation 
Productions, in co-operation with Aurora, 
is in the prócess of producing a television 
special that will emanate from the Illinois

Recording Help To 'The Little Guy'

NASHVILLE - Pat Chumley, owner of 
Nashville -based Chumley Productions, 
says business has quadrupled since the 
company's inception two and a half years 
ago. The company's service involves 
"processing a record from tape to the 
finished product," according to Chumley. 

"Anything the artist needs to take his 
record from the master tape to the finished 
product, I can do for him," said Chumley, 
who has the distinction of being the only 
woman to run a business such as this in the 
Nashville area.

Warner Bros. recording artist "Big"Al Dow- 
ning came by the Cash Box office in 
Nashville recently. Downing is currently on 
a promotional tour of the Southeast for his 
single, "Touch Me (I'll Be Your Fool Once 
More)," which is #37 bullet this week on the 
Cash Box Country Singles chart.

Although she handles several large ac- 
counts, such as the promotion album for 
Opryland and the Clute International In- 
stitute in California (a customer who 
produces educational albums for teaching 
English in foreign countries via home study 
courses), Chumley feels her services are 
most helpful to the "little guy," the person 
who is just breaking into the music 
business. 

Various Services 
Instead of dealing with half a dozen peo- 

ple in the process, she explained, the artist 
can hire her as a "coordinator," or 
representative, one who can find all the dif- 
ferent people to handle the mastering of the 
album, the pressing and the graphics. 
Chumley has her own printing press, where 
she can print album jackets and labels. 

Chumley came to Nashville from a 
Houston law firm, where she was a legal 
secretary. When the firm took over opera- 
tion of a pressing plant in Nashville, 
Chumley moved to the city to become office 
manager of Southern Plastics, and even- 
tually owner of Chumley Productions. 

When she started her own company, 
Chumley said people did not take her 
seriously. 

"People eventually did start coming to 
me," she said, "and we made sure what 
they got was a high quality product. People 
appreciated the time and interest we put 
into their project. Service seems to be lost 
art these days, but we try to do all we can for 
a customer. 

"After a year of convincing people of our 
work, it seems to have mushroomed." She 
added,"People found out I was hereto stay, 
and now, we are established."

Lester Flatt Dies At Age 64 
NASHVILLE - Legendary bluegrass artist 
Lester Flatt, who had suffered severe health 
problems in recent years, died here May 11 

at the age of 64. Flatt was buried May 14 in 
his hometown of Sparta, Tenn. 

An innovative guitarist, Flatt worked over 
the years with such bluegrass artists as Earl 
Scruggs and Bill Monroe. A member of The 
Grand Ole Opry for over 30 years, Flatt rose 
to prominence in the early '40s playing 
guitar and singing with Bill Monroe's 
Bluegrass Boys. 

In 1948, Flatt joined with Scruggs and the 
two became the most celebrated bluegrass 
duo in history, staying together more than 
20 years. The pair was best known for the 
rousing "Foggy Mountain Breakdown," a 

Scruggs tune featured in the movie, "Bon- 
nie and Clyde." Flatt and Scruggs also 
recorded "The Ballad of Jed Clampett," the 
theme song from television's "The Beverly 
Hillbillies." 

After he and Scruggs parted in 1968, 
Flatt formed his own band, "The Nashville 
Grass," and continued performing until his 
death. 

Four years ago, Flatt underwent 
coronary bypass surgery, and he was 
hospitalized nearly a month last November 
after suffering a cerebral hemorrhage. Flatt

Gas Crunch Spurs Protests 
by Bob Campbell 

NASHVILLE - Protest records are 
generally about as popular as yesterday's 
newspapers, but the recent sharp rise in 
gasoline prices and the long lines at service 
stations across the country have thrown the 
public into a nasty mood. And a new coun- 
try single, "Cheaper Crude Or No More 
Food," which debuts this week on the Cash 
Box Country Singles chart at#73 bullet, has 
pricked that sensitive spot. 

Written by Brent Burns of Phoenix, Az. 
and recorded by Bobby "Sofine" Butler, the 
morning man on Radio KJJJ in Phoenix, 
"Cheaper Crude Or No More Food" has in 
two weeks gained national attention as the 
first song ever played on Paul Harvey's 
nationally syndicated radio commentary 
show. Moreover, the "Cheaper Crude" 
phenomenon has been acknowledged by 
such diverse sources as Press, Business 
Week, People, the Voice of America and 
Newsweek. Although basically a country 
record, the single is being played on pop 
and country stations. 

Recorded In 1973 
During the Arab oil embargo in 1973, 

Burns recorded the tune under the title, "No 
Crude, No Food," but little happened. The 
song was recorded again two years ago, re- 
written with the present lyrics and title. But it 
took today's rising prices to bring the song 
out of mothballs and popularize the theme 
of "a bushel of wheat for a barrel of oil." The 
first record released on the IBC Label in 
Nashville, the jingoistic lyrics are aimed 
directly at OPEC: "CHEAPER CRUDE OR 
NO MORE FOOD" 

If they don't lower the gas, 
We're gonna lower the boom, 

Quit shipping all that wheat and corn, 
Forget the Golden Rule. 

If they don't lower the price of crude 
We're gonna cut off the food 

And in about a week they'll sing 
a different tune. 

Bobby Fischer, IBC national promotion 
director, said close to 250,000 orders for 
the record have been filled, and that IBC 
has already received a letter from James C. 
Free, special assistant to president Carter, 
and a letter from the office of Sen. Howard 
Baker, Jr. of Tennessee. Fischer added that 
most of the national attention is a direct 
result of the song being played on Paul Har- 
vey's show, which is aired over 818 radio 
stations across the country. 

