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EDITORIAL Fat Trimmed? 
As recorded on our front news page, the record 

industry continues to respond to its current 
economic ills by budget cut-backs. Although the 
motives for this trend are logical and based on solid 
bottom -line economics, a thorough overview of the 
situation reveals some disturbing truths. 

First, any overview must start with a national 
perspective. And it's a glaringly obvious fact that the 
economic forecast for the rest of the year is anything 
but encouraging. The soaring rate of inflation is still 
unchecked, the energy problem is far from solved, 
and our country's business and political leaders, in- 
cluding President Carter. are predicting that the 
economy will soon suffer the effects of at least a mild 
recession. 

Ir other words, the belt is going to get tighter. Now 
for the other cliches - "time to get rid of the fat" 
"chop the dead wood" and "you have to reassess 

what you have when times are tough." Fine. But 
could it be that those who are doing the assessing 
have forgotten one obvious source of budgetary fat? 

For example. what is the sense of laying off so- 
called "lower echelon" employees when executives 
continue to treat themselves extravagantly. as if they 
were nobility in the Court of Versailles? These ex- 
ecutives appear not to have considered the 
possibility of curtailing their constant limousine ser- 
vice. their lavish parties, and their bloated expense 
accounts. 

Perhaps as more jobs are cut the company does 
come out ahead on the bottom line. but the overall 
effect could well be cosmetic self-deception. For 
when an executive jokes that a particularly expen- 
sive party "cost us two secretaries" the joke may well 
turn out to be on him.

More Lay -Offs Hit Industry; 
MCA, E/A, Capricorn Cut 80

LOS ANGELES - More than 80 people 
were laid off last week in the most recent 
wave of budget cutbacks to hit the record 
industry. 

MCA Records, MCA Distributing Corp., 
Elektra/Asylum Records and Capricorn 
Records were the latest companies to 
implement financial belt -tightening 
measures. 

The staff trimmings were reportedly 
most severe at MCA Records and MCA Dis- 
tributing Corp. In a move that affected near- 
ly every department, approximately 30 
people were dismissed at MCA Records, 
while approximately 20 employees con- 
centrated in field merchandising were let 
go by MCA's distribution wing. 

At Elektra/Asylum, 15 staffers were 
terminated, reducing the label's total 
number of employees to the 1978 level of 
190. According to a label spokesperson, 
"middle to lower level" personnel in depart- 

ments including publicity, artist develop- 
ment, art and creative services were laid 
off. No national level executives, however, 
were affected by the cutback. 

Also Capricorn Records, currently un- 
dergoing a budgetary reassessment in 
Georgia, has laid off approximately 16 em- 
ployees. Areas affected by the Capticorn 
move include sales, field merchandising 
and publicity. 

Casablanca, RCA Also Hit 
This latest round of cutbacks follows re- 

cent lay-offs by Casablanca and RCA 
Records. Casablanca dismissed 25 
staffers, including Tommy Davis, national 
promotion director for Chocolate City 
Records. Most of the other dismissals, 
according to a label spokesperson, came 
from the company's "lower echelon." The 
spokesperson added that no further cut- 
backs are expected. 

RCA terminated an estimated 25 em -

Paramount Acquires 50% Of 
EMI Music; Menon Stays On

NEW YORK - EMI Limited, the British - 
based electronics and entertainment com- 
pany, is selling 50% of its music operation 
to the New York -based Paramount Pic- 
tures, division of Gulf and Western 
Corporation, for about $154 million, it was 
announced last week. 

Under the terms of the arrangement, the 
two companies expect to create a joint ven- 
ture to combine their worldwide music 
businesses. While the Paramount pur- 
chase will be made substantially via cash, it 
will also include the contribution of its pub- 
lishing arm, Famous Music, whose value is 
estimated at $13 million, although that has 
not been agreed upon in the transaction. 

Also under the agreement, Bhaskar 
Menon, who is chairman and chief execu- 
tive of EMI's worldwide music operations, 
will become chairman and chief executive 
of the joint venture. The transaction is con- 
tingent on final approval by the boards of 
Gulf and Western, Paramount, and EMI, as 
well as by governmental bodies and EMI 
stockholders. 

The music interests of EMI include Capi- 
tol Records in North America and record 
companies in 33 countries around the 
world. These enterprises encompass 
manufacturing and duplication plants, 
recording studios, music publishing com- 
panies, retail outlets and distribution net- 
works. For the fiscal year ending June 30, 
1978, EMI's music sales worldwide totaled 
$965 million.

Solleveld Urges Product Standardization 
And Predicts More Huge Worldwide Sellers 

by Ken Terry 
NEW YORK - Having built the largest 
global record operation, the Polygram 
Group now stands poised to meet even 
greater challenges created by new 
technologies. However, stressed Polygram 
Group President Coen Solleveld in a recent 
Cash Box interview, the commercial poten- 
tial of such promising innovations as digital 
recording and video discs may never be 
realized unless the major entertainment 
companies agree to standardize their new 
products. 

Coen Solleveld 

"Standardization is the key to a healthy 
business," he stated. "Otherwise there will 
be no business." 

In a wide-ranging interview that focused 
on Polygram's recently released annual 
report, Solleveld said that he doesn't ex- 
pect 1979 to be as good a year for his com- 
pany as 1978 was. Referring to the record - 
shattering, worldwide success of the 
"Saturday Night Fever" and "Grease" 
soundtracks on RSO, he noted, "Last year 
was kind of a happy incident, and you can't 
really hope to have that two or more years in 
a row. But I think we're in as good a shape 
as the market allows at the moment, which 
is not very good, because as you know, the 
market has grown a lot softer for all com- 
panies." 

In the U.S. market, Polygram's sales 
growth of 300% in 1978, Solleveld added, 
was based entirely on the revenues of its 

;wholly owned labels. Polydor, Phono- 
gram/Mercury, Philips and Deutsche 
Grammophon. American sales of 
Casablanca and RSO (which are dis- 
tributed and 50% owned by Polygram) were 
not included in Polygram's consolidated 
sales statement. Also excluded was the tur- 
nover of Polygram Distribution Inc., which 
operates on a no -profit, no -loss basis. The 
sales of RSO and Casablanca through 
Polydor and Phonogram companies 
elsewhere in the world, however, are in- 
cluded in Polygram's statement of total 
revenues. 

Although Solleveld was not anticipating 

another "Saturday Night Fever" in the near 
future, he foresaw the possibility of other 
albums selling in the same range (25 million 
for "Saturday Night Fever," 22 million for 
"Grease"). And, while he acknowledged the 
impact of movie showings on sales of the 
RSO soundtracks, he didn't feel that an 
album must be a soundtrack in order to sell 
in the tens of millions. "If something is very 
big in the U.S. and it's big in the way the 
soundtracks were with the entire popula-

According to The New York Times, EMI 
has sustained heavy losses in recent years 
on the development of a medical scanner. 
In addition, the conglomerate announced 
in May that its music sales had dropped 
substantially.

LOS ANGELES - Danny Bramson, ex- 
ecutive director of the Universal 
Amphitheatre in Universal City, has been 
named president of Backstreet Records, a 
new MCA label. Bramson will retain his post 
with the Amphitheatre in addition to his 
duties as head of the new label. 

Backstreet will utilize the services of the 
marketing, sales, promotion and creative 
staffs df MCA Records and be distributed 
by MCA Distributing Corp. 

In addition, Bramson becomes vice 
president of MCA Concerts Inc., a newly 
formed division of MCA Recreational Ser- 
vices which will produce concerts in venues 
other than the Universal Amphitheatre. 
Bramson will also continue in his advisory 
Capacity to MCA DiscoVision. 

Bramson has been with MCA, Inc. since 
he was 18 years old. He has held various 
production posts at the Universal 
Amphitheatre and, in 1975, was named ex- 
ecutive director of the facility. 

"We know that Danny's entrance into the 
record industry will be a propitious one," 
MCA Records president Bob Siner stated. 
"We are looking forward to his first releases 
and know that they will be produced with 
the same care and awareness that he has 
displayed at the Universal Amphitheatre." 

Thom Mount, executive vice president of 
Universal Pictures, added that "the motion 
picture company looks forward to 
Backstreet's involvement with Universal 
Pictures' more inventive films and scores.

"Gospel is a form of music virtually 
ignored by major labels which have the 
marketing tools and resources to develop 
it," noted MCA Records president Bob 
Siner in announcing the new label. "Gospel

Van Deerlin Bill 
Nears Showdown 
On Capitol Hill

WASHINGTON, D.C. - The House Com- 
munications Subcommittee last week 
began mark-up of Chairman Lionel Van 
Deerlin's (D -Calif.) bill to rewrite the Com- 
munications Act. The bill, H.R. 3333, is ex- 
pected to emerge by Aug. 3 for a subcom- 
mittee vote. 

Two years and 1,200 witnesses after the 
rewrite process began, most observers 
believe the key issues are still unresolved. 
The mark-up sessions will be crucial, ac- 
cording to broadcasters who find little 
agreement among subcommittee mem- 
bers on such items as spectrum fees, in- 
definite station license terms and deregula- 
tion. Some radio deregulation will probably 
make it to the final version of the bill, but 
less than the sweeping measures originally 
proposed. 

(As previously reported, H.R. 3333 would 
have granted radio broadcasters indefinite 
licenses with revocation only for technical 
violations and radio ownership would have 
been unrestricted, except that no owner 
could have more than one AM and one FM 
in the same market.) 

At lease one subcommittee member has 
voiced skepticism over the bill's chance of 
passage. House Commerce Committee 
Chairman Harley Staggers (D -W, Va.) 
reportedly doubts that a "clean" bill can be 
reported out of the committee this session.

included in full -line record companies." 
Siner expects MCA Distribution Corp. to 

be a key factor not only in the success of the 
MCA/Songbird venture but also in ex- 
panding the gospel marketplace in general. 

'Extensive Research' 
"We've done extensive research into 

gospel music," explained Siner, "and found 
that its major problem has been distribu- 
tion beyond normal channels. Christian 
bookstores are now the primary outlets for 
this music. We want to reach the people 
who buy records at retail stores, while also 
covering the traditional outlets." 

To assure that MCA/Songbird product 
does reach traditional outlets, the label's 
current five -person staff wil soon add a 

marketing person to work with MCA's dis- 
tribution arm. 

No artists have been signed by 
MCA/Songbird yet, but Ehrman indicated 
the label is looking to ink five acts in its first 
year. It is expected that B.J. Thomas will be 
among the first to sign. Ehrman also noted 
that initial emphasis will be placed on the 
signing of "contemporary Christian" artists. 

"We want to become involved in the 
burgeoning contemporary Christian/gos- 
pel market, but not at the exclusion of other 
forms of gospel music," said Ehrman. "We 
are looking for Christian artists, as opposed 
to secular/pop artists moving into the 
gospel field." 

ABC Catalog 
MCA/Songbird will have substantial 

gospel catalog product, inherited from 
ABC Records' Peacock and Songbird 
labels, to work immediately. Those labels 

will be reserviced under the MCA/Songbird 
banner. 

Corbin indicated that MCA's regular 
promotion staff may be supplemented by 
independents when the label puts out its 
first product. MCA/Songbird staff will be 
located in the MCA Tower in Universal City, 
although some Nashville staff may be ad- 
ded as the label grows. 

"As a leader in the industry, we have to 
stay aggressive despite business trends," 
added Siner. "This is an exciting venture 
with a tremendous potential market. With 
our distribution system we can expand the 
gospel market." 

Gospel Industry Reaction 
The entry of MCA Records into the 

gospel music field met with lukewarm 
response from leaders of the current 
gospel scene. 

"I wish them luck, but I don't think they 
will affect our business," said Jarrell 
McCracken, president of Word, Inc. Word, 
owned by ABC, Inc., is the largest company 
in the gospel field. "MCA/Songbird might 
be an additional force to create interest in 
gospel and religious music. 

"But it's a mistake to think that other 
secular companies can come in and be 
more effective in distribution than we are 
now," added McCracken. "Maybe they can 
get product out faster, but not more effec- 
tively. 

Distribution 
"We work on distribution as our major 

priority in both the secular and religious 
areas. That's our strongest asset as a com-

CBS Records Group Posts 
Sales Gain In Second Qtr. 
NEW YORK - Revenues for the CBS 
Records Group increased 27% in the 
second quarter of 1979, led by the "par- 
ticularly strong performance" of its inter- 
national division, according to a company 
statement. However, the Group's profits for 
the quarter declined from those of the 
prior -year period. This earnings dip was at- 
tributed "principally to the effect of foreign 
exchange losses." 

Overall, CBS Inc. enjoyed record 
revenues and earnings during the three 
months ending June 30, 1979. Net income 
rose 11% to $65.8 million from $59.3 million 
for the second quarter of 1978, while the 
corporation's volume shot up 22% to 
$913.8 million from $751.4 million in the 
prior -year period. 

CBS Inc.'s revenues for the first six 
months also set a record, although earn -

ings for the half were below the year-earlier 
period, reflecting the company's earnings 
decline in the first quarter. Net income for 
the first half of 1979 decreased 10% to 
$83.6 million from $93.1 million in the first 
six months of 1978. First half revenues, in 

contrast, jumped 17% to $1.74 billion from 
$1.5 billion in the previous year. 

