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EDlTORlAL Guilt By Association

The tentative decision by the Federal Com-
munications Commission that RKO General. Inc. is
not qualified to hold the license for WNAC-TV in
Boston has some frightening ramifications — not
only for the chain, but also for the broadcasting
community as a whole.

RKO, owned by General Tire & Rubber, was
temporarily thwarted in its renewal attempt
because of the parent's admitted domestic and
foreign payoffsin the earlier 1970s. Later. the FCC
relented somewhat by granting RKO 30 days to
present “mitigating evidence” before the Commis-
sion makes its final decision.

The four-to-two- decision also temporarily
stalled a proposed sale of WNAC-TV to Com-
munity Broadcasting Inc. and Dudley Station Corp.
for well over $50 million.

While we cannot and will not justify General

Tire's illegal actions, we feel that the parent com-
pany's activities taint the qualifications of the RKO
chain by association only. Proof of wrongdoing ata
particular station should be the primary criteria in
reviewing license renewals. notindiscretions com-
mitted by the parent.

In this era of conglomerates where most em-
ployees do not know over half of their related com-
panies, the outcome of this decision could not only
affect RKOQ’s 16 radio and television licenses. but
also several other broadcast networks thatare ow-
ned by large conglomerates that too may have
been involved in illegal maneuvers.

The RKO attorneys contend that an adverse
decision could wipe out $300 to $400 million of the
company’s assets. But what isreally at stake is the
very foundation of the broadcast industry

Performance Bill
Emerges In Senate

by Joanne Ostrow

WASHINGTON. D.C. — A bill ta grant per-
formance rights to makers of sound
recordings — from superstar vocalists to
obscure session players as well as
copyright owners — was introduced in the
Senate last week. Sen. Harrison Williams
Jr. (D-N.J)launched S 1552 to amend the
copyright law to entitle record performers
to copyright royalties just as authors. ac-
tors. composers and publishers collect
royalties. Williams' legislation provides
performance rights in an identical manner
to a bill pending in the House (H.R. 997).

Dollar amounts and the method of dis-
tribution are to be decided by the Copyright
Royalty Tribunal. with half the royalty pool
going to the copyright holders and half to
be shared among the performers of a given
recording. Like the House version. S. 1552
stipulates rates based on radio and TV sta-
tions’ advertising revenues.

Flat Fees

Flat rates for radio stations which have
gross advertising receipts of under $200.-
000 (which covers 61% of all stations) would
be as follows: with gross receipts from ad
sponsors of more than $25.000 but less
than $100.000. a flat fee of $250 annuaily:
with receipts of $100,000 to $200.000. a flat
fee of $750 Radio stations with gross ad-
vertising revenues below $25,000 are ex-
empt: those over $200.000 would pay 1% of
their net advertising receipts.

Television: stations with gross advertis-
ing revenues of $1 million to $4 million
would pay an annual royaity of $750. Those
over $4 million would pay a flat fee of $1.-
500. TV stations with receipts under $1
million are exempt.

Public broadcasting would be exempt.
(It's covered by a compulsory license in the
copyright law.})

Jukebox owners would be a flat $1 a
year: discos or other dance establishments

NEW YORK — Apparently as a result of
large catalog returns during the first half. a
plethora of overruns and cutout mer-
chandise has been flooding the market-
place in recent months. According to one
maijor cutout dealer. approximately 10 mil-
lion record and tape units have been
dumped by major labels since the begin-
ning of the year.

From the evidence of overstock lists. the
amount of time that lapses between an
album leaving the charts and appearing in
the cutout bins is getting progressively
shorter And the stature of some of the
artists whose albums have been recently
dumped is greater than ever before.

A number of importers have also intro-
duced colored vinyl LPs to the overstock
marketplace. Among these importtitles are
such bestselling albums as “Rumours” by
Fleetwood Mac. “Band on the Run" by Paul
McCartney and Wings, “The Eagles’ Great-
estHits,” “Stranger in Town” by Bob Seger,
“Living in the U.S.A." by Linda Ronstadt.

High Markup

While cutouts have always offered a
qood gross margin for the retailer. the
markup today is better than ever. Prices for
overstocked LPs are ranging from $1.75 to
$2.25. and in many cases are being sold for
$2.69. $2.99 and $3.99. Some of the afore-
mentioned LPs are even being sold at full-
line prices of up to $6.99.

Many of those titles. retailers freely
admit. are being sold as both full-line and
overstocked LPs at the same time in the
same stores. While this practice may not

Sinatra Back With 3-Record
Salute To Past And Future

LOS ANGELES — After afiveyear absence,
Frank Sinatra will return to the recording
studio to do a three-record set, entitled
‘Trilogy.” The vibrant release will include
accompaniment by the prestigious 100-
member Los Angeles Philharmonic and the
50 voices of the Master Chorale.

This momentous event will crown a
triumphant year which marks the master's
40th anniversary as amulti-faceted talentin
the world of show business. Subtitled “The
Life. Times. and Music of Francis Albert.”
the album is being produced by Sonny
Burke, who has worked with Sinatra for
more than 15 years.

The LP will showcase songs which
became hits during Sinatra’s tenure as one
of the continuing great performers and
contributors to the music world. Selections
from the big band era to the Beatles and
beyond will highlight this stellar offering
from an artist who is possibly the greatest
entertainer of all time.

Famed composer/conductors Billy May.
Don Costa and Gordon Jenkins will each
arrange and conduct a separate segment
of the record set.

“Trilogy” will be divided into three dis-
tinct segments: The first. “Remembrance of
Things Past.” arranged and conducted by
Billy May. will survey the astounding hits of
early Sinatra. accompanied by a 50-
member orchestra and 20-voice chorus.

The section will be arranged in the style of
the big band era.
Part Il. “Meditations of the Present’

arranged and conducted by Don Costa. will
throw light on the musical changes which
have taken place during the pop era and
beyond.

hart the dealer, who can sell the same LP at
both prices and make money on it either
way. it has naturally reduced their catalog
reordering. One retail chain buyer put itthis
way: "Why should we order catalog product
when the title will eventually appear as an
overstock or even a cutout for less than half
the price?”

A number of reasons have been offered
for the huge numbers of cutouts and over-
runs glutting the wholesale pipeline. One is
the unrealistic pressing and selling expec-
tations of manufacturers caused by the
mega-numbers of records like “Rumours”
and “Saturday Night Fever™ in 1978. “A lot
of labels kidded themselves about the
numbers they could sell.” said one retailer.
“They just shoved them out on the pipe-
line. hoping they could make the numbers.
A year ago. the average run on an overrun
was 50.000. Now it's more like 250,000 to
300.000. Of course, the retailers aren’t free
from blame. either. We all knew that the
market was soft in September, yet were
overly optimistic, and we went for all the
deals.”

More indirectly, the brisk overrun busi-
ness can be attributed to recentlist price in-
creases that cut into the amount of money
the consumer was able to spend on front-
line product. For example. while the $8.98
list price has proved that it does not deter
the sale of hit product, it has prompted a
noticeable decline in the area of multiple-

RKO Licenses In
Jeopardy Due To
Parent’s Violations

WASHINGTON — RKO General's 12 radio
stations and four TV stations are in danger
of losing their licenses as a result of parent
company General Tire and Rubber's admit-
ted bribery of foreign officials. illegal
political contributions in the U.S.. and in-
adequate records keeping.

The Federal Communications Commis-
sion tentatively ruled. by a 4-2 vote, that
RKO is not qualified to hold the license of
WNAC-TV in Boston due to General Tire’s
wrongdoing. The Commission later
decided to reopen the record on the 10-
year-old WNAC case to accept into
evidence a “special report” to be filed by
General Tire.

If RKO's license renewal for WNAC is
denied on the basis of the character
qualification issue, the same issue could be
raised against all of RKO's stations at

LOS ANGELES — In a move to streamline
productivity in the black division, Atlantic
and Cotillion Records have consolidated
forces with Cotillion President Henry Allen
heading the realigned department.

Commenting on the change, Jerry
Greenberq, president of Atlantic Records
said. “We have been discussing this move
for quite some time. With the impact that
the Cotillion staff has made. we decided to
stop all duplication of efforts, and simply
consolidate.”

In 1976. the Cotillion label was taken over
byHenry Allen. a 28-year veteran of Atlantic
Records. The label maintains such acts as
Sister Sledge, Mass Production, Cerrone
and The ADC Band.

Acknowledging that there have been
some staff re-alignments. Greenberg also
said. “"Eddie Holland. who was the vice
president of the black division. and Don
Eason. who was the national promotion
director. have resigned from the company
because of the consolidation. but we are
not at all engaged in any cutbacks.

‘More Direct Approach’

Expanding on Greenberg's comments,
Allen noted. “With this consolidation. we
will better be able to serve our artists on
both labels with a much more direct ap-
proach. There will be some reorganization
within the ranks of the division. but | don't
anticipate any other people leaving the
company

The Atlantic/Cotillion Records black
division staff presently consists of Everett
Smith. national promotion director; Bene €.
King Jr.. east coast: Louis Harper. west
coast: Robert Williams. midwest and Deke
DuBarry in the south.

In addition to Cotillion artists. Allen will
also be responsible for Chic. Aretha
Franklin. Roberta Flack. The Temptations.
Kileeer and several other Atlantic black
contemporary acts.

Angeles have yet to tap the rinks’ potential
for exposing new product.

Promotion reps from various labels fre-
quently stop by with new product at Brook-
lyn's Empire Roller Rink, according to rink
manager Ed Rice. whose DJ is a member of
a New York pool and receives the same
product as DJs at discotheques.

The Utica is a 650 capacity rink, also lo-
cated in Brooklyn. DJ John Dodd is a
member of the Inter-Metro Record Pool
and liketherest of the pool’s DJs, hefills out
a weekly feedback form which the pool
turns over to the labels.

