Cohen Stresses Profitability 
At Disc Records Convention

HURON, OHIO - Maintaining profitability 
in a period of economic recession was the 
dominant theme of the 38 -store Disc 
Records convention held here last week at 
the Sawmill Creek Hotel. 

John Cohen, president of the Cleveland - 
based Disc chain, which includes four free- 
standing Zebra stores, emphasized that 
"the entire convention has been geared to 
one thing - profitability of the company, 
which in essence, is survival in future 
times." 

New Inventory System 
Cohen, who conceded that Disc has suf- 

fered a sales slump throughout 1979. in- 
troduced a new computerized inventory 
control system to the nearly 60 Disc 
managers and staff members who atten- 
ded the company's fifth annual convention. 
"The inventory control will insure that 
proper merchandise is in stock," Cohen 
stated. "We'll be guaranteed that informa- 
tion comes from actual sales figures for the 
last 12 months, so a basic tailor-made in- 
ventory can be maintained in every store." 

Only 'A Few' New Stores 
Cohen also revealed that Disc would be 

opening "just a few," or possibly no more 
than two new stores during the next year, 
although two stores were added to the 
chain this week in Tallahassee, Florida and 
Fort Wayne. Indiana. 

"We decided last year not to go on a 

heavily concentrated campaign to open 
new stores," Cohen explained, "because 
we anticipated the country's current 
economic troubles." 

New Store Layout 
In addition, Cohen revealed plans to 

redesign the layout of Disc stores with 
emphasis on "new display concepts to 
promote artists" and areas where 
customers can listen to cuts from new 
albums through earphones. Video displays 
will also figure prominently in the new 
layout. Cohen said. 

Although many companies in the music 
business have cancelled conventions this 
year. Cohn expressed his disagreement 
with that position. "When things aren't the 
greatest," Cohen commented, "that's when 
you have a meeting. When you're starting to 
feel the squeeze the time has come to look 
at yourself very, very analytically." 

As a result, Cohen said, the Disc conven- 
tion was designed "to make sure our peo- 
ple are well informed business people, as 
well as just being record people. We con- 
ducted internal business seminars to stress 

awareness of costs, profits, and the bottom 
line." 

Sales of accessories, Cohen said, have 
accounted for an increasingly significant 
percentage of Disc's profits in the last six 
months. By contrast, he noted that "while 
operating expenses have skyrocketed over 
the past year, my profit margin on records 
have remained the same." 

Focus On Mid -line. Cut Outs 
The consumer trend toward a more 

limited record buying budget has, ac- 
cording to Raul Acevedo, executive vice 
president for Disc, forced the chain "to con- 
centrate as much as possible on mid -line 
and cut-out product." 

Front-line product at Disc stores have. 
Acevedo said. been hardest hit by the 
slump. "Best-selling albums are selling 
one-third what they did a year ago," he 
declared. 

Catalog Stressed 
Accordingly, Acevedo stated, Disc has 

increased its reliance on catalog product. 
"Catalog is 60 to 75% of our business," 
Acevedo said, "and, through the new inven- 
tory control and buying system that we have 
introduced here, we want to zero in to see 
that we carry better catalog." 

Acevedo placed part of the blame for the 
industry's current slump squarely on infla-

Industry Layoffs Continue As 
CBS, Motown, RCA Drop 200

LOS ANGELES - Industry personnel cut- 
backs resumed last week following the dis- 
missal of about 200 label staffers at CBS, 
RCA and Motown. 

The latest round of staff trimmings at 
CBS affected "slightly over 100 field and 
middle and lower level employees," ac- 
cording to a statement from CBS head- 
quarters in New York. 

"The cuts represent about 5% of the en- 
tire company staff," the statement said. 

At Motown Record Corp., up to 80 em- 
ployees, representing approximately 30% 
of the label's work force, were let go in a 
series of week-long cuts. While nearly 
every department within the company was 
affected by the layoffs, including Motown's 
music publishing arm, Jobete Music, the 
greatest percentage of staff -trimming took 
place in clerical positions. 

One casualty of the Motown consolida- 
tion was the disco promotion department, 
which was eliminated. An outside consul- 
tant, who is currently on retainer to the 
label, will now handle all promotion of disco 
product. 

At RCA Records, a spokesman for the 
company issued a statement indicating that 
the label was presently "taking further ac- 
tion to reduce overhead consistent with 
current industry conditions. This con- 
solidation results in a further reduction of 
20 employees nationwide." Of the 20 RCA 
staffers cut, three were let go in the 
Nashville office, including one finance per- 
son, a merchandising person and a 
secretary. 

The 20 layoffs this week at RCA now 
bring the total of label staffers to be ter- 
minated within the past two months up to 
45. During July, 25 employees at RCA were 
cut. 

The bulk of the CBS layoffs were in the 
field merchandising force and included Jim 
Charne, director of national merchandising 
for Epic, Portrait and Associated Labels. 
Also terminated at E/P/A were Steve Slut- 
zah, associate director, product manage- 
ment west coast, Marion Bernstein and 
Richard August, product management; 
Randy Brown, national sales; and Jessica 
Falcon, publicity. 

Among those leaving Columbia are 
Jonathan Coffino, director of artist 
development; Paul Black, promotion; 
Harold Coston, director of black music 
marketing, west coast; and Patti Kean, ar- 
tist development. 

The current layoffs at CBS follow close 
on the heels of the recent staff trimming and 
re -structuring of the Portrait label staff that 
saw nearly 60 employees dropped by the 
company (Cash Box, July 7). Spread 
equally throughout the company, the lay- 
offs at that time were attributed to 
"business and cost discipline measures," 
by CBS Records division president Bruce 
Lundvall. 

Further pinpointing the reasons for CBS' 
actions at that time, Lundvall characterized 
the current retail slump as a "reality that the 
industry has to adjust to right now," and 
that the final decision was made as a part of 
"a sweeping evaluation of all our areas of 
cost, including the mailing of records,

Polygram Posts Price Hikes 
For 45s, LPs, Disco Singles

LOS ANGELES - Polygram Distribution 
Inc. last week raised its wholesale prices for 
singles, albums and 12 -inch singles effec- 
tive Aug. 10. At the same time, the list price 
for new 7 -inch singles jumped to $1.49 from 
$1.29. 

The announcement follows recent LP 
price hikes by WEA, RCA, and Arista; and 
singles hikes by CBS and Capitol. 

In a letter to its accounts dated Aug. 3. 
Polygram said it was raising the price of all 
$7.98 pop albums and tapes to $4.12 for 
racks and one -stops, $4.23 for multi -unit 
operations and $4.50 for retailers. The

price for $8.98 list LPs went to $4.64, $4.77 
and $5.07. 

The attached price sheet included two 
prices for 7 -inch singles; one presumably 
for the old $1.29 list, the other for the new 
$1.49 list. The prices, for the respective 
types of accounts, are: 59 cents and 69 
cents. 63 cents and 73 cents and 65 and 75 
cents. 

The price for $3.98 and $4.98 list 12 -inch 
singles also increased going to $1.92 and 
$2.47 for racks and one -stops, $1.97 and 
$2.54 for multi -unit chains and $2.07 and 
$2.70 for retailers. 

Classical Unaffected 
Polygram stated that the increases were 

due to "increasing costs" and that the price 
on classical records will "remain the same." 

The letter went on to state that returns 
will "be credited at current prices until Nov. 
9, 1979. Thereafter returns will be credited 
at your new price." 

According to Polygram, "The costs 
reflect a discount from the gross price for 
free/bonus goods."

LOS ANGELES - In the midst of a year- 
long slump that has seen sales drop by an 
estimated 30-40%, the music industry has 
experienced of late that final indicator of 
hard times - staff cutbacks. Since June, 
hundreds of staffers at 11 companies have 
been dropped, with the possibility of more 
to follow. 

If and when these cutbacks will reach the 
area of artist rosters and signings is open to 
debate. Amid rumors of roster paring and 
temporary suspensions of signings already 
underway, label reps still generally main- 
tain an attitude of cautious optimism, most 
insisting that it's still "business as usual," or' 
at least close to it. 

However, from the perspective of some 
of the top artist management firms in the 
business, the industry is indeed going 
through a period of belt -tightening when it 
comes to rosters. 

"It is very difficult to get acts signed to- 
day," said Buddy Allen, whose firm handles 
the Spinners, Trammps, Ronnie Dyson and 
Jeri Palmer. "The labels are definitely 
tightening up their selection process." 

'Trimming Dead Weight' 
In addition, said Russel Sidelsky, New 

York office manager for Can't Stop Produc- 
tions, "all the labels are trimming dead 
weight, acts that are wasting dollars that are

needed elsewhere." 
As many of the managers see it, 

economic cutbacks due to the sales slump 
are not only inevitable, but are also being 
implemented. 

