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The record business is based on extremism —
from newly-created superlatives to the nadir of
negativism. In simple terms, everything is either the
best it has ever been or the worst, and that includes
album quality, executive abilities as well as the
overall financial picture.

But the realities of business in general — selling
records as well as chlorine — is that the truth is
somewhere in between stupendous and “in the
garbage can.”

Because of this black and white attitude by the in-
dustry, the consumer press perpetuates the par-
ticular momentum that is happening. Examples of
this in practice are the years 1978 and 1979. In the
former, the record industry could do no wrong and
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members of aboriginal tribes in Australia were com-
ing to town to buy “Saturday Night Fever.” Con-
versely in 1979, it has been continually reported that
even the parents of recording artists were avoiding
retail stores.

Admittedly the record industry has been growing
at a fantastic rate over recentyears, butithasbeena
consistently “fantastic” rise. We believe that for the
financial community to take the record industry
seriously, we must represent ourselves in a more
realistic fashion.

While we are dealing with an emotional product
that generates an avalanche of adverbs and adjec-
tives, we are also working with bottom lines and
figures that depend on consistency and credibility.

MIAM| BEACH, FL. — MUSEXPO, which
last week concluded its fifth annual conven-
tion here, has become an important
meeting spotfor certain segments of the in-
ternational music community. Music
publishers and small record companies
can often make or start deals here, or at
least expand their contacts around the
world.

According to Roddy Shashoua, presi-
dent of MUSEXPO, 2700 people from 42
countries attended this year's convention
which was held Nov. 4-8 at the Konover
Hotel. In comparison, he said, 2300 people
from 39 countries came to MUSEXPO last
year.

Like the 1978 MUSEXPO, this conven-
tion was attended by only a handful of top
executivesfrom major labels, butanumber
of U.S. record companies were represen-
ted, including Warner Bros., MCA, CBS,
RCA, Miliennium, RFC, Stiff and Bearsville.

Once again, music publishers formed
the largest single group of conventioneers.
Yet, amang the 140 exhibitors at
MUSEXPOQ. there were also production
companies, record labels, public relations
and advertising firms, video companies,
recording studios, music publications,
radio syndicators, performing rights
organizations, and even the Australian
Trade Commission.

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Indie AVI Bows 23% Return;
Other Labels Holding Firm

LOS ANGELES — AViRecords' announce-
ment last week of a 23% returns policy
comes at atime when branch and indepen-
dent labels alike are taking a hard look at a
situation estimated to have cost the record
and tape industry $200 million over the past
year.

AVI, an independent based here with 22
distributors around the country, becomes
the first indie to adopt a ceiling on returns.
However, the move does not appear to
signal a trend among indies, following the
lead set in recent weeks by CBS, Polygram
and RCA and A&M and Associated Labels.

Effective Nov. 1, AVI distributors will ac-
crue a 22% returns allowance — plus 1% for
defective records — for all LP and tape
purchases. Distributors will receive return
figures, expressed in percentages and
dollar amounts, as part of regular monthly
statements.

Distributors will return product three
times annually according to the following
schedule:

*For sales July 1 through Dec"31, return
requests must be made by Feb. 25 for ship-
ment by March 30.

*For sales Jan. 1 through March 30, re-
quests by May 25 for shipment by June 30.

*For sales April 1 through June 30, re-
quests by Aug. 25 for shipment by Sept. 30.

Any accrued return allowances not
processed according to schedule will be
cancelled. All returns must be in standard
box lots: i.e., 45s, 25s or 100s; LPs, 25s, and
tapes, 30s. Defectives will be processed by
a special receiving depot.

All 7-inch singles and Christmas product
are exempted from the 23% ceiling and are
100% returnable. Returns will be calculated
on a last in, first out basis taking into ac-
count the original purchase price.

ACLU Opposes
RadioDeregulation

WASHINGTON, D.C. — A salvo was fired in
the war over radio deregulation as a broad
coalition of non-profit organizations filed a
motion with the FCC last week. The groups,
collectively through the American Civil
Liberties Union, asked the commission to
hold up its proposed rulemaking on
deregulation of the radio industry for
further research and to clarify its intentions
in the matter.

Filing the motion for procedural relief
with the ACLU were Black Citizens for Fair
Media, Consumer Federation of America,
ECUMEDIA, National Citizens Committee
for Broadcasting, National Citizens Com-
munications Lobby, Media Reform Com-
mittee of the National Organization for
Women, Public Media Center, and the
WNCN Listeners’ Guild.

While these citizens, labor and religious
groups are philosophically opposed to

Imposing Deadlines For Deleted Goods

Causes Widespread Industr

NEW YORK — Should record companies
impose deadlines for the recall of product
they delete from their catalog? Some
labels, such as CBS, MCA, and RCA, allow
dealers to return their goods at any time.
They contend that this approach promotes
the eventual sell-off of the merchandise.
Other vendors, such as Polygram, Capitol,
and WEA, require accounts to return
product they are deleting within three to
nine months if the dealers want to receive
full credit for the goods.

A cross-section of distributors surveyed
by Cash Box illuminated a number of con-
flicts that develop when they are forced to
adhere to deadline situations. For example,
several one-stop operators complained
that they are often forced to absorb product
returned to them by their accounts when
they cannot return the goods fast enough to
a specific branch or independent
distributor.

A byproduct of this situation is the fric-
tion that usually develops between the one-
stop and the accounts it services in the
event the one-stop has to reject product

RCA'’s Free Flight
To Be ‘Phased Out’

NASHVILLE — Free Flight Records,
launched in January of this year as a pop
label from RCA’s Nashville division, is be-
ing “phased out,” according to label
sources.

Jerry Bradley, vice president of RCA's
Nashville office, stated, “In view of the
current economic situation in the industry,
it is simply not feasible to continue
operating Free Flight at this time.”

There are five acts on Free Flight, ac-
cording to Bradley, and decisions will be
made in the future as to which acts will be
absorbed on the RCA parent label and
which will be dropped. Acts include FCC,
Bama, Mac MacAnally, David Britton and
Peter Foldy.

Bradley stated that some records had
been sold on Free Flight acts and some
chart success had been gained but
declined further comment on why the label
would fold after less than ten months of
operation.

The status of Tony Brown, manager of
west coast A&R for Free Flight in Los
Angeles, and the regional field staffs in
Dallas, Atlanta, Chicago and Cleveland has
not yet been determined, according to a
label spokesman.

Reasons Why

Addressing the reasons why MCA does
not adhere to a deadline for the return of its
cutouts, Sam Passamano Sr., vice presi-
dent of administration for MCA Dis-
tributing, said, “If you make deadlines, the
tendency is for the account to return the
productimmediately. Without them, the ac-
count is more likely to hold onto the
product, hoping it will sell off. If not, he can
always return it.”

Passamano explained that MCA adop-
ted this policy in the spring of 1978 so that
the returns situation would be “equal and
equitable for everyone.” He said, “It
seemed as if our larger accounts were
always asking for an extension on the recall
deadline. It did not matter how much time
we gave them, they never seemed to finish
collecting the returns. The policy had to be
changed for this purpose.”

AtCBS, Ron McCarrell, vice president of
marketing for Epic/Portrait/Associated
Labels, said CBS rarely finds itself in the
situation of accepting LPs that have been
cut out. “If an album has been cut out, it's

because it wasn't selling, and generally
those albums will have already been retur-
ned to us.”

No Deadline

Echoing McCarrell's comment, Jon
Peisinger, vice president of marketing
development for Polygram, said, “In vir-
tually every case where product has been
deleted from our catalog, it has been
deleted without a deadline limitation. There
have been exceptions to this situation, but
notinthe majority of cases, because we fee!
a cutout is a very negative step. It stim-
ulates the immediate return of product,
whereas a gradual deletion system keeps
the goods available, encourages their ul-
timate sell-off, and reassures the retailer
that he can always return the merchandise
if he has to.”

‘Get Out The Salt And Pepper’

For Jay Lasky, executive vice president
tor Danjay Music, the Denver-based one-
stop, missing a recall deadline is like
"“getting out the salt and pepper — we've
just eaten the product.”

