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EDITORIAL Only In An Election Year

In this election year, which has often had about as'much flavor
as vanillaice cream, itisinteresting to note the attraction between
high government officials and the record industry. Other than the
misadventures of Gov. Brown of California and his running battle
with Lt. Gov. Curb, the recorded music industry and political
issues of any real import seem to have about as much incommon
as Richard Nixon and the Sex Pistols.

But wait a minute . . . First, there was the recent statement by
Justice Department head Benjamin Civiletti classitying counter-
feiting and piracy as major white collar crimes to be pursued with
new vigor. OK. A problem does exist there, and it's about time the
government made a real commitment to solving the problem.
Election year promises, though, have been forgotten too often to
get too excited yet.

But last week, things got interesting. In a well-publicized act,
the call from Capitol Hill was for a closer look at the squelching of
a grand jury probe into price fixing in the industry following a
pilgrimage to the White House by certain high-ranking record ex-
ecutives. All of the standard implications were there — including
Presidential intervention in return for campaign contributions —
and so were the standard answers — “we were there innocently,

asking for help with the counterfeiting problem.”

Many of the complaints came from smaller operators feeling
the crunch of preferential treatment given to large-scale opera-
tions by the major record companies. Small volume ensures both
the indie labels and retailers with the choice of flowing with the
tide dictated by the majors or getting out of the business
altogether.

The standard defense against price fixing accusations has
centered on the exclusivity of productin thisindustry. If Columbia
dictates a certain price for a Billy Joel album, what does that have
to do with Warner Bros. or Polygram or anyone else? On the other
hand, if the service retailers get from the majors is based on
volumes and certain conditions imposed regarding the amount
and variety of product ordered and the price at which it's sold,
maybe there is something there.

In this election year, is this just another grandstand play, or is
there something there? Will this issue be allowed to die upon the
conclusion of the election, or will there be a genuine look into the
accusations. The questions are real, but the government's true in-
tentions are still obscured by election year rhetoric. It's time to
clear up this uncertainty.

Appeals Court
Stalls On Goody

The
Goody defense hopes to demonstrate that
its clients were not the only retailers who
unwittingly purchased counterfeit goods in
an innocent “state of mind.”

Country Music
Week lllustrates
Genre’s Strength

NASHVILLE — With the nationally televised
Country Music Assn. (CMA) Awards gar-
nering a 34% share of the audience and
registration for the week of activities —
known collectively as Country Music Week
(Oct. 13-18) — boasting an increase in
registration of about 500 over last year, in-
dications are that country music is indeed
experiencing as healthy a year as experts
predicted.

Approximately 3,500 registrants,
representing radio, television advertising
agents, advertisers and a varied collection
of record label personnel and music af-
filiated parties, trudged through the week of
activities, including a variety of label show-
cases, parties, meetings and a Federation
of International Country Air Personalities
(FICAP) Seminar (Oct. 16) and Banquet
(Oct. 17).

The week of activities kicked off Oct. 10
with the Ninth Annual Talent Buyer's
Seminar, which attracted some 406
registrants, an increase of more than 50
over last year. Registrants represented
talent buyers, booking agents, artist
managers, club owners and represen-
tatives of fairs, auditoriums, and parks from
across the United States, and from as far
away as Australia. The three day event was
highlighted by a number of panel discus-
sions, and addresses by keynote speakers
Marshall M. Gelfand, managing partner of
Gelfand, Breslauer, Rennert and Feldman;
Neil Hickey, New York Bureau Chief of TV
Guide; and Earl C. Joseph, staff futurist,
Sperry Univac Corporation.

Perhaps the highlight of the week was the
Country Music Association Awards Show,
which took on a decidedly back-to-the-
basics look when it presented legendary
country singer George Jones with both the
Male Vocalist of the Year and Single of the
Year Awards. Also, the Jones-performed
song, “He Stopped Loving Her Today,” won
an award as Song of the Year for
songwriters Bobby Braddock and Curly
Putman.

An elated Barbara Mandrell, who had
minutes before demonstrated her skill on
banjo, steel guitar and saxophone, walkedu
away with the coveted Entertainer of the
Year Award. Mandrell was also co-host of
the show with Mac Davis.

Emmylou Harris topped a field of il-
lustrious contenders for the Female

U.S. Senators Want Data On
Disc Industry Probe Closure

WASHINGTON — Two high ranking United
States Senators are seeking data from the
U.S. Department of Justice in an attempt to
clarify why a federal grand jury investiga-
tion of alleged antitrust violations in the
record industry was dropped last year,
despite a recommendation by the depart-
ment’'s Los Angeles field office thatcriminal
indictments be sought.

Sens. Strom Thurmond (R-S.C.) and
Orrin Hatch (R-Utah) have sentletters to At-
torney General Benjamin Civiletti asking for
internal department documents relating to
the completed grand jury probe into
alleged price fixing by major record com-
panies. wholesalers and retailers (Cash
Box, May 26, 1979).

Eric Hultman, Sen. Thurmond's anti-
trust counsel, explained that the docu-
ments in question are aseries of inter-office
memos which should clearly outline why
the L.A. office feltthe Grand Jury investiga-
tion merited further criminal proceedings
and why the Washington anti-trust division
felt there was insufficient data to call for
criminal prosecution.

“The senator wants to know if there are
sound legal reasons which led to the deci-
sion not to prosecute,” Hultman said.

"It seemed at one time that the case was
substantial because so many attorneys
were assigned to the investigation (at least
four) and there was a great deal of time

spent with the initial phase of the investiga-
tion,” the counselor said.

Hultman added that it is not uncommon
for a member of the Judiciary Committee to
call for some clarification of Justice Depart-
ment investigations, especially when they
use up department manpower, time and
funds.

His comment, in part, was aimed at
arresting speculation centered around
alleged claims by smaller record manufac-
turers that the probe was squashed due to
pressures from the Carter administration
resulting from his ties with various
recording industry executives.

