NMPA, AGAC,
RIAA To Appeal
Royalties Ruling

WASHINGTON — Any thought that the final

decision of the Copyright Royalty Tribunal

(CRT) raising the mechanical royalty rate to

four cents per song (Cash Box, Dec. 27,

1980) would hold without litigation was dis-

pelled last month when petitions for review

were filed by all parties in the federal ap-

peals courts.

The National Music Publishers Assn.

(NMPA) filed its notice of appeal in the

Second Circuit Court of Appeals in New
York. The NMPA felt the July 1, 1981 effec-

tive date for the new royalty fee was too late;

that it should be earlier — presumably Jan.

1, 1981. Late last month, the American
Guild of Authors and Composers (AGAC)
also filed its petition for review in the same
court. AGAC, however, made no comments
on the basis for its appeal.

The Recording Industry Assn, of

America (RIAA) filed its appeal in the Dis-

trict of Columbia Circuit Court in

Washington earlier in the month, but also

made no mention of what elements of the

final decision it objected to. The recording

industry, however, maintained throughout

the almost year-long proceedings before

the CRT that any increase in mechanical

royalties would be opposed vigorously.

Although the CRT made its decision

known Dec. 19, 1980, the official announce-
ment was scheduled to be published in the

Federal Register on Jan. 2, 1981. The CRT
decision, voted by four of the five com-
missioners, increased the mechanical
royalty fee from 2.75 cents per song, or

one-half cent per minute to four cents per

song or three-quarters cents per minute,

effective July 1 this year. The CRT also

proposed that adjustments be made each
year based on the changes in the average
suggested list price of albums or tapes in

the 12-month period ending Oct. 31, 1981

and annually thereafter. The average listed

price, the CRT said, would be determined
from surveys and/or studies. CRT said also

it would consider any comments or studies

record sales for Christmas week were up
slightly over last year. Spurred on by the

abundance of hit product, a sales surge in

the wake of the death of John Lennon and
the predictable last minute Christmas rush,

retailers cited sales increases of 1 0-30%
over the same period last year.

Kenny Rogers' “Greatest Hits,” Barbra

Streisand’s “Guilty,” Stevie Wonder’s “Hot-

ter Than July,” John Lennon and Yoko
Ono’s “Double Fantasy,” AC/DC’s “Back In

Black” and a plethora of other blockbuster

releases were the chief reasons for the ac-

celerated store traffic.

While unit sales were up slightly, the up-

ward trend in revenues was also aided by

the increased cost of albums over last year,

as retailers generally upped their shelf

prices to anywhere from 20 cents to one
dollar since Christmas in 1979.

In addition, with the increased volume of

such accessory items as blank tape, tape

cases and recorfl cleaners — estimated by

some retailers to be nearly 25% ahead of

last year — supporting rising record
revenues and the strong array of product

released for the holiday season, retailers

expressed confident optimism for early

1981.

Record Bar Up
“It was a great Christmas,” said Ed Ber-

son of the 10-1- -store Record Bar chain

based in Durham, N.C. “We were 16% up
over last year. Christmas fell on a Tuesday
last year, so that left us with three more
shopping days and a bunch of plus
business this year.

“The Lennon death, tragic as it was, got

people thinking records, and the strong

product kept business up. As long as the

flow of hit product continues, we’re staying

optimistic for the future.”

•Echoing Berson’s sentiment of optimism

for 1981 was Mark Silverman, principal of

the 19-store, Washington, D.C. -based
Waxie Maxie chain. “We were up over last

year by 30% and well ahead of our specula-

tions,” said Silverman. “We’re hopeful that

the strong product will continue in ’81. in

any event, the sales momentum will act as a

buffer into the first part of the year.”

More wary of 1981 was Ben Karol, presi-

dent of the King Karol one-stop and retail

chain in New York, who experienced one of

the strongest Christmas sales seasons of

any retailer in the country.

Less Competition

“We were 50% ahead of iast year,” said

Karol, “and the #1 reason was because the

death of John Lennon translated into sales

a full two weeks before Christmas and
stayed strong until after the holiday. There

was aiso a lot less competition in the New
York market, as well, with Korvettes gone
and Goodys at limited inventory.”

“But, the record business is too flukey to

get too optimistic about the future,” he con-

tinued. "A record usualiy seils for 60 or 90

days and then dies out. You have to have a

steady supply of new and meaningful

product, otherwise the market dries up real

quick.”

“Records are still the best consumer
value in the entertainment market,” added
Jason Shapiro of the Pittsburgh-based

National Record Mart chain. “No other

product can say that it is cheaper than it

was in 1 950. Take into consideration that 30

years ago, records sold for $3.98 and were
only 20 minutes long. They are twice as long

now with better fidelity. So in reality, they’re

a better buy,”

Prices Are Reasonable

Agreeing with Shapiro was Alan Levin-

son, head buyer of the Turtles chain in

Atlanta. “The price of a record is simply

convenient for the Christmas shopper,” ex-

plained Levinson, “It’s easy on the pocket-

a breach of contract suit against Hagar last

Oct. 17.

Capitol contends in the suit that Hagar,

whose 1975 two-year, with a three year op-

tion, contract expires during January 1981,

still owes the company product.

One week following the Marin County fil-

ing, attorneys representing Hagar’s Steady

State, Inc., for which he acts as president,

filed a breach of contract suit in Los

Angeles Superior Court charging that

Capitol failed to provide tour support and

did not follow through on contract provi-

sions that called for promotion considera-

tions.

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Videodisc Units Seiiing Weii
In Spite Of Software Ills

NEW YORK — Videodisc piayers proved to

be a success at retail during the Christmas

selling season. Dealers carrying the

Pioneer and Magnavox laser-technology

videodisc systems reported that sales

matched or exceeded their expectations,

and they indicated that consumer interest

in the new product is growing steadily.

However, most of the retailers interviewed

by Cash Box were critical of recurring

quality control and supply problems with

the laser-read videodisc software. Pointing

to 50% defective disc rates in some cases,

as well as serious gaps in software
availability, the retailers noted that con-

sumer demand for the players could be un-

dermined if these problems are not solved

swiftly.

The dealers were generally enthusiastic

about the initial consumer reaction to the

videodisc players. “I think that sales are

probably a little better than we expected,”

said John Furolong, divisional merchan-
dise manager for the Brooklyn-based
Abraham & Straus department store chain.

Although company policy prevented him
from disclosing sales figures for the

videodisc units, Furlong said those 1 1 of the

store’s 12 outlets carrying videodisc

Federal Mediator
To Pass On AFM’s
Bid To Producers
LOS ANGELES — A representative of the

federal Mediation and Conciliation Service

(MCS) was scheduled Monday (Jan. 5) to

present film producers a set of responses
and proposals from the American Federa-

tion of Musicians (AFM) in the latest efforts

to quell the five-month old strike.

Federal mediator Phyllis Cayse said after

her meeting with the producers she would
have a clearer idea of how far the disparate

groups stand from settling on a commercial
television and home video product
residuals contract.

