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Just Like In The Movies
Last week the National Academy of Recording

Arts and Sciences (NARAS) released the list of

nominees for the 26th Annual Grammy Awards.

Michael Jackson’s triumphant year was officially

crowned with 12 nominations, a testament to an

album that has created a new sales high-water mark

internationally. And while Jackson’s bonanza says a

great deal about this past year and where we are

now, we shouldn’t overlook the fact that the 346

nominees for this year’s awards cover a broad

range of music on over 100 labels, the largest num-
ber of record companies ever represented in the

Grammy voting.

While it’s essential that we have records like

"Thriller,” it’s also of paramount importance that we
get the greatest mileage out of all types of music.

Beyond the crop of promising bands thatwe have—
including such nominees as Eurythmics, Men
Without Hats, Big Country, and Culture Club — we
can’t afford to ignore such categories as jazz.

classical, blues, and ethnic music.

Each year, the motion picture industry manages

to generate a tremendous amount of interest and

publicity for films in contention for the Academy
Awards. Just last year, with the assistance of the

National Assn, of Recording Merchandisers

(NARM), we finally began to mobilize ourselves as

an industry for a generic yet product-specific

promotion built around the Grammys. Results were

promising, though far from what they could have

been.

Can we afford to pass up an opportunity like this

when the entire country and many overseas

markets are tuned-in to our product? Obviously not.

We have to show people that “Thriller” is our E.T.,

that we have our own musical equivalents of screen

superstars, and that music is every bit as exciting

and essential as the film world. We have to borrow a

page from the motion picture industry. We have to

do it just like in the movies.

Disc/Cassette Sales Figures
Continue To Approach Parity

Jackson Tops Grammy Field

With Twelve Nominations

NEW YORK — Entering 1984, the point

spread between disc and tape album
product continues to narrow, if not disap-

pear altogether. Some retailers, in fact,

have now passed the point of parity in their

disc and tape sales and now show cassette

equivalents outselling albums by a 3:2

margin. Others are still a ways from the

50:50 balance, but no one disputes the fact

that cassette sales are continuing to in-

crease in relation to album sales.

Tape-to-disc sales ratios also continue

to show variations according to music
genre and customer demographic, such

that a major chain can find that certain

stores sell cassettes over albums by huge
percentages which are not reflected in

chainwide totals. The most popular music

categories for cassette sales are hard rock

and heavy metal, with catalog, country, and
MOR product selling more albums than

cassettes.

The four-store Rolling Stone retail group
in Phoenix, headed by Jeff Lake, together

with the Seattle-based DJ’s Sound City

chain, reported the biggest cassette-over-

disc figures, both at 60:40. Lake im-

mediately credited his high cassette per-

centage to the good weather in Phoenix, a

contributing factor to portable stereo

cassette players “being a big number out

here.” He pointed at certain album
releases including current ones by Quiet

Riot, Michael Jackson, Rolling Stones, and
Yes as new release product that sold much

‘ better in cassette configuration, and added
that while his 600-piece initial order on Van
Halen’s “1984” was evenly split between
records and tapes, the tapes had sold out

in four days while albums still had a couple

of days before clearance.

Lake said that disc/tape parity had been

reached there six months ago, but that the

iast 60 days had really seen a big gain in

cassettes with his estimated pre-Christmas

season 55:45 cassette-to-LP ratio chang-

ing to the current numbers. At Sound City,

general manager Steve Mesmer said that

the 50:50 point had been reached last

December and that cassette sales had

gradually increased in the following year,

with the introduction of open cassette

merchandising, to the current 3:2 cassette

margin. He added that a 4:2 margin could

be expected there in the next year.

The Denver-based Budget Tapes &

Records chain reached cassette parity

about a year and a half ago, and according

to president Evan Lasky, remains there or

“a touch higher" at 51 percent of the total

album product sales. Unlike Lake,

however, Lasky has observed a traditional

drop-off of cassettes sales during the

Christmas season, due to the perception of

gift buyers that discs have more gift value

than cassettes. Though Lasky has usually

seen discs jump to a 2:1 lead over

cassettes during Christmas, this year he

found that cassettes backed off only four

points from parity such that LP's led the

way 54:56, when greater LP sales had been
anticipated.

Record Bar, with some 150 stores, is

another chain with cassette sales ahead of

disc, in its case by 52:48. Tom Holloway, in-

ventory analyst for the Durham, N.C.-

headquartered chain, sided with Lake in

his report that new product came in with

cassettes stronger than discs. Record Bar

showing a 54:46 percent breakdown in this

category. Catalog sales, however, were ap-

proximately equal by configuration, while

best-selling product was weighted in favor

of cassette. In Phoenix, Lake discerned a

whopping 70:30 catalog gap in favor of

LPs, due to consumers being “paranoid

that they can’t get a cassette on catalog so

they buy a blank tape to go with the album.”

Like most dealers contacted, John
Grandoni, vice president of the Buffalo-

based Cavages chain, recognized the in-

creased cassette strength in hard rock and
heavy metal titles, which had reached
parity and beyond over discs at the chain.

However, it had not been until 1983’s fourth

quarter that Cavages had begun to see the

big shift to cassettes experienced
elsewhere throughout the U.S. He at-

tributed this to Buffalo's colder, snowier

clime which has so far curtailed the

Walkman-type, boombox crowd. But a

fourth quarter cassette pickup, led by such

heavy metal cassette leaders as Quiet Riot

and Def Leppard, has brought the total

cassette business up to the 35-40 percent

range, from a previous 20-35 percent.

Thus, for the first time at Cavages, the in-

itial Van Halen LP order was equal in

cassette and disc amounts, and Grandoni

expected this product type buy-in pattern

to continue, as well as an expansion of

catalog cassette holdings and increased

NEW YORK — The National Academy of

Recording Arts and Sciences (NARAS) an-

nounced its nominations for the 26th an-

nual Grammy Awards last week. Not sur-

prisingly, Epic recording artist Michael

Jackson led the pack of nominees, receiv-

ing a total of 12 nominations for his mega-
platinum “Thriller” album and its attendant

singles. A total of 346 nominations in 67

categories were reieased, representing

artists on over 100 iabels.

Joining Jackson’s “Beat It” in the Record
of the Year category were: “All Night Long”

by Lionel Richie; “Every Breath You Take”
by The Police; ‘‘Flashdance. . .What A
Feeling" by Irene Cara; and “Maniac” by

Michaei Sembello. Nominated for Album of

the Year were: “Let’s Dance” by David

Bowie; “An Innocent Man” by Billy Joel;

“Synchronicity” by The Police; the original

soundtrack album from Flashdance, and
Jackson’s “Thriller.”

The strength of the Jackson recordings

also carried producer Quincy Jones into

the circie of multiple nominees, garnering

him six nominations. Other artists receiv-

ing several nominations were Lionel Richie

and Michael Sembello, each with five; The
Police, Wynton Marsalis, Sir George Solti

and Itzhak Perlman each received four

nominations. Trumpeter Marsalis is the

first artist in Grammy history to receive

nominations in both the jazz and classical

fields.

