It’s called guerrilla marketing. Guerrilla marketing is everything

you do to promote your business.

When you have a customer, do you know who your customer is,

do you know what he buys, do you know what he likes? In our

business, now we have to know if the cus-

tomer likes horror movies, or if he likes com-

edies. Does he spend $29.95, or is he a high

roller ($79.95 movies)? Does he buy VHS,
BETA, CED or 8mm?
We know who they are. But we never stop

learning more about them. We look for open-

ings in the door when it comes to trends. In

addition to our existing advertising/market-

ing strategies, every so often you look for

something unique to capitalize on the con-

sumers needs. Our latest tool is a new con-

sumer-oriented video publication called

Videopreview. This magazine, a new addition

in our stores at no cost to our customers,

reflects elements of an image we strive so

hard to portray — sophistication, graphically

pleasing and informational. According to a

recent survey by Disney, 70% of the general

public still doesn’t realize that video tapes can

be purchased. Our direct mailings will now
include a Videopreview Magazine to inform

our customers that other titles exist beyond

“Back to the Future” for sales as well as rent-

als. This publication will allow them to decide

on a title that may be classified a B or C
release— yet plays well on home video. Videopreview will be a

great asset to guage what they want to see by their response.

We have three important secrets of direct marketing. You must

commit yourself to your marketing program, you must think of

Allan Caplen ispresident ofApplause Video.

the program as an investment, and you must see that your pro-

gram is consistent. So many people go out with their advertising/

marketing strategies, one month making a big yell and scream and

everybody gets excited then it goes away.

The tactics we’ve used to build Applause

Video all involve marketing, for the most

part, direct to the consumer, whether

through traditrional newspaper advertise-

ments, to billboards, to some quite unique

things. Telephone being my background, we
do inbounds and outbounds.

When we do promotions, (we do a special

promotion at least every other month), we
like what the restaurant industry terms fre-

quency-oriented promotions. I like to see you

in my store once, but I’d love to see you in

my store twice, and I’ll put you in my will if 1

see you three times a week.

Part of guerrilla marketing is working with

your customers. I’m in my store; my manag-

ers and corporate staff go into the store.

We’re talking to the people. We want to see

what they want and what they like.

We use a form of direct mail, a customer

satisfaction card, returned by mail.But we
put this card right at the counter of the store.

It says, “Your comments please.” And every

one of our employees wears a customized

Applause Video shirt with their name on it.

You think they’re going to get smart to

somebody with their name on it and a card they can mail in to

Uncle Allan? It’s really simple, the customer is gold at our store.

And yes, sometimes we get taken advantage of, but we really like

to go out of our way for our customers.

Randall’s Chain Pulls Mags
After Wal-Mart Action;

Industry Mobilizes Opposition

NEW YORK — Randall’s Food Markets,

Inc., a thirty-three store chain in Texas, is no

longer carrying rock ‘n’ roll magazines, as of

July 24 This action followed a similar move
by Wal-Mart, an Arkansas-based depart-

ment store chain with 890 outlets in 22

states, which pulled 32 rock magazine titles

from its shelves June 12.

The Wal-Mart and Randall’s actions come
after a highly publicized television sermon

June 1 by Rev. James Swaggart, in which

he said: “These rock magazines are inspired

and sent by the devil. And they can be

bought by children of all ages at places like

K-Mart, Wal-Mart, and the grocery store.”

Ron Barclay, senior vice president of hu-

man resources and public relations at Ran-

dall’s, Inc., told Cash Box that the chain’s

decision was based solely on customer com-

plaints about the magazines. “We always

listen to what our customers have to say

and make our decisions based on that,” he

said. Barclay did not mention whether con-

stitutional concerns also figured into the for-

mulation of Randall’s company policies.

“I haven’t seen all of them myself,” ad-

mitted Barclay of the magazines. “But be-

cause of the content of some of them we feel

we can’t sell them. ” He also conceded that

Randall’s may lose money as a result of the

decision, and suggested that the chain

might stock such magazines again if custom-

er demand so dictates.

