Rock Benefits: Where Has All

The Money Gone?

NEW YORK - Rock and roll benefit events

are a sign of the times. From Live-Aid and

its spin-offs to Hands Across America and

The Caravan For Human Rights, these

events have mobilized millions of people

and raised millions of dollars for undeniably

worthy causes. Many of us, however, tend

to remember the spectacle and forget the

cause. Now that the dust has settled, ques-

tions are emerging. What impact, if any,

have these events had in fighting hunger,

homelessness, and oppression? How much

money has been raised? Where exactly has

the money gone? These questions have not

brought definite answers; to the contrary,

they have raised many other serious

questions.

Most of the organizers say they have met

or exceeded their own expectations. In

some cases, the facts and figures bear them

out; in others, there is doubt and even ques-

tions of impropriety. Reports from such

journals as Spin magazine, The Cleveland

Plain-Dealer, and The Los Angeles Times

have challenged the effectiveness, if not the

integrity, of certain benefit events.

The most recent and weighty controver-

sy surrounds the finances of Kenneth A.

Kragen’s Hands Across America. The
Cleveland Plain Dealer’s Cyndy Skaugen re-

ported that less than half of the money col-

lected from the May 25 event was
earmarked for the hungry and homeless. Af-

ter the article was published, Hands Across

America admitted that their original figures

were inadvertently "deceptive" and that

they had made a "mistake." Hands then re-

organized the figures to reflect a division

between corporate donations and private

pledges.

In dollars and cents, here’s what that

means: Hands Across America initially

claimed to have collected approximately

$32.5 million. Of that $32.5 million, approx-

imately $16 million was marked for distribu-

tion through agencies to the poor. $8.5

million accounted for expenses. After the

Plain Dealer article, Hands changed its sto-

ry. That $32.5 million dollar figure was mis-

leading, they said, because it included

approximately $8 million of corporate spon-

sorship money. Hands Across America had

actually raised about $24.5 million in public

donations and pledges, with the $8 million

in corporate donations spent for promotion

prior to the event (leaving the $16 million

figure and $8.5 million figure unchanged).

According to a Hands Across America

spokesman, that $8.5 million in expenses

includes such miscellany as mailings, liabil-

ity insurance for the day of the event, and

staff salaries. Skaugen says that several or-

ganizations, including The Salvation Army
and the Los Angeles Social Services Depart-

ment, claimed that Hands’s "administrative

costs had far exceeded what. ..is the norm."

A Hands Across America spokesman de-

nied this. (continued on page 7)

PolyGram Jazz Reactivates
Verve Label

NEW YORK — PolyGram Jazz, which has

been successfully reissuing product from

the massive Verve Records catalogue, is set

to reactivate the label for new recordings.

Verve Records, begun in the 1950s by Nor-

man Granz, recorded hundreds of main-

stream jazz albums during the ’50s and

’60s — by the likes of Ella Fitzgerald, Dizzy

Gillespie, and Billie Holiday. PolyGram,

which currently owns the material, has used

the Verve imprint only for reissued or previ-

ously-unissued recordings. Now PolyGram

Jazz, which has been planning to record

new jazz projects for some time, is set to join

the current major label rush to record fresh

jazz albums. The first product to be released

on the reactivated label will be the first is-

sues in a “Live At Vine St.” series — live,

direct-to-digital recordings done at the pop-

ular Hollywood nitery, the Vine St. Bar &
Grill. Ron Berinstein, the club’s owner, will

act as executive producer of the series.

‘“Live At Vine St.’ continues a legacy

that began when Norman Granz recorded

the first Jazz At The Philharmonic concert

in 1944,” said Richard Seidel, vice presi-

dent, PolyGram Jazz. “Our rich history has

made Verve one of the most recognizable, if

not one of the best-selling, jazz labels ever.

