Support Live Music Before It’s

Too Late

One record exec recently joked that Man-

hattan is fast becoming a one-club town —
and that one club is in New Jersey. There’s

some truth to that jest what with clubland

folding like a house of cards in the N Y.

area. In 1986 alone, club casualties have

included Folk City, Irving Plaza, Danceteria,

The Dive, and The Beacon Theatre. This

has unfortunate implications for new acts

trying to be heard and established acts try-

ing to develop. This cuts at the core of artis-

tic development and talent acquisition.

Part of the reason for the withering of live

music venues is that audiences aren’t sup-

porting them. Face it: the rock audience is

getting older. Rock ‘n’ roll started as a phe-

nomenon of the baby boomers, and now
that the boomers are in their thirties and

forties, their tastes have changed. Many no

longer want to be buffeted by crowds for

several hours while listening to an unknown
band. Many are also not able to stay up until

three in the morning especially when they

have to be at work by nine. And many
shows are, frankly, too loud for the taste

and health of middle-aged ears. Even Pete

Townshend, prior to The Who’s break-up,

was told by a doctor that if he kept playing

amplified music he would soon have to read

lips.

In addition, the new generation of high

school and college age people — traditional-

ly rock’s core audience— are much more
conservative than their elders. They are

pursuing MBAs, not OMD or REM, and lis-

tening to live music in clubs is not their pre-

ferred way of spending leisure time and

money. Furthermore, the “us and them”

dynamic of rock concerts, in which a coun-

terculture is pitted against the mainstream,

is largely gone. Concerts used to provide a

sense of community to those who couldn’t

identify with the world their parents creat-

ed. Today, rock ‘n’ roll is literally the world

their parents created.

Cable and satellite programming is often

perceived as a viable alternative to concert-

going. Such programming may, in fact,

make club, stadium, and theatre concerts

obsolete in years to come. The College Sat-

ellite Network, for example, periodically

beams live shows from London and other

locations to big screens in American college

auditoriums. How long will it be before tour-

ing is considered an inefficient means of pro-

moting an album? How long will it be before

our major superstars give one big perfor-

mance which is simultaneously beamed to

stadium screens in major cities around the

world? Already, club-goers facing late set

times and long admission lines are turning

on MTV instead where they can watch, say,

Lone Justice Live At The Ritz in the com-

fort of their bedroom.

Let’s hope this trend can be reversed.

There is an edge and riskiness to live perfor-

mance that is the essence of rock itself.

Also, a forty-city tour enables an artist to

develop his act, to get immediate audience

feedback, to discover that some songs con-

nect while others don’t, and to interact on-

stage with other members of his band. This

interactive quality brings about the sponta-

neity needed to fuel any creative endeavor.

So it’s crucial that we support live music

now while we still have the chance. Other-

wise we may find the quality of our music —
and our lives— significantly diminished.

NEW YORK—General Electric announced

last week that it would sell its 75% share in

RCA/Ariola records to Bertelsmann A.G.,

the West German company which already

owns 25% of RCA/Ariola.

A broken-down town is often the best

breeding ground for a rock band.

CBS’s Easterhouse is from Manches-

ter, England, a crumbling and de-

pressed town. The core members,
brothers Andy and Ivor Perry, lived on

the dole until just a few years ago. They

had idea about the music business, but

they certainly had definite feelings

about the squalor they saw around

them and this made them political. But

nobody took them seriously, except a

guy who lived down the street named
Morrisey. He liked Andy and Ivor’s

demo tape so much that he made them

the opening act for his band The Smiths

when they played Dingwall’s in London.

This was August 1983.

They had two weeks to prepare for

this gig, their first ever. They quickly

hired a bassist, scraped up enough mon-

ey to buy a drum machine, loaded their

station wagon, and played. To their sur-

pise, the crowd loved them. Later that

week they picked up a copy of the influ-

ential Musical Express and there was a

small rave review that read: “This is the

only group fit to walk on the same stage

with Joy Division.” Some weeks later,

another paper ran a full color two page

spread on them - all based on one per-

formance. It got so they couldn’t open

the newspaper without seeing their

names or pictures. Their phone was

ringing with managers, record execs,

booking agents, and you name it.

