Chappell Bought By WCI
By Stephen Padgett

LOS ANGELES-Chappell and Com-
pany, Inc., the giant music pubhshing

company, has entered into an agree-

ment with Warner Communications,

Inc. whereby WCI will acquire a 100

percent interest in the publishing com-

pany.

Chappell, which had been rumored

to be on the block for more than six

months, was acquired by WCI at a

price reported to be in excess of $200

milhon. WCI prevailed in acquiring

Chappell over a field of competitors

that included, among others, MCA.
MCA Music and Entertainment Group

president Irving Azoff told Cash Box
that his company’s offer of $185 mil-

lion was “turned down.”

A statement issued May 13 from

WCI’s New York headquarters said,

“WCI will acquire 100 percent of the

music publishing firm from a group of

private investors. Completion of the

transaction is subject to regulatory ap-

proval and the execution of a definitive

agreement. Terms of the transaction

were not disclosed.”

If the deal is approved and com-
pleted, it would result in joining two of

the three largest music publishers,

creating the largest such company in

the world. Among the wealth of

copyrights administered by Chappell

are works by Gilbert and SuUivan,

George and Ira Gershwin, Lawrence

Hart, Cole Porter, Rodgers and Ham-
merstein and Irving Berlin.

Reports in Tuesday, May 12 edi-

tions of the Los Angeles Times sug-

gested that WCI would purchase Chap-

pell with $200 in preferred stock. By
doing so, WCI would dilute Chris-

Craft Industries’ share in its stock. Ac-

cording to the Times, Chris-Craft is an

often divisive element at shareholders

meetings. Geoffrey W. Holmes, vice

president, WCI, asserted that the sug-

gestion was “absolutely not true.” He
went on to say, “There will be pref-

fered stock, that’s part of the deal , but

it is a small part of the deal.
’ ’

The majority of the $200 million

purchase price “is an assumption of

debt that Chappell has currently,” Hol-

mes said. “The amount of shares that

will be issued is not significant and

will not dilute them (Chris-Craft) at

all,” he added.

Chappell is expected to maintain a

seperate identity, according to Holmes,

although he did not rule out that it may
be subsumed somewhat into WCI’s ex-

isting publishing arm, Warner Bros.

Music Publishing. “Over time we will

consolidate the two,” he said, but

added, “I would certainly hate to lose

the Chappell identity, particularly in

markets where Chappell is a force.”

Chappell’s rich holdings in what

Holmes calls “non-pop” music as weU
as its international profile makes its

fusion with Warner Bros., a strong

domestic pop company, a particularly

appropriate one. Holmes claims.

Neither Chuck Kaye, Warner Bros.

Music Publishing president, nor Freddy

Bienstock, Chappell’s top executive,

could be reached for comment. How
the new deal will affect the two execu-

tives is still uncertain.

year.

Horizon Music Corp., Hidden Pun

Music, Inc. and Stephen Bishop Music

Publishing company. Foster received

four awards for the songs “Glory Of
Love (Theme From The Karate Kid

Partll); “Love theme From St. Elmo’s

Fire;” “Now And Forever (You And
me,” and St. Elmo’s Fire (Man In Mo-

tion).” which picked up its second

award.

Other multiple wirmers were

Canadian songwriter Jim Vallance

(PROC) with three and songwriters Gil-

bert Alexander Gabriel (PRS), Steven

George, Daryl Hall, Will Jennings,

Howard Jones (PRS), Nicholas Wil-

liam Laird-Clowes (PRS), John Lang,

Richard Page, Carole Bayer Sager and

Ina Wolf received two citations each.

British quintet Spear of Destiny,

who have just released their first

stateside album for the fledgling Vir-

gin America label.

A veteran of both the bands Burn-

ing Rome and the aggressive, dour

Theatre Of Hate, Brandon’s current

band is the third embodiment of

Spear Of Destiny. “The last incarna-

tion of the band went on to greener

pastures,” Brandon told Cash Box in

an interview at Virgin’s Beverly

Hills offices.
‘

‘It had come to the end

of the road. It started repeating arran-

gements. There was an established

pattern to the songs and I don’t like

that.”

On the new release, “Outlands,”

the band—nick-named SODIII-serve

up a healthy dose of guitar-driven,

rhythmic pieces which are tonally

and thematically tinged with Bran-

don’s ever-present sense of aliena-

tion and anomie without the forbid-

ding snarling drone of some of Bran-

don’s previous work. A natural for

the college/altemative crowd, the

material here should build a solid

base of fans here.

“I wanted to get back to playing

rock ’n’ roll and I’m a lot happier

with what I’m doing now. I think

there’s a lot more space in it,” says

Brandon.

