ASSETTE SINGLE UP-
DATE-As we move from

June into July, it is time for

a quick update on the in-

dustry’s latest “next big

thing,” the cassette single. How
many are out there, how are they sell-

ing, how are they being merchan-

dised, when does the stand-up fixture

arrive, who invented the cotton gin

and why; these are all questions

plaguing the retail side o’ the busi-

ness, so let’s get some answers. Ira

Heilicher, president and owner of the

Midwestern based Great American
Music chain, reports fair sales on his

ten or so titles, but notes that sales are

being hurt by “a lack of ability to

merchandise. Probably a couple of

weeks from now would be a better

time to ask, when we get all geared

up to merchandise them.” South-

eastern sales seem to be faring a little

better, according to Turtles’ singles

buyer Jerry Grammer, with Whit-

ney Houston’s “I Wanna Dance
With Somebody (Who Loves Me)”
leading the way. Turtles is also

seeing decent movement from Bryan
Adams and Atlantic Starr, and

Grammer states that
‘

‘I’ve started get-

ting selective about what I buy, just

like records.” Out west, Mitch Per-

liss, director of purchasing for Show
Industries, the parent company of

City One-Stop and Music Plus, says

George Michael and Whitney are

both seeing significant action in his

outlets, but he cautions “it’s very

title specific, same as singles, and I

think that the labels are making a mis-

take re-releasing singles on cassette

that are on the way down and think-

ing they will sell.”

When it comes to merchandising

the new configuration, anything goes

on a store-by-store basis. Until the

July arrival of the stand-up display

fixture promised at the NARM con-

vention by the RCA/A&M/Arista
distribution arm, most stores are at-

tempting to place the new singles

wherever they feel common sense

and space limitations dictate. “We’re
in the process of loading them into

our security boxes and putting them
next to the seven inch singles when-

ever possible,” said Great Am-
erican’s Heilicher. “Otherwise we’re

going to merchandise them in our

step-downs immediately adjacent to

our singles, or if we have to, we’ll

create a row of cassette singles in our

regular tape fixtures.” Similar con-

fusion reigns at Turtles, where stores

are waiting for the industry to coor-

dinate the long-range roll-out plans.

“Some of our stores are putting them

in with 45s,” according to Grammer,

“and the stores that don’t have room
for that are putting them in the cas-

sette section, which I think is going

to be a problem. The extended

singles are in with the twelve inch

records.” Music Plus has designed a

plan that they feel will help to expose

the cassette single to fullest ad-

vantage: “What we’re planning on
doing is merchandising them along

the cassette wall - making signings,

and treating it as a single,” said Per-

liss. “Only since it’s in a cassette

configuration, we’ll put it where cus-

tomers shop for cassettes.
’ ’

It appears that the double-barrelled

industry roll-out of more titles and

the aforementioned stand-up fixture

will be beginning the second week of

July. W/E/A president Henry Droz
anticipates six to nine new W/E/A tit-

les hitting the street in the cassette

single configuration within the next

two weeks, while Jayne Simon,

director, national singles sales for

A&M, reports to Shop Talk that five

new titles are being released this

Tuesday, July 7th, including new or

current product from Herb Alpert,

Janet Jackson, Chris De Burgh,
Suzanne Vega, and 38 Special.

Another label that has committed to

the new format is MCA, who
released four singles in cassette mode
June 29, featuring current titles by
Jody Watley, Bob Seger, The Jets,

and Jameslngram.
Since only 1000 stores are being in-

cluded in the initial quantity of the

Arista fixtures (shipped June 29th),

chains must come to an agreement
with the distributor on which stores

will use the display, which holds 49
different slots for cassette single tit-

les. Great American Music will have
the fixture in eight of their seventeen

stores, while only ten of Music Plus’

48 stores will be so equipped.

A further note of controversy is the

lack of simultaneous releases of vinyl

and taped single product up to this

point. Music Plus’ Perliss is adamant
on this issue, stating “it’s got to be a

simultaneous release with the 45 on

vinyl, and if it is a simultaneous

release, I think you’ll see the same
thing happen on cassette as on vinyl.

The titles that are strong will sell, and
the ones that aren’t won’t." A&M's
Simon agrees, adding “it’s

preferable to have then simultaneous.

