THE ROCKETS, "BACK TALK", ELEKTRA  

From the time Michael Dundas got me to a show about three years ago, I've been a believer in this 
act. When you play guitar as well as Jim McCarty, it's just a matter of time. Now they've got a 
new label affiliation, and the new record that will go a long way toward getting the recognition 
they deserve. Give a listen to "Rack Talk", "Shanghaied", and "I Can't Get Satisfied". 

FOREIGNER, '4", ATLANTIC 
Even -if the rest of fi album were a stinker, the tremendoub acceptance on the single would guarantee 
top 5 airplay. It has #1 written all over it. You just don't get more than a couple of songs a 
month this hot!. .We're iTsc picking up very enthusiastic response to "Night Life", "Break It Up", 
"Waiting—Tor A Girl" and others. These boys are back, and definitely stronger than ever.. .Comments: 
Buck McWilliams, "Thank you Foreigner for coming through with the new one. 'Night Life' could be 
TFFSummertire anthem of anyone who feels like bustin' loose when the sun goes down. 'Lu Ann' is a 
solid track, too'.. .Jay Walker, KSMB, "Stronger than frog's breath, stronger than 4 rows of garlic, 
stronger than Peter Tosh77771erarms. Cut for cut the best album of 1981 so far".. .Judy McNutt, KGB-FM,

one has to be especially impressed by Neil Geraldo's guitar work, writing, and production. He'll be 
a major star in his own right.. .Songs: "Helter Skelter" will get a ton of attention (extra points 
for a superb job on a most difficult song to cover). She does wonders with Paul Revere's "Just Like 
Me". "Promises In The Dark" and "Fire And Ice" will also be quite active.

"Blackfoot's new one will do a lot as far as making them the Southern version of RED". ..Stew Schantz, 
WPDH, "Better than expected. Besides 'Fly Away', every time I play 'Diary Of A Working gir-7,--T7FE— 
curiosity calls. This one has a good shot for heavy airplay soon"...Dick Bascom, WYFE, "Instant 
phones for just about anything on the record"...Paul Payton, WCCC, "NCTffil-nTi-F-67-t of phenomenal.

Ain't sure what the title means, but the music 
spells it out plain and simple--rock and roll"...Rob Roman, KLAQ, "Foghat has done itself a real 
favor by adding Eric Cartwright who brings a new ZiikTli-i-67-1 to the group"...Mark Miller, WWCK, "Lots 
of renewed vitality on Foghat's latest. I'd given them up for dead, but 'Let Me Get Close To You' 
brings 'em back to the top"...Peyton Mays, KZEL, "It takes a detour from the rocky roads they were 
travelling.

#3 Most Added with 53 total stations, including WCOZ, WILS-FM, WMMS, WYSP, WIOT, WMMR, KLOL, KISS, 
KSHE, KAZY, WYNF, WBCN, WCMF, WLIR, and KSJO. "Rattlesnake Shake" is in at #54, and that track 
should go top 30 next week... From Kid Leo, WMMS, "The album somewhat took me by surprise. It is - 
less self-indulgent than I thought TI-Ju7d be and with the track record of solos from supergroups 
a la Townshend and Phil Collins, we think this one may have a very nice built-in sales market"... 
Joe Bonadonna, WMMR says, "The album is a natural with 'Rattlesnake Shake'. A very different album.

We're talkin' airplay muscle...Out of the box max play on WLPX, WLUP, WIOT, 
KWK, KZEL, WPYX, WMJQ, WPLR, KSJO, WLIR, and better than average spins on WILS-FM, WBLM, WQFM, WOBK, 
WBRU, WOUR, WHCN, WCCC, WOVE, WPDH, KATI, WAAF, WBCN, and WDIZ...Can't argue with the 122-4 Song  
Index move for "Burnin",and "Joan" hits the list at #60. 

JOE PERRY PROJECT, COLUMBIA With this week's 15, Joe is up to 69 stations in the last two weeks, in-
cluding 5 Level I reporters...New on the Metro Chart at #34 and #36 Index.. .Comments: Dick Bascom 
WYFE, "From all indications, this one should do much better than his previous efforts". «I;Fj'e,s(y, 
WXUS, "'East Coast, West Coast' will perk up the ears of all Aerosmith fans, especially WTEF the 
fine guitar work". 

VOLUNTEER JAM, EPIC With "Mississippi Queen" now up to #20 on the Index, total points for the album 
continue to jump. Up 42-24 on the Back ?age for biggest mover of the week. New at #39 Metro... 
Play increases an WAQX, KWFM, and WTUE...Heaviest on WHCN, WCCC, WPDH, WBRU, and WKQQ. 

ICEHOUSE CHRYSALIS The second strongest mover of the week, 35-25 Index and 38-37 Metro...A number 
of solid increases for only 3 weeks out: WCCC, WMMS, WPLR, WRKK, KLOL, KLJB, and KROQ with Silver CrInfinr 
the only other debut band in the Top 25...The title track and "Sister" lead. We like "We Can Be 
Together". 

