Recently Bob Bittens dealt a low blow to an unsuspecting
Bi11 Hard by saying he'd, 'just as soon see no Hard Choices rather than jump all over a mediocre record
Just Pecause 1t's the only thing out there'. Bob, I suppose you were maintaining your credibilqity,

but you sounded 1ike a jerk. I was happy to see Mr, Bill get his word in-in that same issue. Is
cruelty credible? As a lady who speaks her mind often and loudly, I'm the first to respect the

thoughts and creative endeavors of others. But, honey, you should really think over what you say

Why does it seem that the quality of videos are directly proportional to the quality
of the music?...And one final item. This will be my smart-ass proposal for Question Of The Week:

Why does it seem that the heavy criticism of today's radio comes from people who are not behind the
P.D.'s desk? I tend to think it's easier to 1ike a record if you're paid to."

WOUR, UTICA/SYRACUSE, NY M.D.-TOM STARR: "The Michael Stanley Band album is so hot that the sleeve
sweats. No problem for us punching in four tunes from 'North Coast' right off the bat. We'll go with:
'Heartland', 'Somewhere In The Night', 'Heaven And Hell', and 'Let's Hear It'...The Foreigner and Pat
Benatar are going out of:the stores 1ike the power escaping from the Arc at the end of the'Raiders'
movie...Monster phones and the beginnings of a retail surge on Diesel. Our six week head-start on this
record has left one Upstate rocker eating dust and the other one still stuck at the starting line trying
to hot wire his playlist...Here it is mid-July, and as I predicted two months ago, A&M had better get
a respirator on the Frampton album.
