When a singer cultivates a rep as THE VOICE, it's really rare that the performer in question lives 
up to the hype. In Benny's case, he lives up to the title, and then some. I was amazed by his 
vocal power last time out, but Christ, this time around he's awesome. Check out the vocal gymnastics on 

"Sheila C."--Just ask Tommy Nast, Kid Leo, or Drake Hall. 

VIC VERGAT, "DOWN TO THE BONE", CAPITOL  
I'm always on the lookout for a new Guitar Hero, and with a couple of days play on Mr. Tusken's 
pet project, count me in. Vic has edge galore balanced with plenty of taste (plus you've got to have 
confidence in Capitol's follow-thru. Look at the job they did on Iron Maiden, Red Rider, Tubes, 
Squier, etc. etc.) Key on "Breakaway", "Down To The Bone", and "Walk". 

STEVE HACKETT, "CURED", EPIC  
Even with the Genesis hitting the street, Steve can hack it. If a good strong melodic hook is your 
oyster, put an ear to the lead-off tune, "Hope I Don't Wake" His best shot ever at multiformat 

success. 

Easy Choices 
GENESIS, "ABACAB", ATLANTIC  

11 enterprising programmers popped the import on early, and the rest of the world adds the Lp this 
week. Take it from Dave Logan, WLAV-FM, "Easily the most comfortable work in years, and one of the 
most carefully crafted albums we've received in recent memory. 200 copies of the import moved out 
of the stores here in less than 24 hours, and it would have been more had the stock been available.

DRAKE HALL, KTXQ: "That's one of my real pet peeves, because after I get 3 or 4 calls, I've already 
copped an attitude on a record because I've already heard about it too much, and that isn't good. 
What really irks me is when they KNOW I don't like it, and I still get calls up the wazoo. Why can't 
these people coordinate this thing a little bit better. They're hurting each other and the record, 
and if they've been in the biz more than two weeks, they should know that." 

CURT GARY, WEBN: "I say it weighs about 50/50. Sometimes every member of a triple team will have new 
information. But often it only emphasizes the gravity of the situation. It doesn't really help us 
out.. .1 would suggest closer communication between reps and their independents...After the locals, 
with some companies the regional people are the next most informative, but with other projects there 
are some very good independents who call you (I won't mention names--I might leave somebody out). 
Actually, why don't they make sure the records have gone gold before they start working them?" 

BOB WALTON, WQDR: "Most of the time it is an irritant. I guess a specific example would be the 
Martin Briley album. Does somebody not have enough confidence in the Polygram promotion that they 
have to have no less than 3 independents on it? I find nobody ever seems to have new information, 
and I get very irritated with all the calls. On the other hand, I like people who call who are at 
different levels in the company...After the local person, I prefer to deal with other company types, 
then not more than one indy per project." 

JOE MCCABE, KYYS: "I would say 90% of the time it's a time-waster, but occasionally you do get that 
little bit of info that's helpful. But please, not more than one call on a record. It's not 
unusual for me to get 5 calls on a priority record, and usually the rap is pretty much the same. 
That's why I like people to leave messages, and why I don't answer the phone myself." 

KID LEO, WMMS: "I really don't know, I'm always out to lunch." 

OREST, WMJ9: "If the information we get about a certain record is informative, meaning how the record 
is doing in a particular market by means of heavy research, then the call isn't irritating. If we 
get calls about a record and all it is is just a lot of nonsense, obviously it is very irritating... 
I like to hear from other radio programmers who are on the record and if it's doing well for them or 
if it isn't doing well for them." 

MARK VOS, KKRQ: "It definitely takes up time if our local rep hasn't done his job right. Otherwise the 
repetition of information can be annoying. I guess I don't see it as much of a problem. If somebody's 
boring you on the phone, it's easy to blow him off. It depends on the company...There's lots of 
regional and national people that can be very helpful." 

ANN CARLINI, WXEZ: "I think it helps as far as album cuts. A lot of calls help you decide what cuts 
to play, the secondary and third cuts to go on...Record stores, phone response."

STEVE KELLER, WAPI: "It just takes up time, and is irritating. I could probably take the first 
call and play it in sequence with the second call most of the time. There are some exceptions...I 
really don't know what the solution is, except for a curt 'I've already heard that'...I like to 
hear from nationals once in a while so I can understand their committment to the record. Nice to 
hear the overall view." 

KERRY LAMBERT, WIMZ: "For the most part, it just takes up time, and when you're receiving more than 
3 calls, it becomes irritating...The solution is better local promotional people with assistance 
of regional or national people.. .1 prefer to hear from regional or national people." 

TEMPIE LINDSEY, KISS: "Sometimes I feel multiple calls on a particular product is insecurity on the 
part of the record label, or maybe lack of confidence in that product by the label. If the company 
just wants to make sure the product doesn't get overlooked amidst the major super star releases, 
then I can understand multiple calls. The product should speak for itself...One or two trusted 
independents." 

STEVE FEINSTEIN, WYSP: "Sometimes it makes me feel as though the record company doesn't necessarily 
believe in the record, because they've had so many indies pushing it, and is actually kind of in-
secure about it and attempts to overcompensate for a weak record by contracting out so many 
different promo folks to push it.. .1 really haven't thought about it much. I've been trying to find 
a cure for cancer...Obviously I like to hear from normal folks like listeners, unless another industry 
person has genuine information to offer as opposed to merely more hype." 

BELLE, KTIM: "Having more people promote me on a record takes more time. If there are people I 
enjoy talking to, and they have viable product, then let's talk. I make time. It's only a problem - 
if you allow it to be a problem...I prefer to hear from the artist and independent promotional 
people. I like to hear from everybody all the time. I enjoy hearing about every aspect of an album 
because the more I know, the better I can program the record." 

