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Question Of The Week

While doing his comments early last week, WDVE's Dave Lange coined a great new phrase
"call.out rock". .Since that's obviously a hot topic these days, we asked our reperters to
explain the relatively low sell-through on albums that test well passively. (For instance, Van

Zant, Tarney Spencer, Sherbs, and Gary 0'." = = == === =

TONY BERARDINI, WBCN: "Because the object of many stations, particularly those who are con-
sulted, is to gain or get the largest possible ARB shares, not to sell records. Therefore,
the emphasis is on playing songs and artists which represent a certain sound, not necessarily
creating an identification factor of the new artists and the artist's name, or the name of the
song. I don't think that a lot of listeners really make a correlation between a new artist and
the song they are hearing. (It could be any one of a million different artists.)"

ALAN SNEED, KSRR: "It seems to me that most records without a 'bite' don't seem to jump out
there quite as quickly in terms of sales. However, they seem many times to be tremendous
radio records. Recent examples are Silver Condor and Balance. At the same time; since these
records don't have that 'bite', that incites the core rock and roller to buy them. Wewill never
see the sales that we see on a record 1ike an Ozzy Osbourne."

KID LEQ, WMMS: "It's still a function of economics (or Reaganomics), and you will find radio
1isten%ng up. People want to hear these songs. They just don't want to dish out their money
that quickly. Also, with superstars coming out with so many albums, they'l1l obviously sell
first. You have to look at other things now. Just because a record isn't selling doesn't mean
it isn't popular or that it's bad for the station."

RON NENNI, WPYX: "Songs that appeal to listeners immediately through passive research seem to
burn out quickly. Often the groups have no identity. They just sound 1ike other successful
bands, and the lack of front or backselling deosn't help sales either. Songs that stand out
often have a subtle hook, thus triggering requests and conversions to sales. Passive doesn't
give the song a chance to grow on the listeners."

BUCK MCWILLIAMS, WIOT: "I think it has a lot to do with labels. It's my feeling that, in generai,
the whole support situation is a big factor. No support, no sales, no exposure."

DAVE LOGAN, WLAV-FM: "“With only so much to spend, you go for a sure thing, much Tike in horse
racing. You may like the looks of a young colt, but when it comes to putting down hard earned
money, you'd rather watch 'em. At the same time, I don't think that people want to hear less
of these artists. Truly successful stations know how to comprehend the value of these records
beyond sales."

GLORIA JOHNSON, KGON: "Weakness in marketing. Too often companies are relying on radio play to
sell records, and there is a whole lot more to the picture."

DANA JANG, KOME: "The songs are fairly non-offensive, but it's going to take a lot more than just
being non-offensive to sell through. The analogy that I would use is Key lime pie. If I called
out and asked people what they thought of the individual ingredients that go into key 1ime pie,
that doesn't mean everyone is going to go out and buy the pie. It's the creation of a demand
for that particular piece of product, and therefore, it's not only the product itself, it's
the promotion, the price, and the place or position that product occupies in the marketplace."

DAVE LANGE, WDVE: "I think the main reason that they test well is that they sound 1ike some-
thing else--Van Zant perhaps sounds 1ike Skynyrd for example, and for that portion of the test
they think it's 'Freebird'. So, instead of the tested piece of product selling, the band that
they sound like sells."

BOB LINDER, WDHA: "Either the testing is at fault, or the follow-thru sales effort is incomplete,
or both. It may also be that many artists take a lot more time than a month or two to develop.”

BOB MAJERSKY, WXUS: "There always seems to be artists that are requested and are played a lot
on the radio, but never really do too well in sales. I attribute this to passive listeners
who react to the records, but normally do not buy 'em."

TERRY MEINERS, WLRS: "The kids can only afford the monsters these days:" Stones, Foreigner, Pat
Benatar, Styx, and Rush. Other than that, you're taking a chance."

BOB BITTENS, WHCN: "Just because people like music, doesn't mean they can afford to own it. The
average record buyer picks up two or three albums a year. Chances are those are the biggies or
superstars. A lot of times what they like to hear on the radio, they just don't have the money
to buy."

JIM BUCKLEY, WRCN: "Basically you're dealing with a teenage market with very limited funds. You
used to be able to get three albums for $10.00, and now you're lucky if you can get by with one.
So the decisions that the record buying public has to make have narrowed down to a 3-4 a month to
just one. When you have to make a choice 1ike that, you go for your favorite and hope that you
can hear the rest on the radio."

