MOLLY HATCHETT has completed recording and mixing for their fourth album called "Take No Prisoners®,
HATCHETT guitarist, DAVE HLUBEK, says it will be a harder rocking album than the last three.

JERRY JAFFE, POLYGRAM RECORDS (212-399-7100): "When PolyGram Records first got started in the U.S.,
around 1970, the other major labels already had the jump on us by having signed some of the biggest
bands that were broken by free-form rock radio. With entrenchment of name artist airplay in the 70's
combined with various exccutive shenanigans, the PolyGram companies seemed to fall short in establish-
ing major artists on the rock level. (There were a few exceptions and other format artists helped pay
the bills). As the 80's approached, we took a much harder line towards our artist signings and with
the 'controversial' rock department (more internally here than with you in radio who have embraced the
concept) involving itself at close quarters with our much fmproved A&R department (Messrs. Chip 'Wild
Thing' Taylor, Stu Fine, Pete Lubin, John 'Dire Straits' Stainze et al) and setting priorities based
on sales potential and musical creativity--we have now a roster of artists who can potentially make
great contributions to the genre of rock. Belief, zeal, and commitment to our ‘not yet superstars' has
resulted in independent and consulted AORs giving the public the opportunity to hear some of our unique
talent. Right now Atlantic Records owns the upper reaches of the Airplay Index with an impressive
line-up of older bands. However, we at PolyGram feel that our current up and comers are perched on the
edge to do battle, and enough heavyweight names in radio have told us 'Don't stop until you break these
guys'. Here's a little synopsis of current planning on our covetted developing artists. Novo Combo--
current East coast and Mid-west tour aligned with live broadcasts and special promos with album rock
radio all along the way...Martin Briley--massive airplay push, time-buy support and telephone campaign
when airplay is achieved. Uniqueness of songs rather than riffs shall triumph...Benny Mardones--we are
spreading the rock gospel of Benny to new markets. We have many areas where Mardones is a Top 10
selling artist. These territories are different enough to tell us that Benny is a superstar in any
market that gives him a chance. Jon Anderson & Vangelis--just concluded national promotion tour.
Cemented identity of Anderson to the Mr. Cairo Lp. Working 'Back To School' track especially at
Sebastian-consulted texture oriented stations. Motorhead--ongoing retail program. Lp is at 35,000
sales with virtually no airplay. Tour to come behind next studio Lp. Remember Rush...Last but no
means least-we are a hair away from breaking Def Leppard 210,000 sales,and the tour that never ends
with our whole staff dedicated to backing each date and maintaining our heavy airplay. Quite an array
of fledgling talent I'd say,and we're not gonna take 'no' for an answer-when our main encouragement for
going nuts over these artists comes from radio itself!"

LEE J. ARNOLD. THIRD COAST RECORDS _(1-800-323-5596): "1¢'s been many months since appearing in these

hallowed pages and its really nice to be here once again. As a note of introduction, I'm Vice-President
of Promotion at Third Coast Records--a Midwest-based label located in Chicago. We currently have the
'JET' album, 'Empty Handed' out-and are seeing great reaction to this our first release. This album,
when still a demo tape, hooked me enough to change careers and locations. It did the same thing to
Rich Piombino--our National Album Director. He left radio and moved with me to Chicago from the sunny
south. Both of us are very happy about our moves, based on the reaction to our debut release. At
Third Coast we're trying to approach the record business from a little different angle. First, our
commitment to our product is definitive. There is only one number one priority. We have and will
continue to put out records one at a time, giving each release the time and attention to get its fair
shot at the public's ears and hearts. Once you've added 'JET' or whatever record we release down the
road, you can be assured of our continued commitment to that project and on1¥ that project-until the
record is either firmly established-or until it gets its fair shot and doesn’'t prove out. We will not
be banging on your door week after week with another number one priority. There is only one priority
and that's it. We at Third Coast, can't see any other way for new product to get jts fair shot in the
present industry situation. We are independently distributed by, what I feel, is the finest group of
record people in the business. In these days of diminishing profits and decreased sales, our
independent distributors have not only survived, but they've flourished. You can chalk that up to
experience, knowledge and love of this their only business--the record business. It's an honor to work
with these pros. For our regional promotion base, we are using independent promotion people, rather
than hiring an in-house regional staff. Having recently been involved in doing indie album work and
before that during my 13 years programming radio--the feeling I've gotten from most independents is that
they are the hardest working, most product knowledgeable people in the business. We at Third Coast
Records are in business to stay. Our commitment to our product is total,and our love of the record and
radio business is intense. ~Thanks to everyone for taking us seriousTy, because we are serious."