"I had known Brent Burns before, and a 
couple of weeks ago he sent me this tape

Nonesuch Maintains Quality 
Despite Escalation Of Costs 

by Ken Terry 
NEW YORK - Currently celebrating its 
15th year in existence, Nonesuch Records 
is still a self-sustaining operation devoted 
to quality recordings at a budget price. But 
in many ways, it is substantially different 
from the label that Jac Holzman founded in 
1964. 

At that time, there was a vast amount of 
material on European labels that had never 
been released in this country. Holzman 
sensed that there was a market in the U.S. 
for much of this material, especially in the 
areas of baroque and early music, which 
was becoming very popular with college 
students during the '60s. And, since there 
were no production costs involved if the 
recordings were licensed, they could be 
released here at a low price that would be 
especially attractive to young people. 

So Holzman, who had started Elektra in 
1950 and had made it into one of the most 
successful folk music labels of the'60s, ad- 
ded Nonesuch Records to his list of 
burgeoning ventures. By the time he hired 
Teresa Sterne as director of A&R for the 
fledgling budget label in the fall of 1965, 
Nonesuch had released 100 titles, most of 
them licensed from European sources, and 
Nonesuch was starting to become a 
money-maker. 

Recalling those halcyon days, Sterne 
told Cash Box that Holzman used to plow 
back the money he made from Nonesuch 
into his early rock productions. "He said the 
Doors couldn't have happened on Elektra if 
it hadn't have been for the profits from 
Nonesuch." 

In the late '60s, however, the situation 
changed. Stiff competition sprang up, with 
a number of other budget labels imitating 
Nonesuch's formula for success; the small 
European companies with whom Nonesuch 
had been dealing encountered rising 
recording costs; and finally, most of the 
good licensable material was gone. 

At about the same time, Nonesuch began 
to expand its original recording projects. 
The label began to commission new works 

T 

from American composers, mostly in the 
electronic music field at first; more records 
were issued in Nonesuch's Explored World 
Music Series and, in 1970, Nonesuch jum- 
ped into the field of historical American 
music by releasing the first of Joshua 
Rifkin's three landmark recordings of Scott 
Joplin's piano music. Meanwhile, Non- 
esuch also started to record solo in- 
strumental, chamber and choral music 
from the Renaissance through the 21th 
century, often choosing unusual repertoire 
that had rarely or never been committed to 
disc before. 

"Archival" Quality 
Today, Nonesuch has a catalog of un- 

paralleled diversity and quality, numbering 
some 370 titles, plus 80 additional titles in 
the Explorer Series. Nonesuch is currently 
adding new titles at the rate of 20 to 25 per 
year, which is considerably less than the 
number released annually in the label's 
early days. However, Sterne pointed out, 
these are almost all original recordings. In 
addition, Nonesuch, which rarely deletes a 

record, is aiming for "archival" quality in its 
releases. "I just don't bring out anything 
unless I have a real conviction that we're 
doing it right, and that this is something that 
makes a contribution and is not just filling 
up grooves," she said. 

One measure of Nonesuch's contribu- 
tion is the outstanding service that it has 
rendered to contemporary classical music. 
Among the modern American composers 
whose work has been recorded (and, in 
many cases, commissioned) by Nonesuch 
are Elliott Carter, George Crumb, Milton 
Babbitt, Jacob Druckman, George 
Rochberg, William Bolcom, Charles 
Dodge, Morton Subotnick, Kenneth 
Gaburo, Peter Maxwell Davies and Charles 
Wuorinen. The latter composer's "Time's 
Encomium," a Nonesuch commission, won 
the 1970 Pulitzer Prize for Music. 

The careers of a number of fine perfor- 
mers, likewise, have been advanced by 
their Nonesuch recordings. Prominent

BRUCE CAMERON: SLEEPER OF THE YEAR? - With a little luck and, of course, a lot of 
airplay, the debut LP by the Bruce Cameron Jazz Ensemble on Discovery Records may 
turn out to be one of the biggest surprises of 1979. At the moment, however, "With All My 

Love" is the best kept secret in town. Although airplay is developing in key west coast 
markets such as Los Angeles, San Francisco and San Diego, the problem, according to 
Discovery's Dennis Smith, is that sales to date haven't kept pace with radio activity. "It's a 

question of getting into the stores at the grassroots level," according to Smith, who, along 
with veteran jazz producer Albert Marx, resurrected the L.A.-based indie label about a 

year and a half ago. "Managers, buyers, clerks all should realize that this is quality music 
with widespread appeal." Smith's assessment of the record was echoed by Monica 
Riordan, music coordinator at Los Angeles radio station KKGO. "The group has a fresh, 
catchy sound," she says, "and all the jocks went on the record right away. What's exciting is 

that everybody got behind the album because the music and talent shine through, not 
because of a lot of hype from the label." With vocalist Charlotte Steel featured on the title 
track, Riordan likened the band's broad appeal to that of Seawind, another outfit that has 
had good success with a female singer backed by jazz -oriented players. Smith said the 
San Diego -based group, led by trumpeter/composer/arranger Bruce Cameron, was 
signed to a three-year contract on the basis of a demo tape sent to Discovery that even- 
tually became the album. He added that the band is currently readying its second LP. 