In the second quarter, it was reported, 
the CBS Broadcast, Columbia and 
Publishing Groups all contributed to the 
company's earnings growth. The Columbia 
Group's revenue gain of 30% for the quar- 
ter was fueled by a "strong increase" for the 
Columbia House Division (including the 
Columbia Record Club) and the addition of 
the Gabriel Toy business, which was ac- 
quired by CBS in August, 1978. 

For the corporation as a whole, pre-tax 
profits for the second quarter increased by 
seven percent over 1978. But pre-tax 
profits for the six-month period declined 
15%. Part of this reduction in income was 
attributed to a decline in record pressing 
plant business, "primarily in the first quar- 
ter," and to the drop in domestic record dis- 
tribution profits in the first quarter. 

CBS does not separate sales of its 
domestic record company from the total 
sales of the Record Group in its quarterly 
financial reports. However, a spokesman 
for the company noted that a 27% revenue 
increase over 1978, which was a very good 
year for CBS, indicates the overall strength 
of the Records Group in both the domestic 
and international spheres. 

Chart Positions 
Another indication is the present position 

of CBS -distributed product on the Cash 
Box Top 200 Album chart. This week, 
albums on the Columbia. ARC, Epic, Jet 
and Philadelphia International labels are 
holding down half of the Top Ten positions 
on that chart.

According to Irving Wallace's "Book Of 
Lists," prairie is one of the ten most 
beautiful words in the English language. 
The word evokes thoughts of warm desert 
nights filled with huge blue skies and low 
hanging yellow moons, or the pure sound of 
acoustic guitars and soft three part har- 
mony. This is the sound that Pure Prairie 
League is noted for. The soaring harmonies 
of "Two Lane Highway" or the happy coun- 
try groove of "Amie" are perfect prairie 
sounds. 

While light country rock has always been 
at the heart of League's music, the group's 
new album "Can't Hold Back," takes on 
more of a contemporary stance. The title 
tune still carries that windy highway feel, 
and "Misery Train" is a fast paced 
bluegrass tune, but songs such as "Livin' It 
Alone" are as fresh and poppy as anything 
around today. 

Pure Prairie League - named after a 

women's temperance union in an old Errol 
Flynn movie - has long been a staple on 
the national concert circuit, touring 200 
days or more each year, bringing its 
spirited brand of rock to the stage. 

The new contingent of Pure Prairie 
League consists of bassist Mike Reilly, 
drummer Billy Hinds and keyboardist 
Michael Connor. Connor and Hines have 
been League members since the "Bustin' 
Out" LP, while Reilly joined the unit on "Two 
Lane Highway" (1975). Pure Prairie 
League's two newcomers, guitarists Patrick 
Bolen and Vince Gill joined the band in 
1978. 

In keeping with the League's songwriting 
tradition, all but drummer Hinds wrote and 
co -wrote the songs for "Can't Hold Back." 
Rookie Gill penned the majority of the tunes 
on the new LP ("Can't Hold Back," "I Can't 
Believe." "Misery Train," "I'm Going Away" 
and "Jerene"). It is also to the two new- 
comers' credit that they have been able to 
adapt so well to that rich Pure Prairie 
League harmony. 

"Pure Prairie League is an entity," sum- 
marizes Mike Reilly, the group's 
acknowledged leader. "We're not a band of 
individuals. Sure we've had personnel 
changes. Every band has. You can say the 
same thing about Poco. You can say the 
same thing about the Eagles."

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NEW FACES TO WATCH 

Terry Mace 
With the recent resurgence in popularity 

of precision, high energy pop -rock on both 
AM and FM radio, the debut release of 
singer -songwriter Terry Mace's "Confes- 
sions Of A Sinner" LP and "Love Receiver" 
single on Phonogram/Mercury Records is 

an especially well-timed and auspicious 
event. In fact, "Love Receiver," with its 
highly -charged hook and searing guitar 
lines, has already been tapped as a Cash 
Box Feature Pick. 

However, the animated Mace, who 
became the first recording artist signed by 
new label chief Bob Sherwood, related that 
his route to a major contract was filled with 
a number of ironic twists, close calls and 
setbacks. Nashville born and raised, Mace 
favored "the Memphis sound" of early Stax 
R&B over his home city's own country and 
western music, singing in various backyard 
choir groups and tuning in regularly to 
Randy's Record Mart, one of the biggest 
southern soul stations at that time. 

"I really loved R&B, but I've always been a 

singles freak and picked up on just about 
every type of music," indicated Mace. "My 
father-in-law, who I knew long before I 

married, was a juke box operator, so I was 
able to get just about every single 
released." 

Mace left home for Indiana University on 
a Theatre Arts scholarship and moved to 
New York shortly after finishing school for a 

brief stint in a Broadway musical. As fate 
would have it, though. he was lured back to 
Nashville by Jack Clement, who had seen 
him in New York, and Mace ended up 
cutting three bluesy rock singles for Cle- 
ment's JMI Records. 

Little else was happening in Nashville for 
Mace, so he packed his bags again and 
headed west for Los Angeles, working both 
as a solo performer and as part of a locally 
successful vocal group called The Rest Of 
Our Lives. For a time, Mace was involved 
with Jeff Wald Managment, who came 
close to securing a recording deal for him 
with Capitol, which fell through, as did a 

similar agreement with Epic, when then - 
senior VP and GM Ron Alexenburg left to 
form Infinity. 

Mace's expectations were raised once 
again when he signed on with Allan Carr, 
who brought his demos to RSO's Robert 
Stigwood. Stigwood wanted Mace to 
record two singles for his fledgling label, 
but Carr nixed the deal, looking for an LP 
contract instead. 

Things finally began to come together for 
Mace when he hooked up with record in- 
dustry lawyer Mickey Shapiro through a 

friend of Mace's who was interested in one 
of his singles. Shapiro got Mace a long- 
term publishing contract with Warner 
Bros./Tamerlane Music and, within a mat- 
ter of weeks, a recording deal with 
Phonogram/Mercury. Another dream of 
Mace's was fulfilled when he went to 
England to record "Confessions" with 
producer Mike Hurst, who had worked with 
Cat Stevens and Manfred Mann, among 
others. 

"I think that the album really has a very 
good chance of doing something," sum- 
med up Mace prophetically. 

Stephanie Mills 
Very few people have made a success- 

ful transition from the relatively conserva- 
tive milieu of the Broadway stage to the 
faster, more contemporary demands of the 
pop recording world. But the success of 
Stephanie Mills' new album and single, 
both titled "Whatcha Gonna Do," on the 
RCA -distributed 20th Century -Fox label 
gives every indication that this 22 -year -old 
lady will achieve the same kind of success 
on the concert stage that she did on the 
Broadway stage during her four-year stint 
as Dorothy in "The Wiz." 

"It was hard," admits Stephanie. "Peo- 
ple in the music business think that people 
from Broadway can't sell records. Also, 
they think of me only as Dorothy. It's been 
something I've been totally determined to 
overcome. And performing in concert 
situations is in my blood." 

Stephanie's background does indeed 
point to as much an inclination for concert 
performance as it does for the stage. At the 
tender age of 10, she won an amateur night 
concert at the Apollo Theatre. The victory 
immediately earned her her first profes- 
sional booking; a week's engagement there 
with the Isley Brothers. One year later, 
Stephanie earned her first Broadway role - a part in "Maggie Flynn," starring Shir- 
ley Jones and the late Jack Cassidy. 

The turning point in Stephanie's career 
came at age 15, when she got the starring 
role of Dorothy in the hit Broadway musi- 
cal, "The Wiz." Stephanie won national 
acclaim for both her signing and her acting 
ability. 

After the show's four year run ended in 

January, she focused her attention on mak- 
ing records and got a recording contract 
with 20th Century -Fox. The label deal was 
not in fact the young lady's first. "I had been 
with ABC and then with Motown," ex- 
plained Mills. "But, although I was with Mo- 
town for two and a half years, you'd never 
know it, because they didn't do anything 
with me. But Bunky Shepard, who was at 
Motown with me, moved over to 20th and 
said, 'we've got to do something for her 
here.' That, combined with having Mtume 
as my producer - who is much more sensi- 
tive than his image - has made it a whole 
new ball game." 

Yet, even as the single, "Whatcha Gonna 
Do With My Love," is bulleting up the 
charts, Mills continues to set new, more 
adventurous goals. 

I think that people say about 
me, 'what is she going to do now? 
Right now I'm on the road touring, some- 
times opening and sometimes headlining. 
In September, I'm going back into the 
studio, with Mtume producing again, to do 
an album that will hopefully be released in 
December or January. On that album I will 
also be trying my hand at songwriting for 
the first time, and then hopefully, if not this 
year then next year, I'll get my own special. 

I'll also be looking at scripts for either 
another Broadway show or a movie. But 
right now, I'm happy to be with a company 
that's promoting me and took the time to 
find the right producer, because from my 
end, whatever I do, I don't hold back. I give 
my all." 

ARTIST PROFILE 

Island's Palmer Just Wants To 
Write, Record And Play Music

LOS ANGELES - With his fifth Island 
release, Robert Palmer is an artist on the 
verge of a breakthrough. "Secrets" is the 
highest debut on the Cash Box Top 200 
Albums chart this week at #87 bullet, 
following last year's "Double Fun" LP which 
reached the #26 spot. 

"Bad Case Of Loving You (Doctor, Doc- 
tor)" is this week's highest debuting single 
as well, coming on at #75 bullet. Last year 
Palmer had his first Top 15 single with 
"Every Kinda People," and Island is hoping 
to push "Bad Case" even further. But such 
matters are of little concern to the artist. 

"I have to make music, write songs," says 
Palmer. "I honestly like pop music - and I 

can't really think of anything else to do. 
"I don't care what happens after the 

record's done, that's just happy trappings. 
To me, success is just an abstract. It used to 
frighten me but not anymore." 

Palmer's fondness for his livelihood ex- 
tends beyond his writing and recording. 
He's also one of the few performers who 
thrives on the road, spending about six 
months each year doing shows. He's 
currently rehearsing his four -piece band 
for a series of 90-100 minute shows later 
this summer featuring material from his five 
Island releases. 

"I love the road," says Palmer. "For six 
months, six days a week it feels good and I 

don't think about anything else, except 
maybe finding a good restaurant after the 
show. Then when it's over I go home to 
Nassau, meditate about what happened 
and decide what comes next." 

But things weren't always so well defined 
for the blond soul singer, even after he es- 
tablished himself as a solo act following 
stints with Vinegar Joe, Dada, Alan Bown 
and his first band, the Mandrakes. 

"It took me three LPs to get to the point 
where I could choose to stop and look at 
what had gone on," Palmer recalls. "But the 
first three LPs had to happen that way to get 
me where I am now.

Fiedler Dead At 84 
NEW YORK - Arthur Fiedler, who conduc- 
ted the Boston Pops for half a century, died 
at his home in Brookline, Mass. last week, 
apparently of a heart attack. He was 84 
years old. 

Although the Boston Pops was already 
45 years old when Fiedler took over its 
direction in 1930, the orchestra, which 
usually consists of the Boston Symphony 
minus its principal players, has become en- 
tirely identified with Fiedler in the public 
mind. Offering programs of light classics 
intermixed with lush arrangements of pop- 
ular standards, the Boston Pops often at- 
tracts larger audiences than the BSO itself. 

This popularity has also extended into 
the recording field. Fiedler's many 
recordings with the Pops orchestra for 
Polydor, RCA and London have sold an es- 
timated 50 million copies worldwide. 

Since 1976, Fiedler and the Boston Pops 
have recorded four albums for London. 
Three have already been released, and the 
fourth, a recording of selections by George 
Gershwin, is scheduled for release. Prior to 
their association with London, the Pops 
were tied for several years to Polydor 
Records. But most of their commercially 
successful albums - 100 in all - were 
made for RCA Records. 

A spokesman for RCA said that the com- 
pany has no plans to release a tribute 
album containing selections from the late 
conductor's recorded repertoire. RCA 
recently issued a double pocket 50th an- 
niversary album by the Pops.

This is the ultimate disco album. Packaged beautifully by 
Casablanca, it features the top dancin' songs of the past few 
years. Disco freaks will leave this LP on the turntable from start 
to finish as it comes replete with DJ segues, and has no dead air 
on it whatsoever. All the classics are on this two record set: 
Summer's "Last Dance," Chic's "Le Freak" and Peaches and 
Herb's "Shake Your Groove Thing." An LP for discomaniacs 
has been a long time in coming, but "Studio 54" has finally 
arrived.

This beautiful songstress has such a warm, engaging vocal 
style that she can bring life to even the most mundane country 
song.

Minnie Riperton 

Minnie Riperton 
Dead At 31 
LOS ANGELES - Singer/songwriter Min- 
nie Riperton, who had been receiving can- 
cer therapy treatments for the past three 
years, died July 12 at Cedars -Sinai Hospital 
in Los Angeles. She was 31. 

The gold -selling pop star first dis- 
covered she had breast cancer in 1976 and 
subsequently underwent a mastectomy. In 
1977, President Carter honored her at a 
ceremony held at the White House and pre- 
sented the performer with the American 
Cancer Society Courage Award. 

The following year she was named Na- 
tional Educational Chairman for the Ameri- 
can Cancer Society, the youngest and only 
black woman to be so honored. Despite 
continuing cancer therapy, the courage- 
ous Riperton remained active in cancer re- 
search fundraising and the women's move- 
ment. 