Record Interest

Dodd feels that the Utica is a good ptace
to promote product because of skater
interest.

Records soundtrack from the film has
generated net sales of close to 2.5 million
units since its release in August. 1973.

Stan Layton, vice president of MCA
Records. said the campaign has been a top
priority for both the motion picture and
record divisions since last fall.

Team Effort

“Our campaign is geared to capitalize on
what we feel will be a very successful
feature film,” he said. ** ‘Interrelation’ is the
key word. meaning that records and
movies will be working together as one.
Thisis ajointventure aimed at the optimum
utilization of all our budgets.”

Layton pointed out that marketing a
soundtrack is basically a “reactionary"”
process. “Since we cannot depend on radio
airplay to help promote a hit single
because of the nature of this package ('60s
oldies).” he said. “much of our activity will
be triggered by box office sales.”

Therefore. he added. it will be critical to
1) follow Universal's local advertising
schedule. and inform the consumer that a
soundtrack is available; 2) monitor locatl
box office success and react with additional
advertising to alert the consumer who has
seen the film that a soundtrack is available.
and 3) create maximum consumer
awareness and attention towards the
soundtrack package in the markets chosen
for the special radio contests.

Two-Stage Push

According to marketing director Sam
Passamano Jr., MCA's campaign will be
implemented in two stages. The first phase
will focus on the two-record package as a
soundtrack with major emphasis on the
movie. As box office sales patterns
develop. MCA will move in with radio time
buys. local print ads. in-store displays and
various promotions such as ticket
giveaways to private screenings of the
movie.

The second phase of the campaign will
promote the album as a collection of
"Greatest Hits of the '60s."” with emphasis

While Motown’s Billy Preston is noted for
such hits as “Nothing From Nothing,” “Will
ltGoRound In Circles” and “Out-A-Space,”
he is probably best noted for his cameo
screen appearances. His rendition of the
gospel flavored “That's The Way God Plan-
ned It” was one of the true highlights of “The
Concert For Bangladesh” film and his ver-
sion of the Beatles’ “Get Back” inlastyear’s
‘Sat. Peppers Lonely Heart's Club Band"”
was one of the film's most exciting mo-
ments.

It is no coincidence that Preston’s
celluloid career stems from Beatles pro-
jects. as he has been involved with the “fab
four” since the early '60s. Preston, who had
played gospe! organ and piano since age
three thought he was going on an
evangelical tour of England back in 1963,
However. he soon realized he was on tour
with Sam Cooke, Gerry and The
Pacemakers and the Beatles.

In the ensuing years, his friendship with
the Beatles blossomed. The group asked
him to sit in on a variety of studio sessions,
and to be part of the “Let It Be” movie.
Preston signed with Apple records for a
time. and had success with “That's The Way
God Planned it.” Later he helped the
Beatles on a number of solo projects.

As the '70s moved onward so did the
keyboard player/vocalist's work. He
released such fine collections as “The Kids
& Me.” "Music Is My Life,” “l| Wrote A Sim-
pie Song.” “Billy Preston,” “A Whole New
Thing" and “It's My Pleasure.”

Perhaps the most productive era of
Preston’'s career has been the past year
and a half. “I've had the chance to take time
with the songs and tried to judge the in-
dividual merit of each piece in perspective.
rather than having to rush in the studio to
meet a release date,” states Preston.

His creative energy has been channeled
to two recent endeavors. Preston wrote
much of the music for the “Fast Break” film
starring Gabe Kaplan, and he just finished
cutting his first solo album for Motown,
“Late At Night.”

Blackjack

Things have happened fast for Biack-
jack. Only a month after their self-titled
debut album has been released, the group
has a bulleted single. “Love Me Tonight,”
rising up the charts, and an LP that is about
to enter the coveted Cash Box Top 100
Albums chart.

Although the seeds for the group were
planted when Connecticut-based lead
singer Michael Bolotin and Brooklyn-born
lead quitarist Bruce Kulick first got together
latein 1976, Blackjack as a unit has only ex-
isted since early 1979. Within two months.
the group won a recording contract with
Polydor Records and was recording at
Criteria Studios in Miami with producer
Tom Dowd.

Vocalist and co-leader Bolotin, a native
of New Haven, Ct.. began playing in local
bar bands when he was 13 years old. *I
always liked the blues,” Bolotin recalls.
“and we did a lot of old Chicago blues stuff.
like Junior Wells material. My voice was
suited to it. fortunately, and as a result the
bands | wasin did a lot of obscure covers of
great blues tunes.”

Bolotin built up such a considerable
following on the Connecticut-Long Island
club circuit that RCA Records signed him to
asolo contract, and he subsequently recor-
ded several albums for the label. Although
strong national sales never materialized.
the albums enhanced Bolotin's prestige in
the northeast and enabled him to concen-
trate on his songwriting skills without hav-
ing to play in bars five nights a week.

Guitarist and co-leader Kulick. who
comes from Queens, began playing in rock
bands as a teenager and quickly es-
tablished himself as a regular on the com-
petitive Long Island bar band scene. In the
mid-'70s. he toured with George McRea
and disco queen Andrea True. and then
came back to New York, where he met
manager Phil Lorito.

In 1977. Kulick went on the road again
with the monumental Meat Loaf tour. and
therigors of that experience convinced him
that it was time to put together his own
band. “I started writing during that tour.”
Kulick recollects, “and | knew | wanted to
get involved with a permanent situation. As
it turned out. Michael called when | got
home. and he had the same idea.”

Once Bolotin and Kulick began to
coliaborate. manager Lorito became con-
vinced the two musicians could be the
nucleus of a successful rock group. A
rhythm section was needed and Lorito
brought in bass player Jim Haslip and
drummer Sandy Gennaro to audition. “You
can tell very quickly when a cat comes in to
play with you if he's right for the group,”
Bolotin says, “and we knew very quickly
that these quys were just what we needed.”

The band soon auditioned for Polydor.
Their audience included the company'sup-
per echelon executives. like Fred Haayen.
Dick Kline, Ekke Schnabel and Rich
Stevens. But. according to Bolotin, their
audition before producer Tom Dowd was
much more nerve-wracking. “I mean the
quy's like a legend,” he said, “and you
realize that the pressure is really on.

But Dowd, too. was impressed and by the
end of February Blackjack was in Miami.
recording their debut album

Gregg Sutton

A promising new artist on the Columbia
label. native New Yorker Gregg Sutton is
the latest in the long tradition of city-bred
singers who make music to fitthe urban ex-
perience. Hailing from the German and
Italian neighborhoods of Manhattan’'s East
Side. Sutton and his music reflect tastes
and attitudes forged in an environment
where “at least one Sunday every month,
George Lincoln Rockwell and the American
Nazi Party would march through it.”

Calling his music “urban rock ‘n’ roll.”
singer/songwriter Sutton can be thought of
as a storyteller, relating “stories about ur-
ban life — stories about people who are try-
ing to change their lives, people who are
killing or robbing each other. people who
are just hanging out. trying to survive.” he
says.

Sutton’s debut Columbia LP, “Soft As A
Sidewalk.” and his “Out On The Fringe”
single have been receiving increasing air-
play recently. especially in the urban
northeast.

Currently in the midst of a six-week
national club tour opening for Suzi Quatro,
Sutton says that “right now, I'm in a state of
excitement. I'm basically in an angry and
dissatisfied state most of the time, but now
my enerqgy and attention are focused on the
tour.”

Travelling with a band that inlcudes
longtime friend and sometime co-writer
Vince Melamed on keyboards, Johnny
Weider on guitar, David Cochran on the
bass and Blair Cunningham on drums. Sut-
ton is pleased with the resuit. “This is a
much more aggressive band than the one
we used for the album,” he maintains.
“They were mostly studioc musicians on the
album. but this band is more suitable for
club play. I'm not trying to criticize the musi-
cians on the album. but for club piay. the
band we've got now is dynamite.”

Still. Sutton is firmly committed to con-
tinuing his career as a solo artist. Looking
back on his early days as a member of
various groups. Sutton recalls the days of
“music by democracy.” where he and the
others subordinated their creative direc-
tions to the overall needs of the band.

“Being in those bands was a good learn-
ing experience,” he says. “but | needed
more room for my own progress. Then
Eltiot Roberts, my manager, suggested qo-
ing solo. Now. I don't think | could ever bein
aband anymore. Going solo has helped me
focus my attention musically.”

Ifustrating his point, Sutton says that he
incorporates from 3-5 new songs in his
shows. depending on how much time is
available. In fact. he says, “I've got another
whole album written. but | would really like
to go on another tour before | go back into
the studio to record again.”

Basically a self-taught musician with for-

‘mal training limited to piano lessons as a

child and some fundamental music theory
schooling at UCLA, Sutton has set few
goals: although he does admit to
“sometime in the future” plans to write a
book. to possibly produce other acts and
“to write and perform a concept album,
where the topics are related and not just a
collection of songs.”

Caviano Reflects On Growth
Changes In Disco Market

NEW YORK — Disco experts on an ex-
ecutive level are hard to come by, but War-
ner Bros. Records found one in Ray
Caviano. whose Christmas present last
year from Mo Ostin, president and chair-
man of the board of Warner Bros., was par-
ticularly nice. It consisted of $6 million to
start a disco division at Warner Bros.. a
label of his own (RFC Records), a staff of 12,
and. most important, the first regional
promotion unitin disco. For acompany that
had built its reputation substantially on
rock-oriented artists. this was a substantial
commitment to disco.

In a recent interview with Cash Box, the
28-year-old Caviano discussed his
relationship with the disco community and
how his self-described “street tactics”
helped spark the genre’s explosive
growth.