"There is as much or more talent out 
there now as ever, but there isn't enough 
roster space to get them placed," said 
David Krebs of the Leber -Krebs agency, 
representatives for Aerosmith, Ted Nugent, 
Mahogany Rush and others. "The labels 
aren't making dramatic cuts in their artist 
rosters, they're just not picking up options, 
which accomplishes the same as cutbacks. 

"One of our acts, Artful Dodger, is a per- 
fect example," Krebs continued. "Colum- 
bia didn't pick up their option after three 
LPs, even though we believe they are a 
great band ready to break. There's just too 
much talent and not enough room." 

Even management firms not currently 
experiencing any signing difficulties have 
felt the effects of the slump. While pointing 
out that he has not had any difficulty with a 
roster that is comprised of Badfinger, 
Chicago, Helen Reddy, Tower Of Power 
and Flip Wilson, Jeff Wald added, "There 
has been a noticable cut down in tour sup- 
port, and I anticipate that a lot more frills will 
be cut out. There won't be any more $50- 
60,000 parties and all those T-shirts. The 
record business isn't a haberdashery. 

"The cut down in tour support could be 
very harmful," Wald continued, "but a lot of 
the fat is out. The record industry needs to 
be restructured. Bad business practices 
regarding returns and credit, as well as 
other things, have been tolerated too long." 

New Direction 
In line with this thinking, Krebs also an- 

nounced a radical new direction for Leber - 
Krebs. "Rather than give up like we had to 
do with Artful Dodger, we are going to form 
our own singles label. We expect to for- 
mally announce the label within 90 days 
and already have six or seven acts lined up. 

"Our plan will be to work the 45s 
regionally, treating the country like a lot of 
little countries," Krebs explained, adding 
that distribution for the label has not been 
finalized yet. "Then we can sell the masters 
to the labels later. Doing business this way, 
we can keep the bottom line expenses 
down. 

"Recording costs don't have to run hun- 
dreds of thousands of dollars. What the

FBI Raids Pirate Rings 
In Southern California 
NEW YORK - The FBI has culminated a 

six-month undercover operation into the 
counterfeit and pirate recording industries 
with raids at several Southern California 
locations. Massive, amounts of finished il- 
legal product and components and equip- 
ment used for producing infringing product 
were reportedly seized. 

No Arrests 
No arrests were made, but evidence 

seized in the raids and during the course of 
the investigation will be presented to a 
Federal Grand Jury later. FBI sources in- 
dicate the investigation is continuing. 

The raids were the result of an FBI under- 
cover Operation based in Santa Clara, Calif. 
The companies involved in the searches 
conducted Aug. 7 were KRT Manufactur- 
ing, Inc., Van Nuys; Abdalion Printing & Box 
Co., Gardena, and Tami Graphics and 21st 
Century Graphics, Garden Grove. 

The FBI had formed a company called 
Target Supplies, Inc. in Santa Clara and 
presented itself as a legitimate raw 
materials supply house providing 
necessary components for finished sound 
recording product. The undercover agents 
were successful in placing orders for 
various counterfeit album jackets and 
labels. 

A&M's L.T.D. is one of the slickest and 
most successful R&B/funk groups in pop- 
ular music today. Not only has the band 
received platinum certifications for its 
"Something To Love" and "Togetherness" 
albums, but the ten member configura- 
tion's latest LP, "Devotion," has shot up the 
Cash Box album charts after only eight 
weeks. "Devotion" is currently at #7 on the 
Black Contemporary chart and #31 on the 
Pop chart. Meanwhile, the first single from 
the LP, "Dancin"n' Singin' " is riding at #21 
position on the Black Contemporary 
singles chart. 

L.T.D. (Love Togetherness & Devotion) 
had its beginnings in North Carolina, where 
in 1968, Jimmie Davis (keyboard player 
and musical director), Jake Riley (trom- 
bone), Lorenzo Carnegie (saxes), Carle 
Vickers (trumpet, flugelhorn and flute) and 
Abraham "Onion" Miller (saxes) banded 
together, and began working the Top 40 
club circuit on the east coast. 

However times were hard on the club 
scene then, and after picking up drummer 
Jeffery Osborne in 1970, the band moved to 
Los Angeles. After getting to know the band 
and jamming with them continuously, 
Henry Davis (bass) joined the band and 
Billy Osborne (music director/organist) 
followed suit in 1971. 

After hearing the hard working band's 
demo tape, A&M signed L.T.D. to the label. 
By the end of 1973 the band had recorded 
its first album "Love Togetherness and 
Devotion," and received national exposure 
by touring behind Bobby Womack. 

After touring in support of its second LP, 
"Gittin' Down," as openers for such acts as 
the O'Jays and Bob Seger, the band added 
guitar player John T. McGhee to its lineup. 

The band followed with its two platinum 
successes, and after the "Togetherness" 
LP, L.T.D. added its tenth man, drummer 
Alonzo Bennett. 

Completing the trilogy that began with 
the "Something To Love" album is "Devo- 
tion." The funk extravaganzas like "Stand 
Up L.T.D." and "Dancin' 'n' Singin' " are 
counterbalanced by gospel tinged love 
songs like "Stranger," and show how ver- 
satile the R&B unit really is. With "Devotion" 
it looks as though the band is destined to 
gain platinum status once again.

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NEW FACES TO WATCH 

Ian Dury 
Stiff Records, the British new -wave label, 

has always been known for the quality of its 
artists and Ian Dury is no exception. Dury is 
the British rock -and -roller who was so 
enthusiastically received last year during 
his first American tour in support of a fine 
debut album called "New Boots and Pan- 
ties!!" At 37, he is hardly a newcomer to the 
rock world, and his second album, "Do It 
Yourself," on Stiff/Epic, is every bit as good 
as his first. 

Dury is the most distinctive personality to 
have emerged on the pop music scene in 
quite some time. In his snarling Cockney 
singing voice, he is alternately bashful and 
menacing, "leering his way through songs 
of lust and lewdness and sneering his way 
through songs of bile and venom," to quote 
one British music critic. Moreover, his lyrics 
and arrangements are exceedingly clever 
and draw from a multitude of musical 
styles, such as rhythm-and-blues, jazz, 
British music hall, disco, and reggae. Add 
to this a bizzare assortment of mismatched 
clothes and a visible limp stemming from a 
childhood case of polio that left him with a 
withered arm and leg and you have a 
character that has evoked comparisons 
from Samuel Beckett to Charles Dickens to 
Charlie Chaplin. 

In conversation last week from London 
following the completion of a three-month 
European tour, Dury described himself as a 
kind of documentary songwriter who tries 
to make his songs as lifelike as possible. He 
explained that his live performances 
merely extend the characters he has 
created in his songs. "I try and act them, be 
them in a way," he said. "That's what I find 
exciting." 

Prior to the formation of his current 
group, the Blockheads (under the musical 
direction of Chaz Jankel), Dury studied at 
the Royal College of Art and later taught at 
the University of Canterbury. In 1970, he left 
his teaching post to form Kilburn and the 
High Roads, a group that achieved recogni- 
tion in the pubs around London but never 
really attained any sort of national success. 
When the group disbanded, Dury founded 
the Blockheads with saxophonist Davey 
Payne, also of the Kilburns. 

"We were always faced with discourage- 
ment; we never sold any records," he 
recalled. But when "Sex & Drugs & Rock & 
Roll," the Blockheads' first single sold 14,- 
000 copies in England, he said, "I knew that 
my ship had come home and that I would be 
able to work at something I liked for the rest 
of my life. It made me want to get down on 
my knees and bang my head on the floor in 
supplication to whomever it may concern." 

Dury, whose top -selling British single, 
"Hit Me With Your Rhythm Stick," is con- 
tained as a bonus in the new LP, employed 
a variety of visual aids on his last American 
tour, ranging from toy swords to a toilet 
scrubber to colored scarves, which he 
caught with his teeth. But now he reports 
that he has abandoned his prop bag, 
"because it became a parody of itself. 
Nowadays, I just use my rhythm stick." 

Louise Goffin 
When Louise Goffin's name first began to 

circulate about the record industry several 
months ago, there was much debate as to 
whether the 19 -year old Elektra/Asylum 
recording artist could live up to her reputa- 
tion as a new and exciting young singer as 
well as the offspring of pop diva Carole King 
and writer Gerry Goffin. Now, her debut LP, 
"Kid Blue," fulfills all expectations and 
record buyers are quickly agreeing, as it is 
#150 bullet on the Cash Box Top LPs chart 
and her new single, "Remember (Walking 
In The Sand)," is also at #84 bullet on the 
Cash Box Top 100 singles chart in its first 
week of release. 

"I'm very excited at the response to the 
album so far, but now I feel that I'll have to 
work even harder to keep the momentum 
going," said Goffin, who is presently em- 
barking on her first national tour with 
Beserkleÿ s Greg Kihn Band. "It's really for- 
tunate that we've had all this interest to start 
with." 