Few artists living or dead have ever put
as much wild boy abandon and rock ‘n roll
vigor into their music as Backstreet/MCA
artist Tom Petty. Infusing his music with a
touch of Byrds, a dash of Stones and alot of
his own 4/4 rhythmic ingenuity, Petty
stands as a rockin’ original.

At the crux of Petty’s lyrical and vocal
stance is the snarling, avenging lover who
cries out “That's right you hurt me, baby” in
“Hurt” and “I didn't know | was no number
two™ in “Fooled Again.” While a lesser
performer would shuffle the lines off in a
cheap emotional fashion, Petty acts as
though he means it. Only Cestello’s angry
urbanite and Springsteen’s boardwalk
leathered poet can match Petty’s frustrated
‘Wild One' persona on today’s rock ‘n’ roll
scene.

The emotion in his voice is
complemented beautifully by his cresting
rock ‘n’ roll rhythms and the hard driving
Heartbreakers — guitarist Mike Campbell,
drummer Stan Lynch, pianist Benmont
Tench and bassist Ron Blair. The group
was formed three years agoin Los Angeles,
but all the musicians had met in Gaines-
ville, Fla., and had moved to L.A. over a
period of years.

The Floridian roots are probably one of
the reasons for the band's summertime-
happy songs that are wide-eyed looks at
teen frustration and celebration. A case in
point is the steamy island rhythm of
“Breakdown,” still an AOR staple, or “Too
Much Ain’'t Enough” which is right out of the
James Dean live fast, die young, leave-a-
good-looking-corpse school.

After two successful LPs, “Tom Petty
And The Heartbreakers” and “You're
Gonna Get It” on ABC, and a long hiatus
Petty and The Heartbreakers have returned
with a fine new MCA LP, “Damn The Tor-
pedoes.” The comfortable rhythms of the
first two LPs are again present in songs like
“Refugee,” “Louisiana Rain" and “Here
Comes My Girl," and should seem like old
friends to Petty fans.

“Damn The Torpedoes” has jumped to
the #36 bullet on the Cash Box Top 200 LP
chart after only two weeks.

Perhaps more than most current rock
singer/songwriters, Steve Cummings owes
a great debt to the radio, and the rock and
roll music that medium brought him.

It's appropriate, then, that “Who Llistens
To The Radio” should be the first single to
crack the American pop charts for the 26
year old Cummings and his band, The
Sports.

Cummings credits long hours of listening
to the radio while working in his parents
grocery store in Melbourne, Austratia with
spurring his interest in rock and roll. He
then became an avid record collector, and
developed a special interest in American
rockabilly. But his taste also included the
great British rock groups of the 60’s, es-
pecially the Kinks and the Beatles.

Although he started composing songs
when he was 15, Cummings never playedin
a rock band while in high school. “l was too
scared,” he recalls, "and besides, | didn’t
know anyone else who played any instru-
ments.”

But while Cummings was in Swineburn
art school in Melbourne the Sports began
to form, first casually, and then more
seriously. Eventually, the group settled on
six members: Cummings, bassist Rob
Glover, guitarist Andrew Pendlebury, who
co-writes most of the Sports material;
drummer Paul Hitchins; keyboard player
Jim Niven; and guitarist Martin Armiger.

The Sports built up a following in
Melbourne, Cummings says, by playing
“obscure classics like “Red Hot" and our
own material of short, sharp little poo sonrs
that no one else was doing at the time.”
From Melbourne, the group branched out
to Sydney, and, in 1977, Cummings recalls,
“two guys who followed the group came up
and offered to pay the recording costs for
us to cut an EP.”

The offer was accepted, and the result
was “Fair Game,” which received lavish
(and unexpected) praise in the English
music trade journal, New Musical Express.
Rock entrepreneur Dave Robinson was
among those who heard the disc, and he
subsequently asked the group to open for
Graham Parker and the Rumour when that
group toured in Australia.

The pairing was so successful that The
Sports returned to England with Parker and
toured with him there, and then came back
to Australia, where they signed a label deal
with Mushroom Records. Their debut
album, “Reckless” did so well in Australia
that the King of Pops Awards named The
Sports Australia’s best new group of 1978.

The Sports had aiso teamed up with
producer Pete Soley, and by the end of
1978, they came up with “Who Listens To
the Radio,” which garnered the group
widespread air play and sales in England
and Australia.

in 1979, The Sports signed deals with
Sire Records in England, and Arista
Records and Home Run Management in
the United States. The whole process, ac-
cording to Cummings, “has taken us a bit
by surprise.” Surprise or no, The Sports
upward spiral of success has continued, as
their Arista debut album “Don’t Throw
Stones,” which features a compilation of
material from their first two Australian
albums, recently entered the Cash Box
Album Chart at #171 with a bullet.

Pages

For some groups, the whole of the music
is far greater than the sum of the parts.
Such is the case with the music of Epic
recording act Pages, whose second and
current LP for the label, "Future Street,”
displays an adept fusion of rock, pop, R&B
and jazz elements while establishing a u-
nique yet palatable musical foundation.

The commercial viability of Pages' music
is proven by the fact that both the LP and
rock-edged single, “I Do Believe In You,”
have both entered the Cash Box charts.

“As a band we have the ability to play and
sing almost anything,” said lead singer,
composer and keyboardist Richard Page.
“Although my own roots are in pop music,
myself and the other members of the band
come from a background where we played
a number of different styles of music in
many other groups.”

Although the composing core of the
band, which includes songwriter, vocalist
and keyboard man Steve George and
lyricist John Lang, in addition to Page, is
now based in Los Angeles, they hail from
Phoenix, Ariz., where they sharpened their
“chops” playing on the small but active club
circuit.

Seven years ago, Page hooked up with
George soon after he had left college and
decided to make a full-time committment to

- gigging.

“Steve was in a band named ‘Andy
Hardy’ at the time and | heard that they
needed a singer,” Page recalls. “We
became good friends, as well as co-writers,
and our eventual migration west was a
natural one.”

Together with Pages’ bassist and com-
poser Jerry Manfredi, the two travelled to
California, where they began backing
various established artists, or, as in Man-
fredi’s case, became members of other
groups, such as Chase. However, their per-
sonal and musical friendship remained
hard and fast.

In 1976, the three re-grouped, along with
Lang and two since-departed Phoenix
musicians, to play original music. To pay
the bills, though, the band was sidetracked
briefly when they auditioned, and quickly
won a spot, as backing band for Andy Gibb
on the singer’s national tour in 1977.

“We made some demos after the tour
which ended up on the desk of Bobby
Colomby (then vice president of west coast
A&R for Epic),” stated Page. “He was very
strong on our group and ended up signing
us to the label and producing our first
album.”

Pages' self-titled debut LP was released
in 1978, and shortly thereafter guitarist
Charles “Icarus” Johnson and drummer
George Lawrence joined the band, lending
their compact, aggressive, and in
Johnson’s case, jazz-tinged styles to
“Future Street.” The second LP was again
produced by Colomby.

“The difference on this LP was that
Colomby had a more effective grip on the
direction of the record,” said Page.

Page added that, at this point, he and
George remain as the “surviving members”
of the group as far as business and writing
goes, at least until the band goes on tour.
But by February, they plan to go into the
studio once again with Colomby behind the
boards.

‘Rapper’s Delight’ Climbs To
Top Of Cash Box B/C Chart

NEW YORK — In an age when corporate-
owned record companies spend many
weeks and many thousands of dollars on
elaborate publicity and promotional cam-
paigns for new record releases, “The Rap-
per’s Delight,” a virtually unpublicized and
unpromoted 12" disc by an unknown group
on a small, obscure New Jersey-based
record label, has become the number one
song on the Cash Box Top 100 Black Con-
temporary chart.

“The Rapper’s Delight,” by the Sugar Hill
Gang, which lists at $4.98, isa “rap” record,
where three DJs, Guy O'Brien, Michael
Wright, and Henry Jackson, talk over a
repetitive disco music track. The record
was produced by Sylvia Robinson for her
Sugar Hill Records label and is being dis-
tributed through Roulette Records. Robin-
son, a veteran R&B writer and producer,
hasscored hits “Shame, Shame, Shame” by
Shirley & Co., “Pillow Talk,” recorded by
herself, and “Love On a Two Way Street” by
the Moments.