Price Fixing Probe

The probe into record industry price fix-
ing was initiated by a federal Grand Jury in
Los Angeles, which began hearings March
15, 1977 (Cash Box, Feb. 5, 1977). The
Grand Jury probe followed two years of fact
finding, during which the government sub-
poenaed all business records and a variety
of internal communications from record
companies, merchandisers, and the
National Assn. of Recording Merchan-
disers (NARM) and the Recording Industry
Assn. of America (RIAA).

Major areas the probe looked into in-
cluded:

¢ Alleged efforts by some labels to fix
retail prices and to reduce the industry’'s
practice of price discounting, which makes
retail list prices fictional for most records
and tapes.
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Holiday Coop Ad Support
Down For All But Hit Product

LOS ANGELES — On the eve of the all-
important Christmas sales season, coop ad
support for retail from the labels presents a
spotty picture nationwide. In light of the
general conservatism prevalent in the in-
dustry today, most retailers surveyed by
Cash Box agreed “superstar” and hit
product could be adequately supported,
but acts of lesser stature, catalog and black
music as a whole would have to be pushed
“out of pocket’ in the absence of label
assistance.

Coop ad support for large scale retailers
has generally remained fairly consistent
with last year’s levels, but a definite crunch
has been felt by smaller operations. Based
heavily upon the volume generated by ac-

counts, label coop ad funds have generally
been diverted to larger chains.

“We will be advertising as heavily as
possible.” explained Jerry Gladieux. vice
president of advertising for the 100-store,
North Canton, Ohio-based Stark/Camelot
operation. “There hasn't been a significant
decline in the actual dollar amount of coop
ad money available this year, but advertis-
ing is more expensive. The mileage per ad
doliar has gone down about 25%."

Gladieux went on to explain that because
Stark/Camelot “is a very promaotion-
minded company, we'll do it (advertise)
anyway. We're only getting coop ad support
from the labels on the hits, but we'll con-
tinue to advertise for midiines and such
through print, radio. TV and billboards with
our own money. It's a majorinconvenience.
naturally, but we have to live with it.”

The general accessibility of coop ad sup-
port for large retailers compared to fast
year was also acknowledged by represen-
tatives of the 95-store, Denver, Colo.-based
Budget/Danjay chain; the 400-plus-store
retail division of Pickwick International; the
110-store, Durham, N.C.-based Record
Bar chain; and the 67-store. Pittsburgh.
Pa.-based National Record Mart chain.

However, the willingness of the chains to
spend their own money to pick up any slack
varied dramatically. On one hand. Barry
Bergman, Record Bar president. noted,
“We're getting morenow than lastyear. Our
business has been very good, especially
the last three months. There have been one
or two notable exceptions, but the rest of
the labels have been helping. They realize
it's stupid not to advertise.”

CMA Poll Finds
8-Track, 45s Alive
In Country Market

NASHVILLE — While many music industry
executives have sounded the death knell
for the eight-track tapes and 45s and have
predicted eventual phasing out of those
formats, a recent Fan Fair survey by the
Country Music Assn. {CMA) has indicated
those forecasts might be premature in the
area of country music.

Country Music fans purchase eight-
tracks over cassettes by a margin of 24%,
according to the extensive survey, which
examined the responses of more than
4,700 people at this year’'s Fan Fair. The poll
also shows that 66% of the almost 5,000
Country Music aficionados purchase
singles by their favorite artists.

Of the fans who answered the survey,
which was distributed at the week-long
June event in Nashville, the majority are
married women who have a high school
education, own their own home and claim
an annual family income of $20.000-30,000.

In the area of radio, the questionnaire’s
cumulative response showed those fans
listen to more than four hours of Country
Music per day, and a solid majority of 62%
listen to a full time Country Music station.

While approximately 45% of those polled
said they attend four or more live shows a
year, more than 60% mentioned they were
willing to drive 100 miles or more to seein-
concert performances by their favorite ar-
tists. However, more than half (51%) point
out that only “sometimes” do live ap-
pearances induce them to buy recorded
Country Music. Close to 30% listed $10 as

royalty fee may be ascertained through the
questions asked by CRT commissioners.

The Tribunal found itself embroiled last
week in deciding whether or notto accepta
plan submitted by the Recording Industry
Assn. of America (RIAA) aimed at a method
of adjusting the royalty rate to take inflation
into account. Objections to the “late”
proposal were voiced by Morris Abram,
lawyer for the National Music Publishers
Assn. (NMPA), and by Henry Greenman, at-
torney for the American Guild of Authors
and Composers (AGAC). The CRT, in ex-
ecutive session, weighed the pros and cons
of the argument on accepting or refusing
the RIAA plan for an hour before announc-
ing that it could not come to a decision and
would issue its judgment by early this week.

The RIAA plan, while emphasizing its op-
position to any change in the present
mechanical recording royalty rates,
suggested CRT accept amethod of revising
the present royalty rate to meet the declin-
ing purchasing power of the dollar. The
plan basically calls for an adjustment of the
fee in 1982 and again in 1985 “propor-
tional” to the change in the average price of
leading albums since the base year of 1980.
RIAA explained that if, for example, the
price of leading albums — based on the
suggested list price of the Top 200 lists of
the industry’'s trade magazines — went up
eight percent between this year and next,
the royalty fee would be increased from the
present 2.75 cents per song to 2.95 per
song. If prices went up by 18% between
1980 and 1984, then the royalty would go up
to 4.25 cents per song, the RIAA proposal
said.

The RIAA plan also would apply to the
per-minute playing time rate that is part of
the fee schedule in the Copyright Act. At
present this is one-half of one cent per
minute or fraction of a minute. The
Copyright law states the mechanical royalty
fee shall either be the per song rate or the
per minute rate, whichever is the larger.

Noting there is a possibility that the
suggested list price practice may be drop-
ped by the industry, RIAA said its plan
could use the LP wholesale price for
albums.

Earlier this week, the CRT heard two
computer experts testify on the difficulty or

Korvettes To Close
Its Remaining Stores

NEW YORK — Korvettes Inc. plans to close
all of its remaining stores as soon as it sells
its store leases, Joseph Ris, chairman, said
last week. Fourteen of the 29 stores curren-
tly operating will be closed shortly, he said,
while the remaining 15 will remain open
through the holiday season.