Both Cayse and AFM president Victor

Fuentealba declined to comment on what
new union settlement “concepts” were in-

cluded in the package to be presented to

producers, but Fuentealba did say there

have been some "concessions from the un-

ion's settlement position.”

In other developments, the union drop-

ped its unfair labor practices claim with the

National Labor Relations Board (NLRB)
that was filed shortly after talks between the

union and management ceased last Cct.

29. Fuentealba initially announced that

management had dropped its refusal-to-

bargain claim against the union, which was
also brought before the NLRB. But NLRB
officials confirmed last week that the claim

was still before the board, resulting in Fuen-
tealba publicly admitting the error.

hardware are "re-ordering constantly.”

Paul Cruise, video consultant for the

nine-story Crazy Eddie chain here, said his

company “sold out” of videodisc players.

Dennis Miranda, a supervisor at the five-

store Stereo Magic chain in Rockland
County, N.Y., said, "I have a very hard time

keeping the videodisc players in stock.”

Buddy Corn, the owner of Bryce Audio in

Manhattan, said videodisc player sales

"seem to be taking off a little more than I an-

ticipated.” Corn added that he sold “bet-

ween 30 and 50” of the Pioneer Laserdisc

systems.

Defectives Problem
Although the retailers reported very few

consumer complaints about hardware per-

formance, they said crucial defects con-

tinue to plague the videodiscs, which are

manufactured by Discovision Assoc., a

joint venture between MCA and IBM in Car-

son, Calif.

“The software is just not up to par yet,”

said Miranda, who reported a “tremen-

dously high return rate” of 50% on the

videodiscs. “There are a lot of problems
with the software,” said Cruise, who noted

that the most frequent customer com-
plaints involved poor picture quality or mis-

packaged product. Dave Froelich,
manager of J&R MusicWorld in Manhattan,

said, “very poor quality control and un-

availability of videodiscs” had been a major

problem at his store.

Larry Coulter, operations manager and
video buyer for Father’s & Sun’s, a key sub-

distributor based in Indianapolis and the

first non-hardware dealer to enter the

videodisc business (Cash Box, Cct. 18),

said there were “two different types” of

defective videodiscs. According to Coulter,

whose company formed an alliance with the

Hi-Fi Buys audio chain in order to get a

videodisc software franchise, customers
are “living with” discs that produce a

“scratchy, fuzzy picture.” Coulter added,

however, that those discs bedeviled by a

“frame-stop” fault that prevents the disc

from playing beyond the defective point,

“are the ones that people won’t keep.”

Like most of the dealers interviewed.

Coulter said videodisc quality problems
were exacerbated by an unrealiable back-

up supply situation. “MCA Distributing was

Yarbroughs Peoples
Cavin Yarbrough and Alisa Peoples grew

up singing together, hoping to be
“discovered.” Now, with their debut Mer-
cury album, "The Two Of Us,” moving up
the top of the albums chart and the single,

“Don’t Stop The Music,” firmly lodged in the

B/C Top 20, the duo’s dream have begun to

come true. “We didn’t expect the success
we’re having,” said Yarbrough. ”We
believed in our producer, LonnieSimmons,
and in our songs, but we didn’t know how
we’d be accepted. We just put it out and
hoped.”

Yarbrough and Peoples are not only

singers but musicians and songwriters,

having penned (in collaboration with Sim-
mons and co-producer Jonah Ellis) over
half the album’s songs, including the hit

single, and contributing keyboards, syn-

thesizer and percussion, too.

The duo first met as young piano stu-

dents in Dallas and soon were singing leads

in the same church choir. Both named
Gladys Knight, Stevie Wonder and Donny
Hathaway as influences, although Yar-
brough insists, “I listen to everything —
country, pop. Gospel, R&B, all forms of

music, even a guy singing on the street.”

Yarbrough gained early performing ex-

perience with a local band. Grand Theft,

with whom Peoples occasionally perfor-

med. During this time, he met the Wilson
brothers (pre-Gap Band) and toured with

Leon Russell and Mary McCrary. Yar-
brough now says of those days, ”1 learned

lessons about communicating with an
audience that I never could have learned in

school.”

In 1977, Yarbrough and Peoples formed
a group and were discovered playing the
Dallas club circuit by the Gap Band, which
led to a move to L.A. "Charlie Pride used to

come see us play,” Peoples recalled, “and
when we’d get discouraged, he’d tell us to

keep writing and singing and that it would
eventually happen for us.”

Both singers name producer Lonnie
Simmons as "the mastermind” behind the

album’s successful blending of R&B and
pop styles. Simmons noted that ”my main
contribution to production is that I spend a
lot of time listening to the kinds of music
that’s getting over in the clubs I own in L.A.

— Max 151 of Beverly Hills and the Total
Experience — and I try to know what’s hap-
pening now and what’s going to be happen-
ing musically in the next few months.”

“The Two Of Us” runs the gamut from
late-night ballads to all-out dance floor

assaults, for, as Yarbrough said, “Our
music has no one particular direction — it

comes as we feel it. We try to project a un-
iversal message through the music, a good
feeling, good dance rhythms and lay a
message in there, mostly love and belief in

yourself, and, of course, don’t stop the
music!”

Yarbrough and Peoples have just com-
pleted a video promotion film and are plan-
ning to put together a band, “mostly people
we know from Dallas,” for live appearances
both in the U.S. and Europe in the Spring.
The duo has also contributed material to an
upcoming album by Goodie, as well as
writing songs for its next album.

The Tremblers
“I don’t believe in regurgitating music,”

says a still boyish Peter Noone, ex-Herman
of Herman’s Hermits and current leader of

Johnston Records group The Tremblers.
“The fabulous ’60s? The ’80s are going to

be much more exciting.”

Still bristling with a manic, mischievous
energy, Noone (who rivals Dick Clark for

the title of rock ’n’ roll’s Dorian Gray) came
out of self-imposed retirement in southern
France and journeyed forth to Los Angeles
with the dream of starting another band in

1 978. It wasn’t quite as easy as it may sound
since the spectre of the Hermits, ’60s British

pop darlings and a group which sold some
51 million LPs during its career, continued
to loom over Noone’s head. But inspired by
the new rock bands he caught in L.A. during

his visit there, he was determined to make
his mark once again.

The result of Noone’s efforts over the

past two years is an album, “Twice Nightly,”

that reflects a decided shift from the sugary
sweetness of the Hermits’ “Mrs. Brown”
into a gutsy pop/rock stance. All of the cuts

are originals, with the exception of a revved
up cover of Elvis Costello’s “Green Shirt,”

and it’s definitely a group project ... no star

grandstanding for Noone.
“I didn’t want to use my name in the

group’s name,” stresses Noone. “That was
the whole point of starting a band. Everyone
has a piece of the record so it all works out.

As for Herman’s Hermits, the only thing

that’s good for anymore is the name gets
my foot in the door for interviews and radio

shows.”

However, Noone, who was born in the

English “little working class village” of Davy
Hulme, does not shy away from talking

about his past or the band which brought
him wealth and international stardom.