Mirroring Record of the Year nomina-

tions was the New Song of the Year
category, comprised of “All Night Long,”

"Every Breath You Take,” “Maniac,” “Beat

It,” and “Billie Jean.”

For the first time in NARAS history, all

five nominations in the Best New Artist of

the Year category went to groups: Big

Country, Culture Club, Eurythmics, Men
Without Hats and Musical Youth.

Second round ballots to determine win-

ners in each category were mailed to

NARAS members last week. Winners wili

be announced February 28 during the

three-hour teiecast of ‘‘The Grammy
Awards Show” on CBS-TV. The program

will once again be hosted by John Denver.

Murdoch Fights To Gain WCI Power
LOS ANGELES — Rupert Murdoch’s heretofore “passive” investment in Warner Com-
munications, Inc. (WCI), has evolved into concerted effort to take over the financially

troubled entertainment conglomerate.

In his most recent filing with the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC), the

Australian millionaire said he is considering waging a proxy fight against WCI “to influence

the management or aquire control" of the company. Until now, Murdoch pledged he was
interested in WCI for “investment purposes only.” (His $100 million “investment” in War-
ner has already appreciated to over $125 million in little more than a month). Oddly

enough, however, despite his continued interest in WCI, and possessing the largest per-

centage of Warner stock (7 percent) Murdoch still has not requested a seat on the com-
pany's board of directors.

Murdoch’s News Corp. is also suing both WCI and Christ-Craft Industries, Inc. (CCI) to

stop the proposed sale of 42 percent of CCI’s broadcasting subsidiary to WCI in exchange
for a new issue ot WCi stock representing about 19 percent of the company. In the suit,

filed in the state of Delaware (WCI’s state of Incorporation), News Corp. alleges the sole

purpose of the WCI-CCI transaction is to protect the company from an unfriendly takeover

attempt and to ensure the security of WCI chairman Steve Ross and other top level Warner
executives. Furthermore, Murdoch believes WCI initiated the deal with CCI to undermine
his plans to buy Warner since foreigners are not allowed to control U.S. broadcasting

properties.

In its first countersuit against Rupert Murdoch and his investment banker, Allen & Co.,

attorneys for Warner Communications, Inc. (WCI) alleged the flamboyant entrepreneur

and his broker have violated several laws on both the state and local level. Furthermore,

the lawsuit, filed in the state of Delaware, also seeks to prohibit Murdoch from buying

more stock in WCI and requests he sell the approximately 133,000 shares (seven percent)

of the company that he already controls.

Murdoch, the suit contends, never eyed WCI as serious “investment” but rather only as

an opportunity to take advantage of the stock’s low price and participate in “a planned

scheme and conspiracy . . . apparently designed to inflate artificially the value of (his) in-

vestments . . . and manipulate the market.”

LOS ANGELES — A new pop music interview program entitled “Meet The Music,” is being

offered for syndication to commercial broadcasters and cable television operators.
“ ‘Meet The Music’ is an artist profile — exclusively,” said Joey Berlin, the show’s inter-

viewer. “We don’t just rely on the same old music clips that everyone shows. ‘Meet The
Music’ uncovers the human essence beneath the professional exterior of pop music’s hot-

test acts. Using a wide variety of visual cut-ins, state-of-the-art effects and excerpts from
current videos, ‘Meet The Music’ Interviews paint enduring pictures of each artist — and
his or her view of life, love, and music.”

Laura Branigan, Southside Johnny, and Marshal Crenshaw will be featured on the pilot

show.

To aid inventory conscious music stores, Sony Software, the distribution arm of the

concern, is offering mixed packages offering a wide variety of releases under one
purchase order.

BMI Extends Radio License
NEW YORK — Broadcast Music, Inc. (BMI) has extended its existing radio licensing

agreements to March 31, 1984.

In a letter sent to all radio licensees, Lawrence Sweeney, vice president, licensing, BMI,

announced that the extension would be replaced by a new licensing agreement, which is

now expected to be completed by the end of the extension period.

Howard Johnson
Howard Johnson is not one to follow

others. In fact, Johnson has been striv-

ing to assert his own individuality as a

musician ever since he began his

career nearly a decade ago. With the

release of his latest solo LP, “Doin’ It My
Way,” Johnson continues to prove him-

self as an innovator in R&B music and
one who is not afraid to experiment with

new styles.

Hailing from Florida and raised on
gospel music, Johnson says his style is

due primarily to the fact he has “never

tried to imitate any particular vocalist.”

In a similar vein, the recording artist

says, there are very few contemporary
artists he even likes to listen to outside

of Aretha Franklin and the Little River

Band.

Prior to coming to A&M as a solo art-

ist in 1982, Johnson was associated

with two other R&B groups, Tornader,

which he joined in 1977 and then

Niteflyte which consisted of him and art-

ist/composer Sandy Torano.

“sophisticated, ahead of its time.” While

he said he learned a lot while perform- ^

ing and composing with Torano he
found he“could not fulfill the needs and V
dreams” he had as an artist. In 1982, he I

left Niteflyte and began a solo career.

Shortly after, he was signed by A&M
and released his first LP for the label,

“Keepin’ Love New,” which spawned
the Top 5 black/contemporary single

“So Fine.” “The first album (‘Keepin’

Love New’) showed me I could reach

that core R&B audience,” said Howard.
“What happened with ‘So Fine’ really

boosted my confidence, because I

never considered myself a singer of

dance-oriented material. I grew up
singing gospel, classical and middle-of-

the-road songs, but I never really

thought I had that much excitement un-

til I got onstage after 'So Fine.’

Johnson’s followup LP “Doin' It My
Way” continues to highlight the singer’s

versatile abilities as a purveyor of pop-
ular dance oriented music, but also

makes plenty of references to his

gospel roots, especially on the title

track “My Way.”
One of the most danceable songs on

“Doin’ It My Way” is “Let’s Take Time
Out,” the first single off the album,

which is currently charting on the Cash
Box list of the Top 100 Black Contem-
porary singles at #33 bullet. “Let This

Dream Be Real” and the title cut are also

considered sizzling dance tunes. The
LP also has fewer slower numbers such

as “Much Too Much” and “Jump Into

Fire” and in these mid-tempo ballads,

Johnson describes his voice as “a little

fuller and more expressive.”

The material for “Doin’ It My Way”
was written by Mic Murphy and David

Frank, members of the popular group
System.

Johnson is currently in New York

where he is preparing for a nationwide

tour that will commence sometime In

February or March.

background music. APM earlier, July 1,

1983, acquired the rights to the EMI-owned

and Cyndl Lauper. Is her re-teaming

with female vocalists by design? “I think

that people are thinking of me as the

person who worked with so many girl

singers,” Greenwich reflected. “Like

Lenny Petze called me about meeting

with Cyndi Lauper, and Ellen Foley

called me. So the girls naturally come to

me looking for the pop/rock “n roll kind

of song. I didn’t even seek them out.”