The music industry in general and the

rock press in particular have already started

to organize their opposition to this growing

trend. At the forefront are Spin magazine

editor and publisher Bob Guccione, Jr., pub-

licist Howard Bloom, and Scorpions manag-

er David Krebs. They have formed an

organization that will, in Bloom’s words,

“counter the Swaggart initiative.” Another

group. Citizens For Musical Liberty in San

Antonio, Texas, has also formed and their

aim is to fight a municipal ruling prohibiting

anyone under the age of 13 from attending

rock concerts. Commented one publicist,

“Pretty soon bands like Motley Crue will be

allowed to perform in Budapest and Bel-

grade but not in San Antonio.”

Guccione debated Swaggart July 25 on

CNN’s Crossfire program. Swaggart, who is

a cousin of rock pioneer Jerry Lee Lewis,

traded charges with Guccione in what often

became a shouting match. Swaggart, re-

peatedly cutting into the remarks of others,

called Guccione “public enemy number
one,” while at other times saying that Spin

was not a prime offender.

“No offense to you but I cannot stand

your TV show, yet 1 believe that 1 should be

allowed to watch it and a thirteen year-old

should be allowed to watch it,” said Guc-

cione, outlining his pluralistic platform.

“What about the child who’s twelve years

old reading about some of the most rotten

sexual escapades that a human being could

speak about,” asked Swaggart. “Are you

talking about The Bible?” retorted

Guccione.

Moderator Tom Braden then read Swag-

gart a steamy Biblical passage: “The joints

of thy thighs are like jewels . . . Thy two

breasts are like young rows that are twins”

went part of the quotation.

Henry Mancini: Still A
Musical Class Act

LOS ANGELES — It took him only seven

notes to perfectly evoke the elegance and

romantic tension at the core of Cary Grant

and Audrey Hepburn’s off and on affair in

Charade. In Two For The Road, another

memorable Hepburn film, her poignant, bit-

tersweet marriage to Albert Finney is also

echoed tellingly just seven notes into his

main theme. Six notes into the theme from

the television mini-series. The Thorn Birds,

he had already conveyed Rachel Ward’s life-

long and ultimately unfulfilled passion for

Richard Chamberlain.

In other words, he thrives

in just about every musical style, and has

gained the admiration of just about every

age group. No matter how you look at it,

then, Henry Mancini is truly the consum-

mate crossover artist.

Above all else, though, Mancini is known
for bringing a touch of class to all his songs

and scores. In often profoundly simple

strokes, he paints musical pictures of great

range and depth, never failing to add a valu-

able extra layer of richness to the films he

writes for.

He also always seems to get right to the

heart of the characters he is musically shad-

owing. For example, he consistently avoid-

ed making the music too silly in the Pink

Panther films, because he understood Clou-

LOS ANGELES — Industry veteran Steve

Barri, most recently vice president, A&R
Motown Records, has opened his own com-

pany, Starsong Productions. The produc-

tion company will house a staff of writers,

producers and arrangers to work on in-

house-generated recording projects as well

as outside projects for record labels.

“At Motown we were constantly looking

for producers and trying to put projects to-

gether,” said Barri, “Other than the David

Fosters and Omartians and Graydons —
people that we all know are really good —
there aren’t a whole lot of people out there

that are that good. It (Starsong) was an op-

portunity to do something with some youn-

ger people that I felt could be a good service

to record companies.”

The emphasis of the company will be the

discovery and development of talent as well

as the linking of qualified producers with

already signed acts. “My goals with Star-

song,” said Barri, “are to discover and nur-

ture talent the way the record companies

used to. Instead of searching for a finished

product, we intend to present new talent to

the record companies by developing all of

the needed elements— songs, production

and image.

THE SHAPE OF THINGS TO
COME HAS COME—There are cer-

tain enduring mysteries nobody has an-

swers for. Who built The Great

Pyramids? Why was Hawaii admitted

to The Union? What exactly is a fazed

cookie? And why haven’t The Church

gone top ten in the U.S. yet?