Its steady revenue over the years, and espe-

cially the success of our recent catalogue

exploitation program — including two-fers,

complete artist retrospectives, and our

Even before the six Amnesty shows

happened, concert producer Bill Graham
told this reporter: “We want to raise public

awareness about the work that Amnesty In-

ternational has done for the last twenty five

years.” For Graham and Amnesty Director

Jack Healy, awareness was the primary in-

tention from day one, with fund-rasing a sec-

ondary objective. But even that secondary

goal was met; they had planned to raise

between two and three million dollars and,

according to Healy, they raised $2.3 million.

“We would have completely done it (raised

$3 million) if we had filled Denver,” says

Healy, referring to the Denver Caravan

show, the only one of the six that didn’t sell

out. More important, Healy says that Am-
nesty International picked up 34,000 new
members. “The strength of Amnesty is built

upon our volunteers. And we have never

ever picked up thirty four thousand people.

We were at 150,000 for about three years

and this broke it open. We feel that on a

scale of one to ten we’ve got about a two or

three here.”

Graham is currently working with the city

of New York in organizing a concert to help

fight the crack problem. The concert is ten-

tatively scheduled for the middle of October

at an as-yet unannounced venue. One
source reports that Graham is eying a site in

the South Bronx, and that Run-DMC has

been booked for the benefit.

The organizers and promoters only tell

half the story of rock benefits; the artists,

after all, are the ones who provide the draw.

Mary Travers of Peter, Paul & Mary played

with that trio at both Live-Aid and The Car-

avan For Human Rights. “Political activism

is an old and honored tradition,” said Tra-

vers. “It’s not even new for this generation.

Pete Seeger has been doing it for about 40
years.” But she and several other politically

active performers shirk the idea of formaliz-

ing their political involvement by running

for office. “I’ll tell you the problem with run-

ning for office. Harry (Belafonte) must have

dealt with it this year. ..It’s very hard to be a

long term thinker with only two years to

serve.” Graham Nash, who organized the

No Nukes concerts in 1979, also said that he

would never consider entering politics. Add
to that list Frank Zappa, who took his fight

against the PMRC to the U.S. Senate last

year. In a Cash Box interview last fall,

Zappa expressed a wariness of benefit con-

certs with a question that today seems pre

scient: “Where is the guarantee that the

money will go where it’s supposed to go?”

Pittman/MCA Deal Final
LOS ANGELES — In confirmation of widely

circulated reports (Cash Box Aug. 23,

1986), Sid Sheinberg, president and COO of

MCA Inc., and Robert W. Pittman, presi-

dent and CEO until December 31, 1986 of

MTV Networks, announced last week an

agreement to form a new diversified enter-

tainment and communications company
funded by MCA. MCA and Pittman will

each own a 50 percent interest in the com-

pany, which will be based in New York.

Irving Azoff, president of MCA Music En-

tertainment Group and Pittman also an-

nounced that the first venture of the

comapny is the formation of a new label

with MCA Records. Viacom International

Inc. will also be a participant in the record

label.

Pittman will serve as president and CEO
of the new company which will commence
with business January 1, 1987 upon Pitt-

man’s departure from MTV.
“Bob Pittman is one of the most creative,

innovative and entrepreneurial talents in the

entertainment field today. He created the

concept of MTV: Music Television, devel-

oped the network and guided the new pro-

gram form through a period of explosive

growth in which it became an institution of

the youth culture and a major influence on

almost all of American culture,” said

Sheinberg.

Members will be asked to recommend a

limited number of entries of recordings, re-

leased during the eligibility period of Oct. 1,

1985 through Sept. 30, 1986, which they

feel are most worthy of Grammy consider-

ation. Completed forms are due in the

NARAS office by Oct. 6.

Record and video companies, which have

already received entry forms for product re-

leased during the first nine months of the

eligibility period, will be asked to submit

forms listing additional product released

during the final three months of the period.

The deadline for receipt of these three-

month entry forms, according to NARAS, is

Oct. 3.

The academy is stressing the importance

of all forms being received in its national

office by the designated dates. Failure to do
so could result in some records, on which

members might want to vote, not being in-

cluded in this year’s eligibility list, which will

be sent to members in November and from

which members will select this year’s Gram-

my nominations.