Like Us”). The band’s sound is thicker than

on “Little Creatures” and the music is al-

ways accessible.

This accessibility should turn this album

into a major hit. The first single, “Wild

Life,” has the sound of a rock classic and it’s

already getting plenty of AOR airplay. Two
other songs, starting with “Love For Sale,”

sound like strong contenders for hitdom as

well. Could this mean a top ten album for

the Talking Heads?

It certainly has even more chart muscle

than “Little Creatures,” which did quite

well after its fourth of July release last year.

That album debuted at #62 on the Cash

Box chart, jumped to #40 bullet the next

week, and came two notches from the top

ten by Labor Day.

To give an idea of how far the main

stream has moved to embrace The Talking

Heads, witness the chart action on their sec-

ond album, 1978’s “More Songs About

Buildings and Food,” which some still con-

sider to be their best. It debuted at #151,
moved to #135 bullet the next week, and

then slowly inched point by point up the

chart for several months, peaking at #70.

Their next album, 1979’s “Fear Of Music,”

was a breakthrough of sorts, yielding popu-

lar singles in “Life During Wartime” and

“Cities.”

That summer they played Central Park,

opening for The B52’s, and some of the

audience didn’t even know who they were.

But one year later at the same venue — Au-

gust 27, 1980 to be exact— people were

hanging off rocks and climbing up trees to

catch a glimpse of the band. But by then.

The Talking Heads had already abandoned

the sound most of them had come to hear;

they had added five members and played

percussive Afro-funk in one of the most sig-

nificant shows of this decade.

On “True Stories,” their experimenta-

tion continues, though this time they use

rock ’n’ roll as their base. Whether this al-

bum crowns them king of rock is arguable—
most people will enjoy the album too much
to think about such questions. This is not

just one of the best albums of 1986; it is one

of the best albums of the rock era.

EAST COASTINGS
THE REAL THING—“Match Game”
(A&M) is probably going to make Marti

Jones a major star. Not just a shooting

star or a white dwarf, but a red giant

raining comets and meteors that flood

even daylight with brilliance.

“Match Game” is a stunning fol-

low-up that proves beyond a doubt that

no female interpretive vocalist in the

rock world can sing as well as Marti

Jones.

Listen to her version of Liam Stern-

berg’s “Crusher.” When Jones sings

the chorus’s seamlessly beautiful melo-

dy, she exudes a classy sexiness and

cool passion that equals the best work

of Dusty Springfield. From the open-

ing pottery-jar percussion and accor-

dian playing, the song evokes the

dreamy mood of an all-night drive in a

car, and that haunting chorus keeps spi-

raling back: “You were the first but not

the last/love is never smooth — it’s a

crusher,” she sings.

Few vocalists can handle the emo-

tional complexity of Elvis Costello’s

songs like Jones. Her just-woke-up vo-

cals on Costello’s “Just A Memory” mix

with heartbeat percussion to capture

MARTI JONES—America’s finest female

interpretive rock vocalist.

THE BLUE NOTE, N.Y.—For some rea-

son, jazz violin players seem to love each

other’s company. Stephane Grappelli, for

example, has always gone out of his way to

go bow-to-bow with another jazz fiddler, and

jazz violin summits have been arranged at

jazz festivals and for recording dates (Duke

Ellington even did one) for years. So it’s

almost a natural that three of the most

adroit contemporary violinists-John Blake,

Didier Lockwood, and Michal Urbaniak-

would join forces on record and for the oc-

casional live appearance. Affecting the

name Rhythm & BLU-the BLU from the

first letters of their last names-Blake, Lock-

wood, and Urbaniak, who recently complet-

ed a week’s engagement at the Blue Note,

are a compatible team whose joint perfor

mance, rather than pointing out their con-

trasting styles, highlighted their similarities.