‘You can sort of see into it

and feel it. There’s more time for the

listener. The last album was a bit

frenzied, a bit cluttered. This one is

stripped relatively down to guitar,

drums and soundtrack. I think it’s a

well-crafted album and as far as I’m

concerned, although everyone will

say this about their new album, I

genuinely think it’s the best thing

I’ve ever done.”

Indeed, from the barren future of

“Outlands,” the funkj'/mietal groove

of the satiric “Miami Vice,” to the

haunting “Strangers In Our Town,”
Brandon’s vocals are strong, fre-

quently chilling and always exciting.

“If I were a blues singer. I’d say

these are troubled times, uncertain

times and a lot of this tmcertainty

comes out in ‘Outlands.’ There’s a

bit of desperation in it as w’ell. A lot

of it is seen from the bottom looking

up.”

Brandon’s new band consists of

Steve Barnacle (bass, keyboards), his

brother Pete Barnacle (drums), Bran-

don (vocals, guitars) and German
keyboardist Volker Janssen. Marco
Peroni, late of Adam and the Ants,

also played guitar on the album. “He
just came out and gave me a hand,”

says Brandon.

Since the last Spear Of Destiny Al-

bums on another label were released

in the U.K. and Brazil exclusively

(Don’t ask me about it, I don’t know,

Brandon shrugs), he is excited to

have an American release, especially

on the aggressive Virgin America
label. “It’s a totally new audience

and I’m looking forw'ard to see what

happens here.” What are his expecta-

tions for “Outlands” in the U.S.? “I

don’t know,” he chuckles, “It’s vir-

gin territory.”

Ladysmith Black Mambazo

NEW YORK — Paul Simon’s

“Graceland” shows have given Ladys-

mith Black Mambazo, a ten-man South

African a capeUa choir, wider U.S. ex-

posure than ever before. Though
Ladysmith is a superstar act in its

homeland, having recorded 25 albums,

only a few of its albums have been
available in the U.S., where they are

relatively unknown. Their Warner
Bros, debut album, “Shaka Zulu,”

coming in the midst of their tour with

Simon, may change aU that.

At a recent show in New York,

people packed a downtown club to

hear the group in its pure form, apart

from the Simon entourage, and the

reception was enthusiastic. Ladysmith

was full of movement as they took the

stage, with hands shaking and fmgers

pointing and feet kicking. Their har-

monies were seamless as Joseph

Shabalala led the group through call-

and-response vocals and dance steps

that animated such songs as “How
Long” and “King Of Kings,” from

the “Shaka Zulu” album.

EAST COASTINGS
BY 1981, SQUEEZE seemed to be
on the verge of mass success.

Songwriters Chris DifTord and
Glenn Tilbrook were being com-
pared to Lennon & McCartney and
Gilbert & Sullivan, and the band had
become a hot live act. By the end of

the summer, their fourth album,
“East Side Story” (A&M), had
climbed halfway up the top 100, and
a single, “Tempted,” had done the

same. Later, the next year, they

would headline Madison Square Gar-

den for the first time, in support of an

album that quickly went top forty

and then just as rapidly dropped from
the charts. The build-up for that LP,

“Sweets For A Stranger,” had been
tremendous, so the let-down was
equally devastating. That fall, the

band broke-up.
Now Squeeze has reunited. Their

recent sold-out shows at the Ritz

were so well-received that they seem
closer to mass-success today than

when they were doing their best

work. Gauging from the shriek level

in the audience, songs like
‘

‘Another

Nail In My Heart” and “Pulling

Mussels (From The Shell)” are final-

ly catching on in a big way - seven

years after the fact.

In concert, the songs from their up-

coming A&M studio album, tenta-

tively titled “Life In The Bus Lane,”
were performed without the tricks

and contrivances that have marred
their work since 1982. That’s a good
sign, because they had gotten too

fussy in the studio, warping catchy

choruses and disfiguring melodies as

if ashamed of the fact that they’re bet-

ter at writing “Penny Lane” than

“Strawberry Fields Forever.” But
an album that captures the pub-rock

spontaneity and charm of Aeir live

shows might finally - belatedly -

earn them a place at the top of the

charts.

LA BAMBA, a film about Ritchie

Valens’ rise to stardom, is more than

just another rock ‘n’ roll fantasy in

the Buddy Holly Story mode. With
gritty authenticity, it captures the

Mexican-American milieu of the San
Fernando Valley where Valens grew
up, and dramatizes the volatile

relationship between Valens (played

by Lou Diamond Phillips) and his

half-brother Bob (Esai Morales).
The music in the film is also superb.

Ladysmith (continued from page 12)

that place. I wrote the Zulu: ‘Emaweni

webaba silale maweni.’ And I wrote in

English too: ‘Strong wind destroy our

home/many dead tonight it could be

you.’”