But I think that because the configura-

tion is in its infancy, you’re finding

titles coming out later on cassette

single than the vinyl release. I don’t

think that any labels are willing to

make that simultaneous release

decision until they see the viability of

the configuration. But the whole

point of the cassette single is to

release them at the same time so

you’re giving a freedom of choice to

people who want to buy a song.”

Overall industry reaction to the

proposal has been guardedly positive

so far, with Heilicher summing up his

company’s reactions this way:

“We’re excited about it. I think it’s

going to kick the singles business in

the rear end. Problem is, the bulk of

the consumers don’t know anything

about it yet.”

LOS ANGELES - Loose but tight.

Flippant but earnest. Raucous and ear-

splitting, yet still somehow searingly

poignant. The Replacements, at their

best, are all of these and more.
At L.A.’s downtown Variety Arts

Center (Saturday, June 27th), the boys
from Minneapolis blasted their way
through a twenty song-plus set full of

titanic chords, cathartic lyrics and
enough self-effacing good humor to

enchant this overflow crowd.
Most of the material hailed from

their latest LP (the second for Sire

Records) “Pleased To MeetMe,” their

most cohesive and consistently brilliant

effort to date. When matched against

the raw, hardcore edges of “Let It Be”
or the tighter, more centered grooves of

1985’s “Tim,” the new songs still

sparkled like rough diamonds on black
velvet.

Twen-
ty-year old bassist Tommy Stinson un-

knowingly stole the show on occasion,

with his lithe grace and easy smile.

Drummer Chris Mars, the other

original Replacement, kept the

thunderous groove on target and unclut-

tered. The band’s newest member, lead

guitarist Slim Dunlap, while lacking

some of the ferocious stage charisma
of Tommy Stinson’s older brother Bob,
nonetheless contributed a few white-

hot solos.

The Replacements have always
prided themselves on being a “you
pays your money, you takes your chan-
ces” type of band, and Saturday night
was certainly no exception. Inspired

covers of “Hello Dolly” and Chuck
Berry’s “Promised Land” added to the

evening’s lunacy, and suffered only
marginally from Westerberg’s tenden-

cy to forget most of the lyrics. At one
point, during “Waitress In The Sky,”
Westerberg’s guitar gave out, prompt-
ing him to rip it off his back, drink

some beer, stroll to the back of the

stage, sit on the drum riser and light a

cigarette, all while belting out the rol-

licking indictment of flight attendants

everywhere. This momentary technical

glitch afforded the guitar roadie his

chance at the spotlight, which he
grabbed with a heartfelt rendition of

“The Girl From Ipanema,” while
Westerberg waltzed upstage with
another crew member.

On a more serious note, the musical

highlights of this show were many:
The band first stretched their chops on
“The Ledge,” the initial single from
“Pleased To Meet Me.” This con-

templation of teenage suicide received

an extended workout, with Westerberg

and Dunlap exchanging lead breaks

that fired the song beyond the stark

realism of the vinyl version. “Answer-
ing Machine,” a standout track from
“Let It Be,” also benefitted from a

fuller arrangement, with the entire

band pushing hard to back up the

gutsy, despairing wailings of their lead

singer.

As the encores began, the old theatre

heated up even more, with the slam-

dancing skinheads in front providing

much of the action. The band seemed
to reach their zenith during

‘Alex Chil-

ton,” one of the most spirited and en-

joyable rave-ups these ears have heard
on vinyl this year. The guitar hooks in

the chorus were sharp as spikes, blend-

ing all the potent force of their earlier

sound with the more melodically fulfill-

ing approach of their later work.

G eorge Strait

THE UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEA-
TRE, L.A.-The man with the Pepso-

dent pearly whites and the good-guy

cowboy hat was welcomed with blood

curdling shrieks, ear splitting screams

and joyous dancing by female fans

during the Texan’s recent visit here.

George Strait took such adulation in

classic “strong and silent” stride,

preferring to concentrate on the music,

peppered by his long line of country

hits. His surname might well stand for

the kind of country he and his eight-

piece Ace In The Hole band dished out

here, which was straight country, sans

the pop influence embraced by so

many country super acts over the past

decade.

Strait was, in fact, part of the first

wave of what has come to be known as

the “New Traditionalist” movement,

which the music during this sold-out,

one night only engagement reflected.

His show was refreshingly devoid of

glitz and staging.