UNION, EPIC WPLR, KATT, KWFM, KDKB, KLBJ, and WOUR increased play, and with debuts on WCCC, and WTUE, 
we came up with a 50-45 climb with "Màinstreet USA" out front at *58 on the Song Index...New on: WRNO, 
WBRU, WZIR-FM, KTCL, WAAL, WCCC, and WTUE...Ed Levine's one man crusade continues, "The Union album 
went from absolutely no sales last week to a very strong first week showing. I will not rest until 
that sucker breaks. 'Mainstreet' is a hit single." 

NEW ENGLAND, ELEKTRA 26 adds in two weeks, including WMMR, WILS-FM, WLIR, KSJO, KZEW, WYSP, KZEL, 
and WCCC. This week a 048 Index debut... "DUT" leads, but the money track may well be the AC/DC 
flavored "Holdin' Out On Me". 

DIESEL, REGENCY The best add week yet for Diesel to date with KGON, KSHE, KISS and four more...Play 
increases on KZEL, WCCC, WPDH, and WXRT...More good comments: Tom Starr, WOUR, "Let's hear it for 
Diesel powered radio. We're forcing all the rockers in central New York onto 'Sausalito Summernight' 
and the record is translating well from the phones to sales"...Bob Bittens, WHCN, "One more plus 
for Lenny's Diesel record. When we play it we get calls. If yiii've been avoiding it, you're missing 
out on a great tune"...KILO's Rich Hawk reports. "It's outselling Van Halen"(Is Rich related to Lenny?)...

DANNY JOE BROWN, EPIC Also heading steady on both charts, but still racking up those play increases 
tip on WHCN, WPYX, WILS-FM, WBLM, WRKK, WRXL, KWFM, KOME, and WTUE...Now max on WCCC, WPLR, WYFE, WLÁV-
FM, WLPX, and WIOT..."Edge Of Sundown" is now #8.

Question Of The Week 
How do you explain the relative lack of female rockers on most album rock stations? Who are the most 
played recurrent females at your station? And, in your opinion, who will be the next female stars 
to break big? 

TOM TEUBER, WMET: "Off the top of my head, I know I have gotten calls from listeners in various 
markets over the years about artists like Linda Ronstadt not belonging on rock stations. I don't 
know if that's because she's a woman or because she has more of an MOR image...Rock and roll has 
always been real macho, and I guess to be honest, rock and roll has always been real sexist, so 
maybe that's the answer...We play some Linda Ronstadt, Janis Joplin, Pat Benatar, and Heart. Also, 
I don't know if this is appropos of anything, but I've noticed that most of the requests I've had 
for 'Under My Thumb' have been from women. You can draw your own conclusions, Bill." 

MARK MILLER WWCK: "Because there aren't that many good ones out there--simple as that. If they're 
good, they're gonna get on the radio...Most played: Heart, Pat Benatar, and Joplin--that would be 
it " 

DAVE LANGE, WDVE: "Who in the hell is out there who deserves to be played? Sad. I look down the 
whole Back Page and there is only Kim Carnes.. .1 don't think we're all gonna grab any female rock 
who comes along just cause she's female. We just need more of them...Pat Benatar, and a little bit 
of Heart and Grace Slick-.My pick to click: Sue Saad." 

JOE BONADONNA, WMMR: "I don't think that's necessarily the truth. I don't think there is an absence. 
Pat Benatar is cluttering up the airwaves everywhere I go. I also hear artists like Holly and the 
Italians, the Pretenders, Kim Carnes (even though she's not really a rocker). I think the female 
artists on the radio are very healthy at this time, even more so than male solo artists." 

DAVE LOGAN, WLAV-FM: "I think just the sheer numbers of male versus female albums. I think quality 
albums get played whenever they surface, and certainly we don't make any distinction between male 
and female artists. If it's good, we play it. Take a moment and look at the releases-put the females 
in one category, and the male in the other, that should be answer enough.. .1 don't see anybody with 
the vision of the future, not that there aren't solid female artists." 

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "Because in between people like Janis Joplin and Tina Turner, most female 
performers are doing much softer music, and it's only recently that people like Benatar have been 
getting back into rock. I think we will see a lot more.. .1 think Lene Lovich will catch on someday, 
the English band Girl's School (if they ever go on the radio)." 

MICHELE ROBINSON, KLOL: "The most obvious and most important reason is that there just aren't that 
many good female vocalists. I think sex is not the big issue--ability is...Dale Krantz of Rossington 
Collins." 

NILS VON VEN, KZOK: "The ones with great production values get played--Rosanne Cash, Kim Carnes, 
Pat Benatar. I don't think Stevie Nicks is going to have any problem getting played. If it has the 
punch and the content, we'll play it.. .1 don't see anyone on the horizon who comes to mind immediately." 

DAVE BENSON, WMET: "In looking at a list of recently released Lp's, how many are female vocalists? 
Of all the major contenders out now--BOC, Joe Perry, Blackfoot, etc., none are strong female vocalists. 
If there were more, we'd probably play them. Why aren't there more good lady disc jockeys either? 
I just don't think it's a field that attracts as many women as men...Karen Lawrence has great vocal 
potential, but image-wise, RCA seems to have taken her down a dark alley."