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "If nothing else, multiple calls indicate somebody's committed to the project. 
That, in itself, makes me listen twice. It doesn't make any difference who I hear from, as long as I 
know there's support for the record. What really burns me up is when multitudes of independents call 
and are trying to be the first to call in the add. This only bothers me when a record is called in--
before it's officially added. This doesn't happen very often, but when it does, it makes everyone 
involved look foolish." 

MIKE LYONS, WDIZ: "Unless they are very incompetent people, we're getting the same information. 
But when people are talking about the value of the record, no problem. It's when you have more 
than one call, or people pleading or begging and displaying a bad attitude. That is generally a 
waste of time for me...More responsible local people, and better communications between local and 
regional people...However, with very few exceptions, I enjoy talking to independents. Probably 
national people after local. 

RAY WHITE, WLIR: "Without a doubt, it hurts the record. For the most part, no additional information 
is added, rather, it's an aggravation. I read not only the American trades, but also the British, 
American, and Canadian rock magazines, so I'm usually aware of an artist or a record...Most definitely 
more communication between the record people is needed on these multiple promotions. As far as who 
should do the job, let the person with the most conviction and knowledge handle the duties...It 
doesn't matter to me whether it's a local, an indie, a national or whatever." 

TERRY MEINERS, WLRS: "I only find it irritating when the record is absolutely unfit for airing on 
our radio station. If I were hit with a slew of Frank Sinatra calls, I'd be boiling. A perfect 
example of heavy calling with resulting action goes to the Scotti Bros...Hey, I don't want my legs 
broken. I prefer to hear from the Bill Hard Sheet, after the local promo people." 

BUCK MCWILLIAMS, WIOT: "I get no relevant information from multiple calls. The irritation factor on 
more than one call is nothing but a tune out. The calls I make are what give me relevant information... 
I would say the solution would be, instead of record reps and independents calling, set it up so that 
programmers who either believe in, or have success with the record, call instead...I'd like to hear 
from, and I'd like to call other radio stations. Also, I obviously read the trades. Also, I think 
Ion. Scott's  music calls are among the handiest tools of music programming and information gathering 
available." 

TOM STARR, WOUR: "I think it depends entirely on whether or not different callers offer different 
Insight. If everybody's just calling to tell me who's added a record, it's just a waste of time. 
If, on the other hand, they can provide some interesting information about an album or an artist's 
background, it's not quite as irritating, but that's something the record companies should be doing 
with printed bios, especially on new artists...It doesn't make any difference to me whether one or 50 
people are working the record. If it's good enough, it'll make it.. .1 think labels might consider 
some territorial jurisdiction if they're going to put independents on a case by assigning stations on 
a more selective basis." 

ROWSORENSON, KBLE: "Yes. I find it irritating. It simply takes up time that could be better spent 
listening to the record...There should be one independent who calls everybody who has total 
credibility. That's my solution... In other words, «Mr Bill should do independent promotion." 

DAN BRENNAN, WRKK: "I think it depends on whether the additional information is new information. If 
additional TaTg pertain to facts already covered, it is a needless burden and waste of time. If the 
information is different, it can serve a purpose. Generally, the calls tend to cover the same territory. 
You'd have to look into why the calls are being made in the first place. If it's a hard push on the 
album based on a necessity to get it off the ground, then the information provided often is not as 
relevant as if there are some altogether new areas that perhaps apply to one particular record...I'd 
like to hear from the artist's management, or if the artist is coming into the area. It's not particu-
larly important to hear from local and then the national man about the same information." 

GREG ST. JAMES, WABX: "After a certain point, one is either preaching to the already converted, or 
banging one's head against a wall. So, it seems to me, that a certain amount of common sense is 
needed on both sides of the question...After locals, the regional guys." 

JAY WALKER, KSMB: "No doubt about it. Calls get to be irritating, and, if anything, will turn me 
against a record more than they will turn me towards it. I enjoy getting input concerning releases 
but when I get it from 6 or 7 different people, then I feel like I'm getting beat up on a record, and 
I don't like getting beat up on a record...1 think the solution would perhaps be to limit the number 
of independents that are working the record, because if the calls get past 1 or 2 and become 6 or 7, 
it's usually because every independent in the world is working the record."

LIN BREHMER, WQBK: "For the most part, such calls do me no good. I'm especially suspicious when, 
with the case of a current new release, three of the best independent promo men in the country are 
all working the same record. It makes you wonder how much merit the album has on its own...No, 
there is no solution to this problem." 

BOB LINDER, WDHA: "We appreciate the additional input to a degree. Sometimes, of course, it does 
become irksome, but in the overview, I must say that it has not been a problem for us...The 
national person is the next logical step after the local input. I appreciate the contact." 

MICHAEL MCKAY, WWDC: "I don't find it takes up time and is irritating, but it's not helpful either. 
When a new record comes, we always expect a number of calls. Still my favorite is getting called 
before we get the record. I always tell them, 'tell your friend,the reorder rep,to get the 
record over here before he has you call for it'." 

ROB BARNETT, WAAF: "Any input is always welcome on a record." 

BOB GELMS, WXRT: "I don't mind multiple calls on a record, up to a certain point. It is perfectly 
obvious to me, for instance, when the national person, the regional person, and the local person 
all contact me about a certain recordithat it's a priority for the company. Once it's been 
established with me that the record is important to the company, any further heat is bothersome 
and definitely detracts from the album...Instead of constant reminders, far more intelligent and much 
more effective with me is simply explain why it is a top priority with the company, and how much 
the company needs us to play it. I'm a reasonably intelligent man, and I understand the English 
language very well. I have a very good memory, and if I've heard about a record three or four times, 
I don't forget. So I don't need to be reminded every day for a month." 

CHARLIE LOGAN, WFYV: " If more relevant information was provided, it would be worthwhile. However, 
that doesn't seem to be the case. Depending upon the attitude of the caller, and the attitude of 
the receiver, they can be irritating...Solution is, if you're going to get hit with that many phone 
calls, just provide more relevant information and not a reguretation of the same info with every 
call." 