ROB LIPSCHUTZ, WHJY: "As far as I can tell, the success of a record in sales has very 1ittle to
do with its success in passive research. In other words, there are some records that test well
that sell, and there are some that don't. Obviously, if there's a record that people like
according to passive research and it doesn't sell, it's because the expensive album with perhaps
only one good track on it isn't worth it or that the record company hasn't marketed the album
properly."

TOM NAST, WSYR: "With money as tight as it is, people can't afford to buy every record they like.
A Tot of people count on radio to play the records they can't afford. A great example is the
Red Rider record. We get great phone response to 'Lunatic Fringe', but sales are so-so. Only
because, when a kid goes into a store and he sees the Stones, Journey, Stevie Nicks, Foreigner,
and Bob Seger in front of him, what is he going to buy?"

JOEL wEgBERg INDgPENDENT: "If you're referring to the kind of passive research that John
Se?ast1an.1s doing, the answer seems fairly obvious. John has stated innumerable times that
he's not in the record-selling business. He's playing records that will sound consistent with
the sound of all the other records on the air. In other words, quality of the record is not
the important factor--what's really important is that the record sﬁoulﬁ not stand out from
anything else that's getting played. Under this criteria, it's not surprising at all that
records that get a ton of play aren't moving in the stores. It's like the difference between
HBO and A§C. If the average TV viewer had to pay for ABC, you can bet your ass that ABC would
come up w1th.bet§er stuff to watch than 'Laverne And Shirley' and 'Three's Company'.

People may find it easier to listen to the same old retread homogenized junk on the radio, but

glun:ing down $8.00 for it is a different story, and not one that radio seems to care very much
out. :
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QUESTION CONTINUED
BILL SIMMONS, WMYK: "I guess the explanation is in the difference between just 1iking a song
and 1iking it well enough to shell out money for it. Therefore, it would follow that the records
that people are paying money for are the ones that they 1ike the most."

BELLE, KTIM: "Lousy consultants and music with no ears. Even mankind is fallible.

JIM KINNEY, WTUE: "Just one of those quirks. Some songs people like, but for some reason they
don't get the urge to buy the album. A case in point, 'My Girl' by Chilliwack."

JOE BONADONNA, WMMR: "I think that to assume that just because a record sounds good means that
it will sell, is not really the case. A lot of people listen to radio to hear songs, but that
doesn't necessarily mean that if you hear a song on the radio, and you like it, you're going
to go out and buy it. Especially with the price of records and the cost of gas to get to a
record store, turntable hits keep radio alive."

SKY DANIELS, WLUP: "I think sales are much more of a knee jerk reaction than perhaps a passive
acceptance of a record. People will frequently buy their favorites regardless of the quality
of the record; whereas, they may 1ike a record or dislike a record passively, but would never
affect the motivation to reach into their pockets and buy it."

BOB WALTON, WQDR: "Quite simple, just because you like a record doesn't mean you're going to buy
it. Especially if you can hear it on the radio for free."

CHARLIE WEST, KMOD: "When doing passive research, they're not hearing the record in the context
of the station. Also, so many other things are usually released during the period that this
record is out, that that particular record no Jonger becomes the priority with the record buyers."

MIKE LYONS, WDIZ: "Short attention span and an increasing fondness for disposable entertainment.
They'11 listen to the radio for 15 minutes--they won't listen to their stereo to one artist for
one hour."

DAVE KRUSENKLAUS, WKQQ: "I think we're back to that old argument where people have money only
for one record. We did some surveying of our audience, and found that most people spend an
average of about $10.00 per month on records and tapes. What will that buy you? At this rate,
the double record set is an endangered species. I think it's good for radio if a record tests
we]}, even though it may not sell well, because the only place they can hear the song is on your
radio show."

RON SORENSON, KBLE: "Passive 1isteners aren't necessarily record buyers. Indeed, passive listeners
are more than likely passive record buyers. I'd say a survey of active listeners would be a
much more reliable indication of potential sell through."

ILYSE GOTTLIEB, WRXL: "It just gets down to a matter of economics. People just don't have the
money to buy the Top 20 albums, so they buy the Top 10."