RECENT SIGNINGS - Locksmith, the backup band for Grover Washington, Jr. for the 
past three years, has left after signing a deal with Arista. Washington has not been idle and 
has assembled a brand new band from the Philadelphia area, who will debut on his tour, 
which begins at the end of this month. Violinist John Blake will be replaced by another sax- 
ophone player, George Howard ... Art Pepper has signed with Galaxy and his first LP, "Art 
Pepper Today," will ship in a few weeks. Pepper's autobiography,"Straight Life," which will 
be published by McMillan this fall, should be a sizzler if the pages we've seen are indicative 
of the rest of the book. Pepper is currently in London, and his upcoming schedule includes 
the Kansas City Jazz Olympics (June 1-3), a Japanese tour in mid -July and the Charlie 
Parker Memorial at the Modern Jazz Showcase in Chicago in August. 
NPR HONORS MINGUS - National Public Radio will begin "A Tribute To Charles Mingus" 
on NPR member stations May 20. A special feature of the two-hour broadcast will be live 

concert performances of Mingus from 1976 and 1977. Joni Mitchell and Herbie Hancock 
will give a preview performance of three Mingus pieces with Mitchell lyrics ("Dry Cleaner 
From Des Moines," "Chair In The Sky" and "Goodbye For Pie Hat"). 
NEW RELEASES - CTI continues to repackage its older catalogue. The initial reissues 
are "Free" by Airto; "Blues Farm" by Ron Carter and "Beck/Sanborn" by Joe Beck and 
Dave Sanborn. Upcoming are three George Bensons ("Beyond The Blue Horizon," "White 
Rabbit" and "Take Five"), two Joe Farrells ("Moon Germs" and "Outback"), plus Milt 
Jackson's "Sunflower" ... Xanadu has released "Flute Talk" by Sam Most and Joe Farrell. 
The album is also available in a direct -to -disc album ... The latest from Inner City: "Dream 
Waves" by Mike Richmond, ex -Stan Getz bassist; and "Holy Mama" by Junior Mance, 
which is the first LP by Mance in several years ... "An Evening of Magic/Chuck Mangione 
Live at the Hollywood Bowl," Mangione's first live album for A&M, was released on May 18.

laser light business is going to explode. By 
1980 there should be ten times the number 
of laser light systems than there are now." 

Reliable figures indicate that there are 
currently about ten thousand discos 
operating in America, and that seven per 
cent of these use laser light systems. 

According to Sandhaus, "when you con- 
sider that the BRH has only three field in- 
spectors to cover the whole country, and 
that includes for all laser installations, not 
just those related to discos, you have a 

department that's being run ragged." 
Can Damage Eyes 

What makes this lack of enforcement a 

critical problem is the medical evidence 
that suggests that exposure to a laser light 
can cause damage to the human eye. In a 
letter to the Journal of the American 
Medical Association, dated July 28, 1978, 
Doctors Milton J. Milne and Norman C. 
Telles requested the help of 
ophthalmologists in documenting. eye 
tissue damage by laser lights. It read, in 
part, "Laser devices are being used in- 
creasingly in artistic and entertainment dis- 
plays, such as ... discotheque displays .. 
and as accompaniment to musical con- 
certs, specifically rock concerts. This has 
raised serious concerns about hazards to 
the public and users of laser devices. The 
purpose of this communication is to alert 
medical practitioners, specifically 
ophthalmologists, and request their help in 
locating and evaluating any cases of injury 
that may have resulted from exposure at a 
laser show. 

"For visible laser radiation, biological 
damage has not been established for 
power levels below .39 microwatts. For

power levels up to 1 milliwatt, damage from 
long exposure is possible. For power levels 
above one milliwatt, injury is possible from 
brief, direct exposure. Power levels from 
two to 17.5 milliwatts can cause retinal le- 
sions in test animals after one second ex- 
posures." 

According to most estimates, the power 
level of the average laser light installation at 
a disco exceeds one watt, or one thousand 
milliwatts. 

Sandhaus further explained that "in 
darkened auditoriums or discos, the 
danger to eyesight is heightened because 
eyes are fully dilated. Add to that the 
possibility of concert audience members 
using binoculars or cameras with telefoto 
lenses and you have the potential for 
serious, permanent injury resulting from 
laser light being focused and magnified 
through an optical system and right into the 
eye." 

Federal Standards 
According to Federal standards the use 

of a stationary, continuous laser beam may 
not exceed one milliwatt, unless the BRH 
grants what is called a "variance," which 
permits a manufacturer to exceed the limit 
if he proves that the product will not directly 
expose people to laser radiation in excess 
of one milliwatt. 

On April 10, the FDA exercised what was 
described as "the only recall of a laser light 
show in our history" when Bill Graham Pre- 
sents, Inc. (BGP) of San Francisco volun- 
tarily took back a sound system that it had 
installed in the Old Chicago disco in 
Chicago, Ill. In addition to a series of minor 
violations, the FDA cited BGP for "ex- 
ceeding the acceptable emission limit" for 
entertainment systems. While BGP submit- 
ted a corrective action plan, Old Chicago 
elected not to take the system back. 

In September, 1978, the FDA fined Laser 
Physics, Inc. a firm that manufacturers and 
installs laser light systems, the sum of $1,- 
000 for a number of infractions, including 
shipping non -compliant products and fail- 
ing to correct non -compliant products. Ac- 
cording to the FDA, Laser Physics' systems 
exceeded proper emission levels. 