One of eight children, Riperton was born 
in Chicago in 1947. She entered show busi- 
ness at the age of 14, singing with the 
Gems. Back-up singing assignments fol- 
lowed with Johnny Nash, Ramsey Lewis, 
The Dells, Wayne Cochran, Quincy Jones 
and Roberta Flack. 

Riperton was a member of the Rotary 
Connection in the late '60s, touring with the 
Rolling Stones, Janis Joplin, Santana, 
Jefferson Airplane, and Sly and the Family 
Stone. 

After the group disbanded in 1970, 
Riperton embarked on a solo career with 
her album "Come To My Garden," featur- 
ing several tracks written by her husband 
Dick Rudolph. 

Riperton achieved star status with the re- 
lease of her first gold album on Epic, "Per- 
fect Angel." Co -produced by Stevie 
Wonder, the LP included the international 
number one hit, "Loving You." The next 
album, "Adventures In Paradise," also went 
gold and was followed by "Stay In Love." 

She is survived by her husband, Dick 
Rudolph, who also co -wrote and produced 
her solo albums, and two children, Maya, 
age 6 and Marc, age 11. 

New York Price War 
Enters A New Stage 
NEW YORK - In an apparent rekindling of 
the New York retail price war, Jimmy's ad- 
vertised 16 records for $3.99 in the Thurs- 
day July 12 issue of Daily News. The 
records, all of which feature name artists, 
range from current hits like Anita Ward's 
"Ring My Bell" and Supertramp's 
"Breakfast In America" to catalog product 
like "Bob Dylan's Greatest Hits" and the 
Who's "Who Are You." In the same 
newspaper, an ad by Korvettes listed 15 hit 
$7.98 albums for $3.99. The Jimmy's ad 
represents the broadest selection of deep 
discounted titles the firm has offered since 
it gained notoriety for lowballing in 1977. 
(Cash Box, May 26, 1979.) 

Neither Eliott Sutton, president of 
Jimmy's, nor Dave Rothfeld, vice president 
of divisional merchandising for Korvettes, 
was available for comment. 

Hammond To Chair 
White House Group 
WASHINGTON, D.C. - First Lady 
Rosalynn Carter last week announced the 
appointment of a commission to update the 
White House record library, which currently 
holds some 1,900 recordings. Mrs. Carter 
hosted the new members at a lunch and 
working meeting at the White House on July 
12. 

"Jimmy has the music on in his office all 
the time," Mrs. Carter noted during the 
meeting. 

Initiated In 1969 
The library was initiated in 1969 when the 

Recording Industry Association of America 
offered to provide the White House with a 
representative collection of American 
recordings. Mrs. Richard Nixon accepted 
the collection in March 1973. The selections 
are divided into the following categories: 
popular, classical, jazz, folk/coun- 
try/gospel, and spoken word (with a sub- 
category for humor). 

The new commission will decide which 
records released since 1973 should be in- 
cluded in the library. A second 
organizational meeting is scheduled for 
September; the library updating should 
begin early next year. 

While the original collection was limited 
to 2,000 recordings (housed in the family 
quarters of the White House), the new com- 
mission will decide the number of records 
to be added. A duplicate of the White House 
record library was presented to the Ken- 
nedy Center in Washington, where it is part 
of the Performing Arts Library and is 
available to the public. 

The members of the commission were 
chosen for "their expertise in particular 
areas of recorded sound." Among those 
named was John Hammond, as chairman. 
Other members include: 

Ed Bland, record producer, arranger, 
musical director and former consultant to 
the Museum of Modern Art and the 
Brooklyn Academy of Music.

Berry Given Four 
Months In Jail 
For Tax Evasion 
LOS ANGELES - Rock 'n' roil pioneer 
Chuck Berry was sentenced to four months 
in prison and ordered to donate 1,000 
hours of performance for community ser- 
vice in Los Angeles federal court last week 
after pleading guilty to charges of income 
tax evasion. 

Berry had been charged with evading 
payment of nearly $110,000 in federal in- 
come taxes in 1973. U.S. District Court 
Judge Harry Pregerson suspended a three- 
year prison sentence and allowed Berry un- 
til August 30 to report to Lompoc prison 
camp because of Berry's previous corn- 
mittment to a scheduled European tour. 

The singer was also charged with two 
counts of making false statements in his 
1973 tax return which were dropped at the 
sentencing. He was indicted in May by a St. 
Louis federal grand jury on the tax evasion 
charges.

Featuring the lush, sophisticated sound that has 
become his trademark, Turrentine has come up with an LP that 
is a natural evolution from his past work. Strong sidemen, plus 
that typically heavy use of strings, create more Turrentine 
classics along the lines of "Pieces Of Dreams.""'You" is vintage 
Turrentine, complete with a lush string arrangement; while the 
title cut and "Take Me Home" tap that seemingly bottomless 
well of emotion that the Sugar Man possesses. 

EUPHORIA - Gato Barbieri - A&M SP 4774- Producer: Jay 
Chattaway - List: $7.98 

This is Barbieri at his best. Backed by the usual galaxy of top 
jazzists (Ron Carter, Billy Cobham, David Spinozza, Eric Gale 
and Eddie Martinez, to name just a few), Barbieri is in a comfor- 
table groove as he ranges through a variety of cuts from the hot 
and brassy "Theme From Firepower," to the smooth "Speak 
Low," to the slow and sultry "Lions Also Cry." Another especially 
interesting jam is "Gods And Astronauts (Errare Humanum 
Est)," a mid -tempo tune featuring a fine interplay between 
Gato's sax, his voice and the clean guitar work of Steve Khan. 

FIRE AND FILIGREE - Curtis Fuller - Bee Hive 7007 - 
Producer: Jim Neumann - List: 8.98 

Trombonist Fuller has been away from records too long, but 
this super album goes a long way toward correcting that. Sal 
Nistico and Walter Bishop Jr. are helpful in the solo department, 
and the program is a solid mixture of standards and originals. 
Bristling bebop! 

ON JAZZ 
ONE STEP AHEAD - Warner Bros. Records, in an effort to broaden the commercial base 
for jazz oriented music, recently sponsored a day -long seminar on jazz and progressive 
music marketing at the label's Burbank, Calif. headquarters. The seminar, hosted by WB 
jazz and progressive music director Ron Goldstein and his staff, focused on eight panel- 
ists including Mike Harrison, director of Goodphone Communications; Rod McGrew, 
Brotherhood Attractions; Jack Gold, jazz editor, Goodphone Communications; Chuck 
Mitchell, program director, WRVR-FM/New York; Artie Morehead, jazz buyer, Tower 
Records; Larry Magid, Philadelphia promoter and manager of Grover Washington Jr.; Les 
Sarnoff, program director, KINK-FM/Portland; and artist Chick Corea. Although the after- 
noon segment got bogged down in a discussion of semantics as the panelists attempted to 
come up with new terminology for contemporary jazz, they were able to reach a consen- 
sus on several points: a) radio holds the key to jazz's growth, b) many young consumers are 
turning to mainstream as well as fusion jazz as an alternative to a steady diet of rock and c) 
jazz must receive the same marketing, merchandising and promotional support as rock if it 
is to reach its full market potential. While noting the emergence of an "adult oriented pop 
market," Harrison said that whereas just one year ago only nine stations were playing a sig- 
nificant amount of jazz, today there are 50 trackable stations programming jazz. Goldstein 
said at the conclusion of the meeting that future seminars will be held to explore specific 
topics related to jazz marketing. Top Warners and WEA brass on hand for the seminar in- 
cluded Mo Ostin, WB chairman and president; Henry Droz, WEA president; Vic Farad, 
WEA executive vice president; Ed Rosenblatt, WB senior vice president/director sales and 
promotion, and Russ Bach, WEA vice president, marketing and development. 
ARTIST PROFILE - Freddie Hubbard, whose sixth Columbia album, "Love Connec- 
tion," this week enters the Cash Box Jazz Chart at #31, says that at this point in his career 
he is concerned with "the total LP concept" rather than just trying to be "the hardest blow- 
ing trumpet around." Says Hubbard: "This album gives people a chance to hear the pretty 
side of my playing; there are no weird chord changes or anything like that. I tried to come 
up with a more musical, relaxed setting but still be contemporary with people like Chick 
Corea on keyboards and Chester Thompson on drums." Hubbard praised the work of 
Claus Ogerman, who coproduced the LP and arranged and conducted the N.Y. Phil- 
harmonic on the track "This Dream." "Claus said he wrote that song for me because he 
liked the way I play trumpet," according to Hubbard, who won a Grammy in 1972 for "First 
Light." "I've always had a deep respect for Claus' work, and it was great to have him 
arrange the date around my thoughts and playing. In fact, you could say that the little 'Love 
Connection' reflects my love for my wife, Bridget, my love for music, and my love for Claus." 
Currently in the midst of a month and a half -long tour with his sextet - Hadley Caliman on 
sax and flute, Carl Burnett on drums, Billy Childs on piano, Larry Kline on bass and Phil 
Ranelln on trombone - Hubbard will be in Tokyo later this month for a reunion perfor- 
mance with Herbie Hancock's V.S.O.P. unit. "It's an opportunity to play with some of some 
of the greatest young musicians around," says Hubbard, who's been playing profes- 
sionally since he was 17. "When I'm playing with guys'like Tony (Williams) and Herbie, I feel 
like I'm 21 again." 
IT'S ABOUT TIME - For the past six months, Japanese jazzist Yutaka Yokokura's "Love 
Light" LP has been creating a lot of excitement and interest in the states. Recorded on the 
Alfa label of Japan, "Love Light" has been receiving heavy jazz airplay across the country - from KKGO and KJLH in L.A. to WRVR in N.Y.C. - but until now, that was it. Due to con- 
tract negotiations, the LP was never released here. However, thanks to Louis Robinson, 
manager of Sound Master Records in Carson, Calif., "Love Light" is now available in this 
country. Robinson and his staff negotiated an import deal with Alfa, and on July 14, the LP 
went on sale to the general public as an import, with Yutaka himself on hand at the store to 
finally launch the commercial debut of his product. 
NEW & OUT - The latest Savoy reissues include "Honkers & Screamers" featuring Lee

An anthology of the great bassist/composer/band leader's 
works on the Atlantic label, this three -record set is one of the 
finest collections of its kind. Featuring such classics as 
"Pithecanthropus Erectus," "Haitian Fight Song," "Wham Barn 
Thank You Ma'am," "Free Cell Block F, 'Tis Nazi U.S.A." and 
numerous others, the album is augmented by thoughtful liner 
notes by Nat Hentoff and a brief (3:30) set of casual spoken 
reflections by Mingus on his music taped during a 1975 conver- 
sation with producer Mimaroglu. 

PREZ AND JOE- Prez Conference/Joe Williams - GNP 2124 - Producer: Dave Pell - List: 7.98 
Four saxes and four rhythm musicians make up Prez Con- 

ference, and they play orchestrated Lester Young solos while 
Joe Williams sings. An intelligent, well -realized idea, with the 
only problem being that the chosen key on some tunes does not 
suit Williams' range. The good -quality sound from original two - 
track masters reminds one that this is still the best way to record 
jazz. Williams fans and jazz fans should enjoy! 

THE GIFTED ONES - Dizzy Gillespie/Count Basie - Pablo 
2310 833 - Producer: Norman Granz - List: 8.98 

An unusual quartet setting for the leaders, but a good deal of 
inspiration results. The program is mostly blues, and the 
tempos are down; but given that, the performances are very 
fine. For Basie this isn't easy, because his big band is his modus 
operandi, but it is not too difficult to accompany Diz. Some 
mellow fire here. 
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POINTS WEST 
Record Pressers May 
Receive Payments In 
Anti -Trust Settlement 
NEW YORK - Twenty-three manufac- 
turers of corrugated boxes and sheets and 
24 suppliers of folding cartons, indicted by 
Federal grand juries on charges of anti- 
trust price fixing, have agreed to pay a total 
of $500 million in separate settlement funds 
to companies that purchased materials 
directly from the defendants. 

The figure in the corrugated box settle- 
ment, $300 million, is believed to be one of 
the largest sums ever awarded in anti-trust 
litigation. The total could reach $400 million 
in the event that the 11 remaining defen- 
dants in the case reach a settlement, ac- 
cording to Charles Ruttenberg, counsel for 
NARM, whose law firm, Arent, Fox, Kintner, 
Plotkin and Kahn, specializes in anti-trust 
litigation. 

Awards in the corrugated box case entitle 
those companies that purchased 
corrugated materials from the defendants 
from January 1960 to January 1978 to a 

proportionate share of the settlement fund. 
Suppliers in the folding carton case that 
sold materials from January 1960 to 
December, 1974 have agreed to provide a 

settlement fund of $200 million. Awards in 

both cases will be determined according to 
the amount of materials purchased over the 
aforementioned periods and pro -rated 
against the number of companies that file 
for claims. 

Spokesmen for several of the nation's 
record pressers told Cash Box that they are 
currently exploring their eligibility to file 
claims against the defendants in both set- 
tlements. 

The 14 defendants indicted in both cases 
included: Alton Boxboard Co.; Champion 
Intl. Corp.; Container Corp. of America; 
Diamond Intl. Corp.; Fibreboard Corp.; 
Georgia Pacific Corp.; Hoerner-Waldorf 
Corp.; International Paper Co.; Mead 
Corp.; Olinkfraft Inc.; Potlach Corp.; St. 
Regis Paper Co.; and Weyerhaeuser Co.