When Caviano first started working in
disco promotion, the major labels had no
real interest in disco music. He contends
that the reasons were primarily sociological
since disco was largely confined to the gay
community. As a vice president of special
projects and national disco promotion
director for TK Records. he understood
thatone—to—onecontactwiththedisciockey
was crucial in the development of a rapport
that would ultimately iend “credibility” to
his product.

“The truth of the matter is that the
straight record executives were offended
by the disc jockey’s life style,” he recalled.
“I started by breaking records in Fire
Island. It was the perfect situation — a
resort environment were people could es-
cape. | didn’t see CBS there.”

When she and Frampton will testify has not
been announced. More foreign enter-
tainers are also expected to be called to
Buffalo as witnesses.

Injunction Lifted,
Rounder Can Sell
Thorogood LPs

LOS ANGELES — A Massachusetts Ap-
peals Court has overturned a lower court
ruling and dissolved an injunction
preventing Rounder Records from selling
its two George Thorogood and the
Destroyers albums.

Meanwhile. MCA Records has shipped
“Better Than The Rest.” a Thorogood
album made from tapes acquired from
Thorogood's former producer Dan Lipman.
The album will bear a sticker informing
consumers when the material was recor-
ded.

“Apparently there is nothing we can do to
stop MCA from releasing the LP " says Bill
Nowlin. a partner in Rounder Records. “We
appreciate MCA'’s sticker. but we still hope
to fight what we believe to be copyright in-
fringement. We believe George owns the
tapes the album was made from "

A hearing is set for Sept. 17 in U.S. Dis-
trict Court in Los Angeles to look into
jurisdictional questions raised two weeks
ago by Judge Malcoim Lucas when he
denied Thorogood’'s request for a
preliminary injunction to halt release of
MCA’s album. Thorogood's attorney hopes
to have the Massachusetts case. in which
Lipman contends he owns songs on both
the Rounder Albums. dismissed or con-
solidated with the California case.

Thorogood will make no public ap-
pearances until his next authorized album
comes out. according to Nowlin.

Khomaini Bans
Music In lran For
Ramadan Month

LOS ANGELES — Beginning July 26. and
continuing throughout the 30-day Islamic
holy month of Ramadan. all music has been
banned in Iran by the Ayatollah Ruhollah
Khomaini. the nation’s religious patriarch.
Likening music to opium, the religious
leader has stated inthe past thatlistening to
music “stupefies a person listening to itand
makes the brain inactive and frivolous.”

The American company affected most by
the ban is CBS. which opened a tape
duplicating plant in Tehran in March 1978.
The only plant of its type in the region. the
CBS operation had licensees from most
major American and European record
companies. in addition to its own product
and once had a volume of 35 million
cassettes annually.

The plant closed when the Islamic
revolution overthrew the Shah earlier this
year and it is not known if or when it will re-
open. Most of the uncertainty stems from
the question of whether or not the Ayatoltah
will lift the ban on music upon the comple-
tion of Ramadan.

NARM Supports Bill
To Help Small Music
Firms Obtain Loans

NEW YORK — NARM has announced its
support for legislation that would reverse a
long-standing policy of the Small Business
Administration (SBA) that denies small
business loans to producers, distributors,
and retailers who specialize in certain kinds
of sound recordings.

Current SBA regulations prohibit finan-
cial assistance to producers, distributors,
and retailers of sound recordings on the
grounds that loans cannot be made to
businesses engaged in molding public opi-
nion or influencing the media (Cash Box.
August 5. 1978).

A bill introduced by Rep. Addabbo (D-
N.Y.) earlier this year would amend the
Small Business Act to preclude an inter-
pretation of the act that permits the SBA to
deny financial assistance to small
businesses involved in the communication
of ideas. The SBA provided approximately
$25 million in 1978 to Small Business In-
vestment Companies engaged in the sup-
port of independent film productions. ac-
cording to Joe Cohen, executive vice presi-
dent of NARM. He added that the SBA also
revised its regulations last year to permit
loans to applicants who wish to purchase,
construct. modernize. or expand radio or
TV stations and cable TV operations.

The first album — a two-pocket set featuring Weather Report,
Irakere, the Fania All-Stars, Trio of Doom (John McLaughlin, Tony Williams, Jaco
Pastorius), CBS Jazz All-Stars, Orquesta Aragon and the Cuban Percussion Ensemble,
among others — captures all the emotion and excitement of this history-making event
while providing a live sampling of contemporary American jazz and Afro-Cuban Latin
music.

“On this LP | was more critical of the sound
quality.” he says. “At the same time, | was trying to establish a musical identity of my own
that is different from George Benson’s.” Foster wrote and arranged all the material on his
new LP (which stands at #27 bullet on the Top 40 Jazz Chart), in addition to handling the
lead vocals on such tunes as "You're The One,” “Let Me In Your Life,” “When Will | Write
You A Song?” and “I've Got Your Love.” Helis candid about his ability as a singer: “It's the
most immature part of my music,” he confides. “But I'm working on my vocals, and I've
noticed an improvement on each album.”

Records (ltaly) and Disques Carrere
(France). both of whom are launching
operations based in the U.S. Baby Records.

on the music. In contrast to the tirst part of
the campaign, which is targeted at the teen
audience. this phase is aimed at the 24+
demoagraphic.

The initial thrust of MCA's advertising
program centers around a national radio
contest. The promotion will involve key sta-
tions in about 35 markets around the coun-
try. Also. a cross-merchandising program
is planned involving local fast food chains
and clothing stores.

Promotional give away items include T-
shirts and beach towels incorporating the
‘More American Graffiti" album art In ad-
dition. the stations will be awarding
coupons good for soundtrack LPs to be
redeemed at local record retail outlets.

Radio Spots

MCA has prepared two 60-second radio
spots: one for Top 40 radio. the other for
AOR formats. According to Larry King. the
label's vice president of promotion the Top
40 spot will use a music bed comprised of
such '60s pop hits as Martha and the Van-
dellas’ “Heat Wave.," the Angels’ “My
Boyfriend's Back™ and “96 Tears” by ? and
the Mysterians.

The music for the AOR spot will include
Cream's "Strange Brew,” Dylan's “Like A
Rolling Stone” and Donovan's “Season Of
The Witch.

Other artists represented on the “More
American Graffiti” soundtrack include
Andy Williams (“Moon River"”), The Byrds
(“Mr. Tambourine Man"), Simon & Gar-
funkel (“"Sounds Of Silence’). The
Supremes (“Stop In The Name Of Love"),
Aretha Franklin (“Respect”), The Zombies
(‘“She’s Not There'). The Chantays

unit purchases (Cash Box, May 12, 1979).
As aresult, catalog returns have risen, and
overrun lists have grown. several retail
chain owners alleged.

Label Switches

Another reason for the pipeline giutis the
dumps that result when an artist switches
labels. or when a label switches distribu-
tors. A group whose history encompasses
both situations is the Marshall Tucker
Band. The widespread availability on the
cutout and overrun marketplace of this
group’s albums has, according to one cut-
out buyer. “clearly cut into their catalog
sales.” “The Tucker catalog first became
available when their label. Capricorn.
switched distribution from Warner Bros. to
Polygram.” explained one retailer. “Warner
Bros. then had only so much time to sell the
product before they got stuck with it, so
they dumped it. The second dump came
when the group themselves switched
labels. from Capricorn to Warner Brothers.
Now Capricorn has cooled off financially,
and they chose to dump. And when you do
that you have to sweeten up the pot with at
least some of the best stuff you've got. So
the Marshall Tucker records are on the cut-
out lists again.”

In addition to the aforementioned
Marshall Tucker catalog situation,
Jonathan Edward’'s career was ostensibly
hurt because his record company at the
time reportedly offered massive amounts
of the album that contained the last song.
“Sunshine.” and subsequent releases for
the label were forced to compete with an
album that was cheaper and contained a
proven hit, according to one cutout buyer.

Other examples cited were the availabil-
ity of Charlie Daniels albums when he
switched from Kama Sutra to Epic. and the
availability of many numbers from the
Impulse jazz catalog when parent com-
pany ABC was sold to MCA_

But the cash fiow problems in a reces-
sive economy are invariably cited as the
bottom line in the cutout situation. “Like
everybody else. we're suffering from the
downturn in the economy."” said one dealer.
‘Retailers aren't financed well enough, and
something had to give. That ‘something’ is
returns. and the manufacturers have

wound up sitting on them. They then be-
come faced with the alternatives of either
melting the records down. or getting some
money out of it via a dump.”

“If itwasn’t for the economy.” concluded
another retailer. “even the overshipped
albums and returns wouldn't be posing
such an immediate problem.”

Overruns Disowned

White acknowledging that there may be
overruns of items from their catalogs on the
market. executives of major record labels
who were willing to speak on the subject
denied that those albums were sold by
them at cutout prices. Both Elliott Gold-
man. executive vice president and general
manager of Arista Records, and Lou
Dennis, vice president of sales for Warner
Bros.. stated categorically that it is a policy
of their companies not to dump catalog
items at cutout prices.

‘Wedon'tsell things that we think are go-
ing to hurt people,” commented Dennis.
‘As long as our records are in the cataleg
and they're sold. theyre sold at the regular,
normal price. if it's a $7.98, its a$7.98. Orif
i's $9.98. $11.98. $12.98 or whatever,
that's what it is.”

Regarding import overruns, Dennis said.
‘Those drive us berserk, because we try to
protect them (artists). But the problem is
when people sell these things. they sell
them to other people. and it's pretty hard to
have control over all of the people. Just like
I'm sure that some of our records end upin
the foreign countries. and it drives them
berserk.”