As Goffin tells her story, she notes that 
she was keenly interested in following her 
parents' careers as a songwriter even as a 
child. After her folks were separated and 
she moved with her mother from West 
Orange, New Jersey to Los Angeles, she 
began tinkering with the idea of recording. 
Louise was able to get some free studio 
time at A&M or at her father's own Larrabee 
Sound Studios. When she was at home, she 
would often tape new songs on her two - 
track Teac recorder. In any case, she began 
to show an increasing desire to make a 
record. 

"I wanted to explore every facet of the 
studio because it always had a certain 
mystique to me," recollected Goffin. "But 
my understanding of what was involved in 
making a record wasn't anything compared 
to what it is now. I just thought I would be 
making a 12", double -sided demo." 

Her mother's lawyer, Mike Rosenfeld, 
took her demos around to a few labels, 
finally sparking the interest of 
Elektra/Asylum president Steve Wax, who 
eventually played an important role in 
guiding Goffin, despite her over- 
anxiousness to record her first album. 

"Steve Wax encouraged me to finish high 
school and make sure that everything was 
right before I began work on the album, 
where I was trying to rush it along," praised 
Goffin. 

Goffin also indicated that her producer 
and Section member Danny Kortchmar, ul- 
timately helped shape the sound and direc- 
tion of "Kid Blue" without being con- 
descending to the novice artist. 

"I needed someone who was going to 
work with me, guide me and develop me 
and there were few producers around who 
had the time to do that," related Goffin. 
"Then I met Danny, who never produced 
before but knew en.;ugh about music to 
help me. He was perfect." 

Kortchmar prodded Goffin into putting 
everything she had into her singing, and a 
little more, so that the sound of the finished 
product would be as powerful and fully - 
realized as possible. 

John Sheinberg Establishing 
Himself In Mgmt., Prod. Roles 
LOS ANGELES - In a time when more and 
more teen and post -teen recording artists 
are emerging in the industry, it seems 
natural that a bright, energetic and youthful 
producer -manager should come along with 
some fresh ideas and a novel approach to 
management. 

John Sheinberg, 21, who recently 
procured a multi -album deal for his Los 
Angeles -based group The Bottles on MCA 
Records and is presently searching for a 
similar pact for another L.A. rock group, 
Bluebeard, is just such a person deter- 
mined to make his mark upon the industry. 

"Management is a very important factor 
in determining how well you can exploit a 
group, maybe the most important factor," 
said Sheinberg, who has set up his own 
production and management company, 
Tower Road Productions, to handle his 
clients. "The success or failure of an act, I 

think, can be directly attributed to the 
management." 

Sheinberg cut his teeth in management 
at Jerry Weintraub's Management Ill at the 
age of 16, later moving over to APA in 
Hollywood at 20 for a year as an agent. He 
pointed out that for someone as young as 
he to gain recognition within the industry 
means working twice as hard and fast to 
become established. 

"At this point, it's necessary to achieve a 
solid track record," explained Sheinberg. 

Klenfner Named 
Executive VP Of 
Front Line Mgmt. 
NEW YORK - Front Line Management has 
announced the opening of a New York of- 
fice, headed by Michael Klenfner, former 
senior vice president of Atlantic Records. 
Klenfner will hold the position of executive 
vice president for Front Line, according to 
Irving Azoff, president of the company. 

"The expansion is necessary due to Front 
Line's growing involvement in movies and 
television and the expansion of our 
management division," reports Front Line's 
Larry Solters. 

Within a few weeks, Front Line is expec- 
ted to announce the formation of a separate 
management and record production com- 
pany. Klenfner will play an instrumental role 
in the new company. 

"Right now, I'm concentrating on 
Bluebeard and The Bottles but I eventually 
see myself branching out and taking on 
several more clients. I'm not only a 
manager but a producer as well so 1 can of- 
fer a range of services." 

Sheinberg will be executive producer on 
The Bottles first album and, at some point in 
the near future, would also like to move into 
a similar production role within the film 
industry. 

"I think that both the record and film in- 
dustries are moving together so quickly 
that in the next few years it will be relatively 
easy to jump from one into the other," 
noted Sheinberg. 

For now, however, Sheinberg is readying 
The Bottles album, which is due sometime 
this fall, and, as he says, "investigating any 
potential label contracts for Bluebeard. 

"I'm trying to stay on top of every aspect 
of the record industry and I'm learning a 
good deal as I go along," summarized 
Sheinberg.

ElectroSound Posts 
Sales, Earnings Gain 
NEW YORK - ElectroSound Group, an in- 
dependent manufacturer of phonograph 
records, record sleeves, and electronic 
equipment for the music tape industry, 
reported that sales for the company's fiscal 
year, ending May 31, 1979, rose 21% 
to $29,097,000 from $24,110,000 in 1978. 
Earnings for the company before taxes and 
extraordinary credits jumped 56% to $2,- 
530,000 from $1,625,000 in 1978. 

Highlights for ElectroSound in fiscal 
1979 included the construction of a major 
new plant in Los Angeles, the introduction 
of a new type of record sleeve, the acquisi- 
tion of additional product lines by the com- 
pany's electronics subsidiary, and the 
rapid expansion of its overseas sales. 

MCA Inc. Posts 
First Half Profit, 
Records Down 
LOS ANGELES - MCA, Inc. posted record 
profits of more than $93 million for the first 
half of 1979, with substantial gains made in 
its theatrical, television, film and non - 
theatrical divisions, although its recorded 
music operations suffered losses in both 
the second quarter and first half of this 
year. 

For the three months ended June 30, 
revenues for the records and publishing 
divisions of MCA, Inc. were $40.1 million 
compared to $28 million last year. 
However, operating income dropped in the 
same period, from $2.1 million to $1.1 
million this year. 

Revenues in the division for the first six 
months of 1979 showed a gain of 36%, 
totaling $70.8 million this year against $51.9 
million last year. Earnings plunged sharply 
for the first half of the year to $1.7 million 
from $5.5 million. 

The surge in sales this year for the recor- 
ded music operations of MCA resulted 
from the parent corporation's recent ac- 
quisition of ABC Records. Company 
spokesmen attributed the decline in earn- 
ings largely to the increased costs of adver- 
tising. 

Meanwhile, the parent company showed 
a rise in profits of 9% over last year, from 
$48.9 million, or $2.10 a share, to the 
current $53.5 million, or $2.30 a share. With 
the inclusion of a $39.7 million tax suit set- 
tlement, MCA attained a net profit increase 
of some 90% over the previous year to 
$93.2 million or $4 a share. 

MCA's second quarter saw a rise in net 
profits of 7%, from last year's $27 million, or 
$1.18 a share, to $29 million, or $1.26 a 
share. Quarterly revenues increased 21% 
to $272,926,000 compared with $225,012,- 
000 last year in the same period.

The most insightful report was 
written by John Rockwell in a page 1 story in the Times Aug. 8. He surmised that "the 
days of strong, steady growth of the pop -music industry may be over, and cited 
remarks by Bruce Lundvall, Joe Smith, Stan Cornyn and Clive Davis to make his case. It 
may be that the young audience of today is no longer interested in the great names of 
the past," said Lundvall. "Home taping is terrifying," noted Smith. "It almost destroyed 
the record market in Germany. We just don't know how to deal with it." Rockwell 
suggested that the labels also don't know how to deal with their artists. The result (of 

giving artists free reign over the 
recording process) has been that pop 
stars make an art far more personal and 
uncompromised that that in films or 
television but it can also mean wasteful 
or neurotic self-indulgence, absurdly in- 
flated recording studio costs and a loss 
of control by the record companies over 
when they can release records by these 
key moneymakers" ... Newsweek gave 
only a cursory and condescending ac- 
count of the industry's woes. "All man- 
ner of moguls are being layed off," 
declared Newsweek, and "some labels 
have committed the unforgivable 
economy; instead of Dom Perignon 
champagne, rock stars' limos are now 
stocked only with Perrier water."

That platinum Chicago sound is going full -throttle on the 
group's 13th LP. The bright jazzy horns and slick harmonies are 
most evident on "Runaway" and "Reruns." However the brass 
backs off on a Donnie "Hot Licks" Dacus' song.

After a splendid debut LP and a so-so second effort. the latest 
configuration of Wha-Koo has returned with an album that 
should break it as a major rock act.

"Born Again." Although the album does have its subtle lyrical 
twists, this LP marks the first time that Newman has really gone 
all out and burned both middle class life and rock 'n' roll to a 

crisp. Although Newman is the thinking man's rock star and the 
lyrics are clearly the point of attraction here, his music is taken 
to new heights by a superstar session band on this LP. 