Robinson claims the record has sold
over one million copies, which would make
“The Rapper’s Delight” the largest selling
12" disc in the history of the record
business. However, Sugar Hill's sales
figures have not been certified by the RIAA.

Sugar Hill plans to release an album by
the Sugar Hill Gang before Thanksgiving,
Robinson said, and, she added, The Sugar
Hill Gang have been signed to go on tour as
an opening act for George Clinton’s
Parliament/Funkadelic troupe.

There was virtually no promotion or
publicity budget for “The Rapper's
Delight,” Robinson stated, “We had some

MCA Revenues

LOS ANGELES — Due to increases in
revenue from the records and music
publishing division, as well as the studio
tour and the Universal Amphitheatre, MCA
Inc. has had its second highest third
guarter revenues, netincome and earnings
per share in the history of the
conglomerate. For the nine months ending
Sept. 30, MCA tallied the highest net
income and earnings per share in its
history.

MCA’s records and publishing division
showed a 21.2% revenue increase for the
third quarter of 1979 compared to the same
period last year. Conversely, the division
suffered an operating income loss of
204.3%, compared to the third quarter of
1978.

For the nine-month period of 1979, the
record and music publishing division rose
30.4% in revenues compared to 1978.
However, the division experienced losses
in operating income, down 163.2% from
last year's figure.

Compared to the same period last year,
MCA's third quarter net income evidenced
a decrease of 12%. For the three-month
period of 1979, net income was $40.9
million versus last year's third quarter
showing of $46.3 million. Earnings per
share for the third quarter of this year were
$1.75 compared to 1978 third quarter
earnings per share of $2, another 12%
decline.

Revenues for the third quarter of 1979
were $322.4 million, representing a 1%
decline from last year's third quarter
revenues of $326.4 million. Average shares
outstanding were 23.3 million versus 23.2
million in 1978.

During the first nine months of this year,
income prior to extraordinary income was
$94.5 million, compared to last year's $95.3
million, representing a 1% fall off. Earnings
per share before extraordinary income
were $4.05 com.pared to $4.10, a drop of
1%. Net income was $134.2 million versus
$95.3 million, a rise of 41%. Earnings per
share totaled $5.75 compared to $4.10,
another increase of 40%.

RECORD SALES DO NOT THE STAR MAKE . .. ALL OF THE TIME — Angela Bofill gets
audiences screaming at the Bottom Line doing things she would not dare do on records.
Dave Valentin on the same bill stretches out with some superb percussion accompani-
ment. Sonny Rollin's energized saxophone induces encores that send him back to the
stage for three encores after having performed two shows a night at the same fevered
pitch. Chick Corea and Gary Burton use two simple speakers on a Carnegie Hall Stage
filled with a nine foot grand piano and a set of vibes which seemed to be nailed together just
prior to the performance and bring down a near sell out audience. The point of all of this is
that jazz does not have to be charted to sell out halls and clubs. It's all in the who and the
how.

PAPP PLUGS JAZZ — Joseph Papp’s Public Theatre complex and his New Music
programs enlighten us all, and some artists who appear there even have record contracts.
Would you believe Andy Plesser produces the weekend, often late-night concerts and
opens the place to avant-garde artists and experimental offerings which areviable in every
aspect of jazz. For example, on arecent weekend Lester Bowie, trumpeter and a member
of the Art Ensembie of Chicago, guested with a group co-led by reedman Frank Lowe and
percussionist Phillip Wilson. The concluding number was a New Orleans funeral march
causing one member of the audience to dub the trumpet player “Buddy Bolden Bowie,” af-
ter thatlegendary New Orleans barber who was reputed to play his horn with such clarity he
could be heard across the Mississippi. All record company execs take note: what could be
more accessible than music from New Orleans with a 20th century beat? The other group,
Abdullah, featured a cello, french horn, a dancer and a poet whose works sounded for all
the world like another Papp production, “For Colored Girls . . . The place was packed with
enthusiastic folks who even took flash photos with instamatic cameras, tourist-like. Morat:
this stuff can be sold without any loss of integrity to artist or record company.

AND IT'S LIVE — Speaking of the Public Theatre and NPR, the latter broadcast a Jazz
Alive! show from the former’s cabaret featuring Billy Taylor with all star big band, trio and
ensemble featuring Dexter Gordon and Johnny Hartman. Check local listings for a
rebroadcast soon, we hope . . .

FROM THE BIRTHPLACE — The New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival has announced its
1980 dates and artists. The Festival will be larger this year and will run from April 15-27.
Concert locations will be the Theatre of the Performing Arts, S.S. President and Municipal
Auditorium. Artists scheduled to appear include Count Basie, Dave Brubeck, Lionel
Hampton, and the World's Greatest Jazz Band featuring Yank Lawson and Bob Haggart.
More will be announced later. The Louisiana Heritage Fair will feature 10 stages of
simuitaneous music including jazz, R&B, gospel, Cajun, blues, folk, Latin, country &
western and bluegrass. There will also be booths selling indigenous Louisiana food and
crafts.

ALL THAT IMPROVISES IS NOT JAZZ — Interplay, a totally improvisational action
troupe, has been making the rounds of some boites in the Apple. They recently appeared
at Boltax, a fairly new establishment in SoHo which features jazz from 6 p.m. and cabaret
later in the evenings, mostly jazz. It is also a fine restaurant. Interplay swings, is completely
improvisational and, like jazz, never sounds the same on any two occasions. The only dif-
ference is that in place of musicians, there are actors. Pianist Herde Danko is musical
director.

DISK BITS — Atlantic recording group, Manhattan Transfer, in its latest album “Exten-
sions” sings a set of lyrics to Josef Zawinul's “Birdland” penned by Jon Hendricks. The en-
tire album is dedicated to the late Eddie Jefferson and is reputed to contain much in the
direction of bebop . . .

Feminist Boycott Of
Warner Group Ends

NEW YORK — Women Against Violence
Against Women (WAVAW) and the National
Organization for Women (NOW) have of-
ficially ended their 35-month old boycott of
the record subsidiaries of Warner Com-
munications Inc. (WCI) regarding the com-
panies’ use of viotent images in record ad-
vertising.

In a policy statement, David Horowitz, of-
fice of the president for WCI, stated, “The
WClI record group opposes the depiction of
violence, against women or men, on album
covers and in related promotional material.
This policy expresses the WCI record
group's opposition to the exploitation of
violence, sexual or otherwise, in any form.
Although this policy is subject to prior con-
tractual restriction where applicable, the
WCI record group has chosen to strongly
discourage the use of images of physical
and sexual violence against women in
these cases as well.”

A spokeswoman for WAVAW, Joan
Howarth, said the organization “commends
the WCl record group for formally announ-
cing this advertising policy. We anticipate
that it will have an important impact on ad-
vertising policy throughout the record in-
dustry, as well as in other industries, and on
the media industry as a whole.”

Howarth added, “By publicizing this
policy, WCl is acknowledging that the com-
mercial use of visual and other images that
trivialize women victims is irresponsible in
light of the epidemic proportions of real-life
violence against women, most particularly
rape and domestic battering. Of course,
WAVAW’s pressure on the record industry
will continue, because this is an industry-
wide problem. We do look forward to in-
creased receptivity from other companies
as a result of the step taken by the WCI
record group.”

In an unprecedented move, the
CasaBlanca Discotheque (a major Latin en-
tertainment nightspot) has installed a
weapons detector device at its doors in an
effort to dispell fears of insecurity sur-
rounding major New York nightclubs.

On a parallef with the system used at the
airports, this weapons detector has been
placed in the inner doors of the nightclub
with extra security (bouncers) placed at the
street entrance of the club.

Although the club in its three year ex-
istence has never faced an incident of
violence within its doors, empresario
Hector Maisonave felt that his clientelle
would feel more at ease in spending their
leisure time in a place that makes an ob-
vious effort for the safety of its patrons.

Maisonave stated, “In light of the recent
outbursts of violence occuring in other well
known New York City clubs, the
CasaBlanca felt that the added cost of this
protection would be well worth it in terms of
increased clientele. Our feeling has been
correct.”

Since the month long installation of the
CasaBlanca’s security system, its clientele
has increased two-foid. Clients within have
expressed a sense of security not felt
before. People who were wary of going to
nightclubs, Latin or otherwise, have been
attending the CasaBlanca.