Korvettes has been conducting a
chainwide clearance sale that is being han-
dled by Value City Stores of Columbus,
Ohio (Cash Box, Sept. 20). Ris said that by
Jan. 1, the chain’s parent, Agache-Willot,
will decide whether to continue the sale with
Value City or another retailer until “all or
most” of the leases are sold. In the interim,
Agache-Willot will make an additional $5
million cash payment to major creditors in
Oct. 15.

Twentieth Century-Fox
To Institute Bar Coding

LOS ANGELES — Twentieth Century-Fox
Records will begin bar coding all its new
album releases as of January. The number-
ing system will be carried on the upper right
hand corner of the back of the LP jackets,
according to Mort Weiner, vice president of
international sales and marketing of 20th
Century-Fox Records.

Weiner said that the move “conforms
with the evolving industry standard which
will eventually become worldwide.”

Hynes Calls For Closer Label, Radio Ties

Hynes then pointed out that promotion
and money were the two vital ingredients in
the overall artist development process.

“It amounts to roughly $350,000 —
$200,000 in the studio and $150,000 in
marketing and distribution — to release a
record by a new act,” he said. “Successful
promotion means bringing the right music
to the right radio station. It requires a
general knowledge of market conditions
and a more specific knowledge of program
directors, individual stations and their
demographic targets.” Quoting figures
from a McGavern Guild study taken from
the 1979 Arbitron books, Hynes told the
audience the Adult Contemporary format
had become the leader in format shares in
the Top 25 markets with 61% growth during
1979 and an average share of 19.3 com-
pared with 12.0in 1978.

On the other hand, the Top 40 format has
slipped in excess of 50%, with an average
share of 7.9 in 1979 compared with 14.1 in
1978.

With a softer sound dominating
American radio in order to cater to a more
conservative society, the effects have been
pronounced and serious for the record in-
dustry according to Hynes.

Slim Whitman has entered the music
scene of the '80s with a career track record
unequalled by any other western artist of
his time.

A legendary, international performer, he
has recorded more than 50 albums with
combined sales of more than 50 million
worldwide; 19 gold records, of which a ma-
jority were attained inthe U.S., where he ac-
cumulated more than 30 Top 50 singles
over the years; and the #1 spot on the
British charts for 11 consecutive weeks — a
feat not even the Beatles can touch — with
his single recording of “Rose Marie,” which
has additionally garnered the all-time,
best-selling 45 status in Australia.

Everybody knew that something super-big
was going on business-wise but nobody
knew how to deal with it, since people just
wanted to play music. The music was finally
getting heard throughout the world when
Otis Redding died, but then people started
getting greedy.”

Jones left King's group in 1968 to form
Moloch, whose album for Enterprise was
produced by Don Nix and featured the
single, “Going Down.” “We were one of the
first Southern boogie groups around,” he

recalls.
when Jones left for London in 1970,

“people thought | was crazy. They couldn’t
imagine anybody just getting up and going.
But | knew that England was king on black
American musicians, and when | auditioned
for Sharks, | got the gig right away.” The
group cut one album, “Jab It In Your Eye.”
completed a second unreleased master,
and toured Europe until 1974. Jones then
left for the U.S. to record and perform with
White Lightning, whose sole album for
Island was produced by Felix Pappalardi.

In 1978, following an 18-month stint with
the Leslie West Band, Jones moved from
New York to Montreal, where he started
working with such artists as Gino Soccio
and the Bombers. That same year, he
travelled to Miami to record with Foxy for
TK Records, and signed with the Spring
labelin 1979. His first single, “(Everybody’s)
Dancing All Over The World,” was co-
produced by Soccio and released last year.

“Impulse Reaction” is the current single
from the new LP, which Jones feels “might
confuse people because we took aim at a
number of different markets. You'll see
more of a thread on the next aibum,
because the rock-funk fusion is so impor-
tant to me. The street, 1980. is where Busta
Jones is at. | don’t want to be pegged as an
FM person.’

Split Enz

The musical world looked pretty grim for
A&M recording group Split Enzin the Sum-
mer of 1978. The New Zealanders had been
dropped by Chrysalis, two of its key mem-
bers (Phil Judd and Jonathan Chunn) had
left the band and the rest of the group was
living in London on the dole.

"We were at our lowest ebb ever just
prior to releasing the ‘True Colours’ LP,”
said Enz leader Tim Finn. “The last thing we
did before that was an attempt to self-
produce a single. It was a disaster. We
forgot about the world at the time and
decided to find ourselves as a band. We
went back to Australia, ptayed the pubs and
clubs of Melbourne and built up a following.”

The undaunted Kiwis quickly dropped
their eccentric musical stylings and bizarre
visual image, hooked up with hot young
producer David Tickle and became the
flagship band of Michael Gudinski's
burgeoning Mushroom Australia label.
Those changes, combined with the group’s
new streamlined pop sound, resulted in the
“True Colours” album, which went quadru-
ple platinum in the land Down Under and,
via A&M distribution, just went Top 50 on
U.S. LP charts.

“l don't think we've surrendered our
identity at all.” said Finn in reference to the
band’s new seamless pop sound. “We've
cut all of the fat, but we still have that sense
of whimsy. The old sound and image was a
bit too excessive. We're no longer a bizarre
band.”

The “bizarre” style that Finn alludes to —
geometric hairstyles, mime makeup.
Fellini-like court jester outfits, and the
penchant for throwing every instrument, in-
cluding the kitchen sink, into their quirky
pop songs — was a product of the psy-
chedelic era, which finally made it to New
Zealand in 1972. Finn, born in the farming
town of Te Awamute, met up with
Wellington-born Phil Judd in Auckland
during that city's Summer of Love and for-
med the first eight-man incarnation of Split
Enz.

The band’'s initial. local success was
quickly followed by tours across New
Zealand and Australia. A subsequent foray
into Oz with Roxy Music came up with one
intensely interested fan. Roxy's much
praised guitarist Phit Manzanera. Man-
zanera ended up producing the Enz first
obscure but wondrous LP, “Mental Notes.”