Noone cut his first record with the Her-
mits at 15, which promptly took him on a
career that would keep the teenager on the

road for seven years.

He was 17 by the time the Hermits made
their first movie. Hold On, from a script that

he now says was "ridiculous.” But they were
still “kids,” as he puts it, travelling to exotic

places like Japan to give concerts to

“hordes of screaming little girls.” After ex-

periencing his own sort of Beatlemania for

several years, Noone tired of the road and
packed it in to live quietly with his wife in a

house near Cannes. Not quite content to

live off his lucrative investments, Noone
began getting together with “local freaks”

in the mid-’70s, jamming on old Chuck
Berry numbers in a custom designed
rehearsal hall. He knew he had caught the

performing bug again.

While in the U.S. two years ago, Noone
looked up keyboardist Gregg Inhoffer, who
he remembered from a ’60s psychedelic

band called Pepper Fog and who played on
Dylan’s “Blood On The Tracks” LP. The
next recruit for the band was lead-guitarist

Geo Connor, a “rock ’n’ roll survivor” in L.A.

who worked with Tonio K., Dyan Diamond,
Jamie Sheriff, The Bulls and other local

groups. Drummer Robert Williams was
recommended by Stan Lynch of Tom
Petty’s Heartbreakers. Bassist Randy Rice

was added later.

Record Retailers
Began To Support
Gun Control Push
LOS ANGELES — in the aftermath of the

shooting death of John Lennon Dec. 8,

handgun control organizations around the

country continue to gain support from
private citizens and business organiza-

tions, including record retailers, in their ef-

forts to back formal regional and national

gun control legislation. Charles Orasin, ex-

ecutive vice president of Handgun Control

Inc. in Washington, D.C., said the citizens’

lobby group is presently initiating a“major”
direct mail campaign to heighten public

awareness of the group’s activities; while in

California, the Southern California Coali-

tion for Handgun Control is in the process

of planning a “recruiting drive” for 1981. A
“campaign kickoff” meeting is scheduled

for Jan. 8.

“The response has not dissipated at all,

at this point,” said Handgun Control’s

Orasin. “We’re still sorting through the

thousands and thousands of letters and
donations which keep pouring in here daily,

and we have lots of different programs on
the board for the new year, the most im-

mediate being our direct mail campaign.
Most of the donations we’ve been receiving

have specifically been noted as tributes in

memory of John Lennon.”

Orasin further stated that what is

necessary now is for citizens and “all in-

terested groups” to help “sustain the

momentum” for a handgun control legisla-

tion push in the wake of the Lennon
shooting.

Joy Dell, representative of the Southern
California Coalition for Handgun Control,

said the group has been working for “a

realistic gun control law for several years,”

but at a meeting Dec. 10, group organizers

decided to earmark 1981 as “the year to

recruit more members, find a way to attract

enough money and gain influence to mount
a successful initiative campaign.” If

necessary, she further noted, the group will

hire an outside agency to run the campaign.

Recording industry related efforts to

support handgun control legislation have

included a number of smaller retailers tak-

ing out advertisements in local newspapers
urging area residents to write to gun control

lobbies or local legislators. Herb Sherman,
owner of the Record Cove in Monterey,

Calif., took out an ad in the Dec. 16 edition

of the Monterey Peninsula Herald stating

that the store “will donate one dollar for

each John Lennon album or tape sold to

further gun control legislation.” The ad

featured a mini of Lennon and Yoko Ono’s
“Double Fantasy” LP and a quote from the

Lennon song “Give Peace A Chance.”

FBI Milwaukee Raids
Hit Four Big Pirates
NEW YORK — Illegally manufactured IPs,

audio and video cassettes, eight-track

tapes and related mastering and manufac-

turing equipment, with an estimated value

of more than $2 million, were confiscated in

Milwaukee by agents of the Federal Bureau

of Investigation (FBI) on Dec. 20.

Coordinated raids were made by FBI

agents at Acoustic Media Recording Ser-

vice, Sunrise Distributors, Seven Mile Flair

and Rummage-O-Rama. The busts stem-

med from an ongoing FBI investigation into

tape piracy activities in the Milwaukee area.

Seized in the raids were 200 masters on

cassettes; 1,522 assorted finished bogus
IPs, cassettes and eight-tracks; 905 blank

cassettes; several hundred thousand coun-
terfeit cassette labels; two high-speed,

professional cassette duplicators; a new
shrink tunnel and L-sealer; and assorted

other equipment.

At Sunrise Distributors, agents con-
fiscated some 20 Betamax videocassettes

of iilegally duplicated movies, inciuding

Star Wars and The Empire Strikes Back.

Details on the pirated video product were
conveyed to the Motion Picture Assn, of

America (MPAA) by the anti-piracy in-

telligence unit of the Recording Industry

Assn, of America (RIAA).

According to case agent Eric Kruss, no
arrests have yet been made in connection

with the Milwaukee raids, but the investiga-

tion is continuing.

Third Quarter Sales Up
For Schwartz Brothers
NEW YORK — Schwartz Brothers, Inc.

reported sales of $8,328,146 for the third

quarter ended Oct. 31, 1980, up 8.4% from

$7,680,224 for the third quarter 1979, ac-

cording to James Schwartz, president.

Nine-month sales also rose 5.8% to $22,-

234,906 from $21,011,454 for the 1979

period.

After a federal income tax credit of $63,-

463, a net loss of $63,463, or eight cents per

share, was reported for the quarter, down
sharply from the $188,505, or 23 cents per

share, loss for the same period in 1979. The
nine-month net loss was $433,953, com-
pared with a loss of $383,753 a year earlier.

Schwartz Brothers, Inc. is a wholesaler

and, through its Harmony Hut subsidiary, a

retailer of records and tapes. The company
recently announced the formation of a new
division. SBI Video, to distribute pre-

recorded home video tapes, blank video

cassettes, accessories and tape storage

furniture. Sales of approximately $31

million are projected for the coming year.

Six Arrested In RCA
Cassette Theft Plot
NEW YORK — Six arrests have been made
and at least 10 more are expected as a

result of an investigation into an alleged

million dollar cassette tape theft ring in RCA
Record's East Indianapolis, Ind. warehouse

and distribution center.

Police made the arrests Dec. 5, following

eight months of investigation. Among those

arrested were four present and one former

warehouse employee, although police say

the evidence points to two separate theft

operations. Large quantities of stolen tapes

are alleged to have been shipped to

Chicago, Michigan and Florida.

Estimated Losses

Police speculate that RCA incurred dou-

ble losses on the goods through stolen

tapes being repurchased by RCA as unsold

goods. Estimates placed the monthly loss

through theft at $30,000-$50,000 worth of

tapes.

Approximately 3,000 cassette tapes and

100 8-tracks were recovered during the re-

cent arrests.