And does the songwriter feel that her

renewed demand signals a return to the

former team style of making a record,

with producers, songwriters, arrangers,

musicians, and singers combining to

turn out a finished record rather than

the singer/ songwriter/producer/artist

that characterized the seventies?

thing,” Greenwich said. “I think the days of all the jobs being divided up are gone —
everybody thinks they can do everything. But even though I find that, people still seek

help from songwriters and producers. I think artists today have a lot more to say than

they used to, but the respect for the producer, the songwriter, is starting to come back.

People are looking for hit songs and it doesn’t matter whether they’re doing it with

dance, new wave or 40,000 synthesizers — they’re looking for a hit song.” The change
from team productions to individual artist efforts — as well as the dominance of the

major labels— were among the factors that moved Greenwich out of the record sphere
and into studio and commercial jingle work during the late sixties and seventies. “The
minute the business became so big and if you weren’t following in the footsteps of

Carole King, where were you going to go? When heavy metal came in, all of us

songwriters who did not write those kind of songs couldn’t find a place for ourselves.

So we continued doing our background sessions and got into doing some commer-
cials and making our living that way. You say ’okay, let’s take a rest for a while’ and you
hope and pray that the business will go through its cycle and come back. Which it

always does if you have the patience. It’s very frustrating. You may really have
something in your heart, but what are you going to do with it? Those are the cold, hard

facts, so you have to sit back.” With the changes in the structure of the industry — out-

side of the strong 12-inch markets, there’s scant room in the industry for young, un-

proven songwriters — could someone today replicate Greenwich’s career? “No,” she

said, “and it’s sad. Carole King, Nell Sedaka, Jeff, myself, we all came off the streets

and we all had a dream and a bag full of songs. And we were all able to get in and see

the Don Klrshners and Lleber and Stollers and be listened to. And if they heard

something they liked, they’d take a chance with it. People aren't taking too many
chances these days. Also, when I’m asked to compare the present with the sixties, I

think back and feel we were all very innocent. We were what our music was, we didn't

get bogged down with that much business. —fred goodman

A PAIR OF JEMS — Two major new album releases marketed by Jem Records are be-

ing supported by unusual merchandising techniques. Support for “The Everly

Brothers Reunion Concert” on the Passport label follows the stickering trend es-

tablished with Dolly Parton’s "Burlap And Satin” LP, which was released last year just

ahead of her HBO special and was merchandised with a sticker tying in the album with

the program. Jem's red sticker notes that the two-record Everly set, which was digitally

recorded during the much-heralded Brothers’ Sept. 23, 1983 reunion at London's
Albert Hall, is "as seen in concert only on HBO.” In-store posters are also available

promoting the records and program, which is scheduled to begin showing on Jan. 14.

As for Utopia Records/Passport's initial Utopia album release "Oblivion,” Jem has a

cross-marketing program in conjunction with Sony Video Software whereby each
Utopia LP contains a Sony-provided insert detailing three Sony Video 45 releases —
Todd Rundgren’s “Videosyncracy,” “The Utopia Sampler” and Bill Wyman’s self-titled

three-song vidno release. According to John O’Donnell, Sony’s national manager of

video software operations, Sony has taken the spec sheets normally sent to its own
dealers and placed them in the Utopia albums— at a cost of a penny each— as a test to

see if the record buyer will buy the video. Not only is the cost per impression low, says

O’Donnell, but a similar co-promotion between A&M’s "Synchronicity” Police LP and

I.R.S. Video’s "Police Around The World” succeeded in selling 3,000 pieces of the

video through the album inserts. O’Donnell further notes that Vestron used the device

in its promotion of "Grace Jones One-Man Show.” He says that when the video for

“Crybaby” from “Oblivion” is completed, it will be stripped into the existing three-song

Utopia Video 45. “When the current inventory runs out we’ll withdraw it from the market
for 30 to 40 days, then put it out again with the new video and a big sign that it includes

the new video,” says O’Donnell, adding that the album inserts will also be reworked.

"This way we can extend the life of the product for people who might buy the video

based on the new album.” The insert, which features the Rundgren, Utopia, and
Wyman videos because they are all managed by the same team in Los Angeles, will

also be available in the album’s cassette form as part of the fold-out flap. Sony will

further support the disc and tape with TV commercials and Utopia in-store ap-

pearances at various video outlets in conjunction with a group tour in April. It may also

help sponsor promotions in specific markets, such as in Seattle where it is currently

providing tapes as prizes in a radio station contest. An additonal Jem/Sony tie-in con-

cerns Sony’s forthcoming “Rick Derringer’s Rock Spectacular” hour-long

videocassette, which contains footage of a Derringer-designed concert at Manhattan’s

The Ritz with various guests including Karia DeVito, Southside Johnny, Carmine
Appice, and Ted Nugent. Sony will provide similar album inserts to go in Jem’s “Good
DTty Fun” Derringer album, and has already split the cost of posters featuring both the

LP and full-length video, which have been distributed to both audio and video product

retailers ... At CES, Sony announced that it was dropping the price of its VHS format

Video 45s from asuggested list of $19.95 to$16.95, and that it was upping its beta for-

mat for the product from $15.95 to the same $16.95 pricepointto end the discrepancy.

Dealer margins have also been increased four points, from 23 to 27. For full-length

music video cassettes, the price for both formats is $29.95

GREAT AMERICANS — Kenn Wolfe, advertising and promotion director for Min-

neapolis’ Great American Music Co. stores, credits a novel “record and tape ex-

change” promotion for “making December happen for us.” The promotion, which ran

from Dec. 26 through Jan. 2, allowed customers to bring in any unopened album or

tape which had been purchased anywhere into any Great American or Wax Museum
and trade it for “the one they really wanted.” Sales during the promotion were “way,

way up,” says Wolfe, noting that had it not been for the exchange, December would
most certainly have been down due to Minneapolis’ record cold and snow. He at-

tributes the promotion’s success to an emphasis on humorous TV commercials which

enacted out gift recipients’ frustrations at receiving unwanted albums. As for which

album was returned most frequently, Wolfe guesses that it was Michael Jackson’s
“Thriller.” “Every parent figures that every kid wants ‘Thriller’ because it’s been the

biggest album for so long. But half the country already has it, so a lot of parents must
have found that their kids already bought the album eight months ago.” . . . December
was also a “tremendous” month at Great American in terms of sales of rock ’n roll radio

station KQRS-FM merchandise, according to the chain’s associate buyer Kathy

Orlowicz. She says that just under 1,000 pieces of station promotional wear including

t-shirts, jackets, muscle sweats, and hats were sold at the stores in exchange for a

multitude of on-air mentions. “Look for ski hats soon!” chirps Orlowicz.