The Church has, after all, gone gold

and top-ten in their native Austrailia.

Their three Carrere and two Warner

Bros, albums are wonders of ’80’s rock,

and their newest one, “Heyday”
(Warner Bros.), is perhaps their best.

The Church has everything one could

want in a rock band: they’re smart,

danceable, provocative, evocative, vid-

eogenic and original. So America is ripe

for conquest by The Curch, and their

live shows will probably do it for them.

Their July 19 Ritz show was a flat-out

triumph that left the crowd wanting

more even after nearly two hours of

raw, quality rock. They served up both

the suggestive and the literal with a

punch and panache that evoked a seis-

mic thunder, an oceanside breeze, and

the mystery of Chartres Cathedral at

four in the morning. “Roman” (“Hey-

day” LP), one of the set’s high points,

shifted mercurially from stain-glass

moodiness to tidal intensity with a per-

cussive insistence that recalled Watts

and Wyman.
Ninety minutes into the show, the

Ritz was ringing with Marty Willson-

Piper’s guitar harmonics as vocalist

Steve Kilbey went for the jugular, sing-

ing with manacing calm about how
“you took a piece of my heart” (“You

Took”/“The Blurred Crusade” LP).

That song built in layers like Televi-

sion’s “The Dream’s Dream,” while

others, like the set opening “Myrrh”

(“Heyday”) raced like adrenalin.

Not only are the band’s concerts

even better than their records (which is

saying a lot), but this show was better

than their Felt Forum show earlier this

year. While other bands disband, rotate

personnel, and vanish from sight for

years at a time. The Curch keep at it

with a steadiness and consistency that

will probably make them rock giants of

the late eighties.

LOST TIME IS NOT FOUND
AGAIN— “I’m not giving you a hun-

dred per cent. I’m going to give you this

much, and this much is going to have to

do. I can afford to give you this much
and still be as good as, if not better than,

the guy across the street. I’m not going

to give it all — I’m not Judy Garland
who’s going to die onstage in front of a

thousand clowns. If we’ve learned any-

thing, we should have learned that.” —
Bob Dylan in Rolling Stone magazine,

July 17, 1986.

Bob Dylan has built a brilliant career

on not giving one hundred per cent. We
admire him as much for what he does as

for what he doesn’t do. There’s always

the feeling with Dylan that you’re not

seeing the half of it, that he’s holding

something back that might spring out at

any moment. That’s what keeps us

listening.

Even his worst concerts (and most of

them are uneven) hold out the promise

of brilliance. At Madison Square Gar-

den July 17, we could at least excuse

Dylan for disfiguring such classics as

“Rainy Day Women (#12 & 35)” be-

cause he also gave us pure magic in a

sparkling piano-guitar arrangement of

“I Want You.” Dylan was best in that

song and in acoustic versions of “Mr.

Tambourine Man” and “One Too Many
Mornings” as he let the songs them-

selves give one hundred per cent. But

when he tried too hard and dressed his

recent religious stuff in bombastic

sludge (exception: “When The Night

Comes Falling From The Sky”), he was

much less compelling than Tom Petty

and The Heartbreakers, who ac-

companied him and played separate

sets. Dylan in fact should have played

upon Petty’s presence, taking the vo-

cals on, say, “Refugee” or “So You

Wanna Be A Rock ‘N’ Roll Star,” while

letting Petty sing a Dylan song or two.

But that didn’t happen.

Dylan seems to shy away from what

he does best. Why doesn’t he do a solo

acoustic tour? He’s got a song cata-

logue second to none and he should

play those songs — bit gus greatest

hits, but his greatest songs: “The Lone-

some Death Of Hattie Carroll,” “The

Wicked Messenger,” “Million Dollar

Bash,” “You’re Gonna Make Me Lone-

some When You Go,” “The Man In

Me,” etc. A solo tour would enable Dy-

lan to give us one hundred per cent of

that brilliant way he has of not giving us

one hundred per cent.