Any members or record or video compa-

nies who have not received their entry

forms by Sept. 10, should immediately con-

CBS International: A United

Nations Of Sounds

NEW YORK -In these days of “R.O.C.K.

In The U.S.A.” and other chest-thumping

anthems of national musical pride, CBS Re-

cords International is quietly pursuing its

path of scouring the world for musical talent

that was not “Born In The U.S.A. Recent

and upcoming releases on domestic CBS la-

bels from such acts as Jennifer Rush (Ger-

many), Time Bandits (Holland), Djavan

(Brazil), Osamu Kitajima (Japan), Andreas

Vollenweider (Switzerland), and Cats Can

Fly (Canada) point up not only the persis-

tence of CBS International but also the in-

creased willingness to import acts from the

less-traditional foreign outposts.

“We started the concept about ten years

ago,” says Joe Senkiewicz, vice president,

international artist development and pro-

motion, CBS Records International. “Basi-

cally, the concept was, if you’re going to

sign worldwide deals, you have to have

worldwide releases. The concept here —

which I’m surprised a lot of other people

haven’t done — is to give a shot to as many

artists as possible and as many territories as

possible.

The Strawberries’ “Go All The Way” and

Del Shannon’s 1961 classic,

“Runaway. ’’The latter is the Ip’s first single,

and it has already spawned a lavish video,

shot on the fabled A&M Records Chaplin

Stage in Hollywood, which includes cameo
appearances by Shannon and Donny
Osmond.
Osmond is a friend of Cardenas, but get-

ting Del Shannon to appear in the video

required some investigation. “We really

didn’t know where he was,” Cardenas said,

“so Allied Artists and Kim started looking

around for him, and they finally got his

phone number through a bass player who at

one time dated Del Shannon’s daughter.”

The video is being packaged for commercial

release, together with special “making of”

footage and a five-minute Cardenas drum
solo from a Renegade performance of a

tune called “Let It Out.”

“I’m originally a drummer,” Cardenas

told Cash Box, “I’ve been playing drums all

my life.” In fact, Cardenas began playing

drums at the tender age of three, when his

father sensed an inchoate talent in the pre-

cocious toddler, and provided him with a

Ludwig drum set. Through the encourage-

ment of his dad, he entered school talent

shows, eventually playing other school

events. It was at one such school perfor-

mance that Richards came into the young

musician’s fortunes, who was by this time

playing with a band. “We got hooked up

with him through a teacher at one of the

schools that we played who knew Kim real

well,” Cardenas remembered, “and who
asked him to come down and give as an

audition.”

The present-day Renegade was formed

by recruits from Los Angeles-area bands,

MY HOMETOWN - Though Tam
pa, Florida is better known for its cigars

and beaches than its music, it has pro-

duced its share of rock luminaries. Club

maven Dianne Brill is from Tampa.

So is Stephen Stills. The Outlaws,

whose out-of-print first album is actually

quite good, are favorite sons. Other bay

area natives include The Royal
Guardsmen (of “Snoopy Versus The

Red Baron” fame), the comedian Gal-

lagher, Atlantic’s Savatage, and Si-

mon LeBon’s parents. If this is the city

where Led Zeppelin gave its biggest

concert to date in 1973, it’s also the

place where Janis Joplin got busted,

Jack Kerouac got bloated, ’The

Twist’ was outlawed, and Patti Smith
broke her neck in a stage fall. Which is

to say it’s a quintessentially typical

American city, and therefore a good ba-

rometer of what’s happening in the

heartland.

So what is happening? During a re-

cent visit, the whole town was abuzz

about Belinda Carlisle’s perfor-

mance that night at The Tampa The-

atre. She had made the front page of

the local paper and people in the cigar

shops and record stores were talking

about Belinda as if she were a wayward

cousin who had redeemed herself

through a punishing program of self-im-

provement. An unwary observer might

have concluded that Carlisle was not a

top ten recording artist but the best-sell-

ing author of, say, The Belinda Diet or

The Carlisle Beauty Manifesto.

Eleven hundred people packed the

theatre, jumped up and down on seats,

jammed aisles, and shrieked. And there

was real cause for enthusiasm at that.