The Blue Note gig-for which the Rhythm
part of the band consisted of pianist Onaje

Allan Gumbs, bassist Doc Powell, and drum-

mer Yogi Horton-relied on pieces from the

recently-released Gramavision LP,

“Rhythm & BLU.” Urbaniak did most of

the writing for the LP, and it’s his personal-

ity that shines through the clearest on the

album. Urbaniak began as a mainstream vio-

linist in his native Poland, before heading

directly into the early fusion waters-his

playing contains large dollops of Middle Eu-

rope in its emotional quality. Didier Lock-

wood, a native of Paris, began his career

with a startlingly aggressive mainstream LP
before he dove into the flashy, crowd-rous-

ing fusion of several years ago-his playing is

slick and hot and his tone is pristine. John

Blake first came into prominence as a mem-

ber of the new avant-garde-players who
could stroll inside and outside and who were

heavily influenced by European classical

music-but his music has been becoming

poppier and poppier, though intelligently

so, over his past few albums; he’s got a bit of

the hoedown in his playing and he likes to

play just behind the beat. Urbaniak and

Lockwood love to grab the beat and pull it

along with them like a tail on a kite. So one

would have expected the fiddlers three to

emphasize their differences in performance,

but this was hardly the case at the Blue

Note. Playing mostly Urbaniak’s composi

tions, the three seemed to settle for a light-

pop, though highly-flashy, middle ground.

There was a lot of sparkle and polish to the

presentation and there is something heady

about the sound of three jazz violins en mas-

se-but by the end of the set a certain same-

ness set in. Don’t get me wrong -the

violinists were all playing at peak form, the

rhythm section was right there with them,

and Gumbs grabbed a couple of particularly

tasty solos-but the effect was like that of

eating a large plate of flapjacks: by the end

of the stack, your taste buds are ready to

bail out.

Rhythm & BLU is a worthwhile concept

and one hopes that they have the opportu-

nity to develop as a team (difficult, since

each man has a solo career, and Lockwood
still resides in Paris). What they need,

though, is to add a couple of other colors to

their palette.

nox’s vocal enhancer. This got deceptive.

With the stage partially darkened, it looked

as if Lennox was singing when actually it

was her back-up, leading one to wonder

whether the show would be appreciably dif-

ferent if Lennox did no singing at all.

To be fair, though, Lennox did sing with

emotion, grace and an onstage charisma

that recalled David Bowie. At one point the

band cleared the stage and Lennox sang a

heartbreaking ballad accompanied only by

Dave Stewart’s acoustic guitar. At another

point, she came on stage in a black bra, and

danced sexily as she sang a scorching

“Would 1 Lie To You?” The band shifted

moods radically throughout the night, often

jarringly.

“Thorn In My Side” was one of the best

songs of the evening, and the enthusiastic

crowd reaction suggested that this one

might make a fine third single. Stewart

played sweeping guitar chords, the band

was crisp as the night itself, and Lennox

danced vigorously with band memebers.

But it was when Patrick Seymour filled

the Hudson River basin with the synthesizer

intro to “Sweet Dreams” that the heavy hit-

ters started coming. “Missionary Man” was

quite powerful, and the harmonica player

gave the song an arena-rock feel akin to Led

Zeppelin’s “When The Levee Breaks.” Af-

ter ‘Would I Lie To You?” and a somewhat

bland version of “Sisters Are Doing It For

Themselves,” they closed the show with the

ballad “Miracle Of Love,” which is a very

moving song but not the kind of mood you

want to end on. Still, the show was highly

entertaining, often heartfelt, and full of con-

sistently fine pop-rock.

So there just happened to

be a set of vibes free — a set of vibes that

Hamp just couldn’t bear to see un-

played. So up to the stage he went —
pulling Max Roach and Milt Hinton
with him.

This is the usual and most accept-

able method. However, the second one is the

one in which we'd all like to be a party to and

that is to get moving and get all those things

done, no matter what the cost, that will even-

tually make the radio station terrific. Ted

points out however that you MUST be sensa-

tive to the owners and you have to remember

to be realistic about what you can do. It also

takes a strong person to take chances.