“Paul Simon writes ‘homeless’ and

said, Joseph, please continue on the

lyrics,” he says. “When I read the

Bible, there is a promise that there is a

better home in heaven. I was thinking

about that.”

Shabalala formed the group, all of

whom are related to one another, in the

mid-sixties in his hometown of Ladys-

mith, a South African farm com-

munity. Their music is rural and

naturalistic, with lyrics about sunsets,

moonlight, and rain, and it has great ap-

peal in the urban centers of South

Africa. Ladysmith plays isicalhamiya

(translation: “sneak attack”), a form

of Zulu choir music, and its lyrics on

the group’s new album are both in

English and Zulu. Ladysmith Black

Mambazo is as non-ideological as the

natural phenomena they sometimes

sing about, and Shabalala insists that

those who read other meanings into his

lyrics are mistaken.
Ladysmith seems more at home

singing than talking; during a recent

press conference in New York the

group spontaneously broke into “Rain,

Rain, Beautiful Rain.” Their har-

monies were so powerful that they

didn’t need microphones, and in fact

when they began as a group they didn’t

have them. “In our country we
haven’t got powerful microphones so

we have to force our voice when we
sing,” said Shabalala at the press con-

ference. “When we sing with Paul

Simon, he used to tell us that we must

sing easy. Now, we’ve learned to sing

easy.”

Shabalala says he wasn’t exposed to

much music from outside South Africa

when he was growing up, and that he

first heard of Simon when preparation

for “Graceland” was underway.
‘ ‘Where I grew up on the farm there is

no radio or grammaphone. There was

nothing until I arrived in the city and

then I started to hear radio.
’ ’

Shabalala hinted that there was at

least one other U.S. artist he might

want to collaborate with. “When we
were at the Grammy Awards I liked

Stevie Wonder,” Shabalala told Cash
Box. “I like his music very much. I

would like to work with anybody who
likes to work with me. But Stevie

Wonder - that day to me he was num-
ber one.

Jazz has completed its massive

program reissuing everything that the

great Sarah Vaughan waxed for the

Mercury label. Last year, you’ll

recall, PolyGram gave us three boxed
sets covering the sessions from the

’50s. Now, on two boxed sets of LPs
or a single boxed set of CDs, comes
“The Complete Sarah Vaughan on
Mecury Vol. 4, 1963-1967.’’ Like

the first three sets, this material is

spotty. Unlike the first three sets,

this material is mostly spotty.

One thing is certain-Sarah

Vaughan’s singing is magnificent

eveiy inch of the way. But in the

’60s Mercury attempted to cast her as

more of a pop singer, and this set is

stuffed with schmaltz and com-
Sarah singing covers of the hits of

the day (“What the World Needs
Now Is Love,” “A Lover’s Concer-

to,” etc.), Sarah singing with the

soupy Sevend Saaby Choir, Sarah

singing something called “Domini-

que’s Discotheque.” Great singing,

awful material, mostly awful arrange-

ments.

There is some fine Sarah here

however, some of the finest avail-

able. “Sassy Swings the Tivoli”

was a delightful live LP, recorded in

Copenhagan, produced by Quincy

Jones, and featuring only la Vaughan
and her trio. In

‘ ‘Volume 4,” we not

only get the original ten songs from

the LP, but an additional 22 numbers
never before available in the States

(some of it has been out in Japan).

That, and a nice pair of dates original-

ly released as “It’s a Man’s World”
and “Sassy Swings Again,” are ex-

ceptionally worthwhile. The rest of

it has its moments, but only Sarah

Vaughan completists are really going

to fmd very much other divine

material in here. StiU, completeness

is the key and, for that, PolyGram
Jazz and Kiyoshi Koyama, who put

aU of the sets together, deserve

another deep bow.

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PROFILES
Steve Gary-Music Director

KVET/KASE-Austin, TX
During his college years,

Steve Gary decided he wanted a

career in radio because of his

love for music; he liked the

thought of getting a job doing

something he enjoyed. Radio
seemed to be just that. In 1969,

while attending Southwest Texas
State University in San Marcos,
he got his first radio job, as an on-

air DJ at Austin’s KVET, working

an all-night shift. He didn’t mind
the odd hours so much at the

time, he says, because "I was in-

volved in music and got to listen

to music while I worked."

He stayed with KVET until

1970; then it was on to rock and
roil station KDSX in Sherman.
Soon after, he returned to

country music, working as Music
Director for KOKE-FM in Austin.

At the time, the station had an in-

novative progressive country for-

mat, where country music was
blended with "outlaw" country,

"redneck" rock and "renegade"

country, which were being made
by people like Guy Clark, Riders

Of The Purple Sage, and others-

artists who weren’t country

enough to get airplay on

mainstream country radio sta-

tions.

Although the progressive

country format was successful in

terms of gathering listeners, the

audience was small and the sta-

tion didn’t show up well in ratings.