While the music could easily stand

on its own, the MCA recording artist’s

performance style was more on par

with a roadhouse band hired to keep

the music flowing, back in the days

before the advent of the jukebox, than

with a multiple-hit recording star. For

nearly two hours, top-notch country

playing and crooning was what Strait

delivered, but with nary more than

some farewell handshakes to his fanati-

cal audience, who may well have

startled him to reticence with their ex-

citement (an unlikely thing, however,

since outpourings of this kind are said

to be common when Strait plays in his

home state).

Still, Strait’s cowboy hero good

looks and superb singing on such hits

as “Amarillo By Morning,” “All My
Ex’s Live In Texas” and “Ocean

Front Property” were a strong lead to

his band’s expert musicianship.

EDNESDAY-Kenny
Barron had the solo slot

at Weill Recital Hall, va-

cated at the last minute
by an ailing Dave

McKenna. Barron played rollicking

versions of standards, everything un-

derpinned by a nicely percussive left

hand and a scintillatingly effective

right Good stuff.

Ella Fitzgerald, who hadn’t per-

formed in a year (she’s had heart

trouble), had the main slot at Avery
Fisher Hall and she turned up in good
voice and, obviously, quite strong.

She did two sets and they were swing-

ing, no two ways about it. Ella’s

voice isn’t what it once was—she’s 69,

folks-but she is in tune and, when she

scats the bejeezers out of “Flying

Home,” there’s no question that the

woman belongs on a concert stage.

After several erratic performances a

few years ago, Ella turned in her third

fine JVC/New York performance in a

row.

THURSDAY-Cedar Walton had
the Weill slot and he played a pretty

hour, but it was too pretty. Even a

medley of Monk tunes was too pret-

ty, too impressionistic. I waited for

Cedar to bop out, but he never did.

Joe Williams, Nancy Wilson and
the Count Basie Orchestra were the

headliners at Carnegie later that

night, but, oy, where there problems.

First of all, the amplified sound at

Carnegie Hall, which stunk all week,
was at its stinkiest-at times it was al-

most like a mime show. That aside, I

thought Nancy Wilson was going to

avow herself of the opportunity to

sing some jazz with the Basie Band.
She didn’t-she avowed herself of the

opportunity to sing some pop
schmaltz with her own band (and
string section) and then to bring out

Carl Anderson for some pop
schmaltz duets.

Then, with time a-wasting, Frank
Foster led the Basie Band through a

full six numbers, including two by
the band’s vocalist, Carmen Brad-
ford. Were there not enough
vocalists on this bill? By the time Joe

Williams hit the stage, there was
about a half-hour of concert left.

What he sang sounded okay (what
you could hear of it)-he and that

band are still a supreme combination-
but it was over too fast. He didn’t do
“Every Day” and he didn’t do
“Cherry Red,” which he had even
promised some loudmouth in the

audience.

I then slid over to Avery Fisher for

Ray Charles. Ray turned in a good
set-Ray usually (but certainly not al-

ways) turns in a good set. How he

can still sing “I Can’t Stop Loving
You” and “Georgia On My Mind”
with such feeling, such, well, soul,

I’ll never understand. But who wants
to understand—owwwwww!
FRIDAY-Mel Torme is always on
the New York Jazz Festival. Always.
Usually he’s paired with some com-
bination of George Shearing and/or

Gerry Mulligan. On this night, at

Carnegie and called “A Grand Night
for Singing,” he was joined by Diane
Schuur, Lonette McKee, the Mel
Lewis Orchestra and Stan Getz. It

was a jam-packed, but quite good,

concert. Mel was in good voice.

Diane was not only in good voice, but

she seems to be shaving some of her

tendency to oversing from her perfor-

mances (and, backed by the Lewis
Band and Getz, she had some first-

class accompaniment). McKee was
in good voice, but she’s a Broadway
belter, not a jazz singer. (She was
good as Lena Horne in “The Cotton
Club” because, as a singer, she

resembles Home.) The Lewis Or-

chestra, by itself and behind all of the

singers, was in good instrument. A
good concert.