STEVE KOSTAN, WABX: 'Till recently, there has been a definite lack of female vocalists that fit into 
the rock and roil— vein. I see that trend changing rapidly in the future." 

PALIPAYTON WCCC: "Because too many tend to substitute shrieking at high volume for true power singing. 
Also, hopefully not sounding too sexist, many female voices get lost in the texture of screaming 
guitars, the male voice seems to carry better in my opinion. Hot recurrents include local faves Joan 
Jett, based on charisma developed in strong local club appearances, Pat Benatar who's, probably a 
classic, Janis Joplin, and family...Also, if Cyndi Lauer of Blue Angels gets the right band and/or 
producer behind her, she could be one of the most amazing artists yet heard. Finally, a special 
mention for Lene Lovich." 

BOB WALI2N,_WQDR: "I don't think it's discrimination. I think it's the opposite. We expect them 
to be aï-,-U ,-ast as good as the male rockers, and it's actually the same story you find with women 
judges—you have to have so much experience and you have to pay your dues, and women don't have that 
in rock. Algo, there is a high attrition rate.. .1 think Amanda Blue has a future if she continues 
with a good producer and good manager. I'm curious to see how the Go-Go's will do, too." 

BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: "I would almost say it has to do with sound. It's hard for a female voice to 
carry a hard rr7Fing tune. There aren't that many of them who can do it well...In terms of solely 
album rock, I'm not sure that there are any right this minute." 

KID LEO, WMMS: "One is that there is less of them than there is of the guys--that along accounts 
for some of it. Also, it goes back to last year or the year before when it became fashionable to have 
a female rocker on your label, and within the span of a few months, Rachel Sweet, Pat Benatar, Chryssie 
Hynde, Stnvie Nicks, Ellen Foley, Ellen Shipley, Carolyn Mas, etc. were all coming out. A classic 
case of overkill. Now things are settling back, Benatar is doing quite well.. .1 like Pearl Harbor, 
but don't know if I would say she will break through but she does have possibilities." 

ROB BARNETT, WAAF: "The amount of female rock and roll product just isn't there right now...She'll 
kill me, but if Ellen Foley finds room for a few slightly more commercial tunes on her next effort, 
look out!! Robin Lane ain't through either." 

JUDY MCNUTT, KGB-FM: "I have no idea. Women are smarter, healthier, more talented, more sane, more 
insane, sillier, straighter, easier to manage, and just all around nicer. So, I turn the question 
back to you. Why don't they? Why aren't they? And why not? 

DANA JANG, KOME: "I don't think you can generalize about the number of female rockers on the air. I 
think on the whole there is a smaller amount of women playing rock and roll on a percentage basis. 
On the horizon I got pretty good reaction on Sue Saad,and not a bad following on Rachel Sweet." 

DAN BRENNAN, WRKK: "I think the field of album rock radio has been dominated by male vocalists. Radio simply 
reflects the taste of the audience. I think this is changing somewhat.. .1 suppose most everybody believes 
Kim Carnes will be around with us. She has voice quality and style that might lead me to believe she may be 
a big star." 

LIN BREHMER, WQBK: "Because the arbitrary prejudicial dispostion of radio programming in this country 
is appa ...Ellen McIlwaine, but only if a record company has the wisdom to buy her tape she recorded 
with Jack Bruce." 

PAUL HEINE, WG1g: "More females don't get played on the radio because not that many of them are making 
strong rock 'n'roll records." 

BELLE KTIM: "Because of preconceived false out-dated notions that someone out there in radioland won't like 
the sound of a lady rocker...A lady by the name of Sandy Welch. I think people will be hearing from her in 
the not to distant future. Also Holly Stanton out of the Bay Area here. This of course excluding bands 
fronted by ladies like Romeo Void which is another band to look out for." 

JIMMY CHRISTOPHER, KNAC: "I don't know why female rockers don't get played on the radio. We sure play 
enough of them ,and I think they are viable...Holly And The Italians will make it, also Missing Persons." 

MIKE WOLF, WQFM: "I don't see anybody breaking through in the same way Pat Benatar has in the near future. 
The reason there aren't more female rockers on the radio is there seems to be a lack of high quality releases 
from female rock artists." 

JAY WALKER, KSMB: "It's real simple, there aren't that many good female rock 'n' rollers. And if there 
is going to be a good female rocker to break through like Pat Benatar, I ain't heard it yet." 

RON REAGER, WNOR-FM: "dithout question there is a definite genetic difference which prevents females from 
being adequate rock 'n' rollers. My suspicion is that some females with hormonal problems can put up a good 
front once and a while, but as you have noticed, never for a long enough period of time to make a career 
of rock 'n' roll. I'm sorry, but that's just the way it is, science will prove me right." 

DICK BASCOM, WYFE: "I'd have to say that the reason for this is because there aren't that many good ones. 
We only come across a Pat Benatar once in a while. I don't mean to hurt any feelings but Ellen Foley and 
Ellen Shipley don't quite cut the mustard...To breakthrough: that new band on I.R.S.--the Go-Go's. Although 
they are more than one female, I think they are the next big female act on the horizon." 