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "I find that it takes up time and is irritating. However, if I can add one record 
and make five people happy, that might influence my decision...A solution would be better communi-
cation between independents or from the major label that hires the independents. Pick one or two 
of them to work my stations, not five of them...After local input, there are certain individuals 
whose opinions I have a lot of respect for. If I should hear from, say, dael Webber or Lenny  
Bronstein about a particular record they feel positive about, that would influence me to spend more 
time with the record." 

DUKE MEYER, WQMF: "It is not irritating, but it really doesn't help me make up my mind unless a 
record that may have gotten lost in the shuffle. A reminder doesn't hurt.. .If I strongly believe 
in a record, one or one hundred calls would make no difference." 

JIM BUCKLEY, WRCN: "For the most part, once an album is in our hands, multiple reminders are basically 
just that. When they come from different sources, it really doesn't seem to make much difference. 
90% of the time on the first call you get all the information you need, and the rest we can find in 
the trades just by checking on local retail." 

BRUCE YOUNGBLOOD, WKWF: "If it gets you extra record service, it's worth it." 

BRUCE GOLDSEN, WRKI: "I think that multiple calls only serve a purpose when the album serves a 
purpose. Just having more people work a lousy record makes for lousy relations and a waste of time... 
The solution is not easy, and I don't have one solution because I think most records work themselves 
in most cases. Limiting it to one independent per station seems like a good place to start...My 
only beef is that I think national people should check in with reporting stations from time to time. 
Not to bypass the local people, but to show they're really interested in the station and their product. 
I enjoy hearing from the independents who understand my radio station, and what I am and am not 
going to play." 

TOM NAST, WSYR: "It depends on the mood I'm in. If I get three people to call me in a row on the same 
record, and I'm in a pissy mood, chances are I'll find it irritating. For the most part, it really 
lets me know the label is really behind it, which is always impressive...After local input, I like 
to know how much the label is behind the record. I try to establish what the label's priorities are 
because so many times you find the label saying one week it's great, it's a smash, it's a hit, and 
the next release is the same smash hit that you have." 

JACK SCHWARTZMAN t WBRU: "Multiple calls raise my blood pressure, my heart rate, and lower my tolerance 
for all new music...If a company is going to work a record, keep it away from the indies. If they're 
not, let the indy have the entire project to himself." 

DAVE LOGAN, WLAV: "It all depends how relevant the calls are. Badgering never does any good. However, 
I don't mind listening to additional information on someone's work record. After all, it's his job 
to call, and mine to listen...We work with national and regional people a lot to begin with. If we 
want further information after the local input, we'll find it where it's available. For the most part, 
though, we won't go with something until we're comfortable with it." 

GLENN CORNELIESS, WBAB: "I would say that depends on the people involved. The better the promo people, 
they will always have some update information to help you out. The answer to this question is as varied 
as the caliber of the people you deal with. I will usually tell someone I've been worked on the record 
already or that I've heard about that one! You can't be rude, but you let them know you're already 
aware of it...After I've heard from local promo people, I like using the tip sheets for other radio 
reaction. We use focus groups as often as we can, but they can't cover every record." 

DANE VENABLE, WRAS: "I definitely think that they help me in my decisions. However, on a record such 
as 'Friends Of Mr. Cairo', when we were stampeded with calls, I could tell it would probably be a 
burn out record...I prefer to hear from the listeners and retail." 

MANDO, KKCN: "I find that most of the people that I deal with provide me with information that is mostly 
relevant and useful...Usually after local promo input, I go to the stores and grass roots--people, 
customers, etc." 

BOB MAJERSKY, WXUS: "I feel that when a record is strong enough that music directors have to be aware 
of it, I always welcome different input from different people on a record which will influence the 
sound of our station. Basically, I feel that if it's necessary, it's fine with me...After local promo 
input, I rely basically on the Hard Sheet for the information to guide our station."

AL PETERSON, WYNF: "nenerally I find it just takes up time. I depend on the independents on the 
smaller labels. I'm honest on my consideration of the record. Multiple calls tend to irritate me 
and hurt the record's chances. As long as there are company people and independents overlapping, 
their labels, there will be multiple calls. I generally don't need more than local promotion, if 
the people are doing their job, and down here, they do!" 

MOBY, W XM: "It depends on the approach of the promotor. I prefer a promotor who doesn't make me 
feel guilty. Just because there's a tremendous push behind a record doesn't mean it's for us. I 
respect the promotors job. If he feels the need to call on a record, then my ears are always open. 
But let's keep the pressure out of it. We're here to have a good time. The number of calls doesn't 
bother me so much as the quality of the calls. If we get beat to death on it and still don't add 
it and it makes some promotors mad at us, I want them to keep it to themselves.. .111 talk to in-
dependents or regional guys. I'm not impressed or repulsed by anyone. I go by the person and his 
or her individual style of promotion." 

BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: "I would say a little of both. Most of the calls do tend to remind me to listen 
to a record, however, once I've listened and my mind is made up, they don't do much good...I found 
that most independents are probably some of the best promotion people around. There isn't any one 
particular one I like to hear from." 

MIKE WOLF, WQFM: "The multiple calls multiply my irritation on the record, and it gives me an even 
more negative view on the record than if only one person had called about it...Just let the local 
record reps, who are paid very well by the record company, do their job.. .1 prefer talking to Program 
Directors and Music Directors at stations already playing the product to see what kind of reaction 
they're getting to it." 

NILS VON VEH, KZOK: "It's the old story of garbage in, garbage out. Sometimes it's helpful. Most 
often it's not...More communication between record company people coordinating their efforts and 
preventing unnecessary double teaming. Also keeping the local informed about what independerts are 
hired to work a project...Generally I feel that my doors are always open for local people, but on 
a weekly basis. I feel my Music Director should talk to local and regional people, and I prefer to 
talk to national people on special cases." 