JEFF FREUND, KATT: "I think right now we're experiencing an influx in a Tot of album releases,
hence, albums with only one or two cuts on them are secondary to buying consumers under super-
star acts. The trick is for the secondary albums to have longevity. When the sales of super-
stars peak, we'll see an increase in the secondaries."

CHRIS KAMPMEIER, WPLR: "Today's record buyer has so few dollars to spread around that 1) he tends
to buy the superstars, and 2) he will simply not buy an album that is not-deeper than one or two
cuts."

DAVE KANE, WCMF: "Testing may mean that they 1ike 1istening to the song, but it would not
necessarily compel them to buy the album. To shell out an average of $7.00 per record, a
listener has to be really knocked out by a record."

AL PETERSON, WYNF: "The economy. People just don't have dollars to spend, and I think one of
the interesting things to do is to stand in a record store, watch people buy records, then ask
them what they'd buy if you gave them another $20.00. Generally, you'l1l find that they're more
adventurous in buying somewhat unknown material when it's not hard earned cash out of their
pocket."

CRAIG MARTIN, KZOK: "I think a lot of it has to do with the fact that people that buy albums
aren't passive anymore. They are the active ones that are really into music. A lot of the
passive listeners just listen to the music on the radio, 1ike a good hook, but don't go out
and buy albums anymore."

CHARLIE LOGAN, WFYV: “I think it comes down to the state of the economy. Kids just don't have
the money to buy everything they want to buy. I feel new artists should be given a price break
and not_so]d as the highest 1ist price. Maybe a decrease to a 1ist price of $5.98 for fairly
new artists would help them to sell through better."

IRA GORDON, KFML: "If I knew the answer to that, the record companies would be knocking down my
door for sure.”

PHIL KIRZYC, WWWV: "I don't hold out too much faith in testing records on a one-try basis. If
the album tests well, it could be the audience that particular night, or many different factors.
The record might be a stiff; but that particular night, the moon was full."

DUKE MEYER, WQMF: "Basically, if I had the answer to that, I'd be a rich man."

KARgN ANDERSEN, WGIR-FM: "Just because a person likes to hear a tune on the radio, I don't
think that means that he or she will plop down $8.00 for the album. When you're asking for
a reaction in passive research, it's not costing the person anything. But once it means a de-

QIe:ion of the wallet, it will make the person think twice. Let's face it, the tune on the radie
is free."

BRUCE GOLDSEN, WRKI: "No money among non-active record listeners. People have other priorities,
ang_nobody‘s going to shell out $7.00 or $8.00 for an album that they can tape or hear on the
radio."

ED KNYCH, WDEK: "Passive listeners are passive customers, unless you work them right."

ROB ROMAN, KLAQ: "A first 1isten to any album is not always the last feeling for a record. Some
things grow on you and some things don’t. Listening to an album for the first time is somewhat
dependent about how you feel at the time you 1isten to the record. If you're having a bad day,
no record will sound great. On the other hand, if you hear an album that you think you like,
it may take many times for you to become interested in purchasing that record. Several things
may happen: The station may play only one track, and the listener might be waiting to purchase
the album until they hear other tracks on it. If you only play one song, you're not necessarily
going to sell that album to your audience. Rotation, of course, is also involved. If you give
a new album 1ight initial airplay, as most people do, it takes a long time before your audience
will make any decision on it. Unless you're willing to give either a long exposure time, or
play more than one track on an album, the sell through is not going to happen on anything but
an .lbum by a killer group."
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QUESTION CONTINUED

SUSAN CHRISTOL, KTYD: “Maybe poor sampling procedure in the testing. You can't be sure you're
getting your target audience."

STEVE FEINSTEIN, WYSP: "I'11 hazard a guess, although frankly, I'm stumped. I think it's one of
the great questions that philosophers will ponder for years. Maybe those kinds of songs simply
don't have enough substance for the long haul. They may have a glossy sheen and a couple of
clever hooks, but there isn't enough substance ‘to actually provoke somebody to make a purchase.
Maybe they're getting high scores simply because they're not abrasive, not necessarily because
they are truly compelling, exciting records, the kind that often take a few listens to to sink
in. Another factor may be that those kinds of records, though they test well initially, simply
aren't durable and don't wear well."

JACK SCHWARTZMAN, WBRU: "This is most certainly an indication of the questionable reliability
of testing. To play a person a hook, or even an entire song, indicates nothing on how the general
audience will respond. So, for God's sake, take some risks."