The firm's laser systems had been in- 
stalled at various locations, including the 
New York, New York Discotheque in New 
York City; Loew's Orpheum Theatre in 
Boston; and the Rafters in Saratoga 
Springs, New York. While a spokesman for 
the New York, New York club claimed that 
all violations had been corrected and had 
been approved by the FDA, spokesmen for 
the Orpheum, the Rafters, and Laser 
Physics were unavailable for comment. In 
addition, it could not be ascertained from 
the FDA whether follow-up inspections 
have been made.

prices has been recently offered in the 
Goody Stores. 

The Harmony Hut chain, whose stores 
are located along the eastern seaboard 
from Virginia to New Jersey, is a competitor 
of Korvettes in several markets. But Clyde 
McElvene, general merchandise manager 
for Harmony Hut, said, "I'm not going to let 
Korvettes or anybody else panic us into 
reducing our prices for the sake of com- 
petition. We're in this business to make 
money, not give away product. We don't 
have to make any adjustments in our pric- 
ing, because we're not in business to battle 
Korvettes." The chain has been advertising 
some $7.98 product for $4.99, but 
McElvene said that $5.29 is the average 
sale price. 

Philly Price War? 

One chain that plans to match Korvettes' 
price of $3.99, should it continue to price 
LPs that low, is Wall -to -Wall Sound, a 
Philadelphia -based retailer that offered a 
sale price of $3.60 on $7.98 list product 
when one of its stores was in direct com- 
petition with an area lowballer in 1977. 

Jim Henry, record and tape buyer for the 
chain, told Cash Box, "We have a policy of 
not being undersold, and if the situation 
continues we will probably have to match 
Korvettes. We'll keep a close watch for the 
next couple of weeks, and if it really starts 
affecting my business, I'll have no recourse 
but to follow suit." The chain, which 
operates Top 200 record departments with 
1500 catalog titles in seven of its 17 loca- 
tions, is currently outting $7.98 list product 
on sale for $4.99 and $5.99.

"I'm planning to stay in business for a long 
time, and the only way to do that is to 
operate efficiently, conventionally, and in- 
telligently, and that means making a fair 
markup on what you sell. You can't buy 
records for $4.08 and sell them for $3.99 
and expect to stay in business. Our sale 
price for $7.98 is $5.99, and if we sold it for 
any less, we'd go broke." 

Elliot Setton, director of retail operations 
for Jimmy's, explained that "a lot of 
retailers are trying very hard to stimulate a 
soft market, and they're doing it by price, 
which is something I'm not too unfamiliar 
with." He added that Jimmy's would not 
price any lower than $3.99 for the time be- 
ing, "but we're in the midst of a city surroun- 
ded by competition, and you can't let them 
get any kind of edge on you.

PVC price increases from April (when price 
jumps of between 2-4 cents per pound 
resulted in Electrosound increasing their 
price by 10 per LP and 1/20 for singles), the 
Electrosound branches have seen raw 
material costs climb significantly in the last 
year. "The going price for bulk purchases 
(40,000 pound minimum) is about 451/2e 
per pound on the west coast and about the 
same on the east coast," Schmidt ex- 
plained, "but last year about this time, it was 
around 401/26 per pound." 

Another 2-36 increase per pound would 
mean an overall price jump of nearly 20% 
over the same time last year. 

"We (Electrosound) have discussed the 
possibility of vinyl shortages," Schmidt ad- 
ded, noting that company officials had 
looked to the oil crisis of 1974 for guidance. 

Gas Crunch Scenario 
"Back in the '74 gas crunch," Schmidt 

explained, "it didn't hit nationwide until 
January or February. Then, six months 
later, there was a supply shortage, This 
time, it doesn't look as though the crunch 
will go nationwide until May or June. If 
things work like they did in '74, then maybe 
at the end of the year we might have a 
problem." 

This potential shortage also has plant of- 
ficials at Allentown Records concerned. 
Producers of special editions, limited edi- 
tions and classical music records, the 
Allentown plant uses a higher grade of vinyl 
and is concerned that a shortage may make 
these materials harder to get.

provisions in H.R. 3333 should be 
strengthened and the FCC (to be 
reorganized under the rewrite) should 
retain power to revoke or deny station 
licenses. Similarly, Robinson stated, his 
agency opposes the random selection 
process to award licenses because it 
denies minorities "a rational basis for the 
implementation of important affirmative 
action policies." 

As to the bill's proposed investment and 
loan guarantee programs, Robinson said 
they address the problems of purchase and 
acquisition, but don't help when it comes to 
operating costs. 

EEO Authority 
As it stands, Van Deerlin's bill would 

eliminate the FCC's authority to enforce 
equal employment opportunity require- 
ments for broadcasters. It would eliminate 
this authority immediately for radio and af- 
ter 10 years for TV broadcasters, leaving all 
enforcement to the Equal Employment Op- 
portunity Commission. 

Among those to testify on the EEO im- 
plications of the bill was Hon. J. Clay Smith, 
Commissioner of the EEOC and former 
deputy chief of the FCC Cable Television 
Bureau. Smith said broadcasters should be 
subject to EEO regulation by the revised 
FCC as well as by the EEOC. "If H.R. 3333 
deregulates radio in connection with EEO, it 
is likely to create yet another barrier to 
minority ownership," he said. And in- 
creased minority ownership wouldn't 
diminish the need for continuing EEO 
authority in the FCC, he argued. 

Smith added an observation regarding 
equal time rules for political aspirants: 
"Elimination of the equal time provision in 
radio may have an adverse impact on 
minority candidates," he noted. 