Van McCoy, 35, 
Grammy Winner 
For `Hustle,' Dies 
LOS ANGELES - Van McCoy, who in 1975 
penned and recorded one of the early disco 
hits, "The Hustle," died July 6 at Engle- 
wood Hospital in New Jersey of a heart 
attack. He was 35. 

McCoy, who won a Grammy for "The 
Hustle," was also a producer and ar- 
ranger. In 1975, he formed a partnership 
with Charles Kipps, and under McCoy- 
Kipps Productions, produced albums for 
Gladys Knight & The Pips, Melba Moore, 
David Ruffin, Faith, Hope & Charity, and, 
most recently, Stacy Lattisaw and Aretha 
Franklin. 

Born in Washington, D.C., McCoy began 
writing at the age of 18, while he was still en- 
rolled as a part-time college student. 
Several of his first compositions were re- 
corded by such artists as Nat "King" Cole 
and Aretha Franklin. Peaches and Herb 
also garnered many early hit records with 
McCoy's songs. 

More recently, McCoy collaborated on 
the MCA album soundtrack for the TV -fea- 
ture film, "A Woman Called Moses." 

Casablanca Inks 
Film Deal With 
Universal Pix 
LOS ANGELES - Casablanca Record and 
FilmWorks has entered into a comprehen- 
sive motion picture financing and distribu- 
tion agreement with Universal Pictures. Un- 
der the terms of the deal, said to be for a 

five-year period, Universal will not only 
finance and distribute certain films 
worldwide for Casablanca, but will also 
handle the U.S. and Canadian distribution 
of films financed solely by Casablanca. 

The deal, effective immediately, calls for 
a minimum of six films per year to be 
delivered to Universal - including both the 
films financed by Universal and those paid 
for solely by Casablanca. However, it is un- 
derstood that Casablanca will have the op- 
tion of deciding which films to bankroll by it- 
self, and thus retain all potential revenues 
from worldwide distribution. 

The first effort under the new agreement 
is expected to be either "Six Weeks," starr- 
ing Sylvester Stallone, Jacqueline Bisset 
and Quinn Cummings, or "King Of The 
Mountain," starring Brad Davis. Both will 
probably be financed by Universal under 
the terms of the deal. 

Casablanca's television production 
operation, TeleWorks, is not affected by the 
new deal. 

Studio 54's Owners 
Fight Tax Charges 
NEW YORK - Steven Rubell and Ian 
Schrager, owners of Studio 54, and Richard 
De Courcey, former manager of the club, 
have pleaded not guilty to tax evasion 
charges in Federal District Court in 
Manhattan. Rubell and Schrager were 
released on personal bonds of $50,000, 
while DeCourcey was released on a $25,- 
000 personal bond. 

The three were indicted June 28 (Cash 
Box, July 14) on the tax charges, which in- 
volve $2.5 million allegedly skimmed from 
the disco. 

For The Record 
LOS ANGELES - No restraining order has 
been issued preventing MCA Records from 
releasing either of two George Thorogood 
albums the label acquired from former 
Thorogood producer Dan Lipman, contrary 
to a Cash Box story last week. A hearing is 
scheduled for July 16 in U.S. District Court 
in Los Angeles on the suit filed by 
Thorogood vs. Lipman and MCA. 

BURBANK BITES THE HAND THAT FEEDS - For a while it looked like Burbank's 
Starlight Amphitheatre was going to fulfill its promise this summer and blossom into a 

top contemporary music venue. Between them, Wolf & Rissmiller and Cinevision had 
such acts as Poco, Robert Palmer, Roxy Music, Todd Rundgren, Patti Smith and Blue 
Oyster Cult booked into the 3,000 -seat outdoor theatre. But at a June 26 Burbank City 
Council meeting, the Roxy Music, Rundgren, Smith and Blue Oyster Cult shows booked 
by Cinevision were vetoed, with councilmen citing concerns about possible violations 
of state drug and alchohol laws and the concerts becoming a "public nuisance." "The 
city wanted shows in the Ampitheatre and we reached an agreement to do some there," 
says Jim Rissmiller. "Now I've had to cancel the whole series. This is a terrible situation 
that smacks of McCarthyism. City councilmen said at that June 26th meeting that they 
wanted to keep 'anti-nukers and homosexuals' out of their area. It's a shame to see this 
great east Valley location empty and, although city officials can say anything during 
hearings, we are looking into a potential lawsuit" . Cinevision head Jack Berwick 
says his company is also "headed toward a lawsuit." Berwick adds he's particularly in- 
censed becaused Burbank is a city that lives off the entertainment industry and is now 
discouraging live performances.

Spencer Davis and his L.A. Rhythm Kings 
were joined by Terry Reid, Long John Baldry, Jackie Lomax and Bee Gees percus- 
sionist Joe Lala and ran through a list of Spencer Davis Group classics. Spencer, by the 
way. turns 37 this week. 
SUTTON VISITS CASH BOX - Currently on a six -week tour with RSO's Suzi Quatro, 
Gregg Sutton came up to the Cash Box office in Hollywood while in town to play the 
Roxy last week. Before getting his solo deal with Columbia, Sutton played with KGB and 
served as boyhood friend Andy Kaufman's musical director. Sutton takes credit for 
naming Kaufman's sometime opening act Tony Clifton's band the Cliftones.

LOS ANGELES - Music Preview Network 
(MPN), a satellite distributed music service 
designed as an alternative channel for ex- 
posing new record product, was in- 
troduced last week at the New England 
Cable Television Association Convention in 

Portsmouth, New Hampshire. The 24 -hour 
national cable radio network will begin 
operations this fall. 

MPN will be advertiser -supported and 
free to cable subscribers. The service will 
be distributed by United Video, Inc., which 
now sends WGN-TV and WFMT- 
FM/Chicago to cable systems via RCA's 
Satcom I satellite. 

"There will be no commercials per se on 
the network," explains Dennis Waters, 
president of MPN, Inc. and former program 
manager/director of WYNY-FM/New York, 
WRVE/New York, 130/Pittsburgh and 
WRC/Washington. "MPN will be like a giant 
showroom, with advertisers buying hour or 
half-hour blocks of time to display their new 
product." 

Waters says the markets MPN will reach 
in the fall will be announced in a few weeks, 
but he has New York and Los Angeles lined 
up already. 

"We have received enough assurances 
of support to convince us we have a 

worthwhile idea," adds Waters. "We will 
promote MPN heavily in each local market, 
and this is of great interest to the industry." 

MPN will have the sound of an all -music 
station, with live DJs at most times, playing 
cuts and whole album sides. Operations 
vice president Bob Buchmann will super- 
vise music and jock selection. 

North Promotions owner Harry Turner is 

set as vice president, sales. Corey Taylor is 

vice president, marketing. "Cable is a new 
direction to merchandise records in the 
'80s," Waters says. "Satellite distribution 
now makes it possible for the record 
manufacturer to get immediate nationwide 
play for this new product, the same product 
that's toughest to get played on standard 
radio." 

MPN expects to reach one million 
households this year and is shooting for 10 

percent of America's homes within a few 
years. The company will be based in New 
York. Further information is available from 
Waters at (212) 254-4784.

For such a record, Solleveld continued, 
there is no language barrier. In the case of 
disco, a danceable beat is more important 
than lyrics, he noted, and even where the 
lyric is important, English has now become 
an accepted language for records around 
the world. It has gotten to the point, in fact, 
where many European groups are now 
singing in English, he stated. Nevertheless, 
he cautioned, this does not necessarily 
foreshadow an invasion of the U.S. by 
groups from other countries. "It's very dif- 
ficult for music from foreign countries to be 
accepted here," he said. "You don't see 
many hits from abroad consistently sold in 
the U.S." 

Creative Input Sought 
When Solleveld moved his base of 

operations from Europe to New York last 
year, rumors began to circulate that 
Polygram was looking to buy out various 
U.S. record companies. Since then, 
however, the company has concentrated 
on building the labels it already had here 
and on signing more labels and individual 
acts for international distribution. 

In Solleveld's statement in the annual 
report, he said, "in 1979, Polygram will con- 
tinue to reinforce its position as a leading 
enterprise in the world of sound and vision 
by attracting additional talents and 
strengthening its already dynamic 
partnerships. The Group intends to expand 
its affiliation with dynamic labels as in the 
recent agreement with the Barclay Group 

Asked whether this meant that Polygram 
was planning to acquire more labels, 
Solleveld replied, "No. There aren't so 
many left. And I think it is not so much the 
label that we're seeking; it's the creative in- 
dividual that we are really thinking of when 
we say we want to make this liaison with 
other companies. We have music enough; 
we have labels enough; all we need to do is 
exploit it. But good music is a thing that we 
can always use, and if there is any 
possibility of us getting together with a 
creative individual and taking care of the in- 
ternational marketing and sales, then we 
are always interested." 

International Strength 
Solleveld emphasized Polygram's inter- 

national strength. Doing business in 31 
countries, the company has one of the 
oldest and best -established worldwide 
record operations. A measure of this posi- 
tion is the fact that Polygram hasn't set up 

subsidiaries or licensees in any new 
territories in the past six years. "We're 
everywhere where we want to be," com- 
mented Solleveld. 

According to the annual report, the Euro- 
pean share of the world music market grew 
from 23.5% in 1968 to 35.5% in 1978, while 
the U.S. share declined from 53% to 36.5% 
during the same period. Solleveld pointed 
out that much of this change can be at- 
tributed to the declining value of the dollar 
in relation to other currencies. Even in 

terms of unit sales, however, he said, "I 
have reason to believe that Europe is cer- 
tainly not growing more slowly than the U.S. 
That in itself is an agreeable picture." 

During the first half of 1979, Solleveld ad- 
ded, Polygram's European sales have been 
good. But he said that sales in certain Euro- 
pean countries are beginning to "flatten 
out," reflecting a slowdown in the 
economies of those nations. 

In the rest of the world, the Polygram 
chief continued, "I don't think there are any 
countries that will show a dramatic growth 
(in record sales) over the coming years." 
The developed countries will consume 
more or less records in about the same 
proportion as the U.S. and Europe, he 
predicted, while the developing countries 
"will grow rather more slowly." For exam- 
ple, he noted, "It will take quite a number of 
years for China to develop as a music 
market. It will be a very big one someday, 
but there are a couple of things that have to 
be taken care of before it can be 
developed." Likewise, he said, India, with 
600 million people, should be a big music 
market, "but it hasn't developed 
dramatically over the past 10 years that we 
have been active there." 

Solleveld pointed out that there are a 
number of attractive markets in the world 
where it is difficult to do business. Argen- 
tina, for instance, has nearly as much 
potential as Brazil, but its rapid inflation 
rate - which can go as high as 400% an -

NASHVILLE - Despite the gas crunch, 
thousands of country music lovers turned 
out for three major country festivals held 
over the 4th of July holiday. 

Willie Nelson's seventh annual Picnic 
drew 20,000 boisterous, progressive - 
country fans on the grounds of Nelson's 
newly purchased Pedernales Country Club 
outside of Austin, Tex., and 52,000 fans 
traveled to Staunton, Va. for the 10th an- 
nual Statler Brothers Celebration. Also, a 
crowd of 25,000 packed a site outside of 
Montgomery, Ala. to hear Ronnie Milsap 
and Hank Williams, Jr. 

On the edge of the beautiful hill country 
in central Texas (27 miles outside of 
Austin), Nelson opened the doors of his 
cowboy country club for 12 hours of Lone 
Star music. Camped out under a broiling 
sun, the energetic crowd hooted and 
hollered for Nelson and guests Leon 
Russell, Ernest Tubb, Bobby Bare, Johnny 
Paycheck, Cooder Brown, the Geezinslaw 
Brothers, Don Bowman, Steve Fromholz 
and Ray Wylie Hubbard. 

In their hometown of Staunton, Va., The 
Statler Brothers hosted their 10th annual 
July 4th celebration -a full day of parades, 
softball games, a Civil -War battle re- 
enactment and evening concert featuring 
the Statler Brothers and special guest Bar- 
bara Mandrell. Although the weather was 
cool with rain dripping throughout the day, 
the crowd of 52,000 came from 37 states 
and seven countries. The event was free to 
the public with various local charity groups 
earning funds through concession stands. 

Distinguished guests for the Statler 
Brothers affair included Gueisheng Cao, 
the charge d'affaires for the Chinese Em- 
bassy in Washington, D.C. and the highest 
ranking Chinese official in the United 
States, and presidential advisor Michael 
Oksenberg, who sits on the National 
Security Council. 

Phonogram/Mercury president Robert 
Sherwood, senior vice president Lou 
Simon and Jerry Kennedy, Nashville vice 
president and director of A&R, also atten- 
ded the celebration. At dusk, The Statler 
Brothers performed for approximately 45 
minutes. Mandrell appeared following The 
Statlers, and the group closed the evening 
with another show.

NASHVILLE - "Broadway Opry '79: A Little 
Country in the Big City" will debut at the St. 
James Theatre in New York July 27, and will 
continue through Sept. 2.

NEW YORK - Despite the gas crunch, at- 
tendance was hardly down at all from past 
years when the Boston Symphony 
launched its annual Tanglewood Festival in 
Lenox, Mass. recently. Led by Eugene Or- 
mandy in the first two concerts and Ray- 
mond Leppard in the final concert of the 
weekend, the BSO lived up to its own high 
standards and produced some perfor- 
mances of outstanding beauty. 