Noting that Warners’ catalog is still sell-
ing very well. Dennis said. “We have an
enormous catalog that we sell month after
month. and probabiy will forever. | mean.
Jimmy Hendrix's first album is 12 years old.
Then there are ‘best of' albums by Peter,
Paul and Mary, the Association and the
Beach Bovs. I doubt you'll find any of those
in cutout bins, certainly not in the US.A."

Dennis said he wasn't sure that sales of
overruns cut into catalog sales. “You've got
to remember that if it's something that's
showing up in the store as a cutout or an
overrun. the reason for that is that it's no
longer selling at the regular price. Why
would anyone want to sell it (as an overrun

RKO noted in its pleadings that 511 com-
panies have admitted to similar illegal or
questionalbe activities. including 125 FCC
licensees. Itis clear thatthe WNAC case will
have far-reaching effects not only for the
RKO chain. but for broadcastingingeneral.

Ironically. many of the issues raised in
the case were first brought to light by Com-
munity Broadcasting, which is now arguing
in favor of renewal. Community, along with
Dudley Station Corp.. is set to purchase
WNAC's license for $54 million, contingent
on the FCC's renewal of the license.

Atter General Tire disclosed its involve-
ment in a wide array of foreign and
domestic payoffs in 1976. the company at-
tempted to spin off its RKO unit. But the
FCC failed to approve the plan. and
General Tire agreed to sell WNAC to the
two local companies that had challenged its
license.

Marx, Smith Keep Classic
Jazz Alive On Discovery Label

LOS ANGELES — Discovery Records. an
independent jazz label formed by Albert
Marx in the late 1940s, was reactivated by
Marx and producer Dennis Smith in 1977.
Since then, the label has released 30
albums primarily featuring the talents of
L A -based, mainstream jazz acts.

Last year the two producers reactivated
another old Marx venture, Trend Records.
in an effort to tap the expanding market for
audiophile product. The first LP released
on Trend was adirect-to-disc effortby John
Bilezikjian who plays the Oud, a Persian in-
strument that was the predecessor to the
guitar. The first release was followed by
direct-to-disc jazz LPs by The Tommy
Tedesco Quartet and Ray Linn.

“Qur hearts are in jazz and we're going to
continue to produce what we feel is the
authentic American music on the labels,”
said Smith, who added that he and Marx
ptan to maintain the label's mainstream
identity.

Marx. who will be celebrating his 50th an-
niversary in the music business this Sep-
tember. was the first person to record such
musical greats as Sarah Vaughn and Art
Tatum. Two jazz vocal luminaries, Mel
Torme and TheHiLo's, alsorecorded years
ago on the direct-to-disc Trend label. Inad-
dition, Marx was an independent producer
for Atlantic, Columbia and RCA and
produced The Gerald Wilson Big Band in
the 1960s.

Smith's background is in radio; he was a
disc jockey for jazz radio station KBCA/Los
Angeles for eight years. In the past, Smith
also produced the group lliad and singer
Bill Henderson.

“I've always leaned toward jazz,” said
Smith. “I feel best when I'm disseminating it
in one form or another.”

Although the label is rooted in L.A-
based jazz artists, Discovery imported
guitarist Robert Conti from Florida to
record a disco album. The LP, which is set
for a late July release, will be followed by
another disco-oriented LP by Alan Chap-
man in mid-August. Other upcoming
albums on Discovery include releases by
Bulgarian pianist Milscho Leviev and a live
digital recording of Bob Florence at L.A’s
Concerts By The Sea.

Disco Subsidizes Bebop

“We're putting outa bitmore commercial
product these days because we're trying to
make some money," offered Smith. “We're
not a philanthropic organization, and you
can't surviveifthe bottomline doesn’t make
sense. But we're trying to maintain our in-
tegrity within that framework. The reason
for the disco is that we're trying to pay some
bebop bills. so we can continue to record
music that we feel is the most valid form of
expression going on.”

Discovery is also planning to re-release
two albums produced by Marx in the late
1960s. Clare Fischer's “America The
Beautiful” and “The Jazz Mass” by Joe
Masters.

The current Discovery roster consists of
Mike Wofford. Bill Henderson. Lorez Alex-
andria. Shelly Manne. Charles Owens.
Anthony Ortega, Tommy Tedesco, Bruce
Cameron. Dwight Dickerson. Moacir
Santos. Don Rader, Frank Marocco, Ray
Pizzi. Pancho Sanchez, Ray Linn, Bob
Cooper. Robert Conti. Teddy Saunders.
Bob Florence. David Allyn, Mike Barone
and Milscho Leviev.

“Qur goals are to be able to put out
quality product and give the form (jazz},
which we both love dearly, all the exposure
we can.’ summarized Smith. “And we hope
to make a living atit.”

Overruns, Cutouts Flooding

or cutout) if it's selling at the regular price?
if 1 can get $7.98 for an album. why would |
want to reduce it?”

Goldman, on the other hand, viewed the
availability of choice cutouts and overruns
as harmful to catalog sales. “If you co that
(sell albums as overruns), you've got to be
telling yourself that you don’t expect to sell
it as catalog,” he stated.

Aaron Levy, Arista’s senior vice presi-
dent of finance. acknowledged that the
labe! had sold some overstock albums.
including LPs by lan Dury, Patti Smith. Lou
Reed. the Kinks and Gil Scott-Heron. “Un-
fortunately. in the last go-around.” he ex-
plained. “mixed into our (cutout) lot were
some overstock items that were sold by
mistake. The sales department buried the
numbers in the incorrect category. So we
did sell some overstock merchandise. But
that is not our policy; we do not do that. We
strictly sell items cut out of the catalog.”

Change Of Course?

The present returns crisis and the re-
jated matter of catalog dumping are ob-
viously touchy subjects in the record indus-
try. Among the record manufacturers, for
example, that declined to comment on the
subject were CBS, RCA, Atlantic and Poly-
dor.

One reason for this reticence may be the
fact that the situation is expected to get
worse before it gets better. One retailer
pointed to the inevitability of amassive ABC
dump when dealers find out exactly who
they are able to return the product to.
According to this source, “unlike Capitol.
who cleaned up the street when they took
over UA, nobody wants to claim the ABC
product. It hasn’t even hit the street yet.”

Another assumption that retailers are
making is that there will be a dump by CBS.
a company not traditionally known for
dumping. Said one retailer, “they're sitting
on an awful lot of stuff, and I'm just waiting
for the day that CBS makes a dump.” Said
an executive for a large retail chain. “a CBS
dump in the near future wouldn't surprise
me at ail.”

A general prediction about the cutout
glut was made by a one-stop owner who
said, “I get so many cutout lists | don’'t even
look at them anymore. Quite frankly. I'm
waiting for manufacturers to come to me
directly.” While this may impress some ob-
servers as a bit brash, itis generally agreed
that the day is coming when manufactur-
ers will approach the larger racks directly
with cutout and overrun offers. Said one re-
tail executive. “we've yetto be hitby the on-
slaught. and prices that companies can
command for them are sure to go down.”

But there are solid indications that
manufacturers are taking steps to alleviate
the situation in the future. “They're begin-
ning to take a more realistic view of the life
span of an album.” said one retailer. “Sales
people are now asking us to project how
many units of an album we think we can sell.
For the first time we're hearing guestions
like, ‘I1f a new album by so and so comes out.
how many would you be able to move?’ "

Shashoua emphasized the importance
of the disco phenomenon in the thining of
his overseas attendees.

European record
companies naturally hope to sell their disco
records here.

Shashoua admitted that. so far. not many
European artists have scored successes
here {except for British acts). “But they're
getting more Americanized,” he conten-
ded. "Soon you'll be seeing the crossover,
not only of European-produced product.
but also of European artists.”

pointed to such French artists as Cerrone,
Patrick Juvet, and Patrick Hernandez, all of
whom have had some U.S. success. Also,
he noted that groups like ABBA, PFM and
Focus have made inroads in the U.S.

Motivations

Other overseas companies have dif-
ferent motivations for coming here,
Snashoua suggested. Studios, for in-
stance. would like to sell their services to
American artists; Cinevox. an Italian
soundtrack label. symbolizes the growing
union between the record and film in-
dustries: and companies like Baby and Dis-
gues Carrere. which have made a lot of
money abroad, may want to invest some of
itin the U.S.

In Shashoua's view, the European reces-
sion is much worse than the American ver-
sion. except in West Germany, where the
economy is still relatively sound. Therefore,
European companies are looking for an
outlet for their recorded product in
America

American View

Shashoua expects the participation of
U.S. companies at MUSEXPQ to increase
this year, too. Already. he said. over 90% of
last year's U.S. attendees have re-signed.

Since it is mostly international record
people who attend MIDEM, the European
music trade fair. Shashoua believes that
MUSEXPO provides a unique opportunity
for other parts of the U.S. music industry to
mingle with their counterparts from over-
seas. "Half the people who go to MUSEXPO
do not go to MIDEM . he stated.

In this group. Shashoua continued, are
three major cateqories. First, there are the
U.S. departments of major labels, including
A&R. marketing, promotion and creative
services people. Second. there are in-
dependent production companies who are
usually unfamiliar with the international
record business. And third. there are radio
program directors. MUSEXPO sends out
some 24.000 invitations yearly to 8.000
North American radio stations. Attending
MUSEXPO gives radio programmers an
opportunity to exchange views with their
overseas colleaques.

Industry Forum

Finally. Shashoua noted. MUSEXPOQ has
become a sort of national music trade fair
for America. Whereas only publishers at-
tend NMPA meetings. and the annual
NARM convention is attended mostly by
retailers. wholesalers and manufacturers,
MUSEXPO offers a forum for all segments
of the domestic industry.

would pay $100 per location per year. Other

uses not exempted (a bar that plays
records, for instance) would pay $25 an-
nually.

Background music services earning over
$10,000 from subscribers would contribute
2% of gross receipts; those with revenues
under $10,000 are exempt.