DEBBY BOONE - Warner Bros. BSK 3301 - Producer:

Boone sails through a mixed bag of adult contemporary and 
country ballads, lively disco workouts and '50s chestnuts on her 
new Warner Bros. release. She doesn't tread any new ground 
on the LP, but her resonant, floating vocals are in top form on 
this album. "Jamie" and "Meet Me On The Dance Floor," two hot 
dancin' numbers, are exciting, but the sensitive "I'll Never Say 
Goodbye" is the LP's showcase piece. 

MAUREEN McGOVERN - Warner Bros. BSK 3327 -

Although she looks like the "for adults only" version of Robin 
Hood's Maid Marian on the cover, Maureen McGovern happens 
to be one of the most in demand singers of love themes for 
movies in the business. She gives "Can You Read My Mind," the 
lovely theme to "Superman" a sensitive rendering on her latest 
LP. Maureen's pure, soothing vocals are in full bloom on this 
record, and the discofied version of "Can't Take My Eyes Off 
You" is one of the LP's finest cuts. 

GET IT OUT IN THE OPEN - Freddy Henry - Clouds 8809 -

Freddy Henry's debut on Clouds is definitely a candidate for 
sleeper R&B album of the year. Al Kooper's arrangements are 
perfect tributes to the genre, and the fine studio band, headed 
up by The Tower Of Poland horns, is perfectly suited to 
Henry's soulful vocals. Highlights on this rhythm and blues 
delight include "I Can't Quit Your Love," "Tryin' To Live My Life 
Without You."

Before Barry Manilow and Billy Joel there was Alan Price. 
You might even say that Alan Price was the original piano man 
who has blatantly bucked whatever commercial trend has gone 
down since The Alan Price Set (a.k.a. The Animals) first ven- 
tured out of Newcastle, England. With a style that falls halfway 
between good-timey British Music Hall bounce and Carnegie 
Hall balladeering, Alan Price could very well expand upon his 
devoted cult following. 

BETTER THAN THE REST - George Thorogood And The 
Destroyers - MCA -3091 - Producer: Danny Lipman - List: 
7.98 

This is the controversial MCA release of Thorogood's 
material recorded in 1974. This record is not an archaic, poorly 
recorded, bootleg affair. However, it is another excellent exam- 
ple of Thorogood's knack for bringing quality and life to the 
basics of rock & roll in the polished late seventies. Two chunky 
acoustic blues numbers and steaming covers of the best from 
Willie Dixon, J.L. Hooker are the waxing's prime cuts. 

PROPOGANDA - Various Artists - A&M SP 4786 - Various 
Producers - List: 7.98 

Despite the album graphics, "Propoganda" is not a Red 
Chinese attempt at U.S. takeover. It is however one of the most 
unique sampler LPs to date, as A&M attempts to blatantly in- 
fluence the masses' musical tastes toward new wave music. 
Superb performances are turned in by such punky darlings as 
Joe Jackson, The Police and Squeeze. This LP is a must for 
programmers who still think this infectious and rebellious music 
is akin to communist infiltration.

After too long of a hiatus, one of the founding fathers of Lon- 
don's fertile R&B scene (circa 1963) is back in no uncertain 
terms and ready to take his rightful place among scores of 
lesser Britrock luminaries. Utilizing a parcel of tasty non - 
originals such as Free's "The Stealer" and the Spec- 
tor/Weill/Mann chestnut "You've Lost That Loving Feeling," 
Baldry "boojie woojies" his way through one of the stronger re - 
debuts of the year. 

THE FABULOUS THUNDERBIRDS - The Fabulous Thunder- 
birds - Takoma TAK 7068 - Producer: Denny Bruce - List:

In the sixties "Butter" came out of Chicago; his blues harp 
playing became infamous as did the boys that backed him up. 
Now, in 1979 we have "margarine" coming out of Dallas. The T -

Angel Vet Coveney Dies 
LOS ANGELES - John Coveney. a 17 -year 
veteran of Angel Records who served as 
the classical label's director of artist rela- 
tions, died Aug. 6 at New York's Beth Israel 
Hospital of cancer. He was 62. Coveney had 
left his post in October 1978 to serve as the 
label's special consultant on major 
recording projects. 

Coveney joined Capitol Records as a 
sales representative with the label's New 
York branch in 1945 after graduating from 
Fordham University. He held a number of 
different positions at the label, including 
national classical promotion manager and 
national classical sales manager, and was a 
frequent guest panelist on the Saturday 
Metropolitan Opera broadcast quiz.

Illicit Tapes Destroyed 
NEW YORK - Thousands of eight -track 
tapes, machinery, and raw materials, 
valued by the Federal Bureau of Investiga- 
tion at more than $5 million, were destroyed 
pursuant to an order signed by U.S. Judge 
George Pratt of the Eastern District of New 
York. The materials were seized by the FBI 
in May of 1977 during the execution of a 
search warrant at the premises of R&A 
Audio in Ronkonkoma, New York. 

The materials had been stored in a 
warehouse pending disposition of criminal 
and civil proceedings against R&A and its 
principal, Ramon Gutierrez, to a year in jail 
and a $5,000 fine, suspending the last ten 
months of the sentence and imposing two 
years probation. 

A civil action against Gutierrez by Lon- 
don Records, Warner Brothers Records, 
and Atlantic Records resulted in a consent 
judgement providing for damages and an 
injunction prohibiting copyright and 
trademark infringement. The judgement 
also provided for the destruction of all the 
materials seized by the FBI. 

WKRP In Georgia Set

station, located about 30 miles from 
Atlanta, will have an MOR format.

WEST GOES EAST - After several years residence in L.A., this ex -New Yorker was 
deluged by new impressions and memories come to life during last week's return to the 
Big Apple. The wealth of street life and club activity is even greater than remembered, 
and the humidity and world-weary cynicism even worse. Perhaps the best illustration of 
life in New York were the events surrounding a visit to the Club Lorelei for opening night 
Aug. 8, featuring Jerry Lee Lewis and Otis Blackwell. Since it was opening night, there 
were seating, lighting and sound problems. So when Blackwell, author of such early 
rock classics as "All Shook Up," "Handy Man," "Fever" and "Return To Sender," came 
on, the audience was already in a foul mood. The catcalls soon began, and the overflow 
house made it clear they wanted the Killer. Club Lorelei is a country western club, and 
Lewis started out his set with pretty straight country material. But the crowd sensed the 
band's rock 'n' roll abilities and demanded their favorites. And the Killer didn't let them 
down. After praising the late N.Y. DJ, Alan Freed, as the father of rock 'n' roll, Jerry Lee 
kicked up a storm that, of course, concluded with "Great Bails Of Fire" and "Whole Lot 
Of Shakin' Going On." The audience was boisterous, but it knew a classic when it saw 
one ... It was the walk back home across town (Club Lorelei is on the Upper East Side) 
that really capsulized the New York experience. Walking down Madison Ave. in the wee 
hours was like walking through a museum, passing gallery after gallery with art objects 
of all kinds sitting in windows (behind metal gates). It was awarm summer evening, per- 
fect for a walk through Central Park. But one always hears how dangerous Central Park 
is at night, so we asked a policeman if it would be safe to walk along one of the streets 
cutting through the Park. "I wouldn't risk it if I were you," was the officer's advice. That's 
New York. 
EDGAR WINTER SPEAKS - "My roots are R&B and soul music and those are the 
dominant influences on disco, so it's no surprise that some people think my new album 

is disco," says Blue Sky artist Edgar 
Winter. Lunching with Winter was 
another benefit of being in New York last 
week, where Edgar is rehearsing his 
new band for his first tour in 2'/2 years.

"I've always 
wanted to get into film and stage music," he says. "Especially if it's sci-fi or futuristic." As 
for brother Johnny, Edgar says, "I haven't seen him recently because he's been out on 
the road. But to me he's a cornerstone, one of the stable things in life. He doesn't change 
his music to satisfy anyone but himself, and he's having a great time now playing the old 
blues that he's always loved."

This is a sensational jazz album. Cole has been making LPs 
under his own name for three or four years, but this is without 
question his best.

"Monty Alexander I n Tokyo" and "The Tatum Solo Masterpieces, Vol. 9" are the latest from 
Norman Granz Pablo label. The Terry album is a splendid interpretation of the hit 
Broadway musical dedicated to the great jazz pianist/performer, Fats Waller. Among the 
LP's many highlights is the title track, sung by Johnny Hartman. Recorded last January in 

Tokyo, the Alexander LP is a trio date featuring Andy Simkins on bass, Frank Gant on 

drums and, of course, the leader on piano. The Art Tatum session is part of a 13 -LP set; 
"Vol. 9" spans the years 1953-55 of the master's solo piano marathon ... Oregon's second 
Elektra/Asylum LP, "Roots In The Sky," as well as solo efforts by band members Paul 
McCandless ("All The Mornings Bring") and Glen Moore ("Introducing Glen Moore") will 
ship soon ... Solar Plexus, a new band from the San Francisco area, makes its debut on 
Inner City with an album of the same name ... The latest from India Navigation: Hamiot 
Bluiett "S.O.S." (with Don Pullon, Fred Hopkins and Don Moye) and Jay Hoggard ("Solo 
Vibraphone") ... Warner Bros. is releasing "ECM Sampler 4," which features selected cuts 
from such recent ECM LPs as "Photo With" by the Jan Garbarek Group, "Duet" by Gary 
Burton and Chick Corea, "Fluid Rustle" by Eberhard Weber, "Path" by Tom Van der Geld, 
"In Pas(s)ing" by Mick Goodrick and "Eyes Of The Heart" by Keith Jarrett.