Maisonave adds, “Even if police wanted
to come into the club for any reason they
would have to leave their weapons outside
with the bouncers. The most violent inci-
dent which could occur would be a fist fight
and with all the bouncers we have sur-
rounding the club, this would be stopped
almost immediately.”

In addition to the weapons detector,
bouncers are stationed on the street en-
trance of the club to keep away any type of
drug traffic or other riff-raff that usually cl-
ing to the skirts of nightclubs. This is done
not only for the protection of clients but also
to maintain the club’s reputation for fine,
quality Latin music entertainment in a
prestigious area. The CasaBlanca Dis-
cotheque is situated in the old Birdiand.

This is the only discotheque (Latin or

.

American) in New York to extend such a
service to its patrons.

Ray Barreto will play his first major con-
cert in several years, outside of New York,
on Nov. 10. The concert will take place at
the Jailai Fronton in Miami, and is being
promoted by the area’s #1 radio station,
“Super-Q." This will be Ray’'s fifth ap-
pearance in Miami, where few Latin bands
have done as well.

On the album front, Ray is putting the
finishing touches on his next production, to
be titled “Rican-struction.” The album has
charts by Eddie Martinez and Oscar
Hernandez. He has re-recorded his tune,
“Tumbao Africano,” originally recorded in
his “Eye Of The Beholder” album.
Adelberto Santiago does some out-
standing vocals. The album will be on Fania
Records.

Ray Barreto, Tito Puente, Charlie
Palmieri and Sal Quevas taped the second
in this season’s "‘Skyline with Beverly Sills”
series, which aired Oct. 24 on WNET-TV
(Channel 13). This particular PBS program
is devoted to New York's Latin music scene
and is called “Salsa.”

Yambu, the group that smashed the
charts with their hit, “Sunny,” is back with a
new LP, soon to be released by Discolando
Records and Tapes, Inc. Yambu was foun-
ded in 1972 by Felipe Brana and Ramon
Rodriquez and gained popularity on the
Latin nightclub circuit. Alex Giglio, a mem-
ber of the Yambu group, took second place
in the piano category of the LNY Music Poll
1978 for the “African Queen” LP. Yambu is
one of the few bands to play both Salsa and
disco music.

Director Luis Soto and producer Angela
Fleming inform us of a Puerto Rican

TV. The 26-minute drama is a television
pilot on the history of the Puerto Rican
migration. A proposal was submitted to the
New York State Department of Education
for the purpose of showing not only the real
identity of the Puerto Ricans, but the
cultural aspects, struggles and/or fighting

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‘Golden Oldies Merit Their
Own Special Rack Job Position

LOS ANGELES — While the rest of the in-
dustry seems to capitalize on the power of
artists’ greatest hits only during the gift-
giving holiday season, one rack jobber has
made a year-round practice of promoting
its catalog of old and “not so old” classics.

Called “Golden Oldies” by the Minnea-
polis-based Lieberman Enterprises, these
hits of yesteryear are prominently dis-
played with backing cards at all the ac-
counts which Lieberman services. They
deserve this kind of prominence since this
single program accounts for more than one
per cent of Lieberman’s entire nation-wide
sales.

Like the rest of Lieberman’s inventory,
the Golden Oldies are run on a computer
ticket program which allows for easy
replacement and reordering.

Flexibility

The decision on what to place in the
Golden Oldies racks is based on a number
of factors, according to David Gohl, Lieber-
man'’s national Golden Oldie buyer for the
past year.

“We use sales figures for 45 singles from
the Lieberman chain. When we purchase a
single from a label, our purchase is based
on both national sales and regional sales.
We're flexible. If a record is doing well in,
say, New Jersey, but not particularly well
anywhere else, we wil include that record in
our Golden Oldie New Jersey racks.”

The Golden Oldie program also solves
some practical problems, especially those
involving distribution. Lieberman cuts
down on reorders at busy racks by

transferring surplus product from slower
racks to the faster sellers.

Explains Gohl, "“If stock is available
through another Lieberman branch, we will
bring that stock in and use it in our Golden
Oldie rack to cut down on reorders at the
original rack. This helps the supplier as well
as the rack.”

Chart Reader

Besides taking sales figures into ac-
count, Gohl confesses to be an avid reader
of the trade charts. In fact, the current top
Golden Oldie sellers on the Lieberman
roster are such recent pop charttoppers as
“Macho Man,” “YMCA" and “Copa-
cabana.”

‘There is some irony,” he said, “in the
fact that such a new musical form as disco
should be in the forefront of Golden Oldie
buying, but we just follow sales and the
charts.”

Elvis

While those disco hits are the present
best sellers, one artist who predates the
disco era remains the all time golden oldie
sales champ, Elvis Presley.

“The longtime best sellers are all by
Elvis. And ‘Jailhouse Rock’ is the biggest of
those,” says Gohl.

FREEDOM AT POINT ZERO — Jefferson Starship — Grunt

New Ass’n. For
Retailers Formed
By Webb In Philly

PHILADELPHIA — Bruce Webb, owner of
Webb's Department Store, has formed a
new organization for record retailers, the
Independent Record Retailers Protective
Association (IRRPA}).

In a nationally circulated letter to
retailers, Webb wrote that “the IRRPA was
organized in Philadelphia as a watchdog
organization to right the wrongs that affect
the livelihood of the independent record
retailers and to see that all are treated fairly
by the industry. Never before have the
record retailers organized themselves as a
lobby.”

“IRRPA.” the letter continues, "is about
changing the unfair and discriminatory
practices that are prevalent nationwide in
the industry. We are asking all record
retailers in the United States to join hands.”

According to Webb, IRRPA will address
itself to the issue of unfair pricing practices.
“How is it possible,” asked Webb, “for
some stores to be able to sell records
cheaper than we are able to buy them for?”

Fluctuating returns policies, and the
withholding of deletion lists from small
retailers, were other issues the new
organization would address, Webb said.

“l want it to be clear,” he stated, “that we
are notlike NARM or the BMA who have not
been able to represent the retailers to the
manufacturers on the bottom line dollars
and cents issues.”

“IRRPA will select people from its char-
ters in various cities,” Webb continued, “to
present issues to the manufacturers, to
lobby where discriminatory laws are in ef-
fect, and to boycott records and /or
manufacturers when and where
necessary."”

lifting government controls from radio, they
chose a procedural route as a more effec-
tive way to block deregulation.

Specifically, the motion asks the FCC to
hold extensive hearings nationwide, to
release several documents on radio
deregulation previously requested by
citizens groups, to extend the period of time
to file comments (four months after a ten-
tative decision is announced), and to re-
scind the proposed inquiry and rulemaking
until certain items are explained.

“Radical Remedy”

By rewriting the FCC's notice, the groups
argued, the public will be saved time and
money, avoiding tangents and better focus-
ing on the issues. Beyond complicated
procedures for public participation, the
groups resent what they call the FCC's
radical departure from the current
regulatory scheme. The FCC's proposal
would eliminate any regulation designed to
make radio licensees responsive to local
community needs, they argue. It would lift
the ascertainment and logging require-
ments from radio broadcasters and delete
requirements on the percentage of

backwater of the music industry. “if you
hold the convention in a major center of the
industry, like L.A. or New York, you'll get
more decision-makers, people who can
make deals,” stated Feinberg. However, he
added that he had made some contacts at
MUSEXPO which might prove useful later

on. .
Expansion

Carlo Bixio of ltaly's Cinevox Records,
which specializes in movie soundtracks,
but is now expanding into rock and pop, at-
tended MUSEXPO to mingle and meet
American record people. He was able to
make three or four deals for Italian rights to
certain songs, and he was also hoping to
sell some of his own material here.
However, he was disappointed that there
weren’t more U.S. label executives at the
convention.

Production companies were faced with a
similar problem. Artists and small labels
were bringing them demos, but there
wasn't much of an opportunity for them to
meet with A&R people from major labels.
Most of the A&R executives who did attend
the convention came in just for the last day,
when several of them appeared on an A&R
and artist development panel.

However, Dr. Tom Stockhem of
Soundstream Productions, a digital
production company, said he was able to
make deals with a couple of labels. He ad-
ded that he had come to MUSEXPO
specifically to meet with representatives of
these companies, while spreading his
digital gospel to other labels, especially in
the pop field.