Five albums — “Second Thoughts.”
“Dizrhythmia,” “Frenzy" and “Beginning of
The Enz"” followed, but a disinterested
public and an uncompromising, “ahead ot
its time” band led to the dire straights of
mid-"78. However, during the course of
those albums, the band edged toward a
modern, overhauled sound and wound up
with a line-up that features Finn (vocals,
guitar and piano), brother Neil Finn (guitar,
vocals), Edward Rayner (keyboards), Noel
Crombie (vocals, miscellaneous noises,
percussion). Malcom Green (drums) and
Neil Griggs (bass).

Neil Finn, who wrote "I Got You,” “What's
The Matter With You” and “Missing Per-
sons.” is now fronting the band along with
Tim and resident Enz looney Crombie.

The band, which is now sporting a more
refined visual image and sound that is a
taste warmer than The Cars. is touring the
United States through November, and has
just put the wraps on its foilow-up to the
ground-breaking “True Colours” album.

Turtles, WKLS
Collector’s Mart
Draws Over 6,000

NEW YORK — Turtles Records & Tapes
and radio station WKLS-FM in Atlanta co-
sponsored on Sept. 20 and 21 the first ma-
jor record collector’s convention ever held
in the Southeast, according to Brian
Poehner, cutout buyer for Turtles and chief
organizer of the event. The “Turtles and 96
Rock First Annual Rock ‘n’ Roll Record Flea
Market,” which was held at Atlanta’s
Perimeter North End Hotel, drew nearly 6,-
000 people and featured over 250.000
collectible records.

The convention was inspired by the
success Turtles has had with its “stacks
room” — a 4,000 square foot space opened
up at the chain’s flagship store in Atlanta to
house out-of-print and hard to find records.
When Turtles instituted a special mail order
system for its stacks collection, the interest
was so greatthe chain decided to sponsor a
collector’s flea market as a combined ser-
vice and promotional event.

The chain placed ads in Gold Mine, a
collector's magazine, offering display
tables for a $25 tee. According to Poehner,
50 record dealers who specialize in collecti-
bles accepted the chance to sell and trade
with one another and the general public. A
one dollar admission fee was charged to
the public, with a $3.50 surcharge for those
individuals who wanted to bring their own
records to the flea market.

The convention generated approx-
imately $20,000 in cash sales, with the
single highest transaction being $3,000
paid for an antique jukebox. The highest

superstars,” added Turtles owner Al Levin-
son, “but many other acts get by-passed
altogether. Most of the labels are helpful,
they're not just turning their backs, but they
don’t seem interested in investing in many
artists. | take the attitude that if the labels
aren't interesting in cooping, we'll still buy
the product and display it in our stores, but
we won't spend our own money advertising
it.”

Music Plus’ Schwartz, Cavages' Gran-
doni and DJ’s Sound City's general
manager/advertising manager Vicki Kost
all agreed the slack created by tighter coop
ad dollars from the labels was being offset
by increased cross-merchandising by the
chains themselves. "We've had some dif-
ficulty getting ad dollars for our smaller
markets like Boise, Pocatello and Salem,
sowe're doing a lot of cross-merchandising
with other types of stores selling products
like waterbeds or something with the local
radio stations involved,” said Kost.

At the one-stop level, Billy Emerson,
manager of Dallas, Texas-based Big State
Records, saw a 40% drop in coop ad sup-
port from the labels this year. “We have to
be a hell of a lot more careful on what we
spend and where we spend it,” Emerson
noted. “We've always felt that 50% of the ad
money spent in the past was ineffective
anyway, so the key is to spend our money in
the most effective ways possible now.
However, if we can’t get coop support from
the manufacturers, then we can’t passiton
to our accounts. We don’t have enough of
our own money to give it away to our ac-
counts.”

However, operations dealing with black
music have suffered the most from declin-
ing label support. “There certainly has been
a disappearance of coop help.” said Calvin
Simpson, president of black music-
oriented Simpson’'s Wholesale/Bad
Records in Detroit. “The market has been
slow in Detroit, and this compounds the

trust division.

Mark Sheehan, spokesman for the
Justice department’'s antitrust division’s
public affairs, explained what took place
following submission of the L.A. of-
fice's field investigation.

Data Reviewed

He said that the recommendation and
accompanying data was reviewed by the
division’s operations office, where attorney
Bill Swope evaluated the data and deter-
mined there was insufficient evidence to
proceed with the probe. Swope's decision
was reviewed by then Deputy Assistant At-
torney General Dick Favretto, who ratified
Swope’s findings.

Later in the chain of command, John
Shenefield, then head of the anti-trust divi-
sion, was to have his office perform the nor-
mal final review of the case. Then, arecom-
mendation from his office was made, call-
ing for the L.A. field office toreview grounds
for civil action.

The L.A. office’s recommendation for
civil action was later rejected and the probe
ultimately put to rest in March 1980 by the
current anti-trust division chief, Sanford
Litvack.

While the investigation was still in
progress, shortly after President Carter
was elected to office, Sheehan said the
Justice Department learned that several
executives in the recording industry were
scheduled to visit the White House.

Sheehan said Tim White, formerly a Car-
ter aide and at the time of the visit an anti-
trust lawyer with the Justice Department,
called former White House counsel Robert
Lipshutz to inform the White House staff
that an investigation of the recording in-
dustry was currently in progress and. while
there was no mention that those scheduled
for the visit were implicated in the probe,
that the president should refrain from dis-
cussing with the visitors the issue in ques-
tion.

Sheehan said that sources later learned
the reason for the record executives’ visit
on one occasion was to urge more federal
effort to fight record and tape piracy. A
more widely reported visit led sources to
report that the president received a dona-
tion from the executives to off-set cam-
paign debts.

Hultman, speaking for Sen. Thurmond’s
office, said the senator is not now making
allegations that there was pressure from
the Carter administration to stop the probe,
as some small record manufacturers have
allegedly charged.

“If after we review the anti-trust division’s
declination letter and find no clear legal
grounds to support closure of the probe,
then that (executive pressure) is certainly
one speculation which we will explore,”
Hultman said.