Unlike many of the soul revivalists who

are crafting their comebacks with pick-up and throw-together bands. Brown has been
recording and touring non-stop with his four horn, two-drum rhythm section enduring

soul’s bleakest hour: the disco years. Which is not to say that Brown hadn’t been a

casualty. In the '70s most of Brown’s funk innovations were taken, extended, and
modernized by Brown’s ex-bassist Bootsy Collins, and Collins’ new guru and head
funkateer George Clinton. Brown, too, was not unscathed by the cataclysmic changes
in '70s music. Live, his performances were less inspired, and vitiated by his misplaced

overtures to Las Vegas style. His records, as well, suffered from a strained attempt at

reconciling his funk with the different demands of disco. The strongly opinionated

Brown is not hesitant to admit that he now travels the comeback trail. "It was a mistake

to do the disco thing,” he reflects. “But people now realize that soul music has

something that disco couldn’t capture. And while I love Brad Shapiro (who produced
Brown’s last Polydor LP, "It’s Too Funky In Here”, the first time Brown had eschewed
producing himself) his work with me proved one thing — that James Brown must
produce himself.” Brown is also sensitive to what he perceives as “a whole network of

young people who want to see James Brown come back.” This has been spearheaded
by spunky roots-rock indie Solid Smoke which has taken exceptional care with the

reissue and promotion of Brown’s legendary live recording at Harlem’s Apollo Theatre

in 1962; in fact, the LP, retitled “Live And Lowdown At the Apollo,” even enjoyed a brief

resurgence of chart activity. Brown is keenly aware of the demands of his renewed ac-

ceptance. He’s reassembled his backup vocal group, the Famous Flames, and has

given more vocal time to original flame Bobby Byrd, who can lean into a mike like no
one else; when he and Brown duet on "Soul Power,” there are few duos, including Sam
and Dave, who can match them. He’s also reactivating some of the Flames wilder stage

routines complete with leaps and splits, and not least, he is having new capes made up
for the first time in ten years. Ever the sharp businessman. Brown is also using his

regenerated cult success to goose the mainstream of the biz. Prior to renegotiating with

Polydor, word has it that Brown took extra material from some recent sessions to his old

friend Henry Stone at TK, whose release has also increased interest in JB. “Solid

Smoke and TK are in the record business,” says Brown. “Polydor is in the distribution

business.” With all this activity. Brown is keeping still more irons in the fire. He plans to

cut a gospel album, possibly with The Swanee Quintet, and may do a tribute record to

his old R&B favorites like Charles Brown. Would Brown pursue the rap-record style he

flirted with on his recent "Rapp Payback” cutforTK? "No,” he says firmly. “Why should I

get on a bandwagon I started years ago? Whatever anybody else is doing, that’s what I

don’t want to do.”

out with saxophonists Sonny Stitt and
Dexter Gordon, trumpeter Woody Shaw,
guitarist Kenny Burrell and pianist Red
Garland. Meanwhile, revelers in New York
seeking their music in the flesh had their

hands full trying to decide who to hear.

Gillespie, making a rare small club ap-

pearance at Fat Tuesday's, James Moody
at Palsson’s, and a double bill of Betty

Carter and The Heath Brothers at the Bot-

tom Line.

BIG BEN BLQWS AGAIN — Ben Webster, tenor man extraordinaire, will be the subject of

a 102-hour radio festival on WKCR-FM in New York. The station, which in the past has
presented marathon profiles of Miles Davis, Roy Eldridge, John Coltrane, Sonny Rollins,

Qscar Pettiford, Louis Armstrong, Teddy Wilson, Thelonious Monk and others, chose
Webster as a profile subject because of the saxophonist’s diverse recording career, uni-

que style and broad influence. Making his mark with the territory bands of the southwest,

Webster’s early work with people like Fletcher Henderson, Lionel Hampton, Benny Carter,

and Stuff Smith preceded his prominence as a soloist with the Ellington Qrchestra from

1939-43, and again in 1948. He spent much of the fifties touring with Norman Granz’s Jazz

At the Philharmonic groups, and working with his own small groups. In the early sixties,

Webster migrated to Europe where he worked and recorded steadily until his death in

1972. From his first recordings to his last, Webster was an artist constantly developing and
expanding his music, and the wealth of quality recordings he left offers a cross-section of

many of the trends and periods of jazz. The festival broadcast will begin on Jan. 11, and
conclude on Jan. 15. Despite the amount of work in researching, gathering, and chronicl-

ing this much music, WKCR is already planning future festivals to focus on Max Roach and
Steve Lacy.

PIANQ SUMMITS — Columbia Records is sponsoring two concerts to spotlight the

keyboard artists on its labels. Entitled “One Night Stand: An Evening of All Stars,” concerts

featuring Herbie Hancock, Rodney Franklin, George Duke, and Charies Eariand, perfor-

ming with Ron Carter, Eari Kiugh, Noei Pointer, Staniey Clarke, Hubert Laws, Bobby
Hutcherson, Buddy Williams, Manoio Badrena, and Arthur Biythe will be held at the

Dorothy Chandler Pavilion in Los Angeles on Jan. 12, and at Carnegie Hall in New York on

Jan. 20.

BETTY CARTER MINI INTERVIEW — In a recent interview with Cash Box, the superb
vocalist, Betty Carter, discussed her feelings and some of the reasons she began Bet-Car,

her own record label which has been marketed out of her home in Brooklyn since the first

half of the seventies: “It was a tug of war for me with the big labels, because I'm afraid they

really didn’t know what to do with me. They got excited when I did the album in '61 with Ray
Charles. They figured ‘Oh boy! She's gonna go big!' But you're never big when you do it

with somebody, it’s never like doing it yourself. In those days, commercial radio stations

were only playing records that were three minutes long, and every tune on the Ray Charles
LP was five, six, eight minutes long. So you knew it was never gonna get any commercial
airplay, only on late night FM jazz programs. I knew I wasn't ready for what they wanted. I

can’t be commercial, because conservative is just not my stick and I've gotta be me. I'd

have to search for something, patch something, really think commercial, which would
change my whole lifestyle. I understand the record companies, that it's all about money.
And I understand that I’m really not that commercial person who's gonna make them a

whole bunch of money. But in the fifties we did have record companies that would record
artists because they were potentially good. And some artists grew up on record labels: Art

Blakey, Horace Silver, Miles Davis, those kids grew up on Prestige and Blue Note." As an
owner of a small independent label, does Carter feel any increased interest from the major
labels for acts that can be inexpensively produced and and return a small but consistent

profit? "They’re realizing that only now," opines the singer, "because they're in such dire

straights. With the kind of money record companies were making overnight, there was no
way you could tell a record company that they didn't know what they were doing, that they
were gonna get into the position they’re in today." Carter's own record company, Bet-Car,
can be reached at 1 1 7 St. Felix St., Brooklyn, N.Y. 11217, and its most recent release, "The
Audience With Betty Carter” is well worth checking out. goodman

POINTS WEST
Federal Court Denies
Tape Pirate’s Appeal
NEW YORK — A Federal judge recently re-

jected an effort by convicted tape pirate

David Heilman to overturn a judgement for

more than $6 million against him on the

grounds that Grand Jury secrecy rules

were violated during his trial by a local court

In Milwaukee.