PROMOTIONAL EPYX — The Epyx, Inc. computer software company has begun a

“Buy One, Get One Free” consumer promotion giving away one of 28 selected games
following the receipt of proof-of-purchase and a game box sticker from any Epyx game
bought between Jan. 1 and Feb. 29. Company president and chief executive officer

Michael Katz said that the promotion would help exploit the active shopping period

following Christmas. “We plan to continue supporting our customers with promotions
designed to generate over-the-counter retail sales,” said Katz. “The January-February
period provides high sales potential for software and we want to capitalize on the

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A SHORTAGE OF VIDEO PRODUCT MAY BE IMMINENT — According to a recent

study conducted by CBS/Fox Video, 90 percent of all feature films that grossed more
than $25 million and made over the past 10 years have already been released in one
form or another for the home video market. Additionally, more than 60 percent of the

movies that have had revenues over $4 million and have been made since 1973 have
also been sold for home use in the video format. Considering that the top 10 to 12 com-
panies marketing home video product are averaging approximately 60 releases a

month together and the major studios put out only about 1 20 movies a year, many of

which are duds, the home video market may experience a shortage of “reel” product

not to far away from now. Worse, the lack of product combined with the entrance and
expansion of many new companies into

the marketplace, eager to exploit the

many opportunities the software has

created on both the wholesale and retail

levels, may quickly bid up the price for

the little available product which is left

to go around. The result, and this is the

worse possible scenario, is that the

consumer may refuse to accept the in-

creased cost of software, especially

now that he has been spoiled by lower

prices, retailers are forced to cut prices

and go out of business, and manufac-
turers of video product are left with tons

of unsold product that they must unload

at a loss. On the brighter side, however,

as Sony senior vice president of con-

sumer video products told Cash Box
last week, the cost of videotapes and
reproducing programming on them in

mass quantities is coming down greatly. The continued penetration of VCRs into

American households is also creating an increased demand for video product. So,

manufacturers, knowing that their costs will be down and demand for their product up
can afford to pay more to license the comparitively few motion pictures which will be
released during the coming years. Or, as already has proven to be the case, we may
begin to see a lot more made for video programming such as the CBS/Fox release the

“Complete Guide to Dog Care” and of course videotaped volumes of Playboy and
other adult-oriented material. Sony's video 45s are another example of nonstudio

video product. At any rate, the home video market continues to show signs of robust

behavior as we enter the new year and producers of this type of programming seem to

be looking at an open ended market, at least for now.

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Buddy Killen

Country Publishing King

Tree International has not only been
labeled the world's largest country music
publisher for years, but constantly is one of

the top award winners in the pop field every

year. At the helm of the massive corpora-

tion is Buddy Killen who first joined the

company 30 years ago for $35 a week and
over the years has risen to sole owner,

president and chief executive officer.

Killen came to Nashville in the early 50s

*1 immediately after graduating from high

school and quickly went to work on the

road for such artists as Moon Mullican,

Cowboy Copas, Ray Price, Jim Reeves and

^
Hank Williams, Sr. When not on the road he
played bass on the Grand Ole Opry and
wrote songs.

^
Since that time, he has become one of

the most respected producers in town
- working with such artists as Ronnie

McDowell, Billy "Crash" Craddock, T.G.

Sheppard and Exile.

Besides heading up Tree, Killen also is

on the board of several corporations, non-

profit organizations, owner of Soundshop
Recording Studios and The Stock Yard

Restaurant. He also spends time each day
working with a variety of charities including

acting as chairman and cohost for the

1981, 1982, 1983 and 1984 Middle Ten-

nessee Easter Seal Telethon.

During the Christmas holidays. Buddy
Killen talked with Anita Wilson about his

association with Tree International, its ex-

pansion into Los Angeles, and the chang-

ing role of the songwriter.

Cash Box: How long have you been with

Tree?
Killen: I came to Nashville while working

with the Grand Ole Opry as a bass player

and Tree was founded in 1951 when
nothing was really happening. I came along

in the latter part of 1953.

Cash Box: How many writers do you have
currently signed to Tree?

Killen: I don’t know, something between 70

and 100. Close to 100.

Cash Box: What’s the ratio of

songpluggers to writers?

Killen: We have 7 or 8 pluggers.

Cash Box: Chappell had 6-7 writers and 3-

4 songpluggers and consistently has 10
percent of the charts. Do you think you
need that high of a ratio of songpluggers to

writers?

Killen: Well, you’ve got to remember we’ve

got about 100 writers but all of them aren’t

coming in every day with great songs.

There’s always about 25 percent of those

who every day have songs you have to

screen.

Cash Box: With over 50,000 songs in your

catalog, do you plug mostly new material

or the older tunes?

Killen: It’s natural for people to pitch the

new material because It’s new and exciting,

but we’re always going back through the

catalog to come up with new ideas on old

songs because they’re proven hits. We’re

always going to try to turn the catalog

over because so many of the songs we’ve

got are those over a million performances
or close to a million performances and
naturally we’re going to try more on those

because the earnings are greater.

C ash Box: Do you see the songwriter of to-

day as any different than the past?

Killen: He’s a much more sophisticated

young man or woman. He’s more well-

educated. About a year ago, we had signed

14 new writers and 11 of them had music

degrees. When I came to Nashville, if you
had said do you know anything about
music, a guy would have said, “Yeah, but

not enough to hurt my playing or writing,”

And now, it isn’t that way at all. It’s a much
more sophisticated. He knows more about

the business aspects of it. He comes in with

his lawyers and managers. Back in the old

days, he didn’t do that. You picked him up
and you made a deal and that’s all they

knew. They were terrific— they wrote those

songs from the heart that became classics

that you hear today. But the new writer

seems to be much more into the technical

end of it, too. That can be good or bad, I

don’t know.

Cash Box: Do you think the new songwriter

will be producing the classics as we knew
In the past?

Killen: I think we’re having less of those

great songs that become overnight suc-

cesses and jump out at you and you go
around humming all the time. There will

always be some of those. I think many
writers are writing records instead of

songs. They’re writing the whole thing — all

the technical pop stuff — It’s more of a

record than a great song. Country music

produces the kind of song that lives forever

and I think the great standards will keep
coming from what we call the basic country

writer. It gets to the heart.

Cash Box: Do you still write?

Killen: Yes, I still write every chance I get. I

love to write.

Cash Box: Is It Important for a publisher to

be a writer?

Klllen:Yes, I think it’s very importantto be a

writer, and to be a musician. Over the

years, if I could attribute anything to the

success I’ve had. It would be because I

started as a musician, then became a

writer, entertainer, singer, producer,

publisher and at one time owned a book-
ing agency. It gives you a terrific overview

of the business and helps you make deci-

sions. I think to really make it as a publisher

you have to have a good ear. You have to

be able to recognize singer/songwriters in

their raw form because if you don’t

recognize it before it’s been developed

then it’s too late for you. Somebody else

has already got it. So I’ve always been able

to dig into that terrible demo and see the

talent. Sometimes I get them too early and I

feed them for 4 or 5 years and they get into

the company too far and you can’t continue

to keep dumping money in there and 2 or 3

years later they pop up somewhere else,

but you had them almost there but you
couldn’t hang on long enough.