Billie Holiday

BILLIE’S BLUES- This week PBS -
which usually gives as much coverage

to jazz as it does to stock car racing—
will broadcast an extraordinary docu-

mentary on the life of Billy Holiday,

The Long Night of Lady Day. Pro-

duced a couple of years back in Eng-

land, this affecting piece of television

manages to not only give a sense of the

tragedy of Billie Holiday — the self-de-

structive drug habit, the innumeralbe in-

dignities she endured in rascist

America, the personal catastrophes

that dotted her life — but it gives a sense

of her genius. The film clips of her per-

forming— although, naturally, heavily

weighted towards performances near

the end of her career, when television

was on the scene — are particularly

good, and they include the complete

performance of “Fine & Mellow”, from

The Sound Of Jazz. The Sound Of
Jazz, which aired on CBS TV in 1957,

is still the finest hour of jazz ever cap-

tured on film, and “Fine & Mellow” is

its most magnificent moment: Billie al-

ternates choruses with a Mount Rush-

more of tenor saxophonists — Lester

Young, Coleman Hawkins, and
Ben Webster as well as Roy El-

dridge, Vic Dickenson, Gerry Mul-
ligan and others, and the expression on

Lady Day’s face as these jazz giants

play is indescribable. Artie Shaw, with

whom Billie worked; Leonard Feath-

er, the jazz critic who knew her well;

Milt Gabler, who produced many of

her classic recordings; John Ham-
mond, who had a hand in discovering

her; and others are interviewed, includ-

ing Billie Holiday’s secretary, who tells

of securing syringes for her employer.

At 90 minutes, the

documentary isn’t long enough — the

complexity of the life, the serious issues

raised about the treatment of a great

American artist only a little more than

25 years ago, can never be fully exam-

ined in a mere hour-and-a-half, but The
Long Night of Lady Day is the best

work of this type ever seen on Ameri-

can television and it should not be

missed.

of director Vincent Minnelli. Even

though he also excelled in making non-

musical films, Minnelli is certainly best

remembered and most loved for such

MGM classics as An American In Paris,

The Band Wagon and Gigi (for which he

won his on/y best director Oscar). And
needless to say, there were other mem-
orable Minnelli musicals, pictures like

Cabin In The Sky (Hollywood’s first all-

black effort), and Meet Me In St. Louis

(starring Judy Garland, who would

later become his wife and the mother of

his daughter, Liza). Looking back now,

it’s clear these films, and others like

them, served as the ultimate escapist

fare of the time. In many ways, they

proved the perfect vehicles to transport

audiences far from the battle-weary.

Cold war-conscious real world of the

40’s and 50’s to an imaginary place of

unabashed idealism and innocence. In

the 60’s and 70’s, though, cinematic re-

alism came along and choked most of

the life out of the movie musical. By

then, it seems, the real world had left

audiences too hard-edged and cynical

to buy the rosy ingenuousness people

like Minnelli, Lerner, Gene Kelly and

Fred Astaire tended to bring to the

screen. How sad it must have been for

these luminous talents to watch the

whole concept of film musicals basically

slip into obsolescense. Happily, though,

people in this decade suddenly have be-

gun, thanks in great part to releases on

MGM Home Video, re discovering (or

discovering for the first time) just how
great so many of these films were. Natu-

rally, Minnelli’s death represents a tre-

mendous loss, but at least he lived to

see a whole new generation of movie-

lovers embrace his films as passionately

as audiences originally did all those

years ago. So even as people like Syl-

vester Stallone and Arnold
Schwartzenegger cut and blast their

way up the box office charts, it’s kinda

nice to know there’s still plenty of room
(if only on home video) for the good,

old-fashioned innocence of the motion

picture musical. Ah yes, we remember

it well.