ONJAZZ I

ON BLUES—The reissue craze —

which is reaching some sort of fever

pitch in jazz — has extended to other

fields. MCA-which has had the good

sense to begin an active jazz reissue pro-

gram with Impulse! — has just come up

with ten dandy blues reissues from its

Chess vaults. The albums are hand-

somely packaged — they have their

original covers and liner notes, as well

as updated liner notes — and the sound

on them is, generally, clear and crisp.

The classic “Muddy Waters At New-

port”— which includes two definitive

versions of “Got My Mojo Workin by

a band that includes Otis Spann and

James Cotton — is the gem of the set,

but the other nine albums are certainly

nothing to sneeze at. They are “Muddy

Waters Sings Big Bill Broonzy”, “Big

Bill Broonzy and Washboard Sam ’,

“John Lee Hooker Plays and Sings

the Blues”, “The Best of Little Wal-

ter”, “Memphis Slim” (a must have

if you’re unfamiliar with the great Mem-

phis Slim), “We’re Gonna Make It by

Little Milton, “Go Bo Diddley ”, the

“Original Soundtrack of Rock ,
Rock,

Rock”, with Chuck Berry, the Fla-

mingos, and the Moonglows; and

“The Blues Volume 1”, a compilation.

Many of the great independent labels of

yore are now owned by the megalabels

and it’s good to see that, slowly but

surely, much of our classic American

music is seeing the light of day again.

These reissue trends don’t tend to last,

so if you want ’em, better go get ’em.

WORLD CLASS SERIES’—Green
wich Village, which is the current heart

of the contemporary jazz world —

thanks to such clubs as Sweet Basil, the

Village Vanguard,and the Blue Note —

also harbors an excellent pair of jazz

series’: Jack Kleinsinger’s “High-

lights In Jazz”, and Kwame Shaw’s

“Jazztrack”. The series’ are comple-

mentary — Kleinsinger’s shows run to

the traditional, with a smattering of be-

bop; Shaw’s shows run to the contem-

porary, with a smattering of bebop.

“Highlights In Jazz’”s fall series —

which will take place, as always, at

NYU’s Loeb Student Center — goes like

this: “Still Going Strong”, with veterans

TOKYO — According to a survey conduct-

ed by Cash Box Tokyo, sales for the first

half of summer in Japan were excellent

while sales for the last half were down when
compared to last year. In the first half of the

season, many retailers reported that sales

were up 20 percent compared to the same
period the prior year, while many of the

largest dealers recorded sales up over 40

percent. The main reason cited for these

unexpected good results were the big hits

released just in time for summer by On-

yanko-Club, Kuwata Band, Kiyotaka Sugi

yama and Chube.

This is a comprehensive RADIO report taken from a core of stations and “Cash Box" reporters. The core distinction is those that dc “call-out" research. This is a source for MOF
CONCISE data.

PAGE ONE:
At-A-Glance, a national picture of strongest and potentially strongest records.

SCOREBOARD:
Using the CASH BOX “Top 100 Singles" chart, the category breakdowns come from the “core stations" as tabulated from raw-research.

It was nothing for Zapp to

play to 30 or 40,000 people one day and

then turn around and play a club which of-

fered much less exposure.

One must constantly be striving for perfection,

dedication and hard work. It is Larry's conten-

tion that an artist must be responsible for their

own career.

There is no room, or

necessity, to establish such unprofessional

work habits. Actually, those artists who have

longevity in this business know that it is more

than just sheer guts to continue, but to maxi-

mize opportunities and work hard with what

is available. Larry doesn't care if we are talk-

ing about opera, Minnie Pearl, or rock and

roll the "laws" apply.

The Troutman Brothers took their origi-

nal captial from Zapp's musical success and

created a company called Troutman Con-

struction (run by brother Rufus). This com-

pany was created for the soul purpose of the

brother's feelings to repaying the community

that gave them their start. With an initial in-

vestment of $30,000, Troutman Construction

has purchased 30 buildings in Dayton's inner

city—all of which had been abandoned or

condemned—and are renovating these

homes for Blacks in once-blighted neighbor-

hoods.