From a selling aspect, true competition is NOT
only the other station. Often there's other me-

dia like newspaper, billboards and TV. The

way to handle competition is not by "bad

rapping," "digging the dirt" or beating each

other on rates (there's usually enough budget-

ed radio money) but to combat the other me-

dics in the best way you can. "Additionally, a

problem is radio people think their only com-

petitor is each other. Therefore they destroy

each other's ability rather than building up

the radio industry as a viable way to sell prod-

ucts for clients. To influence those clients, that

may not believe in radio, takes ingenuity such

as having the client give you clues on why

radio doesn't work and then demonstrating to

them why their opinion might be wrong. Pro-

motions many times are such a tool for that

hard sell client. Ted feels that sales people are

not always prepared to sell radio correctly.

They may not have a sense for o long-term

sales foundation, even though they have a

good "street sense." A truly qualified sales

person is that person who can read a situation

and adjust the pitch accordingly so the client is

happy and willing to spend their dollars with

you. Always be able to adjust your approach

and be flexible.

These selling techniques are often inter related

to programming procedures as well. Your au-

dience can be considered the client as well,

and you know your product is your station.

Ted's station is programmed to WIN and

fondly refers to his programming style as con-

servative AOR. They stay away from the real-

ly heavy metal songs which might not really be

melodic music. Probably those selections that

you can't hum or sing along to would fit in this

category, however, 98 ROCKS research

enough music to come up with very strong

album cuts so they can avoid this seemingly

non-musical problem. Using music that contin-

ues to be palatable to the masses without er-

roding thier loyal listeners is the mix they try to

achieve.

The world of consulting has been an even

more dramatic learning process for Ted as he

has traveled from New Zealand to Holland

and from Paris to Tahiti. In Wellington, New
Zealand he was operations manager at

WINDY. On a holiday to France, he merely

called Jean Paul Baudecroux at NRJ Radio
Network, and a working relationship has

endured. This French broadcast company has

38 stations which Ted actively takes a role in,

and subsequently the majority of the stations

are achieving very high numbers, if not mak-

ing it to #1. Seguing right into Holland we
have AURO Broadcasting ‘he largest

broadcast company in that country. The cor-

porate complex is divided into divisions such

as the classical, pop and AOR segments, and

there is an entire staff for each area. What
they do, is broadcast one type of music each

day, e.g. Monday, AOR; Tuesday is News;

Wednesday is Pop, etc., so that each day lis-

teners receive 16 hours of a specific music - all

this is done through subscription - much like

our pay TV. More later.

“The mark-up is poor, basically,” says

Imber. “The cost of the machines has

come down greatly, but the cost of the

CD has gone up.” Ira Heilicher, presi-

dent of Great American Music
based in Golden Valley, Minnesota, a

suburb of St. Paul, is very “bullish” on

the subject of CD’s. “While I am sorry

to see a configuration go, CD is here.”

Heilicher says their CD sales are “well

in excess of 20 percent of our business

and we anticipate it to be 30 to 35 per-

cent during Christmas.” Heilicher

doesn’t think that retailers should “foot-

ball” the prices of CD’s when the de-

mand exceeds the supply. He admits

that their gross profits on classical CD’s

are “not what we enjoy on classical LP
and tape and still be even reasonably

competitive.”

With the transition from LP to CD,

retailers will obviously have a bumpy
profit road ahead of them. Let’s not for-

get the record buyer who, like the eight-

track tape buyer of the past, may be

stuck with a machine, with no format

available with which to feed it. Even

when CD prices drop, this will pose a

new problem for retailers as their CD
inventories become suddenly devalued.