In 1977, KOKE-FM changed to a

full-time country format and Gary
continued on with that station as

Music Director until 1 982.

That year, Steve Gary "came
home" to KVET/KASE, as Music
Director for both of the "sister"

stations. 100,000-watt KASE-FM
is mostly Cash Box Top 40
country, while KVET is a bit more
traditional. "We go back farther

for oldies on KVET," he says.

"We might play Hank Williams,

Sr., Bob Wills or Ernest Tubb,
who wouldn’t get played on

KASE."
Although KASE leans more

toward major established artists

first, the station doesn’t always

wait for a song to be inside the

Top 40, playing records right "out

of the box". As for independent

labels, KASE certainly gives

them a break also. "From time to

time we find something that we
can really get behind that’s inde-

pendent," Gary says. "We’ve
done very well with Adam Baker.

We’ve played everything that he

has done. It was a gamble that

paid off for us, because his

records came to be very much in

demand with our listeners. They
still call to request his music. We
also have given shots to local ar-

tists."

As Music Director, the early

part of Gary’s week is spent

taking the record promotion calls,

talking to people from the labels

who give him information about

their current records, selecting

the new currents to be added,
and preparing the logs and
charts. During the latter part of

the week, he devotes time to ol-

dies, re-carting them for play or

locating oldies that the station’s

library is missing.

Gary says he prefers being

Music Director over being an on-

air DJ. "1 did the on-air thing for

twelve or thirteen years," he

says, "and I really like this better.

On-air was fun, but of course, on-

air you are subject to working
holidays and nights and odd
hours, and 1 don’t have to do that

anymore."

What he enjoys most about
his job is listening to the music.

"It exposes me to a very broad
spectrum of music. I’m hearing

those successful chart records

and also the obscure records as
well, that probably won’t chart,

and I really enjoy that part."

Although he enjoys other

types of music, Steve Gary plans

to stay with country. "I love jazz

and I like a lot of the rock and roll

that’s out," he says, "but country

seems to be my home.
Country’s been very good to me."

THE UMVERSAL AKiPHITHE-
ATRE, L.A.-A near capacity crowd

here enthusiastically welcomed the

emerging queen of country music to

L.A. recently, and a welTdeserved wel-

come it was, too.

With a voice to rival any of

counliy’s best female singers (past and

present), McEntire, aided by a superb

collection of musicians, served up a

hearty evening of weepy ballads, love

songs, county rock and spiritual music

during her hour-plus show.

From the joyously upbeat “Why
Not Tonight” (from her most recent

MCA LP, “What Am I Gonna’ Do
About You?”) to a magical a capella

delivery of Patsy Cline’s “Sweet

Dreams,” McEntire might well have

blown away half the adjoining Univer-

sal Studios Tour with her dynamic

voice.

The red-headed singer, middle child

of a veritable dynasty of McEntire

singers (older brother Pake is signed to

RCA, younger sister Susie sings

gospel. Mom also sings), McEntire

worked the amphitheatre stage with

considerable country charm and humor.

Admitting that several of the tunes in

the show were quite sad, she an-

noimced the kind of tune without which

no country show would be complete: a

romantic song. The song was “Til It

Snows In Mexico,” from her “What
Am I Gonna Do About You” LP
(which she dubbed “Our romantic

song of the evening”), sung with poise

and strength.

“Sweet Dreams,”which closed the

show, wasn’t the only gem from the

past McEntire trotted out. A roots-con-

scious delivery of “San Antonio

Rose” " another Cline-recorded tone -

was also given a fine outing. And while

many of the songs on McEntire’s

program for the evening had slick, com-

mercial arrangements, her voice (some-

what reminiscent of Cline’s, especially

in range) has a comfortable, down-

home ring that no amount of pop ar-

ranging could make sound like a sell-

out.

For this reviewer, McEntire

provides a female, and slightly more

modem angle to the wave of “new
traditionalist” music ciurently hitting

the country scene. Hers is a pure sound

- commercial, yes (recorded digitally,

yes) - but low on glitz and questionable

stabs at pop crossover. If there is an

overriding impression other than the

wonder of her voice to be had from her

show, it’s that Reba McEntire is the

real thing. The evening included no Las

Vegas camouflage.

As shows go these days, hers was

refreshingly simple. Things got a mite

unconvincing only during a flimsy jag

into the mid-’60’s pop sound with a

limp country rocker called “Sycamore
Park.”'nie song and its staging were

out of place in McEntire’s otherwise

unaffected show.

Tableau endings to most tones

provided an effective, understated

answer to overblown staging.

McEntire was well supported by her

band, especially the dramatic percus-

sion of dmnuner Steve Short, which

gave an extra edge to such hit McEntire

ballads as “What Am I Gonna’ Do
About You” and last year’s smash

“Whoever’s In New England.”