SATURDAY-Roger Kellaway
made like Keith Jarrett and played a

numbingly boring, pretentious hour
of neo-classical noodling at the Reci-

tal Hall. Yawn.
Ruben Blades turned in a solid

two-plus-hour concert at Carnegie
that featured excellent singing, excel-

lent streamlined salsa playing from
Seis del Solar (actually Siete del

Solar), and genuine emotion, anger
and concern. Not only did Blades
sing about injustice, racism and the

serious problems of Latin America,
but he made sure everybody had
English translations so that us gringos

in the crowd would not just sit there

and groove to the music—and it was
music to groove to-but would under-
stand as well. I hope Ruben doesn’t

decide to become president of

Panama, he’s too good a musician.
And good musicians always make
more of a mark on the world than

leaders of countries.

I closed the night at Merkin Con-
cert Hall, where an ambitious series

called “Improvisations” (co-spon-

sored by the World Music Institute)

was coming to a close. Craig Harris
and Tailgater’s Tales was who I

heard, and I liked what I heard quite a

bit. Harris is a splendid trombone
player with a burly sound (he plays

the trombone like it’s a trombone, not

as obvious an observation as you’d
think) and this updated dixieland in-

strumentation (Don Byron on
clarinet, E.J. Allen on trumpet, An-
thony Cox on bass and Pheeroan Ak
Laff on drums) is an excellent

vehicle for his wide-ranging writing,

which, like most good jazz writing,

looks forwards and backwards at

once.

SUNDAY-Hank Jones was the sub-

ject of a Town Hall concert called

“The World of Hank Jones” and it’s

about time. Ask any jazz fan for a

short list of favorite pianists and
Hank Jones’s name is on it nine times

out of ten. Yet Hank has spent his

career quite quietly-he’s never really

made a name for himself as a leader,

but his playing is always superb and
always improves any band he’s in.

Here he was featured in numerous set-

tings: from solo (fantastic) to duo
(with George Mraz and Kenny Bar-
ron) to trio (with Eddie Gomez and
Keith Copeland) to quartet (the trio

plus Frank Wess) to various sextets,

septets and octets (with a revolving

cast of hom players-Al Cohn, Urbie
Green, Joe Wilder and Wess-and
Marvin “Smitty” Smith, Ray
Drummond and Rodney Jones), to

backing two singers, Jackie Paris

and Bob Stewart. It was a low-

keyed, elegant and exceptionally

musical concert.

CEED-Eugene,OR
Billy Pilgrim started his radio

areer because of a job he held as

graphic artist. Sounds a bit un-

sual? Let’s explain: While work-

ig as a graphic artist in Los An-
gles, Pilgrim spent a lot of time le-

aning to radio because he com-
nuted so much, and after listening

o the many great personalities, he
tecarne interested in the business,

t was on one of those days that he
aid, “Hey, I wanna do this”, and
)ecame inspired enough to enroll at

he KIIS Broadcast Workshop, af-

filiated with Los Angeles’ KIIS radio

tation. "I enrolled in that, and the

lext thing I knew I was on the road
md was working in various towns,”
lesays.

He did some overnights at KIIS

ind then went to KITT in San
)iego. In 1979 he decided he
vanted to get out of the big city, so
moved to Redding and worked at

several rock and roll and adult con-
emporary stations until getting his

irst country radio job at KPAK in

1982, as morning man, Operations
Manager and Program Director. It

was during his start in country radio

that he received much encourage-
ment from recording artist Merle

Haggard. "Without him and his or-

ganization, I probably wouldn’t have
gone nearly as far,” he comments.

Pilgrim stayed with KPAK until

March, 1985, when he was invited

to join KEED in Eugene, Oregon.

He came on as the morning man
and five months later became the

station’s Program Director. Currren-

ly he still holds a morning air-shift,

5:30 to 10:00. It is a part of his job

that is still very important to him. "I

feel very close to my audience," he

says. "It’s a great outlet for my per-

formance edge.” He considers his

job as an ideal situation. “What I

want to do is be a Program Director

at a country music station and I

want to be the morning man. I’ve

been fortunate enough for four and

a half years to be both at two very

good radio stations in two very nice

communities.”
Although his on-air shift is one of

Pilgrim’s favorite parts of his job, he
also enjoys the duties he performs
as Program Director, such as
managing an air staff of 9 people,

working with the promotions and
taking music calls. He believes that

good promotion is important not

only to a radio station, but also to

newly-released records. "There’s

good stuff that will never be heard

because it’s not being promoted,”
he says. “I’ll get a record that I’ve

never heard of by somebody that’s

great, and I’ll never get a call. Con-
sequently, that record may be

heard on my station, but it may not

be heard anywhere else in

America. I do think that record

promotion is essential to getting a

record heard.”