MOBY, WQXM: "Assuming you're ignoring Pat Benatar and Heart and Fleetwood Mac, Blondie and the Pretenders, 
I'd have to say I don't know...I can't think of any females who are just bubbling under right now, but we're 
always looking." 

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "Who says they don't?" 

BUCK MCWILLIAMS, WIOT: "I disagree. In fact, I feature a morning of rock 'n' roll women and usually have more 
than I can play...I'd say Dale Kranz of Rossington Collins 'cause she sounds like a guy. (Just kidding)." 

RON RIZZI, WRNW: "First of all how many female rock and rollers are there? The first one who comes to mind 
is Pat Benatar. They all get played here. At least when there are female rock 'n' roll albums to play. 
Remember, if there weren't any women there wouldn't be any guys. It takes a woman rock and roller to make 
a male rock and roller." 

CHARLIE WEST, KMOD: "To be honest I think it's a little bit of naivity on peoples part that don't play femal 
artists." 

TOM NAST, WSYR: "So there's not that many female groups out there. It's as simple as that. If there were 
more female singers that really had it in the grooves you'd have a lot of airplay on them. I don't think 
radio audiences are against listening to them cause over the years there have been millions of successful 
female singers." 

JOSE DIAZ, WBLM: "I would have to say the it comes down to quality. I'd like to think that if a fem,le 
rocker comes out with quality music it will get on the air. I don't think there is any kind of quota we're 
working by, it's simply the cream of the crop rising up...I frankly have not heard too much rock 'n' roll by 
females lately." 

CLARK RYAN, KATT: "Because very few seem to have enough guts to carry an album rock image...I think the 
Pretenders will with Chrissie Hynde."

FRISCO BOB, KZAP: "There's not as many female rock and rollers to play on the radio...I haven't heard any-
thing recently that strikes me other thdn possluiy Chrissie Hynde of the Pretenders." 

JACK SCHWARTZMAN WBRU: "For the simple reason that there is a lot more male products released. We're 
looking to expose female products as much as possible...It's Kim Carnes all the way!" 

RICK BALIS, KSHE: "First of all, the ratio between the number of male and female acts in existence is just 
phenomenal. That explains a lot of it. Besides that, I don't think there are a great number of female 
artists that have been surfacing...Maybe, maybe Suzi Quatro. That's just it, there aren't all that many 
of them." 

GREG GILLISPIE, KAZY: "How come there aren't more high quality female rockers putting out records these days? 
Pat Benatar is far and away the leader...I haven't heard anyone who stands a chance of breaking through the 
tremendous success except for one local group called Stuart Wolf Band with a excellent female lead singer. 
But I'd say thnir break-through is at least a couple years down the road." 

RAD MESSICK, WFYV: "Haven't seen that many female rock 'n' roll records come out and the ones that do 
just seem to lack what it takes to push through to the mass audience...Sleepers: Dale Krantz solo (of 
the Rossington Collins Band)." 

JOHN LOGAN, KLBJ: "You're opening a can of worms. Percentage-wise, the percentage of female rockers is 
smaller. Personally, I don't buy the research that says female rock 'n' rollers are a negative factor. I 
just don't think there are that many good ones out there. Here at this station there is not a conscious 
effort to keep them off...I think Joe Ely--he's the best rock 'n' roll singer out there right now." 

TOM STARR, WOUR: "The answer to the question is a question: Why aren't more women rockin' like Pat 
Benatar? I hate to think that her success is gonna lead to a lot of signings of women that try to rock 
just like Pat Benatar, but the general feel of what she's doing is what radio wants from women rock 'n' 
rollers. WOUR probably plays a higher percentage of women rockers than do most stations but even that 
isn't as high as I'd like it to be. Give us the high-caliber stuff and we'll use it." 

JOHN DUNCAN, KPRI: "Truth? I think that almost all the ones that are really good are getting played 
with a few exceptions. It's obviously harder on the performing end of both radio and records for a woman 
to break through and find the acknowledgement she deserves. But it is getting better." 

BOB HATTRICK, KWK: "I don't think there is any real nonacceptence of female artists. The number of 
female artists that do receive significant audience attention is proportionate to the number of male artists, 
given the total amount of product released by both sexes. The question should be 'Why aren't more female 
artists signed and released?' And the answer maybe simply that girls and women are not involved with rock 'n' 
roll as performers in high schools and the developmental ages as are young guys. Therefore, 
the question is not answered either by the record or radio industry but by society in general." 

ED LEVINE, WAQX: "Because the percentage of female rockers recording is a tremendous amount less than males. 
However, without having any statistic in front of me I would say the percentage of females that gets played 
as opposed to female releases is no different than males...Without doubt, the first lady of Syracuse rock 
is Miss Benatar. In fact, we had the pleasure of debuting the brand new album Tuesday night...Now we're 
having a good deal of success with Kim Carnes...The male vs female thing doesn't even enter into the picture 
when we add a record." 

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "I don't agree that there are not enough female rock 'n rollers played on the radio. When 
a high quality album comes along by a female artist, it gets played. I think the thinking behind that 
premise is caused by the fact that there're larger amountsof female artists getting recorded these days. 
The good ones still get played." 