JOE BONADONNA, WMMR: "If I've already said that I'm not close to adding a particular record, it 
becomes very annoying to have 3 or 4 people working the same record. On the other hand, I don't 
mind hearing from different people working different things at different times, because it does pro-
vide me with information that I need to make the right decision. When I don't like something and say 
I don't like it, I despise getting beaten up about it, and it does make me think less of the record... 
If you have your independents all concentrate on one project, the other things get neglected." 

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "I had 6 calls on the Mayday album Monday (which we added this week, but not 
because of the phone pressure-it was in the grooves). I find that many calls on any album a waste 
of my time, since I have many other things to do besides talk on the phone. Not that I don't want 
to hear from people, but after the third call on the same album, it's overkill...One of the problems 
obviously is that there are so many independents, and my question is who gets the credit when we do 
add it? Do all 6 call A&M and say 'I got the Mayday on KGON!!'...Better coordination wouldn't hurt, 
because a lot of people are going to find their calls unreturned after a while." 

TIM  SMITH, WLVQ: "The Survivor record is a current example of the question of the week. I would tend 
to say that it's irritating the majority of the time, but all the information that I can accumulate 
on the record can only help as long as somebody isn't hyping me and is giving straight facts...Also, 
all that information from that promotion person is cross-referenced with the consultant before we make 
our ultimate decision. I realize that information can be distorted sometimes." 

DAVE LANGE, WDVE: "It probably happens. Rarely does it help unless the record is caught in a swarm of 
releases by a major company,and is being overlooked by that company. Most of the time I find that the 
record company is working the record, and so are 10 other people. Then, most of the time it's the 
same alphabet soup from each.. .1 prefer to stay within the company and move up to the regional/national 
lines. That's not to say I don't respect the independents if the record has been severely underplayed 
by the record company." 

TED EDWARDS, WCOZ: "It is a time waster and irritant the greater percentage of the time, and valuable 
infrequently. Frankly, the irritation quotient is so high I wonder if taking all those calls is worth 
it in the long run. It would seem that better coordination between the label and independents is the 
answer. If the labels realized the repetitive calls on the same Lp often hurt the airplay chances, 
they would take care of the necessary coordination between indies and the company...After local, 
we look to regional and national people for input, then the independents." 

DAVE BENSON, WMET: "More often than not, when I get 3 or 4 calls in rapid succession on an Lp, 
company people tend to use the same logic, the same stats, and the same cliches as the person on the 
phone before them. By the 3rd of 4th call, I simply warn the person I've heard 'today's rap'...It's 
not really a serious problem, it just gives me an indication that the company has put on the dogs for 
this record. National to regional to local coordination is the key. Know what your local man is 
doing and how well. I'll deal with anybody as long as they have a coherent intelligent rap (that 
I haven't heard withinthelast 10 minutes). My phone number is 312-828-9191. Call Wednesday through 
Friday, please." 

LARRY BRUCE KGB-FM: "It's always irritating. It is a rare occasion where the third caller tells me 
any more than the first caller, and my inclination at the end of the 4th or 5th call is to put the 
record back for consideration until next week. I don't do that, but that's the type of attitude 
that multiple calls on the same record engender.. .1 can understand and appreciate a label expending 
extra effort to work a record that needs help. What's needed is some coordination on the part of 
all of the promotional people werkinç the record so that I don't net beaten to death. Because, 
eventually, my attitude about not only the record, but the label and the promotion people deteriorates." 

DALE MILLER, KZIP: "I find it's more helpful because I have more information to look at it from all 
sides. It gives you more of an outlnct'...I like to hear what the people in record stores have to say, 
people on the phone, and people in the street." 

KEITH NELSON, WAAL: "For the most part, this depends on the record. It helps me with a more unknown 
artist, but for the most part, I do get a lot of information from multiple calls on unknown artists more 
so than named artists.. .1 prefer to hear from the independents a lot because they tend to give me a truer 
picture of what's happening with the records."

STEW SCHANTZ, WPDH: "I think it's good because it draws my attention to certain albums that I might 
overlook.. .1 like tip sheets as my next priority. It's a very quick and concise way of seeing what's 
going on around the country." 

KAREN ANDERSON, WGIR-FM: "I think multiple calls on the same record winds up taking more time. I 
think a well-informed local person can be just as effective supplying local and regional information 
along with a national overview. It doesn't influence my decision as to whether to add a record if I 
get more phone calls on a particular record...The solution, I think, is closer coordination between 
record companies and independents. The same amount of energy on the part of 2 separate people does 
not necessarily double the promotional energy output.. .1 would prefer to hear from regional and inde-
pendents, because, after the local level, I look farther up to see how a record is developing regionally." 

WARD HOLMES, WDEK: "On some records it is a help, but 7 out of 10 times it's a pain...Get it back to 
local reps and if need be, get more of them.. .1 just go up the chain to the regionals." 

BRUCE MCGREGOR, KQDS: "Generally, I don't mind them, because, among other things, there's a lot of 
product to listen to. If the company takes the time to let you know, it's an indication to me that they 
are fairly serious about the product. We'll take the time to listen. Otherwise, it's really hard 
to pick the needle out of the haystack...After the local, I would like a follow-up from the regional 
or national people and the independents as well." 

RON NENNI, WPYX: "Occasionally, if I believe in a song, and there are multiple calls regarding the 
song or the group, I think it's beneficial because it shows support from the record company, and 
that they believe in it as well. But it does irritate me when an unreasonable amount of independents 
work a record that I don't feel strongly about and they are presistent. It's a real turnoff...If a 
record company wants to spend extra money on independent promotion, they better look at the song and 
the group realistically. You can't polish a brick. Many times worthwhile songs are neglected. Some-
times we have different priorities.. .1 prefer to hear from the band. It's real encouraging when a 
band calls the station and thanks us for adding the record. That tells me that national promotion is 
really into it wholeheartedly. Independent promotion people should be given a lot more credit than 
they are given, because sometimes they believe in a record, and know what they are talking about more 
than the local promo people." 