MAGIC, WYFE: "Just because an individual might react favorably on the telephone to any particular
song doesn't, in my mind, indicate that that individual is willing to go lay out $9.98, or what-
ever the 1ist price is, for an album. Many times it takes huge amounts of airplay and hype to
get anyone interested in an album unless it's from a bonafide superstar."

JOSE DIAZ, WBLM: "I really don't have any explanation. A1l I can say is that if it sounds good,
1t should be on the radio, regardless of whether or not it sells one piece."

TIM SMITH, WLVQ: "It comes back to economics. People don't have money to spend on a lot of
records these days. A lot of testing is done on a 5 second hook of a song. We really can't
expect a person to shell out $8.00 on an album, even though they may like the 5 seconds on that
album,"

.

Radio Action

HARRIET BELLUSH, STARFLEET/BLAIR, INC.: "Open letter to John Cooper, WQBK, Albany: The public account
of your Starfleet/Warner Brothers/WPYX 'problem’ demands response to the inaccuracies and false assump-
tions contained within. Having been the intermediary in these discussions, I remember expressing honest
regret at the change in your station's positfon in your market which necessitated our decision to offer
shows to your competitor. I also emphatically claimed Starfleet's responsiibility for that action. The
quality, success, and survival of our programming depends on our ability to retain support from those
who control the resources we neec to produce our live concerts: 1.) Advertisers, whose rates increase
with reach (read: ratings); 2.) Access to artists (read: record company support); 3.) General industry
support (radio consultants, artist managers, promoters)...Juggling the needs and pressures of each faction
is a challenge and a struggle, and I did attribute our decision to switch to pressure from record company
people, a consultant, and ratings which translates into pressure from sponsors. I will not name names
now, and I did not then. Exactly how you decided to blame Warner Brothers, I do now know but you are
mistaken...Should I assume that if Starfleet's programming became inappropriate or if the quality took
a nosedive that you would continue, month after month, to air our shows and risk alienating your

. audience? In line with your arguments, you surely should since you aired our shows in the past and

.since we are basically nice folks trying to do a good job...The feelings you expressed in your public
message are not new to me; Starfleet is faced regularly with the need to decide how to deal with a
loyal affiliate whose ratings and reach decrease. Our programming cannot survive if it doesn't make
money. MWhile our hearts may be with one statfon, our survival instincts and good business sense must
also be an important consideration. While it is a compliment to know that our programs are valued enough
to be fought over, this type of battling does not encourage record company promotion people to want to
continue to support these special events. I appeal to you to think of the long range effects and spend
the time and energy being devoted to debating these issues on strengthening your station so that it
becomes again a viable outlet for our shows. At that point, it will be our pleasure to include you in
our roster again."

WOBK, ALBANY, NY P.D.-JOHN COOPER: "An update: With regard to my comments concerning Warmer Bros.,
Starfleet and the Pretenders broadcast, it has been brought to my attention that the responsibility
concerning which station in the Albany market was selected to carry the broadcast lies with Starfleet
alone. The record company made recommendations to Starfleet on who they felt should get the broadcast -
and Starfleet had the ultimate say. A1l parties involved wish to make this clear."

KGON, PORTLAND, OR ASST. P.D.-GLORIA JOHNSON: "Sales: #1 Journey; #2 Rolling Stones; #3 Foreigner;

y Squier; #5 Stevie Nicks; #b 'Heavy Metal'; #10 Little River Band; #11 Bob Seger; and, #15 Def
Leppard. ..Requests: #1 Sammy Hagar's 'Heavy Metal'; #2 Kinks; #3 Foreigner?'zl Angel City import; and,
#5 Quarterflash...Jim Steinman has found his forte. His music belongs in a visual medium, and the 'Dance

BOB WEIR, JERRY
GARCIA, and MICKEY HART recently played on a couple of trax for the new JOAN BAEZ
album. WEIR, by the way, has finished recording his "Bobby And The Midnites'" album
which will be released in a few weeks. The DEAD will enter the studio in January
to record their next Lp.

BILLY JOEL's currently writing for his next studio album which he'll start recording
next month again with PHIL RAMONE producing. The Lp shoul d be ready for release
in early April with a tour to follow. Meanwhile JOEL just did an interview with

Playboy magazine that will appear early next year.