Kathy Bonk, head of the media reform 
committee of the National Organization for 
Women, also challenged the bill's 
proposed changes in employment enforce- 
ment. NOW has had some success at the 
FCC with petitions -to -deny station licenses 
and with objections to license renewals on

and R&B radio stations, but also to country 
radio, "because of Bonnie's popularity in 
that field."

has reportedly been recorded, no release 
date has been set for it yet.

By the time the U.K. movie is 
released in the U.S., the source added, the 
cover battle will probably be over. 

the basis of broadcasters' employment 
practices. But the proposed bill would wipe 
out these channels of action for special in- 
terest groups like NOW, Bonk indicated. 
"None of these activities would have been 
possible without the regulatory framework 
of the Communications Act of 1934. The 
FCC's regulation of television and radio sta- 
tions has given groups like NOW entry into 
the public files and information on employ- 
ment practices," she testified. Therefore, 
NOW believes Congress should not dilute 
the strength of the FCC to regulate EEO 
practices of broadcasting, but rather 
should add to its enforcement powers. 

Asked whether increased minority own- 
ership would diminish any need for EEO 
regulations, Bonk replied, "I cannot see 
how enough minorities could own stations 
in the near future to have any impact on the 
overall employment profiles." 

For the National Black Media Coalition, 
Pluria Marshall testified that blacks are just 
beginning to make progress in the area of 
EEO and "any relaxation of the rules would 
turn the clock back 20 years." Marshall 
sparked some controversy when he said 
the National Association of Broadcasters is 
"calling the shots at the FCC." Subcommit- 
tee member Rep. Marc Marks (R -Pa.) 
asked what evidence Marshall had to sup- 
port his claim, to which Marshall responded 
that "fierce lobbying" as well as daily 
lunching goes on to get NAB positions 
across at the FCC. 

Marshall testified that H.R. 3333 was 
"drawn up as if blacks and other minorities 
don't even exist in this country." Con- 
gressman Marks replied that he under- 
stands the criticism but wants it known that 
the committee doesn't feel that way, and in 
fact wants to help the situation. "It's a long 
time before this bill becomes law," Marks 
noted, hinting there is plenty of time to 
make amendments. 

Similar complaints were voiced by 
Timatha Pierce, president-elect of 
American Women in Radio and Television. 
She testified that her organization is "par- 
ticularly concerned that the new regulatory 
commission (to supplant the FCC) would 
have no authority over radio stations in the 
enforcement of EEO; and would retain that 
authority over TV stations only for 10 
years." Furthermore, she stated, "the 
EEOC would not be able to fill the vacuum." 

For the U.S. Commission on Civil Rights, 
Arthur S. Flemming, likewise blasted the 
provisions of H.R. 3333 which, he believes, 
would weaken the role of federal govern- 
ment in enforcing equal employment op- 
portunity rights in broadcasting. (In a re- 
cent analysis of the industry, the Civil Rights 
Commission found that with very few ex- 
ceptions, minorities and women are listed 
as officials and managers while their 
salaries and job descriptions indicate they 
don't actually hold executive or policymak- 
ing authority.)

"A while ago sophisticated lyricists were 
more popular," notes Franks. "Today they 
are very rare." 

Rare, indeed. How many writers refer to 
Zen, Freud, Coltrane, Cezanne, Burchfield 
and geographic settings all around the 
world in their songs? Franks does, with 
lighthearted charm that avoids intellectual 
posturing. 

But Franks' literary and artistic 
references should come as no surprise. 
Before turning to music full-time, he 
studied and taught at universities on the 
west coast and in Canada, earning a 
Master's degree in Comparative Literature. 

LiPuma Protege 
Frank's musical career first got rolling 

when he got together with Warner Bros. 
staff producer Tommy LiPuma, now vice 
president of Horizon Records. He had been 
brought to Warners by Larry Marks after 
Franks had scored the soundtrack to the 
film "Zandy's Bride." 

LiPuma was himself starting to receive a 
lot of acclaim for his work with George Ben- 
son and was able to get Franks off to a fast 
start. For his Warner Bros. debut LP, "The 
Art Of Tea," LiPuma got Franks an all-star 
band to play with, including Crusaders 
Wilton Felder, Joe Sample and Larry 
Carlton and reedmen Michael Brecker and 
David Sanborn. The album included "Pop- 
sicle Toes," which went Top 40 as a single. 

The same musicians also played on 
Franks' second album, "Sleeping Gypsy," 
which was partially recorded in Brazil. 
Franks' Brazilian influence is largely traced 
to Antonio Carlos Jobim, one of South 
America's musical giants and a close friend 
of Franks. The two have written together 
and are hoping to record an album together 
sometime in the future. 

Franks switched to New York for his third 
album, retaining LiPuma as producer but 
going with a completely new musicians' 
lineup. But "Burchfield Nines" continued 
Franks' use of name jazz players, this time 
featuring Steve Gadd, Ralph MacDonald, 
John Tropea, Bud Shank and Ernie Watts. 
But his sales figures declined with each new 
album. 

`Tiger In The Rain' 
"Tiger In The Rain" is Franks' first album 

without LiPuma. Franks has only nice 
things to say about LiPuma, but he glows 
when talking about his new album's pro- 
ducer/arranger John Simon. 

"I had never worked with a single 
producer/arranger before and I was 
amazed with the spectacular job John did," 
says Franks. "We kept all live vocals on the 
LP, with the horns and strings recorded live 
with the rhythm and vocals. 

" 'Tiger In The Rain' is my favorite of all 
my albums. John's arrangements are in- 
credible, transparent and yet powerful, and 
we made great use of all the musicians we 
used." 