The finale, however, revealed a fly in the 
ointment. Despite Ormandy's moderate 
pace and four-square phrasing, the 
orchestra bit into this wild gypsy music 
more than the soloist did. With his dainty, 
fastidious style, rooted in the classicism of 
Haydn and Mozart, Silverstein was tem- 
peramentally unsuited to dive headlong 
into this gutsy movement. One longed in 
vain for a larger -than -life personality who 
could dominate the stage. 

That personality appeared in the second 
half of the concert, where Ormandy got a 

chance to unleash the orchestra's full 
power in Brahms' Second Symphony. The 
first movement was performed especially 
well; though broadly paced, the themes 
were shaped with a glowing romantic ardor, 
and Ormandy exhibited his mastery in 
seamless transitions and faultless 
crescendos. He also molded a deep - 
flowing, tender Adagio and a graceful, 
finely crafted Allegretto. But the last move- 
ment entirely lacked the spontaneity of the 
first. Despite the buoyancy which Ormandy 
cajoled from his players, his conception of 
the musical structure was too rigid, and 
there wasn't enough contrast between dif- 
ferent sections of the movement. 

Ormandy's reading of Tchaikovsky's 
"Romeo and Juliet," which opened the 
second concert, was the most disap- 
pointing performance of the weekend. Af- 
ter a hurried introduction, one would have 
expected a blazing statement of the 
Montague -Capulet feud theme, but instead 
of hot blood, we were served up warmed- 
over warhorse. The love theme was han- 
dled better, but imperfect coordination bet- 
ween flute and horn in the development 
suggested inadequate rehearsal. 

Though it represented an improvement 
over his plodding "Romeo and Juliet," Or- 
mandy's version of the "Nutcracker Suite" - a specialty of his for many years - 
wasn't all that it should have been. The first 
three numbers were played at the same 
tempo, and the Russian Dance, though 

considerably faster, failed to communicate 
a picture of whirling peasants. Doriot 
Anthony Dwyer partially saved the occasion 
with her saucy flute solo in the Chinese 
Dance, however, and the BSO gave a 
delightful, lilting performance of "Waltz of 
the Flowers." 

Tchaikovsky's Fifth Symphony, the ma- 
jor work on the program, is performed 
much less often these days than the Fourth 
or the Sixth Symphony. This relative 
neglect may be partly attributed to the 
nationalistic, flag-waving fervor of the 
march finale, which sounds rather square 
to today's listeners. Nevertheless, the 
symphony is chock-full of inspired melodic 
inventions, and when played properly, it 
can make a magnificent impression. 

Such, happily, was the case when Or- 
mandy and crew unfurled their version of 
the Fifth at Tanglewood. Ormandy impar- 
ted a plasticity to the music that allowed 
each passage and changing mood to 
assume its proper shape. And, far from 
simply guiding his players over the course, 
the conductor lent an impassioned im- 
agination to the proceedings. The musi- 
cians responded in kind, and the result was 
unfettered, spontaneous music -making. 

A highpoint of the rendition was the 
climax of the lovely Andante cantabile. 
Right before the tutti recap of the main 
theme, Ormandy slowed the tempo just 
enough to bring out the full impact of the 
contrary motion of descending brass and 
ascending strings. This small but masterly 
touch created an overwhelming effect. 

There was one flaw in the performance, 
though. Due to Ormandy's laggard tempo 
in the finale's second theme, this section fell 
flat, instead of exploding out of nowhere 
like a rushing spring torrent. But overall, the 
orchestra carried off this movement quite 
well, stressing its glorious sonority without 
getting bogged down in its tiresome 
rhetoric. 

After all this heavy romanticism, Lep- 
pard's all -Bach program was a refreshing 
change. The concert opened with a light, 
frothy version of Bach's Overture No. 1 in C 
(better known as the First Orchestral Suite), 
and then moved on to the Brandenburg 
Concerto No. 3. This was a very lively per- 
formance, with the strings really singing in 
the last movement. 

In the Fifth Brandenburg, the trio was 
comprised of Dwyer, Silverstein, and Lep -

THE RHYTHM SECTION 
SWEET INSPIRATION - After several years of being the top sought after back-up trio, 
and several years of traveling with Elvis Presley as his back-up singers, The Sweet Inspira- 
tion have now come into their own as the first black act on RSO Records. Jerry Schilling, 
who manages the threesome and also manages the Beach Boys says, "Our first task will be 

to change the image from the 'Inspiration' being looked upon as a Vegas act and make 
them more contemporary, which we're doing now. We feel that signing with RSO and open- 
ing for the Bee Gees on their national tour was definitely a step in the right direction. 
Ironically, we were working on setting up this tour with the Bee Gees long before we signed 
with RSO, but the actual deal for both were confirmed about the same time." Myrna Smith 
and Sylvia Shemwell are original members of the trio, with Gloria Brown joining the trio a 

few months ago after being with Lola Falana for several years. The 
ladies say they mainly intend to concentrate on the vocals during 
their shows as opposed to a lot of stage props. They will also con- 
tinue to be involved in singing background vocals for other people, 
because they feel it will help them stay current and versatile. The 
Sweet Inspiration are being well accepted by audiences on the 
cross-country tour, and their album "Hot Butterfly" is scheduled to 
be released in two weeks. 
PROGRAMMERS PROFILE - Frank Grant, program director at 
WKUM in Grand Rapids, Michigan, started with the station when it 
went on the air Sept. 18. WKUM is one of the few black -owned 

stations that was practically built from scratch. The station is a 5,000 watt AM daytimer. 
Grant decided when he was in high school that he wanted to be in radio, but because he 
had family involved in television, most of the opportunities that were first offered to him 
were in television. Grant worked at CBS -TV for awhile and then transferred to NBC, where 
he stayed for four years. Grant was promoted from being a page into the broadcast opera- 
tions department at NBC. Continuing to have the bug for radio, he heard from a friend that 
WKUM would be going on the air and decided to send the station owner a tape. The two of 
them started talking and he conveyed to owner Richard Culpepper that he not only wanted 
to be an announcer, but also wanted to be involved in management. At this point, Grant ex- 
plained. "I felt that I had to make a decision, whether I wanted to be a 20 -year veteran and 
lost in the crowd at NBC, or do what I really wanted to do by getting into radio. I decided I 

would pack my U -haul and leave Los Angeles and go back to Michigan and be in radio." 
Noting that Grand Rapids is a city where sixty percent of the population are into FM, Grant 
said, "I am totally involved with making this radio station the very best that it can be. I think 
that our format is the key that makes us competitive, being an AM station in a basically FM 
market. Being a mass appeal station in a market where there is no one else doing mass ap- 
peal definitely has some pluses." 
WETA PRESENTS A STORY OF BLACK MUSIC - WETA-TV has received a contract 
from the Department of Health, Education and Welfare to produce a series of 20 half-hour 
television shows called "From Jumpstreet: The Story of Black Music." The series will be 
targeted generally to secondary school children, to bring about a better understanding of 
the cultural heritage of black music. Charles Hobson is executive producer of the show, 
and was also consultant for the recent film on contemporary black music produced by the 
Black Music Association. "We wanted to make a series that would in fact be educational, 
but at the same time be entertaining," said Hobson. "We got excellent response when we 
market tested the pilot with a group of teenagers, and we definitely have the go ahead from 
HEW to produce the series in the fall," Hobson added. Oscar Brown Jr. was the host of the 
pilot, which traces black music from African chants, to slaves singing, to Ray Charles 
singing "Baby Please Don't Go." A collage of still shots and film clips from artists like 
Aretha Franklin and several up and coming artists illustrate similarities between the 
African chant and contemporary artists. Chuck Brown and the Soul Searchers performed 
"Bustin' Loose" to illustrate the repetitiveness that has been retained in today's contem- 
porary music forms. Nigerian drummer Babatunde Olatunp also performed on the pilot, 
which has received interest from a notional network that is interested in carrying the 
show with several large corporations discussing a massive publicity campaign for the 
series, which is scheduled to begin September, 1980. 
INNER CITY ALTERS STAFF - The Inner City Broadcasting company has institued 
significant changes this past week. Walt Love, formerly PD at KKTT in Los Angeles, 
resigned from that station. Lon Thomas and Bill Stevens are no longer involved in 
programming and music at KUTE in Los Angeles, but will remain on the air at the station. 
Alvin John Waples, most recently at KDIA in Oakland, will be programming KKTT. Frankle 
Crocker, who has mainly been involved with programming at WBLS in New York, will 
assume programming duties at KUTE and also begin an afternoon airshift starting July 16.

BARBRA'S SECRET DISCO PAST REVEALED - Barbra Streisand's first excursion into 
disco was the title song from her new film, The Main Event, right? Wrong. On Barbra's 
"Superman" LP, hiding among all the pop, Broadway and MOR tracks was "Don't Believe 
What You Read," a hot little disco number which got no attention when Columbia released 
the album in 1977. Now a promoter from another label, Salsoul's Michael Parenteau, is 
pressing Columbia to remix the song and release it as a 12". A self -professed Streisand 
"freak," Parenteau has every song Streisand ever recorded, including the French, Italian, 
Spanish and Esperanto versions of the theme song from A Star is Born. Ideally, the young 
promoter would like Columbia to pair "Don't Believe What You Read," with a B side remix 
of "Shake Me, Wake Me," another little-known, disco -flavored cut off Streisand's 1975 

"Lazy Afternoon" LP. Parenteau is in contact with CBS Records 
division president, Bruce Lundvall, and says of Streisand's disco 
past and future: "When 'Superman' was first released, no one 
thought of Barbra as a disco artist, and that's why nobody picked 
up on 'Don't Believe What You Read.' The success of 'The Main 
Event' has changed all that." Believe what you read. 
CANADA - HOME OF CHILDREN'S DISCO - If Prelude 
Record's 16 -year -old France Joli deserves the title "Queen of 
Lolita Disco," Warner/RFC's 15 -year -old Freddie James has to be 
"King of the Kids." Both artists come from Montreal (not to mention 

Freddie James WB's other discovery. Gino Soccio), and both are produced by 
multi -talented singer, songwriter, arranger Tony Green, also a Canadian. James' 12" "Get

JIM CAPALDI - Shoe Shine - RSO - RPO 1014 - 12" - Promo 

Capaldi used to be a member of rock group Traffic, and this disco offering shows that he 
hasn't abandoned his pop roots. In fact, only the throbbing, synthesized bass gives the 
tune a disco identity. The synthesizer is the star of this release, with a particularly ingeni- 
ous synthesized xylophone. The lyrics are another example of how a fairly sophisticated 
narrative style is taking over what used to be avehicle for that musical instrument known as 
the human voice. Echo -chambered falsetto chorus pleasingly employed. Time: 7:39 BPM: 
130. 

PAUL JABARA - Disco Wedding/Honeymoon (in Puerto Rico) - Casablanca - NBD 
20162 DJ - 12" - Promo 

The versatile, impish Jabara does just about everything on this release, including pos- 
ing as both the groom and a green -wigged bride on the jacket cover. "Disco Wedding" was 
probably intended as a novelty release, which leaves unexplained why they made that song 
the A side and the far superior "Honeymoon" the B side. "Disco Wedding" has lyrics based 
on the standard Episcopalian marriage service, while the melody is a disco -fled "Wedding 
March." The samba -flavored "Honeymoon (in Puerto Rico)" is a lot of fun and sounds like 
the soundtrack from a Carmen Miranda movie by way of Barry Manilow's "At the Copa." 
Amazingly and without going falsetto, Jabara manages to duplicate the sound of Brasil 88's 
female vocalists using his own voice and no one else's. Naturally, the break is conga - 
dominated. Both sides super cute. Times: (A) 4:15 and (B) 7:02. 

GRACE JONES - On Your Knees - Warner/Island - DISD 8869 - 12" 
If you go to the disco this summer, be prepared to hear a lot of this wonderfully dance- 

able number. With this release, Jones holds on to her title of prima dominatrix of black 'n' 
blue disco. Her overall energy more than compensates for a certain vocal flatness. Sweet 
violins nicely counterpoint "get tough" chorus chanting, "Get down on your knees, 
baby/Let me see you crawl/Beg, plead..." Times: (A) 6:30 and (B) 6:27. 

SIREN - Open Up For Love - Midsong - MD 513 - 12" - Promo 
Another B side winner. Siren's lead singer has wide -vocal range, nicely serviced by 

sophisticated lyrics. Back up has fast -paced, swinging power reminiscent of Manhattan 
Transfer. Funky electric piano break great to listen as well as dance to. Times: (A) 8:14 and

pard playing harpsichord. The conductor 
proved to be a skillful keyboardist with a 

thorough grasp of baroque style. But there 
was too much rubato in his first movement 
cadenza, and he overdid the ornamenta- 
tion. 

Leppard maintained his brisk tempos in 

the Third Orchestral Suite. Sometimes this 
approach worked out nicely; the Gavottes, 
for instance, sounded positively danceable. 
But the Overture needed more solidity, and 
a slower pace could have been beneficial in 
the sweetly meditative Air. In addition, 
Silverstein's improvised variations on the 
Air detracted from its beautiful simplicity; 
although such liberties may be historically 
justifiable, they are not musically valid, at

McCracken also noted that ABC Records 
tried to distribute one of Word's labels, 
Myrrh Records, through ABC's distribution 
system five years ago, much as MCA will at- 
tempt with Songbird. "It didn't work out," 
recalled McCracken. 