The bill. S. 1552, is co-sponsored by
Senators Alan Cranston (D-Calif.), Howard
Baker Jr. (R-Tenn.), Howard Metsenbaum
(D-Ohio), Jacob Javits (R-N.Y.), Paul Sar-
banes (D-Md.) and Bill Bradley (D-N.J.)

The controversial performance rights
provision — left out of the 1976 Copyright
Law Revision for fear it would keep the en-
tire bill from passing — lives on in these
bills in both houses of Congress. It's anidea
that stirs heated debate today. as it did
when first introduced in the 1940's.

The National Association of Broad-
casters announced over a year ago that the
fight against the proposed performance
right was its top priority. Now NAB con-
tinues to oppose the royalties on grounds
that record producers and performers
benefit substantially from the promotional
value of airplay of their records. NAB also
arques that broadcasters will be forced to
cut back on public affairs programming in
the face of higher music usage costs.

However, an economic study com-
missioned by the Copyright Office last year
showed that the performance right would
not have a significant impact on broad-
casting profits. The total the right would
generate would represent less than one-
half of 1% of estimated net sales — an
amount broadcasters could easily pass on
to advertisers, the study concluded

While the Recording Industry Associa-
tion of America has voiced optimism about
the legislation's chance of being passed
this year. the NAB is preparing to launch
another attack.

CBS ToRelease LP
From ‘Star Trek’ Film

NEW YORK — CBS Records will release the
original soundtrack album of Paramount
Picture’'s “Star Trek — The Motion Pic-
ture” on Columbia Records. The CBS
Records pact with Paramount is for world-
wise distribution of the soundtrack album
and also involves the recording and dis-
tributing of other “Star Trek-related
product, including singles and albums by
recording artists for the label.”

The soundtrack album. featuring a musi-
cal score composed by Academy Award-
winning composer Jerry Goldsmith, will be
released as a single disc in a double sleeve
package. with the release date to coincide
with the December opening of the film. A
massive promotional launch for the album
is planned by both CBS Records and Para-
mount Pictures.

Equipment Used By
Alleged Pirates Seized

NEW YORK — Judge Thomas C. Platt of the
U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of
New York has ordered the seizure of tape
duplicating equipment allegedly used by
Super Dupers, Inc. and its principal,
George Tucker, to produce pirated tape
recordings. The equipment is presently be-
ing held by the F.B.1., which seized it in part
of a massive six-state raid of suspected
pirate operations last December.

The motion for the seizure was brought
by RCA. RSO, and Warner Bros. Records.
A related action by Casablanca was con-
solidated with the action of the other three
record companies.

Also named as a defendant in the suits is
Ramart Printing Corp. of Central Istip, N.Y.
and its principal, Frank Martino.

NASHVILLE — Despite the sluggishness of
the U.S economy and the mounting gas
shortage. country artists are outontheroad
in full force this summer according 1o a
Cash Box survey of top country booking
agencies.

However a couple of agencies are not
booking as many datesasina normal sum-
mer. and a rash of canceliations occurred
during late May and July. Also. most agen-
cies said promoters are not booking dates
as far in advance as usual. But in general.
the booking business is healthy

Diana Pugh. vice president of The Jim
Halsey Talent and Booking Agency in
Tuisa. Okla. probably the largest booker of
country talent in the business. said the
company's hooking schedule was right on
taraet

“We haven't suffered a lot of cancella-
tions.” Pugh said. "We also have a pasitive
attitude about this fall. and bookings look
very substantial. Now bookings aren't com-
ing in as fast for 1980 as normal. but the fall
is stable This is probably reflective of
economic conditions.”

Built-in Audience

One reason for the lack of cancellations
Puah noted. was that many of the Halsey
acts including The Oak Ridae Boys. Roy
Clark and Tammy Wynette — work venues
such as colleges. rodeos. fairs and Las
Vegas rooms which usually have a built-in
audience

According to Andrea Smith of Top Billing
Talent and Booking Agency in Nashville.
the comnany is having a banner summer.
But she also said most of the bookings were
scheduled before the gas shortage

“The bookings are heavier now than they
have been inthe 10vears|have beenhere.”
gmith said “The fuel shortace hasn't affec-
ted us at all. but it will really be about
another 45 days before we can judae that
conclusively. Most of the dates we have set
now were made last winter. We haven't
picked up any dates for the fall yet. but that
isn't unusual. We don't start booking fall
and winter dates until after Labor Day

Too Billing books such acts as Jim Ed

three equipment trucks — and they all run
on diesel fuel. Because of the uncertainty of
fuel and the safety of drivers, we decided to
re-schedule the dates for later on.”

Jim Prater of Buddy Lee Attractions.
which books Willie Nelson, Johnny
Paycheck. John Conlee, Connie Cato and
Del Reeves for fair and park dates, said
business was holding steady except for a
few cancelled dates. "A few dates have
been missed in areas like the east coast
because acts just couldn’t get there. but
only about four or five dates were involved.
Some of our acts have been flying rather
than taking their buses to dates. But | have
also learned that attendance is down about
20-25% at most fairs and parks this year.”

United Talent Agency in Nashville. which
books Conway Twitty and Loretta Lynn,
along with Billy “Crash” Craddock and
other top country acts, is having a good
year. and General Manager Jimmy Jay
feels the worst is over

“July was a nervous month, but August
and September look stronger than ever.”
Jay said. "We had trouble in Pennsylvania
and Northern Ohio; the gas panic button is
on in that area. We had two park dates can-
celled. and the owners cancelled all of the
talent for the rest of the summer. But Con-
way’s business is up, and he recently broke
his own record for attendance figures this
month in Salem. Ohio. | feel very positive
that the worst is over.”

The Dick Blake Agency here represents
The Statler Brothers, Barbara Mandrell,
Don Williams. Stella Parton and Grandpa
Jones, and the agency is experiencing no
summer booking problems. But agent
Dave Barton thinks there could be a slight
rumbling beneath the smooth surface.

“Nearly 100% of our dates from June-
September are fair and outdoor park dates,
and these have been good,” Barton said.
“But we book a lot of concert dates from

September to November, and we will have
to wait and see how everything affects
them. | think it will be off somewhat.

Since the state fairs are state sub-
sidized. the attendance problems because
of the gas shortage will not affect them. but
it could kill the independent promoter.
When artists start playing the larger
auditoriums after the fair season, it will tell
the story for the nextyear. | bet January and
February will be the worst months we have
ever had.”

Advance Bookings

Ken Rollins, booking agent for the Shorty
Lavender Agency, emphasized that a lack
of advance bookings is hurting artists. He
also said a great many dates were can-
celled in May.

‘We faced a transportation problem in
May.” Rollins said. “Acts were afraid they
wouldn't be able to get fuel for their buses.
and they were afraid of damage to their
buses during the truckers’ strike. But now,
promoters are only booking a month ahead
instead of the usual three. They are reluc-
tant to book ahead because of the
economy. This cut back is affecting the ar-
tist. He doesn’t know definitely if he will be
working three months in advance like he
once did. He can't plan his own budget. The
economy is going to be the big test for all of
us.”

Rollins also said promoters were cutting
back on package shows because of the
reluctance of fans to drive long distances to
get to a show.

The Atlas Artist Bureau in Nashville,
booking Ernest Tubb and the Texas
Troubadours. among other acts, experien-
ced a rash of cancellations in July, ac-
cording to agent Hayes Jones.

“l have been in the business for 16%
years, and we have had more cancellations
this summer than | have ever seen.” Jones
said. “But most of these came in a two-
three-week period. Things have gone back
to a normal keel again.”

separate disco label, but also asked that |
advise and consult the disco artists in the
Warner fold.”

As executive director of Warner's disco
department, Caviano oversees such areas
as A&R, promotion, marketing, and sales in
conjunction with the label's own staff per-
sonnel. He is also responsible for all new
disco acquisitions for both Warner Bros.
and RFC.

Because disco music usually breaks on
an R&B level before it reaches the pop
market. said Caviano. his position at the
company was immediately enhanced due
to the strength of Warner's black music
division, headed by Tom Draper. For exam-
ple. he cited the current chart success of
Candi Staton and Ashford and Simpson.
two acts whose initial break-through was
achieved with black audiences.

Remixed Stewart Cut

Caviano began his tenure at Warners
with a disco remix of Rod Stewart's "Da Ya
Think I'm Sexy.” which became a best-
selling single disc. His next step was to
promote Gino Soccio. the first artist signed
to the RFC roster (which alsoincludes Boris
Midney, Mighty Pope. and Venus Dodson).
To break Soccio. Caviano attempted to
promote the artist's “Outline” LP in a way
that one might associate with the marketing
of a pop or rock artist. He persuaded War-
ners to support the promotion inter-
nationally with an extensive campaign that
saturated not only the gay press and disco
radio. but other magazines and stations as
well.

“The album stands a good chance of
reaching the half-million plateau worldwide
by the end of the year,” he said. “We got an
immediate buzz both here and abroad on
the record when it first came out.
Generating that initial excitement was very
important to us because we'll be able to
develop our game plan in its next phase
when his second album is released in the

fall.”
Artist Development

Addressing the problem of artist
development in the disco field. Caviano
said. “People must recognize that discois a
new medium. Our sensibilities have been
geared to the rock experience and people
aren’t sure how to adjust. | enjoyed
watching Jerry Garcia interact with the
Grateful Dead from the sixth row of the old
Fillmore East, but disco offered another
type of experience. Instead of being enter-
tained it meant being part of the entertain-
ment. You were involved physically with the
music; disco was the obvious extension.

“That's why the concert experience is
such an invaluable tool for the disco perfor-
mer. Any time you can bring an artist into
the club to sing over their records, it's going
to impress the crowd, and they'll begin to
understand thatwhat they have been listen-
ing to has been more than justafigurehead.