When Buddy DeFranco and Tal Farlow played together, all hands believed it to be some of 
the most exciting jazz heard in New Jersey (or anywhere) in many years ... Chick Corea's 
Artists International group showcased keyboardist-composer Mike Gerson Aug. 3-5 at $2 
Bills in Hollywood. Garson, whose past credits include a stint with David Bowle (circa 
Spiders From Mars), fronted a versatile septet that handled mainstream jazz, funk and fu- 
sion with equal aplomb. Playing a Yamaha electric grand, Garson performed an eight - 
song set of all original compositions, highlighted by "Home" (which is also the name of the 
band), "Jewish Funk" and "Some Take The Heat." Stanley Clarke, who sat in on bass on 
the final two nights of the engagement, plans to include the latter tune on his upcoming 
concert tour . .. The Jazz Emporium will have Ray Bryant, Attila Zoller/Don Friedman, 
Chuck Wayne/Warren Chaisson and Jimmy Ponder at various times during August .. 
The initial concert presentation of the Lennie Tristano Jazz Foundation will be September 
9 at Carnegie Recital Hall with tenorman Lenny Popkin fronting a trio.

DISCO BREAKS 

WRITER TURNS PRODUCER - Peter Hartz, former Disco Breaks columnist, was recen- 
tly named producer of the syndicated disco radio program, "Steppin' Out." Peter had been 
associate producer. Former producer Larry Yurdin remains with Golden Egg, the com- 
pany which produces the show, but has gone on to other projects, including a rock version 
of "Steppin' Out," appropriately titled, "Rockin' Out." The show will be broadcast on AOR 
stations. "Steppin' Out" has experienced phenomenal growth and popularity around the 
country since its premiere in mid -June. Originally broadcast in 75 markets, the show is now 
heard in 105, including recent additions KTDY-Lafayette; La; WPOM-West Palm Beach, 
Fla.; WENZ-Richmond, Va. and WCRO-Johnstown, Pa. Three or four major advertisers are 
expected to sign on for 1980 in mid -September. 

NEW DJ AT CRUCIAL DISCO - Most label promoters agree that 
the place to break records in L.A. is Probe, the fashionable, HiTech 
private disco on Highland Ave. in Hollywood. Club owner Ray 
Sanchez recently hired Frank Collins, a former DJ at Faces in 
Houston, to spin at Probe.

replacements for the records that were ruined." He is particularly impressed with the 
professionalism of the promoters. "They're not pushy at all. They usually just drop off a 
record and ask me to play it when I have time." In Houston, in addition to his spinning 
duties, Collins was also the announcer on a disco radio show. He moved here because 
"L.A. and New York are the only places where there's studio work." Eventually Collins 
would like to get into producing and engineering. In the meantime, he is enjoying the "uni- 
quely enthusiastic" crowd and the "great" Graebar sound system at Probe, where he 
reports that Space's "Save Your Love For Me" and Ruth Waters' "Never Gonna Be The 
Same" are big crowd pleasers. And his personal favorites at the moment? "No contest," he 
says. "France Joll and Space." 
A BIG SPLASH IN THE POOLS - RCA has decided not to cutback its servicing of the 
Southern California Disco DJs Association and BADDA. A mutually satisfying agreement 
has also been reached between RCA's Tony King and the Florida Record Pool to cut ser- 
vicing from 135 to 75. Says King of recent developments, "Since we've closed our west 
coast disco promotion department, the pools there remain our only effective promotional 
tool." Other factors contributing to King's decision, he said, were the size of the Southern

FM MADNESS - Programmers and radio personnel, who are taking the album orien- 
ted rock game a little too seriously these days, will find some welcome comic relief in 
Stevens and Grdnic's (pronounced Grid -nick) first Takoma release. "Somewhere Over 
The Radio." The album is a clever parody of the AOR radio format and all of its 
vulnerable cliches. A comedy LP like this is long overdue and, some of the subjects that 
are treated satirically on the 38:50 waxing are: artist interviews, concert promotions, 
rock gossip, station logos and pimple cream. head supply and stereo commercials. 
There are musical hijinks on the album as well. "Comedians often touch on radio in a 
routine and then go on to something else, so it is a neglected comic medium," offers 
Ron Stevens. "We wanted to do a comedy album that was akin to the 'Groove Tube' 
television parody, but one that was programmable." Ron Stevens and Joy Grdnic were 
air personalities on KSHE/St. Louis from 1971-77. and Stevens was the PD at the sta- 
tion from 1976-77. While the husband and wife team performed many comic vignettes 
at KSHE, the duo moved to Los Angeles in 1978 to gain more media exposure. Their 
AOR experience paid off, as they found work writing for "WKRP In Cincinnati," syn- 
dicating radio drop -in routines and, most recently, cutting their first album. One of the 
highlights of the album is a vignette in which Grdnic, as Miss Information, describes the 
next ZZ Top tour: "The tour will include 800 wild steer on stage, a travelling rodeo and 
the entire city of Houston." Stevens maintains that radio comedy is like dessert with the 
music. "And look at the money you can save on lights." adds Grdnic. 
PROTECTING SOCIETY WITH KEZL - KEZL-FM/Eugene should be applauded for 
its sponsoring of a program whereby recording artists donate their services to raise 
money to light a local jogging path. The path has been the scene of several recent 
rapes. The latest artist to donate his time to the worthy cause was Columbia recording 

artist Waiter Egan. Egan gave all 
proceeds from a sold out performance 
at The Place in Eugene to the KEZL 
sponsored program. 
KREM GOES APE - KREM- 
FM/Spokane and A&M Records recen- 
tly invited its female listeners to par- 
ticipate in a "Date A Gorilla Promotion," 
celebrating the release of the new Joe 
Jackson LP, "Look Sharp," and the 
single "Is She Really Going Out With 
Him."

Elton Spitzer, the 
show will be reasonably priced at $10 in advance. Tickets are currently on sale at over 
100 outlets in the metropolitan area. Everyone who attends the fest will also receive 
party favors, balloons and free tickets for amusement rides that will be located nearby.

For New Artists And Catalog 
LOS ANGELES - MCA last week became 
the first major record company to establish 
a $5.98 list price series for selected new 
and catalog goods. The new system will 
apply to product on both the MCA Records 
and Infinity Records labels. 

In recent weeks a number of companies 
have considered reducing the price for 
catalog merchandise in an effort to 
stimulate dealer interest in this area. But 
MCA becomes the first label to announce a 
special pricing structure for the dual 
purpose of breaking new acts and reviving 
depressed catalog sales. 

"With the way conditions are in the 
industry today," said. Al Bergamo, 
president of MCA Distributing Corp., "it is 
our philosophy that the record community 
needs something positive and that it is up to 
us as an agressive manufacturer to market 
records differently than they have ever 
been marketed before. 

Helps The Consumer 
"When things are good you don't worry 

about it. But when things slow down you 
have to be sharp and do things to stimulate 
retail activity by creating some advantages 
for the consumer." 

Under MCA's new artist category, called 
"Rising Star," the artist's first LP release will 
be set at $5.98. Once sales exceed a 
predetermined volume, the album will get a 
revised prefix and record number, and

"When we bring a new 
artist out, we're committed to breaking him, 
and we will spend money," said Bergamo. 

The initial release in the Rising Star 
program will be the debut album by 
Canadian artist Richard Stepp on Infinity. 

Catalog Line 
MCA's catalog campaign is called 

"Platinum Plus." Bergamo said that by 
September at least 25 titles will be included 
in the line, which will list for $5.98. 

He believes established artists will 
benefit from the new set up. "If an artist has 
a record that isn't moving in great tonnage, 
then his royalty rate is virtually nothing," 
according to Bergamo. "But if we can show 
him that he'll sell four or five times more 
records a year at $5.98, then it's to his 
advantage to accept a different royalty." 

Bergamo said he has no fear of being 
deluged with returns once it is announced 
that a certain catalog item will be included 
in the $5.98 series. "When we put records 
into the $5.98 line, I'm sure that accounts 
will send back $7.98s and we will issue 
$7.98 credit," he said. "But we're not going 
to put something at $5.98 that has 200,000 
units out there. 