Stockman noted that digital will soon
have a “cash foothold” in pop recording,
mainly because artists are going to demand
it. A big act like Fleetwood Mac is going to
want its record mixed digitally, said
Stockham, in order to preserve the
richness of the individual tracks. In addi-
tion, he noted, the artist doesn’t have to
worry about the master tape deteriorating
either with age or with repeated playings to
generate new stampers for millions of
records. A new master can always be
produced that will sound exactly like the
original digital master.

Producers And Publishers

The rather sparsely attended panel dis-
cussions at MUSEXPO began on Nov. 4
with the “International Lawyers Licensing
and Management Seminars” and ended
Nov. 8 with the ‘'Creative Services”
workshop/seminar. In between, there were
panels on “Record Production,” “Radio

news/public affairs aired, as well as lifting
maximum limits on commercials (Cash
Box, Sept. 15, 1979).

This is a “radical remedy, the elimination
of rules heretofore thought to be a bedrock
of public trusteeship in radio,” the ACLU
stated. Until now, the motion said, FCC
rules "“have been designed to foster a
marketplace of ideas,not just an economic
marketplace.” Freeing radio from regula-
tion puts emphasis on economics, it
argued.

Worse, the ACLU filing said, the FCC is
attempting to “intrude its regulatory hand
into the most competitive section of the
Communications Act, resulting in the
protection of existing licensees against
those who would perform better.”
Challengers won't stand much chance of
winning licensees in comparative renewal
hearings if programming issues are not ad-
dressed, the ACLU noted.

Although the FCC’s September proposal
said the Fairness Doctrine would not be
removed for radio broadcasters, the ACLU
fears that the “far-reaching new approach”
which the FCC advocates “might also apply
to the Fairness Doctrine, to television licen-
sees and perhaps other areas of FCC
regulation.”

In a parting shot, the ACLU said the FCC
is relying on an unreleased staff report for
its important proposal: "We are not aware
of prior instances wherethe FCC has relied
exclusively on a staff study prior to a notice
of proposed rulemaking of such far-
reaching nature ... An agency with a
budget of $65 million can certainly be ex-
pected to issue a more comprehensible
document.”

entertainment and leisure operations. Lord
Delfont will serve as chairman for the
operation.

The EMI board’'s acceptance of Thorn’s
proposal marks the apparent end of
speculation as to the company’s future
following the disclosure of significant finan-
cial reverses during the 1978-79 fiscal year.
In the music division alone, a 22% drop in
sales revenues over the final six months of
the 78-79 fiscal year led to losses totalling
$31.8 million.

In addition, EMI's medical electronics
division, whose future is uncertain with
Thorn EMI, also suffered significantly, with
78-79 reverses bringing the division’s total
losses to approximately $56 million during
the past two years.

Following the disclosure of the 78-79 set-
backs, Paramount Pictures of the USA
proposed a merger of music operations for
approximately $154 million in July, and
Thorn made its initial bid in October. Both
offers were rejected by EMI.

However, in a statement issued by Thorn
following the EMI board’s acceptance of the
latest proposal, “Both boards believe that
the revised terms for the merger are fair
and reasonable for the shareholders of
each company.”

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Attraction Between Country Music
And International Scene Growing

NASHVILLE — Nashville and country
music are becoming a prime attraction for
the international market, as evidenced by
two individual unrelated announcements
made this past week.

First, the Tennessee tourism department
has hired a public relations firm, Cochran
Communications Ltd. in London, to repre-
sent the state in bringing tourists to Ten-
nessee. Gavin Cochran, head of the firm,
spent ten days in Tennessee during thefirst
part of October. visiting various cities and
locales.

Cochran noted that the country music in-
dustry in Nashville and Elvis Presley's
home in Memphis were two of the top at-
tractions for Europeans wishing to visit
Tennessee. The third top attraction was the
Jack Daniels distillery.

Contacts will be made primarily with

package tour operators in Europe organiz-
ing tours to the United States. Tennessee
has become a strong contender for the
European traveller since Atlanta has
become a ‘gateway’ city with flights both
leaving and arriving directly from Europe.

An announcement was also made last
week that a delegation from the People’s
Republic of China is scheduled to visit
Nashville Nov. 9-11 for the purpose of ac-
quainting themselves with the industry.

Chai Zemin, the Chinese Ambassador to
the United States, will be heading the trip
which could result in a tour of China by
country music artists during 1980. The trip
is being coordinated in Nashville by
Frances Preston of BMI, Joe Talbot of Joe
Talbot & Associates and lrving Waugh,
Tennessee Commissioner of Tourism in
conjunction with Jim Free, special assistant
to President Carter.

384 Songwriters Reap Cash Prizes
At The First Music City Song Festival

NASHVILLE — A grand prize of $10,000
was awarded to a Tennessee man last week
in the first Music City Song Festival com-
petition. Byron Gallimore emerged as the
victor from a field of thousands of conten-
ders from the United States and other parts
of the world.
Winning Song

In addition to the prize money, Gallimore
will also have his winning song, “No Or-
dinary Woman,” recorded in Nashville by
the Grand Prize winning vocalist, Barbara
Johnson. The single will be released in
December by Little Giant Records.

Gallimore's song will also be included in
a compilation album of Festival winning
songs scheduled for release in January, by
Little Giant. Mick Lloyd, vice president of
A&R for the fabel will produce the LP and
single.

A total of 384 award winners were selec-
ted by a panel of 18 judges Oct. 27. Three
places in three different categories were
awarded. as well as 25 fourth places
awards in each of the categories.
Categories, winners and prizes are as
follows:

Song Competition — Grand Prize, Byron
Gallimore, — $10,000; Second Prize,
Bobby R. Cox, $3,500; Third Prize, Nancy
Clapper $1,500 and Fourth Prize, 25 win-
ners. $200 each.

Lyric Competition — Grand Prize. David
D. Horney. $7,500; Second Prize, Marsha
Kash Weinfeld $2,500; Third Prize, Don
Wolfe. $1,000 and Fourth Prize, 25 winners,
$100 each

Vocal Competition — Grand Prize, Bar-
bara Johnson, $1,500; Second Prize,
Carolyn Sue Howard, $750; Third Prize,

Charles Hoskins, $350 and Fourth Prize, 25
winners, $50 each

Also, 100 Honorable Mention winners in
each of the categories will receive cer-
tificates of achievement, and Grand Prize
and Second place winners will be awarded
the opportunity to record a winning song
and a winning lyric, which will be set to
music. The single will be released and dis-
tributed by Little Giant.

A panel of 18 judges, inciuding Cash Box
Nashville Director Jim Sharp, participated
in final judging activities Oct. 27. Numerical
votes were tallied by an independent cer-
tified public accountant, and the judge’s
decisions were announced at a banquet

that evening.
Donation

At that banquet, an announcement was
made that a portion of the monies collected
for the festival would be donated to the
Nashville Songwriter's Assn., International
and to the Federation of International
Country Air Personalities (FICAP).

In addition to the 1979 Country Competi-
tion for amateurs, the Music City Song
Festival has a gospel competition for both
professional and amateur songwriters,
lyricists and vocalists underway at this time.
Because of recent international inquiries
into the competition, the gospel competi-
tion has been extended to Feb, 18, 1980. to
give these people time to return their en-
tries.

The second song festival is scheduled to
begin Dec. 1, 1979, and will be expanded to
include rock/R&B, easy listening, and
country categories for both professional
and amateur songwriters, and lyricists, as
well as amateur vocalists and piano and
guitar players.

When asked about his recent move and
whether it was permanent or temporary,
John Benson noted, "l think | have eight to
ten years of a good productive life left here.
I'm certainly not ready to retire to the front
porch. | am excited about this challenge
and want to be more involved with the ar-
tists and their careers. | have committed to
alotmore travel and am looking forward to
making this company move.” Benson also
stated that he would hire a president again
some day but not in the forseeable future.

Musical Direction

Looking at the Benson Company
mustcally. John Benson has growth and
progress in view for the future. “Musically,
we will continue to commit ourselves to
traditional. MOR and contemporary with
the hopes of signing more acts and having
the current acts selling more recqrds.’