Sen. Hatch and his anti-trust counselor,
Tom Parry, were unavailable for comment
at presstime.

Mansfield, and Thomas Meskill, of the U.S.
Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit,
heard Roy R. Kulesar, an independent at-
torney retained by the RIAA, argue that
Federal District Judge Thomas C. Platt's
July 25 ruling that Goody could subpoena
the contested reports as part of the pre-trial
"“discovery” process should be reversed.
Kulesar argued that Judge Platt had failed
to sufficiently define the relevancy of the
documents to the Goody case. Judge Platt
had remarked at the time, "I think you've
gotto assume thatthey aregoing to berele-
vant in this day and age.”

Kulesar told the Appeals panel that
Goody's “claim as to what the reports con-
tain is not accurate.” The Goody defense
has based its claim to the papers on
remarks made by Stanley M. Gortikov,
president of the RIAA to the convention of
the National Assn. of Recording Merchan-
disers (NARM) in Las Vegas on March 25.
During his speech, Gortikov said that
"90%" of retail outlets shopped by RIAA
anti-piracy operatives had counterfeit
product in varying amounts in their inven-
tories. In spite of subsequent affidavits filed
by Gortikov, Jules Yarnell, the RIAA’'s
special counsel on anti-piracy matters, and
Joel M. Schoenfeld, an RIAA anti-piracy
staff attorney said that Gortikov's remarks
were based on “informal” conversations
and not on the contested papers.

Key Stipulation

Judge Platt's July 25 ruling contained a
key stipulation that the names of the RIAA’s
undercover operatives and informants be
struck from the documents before they
were turned over to Goody (Cash Box, Aug.
2). Judge Mansfield indicated that this
stipulation should have satisfied the RIAA
when he told Kulesar, “You don't expose
your methods and who you are in-
vestigating, just if there are any counterfeits
there. | take it they want to establish that a
whole lot of retailers are dealing in counter-
feits. Why couldn’t that be turned over? It
would give them an idea of how many
counterfeits have been turned up by your
organization.” When Judge Mansfield went
on to suggest that the RIAA provide Goody
with a synopsis of this information, Kulesar
replied, “That would be better than Judge
Ptatt's subpoena. We want to preserve
secrecy.” The RIAA is concerned that mak-
ing the documents public would imperil
pending Federal investigations into other

alleged instances of retail dealings in coun-
terfeit product.

Surprisingly, Kulesar used none of his
allotted argument time to argue that the
documents are protected by the doctrine of
“lawyer-client privelege.” This argument,
outlined in the RIAA’s written briefs, is
based on the contention that Yarnell, who
has ultimate authority over the RIAA’s anti-
piracy investigations, is an independent at-
torney rather than an employee of the RIAA.

Responding to Kulesar's arguments,
Kenneth Holmes, one of Goody's attorneys,
told the panel that, “It sounds as though the
RIAA is asking this court to consider the
issues anew. This is not the case. The

BMI Sues Two Clubs
In Copyright Actions

NEW YORK — Broadcast Music Inc. (BMI),
the music licensing organization, has in-
stituted two actions for copyright infringe-
ment in Pennsylvania and Mississippi. Both
suits allege that copyrighted songs were
performed without authorization and in
violation of the U.S. Copyright Act.

The first action, filed in the United States
District Court, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania on
September 22, alleges that songs by the
Beatles, Tom Petty, and other artists were
performed iliegally at Red Maple Inn in
Lebanon, Pennsylvania. The action was in-
stituted against the operators of the Inn,
Johnny Schirato Builders, Inc.

The second action was filed in the United
States District Court, Biloxi, Mississippi on
September 29, and was instituted against
La Linda, Inc., doing business as La Linda
Motor Inn in Biloxi. The suit alleges that
songs by Waylon Jennings, Willie Nelson,
and other artists were illegally performed.