Heilman alleged in his suit that the plain-

tiffs in his case, Mercury vs. E-C Tape, had

been involved in a disclosure of Grand Jury

documents in violation of section 6(e) of the

Federal Rules of Criminal Procedure.

Heilman charged the Department of

Justice, Ron Piette and Rick Florsheim (at-

torneys for the plaintiff record companies in

the action) with alleged misuse of Grand
Jury materials. He sought dissolution of the

Grand Jury, disclosure of all Grand Jury

minutes and transcripts, imposition of con-

tempt citations against the Justice Depart-

ment and the lawyers, and a temporary

restraining order enjoining the release or

use of any documents which had been sub-

mitted to the New York County Grand Jury

of November 1978.

But Federal Judge Pierre Leval of the

U.S. District Court for the southern district

of New York denied Heilman’s motion on
Dec. 10, holding that "none of the policies

which underlie Grand Jury secrecy were
implicated” by disclosure of the documents
in question.

In the Mercury vs. E-C Tape action.

Judge Michael Barron of the Milwaukee
County Circuit Court handed down an am-
mended compensatory and punitive

damage award of $6,740,728 against E-C
Tape and Heilman on March 6, 1980. The
court also held that the plaintiff recording

companies were entitled to a permanent in-

junction against Heilman and his company.

Heilman has also been convicted and
sentenced to six months in jail with a sub-

stantial fine by the U.S. District Court in

Chicago following a trial on charges of

copyright infringement.

Irving Spice Dies
NEW YORK — Violinist Irving Spice, a

leading session player for over 30 years,

died at St. Clare’s Hospital in Manhattan on
Christmas Day. He was 65 years old.

Spice headed a group known as the

Spice Strings. He played on literally hun-
dreds of hit records, and in recent years

was a sought after string player for disco

sessions.

Spice had no surviving relatives.

Appeals Court Orders
Hearing On Sony Suit
LOS ANGELES — An expedited hearing

was ordered last week by the United States

Court of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit in the

lawsuit brought by MCA/Universal Studios

and Walt Disney Prod, against Sony Corp.

over the legal issues concerning off-the-air

videotaping. With the expedited hearing

now set for Feb. 6, a decision is expected to

be handed down within a matter of months.

Federal Judge Warren J. Ferguson had
previously denied all requests for injunctive

relief and damages made by MCA/Univer-
sal and Disney in their suit, which
challenged the sale and use of Sony’s

Betamax videotape recorder, Oct. 2, 1979
(Cash Box, Oct. 13, 1979). MCA/Universal
and Disney attorney Stephen Kroft im-

mediately appealed the decision, but the

hearing itself was expected to be delayed

for another one to two years.

The lawsuit was originally filed in Novem-
ber 1976, when MCA/Universal and Disney

charged that off-the-air videotaping of their

copyrighted motion pictures violated U.S.

copyright laws.

In doing so, the choice is

between motor carrier or UPS, and the

Guide provides instructions allowing selec-

tion of the most economical transportation.

The supplement and the original edition

LENNON DISMEMBERED — Even before the world has had a chance to dry its tears

over the death of the most beloved Beetle, the presses of crass commercialism have
rolled. And while the streets will be deluged with no less than eight books on John Len-
non in the next few months, two instant novels have already reached bookstore shelves.

Let’s hope that the other paperback books aren't of the same low caliber as Bantam
books’ Strawberry Fields Forever: John Lennon Remembered. Coming barely 12 days
after the ten-minute silent vigil to commemorate Lennon’s death, Strawberry Fields

represents a new low in “cut up and paste together magazine and newspaper articles”

journalism. The Vic Garbarini, Brian Cullman and Barbara Graustark biography is not

only filled with presumptions, typos and factual inaccuracies, but seems wholly a pan-
der to the death market. The book’s only saving grace is the republication of

Graustark’s entire A/ewsweek magazine interview with John and Yoko, which took place
while the two were recording “Double Fantasy” earlier this year. We’re also fearful that

the just shipped Manor Books’ John Lennon: Death Of A Dream is yet another flimsy

homage to the musical genius. The book’s text is written by George Capozi Jr., whose
main qualification for the job was that he wrote the instant book on confessed "Son Of
Sam” killer David Berkowitz. Even tackier than the instant biography is the knowledge
that Manor decided to publish its book at 4 a.m. Dec. 9, not 6'/2 hours after Lennon was
shot. And while the slapdash biographies and the morgue picture on the cover of a re-

cent National Enquirer are beyond bad taste, we were pleased to see that Rolling Stone
magazine paid its respects to the Walrus with reverence. Readers might be taken aback
a bit by the cover of the Jan. 22 edition, but after observing the inside explanation see-
ing Annie Leibovitz photos and reading introspective articles by Messrs. Marcus,
Flippo, Cott and Marsh one can only tip their hat to the rock publication.

A LOVE HATE RELATiONSHiP — The Cash Box staff was more than pleased to

receive a visit from Wendy Orleans
Williams and The Plasmatics last week.
The famed New York shock rockers

stopped by to chat after a triumphant

show at the Santa Monica Civic, and
Wendy 0. proudly displayed her new
black and white Mohawk fiaircut. “Now
people will stop mistaking me for

Suzanne Sommers and Deborah
Harry,” giggled Williams. The buxom
punkette also had time to tell us that the

practice of covering her breasts only

with electricians tape during the bands
stage show was her attempt at rock ‘n’

roll equality. “Men like Jim Morrison

and Iggy Pop were overtly sexy and its

my job to show that women can have
their fun too.” The conversation was not

always so lighthearted, however, as
Williams got quite serious when talking

about the band’s essence. “We’re about release,” explained the porno bar star turned

singer. “And we feel that when the kids see us destroy a Cadillac, cut up furniture with a

chainsaw and shoot off a shotgun they find release instead of holding all their frustra-

tion and anger in.” And although the band’s nihilistic punk sound will never win

any awards for musicianship or inventiveness, they’re explosive stage show just might.

“Our acts of violence against Cadillacs and furniture are a love hate thing,” offered

Williams. “People work all their lives to obtain these objects so they love them and hate

them at the same time. We’re there to vent that frustration.” On tour for the next eight

weeks, the band is finding that they have an audience outside of ultra-hip New York as

well. “New York is such a real town with its derilects and bag ladies,” said Williams. “We
couldn’t have formed any place but there. But L.A., which is supposed to be so
mellowed out, went crazy for us — and we even have a fan club in Minneapolis. People
all around the country seem to be hungry for our type of show.” The mohawk coiffed

band, which is said to be label shopping, will be promoting its recently released Stiff LP
“New Hope For The Wretched” on ABC-TV’s Fridays Jan. 16. “We’re hoping to give TV
addicts a little release,” added Williams.

THE SIMPLE SONG OF HARDIN — Tim Hardin, folk-great who composed such
classic songs as “If I Were A Carpenter,” and “Reason To Believe,” was found dead of

an apparent heart attack in his Hollywood apartment Dec. 30. The 39-year-old singer

songwriter’s death comes as a major shock to the folk rock community as his song
themes and jazz-blues inflected style was a great influence on many of today’s top

songwriters, including Bob Dylan. Hardin was born in Eugene, Ore. and is a direct

descendant of legendary outlaw John Wesley Hardin.