Cash Box: How Important do you think It Is

to make elaborate demos — does It really

make a difference when plugging a song?
Killen: I don’t think it’s necessary at all for

my ear. I would much rather that they come
in with a guitar or a piano. I would rather

hear the song, but it’s become a way of life. I

spend a fortune on our computerized, 24-

track studio downstairs and its humming
from early in the morning to late at night,

and it costs me a fortune to do it. I think a lot

of it is wasted and a lot of songs get in there

that should never see the light of day. I

think we should be much more particular

about the songs that get in the studio. It’s a

proven fact that only a small percentage of

the songs that you demo are going to be
recorded. It’s sort of a pacifier rather than a

vehicle of communication. It pacifies the

writer and shows him your support of him
but it can get very expensive. It runs into

thousands of dollars. It’s like cutting a

record.

Cash Box: You have just announced that

Tree will be opening an office In Los

Angeles In six months with Jeff Sllbar In

charge. Haven’t you had problems open-

ing an office there In the past? Why do you

think that happened?
Killen: We didn’t know the right people.

Cash Box: So you think Jeff will make a big

difference?

Killen: Jett is a brilliant young man and he’s

into what’s been going on and he knows
Caiifornia and he’s spent a lot of time out

there. We have representation there now
and there’s a possibility we'll continue hav-

ing both of them. And, I’m taking on

another person who will be into the pop
field, too. Everybody thinks of Tree as be-

ing strictly country and that Isn’t so at all.

Because we’re so big in country and we’re

so active in it and we’ve been number one
for 11 years in a row here, everybody
thinks that they should put us where we are

and maybe our thrust hasn’t been toward

pop as much as we should have been, but

every year we get all kinds of country

awards for our pop songs but for some
reason it always gets played down. I will be
doing everything I can for us to get as many
pop hits as we can and I’ll spend money
wherever I have to to do it. We got seven

pop BMI hits lastyearand nobody knows it.

Somebody beat us by two and that was a

California company. That’s pretty good, es-

pecially when you’ve also beaten out the

world in country. I still don’t know what
they’re trying to say.

Cash Box: Are your Nashville writers con-

centrating on country tunes or will they be
doing more pop now with an L.A. office?

Killen: I’ve told my writers since the begin-

ning of this company, don’t come in here

and try to write any particular kind of song.

Write any kind that you want to write, if a

writer says ’Tm not going to write any pop
songs because I can’tget itrecorded,” then

he has cut his throat and mine. I can take

pop songs and get them cut overnight if the

songs are good. I can’t believe that there are

great songs in our catalog not being

recorded because I think my ear is too

good for that. I hear all kinds of music. I love

country music, I grew up on it and I strive to

be the best that I can, but it’s not the only

kind I listen to. As a writer, producer,

publisher — I want to be in tune with

everything that’s going on. I don’t want to

stick my head in the sand. I subject myself

to all kinds of music. I’ve got one of the

biggest rhythm and blues records that has
ever been cut — multi-million sellers. I did

that when nobody in Nashville was doing

stuff like that. I’m a very progressive kind of

thinker. I think my company would have to

be the same way I am. We’re not perfect but

who is? If I’ve got the right songs. I’m going

to go out there and get them cut by
whoever that song will fit. The problem Is

getting the song for them.

Cash Box: Tree has recently purchased a

computer system, what will yours be used
for?

Killen: It will be doing everything. It’s amaz-
ing, our accounting is in it already and
we’re programming it for everything. It will

be so categorized that if you need a duet,

all the potential songs will come up. It will

save hours of research time because all

you have to do is push a button.

Cash Box: Do you think computers will

become necessary for all publishers?

Killen: I don’t see how we’ve managed to

deal with all this information manually for

years. I don’t know how we’ve done it. But I

never even thought about it until we put this

system in. You’re up to date. Every day you
can know where you stand financially, you
can know so much because It’s always at your
fingertips.

Cash Box: What do you think will be hap-

pening In the publishing field In the future?

Killen: It’s not going to be like it was. Its go-

ing to be tougher. Its getting harder every

day because people at record labels are

cutting back by about 50 percent.
Everything is becoming so fragmented

because the writers want to split the

publishing into sixths and eighths of songs.

We’re in some sort of change right now.

The singles are dying, but we’ll always have

our performances. We’re always finding

new ways of using music. But the business

as I knew a few years ago won’t be the same
— its going to be tougher. Its the computer-

age and I think you have to be mentally

geared for it. You have to be looking for

new ways to use a song. Its healthy— its the

survival of the fittest. But there’s always go-

ing to be music and a market for it, but the

market is going to change. Tree has always

been very agressive and we try to be the

best at what we do and we are going to con-

tinue trying to do that. When you’re on top,

people love to shoot and I can handle that.

We’ll always be honest and straight and try

not to step on anybody’s toes as we con-

tinue our (rend to success because we are

proud of our writers and staff. Hopefully,

we’ll just keep on doing what we’re doing.

Things change, we’ll change with them.
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Disc/Cassette Sales Figures
Continue To Approach Parity

inventory on hit titles and ne\w releases In

general.

At Strawberries Records & Tapes In

Boston, where cassettes are approx-
imately 10 points behind discs but have
been gradually building In sales since a

tape promotion last spring, tape buyer

Kevin Kecy said that some titles, usually

along the lines of a Motley Crue, Quiet Riot,

and Def Leppard, could go 2:1 cassette

“once they start happening,” and that

greatest hits packages “usually do at least

1:1.” He added that "supergroups are

another thing altogether,” and that 75
tapes are usually bought for every hundred
discs initially with this type product with

sales watched carefully the first week
before making longer range projections.

Kathy Orlowicz, associate buyer at Min-

neapolis’ Great American Music Co.
stores, said that rock and A/C LPs were still

ahead of tapes by 2:1, though heavy metal

acts like Iron Maiden, Ronnie Dio, Motley

Crue and Quiet Riot were turning the

tables. She said that soundtrack product

was “a little bit evener, almost one and a

half LP to one cassette.”

Sound City’s Messmer spoke of a “sub-

tle difference between the cassette and LP

buyer” and noted the R&B and hard rock

buyer’s mobility as the cause for his

predilection for cassettes. Country and
MOR music buyers, on the other hand,

were less inclined toward cassettes, one
reason being that “there’s still a significant

number of older people in this area with 8-

track players.” He adds that this

demographic is also “slower to change”
prerecorded formats than younger groups.

But George Turner, cassette buyer for

the National Record Mart chain based in

Pittsburgh, felt that older age groups were
beginning to come around in terms of

cassette buying. Although hard rock
“naturally” superceded all other music
types in a cassette sales picture that is

currently at parity with disc sales, his pro-

jected daily gain in cassettes from here on
in could be largely attributed to cassette

hardware newly obtained by older con-

sumers. “No question about it, a lot of older

people got tape players this Christmas,”

declared T urner. "We’re talking 40 to 50 year

olds who are coming in and saying that they

just got a cassette player and now need ‘the

dang thing in the box that you put into it.’