TEAM WORK—What do Operation

Petticoat, “Holly Golightly,” 10, Julie

Andrews and “Inspector Clouseau’’

all have in common? The answer, of

course, is Blake Edwards. And who
has produced all ten of Edwards’ films

since 1975? The answer is Tony Ad-

ams, who’s been a driving force behind

such pictures as Victor/Victoria\ Re-

venge, Trail and Curse Of The Pink

Panther, Micki and Maude, A Fine Mess

and the upcoming That’s Life. But be-

yond his producing savvy, Adams has

also shared with Edwards an intense

concern about the musical content of

those films. And on that score, this

team also boasts an impressive track

record, primarily due to the invaluable

contributions of another member of the

Edwards ‘family’-Henry Mancini
(please see story on page seven). “I’m a

big music fan,” Adams recently com-

mented. “In fact, my favorite hobby is

to collect and listen to a wide range of

records. Obviously, I’ve also been keen-

ly interested in how music has been

used in films. Blake has a highly suc-

cessful and enduring relationship with

Henry that I think is probably unparal-

leled in our business, and the results

have been unbelievable.” (Mancini’s

most popular song, “Moon River,” was

from Edwards’ Breakfast At Tiffany's).

With A Fine Mess (a Laurel and Hardy-

ish romp starring Ted Danson and

Howie Mandel), Edwards, Adams and

Mancini ventured more than ever be-

fore into the realm of poptracks. The

results can be heard on the just-released

Motown soundtrack, which features

cuts by The Temptations, The Mary
Jane Girls, Christine McVie, Los
Lobos, Smokey Robinson and Chi-

co Debarge, among others. Mancini

wrote the score and co-wrote, with

Dennis Lambert, The Temptations’

title song, “It’s exciting for us,” Adams
continued, “because songs were used

as part of the story. They aren’t just

there to facilitate a hit record or make
the movie ‘contemporary.’ It’s awful

when you hear songs in a picture that

are obviously wrong for it. On the other

hand, if the songs fit, it can be wonder-

ful and really enhance a film.” Mean-

while, Tony Bennett recently

recorded another Mancini song (which

features lyrics by Leslie Bricusse) for

That’s Life, a comedy-drama starring

Jack Lemmon and Julie Andrews. Of
that song, Adams commented, “It’s go-

ing to become another Mancini stan-

dard, I feel. To me, there’s no one better

in terms of movie scoring than Hank,

and we rely a great deal on him. He
knows exactly when music or songs are

required, and he also knows when their

not required, which is sometimes even

more important. And most of all, he

knows what kind of music to write for

every picture. He’s a class act all the

way.”

seau’s need to maintain some semblance of

dignity even in the face of colossal clumsi-

ness. That's what film scoring is all about.

And to a large extent, that’s why Mancini

had been honored with 4 Oscars, 20 Gram-

mys and 7 gold albums along the way. And
since hitting the big time as a composer

some thirty years ago with TV’s Peter

Gunn, he’s virtually never been out of work.

So how does Mancini feel about what he

does and his remarkable durability?

“I think of film scoring not as an art, but

as a craft,” he first told Cash Box in an

interview last week. “As with many crafts, if

you get all the right elements together and

everybody does their job, then it becomes a

piece of art. Actually, I have a workman-like

approach to the whole thing. I think the

reason I’ve maintained such longevity is by

paying close attention to two things, the

first being the constantly changing trends in

contemporary pictures. You have to be

very careful not to throw a picture’s metab-

olism off by putting in music that doesn’t

accurately reflect what’s on the screen.”

“The other thing I’ve had to be particu-

larly cognizant of,” Mancini continued, “is

maintaining some kind of identity for myself

and not chasing each style that has come
along over the years, while still sounding up

to date.” As mentioned, however, Mancini

has proved a master at not being easily cate-

gorized. Beyond running the stylistic gamut,

he bounces back and forth between film,

album recordings and television.

Asked, therefore, what he feels his over-

riding musical identity is, Mancini said, “I

think what I most concentrate on is being

melodic.