CHICAGO— What a thrill, what an accom-

plishment and what a tremendous opportuni-

ty - working with legends. Especially those

legends you grew up with as a kid and now

are a part of your team. So goes the story of

Chuck Crane. Being at one of the last AM
Contemporary outlets, Chuck is working with

his boyhood heros. . .the likes of; Fred Win-
ston, Larry Lujack and John Lan-
decker. Suprisingly enough he's been trying

to get a job at WLS since 1978 but he never

gave up. He persisted and kept sending tapes

to John Gorman who finally noticed him

last year. This is an example of real fortitude.

Now entrenched in "pulling the station to-

gether" the new WLS crew has been working

like bandits since January of this year. Initially

they changed the direction of the station with

every intention of making it a viable entity -

and they felt they could especially do it in a

city where AM radio hasn't died.

Seems like 1 4 is a magical age for starting out

in the radio business, probably because it's so

convient for this very young age group, and

Chuck is no expection. However, here's the

twist - young man works at radio station (and

this is years after he was the request kid, etc.)

to support himself through college - dentistry

no less. Pulling teeth and playing records is

quite a unique change in directions, but Chuck

had always thought about medicine as a ca-

reer while growing up in Muncie, Indiana. He

choose dentistry because he felt that the life-

style is one that lends itself more to ones own

freedom and it's not as demanding as other

fields of medicine.

A

doctor does a lot of things (as does an assis-

tant program director, music director, and

dj); but Chuck does all of them well, and he's

not about to go through life pushed into any

dull, dead-end, or unhappy corner. If all sys-

tems aren't go, he aborts without a flinch. The

dual careers is simply put by Chuck, "I like to

do a lot of things, so why should I settle for

just one."

Chuck is never in a trap, he always knows that

just around that corner is another promotion,

a new way of doing something, meeting a

new inspiration, etc. Perhaps his training in

percision has enabled him to stand out in his

radio career. We have to constantly keep

fine-tuning ourselves and our methods in or-

der to stay competitive and ahead of the race.

Seems like this chap is a real glutton for the

constant challenge that we all have available

to us.

Now, what's in a name? Chuck certainly has

had his share - from Dr. Charles Crane to Dr.

Christopher Reed to regular old reliable

Chuck Crane. The differences Chuck draws

between dentistry and radio is that dentistry is

so exact and scientific while broadcasting is so

vast and reaches so many more people. Chuck

is always busy keeping his sights on being a

program director with a clear direction into

management. WLS is offering him a lot of new

ideas as well as a new set of challenges. Since

their change over, they have a constant battle

of finding those records which are just right

for them. Chuck likes to choose records that

are "gutsy" as well as those with a more mel-

low sound. They augment those selections with

news, sports, traffic reports and even some of

the Cubbies' games. With Chuck's driving

ability and desire to constantly do better,

there's no doubt that he won't have to remain

in one place, or only pulling teeth for the rest

of his life. MN

for the future, they take things one at a time,

and at the present Larry has three major com-

mitments. The first is to continue the develop-

ment of Roger's producing. Number two is

fine-tuning Zapp as a group so that the feel-

ing and performances stay fresh and interest-

ing.

MAXWELL’S, HOBOKEN, N.J.-Most
of us spend our childhood carelessly reveal-

ing the things we try to cover up in adult-

hood. By age 21, our desire to be revelatory

has been blunted by years getting laughed

at and frowned on. By age 30, we approach

things not with the intention of making

waves, but with the hope of breaking even.

We speak our minds but not our hearts, and

reveal only those things that obscure some-

thing greater.

Enter Bob Walkenhorst, lead singer and

songwriter for The Rainmakers. The man is

not shy. Fortunately, he has never listened

to people tell him that some things dare not

be spoken. The bubbles from his libido float

up into consciousness and out his Marshall

amps without obstruction. Walkenhorst re-

minds us how we really feel about things,

not the way we’ve been pressured into

feeling.