If and when the LP becomes a thing

of the past, the need for a larger audio-

cassette package may become more im-

portant for certain types of retail

outlets. “If we lose the ability to mer-

chandise a 12 x 12 package, we need a

6 x 12 rectangle, says Heilicher, “and

I’m not happy that I will probably have

to pay for that increased packaging con-

sidering that it is a well known fact that

it costs less to manufacture a cassette

tape than it does an album, so I can’t see

why the manufacturer’s are going to

pass that extra cost along to the retailer

who will have to pass it along to the

consumer.” Imber echoes those senti-

ments saying the long box “would be a

boon to the industry but, we would not

like to pay for it. It’s going to help their

business too.” With RCA/Ariola an-

nouncing their commitment to a 4" x

12" audiocassette box which will not

include a price increase, Bergman says

he is hopeful. “It’s amazing manufactur-

ers haven’t done something before

now, but it’s good to see a couple dis-

tributors taking a stand.” Bergman did

note that the sound quality of audiocas-

settes has risen tremendously in the last

couple of years. Solomon says, howev-

er, since their business is not based

on a “controlled inventory” store, the

issue is not a concern. “Cassette pack-

aging is fine for everybody but us,” says

Solomon. “We can’t use it because we
don’t have the space. I don’t look for

the demise of the LP tomorrow, I just

don’t.”

Although some retailers recorded

slow starts for this year, the general

consensus is that profits are up com-

pared with last year and many are look-

ing forward to a huge Christmas

season. Record Bar saw an eight per-

cent summer increase, Elroy Enter-

prises/Record World had a 10 percent

summer increase, and Tower realized a

19 percent increase this summer.

Along with the rise in CD sales, video

is also accounting for a substantial por-

tion of the industry profits. With the

price of video coming down, everyone

agrees that sell-through is growing. Hei-

licher notes, “If consumers are willing to

spend $17 on a CD, spending under $20
on a video doesn’t seem so high.”

Are

those bullets indicative of “outstanding

movers”? The idea that 7 out of 10 re-

cords in a chart can be considered “out-

standing movers” completely boggles the

mind. This mind, anyway!

So, in a dramatic move back into the

past, Cash Box has fired its bullets. At

least most of them. The gunslinging “mar-

shall” has been de-fanged, de-clawed and

put out to pasture with barely enough bul-

lets in his holster for a few minutes of

target practice.

And what do we hope to gain from such

a drastic move? Freedom, for one thing.

Freedom from the oppressive environ-

ment that the “loss” of a bullet spawns.

Freedom from some of the weekend fin-

gernail-chewing and Rolaid-chewing

which is the natural offspring of “bullet

anxiety.”

Considering the fact that only a small

percentage of product will be given bul-

lets, records can no longer be viewed as

being “over” simply because they don’t

have them In fact, the greater majority

will not!

Now, for the first time in many a moon,

a label’s promotion staff can go about its

business of promoting country records

confidently, whether they have bullets or

not. No longer does the threat of “losing”

a bullet stalk the alleys of Music Row like

the mean-tempered marshall of that West-

ern scenario.

CHICAGO — Almost half of the vending

companies pay their route service employ-

ees on an hourly basis and 76 percent pay

route supervisors a weekly salary, accord-

ing to the National Automatic Merchandis-

ing Assn. (NAMA).

These and other comprehensive data are

contained in the newly issued “Wage Rates

and Benefits Survey” completed this sum-

mer by NAMA. A total of 406 NAMA mem-
ber firms contributed their data for the

survey, covering all regions of the country.

Among the participants, 68 are unionized

and 338 do not have unions.

Joann James, NAMA assistant secretary-

treasurer, who compiled the survey, says

the report gives data by region and sepa-

rates them for unionized and non-unionized

companies. The responses are representa-

tive of various sizes of operating companies

with the extensive section on employee

benefits presented by company size and on

the basis of unionized and non-union

operators.

Detailed results on wages are presented

for route service personnel, mechanics,

commissary workers, location attendants,

warehouse employees, route and mechan-

ics’ supervisors, commissary supervisors

and sales personnel.

The survey results are available to

NAMA members for $5 per copy, but are

not furnished tc non-members. Ms. James

said a previous study was completed in

1984.