Richard Solomon’s fiddle, and Donnie

LaValle’s peddle steel were also of spe-

cial note. Back-up singer Susie Hoskins

provided ample vocal fill-ins.

McEntire’s show was opened by

W’’amer Bros, recording act the Nitty

Gritty Dirt Band, featuring ex-Eagles

guitarist Bemie Leadon. The veteran

group, making renewed headway in the

country arena after 20 years in the busi-

ness, delivered a diverse set of modem
country tunes.

From the lazy, loping chording of

“Trae” (a recent AOR hit) to the

speed-metal thrash of “Your Haunted

Head;” from the acoustic vulnerability

of “You’re The Only One” to the

riveting energy of “Still In Hol-

lywood,” this band’s debut I.R.S.

album is nothing less than brilliant. It

is an exercise in many genres but im-

possible to pigeonhole. The only com-
mon thread running throughout Con-

crete Blonde’s work to date is a

profound and refreshing insistence

upon doing things iheir way. This is

evident in both their music and their

stage personas.

In the live setting, especially one as

intimate as The Whisky, the band’s as-

sets are easily identifiable. Lead singer

and bassist Johnette Napolitano is the

chief focus of attention, sporting her

black, fashionably ragged clothes and

recently coifed Mohawk. She can

evoke images of Wendy O. Williams

or Chrissie Hynde, but her frequent

smile belies the hard-as-nails exterior.

Her vocal integrity paints a coat of sin-

gular sincerity on the surface of each

song, and thus the listener feels the kin-

ship that the best artists can create.

Concrete Blonde is much more than

a one-wornan show, however. Much
like the early incarnations of The
Pretenders, the band performs live and

on vinyl as a harmonious unit, each

playing off the others’ strengths. Drum-
mer Harry Rushakoff is the ace in the

hole. His masterful fills and dead-on

chops comprise the dangerous substruc-

ture of Concrete Blonde’s powerful

sound. He is a man in complete com-

mand of his instrument, and through

his mastery the band’s eclectic sense of

composition is given the luxury of con-

sistaut rhythmic moorings.

Guitarist Jim Mankey rounds out

the trio. Less flamboyant onstage, Ms
guitar is nonetheless the primary

vehicle for delivering the musical mes-

sage.

The band’s primal power was evi-

dent early in this evening’s set. One of

the LP’s better cuts, “Dance Along

The Edge,” delivered ail of the

promise of the vinyl version and more,

with intensity building from verse to

verse and finally crashing down in a vi-

cious climax. George Hamison’s “Be-

ware Of Darkness” was also treated ex-

quisitely, and one could sense that this

band is ready for bigger stages to con-

quer.

Concrete Blonde’s ability to effec-

tively translate different styles of rock

was demonstrated m the new songs un-

veiled at The Whisky. The best was the

tight, strong “Run, Rim, Run,”

powered by the thundering interplay of

Mankey and Rushakoff. The other end

of the spectrum came late in the show

when Napolitano sat down solo with an

acoustic guitar for the introspective

“Little Conversations.” These new
numbers bode well for upcoming Con-

crete Blonde product.

The undeniable highlight of the set,

however, was the rowdy rave-up “Still

In Hollywood,” which Napolitano

prefaced by commenting on the song’s

ability to transcend borders and

nationalities. This is appropriate, for it

is the song’s gritty, yet optimistic, look

at downtrodden city life that endears it

to the listener. Its imagery captures per-

fectly the seamy side of Tinsel Town.

The band’s inspired rendition, with the

torrid force of the verses leading into

the shout-along chorus, brought chills

to this reviewer.

Many local music observers have

labelled Concrete Blonde the most im-

portant Los Angeles band since X, and

with performances like this one, it is

easy to see why. In a town inundated

with passionless haircut/glam bands,

they are a most refreshing alternative.

If they can manage to avoid the

dreaded sophomore slump associated

with “The Next Big Thing” tag, they

will be something to watch (and listen

to) for quite a while to come.

he Stranglers

HOLLYWOOD PALLADIUM, L.A.-

Although the music of this British quar-

tet has evolved considerably over their

influential 12-year career from their

punky beginnings to a more polished,

melodic frame, make no mistake-the

Stranglers still pack the same forbid-

ding lyrical landscapes.

Their first performance here in over

three years, the hour and a half long

show was, for the most part, satisfying

and at times engaging. Providing a

generous cross-section of their sizable

catalog from “No More Heroes” to

five selections from their latest offer- I

ing, “Dreamtime,” the band, which I

stiU has its original members-
|

vocalist/guitarist Hugh Cornwell, 1

vocalist/bassist Jean Jacques Bumel,
j

keyboardist Dave Greenfield and drum-

mer Jet Black, sound more polished

and self assured than ever.