KEED is heavily into on-air per-

sonalities and audience participa-

tion, and is very much involved with

community events such as the

three-day Eugene Celebration, the

Eugene Rodeo, telethons, etc.

“We try to be in as many places at

one time as we can,” says Pilgrim.

KEED, a medium market station,

has been compared favorably with

many major market stations, and he
credits his staff with much of this

success. Although KEED has a

three-person music staff, the entire

air staff has input as to what
records will be played. "We have a

lot of talent on the staff,” he says.

"I think that a Program Director

paints the overall big picture, and
the staff puts in the colors. And I

have a terrific staff!”

Regarding his listeners, he feels

“a country audience wants to have
fun. I think they’d like to feel that

you’re the kind of person that they

can sit down and have a cup of cof-

fee with or borrow a crescent

wrench from. In other words, we try

to be real close to our audience. I

think that’s critical to the success of

this station."

As for his future plans, Billy

Pilgrim wants to continue doing just

what he’s doing now. "I love

country music," he says. "I love

the business and I love my job."

IN MEMORY OF BOUDLEAUX...
His name is Boudleaux Bryant. I use the present tense because, through his

songs, he will always remain with us. Unlike man himself, songs remain with

the world until the end of time.

Boudleaux Bryant passed away Thursday, June 25, in Nashville. It would
require a thick book, not a small column, to list the compositions and ac-

complishments of this great songwriter. When BMI released the names of art-

ist who have recorded his songs, the list was typewritten, double column per

page, and required/owr pages, all single spaced! It was, very simply, a list of

Who’s Who and Who-Ever-Has-Been in the music business. He wasn’t

limited to country compositions. He had songs recorded by artists in all

“areas” of music, and his songs sold 300,000,000 records worldwide. The
honors he collected would come close to filling a good-sized museum.

Frances W. Preston, president and CEO of BMI, said of his passing,

“Boudleaux Bryant’s death is a loss for BMI and the entire songwriting com-
munity... and a deep personal loss for me. He was among the most beloved

figures in Country music. He lived as a poet and leaves us a poet’s legacy of

song which will endure. As a personal friend, to me, he symbolized faithful-

ness, loyalty and compassion. ..today’s rare virtues. It is a great loss for all of

us. I will miss him forever.”

Personally, I never had the honor of meeting Boudleaux Bryant in person. I

wish I had. But, this man, through his music, helped to shape my life and

career. In the 50’s, his songs first got me interested in music. “Bye Bye
Love” and “Wake Up, Little Suzy” were being sung by every high school kid

in the country, along with the Everly Brothers, of course. “Rocky Top” be-

came so popular, and remained so, that it was officially adopted as the Ten-

nessee state song as recently as 1981. The list goes on, and on, and on. Oh,

yes, I wish I could have met him! But, the following few paragraphs arc a

feeble attempt to tell you what Boudleaux Bryant meant to me...

God left the songs unwritten for men like Boudleaux. Perhaps, I should say

no more. But, being a writer, I can’t stop there. Boudleaux would understand

that, and I imagine my clumsy attempt to conunue brings a smile to his soul.

There is a minority of people on this earth who professionally call themsel-

ves “writers”. Some write books. Some write poems, lyrics, songs, columns,

etc.. But they all share the common belief dial they can write their thoughts

much better than they can speak them. Thank God, the majority (die

readers/listeners) have accepted that belief, loo. The acceptance of the

majority keeps the minority productive. Very' few, if any, have been accepted

on a comparable scale with Boudleaux Bryant. He was a master of his craft.

Study, there are pens, pencils, and legal pads in Heaven, for Heaven is sure-

ly the ultimate of love, and Boudleaux Bryant loved to write. Some of you

readers may be thinking dial my dioughts are over-emotional and fantasy. 1

hope so! Being a writer, Boudleaux Bryant knew that we are a group of hope-

less romandcs and dreamers.

Boudlcaux’s lovely and talented wife, Felice, co-wrote many of die famous

songs which highlighted his career. 1 can only hope and have faith, along with

Felice, his children, his family, and his host of friends and admirers, that

there’s a writer’s room in Heaven. But, then, 1 Oiovv there is because...God left

thesongs unwritten formen like Boudleaux Bryant!