PEYTON MAYS, KZEL: "They do here. I haven't a clue why they don't elsewhere." 

WARD HOLMES, WDEK: "Because the good ones are far and few between." 

BOB LINDER, WDHA: "We were just talking about that--funny you should ask. The answer may lie in the typically 
male album rock audience. Although if more women listened, that would probably generate more women rock 
rollers at the performing end in the future. It's almost the chicken and the egg situation. We predict 
more women listeners and performers as album rock grows." 

EDDIEWAZOO, WPLR: "Because in a ratio of male to female artists released, there are many more male artists. 
Music, like most industries, is male doninated...If I really knew the answer to that part of the question, 
then I'd get out a contract and sign her. I would have to guess Chrissie Hynde and the Pretenders."

KSJO, SAN JOSE, CA R.D.-FRANK ANDRICK: "Got a great case of the spins. P.D. Leero.y Hansen returned to 
the airwaves filling in for the vacationing Lisa Novak. In his first hour on the air, in walks the new 
Journey, followed by Benatar, tailed by Foreigner. Next week's adds couldn't be easier...Journey's new 
material is the best amalgamation of all things past for the band. The return of the frontal attack 
guitar sets the stage for an entire new life to this Journey... Pat Benatar is destined to set even new 
sales horizons with the new Lp. The last two albums are still selling better than 50% of the current 
releases...As to the Foreigner g'Lp. Change that to 10+ on a 10 scale. Any doubts of credibility or 
lack of essence have been erased. This album took a lot of care and a lot of caring. The sincerity 
and enthusiasm captured in vinyl shows through, and everyone here at KSJO couldn't be more pleased. Any 
time a band effects a conscious turnaround and creates what they want, it's a prime moment in rock and 
roll. These albums just might bolster the excitement of the record buying public. Personal purchasing 
research has shown me that a lot of people in the 22-30 demo rarely think of buying Lp's, let alone 
put themselves through any hardships by going into a record store. We need some exciting must-buy 
product now, and these definitely deliver the goods...Upward Sales Movement: Billy Squier, Joe Walsh, 
Ozzy Osbourne, 38 Special, Johnny Van Zant, Danny Joe Brown, Joe Perry Project (doing very well first 
week out), and Blue Oyster Cult (dominating sales at the South Bay's largest record outlet, Tower Records-
moving almost 300 copies this week)...While the concensus opinion of Bill Hard, Judy McNutt, and Jeb 
Brien convinced us to add 'Iris' on the Split Enz Lp, the response boiT770-F -and requests to 'Hard Act', 
History' and 'Dance' has already been great. Split Enz are a proven sales and draw around here. Still 

one of the best live shows in existence...Onto the Adds: Last week's singles become this week's albums: 
Blackfoot's door smashing single has opened them up to some big airplay--should be an across-the-board 
success. The Lp has guaranteed meat and bite to satisfy their most hard-bitten fans...Mick Fleetwood's 
'Rattlesnake Shake' is still shaking us around here. Phone and jock response have paralled each other, 
and the excitement is building with each play...Echo And The Bunnymen 'Heaven Up Here' is worth the 
effort to sit at home with a few times.

WMET, CHICAGO, IL M.D.-DAVE BENSON: "WMET Adds For the Week: Journey Ep; and, 'unofficial' adds for: 
Pat Benatar and Foreigner. The Flashmaker farce continues...Journey's two tunes are indicators of another 
major airplay item...Benatar's 'Precious Time' is already three deep on the air, with several singles 
in the waiting...Congratulations to the people promoting Savoy Brown's Lp. They managed to come up with 
the most tasteless and vulgar promotional poster I've ever seen. What a piece of shit!! Please take 
me off your mailing list...Also added was the Steve Goodman single 'A Dying Cub Fan's Last Request'... 
We've re-added Greg Kihn's 'Breakup Song'...Sales Story: Ozzy climbs into the #1 slot; with Santana 
still 7 :1571-171j7 Billy Squier Top 5 (hope to see Billy back in Chicago soon--on the Big stage, Billy, 
where you belong)...Also, the Foghat album is waiting in the wings.

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH M.D.-KID LEO: "A tip of the hat to old Rickie Medlocke. The boy has always got a 
home here at the home of the buzzard because within the song 'Dry County', as he runs down the cities 
names, he refers to Cleveland as 'buzzard country'. That boy knows how to write songs, I tell you... 
Foghat should be applauded for being today's example of a people's band. They put out an album every 
year, they tour every year, and they don't take these two-year breaks. They pump it out and give their 
audience what they want--that has to be admired even if you don't particularly care for the band--and 
I do like this album.. .1 agree with the comments coming in from almost everybody that the Balance album 
is the one that Toto should have done.