Radio Action 

WGRQ, BUFFALO, NY M.D.-PAUL HEINE: "Have you noticed that a lot of today's music sounds the same? 
In the 60's and early 70's, when rock was peaking (as the social force capable of motivating people), 
there was a broad diversity of sounds that people were responding to. The Doors sounded different 
from the Stones and the Airplane. Today so many new releases sound alike. I think the audience is 
bored with a lot of today's bland product. So, as a result, music doesn't play as important a role in 
their lives as it used to. When a record does come along that sounds different, like Jon and Vangelis, 
Phil Collins, or Police, the public responds very positively. Unfortunately there isn't very much 
new creative and different music available these days, and that's the contributing factor to the record 
industry slump. Maybe this is all too apparent to you, but that only makes it all the more important 
for radio programmers, record companies, listeners, etc. to try harder to discover and promote music 
that is fresh, creative, and different. Elvis, Buddy Holly, and the Beatles weren't manufactured or 
cloned, they were discovered...Those beautiful mutants from Akron, Devo, are back with a Devoid 
collection of fresh, hook-loaded sounds that burn slowly and grow on you quickly. A lot of programmers 
were reluctant to add this last one, and it eventually came full circle. Top 40 will break this one 
if we don't. Don't wait for the movie...The new Rossington Collins Band is inspired, timely, and 
timeless. I'll bet you a moon pie this one goes all the way. We're going with 'Gotta Get It Straight' 
and 'Don't Stop Me Now'...Bob Seger, Stevie Nicks, and the Stones are mauling the retail charts... 
Also  selling well: Foreigner, Journey, and Pat Benatar...Dan Fogelberg, Billy Joel, the Kinks, and 
Rick Springfield are moving up in sales...Hot phones on:Jon and Vangelis, Stones, and Foreigner... 
Stones will be making Buffalo's Rich Stadium their second stop on Sunday, Sept. 27th, playing to 
80,000. Tell ya about it next week." 

WMMR PHILADELPHIA, PA M.D.-JOE BONADONNA: "A good record from John Entwistle. I feel that 'Sleeping 
Man is definitely the leader on this one...Think Rossington Collins have a strong second album. We're 
leading off with 'Gotta Get It Straight'...A number of staff members seem very interested in the Charlie... 
Steve Hackett is nice. Philadelphia is one of the biggest Genesis markets, so Steve will probably be 
taken to very well here.. .Other official adds this week include: John Hall, Charlie, and Novo Combo... 
Billy Joel's first week retail is #1 in Philadelphia. ..Other sales highlights: Dan Fogelberg, #2 debut. 
Stones pushed to #3...Play increases this week: ARS, Dan Fogelberg, and Billy Squier...Saturday, WMMR 
and Channel 29 produced a Rolling Stones special called, 'The Rolling Stones Are Coming', which aired 
at 8PM--simulcast on WMMR. Lisa Richards hosted the show which featured recent history in Philadelphia 
as well as clips from their songs. The show got overwhelming reaction as the Stones are due here 
this Friday and Saturday...We also aired an excellent live show from BOC on Sunday night, produced by 
Starfleet." 

KGON, PORTLAND, OR M.D.-GLORIA JOHNSON: "In  sales: #1) Stevie Nicks, #2) Rolling Stones, #3) Journey, 
#T) Foreigner, #5) Fogelberg, -6) LRB, #7) Bob Seger, and Billy Joel in at #10...Triumph at #14... 
Requests: #1 'Heavy Metal', #2) Foreigner, #3) Icehouse, #4) Kinks, #5) Riot...Quarterflash is on the 
way to the big time. Portland gave them a huge sendoff Monday night at a Geffen Record release party. 
The band played live and were wonderful. Greg Lee of WB should be commended for putting together one 
of the classiest events in years. Lead cuts are 'Hard In My Heart' and 'Find Another Fool', and if 
you're looking for a softer track, try 'Critical Times'. We're completely flashed by Quarterflasn... 
Other exciting news: Angel City, an Australian import single. We prefer the 7 side which is 'Ba:k On 
You'. Thanks to the mystery man who sent it...A pretty good sales week for Riot...ARS also did well 
in sales " 

WRAS, ATLANTA, GA M.D.-DANE VENABLE: "Adds: Rossington/Collins, John Hall Band, Bill Wyman single, 
Crusaders, John Entwistle, Devo, Ultraand the Tom Tom Club single...Drops: DVC, Kraftwerk, 
Diesel...Five most played songs: 'Every Little Thing', 'Working In A Coal Mine', 'Around The Dial', 
Sony Mony', and 'Adultress'...Rossington Collins will explode out of this market. I think overall, it 
is a much stronger album than their first. Besides the first cut, try the song 'Means Nothing To You'. 
It flows real well...The Question Of The Week: Will Top 40 beat album radio on Devo again? Not -f 
you listen to the first two cuts on side one...Surprise of the month goes to John Entwistle. It's a 
really fine album, arc' the titic track should be an automatic for radio.. .Progressing very well: 
Billy Idol and Grateful Dead...I still can't get enough of 'The Itch'. Our jocks are really getting 
into it and phones are starting to trickle in."

KYYS, KANSAS CITY, KS V.L'.-J(L MCCABE: "A real strong record from Rossington Collins. Far better 
than the last. dri, r(re'7-1-77-ily MCA can bring it home...I've seen the Mayday success story in 
the Sheet, and it sounds like something we could use. Thanks for the cute little flag, Marko...We have 
to re-add the Pretenders. They came into town and just rocked my brains out. They were ridiculously 
great, loud, and clean...Bob Seger explodes in sales--up to Top 5,. .Billy Joel, Top 10...After 20 
weeks, I think I finally hear Diesel. I had better get top 2 requests on this record, or else... 
Chilliwack is starting to pull a few curiosity calls, and they never really have been strong in 
this market...The Triumph success story continues. I still contend'Magic Power'is far and away the 
best choice for the single, and maybe the best cut they've ever done... Fogelberg is getting light 
calls, but great sales. That seem to be the pattern... Considering: Bryan Adams, plus about 20 
other good records that seem to be out right now." 