LENNY BRONSTEIN, INDEPENDENT (213-656-4787): "It's been nearly six months since I contributed to this
section, but I choosemy causes carefully...In the last 4-6 weeks, I've seen some major misconceptions
erupt {and not just emerge) regarding promotion, its function, and especially the independents who ply
their craft! This past week's Question-Of-The-Week was just terrific for ferretting out who under-
stands exactly why a record gets promoted. There are some great gems expounded that need to be
pointed out and others that are plainly childish, egotistical and lazy...lLet's lay some ground rules.
There are some great, good, average and incompetent promopeople who match their counterparts in
radio. A1l of us have our favorites, our friends, and our old reliables we trust to be straight...
Re: Multiple calls. For some records it's to ensure you won't be missed. Some promotion is straight
out of a Marx Brothers movie--everyone thinks the other guy did it. Also, some companies don't have
regional or national people who can regularly call you; others have people who only live on the phone
for their weekly calls. How many of you don't think a company is working an Lp unless Bill has ads for
it a few weeks in a row? In some cases, indies are on permanent or temporary retainer o work all
projects. Others are hired by projects or by a manager to supplement a label's promotion. Indies also
are local, regional and national-and tend to overlap unless specifically cautioned not to. If you are
getting too many calls, it means everyone is doing his job efficiently. If you're listening to the
same rap, it's up to you to interrupt-and ask if there is something new. Some Lps take me 15 seconds
to pitch--Others can take five minutes, depending how much a P.D. or an M.D. wants to pick my brain...
Also, to clarify a glaringly obvious position: indies, regionals, and nationals exist to give you a
wider and more updated picture of a record's progress. Also, an indy has a more objective view of the
marketplace even though his 1iving is dependent upon his crop of projects getting on-the-air...As some
of you seem to feel, we have no purpose to you so why should you tolerate us and take our calls? Lots
of reasons! Often, we're the only ones working a certain record! Case in point: The first 16 weeks
on Diesel! If you didn't talk to Ron or me, you talked to no one. Many of you in the secondaries
bitch and moan about certain major labels not servicing you or getting no return calls from local reps.
We are sometimes the only conduit for getting key Lps on time or at all. We can also help you get
reporting status because our evaluations are a little clearer since most of us don't have promotions,
giveaways, and ad-bucks to influence you. Frankly, I dare almost anyone to have a more complete
national picture than I do on any Lp I work. Also, how many foulups have you suffered by projecting a
record and having a local person call that in as an add? Multiple calls give us checks and balances=
and ultimately save time...Re: Taking credit. Most indies trip all over each other to call it in
first. This indy often waits hours at the request of an M.D. on a Monday-because he wants to let his
local person call it in. In that case, I'11 let the company know. Unless it's a total favor (and the
company knows in advance) I could care less when I call it in. This is still a team effort no matter
how greedy or egotistical a promo person may be. Most times it's a combined effort anyway-and all of
us were catalysts. Record companies have had to trim personnel and consequently need backup or a
push until an Lp moves up the ladder of priorities. It would be ideal if 50% fewer Lps came out
annually, so we would all have more time to digest and enjoy it, but for the moment--more is better...
For those of you who don't see fit to take or return calls from indies, you're missing some valuable
input. This business is full of strokes until you hit paydirt. If you don't want to be bombarded by
too many calls, assign a time and stick to it. Don't disappear during your calls period and expect
us to remain calm. We all have schedules to follow in order to stick by everyone else‘'s rules and
hours. Also, lay the ground rules for what info you want and hope we're intelligent enough to follow.
Records take longer to break, but you demand quicker audience reaction time. If your audience is
slow, you can only fall back on the national picture and frankly--unless it's an automatic--it's tough
to break and chart an Lp without some indy help, unless you ignore your other artists...Everyone is
looking for an edge--we're one of the quickest, most reliable and cheapest before sinking the family
fortune into a record. We can't afford to jerk off either our client or the radio programmer. There's
no going back after you've been caught in a 1ie or a stroke...Finally, our persistence can only convince
you of the commitment when the locals are carrying the second release since you got the first
project. Our job is to start or keep alive an Lp or artist 'til the single breaks or the Lp starts
bulleting in the Top 100...A closing thought that Should get your short hairs up: If you would add a
record that seems to be a smash nationwide on time, (1ike if it's Top 20 or 15) you wouldn't be
harassed by calls trying to ascertain why you aren't playing by your own rules. Isn't Top 15 mass
appeal enough for you?"