Sims Starts Blackfoot

NEW YORK - Danny D. Sims has formed 
Blackfoot Artist Management Corporation, 
an artist's management, talent and produc- 
tion company. 

Gerry Clusins-Mager has joined the 
company as general manager.

Franks and Simon used 20 musicians on 
the album, again employing many name 
players, including Ron Carter, Mike 
Mainieri, Bucky Pizzarelli, Sanborn and 
Flora Purim on background vocals. 

As a result of the new lineup, shifting 
public tastes, headway made by concert 
exposure or a combination of the above, 
"Tiger In The Rain" will soon become 
Franks' best-selling album. Since the 
album's release early this year Franks has 
been touring steadily. He used to be ner- 
vous about performing, but he now enjoys 
being a headliner. 

'Concert Entity' 
"Now it's nice to a 'concert entity,' but I 

didn't want to do any performing when I first 
started," recalls Franks. "I was very in- 
troverted at first, but in the last four years 
I've gotten more comfortable with the role. 
Of course, it's a lot easier to be a headliner 
than an opening act." 

Franks is one of the least theatrical per- 
formers around, rarely moving from his 
center stage position. But he feels his sin- 
cerity comes across anyway and makes his 
act click. 

"Sincerity is my strongest quality as a 
performer," he opines. "And because my 
songs began as diary entries, it's inspiring 
to see people responding to my personal 
songs that they've made their own. It's 
really a pleasant surprise every time an 
audience cheers at the first few bars of a 
song and then quiets down to hear the 
lyrics." 

Now that he is having fun performing, 
Franks has begun to take steps to ensure 
that he continues to enjoy his work. 

"I don't want to work to the point where 
performing becomes a muscular reflex," he 
notes. "That's dangerous to creativity. What 
I do is play new tunes and do different 
songs at different shows. We also keep the 
structure of the material elastic enough to 
encourage the players to reach. The im- 
provisational contributions are integral to 
the shows, and to the albums too." 

In addition to his steady stream of 
domestic dates, Franks did eight Japanese 
shows recently and has also popped up on 
a couple of talk shows. 

Management 
According to Franks, he "mismanaged" 

himself during the early stages of his 
career, despite suggestions from Warner 
Bros. that he get a manager. But Franks 
recently pacted with the Fred Heller Agency 
and now says that the new relationship is 
working out great. 

One thing Heller is doing to make his 
pop -jazz artist happy is looking out for 
screenplays that Franks might be able to 
score. 

"I've done a few stylized, historical films," 
says Franks, "now I'd like to do a very up 
picture, maybe a contemporary suspense 
movie. I'm trying to get a look at projects 
before they get into production though, so I 

can have an influence on the film with my 
ideas. It's something I'm really eager to do." 

One thing Franks is eager to avoid is be- 
ing typed as a tranquilizing pop -jazz 
novelty act. 

Funky Side 

"I first was known for 'Popsicle Toes,' 
which I consider my knuckleball," explains 
Franks. "But I feel I have an equally good 
fastball, slider and curve. Some of my 
music is tranquilizing, but my funky side is 
there, too." 

Franks plans to show more of his funky 
side on his next LP, which like "Tiger" will 
be recorded at New York's A&R Studios. 

"I want to explore more upbeat things," 
Franks indicates. "I think funk is interesting 
musically, although lyrically it's a 

wasteland. But it doesn't have to be."

Ray Barretto has decided to re-sign with 
Ralph Mercado Management for repre- 
sentation in the Latin field. He had been ap- 
proached by several other agencies prior to 
his decision. 

The use of the trade name "Saoco" is the 
subject of a suit in state Supreme Court in 

New York involving former members of the 
salsa group, Americana Records, Salsoul 
Records. and Cayre Industries. 

Henry Fiol, who claims the right to use 
the name of the act, filed suit against the 
labels and his former partner, Milian, but 
the court denied his petition for an injunc- 
tion on the grounds that Milian isn't avail- 
able to be served with a summons in the 
action. 

The court also denied a cross -claim by 
the defendants for a preliminary injunction 
preventing Fiol from using the name. 

However, the court says the various par- 
ties can file suit again if Milian can be found 
and served.

TORONTO - "There's an enormous future, 
and it belongs to you, if you use it." That was 
the message imparted by Chrysalis 
Records president Terry Ellis at an address 
he gave at the five-day "Symposium '79" 
music industry gathering in Toronto, May 2- 
7. 

"If you have an idea, and it doesn't seem 
to fit," he said, "don't assume you're wrong. 

"I was asked to speak on the role of in- 
dependents in the future of the music in- 
dustry. What is the role of independents in 
the future of the music industry? The in- 
dependents are the future of the music 
industry." 

Ellis told the conference (held at the Park 
Plaza Hotel in Toronto) that the industry is 
beset with numerous problems, but cited 
the inefficiency of the majors as a prime 
reason for the heightening of the crisis in 
coming years. 

"Disco shattered the conservative ideals 
of radio," he said. "I don't really see disco 
lasting that long. It's boring. But it shook up 
the industry." 

Maximize Returns 
The independents, he says, can still 

thrive, primarily because they can narrow 
their marketing focus to promote a select 
few artists and maximize returns. 

"Men like Jerry Moss, Neil Bogart and 
Chris Blackwell are my inspiration," he 
said. "We've all got more time to be 
creative. We have the time to persist with 
new ideas." 

Chrysalis was an early success because 
of Ellis' deep personal commitment to an 
artist "no one thought could succeed," 
Jethro Tull. "But because I had the time, he 
(Ian Anderson) succeeded. I'm sure CBS 
had no idea of the possibilities they had 
with Meat Loaf. But there were a few persis- 
tent workers at Cleveland/International 
Records. Their success is a tribute to what 
can be done, if you believe in yourself."