Robert Benson, senior vice president of 
the Great Circle Record Company (an um- 
brella company for the Benson Company's 
record division), said he applauds MCA's 
move as one that "will help our industry 
grow," but admitted that he also had mixed 
emotions. 

Talent Rip -OH 
"This will create good things and not so 

good things," said Benson. "A highly 
capitalized company will help expand the 
marketplace. But the danger is MCA can 
choose to rip-off talent and not develop ar- 
tists. 

"Overall I'd say that more people moving 
records is better for the industry. I'm no 
more anxious to keep MCA out of the 
business as to see Word shut down." 

Benson speculated that most of the other 
majors will now take a wait and see attitude 
before moving into the gospel field. But he 
added that his company has been ap- 
proached by other record companies 
about a possible merger or buy out. 

"But we're a fiercely independent,

ployees, and issued the following state- 
ment: "The record industry in general is 
experiencing a period of market softness 
and although RCA Records is doing rela- 
tively well, we must take responsible ac- 
tion to reduce our overhead consistent with 
current industry conditions." 

Warner Bros. Denies Reports 
Speaking for Warner Bros. Records, Bob 

Merlis, national publicity director, denied a 
published report in the Los Angeles Times 
that the label "has also made some staffing 
cutbacks." 

"There's no truth to that report," Merlis 
said. "It is true that we're not hiring, and all 
departments that are a source of spending 
are reviewing their procedures. We want to 
sell some records, and will do all we can to 
accomplish that, but there will be less un- 
justified spending at Warner Bros. 
Records." 

Reports of similar cutbacks affecting 
various labels have also surfaced in the 
past week, but spokespersons for the com- 
panies all vigorously denied that such 
moves have taken place. 

According to Cash Box estimates, over 
600 people employed by record com- 
panies have been laid off since January 1. 

closely held company," indicated Benson. 
"We are not convinced a merger would be 
in our best interests." 

Benson also questioned the assumption 
that most gospel product is sold through 
Christian bookstores. He says that Great 
Circle's four owned and one distributed 
labels garner half their sales at the rack 
level. 

"And we are constantly trying to improve 
what little strength we have at the retail 
level. Right now we work with some major 
chains, like Record Bar and Peaches," he 
said. 

Great Circle recently debuted a new 
label, Cross Country, in an attempt to ex- 
pand its market by moving in a more 
secular direction. The label is aimed at the 
country audience, although Benson admit- 
ted its initial offering by Jeannie C. Riley 
also has a gospel orientation. 

Retail Reaction 
The announcement of MCA/Songbird 

got a mostly positive reaction from the retail 
community. 

"MCA will find that their new gospel line 
will afford them unexpected revenues," 
commented Doug Harvey, purchasing 
coordinator for the Record Bar chain. "Hav- 
ing a reliable national distributor will 
eliminate stock problems and make gospel 
more efficient all around. And I think it will 
lead to much more visibility and sales for 
the product. 

"Companies like Word don't have any 
problem getting product to us, but some of 
the smaller labels do. And religious music 
accounts for as much as eight percent of 
total revenues at some of our stores, while 
comprising only three percent of the stock, 
so getting the product is important." 

David Kastens, vice president of sales 
and promotion for the Nehi Distributing 
Corporation (Peaches Records and 
Tapes), also sees the MCA move as a smart 
one. 

"This is the kind of market that's always 
made me wonder why the majors weren't 
doing anything with it," said Kastens. "The 
big gospel companies are doing fantastic 
business. 

"What's going to happen now," 
speculated Kastens, "is some of the better 
Christian acts will crossover to pop." 

The Record Bar and Peaches chains are 
two of the most active in the gospel field. 
Where MCA's real challenge is going to 
come is with retailers who are not already 
committed to religious music. 

Gary Leonard, vice president of buying 
for the Wherehouse chain, is an example of 
the kind of retailer MCA is hoping to get to 
expand his company's gospel line. 

"All of our stores have at least some

gospel product," indicated Leonard. "But 
it's a minor category for us. MCA's entry 
into the field won't make much difference to 
us since gospel is not a significant part of 
our business, less than one percent in fact." 

Other Majors 
While MCA is the first major to take a 

wholehearted plunge into gospel music by 
setting up a new label, there is activity in the 
field at other companies. 

It has been widely speculated that Bob 
Dylan's upcoming album, tentatively titled 
"Slow Train Coming," will reflect his repor- 
ted rebirth as a Christian. With Dylan ap- 
parently taking a contemporary Christian 
direction, there has been much talk about 
his proposed CBS custom label, Accom- 
plice Records, having a Christian orienta- 
tion. But a spokesman for Accomplice 
could not clarify the situation. 

"Actually, Accomplice has less of a 
Christian direction now than it had," repor- 
ted the source. "I don't know if you could 
call it Christian -oriented." 

No deal between Accomplice and CBS 

has been announced, but the source said 
the deal is set and talent is being scouted. 
Larry Cohn, former president of Playboy 
Records, is running Accomplice. 

One leading gospel artist, Andrae 
Crouch, is trying to reach both the secular 
and religious markets through two 
separate record deals. He is signed to War- 
ner Bros. and Light Records, a Word label. 
Thus, he can deliver his more pop -oriented 
material to Warners, and keep his es- 
tablished gospel audience happy through 
his Light albums. 

Both McCracken and Benson noted that 
the gospel industry has not been immune to 
the record industry sales slump in the first 
part of the year. 

"With so much of our product moving 
through the racks," Benson commented, 
"Their lack of hit product made them cut 
back on other lines like ours. 

"But Christian bookstore sales are 
seriously up," he added. "I guess those 
people don't know there's a record 
business slump going on."

nually - makes it very hard to turn a profit 
there. Indonesia, too, has good growth 
potential, but in the absence of copyright 
protection, most of the records sold there 
are pirated. And in Ghana, a coup recently 
forced the head of the Polygram company 
there to flee the country. 

Digital Revolution 
Looking ahead, Solleveld expressed op- 

timism about the future of digital recording. 
He didn't believe, however, that this 
technology has been developed far enough 
to have an impact on the mass market. At 
the moment, he noted, the digital 
recordings being released by some of the 
major labels must be played back on 
analog equipment, therefore, the suppres- 
sion of distortion and surface noise occurs 
only in the recording process. In Solleveld's 
opinion, the extra sound quality being of- 
fered is not sufficient to merit a full-fledged 
commitment to digital recording. 

Recalling the now -faded promise of 
quadraphonic sound reproduction, 
Solleveld said, "We don't want to jump feet - 
forward into digital recording before we 
know exactly what's going to happen. Our 
engineers are experimenting with digital in 
classical recording sessions right now, but I 

think the time for boasting that we have 
digital recording hasn't come yet." 

The only digital playback equipment that 
has been demonstrated so far is the Philips 
Compact Disc system, which was shown in 
New York in June. Philips owns 50% of 
Polygram, and if and when its system is 
marketed, Solleveld stated, Polygram will 
be recording and selling the laser -read 
compact discs, which he regards as 
superior to anything now on the market. 

"If the compact disc comes," he 
remarked, "it will supersede everything 
else, because it is simply the better way of 
reproducing music. I don't necessarily 
mean the Philips compact disc; any system 
which becomes standardized will have that 
kind of advantage." 

Solleveld emphasized the need for stan- 
dardization of this new product. While 
Philips could market its system im- 
mediately, he said, "for the market to be 
ready there must be unity of purpose in the 
industry. We're not going to embark on any 
system unless our competitors are going 
into the same system. It's no use ... I hope 
that CBS and WEA and EMI and other com- 
petitors will come to the same conclusion 
and agree upon the standard specifications 
of a digital record of this sort, and then we 
will have to make our marketing plans." 

Although Philips is also partners with 

MCA in the first video disc playback system 
to be marketed anywhere in the world, 
Polygram is not yet ready to introduce its 
own line of video discs, partly due to the 
standardization problem. Noting that RCA 
is expected to market its Selectavision 
videodisc player next year. Solleveld said, 
"That's a totally different system. So there 
you've got two incompatible systems and 
you'll kill the market. Because before you 
know it there's a third system, and people 
don't know what to buy." 

Video Line 
According to Solleveld, who helped work 

out the deal between Philips and MCA, the 
latter company does not have exclusive 
rights to manufacture video discs for the 
Discovision player in the U.S. In addition, 
he noted, they should be very happy to see 
Polygram put out its own video line. "The 
more software there is on the market," he 
pointed out, "the better chance there is for 
the system to break through. 

"We will continue to watch the develop- 
ment of this, and also to prepare ourselves 
for European introduction if and when the 
time comes," he concluded. "But times of 
recession are not necessarily the best time 
to do a thing like that. And I think I'm not 
alone in saying that we may well be nearing 
a period of recession."

Argentine Record Labels Face 
Rising Costs And Competition 

by Miguel Smirnoff 
From an historical perspective, Argentina 
has proven to be one of the leading in- 
fluences in the Latin American music 
market. Until a few years ago, when a year- 
long musicians' strike crippled the 
domestic industry, Argentinian artists 
dominated much of the market - ac- 
counting for as much as 60% of the sales 
volume in some Central American coun- 
tries. Today, Argentina competes with Mex- 
ico, Brasil and Venezuela for leadership in 
the market. The following is Cash Box 
South American director Miguel Smirnoff's 
assessment of the current state of the 
Argentinian industry and market. 

BUENOS AIRES - For many years, it has 
been acknowledged that the situation in the 
economy of Argentina was far from normal, 
but the last 12 months have provided some 
of the most astonishing obstacles yet to the 
earning of profits by record companies. 

First, take a monthly inflation rate of 7%, 
which, when compounded throughout the 
year, means more than 100% annually. Add 
to that a full-fledged recession and a 

massive influx of foreign currency, and the 
result is constantly rising prices - both for 
product and production. 

For affiliates of international groups, also 
add the problem of Argentina's devalued 
peso causing local costs to spiral, and the 
immense problems facing record com- 
panies is clear. 

The price of records in Argentina at this 
time is higher than the international 
average -a single costing nearly $3 and an 
album more than $9. Considering that the 
average employee earns about $300 per 
month, with many blue collar workers tak- 
ing home even less, records are clearly a 

major expense. 
The effect has been depressed sales in 

the industry. During the first quarter of 
1979, the volume of the market stabilized 
around 600,000 LPs and an equal number 
of singles per month, with tapes (primarily 
cassettes) adding another 380,000 units to 
the volume. 

The average size of this market 
historically has been around one million 
LPs and the same amount of singles per 
month; so it can be seen that the industry is 
now operating at about 60% of normal 
levels on singles, while generally maintain- 
ing the average with LPs (including tapes) 
The net financial effect, of course, is 
decreased revenues proportionate to the 
deficit in singles. 

Forced by a considerable number of 
"compromise" releases (those records that 
have to be put into the market by contract 

requirements) and other reasons, record 
companies are facing ever -rising promo- 
tion costs (now more than 15% of sales 
revenues) and an inability to consistently 
reach the customer with many of the new 
releases. 

Unlike the USA or Europe, there is a con- 
siderable problem in consistently reaching 
the consumer - on both the promotion and 
retail level. 

Radio Airplay Lacking 
To begin with, radio stations have been 

applying a policy of promoting mainly 
foreign music (rock, disco, MOR), thus 
making it difficult to plug local recordings in 

Spanish. There have been suggestions by 
some that the government re-establish the 
75% rule - requiring that at least three out 
of four records on the radio be Argentinian - but past experiences with this kind of 
regulation have been so bad that few in the 
industry are in favor of it. 

In any event, considering the amount of 
radio stations in this country and the per- 
centage of air time devoted to music, it is 

very difficult (and expensive) to get decent 
promotion for more than 30% of the 
releases. As a result, since there is no con- 
sumer press or even printed catalogs, 70% 
of the records go into the market without 
any backing! 

One of the moves instituted during the 
last two years to increase public exposure 
has been the financing of sales to retailers. 
Instead of the usual 45 days, there have 
been the "plans" allowing retailers 60, 90 
and even 120 days to pay. 

Discount LP Problems 
This has been successful enough, but 

has been more than offset by offers of dis- 
continued LPs at discount prices - 
sometimes at such a volume that these LPs 
form the mainstay of several networks of 
retailers offering them at prices as low as 
$3. It is difficult to ascertain the volume of 
this traffic, but it is apparent that this 
parallel market has hurt catalog saves. 
Some companies have counteracted with 
special catalog lines at lower prices, but the 
problem persists. 

For smaller companies, the past year has 
been especially hard. Unable to spend the 
amounts of money required to properly 
finance or promote an LP release, their only 
practical means of survival have been to 
develop specialized lines that could com- 
pete in a certain segment of the market or to 
lowball prices. In the long run, one or two 
companies have prospered using the first 
method, but those that tried to lowball 
prices are not too healthy at the moment. 

Although the picture may seem gloomy,

Canadian Disc Industry Aided 
By State Lottery, Hurt By Tax

TORONTO - After a slow start, the Ontario 
provincial government's Half Back 
program - where province residents have 
the option of redeeming used "Wintario" 
lottery tickets as 50 cent vouchers towards 
the purchase of Canadian records in the 
province - is proving to be immensely suc- 
cessful. 