Caviano Reflects On Growth,
Changes In Disco Market

Disco artists have the capacity to develop
images, t0o, and that's why it's crucial that
labels utilize their every resource to
promote an artist. It means involvement at
every level.”

Caviano believes that disco is more than
a fad, but does he feel the industry is mak-
ing a commitment to disco as fast as it
could? “I see a higher awareness beginning
to set in. but right now we're faced with the
task of selling more than just records.” he
said. “We've got to concentrate on making
responsible decisions in areas like artist
development and tour support. But first
we've got to expand these one-man disco
departments, because later on it will be like
trying to put your finger in a dike, trying
hard to catch up.”

Disco Airwaves

In disco radio, he says. programmers
must proceed with caution if they are to en-
joy the success achieved by stations such
as WKTU. “The disco airwaves must be
sensibly managed. Itis possible to program
a station with a dance-floor consciousness
and still play a melodic piece of music.
That's responsible programming. We've
got to look to long-term planning, which
means adding more non-disco music the
same way Top 40 has got to learn to add
more disco to its playlists.

“The liability in the disco field isn’'t as
greatasitisintherock area,” hesaid. "l can
sign an act atareasonable rate and notgive
away the candy store, so that | still have
room for a marketing budget. When you
give away a lot of dollars to a performer,
you're somewhat hesitant about your
marketing investment. In disco, it's possi-
ble to keep your costs in sync.

“Disco’'s greatest challenge in the '80s
means striving to keep the music fresh,” he
concluded. “It means stimulating the retail
community to a greater degree as well as
maintaining your credibility at radio. Our
promo team has a terrific understanding of
the market that they're dealing with, which
immediately enhances the chance for your
product to succeed. Disco is not a dirty
word.”

LPs Down, Singles Up
In U.K. In 1st Quarter

LONDON — Reflecting the current sales
slump in the U.K., album sales for the first
quarter of 1979 dropped 3.5% according to
the British Phonographic Industry (BPI).
Perhaps indicative of public resistance to
increasing LP prices. singles sales were up
25% during the same period.

Album deliveries to the trade were re-
ported at 17.1 million units. down from the
17.7 million units shipped during the first
quarter of 1978. Further. the 1978 figures
had already registered a 9% drop from the
1977 figures for the same quarter.

The singles sales figures, bolstered by
the strong showing of 12" disco singles,
showed an increase of 25% — from 18.6
million units for the first quarter of 1977 to
23.3 million units for 1979.

However. hedging against any overly op-
timistic conclusions that the U.K. industry
may draw from the singies figures, John
Deacon. director general of the BPI. said,
“There seems to have been a dramatic in-
crease in the amount of product coming
into the country (imports).”

LOS ANGELES — As exemplified by the
success of Supertramp’s “Breakfast In
America’ LP, A&M Records continues its
long and fruitful involvement in the inter-
national market. With sales totalling 2.5
million domestically and 3 million inter-
nationally. “Breakfast In America” ranks as
one of the top international hits of 1979 —
having achieved #1 status in Australia.
Belgium. Canada. France, Germany. The
Netherlands. New Zealand. Norway. Por-
tugal. Spain and Switzerland. as well as the
USA

“International sales are extremely impor-
tant to A&M."" acknowledges Jack
Lossman. international managing director.
“We feel that our type of catalog and reper-
toire are very internationally oriented.”

With representatives around the world.
A&M is committed to an aggressive
nrogram of finding the right markets for its
artists. “Although our main thrust is break-
ing the acts we sign here.” Lossman ex-
olains. “Itis far from a haphazard thing. Our
marketing pushes are tailored to the artist
and who he appeals to. We are careful to
kev in on specific territories for specific ar-
tists. matching their styles with what will be
acceoted in that particular market.”

Localized Successes

Thus. A&M’'s international programs can
be measured not only by such across-the-
poard hits as Supertramp: but also by
localized successes like Herb Alpert (A&M
vice chairman and co-founder) in Mexico.
Gato Barbieri in Latin America. Rita
Coolidge in Japan (where she recently won
the grand prize at the Tokyo International
Music Festival) and Milton Nascimento in
Brasil.

In addition. while it is not stressed as
heavily as exporting American product.
A&M's international involvement also in-
cludes trying to break little-known foreign
artists in the USA. “One example of this.”
Lossman points out. “is the Yellow Magic
Orchestra from Japan. They record on Alfa.
our Jaoanese affiliate. and we have come to
feel that they could break in a lot of
territories.”

Key to most of A&M’s success overseas.
as in the USA. lies in getting radio airplay.
‘This is important in such places as the UK.
Canada and Australia.”” Lossman explains.
“but in other territories. where competition
is high for a limited amount of airplay
available. it sometimes means doing a little
more.”

Song Translations
One thing that has been done in the past

wE

to spark sales has been to have the artists
sing their American hits in the language of
the particular market the company is aim-
ing for.

The international department “does not
get involved in the selection of songs for ar-
tists.” Lossman adds. “but sometimes we
do encourage them to cut their songs in the
local language One outstanding example
of this was Captain & Tenille's ‘Love Will
Keeo Us Together.’ which was sung in
Spanish. It charted in many Latin American
countries.”

The other main promotional tool. of
course. is touring. However. recognizing
the high costs of touring and the high
visibility shown by some territories. A&M
artists are marketed worldwide. but “tours
are normally planned only for what we con-
sider to be the key markets.” says
Lossman.

As an example. Lossman explains that
‘the (European) continent watches the UK
closely The UK is very :ndependent in its
musical tastes. and many people on the
continent watch them for the new trends.’

Thus. the action and excitement created
by a tour through such a key territory can
often send the message to Europe and the
rest of the world.

Around The World

Currently distributed through a variety of
arrangements ranging from wholly owned
subsidiaries in the UK and Canada to CBS
distribution in continental Europe and west
Africa to EMI in Latin America to PolyGram
in the Far East and smaller operations like
Alfa in Japan. Festival in Australia and
Grammophone in India. A&M product
reaches every market of consequence in
the world.

Listing (in no particular order of
significance) A&M's largest international
markets as the UK. Canada. Europe.
Jaoan. Brasil and Australia. Lossman adds
that “we are always exploring all parts of the
world. hoping to develop new markets.”

Among those territories being looked at
closely by A&M are Africa. China. the USSR
and eastern Europe. “I see a lot of potential
in Africa.” Lossman explains, “especially
Nigeria and Kenya. We are currently look-
ing into the situation in those countries.”

In addition. noting the fact that one out of
every four people in the world is Chinese.
Lossman adds. “we do have our eyes on
China. That is one market we would love to
break into.”

However. Lossman noted that the

MELBOURNE — Illegal home taping of rec-
ords and cassettes is costing the Australian
record industry more than $50 million a
year and could destroy the local industry.
John Hayes, executive director of the
Australian Record Industry Association
(ARIA)Y. estimates that 25% of annual in-
dustry turnover is lost to home “pirates.”

Under the Australian Copyright Act it is
an offense to duplicate records or cas-
settes. but because detection is almost im-
nossible and most people aren't even
aware they're breaking the law. there
seems little chance of stopping it. "Home
taning coutd he the beginning of the end of
the recording industry.” says Hayes. “The
situation is getting worse all thetime — it's a
major problem facing the industry.”

The ARIA plans to make a submission to
the federal government seeking imposition
of alevy on blank cassettes. the proceeds
of which would be passed on to recording
and publishing companies who would then
distribute it to songwriters and performers.

Commenting on the price reductions,
Arista marketing director Dennis Knowles
said, “If we are to encourage the regular

LOS ANGELES — Motown Records is
currently finishing up work on the newly
reconstructed “Motown/Hitsville USA"
recording complex in Los Angeles. It is ex-
pected that the extensive renovations.
which have cost the label some $3.000,000,
will be completed in two weeks and will
cover the Sunset, Sunrise and Twilight
studios. in addition to the Dawn studio. a
mixing and overdubbing facility with a “live”
stereo echo chamber.

The "new' complex features three
recently-acquired Neve 40-channel 8078
recording consoles with Necam computer
automated mixing systems, on which the
new album by The Commodores. “Mid-
night Magic.” was mixed. The Sunset
Studio. the oldest and largest of the studio
facilities, has been reconstructed as a live
disco forum playback center which will ac-
comodate up to 45 persons, while Twilight
has been redesigned as a small overdub
and mixing facility.

Each studio is also equipped with its own
video system and elaborate annunciator
and security system. Eight new studio staff
members have been added to augment the
current lineup of seven senior engineers.

According to Guy Costa, vice president
and managing director of Motown Studios,
the third major reconstruction of the
Motown studio complex is expected to be
completed in September and an “open-
door policy” for independent engineers
and producers will be maintained and
weekly classes will be held for the studio’s
engineers on new recording developments,
technological advancements and industry
analysis.

PERSONALITY PROFILE

Atari’s Osborne Sees Coin
Biz As Open Entrepreneurship

LOS ANGELES — “The interesting thing
about this business is that from manufac-
turer to distributor to operator you have en-
trepreneurship at its finest all along the
way."”

Don Osborne, national sales manager
for Sunnyvale, Calif.-based Atari. Inc. was
offering his thoughts on the uniqueness of
the coin machine industry. He stressed the
fact that it is made up primarily of indepen-
dent business peopte.

“Most businesses aren’t like ours.
Usually they sell to some distribution
network and are run by a natienally
organized corporation.” said Ostorne.
“However. the video games business was
founded pretty much by no one. and Atari.
in particular. is a prime example of en-
trepreneurship today in the United States.
Distributors and operators are by and large
independent businessmen. They are where
they are today not because they want to
work for somebody. but because they are
independent people that have their own
ideas about the way things should be
done.”