"Recently we moved four Elton John 
albums into our $3.98 budget and we didn't 
get a lot of returns on the items we reduced 
in price. Now the product is selling about 
five times what it was at this new budget 
figure, and I think we would have had the 
same kind of sales at $5.98."

Interested In Broadcasting 
Kephart will serve as publisher of Coun- 

try Music and president of Music Com- 
munications Inc., while Carlisle will serve as 
editor of the magazine and secretary - 
treasurer of the business. Music Com- 
munications Inc., it was announced, is also 
seeking to purchase the Tennessee and 

Kentucky radio networks, which are com- 
prised of 106 affiliated ratio stations in 

Tennessee and 84 in Kentucky. Kephart 
said that any purchase of networks would 
not take place before 1980. 

The magazine's staff will be increased to 
about 14, with all production, advertising, 
sales and editorial work done in-house.

tion. "People just aren't spending as much 
on luxury items," he said. "They're going 
into the malls on the average of only once a 
week now because they're worried about 
spending." 

But, Acevedo also stated, "product has 
not been what we wanted. Nothing has stay- 
ing power now." 

Superstar Sales Disappointing 
The executive vice president's com- 

ments were echoed by Disc store 
managers who expressed particular con- 
cern over disappointing sales by 
"superstar" artists. "You just can't tell 
what's going to sell anymore," said David 
Huebner of Houston. "So many albums by 
the major artists have stiffed this year." 

"Superstar sales have been hit just as 
hard as anything else this year," according 
to Vince Robish of Independence, Mo. And 
Cerda Rigler, a Houston -based manager, 
added, "The truth is that the established ar- 
tists just have not put out exceptionally 
good records this year. The quality of their 
albums has, for the most part, slipped, and 
the public can't be fooled." 

Merchandising Sore Point 
Merchandising service was another area 

of concern for Disc store managers. 

PHILLIPS HONORED BY BMI - Sam 
Phillips (I), president of Hi -Lo Music, Inc. 
and a reknowned member of the Memphis 
music community, was honored with 
Special Citations of Achievement from BMI 
for four Hi -Lo songs which have had more 
than one million performances on 
American TV and radio. Jerry Smith of BMI 
(c) presented certificates to Phillips and 
Sally Wilburn of Hi -Lo (r) for "Blue Suede 
Shoes," "Folsom Prison,""! Walk The Line" 
and "Raunchy." 

"There's no question that we need better 
distribution of promotional materials from 
the labels," commented Von Medler, a Disc 
store manager in Dallas, "but it looks like 
things are getting worse instead of better." 

Many similar remarks were expressed 
by managers during a spirited manufac- 
turers panel on merchandising. Panelists 
included Chuck Gullo of A&M, Dave Rakich 
of Capitol, Charlie Hall of RCA and Dave 
Lucas of WEA. 

In -Store Promotion Discussed 
During the manufacturers panel on 

promotion, both store managers and 
manufacturer representatives agreed that 
retail stores deserved increased 
promotional attention from labels. 
Manufacturers stressed the importance of 
in-store play in light of tight radio playlists 
and the need for greater accuracy of 
retailers' reports to radio stations and trade 
journals. 

Store managers, however, complained 
of erratic promotional service from the 
labels and the lack of availability of 
promotional records for individual stores. 
Panelists included Al Frontera of Warner 
Brothers Records, Terry Van Dyne of 
Capitol, Bill Catino of Cleveland Inter- 
national, and Steve Knill of MCA Records. 

Labels Present Product 
Other convention highlights included 
product presentations by Chrysalis and 
MCA Records, a speech by Mary Dorfman, 
marketing director of Cash Box, and an 
open booth display hall attended by A&M 
Records, Capitol, CBS, Cleveland Inter- 
national, RCA, WEA, Progress Distributors, 
Piks Corporation Distributors, Arista, Dis- 
neyland, Action Music, Pfanstiehl Com- 
pany, Record Shack, MCA, Warner Bros., 
TK Records, Maxell, Casablanca, Motown, 
EMI America and Dargis Posters. 

In addition, convention attendees atten- 
ded a screening of the movie, "The Kids Are 
Alright," and concerts by A&M recording 
artist Tim Curry and Arista recording artist 
Michael Stanley, a former Disc employee. 

Fuoco, Moran Honored 
The convention was capped by an 

awards dinner hosted by Cohen and 
Acevedo. Cindy Fuoco of Chicago was 
honored as Disc's national manager of the 
year, and Marge Moran of Toledo was 
named national merchandiser of the year. 

Cleveland International was cited as 
record company of the year, and WEA was 
named distributor of the year. Charlie Hall 
of RCA Records was honored as music 
man of the year, and Piks Corporation of 
Cleveland was named independent dis- 
tributor of the year.

California market and positive recommendations from several people in regard to the 
pools. King, who will now be handling west coast promotion from his NYC office, was faced 
with the monumental, not to mention thankless, task of paring RCA's mailing list from a 
high of 3,000 to its current 1,000. "Our list is now effectively closed, complete, and I might 
add, very tidy," Kings says. The Gemini Pool in Philadelphia has been added to RCA's 
mailing list and will receive 15 pieces of product per release. Will Crocker, a member of the 
Southern California pool who spins at the River Club in L.A., said of the rapprochement 
between the pool and RCA, "A lot of people, in particular For the Record's Judy Weinstein, 
went to bat for us." 
LONDON STILL IN THE POP, DISCO BIZ - Despite earlier reports in this column and 
elsewhere, London Records' pop and disco division is still going strong, as evidenced by 
the recent appointment of Roger Raimond to the position of national promo director for 
disco and R&B. London is planning September releases by the Cruisers and a production 
effort by Howard Smiley. 
PRODUCER TURNS ARTIST - Despite the fact that "every plane ride is a real white 
knuckler," producer -performer Joel Diamond recently flew to L.A. as part of a national 
promo tour for his debut LP on Casablanca, entitled "Joel Diamond Experience." Over 
breakfast at Beverly Hills' Polo Lounge, the 29 -year -old former Engelbert Humperdinck 
producer discussed upcoming plans to produce Helen Reddy's next album and several 
film scores. Diamond also reported that the 12" from the album, the double entendre -filled 
"Music Machine" got a great response from the crowd at Studio One when he played it 
there recently. 

DISCO DISH - T.O. Featherstonshaw, who left his duties as RCA's west coast promotion 
director Aug. 10, is currently considering offers from several other labels, and will make a 
decision in a couple of weeks ... A curly HAIR -ed Academy Award winner is so dissatisfied 
with the promotional effort or lack of it which the Maltese Falcon label has put behind his 
Third enterprise, that following a telephone brawl with Mr. Rick (as in "Sooner or later, 
everybody shows up at Rick's place."), the two principals have decided to call it quits .. . 

Michel Parenteau, late of Salsoul, has moved over to Brinton and Company, as promotion 
head for New York and northeast operations. When Jane Branton heard that Michel was out 
at Salsoul, she immediately phoned and told him that he would always have a job at Brinton 
and Company. There, Parenteau will be promoting, among other product, Salsoul's .. . 

The DJ booth at Crisco Disco in NYC is a giant replica of a Crisco jar. Let's hope they never 
open a bar called Poppers ... The Paradise Garage will no longer book acts Friday nights, 
but the popular NYC disco will continue to showcase artists as usual the rest of the week .. 
After a stop in Miami, Prelude's chart -climbing France Joli will fly to L.A. where the 16 - 
year -old prodigy will sing her "Come To Me" at Studio One Aug. 18. The gorgeous 
youngster will be introduced to area DJs and members of the press at a VIP private party at 
the disco's Backlot ... Channel Records' Bob-A-Rela showcased her 12" "Tobacco Road" 
at NYC's Ice Palace Aug. 3 with such enthusiastic response that members of the audience 
jumped on stage and sang along as she performed "Spend the Night."

WEBB has been sold to Brunson Broad- 
casting, with the principal stockholder in that company being Dorothy Brunson, vice presi- 

dent, general manager of Inner City Broadcasting in New York .. . 