When asked about why the company
sold the Gaither catalog, Benson admitted,
“lreally don't have agood answer for that. It

boils down to the fact that another label has
them now and the end was in sight for our
sales. Also. Gaither had an option in his last
contract to buy back his masters so we
used that option as a way of concluding the
recording relationship.

‘I'm trying to put some fiscal respon-
sibility at the head of this company,” said

Benson. “The bottom line is an ugly word.
butit's gottowork."” Benson also expressed
a conservative approach towards expan-
sion. noting that he will be careful not to
overextend the Benson Company finan-
cially. “We've never had the capital of the
major labels,” said Benson. “and that lack
of a big cash flow has probably held gospel
back.”

In discussing the poputarity of gospel
music, Benson noted, “We often talk about
gospel music today being what country
music was ten years ago and that gospel
music can be as big as country music. But
when you challenge peopie to clean up
their act with songs of conviction, the pop-
utarity of those will never be as great as ‘iet
your hair down baby behind closed doors.’
The New Testament says we are peculiar
people and peculiar people aren't ever go-
ing to be the mass of people. We may
always be ten years behind country music
and if we ever catch up it'lt be a miracle.”

In discussing the recent economic
problems, Benson noted that his company
has managed to ‘keep up with inflation’ and
hasn't suffered a decline in business like
some secular labels.

Benson is committed to his company and
the future. Commenting on a family
business. he concluded. “Whatever your
father was committed to. you're probably
not as committed to it. The goals of my
grandfather and father were not the same
as mine but we are all committed to the
Benson Company's growth and
representing and encouraging a
philosophy and lifestyle.”

Indie AVI Bows 23% Return,
But Labels Stand Firm

Under the new policy, distributors will
have to fill out special inventory forms and
forward them to AV! on the 1st and 15th of
each month. The reports must becurrentto
be eligible for return authorizations.

When contacted by Cash Box, severalin-
dependent distributors handling the AVI
line said they would have little problem with
the 23% ceiling. One distributor, for exam-
ple, noted that indie labels traditionally
have had some form of restricted returns
based on the cyclical nature of the
business.

Although Motown was unavailable for
comment, label executives at other leading
independents including Arista, Chrysalis
and T.K. expressed differing approachesto
the problem of returns.

Sal Licata, senior vice president at
Chrysalis, said he did not foresee any
change in the label's returns policy in the
immediate future.

Similarly, T.K. Records chief Henry
Stone said that although returns this year
are running ahead of a year ago, the labelis
“working triple hard internally to see that
records are not overshipped.”

While noting that setting a ceiling on
returns is “a move in the right direction,”
Elliot Goldman, senior vice president of
Arista Records, said the problem is under
“constant study” at the label.

“It's certainly in the realm of possibility
that we will do something in this area,” ac-
cording to Goldman, “if we feel the move
will have some substantive impact of a
positive nature on our distributors and our-
selves.”

He pointed out that an across-the-board
returns percentage will have a differentim-
pact on a young, independent company
than it would have on a major label with a
vast catalog of albums.

“My concern in looking at the things that
have been done by some of the major com-
paniesis that they have enormous catalogs,
and to the extent you are talking about an
overall label returns percentage, the
amount of catalog they move out over the
course of the year gives the individual
retailer an enormous cushion against which
to work the percentage. But on a young
label like we are that has mostly new
product, | think the institution of a returns
percentage might have a greater im-
mediate impact and we have to measure
that to make sure that we either do it in a
way that phases itin.”

Continuing, he said, “Let's say thata ma-
jor sells 5 million units of that catalog kind
of product where the store owner knows

buying what he needs. He knows what his
sales pattern is over the last four or five
years on that product, and he knows it's go-
ing to sell. So if he buys that much every
year and he’s suddenly on a 20% returns
basis, he has a million units that he can use
for returning other product.

“But if you move to an Arista, which is a
young company and doesn’t have an enor-
mous catalog, there isn’t that kind of
cushion. Suddenly the institution of a
returns percentage becomes much more
restrictive on an individual basis than it does
for a large company that has a catalog.

“So as much as | like the institution of a
returns percentage as a concept, | really
have to be careful and measure itas to what
exactly its impact will be on our sales and
posture in the marketplace.”

Listing liabilities totalling $8.522,022
owed to its 10 largest creditors in the brief,
Odyssey's total indebtedness is rumored to
be in the neighborhood of $11 million,
against assets of approximately $3 million.

Named in the brief as Odyssey’s 10
largest creditors were Columbia Records
(CBS), Polygram Distribution Inc., WEA,
RCA Corp., Capitol Records, MCA
Distributing Corp., ABC Records-N-Tapes,
A&M and Associated Labels, Peter's
International of New York and Memorex
Corp.

During an Oct. 24 meeting with the major [
creditors, Odyssey founder-president Rich i
Bullock stated that for the first nine months
of 1979, the chain’s revenues totalled $14.5
million, which resulted in losses of about $5
million.

The financially troubled chain is also
involved in several suits over allegedly
unpaid bills. Pickwick International
($164,000), the GRT Corp. ($250,000) and
Record Merchandising of Los Angeles
($56,395) are all in various stages of
litigation with Odyssey.

BUENOS AIRES — A symposium on the
promotion of Argentinian music and the ef-
fects of phonographic piracy was held Oct.
31 at the Bauen Hotel. Authors Armando
Pointer, Chico Novarro and Francis Smith
explained the reasons for the current crisis
affecting local music and suggested
measures to improve its promotion; while
Dr. Miguel Angel Emery, executive
secretary of the Latin American Federation
of Record Producers (FLAPF) and a mem-
ber of the FLAPF-CISAC committee against
piracy, and Maria del Carmen
Hajdenwurcel, secretary of the Chamber of
Music Pubklishers (CAEM) spoke about the
damages to authors, composers, artists
and phonographic producers caused by
piracy. The opening address was delivered
by Nelida Lopez French, president of
CAEM.

Ariola recording artist Angela Carrasco
arrived in Buenos Aires to take part in the
shooting of La Playa del Amor, the new
movie produced by Microfon and featuring
the diskery’s pop music cast. The company
also arranged a party atthe Dover pub toin-
troduce the new LP by Daniel Altamirano to
the press and trade.

Phonogram's pop A&R topper Adrian
Berwick is travelling to Europe to sign new
contracts with some of the labels
represented in Argentina by his company.
The trip will take a couple of weeks and may
also mean additional signings. In the folk
field, Phanogram is enjoying strong
success with the latest LP by Los Visconti,
who recently travelled to Columbia for per-
sonal appearances. They also received a
gold record for their sales of their previous
efforts.

EMI's WEA division has released an
album with the greatest hits by Aretha
Franklfin. and a single and LP by Rod
Stewart, who has been very strong on the
charts with his “Da Ya Think I'm Sexy?” For
tango music fans, there will soon be
another album by Ruben Juarez, one of the
leaders in this field.

Canada
TORONTO — With the release of “Survival”
and Bob Marley’s concert appearances on
a cross-country tour here, WEA has
assumed the rights to Island. The inter-
national deal, which had brought the tabel
to WEA in the USA more than a year ago,
had been held up by RCA’s Canadian deal
with Island here. Island Canada gave the
label itsfirst gold record anywhere with the
CRIA certification of Marley’'s “Exodus”
disc earlier this year. Robert Paimer’s
“Secrets" album is well on its way to achiev-

ing platinum in this territory, which will be
another first for Island. Although she ought
not have difficulty in finding work, here's
hoping ex-tsland director Cathy Hahn stays
part of the industry. Her hard work was
crucial to the label’s successes above the
U.S. border.

Piracy Conviction In Montreal |

Points Out Weakness Of Laws

by Kirk LaPointe

TORONTO — As evidenced by a recent
conviction in Montreal, the Canadian music
industry is the victim of “toothless” laws in
its efforts to combat tape piracy in this
country.

Owing largely to an outdated Copyright
Act, which has been in effect since 1924, il-
legal duplication of recorded product is a
highly lucrative field for exploitation. In a
judgment passed down this past week, Tina
Papathanakos of Montreal was fined the
maximum $250 plus courtcosts for posses-
sion of close to 6,000 illegally produced 8-
track tapes and cassettes.