GO ZAPP YOURSELF — Careers in this industry rarely happen as planned. In most cases,
while traveling toward a particular artistic goal, the objective is often modified and is
shaped by the paths taken to achieve it. Though most artists must adopt to market de-
mands, like anyone offering a craft as a commodity, Warner Bros. recording outfit Zapp
have responded to the challenge of change without forsaking “the basics.” “It's all about
the song,” said Roger Troutman, a co-founder of the group, who went on to say that all
music starts with a song. The Zapp outfitis composed of Troutman with his brothers Larry,
Lester, Zapp the youngest and for whom the group is named — and friends Greg Jackson
and Bobby Glover. Of special assistance was Bootsy Collins, long-time cohort and co-
producer on the LP with Roger Troutman and the group. The group's LP has reached the
#1 spot on the Cash Box Black Contemporary LP chart. What's more, the first single from
the album, “More Bounce To The Ounce,” has dethroned Queen’s single, “Another One
Bites The Dust,” (ain't it true!) as the #1 single on the Cash Box Black Contemporary
Singles chart. But as Larry Troutman put it, “There’s a lot more to our music than ‘More
Bounce'.” The group’s album covers a number of styles with one common element in it all
— funk and electricity. Some songs expose the outfit's roots (“Coming Home") and others
its eclectic perspective ("Freedom”). Since the band began its career 10 years ago in the
Midwest, according to Larry, “we've always paid attention to what the industry said was
selling, but we made music that we believed met those demands and made us feel good
too.” Today, group braintruster, little brother Zapp, provides fresh ideas about what to-
day's youth listens to and then brother Roger goes about implementing the ideas
musically. On an upcoming tour with the likes of Cameo, LTD and the Bar-Kays, the group
will really “expose ourselves as much as we will expose other material from our album,”
said Larry T. While the group sports a distinct identity, they maintain that the unqualified
support of P-Funk patron George Clinton was instrumental in putting the band in the
driver's seat. When it comes to funk, one hand washes the other.
AIRWAVES — J.J. Johnson was recently named program director at KDAY-AM in Los
Angeles, replacing Steve Woods. Johnson was formerly PD at KFRC in San Francisco.
This marks Johnson's second term as KDAY’s PD ... Recently joining the air staff at
WTLC-FM in Indianapolis is Ray Cooper, who comes to the station from WBMX-FM in
Chicago where he was drive time announcer. Cooper has also held broadcast positions in
Dayton, New Orleans and in West Virginia.
TOUR SHUTDOWN — Island recording artist Bob Marley was forced to cancel the better
part of his 35-city fall tour due to extreme exhaustion. Marley reportedly suffered
symptoms of the ailment during the first three dates of the tour, in Boston, Providence and
two sold-out shows in New York's Madison Square Garden. Against orders from doctors,
the head Rastaman went ahead with a date in Pittsburgh instead of checking into a hospital
for tests. Following completion of the performance, Marley flew to Florida where doctors
viewed his condition and determined that rest was in order. While no specific dates have
been set, the tour will be rescheduled.
HOT CROSSOVER VINYL — The top pop singles crossover this week was “It's My Turn”
by Motown’s Diana Ross from the original soundtrack to the film /t's My Turn . . . Arista’s
Aretha Franklin's self-titled LP was the highest debut (#118 bullet) on the Cash Box Top
200 Album chart. Others making impressive starts on that chart include “14 Karat" by
Spring/Potydor recording group Fatback (#154 bullet) “Inherit The Wind” by MCA
recording artist and Crusader member Wilton Felder (#163 bullet), “Love Fantasy” by
Polydor recording artist Roy Ayers (#166 bullet) and Elektra’s Twennynine with Lenny
White (#173 bullet) . . . A&M’s Seawind deubted at #84 bullet on the Cash Box Black Con-
temporary Singles chart with the single “What Cha Doin’.” The group’s self-titled LP aiso
debuted at #63 on the Cash Box Black Contemporary Album chart.
SHORT CUTS — The Broadcast Capital Fund, Inc., Broadcap, is the new name for the
minority Investment Fund, which was founded by the National Assn. of Broadcasters
(NAB). The fund is being developed with money from private donations and was created to
assist minorities in purchasing broadcast properties. The group is trying to raise about $15
million, which it feels can be parlayed, through federal assistance programs, to almost
$300 million in usable funds . . . Bluesist B.B. King was recently the special guest of the
Neiman Foundation of Harvard University, along with author Charles Sawyer, to celebrate
the publication of the artists’ Doubleday & Company biography. “The Arrival of B.B. King"
... Final mixes on the Billy Preston Motown LP are now being applied by Hal Davis and
Arthur G. Wright. Part of the recording was done at the NSP Studios with other mixing
chores being handled at Motown/Hitsville by Russ Tarrana and Ginny Pallante . .
Recording artists Natalie Cole and Lou Rawls recently kicked off a tour pairing them
together in Las Vegas, New York, Philadelphia and dates throughout the midwest. The duo
later resumed pursuit of their solo obligations.

Minister Spreads
Gospel Music

LOS ANGELES — Bobby Groves, a Fair-
field, Ohio minister who operates his own
gospel record club, has almost single-
handedly been spreading the gospel. He
says he has recorded 42 separate albums
and has been distributing all of them to the
club’s 2,000 members, who are spread over
43 states.

Groves, a country gospel singer in his
own right, also composes most the songs
recorded.

“About every three months | mail albums
to the members,” Groves explained.

“l also keep a list of which titles each
member has bought,” he added.

“Members of the club pay $5 for records
of $6 for 8-track and cassette tapes, but
only after the product has been received by
the club member.

There is no cost to join the club, ac-
cording to Groves, members are not sent
promotional materials. Some record sales,
Groves says, are made through his church
and tent services, but he maintains that the
club is the primary sales outlet.

“A lot of people who join have heard
about the Bobby Groves Record Club from
others,” Groves commented.
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SPORTS ARENA, L.A. — Scope and vision
in music, during this epoch of artists being
more conscious of where their market is,
remains the strong suit of the new Yes,
although the musicians have parlayed their
considerable skills and imagination into
more palatable forms for their core
audience.

Guitarist Steve Howe most apparently
embodies the switch from powerful finesse
rock to finessed power rock. His play on
“Machine Messiah” was quite physical, with
an emphasis on speed and power. But
Howe applied his enlighted perspective to
the music and it continued to reflect his uni-
que style of gut and steel tickling.

Chris Squire's approach to bass playing
has always reflected personal evolution,
and in the setting of the new Yes, he offered
up a dialectic taste of the new and old
without variance from the quality he has
always employed.

Always a tasteful drummer, even Alan
White managed to ferret out energy he
previously contained and applied through
maore subtle stylings.

Horn's vocals match former Yes stalwart
Jon Anderson’s upper registers, especially
on “Does It Really Happen?” and “We Can
Fiy From Here” (a song not yet recorded),
but there is something absent in his
delivery, a feeling nearly as piercing as An-
derson’s own vocal interpretations as a
Yes-man.

Geoff Downes is a skillful young
keyboardist, and despite his considerable
slack in dramatic stage presence, his
musical contributions would be foolish to
overiook. His compositional imagination is
most deftly ad-libbed during stage perfor-
mance.

Yes concerts are always an event, and
this concert was no different, though it took
the audience a moment to accept the
familiar sound coming from a new con-
figuration, powered by fresh and new
energies. michael martinez

he Doobie Brothers

THE FORUM, L.A. — The Doobie Brothers
are one of the most successful acts in pop-
ular music today. Their follow-up to the
platinum selling “Minute By Minute” LP is
well on its way to the #1 position on the pop
charts (“One Step Closer” is at #4 bullet on
the Cash Box LP chart), but the recent show
atthe Forumi illustrated that all is not well in
Doobie land.

The concert began on an up enough
note, with Doobie leader Pat Simmons
grinding out a hot guitar solo to intro “Take
Me In Your Arms,” but as the evening un-
folded, it became all too apparent that the
septet is reaching new heights in bland
pop.

While many of Michael McDonald's
tunes like “Takin’ It To The Streets” and
“Minute By Minute"” show sparks of
greatness, the majority of his material
seemed as tame as the Vanilla AM radio it
thrives on.

Simmons is still the band’s cheerleader,
and it seems it is only his old time boogie
rock enthusiasm that separates the band
from being a major concert attraction or
just a top flight studio band.