For Injunction In Hagar Case

Engel, who is representing Hagar, said that

perhaps the key factor leading to the

judge’s decision was evidence entered on
Hagar’s behalf that indicated there was a

strong possibility Hagar’s claim that Capitol

had not supplied the foreign tour support
would hold up during trial.

He said there was a strong “likelihood of

success” for Hagar to obtain legal relief in

his breach of contract suit.

Engel also said the public policy justifica-

tion employed by Judge McGuire referred

to reasoning that it was “unfairto grant such
an injunction after the duration of the con-

tract.”

Agreeing that it appeared the judge
based his decision in part on the likelihood

of Hagar succeeding in his legal action. Bob
O’Neill, head of Capitol’s legal department,

said the injunction denial “does not mean
that the end result (after a trial) will not be
different.”

“Obviously it would have been nice to win

in the injunction hearing, but not getting the

injunction does not mean we can’t win our

case,” O’Neill said.

Substantial Import
Engel said the case was precedent

setting because it could have substantial
import to recording artists in their future
dealings with labels, and other performers,
and because it recognized the value of the
Olivia Newton-John case against MCA.

O'Neill said that Capitol lawyers haven’t
yet decided on a plan of action and are still

viewing alternatives. He said that lawyers
for the company may be prepared next
week to continue with the pending court
cases.

Engel and O’Neill concurred that even if

Hagar were to lose the pending court bat-

tles, Capitol would most likely opt for cash
compensation settlement, rather than try-

ing to force Hagar to deliver additional

product to the label.

“You know, it gets hard to make an artist

produce when they don't want to,' O’Neill

said.

Average
wholesale price, CRT noted, is to mean the

highest price at which an album or tape is

normally available for sale by the record

manufacturer to non-affiliated, regular

customers based on average per unit price

of 100 or more albums shipped for resale.

Both Leonard Feist, president of NMPA,
and Alvin Deutsch, attorney for AGAC, ex-

pressed a degree of satisfaction at the CRT
ruling when it was announced last month.
Feist remarked: “We believe that this ad-
justment is fully justified by the record . .

."

“The four cents floor recognizes that

songwriters are an individual group.’’

Deutsch added.
Earlier, Stanley Gortikov, president of

RIAA, had termed the CRT decision “un-

We had dramatic
success with video games by Atari, Mattel,

Entex and the hand-held Coleco games.”

AT IT AGAIN — The Federal Communication Commission (FCC) supported proposal

to reduce spacing on the AM band from 10 to nine kHz and thereby make it possible for

the addition of hundreds of new stations in this country, received little support in data

contained in the economic and engineering reports submitted to the FCC by the Com-
mittee on Radio Broadcasting's Group on Radio Spectrum Allocations. The committee

was created by the FCC last Sept. 22 to provide advice on the economic, social and

technical factors involved in reducing AM spacing from 10 to nine kHz. In response to

thefindings of these reports, which seem to support the National Assn, of Broadcasters’

(NAB) position opposing the nine kHz proposal, NAB president Vincent Wasilewski

reiterated the NAB’s demand that action on this issue be deferred until adequate

studies are made. The NAB and broadcast associations from Canada and Mexico

recently petitioned the FCC to defer action until 1985 (Cash Box, Dec. 13, 1980). The
committee’s findings, which were based on studies conducted by A.D. Ring, consulting

engineers, and the accounting firm of Frazier, Gross & Clay, concluded that the FCC
philosophy of "more is always better” is not acceptable. According to a NAB summary
of the committee’s report, the findings revealed that “listener demand for new stations

is greatest in the small and large markets and from an engineering standpoint, small

markets offer the greater opportunity for creation of additional radio stations. However,

because the broadcast economy is not sufficiently profitable to absorb a large number
of new stations, AM radio in particular will face large revenue losses with the least

potential for success in medium and small markets." A non-technical cost study

prepared by Frazier, Gross & Clay for the NAB also estimated that $500 million worth of

radios presently being used by consumers would become obsolete with a nine kHz
shift. “The irony is that sparsely settled regions hold the best prospects from an

engineering standpoint to shoe-horn in new stations," said Wasilewski, “while the en-

trepreneurial demand is in the big

metropolitan areas, and where for the

most part, under the most grandiose

FCC proposal, this is an engineering im-

possibility. The engineering and
economic data submitted to the Com-
mission buttresses our arguments. This

is one area where solid research, not

social aspirations, must dictate,” he

concluded.
STATION TO STATION — WNEW-
FM/New York has issued its fifth annual

calendar. This year's model parodies 12

album covers with WNEW-FM per-

sonalities, listeners and artists pictured

in place of the original artists. The price

of the calendar is $6 with all proceeds
exclusive of production costs,
benefitting the "Music for UNICEF”
fund.

KHJ Media Blitz

Promotes Country
Format And Image

LOS ANGELES — FormerTop 40 giant KHJ
has launched a massive promotional push

to introduce its new country format to Los

Angeles and outerlying markets. The cam-
paign, which began on Nov. 7 when the sta-

tion switched formats, includes outdoor ad-

vertising, television spots and print adver-

tising, as well as a variety of new musical

IDs featuring a number of easily

recognizable country music stars.

Nancy Podbielniak, director of

marketing and creative services for KHJ,

explained that a campaign of this

magnitude was necessary in eliminating

the station’s old identity, while at the same
time establishing a new image.

“KHJ had a brand image that was so

strong,” she said, “that we needed to show
as many people in as many different ways
that while we’re still KHJ, we’re offering

something completely different to better

serve our listener’s needs.”

Utilizing the theme “We All Grew Up To
Be Cowboys,” the campaign was in-

augurated in November with a series of

musical IDs specially written by noted
Nashville songwriter Lewis Anderson
(lyrics co-written with Podbielniak) and
performed by country artists such as

Rosanne Cash, Katy Moffatt and Rodney
Crowell. This was followed by an outdoor

advertising campaign initiated in mid-
December, highlighted by billboards

featuring Dolly Parton, Kenny Rogers,
Charlie Daniels, Barbara Mandrell, Crystal

Gayle and Willie Nelson.

The next phase, which began Dec. 26,

was the implementation of a television blitz

with 30-second spots tied in with the artists

featured on the billboards and a newspaper
advertising campaign. The TV spots are

running on six stations, while the
newspaper campaign debuted with a full

page ad in the Sunday entertainment sup-

plement of the Los Angeles Times.

“The beauty of this campaign Is the cross

promotion of the billboards, TV spots, print

ads and musical IDs that tie together our

theme of ‘We All Grew Up To Be Cow-
boys,’ ” Podbielniak stated. “The TV spots

open with a shot of one of the billboards

LOS ANGELES — Advance numbers for

the 1980 October/November (Oct. 23-Nov.