Both Budget’s Lasky and Record Bar’s

Holloway work big enough chains to see
different cassette/LP ratios in different

markets. For instance, Lasky found that

secondary, tertiary and rural markets went
beyond cassette parity more rapidly than

urban centers because “when you get out

in those markets, kids cruise more and far-

mers need cassettes for their tractors and
pickups.” Consequently, Lasky has dis-

covered that his last 8-track markets have
not gone cassette, “maybe because of 8-

track cassette converters.”

In Lasky’s metropolitan areas, heavy
metal stores have bigger cassette margins
than wider demographic stores. College

campus stores such as chain outlets in

Boulder and Albuquerque, however, show
LPs ahead by 2:1. “It’s hard to say exactly

why this Is so, maybe they tap more,”

opined Lasky.

Holloway also noted that the college

store “down the street” at Chapel Hill was
disc heavy at 3.5:1 due to “a lot of college

kids having stereos in the dorms.” On the

other end was the Record Bar outlet in

Gallup, N.M., which was 7:1 cassettes due
to its location near an Indian reservation.

“They get money from the federal govern-
ment on the 15th and 30th of every month
for coal rights, and then come in and buy
nothing but head-banging heavy metal

cassettes for cruising up and down the

reservation,” explained Holloway, who
found the same pattern at military outlets in

Jacksonville, N.C. and Savannah, Ga. “We
blow out heavy metal cassettes there,” he
said, noting that cramped barracks and
dorm space necessitated the cassette con-
figuration in these areas.

She soon joined the Show-
boat cast at Opryland U.S.A. where she
says she met the people she has grown up
with in the music business such as Don
Cook, who was working at the time in the

country show and is now a hit songwriter.

After her first year at Opryland, Allen was
chosen to travel to Russia with Tennessee
Ernie Ford. Shortly after returning to

Nashville Allen got a contract to sing at the

Hall of Fame Soundtrack Lounge where
she met Shel Silverstein and invited him to

one of her performances. “He told me I had
a real good voice, but so do a whole lot of

people. I was afraid of what he was going to
*

say when he continued and said I should

get into songwriting because writing will

stay with you forever.” Allen Immediately
started songwriting with the encourage-
ment of Silverstein and credits this as the

turning point in her career.

At this time Allen was finishing her con-

tract at Opryland when Jim Stafford saw
her and invited her to join his television

show as a dancer and singer in Los
Angeles. During the summer replacement
show Allen became known as the "singer

who moves well." During this time she con-
tinued hersongwriting not only asajob, but

also as therapy. After 2V2 years in Los

Angeles she moved back to Nashville when
her friends began splitting up or going their

own ways. She decided to move because
she “had friends in Nashville who would ac-

cept me whether I was a success or a

failure and also because Rafe (her hus-

band) was here.”

Upon arriving in Nashville Allen signed a

songwriting contract with MCA Music
where she wrote "Danger: Heartbreak
Ahead" with Don Cook, which Zella Lehr

made into a Top-20 hit. “It was my first song
to be recorded by another artist. I had
always been writing songs for myself and it

was a great feeling to hear someone else

do one of my songs."

Allen was busy doing demo’s around
town and was talking to Rupert Perry at

Capitol about signing when Bud Logan
heard her sing some songs at a #1 party for

John Conlee. He asked her to sing some
duets with RCA’s Jim Reeves. Two of the

tunes became Top-10 hits for the duo. Af-

ter the success of the songs RCA and Jerry

Bradley began expressing interest in sign-

ing Allen, but she went with Capitol. She
recorded one album “Trouble In Paradise”

which contained several charted singles.

After 2V2 years with Capitol, Allen

decided she needed to "either re-group

and decide what to do or go on and call it

quits.” Shesigned with RCA Records. Allen

had previously recorded “Baby I Lied” for

Capitol but the song was lost in the shuffle

and never released. RCA bought the rights

to the song and released it as her first

single for them and the tune went to #4 on
the country charts.

Throughout her changes at labels, Allen

continued her songwriting efforts with hus-

band Rafe Van Hoy, Rory Bourke, Eddie

Struzick, Steve Diamond, Don Cook, Dan
Seals,^Kix Brooks, Kieran Kane and Bruce
Chanel among others. A number of her

songs have been recorded by such artists

as Rita Coolidge, Sheena Easton, Diana
Ross, Millie Jackson and T.G. Sheppard
among others, besides the two #1 singles

she co-wrote, "Don’t Worry Bout Me Baby”
for Janie Fricke and “I’m Only In It For The
Love” for John Conlee.

Cassette Sales Increase
Say Retailers, Labels

NASHVILLE — Over the past 18 months,

retailers and record labels have been
reporting increasing cassette sales in

country music with some reports of

cassettes selling up to 60 percent of the

LP/tape business. The demise of the 8-

track, increased popularity of Walkmans,
ghetto blasters and car stereos have all

been credited with the rise in cassette

sales. A more mobile society has also con-

tributed to the popularity of the tape.

Record labels have recently been making
concerted efforts to increase tape quality

and have been studying ways to improve
merchandising and packaging of the

cassette.

Last year most record companies dis-

continued manufacturing 8-tracks and the

result has been a marked Increase in

cassette sales throughout the industry.

"There’s been a dramatic change in

cassette sales over the past one and a half

years,” stated Roy Wunsch, vice president

marketing CBS Records. "Initially when we
eliminated 8-tracks last year there was
concern that even though the 8-track sales

had been eroding, there wouldn’t be a vehi-

cle to provide the country consumer with a

configuration that was still a significant part

of our overall building picture. However
consumers made a part dramatic switch to

cassettes and on the average, cassettes

now account for about 50 percent of sales

being compared to LPs."

Joe Polidor, country marketing director,

PolyGram Records, concurred with

Wunsch on reporting a 50 percent cassette

share. Polidor also stated the sales in-

creased because “manufacturers have by

and large eliminated 8-tracks,” and secon-

dly because “consumers have upgraded
their equipment from 8-track to cassette."

He also added that PolyGram had noticed

a dramatic increase in cassette sales in

other areas of music price to the demise of

8-tracks.

Other music executives contributed the

increase to moves by the trucking industry.

’’All the truckers are converting to

cassettes or have converted and this has

been a great growth factor for us because
the cassettes are doing just fantastic and in

certain areas of the country they are out-

selling LPs," stated Chic Doherty, vice

president marketing, MCA Records.

RCA Records have also realized an in-

crease in cassette sales, especially with

crossover artists such as Deborah Allen

and Ronnie Milsap while sales for Alabama
“have gone crazy” with reported sales of

60-40 percent cassettes over LPs.

Retailers have also noticed the old die

hard 8-track customer is switching to

cassettes and are therefore buying more
than the usual amount of cassettes
because they are supplementing their

catalogs with old favorites that they may
have already had on 8-track, in addition to

the current releases. Mike Duncan with

Cactus in Houston also stated that while

parents and children may be interested in

different forms of music, both can make
use of the other’s equipment such as

cassette recorders. Increased sales of 8-

track converters to cassette have also been
noticed to a great degree, according to Roy
Wunsch.

A more mobile society has also been

credited with improved cassette sales.