VAN MORRISON
UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, LOS AN-
GELES, CA — Van Morrison, the reclusive

Celtic rocker, ended his most recent foray

onto American concert stages last week (7

/

26) in what must be considered triumphant

form. Carrying a huge ensemble that includ-

ed a string quartet, the mystic songwriter

roamed for two hours among the peaks and

valleys his 2Tsolo-album career has docu-

mented. The string quartet, which punctuat-

ed the seques with Irish folk melodies,

created a powerful context for Morrison’s

musings into religion, love and hope.

He relied most heavily on material drawn

from his more recent albums, especially his

newest,the brilliant “No Guru, No Method,

No Teacher”(Mercury). Morrison, who is ca-

pable of such greatness, has been known to

turn in less than inspiring stage shows. That

was not the case this evening. The 13 peo-

ple that comprised the group were trans-

formed into a synergistic unit that soared

and moaned in sympathy with Morrison’s

every subtle mood change. Particularly mo-

mentous were his visionary workouts on

“Got To Go Back,” “In The Garden,”

“Thanks For The Information” and “Ivory

Tower,” all from the new album.

While “Moondance” was the only oldie

on the program, and a few in the audience

felt compelled to call out the perfunctory

“Gloria,” or “Brown-eyed Girl,” for the

most part the crowd was mesmerized by

Morrison’s magic. It is his rare genius that

can translate lofty, mystical and esoteric

concepts into palpable chunks of real-world

commonplace. Morrison pulls this off seem-

ingly effortlessly on nearly every song.

Whether it’s in “Haunts Of Ancient Peace”

and “Tore Down Ala Rimbaud” from last

year’s “Sense Of Wonder,” or “She Gives

Me Religion” and “When The Healing Has

Begun” from “Into The Music,” Morrison

snares the light of heaven and brings it into

the darkened corner of everyday life.

Anyone who entertained for even a mo-

ment the thought that Morrison may have

lost his touch now has all the evidence to

convince him otherwise. With his strongest,

most visionary album in years and this spec-

tacular tour behind him, Morrison continues

to confound and mystify. If you missed the

show, buy the album. Stephen Padgett

Great Woods Jazz Festival

GREAT WOODS CENTER FOR THE

sent a jazz festival, called, optimistically.

The First Annual Great Woods Jazz

Festival.

The weekend affair — two evenings of

jazz and an afternoon of blues — was an

artistic success: all who came to play

came to play. The only problem was that

the facility has found itself saddled with

an 11:00 PM curfew, and they tried to

stuff as many as five sets into four hours.

At times this was fine — certain jazz musi-

cians tend to ramble and this forced ev-

erybody to play lean, musical sets.

However, in the case of Sonny Rollins —
who was limited to 35 minutes — telling

Sonny Rollins to play a half hour is like

telling Tolstoy to try his hand at a novella.

Friday night opened with the Kevin Eu-

banks Quartet. Eubanks is a splendid

electric guitarist, and this set was more

adventurous, more forceful than his GRP
LPs— it was also a good showcase for the

incisive trombone of Robin Eubanks. A
latin-based flute toot, featuring Herbie

Mann and Dave Valentin, followed, but

the two tooters hardly had a chance to

heat up before the hook came — though

nice moments did manage to raise their

heads in the rush. Betty Carter then deliv-

ered a set of pure vocal magic — a perfect

40 minutes of pudding-slow ballads and

gooseflesh-raising uptempo numbers,

highlighted by a stunning “The Man I

Love”. Wynton Marsalis closed the night

and I found him uninspired — I think it’s

time for Wynton to recast his band: he

seems to miss the second horn and his

current pianist, Marcus Roberts, is a bore.

His set of mostly standards was perfunc-

tory, though he did highlight a Great

Woods problem when he said, “We’re

hoping the mosquitoes don’t kill us.”