In the gospel according to Walkenhorts,

anything is fair game. He re-writes The Bi-

ble and The Constitution in Missouri plain-

speak adding a dash of Mississippi mud and

bayou darkness. He prances around stage

like a corn-fed Jagger, arms outstretched

like a drunken Ray Davies, balancing a top

hat that wobbles like a creaky career. When
Walkenhorst shouts "Father, Son, and Holy

Cow!" before bouncing into "Let My People

Go-Go" (from "The Rainmakers" LP/Mer-
cury), there’s something utterly, fascinating-

ly demonic about the guy and the music he

makes.

Now, I don’t want to spoil the party but

this one’s not without problems. Before

singing "Government Cheese," for exam-
ple, Walkenhorst said, "I get a lot of shit for

singing this one." I’ve seen him play it twice

and both times the audience clapped along

mindlessly, not even listening to the ostensi-

bly controversial lyrics. At first listen, "Gov-

ernment..." sounds like satire in the manner
of Elton John’s "Texas Love Song." But it

doesn’t take long to realize that this Missou-

rian takes his lyrics quite literally. The literal

quality of his vocals and lyrics is both The
Rainmakers’s strength and weakness, and

the new songs the quartet played at Max

well’s August 30 indicate that it’s more of

the former than the latter.

The one hour and fifteen minute set was

full of highlights: the spiraling guitar-work of

"Doomsville," the metronomic "Nobody
Knows," the brilliant descending guitar fig-

ure in "The One That Got Away," the bald

irony of "Drinkin’ On The Job," and the

eccentricity of "Information." But many
new, unrecorded songs had even greater

power than the recorded material. The best

new ones were the semi-acoustic "My Days

Are Numbered" and the loose-tounged

rocker "The Wages Of Sin," with its catchy

chorus: "The wages of sin are two bucks an

hour and working weekends." The small

Maxwell’s crowd delighted in the liberating

quality of Walkenhorst’s uninhibitedness.

And all around, sacred cows lay punctured

and dying in the heat of this fierce fire ser-

mon.

MCA’s the Yellow Jackets presented jazz

fusion at its best during their recent show
here, and anyone who is not aware of the

musical abilities of these band members,

does not know what he is missing.

Special guest David Benoit and his band
opened the show. In spite of some frustrat-

ing technical difficulties, such as not being

able to hear themselves due to faulty stage

monitoring, they managed to present a fine

set thanks to Benoit’s wonderfully passion-

ate keyboard style and to his band’s re-

sponse to that passion. Their set contained

a couple of highlights, one being a very

unique contemporary version of the tune

“Linus and Lucy” from Vince Scaraldi’s

soundtrack “Peanuts”. It incorporated a dy-

namite sax solo, among various other effer-

vescent musical moments. Something very

interesting to note was that the saxophonist

was reading music throughout the majority

of the set. We later found out that Benoit’s

regular sax player had a last minute cancel-

lation, and that they were lucky to find horn

player Gary Herbie to sit in. My hats off to

Gary who, by reading the actual sheet music

for the entire Benoit set, reminds us of the

enormous discipline involved in musician-

ship. A highlight in the hour was “Sunset

Island” off the latest LP “This Side Up”.

Bravo Benoit, who with the help of Bob
Feldman on Bass, Tony Morallis on Drums
and Gary Herbie on horns and woodwinds,

received a standing ovation.

On with the show. A long intermission

kept us waiting, but it was well worth the

wait. The Yellow Jackets burst their set

wide open right from the start with scream-

ing, high energy, uptempo music that nearly

blew us right out of our seats. And after

their opener, the group made the audience

feel very welcome as they went on to an-

nounce their next song, “And You Know
That” off their newest LP, “Shades” which

is also available on Cassette and Compact
Disc, (the CD includes two extra songs).

They went on to play some songs off the

“Shades” LP, including the title cut. Drum-

mer Ricky Lawson slipped on his dark glass-

es just for the occasion. We were also lucky

enough to hear a beautiful unrecorded song

which keyboardist Russell Ferante called a

“Song For L.A.”, and a special rendition of

‘Tve Got Rhythm” which was so well devel-

oped with originality, that it took a while to

recognize it. All well done, and especially

exciting to watch.