Assisted by a three-piece horn sec-

tion, the band powered through such

early rockers as “Down In The
Sewer,” “Tank,” “Peaches,” “Bring

On the Nubiles,” which took on new
proportions with the addition of horns.

Unfortunately, the acoustics here have

always left something to be desired and

at times the horns came across sound-

ing muddy as did the band itself. Al-

though the festival-standing ballroom

was nearly packed, it would have been

better to hear the band in a more in-

timate setting. Because of the size of

the Palladium, one of the Strangler’s

distinguishing trademarks, keyboards,

at times during earlier material,

sounded a bit shrill, yet later material

which relies on more of a synthesized

sound, came across much more
cohesive.

Upon reflection, the Stranglers are

one of the few early punk/post-punk

outfits still around, and this perfor-

mance magnifies their importance as

an influential musical force. Cornwell

and Bumel have always been interest-

ing vocalists but their delivery was not

quite as rough-hewn on new material

such as the lilting “Always The Sun,”

the bouncy “Shakin’ Like a Leaf,”

and the sarcastic jab at fame in the

U.S., “Big In America,” yet it was

still a pleasure to hear such classic

gnmgy, menaces as “Nice ’n’

Sleazy,” “Bring On The Nubiles,”

“Peaches” and “Toiler On The Sea.”

Although the band has been popular

in the U.K. and Europe since their in-

ception in 1975, success here has

eluded them. (Maybe an impetus for

“Big In America) Perhaps the attention

that has been given their new LP, in-

cluding a modest amount of airplay of

the catchy single “Always The Sun,”

prompted them to play here. Since their

last two albums-”Aural Sculpture”

and the new one, their sound has be-

come increasingly more accessible

which could appeal to a wider

audience. The arrangements are more

complex giving the band a more

modem sound and the addition of

horns has given them a fuller sound.

The crowd, which I expected to be

largely the doom and gloom, black-at-

tired variety, was unusually mixed with

teeny hoppers, collegiate types, punks

and the gothic ones. Sad to say, for a

band who is still producing meaning-

ful, textured music, albeit, dark pop

music which could find a larger

audience with some radio play, with

their name and connection to the punk

era, it is imlikely that many CHR or

AOR radio programmers or

mainstream America who listens to it,

will even give them a try.

A true original, singing what is per-

haps best described as country soul the

way only he can do, T. Graham is

flashy and full of self-confidence.

Whether on stage or record, he is a

proven showman, defdy backed by the

Hard Tops, one of the hottest bands on
the touring circuit today.

As a follow-up to his highly suc-

cessful debut LP, Brilliant Conver-
sationalist brings forth a new array of

blues and rock oriented country

sounds, embellished once again by the

hot guitar of Nashville session-man
Brent Rowan. For his album, T. and
producer Bud Logan returned to

Muscle Shoals Sound Studio in Shef-

field, Alabama where much of his pre-

vious album was recorded.

The new album showcases more of

T. Graham the songwriter, collaborat-

ing with various hit-making songsters

on five tracks- “The Last Resort,”

“R.F.D. 30529,” “Walk On Water,”

“Talkin’ To It,” and “The Past Ain’t

What It Used To Be.” Also included,

is a remake of the hit Steve Crop-
per/Otis Redding song “Sittin’ On
The Dock Of The Bay” and the Dave
Loggins tune, “Anything To Lose.”

“It must be human nature to label

things,” comments T., “but the best

compliment I ever get from anyone at

a show is ‘You don’t sound like

anybody.’ When people really press

me for what to call my music.

The blend of whatever it is that is

T. Graham Brown has been a long

time brewing. While in school at the

University of Georgia, in the early

’70’s, he wowed ’em in the Holiday

Inn lounge at night with beach music.

His “David Allan Coe Period” fol-

lowed, manifested by touring the

Southeast as T. Graham Brown and

REO Diamond. Then there was T.

Graham Brown and Rack Of Spam,
tuning in tighter on what was to come.

“That was an R&B band,” he says.

“Van Morrison’s ‘Brown Eyed Girl’

and John Fogerty’s ‘Green River’ were
the ordy white music we did.

’ ’

In 1986, T. put his current band
together. “I wanted to call these guys
Rack Of Spam,” he laughs, “but they

wouldn’t go for it. They decided on
The Hard Tops as a band name, but

they did go and have a Spam can key
goldplated for me. I would almost bet

that it’s the only one in the world,” he
beams, holding it aloft.