WMMR, PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-JOE BONADONNA: "The track that surfaces on the Foghat record is 'Live Now 
Pay Later'. We put it on and have already gotten telephone reaction...We've finally decided to go with 
Danny Joe Brown. I know it took a while, but after repeated listenings, we've decided it will fit... 
The Mick Fleetwood album is a natural with 'Rattlesnake Shake'. A very different album. Nice to have 
that type of diversity on the radio... I've been following members of the band Balance for quite some 
time now, particularly Peppi Castro and his Long Island groups that I used to play when I was on WLIR 
from Barnaby Bye to Wiggy Bits and finally to Balance. Of course, his background with the Blues Magoos 
adds more credibility. It's a very good rock and roll record with a number of things surfacing.. .1 
like the single 'Breaking Away', but 'It's So Strange' is my favorite, followed by 'American Dream'... 
We added the Blue Oyster Cult record. 'Burnin'For You' is our leader.. .1 had a chance to see Squeeze 
at Emerald City this past weekend. Spectacular performance. We're getting a lot of requests on 
'Tempted' and 'Messed Around'. The entire band stopped by WMMR for an interview last Saturday...Aynsley  
Dunbar of the Starship stopped in just before their Mann Music Center show. A very, very good show, 
with Grace in rare form...Getting good reaction to: Billy Glenn and the South Street Band after 5 or 6 
weeks...The A's is #8 retail in Philadelphia and the single is a major request item...Considering: 
the new Pat Benatar--a smash record due next week; and, the new Foreigner--another smash...Also 
Considering: the new Poco record." 

KSMB, LAFAYETTE, LA P.D.-JAY WALKER: "My God, Foreigner and Pat Benatar on the same day! The audience 
is nuts.. .Lady's first. Fat has a killer album. All of side one needs to be on the radio and she also 
does a great cover on 'Helter Skelter'. Those are the five cuts we're starting with...Foreigner, meanwhile 
has the best album ever. Now I realize that's a strong statement, but the damn thing is 7 cuts deep. 
It's stronger than frogs' breath. It's stronger than four rows of gar li c. It' s stronger than Peter Tos h' s 
underarms.' Cut for cut, it's the best album of 1981 so far...Those two kind of overshadow some other 
real good albums like the Foghat. Probably their best album since 'Fool For The City'. It ranks right up 
with the Blue Oyster Cult for comeback album of the year...Blackfoot's new album is much stronger than 
their last. 'Fly Away; 'Working Man', and 'Searchin" are hit material...Bill Wray and Danny Joe Brown 
are the new albums that are really starting to happen. Both are showing good sell...I knew it would happen. 
Billy Squier is el this week. The stores are having trouble keeping it in stock and the phones are ringing 
off the wall...I realize that this is beginning to sound like a broken record, but 'Nicole' is a smash. 
Play it." 

WYNF, TAMPA, FL M.D.-NICK VAN CLEVE: "Blackfoot definitely has found the formula that made 'Strikes' a 
success. Rickie Medlocke has not painted the band into a Southern rock corner. Perhaps it's because 
they recorded up in the Midwest. They have given themselves new dimensions on 'Maurader'. Initial 
standouts: 'Diary Of A Working Man', which I contend will be one of the longer lasting tracks on the 
album. 'Paying For It' also seems to work well. Much like 38 Special, they go beyond the Southern rock 
sound and that should give this album much more life than the previous. Far and away the best Lp from 
a Jacksonville band since the successful 'Wild Eyed Southern Boys'...The Foghat is enjoyable, but nothing 
real new. We'll support the band as they have an upcoming concert in the area.. .1 think that 'Widowmaker' 
from the new Poco album should receive much album rock acceptance. 'Paradise' could follow...Must run 
to listen to the new Foreigner. Although the first bounce through the album tells me 'Girl On The Moon' 
and 'Jukebox Hero' are real nice...Happy holiday!" 

WBCN, BOSTON, MA M.D.-MARC MILLER: "Well, the WBCN Rock and Roll Rumble is over finally, and the winner 
is Someone And The Somebodies (I swear). Thanks to all who made this event possible...In vinyl news, 
the Tubes are #1 in airplay here. Hopefully, this will be the one to put them over the top...Mick 
Fleetwood's Lp has great percussion exercises and a new version of 'Rattlesnake Shake' with Fleetwood 
Mac founder, Peter Green. Check this one out...Try and find the new Kinks import single 'Better Things'. 
It's wonderful...Al-so -listen to the Classix Nouveaux album and the Go-Go's single. Both are real popular 
in dance clubs and, hopefully, will be radio hits. Or, if you really want to get crazed, check out the 
new Sparks Lp. I love these guys... Gotta run, just got Foreigner, Pat Benatar, and Journey in. Another 
nice quiet afternoon."