WMMS, CLEVELAND, OH M.D.-KID LEO: "This is the best tire to cash in on solo projects from superstar 
groups, as proven by Phil Collins, Debbie Harry, Stevie Nicks, and let's not forget Pete Townshend, 
which brings us around to John Entwistle. I really don't think this one will have the impact of some 
others mentioned, although I really do like it. Also, I don't really consider this a solo project. 
It should be called a duet. What a sweet combination, Entwistle and Walsh. More powerful than Leonard 
and Hearns, more comical than Laural and Hardy, and I do happen to like this a lot...Charlie has been 
a victim of circumstances. More people cared about what's on the cover of their albums than what was 
within, and for good reason. They've always had pretty ladies in pretty poses. In fact, their covers 
could have graced Vogue and Cosmopolitan. They've wised up and realized you can't judge a book by 
its cover, and have come up with an ugly cover (if you judge it on past standards, and I do love the 
red, white, and blue). But what's witilin is what they've always been--a fine, fine band. 'Roll The 
Dice' and you'll get 7 come 11. It's a definite winner on first roll...It's about time we have found 
out who 'The Voice' is. Maybe the best instrument in rock and roll. I'm talking about my good friend 
and great voice, Benny Mardones.

The fact - that these guys, after almost 20 years, can still generate this kind of excite-
ment amazes me. As of now, there is still no scheduled Boston Stones date. But they will play, mark 
my words. Just in case they don't play, we're sending some lucky listeners to  Charlie Kendall's  
wedding party with the Stones in scenic Philadelphia. A mixed blessing you say? No, not really. With 
Journey and George Thorogood opening, I'd give anything to be there...In other news, the great vinyl 
award this week goes to John Hall. Looks like he finally realized that nukes never have a nice day, 
and then he got back to rock and roll. Check out 'Crazy' and 'You Sure Fooled Me'. This will be a 
smash...The John Entwistle album has some great cuts. Try 'Talk Dirty' and 'I'm Coming Back'. The 
man is one of the coolest in rock and roll...Ian Dury's new import single 'Spasticus Autisticus' is 
the funniest thing I've heard in months. Hopefully it will be domestic soon...Do not miss the Martin 
Briley Lp on Polydor, esp. 'First To Know' and 'Milkshake'. I also love Devo, Ultravox, The Cure, 
and the Joe Ely live album. However, with the 12,000 new releases this week, no matter how much of 
this new music gets on the air, it won't be enough." 

KGB-FM, SAN DIEGO, CA M.D.-JUDY MCNUTT: "Last week's question of the week got me thinking about 
a few things. Where did we get the idea that there are no political causes to champion these days. 
In the 60's we were polarized politically, physically, and emotionally. It was easy to tell who 
was who. Through the late 70's and into the 80's, groups have fractured, and in terms of broadcast 
mentality have all but disappeared. In reality, though, they have not. There are problems. 
Actually, problems have grown worse, political factions are just as frustrated (and determined) as 
they were in the 60's, if not more so. Be aware, some of us are jockeying into positions of and 
for power.

The Diablo Canyon 
nuclear power plant will go on line if we allow it to happen, the ERA will be defeated by Reagan 
supporters. Who will speak for the aged, handicapped, disadvantaged children, and the working class 
struggling to make ends meet? Education and a marriage of artistic and empirical thought will be our 
salvation. As I see it now, there are two avenues of survival: 1) The escapism of the knee jerk 
reactionary on either end of the psycho-political spectrum, and 2) Dedication of the neo-survivalist. 
The escape artists comfort themselves with right wing Neo-Nazi blankets. Caught in the middle, the 
military turn to drugs and alcohol, the extremist young to drugs, sex drugs, alcohol and video games.

The station with sensitive, 
intelligent programmers and staff,and increasingly more important, the news staff will be the friend 
more listeners will turn to." 

WOUR, UTICA/SYRACUSE, NY M.D.-TOM STARR: "Great to see Martin Briley locked up the  Hard Choice. 'Fear Of 
The Unknown' goes into week number 2 here as imirediate heavy with a staff that's soFidly -arv-TTced  that it 
has the goods to go the distance. Phones are beginning to confirm that already...The Police ard Rodney 
Crowell have come up with 61/2 minutes of pure magic. 'Everything She Does' and 'Stars On The Water' are 
both songs that nave great hooks and are the perfect length to leave listeners hungry to hear them again... 
I wish the same could be said about Benny Mardones. I do like the record but I think that 'Sheila's' 5:25 
length will wear out its welcome with lots of listeners:— In fact, if all of the songs had been trimmed 
down somewhat there would have been room for 2 or 3 more on the album without diminishing the impact of any 
of the songs...WOUR buses to the Stones concert in Buffalo all sold out within a matter of minutes. We're 
still hoping for a Carrier Dome date--tentative now moved tu Dncember 4th." 

WQFM ? MILWAUKEE, WI M.D.-MIKE WOLF: "QFM teamed up with Rad i3 Doctors to put on the Third Annual QFM/ 
Radio Doctors Street Festival this past Sunday. The weather ancl crowds were great as six of Milwaukee's 
best bands donated their talents. Over $2500 was raised for the benefit of the Variety Club. Truly 
an amazing amount considering there was no charge for admission, and the money was made strictly off 
the sale of beer and food...Nazareth's new live album breathes new life into their classic 'Love Hurts' 
and 'Hair Of The Dog'...We aired 'The Itch' by Kix once last week on our morning show.

'Lunatic Fringe'; Triumph; Billy Joel's 'Miami'; Genesis-both songs; and the Police single...S:arting 
to notice some calls for Donnie Iris and Shooting Star...LRB sales starting to kick in...Red Rider 
sales not kicking in with the phones." 