MAVIS BRODEY, EMI RECORDS: "I'm sitting in for the honeymooning Ken Benson and his new bride,
Lyn Corey Benson, . That's right, I've got the film at 11, 'eyewitness report from A town'. ..
Contact your local EMI rep for the video. Who says radio and records have never been further
apart? Their's is a match made in promo heaven...There is no truth to the rumor that this is
our way to promote EMI's latest Our Daughter's Wedding mini LP 'Digital Cowboy'...Why not step
out and take a minute to check out their sound. Listen to 'Lawn Chairs' &'Dance Floor'. I
promise an innovative and refreshing sound. Come on--in honor of the newlyweds, say 'I will'...
P.S.-Enjoyed the usual Philly style hospitality at the Marty Balin show. He's on a major tour
and is well worth seeing (yes, he doesn't perform miracles)...As for all of the above, John
Hall is out and touring supporting his latest--an album you should be playing. I think one
listen to 'Crazy' and you'd be not to."

MARKO BABINEAU, ASM (213-469-2411): "Okay, so I lied last week--but, next week I will be disturbing
the communities of Houston, Kansas City, St. Louis, Phoenix, Seattle, San Francisco and Santa Barbara.
This is known as a promo warning. Anytime there is a promo warning at hand, you must shout the
evermost popular phrase 'Promo'! Example: Getting an early add over the phone can cause that
excitable moment of a promo warning. On the other side of the coin, a station drop or missing a
connecting flight can also be considered a promo warning! Now that I've explained this all, I've got
one promo warning this week and that is 'Ghost In The Machine'. As Bill will agree, we're all going
to have to stay after class and do some extra homework on the Police. This is by far the best album
they've laid down yet! The versatility in their style is overwhelming. Sting is playing keyboards
and saxophone for the first time on record. From 'Magic' to the U.K. single 'Invisible Sun' the 1ist
goes on and on. Every cut on this album has something in it for everyone! Moving right along,
Nazareth showed a great debut last week with a very strong follow-up week. Warning: ‘Morning Dew’
seems to be everyone's favorite, along with the classics 'Hair Of The Dog' , 'Love Hurts',
'Holiday', 'Dressed To Kill', etc. This time they gave the people what they wanted (no pun intended,
Boneski). This is the band's strongest element: Loud and proud. AC/DC move over because it's 'Snaz'
...Mayday is continuing to swallow up radio with 'So Young So Bad' which had a debut at 36 on the Song
Index. This has got to tell a story. By the way, Leo, I'm with you on ‘'Life In Space'. With
comments like I've seen on this album, I wish I had a record to work twice a year like this! For that
matter, as often as possible!...To Joe McCabe: You receive the big Air Award of this week! This man
had the fortitude and strength to add Bryan Adams because he heard it. This is one record A&M is
going to stick by 'til the cows come home...By the way, Ira Gordon: You've been Cured. 'Primary’ is
definitely the cut...Something new at A&M this week is Joan Armatrading's album 'Walk Under Ladders'.
Don't miss Joan at her best...Last comment of the week for all you stick in the muds: This far down
the line, KPRI, WMMS, KLBJ, and WAQX all hit the Go Go's this week. Let's face it: This is what is
known as staying power! The girls are opening up for the Stones this week in Rockford. If you happen
to be in the vicinity, watch out for one short extended fang-boy that we all know is Maddog Plen...
I'11 be howling you later!"

KATE INGRAM, DB RECORDS 1212-245-2212): "Saw some h-o-t shows this week, including two openings:
Lene Lovich and the RoTTing Stones tours! The crowd at JFK Stadium cheered for only two songs during
the 2% hours of music before the Stones came on stage--'Goin' To California' by Led Zeppelin and
‘Private Idaho' by the B-52's. Considering that several standard album rock songs got booed, the __
reception to the B-52's was quite demonstrative of where the masses are headed. You can expect a ;
departure from the B-52's next Lp, which they're just finishing up recording here in NY. Hopefully, it
will be out soon...Other things I'm 1iking myself these days include the new Joan Armatrading and of
course Rickie Lee Jones' album. Though Rickie's is not rock and roll, it's got a lot of street
appeal. It's too bad radio has gotten so far away from her sound...Here at DB, the New Method Actors
Ep is selling well initially.