Chrysalis' Ellis Encourages 
Independents At Symposium 

by Kirk La Pointe Chrysalis also struck gold with its first 
Canadian signing, Nick Gilder. With local 
singer Claudia Barry, Ellis feels he also has 
a career artist to work with. "We believe 
strongly in the single, 'Boogie Woogie Dan- 
cin' Shoes' (now platinum in Canada on 
London Records), but also in Claudia her- 
self. 

"With Blondie, it was the same. We 
signed Blondie because I really felt she 
(Deborah Harry) was a star. The thing that 
gave her American success, no doubt, was 
disco. But she is a star in Europe already." 

Leader In Britain 
In terms of a British track record, 

Chrysalis has been a proven success. "Last 
year, we were the number_two singles label 
and number four album label in Britain. 
Blondie was a large part of that success. In- 
deed, she was tailor-made for the U.K. 
market, which is heavily press -oriented. 
She also came along at the height of the 
punk/new wave thing. Punk may be a dirty 
word in America, but it is very hip in Europe. 

"Blondie has given us our second num- 
ber one single in six months (the last being 
Nick Gilder's 'Hot Child In The City')," com- 
mented Ellis. 

`Pleased With Business' 
Of the company's Canadian operations, 

Ellis told Cash Box that "with the limited 
amount of time I spend here, I'm terribly 
pleased with the way our business is con- 
ducted. Blondie is on the verge of double 
platinum in Canada, which led the way in 

North America. While it's working, I'm ex- 
ceptionally satisfied."

ecutives involved in disco music, the trend 
towards live disco will continue in the 
future. "Labels will want to sign disco acts 
that can go out on the road," said Audrey 
Joseph, national disco director for Arista 
Records. "Those that can't will be at a 
disadvantage." 

Tom Cossie, co -principal for MK 
Productions commented, "I know that 
we're trying to develop artists, and more 
and more record companies are also. Per- 
formances are an integral part of this 
process, and we want our acts to go out and 
try to project themselves in the best possi- 
ble way." 

Reproducing Studio Sound 
However, several questions are 

necessarily raised by the prospect of a 

"disco" act going out on tour. For instance, 
how can the act reproduce the sound of 
their hits, which often are the result of 
elaborate studio mechanization? 

"It's almost impossible to totally 
reproduce the sound," claims Jack Wither - 
bee, national director of disco promotion 
for Ariola Records. "But if you're going to 
try, expenses are the major factor." Joseph 
agreed. "You just can't reproduce the 
sound," she stated. "You try, and you have 
to have the equipment to do it." 

According to Stevens, the cost of 
properly equipping a disco band for con- 
certs is "astronomical. It's a question of 
economics," Stevens continued. "It's ex- 
pensive to recreate the sound, sometimes 
less expensive. But generally you can do it if 
you have the financial resources." 

In order to reproduce their studio sound, 
a disco group often faces expenses in the 
area of sound equipment, such as moog 
synthesizers and a drum attachment called 
a syndrum, and hiring extra musicians, 
such as additonal drummer, vocalists, a 

string section, and, in some cases, an entire 
orchestra. While the high costs involved 
were frequently cited, it was also noted that 
these costs were on a par with costs in- 
curred by touring rock bands. 

Two other factors regarding sound 
reproduction were noted by Joseph. "The 
disco sound is becoming more basic, mak- 
ing it easier to reproduce," she said, "and 
for the complicated sounds, technology is 
becoming so advanced that we can now 
recreate sounds onstage that we couldn't

touch two years ago." 
Urge To Dance 

The other question raised by disco acts 
touring is whether their audience will be 
content to sit and listen to them without hav- 
ing the room to dance. "At this point," 
answers Roxy Myzal, national director of 
disco radio promotion for Atlantic, "I think 
it's being proven that, yes, people will pay to 
sit and listen to their favorite groups." 

Michael Parenty, national disco promo- 
tion director for Salsoul, agreed, adding 
that "people are willing to sit down, in con- 
certs, and for those that aren't, they can see 
the acts in a club where you have the best of 
both worlds. People have the sound, they 
can dance, and they can also see their 
favorite act. It personalizes the ex- 
perience." 

As the demand for live disco rapidly in- 
creases, Myzal noted, some clubs find 
themselves ill-equipped to accommodate 
live acts. In addition, she said, there have 
been problems with inexperienced (or un- 
scrupulous) promoters who are trying to 
cash in on the quick buck. Yet, she points 
out, "in many ways, the problems all the 
way down the line are the same rock and 
roll faced in its developmental stage." 

And the rock axiom that tour exposure 
boosts record sales appears to be em- 
braced now by the disco community, too. 
As Stevens reiterated, "I think you have to 
tour and be visible to make it to the top." 

Cream Takes Over 
Tape Manufacture 
LOS ANGELES - Cream, Hi and Xanadu 
tapes, previously sold through GRT Cor- 
poration, will be manufactured and dis- 
tributed by Cream Records, Inc., effective 
immediately. Cream decided to take over 
its own manufacture and marketing in or- 
der to more effectively penetrate the 8 - 
track and cassette tape field. All tapes

among these performers are the Com- 
posers Quartet; the Concord String Quar- 
tet; the American Brass Quintet; violinist 
Paul Zukovsky; trumpeter Gerard Schwarz; 
pianists Gilbert Kalish, David Burge and 
Joshua Rifkin; mezzo-sopranos Jan 
Degaetani and Joan Morris; the Contem- 
porary Chamber Ensemble under Arthur 
Weisberg's direction; and Speculum 
Musicae. 