Industry figures show that as many as 2,- 
000 vouchers (of which a maximum of four 
may be used towards the purchase of 
Canadian product costing at least $3.95) 
are being turned in to the retailers every 
week. However, this net gain for the local in- 
dustry may be dampened by the provincial 
government's lifting of the exemption 
status for Canadian acts performing live in 

arenas and concert halls. 
Until now, only foreign acts were subject 

to the 10% entertainment tax levied on per- 
formances in Ontario; but with the new rul- 
ing, Canadian acts will also be subject to 
the tax. 

On the surface, the province's actions 
seem contradictory. As Brian Robertson, 
president of the Canadian Recording In- 
dustry Association (CRIA) quipped, 
"They're giving us an incentive on the one 
hand, and mugging us with the other." 

The entertainment tax has been in effect 
for years on imported concert talent. It was, 
in essence, a protective measure designed 
to provide an incentive and profit margin 
for promoters to showcase native talent. 
Robertson says there now isn't any reason 
for concert bookers to bring in Canadians 
to play when they'll be just as costly but not 
as financially rewarding as their American 
music counterparts. 

Concert promoters in the Toronto area 
are scheduled to meet with provincial 
representatives, in order that they may 
reach a compromise. But as Robertson 
says, "It's the little guy in the little town that's 
being hurt most. He'll likely have to hike his 
ticket prices from $4.50 and $3.50 to $5.50 
and $4.50. Now, he'll probably bring in 

American bands, to insure a sellout. The 
profit margin just won't be there anymore." 

On a more positive note, Robertson says 
the Half Back program has proven more 
successful initially than similar measures 
brought to the magazine and book 
businesses in Canada last year. 

"It is taking time," he says, "but it's 
definitely working. Most likely, there wasn't 
the publicity that was needed to begin with, 

but radio and print help is making the 
program much more successful." 

Robertson says a similar program may 
soon be launched in British Columbia, 
where a music industry committee is lobby- 
ing for support of the idea 'rom the provin- 
cial government there. 

Outside Interest 
Robertson says the Ontario government 

has been approached for information by 
British Columbia and other provinces, as 
well as New York State. 

As for plans to implement such a 

program federally, as has been intimated 
by new federal Secretary of State, David 
MacDonald (Cash Box, June 16), 
Robertson says it may be a complex task to 
undertake. 

The new Clark government in Canada 
has recently been backtracking on several 
promises, among them their campaign 
pledge to return all lottery jurisdiction to the 
provinces. If they do so, the program would 
have to be initiated by 10 separate provin- 
cial governments. If the federal backtrack- 
ing persists, a federally -sponsored 
program may be in the offing. 

Robertson told Cash Boa a demographic 
breakdown of Half Back users will likely be 

conducted within a month's time. "With the 
meetings I've had with the Ontario govern- 
ment people, they seem to be happy with 
the way things are working out. The reim- 
bursement of retailers, and all the 
paperwork involved, is being conducted in 

a reasonably orderly way.' 
The provincial cultural irdustries branch 

head, David Spence, says the program is 

blossoming much sooner than government 
programs in the arts last summer, during 
which time Canadian magazine subscrip- 
tions surged by 120%. 

The program has also been a boon to the 
Canadian film industry. The July 1 Domi- 
nion Day weekend world premiere of the 
Bill Murray film, "Meatballs" (a Canadian - 
financed and written movie), proved highly 
successful.

WEA Canada Debuts Digitally 
Processed LP With $9.98 List

TORONTO Featuring a competitive list 
price of $9.98, WEA Canada's digitally - 
processed "True Myth" rock album may 
herald further forays into the field of digital 
recording. Only slightly more expensive 
than the $9.29 LP list introduced recently by 
WEA Canada (Cash Box, June 30), the new 
digital product should be competitive on 
the open market. 

"There's no doubt about it, digital's the 
coming thing," says Warner Bros.' Cana- 
dian label manager, Bill Johnston. The disc 
is believed to be the first rock album to be 
digitally -recorded and WEA's marketing is 
being eyed by many Canadian firms, who 
look to the digital process as the 
technological wave of the future. 

Kim Cooke, Elektra/Asylum/Atlantic 
label manager in this country, told Cash 
Box. "It's important to consider the low 
costs here. We're opening up a whole new 
area for consumption here." 

The project has been in the works for 
several months. with the initial announce- 
ment coming in March. Delays occurred 
when WEA could not find proper pressing 
facilities for the recording. The "True Myth" 
disc was eventually manufactured at CBS' 
suburban Toronto plant. 

"We really didn't know if it would all be 
worth it, until we got the test pressings 
back," says WEA's A&R director, Gary 
Muth. The recording took place at producer 
Jack Richardson's Soundstage studios in 
Toronto. After a trip to Utah, where it was 
mixed, it was mastered at half -speed, then 
pressed by CBS. 

The disc features gatefold art work by 
Bart Schoales, and a plastic inner sleeve. 
Inner jacket art includes a computer prin- 

tout of the album, an explanation of the 
digital recording process, and notes on the 
band, all of whom are graduates from 
Fanshawe College in London, where they 
took part in the record engineering course. 

Cooke notes that the marketing strategy 
for the disc will be markedly different from 
most audiophile recordings, like those 
produced by A&M of Canada. 

"In producing the album and pressing it 
here in Canada, we've been able to keep 
the costs low, and much more competitive," 
he says. "Other audiophile recordings have 
retail prices of eleven or twelve dollars. This 
album will be selling for somewhere around 
six or seven dollars at most retail outlets. In 
view of what people are getting, with 
superior pressings (on virgin vinyl), we 
think they'll be compelled to buy the 
album." 

Johnston says the disc will be marketed 
in audiophile stores, alongside direct -to - 
disc and sophisticatedly -produced 
albums, but ought to sell much more briskly 
as a result of the lower prices. "Right from 
the beginning, part of our aim was to keep 
the list price down. The music is good, but 
the price has to be in line with comparable 
albums, or else it won't sell." 

International reaction to the Canadian 
' project is only now being felt. Test press- 
ings went out to other countries two weeks 
ago. There are no further such projects in 
the works, but the label will assess the 
success of this project before it embarks on 
further digital efforts. 

"We've certainly learned a lot from this 
album," notes Muth. "It's the first time a 
high volume, distorted -type sound has 
been so clean and clear. It's almost unlike 
rock 'n' roll."

WEA's current chart -topper, Tubeway 
Army's "Our Friends Electric" on the 
Beggars Banquet label, is apparently the 
first UK pressed picture disc to reach #1, 
from an initial pressing of 20,000. Blondie 

previously reached #1 with a picture disc, 
but it was an American import ... Ariola 
has its very first gold LP for sales of over 
100,000 from the super -band Sky. The new 
band was launched at the beginning of the 
year and all indications seem to point in the 
direction of mega -status for this band in the 
eighties. 

Mountain Records, together with parent 
company Phonogram, threw a grand bash 
this week at The Venue for media people 
and the press to view their new chart band 
Voyager. A truly impressive set of what can 
only be described as highly polished 
English AOR ensued, guaranteeing con- 
tinued hit success for this tight well- 
groomed band. At the bash, guest celebrity 
Britt Ekland, who recently signed a vinyl 
pact with Jet Records, spoke to Cash Box 
about her intentions: "I still think disco is the 
most important new music movement of 
this decade, and it's in that direction my 
recording instincts lie."

EMI Forms New 
Disc Sales Team 
LONDON - EMI Records has formed and 
launched a 35 -man sales team following 
the merger of their group repertoire and 
licensed repertoire divisions. Established 
July 2, the team is headed by Clive Swan, 
the new general manager for sales. 

Commenting on the shake-up, EMI 
managing director Ramon Lopez cited 
economic reasons for the move. "The 
merger is a further step by the company in 
seeking internal rationalization," Lopez ex- 
plained, "to help face increased costs and 
more hostile market conditions in a general 
economic climate that is anticipated to 
deteriorate very rapidly in the immediate 
future and stay at a low level of activity for 
some time." 

The sales team is comprised of 17 mem- 
bers handling merchandising and 18 more 
handling sales. The team will handle all 
singles and selected LPs. 

The new team is bigger than either of the 
previous group repertoire division and 
licensed repertoire division sales teams, 
although there will be a number of redun- 
dancies as a result of the merger. 

Among the first priorities for the new 
team are a re-examination of releases to 
achieve greater selectivity. 

Summing up, Lopez added, "It is my 
belief that this new sales team - both in 

structure and manning - will help us main- 
tain market leadership and provide the 
company, its artists and licensors with the 
best delivery power available in the UK to- 
day."

the overall Latin American market are San- 
dro, Cacho Castana, Sergio Denis, Juan 
Mercelo, Barbara & Dick, Candela, Beto 
Orlando, Mario Echeverria, Silvestre, 
Daniel Magal, Leon Gieco, Danny Cabuche, 
Tormenta, Katunga, Los Cuatro Soles, 
Pomada, Los Moros, Elio Roca, Trocha 
Angosta and Aldo Monges. Accounting for 
a good percentage of domestic sales, these 
artists represent a solid future for export.

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strong here. However, as the inheritors of 
such a deep tradition as tango, such artists 
as Osvaldo Pugliese, Susana Rinaldi, 
Ruben Juarez, Sexteto Mayor and Roberto 
Goyeneche have built and maintained con- 
sistent followings in a few Latin countries, 
France and Japan. 

Recovery Prospects 
It is foreseeable that the rest of 1979 will 

see renewed efforts towards the 
reconstruction of domestic casts. In a trend 
that has been developing over the past few 
months, many "stars" are returning to their 
original labels after a period of label - 
hunting. Silvestre's recent return to the 
Sicamericana label (Cash Box, June 30) 
was only the latest example of this 
phenomenon. 

Finally, the domestic industry could be 
aided by the fact that the wave of 
recordings from the USA and Europe ap- 
pears to have peaked and may gradually 
recede - thus opening more opportunities 
for domestic companies. If local recording 
studios can catch up with the technology 
now being used in the USA and Europe, the 
recovery on the domestic market could be 
total.

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Island's Palmer J ust Wants To

sing listening to Redding, Marvin Gaye, 
James Brown and other soul singers. 

"I've concentrated on trying to reproduce 
the aura of music I like without copying the 
style of any one singer," maintains Palmer. 

By the time he was 19, Palmer was sing- 
ing for Alan Bown, who led one of Britain's 
first horn bands. A year and a half later he 
joined the jazz-rock ensemble Dada, which 
eventually became Vinegar Joe. Vinegar 
Joe achieved some success in Europe, but 
in early 1974 Palmer quit the band and took 
some solo tapes to Chris Blackwell of 
Island, which had recorded Bown and 
Vinegar Joe. 

Island immediately made a deal with 
Palmer, and his first solo LP, "Sneakin' 
Sally Through The Alley" was a critical 
success. Between tours he then recorded 
"Pressure Drop" and "Some People Can 
Do What They Like." 

Since moving to Nassau in the Bahamas 
two and a half years ago, Palmer has lear- 
ned how to take time off from the record - 
tour -record cycle. He now has his own 
studio at home where he spends half the 
year. 

Producing 
On "Secrets" and "Double Fun," Palmer 

served as producer as well as performer 
and songwriter. "Double Fun" was co - 
produced with Tom Moulton, but Palmer 
handled the boards himself on "Secrets." 

"I learned a lot from Tom doing 'Double 
Fun' so I decided to give it a try myself on 
the new album. I'd rather take my own 
chances at this point than someone else's. 
And I'm very satisfied with the result," 
reports Palmer. "In fact, I feel more strongly 
about 'Secrets' than anything I've ever 
done. I'm especially happy to be working 
with a beat band again. There are hardly 
any overdubs on the new album." 

The first single off "Secrets," Moon Mar- 
tin's "Bad Case Of Loving You (Doctor, 
Doctor)," made it on the album only 
through a quirk of fate. 

"We were playing a gig in Kansas City," 
recalls Palmer, "and the promoter played 
Moon's LP for us on the way to the hall. We 
played 'Bad Case' during our soundcrieck 
and put it in the act that night." 

As is most of Palmer's material, "Bad 
Case of Loving You" is a pop song in the 
traditional boy -girl mode. 

"I like to work in that pop theme because 
it can get to the gut emotional level," Palmer 
explains. "If I sing about a specific inspira- 
tion it's too nuts, too self-indulgent. I can 
take a lot of license with that form. Really, I 

use it as a discipline." 
Palmer has had success as a disco artist 

as well. "Best Of Both Worlds" off "Double 
Fun" was especially big in Europe in the 
discos, to the surprise of its author. 

"I didn't think of the song as a disco num- 
ber when I did it, but it really happened in 
the European discos. Everywhere I went 
there people got up to dance when it came 
on and it was really a thrill for me. I didn't 
even understand the genre when I cut it." 

It's no surprise that Palmer has had a 
success in a variety of styles, such as pop, 
rock, R&B, disco and reggae. He's a full- 
time student of popular music, delving into 
whatever is happening in the country he's in 
at the time. After a recent trip to Africa, 
Palmer came back with a whole new field of 
interest. 

"I'm into a new musical language now, 
Nigerian pop," he says. "It's a new 
language, with 10 percussions and a 
joyous, rhythmic sound that's like nothing 
you've ever heard." 

As far as the current American pop 
scene goes, Palmer has firm opinions on 
the disco movement that's swept the coun- 
try. 