Osborne also pointed out that the coin
business is unique in that it is hard to
predict a product's potential for success.
Consequently. he feels that a lot of
barnstorming goes on. One of the things
that he tries to relate to people is that “no
one in the business can afford the luxury of
his own opinion on a game. There is only
one criteria. and that is the cash box."”

Osborne came into the coin machine
business after spending 112 years in the
educational technology field. He owned an
educational technology distributing and
consulting company, and represented a
number of large manufacturers and
publishers in the field over that period of
time. He was named Atari's western
regional sales manager in 1977, and was
most recently appointed to the position of
national sales manager.

“l had sold out my interest in a company
that | had formed with other partners, and

through some acquaintances came in con-

tact with Atari.” reflected Osborne. “For
about a six week period of time we looked
ateach other, and | was really taken with the
excitement of the industry. Somehow | had
misled myself to believe that there weren't
any more exciting industries outside of
educational technology. Then. | found the
coin machine business and came in contact
with some of the most colorful people I've
ever met in my life. it's proven to be a
dynamic energy-filled environment day in
and day out.’

Osborne maintains that one of the
reasons the games business is enjoying a
jucrative era is because ¢f its changed im-
age. “The public no longer considers coin
people immediately suspect or associates
the business with gambling.” offered Os-
borne. He added that Atari had a lot to do
with promoting the skill oriented nature of
coin games. as opposed to the chance con-
cepts of gambling.

However. Osborne cited the abundance
of quality product as the real reason behind

Chicago Vocational School Offering
Training Course For Coin Mechanics

CHICAGO — Where are the new music and
games technicians coming from? If director
Ralph Cusick and vocational counselor Bill
Lioyd's efforts bear fruit, the answer will be
Washburne Trade School of Chicago.

Washburne. sponsored by the Chicago
Board of Education, has a 55-year history as
a vocational school and, in that tradition,
last March it instituted a program to train
amusement machine repairmen. The
school has the active support of the coin
machine community. including manufac-
turers such as Bally, Stern and Williams:
distributors such as Empire Distributing
and Worid Wide, and local operators.

The course is open to everyone 17 years
of age or older. Chicago residents can
enroll tuition free; out of town students pay
a $200 fee, and all students receive a free
too! kit and lab materials. The classes run
for 47 weeks on a Monday through Friday
basis and the hours are 8 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.
At the close of the year, students receive a
certificate of completion.

The content of the course is repair, trou-
ble shooting and maintenance of solid state
pinballs, videos, jukeboxes and elec-
tromechanical games. The approach is
practical, students work on machines in
class and the faculty is small but experien-
ced. Frank Cahill, an electronics engineer,
handles solid state instruction and James
Rhodes, a union electrician, teaches elec-
tromechanics.

Concern for the student does not end
with graduation. The goal of the school, ac-
cording to Bill Lloyd. is to fulfillaneed in the
coin machine industry and create potential
employees. To this end. Washburne
organized a job placement program relying
on the assistance of manufacturers, dis-

tributors and operators.

Given Washburne's reputation, such a
school deserves the indusiry’'s support,
Lloyd pointed out. The coin business, he
said, needs a source of competent ser-
vicemen. Registration begins Sept. 5.

the coin industry’s profitability over the last
few years. “Think of the number of great
games out there now — ‘Flash.” ‘Super-
man.” ‘Paragon,’ 'Kiss." ‘Space Invaders'
and ‘Starfire’ — it's incredible. and it shows
that people are willing to put their money
into the games for recreation. It has rekin-
dled the concept that there is always room
for high quality games.

Although the amusement games
business is an attractive field. Osborne
cautioned against novice investors. He
mentioned that he constantly gets calls
from lawyers and doctors who think the
coin operator business is like a coin
operated faundry — just having someone
around to clean out the coins each week.
Osborne went on to say that they don't
realize that the games are quite
sophisticated. highly technical and have to
beserviced reqularly. “Coin operators are a
function of the entertainment industry and
as aresultthey mustpromote and do things
that will bring in players.” stated Osborne.
“And. games are like movies. after they've
run in a location they've got to be moved
on

In his new position. Osborneis responsi-
ble for managing Atari's sales department
in Canada and the United States. Along
with sales representative Tom Petit. Os-
borne aids in developing distributors’
awareness of Atari. and learns how the
manufacturer might better serve their
needs. “We try to continually upgrade the
overall nature of our distributor network.’

label promoter. The owner, Clarence
Anderson, supplies the DJ with product,
purchased retail. and bases his purchases
on songs he hears on the radio. Requests
from patrons also influence his buying. On
Saturday nights. the facility is turned into a
full-fledged disco and skates are not al-
lowed. Nevertheless. DJ Keith Owens is not
a member of any pool. nor is he serviced by
any label.
Some Chicago Promotion

Unlike all the other Chicago rinks sur-
veved. Disco Wheels. located on the ethnic
southwest side, does have some contact
with the labels. “Once in a biue moon. CBS
Records will send us a record,” says owner
John Waner. Therink caters to a teen clien-
tele and plays 45s. which Waner purchas-
es retail. The audience. he maintains,
determines what the rink plays.

“We play new stuff and established hits.”
Waner adds. “Whatever they want to hear.
The kids especially like to bring their own
records from home and have the DJ play
them. We play their copy even if the DJ has
one of hisown. The kids get a thrill out of it. |
don’tknow how many of them have brought
inthe Village People’s latest. and we played
their copy.”

The DJ at Hot Wheels on Chicago's
northwest side is allowed to buy product
and the rink reimburses him. Charted hits
as well as new product are played.

Young Promoter

In the vacuum created by an absence of
label promotion at Southern California
roller rinks. 22-year-old independent pro-
moter Michael Del Rey has entered with his
three-month-old Roller Records Promo-
tions company. Del Rey. who lists disco
promotion pioneers Marc Kreiner. Marc
Paul Simon and Ray Caviano as his models.
services a network of 15 roller rinks in the
Southern California area.

“I'judge what's going to be the next big
hit. call the label. and they give me 15 cop-
ies which | distribute to the rinks.” Del Rey
explains. In return. Del Rey promises the
labels that the new product will be played.
“I'm notaone-man record pool, simply dis-
tributing product.” he says. “The product
doesn't just get sent. it gets worked.”

One simple. but effective way that Del
Rey “works” the product is by announcing
the name of the artist and the release be-
fore and after rink-play. “When was the last
time you heard them do that at a disco?”
Del Rey asks.

The young promoter is also in the final
stages of cementing a tie-in with Licorice
Pizza. Posters from the retail chain will be
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prominently displayed in all 15 roller rinks.
When patrons ask where they can buy the
records played at the rink, Del Rey and rink
employees direct them to Licorice Pizza.

Other promotional efforts by Del Rey in-
clude listening parties at the roller rinks and
American Bandstand-type dance con-
certs. hosted by the young promoter.

The Sherman Square roller rink in
Reseda, Calif., is one of 15 serviced by Del
Rey. According to rink DJ Tim Hinson, Del
Rey is not the only one to service Sherman
Square.

“Once in awhile, someone from a label
will drop by without identifying himself as a
promo person and ask me to play a par-
ticular record. which | do,” Hinson says,
adding. “This happens despite the fact I've
been trying to get the labels to service the
rink for eight years.”

Hinson does not belong to a record pool,
but Michael Zagar, who also disks at the
rink. belongs to the Southern California
Disco DJs Association. However, Zagar has
his membership through a discotheque
where he also spins, not because of his job
at the rink.

Frozen Pool Membership

Pool director A.J. Miller says that a roller
rink DJ has never applied for membership.
However. he admits that due to record
company cutbacks, the pool's member-
ship has been frozen for the past four
months. and it is unlikely that at this time a
roller rink DJ would be accepted. “| have
nothing against roller rinks, but | do have a
waiting list of more than 200 DJs., and some
of them are radio disc jockeys.” says Miller.

At least one label seems willing to ac-
commodate the roller rinks of Southern
California. “When | get a letter from a bona
fide disco roller rink.” RSO’s Arnie Smith
insists. “I put the rink on our mailing list.”

Ariola’s Rosalind Chase echoes the
sentiments of most of the label reps sur-
veved when she says, “We don't have any
objections to servicing roller rinks, but we
don't service clubs. Period. We service
poots. and they decide who gets serviced.”

Rethinking Policy

If the roller rinks are not just a passing
fad. and if they continue to grow in popu-
larity. both the pools and labels may have to
rethink their servicing policies. as the New
York pools and labels already apparently
have.

In sheer numbers alone, roller rinks. as
Michael Del Rey points out. already have a
promotion potential to be reckoned with:
“There are over five thousand roller rinks in
this country with more than 28 million paid
skaters last year.”

Other prizes include a disco album library and $9000 worth
of clothing. which works out to quite a lot of grass skirts. The winners will be selected for
dancing talent. poise and style.