Dwight Ellis has been named director of minority and special ser- 
vices at the National Association of Broadcasters, replacing Darryl 
Dillingham, who resigned from the organization a few months ago. 
PROGRAMMERS PROFILE - John "Turk" Logan, program direc- 
tor of WDAO in Dayton, has been at that station for 10 years. He 
started in radio in 1969 after he got out of the Army. Logan says, "I 
got very bored with the job I had, and just decided that I would take 
a course at a broadcasting school, and get my FCC license." Logan 
got his FCC license and said, "I was standing at a magazine stand in 

Turk Logan downtown Dayton one day looking at magazines when a reporter 
for the Dayton Daily News told me he was conducting an interview on what turns people on. 
The first thing that came to my mind was broadcasting, because I had my broadcasting 
manual with me. A few days later, a blurb appeared in the paper about me, and what I had 
said, along with a few other people. From that appearing in the newspaper, CI received a call 
from WDAO, who wanted me to come in for an interview, which I did, and they hired me for 
a sales position." After Logan was in sales for about two months, he approached the 
program director asking him if he could transfer to an on air position. A few weeks later, the 
PD was able to work him into a weekend slot, which evolved into an evening show, and later 
afternoon drive, which he did for four years. Logan recalls the time he spent working with 
Earnest James when he programed the station in 1974. He says that he learned a great 
deal from James. When James left the station, Logan was offered the music director slot, 
and a year later, he was offered the PD slot. During his tenure as PD at the station, Logan 
has proved to be a very community -minded person. He lectures at several of the area 
colleges on the broadcast media. As a result of his enthusiasm in the broadcast field, a 
local organization in Dayton is honoring Logan with a roast on Sept. 15, 1979. The roast will 
honor Logan's ten years at WDAO, and all proceeds from the event are being donated to 
The Center For Black Concerns and The NAACP. 
RADIO ACTIVITY - Shelia Eldridge, formerly with Casablanca Records, Elektra 
Records, and WHUR Radio in Washington, is now the music director at KKTT in Los 
Angeles. Eldridge will be handling music research, and will also handle relief airshift. 
Eldridge says, "The station will take a total new turn. We will become even more 
community -oriented with several programs like the job -a -thon program we have running 
this week" ... The upcoming NAB Radio Programming Conference, being held Sept. 9-12 
in St. Louis in the Stouffer's Riverfront Towers. The conference will devote a special room 
to discuss different formats. Also included will be discussions on, "Will pure disco sur- 
vive?" and "How about disco and more?" The disco format room will open at 8:00 p.m. and 
close after a Q and A session. Wanda Ramos of Burkhart/Abrams will be the host, and Bill 
Bailey, PD at WKYS in Washington, D.C. and Matt Clenott, PD at WDAI in Chicago will join 
her in answering questions ... Based on the financial returns from over 1,730 radio sta- 
tions, the National Association of Broadcasters says that 1978 established itself as a year 
that was a very high earner for radio. Nationally, the average station time sales net revenue 
grew 19.9%. For the third year in a row, national and regional sales substantially exceeded 
gains in local advertising. As was predicted, FM station profits lead the radio industry for 
the first time. From the 404 FM stations that responded, 53.8% growth was reported in 
national/regional sales, and a 43.2% increase in local advertising was reported with an 
overall gain of 44.3% in total time sales. 
FCC GOES PUBLIC - The Federal Communications Commission has initiated a program 
to increase public participation in rulemaking proceedings. Beginning Sept. 14, the FCC 
will hold its first seminar in the Boston area with Detroit, Houston, and Sacramento having 
workshops planned. The one -day workshops will have some of the FCC Commissioners as 
well as staff members available for question and answer sessions. The morning workshop 
will concentrate on the procedures of participating in FCC rulemaking while the afternoon 
will focus on issues involving radio deregulation. Plans of additional workshops in other

"Leonard Bernstein Conducts," a televi- 
sion series that was first released in 1976 
and has been sold in more than 60 markets, 
has just added six more one -hour concert 
programs.

LABEL RELEASES - CRI has released 
albums containing flute pieces by Otto 
Luening and Robert Dick, performed by 
Harvey Sollberger; contemporary piano 
music performed by David Burge and Lois 
Svard Burge (see review below) and works 
performed by the Contemporary Chamber 
Players of the University of Illinois. Works 
by Jacob Druckman and Dominick 
Argento appear on the latest Louisville 
Orchestra First Edition LP ... A September 
release is planned for four albums on 
Peters International. Pianist Youri Egorov 
will be featured on an album containing 
Schumann's "Fantasy in C" and "Arabes- 
que:" Elly Ameling sings a recital of 
Schubert songs on a second LP; and 

rounding out the release are "e, Christmas 
Album," featuring the Westminster Choir, 
and "Carols For Christmas Eve," sung by 
the King's College Choir, Cambridge ... In 
Nonesuch's August release are albums 
containing the following works: Debussy's 
"Estampes" and "Images," played by 
pianist Paul Jacobs; Frederic Rzewski's

ODDS 'N' ENDS - Guitarist Alexandre 
Lagoya has singed an exlcusive contract 
with Columbia Masterworks. His first 
Columbia LP is expected to be released 
sometime in 1980... Joan Grow has been 
appointed president of Sine Qua Non, the 
classical label based in Providence, Rhode 
Island. And Mike Kellman, formerly with 
Columbia and RCA has been named Vice 
president of sales and A&R for Sine Qua 
Non. 

Sine Qua Non has made an impressive 
entry in the digital recording field. Nine 
digital titles are presently in distribution, 
with numbers 10 through 12 due to appear, 
beginning in September. In addition, the 
label has scheduled 15 new analog 
releases, including new recordings on its 
Superba mid -price series, as well as 
reissues from major labels on its $4.98 list 
7700 series. All new titles will also be issued 
in cassette configuration. 

ON THE 20TH CENTURY - The taste of 
classical music critics, which was once 
fixed immutably on Mozart and the three 
Bs, seems to be slowly changing. Nineteen 
of the 29 albums nominated for High 
Fidelity's International Record Critics 
Award contained works that were written in 
the 20th century. Among the more recently 
composed examples are Bernstein's 
"Songfest" (DG), Bussotti's "Bergkristall" 
(DG), "Orchestral Works" by Lutoslawski 
(EMI), Rzewski's "The People United" 
(Vanguard), and Webern's 
"Variations"/Boulez's "Sonata No. 2" (DG). 
Of course, in the sesquicentennial of 
Schubert's death (1978), no less than four 
recordings of that composer's work made 
the list of nominees . 

CLASSICAL ALBUM REVIEWS 
MAHLER: Symphony No. 4. Barbara Hendricks, soprano; 
Israel Philharmonic, Zubin Mehta, conductor. London LDN 
10004. List: $9.98. 

This is simply a wonderful record. First of all, Mahler's Fourth 
provides a superb showcase for London's digital sound; just 
listen to the big climaxes in the first movement or the luminous 
percussion in the second. And what's more, Mehta conducts a 
warmly imagined, lovingly executed interpretation. Its 
emotional highpoint comes in the slow movement, where Mehta 
transmutes Mahler's anguished vision to an ethereal plane. 
PETER SERKIN PLAYS CHOPIN. RCA ARL 1-3344. List: 
$8.98. 

Best known as the leader of the Chamber group Tashi and as 
the son of Rudolf Serkin, Peter steps out on his own here with 
only some degree of success. He is at his best in the mazurkas, 
where he exudes a playful insouciance. But his restrained 
elegance is totally inadequate in works that require more artistic 
definition, such as the Barcarolle, op. 60, or the Nouvelle Etude 
in A -flat. 
MCLEAN: Dimensions II; HAMILTON; Palinodes; EAKIN; 
Frames; HUTCHESON; Fantaisie -Impromptu. David Burge 
and Lois Svard Burge, pianists. CRI 407. List: $7.95. 

The only common strand that runs through these modern 
American keyboard works is their virtuosity and lack of 
dogmatism. Barton McLean's "Dimensions II" while owing 
debuts to Crumb and Penderecki, is perhaps the strongest of 
the lot; the other pieces tend to get lost in intellectualization. 
David Burge, of course, is a well-known avant garde performer; 
but his wife, Lois, also demonstrates a formidable technique 
and a thorough grasp of contemporary styles.

Rise Of Traditional `Enka' Music Form 
Highlights Japan Market During 1979 

by Kozo Otsuka 
TOKYO - The rise of the traditional "Enka" 
song form and New Wave music, along with 
the continuing slump for international acts, 
were the major developments in the 
Japanese record market during the first six 
months of 1979. 

The growing popularity of Enka. which 
first began to show a revival of sales 
strength during the latter months of 1978. 
was confirmed by strong chart action by ar- 
tists using this form. 

Top Enka artists during the first six 
months of this year were newcomer Jiro At- 
sumi on CBS/Sony and Sachiko Kobayashi 
on Warner/Pioneer. Both artists attained 
#1 single status, Atsumi with "Yumeoyizake 
("Wine For Dreams") and Kobayashi with 
"Omoide Zake" ("Wine For Memories"). 

Other successful Enka artists included 
Masao Sen, whose "Kitaguni No Haru" on 
Tokuma reached #3 on the singles chart. 
and Tatsue Kaneda, who achieved the #13 
single with "Kagayino Haha." 

These successes have been all the more 
impressive considering that the top hit of 
1978 in the Enka form was Tetsuya Watari's 
"Hitori." which reached #46 on the charts. 