‘Quite clearly, we're dealing with anti-
quated laws," says Brian Robertson, presi-
dent of the Canadian Recording Industry
Association (CRIA). “There seems to be lit-
tle deterrent, if any, to the tape pirate.”

The case, tried by the Quebec Court of
Sessions, was only the second contested
tape piracy case in this country. Notwishing
to assume the court costs, most other ac-
cused merely plead guilty and take the
meager fines. In all cases, the pirated tapes
are destroyed. This most recent conviction
involved Greek repertoire licensed to
Peters International in North America.
3,904 tapes and 2,027 cassettes were or-
dered destroyed.

The problems, most evidently, stem from
the government's halting progress in revis-
ing the Copyright Act. CRIA and others in
the music industry have made proposal
briefs to the federal government on possi-
ble revisions, and a Green Paper was
issued 18 months ago. But since then, six
studies have been commissioned by the
government to further study the necessary
changes.

“I doubt whether anything shall be done
before three or four years,” Robertson ad-
mits. “Until then, we'll be fighting a losing
battle. We don't need toothless laws.”

The Royal Canadian Mounted Police (the
national police force), usually assisted by
CRIA, investigates possible illegal duplica-
tion instances. Proof-of-purchase
evidence, or lack thereof, usually leads to
most arrests. It is estimated some 8-10% of
legitimate business is eaten away by tape
piracy, bootlegging and home taping.

Most of the pirated tapes come into
Canada through Singapore, says
Robertson. With consultation with such in-
ternational organizations as the IFPI (thein-
ternational anti-piracy federation), there
are continually several cases brought
before the courts. But Canada is easy pick-
ings for the tape pirate, the CRIA president
says. “The counterfeits and bootlegs are of-
ten such good copies, they're returned by
the stores to the record companies for re-
funds,” Robertson concluded.

Nippon Columbia Net
Profits Jump 52.6%

TOKYO — Nippon Columbia Ltd. announ-
ced that net profits for the first six months of
the 128th term jumped 52.6% to 1.2 billion
yen ($5.2 million) over the same time period
in the 127th term.

Covering the period from March 21-
Sept. 30, 1979, total revenues for the com-
pany were 28.9 billion yen ($125.2 million),
up 8.5% from the 127th term.

The remarkable profit turnaround was
attributed to a surge in musical product
sales. Record sales revenues for the period
reached 11.8 billion yen ($51.3 million);
while tape/audio sales revenues totalled
12.0 billion yen ($52.2 miltion).

Immediate Orders

Lasky said that in most cases, a recall
from a manufacturer prompts dealers to
stop buying the affected product. But this
apparently was not the situation that oc-
curred when Capitol Records announced in
June that it was deleting five Paul
McCartney albums. “| got immediate or-
ders for all the LPs | had in stock, because
most dealers knew that the product would
not become available until Columbia re-
released it,” he said. "It was one of the first
times | ever put out a deletion list and had
nothing to return to the company.”

Sol Zamek, vice president of the Los
Angeles-based City One Stop, agreed that
deadlines can be a major problem for a
large distributor. "On the average, we just
don't get enough time to notify our
customers, check in their returns, and ship
them back out to the distributor. But most
vendors will cooperate with us and give us
an extension on the deadline, which is good
because it cleans up the street. And ven-
dors have an obligation to clean up the
street.”

Obligation To Circulate Notices?

However, not all distributors feel that
they have an obligation to circulate
manufacturers’ deletion notices. Jerry
Richman, general manager of Richman
Bros., a Philadephia-based one-stop,
argued, “Why should | be the one to ac-
cumulate the returns when they could have
been bought from any one of my com-
petitors? | see absolutely no need of going
through the hassle of sending out a list. |
have an obligation to my regular
customers, but that's where my respon-
sibility ends.”

When Richman moderated the recent
manufactuer’'s panel at the NARM regional
in Philadelphia (Cash Box, Nov. 3, 1979), he
urged the labels who employ deletion
deadlines to abandon them. “I| told the
audience thatif it's good for CBS, itmust be
good for everyone else, because CBS
doesn’t do anybody any favors,” he said.
Richman said that due to a lack of a unified
industry standard on the matter, retailers
who don’'t normally buy direct are

marketing deleted LPs unintentionally at
both regular and cutout prices. “This
problem is creating hard feelings with
many, many dealers.”

Phit Steinberg of P.B. One Stop in St.
Louis concurred with Richman. “The
logistics of the situation are just impossi-
ble,” he noted. “We have 350 accounts, and
everytime | send out a list, I'm inviting my
customers to return every damn record on
that list, whether they bought it from me or
not.”

‘Sgt. Pepper’

Steinberg said an exception to this rule
was the notice he received recently from
RSO Records concerning the deletion of
the “Sgt. Pepper” soundtrack. He ex-
plained that because the record’s list price
is $15.98. “I didn't think it was fair that my
accounts get stuck with it.”

Nonetheless, there are some distributors
that do believe they have an obligation to
circulate deletion lists for their own good.
“We always back our accounts up — big
and small, said Stan Meyers, branch
manager for the Skokie-based Sound Un-
limited. “We mail each list at great expense
because we want to keep our customers.
We need them healthy. It's to our benefit for
him to keep his inventory clean. Too much
excess gets too costly.’

VANDERBILT UNIV., NASHVILLE — Some
people can do what they like. Robert
Palmer has arecurring habit of proving that
he is one of those people. Palmer has been
on the brink of mass superstardom for at
least two years and some three albums,
with critics heralding the release of each
album as the “one to do it for him.”

So far, these albums have not~managed
to catapult Palmer into the eons of out and
out mass appeal. But they are certainly
making him noticed. The never ending con-
cert tour he seems to have been on for the
past five or six years is definitely nothurting
either. Palmer on vinyl is good, but Palmer
in person is heaven. He is charismatic, he's
a charmer and he's strikingly handsome.
And one more thing. He’s a darn good
singer.

On this occasion he was in rare form.
Palmer is not one to rely too heavily on past
hits or the same old tried and true stage
show year after year. He is innovative. He
does what he wants, and he does what he
likes — which works out quite well for the
audience. They seem to like what he does.

Palmer performs a well-rounded set of
20 songs which total about 90 minutes. And
after a few years of trying first one musician
and then another, Palmer has found the
band that suits him — a tight quintet that
doesn't just follow Palmer's lead. but aids
him in creating a musically perfect unit.
That unit is comprised of Leo Nocentelli.
Pierre Brock, Allen Mansfield. Jack
Waldman and Donny Wynn.

Palmer is a master of subtlety, a prac-
titioner of the understatement. Perhaps
that's why his concerts are so good. The
eyes are not bombarded with flash pots,
disco balls and rolling fog. Thereisroom to
take each song as it comes, and savour it.
Palmer has a knack for getting the most out
of each tune.

Although Palmer’'s delivery on every
number was good, a couple of songs shine
just a little brighter, namely the title track of
this third album, “Some People Can Do
What They Like,” and a cut off his current
“Secrets” album, ‘““Can We Still Be
Friends.”

Before he.came back out for two encores
— where he jumped off the stage and dan-
ced in the aisles with the audience —
Palmer performed the songs that probably
started it all for him, and the songs that
gauged the largest audience response,
“Sailin’ Shoes/Sneaking Sally Through The

udy Tzuke

THE VENUE, LONDON — The demure Miss
Judy Tzuke made her first London ap-
pearance at The Venue recently, and
equipped with material from an excellent
Rocket Records debut LP, “Welcome To
The Cruise;” a recent UK Top 20 singles hit
“Stay With Me Till Dawn”; a tight musically-
groomed backing band; and above all, one
of the most poignantly clear and refreshing
voices to be heard for many a moon —
Tzuke showed that she has slipped onto the
stardom Express with a talent that won't let
her off too easily.

Twenty-three year old Miss Tzuke, quite
simply, could attain the sort of status of an
English Joni-Mitchell-for-the-’80s. With a
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powerful electronic folk ethos and songs
(penned by herself along with her guitarist
and backing vocalist Mike Paxman) which
give poetic insights to truth and honesty
concerning urban emotional alienation and
contemporary spiritual chaos, Tzuke
shows artistic credibility rarely found of
late.