Indeed, the band is filled with superb
musicians. John McPhee's incendiary
guitar work is stymied by the band’s banal
white rhythm and blues pop, and Cornelius
Bumpus' keyboard and sax work would
better suit a jazz band.

The band’'s new LP certainly suits the
taste of America, but it seems a rehashed
version of “Minute By Minute.” And the
crowd was only driven into true rock con-
cert frenzy during old classics like “Black
Water” and “China Grove.”

As the band stands, it is still capable of
making pop music magic, especially if it
were to use drummers Bobby LaKind and
Chet McCraken more extensively. But its
reliance on the tried and true formula of
“What A Fool Believes” and "Real Love”
make them a tired choice for current kings

propriety of the contempt order is at issue
here.” The RIAA, as a condition for its ap-
peal of the Goody subpoena, agreed to a
contempt of court citation issued by Judge
Platt. If the RIAA should lose the appeal and
fail to promptly take action to comply with
the subpoena, the organization faces a fine
of $1,000 for each day of intentional delay at
the discretion of Judge Platt.

“There has been an ample showing of
relevance.” Holmes told the Appeal Court
panel. “The documents will help us to prove
their innocence.” Holmes told the Judges
that he hoped to eventually impress upon
the trial jury that “the industry is riddled
with counterfeit merchandise.”

Judge Friendly raised a potentially
critical point when he asked Holmes to ex-
plain how the papers “will be admissible.”
Judge Platt, on more than one occasion,
has expressed doubt as to the admissibility
of the documents as trial evidence. One
issue to be resolved by the Appeals Courtis
whether or not Platt erred in granting the
subpoena as an allowable "“discovery” tac-
tic without first determining the ad-
missibility of the subpoenaed documents
astrialevidence. "l can'timagine the Judge
would allow you to introduce thousands of
documents,” Judge Friendly remarked.

Further Exchanges

When Judge Mansfield asked Holmes,
“"What good does it do you to show that they
are investigating other people?,” Holmes
replied, “Your point is well taken, There
may be material we are not interested in.”
Based on this and other,exchanges, obser-
vers close to the case speculated that the
Appeals Court panel may strike a com-
promise that falls somewhere between
allowing a subpoena with the type of scope
granted by Judge Platt and an outright
reversal of his decision.

The appeal has been responsible for an
open-ended delay in starting the Goody
trial which was originally slated to begin in
September, but now seemsllikely to start no
earlier than January. John H. Jacobs, the
Federal prosecutor who is handling the
Justice Department’s probe of counterfeit
recordings, attended the Appeals Court
hearing as an observer.

Jacobs recently won the conviction of
George Tucker, who manufactured coun-
terfeit eight-track tapes that were even-
tually sold to Goody through a middle man,
on charges of perjury and obstruction of
justice after a jury trial before Judge Plattin
the Federal District Court for the Eastern
District of New York (Cash Box, Sept. 13,
Sept. 20 and Oct. 11).

Coop Ad Support Dips
sontinued from page 13)
our stores’ name out there.

“It used to be that you could talk to
someone at the manufacturers,” Cohen
concluded. “Now you have to go through
branch managers, etc. It used to be a
people-oriented business. Now it's cold,
like they don’t care.”

One notable exception to the prevailing
thoughts on coop ads was Ben Karol, presi-
dent of the New York City-based one-stop
and retail chain. Noting that coop ad sup-
port was “way down” from last year, Karol
said, “I'm glad it's less than before be-
cause coop money is not really coop.
Coop is paid for by the dealer in an indirect
way. If | get coop, they (the labels) expect
me to cut my prices from my normal $6.99
to $5.99 or $4.99, so | end up paying for the
ads anyway.

“I personally believe that very little extra
business is generated by ads,” Karol ad-
ded. “The business is already there. You
don’t convince a consumer to buy a record
with your ad. All you do is direct the con-
sumer to the store with the lowest prices.
The decision to buy the record has already
been made. Because of that, we've in-
stituted a new policy where no prices ap-
pear in our ads, only the line ‘our everyday
low prices.” "

THEY BUST COMEDIANS DON'T THEY — Who says you can't swear on the air? it is
FCC's policy that you can't, and it lists six or seven words (where's the George Carlin
album?) that are strictly taboo for comics, jocks, records or otherwise. Right? Wrong.
Apparently, political statements made by candidates live or in a paid commercial are
protected the way diplomatic immunity protects foreign dignitaries.

“Radio stations have become less ad-
venturous in their programming deci-
sions,” he said. "By and large, they are
playing just the hits, and once these hits are
on the radio, they are remaining active for
up to six months.”

Hynes then argued that slower rotation of
music created fewer impressions on the
listener and was “one of the factors con-
tributing to a general reduction of record
sales that has afflicted the record industry.”

Another difficulty that Hynes cited as hin-
dering the breaking of a new record and a
new artist was radio fragmentation. “With
rare exception, the super Top 40 station
that can break a record or an artist in any
given market no longer exists,” he said.
“Now the record company needs signifi-
cant airplay on six or more radio stations to
create a meaningful sales pattern.”

Hynes then told the CBS Radio ex-
ecutives that “for the record company,
whose survival is directly tied to its ability to
develop new talent and create stars of the
future,” this conservative approach by
radio created obvious problems.

Addressing the controversial area of
home taping, a thorny issue that has
created a pronounced gap between the
record and radio industries, Hynes told the
radio audience that home taping off the
radio and counterfeiting combined each
year to help “siphon an estimated $700-800

Sued Over Initial

Idea For ‘Satcon I

LOS ANGELES — A suit for one million
dollars in damages has been filed by
KTIM/San Rafael PD David T. and KADI/St.
Louis PD Terry Fox, seeking an injunction
against Drake-Chenault, Inc., to prevent
the syndication company from airing the
show Satcon | the weekend of Oct. 24-26.

Satcon I is a 48-hour fantasy special that
creates the illusion of an international
hook-up with several concerts happening
in several cities, one after another.

The origin for this simulated live concert
package and the degree of authenticity ap-
pears to be the major bone of contention.