19) Arbitron ratings are now available in

some markets, with little change reflected

in the results.

In Washington D.C., adult contemporary
giant WMAL again maintained its overall

market lead with a 10.9. Beautiful music
formatted WGAY-FM placed second with

8 . 2 .

In the battle of Top 40 rockers, WPGC's
combined AM and FM shares measured
7.7, while WROX followed closely with 7.2.

Black/dance-formatted WKYS rounded
out the market’s top five with a 7.0. WAVA
maintained its lead among AOR stations

with a 3.5.

Boston Ratings

The big story in Boston was AOR leader

WCOZ, which jumped to a 9.1, nearly dou-
ble that of its closest competitor and
second in the overall market. Leading the

Boston market again was adult contem-
porary WHDH with a 9.8.

Rounding out the top five were adult con-

temporary WBZ-AM with a 7.9; beautiful

music formatted WJIB with a 7.4; and all

news WEEI with a 7.1. WVBF (F105) main-
tained its Top 40 lead with a 4.1.

The battle tor the top quarter hour share

honors in Houston was tight again. Black

formatted KMJQ came out on top with a

10.8, while country music giant KIKK-FM
finished a close second with a 10.5. KRBE
reemerged as the Top 40 leader with a 5.6,

with rival KRLY pulling a 4.6. KLOL main-
tained its AOR lead with a 4.7, and KILT-FM
pulled a 3.0.

Finally, in Detroit, adult contemporary
WJR-AM dropped considerably but main-
tained its#1 status in the market with an 8.7.

Rabbitt To Star In National Television
Sports For Miller Beer Throughout ’81

NASHVILLE — Buddy Killen, president of

the Nashville-based Tree International

publishing house, has acquired the

balance of the company’s stock in the wake
of the recent death of partner and Tree

founder Jack Stapp. Although unwilling to

disclose terms of the transaction, Killen did

confirm he had bought the 60% share of the

company owned by Stapp’s estate. (Killen

already owned 40% of the company)

.

“It was an automatic thing," said Killen of

his acquisition of the balance of the com-
pany. "It was something Jack and I had
worked out some time ago, that the balance
of the company would go to the remaining
partner if one of us died. It was something
we had worked out to protect ourselves."

While financial figures were not dis-

closed, Tree International officials noted
that late last year, Stapp and Killen had
declined a sale bid in excess of $40 million.

Tree International, with its Tree Publishing

(BMI) and Crosskeys (ASCAP) sub-
sidiaries, is one of the largest Nashville

publishing houses, with nearly 100 staff

songwriters and more than 6,000 songs in

its catalog, in addition to a production com-
pany, Tree Prod.

New Position

Killen will retain his current position as

president of the company and assume new
duties as chief executive officer. Stapp's
position of chairman will not be continued.

"Except for the changes at the top, it will

be business as usual," said Killen on
whether the company would change direc-

tion or personnel in the wake of Stapp’s
death. "The company is solid and stable,

and we are not for sale.

“We are already putting together a lot of

new, exciting plans,” Killen added. "There

are many things we are planning and doing

now, which we will announce at the ap-

propriate time in the future, that have given

us a lot of optimism. Let me just say there

are a lot of exciting things on tap."

Killen, 48, a native of Florence, Ala.,

joined Tree International in 1953 as a song
plugger. In 1956, he discovered
“Heartbreak Hotel,” which became Tree's

first big hit and helped launch Elvis

Presley’s career.

By 1957, Killen had become a

stockholder in the company. He then

worked his way up the company ladder un-

til he was named president in 1975. Along
the way, he worked with a wide array of ar-

tists, including Dottie West, Roger Miller,

Joe Tex, Bill Anderson, Carol Channing,

Grand Funk Railroad and Paul McCartney.
He will continue his work as a producer for

T.G. Sheppard, Ronnie McDowell and Tex.

Universally Mourned
Stapp, who died Dec. 20 in Nashville

following a long illness, was a respected

figure on the country music scene. Founder
of Tree International, which grew to

become one of Nashville's largest
publishing houses, Stapp was instrumental

in launching or maintaining many careers

in country music, and his death was univer-

sally mourned throughout the industry. The
funeral and interment took place in

Nashville Dec. 22.

“We lost one of the great motivators of all

time when we lost Jack Stapp,” said Tree
songwriter Sonny Throckmorton. “He
never failed to tell how much he loved

songwriters and to give a pat on the back
and tell how gifted a person was.”

Prominent Tree songwriter Curley Put-

man, who has been with thecompany for 17

years, said, "Losing Jack was a great loss to

the whole music business, but to me it was
like losing one of my own family;” and Red
Lane, T ree songwriter who was signed over

16 years ago by Killen, added, "I always felt

like Jack was a friend first and a publisher

second, and there’s nothing worse than los-

ing a friend.”

Finally, Bobby Braddock, yet another

well-known Tree songwriter, summarized
the feeling around Nashville by saying,

“Jack was a man with great foresight.

Many, many years ago, he recognized
Buddy’s talent and energy and, therefore,

T ree’s potential. That’s why T ree is where it

is today, and, with Buddy in complete con-
trol, I feel it will continue to grow.”

now all about,” she added.

more time at home, upgrading their televi-

sion and video systems,” continued
Wayman. ‘‘Thus, VCR unit sales had
already hit about 751 ,000 three weeks prior

to the end of 1980 and were expected to

reach 850,000. And it was an all-time

record year in television sales.”

Lud Huck, current chairman of the

EIA/CEG and president of General Electric

Video, a division of General Electric Televi-

sion, concurred, saying, ‘‘This has been a

good year for the television industry. We’re

in the midst of a heavy replacement cycle

and consumers are looking at a TV set as a

valuable commodity. VCR sales have gone
right through the roof. I'm very bullish on
the market for the new year.”

Wayman further stated that while sales of

home audio and hi-fi products hit “sort of a

plateau” in 1980, with components down
10-15%, he noted that audio package com-
ponents, which will be high-lighted by many

manufacturers at the CES, were up 10-15%
and sales of portable AM/FM/cassette
units, or “boom boxes,” also in great array

at Las Vegas, “mushroomed” during the

past year.

Some 30 audio manufacturers will be
displaying compact, lightweight cassette

units at CES, similar to the Sony
“Walkman” or comparable models, an
indication of the sales success of those

players during 1980. Personal
radiocassettes have also done “very well,”

according to Wayman, and a number of

new models will be prominently featured at

the show.

Games Doing Well

In the area of electronic games, Wayman
noted that hand-held units did “extremely

well” during 1980, with many new models
slated to be on display at the show, while

Mattel’s Intellivision and Atari’s home video

games also sold well in 1980, further exam-

Leading personal computer manufac-

turers such as ATF (Apple), Radio Shack

and Texas Instruments all "broke prices" in

1980, stated Wayman, which helped boost

sales further in that market. Wayman ad-

ded that new models on display at the Win-

ter CES should carry even lower pricing.

Despite the drop in new car sales,

Wayman said sales of auto sound
products have been off "only around 10%,”

which meant that many people were install-

ing new units or upgrading their present

ones. Many of the new auto sound
products, said Wayman, will be on display

at open exhibits outside the convention

facilities.