"You always see someone jogging with a

Walkman or walking around carrying a

ghetto blaster,” stated Randy Goodman.
People are always on the go now and its an

obvious switch. Not that many people sit at

home any more. We’re much more of a

mobile society and that has resulted in in-

creased cassette sales.” Lou Garrett at

Camelot in Canton, Ohio agreed with

Goodman by stating “people are staying

less at home, but they want their music
wherever they go.” Roy Wunsch added that

"the way Sony a couple of years ago pro-

moted Walkman's also had some impact,”

however it is not clear how much the impact

was on country music.

The trend is pointing towards cassettes

shortly selling more than LPs. Currently

LPs are averaging a 50 percent sales ratio

to cassette, however speculation has been

mounting that this equality will lessen with

cassettes taking as much as 70-80 percent

of the sales. All labels and retailers agree

that LPs will always be around, but will take

a less significant role in the business. “In

the case of reducing LPs, I don’tthink that’s

a big factor, it’s just that you used to have
three configurations, the LP, 8-track doing

40-50 percent in country and cassette run-

ning about 10 percent, explained Chic

Doherty. Now cassettes have taken over

the 8-track and we’re enjoying a new
business.” Joe Polidor agreed that the 12-

inch platter will always be around, but “you

will be seeing a decrease in the amount of

LPs to some extent as marketing of

cassettes gets better and as the compact
disc becomes more entrenched as a form

of software.” Jim Rose at Rose Records
concurred with the trend pointing towards

cassettes dominating the market.

Labels have geared up for the marketing

of cassettes over the past two years to

make the consumer more aware of the

cassette. Special promotions, television

and radio advertising and mid-line
packaging are a few of the marketing ef-

forts labels have been implementing. CBS
rep orts there has been an ongoing
marketing effort over the past 2-3 years

with an emphasis on “including copy lines

and advertising on the radio and television

telling the consumer that their music is

available on LP as well as cassettes,”

stated Roy Wunsch. Other labels such as

MCA have been offering music on
cassettes “some of them for the first time

on cassette,” explained Chic Doherty. MCA
has also been offering cassettes as part of

a mid-line and $5.98 series.

Twin packaging and special programs
have also been initiated at PolyGram in an

effort to heig hten the consumer’s
awareness of cassettes. RCA states that

they have had an ongoing cassette sales

program to “emphasize country music as a

mobile form of music,” exclaimed Randy
Goodman.

One of the major hurdles the industry

has to surpass is the quality of sound on a

cassette. Most labels agree that one of their

main objectives is to improve the sound
quality regardless of the fact that the

average consumer will not be aware of the

improvement. Some labels such as
PolyGram have gone as far as to set up a

committee to study what steps need to be
taken in order to improve the quality of

tapes. Most retailers agree that while

cassette sound is improving, LPs usually

tend to have a better sound, however some
retailers including Lou Garrett at Camelot
have already noticed an improvement in

sound quality from Capitol and Warner
Bros. “With the new technology available, if

you’re able to get the quality of music on
cassette as on LP, that for sheer storage

and convenience purposes alone would
convince you to buy a cassette because it

occupies a smaller space,” Roy Wunsch
summed up.

Consequently some changes will take

place with the increased cassette sales,

primarily in the retail section. Increased

visibility in the stores is of major impor-

tance since cassettes in stores today are

usually on the side of the store locked away
in some cabinets. Retailers will also either

need less space in their stores or offer

other products to occupy the space once
taken up by LPs. Labels are also having to

find new ways to offer liner notes, photos

and credits on LPs also on cassettes. Some
suggestions so far have been booklets

placed with the tape or posters displayed

next to the cassettes. Another important

change that may take place is the actual

size of the cassette. Some industry person-

nel have suggested that the size may even-

tually be the size it is now.

Mandrell Entertainment Facility

To Open On Music Row
NASHVILLE — MCA recording artist Bar-

bara Mandrell has announced that plans

have been finalized with a local Investment

partnership, CRC Equities, Inc., to open a

new Music Row attraction Barbara Man-
drell Country.

The 1,500 square foot facility will be
located across from the Country Music Hall

of Fame and Museum and is scheduled to

be in operation for the 1984 tourist season.

“I’ve considered having my own attraction

for fans to enjoy for a long time, Mandrell

stated. “The time is right, and the location

is perfect, right in the heart of Music Row. I

am now involved in a project to provide

visitors to Nashville with a spectacular at-

traction. I want them to make Barbara Man-
drell Country their home away from home
in Music City.”

The entertainment facility will offer a

walking tour of the entertainer’s life from

her childhood to present day. Some
features highlighted will include a trophy

room, displaying every award she has won;

her favorite guitars, saxophones, steel

guitars and Dobros; all her albums; the ac-

tual set from her Las Vegas show, plus

scripts, director’s chairs and other items

from the Barbara Mandrell and The Man-
drell Sisters television show. A scrapbook

Located on
Seventh Ave. in the borough’s Park Slope section, the outfit specializes in hard-to-find

titles (but not out-of-print material), and handles numerous small and artist-owned

labels that do not have national distribution. Among their most notable new titles are

“Mixin’ with Mixon” by pianist Dannie Mixon on the Cinderella label; “Moldin’ On,” by
Carl and Joann Barry on D’Angelico Records (he’s a guitarist, she’s a singer); and
“Mister Spats” on the Track label, an LP of vocal and instrumental cuts by a Brooklyn-

based outfit featuring vocalist June Bisantz, keyboardist Steve Evans, drummer
Bobby Moses and trumpeter Lew Soloff. Incidentally, Daybreak Express publishes a

catalog listing approximately 10,000 LP’s on over 300 labels. The firm’s telephone

number is (212) 499-0487 . . . And speaking of small labels and catalogs, Manhattan’s
New Music Distribution Service has just published its 1984 catalog, listing all the

available titles on its jazz, contemporary classical, and experimental labels (and it’s

probably the only record catalog ever with an introduction by Nat Hentoff).

U.S. Jazz Labels Buying Japanese LPs
by Fred Goodman in the case of Lee Ritenour, who wa:

NEW YORK — Japan, long considered a

strong market for jazz recordings made in

the United States, is supplying more and
more finished albums by American artists

to our own domestic labels. Recent
releases on several labels — including

Elektra/Musician, Antilles, Columbia,
Muse, and GNP Records — feature newly

available recordings by such American
musicians as Steve Khan, Miles Davis,

Thelonious Monk, Lee Ritenour, David

Mathews and Richie Cole that were
originally made for the Japanese market.

These recordings, which vary in age, are

finding their way to American catalogs with

greater frequency for a variety of reasons.

“I don’t think it’s really a question of

putting it out now as opposed to not putting

it out earlier,” said Jim Fishel, executive

producer for Columbia’s Contemporary
Masters series, a line that includes four

double-albums of material — three by

Thelonious Monk and one by Miles Davis

— previously available in Japan. “Good
material is good material,” he said, “and
CBS had such a plethora of good material it

wasn’t necessary. Obviously, in the case of

Monk, it’s a duplication, but 'Miles In

Tokyo’ is definitely different because it

features Sam Rivers. We’d been planning

to put the stuff out for years.”