Saturday began with a cool, pretty set

from pianist Makoto Ozone; continued

with an odd set from the Illinois Jacquet

Big Band — do we really need this band to

recycle old Basie charts when all we really

want to hear is the leader let loose?; be-

fore Sonny Rollins came on at full —

though abbreviated — tilt and stampeded

through a calypso, a 12-bar blues, and a

majestic “I’ll Be Seeing You.” Still the

greatest saxophonist alive, but I’d have

given my bug spray to hear him go bell-to-

bell with Jacquet. Toots Thielemans —
backed by Fred Hersch, Marc Johnson

and Joey Baron — then harmonicaed nice-

ly for awhile (though, to me, harmonica

players are like rugby players — I can ap-

preciate their abilities, but I’m less than

enamored of what they’re playing). Ella

Fitzgerald closed the show and she did it

in style — with the best singing I’ve heard

from her in years. Her voice was secure,

her range was there, and her sense of

time was, as always, perfection. Things

closed with Thielemans and Jacquet re-

appearing for a romping blues — Ella trad-

ing phrases with them with swinging

sangfroid.

Sunday — blues day — featured a little

something for everybody: Texas rock/

blues (Stevie Ray Vaughan and Roy Bu-

chanan — I missed them both), Chicago

blues (James Cotton — missed him, and

Koko Taylor — who ripped through her

set like a Harley Davidson buzzing

through a daisy patch), soul blues (Bobby

“Blue” Bland — cool, smooth, and effort-

less), country jazz/blues (Bennie Wallace

and Mose Allison — the former hot and

swinging, the latter typically dry and iron-

ic), and urban jazz/blues (Houston Per-

son, with his steamboat tenor, and the

sassy, tart singing of Etta Jones).

All in all, a fine start for the newest jazz

festival on the block. All they’ve got to do

for the year is junk the curefew and the

mosquitoes. Lee Jeske

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Several weeks ago, Nashville Forum

reprinted an unsigned letter complain-

ing of a number of problems encoun-

tered at this year’s Fan Fair. Taking a

widely different viewpoint is IFCO Co-

President Loudilla Johnson (who chose

to sign her letter). That letter is reprint-

ed here, almost in its entirety:

“ It seems to me that a letter

which proclaims to be written ‘in behalf

of the many who have discussed this

personally’ should certainly have gener-

ated sufficient support to have benefit-

ted by the signature of the writer!

“I too am a representative of the

‘many who have discussed’ numerous

problems and many Fan Fairs . . .

“Certainly we recognize there are

problems that arise from the constant

growth of Fan Fair and the facilities

available in which to stage the event.

Not all of those problems can be solved

quickly or to our personal liking, but we
do commend the personnel from the

Grand Ole Opry and Country Music
Association, co-sponsors of the event,

for the willingness to listen, to offer

their input, and dedicate themselves to

taking a long-term assessment of what-

ever complaints are brought before

them.

“During the IFCO Breakfast Buffet &
Swap Meet . . . held on Saturday ending

Fan Fair each year, we have officials

from the Fan Fair Committee on hand

to hear complaints or suggestions, and

exchange ideas with the fan club presi-

dents, artists and other interested par-

ties who are among the participants/

exhibitors. Representing CMA this year

were Helen Farmer and Exhibit Coor-

dinator Leshia Bess, who were active-

ly involved in the meeting, taking away
with them a lot of notes and ideas ob-

tained in this first-hand exchange.
“1 could take a great deal of time and

space to itemize the various points that

have been discussed in years past dur-

ing these meetings which come to be a

working part of Fan Fair each year . . .

with all exhibitors and registrants reap-

ing the benefits. But may 1 say that the

list is lengthy and we are all grateful for

the implementation of those

regulations.

“1 would add that, during the fifteen

years we have worked with Fan Fair

officials, IFCO had its share of problems

and stumbling blocks, as well as com-

plaints and frustrations. But never have

we found it a problem to take them up

with officials from CMA and the Opry.

We have always had personal, responsi-

ble and respectful treatment in dealing

with the problems brought to their at-

tention . . .

“We have never once encountered

an incident where either a fan or an ex-

hibitor was ‘mistreated,’ as the anony-

mous writer charged.

“We will agree that active participa-

tion in Fan Fair can be an expensive

venture, but the actual cost of obtaining

booth space is very reasonable (Excm-

ples given: Ed) . . .