However, nothing could top the on-stage

entertainment exhibited by drummer Ricky

Lawson during “Samurai Samba”. Right in

the middle of the tune he began to play the

drums with a towel in place of his sticks.

The effect was definately unique and the

audience went crazy for it.

I was also very impressed with saxophon-

ist Marc Russo’s soloing abilities and in

speaking with him after the show, I was

pleasantly surprised to find him quite hum-

ble. Bass player Jimmy Haslip also exhibit-

ed extrordinary style. In fact, there were

some very exciting bass solo’s during the

night, one of which happened to be doubled

on the sax and later harmonized for an un-

traditional and refreshing twist.

Well, talk about impression. This band

will knock your socks off. Tight and talent-

ed, The Yellow Jackets definitely have what

it takes. Their musical ability, their group

sound as a whole, and their personalities all

combine into that perfect combination

which we listeners deem indespensable.

Each one of these players is a virtuoso in his

own right, had plenty of opportunities to

prove it during the night, and did.

In 1978 I became part of this industry we
call Gospel Music. It was a very interesting

and most certainly new association for me.

My exposure to the business world, up to

that point, had been in the secular arena for

a large, publicly held utility company. Dur-

ing the six years after college spent with this

large conglomerate, the business world be-

came very real to me. Every decision was

based on the financial impact of the expen-

diture, and the return on investment oppor

tunity provided by that expenditure. Upon
entering the gospel music industry, my eyes

were closed to the element that is vitally

important to the success and health of any

business; profit! It took some time for me to

realize that the decisions that were being

made (not only around me but outside of my
own particular environment in this industry)

were based on creative aggressiveness rath-

er than filling the consumer need. I felt that

need was staring us in the face. It became

very apparent that our industry as we know
it (being the defined parameters that we
have placed on it within the evangelical

community) was not growing to any great

degree. We were only reaching a small per-

centage of our potential market.

The challenge to each of us involved in

the gospel music industry is to carry the

message that our music talks about: the life

saving and life changing power of Jesus

Christ to the world. Currently, we are touch-

ing just a small percentage of this challenge.

Our job is immense. From a business per-

spective, the opportunity is staggering. Our
entire industry exists on a very small portion

of what our market potential actually is. I

feel that should be the challenge of every

individual involved with the creation of gos-

pel music; to face this opportunity straight

ahead and understand that we have the abil-

ity to grow and grow dramatically.

The opportunity/challenge is to place

our product in front of the additional 92%
of the market that we currently are not

reaching. It is my opinion that the strides

that such artists as Sandi Patti and Amy
Grant have made in recent months will ex-

pand our opportunity of sales and state-

ment of purpose to a much larger market.

As industry people, and as people con-

cerned about the world in general, under-

standing that we have a product that can

Bill Traylor is Executive Vice President and
General Manager of the Benson Company.

draw them closer to Christ, we must expand

the horizon of our opportunity and place

our recorded and printed product in front of

every person humanly possible. The Chris-

tian Booksellers Association marketplace

must be commended for the job that they

have done exposing gospel music to their

customers. The vision that many store own-

ers across the country have had has certain-

ly allowed our industry to grow
dramatically. However, the challenge and

the opportunity is so much greater than pre-

vious experiences that we must be busy

meeting that challenge. Gospel recordings

must be made available to anyone and ev-

eryone who has an interest in the product

contained within the attractive packaging.

Placing the records “where America shops”

is of the utmost importance.

The excitement is that various compa-

nies within our industry have aligned them-

selves with large secular record

conglomerates for distribution of recorded

gospel product to the larger marketplace.

This is truly a new opportunity. It allows us

to place records in front of people who
would not have walked into a CBA book-

store. And with that, our own boundaries

have expanded. The next twelve months

will be very critical to the expansion of our

industry. The opportunity placed in front of

us is one that we grab immediately and rush

to the challenge to place music that speaks

of Him in front of an entire world that needs

to know.