The rest of the story, as they say, is

history. During the first year in Nash-
viIle-1982-he got into singing demos
for various publishing companies and
was signed to CBS Songs as a

songwriter. From local jingles and
radio ID’s, he has graduated to nation-

al campaigns for McDonalds, Kraft,

and Coca Cola. This activity led to his

being signed to Capitol Records fol-

lowing an expansion of the

Capitol/EMI America division in Nash-

ly any sound,” Scholz told Cash Box

^ter the press conference. ‘‘And it’s

all foot-switchable or controllable from

the guitar. All the different sounds (on

I

‘Third Stage’) require a lot of changes

in processing: different equalizations,

different amounts of distortion, etc.

With these amps, we can make aU

those changes by ourselves on stage,

controlled by the musicians.
’ ’

‘‘You’ll hear everything on stage

that you might have picked off the

album,” he says. ‘‘All the vocal har-

monies, the guitar harmonies, etc.”

The ability to duplicate the sounds

on ‘‘Third Stage” was a key factor in

I Scholz’s decision to hit tire road again.
‘

‘Last time I went on tour, it was with

traditional amps,” he says. ‘‘Attempt-

ing to get the amp to do what I wanted

it to do was always very frustrating.”

He says the show will feature all of

the ‘‘Third Stage” album, as well as

selected songs from ‘‘Boston” and

‘‘Don’t Look Back,” the band’s other

two albums.

Boston spent six years making sure

‘‘Third Stage” sounded exactly the

way they wanted it - even if that meant

inventing the technology to do it.

Through Scholz’s company, Scholz

Research and Development (SR&D),

he developed the highly successful

Rockman, a miniature amp that

produces guitar effects.

‘‘Believe it or not, (‘Third Stage’)

would have taken longer if I hadn’t had

the Rockman,” he says. ‘‘(SR&D)
gave me the equipment I needed to

finish the record and at the tail end it

gave me the bucks to fight CBS and at

the same time finish the record.
’ ’

Scholz started SR&D essentially to

give himself a day job, since he says he

writes his best material when he ap-

proaches music as a hobby, not as a

full time job. ‘‘For me, if I were to ap-

proach music as a job I might be able

to be a good guitar player or good
keyboard player but as far as creativity

I think that’s impossible,” he says. ‘‘I

tried it once; that’s the way I ap-

proached ‘Don’t Look Back’ and I was

unhappy with the record. I intentional-

ly started a small company specifically

so I’d have a place to work.”

Scholz seems more comfortable in

the studio or in his laboratory than on
the road, but nonetheless on the road is

where he’ll be this summer. Tour

dates include: Dallas June 20; Philadel-

phia June 25 and 26; The
Meadowlands Arena in E. Rutherford,

N.J. July 2 and 3 (only scheduled New
York area dates); Detroit July 8; Los

Angeles (The Forum) July 18 and 20;

Bruford: A Candid Chat
With Cash Box

LOS ANGELES-Ca5/z Box caught up

with, BUI Bruford, percussionist ex-

traordinaire, in New York after a recent

taping of the New Visions program on

VHl where he performed live and

brought some clips of his new jazz

quartet-Earthworks. Following last

week’s introductory piece, the follow-

ing is the promised text of the inter-

view with Bruford who discussed his

new band and his past affiliations with

considerable verve:

Cash Box: What is Earthworks aU

about?

Bill Bruford: I had a duo with Patrick

Moraz for a while. That was fine, but

what I was partly waiting for while that

was going on, I was kind of having a

sabbatical back on the acoustic drum

set, waiting for the electronic set to get

better, which it did really. In late ’85 I

returned to the electronic set with a

vengeance because by this stage, it was

MIDI (Musical Instrument Digital In-

terface) capable. It was possible to

write tunes form the damn thing and

here I was writing all these interesting

rhythmic types of tunes which needed

an outlet and concurrently in London,

there was a kind of an explosion of the

jazz scene. So I headhunted three of

the brightest young guys from that

department to make this album

Earthworks which we feel is really a

kind of British jazz album. It reaUy

isn’t an American album. So it’s essen-

tially more of a move in a jazz way
which has been something I think that

I’ve probably been slow to get around

to, but this is because of been very

reluctant. I hate all this fusion stuff.

This is not really my department, so

Earthworks sounds very different from

that kind of thing. The line up is acous-

tic saxophone by Iain BaUamy and an

imusual combination of keyboards and

E flat tenor hom-Django Bates-named

after the famous guitarist—and upright

acoustic bass, Mick Hutton and

electronic percussion. It’s a fairly soft,

warm, very intimate acoustic top and

bottom to the thing with the horns and

the bass, whereas it has an electronic

middle strata to it of drums and

keyboards which often interlink and

make rolling kind of patterns to the

thing. So that’s the kind of structural

thing going on there. The source of the

music is jazz and it’s also British in the

sense that there are flavors of north of

England brass band music in there, the

British musicians have that sort of con-

nection with brass players and it has a

sort of King Crimson escapee to it.

CB: How has your drumming ap-

proach changed or is it an extension of

what you had been doing?