While so many acts, 
with record sales in mind of course, produce rock 'n' roll albums that include a ballad so it's a cross-
over, Ms. Benatar is not compromising. A hot rock and roll first single and three other killer tunes. 
I like the Paul Revere And The Raiders remix 'Promises In The Dark' and 'Evil Genius'. Neil Geraldo's 
guitar work and production, along with Keith Olson, is superb...While we're talking about Chrysalis 
product, I have to mention we're getting good phones and some spotty sales on Icehouse. I'm becoming 
a believer in every way about this record. The tune we're on is 'Sister'...Real close to heavy rotation 
is Danny Joe Brown. 'Edge' is turning into a killer cut for us...Good first week on Blue Oyster Cult. 
Sales, inquiries and requests. 'Burnin' For You'--I still stand by my statement of last week on this tune. 
It's the strongest since 'Reaper' and will be a major Summer track...Love the cut-'Searchin" from 
Blackfoot. Hats off, gentlemen, this record is much better than the last one and I expect the reaction 
from listeners to fall into line...The Mick Fleetwood record is a real pleasure. I love the ballads on 
this thing. Just think of the segue possibilities with 'Rattlesnake Shake' and the upcoming ZZ top single 
'Tubesteak Boogie l...Glad to see that 'Tempted' from Squeeze was released as a single. How 'bout crossin' 
this record over to all formats? 'Tempted' is the most soulful cut I've heard all year...I've switched 
to radio's favorite cut off Frampton, the title tune. Now looking for reaction...I'm concerned about 
Silver Condor and Spider...Foghat is a possibility for next week...Also, I've had a tough time swallowing 
the Gary Wright record. Although it's close to an add due to nationwide action and positive response 
when tested...When you get the Dave Davies record, check out the first cut on the first side, 'Is This 
The Only Way'. Good track." 

WIOT, TOLEDO, OH M.D.-BUCK MCWILLIAMS: "This week we tied in with the Toledo Zoo and had a benefit 
Zoo-Jam in which we held a bachelor party for two male monkeys who had no partners. The poor monkeys 
have been so lonely for the last year that it was embarrassing for parents to explain to their kids why 
they were constantly lying on top of each other.

I really like theFoghat album. There are a number of playable cuts. We're starting with: 'Thing About 
Love'...We're changing tracks on the Icehouse to the title cut because I think it's a stronger song than 
'Walls'. Once again, spend some time with this album. It's definitely worth it...By the time this 
comes out, the new Lp's from the Rockets, Foreigner, Pat Benatar, and the Journey Ep will be out, and 
I definitely look forward to all of those...We started play with only one tune from the new Blue Oyster 
Cult Lp, but--we're adding two more this week: 'Burnin For You' and 'Joan Crawford'.

KTIM, SAM RAFAEL, CA M.D.-BELLE: "There are several records that I'm excited about right now that I'd 
like to touch on (before the P&J). The Pointer Sisters have a guaranteed smash on their hands. It does 
my heart, and others no doubt, such good to keep pace with these ladies who have yet to pause in their 
climb to the top. Take my heart, take my soul, take it all...The Peter Tosh Lp was an instant heavy  
airplay item here and for good reasons. The variation of intensity of the pretty, melodic 'Fools Die' 
to the easy-to-groove-to 'Coming In Hot', It's reggae even the novice can get into. !la, listen again, 
it got by you...Also for the discerning, the more adventurous elements of the Mick Fleetwood Lp. Not 
unlike the Third World rhythms provided by the Heads, this music brings another dimension to the radio 
if you dare. If not, hell, go ahead play 'Rattlesnake Shake'...And while you're at it, give another old 
classic a twirl 'Brother John--Iko Iko'. The Neville Bros. should get substantial airplay, but probably 
won't. Was Gary U.S. Bonds the exception to the rule, or did he not make inroads as far as R&B on album 
rock is concerned?...On the rock and roll front, the second Echo Lp is exceptionally strong. It's called 
'Watch This Band Grow'. I wasn't taken by the first effort and certainly did not have the patience to 
sit through it all. No so on this one. Front to back, it's a cinch, I especially love the haunting 
instrumentations...A word to the wise. Don't dip into the Swimming Pool Q's. listen to the entire Lp.

We think they'll 
do well for us...Hots Continue To Be: Romeo Void, Psychedelic Furs, Magazine, 999, Stiff Little Fingers, 
X, Squeeze, and the English Beat...Duran-Duran and the new Kraftwerk are really good...The Undertones 
and Icehouse we think will do well for us...We're presenting Stiff Little Fingers at the new Florentine 
Gardens in Hollywood on Monday, July 6th...New music lives and rolls at Long Beach." 

KLBJ, AUSTIN, TX M.D.-JOHN LOGAN: "The Joe Ely South Texas Tornado Jam is about to hit Austin and with 
Joe, Delbert McClinton, Al Cooper, Steve Raveon, The Thunderbirds, Cold Chisel, and who knows what or 
who else, it should be a hot night in Texas. It'll be a benefit for flood victims, and if advance 
interest is any indication, it'll be a sell-out. It will also be filmed for international television 
broadcast. Hot Texas July 9th, hotter music and cold beer. July 11th is the date, and I'll keep you 
posted...The longevity of Foghat is incredible, particularly when you note their lack of really large 
selling records. A steady, solid, and proven sound which expands in this album to include the sound 
of 'Wide Boy'. Very different for the group. With the REO Speedwagon success, that cut as a single 
should do well. We'll hit that first. 'Close To You' and 'Pay Later' pack a punch too...We'll try 
Diesel this week and watch for those phones to light up. I don't know about the Steve Miller comparisons 
so much as just good kick-back, Summertime, top-down music...Poco's 'Blue And GraYT—Ti77777 doubt about 
their producing power. Country roots and rock overtones, this Civil War concept is loosely tight and 
each track is complete instead of only connected. 'Widowmaker' is sneaky and lowdown, but 'Writing On 
The Wall' is a 'pick to click'. We'll use both...Randy Vanwarmer is interesting with Zevon undertones... 
I just heard the A's 'Woman's Got The Power' on the radio and was struck by how different it sounds--
hooky but not cliched...Icehouse continues to garner great response both from the staff and listeners. 
We're adding 'Sister' this week to highlight the record...New England went in last week. Sounds good, 
too. The production is great; and, it's a thick, wide sound...Squeeze hits Top 10 sales this week. 
'Tempted' gets under your skin and into your ears." 