KTXQ, DALLAS, TX M.D.-DRAKE HALL: "When Sean Coakley first played the Entwistle for me, I was real 
surprised and impressed, but the more I hear it, the more the Walsh feel is almost too obvious--but 
it's good, and we're gonna play the shit out of it. 'Talk Dirty' to this big John...I'm a little let 
down by Rossington Collins. I've loved these guys since they were the warm up act for Michael Quatro 
(any by the way Mike, love all the shots of your schlong on the back cover. And, who's the ugly broad 
with you? tome on Mike, catch on), but this time out, it's only okay , and besides, Dale Krantz isn't 
played up like the front person she is. They ought to give her a lot more attention. I mean, they're 
good players and all, but they make it seem like she's lucky to play on the same stage with them (having 
to dodge empty bottles the whole time)...I've got to offer high praise to the Martin Briley. His is the 
most intelligent, well written stuff I've heard in years. Song after song there's something interesting 
there, and he looks pretty cool, too...Went with the Survivor. Sounds like a lighter version of Foreigner, 
but with getting played once every 4 days, who cares anyway...We almost cancelled the add on (ix when 
we found out the lead singer was a boy, but the tight pants league care down on us, and the add sticks. 
Anyway, I heard that guy was really Judy Libow in drag. I mean he is cute (and so are you poopsie)... 
Giving ARS a healthy rotation and getting absolutely nothing whatsoever, but hoping that will change... 
And here's our bi-annual toast to Robert Nix: 'Have a cupcake, big fella!!'...Riot is doing well... 
Red Rider is doing really well...Even though the Kinks haven't played a new bass line in 5 years, 
they're also performing well. Talk about paranoid, write a new song Ray, jeezIll  Finally, this 
business can really suck sometimes, and John and Max are living proof that it isn't all rock and roll 
and roses. Good luck guys." 

WEBN, CINCINNATI, OH M.D.-CURT GARY: "I'm shocked at how fast 'Night Owls' is taking off. It's 
all over the radio in Cincinnati-, and already on the top request item list here at WEBN...A late add 
on the Kinks, and after all was said and done, we went on 'Better Things', because of its positive 
energies...Kix not building as quickly as I had hoped. Evidently 'The Itch' is not getting a-ound...I 
love the Police single--like the addition of strings and brass. Think they're leaning more towards a 
pop sound, and won't be quite so pigeonholed as a reggae fusion band...We did feature the Seger last 
Monday, and it was well attended... 'Lunatic Fringe' from Red Rider is a big request item...Icehouse 
seems to be holding its own here in Cincinnati. Could be a statistical glitch particular to :his market, 
but the title track is just wearing really well with us...Had an incredible live concert with Shooting 
Star with a 10 city hookup from Fifth Floor recording studios here in town. Ask anyone at coz or PUJ 
how it went...  Considering: Some songs that I think deserve attention (although I know it's gonna be a 
long hard road), 'Baby Talk', Billy Idol; 'A Little Knowledge' from Martin Briley; I found a hit--Never 
Trust A Stranger' from the Michael Schenker group; and 'Good Morning America' from Charlie...As far as 
the Rossington/Collins is concerned, I think 'Gotta Get It Straight' may be the only thing we can deal 
with. Is the whole band Southern Baptists, or what? Talk about church harmonies, Jesus!!Halleleuia!!!" 

WKLS, ATLAMTA, GA M.D.-BOB BAILEY: "Here's my official goodbye to Alan Sneed. Congratulations and 
good luck at KSRR...A solid record from Michael Schenker. We're real pleased with it, and looking 
forward to bigger things with this release. I don't think this Rossington/Collins is quite as strong 
as the last one, but a strong record just the same, and as automatic an add as we've had this year. 
Hope for another New Year's Eve show. We'll lead with 'Gotta Get It Straight', 'Don't Stop Me Now', 
and 'Next Phone Call'...Entwistle could be a short lived album when the Townshend solo hits, but for 
the moment, it fills the Who gap...A very fine record from John Hall. A marked improvement over the 
last Asylum effort. In spite of limited image, it should do quite well, plus EMI is hot as hell...Not 
as knocked out with the Genesis single as a lot of people seem to be. Hope the horns are less 
omnipresent on the album...Police single has gone down really well. It moved into power rotation this 
week...Chilliwack requests have been excellent. I was skeptical at first (too pop), but half a dozen 
plays on the radio, and I'm a believer." 

WMET, CHICAGO, IL M.D.-DAVE BENSON: "WMET adds for the week: Billy Joel and the Genesis import Lp. 
Billy Joel's housecleaning is a very pleasant event. Superb recordings of some Billy Joel songwriting 
treasures. 'Captain Jack' gets the nod...By searching the import bin we've managed to put Genesis' 
'Abacab' on the air early. Well worth the effort...Sales story: Stones and Journey tussle for #1, 
Foreigner, Squier, and Seger round out the Top 5...Personal favorite department: 'Is This A Cool World 
Or What'. Karla DeVito has put together one of the punkiest Lp's I've heard in a year or twc. Karla, 
please visit my radio station...Mink DeVille's latest may not have the energy of the two Willie DeVille 
songs on the 'Cruising' Soundtrack Lp, bu -t it still is a great late night collar up a dark alley album... 
Pity the market where loose lips and oversized egos prevent a 'cultural event' the magnitude of a 
Rolling Stones club date from happening." 

WDVE, PITTSBURGH, PA M.D.-DAVE LANGE: "John Entwistle's album really stands out, but you have to get 
to side 2 to find those magic songs. 'Fallen Angel' and 'Too Late The Hero' are quite good...The Devo's 
'Coal Mine' single is our emphasis track, and we're having soue success with that track. We'll play 
around with some other trax throughout the week... Rossington/Collins band has two standout songs: 
'Gonna Miss It' and 'Seems Like Everyday Right Away'. This one's kind of hard to pick lead tracks on...