"I always work with performers who are 
deeply involved with their music, who have 
almost made it a missionary kind of thing," 
commented Sterne. "And at the point 
where Nonesuch is involved with recording 
them - with a few exceptions, of course - 
the story will be that they have been perfor- 
ming this for special audiences who have 
been going bananas over it." As an exam- 
ple she named Sergiu Luca, who recently 
recorded Bach's solo violin sonatas and 
partitas for Nonesuch. Although these 
works aren't "exactly offbeat," Sterne 
noted, Luca used baroque strings and tun- 
ing and had something new to say in these 
works that had been exciting his audiences. 

Generally, of course, Nonesuch avoids 
standard works that are continually recor- 
ded by the major labels. "I personally don't 
see any great need for it." said Sterne. "The 
motivation for making records at Nonesuch 
comes out of exactly that need of hearing 
music that hasn't been heard that way or 
hasn't been heard at all or hasn't been 
heard well. And, also, keeping it at that 
budget price has quite a bit to do with it. I'd 
love to do a work that requires a full 
symphony orchestra. As for opera, we're 
not really there for opera. It's a huge 
proposition, and it does get involved with 
the star system and well-known names ..." 

Continuous Sales 
Bill Berger, national sales manager for 

Nonesuch, explained that, unlike superstar 
releases on the major labels, Nonesuch's 
new records tend to sell slowly at first, and 
then rise to a stable level of sales. "A new 
Nonesuch album may begin to sell three 
weeks after it's released," he said. But, 
even though there may be no initial rush on 
a new title, he added, there are virtually no 
returns on Nonesuch product. 

Although there are no trained classical 
specialists at the WEA branches which dis- 
tribute Nonesuch records, said Berger, 
"We try to make it as easy for them 
(salesmen) as possible. I spend a lot of time 
in the field, talking to the salesmen, sales 
managers and branch managers, trying to 
explain the fine points of selling 
Nonesuch." 

At present, most of the label's sales are 
on the east coast and west coast and in 
Chicago; virtually all of its accounts are 
specialty record retailers. Berger pointed 
out that racked accounts aren't especially 
interested in budget classical lines because 
they can't sell large quantities of any one ti- 
tle. In addition, he said, classical customers 
aren't oriented to shopping in self-service 
departments. "They want help; they want 
time; and I'm not sure the racked account is 
ready to deal with that." 

Small Staff 
Although it is part of a huge group of 

record companies, Nonesuch operates 
with a very small staff. Sterne has three 
assistants, including people in production, 
business affairs and international promo- 
tion. Berger, who reports to Stan Marshall, 
vice president of sales for Elektra/Asylum, 
is the only full-time salesman for Nonesuch. 
The label also employs a part-time 
musicologist named Alexander Blachley, a 
medieval and renaissance music scholar 
who directs a recording group called 
Pomerium Musices. 

Nonesuch's cover art was originally done 

by Elektra's art department; the original 
concept for the label's famous baroque 
music covers, in fact, by Bill Harvey, 
Elektra's art director in the mid '60s. Today, 
however, the artwork is done by an outside 
firm. 

From the outset, Nonesuch's original 
recordings have been engineered by Elite 
Recordings in New York, headed by Marc 
Aubort. Since 1969, Joanna Nickrenz has 
co -supervised the production of most Non- 
esuch recordings. Occasionally, though, 
when a record has to be made in England, 
musicologist and conductor Denis Stevens 
supervises the production. 

Sterne pointed out that, despite the 
budget price of Nonesuch product, the 
label doesn't stint on mastering, artwork, 
liner notes, or pressing quality. Berger ad- 
ded that manufacturing costs are about 
30% higher for Nonesuch than they are for 
Elektra on a per -unit basis. The reason is 
that Nonesuch demands that records be 
pressed more slowly to ensure high quality. 

Upcoming Releases 
Meanwhile, Nonesuch is continuing to 

release new recordings that maintain its 
high standards. Scheduled for August 
release, for example, are four albums that 
typify the label's approach. One is a 
recording by pianist Paul Jacobs of 
Debussÿ s "Images" and "Estampes," in- 
cluding recently discovered additions to 
the score of "Images." There will also be a 
contemporary music recording, including 
Frederic Rzewski's "Song And Dance" and 
John Harbison's "Flower -Fed Buffaloes;" 
neither work has been recorded before. 
Early music will be represented by a new 
Pomerium Musices album entitled "Music 
Of Dufay." A fourth album licensed from 
Calliope, a French label, will feature a little- 
known Berlioz piece for wind band called 
"Symphonie Funebre et Triomphale." 

With costs escalating at a rapid rate, of 
course, it becomes more and more difficult 
to make recordings that are not expected to 
yield substantial sales. A good percentage 
of Nonesuch's records, however, do sell 
well, especially those that fall into the 
category of Americana. Nonesuch has 
done particularly well with such records as 
Rifkin's Joplin LPs, an album of Stephen 
Foster songs featuring Jan DeGaetani, 
baritone Leslie Guinn and pianist Gilbert 
Kalish, and the current Joan 
Morris/William Bolcom collaboration, 
"Songs By George and Ira Gershwin." 

Summarizing her label's fight to balance 
rising costs with its artistic goals, Sterne 
said, "There are some things that you know 
you're not going to hit any charts with, but 
you still believe enough in it and you know 
that it's important. It's a contribution."