"I like some of the developments in disco 
as it gets more sophisticated, like 'Hot 
Stuff'," he opines. "But when something 
supercedes everything else I turn against it. 
I like variety. 

"What's worse than repetitive disco is 
punk players who barely learn their instru- 
ments before they get into the business 
runaround. I really like reggae, but a lot of 
reggae bands are on self-destructive trips 
that I worry about." 

Video Disc 
Palmer is currently looking into the 

possibility of making a video disc 
recording. He's located a 900 -seat studio in 
Paris where he'd like to cut a 24 -track, five - 
camera video disc, interplaying still pic- 
tures with the studio imagery. He says 
"Jealous," the probable second single off 
"Secrets," would be perfect to film/record. 

As for his next album, Palmer wants to 
make a live record during his next tour. 
Dates are now being lined up for the tour. 

But none of the dates are likely to have 
the impact on Palmer that his recent par- 
ticipation in Eric Clapton's wedding 
celebration did.

But Van Deerlin still expects passage of 
his legislation by March 1980. After the sub- 
committee vote in August, the bill would 
move to the full Commerce Committee, to 
the House floor, and into conference com- 
mittee where it would be considered along 
with counterpart legislation currently mov- 
ing through the Senate. 

On the Senate side, a date for mark-up 
has not been set, but efforts are being 
made to bring two overlapping bills (Sen. 
Goldwater's and Sen. Hollings') together. 

Radio broadcasters may temper their 
earlier endorsements of the House bill, if 

retained. There is talk of reinstating equal 
employment opportunity regulations, 
fairness doctrine and equal time restric- 
tions. And ownership limits may be im- 
posed in the bill that emerges from the 
mark-up sessions. 

Still, the spectrum fee proposal is said to 
be in trouble - good news to most station 
licensees. According to published reports, 
only four members of the subcommittee 
favor imposing a substantial licensee fee on 
broadcasters while five members oppose 
it. That leaves six others whose views on the 
controversial spectrum fee are unknown.

UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, L.A. - Af- 
ter a decade of changes in personnel, 
musical direction and on -again off -again 
touring, the Doobie Brothers remain intact 
as one of the finest rock bands in the 
business. 

The Doobies have touched on almost 
every musical category in their ten years 
together, and the group's repertoire at a re- 
cent performance here was a musical feast 
of different tastes and influences. Boogie, 
progressive rock, jazz, R&B, dixie, and 
staight ahead 4/4 rock 'n' roll were all 
represented in the Doobie's 90 -minute set. 

Both the boogie band side of the show 
that was represented in "China Grove" and 
"Long Train Runnin'," and the newer 
jazzy/R&B-flavored sound that is influen- 
ced by Michael McDonald's "It Keeps You 
Runnin' " and "What A Fool Believes," were 
accepted by the approving crowd with the 
same strident enthusiasm. 

While John McFee, the band's new 
guitarist/violin player, and Chet 
McCracken, on drums and vibes, are 
superb additions to the group, it was Cor- 
nelius Bumpus' flowing sax solos that gave 
the newly -renovated ensemble a melodic 
feel that the Bay Area seven -piece con- 
figuration has never had. 

However, new additions aside, it was 
clearly McDonald who stole the show. His 
sensual, rhythm & bluesy vocals represent 
the sound of the Doobie Brother's present 
style, and his performance definitely 
highlighted the set. "Minute By Minute" & 
"Takin' It To The Streets" were both 
beautifully rendered, and prime examples 
of his splendid vocal talent. In addition to 
McDonald the group's basic unit consists of 
Tiran Porter on bass, Keith Knudsen on 
drums and Patrick Simmons on guitar. 
Simmons' guitar playing was especially ef- 
fective on "Clear As The Driven Snow" and 
the sets' show -stopper, "China Grove." 

The decade has left the Doobie's with a 
library full of musical delights, and a band, 
if the Amphitheatre show was any indica- 
tion, that is capable of taking the music to 
new heights. 

The crowd's frenzied reaction to the en- 
core was ample proof that people will be 
"listening to the music" of the Doobies for a

Willie Nelson 

CIRCUS MAXIMUS ROOM, LAS VEGAS - 
This is a tinsel town hard around the edges 
with the smell and feel of money pervading 
every corner. But Willie Nelson and his 
merry, hip -shooting band of Texas 
pranksters brought an earthy, cowboy 
elegance to Caesar's Palace recently when 
Nelson became the first country entertainer 
to perform in the room which has hosted 
the likes of Frank Sinatra and Tony Bennett. 

The smiling, bearded Nelson, his long 
hair braided in pigtails, ambled onstage 
about 9:30 p.m. and transformed this 
sophisticated listening room into a comfor- 
table, populist setting for two hours of the 
sweetest music an audience could ever 
want to hear. Nelson may be a new 
American hero; he is charismatic, almost 
zen -like, and he can charm any type of 
audience because he refuses to be 

anything but himself. He completely trans- 
cends musical boundaries. 

Opening with the familiar "Whisky 
River," the 46 -year -old Texan took the 
sold -out crowd of 1,140 on a musical 
history trip. Backed by his high-powered 
band, which includes two drummers and 
two bassists along with a rhythm guitarist, 
harmonica player, saxophone player and 
his sister, Bobbi, on piano, Nelson perfor- 
med his written standards, and selections 
from the "Red Headed Stranger" and "Star- 
dust" albums. Hanging in the background 
was a huge Lone Star flag. 

Immediately following "Whisky River," 
Nelson jumped into a medley of "Crazy," 
"Funny How Time Slips Away" and "Night 
Life." The beauty and the art of Nelson's 
music lies in his unique phrasing and off- 
beat,delivery. He rushes a lyric, changes 
tempos in the middle of songs, sometimes 
holds a vocal phrase until it is almost too 
late, and juts off into extended guitar solos 
for several minutes. He breaks all musical 
rules, but everything works for him. Ac- 
tually Nelson plays country jazz. 

All through his set, Nelson fortified him- 
self with shots of tequila followed by deep 
slugs of beer - all passed to him by mem- 
bers of the audience. Midway through his 
performance, Nelson played a medley of 
tunes from his "Red Headed Stranger" LP, 
the haunting, masterpiece of morality on 
the frontier. Nelson let members of his 
band share the spotlight on a few songs, 
and then he played selections from "Star- 
dust." His versions of classics such as 
"Stardust," "All Of Me" and "Blue Skies" 
are perfect showcases for the brilliance and 
sensitivity of his pure guitar work. During 
this segment, the Lone Star flag was raised, 
and a beautiful background of twinkling 
stars against a night sky enhanced the 
music. 

Nelson ended his regular show with 
daughter Amy and guest Tanya Tucker 
helping out on the gospel songs, "Amazing 
Grace" and "Uncloudy Day," but he came 
back out for a lengthy encore. He opened 
his encore with Leon Russell's "A Song For 
You" and closed with one more energetic 
version of "Whisky River." 

From the tremendous adulation of the 
crowd, it appears that booking Willie 
Nelson into this venue was a brilliant idea. 
As with other great entertainers, Nelson's 
concerts paint a portrait of a man in tune 
with himself and his art.

LISNER AUDITORIUM, WASHINGTON 
D.C. - Lowell George got his last concer 
underway with Little Feat's traditional 
opening song, "Fat Man in the Bathtub." 
The audience jumped to its feet and crow- 
ded the front aisles, yelling its approval. 

It was apparent that Little Feat's big man 
was in better form, more sure of himself 
and having more fun on this solo tour than 
ever before. His now brassy band, after six 
rehearsals, was impressive and their solo 
tangents were deliberately tight. 

Next, George launched into four tunes 
from his Warner Brothers LP, "Thanks I'll 
Eat It Here." From "Honest Man," a driving 
rocker, into one classic he didn't write him- 
self, "What Do You Want The Girl To Do," 
his beautiful voice and incongruous looks 
riveted attention. In his trademark white 
overalls, George appeared relaxed and 
confident before his loyal Washington 
following. He got funky with his "Rain 
Against My Window," and then got funny 

with a Rickie Lee Jones song (he dis- 
covered her long before the rest of the in- 
dustry did). Jones' "Easy Money" was a 
perfect coy piece for George to toy with. 

Reaching back for what he called "an 
oldie but moldie," George ran through one 
he wrote for Little Feet, "Rocket In My 
Pocket." 

After a sneaky lead-in with a long slow 
beat, the band played "Dixie Chicken," 'one 
of George's gems with dramatic back 
lighting up on the chorus and a piano 
interlude. 

After thundering applause, George 
returned for his encores. First was "20 
Million Things." In retrospect, it was the sad 
truth: "Comes from confusion/all thethings 
I've left undone/goes from moment to mo- 
ment, day to day/And time seems to slip 
away/I've got 20 million things to do ..." 

George's encores included two of his 
other dramatic compositions, "Roll 'Em 
Easy," and "Willin'." He said in an interview 
later that he hadn't performed "Roll 'Em 
Easy," - which he called a "low intensity" 
tune, different from most Little Feat 
material - in three or four years. But his 
band and the crowd were with him and "I 
knew I could get away with it," he said.

ohnny Mathis 

GREEK THEATRE, L.A. - "Durability" is 
the best word to describe Johnny Mathis, 
performer, recording artist, actor. He had 
his first hit, "Wonderful, Wonderful," in 
1957. More than twenty years later, his "Too 
Much Too Little, Too Late" duet with 
Deniece Williams made it to number one on 
the pop charts. 

This durability was nowhere better 
evidenced than in the composition of the 
audience at the Greek. Small children, 
gushing teeny boppers, young housewives, 
matrons and even members of the clergy 
showed up to give Mathis more than one 
standing ovation in the course of the even- 
ing. 

Almost teasing the audience, the 30 - 
piece orchestra, which had been lifted out 
of the pit and onto the stage, played a 
frustratingly long intro. Then finally, from 
backstage, the immediately identifiable 
voice began to sing his very first hit, "Won- 
derful, Wonderful." He sang the entire 
song, but still there was no personal ap- 
pearance. 

Was this going to be an evening of pre- 
recorded hits? But then "Wonderful, Won- 
derful" abruptly segued into "I Believe in 
Love" and Mathis bounded on stage in a 
purple tuxedo, as bouncy as his pop inter- 
pretation of the tune. 

The evening also provided Mathis with a 
chance to introduce his latest single, the 
pop singer's first foray into disco. Cole Por- 
ter's archetypal Tin Pan Alley "Begin the 
Beguine" is an uncomfortable candidate 
for the disco sound. Wisely, Mathis tem- 
pered a heavy disco beat with a more easily 
manageable samba flavor in this offering.

ichaei Narada 
Walden 

THE ROXY, L.A. - Michael Narada Walden 
is one of those uniquely individual artists 
whose musical gifts encompass a plethora 
of different styles. Shadings of jazz, hard 
and soft rock, R&B and soulful swing could 

all be found in Walden's performance, 
making it a delicious crossover blend. 
When the group appeared onstage, a 
highly charged aura enveloped the room 
that remained until the last note was played. 

When Walden sat down behind his drum 
kit, many expected him to merely perform a 
solo, but the crowd was soon all eyes and 
ears, wondering where he would take them 
next, charting new musical regions with 
tunes like "Far Away Places." While much 
of his act was centered around the drums, 
he moved with equally masterful grace 
from the congas to the keyboards, while D. 
Cox filled in on the skins. 

Walden further accented the expectant 
feeling that embraced the room when he 
joined keyboard player Frank Martin for a 
brief interlude. The room became silent, as 
a solitary spotlight focused on Walden's 
face and the spiritual feeling of the music 
which issued forth mesmerised the 
audience. 

However, when the band re -grouped, 
things became much more intense, as a 
constant stream of sweat dripped off of the 
players and the drum sticks began to fly. 
Lead guitarist Corrado Rustici wailed on his 
instrument, shaped like a double -headed 
cobra snake, and it responded well to his 
deft fretwork. T.M. Stevens, imported from 
The Big Apple, pounded out funkifed 
bass lines while keyboardist Martin 
delivered sounds from the 88's that would 
lead you to believe his instrument had 
human vocal chords.

THE ROXY, L.A. - "Just because we live in 
L.A.," Elektra/Asylum jazz guitarist Lee 
Ritenour warned the audience, "we don't 
take you for granted.

Playing before a packed house that in- 
cluded fellow jazzists Stanley Clarke and 
George Duke, Ritenour and Friendship, his 
back-up band, then proceeded to blow the 
roof off the place. Displaying maturity, 
power and a real comfort and familiarity in 
playing with other, Ritenour and Friendship 
drew one standing ovation after another as 
they ran thourgh a repertoire that blended 
past hits with jams from Lee's new "Feel 
The Night" LP and the band's yet -to -be - 
released debut album. 

A pleasant surprise, Friendship, con- 
sisting of Don Grusin on keyboards, Ernie 
Watts on woodwinds, Abraham Laboriel on 
bass, Alex Acuna on drums and Steve For- 
man on percussion, previewed an untitled 
jam from their upcoming LP. At various 
times featuring each band member, as well 
as a smooth and subtle background effort 
by Ritenour, Friendship showed all that 
they are indeed a top quality band with 
plenty of commercial potential of their own. 

Winding up the show with the familiar 
"Captain's Journey," Ritenour and 
Friendship had the audience in such a 
groove that the standing ovation erupted 
even before the number was completed. 
The audience would not allow the band to 
leave without an encore and following a 
drawn-out drum roll that only heightened 
responded to the audience's requests.