HOT NEW ACT — In a stunning. SRO week of performances at Studio One’s Backlot in
West Hollywood. disco trio Hodges, James & Smith revealed their heretofore hidden
talents as a first rate cabaret act. Backed only by piano. bass quitar and synthesizer. the
group discarded their “studio” sound and delivered beautifully conceived ballads. pop and
R&B tunes. Standing ovations from the audience frequently stopped an otherwise fast-
paced show. Halfway through the program, each member of the group got a chance to
showcase her forte. Audrey Madison elicited a screaming ovation for her jazzy solo danc-
ing. Jessica Smith, urged on by her obviously proud mother. blues great Linda Hopkins,
demonstrated a powerful. heart-rending soprano. Lead singer Denita James was joined
on stage by Damien Michaels for a duet which marks the pair as the new Ashford &
Simpson. Hodges. James & Smith’s first 12" release, a disco interpretation of Martha & the
Vandella’s “Dancin’ in the Street.” has yet to chart. While they are waiting. they should be
opening acts in Vegas. Rumor has it that based on the group’s performance at the Backlot,
which was packed opening night with west coast promo people. several labels are in-
terested in signing the trio. which is currently on the faltering London label .
EURODISCO COMES TO PHILLY — Philadelphia's and perhaps America's first
European-style disco. Ciao, will open in the city's Fox Chase section Sept. 14, with a
celebrity-studded grand opening to follow in October. The 500-capacity private club,
located in a renovated 1918 dance hall, will emphasize the “European” with attractive
foreign waitresses and European disco music. Says owner Joe Di Lullo, “You don't hear
much disco music from abroad played in this country. although | suspect thatif you went to
Biarritz. you'd probably be hearing Donna Summer.” Pocono Pool member Frank Sestito
is consulting on the club’s sound system and will also spin there. Sestito’s European con-
tacts will keep Ciao supplied with foreign product. A highlight of the sound system is Pan-
asonic’s “Body Sonic” speakers underneath bar stools. so that dancers will “feel the beat”
on or off the dance floor.

HOLLYWOOD ON WHEELS — Just as the record companies are beginning to realize the
promotion potential of roller rink-discotheques, Hollywood has decided to capitalize on
the current craze with several movies employing rollerskating as a backdrop. The latest
entry is Skatefown U.S.A.. described as a combination Saturday Night Fever. West Side
Story and American Gralfiti — on wheels. A Rastar production for Columbia Pictures. the
film will have a soundtrack on CBS Records. featuring a title track by the Beach Boys. inad-
dition to current and new hits on the CBS labels. The William A. Levey-directed picture,
which has a scheduled October release, stars veteran TV sit-com performers Scott Baio
and Maureen McCormick. and newcomers Greg Bradford, Patrick Swayze and Kelly
Lang.

QUICKIES—Steve Corpus & Carolina Tarus. of Mt. Eden High School won the Disco Dan-
cing Championships. sponsored by Warner/RFC. The two high schoolers won out over
more than 2500 competitors for a total of $7.500 in prizes and scholarships . . .

DODGER STADIUM, L. A. — If anyone won-
ders how the Bee Gees got to be the #1
group in the world today. a visit to Dodger
Stadium July 7 would have cleared things
up. The Gibb brothers — Barry, Robin and
Maurice — melded no less than 16 hit
singles into a 90-minute celebration that
clearly demonstrated the group’s pop
brilliance.

Opening with a powerhouse rendition of
‘Tragedy,” a #1 hit off the family trio’s latest
LP “Spirits Having Flown,” the Bee Gees
balanced their set with a mix of Top 40
classics that spanned their long career. But
even sticking to a hits-only show, it'sacom-
mentary onthe Bee Gees’ success that they
had to cram nine songs into a mediey to
avoid leaving out anyone’'s favorite.

Overcoming an expected problem at
stadium concerts, the Bee Gees' sound
system was one of the clearest and richest
ever heard in a 50,000+ venue. With the
group's sound dependent on crisp vocal
harmonies and famed falsettos, the sur-
prisingly effective sound system heiped
make the evening one of the most
memorable musical stadium events in re-
cent memory.

Throughout the show the Bee Gees im-
pressed with the range of their material,
from ballads to rockers to midtempo pop to
disco. And the group wisely decided to
close with two favorites off both their tur-
naround album “Main Course” and the
landmark soundtrack album “Saturday
Night Fever,” “Jive Talkin’” and “You
Should Be Dancing.” Joined by younger
brother Andy for their encore. the Bee Gees
lived up to their Olympian reputation before
a sell-out house and proved that the
Dodgers had not completely cursed their
stadium. joey berlin

he Knack

ROYCE HALL. UCLA — A dislodged
decade of musical simplicity roared into
Los Angeles, as The Knack re-appeared
here for a triumphant post-studio
homecoming.

“From Hollywood. California The
Knack!” rumbled from the p.a. as the cur-
tain rose and “California Girls” by the
Beach Boys hit the air. The real California
girls in attendance frugged, jerked, and
even mini-skirted their way to witness The
Knack blast through an hour set of their
already-classic debut album along with a
handful of memorable covers. This was, in
a true sense of the word. mania.

To define the term, mania is objectively
“unreasonable enthusiasm.” This is not a
negative reaction, because in rock & roll,
who needs reason? There is just something
there . . . or lack of something.

What the Knack lacks live is flash, solos,
smokebombs, videos or leather pants.
What The Knack has live are 3-5 minute
songs. minimal solos, minimal lights, a
quick pace, and four cute guys who smile,
care and rock.

The Knack set abounded in black and
white. The clothes, the logo, the lights and
the sound all come across live as a basic
and primary statement on sincere rock
aesthetics. The energy level started high
and never diminished. The Knack pounded
and pounded till the show was done. Sim-
ple as that.

Besides a few Buddy Holly covers and a
Springsteen-penned “Don't Look Back,”
The Knack show was basically the Knack
album. And that statement is as much a
compliment as it is an observation.

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDITORIUM — If
Bryan Ferry of Roxy Music is the represen-
tative for rock's Perrier crowd, then Devo
must be the delegates from the Fizzies set.
The group of space-aged “spud boys” from
Akron. Ohio made their triumphant return
to the Santa Monica Civic recently. and
proved why they are regarded as one of
rock's most engaging live bands.

The self designed, rock ‘n’ roll mutantim-
age that the band puts across is all part of
well-devised plan to raise the intellectual
powers of its ever-growing followers.
Songs like “Blockhead” and “Clockout” are
scathing put downs of man in modern
society. and at the same time great new
wave rock songs.

Perhaps the most intriguing aspect of
Devo's show is its video sequences. The
group showed six films during the Civic
show. and each was more entertaining than
the next. The theme thatconcerned the ma-
jority of the celluloid renderings was the
weirder you are. the better you are.

The band makes more of a case for the
alien in society in songs like “Smart
Patrol/Mr. DNA" and ‘“Mongoloid.
However the group also knows the recipe
for rock ‘n’ roll excitement, as the civic
crowd verged on frenzy during raucous
versions of “Come Back Jonee” and “Un-
controllable Urge.

Late in the evening's performance, the
crowd was paid a visit by Devo's mutant
mascot. Booiji Boy. Booji Boy (Devo lead
singer Mark Mothersbaugh in costume)
has the body of an aged hunchback and the
head of a withered baby. He counseled the
audience on what to expect at future Devo
concerts, what heaven is like and that it's
okay to be strange. The mutant king left the
stage to tumultuous response from the
adoring crowd.

While the show was clearly onstage, the
crowd was almost as entertaining. The five
piece band has spawned a whole new cult
that advocate a “Wiggly World.” as many
concert goers sported yellow Devo in-
dustrial jump suits, 3-D Devo giasses and
Booji Boy buttons. One could only con-
clude that these were not people but true

THE ROXY.L.A. —It'sbeenjustaboutthree
years since Suzi Quatro performed in the
U.S. The last time she graced these shores,
she was considered the enfant terrible of
the Detroit leather rocker set, whose stage
antics often shocked but more meretly sur-
prised those who had never encountered
an aggressive female rocker before.

Since that time, punk rock and new wave
have both gathered a good bit of energy
and momentum here, making Quatro’'s
once outrageous performances sgem
merely mild by comparison. In Europe,
such Quatro numbers as “Can The Can,”
“Devil Gate Drive” and *'48 Crash” became
rock hits, but it took an MOR/pop song, the
Top 10 “Stumblin’ In,” with Smokie’s Chris

Norman, to drive her to the top of the pop
charts here.

However, Quatro has hardly abandoned
rock in favor of pure pop, as evidenced by
her recent show at the Roxy here. Despite
the fact that she was the only member of her
band not decked out in black leather, an
ironic statement in itself, she can stili pum-
mel the bass guitar with the best of them
and her onstage manner is as forceful and
aqggressive as it was in 1976.

And with song titles such as “Tear Me
Apart’" and a cover of Tom Petty’s
“Breakdown,' Quatro proved that the
rebelious spirit of her earlier days is intact,
as well as a hard rockin’ sensibility, even if
the bite isn’t exactly as sharp. Few fans
remember tunes such as “Skin TightSkin.
so | suppose it seemed reasonable to
sidestep much of the old material in favor of
new songs off of what she termed her “new
rock 'n’' roll album.”

Columbia recording artist Gregg Sutton
opened the show with his tight four piece
band and a handtul ot cuts trom his debut
LP. “Soft As A Sidewalk.” This is the begin-
ning of his first tour and one of the first
dates with his new band, so Sutton can be
excused for seeming a bit awkward
onstage. After a somewhathalting opening
Sutton relaxed and both his singing and the
band gathered a bit of steam before closing
with three powerful songs. Perhaps on the
second time around here. Sutton will
realize his obviously considerable perform-
ing potential. mike glynn

THE CAPR!I BALLROOM. ATLANTA —
Anything of value is worth the wait — that's
an old adage that probably sailed to this
country with Columbus. But it still holds
true today. particularly with good music.
The proof of this saying lies rooted deeply
within Alabama rockers Hotel.

Facing the brink of “overnight” pop-
ularity tast year with the success of their
debut single. “You'll Love Agair.” the
presence of the group was almost tco soon
wiped clean from the memory of the ever
fickle pop/rock audience. Facirg one
problem after another. the band members
were tied up almost a year working on the
production of their debut album for MCA.
But finally. it is ready. and so are they —
ready to prove themselves once again and
regain the following they had amassed

Rising to the occasion. Marc Phillips and
Tommy Calton. founding members of the
group. along with Michael Reid.

George Creasman and Lee
Bargeron rendered a classy. polished 60-
minute show that definitely met with the ap-
oroval of their audience.