Strong sales success was also achieved 
by domestic New Wave artists during the 
first six months of the year. continuing the 

trend that was established in 1978. 
Among the most successful of these ar- 

tists were Judy Ong, Hideki Saijo and the 
Kayi Band, all of whom achieved #1 status 
on the charts. Ong's "Miserarete" on 
CBS/Sony and Saijo's "Young Man" on 
RVC both reached the top singles spot, and 
the Kayi Band's self -titled LP on 
Toshiba/EMI copped the top spot on the 
albums chart. 

Other New Wave successes included the 
Kayi Band's single "Hero Ni Narutoki 
Sorewayima" (#3), "Champion" (#3 single) 
by Toshiba/EMI recording group Alice, 
Godayigo's "Beautiful Name" and 
"Gingatetsudo 999" on Nippon Columbia 
(both #3 singles) and Canyon recording 
group Twist's top selling LPs. 

Special success was also achieved by 
CBS/Sony's Satoshi Kishida, whose single, 
"Kimi No Asa," reached the #1 spot; while 
his "Morning" LP has been at the top of the 
charts (along with Alice's "Alice II" LP in the 
#2 spot) for the past five weeks. 

The slumping sales for international acts 
was reflected by the fact that none reached 
the top spot on any charts during the first 
six months of the year. Biggest successes 
were achieved by Atlantic recording artist 
Leif Garrett, Casablanca/Victor artists The 
Village People, Warner/Pioneer's Rod 
Stewart and ABBA on the Disco label.

Brasilian Disc Industry Faces 
Fuel Shortages Up To 20% 

by Miguel Smirnoff 
RIO DE JANEIRO - In a record market that 
has boomed during the past 15 years, the 
menace of fuel shortages at pressing plants 
is threatening the prosperity of the Brasilian 
industry. With Brasil depending on foreign 
oil for over 80% of its supply, the current 
government freeze on oil import levels will 
probably mean fuel quotas down 15-20% 
for each plant by the end of the year. 

Of special concern is the possibility that 
government fuel quotas could interfere with 
the normal end -of -the -year releases by the 
record companies. especially the impor- 
tant records usually held back until the holi- 
day season. 

While no decisions have been made yet. 
contingency plans in the event of the im- 
position of a government fuel quota have so 
far revolved around two alternatives - a 

heavier emphasis upon cassettes, or 
pressing and stocking up on releases 
scheduled for later in the year. 

On the first alternative - a heavier 
emphasis upon tapes - it is clear that the 
manufacturing of the product would cer- 
tainly consume less fuel; however, the dif- 
ferent hardware needed by consumers 
could prove a hindrance to sales. 

Risks Involved 
As far as pressing and storing future 

releases now, companies might assure 
themselves an ample supply of records for 
the holiday months; but they would also run 
the risk of being stuck with outdated titles in 

some cases and tight recording schedules 
in others. In addition, with the current 
backlog at pressing plants already af- 
fecting the industry, companies may be in- 
capable of implementing this alternative. 

Thus, record companies are faced with 
the even more expensive alternative of es- 
tablishing their own pressing plants. The 
latest example of this was RGE/Fermata's 
new plant (Cash Box, Aug. 11), and with the 
fuel crisis impending, many more com- 
panies have been tempted to follow suit to 
avoid what looks like a pressing crunch that 
will leave only custom pressing plants 
available to the industry. 

Industry Optimism 
Nevertheless, considering the slump in 

the USA and other countries, the Brasilian 
industry may be able to overcome the fuel 
shortage problems and still achieve or 
surpass the projected goal of $320 million 
in 1979 - an increase of 15% over 1978 
totals. Rising coasts and inflation will pose 
additional obstacles, but record company 
executives are optimistic that these 
barriers can be overcome. 

One reason for this optimism is the talent

available. Ranging from folk to regional to 
pop to jazz, it is believed that current artist 
rosters provide strong potential for export. 
as well as the domestic market. 

Another cause for optimism is the addi- 
tion of TV Bandeirantes to the record in- 
dustry. Specializing in Latin American folk 
and some regional music, Bandeirantes 
has provided another television outlet for 
popular music. 

The importance of Bandeirantes is am- 
plified by TV Globo, a soap opera program 
whose record label, Sigla, accounts for 
more than 20% of the local market. 
However, while Globo primarily uses artists 
from other labels, Bandeirantes uses its 
own artists. 

EMI Cuts Prices 
To Combat Flood 
Of Cheap Imports 

by Nick Underwood 
LONDON - To counteract the growing 
problem of cheaper imports undercutting 
domestic titles, EMI has instituted a cam- 
paign for retailers offering extra discounts 
and credit for product by selected major ar- 
tists. 

Titled "EMI Pound Smashers," the cam- 
paign offers significant price reductions for 
product by selected major artists. with a 

sliding scale to allow larger discounts for 
those retail outlets successful in moving 
higher volumes of product. 

"It is a campaign to provide dealers with 
the margins to get over a difficult period," 
said Clive Swan, general manager of EMI 
sales. "It gives them the freedom on pricing 
with which to sell more of our major artists' 
catalog without resorting to imports." 

Among the artists whose product will be 
affected by the campaign are Wings, the 
Rolling Stones, Commodores, Queen, 
Stevie Wonder, Cliff Richard. Hot 
Chocolate, Pink Floyd, Shadows, Smokie, 
the Beatles, Beach Boys and Bob Seger. 

Under the terms established by EMI, 
retailers, once registered with the com- 
pany, will be allowed to order albums in any 
quantity without a massive outlay of cash, 
thus enabling them to sell at a significant 
discount. 

In addition, with the base discount, plus 
the sliding scale of monthly bonuses deter- 
mined by the proportion of business 
achieved on the titles featured, the potential 
exists for retailers to realize price reduc- 
tions of more than 50% from the retail list 
price.

`Japan Jam' Attracts 
500,000 In Three Days 
LOS ANGELES - The Beach Boys, TKO, 
Heart and Firefall were the featured 
American acts at the recent record -break- 
ing "Japan Jam," held Aug. 4-7. Witnessed 
by crowds exceeding 500,000, the 
American groups were the first to play at an 
outdoor rock festival in Japanese history. 

The festival, which also featured the 
Southern All Stars and other prominent 
Japanese acts, was held in two locations - 
Enoshima Beach Aug. 4-5 and Kyoto's 
Momoyama Park Aug. 7. 

JASRAC Royalties Up 
16% In Japan In 1979 
TOKYO - Royalties collected by the Japan 
Assn. of Rights and Composers (JASRAC) 
for 1978 totalled 17.9 billion yen ($77.9 
million), an increase of 16% over the total 
collected for 1977. The royalties total also 
represented a slight increase over 
JASRAC's target of 17.8 billion yen for the 
year. 

The royalties for records, totalling 8.4 
billion yen ($37.3 million) topped the in- 
dividual categories, with pre-recorded tape 
royalties following up at 4.1 billion yen 
($18.4 million). Other royalties included live 
performances at 2.2 billion yen ($9.9 
million), broadcasting at 1.9 billion yen 
($8.6 million) and publishing at 1.1 billion 
yen ($4.9 million).

business is going through now proves that 
the rules we have been playing by have to 
be changed. Billboards on the (Sunset) 
Strip, parties and tours are not always 
necessary," Krebs concluded. 

On the other hand, there are also those 
managers whose rosters seem unaffected 
by the industry's current problems. 
Representing such top country -pop artists 
as Roy Clark, Freddy Fender, the Oak 
Ridge Boys, Tammy Wynette and Johnnie 
Rodriguez, the Jim Halsey agency has not 
experienced any difficulties with its acts. In 
fact, "business is great," Halsey added. 

The Ken Fritz agency, representatives of 
George Benson, David Pomeroy, Seawind, 
Peter Noone and the late Minnie Riperton's 
catalog, also felt it was "business as usual," 
pointing out that they had just signed the 
Motels with Capitol. 

Nevertheless, even in the midst of a hot 
streak, the economic slump has had its ef- 
fects. "When you have a hot group like the 
Village People, you can command respect 
that helps with other groups," said Can't 
Stop Productions' Sidelsky, whose other 
clients include Patrick Juvet, the Ritchie 
Family, Phylicia Allen and Dennis Parker. 
"We are immune to a lot of the business 
problems because we've got a hot 
property, but we still have been affected by 
the business climate. Our product is not 
moving as fast as before."

tighten its belt in the field of artist signings 
and rosters, it is apparent that some 
needed changes will be made. Explained 
Steve Gold, a partner in Far Out Produc- 
tions, whose client list is headed by War, "I 
believe this current trend is healthy for the 
business.

Managers should be prepared 
to sell their acts, to play music and show the 
live act to the label execs.

"After ten years of fat," Gold concluded, 
"this is a very healthy trend. Record com- 
panies now have to sign fewer acts and give 
them serious commitments. This is es- 
pecially good for the artist, who often hasn't 
been given an honest shot recently. It's 
healthier for them to have to earn spots and 
get honest commitments, instead of 
cavalier treatment."

midwest plant make this decision one that 
we're highly optimistic about."