At times, through nerves and what ap-
peared to be an irritable throat, Tzuke's
stage presentation seemed sloppy andun-
graceful in a typically English way but the
romantic drive and emotively resonant
quality of her voice compensated for any
rough edges due to basic stage inex-
perience.

She delivered beautiful well-structured
songs, which included an impassioned ren-
dering of her album title track “Welcome To
The Cruise,” the exquisitely haunting
choral “For You,” “New Friends Again,
plus of course, the highlight song, “Stay
With Me Til Dawn.”

Tzukes' backing band, Jeff Rich on
drums, Paul Muggleton on percussion and
backing vocals, Mike Paxman, Bob Noble
on keyboards and John Edward on bass,
fired her along with great ease and control.

STUDIO ONE, L.A. — Comedy trio Gotham
previewed their first excursion into disco
during a recent week-long appearance au
Studio One's Backlot cabaret.

' Except for the disco single, “AC/DC

rest of the evening was vintage Gotham for
the group which has been playing the small
club circuit for the past seven years.

Vintage Gotham, for those unfamiliar
with the New York-based team of Gary
Herb, Michael Pace and David McDaniel,
consists of '40s big band, '50s rock and '60s
ballads, sporadically interrupted with some
of the raunchiest subculture stage patter
this side of Lenny Bruce.

The gags were new; the music reflected
the old and new. The mandatory salute to
the Andrews Sister was included, along
with a full-sounding rendition of Chuck
Berry's ““‘Johnny B. Goode’ and an
interestingly-phrased version of Billy Joel's
‘New York State of Mind."

The trio's send-up revival meeting sing-
alongs represented a perfect synthesis of
their comic and musical strengths. A long
break had the three young men trading out-
rageous ethnic one-liners with a precision
timing that a Swiss watchmaker might envy.

They encored with the disco single, per-
formed live over rhythm tracks. The tune’s
clever lyrics dealing with sexual ambiguity,
its multi-BPMs and electrifying synthesizer
work just may help Gotham, which up to
now has undeservedly enjoyed only a small
cult following, enter the mainstream of the
performing and recording world.

The group’s hyper musical director, Rob
Preston, opened the show, accompanying

Fishman, chairman and chief executive of-
ficer of ARA Services, Inc., adiversified ser-
vices management company.

Programming and the Record Industry,”
“Music Publishing and Exploitation of
Copyrights,” “Disco Music: Development,
Distribution and Marketing,” and “A&R and
Artist Development.”

Group Ditferences

The panel discussions revealed some of
the differences between various groups at-
tending the convention. For example,
several of the producers on the record
production panel faulted music publishers
for sending them poor material. Jerry
Goldstein of LAX Records noted that
publishers used to feel the pulse of the
music business and that they could fre-
quently offer a producer the kind of
material he was looking for. But this is no
longer the case, he said, and so the
producer may end up writing an artists
material.

None of the publishers in the audience
replied to this charge; but, in the publishing
seminar, panelist George Gluck said that
the tendency of some producers to write
their own material is a major problem for
publisheré. Apparently, no one on either
side of that issue was listening to the other
side.

There was also some mutual incom-
prehension between American and Euro-
pean publishers. At the publishers
seminar, Felix R. Faccq, president of the
Belgien Music Publishers Association,
pointed out that the massive importing of
American LPs, mainly cutouts and
overruns, by European licensees, was
hurting the subscribers of the songs on
those records. He also noted that
mechanical royalties in Europe are five
times higher than they are here. This situa-
tion, in his view, has led to “unfair competi-
tion” between American and European
publishing companies.

Raised Rate?

Lester Sill, president of Screen
Gems/EMI Music, replied that there is a
‘““remote possibility’”’ that the U.S.
mechanical royalty rate will be raised when
the Copyright Tribunal meets next year. As
for the bumping of American product over-
seas, Sills claimed that this was a problem
for the record companies themselves to
solve with their licensees. Herb Eiseman,
president of 20th Century-Fox Music
Publishing, added that, while it is not fair to
European subpublishers, American
publishers cannot do anything about the
dumping situation. In fact, said Eiseman,
the U.S. publishers are “happy the records
are selling,” even at cut-rate prices.

Disco Controversy

There was also much discussion, both
official and unofficial, about the future of
disco. At the producers' seminar, Bob
Montgomery pointed out that record com-
panies are no longer interested in cutting
disco records, all they want to hear about is
new wave rock. Jerry Goldstein and Vince
Montana discussed the reasons for the
demise of disco; Montana claimed that the
labels had destroyed it by imating the disco
“sound” until all their records sounded the
same, while Goldstein maintained that
disco had been ravaged by amateurs who
didn’t understand the record business.

The members of the disco panel,
naturally were more optimistic about the
future of disco. Nevertheless, they
emphasized the fact that the labels are ex-
panding their definitions of “disco” to in-
clude many kinds of danceable music.
“Disco isn’t just “Fly Robin Fly" or the Bee
Gees, " commented Vince Aletti, vice presi-
dent of A&R for Warner/RFC Records.
“"We're dealing with pop music.”

The panelists displayed a good deal of
resentmenttoward radio. Tom Silverman of
Dance Music News said that many ex-AOR

disco programmers don’t have a sensitivity
for the music, and Tom Hayden, president
of Tom Hayden Associates, claimed that
radio felt threatened by disco because the
¢lubs provided an alternative avenue of ex-
posure for new records. In Hayden’s opi-
nion, radio’s fear of disco is the root cause
of the backiash. Hayden added that disco
has been unfairly blamed for the problems
of the record industry. “Sales have gotten
very soft lately. The executives are looking
for a scapegoat, and disco is it.”
‘Over-hyped Disco’

The media also came in for their share of
criticism from the disco panelists. Silver-
man blamed the press for creating an “ad-
verse image” of disco. And Tony King,
director of disco marketing for RCA
Records, felt that disco was “over-hyped as
the next big thing in the record industry by
the media, who didn’t know anything about
disco, but just needed a cover story.”

What is being missed by those who think
disco is declining, said the panelists, is the
fact that this kind of music still has a mass
appeal. King noted that RCA sold 200,000
copies of a 12-inch single by Machine,
although it never crossed pop. And Silver-
man claimed that “Rapper’s Delight” by the
Sugar Hill Gang has sold 1.3 million 12-inch
units.

Moreover, noted Mike Wilkinson, presi-
dent of Disconet, discos have proventhem-
selves as valuable testing ground, because
they can give labels instant feedback on the
reaction to a new record. As a result, he
said they have created a higher level of
sophisitication in record marketing.

Combined Seminars

On the last day of the convention, the
A&R and creative services seminars were
combined into one session, apparently
because some of the scheduled panel
members failed to show up. On the panel
were Rupert Perry, vice president of A&R
for Capitol Records; LeBaron Taylor, vice
president of black music marketing for
CBS Records; Bobby Ragona, vice presi-
dent of sales and marketing for Millennium:
Alex Grob, vice president of Telstar Video &
Film Inc.; John Berg, vice president of
packaging for CBS Records; Arnold
Levine, vice president of advertising and
creative services for CBS Records; and
George Osaki, vice president of creative
services for MCA Records.

Taylor's remarks concerned the con-
tribution of black music to the bottom line of
tive record industry. Noting that black
music (inctuding jazz/progressive) has not
suffered as a result of this year's economic
downturn, Taylor stated that black music
sales at CBS have actually increased dur-
ing 1979, rising from 25% to 30% of expec-
ted revenues. “We could not survive at
CBS, RCA and a lot of other companies
without the help of black music,” Taylor
remarked.

Video Use

Not much else of importance was dis-
cussed at the seminar. Grob urged record
peopfe to think about using video as an ar-
tistimage builder; Levine discussed the ad-
vantages of having an in-house creative
services department at a label; Ragona
listed the advantages for a small label of be-
ing distributed by a major; and Perry talked
about how one should go about shopping
for a distribution or production deal with a
major record company. In addition, Levine
showed video spots for four CBS artists,
and Berg displayed slides of his award-
winning album covers.

Questioned about the lack of substance
in panels such as the A&R and creative ser-
vices one, Shashoua pointed out that the
seminars are really a bonus. “This is a
market, an exhibition where people meet
and do business,” he said. "We’re not a
trade association.”