T. told Cash Box that he and Fox ap-
proached Drake-Chenault with theideaofa
simulated live concert show called The
Casual Concert, a program Fox had
originally put together and aired when he
was at KSLQ/St. Louis and later at
KMEL/San Francisco. When they were
asked to present this idea with the notion of
satellite coverage, the two, accordingtoT.,
furnished Drake-Chenault with a story
board for Con Sat One, a totally simulated
live program.

On the day the agreement was to be
signed, T. contends, Drake-Chenault
decided that the idea was not viable and
asked T. and Fox to sign a release of
everything they had presented to date,
which the two refused.

A Drake-Chenault spokesman said that
the concept was not an original one, having
been presented previously with another
syndicator's Fantasy Park radio special.
The two PDs were, according to the
spokesman, simply working on a concept
that already existed.

T. and Fox are seeking damages for theft
of an idea, lack of professional recognition
and nine months of unemployment and
contractural details that could not be
divulged.

million from the record industry.

“CBS marketing research shows that of
220 miltion Americans, 160 million have
some kind of playback equipment.” He es-
timated through this research that 20%, or
eight million people, were duplicating three
albums a year off the radio.

“Those three albums sold to those eight
million people would have generated $96
million in sales,” Hynes stated. To fully
emphasize this point with the radio ex-
ecutives, he then translated the sales figure
into a percentage that record companies
could be spending on radio advertising.

Hynes told Cash Box that presenting the
picture in this manner seemed to have a
positive effect on the owners and manage-
ment teams of CBS Radio. “They were
aware of the problem that home taping
caused, but they told me that they had no
idea of its seriousness, especially in light of
the fact that it diminished radio advertis-
ing,” Hynes said.

In concluding his speech before the CBS
Radio affiliates, Hynes said, “If we can con-
vince you in radio that it's not in your best
interests to promote and play albums on
the air in their entirety, then we've accom-
plished a major goal.

“Simply put, the record industry owes a
great deal of its success to radio,” he con-
tinued. “Radio is the single most important
vehicle to the sale of pre-recorded music.
But equally true is the fact that radio needs
a healthy record industry to insure its own
prosperity. Neither industry can flourish in
the coming years without solid support
from the other. Without you, our industry
would not be what it is. Stay with us, be
patient, and we'll continue to fill yours and
your listeners’ needs for music. A record
isn't a hit record unless it's on the radio.”

They'll take what they want — but what will
be left? What will be country music’s iden-
tity? Country music could become avant
garde by the turn of the century.”

Collie noted that a country music air per-
sonality is “one who has the ability to ac-
ceptably project his natural self to a mass of
people,” and that is what country radio is all
about — the air personality.

During the meeting, a number of the disc
jockey members requested that the CMA
move the date of Country Music Week to an
earlier time, citing the present date as the
beginning of the Arbitron sweep. Ad-
ditionally, both the disc jockeys and several
artists expressed displeasure at not having
enough time to do interviews and such, and
requested that the CMA work out a more
compatible time schedule.

Don Reid, Harold Reid, Carole Bayer Sager
and Even Stevens.

Tree Publishing Co., Inc. was the leading
publisher-award winner with 11 citations,
followed by House Of Gold Music, Inc. and
Pi-Gem Music, Inc. with six each and
Screen Gems-EMI| Music, Inc. and The
Welk Music Group with four each.

Winners of three citations were Acufi-
Rose Publications, Inc., Peso Music, Shade
Tree Music, Inc. and Unichappell Music,
Inc. Al Gallico Music Corp., Algee Music
Corp.. American Cowboy Music Co.,
Begonia Melodies, Inc., Briarpatch Music,
Careers Music, Inc., Chinnichap
Publishing, inc., Debdave Music, Inc.,
Duchess Music Corp., Hallnote Music, Hat
Band Music, Irving Music, Inc., Malkyle
Music Co. and Mullet Music Corp. each
took two citations.

Ten of the songs honored by BMI were
presented with citations marking previous
awards. A seventh-year award was presen-
ted to “Help Me Make It Through The
Night,” written by Kris Kristofferson and
published by Combine Music Corp. "“Blue
Bayou,” written by Roy Orbison and Joe
Melson, and “Then You Can Tell Me Good-
bye,” written by John D. Loudermilk, were
presented with third-year awards. Both

DJs OF THE YEAR ANNOUNCED — The announcement of the Country Music Associa-
tions’ 1980 disc jockey of the year was made Oct. 13 during the nationally televised CMA
Awards show in Nashville. The winners were: in small market category (under 50,000}, Lee
Shannon, WCCF/Punta Gorda; medium market category (50,000-500,000), Bob Cole,
KOKE/Austin; large market category (500,000 and over) Larry Scott, KRLD/Dallas. The
three were chosen through a rigorous process involving three separate baliots. In the first
ballot, some 5,000 CMA members were allowed to nominate three DJs in each category.
All those receiving five or more nominations were listed on the second ballot which was
sent to CMA members in the Radio/TV and DJ categories. The five finalists in each
category then submitted a check tape to the CMA to be judged by an anonymous panel of
broadcast industry leaders who determined the winners.

PERSONALITY PROFILE — For Diane Brennan, it didn’t take long
to get to be program director at WBAM/Montgomery, Ala. The
Montgomery native went to school for a few semesters at Auburn
with med school on her mind, when she caught radio fever and
decided to drop out. Brennan immediately found a job with
WVOK/Birmingham, where she spent a year and became music
director.

Stevens was inducted into the Georgia
Music Hall of Fame in Atlanta in late September, and last week, he was inducted into the
Nashville Songwriters Association Hall of Fame. The well-deserved inductions signify
Stevens' important contributions to the music industry. Few artists can equal his ability to
slide easily from a totally insane number like “Shriner's Convention,” to something so
poignantly thoughtful as “Everything Is Beautiful.” Once again, congratulations Ray.

Of course all the big news this week concerns the happenings about town during last
week's Country Music Week. It seems that everybody converged on Music City this year,
and those who weren't here in person were checking in via the
Country Music Association Awards Show, which garnered a hefty
34% share of the audience that evening.