“There have been a lot of encouraging

signs that the consumer electronics

business will be healthier in 1981, and I

think we’ll see that at the show,” concluded
Wayman. “Exports of U.S. electronics

goods more than doubled this year, par-

ticularly in video products, and many audio

and hi-fi manufacturers are broadbasing
their product lines to include video, as have
a good number of audio specialty stores.

The challenge of our business, as I see it, is

to continue to move the marriage of audio

and video and take video from one percent

to 50% of American homes.”

Among the highlight exhibits at the show
will be the new CES Advertising and
Promotion Showcase and the Retail Cross
Merchandising Exhibit. The Advertising

just not prepared, but I don’t blame them
entirely,” Coulter said. “Pioneer’s initial

hardware rollout was supposed to be more
gradual.”

Fill Problems Multiply

have already bought everything available in

the way of movies, and they're waiting for

more.” Furlong said that A&S has been
"getting a regular supply of videodiscs, but

the consumers’ appetite for more and more
films is voracious.” Cruise noted that Crazy
Eddie “wanted 90 movies and got only 30.”

These comments on software supply are

at odds with the views of Bud O'Shea, vice

president of marketing for MCA Discovi-

sion, the chief programming arm for laser-

optical software.

HEALTHY INHERITANCE — That sweet, smooth sliding saxophone vamping, which is an

elementary component of the Crusaders’ prolific sound, finds more personal identity on

saxophonist/bassist Wilton Felder’s second solo album on MCA, “Inherit The Wind.” Says

Felder,
“
‘Inherit The Wind’ is my personal way of saying what the Crusaders and our music

have always said — that people have to do the best they can. On a solo album you can let

your own personality surface. I think ‘Inherit The Wind’ shows a side of me that is not often

evident with the Crusaders,” he added. Despite the more personal approach of Felder’s

music, weaving a sparkling tapestry of some inspired soul, easy jazz fused with the best

elements of the Crusaders’ sound, the palate is pleased on tunes like the title track and
“Someday We’ll All Be Free,” written by the late Donny Hathaway. The personality of the

music is supplied via interpretations of Felder’s perceptions of music and people. He
credits John Coltrane’s technique. Cannonball Adderly’s phrasing. Sonny Rollins’ timing

and Wayne Shorter’s originality with helping to form his own approach to playing the reed

instrument. Blues artists passing through his hometown of Houston, Tex. while he was
young can also take credit for providing Felder with someof the vocabulary that comprises
his own musical language. But according to Felder, “Everything around me which I am able

to experience helps me feel what others feel. Striving to feel other people helps me unders-

tand what they feel.” He said the feelings represented on “Inherit The Wind,” are not the

kind of music you hear all the time, hopefully.” But, as is the case with the Crusaders’ ap-
proach to “feeling out” people so they may understand audiences’ music sensibilities,

Felder’s music is created to please listeners and the creator. “We know we must sell

records, but we believe that if we play what we feel, people can feel the satisfaction we en-

joy.” Felder added that “in the very near future” the Crusaders may be operating their own
label, though he declined to discuss any label affiliations or artists who are being con-
sidered for the label’s roster. It would be ironic— and apt— if the label’sfirst artist is Wilton

Felder, Jr., who made his professional debut on his father’s “Inherit The Wind.”

TOKYO — Record and tape sales on the

first weekend of December in Tokyo and

Yokohama were up about 20%, according

to a survey conducted by the Cash Box
Tokyo office.

Chiharu Matsuyama, Yumi Matsutoya,

MayumI Itsuwa, Tatsuro Yamashita and
Junko YagamI of Japan and two inter-

national acts, ABBA from Sweden and The
Nolans from the U.K., were the main con-

tributors to the increase in sales. The
background music tape, which had showed
unexpected high sales at the same season

of the last year, again generated strong

sales, though not as much as last year.

The reports from main dealers in the

area are as follows:

At Asakusa-Yorodo in downtown Tokyo,

the expected strong surge had not come
yet, but the sales In the period were up a lit-

tle above usual days. The lack of big hits

Is the main reason for the slow start. The
main sales were concentrated around
"Enka" (Japan’s traditional popular song)

by AkI Yashiro, HarumI MIyako, Biko

Kawanaka and Kazuko Matsumura.
At the GInza-Yamanogakki In the central

area of Toyko, the sales in the first week of

December were rather fine, with an in-

crease of 10% over the same term of the

previous year.

At Shinjuku-Teitomusen, also in the cen-

tral area of Tokyo, very good sales about

Musicians Union
Urges U.K. To
Back U.S. Strike
LONDON — The U.K. Musicians Union is

writing to its branches nationwide asking

them to support the embargo on recording

film or TV soundtracks for the U.S. A. Com-
plaints have been received by the union

from studios and musicians alike about the

loss of income and ill-feeling caused by the

embargo, but union secretary John Morton
has stood firm in his support of the AFM
(American Federation of Musicians).

Estimates at the value of work lost as a

result are impossible, though it has been
stated that studios and musicians could

have been quarter of a million pounds(over

$500,000) richer than they are, but for the

ban. Outside of that dispute, other money
would seem to be lost because American
producers would rather use facilities where
they do not have the delay of their sessions

being vetted by the union.

As the volume of record work continues

to decrease, there is more emphasis by the

studios on attracting video work, but the

AFM ban on some American soundtracks is

cutting more work than it should.

influenced this album.

The latest trend among local companies
is a move towards regional music. Although

revenues from the markets in the Interior

are small compared to a "nationwide"

hit, promotion costs and recording ex-

penses are very low, and sales of 20,000 to

30.000 albums are attained frequently, with

10.000 units easily sold If the group or

soloist is known in more than one province.

Brazilian lark Gal Costa came to Buenos
Aires for dates at the Coliseo Theatre, with

Polygram exec Roberto Menescal at hand
for chats with the Philips people here and
Korn-Intersong Publishers. Menescal
returned to Rio with some local songs to be

In three coordinated raids on Dec. 9,

Federal enforcement agents confiscated

an estimated $4.2 million in manufacturing

equipment and counterfeit and pirated

product in Oklahoma City and Norman,
Okla. Equipment seized from an operation

known as Screen Creations yielded bin

loop duplicators, slave units, winders, a

graphics camera, and approximately 300
master tapes, according to Edmund Pistey

of the F.B.I.’s Oklahoma City, Okla. office. In

a related raid at Roysales in Brownwood,
Tex,, 4,000 counterfeit and pirated tape

recordings were seized by Federal agents.

Two days later, law enforcement officials

recovered 50,000 8-track tapes and car-

tridges, 100,000 pirated labels, and 500
pre-recorded pancakes from Sound
Theatre, a manufacturing operation in New
Kensington, Pa. David Russick was
arrested by Federal agents and charged
with violation of Federal copyright laws.

Walter Weiner of the F.B.I.’s Pittsburgh of-

fice estimated the value of the seizure to be
$400,000.