At Elektra/Musician, Japanese-made
recordings finding their way into the Musi-

cian catalog have had a decidedly more
commercial and contemporary bent, in-

cluding an album by saxophonist Sadao
Watanabe and several by guitarist Lee
Ritenour.

“Sadao was signed by Warner/Pioneer
in Japan,” reported Bruce Lundvall, presi-

dent of Elektra Records. “When I was at

Columbia and that label had Sadao, we
had one album that sold 100,000 copies so

I was extremely excited about working with

him again.”

signed to Elektra as a fusion artist prior to

United Kingdom
LCNDCN — Gallup, compiler of the UK
record industry’s charts, has launched an

official Record Labels Register. It came
into practice on January 1, and has the

support of the BPI and the ILA (Indepen-

dent Record Labels Association). The
register will check the use of label names,
prefixes and catalog numbers of all record

companies trading or about to commence
trading in the UK.

This is a major move to bring an end to

the confusion that exists in the industry

caused by duplication of label names and
catalog numbers. Cver recent years the

problem has escalated because of the

rapid growth of new labels. There are at

least 1,500 record labels, using at least

10,000 variations of catalog numbers.
However the real size of the problem is es-

timated at four times as big.

Four thousand labels are active in the in-

dependent sector alone, ranging from es-

tablished labels to one man front-room

operations. The rate at which these labels

use up catalog numbers Is so great that

serious problems occur. Catalog numbers
are not only essential for ordering, but for

compiling the chart. Duplication of catalog

names and numbers is now occuring at the

rate of two or three cases per week. Major
record companies have now added to the

confusion by the now fashionable practice

of using personalized catalog numbers for

major recording artists, such as BOW 1 ,
for

David Bowie, and Twins 2, for The
Thompson Twins.

Gallup will control registration of label

names, prefixes and catalog numbers on
behalf of the 100 or so BPI members. The
ILA, which was founded in 1981 asacentral

information service for the independent
labels, will act as a clearing house for all

those existing independent labels, in-

cluding those distributed by a major label,

whose label information may be easily

duplicated through lack of commercial
awareness. In addition, the ILA will act as a

vital reference point for record labels seek-

ing to trade in the future. Through this link-

up, Gaiiup is able to use the ILA’s unique
position within the industry to draw in this

iargely uncharted section of the market.

Gallup will ensure that all BPI members
give correct and up to date information to

the register. All independent labels should

immediately register information with the

ILA.

Record companies failing to clear label

details through the register run a major risk

of missing out on chart action. Gallup’s

computer recognizes only one record for

one number — so if duplicates exist, saies

wili be awarded to the first record that

registered. The register will aim to inform

all parties where duplicates are already

known to exist.

An annual registration fee will be paid by

the BPI on behalf of its members. All in-

dependent record labels will be charged a

registration fee of $28.75, which will in-

clude registration of all prefixes and
catalog numbers in use.

LOS ANGELES — Jukebox owners around

the country have recently been notified by the

Copyright and Royalty Tribunal (CRT) in

Washington D.C. that they are required to

pay a registration fee in 1 984 of $50 per box.

The once-a-year assessment is up from last

year's fee of $25 and is due by January 3 1

.

After the $50 collections are made by CRT,
they are distributed to the three major perfor-

ming rights societies — ASCAP, BMI, and

SESAC, who, in turn, hand out the funds to

the people who composed, performed, and
published the songs.

Recently the Amusement and Music
Operators Association (AMOA) in conjunc-

tion with Sen. Edward Zorinsky (D-Neb.), has

introduced legislation in Congress that will

change the amount and frequency operators

have to pay CRT. Specifically, Senate and
House of Representative bills S1734 and
HR3858, if adopted, call for a one-time $50
jukebox registration fee to be paid by the

jukebox manufacturer at the time the machine
is sold. Under the two bills, operators will also

be required to pay a one-time $25 fee for every

jukebox they presently have in use.

While the proposed reforms recommended
by AMOA and Sen. Zorinsky, are obviously

beneficial to the jukebox industry, they have

infuriated certain factions of the recording

business. One organization in particular,

ASCAP, called a special meeting on January

10 to discuss the pending bills and the

ramifications they will have for its members.
At the meeting were representatives from
BMI, SESAC, the American Guild of Authors
and Composers, the Black Music Association,

the Country Music Association, and the

Nashville Songwriters Association Inter-

national. ASCAP also invited people from

other creative areas such as authors, dancers,

graphic artists and the like to attend the

meeting and participate in forming an Action

Committee for the Arts to “protect the arts in

all areas.”

A hearing on Capitol Hill regarding SI 734

and HR3858 is expected to take place this Spr-

ing. In the interim, a discussion on the subject

is scheduled to take place by the House
Judiciary Committee on February 23.

Nintendo Wins
Legal Judgment In

Donkey Kong Case
CHICAGO — A federal district court in

Manhattan has reportedly handed Nintendo
of America Inc. and its parent corporation in

Japan, Nintendo Co., Ltd., a victory in a

trademark infringement suit instituted by Uni-

versal City Studios, Inc., a unit of MCA, Inc.

The Nintendo companies are major manufac-

turers of video games. According to reports by

Nintendo, Universal had claimed that Nin-

tendo’s immensely popular video arcade game
“Donkey Kong” violated Universal’s rights in

the name and character King Kong. The Dis-

trict Court disagreed and granted summary
judgment for Nintendo.

King Kong first appeared as a book and

magazine serial in 1932. The giant ape

achieved its classic status as a result of the

1933 RKO movie starring Fay Wray. District

Judge Robert Sweet described King Kong as

“a ferocious gorilla in quest of a beautiful

woman who goes on rampages, chases people,

crushes them under foot, or throws them to

the ground, and fights with dinosaurs, giant

snakes, airplanes and helicopters, all

culminating in his tragic and bloody death.”

The court contrasted the video arcade game
Donkey Kong in which Donkey Kong uses

such obstacles as “pies, cement tubs, birthday

cakes and umbrellas,” in an effort to thwart

Mario the carpenter who, guided by the

palyer, attempts to climb a structure of pink

girders in his effort to reach the top of the

game screen where he frees the pigtailed girl

Pauline from the hands of the farcical Donkey
Kong. The court found in granting summary
judgment and dismissing the complaint that

“no reasonable jury could find likelihood of

confusion,” between the two characters.

Universal instituted its action against Nin-

tendo in June of 1982, almost nine months af-

ter Donkey Kong had achieved its commercial

success in video arcades, according to the

company. Donkey Kong was also produced as

a home video game by Coleco under license

from Nintendo as the feature game when
ColecoVision was introduced in mid-1983.

Over six million games have reportedly been

sold.

Donkey Kong is also featured as a cereal by

Ralston Purina and in over 50 other licensed

products ranging from dolls to t-shirts and

blankets.

Universal said it will “promptly and
vigorously” pursue an appeal of the decision

before the U.S. Court of Appeals for the

Second Circuit. The appeal is expected to be

heard sometime this Spring.