“When you compare that with the

only other event that even comes close

to what Fan Fair is all about . . . the

annual Silk Cut/Wembley Festival in

England . .
.
you can easily see what a

bargain Fan Fair is.

“I feel certain there are individuals

better prepared than 1 to defend the po-

sitions of Fan Fair officials. The event

has, indeed, grown to monstrous pro-

portions— but a friendly monster, 1

would add! And within that kind of

growth will come problems, some ma-

jor, others mere nuisances. But for all

the benefits derived from Fan Fair by so

many thousands of people in this coun-

try and around the world, it is certainly

worth our concentrated effort and our

time to work out whatever problems

that arise, and continue to enjoy the

greatest single event in Country Music

every year.

“
. . . the feedback we get every year

from fans by the thousands is that Fan

Fair is an exciting, fun-filled week that

we all look forward to with great antici-

pation ...”

AAMA Monitors Korean Trade
To Stop Infringement

CHICAGO — As part of a effort to stem the

flow of illegal game boards from the Repub-

lic of Korea to the U.S., AAMA met recently

in Washington with Peter F. Allgeier, Assis-

tant U.S. Trade Representative. AAMA
turned over to Mr. Allgeier the names amd
addresses of known Korean counterfeiters

of amusement games covered by legitimate

U.S. copyrights. This information, originally

presented in a open hearing by former

AAMA president Bob Lloyd, will be used to

assist the USTR during that office’s evalua-

tion of the U.S. trade relationship with Ko-

rea. During the meeting, Mr. Allgeier

reported on the dual evaluation of trade

with Korea in which the USTR is noe in-

volved. First, the USTR has been negotiat-

ing with the Koreans to resolve a complaint

filed by that office under Section 301 of the

Trade Act of 1984 against Korea besed on

that country’s failure to provide adequate

protection for intellectual property. That fil-

ing took place in October of 1985 and is

subject to the statutory requirement that

the issue be resolved by October of 1986. If

the USTR and Korea cannot resolve the

301 complaint, the matter will be turned

over to the President of the United States,

for him to decide whether or not to take

executive action on trade that would be un-

favorable to Korea.

In order to resolve the conflict, the Kore-

ans must have submitted to their legislature

draft laws that not only provide for the pro-

tection of intellectual property owned by

Korean nationals, but also contain provi-

sions for the protection of intellectual prop-

erty owned by U.S. citizens. Further, it is

necessary that the legislation be adopted

and be operative by July 1, 1987. The law

must provide for a strict compliance and at

least a semi-annual consultation between

the USTR and Korea on this issue. The U.S.

team working on this matter consists of rep-

resentatives from USTR and the U.S, De-

partment of Commerce.
Mr. Allgeier also reported that under the

provisions of the Trade Act of 1984, a com-

plete review of the General System of Pref-

erence (GSP) must be completed by

January, 1987. This review is attempting to

ensure that the U.S. has market access to

Korea for its products and services and that

the intellectual property of U.S. citizens is

protected in Korea. Since Korea is the

world’s second greatest beneficiary of the

GSP, resulting in $1.6 billion to Korea, this

review is extremely important to that coun-

try. GSP articles are imported into the U.S.

tariff free and 3,000 of the 7,000 items on

the GSP list are among Korea’s exports.

Mr. Allgeier noted that, because of the

two separate actions described above, Ko-

rea now has a double incentive to provide

protection for U.S. intellectual property

rights in Korea.

Participating in the meeting for AAMA
were David Weaver, executive vice presi-

dent and Bob Fay, director of industry af-

fairs and enforcement. Weaver reported

that the meeting with the USTR is part of a

multi-level approach to fight copyright and

trademark infringement within the amuse-

ment machine industry. “Our approach,”

he said, “is to fight this thing at the interna-

tional trade agreement level, with enforce-

ment action under current U.S., Canadian

and Korean law, and to attempt to improve

these laws in order to make it more difficult

to infringe.”