BB: Oh it’s all an extension I think but

it is very much dictated by this musical

instrument manufacrorer, Dave Sim-

mons, who manufactures the electronic

drums that I play and I work closely

with him. this is exciting, but also very

irritating because my instrument keeps

changing. It is being designed, built

and developed while I play it which

can become very tedious. It’s definitely

one of these albums that’s on the cut-

ting edge of MIDI for drummers and

it’s for them, no doubt about that ex-

cept you’re not aware of that when
your listening to it if you’ve never

heard of MIDI. That’s fine too.

CB: Why is it that the electronic drums

weren’t workable for you?

BB: It’s just technology. It takes time

for these thing to develop. The electric

guitar was terrible for about 20 years

until they got it together, the electronic

drums started more or less as a toy and

that was fine, they were just used on a

one dynamic level for pop music which

was okay, except when you really re-

quired them to respond and have more

dynamics, then it becomes more com-

plex altogether. A lot of research and

development are working on this stuff

now but there isn’t that much demand
for it.

CB: There isn’t?

BB: Not really. I would consider

myself a reasonably adventurous drum-
mer, who is interested in electronics

and therefore wanted to be as adven-

turous as possible, but the jazz players

are stiU set on acoustic playing. The
rock guys are stiU set with their

machines and their kind of one-dimen-

sional playing so that’s that. I think

there’s a whole generation of British

kids who have never heard an acoustic

drum set. There really isn’t a real call

for a very expressive interpretive instru-

ment which is what I want to improvise

on.

CB: Does your electronic set scare

away most jazz musicians?

BB: Yes it does and I’m in the kind of

grey area between aU of this. I can see

aU this going on. I respect the position

of good player who says, ‘‘look, I can’t

play these things here.” They’re not

developed enough and it’s true, they’re

not. I’m playing them far too early. In

ten years, they’ll be great, but you’ve

only got one life to lead and you can’t

wait around for ever. I’d rather form

Earthworks, with the equipment such

as it is, to get the best music I can out

of it and meanwhile, by the time the

second Earthworks album is out, there

will be a second drum set. A lot of

times you’re asked your influence on a

drum set and your standard answer is

Ringo Starr or Billy Cobham or some-

one, but in fact there’s no doubt that

my biggest influence is Dave Simmons
who manufactures the instrument I

have to play.

CB: You mentioned that Earthworks is

not fusion. How is it different?

BB: WeU, you know we feel that

Americans put a fair amount of em-

phasis on technical capability, almost

too much. So you have this

phenomenon of your best schools like

GIT in Hollywood and Berklee in Bos-

ton turning out these wonderfully ac-

complished musicians. There must be a

thousand a year coming out of the as-

sembly line and they all have a fantas-

tic mixolydian scale which they can

play at 600 miles per hour. In England,

we have no jazz schools at all. You
simply can’t learn the stuff. It’s not

that the young guys can’t play, they

can play like crazy, but it is not techni-

cally oriented. Technique is something

you more or less try to disguise. Have
you heard the old adage, the artist who
concealed the art or perhaps you

haven’t, but you have now. (laughs)

It’s been in the back of my head ever

since I can remember. But if you can

see it being done, I don’t want to see it.

You see what I mean. When a

magician pulls a rabbit our of a hat, if

you can see it coming, it’s no fun.

CB: You are more interested in the

sound and not how it’s generated.

BB:Yes this is correct. That would be

a fair way to put it. Of course, there is

improvising in a fairly traditional

mainstream sense. It’s stiU not quite

like any other jazz that’s around. The

only thing I can say is that it’s British.

CB: What are whirled instruments,

mentioned on the LP?

BB: Whirled instruments are ones you

whirl around your head and they make
a sound in contact with the air. They’re

little strips of metal with retentioned

rubber which vibrates and emits eerie

types of harmonic sounds which in the

States, I think the Arapahos, had buU

roars. That’s another kind of whirled

instrument. It’s a piece of wood you

whirl around your head, it spins like

crazy and emits a frightening sound

which primitive cultures used to ward

off the Devil or too keep evil spirits

away. So whirled instruments, you wiU

find, have been used by all cultures at

one time except, I think, possibly the

British and Northern Europeans.

CB: How do you record these instru-

ments?

BB: That’s easy. You get a big trunk

and stand about six feet in the air and

put two microphones about 30 feet

apart stereo on a long leash of about

four or five feet, you whirl these

things, vibrating in the air and you get

this horrendous sound in stereo which

is great. That stuff occurs on a track

called ‘‘the shepherd is eternal.” We
needed a kind of very timeless sound

which these primitive instruments

produce for you. It’s jazz, but you can

begin to tell that it smeUs funny.

CB: When will you tour here?

BB: We’re hoping to get around June

or July, but I can’t promise. I think it’s