WOUR, UTICA/SYRACUSE, NY M.D.-TOM STARR: "Nothing foreign about the sound of the new one from Lou Gramm 
and the boys. Side I-mally smokes. 'Night Life' should come on strong for the 'Double Vision7-77177--
We also like: 'Break It Up', 'Jukebox Boy', and 'Woman In Black' in addition to the single...Let's hear 
it for Diesel powered radio. We're forcing all the rockers in Central NY onto 'Sausalito Summer Night', 
and the record is translating well from the phones to sales. The only problem is places with light 
stock are totally cleaned out and getting lots of requests. So crank up those presses...The new Tubes 
could also use more stock. Most retailers tell us they could sell far more than they're able to get 
their hands on...Blue Oyster Cult appeal becomes BOC mass appeal with the new record. 'Fire Of Unknown 
Origin' will blow this band sky high. Quote of the week comes from one 33 year old who called me to say, 
'I'm almost embarrassed to admit it, but 'Joan Crawford Has Risen From The Grave' is the best rock song 
I've heard in the last five years'...We like the new one from Poco. It's a record of real substance 
that will suck in the upper demos...Randy Vanwarmer is doing a good job in that department also...We've 
worked with the Rods since their inception, and when it comes to balls-to-the-walls rock, make no Bones 
about it, no one does it better. When we did a broadcast with them several months ago, there were stereo 
system meltdowns all the way from Syracuse to Schenectady."

The Beat' and 'Skid Marks'. The album is full of hardrocking pop hits--don't miss it!...The Magazine 
record has still got some programmers' interest up. 'About The Weather' seems to be the consensus cut 
of most people. Listen to it--spark some interest and kill that stagnation!...Also out this week, the 
Fleshtones single 'World Has Changes' backed with 'All Around The World', most notably performed by 
James Brown...To sum it up, play and listen to the Go Go's and in finale, play the Go Go's...P.S.: Are 
you sick of it yet?"

Seminar which will be held Monday and Tuesday, July 13th and 14th at Privates in NYC. There really seems 
to be a lot of excitement about the Seminar and we'll do our best to make sure it will all be as 
productive and as much fun as possible. It will not be 'R&R' type of convention--we really expect 
people from all areas of the music business to get something useful out of the Seminar...Sometimes read-
ing comments from this Sheet can be a very frustrating experience, what with so many people raving about 
so many priority albums. However, every once in a while I see a real honest comment from a radio 
person. I can't tell you what a kick I get out of seeing the occasional honest comment, even if it is a 
negative.

Blotto is back with another snazzy summertime gem titled 'When The 
Second Feature Starts' b/w title 'B Side'; Wazmo Nariz's new album featuring the soon to be talked about 
'Sister Teresa'; and finally, the new single from the Speedies, a band I produced back in '79 when they 
were all 17 years old. Their new one was produced by Clem Burke of Blondie. It is absolutely top notch, 
modern rock and roll. Look for it!" 

STEVE LEEDS SLIC (212-888-6660): "What happened to the creativity in radio? Recently I've noticed 
several PD's commenting on the lack of creative talent available. The bulk of the audition tapes are 
basically line of card copy and back announce. What happened to DJ's with personality? One PD proclaims 
there is more personality in the promotion people than in the radio announcers. So where is the future 
of radio?... For your information recently you received several Frank Zappa guitar albums. These albums 
will not be sold in any retail outlets and are available via mail-order from the coupon on the inner 
sleeve of the 'Tinsel Town Rebellion' album. There are not mainstream Zappa albums but are destined for 
the diehard cult. Stick with 'Tinsel Town' and you won't go wrong.. .Tommy Nast can do Bruce Moser  
better than the original--could be an imitator...Does Barry Grant have terminal Xenophobia, better ask 
Dr. Tannenbaum.

FOR YOUR YOUR INFORMATION: 
When reading the individual station report, please remember that there are three ways in which album 
rotations are tracked. 

1. PLAYS PER DAY This refers to the actual number of exposures an album gets between 6 AM 
and Midnight on an average day of the reporting week. 

2. PLAYS PER WEEK - Most of our weekly play reporters go back over their music logs for the previous 
week, and those totals are relayed to us and printed up. 

3. AIRPLAY EMPHASIS - Be careful not to confuse this with PLAYS PER DAY/WEEK. EMPHASIS is a system 
of relative scaling, based on 10. If the highest rotation album gets 8 spins per day, it receives 
10 points. If another album gets 4 spins, it merits 5 points, etc. T.Fis allows a much more 
detailed rundown than the conventional light/medium/heavy system.