Also, for Stevie Nicks, 
Foreigner,and Journey. In the recurrent department: AC/DC is by far leading the pack with Led 
Zepplin a strong second...A true story: I went to get my morning coffee at 7-11 today and when 
Chilliwack's 'my Girl' came on the radio, the cashier said, 'Oh, that's my favorite song', and cranked 
it up...The new Rossington Collins Band album is sure to leave its mark everywhere. They have 
cancelled the tour, but the Lp will carry them for quite some time...Saw Johnny Van Zant last night, 
and was pleasantly surprised. His show has come a long way since last summer...Added this week is 
Donnie Iris.

I like 'Lovebird', 'Sleeping Man', and the (those shoes) ripoff 'Love Is A Heartattack'...The Genesis 
import album came in about five minutes ago, and there is definitely enough 'typical' Genesis to please 
the fans. 'No Reply At All' will take them to a level they've never been before...Records retailing well: 
Stones #1, Journey #2, Nicks #3, and Seger #4. Dan Fogelberg moves to #9 and Hall & Oates up to #20, 
with Triumph debuting at #24...If you're not playing 'Magic Power' you are missing an absolute killer 
track. That and 'My Girl' by Chilliwack are my two favorite cuts from new non-superstar bands...Records 
in trouble: Riot and Ian Hunter (dropped this week).. .1 just want to put in a word on the Martin Briley. 
I didn't have room this week, but it is a very strong record. It's got the hook, but it's got more class 
than your typical thud-rock...I'm happy to announce that 95X has finally found a morning man. He's 
Chris Rivers from WOUV, in Fort Pierce, Florida.

It's a total vacuum,and I'm sure if the kids weren't rioting about a depressed economy, they 
certainly would be justified to stir it up a little bit because of boring radio! After talking with a 
few kids in London, I found out the only way they are turned onto new music is through the trades, 
mainly, and then ,it's clubs and concerts.

They seem to have two disc jockeys on most of the time, and playing mostly 
American rock and roll. It's quite a mixture anywhere from Springsteen to 1352's to Danny Joe Brown to 
Devo to Jim Carroll and of course, a couple of big bands over there now are the Michael Schenker Group 
and AC/DC...Anyway, I have UWE catching up to do. There's a stack of new albums here about 3 feet tall 
to listen to. Want to thank Bobby Keller for filling in for me in my absence. Talk to you again next week 
when I mentally return to the United States!" 

WLAV-FM, GRAND RAPIDS, MI P.D.-DAVE LOGAN: "Another week of great vinyl highlighted by the Genesis import 
album which moves directly into heavy here. Easily their most comfortable work in years and one of the 
most carefully crafted albums we've received in recent memory. 200 copies of the import moved out of the 
stores here in less than 24 hours, and it would have been more had the stock been available. When the 
domestic copies arrive, we're expecting something close to a Top 3  debut. Simply, it's a pagnificent 
album... The John Entwistle album has everyone floored here. Great lurking rock and roll that grabs your 
attention from the shadows.

It's hard not to be 
impressed with Dale Krantz's new found vocal maturing and naturally, the band is as solid as ever. Here's 
hoping they can string together a couple of months without encountering any more major hassles...The new 
Devo sounds like BIG fun once again. 'Through Being Cool' has the makings of a soon to be chanted anthem. 
Add this to the breaking singles story and we're looking at another successful chapter in the annuls of 
'Devolution'. Why fight it? Just go with it and die dancing...Sales screamers: Bob Seger storms into 
#1, significantly edging the Rolling Stones; Dan Fogelberg climbs to #6 (without phones); the Kinks surged 
to #11 after giving the people here a marvelous show; Billy Joel crawls to #14; Hall & Oates debuts at 
#18; and our work record Nils Lofgren checks in at #20 with phones to match...Personals: To S.C.: Your 
buddy's I.D.S. blew speakers out. He must carry his nuts in a wheelbarrow...Great seeing Mike Stones back 
in these neck of the woods. Get some northern clothes, okay Mike?...Tell Marty you need a clothing 
allowance...Ron Counts: Get well soon. You do a great Sugar Ray impression--now learn to duck.. .1 under-
stand Susan finally got her license. Did they really have to ask if you were an imbecile? Someone like 
Bill , I could see, but you?" 

WHCN, HARTFORD, CT M.D.-BOB BITTENS: "With all the new vinyl around, it is becoming increasingly 

difficult to pick any one new artist and say with certainty this will be a hit. However, if any one 
new record has the potential to be a major smash, it's 'Fear Of The Unknowil' from Martin Briley and 
particularly the song 'The Man I Feel'. Although I found the album, as a whole, a little repetitive 
at first, after a few more listens, I've grown to respect the man as a first class songwriter. If 
you're still in doubt about Martin, take his record hone and give it a little time to grow on you. 
The records are well worth the time spent...Another new record which may require a few listens is 
'Too Late The Hero' from John Entwistle. While it may not live up to the advance hype it got from 
your local Atco record pusher (sorry, Paul), it's still a respectable effort from the quiet Who member. 
So far 'Fallen Angel' has my vote for best cut...I may be a bozo, Bill, but I still think that the 
EW&F horns ruin what might have been a great Genesis song.

FOR YOUR INFORMATION: 
When reading the individual station report, please remember that there are three ways in which album 
rotations are tracked. 

1. PLAYS PER DAY - This refers to the actual number of exposures an album gets between 6 AM 
and Midnight on an average day of the reporting week. 

2. PLAYS PER WEEK - Most of our weekly play reporters go back over their music logs for the previous 
week, and those totals are relayed to us and printed up. 

3. AIRPLAY EMPHASIS - Be careful not to confuse this with PLAYS PER DAY/WEEK. EMPHASIS is a system 
67-Telative scaling, based on 10. If the highest rotation album gets 8 spins per day, it receives 
10 points. If another album gets 4 spins, it merits 5 points, etc. fEis allows a much more 
detailed rundown than the conventional light/medium/heavy system.
